Committee to study priorities
Hesburgh s

The University of Notre Dam e has established a com m ittee 
to study the future priorities of the institution.

In a letter to the 12—m an com m ittee, which includes six 
faculty m em bers, four adm inistrators and two students, Fr. 
Theodore M. Hesburgh, president of the U niversity, noted 
that “ no longer can every university hope or asp ire  to do 
everything good or desirable. Choosing becomes a m atte r of 
survival in a university world of seriously shrinking 
resources.”

He asked the com m ittee “to study the present and, 
especially, the future of Notre Dam e in an effort to determ ine 
what a re  the most im portant and indispensable elem ents of 
our total mission, the most essential as contrasted  with that 
which might have seem ed desirable under other cir­
cum stances.”

F ather Hesburgh also said that all segm ents of the 
University will be canvassed in the course of the com m ittee’s 
work, and that its report will be m ade to the Academic 
Council of the University begore being brought before the 
Board of Trustees. He gave no deadline for the com m ittee’s 
work.

B u rtch ae ll  to c h a ir
Chairing the com m ittee is F r. Jam es T. Burtchaell, 

provost, who noted that the group was the m ost im portant 
task force in recent University history. “ In day—to—day 
operations we a re  always relying upon and modifying our 
sense of priorities, particularly  when we ca rry  respon­
sib ility  for all University program s. This com m ittee’s task 
will be to step back from these ongoing priorities and 
criticize them ,” he said.

The m em bership of the com m ittee was suggested to 
F ather Hesburgh by the steering com m ittee of the Academic 
Council. Other than F ather Burtchaell, the m em bers of the 
com m ittee a re  F r. E rnan  McMullin, professor of philosophy 
and secretary  to the group; Howard Bathon, a senior in 
liberal a r ts  and chem ical engineering; F r. David Burrell, 
associate professor of theology and philosophy; Dr. Jam es 
D asch b ach , a s so c ia te  p ro fe sso r  of a e ro sp a c e  and  
mechanical engineering; Jam es Frick, vice president for 
public relations and development; Dr. Yusaku Furuhashi, 
professor of m arketing m anagem ent; Dr. Robert Gordon, 
vice president for advanced studies; Dr. Timothy O’M eara, 
professor of m athem atics; F rank  Palopoli, a graduate 
student in governm ent and international studies; Dr. 
Thomas Shaffer, dean of the Law School, and Dr. M arshall 
Smelser, professor of history.

Dear J im :

This le t ter  is ad d ressed  through 
you , as  ch a irm an ,  to the Com­
m ittee  on Priorit ies . As I told you 
a t  the t im e  of your appoin tm ent 
two y e a rs  ago, the m os t im portan t 
problem facing the University in 
the yea rs  im m edia te ly  ah ead  is the 
problem of priorities.

For m o re  than two decades  since 
World W ar II, this University, like 
m any  others,  has  been growing in 
a lm os t  every  d irection: n um b er  of 
faculty  m em b ers ,  students ,  a d ­

m in is tra to rs ,  insti tu tres,  courses, 
facilities, benif its, scholarships -  
a ll ref lec ted  in a budget th a t  grew 
about 10 per cen t every  year.

This w as  a p leasan t experience, 
even exhil iarating . Out hopes and 
asp ira tions  grew  and  were, in the 
main, realized, ' the re  seem ed no 
end to prosperity . Then suddenly, 
it ended, for us and  for all o ther 
universityies, even the wealthiest .

No longer could every  university  
hope or asp ire  to do everyth ing 
good or d e s i r e a b l e .  C hoosing  
becomes a m a t te r  of survival in a 
u n iv e r s i t y  w o r ld  of s e r io u s ly  
s h r in k in g  r e s o u r c e s ,  he  m o s t  
serious choice is between all those 
things a university  m ight do, and 
those limited p ro g ra m s  th a t  a 
university  can see itself doing well 
w i th in  i ts  l im i te d  r a n g e  of

resources.
Each university  m u s t  do this 

ta s k  fo r  i t s e l f ,  s i n c e  e a c h  
u n iv e r s i t y  is u n iq u e  in its 
r e s o u r c e s ,  i ts  n a t u r e  an d  
tradit ions, its spedcial spirit ,  its 
re la tive  size and  excellence, its 
geographic  and  scholarly  location 
in the total spec trum  of American 
higher education. T here  a r e  those 
who bleieve, I am ong them , tha t 
this excerc ies  of setting priorities 
is long overdue for m ost un iver­
sities.

If we m u s t  now undertake  the 
task urgen tly  and  in the context of 
surv ival,  it m ay  be one of the 
unforseen blessings of the present 
financial crisis .

H assan’s visit was a well- 
guarded secret until WNDU broke 
the story on its F riday  night news 
b ro a d c a s t.  When th e  S ecre t 
Service discovered that the radio 
station was announcing a visit by 
King Hussein, they released the

in fo rm a tio n  th a t th e  K in g ’s 
brother, not the King himself, 
would attend the football gam e; 
according to Richard Conklin, 
d irector of Public Information.

Conklin added that the P rince’s 
v is it w as a r ra n g e d  by an 
u n id en tified  a lu m n u s who is 
H assan’s legal counsel.

Stayed Only Saturday

The Secret Service arrived  in 
South Bend on F riday  to prepare 
for H assan’s arrival.

The P rince landed a t St. Joe 
Airport a t 9:00 Saturday morning. 
He spent the m orning in private 
discussions with F r. Theodore 
Hesburgh in the P residen t’s ad­
m inistration building office.

After a tour of the cam pus 
Hassan was taken to the Center for

Continuing Education w here he 
attended the presidential luncheon 
before every home gam e.

During the gam e Hassan sat in 
the second tier of the pressbox in 
the university’s private booth. 
Four Secret Servicemen w ere 
stationed on top of the press box.

The Crown P rince left South 
Bend im m ediately afte r the gam e.

Hassan becam e the legal heir to 
the Jordanian  throne in 1965 when 
he was 17 years old. As Hussein’s 
brother he was selected because 
the  K ing h im se lf  m a rr ie d  a 
com m oner m aking his children 
ineligible for succession.

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Conklin becomes instant co-education expert

Richard Conklin, Notre Dam e 
P u b lic  In fo rm a tio n  D ire c to r , 
recently found him self an “ instant 
e x p e r t”  co n c ern in g  th e  new 
coeducation found on the cam ­
puses of A m erica’s universities.

It began with a feature story 
Conklin wrote for Notre Dam e 
m agazine this past sum m er. In it, 
Conklin presented the resu lts of an 
inform al survey conducted by his 
office. The survey, which had a 90 
per cent response, was sent out to 
96 of N.D.’s incoming women 
students, and dealt with ca reer 
goals, overall im pressions of the 
university, and curren t topics of 
p a r t ic u la r  in te re s t  to  th e  in-

dividual student.

Conklin wrote tha t the incoming 
fem ale undergraduates a re , in 
m ost respects, “ rem arkably  like 
the m ales who have inhabited the 
undergraduate domain alone for 
130 y ea rs .”

He went on to glean a few rough 
sta tistics from the survey returns, 
and he used la rge chunks of the 
w ritte n  o b je c tiv e  p a r t  of the  
survey in the article .

“The whole idea of the survey 
w as to give the alum ni som e sense 
of what the new tradition of women 
a t Notre D am e will be, and to give 
an idea of w hat the incoming 
women thought. I think the article

was successful in what it was 
trying to do. It w asn’t intended to 
be a scientific study. It was just 
intended to be m ateria l for a 
feature story in Notre Dame 
magazine.

After the m agazine was printed, 
Conklin sent it out to different 
educators “ sim ply for their in­
form ation.” It w as then picked up 
by th e  W ashington  based  
new sletter—Women Today.

“The way the story was reported 
in the new sletter implied that there 
was a very sophisticated survey on 
the role of women in higher 
education yet to come. So the story 
appeared, and lo and behold, Ip a r t ic u la r  in te re s t  to  m e  in- women mougnt. i m inx m e aru c ie  appeared, ana 10 ana oenoia, l

s ta rted  getting m ail from places 
like Y ale , B ryn M aw r, and  
Wellesley asking for the complete 
survey and m ore inform ation.” 

“ In fact, possibly the only place 
that had w ritten to us that knew 
less about coeducation than Notre 
Dame, was D artm outh, who had 
just s ta rted  coeducation. All of the 
o th e rs  knew  fa r  m ore  abou t 
coeducation than Notre D am e.” 

“ It was good for all the women 
here, in the sense that they got 
some publicity, but i t’s kind of an 
exam ple of instant expertise. The 
data itself was only good for an 
interesting feature sto ry .”

“ I sent the only thing that I had 
to the schools that wrote, and that 
was just the m agazine. Hopefully 
they’ll understand that the story 
was not m eant to be a scientific 
su rvey .”

Mr. Conklin felt that all the in­
te rest generated by the story was 
indicative of how sensitive higher 
education had become to new 
developm ents in the education of 
women.

He saw the whole situation as

“am using” and felt tha t it showed 
two things about today’s society.

“The role of women in society is 
definitely changing and there is a 
n a tio n -w id e  sensitivity to this. 
Institutions of higher education are  
very serious in this sensitivity .”

Chicanes' aim: Nobel 
Peace Prize for Chavez

One of the first priorities for 
Chicanos should be the nomination 
of C esar Chavez for the Nobel 
Peace Prize, the director of the 
Mid-west council of La Raza told 
the National Associatin of Human 
Rights W orkers in K ansas City 
Monday (October 1 ).

R icardo P a rra  delivered the 
position paper a t a  workshop 
d isc u ss in g  th e  “ C hicano  co m ­
m unity” He is associated with the 

’Institu te for U rban Studies on the 
U niversity of Notre Dam e cam pus.

Calling for self-detenmination for 
Chicanos to m anage the ir own 
schools and educational system s 
as  well as  determ ine their own 
political form s and leaders, P a rra  
a d d e d , “ T he d e te rm in a tio n  to 
reta in  our culture and language, 
em phasis on control and autonomy 
is often in terpreted  as separatism  
by som e m em bers of the dom inant 
society as well as som e M exican 
A m ericans who a re  com m itted to

assim ilation.”
However, he said, the movem ent 

for se lf-d e te rm in a tio n  a c tu a lly  
represents a doctrine of cultural 
pluralism , which is opposed to the 
“basically rac ist m odel” of the 
melting-pot concept.

He concluded  by re q u e s tin g  
everyone to join in boycotting 
iceberg lettuce, “now a green, 
leafy symbol of oppression,” in 
support of United F arm  W orkers 
organizing attem pts

The Administration's C om m ittee  

on University Priorities

I t’s Saturday night again. I ’m stuck in my room in M orrissey’s 
basem ent with a jungle of pipes hanging over m e and a dead roach 
lying at my feet. I ’ve been staring a t the walls, but all I see is a faded 
poster of a writhing Mick dagger glaring across a t the scripted verses 
of “The Sounds of Silence.”

I’ve been here before - oh many tim es - but tonight I ju st cannot 
seem to pass the hours. I ’d go to bed, but th e re ’s a dull, driving noise 
coming from across the hall. The boys a re  in there drinking again. I 
did that last n ig h t! And you know, for a while, things were really 
pretty  good; but today everything was back to normal. And, w hat’s 
worse, we wasted last night! Je rry  couldn’t even rem em ber w hat he 
did. But everybody assured him tha t he was ‘the g rea tes t’. So he was 
contented.

I used to be a real party  boy my first two years. We got drunk 
alm ost every weekend freshm an year. And last year we alternated  
drinking with smoking dope. At least, getting stoned didn’t leave you 
with a hangover. Those were the days!

They’re  just not my 
answers!

You know, the one thing nice about this room is that I ’ve got a decent 
view of the lake, T here’s something th a t’s real. I can put my hands on 
it. And on certain  nights, the moon shines across it and m akes a path­
way that m akes me think I should follow it and walk on ad infinitum. 
But where would I go? To Holy Cross, I g u ess; where else?

There sure sounds like a lot of girls across the hall. Maybe I ’ll just 
take a peek over there afte r all...
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The appointment of the Committee on 
University Priotities is an important, 
though long overdue one. As Fr. 
Hesburgh astutely observes, “All ad­
ministrative decisions are an act of 
priority setting.” This attitude is a 
critical fault of the past. Administrative 
decisions have shaped the university’s 
priorities rather than vice versa.

There are two major advantages 
ushered in by the appointment of the 
committee. The first is that the com­
mittee is to take a comprehensive view of 
the future of Notre Dame. Clearly, 
financial resources limit the pursuits of 
the future. Given this limitation, it is 
certain that a view weighing the relative 
values of prospective goals is far superior 
to the piecemeal views of different bodies 
and p ersonages that are currently  
guiding Notre Dame into the future.

The second advantage is that the 
decision about the university’s future is 
open to the entire community. The 
committee is made up of students and 
faculty, as well as administrators. 
Furthermore, there is the promise that 
all members of the University com­
munity will be canvassed.

However, on closer scrutiny, this 
openness is suspect. To say the least, the 
com m ittee’s members were carefully 
selected.

It is most significant that not one of the 
thirty-one faculty members who signed 
“The Future at Notre Dame” , last 
spring’s letter questioning the direction 
of the university under its present

leadership, is seated on the committee. 
At the same time, three of the thirty-one 
signers of the subsequent letter defending 
the current administration are among the 
six faculty members appointed.

More obvious is the presence of only 
one undergraduate, and he one that was 
chosen by the administration to represent 
the students. This certainly seem s to be a 
less than adequate voice for the largest 
sector of the community.

Finally, given past history of Notre 
Dame committees in general and the 
makeup of this particular committee, it is 
clear that the act of canvassing will not 
insure the respondents an adequate voice 
inn this most important of all issues. And 
surely, discussion in the Academic 
Council, that body which is so completely 
dominated by the personality of Fr. 
Hesburgh, will not remedy the situation.

In short, the powers that be are once 
again in position to controlthe decisions 
of this committee. This would be coun­
terproductive ■ It would cut the value of 
this project in half by eliminating the 
second advantage.

If the committee wishes to make the 
most of its enterprise, it must subject its 
decisions and accompanying options and 
considerations to constant public 
scrutiny. This may make things more 
difficult, but, in light of the above, it is the 
only manner by which a meaningful 
decision can be made.

D ear F r. Burrell,
You probably don’t rem em ber 

me. When you w ere the rector of 
M orrissey Hall I was living in 
room 124. I mostly played Rugby, 
got C’s, and drank a lot of beer 
down a t Corby’s when they w eren’t 
checking I D .’s. When I graduated  
in 1970 I w as com missioned as an 
Ensign in the U.S. Navy. It w as the 
year P residen t Nixon invaded 
Cambodia and four students w ere 
killed a t Kent State.

When I was in the Navy I learned 
many things. Mostly I learned the 
m ost so p h is tic a te d  m ethod  of 
killing people from a long way off.
I was stationed on an Attack 
C arrie r which was going through a 
one y e a r  o v e rh a u l befo re  
deployment to SEAsia. During 
tha t year I read  a few books F r. 
Amon gave m e before I went into 
the Navy. They w ere on Non­
violence, and they had a lot to do

with why I ’m w ritting to you now.
Right now I’m doing draft and 

m ilitary counseling in Denver. 
We c a ll o u rse lv e s  Rocky 
Mountain M ilitary Project. Clergy 
and Laity Concerned has an office 
right above ours, and every now 
and then we get together and do a 
project. The Air Force Academy 
has been the focus of a num ber of 
these projects.

We have m ade a ttem pts to speak 
with cadets, expose them  to 
nonviolent alternatives to w ar, and 
to the reality  of todays electronic 
w arfare  in SEAsia. We are  now 
prepairing  another round with the 
monolithic w ar m achine and w e’re  
wondering - hoping the community 
of Notre D am e m ight help us in our 
efforts. On Nov. 11-12 the A.F A. 
p lay s N otre  D am e fo r th e ir  
H om ecom ing  foo tba ll gam e. 
During the Homecoming weekend 
he Academy has a m em orial 

service for Academy graduates 
X lled , prisoners, or MIA’s. We 
sere the head Chaplain, Colonel 
John iDenehy, a le tte r asking if a 
spokesperson from our group could 
jo in  in tfce m em orial service.

Are the te  people a t Notre Dame 
who w ould  be in te re s te d  in 
assisting us lh our efforts to bring 
attention to tile continueing air- 
w ar? Is there a priest who might 
w rite a sim ilar le tter asking to be 
part of the m em orial service with

Clergy and Laity? Are students at 
Notre Dam e still working for 
peace? If you could assist us in 
any way or get us in touch with 
people (student body president?) 
in the Notre Dam e St. M ary’s 
Community who would be in­
terested  in such a project please 
w rite, or have them  w rite, or call, 
or anything.

We hope tha t you a re  as en­
couraged as we a re  by the recent 
r e le a se  of th re e  A m erican  
p r iso n e rs  by th e  N orth  V iet­
nam ese. We believe tha t all 
Am ericans, regard less of their 

position on the continuing air wa, 
can rejoice in this hopeful release 
of American prisoners.

It is our hope that we might join 
with you in expressing our com ­
mon concern over the lives of 
A m erican  p r iso n e rs  an d  our 
common nope for their release. 
We believe an especially ap ­
propriate tim e to express this 
concern would be in conjunction 
with the Air Force Academy 
Homecoming activities the week 
end of November 11—12. We un­
derstand th a t in the past a 
m em orial service has often been 
held during Homecoming for Air 
Force Academy graduates killed, 
held prisoner, r  m issing in action 
in Indochina.

We would be most appreciative if 
a represen tative of our group could 
have a  sm all part in helping 
conduct th is  H om ecom ing 
m em orial service. We feel this is 
especially appropriate as everyone 
shares concern for the release of 
American prisoners, regardless of 
different convictions about the best 
solution to the Indochina War. If 
this is not possible, a num ber of 
people from our group would at 
le a s t like to a t te n d  the 
Homecoming m em orial service.

We hope that we might share in 
the Homecoming m em orial se r­
vice in some way. If this is not 
possible, we welcome an op­
portunity to discuss with you other 
ways in which we might express 
our common concern for the

release of American prisoners and 
an end to the Indochina War.

Chicago is an incredibly active group-----
they tour m ore than any group I know (I 
think I heard some figures say something 
like 80 percent of their time is spent 
touring). Therefore, it’s not unusual for 
most people to have seen Chicago m ore than 
once.

This was my fifth tim e, so they’re alm ost 
like old friends to me. The last tim e I saw 
them was two years ago when they cam e to 
ND, and not much has changed. A few new 
faces along with many old smiles and the 
usual enthusiastic applause for a perennial 
favorite.

I suppose the reason I look forw ard to 
seeing them each tim e (norm ally, seeing an 
ac t five times can be a little boring) is the 
ra re  enthusiasm  the group itself has. Few 
groups have I seen that a re  actually  happy 
and joking among themselves. I ’ve yet to 
see Jim m y Pankow or Walt P arazaider in 
concert when they haven’t been in the best 
of spirits. Always grinning foolishly, always 
getting into music that surely m ust be 
ridiculously tiresom e for them , always 
heartily accepting applause with a loud 
“Thank you!’’ they m ake the show come 
alive with m ore than good music, but also 
good cheer.

But they sure don’t scrim p on the music. 
Providing over two hours and a half of solid 
music is quite a task for any group, 
especially one that tours as much as 
Chicago.

To list the songs they played would entail 
listing a good chunk of most of their albums. 
Some w ere long, like the “Ballet F or a Girl 
in Buchanan,” some short like the ever— 
favorite “ Beginnings.”

Chinese diplomats celebrate 
anniversary of revolution in N.Y.

New Y ork , O ct. 1 -The a n ­
n iversary  of the establishm ent of 
the com m unist governm ent in 
Peking was celebrated  here of­
ficially for the first tim e tonight. 
H uang  H ua, C h ica ’s ch ief 
r e p re s e n ta t iv e  to th e  U n itted  
Nations, gave a reception a t the 
m ission’s headquarters.

H uang , who re p la c e d  th e  
Chinese Nationalist delegation last 
year as the legitim ate rep resen­

tative of China, invited overseas 
Chinese in the New York area  who 
a re  sym pathetic to Peking as well 
as other “ close friends.”

The reception took place one day 
afte r the mission w as besieged by 
s e v e ra l h u n d red  egg -th ro w in g , 
chanting Chinese dem onstrators 
who dem anded the expulsion of the 
Com munists and the reseating  of 
the Chinese N ationalists in the 
United Nations.

New York—S. J . Perelm an, the 
m an -without a country home, has 
returned  to his native New York 
City.

“ E n g lish  life , w hile very  
pleasant, is ra th e r bland,” he said. 
“ I expected kindness and gentility 
and I found it, but there is such a 
thing as too much couth.

“ T h e ir  ry e  b re a d  h a s  no 
caraw ay seeds, and their nam e for 
corned beef is salt beef—and it 
doesn’t com pare with what you can 
get on the Upper West Side or on 
the Lower E ast side” (sections of 
New York City).

When he left these shores, two 
years ago, his appetites for the 
pleasures of New York were sated, 
and he was dimly perceived to be 
u ttering a plague on all its houses.

“New York was then—and it still 
obviously is—a very difficult place

for anyone to be,” he said. “ When 
you first retu rn , the city seem s 
very d istressing, and all the things 
we know about New York are  
tru e—the dirt, the disorder, the 
v io lence . B ut I find  m yse lf 
ad ap tin g : I walk on the balls of my 
feet at night.

“Having been born here, I guess 
I wouldn’t want to renounce my 
birthright. Perhaps, just barely 
perhaps, i t’s necessary to go 
som ewhere else to get a view of 
one’s city.

“ When I ’m aw ay, I m iss the 
tension, the give and take I feel i t ’s 
a g reat m istake for any w riter to 
cut him self off from his roots. 
One’s work suffers by trying to 
transp lan t it to another milieu.

“My style is haut m elange—a 
m ixture of all the sludge I read  as a 
child, all the cliches, liberal doses 
of Yiddish, crim inal slang and 
some of what I was taught in a 
Providence, Rhode Island, school

Awesome Irish smash Boilermakers

The officials seem ed to be the 

on ly  peop le  in N o tre  D am e 
Stadium  who could stop the Irish 
from  scoring Saturday afternoon. 
P u rd u e’s defense w asn’t able to do 
the job as  Notre D am ecom binecan 
explosive rushing a ttack  with Tom 
C lem ents’ accu rate  passing to 
rack  up 636 yards in total offense 
and post a 35—14 victory over the 
Boilerm akers.

Referee Je rry  M arkbreit took 
an alm ost sure th ree points aw ay 
from the Irish when he failed to see 
a tim eout signal with just seconds 
rem aining in the first half, forcing 
Notre D am e to hurriedly attem pt a 
fourth down pass play from the 
P u rd u e  five  w hich w as u n ­
successful. It d idn’t m ake any 
d if fe re n c e  in th e  ou tcom e, 
however, because the Irish had

already  tallied th ree first half 
touchdowns while holding Purdue 
scoreless and went on to score 
tw ice m ore inthe th ird  quarte r 
before the B oilerm akers m ade 
things m ore respectableby driving 
for a pair of la te gam e touchdowns.

Led by Clem ents, who com pleted 
17 of 24 pass a ttem pts for 287 yards 
and two touchdowns, and speedy 
halfback E ric  Penick, who rushed 
for 133 yards and a touchdown in 12 
carries, the Irish w ere in control 
all the way in posting their third 
stra igh t win over a rch —rival and 
frequent nem esis, Purdue.

Notre D am e’s domination of 
play was evident in the first half 
sta tistics, which showed the Irish 
with 17 first downs to P urdue’s 
three, 153 yards rushing to the 
Boilers’ 39 and 250 passing yards to 
none for Purdue.

If Ara P arseghian  w ere a businessm an, instead of a football coach, he 

might have to appear before the B etter Business Bureau on charges of 
m isrepresenting  his product.

Before the s ta r t of the season, he said that he and his coaching staff 
would be "rebuilding ” the Fighting Irish football team  this year. Blarney. 
Notre D am e’s business is wrecking, not construction.

At least th a t’s the way it m ust have seem ed to P u rd u e’s Boilerm akers 
Saturday afternoon. Loaded with return ing  veterans and considered to 
have several first-ra te  prospects, Purdue took on Parseghian  s youthful 
Irish and w ere destroyed 35-14.

The Irish riddled the Purdue defense for 636 yards in total offense while 
lim iting the Boilerm akers to 14 late gam e points and just 39 first half 
yards, all of them  on the ground.

No one was m ore im pressed with Notre D am e’s perform ance than 
Purdue coach Bob DeMoss.

"N otre D am e has g rea t balance,” DeMoss said a fte r watching his team  
absorb its th ird  loss in as m any outings this fall. "They’ve got good ex­
perience up front, good running backs, and (Tom) Clements did a g rea t 
job at q uarte rback  Their execution is excellent and, anytim e a team  can 
run inside and outside an pass well a s  they did, they ’ve got people in a 
b in d .”

“ We couldn’t stop them , ” DeMoss added with a shake of his head.
The way the Irish have moved the football in their first two gam es, i t ’s 

questionable w hether anyone can stop them.
Last year, Notre D am e scored only 225 points, its lowest total ever since 

P arseghian  arrived  in '64. This season, the Irish once again have an 
offensive m achine, capable of scoring a t any tim e, from  anyw here on the 
field.

Singling out one person or even a couple of players, as the reason for 
this sudden offensive reversa l of form  is alm ost as difficult a task  as 
opposing defenses face in trying to stop the Irish.

E leven men, notone or two, m ake a good team . Purdue had som e g rea t 
individual players, but, a s  a team , they couldn’t do the job.

C ertainly, sophom ore quarte rback  Tom Clements deserves a m ajor 
share of the credit for the rejuvenation of the Irish a ttack .

Intelligent and rem arkably  cool for a guy playing only his second 
varsity  gam e, Clements w as dazzling Saturday afternoon. His faking and 
ball handling w ere so good that it seem ed as it he m ight walk up to 
P u rd u e’s 6’7” , 280-pound defensive tacle, Dave Butz, and pull the football 
from behind his ear. With his sleight of hand abilities, he could trade in 
his football gear for a black suit and wand and be a success.

His shifty, exciting, running style had m ore than one fan a t S atu rday’s 
gam e com paring him favorably with N .D .’s la test quarte rback  idol, Joe 
Theism ann.

Some people had questioned his passing abilities, but Clements m ade 
believers of the skeptics with a 17 of 24 perform ance, good for 287 yards 
and two touchdowns, against the B oilerm akers.

His ability to pick up secondary receivers is uncanny, especially in 
view of his lack of experience. His 62-yard touchdown toss to Willie 
Townsend w as a play on which the p rim ary  receivers were covered, yet 
Clem ents found the open man.

“ I w as looking a t th ree receivers on the p lay .” Clements said la ter. 
“The first two (tight end Mike Creaney and fullback John Cieszkowski) 
w ere covered, and if Willie had been, I would have run. It was a good 
play-we all enjoyed it.”

W atching Clem ents operate is enjoyable for everyone.
Clem ents wouldn’t have been ab le to pass as  well a s  he did, however, 

without adequate protection from  his offensive line. He got that, and 
m ore. As he w as quick to point out, “ I had all day to throw .”

The Irish front line, center D ave Drew, guards F rank  Pom arico and 
G erry  DiNardo, tackles John D am peer and Dave Casper and tight end 
Mike C reaney, has done an outstanding job this fall.

Very quick off the line of scrim m age, they have consistently been 
opening holes in opposing defenses.

And the people tha t have been running through those holes! Another 
sophomore, E ric  Penick, has given the Irish the breakaw ay th rea t 
they’ve lacked in recent years. Although he sa t out m ore than a quarte r 
against P u rdue  with a m inor knee injury, he still rushed for 133 yards and 
a touchdown. In the first gam e of the season against N orthwestern, 
D a iry  11 Dewan ran  for over 100 yards. G ary Diminick ripped off a 42 yard  
run against the B oilerm akers. Andy Huff and John Cieszkowski give the 
Irish two of the one of the nation’s best fullback tandem s and it takes a 
heck of a tack ier to bring down either of these two by himself.

Most people felt tha t the Irish would im prove offensively this fall, 
although their perform ance has exceeded even coach P arseghian  s ex­
pectations, but no one thought tha t N otre D am e’s defense with only three 
s ta rte rs  back from  the 1971 team , would be as good as i t ’s been.

But they w ere unscored upon during the first seven quarte rs of the 
season and the two touchdowns they gave up in the fourth qu arte r against 
Purdue w ere m eaningless. The Irish "D ” w as especially tough in the 
early  going Saturday when fum bles gave P urdue possession the football 
in scoring position. The B oilerm akers went nowhere.

Clearly, P arseghian  has stopped rebuilding and moved into other 
areas . Right now, the wrecking business is g reat.

seasoned veterans than the youth­
ful bunch they are , again turned in 
a fine perform ance and it was their 
play that enabled the Irish Notre 
D am e to take the lead early  in the 
gam e. Penick fumbled the ball 
aw ay on the first play afte r the 
opening kickoff a t the Notre Dam e 
33 yard  line and the P u rdue’s 
middle guard, Greg Bingham, 
recovered. The Boilerm akers 
picked up a quick first down but, on 
second down at the Irish 17, Bill 
Pedhoretzky was hit hard  by fresh­
m an tackle Steve Niehaus and 
fumbled. Notre D am e’s Jim  
O’M alley , who seem s to  be 
playing with a football m agnet 
under his uniform this fall, fell on 
the ball to kill the th reat.

H astily  red e em in g  h im se lf, 
Penick got the Irish out of trouble 
by bursting for 20 yards around left 
end on Notre D am e’s second play 
from scrim m age and, afte r Dewan 
picked up four yards, Andy Huff 
bulled his way up the middle for 13 
m ore yards to the N.D. 47. But 
there the drive stalled and the Irish 
w ere forced to punt. They didn’t 
lose the football, though, as, while 
Brian D oherty’s kick was sailing 
downfield, Purdue was called for 
clipping and the 15 yard  penalty 
gave the Irish a first down at the 
B oilerm akers’ 36 yard 
line. Granted a reprieve, the 
Irish wasted little tim e in taking 
advantage of the opportunity. 
Four plays la ter, in a third and 13 
situation at the 39, Clements rolled 
to his right and fired a perfect pass 
to Mike Creaney a t the 20 and the 
big tight end ram bled into the end 
zone untouched for the score. Bob 
Thomas kicked the first of five 
conversions with 10:12 left in the 
quarter. Notre D am e’s defense 
stepped back into the spot light 
again a little la ter, afte r a fumble 
by Clements turned the ball over to 
Purdue at the Irish 43. Boiler­
m a k e r  q u a r te rb a c k  G ary  
Danielson w as dropped twice 
attem pting to pass in the ensuing 
series of downs and Purdue punted 
to Tim Rudnick, whose 15 yard  
return  gave the offense possession 
at the N.D. 30. After an illegal 
shift penalty pushed the ball back 
five yards, Clements and Penick 
moved the Irish to a touchdown in 
just six plays.

A four yard  Clements to Willie 
Townsend pass and a 14 yard  run 
by Penick gave the Notre D am e a 
first down and Clements followed 
that up by finding Creaney open 
behind the Purdue zone for a 30 
yard  completion that moved the 
ball to the Boiler 27.

Andy Huff picked up a couple of 
yards before Clements again took 
to the air, hitting Townsend over 
the middle at the 14. Penick then 
swept left end behind a wall of 
blockers and raced over the goal 
line u n h in d e red  w ith  4:55 
rem aining.

Notre Dame increased its lead to 
21—Oon the first play of the second 
quarte r. Taking possession on 
their own 38, the Irish needed just
one play to score and it was a
beauty.

Clements m ade the play work, 
first slowing the Purdue pass rush 
with a g reat play—action fake to 
Huff, then finding Townsend, not 
his p rim ary  receiver, alone in the 
Boilers’ secondary. Townsend 
caught Clem ents’ pass in stride at 
the 20 and sprinted into the end 
zone. Thom as’ ex tra  point cam e 
just 53 seconds into the quarter.

The Irish alm ost added to their 
lead late in the first half, moving 
from their own 32 to the Purdue 
five before the tim e out mixup 
occurred.

Perhaps deciding tha t it would 
be best to do their scoring early, 
the Irish drove for touchdowns the 
first two tim es they had possession 
in the second half.

After stopping P urdue following 
the second half kickoff, Notre

Dam e m arched 78 yards in just 
seven plays for its fourth touch­
down. Gary Diminick’s 42 yard  
run was the big play in the drive, 
w hich c u lm in a ted  in John  
C ieszkow sk’s on e-y ard  sco rin g  
plunge.

The Irish went 84 yards the next 
tim e they had the football, aided 
largely by runs of 16 and 34 yards 
by Penick and a 12 yard  Clements 
to Cieszkowski pass that put the 
ball on the one—yard line. Two 
plays la ter, Huff sm ashed over the 
goal line.

That put the gam e out of reach of 
P u rd u e  a lthough  th e  B o ilers 
refused to quite quit and m anaged 
to pick up a pair of touchdowns in 
the fourth quarter.

Jack  Peterson put Purdue on the 
scoreboard with a gutsy 24 yard  
runk breaking three tackles on his 
way to the end zone. Bob 
B obrow ski, who had  re p la c e d  
Danielson at quarterback, m ade 
the score 35—8 with a two—point 
conversion pass to split end Rick 
Sayers.

B obrow ski took th e  B o ile r­
m akers in to score the next tim e 
they had the ball, Skip Peterson 
putting the finishing touches on a 
51—yard  m arch by powering over 
from the one, but another tw o -  
point conversion try  failed.

Notre Dame controlled the ball 
thereafte r and the gam e ended 
with the Irish on the Purdue two 
yard  line.

Next weekend, the Irish, now 2— 
0, will m eet another lo n g -tim e  
rival and Big Ten foe, Michigan 
State, in a nationally televised 
contest in E ast Lansing.
