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Grant power to override

McLaughlin proposes SLC powers

Student Body President P a t M cLaughlin  
Proposed at the Student L ife  Council m eeting 
Monday tha t e ithe r power to o ve rrr ide  the veto of 
the U n ive rs ity  President be given to the SLC, or 
tha t the board's m em bership be reduced to six 
people.

Under his proposal the new SLC would include the 
student body president, and vice-president, the 
dean of students, the vice-president fo r student 
a ffa irs , and two facu lty  m em bers. This board 
would have advisory ju r is d ic tio n  over U n ive rs ity  
rules and regulations.

This dual proposal im m ed ia te ly  brought on a 
storm  of reacions from  a ll sides, which launced the 
Council in to an in te rlude of self-exam ination.

M cLaughlin  gave severalreaions fo r both parts  of 
his m otion. Concerning the power to ove rride  a 
veto, he stated tha t i t  would g ive a untied board a 
chance to take action even i f  the A dm in is tra tion  
was opposed to a measure, He added tha t now the 
board was “ negative”  and “ reactionary , since m ost 
of our action have been reactions to events tha t 
have a lready occurred ,”  and tha t the a b ility  to pass 
measures over the head of the P resident of the 
U n ivers ity  would a llow  the Council to take m ore 
in itia tive .

C iting student apathy, he said the second a lte r­
na tive  proposal asking fo r a sm a lle r council would 
make the SLC faster m oving and m ore responsive 
to student needs.

In the ensuing debate, various reactions were 
expressed by board m em bers, m any w hich included 
reactions on the Council itse lf. D r. Robert 
Ackerm an countered the proposal by saying it  
relected a “ spoiled c h ild ”  a ttitude  and, “ We are not 
a leg is la tive  body, but an adv isory  body.”

“ 1 th ink  you are overlooking the recom m endary 
and advisory nature of th is  body,”  Ackerm an 
stated.

A discussion ensued on whether the board was 
pe rfo rm ing  any useful purpose. Chairm an o f the 
m eeting and Student Body V ice -P re s id e n t F rank  
F lanagan stated “ Some of the m em bers are 
unim pressed by the Student L ife  Councul and tha t 
there was general student body apa thy.”

A r t  Derse daid, “ I  don 't th ink  we have any power 
to do anyth ing w orthw h ile  on campus a t a l l. ”
“ There seems to be something wrong w ith  what 
we are do ing,”  he added.

O ther student m em bers echoed the charges of 
powerlessness, inaction and student apathy. D r. 
W alter N icgroski in rebu tta l c itted  the calender 
controversy as an exam ple of a “ useful function of 
the com m ittee ,., and noted tha t the Counci 
Council provided an arena fo r issues to be aired and 
discussed.

Bro. Just Paczesny said, “ I  see the value in a 
sm a lle r group, but I also see the value in the ta lent 
of the la rge r g roup .”  Paczesny agreed “ tha t the 
board possibly spent too much tim e  on the sexua lity  
question, and I would lik e  to move in other d irec ­
tions and spend less tim e  on single issues.”

F in a lly  a vote was taken on the f irs t  pa rt of 
M cLaugh lin 's  m otion and i t  passed 9 to 7 w ith  3 
abstentions M ost of the student m em bers supported 
the m easure and the m am o rity  of the facu tly  and 
A dm in is tra tion  m em bers opposed. A s traw  vote 
was taken on the second measure and the ta lly  in 
the un o ffic ia l vote was 13 in  support and 3 against.

Ackerm an then observed, “ We have ju s t spent 
one and a h a lf hours discussing something tha t we 
knwo w on 't floa t and have risked fu rth e r m aking 
ourselves a laugh ingstock.”

F rank  F lanagan then decided to e ll fo r a m otion to 
reconsider the f ir s t  proposal w h ich had ju s t been 
passed. The m otion was passed and the o rig ina l 
proposal was voted on again, th is tim e  go8ng down 
to defeat 9 opposed and 8 for.

A com m ittee composed of m em bers Pau l Con­
way, Maureen Gleason, Bro. Paczesny and Denis 
Sullivan was appointed to fu rth e r investiiga te  the 
motions and repo rt a t the next meeting.

Flanner expulsions due to 

com m unication

B rian M cG inty, Student G overnm ent Jud ic ia l 
Coordinator, stated yesterday tha t the expulsion of 
the seven studetns from  F lanner H a ll in  December 
resulted from  a situa tion  “ ge tting  out of hand.”  
M cG inty adm itted  tha t ha ll rectors possess the 
technical power to expel students from  a h a ll a t any 
tim e. The use o f th is power has not been 
widespread, according to M cG in ty.

According to F rank  M cG uire , F lanner H la l 
president, a com m unication problem  allowed the 
s ituation to get out of con tro l, resu lting  in the ex­
pulsion aciton by F r. John M ulcahy, F lanner rector.

M ulcahy refused to com m ent on any specifics of 
the incident, ind ica ting  tha t “ I t  would not be ap­
p ropria te  fo r me to discuss the case a t th is t im e .”

C iting  a recent case in S tanford which had been 
settled by the h a ll J ’ board, G in ty  said tha t m ost 
cases were settled in this m anner.

W orkable channels of com m unication are im ­
portant in solving problem s in the ha ll, according to 
B arbara Counts, rec to r of Lyons H a ll. The channels 
in the h a ll include ju d ic ia l boards and h a ll staffs.

Role of ha ll staffs

Resident Assistants provide an im p o rtan t lin k  
between the rec to r and the students. B ro ther John 
Benesh, rec to r o f A lum n i H a ll and assistant 
d irec to r of student ac tiv itie s , feels tha t a recto r 
m ust re ly  neavily  on the R A ’s to le t h im  know what 
is happening in the ha ll.

“ G etting to know the people in the section and 
being aw are o f any problem s which they m ay be 
having, not necessarily o f a d isc ip lin a ry  nature, is 
essential i f  there is to be any in te rac tio n ,”  said 
Benesh.

F r. Thomas T a lla rid a , Zahm  H a ll rec to r and 
d irec to r of off-cam pus housing, com m ented that 
ha ll s ta ff meetings are necessary fo r smooth 
operation o f the ha ll. A t the s ta ff meetings, issues of 
concern m ay be brought up and suggestions m ay be 
made.

T a lla rid a  feels tha t no ha ll can w ork if  there is a 
sp lit between h a ll s ta ff and the residents. He noted 
tha t a jo in t e ffo rt between students and s ta ff is 
necessary i f  everyone is to live  together am icab ly. 
Thus an active  channel of com m unication and 
recognition tha t “ r igh ts  and duties m ust be com ­
bined m ust ex is t.”  T a la rida  said.

“ C om m unity means freedom  . . .but also taking 
re s p o n s ib ility  fo r  ones’ own actions,”  said 
T a lla rid a .

Personal contact w ith  residents

Counts, and F r. John Lahey, rec to r of S tanford, 
both believe in fo rm a l contacts w ith  th e ir residents 
are among the m ost valuable m ethod of getting 
acquainted and of establishing good, healthy 
channels through which any problem s can be 
discussed.

Counts says tha t she tries  to m ake her g ir ls  feel 
free to drop in anytim e. She considers i t  im portan t 
to show a genuine in te rest in th e ir ac tiv itie s  and to 
v is it them in the ir rooms.

Lahey emphasized tha t in te rest is a two way 
street, and tha t residents of the h a ll m ust m ake an 
e ffo rt, too. He indicated tha t the m a jo r ity  of any 
ha ll s ta ff have a rea l desire to be there, and that 
students rea lize tha t one aspect of the ha ll staffs 
job  is enforcem ent of rules.

Counts contends tha t w itn in  the res tric tions  a t 
Lyons, there is s t i l l  room  fo r d iffe re n t lifes ty les . She 
says tha t she believes tha t m ost people rea lize 
concessions are necessary when liv in g  in a com ­
m un ity , and tha t they t r y  to adapt the best way they 
can, even i f  i t  is d iff ic u lt. The existence of w orkab le 
channels of com m unication are inva luab le when 
problem s arise, according to Counts.

Lahey noted tha t because of the size of the ha lls 
and the tim e  fac to r involved, i t  was d iff ic u lt  fo r the 
Rector o r Assistant Rector to m ake close contact 
w ith  everyone. This d ilem m a served to define the 
en tire  purpose of the H a ll S taff, w h ich includes the 
President, V ice-President, Secretary, 'T reasurer, 
the Resident Assistants and the Section Leaders, as 
being the m a in  po in t o f exchange between the 
Rector and his residents, Lahey said.

The typhoon knocked out e lec tric  power and com m unications 
lines, washed away hundreds of houses, brdiges and other 
governm ent propoerty and uprooted tress and crops. Landslides 
and floods were reported in  scattered areas.

M ore than 8,000 persons were homeless, according to o ff ic ia l 
reports.

31, 1940, when she received a check fo r  $22. The Social Security 
Act was passed in 1935.

Chicago U P I - Rep. John C. K luczynski, D- 111., a m em ber of 
Congress since 1950, died Sunday n igh t o f a heart a ttack, his office 
announced Monday. He was 78.

Aides said the congressman was s tricken  w ith  a high fever on 
S aturday, and collapsed in  his home Sunday night.

M c L a u g h lin  exp ressed  hope 

today tha t the un ive rs ity  officers 
w ill approve the proposed Food Co- 
Op fo r off-cam pus students. The 
p re lim in a ry  p ro p o sa l was 
d is tribu ted to the o ffice rs  last week 
by B ro ther Just Paczesny, Vice 
President fo r Student A ffa irs .

M cLaugh lin  noted tha t things 
are s t i l l  qu ite inde fin ite , and gave 
the proposal a “ fa ir ”  chance of 
succeeding.

“ We’ve ju s t talked over some 
basic questions,”  he said. He 
hopes the request fo r a 12,000 
do lla r loan w ill be approved since, 
" I t ’s n o t an un reasonab le  

am oun t.”
Student Governm ent has chosen 

a pre fe rred  site fo r the co-op, but 
have chosen not to reveal the exact 
location un til the un ive rs ity  has 
made its f in a l decision on the 
m atte r. When asked when he 
e xpec ts  the  o ff ic e rs  to vo te , 
M c L a u g h lin  sa id , “ I hope 
som etim e th is week.”

B ro th e r  P aczesny re m a rk e d  
that, “ Nothing has happened since 
the in it ia l m a tte r.”  As an o ffice r, 
he chose not to com m ent fu rthe r 
u n til a vote on the issue could be 
held. He did o ffe r a note of op­
t im is m , ho w e ve r. “ I t  has 
p o s s ib ilit ie s . I t  has w o rked  
e lsew here."

T he  n e x t m e e tin g  o f the 
u n iv e rs ity ’s o ffice rs  has not yet 
been determ ined.

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Faculty reviews

Six facu lty  m em bers scrutin ized 
yesterday the issues of a proposed 
fa c u lty  re fe re n d u m . The 
referendum , announced thursday 
nigh t by F acu lty  Senate C hair­
m an James Cushing, concams the 
sa lary issue, U n ive rs ity  h iring  
practices and a facu lty  evaluation 
of the U n ive rs ity  adm in is tra tion .

Sociology Professor Irw in  Press 
responded s trong ly to a ll the issues 
on the referendum . Press called 
the Catholic-only h ir in g  proposal a 
“ te rrib le  m is take”  and said the 
a d m in is tra t io n  shou ld  be 
evaluated “ by a ll m eans.”

“ The present by-laws ca ll fo r  an 
evaluation every f ive  years, but it  
should be done every yea r.,”

Press also branded the $600 cost 
o f l iv in g  bonus as “ h o r r ib ly  
inadequate”  and stated, “ Present 
sa la ry  rates are nowhere nearly  
enough to offset incresases in the 
cost of liv in g .”

Accord ing to Press, an increase 
of $1200 on a perm anent basis 
would be needed to put Notre 
Dame on a par w ith  schools in the 
B ig Ten. The $600 bonus did 
nothing as fa r  as im prov ing  the 
re tirem en t benefits fo r professors, 
he added.

“ The adm in is tra tion  got away 
w ith  m u rd e r,”  Press complained.

G o ve rn m e n t P ro fe sso r John 
K rom kow ski said the $600 cost of 
liv in g  increase “ doesn’t meet the 
rate of in fla tion  in these tim es of 
economic c r is is .”

K rom kow ski agreed w ith  the 
proposed evaluation of the ad­
m in is tra tion , noting, “ Everyone 
m ust be held accountable and i t  is

a good idea i f  i t  is handled in a 
proper w a y .”  He added tha t the 
en tire  re ferendum  would have to 
be fram ed  and form ed m ore 
c lea rly  before i t  is d is tribu ted to 
the facu lty .

E a r th  Sciences P ro fe sso r 
Kenneth Brehob also noted tha t 
present sa la ry  levels a ren ’t enough 
to keep up w ith  ris ing  prices. He 
s ta te d  h is  o p p o s itio n  to  the  
proposed evaluation of the ad­
m in is tra tio n  and acknowledged 
tha t a Catholic-on ly h ir in g  po licy 
would be wrong.

M anagem ent Professor W illiam  
Eagan stated tha t he “ doesn’t 
agree a t a ll w ith  a po licy of h iring  
only C atholics.”  He agreed tha t the 
idea o f the facu lty  eva luating the 
a d m in is tra t io n  was good, bu t 
“ there would be no reason fo r i t  i f  
the facu lty  isn ’t  m ore objective 
tha n the students are when the 
students evaluated the fa c u lty .”

M a th e m a tic s  P ro fe sso r C e c il 
M ast allowed tha t he has ce rtta i 
m is g iv in g s  abou t an a d ­
m in is tra tion , saying, “ I  don’t  quite 
see the po in t.”

M ast also discounted the issue of 
the Catholic-on ly h ir in g  po licy. 
“ I ’ve been here tw enty years and 
the po licy has never been Catholics 
o n ly ,”  he observed.

Concerning the sa lary issue, 
M ast noted tha t he cu rre n tly  holds 
a tenured position on the facu lty  
and tha t he is not yet endangered 
by the present economic con­
ditions.

Sophronia Potter, m odern and 
c la s s ic a l languages p ro fe sso r, 
d isa g re e d  w ith  m any o f he r 
colleagues and stated tha t the 
sa lary of facu lty  m em bers is now 
adequate. P o tte r declined com ­
m ent on the issue of facu ltv

evaluation of the adm in is tra tion  
since she ra re ly  comes in con tac t 
w ith  them.

P otte r added tha t “ the best man 
fo r the job should be h ire d ,”  in ­
stead of Catholics only.

Several of the facu lty  m em bers 
displayed th e ir  confusion over the 
facu lty  pay increase issue. Some 
fe lt the bonus constituted a per­
m anent $600 sa la ry  increase, but in 
fact, i t  is on ly a bonus to be 
received in two insta llm ents, $300 
in the fa ll and $300 in the spring.

“ A woman m igh t come into 
contact w ith  a friend, or other 
fa m ily  m em ber who has a d rink ing  
prob lem ,”  McCade said, “ and the 
m ain purpose of th is lecture is to 
focus an aw areness to w a rd  
rea liz ing  the sym ptom s and causes 
of its  development and w hat m igh t 
be done about i t . ”

The fo rm a t of the lectu re  w ill be 
a series of short presentations by 
each of the fou r women, discussing 
facts and data about d rink in g , and 
what steps m ay be taken when 
con fronting a personal or fa m ilia l 
alcohol problem .

Biology-Ecology 
Fundamentals

Perhaps before we Am ericans conclude tha t the solution to the 

w o rld ’s problem s is to raise the standard of liv in g  of the poor 
m a jo rity  to the leve l of the US; instead o f f irs t  cu tting  down on our 
consumption patterns, we ought to consider some bio logy and 
ecology fundam entals.

Biology m ay be defined as the science tha t analyses the in te rna l 
structure , com position, function, and dynam ics o f various fo rm s of 
life . Ecology m ay be defined as the science tha t analyses the 
structure , com position, function, and dynam ics o f organism s w ith  
other organism s or the physico-chem ical environm ent. The im ­
portance of these two areas is tha t the fo rm e r answers questions 
dealing w ith  w hat is needed to m a in ta in  the existence and 
p roduc tiv ity  of humans, the la tte r  answers questions dealing w ith  
how and why the environm ent is o r is not capable of m a in ta in ing  
human existence and p roduc tiv ity  throughout t im e  and how human 
a c tiv ity  a lte rs th is capacity to fu lf i l l  hum an needs.

Food and oxygen are among m an ’s needs. Food fo r human 
consumption is required in the fo rm s of prote ins, fats, c a r­
bohydrates, w ater, m inersls, and v ita m in s ; w ith  carbon, 
hydrygen, oxygen, and nitrogen being the basic elements. Solar 
energy is essential fo r the process by which plants trans fo rm  
inorganic substances to organic ones, thus m an is dependent upon 
the sun fo r food as w e ll as heat. The functions of the organic 
molecules are fo r body structure , energy fuels, in fo rm a tiona l 
conveyors, and ca ta ly tic  agents. Oxygen, taken in  through 
breathing in humans, is essential fo r the releasing of energy. M an 
is continuously dependent upon other organism s and the physics- 
chem ical environm ent fo r these substances. These substances 
may be renewable or non renewable.

Renewable resources are fin ite  in  quan tity  bu t through 
biogeochemical cycles can supply a lim ite d  num ber o f humans 
w ith  the essential substances throughout tim e. B iogeochem ical 
cycles expla in the process by which needed nu trien ts  pass fro m  one 
pool to another and another and eventua lly  back to the o r ig in a l one; 
this ra te  o f renewal being lim ited . I f  a breakdown in  an ecosystem 
occurs, biogeochemical cycles become linea r, and hum an 
existence is te rm inated . Thus m ankinds being is dependent upon 
the m ainta inance of ce rta in  ecological systems.

Non renewable resources are fin ite  in  qu an tity  and once they are 
used they are no longer ava ilab le  n a tu ra lly  fo r hum an con- 
sumpption. Recycling processes are now possible through 
technological advances, however the recycled resource is on ly 
p a rtia lly  recovered a fte r each cycle o f consumption and are 
depleted in the long te rm . F urthe rm ore  energy is requ ired fo r 
recycling. The problem  w ith  energy consumption are f irs t  i t  is 
in tr ins ica lly  non recyclab le  due to the Second Law  o f Ther­
m odynam ics,, fossil fuels are approaching depletion leve ls ; second 
rad ioactive wastes m ust be stored in case of nuclear energy, and 
th ird  generated waste heat from  energy consumption m uct also be 
dissipated in the biosphere which in  su ffic ien t quan tities w ill 
breakdown ecosystems. I f  cu rre n t energy consumption increases 
of 5 per cent annua lly  continue, d rastic  c lim a tic  a lte ra tions a f­
fecting global food production have been predicted occur in 70-100 
years. This fo rm  o f po lluution. P o llu tion  m ay be defined as the 
in troduction of m a tte r or energy by hum an a c tiv ity  in to  the 
biosphere tha t breaksdown life -susta in ing ecosystems.

The to ta l im pact of a society on the ecosystem can be expressed 
by the re la tion l equals PxFI is the to ta l im pact, P is the population 
size, and F  is the im pact per cap ita . F  is dependent upon the 
qua lity  and quan tity  of the resources consumed and the 
technologies used to produce them . I f  per cap ita  im pact were 
brought to a m in im um  through the consum ption of resources that 
are needed only to m a in ta in  hum an existence and p ro d u c tiv ity , and 
these were produced through the use of the m ost eco log ica lly  sound 
technologies, th is ea rth ’secosystems could m a in ta in  the existence 
and p ro du c tiv ity  of a t least 30 b illion  people. B iochem ist H R. 
H u le tt concluded “ ...a b illion  people is the m axim um  population 
supportable by the present ag recu ltu ra l and indus tria l system of 
the w orld  a t U.S. levels of affluence.”  and th is  estim ate does not 
consider depletion of non renewalb le resources and environm enta l 
deterioration. Today there are 4 b illion  people on this earth. 
Perhaps we should ask ourselves doe we have a r ig h t to consume 
something tha t another person needs?

The f irs t  day I  w alked in 
there caused a com m otion by w earing a pa ir 
of jeans. E ve ry th ing  seemed to stop when I 
a p p ro ache d  the c ir c u la t io n  desk, and 
everyone seemdd to be s ta ring  a t me. ONe 
g ir l cam e up to me and said “ You m ust be 
new her here and probably don 't know 
nettwe, but i f  S ister sees you, y o u 'll rea lly  
get i t , ”  By th is tim e  I was paranoid and 
began to look to see i f  I  was m issing a shoe, 
o r som ething worse.

The f irs t  h ting I  discovered w ork ing  in the 
“ b ra ry ” , was tha t i t  is next to im possib le fo r 
a person to ju s t w a lk inand find  w hat he or 
she is looking fo r. THe The m ain  problem  
to s ta rt our w ith  is tha t m ost peopledon't 
know .what floo r they 're  on. Anyone 
c lim b in g  the inside fro n t staircase misses 
the second floo r com plete ly, fo r i t  goes 
s tra ig h t up to the th ird  floo r. I f  I  had a dim e

fo r every t im e  someone asked me w hat floo r 
they 're  on, m y tu ition  a lready would be paid 
for.

Whoever is responsible fo r the layou t af 
th e lib ra ry  has an ingenious m ind. Upon 
entering the low er fo rn t door, one is not on 
the f irs t  floo r, but the ground floo r, and 
therefore w hat appears to be the second 
floo r is ac tua lly  the f irs t. The second floo r is 
hidden up the back sta irs . Leading o ff to one 
side of the second floo r is a balcony called 
the Mezzanine. No one knows W hat the 
Mezzanine is le t alone where i t  is. Howsver 
if  one is s itting  in the perido ica l room  on the 
f ir s t  floo r, one can see w hat appears to be 
ju s t a ra ilin g  under some round arches, 

tha t is the Mezzanine.
I t  was not long before I  started to dread 

w ork ing  in the lib ra ry . I  cou ldn 't
decide w hat I hated worse shelving books, 
re a d in g  she lves , m o v in g  bookcases, 
packing books fo r ;torageor card cataloging. 
A fte r three years the overwhelm ing choice 

is card cata log ing. E ve ry  Tuesday n igh t fo r 
the last three years I  have had to card 
catalog fo r a t least two hours. Ther is 
nothing like  looking endless num bers of 
books up in the files. I  have been known to 
fa ll asleep standing, w ith  m y shoulders 
hunched over the drawers and m y head 

resting on the table.
Thereis also nothing like  reading shelves

fo r an hour o r two., In  m y case most o fh ta t 
tim e  is spent s tretching upward tow ard 
the ce ilingona step ladder, si nee I am only 
5‘1“  ta ll,  and the bookcases tower 3 Vt 
shelves over m y head. W earing sk irts  
and dresses d id n 't help in th is chore, 
especillay i f  some creep was s ittin g  in a 
study caro l nearby.

Shelving books involved m ore gym ­
nastics. I f  I am shelving bound
period ica ls on the th ird  floo r there is no way 
I  can reach the top shelves w ithou t p lacing 
two stepladders on top of each other. 
B e tw een  s h e lv in g ,s h ift in g  and p a c k in g  
books I never have to do any other ex- 
cercises and could qua lify  fo r a job w ith  
. A llied  M oving Company a fte r graduatin .

I  am  not sure when or why I  began to like  
w ork ing  in the lib ra ry . There was a tim e 
when I  was ve ry  resentfu l about a ll the 
th ings I  missed becasue I had such a totten 
w o rk  schedule. None of m y other friends 
had to w ork  and i t  seemed I  was always 
m issing some adventure. There is one

inc ident tha t stands our in  m y m ind ; 
we had a p a rty  one night that I  attneded fo r 
five  m inutes before going to w ork. In  the 
subsequent two hours I missed seeing one of 
m y friends fa ll o ff a swing in the pre-school 
p lay lo t, (5 fi?o f them  disappear and three of 
them  incapacitated.

One of these so c a iled friendsstole a card

pattie cooney
out of the Reserve Book f ile  tha t is now in 
Arizona. Another one used to sneak up 
behind me and put his hands over m y eyes 
w h ile I typed book orders, which probably 
explains why the lib ra ry  gets book orders 
messed up. Another tim e  a couple of m y 
friends brought me an ice cream  cone w ith  
seven scoops on it ,  w hich I  had to hide under 
the desk w h ile  trv in e  to eat it

I 've  encountered a ll kinds w h ile  w ork ing 
there. One cha racter dedicated a poem to 

me en titled  The Chick Behind the Desk; 
another one used to p lay w ith  the pens 
chained to the reserve desk, exp la in ing  he 
was testing out a theory fo r Space Tech.

A fte r three years o f w o rk ing  in  the lib ra ry  
I can find  anyth ing in there b lindfo lded, tha t 
is i f  someone hasn 't stolen w hat I 'm  looking 
for. Nine tim es out o f ten when looking fo r a 
book I  discover tha t i t  has m ysteriously  
diappeared, and have decidedthat, is w hat I  
hat most about w ork ing  a t the lib ra ry .

The trade d e fic it of $3 b illion  
was caused by a trip le d  b ill fo r 
im p o rte d  o i l b i l l ,  even though  
there was a 5 per cent cu t in 
the am ount of o il im ported . A 
trade de fic it means the United 
States spent m ore fo r im ported 
goods than it  got in re tu rn  fo r 
exported goods.

N in e te e n  w e re  h u r t  in  M a n ­
c h e s te r, w h e re  a bom b s h a t­
tered the basement of one of 
the  le a d in g  d e p a rtm e n t s to res , 
and one person was in ju red  in 
L o n d o n d e rry , 70 m ile s  n o r th ­
w est o f B e lfa s t, w h e re  e x p lo ­
sions h it a Chinese restauran t, 
a bank and a cafe.

Police in both cities ordered 
the  e v a c u a tio n  o f o th e r d o w n ­
town stores and began search­
ing fo r m ore explosives.

T r a f f ic  s n a rle d  q u ic k ly  and 
am bulances had to scream  the 
w ro n g  w ay dow n one-w ay 
streets to reach the scene.

“ There was a big bang, a lot 
of f ly in g  g la s s ,”  sa id  E d w a rd  
Dupont, who raced through the 
smoke and dust of the b last to 
help the in ju red . None was 
listed in serious condition.

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Sky-high Irish come down 
to face Western Michigan

A fte r you reach the moon, 
where do you go?

The only th ing you can do is 
come down, back to earth , and 
prepare to face the sm alle r, m ore 
m undane problem s in life . T hat's  
what Ir is h  basketba ll coach D igger 
Phelps and his p layers w ill have to 
do now a fte r having reached the ir 
heights Saturday afternoon by 
upsetting the UCLA Bruins fo r the 
second yea r in a row.

Once a year the spectacle h its 
South Bend and it a ll comes to a 
fron t in the ACC. When UCLA 
coach John Wooden and his team  
m arch onto the floo r of the convo 
each w in te r. I t  is w hat every Ir ish  
fan has w a ited to see; it is the 
game of the season. Usually UCLA 
is ranked num ber 1 in the nation; 
usually they are undefeated and on 
the ir way to another na tional 
cham pionship. But even i f  they 
a re n 't in v inc ib le  and m aybe not 
the best team  on the Ir ish  schedule, 
fo r Notre Dam e fans, they are s t il l 
the on ly game in town. Everyone 
wants to beat the b ig, bad Bruins.

And so the Ir is h  reached the ir 
h igh t po int w ith  an outstanding 
perfo rm ance and a well-deserved 
v ic to ry  over UCLA, an now m ust 
come back down to earth. There 
are no m ore G oliaths to conquer, at 
least not un til the hoped-for NCAA 
tournam ent bid, but there are a 
num ber of fine teams that 
Phelps and crew m ust not look 
past.

F irs t on the lis t is a tr ip  to 
Kalamazoo and a contest w ith  the 
W estern  M ic h ig a n  B roncos. 
W .M .U. holds a 10-6 record, 4-3 in 
the M id - Am erican Confer Con­
ference.

Head coach Eldon M ille r  returns 
7 le tte rm en includ ing fou r starters 
to help the Broncos try  to m ake up. 
ground on the ir 7-16 a ll-tim e  record 
against the Ir ish . Leading the 
a ttack w ill be 6-3 fo rw a rd  Je ff 
Tyson who tops a ll Bronco scorers 
w ith  a 13.9 p e r g a m e sco rin g  
average. Talented sophomore 
Tom C utter has taken over the 
center position and contributed
12.2 points per game along w ith  a
8.2 rebounding average.

F o rw a rd  Pau l G r if f in  leads a ll

Bronco rebounders w ith  a 9.3 
average w h ile  also pu tting  in over 
nine points a game. 6-4 guard 
J im m ie  H arvey heads up the 
backcourt, averag ing 11.3 points 
per game. He is jo ined bv J im  
Kurzen, who com piled a record 114 
assists las t season.

Phelps and the Ir is h  m eanwhile 
are looking to avoid any letdown or 
com placency a fte r th e ir stunning 
v ic to ry  F orw ards A drian  Dantley 
and B ill Paterno w ill t r y  to con­
tinue th e ir exce llent p lay,, but 
la te ly  there have been some new 
faces adding the ex tra  spark to the 
Ir ish  a ttack. Sophomore Toby 
E ig h t  c o n tr ib u te d  12 po in ts

against the B ru ins to com plim ent 
his 19 po int perform ance in last 
weeks Ho ly Cross game. Guard 
Ray (D ice) M a rtin  excelled in his 
role as leader of the offense and 
added 10 su rp ris ing  and often 
dazzling points o f his won own.

M ost im p o rta n tly , the Irish  
have now gained the confidence 
they need to go on and fin ish a 
successful season and hopefully 
earn an NCAA tournam ent bid.

“ This is ju s t w hat the team 
needed to tu rn  the season around,”  
said center Peter C ro tty  a fte r the 
w in over UCLA. “ W e're headed in 
the r ig h t d ire c tio n .”

“ This makes us 9-6 and we cna 
go a ll the w a y ,”  he added A drian 
Dantley.

Going a ll the way includes 
m aking th e ir way through the fina l 
11 games of the season, but eight of 
the games are a t home, and as 
UCLA w ill te ll you, w inn ing in  the 
ACC is no easy m atte r. A fte r 
to n ig h t 's  c o n te s t a t W estern 
M ich igan, the Ir is h  re tu rn  fo r 
fo u r  s t ra ig h t  hom e gam es, 
b e g in n in g  w ith  X a v ie r  th is  
Saturday afternoon.

Extra Points

The upset tha t D igger Phelps engineered Saturday afternoon m igh t be 
the finest ind iv idua l perform ance ever by a basketba ll coach a t Notre 
Dame.

His Ir ish , as the experts said, should have been easy m arks fo r the big, 
bad B ruins and the coaching genius of John Wooden. Notre Dame was 
unranked, inexperienced, and lack ing in ove ra ll ta lent.

UCLA was ranked second in the country. They had had “ the ir upset”  a 
week ago against S tanford. They had the height, the speed, the ta lent. 
They had “ the coach.”  And they had the m em ories of a year ago to spur 
them on.

W hat they d idn ’t have and w hat they couldn’t reckon w ith  though 
was D igger and his power of positive th ink ing.

W ith on ly fou r days to prepare fo r the game, Phelps began to get his 
p layers in the r ig h t fram e of m ind by re ins titu tin g  last ye a r’s pre-UCLA 
d r i l l of cu tting  down the nets cerem oniously in  practice. F rid a y  n igh t it  
was m ore of the same w ith  the tr ium p ha n t re tu rn  o f John Shumate, last 
ye a r’s M r. E ve ry th ing , at an ACC pep ra lly .

On Saturday, the psychological w a rfa re  took another d irection  w ith  the 
help of the Notre Dame ath le tic  departm ent. F irs t  there was the haunting 
presence of Shumate in some kind of green ju m p  suit flash ing the v ic to ry  
sign to the crowd. A t ha lftim e  came Dan Devine, A ra  Parseghian, and 
Phelps who each told the fans they w ere the greatest in  the w orld . A fte r 
these and pe riod ica lly  other rem inders of a year ago (and the greater 
g lo ry  of N otre D am e), Wooden and his B ru ins no doubt had the idea upon 
whose floo r they were p lay ing.

M eanwhile, back a t the game, the Ir ish  were p lay ing  w ith  the k ind of 
enthusiasm and confidence tha t Phelps had exuded a ll week. A drian 
Dantley wheeled and dealed fo r 32 points w h ild  hold ing A ll-A m erican 
candidate Dave M eyers to h a lf tha t to ta l and on ly one point the en tire  
f irs t  ha lf.

Ray M a rtin  was also superb doing things like  b locking three shots and 
m aking an im possib le fall-away-bank-shot.

F o rw a rd  B il l Paterno scored e ight c lu tch points in the closing m inutes 
and led the team  w ith  ten rebounds. Toby K n igh t continued his im proved 
p lay w ith  12 points w h ile  D w igh t Clay, Peter C ro tty , and Dave Kuzm icz 
com plem ented the team e ffo rt.

W ith a l i t t le  m ore than six  m inutes le ft, Phelps’ insta lled a fou r corner 
weave offense tha t v ir tu a lly  contro lled the ba ll fo r the rem a inder of the 
game. In a pe rfec tly  executed use of th is  s ta ll, UCLA had to fou l the Ir ish  
five  tim es before pu tting  N otre Dame in the bonus situa tion fo r a foul 
shot.

In the end i t  became c le a rly  a case o f the B ru ins having to p lay 
D igge r’s game. They had been outplayed, outcoached, and outpsyched. 
And nobody, not even John Wooden, can w in  a t tha t game.

The wom en’s fencing squad w ill 
be a t home next weekend against

I f  the Shu fits

For D igger Phelps, beating UCLA was a m ulti-faceted operation. There 
was m ore to it  than jus t p reparing his team  physica lly .

For exam ple, i t  was no accident tha t du ring  practice  F rid a y  the 
scoreboard read 70-59 w ith  3:22 to p lay fo r pa rt o f the afternoon and 71-70 
w ith  0:00 fo r the other part. Nor was the pep ra lly  Thursday n igh t a 
spontaneous a ffa ir. I t  was a ll pa rt of the Phelps m aster plan.

Another pa rt, and no sm all pa rt, 6’9”  to be exact, was the appearance of 
the ever-glad-to-be-in-the-spotlight John Shumate. Shu f it  in to D ig g e r’s 
plan pe rfectly  and i f  you ta lk  to John you ’d th ink  he was the key to 
Satu rday’s w in.

Was your presence in the arena ins trum en ta l to Notre D am e’s win?
“ Of course it  was,”  answers Shu m odestly. “ I was here to g ive m y 

fo rm er team m ates some m ora l insp ira tion  by being on the bench and I 
hoped that I d id. I saw tha t they had confidence before the game though, 
so I d idn ’t have to say anything in the locker room .”

Shu makes such assertions w ith  a tw ink le  in his eye, som ething being 
w ith  the N B A ’x Phoenix Suns has yet to take away, but the fo rm e r Irish  
center sees pro basketball as a rugged occupation.

‘ ‘ I t ’s d iffe re n t in the p ro ’s ,”  relates Shu. “ I t ’s dog eat dog. The players 
are stronger, bigger, qu icker and faster than they were in college. Only 
the strong survives in the NBA. I t ’s a tough business.”

So fa r i t ’s been ju s t as tough fo r Shumate to even su it up and p lay. Blood 
clots sidelined John during preseason and everyth ing in the X -rays has 
been negative since. Shu w ill not be back in action u n til next year.

“ I take X -rays every m onth ,”  John says, “ and I ’ve been w ork ing out 
slow ly. I shoot around and p lay a lo t of tennis, but I can ’t get in to any 
physica l contact fo r a while. I feel p re tty  good though.”

Since Shumate can ’t p lay th is year, he is under contract to do the color 
com m entary fo r the Phoenix Suns telecasts, a com plica tion which 
alm ost prevented his a rr iv a l fo r UCLA. “ B u t,”  says John, “ I ju s t told 
them I had to go - du ty ca lled .”

I t  wasn’t a ll tha t easy, but D igger needed another piece to f i t  the 
w inn ing puzzle. “ D igge r’s pers is ten t,”  sm iles Shumate. "He never gave 
up u n til I was out here. I t ’s persistence tha t gives a m an tha t com petitive  
edge.”

Shu was greeted w ith  the custom ary ovation he usually received as a 
p layer at the pep ra lly  Thursday and before the game Saturday. I t  never 
crossed his m ind tha t he m igh t be booed fo r “ leav ing .”  “ I expected the 
applause,”  he says, “ th a t’s w hat Notre Dame is a ll about. People a re n ’t 
down on me fo r graduating , they know why I  did it. People s t ill tre a t me 
as one o f the fa m ily .”

“ But I ’l l  te ll you, I sure would liked  to have been out there Saturday. I 
guess I was close enough, though. The crowd here is tremendous. I don’t 
th ink  you can put i t  in  words. They g ive the p layers d rive , m otiva tion , and 
probably, m ost im p o rtan tly , confidence.”

Is it  lik e  tha t in Phoenix?
“ No,”  says Shu, “ the fans a ren ’t as rah -rah , at least not yet. Just w a it 

un til I s ta rt p lay ing  next year. You know, I ’m  persistent too - I ’l l  be
back.”

No doubt, but i f  he isn ’t, Shu can always be D igge r’s "crowd- 
coord inator ” a t N otre Dame.
