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Nobel winner Milosz 
opens literary festival

H istorical consciousness in a con­
stantly changing po litica l clim ate is 
centra l to  the Polish poet’s aware­
ness, according to Nobel prize­
w inner Czeslaw Milosz.

“ When poetry is connected w ith  
h istorica l passion, everyone needs 
poetry ," the opening artist for the 
1982 Sophomore Literary Festival 
stated yesterday afternoon du ring  a 
workshop in  the Library Lounge. He 
also extensively discussed the p o lit i­
cal situation in Poland, his native 
coun try  and read several o f his 
poems to a capacity c row d last night 
in M emorial Library Aud itorium .

D uring a visit last summer to 
Poland after a 30-year absence, 
Milosz met now  im prisoned 
Solidarity leader Lech Walesa and 
the tw o "became great friends ’’ The 
poet’s feelings very strongly b ind" 
him  w ith  Solidarity and he admires

Poland’s s ituation is now “ pre tty  
bad,”  he stated. “ Norm alcy as a 
whole has been destroyed. ” The 
present feeling o f Polish citizens is 
one o f "rage and despair, hatred. 
Poland is pervaded by hatred. 
Nobody believes anymore what the 
governm ent says. ”

Solidarity’ according to Milosz, 
saved the Polish people from  several 
decades o f  "a state o f hum ila tion ," 
establishing a solid movem ent that 
was “ generally fe lt" in  the country. 
“ Expression o f free pub lic  op in ion 
( fo r )  the first tim e since 1939" was 
the m ovem ent’s main accom plish­
ment.

"Solidarity was to get a certain 
amount o f con tro l over the polic ies 
o f the g o ve rn m en t. . as far as ( th e )  
experts were concerned," he said.

The movement has also been 
accused o f being un w illin g  to com ­
promise, but, Milosz explained. 
Solidarity was moved to such an 
“ extrem e position ” because it was

As D irec to r o f ™
International Student Affairs, Tallarida comes in contact 
w ith  foreign students every day. Through this contact, 
he realizes the benefits these students could provide 
the Notre Dame com m unity. "The views o f these stu­
dents in such areas as the im portance o f family, re lig ion, 
politics, and materialism often vary w ide ly  from  those 
o f the American students, ” he said. ”1 th ink  the in terna­
tional student serves as a valuable resource to this un i­
versity by prov id ing  d iffe ring  ideas to Americans who 
are ignorant about how people feel.”

Tallarida serves as an adviser fo r the International 
Student Organization (ISO), w h ich  attempts to utilize 
these resources and a llow  a positive in teraction be­
tween foreign and American students.

Before any in teraction is possible, however, foreign 
students must first adjust to the d ifferent lifestyle at 
Notre Dame. The ISO provides an English class to help 
those students who have functional d ifficu lty  w ith  the 
language. “ This class is im portant, because the English 
language is hard to o l to master,”  Tallarida noted. 
"Trouble w ith  the language can affect not on ly one’s 
academics, but one’s ab ility  to socialize, as w e ll.”

The Host Family Program is another service fo r 
foreign students in  association w ith  the ISO. This 
program  matches a student w ith  a fam ily in the South 
Bend com m unity, a llow ing the student a be tte r under­
standing o f the Am erican way o f life. This program 
provides a valuable service, as a student from  Malaysia 
noted, "a host fam ily can really help a student get ad­
justed to  the new lifestyle, and it  gives h im  a fam ily w ith  
whom  he can keep in  contact.”

A fter the foreign student has adapted to the many 
changes in  his lifestyle, the ISO tries to make his efforts 
w orthw h ile . The organization schedules various social 
events th roughout the year, hoping to b ring  the foreign 
students together w ith  the Americans.

Francois Boueri, co president o f ISO, reported a dras­
tic  im provem ent in  the success o f these parties this 
year. “ Last year, we really d idn ’t have much in the way 
o f socializing, but I th ink  things have im proved this year 
as far as foreign students are concerned, ” he said. “ We 
s till need more pa rtic ipa tion  by American students 
before we w ill have a tru ly  successful cu ltu ra l in te r­
change.”

To open up the com m unication lines fo r this cu ltu ra l 
interchange, the ISO has scheduled an in ternationa l fes­
tival fo r the first week in April. Events w ill include a 
mock United Nations debate, an in ternational buffet, an 
arts and crafts display, and a talent show. “ W e’re hoping 
the festival w ill give the American students a taste o f the 
many d ifferent cultures represented on this campus,” 
Boueri said. “ We owe it  to the Notre Dame com m unity  
to try ."

An organization w ith  purposes s im ilar to those o f the 
ISO is M E Ch A . This group focuses its a tten tion on the 
cu ltu re  o f Latin America. Accord ing to Martha Jimenez, 
who has w orked w ith  the organization fo r tw o  years, 
M.E.Ch.A. provides hispanics and those interested in 
the Latin American cu ltu re  a chance to speak Spanish 
and share the ir com m on interests. “ We want to give the 
hispanic student a chance to get together w ith  other 
students o f a com m on background to he lp h im  feel 
more com fortable ," she said. Among the events 
scheduled for the remainde-r o f the year are a Chicano 
film  festival and a Mexican dinner.

Also re ferring  to this "trade-off,”

econom ic trade-off between the 
weapons race t and social programs. 
We are making a stand as a Catholic

San A nton io , Texas M ayor Henry g . Cisneros,
the firs t Hispanic elected mayor o f a m ajor Am erican c ity, was 
named yesterday as the 1982 Richard S. Childs Lecturer in M unicipa l 
Affairs, the C ity  C lub o f New York announced.

Cisneros, 34, is scheduled to present his lecture Friday at the club, 
New York ’s oldest non partisan c iv ic  organization.

Cisneros, who earned his doctorate in pub lic  adm in istra tion at 
George Washington University, served six years in  the San A ntonio 
C ity  C ouncil before being elected mayor in  A p ril 1981.

Cisneros is the fou rth  pub lic  servant to de live r the lecture, w h ich  
memorializes Childs, a fo rm er C ity  C lub president w ho devised the 
c ity  manager system w h ich  has been adopted by 1,800 U.S. cities. — 
AP

Six fo rm er a ir t r a f l lC c o n t r o l le r s  have been awarded 
nearly $25,000 in unem ploym ent benefits because the federal 
governm ent d idn ’t show up to challenge the ir claims.

The government, w h ich  says it doesn’t have the m anpower to at­
tend the Job Service o f Iowa hearings, is expected to appeal the 
decision.

Richard Sturgeon, a spokesman fo r the In ternational Association

tro llers, said the con tro lle rs  w on because they d idn ’t adm it m iscon­
duct in going on strike last August.

The government, w h ich  has maintained that the strike by the 
Professional A ir Traffic C ontro llers Organization was illegal, w ou ld  
have to  prove m isconduct to  support the dismissals o f the strikers 
and the denial o f benefits. — AP

European Econom ic C om m unity finance
m inisters agreed in Brussels, Belgium Saturday to devalue the Bel­
gian franc by 8.5 percent and the Danish krone by 3 percent, accord­
ing to the governor o f the D utch Central Bank.

The Belgians had sought a 12 percent devaluation and the Danes a 
devaluation o f 7 percent, but they were considered unreasonably 
high by all o f  the o the r delegations, according to a Common Market 
source who asked not to  be identified.

Both countries had applied fo r the devaluations to  make the ir ex ­
p o rt products cheaper abroad and therefore m ore com petitive.

Belgium ’s unem ploym ent rate o f more than 13 percent is the h ig ­
hest in the Com m on Market, and earlie r yesterday the governm ent 
froze wages and prices u n til May 31 in a move to revive the flagging 
economy.

Prem ier W ilffie d  Martens said the devaluation o f the Belgian franc 
is part o f a move to breathe new life in to  the Belgian economy, 
w h ich  suffers from  reco rd  pub lic  spending and borrow ing.

In  Copenhagen, Danish Prime M in ister Anker Joergensen said the 
3 percent devaluation w ou ld  bring  some im provem ent in his 
cou n try ’s ab ility  to  com pete abroad, but he adm itted he was disap­
po in ted the 7 percent devaluation had not been approved. — AP

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Million barrels daily

Saudis deny oil production cuts
RIYADH, Saudi Arabia (A P ) — O il 

M in istry officials Saturday denied 
reports the kingdom  has slashed 
crude o il p roduction  a m illion  bar­
rels a day below  the offic ia l OPEC 
level.

The denial, the first offic ia l Saudi 
com m ent since the reports began 
last month, came as the w orld  o il 
cartel president warned o f market 
“ chaos”  i f  members underm ine each 
o ther in p ric ing  and production.

Sheik Abdul Aziz al-Turki, the un­
dersecretary o f the O il M inistry, said 
"the  k ingdom ’s crude p roduction  is 
con tinu ing  w ith in  the fram ework o f 
the announced ce iling  o f 8.5 m illion  
barrels daily.”

In a statement carried by the Saudi 
Press Agency, he denied reports 
"tha t any decision has been taken to 
reduce production  to (be tw een) 7

m illio n  to 7.5 m illio n  barrels daily." 
Saudi O il M in ister Sheik Ahmed Zaki 
Yamani is in Europe, according to o f­
ficials.

Saudi Arbia, the w o r ld ’s largest ex­
po rte r o f  crude oil, accepted a 
ce iling  o f 8.5 m illion-barre ls daily in 
Novem ber at the demand o f o ther 
members o f the 13-nation Organiza­
tion  o f Petroleum E xporting 
Countries. Its previous daily average 
was 9.5 m illio n  barrels.

The weekly M iddle East 
Econom ic Survey reported yester­
day that knowledgeable observers 
estimate Aramco, the main Saudi 
p roducing company, is cu rren tly  
producing between 7 and 7.5 m il­
lion  barrels per day. By the end o f 
the week, the spot price fo r Arabian 
ligh t crude had “ fallen way be low  

. the *30 per barrel mark (as 
compared w ith  the o ffic ia l p rice o f

*34 per ba rre l) and was heading fo r 
*29,”  according to MEES.

In a separate report yesterday the 
authorita tive weekly o il journa l also 
qoted OPEC president Mana Saeed 
Oteiba, o il m in is ter o f the United 
Arab States, as advocating 
“ pro ra tion ing”  p roduc tion  by OPEC 
members to  defend o ffic ia l price  
levels and restore stab ility  to the 
g lu tted o il market.

“ We have agreed on a flo o r fo r our 
prices and i f  we breach th is agree­
ment, then there w ill be no market 
p rice  and we w ill find  ourselves at 
the end o f the day in a state o f 
chaos, ” he was quoted as saying.

“ We have to  get th is de terio ra ting  
market under con tro l and i f  the 
OPEC members show the requisite 
sp irit o f  cooperation, w h ich  I am 
sure they w ill, things w il l  look be tte r 
before the summer.”

‘New federalism’

Governors question Reagan proposals
WASHINGTON (A P ) -  The na­

tion ’s governors gave a m ixed and 
often skeptical reaction yesterday to 
adm inistration arguments that there 
w ill be "no winners, no losers”  un­
der President Reagan’s "new  
federalism" proposal.

“ The tru th  o f the m atter is the 
states are already the losers,”  said 
Gov. Scott Matheson o f Utah, refer­
ring to cuts in federal aid to the 
states in the adm in istra tion ’s 
budgets fo r fiscal 1982 and 1983

Although budget d irec to r David 
A. Stockman contended that the 
budget is a separate and d is tinct 
issue that “ really has no bearing ” on 
“ new federalism,” many o f the 
governors disagreed.

"A re you saying to me . . that this 
de fic it is not im portant?" New 
Hampshire Gov. Hugh Galien, a 
Democrat, asked Stockman during a 
session o f the National Governors’ 
Association.

" I  have not suggested anything o f 
the kind,”  Stockman responded.

Stockman and Richard W illiam ­
son, assistant to the president fo r in ­
tergovernm ental relations,
appeared at the opening day o f the 
association’s three day w in te r 
meeting and also at a m eeting o f 
state legislators.

W hile nearly all governors sup­
port the concept o f g iv ing states 
authority over programs now run by 
the federal government, they are 
questioning w hether the financial 
resources also w ill be made 
available.

" I f  we’re going to be partners, we 
can’t come in to  the partnership in an 
anemic position,” said Matheson, a 
Democrat.

W illiamson responded, “ The
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greatest losers arc not any state, but 
all Americans,”  a reference to the 
curren t econom ic conditions.

“ W ith  respect to  the budget,”  he 
added, “ w e’re open to  discussion.”  

Tw o Republican governors, James 
Thompson o f Illino is  and C hristop­
her Bond o f M issouri, urged the ir fe l­
low  governors to accept “ new 
federalsm” as the basis fo r achieving 
the k ind o f shift o f  responsibilities 
governors have long advocated.

Reagan’s proposed budget fo r fis­
cal 1983 pro jects a *91.5 b illio n  
de fic it and reduces federal aid for 
the states by *10 b illion .

Gov. Richard Riley o f South 
Carolina, a Democrat, said that for 
the states to  negotiate the details o f 
“ new federalism ” on an equal basis 
“ the federal de fic it is going to have 
to be corrected.”

But he said that de fic it “ ought not 
to be corrected on the backs o f state 
governments.”

Stockman rep lied that the ad­
m in is tra tion was w illin g  to  consider 
any reasonable proposals fo r reduc­
ing the deficit. However, President 
Reagan is standing fast on his 
proposed increases in defense 
spending and w ou ld  resist any effort 
to cancel o r delay the scheduled 
cuts in incom e tax rates.

Asked about a proposal Saturday 
by Dem ocratic governors and con­
gressional leaders that considera­
tion  o f “ new federalism”  be delayed 
u n til econom ic cond itions im prove, 
Stockman said, “ The current
econom ic problem s and the fiscal 
year 1983 budget problem s that we 
face are sim ply not suffic ient reason 
fo r delay.”

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (A P ) -  

Technicians at Kennedy Space Cen­
te r begin preparations today for 
loading fuel in to  the Colum bia’s ex­
ternal tanks, the next m ajor test 
before the space shuttle blasts o ff on 
its th ird  mission.

“ A ll in all, i t ’s going to be a pre tty  
qu ie t week," space center spokes­
man D ick Young said yesterday.

It is the firs t tim e the tank w ill be 
filled  at the launch site, Young said. 
For the Colum bia’s tw o  previous 
flights, the tanks were filled  at a Na­
tional Space Technology

Laboratories testing fac ility  near 
New Orleans and transported to 
Cape Canaveral by barge, he said.

The shuttle and astronauts Jack 
Lousma and G ordon Fullerton suc­
cessfully com ple ted a mock fligh t 
Friday, despite a 16-minute delay 
caused by a com puter m alfunction. 
O ffic ials said the m alfunction w ou ld  
have scrubbed an actual flight.

Despite o ffic ia l speculation that 
the March 22 launch may be moved 
up tw o  o r three days because w o rk  
is ahead o f schedule, Young said no 
plans have been made to do that.

Zimbabwean politician 
pledges to work for peace

BULAWAYO, Z im babwe (A P ) — 
Joshua Nkomo, ousted from  the 
governm ent coa lition  fo r allegedly 
p lo ttin g  a coup, pledged Saturday to 
w o rk  fo r peace in  the young, 
triba lly  d iv ided nation.

“ I am back to where I was 22 
m onths ago,”  he to ld  reporters in  a 
reference to  independence from  
B rita in in A p ril 1980.

“ I am now  no t struggling to bu ild  
Z im babwe bu t to  make sure that it 
does no t disintegrate.”

Nkomo, leader o f the m in o rity  
Zim babwe African Peoples Union, 
was fired  from  the Cabinet Wednes­
day by Prime M in is ter Robert 
Mugabe w ho charged he planned to 
use weapons discovered on ZAPU- 
ow ned p rope rty  to o ve rth row  the 
government. Three o ther ZAPU 
cabinet m inisters allegedly involved 
in the coup attem pt also were dis­

missed.
About 8,000 Mugabe supporters 

in  the tow n  o f Gatooma Saturday 
blocked the main road to Bulawayo, 
about 225 miles southwest o f Salis­
bury, local press reports said. 
Bulawayo is the adm inistrative capi­
tal o f  Matabeland Province where 
Nkom o draws the bu lk  o f his sup­
po rt from  his m in o rity  Matabele 
tribe.

The protesters carried placards 
calling fo r a one-party state, the 
detention o f Nkom o and the ban­
ning o f his party.

Nkom o has denied charges o f  a 
coup p lo t, c la im ing that Mugabe 
framed h im  to destroy the coa lition 
and pave the way fo r his avowed aim 
o f establishing his Zim babwe 
African National Union (P a trio tic  
F ron t) as the nation’s on ly  party.

W ASHINGTON (A P ) -  As m il­
lions o f Americans struggled to  cope 
w ith  record high heating b ills  during 
one o f the coldest w in te rs  o f the 
century, an obscure federal agency 
was m oving to  speed up the 
decon tro l o f natural gas prices, con­
sumer groups charge.

The Federal Energy Regulatory 
Commission, a five-m em ber inde­
pendent panel, is responsible fo r 
en forcing the 1978 Natural Gas 
Policy Act, w h ich  calls fo r the 
phased-in rem oval o f p rice  contro ls  
on about 60 percent o f U.S. gas 
supplies.

But what has consum er group; 
upset are actions the com m ission 
has taken o r is considering that w ill 
make prices rise m uch faster.

C ritics say FERC, led by Chairman 
Charles Butler, is em barking on a 
plan o f “ backdoor decon tro l”  to  ac­
com plish adm in istra tively what 
T  President Reagan has been unable to 
get th rough Congress.

Reagan appointed three o f the 
agency’s fi ve members.

Consumer groups com pla in  that 
FERC:
— D uring one d f the w in te r’s w orst 
co ld  waves, announced it  was dou­
b ling  the price fo r offshore gas found 
in 300-foot water.

— Gave notice that i t  was 
considering raising the price  o f gas 
found at 10,000 feet to  15,000 feet. 
The consum er group Energy Action  
Project charged that alone cou ld 
cost customers $18 b illion .

— Said that next m onth it  w il l 
consider raising prices o f “ o ld  gas”
— found before A p ril 1977 — from  
as lit t le  as 60 cents per thousand 
cub ic feet to $4.

W hile estimates o f how  m uch gas 
w o u ld  be covered vary from  25 per­
cent to  50 percent, c ritics  are un i­
fo rm  in  th e ir com pla in t that FERC is 
going beyond its authority.

“ The com m ission is being used to 
usurp the pow er o f Congress,”  said 
Edw in Rothschild, d irec to r o f 
Energy Action. “ This is the ad­

m in is tra tion ’s way o f decon tro lling  
gas w ith o u t going to  Congress.”

FERC officia ls say the com m ission 
is acting com ple te ly  w ith in  its 
au thority  to  adjust the prices o f 
natural gas. Butle r has warned o f 
severe inequities in p rice  and supply 
between regions o f the coun try  be­
cause o f faults in  the current 
decon tro l program.

“ This is not backdoor decon tro l,” 
said com m ission spokeswoman Rac- 
he lle Paterson. “ There is no way we 
have the au thority  fo r that. These are 
just modest steps Chairman Butle r

feels should be considered to 
address some o f the problem s under 
the cu rre n t law.”

Natural gas supplies 55 percent o f 
Am erican homes w ith  the ir heat and 
those homes are being h it by a com ­
b ina tion  o f unusually severe 
w eather and prices w h ich  have risen 
75 percent in  three years since 
phased d econ tro l began.

In  the W ashington area, where 
most congressmen have homes, the 
average custom er w il l  pay $172 fo r 
natural gas psed in January, a 45 per­
cent increase over a year ago.

WARSAW, Poland (A P ) -  The 
m ilita ry  governm ent ou tlined 
guidelines yesterday fo r reactivating 
trade unions, declaring they must 
abandon any po litica l “ am bitions”  
and use strikes on ly  as the “ ultim ate 
measure”  in  labor disputes.

The statement co incided w ith  an 
announcem ent in  M oscow that 
Polish m artia l law  ch ie f Gen. Woj- 
ciech Jaruzelski w i l l  v is it the Soviet 
Union in early March.

No date o r agenda was set fo r the 
trip , reported by the offic ia l Soviet 
news agency Tass, bu t Jaruzelski was 
almost certain to meet w ith  Soviet 
Presiident Leonid Brezhnev.

The trade un ion guidelines came 
as the po licy-se tting Communist 
Party Central Com m ittee prepared 
to  meet fo r the firs t tim e since mar­
tia l law was declared last Dec. 13.

A t the same tim e, Roman Catholic 
bishops from  across Poland were ex­
pected to  meet in Warsaw to forge 
church p o licy  toward m artia l law 
au thority  fo llow ing  Primate Jozef 
G lem p’s re tu rn  from  the Vatican, 
where he recently  met w ith  Pope 
John Paul II.

In  Rome, an Ita lian newspaper 
w h ich  had been granted an ex­
clusive in te rv iew  w ith  the Polish- 
born  pope on yesterday quoted John 
Paul as saying that as a Pole, he 
“ cannot miss”  v is iting  his homeland 
in  August fo r the 600th anniversary 
o f the Black Madonna shrine. A papal 
aide said the Vatican had received 
no w o rd  from  the m ilita ry  on 
w hethe r an inv ita tion  issued before 
m artia l law was s till in  effect.

The governm ent’s un ion 
guidelines were published by the 
Polish news agency PAP. They are 
the firs t o ffic ia l ind ica tion  o f what 
shape m ilita ry  ru lers w ant trade un i­
ons to take.

A ll unions were suspended in  the 
crackdown, inc lud ing  the independ­
ent labor federation Solidarity, and

many un ion activists were interned, 
among them  Solidarity ch ie f Lech 
Walesa

PAP said the rules w o u ld  be of­
fered fo r discussion in plants and in ­
s titu tions and officials w o u ld  listen 
“ care fu lly”  to  “ honest w o rk ing  
men,”  bu t no t to “ determ ined 
enemies o f socialism.”

The guidelines res tric t the r ig h t to 
strike, w on by w orkers du ring  
August 1980 protests that led to 
form ation  o f Solidarity in the Gdansk 
shipyards. The governm ent said 
walkouts w i l l  be pe rm itted  on ly  as 
the “ u ltim ate  measure.”

Episcopalean 
cathedral
goes mod
NEW YORK (A P ) —- Imagine: the 

w orld 's  largest cathedral, a v ision o f 
G othic grandeur, w ith  a vaulted 
ce iling  12 stories high and a set o f 
towers ris ing  300 feet above the 
western po rtra l, w ith  chapels and al­
tars, tapestries and stained glass.

And a solar greenhouse and a laser 
beam tower.

“ W e’re no t being trendy,”  cau­
tions James M orton  Parks, dean o f 
the Cathedral o f St. John the Divine. 
“ W e’ve been w o rk ing  on th is fo r  a 
long tim e, and now  we re ready to 
come ou t o f the closet.”

What has emerged is a plan to 
transform  the unfin ished Episcopal 
cathedral from  a re lic  o f the o ld  ar­
ch itec tu ra l style to a harbinger o f 
the new by encasing its south arm, 
o r transept, in  glass, creating a solar 
greenhouse that w ou ld  he lp heat the 
rest Of the bu ild ing.
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CIA report charges

Soviets used chemical warfare
WASHINGTON (A P ) — A secret 

in te lligence report prepared fo r the 
W hite House provides “ very 
grotesque" evidence that the Soviet 
Union used chem ical warfare to k ill 
thousands o f people in Southeast 
Asia and Afghanistan, sources say.

The classified National In te l­
ligence Estimate by the CIA contains 
additional "hard evidence" o f Soviet 
use o f potent chem ical weapons 
inc lud ing  "ye llo w  rain,” say the

sources, w ho declined to be iden­
tified.

Secretary o f State A lexander Haig 
charged last week that the United 
States has “ incon trove rtib le  
evidence”  that the Soviets are using 
chem ical weapons in Afghanistan, 
Laos and Cambodia.

In a television in te rv iew  Feb. 14, 
he said the poisons have k illed 
“ scores o f thousands o f  non- 
combatants in all three target areas.”

The sources said a “ sanitized”  ver­
sion o f the in te lligence report w ill 
be made pub lic  w ith in  the next 
several weeks to prov ide fu rther 
support fo r the charges made by 
Haig and o ther U.S. officials.

One offic ia l fam iliar w ith  the 
report said, “ a lo t o f th is evidence is 
very grotesque stuff.”  But he 
declined to go in to  detail.

Casualty estimates are d ifficu lt to 
come by, but they range from  5,000 
to 30,000 people, the sources said.

Unhappy with liberalism

Pope to meet with Jesuit leaders
ROME (A P ) — Angered by signs 

o f rebellion in his Jesuit legion, Pope 
John Paul 11 has summoned 100 
leaders o f the largest and most in ­
fluentia l relig ious o rder in Christen­
dom to an unprecedented conclave.

Vatican and Jesuit sources say the 
conservative p o n tiff has been un­
happy about many ind iv idua l Jesuits’ 
involvem ent in leftist po litics and 
the ir open support fo r liberal 
church causes.

“ Some have been a litt le  undis- 
crin tina ting  in elaborating new 
theories,” said a Jesuit source, who 
asked not to be identified.

A num ber o f Jesuits in Latin 
America have endorsed the 
“ Theology o f Liberation,”  w h ich 
combines Marxism w ith  Roman 
Catholic tradition.

Jesuits also have partic ipated in 
the le ft-w ing Sandinista guerrilla  
movement in Nicaragua, and have 
been accused o f helping rebels in 
Guatemala and El Salvador.

In the United States and Western 
Europe, Jesuits pub lic ly  have chal­

lenged celibacy and the church ban 
on a rtific ia l b irth  con tro l.

Soon after the start o f  his p o n tif­
icate in 1978, the pope sent a 
d irective  urging members o f  the 
447-year-old Society o f  Jesus, the 
form al name o f the order, to stick to 
an austere relig ious life, fo llow  
church doctrine  and shun 
“ secularizing tendencies.”

In October, he went further, 
naming a personal representative, 
the Rev. Paolo Dezza, to  run the o r­
der — supplanting the Jesuits’ ailing 
superior-general, the Very Rev. 
Pedro Arrupe o f Spain.

The move was w ith o u t precedent, 
and Jesuits in West Germany, France 
and Canada com plained pub lic ly  
about the break in tradition.

Now, the pope has called leaders 
to a closed laying-down-of-the law, 
the first such m eeting in the order's 
history.

“ The firs t purpose is to in fo rm  the 
provincia ls (Jesuit local ad­
m in istrators), and through them the 
entire society, about the pope’s

thoughts about the society, ” Jesuit 
spokesman the Rev. Jean-Claude 
Dietsch said.

“ The second purpose is to see 
how the society can respond and 
realize the pope’s w ill, ” he added.

Dezza, 80, an Italian, w ill preside 
over the conference that begins 
tom orrow  night in the clo istered 
setting o f a h illto p  v illa  retreat near 
the wine-making center o f Frascati,
13 miles southeast o f Rome.

Jesuit sources expect the pontiff, 
through Dezza, to take a hard line. 
They contrasted John Paul w ith  
Pope Paul VI, w ho also had d if­
ficu lties w ith  what one Jesuit called 
the o rder’s “ hotheads. ”

"Paul was a sensitive d ip lom atic  
type. This man m ight drop the 
gloves," said the priest, w ho asked to 
remain anonymous.

I f  ind iv idual Jesuits resist the pon­
t iff ’s w ill, some Jesuit and Vatican 
sources expect the pope to force 
them  out o f the order, but give them 
tim e to yie ld to his w ill.

say things it w ould take many pages 
o f prose to say,”  an element that 
made “ poetry the language o f the 
Resistance”  to the Nazi forces. A 
poet, Milosz believes, must be 
“ com m itted to social and various 
causes ” o r his poetry  w ill not be aut­
hentic. "A w rite r should have a zone 
o f freedom, o f fantasy, o f p layfu l­
ness," he said.

After b rie f in troductions by SLF 
Chairman Sally Carlin and University 
o f Notre Dame President Theodore 
Hesburgh, Milosz began an hour o f 
readings (a ll o rig ina lly  w ritte n  in 
Polish and translated tti English) 
from  several o f his volumes.

Poems such as "C a lling  to O rder" 
(the  author’s warning to himself), 
“ The Rising o f the Sun" reflect 
Milosz's apprenticeship in Paris 
from  1934-1935. A fter reading "The 
Task,”  Milosz began a series o f 
poems concern ing the W orld War II

German occupation in Poland but 
did not want “ to overburden the 
audience w ith  such unpleasant 
things.”

“ A Poor Christian Looks at the 
Ghetto, ” deals w ith  a Warsaw resi­
dent’s view  o f the c ity  w h ile  it was 
em bro iled in flames, a subject that 
“ was d iff ic u lt ” fo r Milosz to w rite  
about. He read "A  Song For the End 
o f the W orld ”  in bo th Polish and 
English.

He’s explained his "ph ilosophy o f 
life ”  in  as litt le  as six lines o f poetry  
as w e ll as com posing poems like 
“ Magpicty”  and “ Bobo’s M etam or­
phosis”  that illustrate a m ix tu re  o f 

. fantasy and realism.
Milosz also read poems re la ting to 

his experiences at Berkley and the 
Gospel. Fellow poet and translator 
o f M ilosz’s works, Robert Haas (w h o  
w ill appear at SLF today at 1:30 in the 
Library Lounge and 7:30 in the 
Library A ud ito rium ) read tw o o f the 
Nobel prize w inners selections.

"Proof,”  “ The Fall,”
“ M ittlebergheim ," “ So Little ,”  along 
w ith  “ To Raja Rao ” and “ On Angels”  
were “ a few short poems”  Milosz 
selected. "Ars Poetica, ” however, 
stated the po e try ’s purpose: " to  
rem ind o f us just how d iff ic u lt it  is to 
remain one person.”

Milosz is the author o f several 
works, inc lud ing  Bells in  W in te r , 
Poem o f  Frozen Times, The Valley  
o f  Issa , The Seizure o f  Power, Native  
Realm , A Search f o r  D e fin it io n , 
Three W inters, The Captive M in d  
and a volum e o f Selective Poems 
published in 1973.

A fter Haas’ appearances today, 
authors Robert Pinsky, Megan Terry, 
Marge Percy, David Wagoner, Susan 
Fromberg Schaeffer and Robert 
Creeley w ill com ple te the SLF.

Longevity gets more 
interesting with age
If  you are a w rite r, you have a lo t o f friends w ho are writers. One o f 

mine has the form idable name, Osborn Segerberg Jr., but he’s 
“ Ozzie”  in Kinderhook, N.Y., where he lives. Ozzic has never w ritten  
a h it play o r a best-selling novel, but he’s a good professional w rite r. 
The w o rld  needs fewer stars and more com petent professionals in 
every field.

L iv in g  To Be 100 is the name o f the book Ozzie’s just w ritten , and 
he did  his research from  reports he got from  1,200 people w ho are at 
least 100 years old.

The book ought to do p re tty  well, but 1 don ’t th ink  this one w ill be 
a best-seller either, because I question how  m uch interest there is in 
liv ing  to be 100 except among people w ho are already 99. U n til you 
get close, liv in g  to be 100 doesn’t seem like  that attractive a goal. 1, 
fo r example, want to live  fo r a long tim e, but 1 don’t want to  get old. 
Right now. I ’m coo l to the 
idea o f being 100.

When the great financier 
and ph ilosopher Bernard 
Baruch turned 80, someone
asked him  i f  he fe lt old. He --------------------------
said he d idn ’t.

“ To me, "Baruch said, “ o ld  
age is always 15 years o lder than 1 am. ”

I agree w ith  that. A ll my life  I ’ve been m oving up the age at w h ich  1 
th in k  “ o ld ”  begins.

For his book, I ’m sure Ozzie Segerberg has made sure all his sub­
jects were actually 100, but I can never get the Russian joke I know  
out o f my m ind. Years ago I was w ork ing  on a m orn ing TV show and 
someone d id  the perennial story about the area in Russia where 
people are reputed to live  to be o lde r than people anywhere else in 
the w orld .

The film ed report showed several Russians w ho said they w ere at 
least 115 years old. When it was over, another w r ite r  on the show 
w ho had been to  Russia said, “ Those people aren’t 115 years old. 
L iving in Russia, it just seems that long.”

The book L iv in g  to Be 100 isn’t a flim sy go to book w ith  a lo t o f 
fake answers. I t ’s a serious report, and like most honest reports, it 
doesn’t pretend to have one simple answer to the most im portan t 
question o f all: how  to  stay alive. I t  s im ply tries to find  ou t how  these 
1,200 centenarians d id  it.

fo r example, Ozzie asked his subjects i f  the ir eating habits had 
con tribu ted  to th e ir long life. Many o f them  said that “ eating r ig h t” 
had helped, but then Ozzie got asking what they thought “ eating 
rig h t”  meant and there was a b ig  difference o f op in ion.

One man said he thought it  meant eating no starch and a lo t o f 
meat, fru it and eggs. Several said it meant eating s low ly, but Mrs. 
Adelheid Schuhnecht, o f Beaver Dam.Wis., said “  we ate good, a bag 
o f potatoes a week. ”

I have a private feeling that I ’d have been dead o f overw e igh t 20 
years ago i f  I ’d eaten a bag o f potatoes a week.

One o f the things the book does conclude is that having a sense o f 
hum or is a b ig  he lp in getting to live  a long tim e. People live  longer i f  
they have some good way o f getting through the hard times w ith o u t 
too  much stress, and a sense o f hum or is one way o f reducing stress.

That’s good to know  i f  you have a sense o f hum or, bu t i f  you don’t 
the re ’s no th ing you can do about it. You can change you r eating 
habits, get more exercise o r stop smoking, but no one ever acquired 
a sense o f hum or through determ ination.

Some o f these 100-year-olds said they had been helped by good 
doctors, but W alter Pannell, 100 years o ld  and a doc to r himself, was 
asked how  often he had a physical checkup.

“ I haven’t had the occasion to consult doctors,”  Dr. Pannell sa id "! 
don’t feel the need. When you feel alright, dort’t hunt fo r trouble.

The troub le  is, we all hunt fo r the answer, as i f  there was just one, 
and i t ’s obvious, there isn’t.

Bayley plays Chautauqua

Bayley, a native o f Guyana, South 
America, c lim bed the stage w ith  a 
laugh that set the air fo r the rest o f 
the night. He began w ith  “ P ickin ’ 
and a G rinn in  ” and the audience 
responded w ith  a roar that w ou ld  be 
its trademark fo r the hours to come.

Throughout the first set, Bayley 
related personal experiences o f en­
counters w ith  arm w restling men o f 
South Bend restaurants and how 
glad he was that the crow d  was 
crazy. The crow d invariably reacted 
w ith  the spirits to carry “ the reggae- 
musicman”  throughout the night.

W ith  the Bob Marley tim e o f “ I 
Shot the Sherriff” ,“Jamming,”  and 
“ Rastaman V ibration,”  Bayley dis­
played his talent as a reggae 
musician. He also perform ed a 
couple o f songs from  Cat Stevens 
and Crosby, Stills, Nash, and Young. 
His cow boy boots and yelps rem in is­
cent o f the American West provided 
a C ountry and Western touch.
Bayley explained afterwards that 
this was the type o f music he was 
exposed to as a youth in native 
Guyana.

As part o f an extensive U.S. tour, 
John Bayley was in  Chicago fo r tw o 
days. When asked i f  he w ou ld  like to 
re tu rn  to  Notre Dame again, Bayley 
responded that he w ou ld  have a 
hard tim e refusing such hospitality.

The second set proved to be even 
m ore energetic than the first. Taking 
the audience higher than before, the 
sounds o f Bayley’s gu itar go t people 
on the ir feet to dance. They danced 
through Bob Marley’s “ Woman 
Don’t Cry,”  and “ Roots Rock 
Reggae.”  The high sp irited c row d 
even tried  to dance on Bayley’s small 
stage. A lthough the dance space was 
too small, Bayley jo ined the crow d 
and leaped around w h ile  accepting 
tokens o f generosity from  the 
excited audience.

A fte r leaving the stage, he was 
forced back by the ro w d ily  cheering 
o f the crow d  fo r a memorable 
encore. The audience d id  not want 
to accept the end and yelled fo r an­
o ther encore, on ly to be disap­
po in ted by the b rilliance o f the 
house lights.

W hen asked to describe the crazy 
evening o f songs about Babylon, Jah, 
and the ho ly herb, Bayley wrapped it 
up in tw o  simple words, “ Positively 
positive.”  It was a sp iritua l event for 
h im  to sing about “Jah mountains, 
Jah trees, Jah fish in Jah seas.”  He left

Phelps has not been disappointed 
w ith  Grassey’s con tribu tion . “ Gary 
gives 100 percent all o f the tim e,” 
Phelps says. “ He’s not as talented as 
many o f our people, but he’s a very 
hard w orker.”

Grassey has some com m ents 
about his ab ility  as a basketball 
player. “ I have no pretentions about 
being a starter o r logging a lo t o f 
playing tim e,”  he says. “ But my game 
has im proved trem endously since 1 
jo ined the team. 1 try  to ho ld  my 
own, and I don ’t back down. I know 
a lo t more about the game now  than 
I used to know.”

Grassey has been close to Notre 
Dame athletics since he arrived four 
years ago. He worked as a student 
manager during his first semester, 
being fortunate enough to land a job 
w ith  the soccer team. He began 
w ork ing  at The Observer du ring  his 
second semester. At the beginning 
o f his ju n io r year, he began w ork ing  
at Notre Dame's Sports Inform ation 
Department During his career as a 
w rite r and a manager, Grassey met 
several Notre Dame coaches 
(in c lud in g  Phelps).

“ I ’m a very fortunate person,” 
Grassey claims. “ I ’ve been able to 
view the ssssss;;,”  he con ­
tinues. “ They can’t ever really un­
derstand the chem istry o f a team. So 
much o f th is game is mental. A lo t o f 
th ink ing is involved.”

Now that Grassey has seen both

sides o f the fence, he is able to  more 
fu lly  understand the con flic ts  that 
sometimes arise between reporters 
and sports personalities.

“ A spo rtsw ritc r can be educated 
to a game over a num ber o f years,” 
he surmises. "By asking good ques­
tions, he can gain a knowledge o f 
what goes on behind-the-scenes. But 
a w r ite r  has to be very carefu l about 
critic ism . The enterta inm ent factor 
often enters in to  columns. A shoddy 
job always shows up.”

Phelps realizes that Grassey is also 
a reporter, and that he cou ld take ad­
vantage o f priv ileged in fo rm ation  he 
receives as a player. But this is not a 
problem . “ Gary is to ta lly  loyal to 
m yself and the team,”  Phelps ex ­
plains. “ There arc certain things that 
happen inside the team that he 
could exp lo it, but he doesn’t. He 
realizes that w e’re try ing  to w ork  as 
a unit. Certain things that happen 
should not be pub lic  knowledge.”  

Phelps claims that Grassey’s situa­
tion  is enviable. “ He’s got a few d if­
ferent perspectives on the 
situation,”  he says. “ Gary now  
knows what it ’s like to be a reporter, 
a spectator, and a student athlete.” 

Now that Grassey is fam iliar w ith  
all aspects o f basketball and 
sportsw riting, does he plan on 
pursuing a career in either?

“ I de fin ite ly  do not want to be a 
spo rtsw ritc r,”  he answers. " I  w ould 
get tired  o f that too qu ickly. 1 like 
being involved more than on the 
surface. I m ight, however, eventual­
ly consider coaching basketball ” 

Grassey is cu rren tly  in te rv iew ing  
w ith  several companies in o rder to

make use o f the Economics degree 
that he w ill receive upon gradua­
tion. “ I want to w o rk  in New York 
fo r at least a couple o f years,”  he 
says. “ I ’m a c ity  person. I th rive  on 
constant action. A fter 1 earn some 
money, I ’d like to go to graduate 
school. But no th ing is certain.”

I t  is obvious to anyone w ho talks 
to Grassey that he is thorough ly 
en joying his experience w ith  the 
N otre Dame basketball team. "W hat 
a great way to spend my senior 
year,”  he exclaims. “ I ’ve learned a 
lo t about basketball - a sport I ’ve al­
ways loved - and I’ve had a great 
time. I ’m grateful fo r what Digger 
has given me."

And, no doubt, Phelps and the 
Irish basketball team are grateful fo r 
what Grassey has given them.

“ He’ll be given every opportun ity

ou r Red Sox roster,” Haywood Sul­
livan, executive vice-president and M ark  “ The B ird ”  F idrych

general manager, said in a statement 
from  Florida. “ I ’m elated to have 
mark in the Red Sox family. We re 
very hopeful his rehab ilita tion  w ill 
continue in leading him  back to  the 
majors.”

Sullivan said the decision to sign 
the 6-3, 27-year o ld  from  N orthboro, 
Mass., fo llow ed phone discussions 
he had Saturday w ith  Fidrych, 
F idrych’s agent, Bob W oolf, and Red 
Sox manager Ralph Houk, who 
coached Fidrych in D e tro it before 
re tir ing  b rie fly  in  1978.

“ There has been pa rticu lar im ­

o f our people,”  Haywood Sullivan 
said, adding that coach W alt Hriniak, 
catcher Rich Gedman, and second 
baseman Jerry Re m y had seen 
F idrych w o rk  out.

A year ago, Gary Grassey was a 
fu ll-tim e reporter for The Observer. 
When he wasn’t covering a basket­
ball o r soccer game, he was probably 
w ritin g  a feature story about a Notre 
Dame basketball player.

My, how have tim es changed.
These days, instead o f w ritin g  

stories a b o u t the Notre Dame bas­
ketball team, Grassey is a m ember o f 
the team.

Grassey, a 6-8 senior from  Hacket- 
tstown, N.J., v iv id ly  recalls the day 
that Coach Digger Phelps talked to 
h im  about playing fo r the Irish. “ It 
was the day after the Bookstore Bas­
ketball Finals last year,”  he rem em ­

Infom ation O ffice (w here  Grassey 
works as a student assistant).. He 
said, ‘I ’d like to talk to  you about 
playing fo r us.’ 1 thought he was 
joking. But I w ent in to  his office later 
and he explained what he wanted o f 
me. I was shocked.”

‘Shocked’ seems like a m ild  term  
fo r someone w ho was about to have 
his dream realized.

“ I have dreamed fo r a long tim e 
about being a Notre Dame basket­
ball player,”  Grassey says. “ I tried  
out fo r the team each o f my three 
years, but I had resigned m yself to 
the fact that I wasn’t going to play. It 
took a w h ile  fo r the realization to 
sink in.”

Grassey was a good basketball 
p layer at H untington High School in 
New York, but not good enough to 
play fo r a D ivision I school. He was 
recru ited bv 40 colleges com ing out

o f high school, but never received a 
scholarship offer.

“ I was recru ited  on the basis o f 
potentia l, not past perform ance,” 
Grassey says. “ I don ’t even rem em ­
ber my high school statistics. There 
isn’t much to  rem em ber.”

Grassey considered attending 
o ther colleges, inc lud ing  a few Ivy 
League schools. “ I m ight have been 
able to play fou r years at places such 
as Brown,”  he says, “ but I decided to 
enro ll at Notre Dame because I 
wanted a good education and a good 
atmosphere. I never had any idea 
that I ’d end up on this team. In fact, I 
thought my basketball career was 
over.”

Just how  did  Grassey end up on 
the squad?

“ I th ink  it  was a m atter o f being in 
the righ t place at the righ t tim e,”  he 
explains. “ Digger needed a big man 
fo r practice. I knew  him  from  my 
contacts w ith  him  as a sportsw ritcr. 
He respected me and knew  that I ’d 
give everyth ing I have to the team.” 

The ro le  o f a walk-on is not easy. 
He must w o rk  hard at every 
practice, but doesn’t partic ipate in 
many games. Grassey knew this 
when he accepted Phelps’ offer.

“ There’s no t a w hole lo t o f  g lo ry 
involved,”  he says. “ I basically have 
to help the team in  preparation fo r 
the opposing fron t lines, p laying the

Track team breaks two records

The Irish track team set tw o 
school records and qualified one 
athlete fo r the NCAA Cham pion­
ships en route to a seventh place 
team finish at the Central Collgiate 
Championships (CCC's) in Madison, 
W isconsin th is weekend.

Senior tri-captain Paul Doyle 
vaulted 16-8 3 /4  inches to  break his 
own school record and qualify for 
the NCAA championships. Doyle ’s 
vault was the highest in the history 
o f the CCC’s but he was tied  and had 
more misses than an opponent, so he 
placed second and his vault may not 
be recognized as a meet record.

Jun io r Steve Dziabis qualified fo r 
the NCAA’s by w inn ing  the 600 in a 
tim e o f 1:10.43. He qualified in the 
same event as a freshman.

Sophomore Andy D illon  broke 
the school record in the three-m ile 
event w ith  speedy 13:51 clocking.

Greg Bell qualified for the finals in 
the 60-yard dash w ith  a 6.44 second 
c lock ing  in the prelim inaries. He ran

a dissappointing race in the finals, 
however, and finished sixth. Ano th­
er sprinter, freshman Phil G ilm ore 
had a 6.53 c lock ing in the 
pre lim inaries and thereby qualified 
h im se lf fo r the ICAAAA cham pion­
ships. G ilm ore had never com peted 
in track p r io r  to  th is year. In high 
school he bow led and played 
baseball, according to sprin t coach 
Ed K elly w ho adds, “ He’s a very, very 
good prospect and a raw  talent.”

Greg Bell long-jum ped 24-3 3 /4  
inches, missing the school record by 
less than and inch. That was good fo r 
fou rth  place. Kelly feels that Bell has 
an outside chance to qualify fo r the 
NCAA’s in  the long jum p i f  he hits a 
really good jum p in  the next two 
weeks. Doyle long jum ped 23-0, but 
d id  not use up all o f  his jum ps so he 
cou ld conserve his energy fo r his 
record setting pole vault attempt. 
Freshman James Patterson jum ped 
22-7 in his first taste o f  collegiate 
com petition.

The distance medley team o f Jim 
Tyler, Jacques Eady, T im  Macauley, 
and Jim  Moyar missed qualify ing fo r

the NCAA’s by on ly a second as they 
clocked a very commendable 
9:50.1. Moyar ran the m ile  leg o f the 
relay in a sizzling 4:05.5.

The Irish tw o-m ile  relay team o f 
Tyler, Macauley, Rick Rogers, and 
Ron Hyde ran a very consistent 7:46 
to  take fifth  place. T he ir sp lit times 
varied less than a second.

The N otre Dame m ile  relay team 
finished sixth. The runners and the ir 
respective quarter tim es were: 
M itch  VanEyken 49.7, Jacques Eady 
49.4, Steve Dziabis 49 4, and Jan 
Kania 49 8. Dziabis and Kania ran the 
600 on ly  40 m inutes p r io r  to  the 
relay. Dziabis, o f  course, w on and 
Kania ran a fine 1:12.2 although he 
did  not make the finals.

Gretzky tops NHL

Wayne Gretzky tied  Phil Esposito’s 
National Hockey League goal- 
scoring record last n ight when he 
drilled  in his 76th goal o f  the season 
at 16:34 o f the th ird  period as the 
O ilers posted a 7-3 v ic to ry  over the 
Red Wings.

The 21 -year-old center took a pass 
from  Glenn Anderson and beat 
D e tro it nctm inder Bob Sauve w ith  a 
15-foot shot along the ice that went 
in to  the net just insiee the r ig h t post.

The goal closed out the scoring. 
Gretzky also picked up fou r assists, 
g iving him  171 points fo r the season,

seven more than the mark he set last 
year.

It was Gretzky’s second record 
perform ance in as many games. The 
21-year o ld  center scored three 
goals and tw o  assists Friday night, 
breaking his ow n year-old record o f 
164 po ints in a season.

Earlier this season, Gretzky 
eclipsed one o f hockey’s most 
coveted feats, 50 goals in 50 games, 
by scoring 50 goals in 39 games.

COLUMBIA, S.C. — John Pax son 
^ le d  the enigm atic Notre Dame bas­

ketball team out o f a shooting slump 
and on to a 59-55 upset o f South 
Carolina here Saturday, p rov id ing  
yet another tw is t to a strange season.

The Irish  h it 63 percent o f the ir 
shots on the afternoon, inc lud ing  
the firs t six they attem pted, and Pax 
son sank 10 o f his 1 I fie ld  goal and 
free th ro w  attem pts in the second 
ha lf on his way to a 20-point, MVP 
performance.

“ These guys were dow n com ing 
in here after p laying poorly  
Thursday n igh t,” said Phelps. “ They 
showed me a lo t as people ou t there 
today. I asked them  to put the ir in ­
d iv idua l personalities in to  th is game, 
and that’s just what they did.

“ This is the best team I have ever 
(--coached. It has no th ing to do w ith  

w inning, but everyth ing to do w ith  
people. They’ve responded to adver­
sity, and grow n as men.”

Paxson tore ou t o f the co ld  spell 
that plagued him  in the loss to Seton 
Hall, and carried the Irish  up out o f 
the ru t w ith  him.

Pax took over when we needed 
him  the most, ” Phelps to ld  the press. 
“ He showed the country that he is 
tru ly  one o f the p rem ier players in 
the nation."

Gamecock Coach B ill Foster 
echoed Phelps’s praise fo r the Irish 
guard.

“ I t  came dow n to Paxson and free 
throw s,”  he said. “ That was the d if­
ference. Paxson played a great bal­
lgame, and the o ther players played 

r  up to his level.”
Like dorm ant giants suddenly 

awakened, the Irish, one after anoth­
er, turned in s tirr in g  performances.

“ T im  Andree and Barry Spencer 
were keys early in  the game,”  Phelps 
said. “ They played te rrific  games. O f 
course, Cecil Rucker rea lly came 
through fo r us dow n the stretch."

Uncharacteristically, Notre Dame 
h it im portan t free th row s dow n the 
stretch and, as Foster noted, it  
proved to be the difference. Spencer 
scored six straight po in ts just when 
it seemed the Irish  offense was start­
ing to sputter m idway through the 
firs t half, and sank fou r o f his five free 
throw s when Notre Dame was 
try ing  to  get untracked early in the 
second half.

Andree he ld South Carolina’s J im ­
my Foster at bay all afternoon, ho ld ­
ing the Gamecocks-leading scorer to 
just 10 points. Andree also h it a 
couple o f free throws, inc lud ing the 
game w inner, w ith  just 28 seconds 
left on the clock. On the afternoon, 
the Notre Dame center notched 1 1 
points, in c lud ing  5-of-6 from  the 
line.

When the game came down to the 
w ire, however, it was left to  Rucker 
to  p rov ide the heroics. W ith  eight 
seconds to go Kenny Holmes, South 
Carolina’s second-leading scorer, 
put up what he hoped w ou ld  be the 
ty ing  shot. But Rucker swallowed 
the shot, was im m ediate ly fouled, 
and calm ly sunk both ends o f the 
resulting one and-one to pu t the 
game away.

“ That k id  made a great play to 
b lock that shot,”  said Foster. “ We 
tried  to  get the ball dow n the cou rt 
qu ick ly  and go to the hoop. We were 
looking fo r a good shot o r a foul, but 
things just d idn ’t w o rk  out that 
way.”

Not much w orked ou t fo r the 
Gamecocks. Foster to ld  reporters 
that his team tried  to con tro l the 
tem po o f the game, but turned the 
ball over in cruc ia l situations.

COLUMBIA, S.C. — The means to 
the end were considerably different, 
bu t when all was said and done, the 
outcom e was the same.

Notre Dame’s w om en’s basketball 
team lost its second straight game 
Saturday — the firs t tim e that’s hap­
pened all season — 76-54, to  the 
15th-ranked Lady Gamecocks o f 
South Carolina here at the Carolina 
Coliseum.

No sooner had the Irish  arrived at 

the Colum bia M etropo litan  A irp o rt 
Friday evening than an artic le  from  
the afternoon ed itions o f The 
C o lu m b ia  Record  was c ircu lated.

The open ing paragraph o f the 
story read, in part, “ University o f 
South Carolina wom en's basketball 
coach Terry  Kelly m ight w ant to 
have a pajama party fo r his team after 
ton igh t’s game w ith  Stetson . . .”

The story w ent on to  call the Irish 
“ cannon fodder”  fo r the Lady 
Gamecocks, and quoted Kelly as 
saying “ The game . . against Notre

Dame w ill hope fu lly  give us a 
chance to  play some o f ou r players 
who don ’t play as m uch.”

The Irish  were ready fo r a figh t at 
that po in t, and the em otions carried 
over in to  Saturday’s contest. But no 
em otion was go ing to stop three- 
tim e All-Am erican Sheila Foster on 
her day.

Carolina officials deemed Satur­
day “ Sheila Foster Day” in Columbia, 
handing out autographed p ictures o f 
the school’s all-tim e leading scorer, 
man o r woman, to the firs t 500 fans 
to  enter the gates. The 6-1 senior 
center out o f  Spartanburg, S.C., 
celebrated her final home ap­
pearance by scoring 33 po ints and 
hauling down 12 rebounds before 
leaving to a standing ovation w ith  
just over a m inute left in  the contest.

Foster finished w ith  10-of-l6  
shooting from  the field, most com ­
ing from  an area five to eight feet 
away from  the basket on the righ t 
baseline, where Foster has a patent 
on a turn-around jumper.

Foster also canned 13-of-16 free 
throws, and had her jersey, No. 53, 
re tired  in an em otional cerem ony 
that took place p r io r  to the start o f 
the men’s game.

“ Sheila Foster is one o f the best, i f  
not the best, players in the game 
righ t now ,”  said DiStainslao, who

“ This w in gives us the sp irit we 
need. It comes just when it seemed 
we were running ou t o f fuel. Now 
w e’re going home, and things are 
look ing  up again.”

W ith  Munn Arena fille d  to the 
b rim  w ith  6,630 Spartan partisans, 
Ron Mason’s second place club rode 
some unyie ld ing goaltending by Ron 
Scott to a hard fought w in  w h ich  
kept the Irish in f ifth  place and dealt 
a severe b low  to Notre Dame’s 
chances fo r home playoffs.

Just as in the ir last v is it to  East Lan­
sing, the Irish got in to  penalty 
problem s after outp laying the Spar­
tans during the firs t period and 
found themselves playing catch-up 
hockey against a team that prides i t ­
self on tough defense and outstand­
ing goaltending.

The Spartans woke up a m inute 
la ter however, when G ord Flegel in ­
tercepted a Bob McNamara clearing 
pass and w risted a tough angle shot 
in to  the cage as the Irish  goaltender 
raced back to the crease. It was a 
great ind iv idua l effort by Flegel, but 
m ore im portan tly  it  aroused the 
Spartans and the ir previously qu ie t 
backers after the Irish  had 
dom inated the opening nine 
minutes.

The teams sparred fo r the rem ain­
der o f the firs t period, w ith  both 
goaltenders guarding the nets in su­
pe rio r fashion.

The fina l M ich igan State goal 
came at the 14:50 m ark w ith  three 
Irish players and one Spartan in  the 
penalty box, and i t  came on a beauti­
fu l play by the M ichigan State 
powerplay unit. Dave Taylo r made a 
cross-ice pass from  the le ft p o in t to 
the opposite edge o f the crease and a 
w a iting  Flegel w ho just had to d irect 
it  in to  the cage.

W ith  th e ir fou r goal lead, the Spar­
tans got in to  the ir tigh t-checking 
game that gave them  on ly  pe riod ic  
scoring opportunities. The burden
