He also said  G orbachev re ­
ported  on the Soviet Union’s 
recen t m u lticand idate  p a r­
liam en ta ry  elections, which 
w ere seen as a popular v ictory  
for the p a r ty ’s re fo rm ers. 
C astro, who has never allowed 
com petitive elections in his 30- 
y ea r ru le , has openly criticized 
G orbachev’s refo rm s for bor­
row ing too m uch from  the 
cap ita lis t world.

A fter the cerem onial laying 
of a w rea th  a t the  m onum ent 
to Jose M arti, the fa th e r of 
Cuban independence, C astro 
escorted  his guest to the P a lace  
of the Revolution to begin the ir

Breslin and Kinkopf work for improved student govt.

The new student governm ent 
adm in istra tion  under Student 
Body P residen t M att B reslin  
and Vice P resid en t Dave 
Kinkopf will m ake an effort to 
“ continue and im prove upon 
the accom plishm ents of the 
previous ad m in stra tio n ” in the 
com ing year, according to 
Breslin.

“ In a re a s  such as in tellectual 
life and student service, the 
ta rg e t a re a s  of Doyle and 
P aese , we shall m ake an effort 
to continue and expand on the 
ideas they p resen ted ,” said  
Breslin.

“ Things like the Iceberg  
D ebates and the B oard of T ru s­

tee R eports w ere excellent a c ­
com plishm ents under the last 
a d m in is tra tio n ,” B reslin  said, 
“ and ind icate  the positive 
trend  th a t student governm ent 
has been following for the past 
few years. We w ant to continue 
th a t tre n d .”

B reslin  and Kinkopf p lan  to 
keep up the good relationsh ip  
th a t Doyle and P aese  m ain ­
ta ined  with the U niversity  ad ­
m inistra tion . They have 
spoken w ith U niversiy P re s i­
dent F a th e r  E d w ard  M alloy a 
num ber of tim es in re g a rd  to 
the com ing year.

“ As we (M alloy and Bres- 
lirvKinkopf) each rep resen t dif­
fe ren t in terests , we natu ra lly  
will have d isag reem en ts, but a 
positive w orking rela tionsh ip  is 
the only w ay to get th ings done 
for the stu d en ts ,” sa id  Kinkopf.

Concerning student service, 
B reslin  and Kinkopf p lan  to 
focus on th is issue and have a 
v a rie ty  of new ideas to aid  in 
th e ir  plans.

“ F irs t of a ll ,” said  B reslin, 
“ w e’ve got the groundw ork for 
things like the 24-hour lounge. 
B ecause Doyle and P aese  
s ta rte d  tha t, w e’ve got a cus­
hion to fall back on.

“ The idea is s ta rted , and we 
can  hopefully m ake it m ore of 
a re a lity .”

B reslin  and Kinkopf also 
have p lans to construct a ‘legal 
d e p a rtm e n t’ in student govern­
m ent which will re sea rch  is­
sues before they  a re  presen ted  
to the  adm in istra tion .

“ With the estab lishm en t of 
this d ep artm en t of studen t gov­
ernm en t, we will have m ore r a ­
tional, in telligent responses to

concerns of the s tu d en ts ,” said  
Kinkopf.

“ A m ain  focus of the d e p a r­
tm en t will be B oard of T rustee  
R eports. In form ation  from  the 
rep o rts  will be brought to the 
a tten tion  of those in the adm in ­
istra tio n  who m ost need to see 
i t ,” K inkopf said.

“ Hopefully w ith the re sea rch  
done and  the inform ation in the 
T rustee  R eports, we can  have 
m ore im plem entation  of the 
changes outlined in the rep o rts  
them selves and an  a lte ra tion  of 
o ther policies th a t need chang­
ing ,” said  Kinkopf.

S m aller serv ices also a re  of 
concern to B reslin  and K inkoff. 
“ You h e a r people com plain 
about little  things not provided, 
like phones in academ ic  build­
ings, and we w ant to m ake

those th ings m ore availab le  for 
the s tu d en ts ,” said  B reslin .

“ Along with our long te rm  
p ro jec ts , we hope to provide 
little  things for the convenience 
of the students. We w ant to be 
m ore in touch w ith the studen ts 
to provide th e ir n eed s,” said  
Kinkopf.

A lthough still assem bling  
th e ir  cabinet, B resling  and 
Kinkopf hope to m ake th a t 
cab inet and  the re s t  of s tudent 
governm ent m ore visible and 
accessib le  to students.

This v isib ility  includes an 
open-door policy for studen ts 
w ith com plain ts or ideas for 
studen t governm ent, and an ef­
fo rt for increased  publicity. 
“ We’re  going to try  to inform  
studen ts of events, and  try  to 
le t them  know th a t w e’re  here  
for th e m ,” said  B reslin .

The House voted 73-26 aga in st the proposal which would have 
re tro ac tiv e ly  applied to Cooper’s case  a 1987 law  ra is in g  from  
10 to 16 the s ta te ’s m inim um  age for a convicted m u rd e re r who 
can receive  a death  sentence. T hat law ’s s tan d a rd  applies to the  
age of the  defendant a t the tim e of the crim e. Cooper w as a
15-year-old G ary  schoolgirl a t the tim e  of the  1985 stabbing  death  
of R uth  Pelke, a 78-year-old Bible teacher.

TWO toddlers were killed and  th e ir  p a ren ts  w ere in jured  
M onday when fire  ro a red  through th e ir  P e r ry  County farm house 
n e a r Cannelton, Ind., au thorities said. V anessa F uchs, 3, and her
16-month-old b ro ther, Q uentin, died in the  fire , w hich w as re ­
ported  shortly  before 1 a .m . The ch ild ren ’s fa th e r, Je ffrey  Fuchs, 
25, w as in stab le  condition la te r  in the  day  a t W ishard M em orial 
H ospital in Indianapolis w ith burns over 50 percen t of his body. 
T heir m other, Jen n ife r, w as tre a te d  a t an  a re a  hospital for m inor 
in ju ries and w as re leased . When firefigh ters a rriv ed  a t the  hom e 
alm ost half of the fram e  s tru c tu re  w as engulfed in flam es. The 
ch ildren  w ere found in a  bedroom , w here the fire  is believed to 
have s ta rted . No cause of the fire  w as im m edia te ly  determ ined .

An explosion a t E ssex  W ire Corp. in V incennes, Ind., in jured  
a lab o ra to ry  technician . P hy llis M ieiska, 41, of V incennes, w as 
in c ritica l condition M onday. She w as m ixing chem icals when 
the explosion occurred  about 10:15 a .m . Sunday, fire  officials 
said. M ieiska suffered  burns over 80 pe rcen t of h er body and w as 
taken  to Good S am aritan  H ospital in V incennes. She la te r  w as 
tran sfe rred  to the  burn  unit a t W ishard M em orial H ospital in 
Indianapolis. A uthorities sa id  they had  not de term ined  the type 
of chem icals M ieiska w as m ixing.

Exxon issues public apology as Alaskan oil spill worsens

VALDEZ, A laska- Exxon 
apologized M onday for causing 
the nation’s biggest oil spill and 
prom ised  to clean up every  
fouled beach in P rince  W illiam 
Sound, but w orkers on those 
greasy-sm elling beaches said  
th e ir efforts a re  futile.

Police continued search ing  
for the cap tain  of the  tan k er 
Exxon Valdez, which crashed  
into Bligh Reef on M arch 24, 
spilling 10.1 million gallons of 
North Slope crude.

The oil slick has now grown 
la rg e r than  Rhode Island. 
Scientists reported  m ore
wildlife deaths and said  a v ital 
herring  fishery  w as
th rea tened . The P rin ce  
W illiam Sound fishery  is w orth

m ore than  $150 m illion annual­
ly-

“ I w ant to tell you how so rry  
I am  th a t th is acciden t took 
p lace ,” said  Exxon C hairm an 
L.G. raw l in full-page ad v e r­
tisem ents p laced in 
new spapers M onday.

“ We cannot, of course, undo 
w hat has been done. But I can 
assu re  you th a t since M arch 24, 
the accident has been receiv ing 
our full atten tion  and will con­
tinue to do so .”

M ore th an  1,000 seab ird s and 
a t least 20 sea  o tte rs  caught in 
the oil have died, som e found 
covered w ith asphalt-hard  oil. 
Officials said  the death  toll is 
probably  m uch higher, but they 
have had  tim e to su rvey  only a 
slice of the  sound’s 2,500 m iles 
of coastline.

On n earb y  G reen Island, 
hundreds of b ird s lay  along the 
beach, as  b lack  and lifeless as 
the o il-sm eared rocks around 
them . Sheltered coves and 
rocky points, usually  c lam o r­
ing w ith the sound of gulls and 
o ther shoreb irds, w ere silent.

“ E v ery  day, i t ’s getting  a 
little  w orse ,” o tte r rescue  spe­
cia lis t Chris Donohoe said  as 
he squatted  by a dead sea duck. 
“ You c lean  a beach  up, the tide 
changes, and the oil com es 
rig h t b ack .”

Oil is so th ick  th a t w alking 
on once postcard -perfec t 
beaches is treacherous, and 
w orkers w ear h a rd h a ts  to

p ro tec t aga in st in ju ries from  
frequen t tum bles on rocks. Oil 
sp ray ed  by w aves sp la tte rs  
rocks and driftw ood logs high 
above the tideline. B eaches 
sm ell like gas sta tion  g arages.

M ore than  half the spaw ning 
h ab ita t used by P rin ce  W illiam  
Sound herring  has been fouled, 
said  D ennis H aanpaa , a  fis­
heries biologist w ith the A laska 
D ep artm en t of F ish  and G am e.

Exxon officials have 
conceded th a t beach  cleanup 
efforts so fa r  have been futile. 
B ut the com pany said  it began 
a new a ssau lt w ith m ore effec­
tive  gea r, m ore w orkers and a 
floating com m and post.

Exxon Shipping Co. P re s i­
dent F ra n k  Iaro ssi said  Exxon 
p lanned to flush beaches by 
pum ping seaw ate r over them , 
then  collect oil from  the w a te r 
w ith sk im m ers.

“ We intend not to leave until 
the  job is done,” Iaro ssi said. 
“ We in tend to leave P rin ce  
W illiam  Sound close to w hat it 
w as before the tra g e d y .”

G orbachev 
and h er husband  have m en­
tioned read ing  H em ingw ay, a 
w rite r whose w orks have been 
tra n la te d  into R ussian  and a re  
popular in the Soviet Union.

G erasim ov said  G orbachev 
and C astro , in th e ir  opening 
ta lks, exchanged views on the 
M arch 26 Soviet elections and 
discussed problem s in Latin  
A m erica, p a rticu la rly  those of 
indebtedness and the drug  
trade .

The spokesm an observed 
th a t L atin  A m erican  countries 
a re  increasing ly  becom ing 
drug  suppliers to N orth 
A m erica while a t the sam e 
tim e increasing ly  becom ing 
d rug  consum ers.

The debt is only one aspect 
of the  econom ic ties betw een 
the Soviet Union and Cuba.

The next la rg est portion of 
the budget w ent to SUB, rece iv ­
ing $155,545, and studen t gov­
ernm en t w as alotted $74,605.

The to tal budget for the 1988- 
89 y e a r am ounted to approxi­
m ately  $395,000.

“ L ast year, it took about 30

As I left the region to re tu rn  
hom e, I reflec ted  on the w eek’s 
ac tiv ities and w as content with 
the w ork th a t m y group accom ­
plished. A fter fu rth e r con­
tem plation , how ever, I realized 
th a t we m ade no lasting  m ark  
on the region. We left A ppalac­
hia exactly  as we found it: an 
im poverished a re a  rich  in n a t­
u ra l resources. W hat had been 
changed, though, w as us: We 
w ere not. the  sam e, selfish, 
m icrocosm ic people a fte r the 
experience. The m ountain  fold 
afforded us the opportunity  to 
explore issues beyond our own 
narrow  scope (how m any job 
offers w ere received  or w hat 
percen tag e  of the g irls on 
cam pus a re  dieting, for ex am ­
p le), w hich is the special p a rt 
of the experience. The beau ty  
of the p ro g ram  is not w hat we 
did for the  A ppalachian people, 
but ra th e r , w hat they did for 
us.

So next y ea r, when the 
tem pta tions of exotic vacations 
abound, consider the Ap­
pa lac ian  experience a
p re fe rred  a lte rn a tiv e .

Dr. Ja n e t Sm ith of the P ro ­
g ram  of L iberal Studies w as 
notified la s t M ay th a t she 
would no longer be teaching  a t 
the U niversity  a fte r th is a c a ­
dem ic year. She is a victim  of 
N otre D am e’s academ ic 
“ freedom .”

The fa c ts : Dr. Sm ith is an  ex­
em p lary  professor in and out

of the classroom , and  she has 
proven herse lf to be an  out­
stand ing  scholar, not only on 
the national level, but even on 
the in ternational level.

Although P ercy  received  his m edical degree 
in 1941, he soon re jec ted  his p lans of becom ing 
a p sy ch ia tris t so th a t he could devote all of his 
tim e  to read ing  and w riting. He m ay  have 
re jec ted  the biological aspects  of healing, but 
his novels re flec t a continued concern  for the 
h ealth  of M an’s m ind and soul.

P e rcy  explains, “ H aving been tra in ed  as a 
doctor, m y w riting  is n a tu ra lly  diagnostic. I 
approach  W estern society as a doctor who 
m ust p rep a re  a case  h istory . He m ust describe 
the patien t, de term ine  w hat is w rong and 
suggest a c u re .”

Is th ere  a cu re  for unhappiness and pain  in 
our troubled society today? P ercy  responds,
“ In the end all issues com e to religion. The 
cures a re  sp iritua l. M an m ust find out who he 
is, w here he cam e from , and w here he is 
going. F o r m e, the answ er is in re lig ion .”

P ercy  won the L ae ta re  M edal la rgely  for the 
w ay his novels sensitively  re la te  the Catholic

experience to his view of rea lity . The L ae ta re  
M edal has been aw arded  annually  to a person 
“ whose genius has ennobled the a r ts  and 
sciences, illu stra ted  the ideals of the  Church 
and enriched  the heritag e  of h u m an ity .”

R esponding to these im pressive c rite ria , 
P e rcy  said, “ It w as a big su rp rise  to receive 
this honor. I don’t feel like a genius. I w rite  
both fiction and nonfiction about them es th a t 
run  counter to the usual m ind set of the W est­
e rn  w orld .”

P e rc y ’s firs t novel, “ The M oviegoer,” won 
the 1961 N ational Book Award. His o ther 
w idely read  w orks include “ The L ast 
G en tlem an ,” “ Love in the  R u ins,” and “ The 
Second C om ing.” He has also w ritten  two 
non-fictional books of philosophical essays 
en titled  “ The M essage in the B ottle” and 
“ Lost in the C osm os.”

U niversity  P resid en t F a th e r  E dw ard  Malloy 
is a m em ber of the com m ittee  which selects 
the L ae ta re  m edal w inner from  an updated  list 
of influential A m erican  Catholics. M alloy said, 
“ P e rcy  is one of the b e tte r  known and m ost 
widely re a d  con tem porary  au thors. He is a 
person  whose own fa ith  and convictions m ake 
the d ifference. I t becom es evident to those who 
re a d  his books th a t he is concerned about the 
g rea t issues of the  Catholic ex p erien ce .”

M alloy continues, “ He does not w rite  tra d i­
tional religious novels w ith ‘ch u rch y ’ subject 
m a tte r . In stead , he deals w ith g race , red em p ­
tion, and how the world is capab le  of re fo rm .”

F o r the  firs t p a r t  of his diagnosis of the 
hum an condition, P e rcy  exam ines contem po­
ra ry  society  and trie s  to d iscern  its problem s.

" I  use m y c h a ra c te rs  to illu stra te  a curious 
phenom enon in our civilization today. Although 
m ost of our needs and desires have been m et, 
we still don’t seem  any h ap p ie r.”

“ My novels a re  about the adven tu res of 
c h a ra c te rs  who have been overtaken  by a 
curious feeling of dislocation. They don’t  know 
who they a re  or w here th ey ’re  going.”

The restless, d issatisfied  ch a ra c te rs  in m any 
of his novels help c rea te  w hat P e rcy  re fe rs  to 
as “ the very  old C hristian  them e of M an as a 
p ilgrim . These c h a ra c te rs  can be understood 
as w ay farers  accord ing  to the old C hristian 
view  of M an tha t has been rev ised  in this 
c en tu ry .”

P e rcy  e labo ra tes, “ C hristian  anthropology 
shows th a t M an is search ing  for4iim self. He 
does not search  for a scientific understanding  
but for a sec re t m yste ry  of life or a deep tru th . 
Life is a m ystery  th a t cannot be solved by 
science. M an is a  w ay fa re r who looks to the 
Gospel for the Good N ew s.”

D espite his previous study  of m edicine,
P e rcy  re jec ts  science as a solution to his 
c h a ra c te rs ’ “ curious feeling of dislocation.”
He explains, “ T here  seem s to be m ore anxiety  
and alienation  in spite of our advanced  tech ­
nology and sciences. Our science, as advanced 
as it is, does not seem  to be help ing .”

According to P ercy , his la te s t novel, “ The 
T hanatos S yndrom e,” is a sa tire  th a t shows 

w hat goes w rong when you re ly  purely  on 
scientific m eans to solve the fundam ental 
problem s of hum an society.

Through the ch arac teriza tions in his 
w ritings, Dr. W alker P e rcy  suggests the 
C hristian  fa ith  as a w ay to help cure  the 
restlessness of the hum an sp irit.

P a s t w inners of the L ae ta re  M edal include 
P resid en t John Kennedy, Catholic W orker 
F ounder Dorothy Day, B usinessm an J . P e te r 
G race, and A ctress Helen H ayes. P e rcy  be­
com es only the seventh novelist to receive the 
L ae ta re  M edal since it w as estab lished  a t 
N otre D am e in 1883.

AUGUSTA, G a .-B en ea th  the 
nam e on Tom W atson’s busi­
ness ca rd , the line r e a d s : “ Golf 
P ro fessiona l.”

“ T h a t’s w hat I a m ,” W atson 
said.

“ T here  a re  o ther responsi­
bilities, o ther co m m itm en ts,” 
W atson said , m entioning a 
couple of golf courses he’s 
building in Ja p a n , “ but I ’m  still 
a golf pro. Not anything else. 
T h a t’s w hat I do .”

And W atson, a five-tim e 
B ritish  Open cham pion? is 
bringing a renew ed en thusi­
asm  and optim ism  to a com ­
eback a ttem p t aim ed a t 
regain ing  the lofty position he 
once held in world golf.

“ I t ’s getting  a little b e tte r 
every  w eek ,” he said  before a 
p rac tice  round for the 53rd 
M asters th a t begins T hursday 
a t the A ugusta N ational Golf 
Club. “ My a ttitu d e  is good and 
m y golf gam e reflec ts i t .” 

W atson, 39, won the M asters 
in 1977 and 1981 and has been 
second th ree  o ther tim es. But 
he has been v irtua lly  over­

looked in pre-tournam ent 
evaluations of poten tia l w in­
ners.

I t ’s a situation  th a t’s becom ­
ing fam ilia r to W atson, who 
once dom inated the gam e, once 
w as the cen ter of a tten tion  a t 
any tou rnam en t he entered .

W atson is enduring an unex­
plained slum p th a t has lasted  
five y e a rs -w ith  one joyous in­
terrup tion  a t the 1987 Nabisco 
Cham pionship. He h asn ’t been 
in title  contention in eight 
s ta r ts  this year.

F ive tim es the leading 
m oney w inner and six tim es 
P la y e r of the Y ear, he is 64th 
on the seaso n ’s m oney-winning 
list.

While he is less than  
enchanted , W atson is fa r  from  
dism ayed.

“ My en thusiasm  and p a ­
tience a re  b e tte r  than  a t any 
tim e in the la s t two y e a rs ,” 
W atson said.

He then  analyzed som e of his 
p laying problem s.

“ I got too m ech an ica l,” he 
said. “ I w as thinking too m uch 
about the swing.

“ So fa r  every th ing  I see they 
w an t to be a g rea t line ,” said 
M oore. “ They have g rea t uni­
ty , and c a re  for one another.

The m ain  thing 
is th a t if the kids get satisfied  
w ith them selves, then you a re  
going to have trouble m aking 
them  b e tte r. B ut if the kids 
w an t to be as good as  they can 
be, our offensive line should be 
ou tstanding. R ight now we are  
op tim istic , and once again  it 
boils down to w hat is inside.”

ND track wins big at G’town
Irish take 11 of 16 events in unscored outdoor meet

The N otre D am e m en ’s track  
team  enjoyed a strong  showing 
S atu rday , winning 11 out of 16 
events in its unscored m eet a t 
G eorgetown. The Irish  over­
cam e poor w eather and a 
su rp rise  decision by th e ir  hosts 
to outrun the ir Big E a s t foes.

Georgetow n su rp rised  Irish  
coach Joe  P iane  by deciding not 
to score the m eet, w hich w as 
held a t E piscopal High School 
in Arlington, V irginia. P iane  
took the decision in stride.

“ T hey’re  the hom e te a m ,” 
said  P iane. “ If they don’t w ant 
to score the m eet, th a t’s th e ir 
p re ro g a tiv e .”

The m eet w as also run  in 
v ery  unfavorable  w ea ther con­
ditions.

“ None of the tim es w ere very  
g o o d -it w as a p re tty  poor day  
for ru n n in g ,” said  P iane , “ but 
th a t did not d e trac t from  our 
a th e le te s ’ ability  to com pete 
ag a in st our opponents.” 

Indeed, the Irish  com peted 
very  well again st the  highly re ­
garded  Hoy as. The 4x100 m eter

re lay  team  and the Mile re lay  
team  each  nosed out th e ir  op­
ponents by one ten th  of a 
second, posting tim es of 0:43.8 
and 3:19.6, respectively .

The field a th le tes also out- 
scored th e ir  Georgetow n foes. 
John Cole won the high jum p 
with a leap  of 6 feet, 6 inches 
while G reg M atteo c leared  the 
12-6 m ark  to win the pole vault.

F resh m an  John S tew art 
th rew  the javelin  181 feet, four 
inches, over 26 feet fu rth e r than  
his n ea re s t com petitor, te a m ­
m ate  Ron R egnery . The Irish  
also took firs t and second place 
in the shot put and the discus 
throw.

N otre D am e added add i­
tional firs t p lace finishes in the 
110- and 400-meter hurdles. 
Glenn W atson, com ing off knee 
su rgery , won the 110 m eters  
with a tim e  of 15.0 seconds, 
while P e te  Dem eo cap tu red  the 
400 m ete rs  in 55.6 seconds.

“ The hurd les a re  tough to run  
on a day  like th a t because the 
wind throw s you off balance as 
you jum p  over th em ,” said  
Irish  co-captain Ron 
M arkezich. “ P e te ’s running

very  well for us, and likew ise 
w e’re  p leased  with w hat Glenn 
has been doing com ing back 
from  his opera tion .” 

M arkezich ran  in the  5,000- 
m e te rs  event, in which Irish  
team m ates  Mike D rake and 
Rob F ern  took firs t and second 
p lace, while he cam e in th ird . 
“ F o r Ron it w as ju st a 
w orkout,” said  coach P iane, 
“ W henever one of the o ther 
guys (D rake or F e rn ) fell back, 
Ron would m ove over into the 
second lane, shield the wind, 
and pick his te am m ate  up 
a g a in .”

R on’s team  p lay  paid  off as 
the Irish  sw ept the firs t th ree  
spots in the 5,000. “ I tried  to 
help those guys by blocking the 
w ind,” said  M arkezich, “ It 
rea lly  helps the team  to go one- 
tw o-three in a race  like th a t .” 

Coach P ian e  w as pleased 
with his te a m ’s perfo rm ance as 
they now look ahead  to the 
S tanford Inv ita tional, sched­
uled for April 15.

“ It tu rned  out to be a rea lly  
good trip  for us. We accom ­
plished a lot of th ings,” said  the 
14th-year coach.

should be decided on the 
w a te r .”

SE A T T L E -R um eal Robinson m ade 
two free throw s w ith th ree  seconds left 
in overtim e to give M ichigan its first 
national cham pionship and cap  the 
im probable ride of in terim  head coach 
Steve F ish e r w ith an 80-79 victory  over 
Seton Hall M onday night.

F ish e r had taken  over the M ichigan 
team  ju s t two days before the NCAA 
tou rnam en t began and coached them  
to the six v ictories needed for the n a ­
tional cham pionship.

The cham pionship gam e w as the 
fifth to go into overtim e and the firs t 
since Loyola, 111., bea t C incinnati 60-58 
in 1963.

Glen R ice w as the p lay e r who 
ca rried  F ish e r and the W olverines to

the title  w ith 31 points in the  final, 
giving him  an NCAAA tournam ent 
reco rd  184, b reaking  the 24-year-old 
m ark  of 177 set by Bill B radley of 
Princeton.

Robinson, who finished w ith 21 
points and 11 assists, got his chance 
to be the hero when he w as fouled by 
G erald  G reene, who had m issed the 
fron t end of a one-and-one w ith 1:17 
rem ain ing  and Seton H all leading 79- 
76.

T erry  Mills hit a tu rnaround  jum per 
with 56 seconds left to bring the Wol­
verines w ithin one with 56 seconds 
rem ain ing . Seton Hall worked the 45- 
second shot clock down and John 
M orton, who finished with 35 points, 
tossed up an  a irball with 11 second 
left.

M ichigan brought the  ball 
dow ncourt and Robinson began a 
drive to the basket when he w as fouled 
before shooting. Robinson nailed the 
free throw s and, a f te r  two P ira te  
tim eouts, a final desperation  3-pointer 
banged off the g lass and rim  and M ic­
higan had  its firs t national cham pion­
ship in th ree  title-gam e appearances.

M ichigan lost to UCLA 91-80 in 1965 
and to Ind iana  86-68 in 1976.

R ice opened the overtim e w ith a 
ju m p er th a t w as answ ered by Andrew 
G aze’s 3-pointer, his firs t field goal of 
the gam e. The team s exchanged leads 
th ree  m ore tim es, w ith Seton H all’s 
final lead com ing on a 3-pointer by 
M orton w ith 2:41 to play.

M orton scored  22 of Seton H all’s last 
28 points in regulation , including a  3-

pointer w ith 25 seconds rem ain ing  to 
tie the  gam e 71-71. M ichigan led 59-49 
on a 3-pointer by R ice w ith 8:26 to go. 
Seton Hall ran  off eight s tra ig h t 
points, M orton scoring the la s t six 
and, a fte r an exchange of free  throw s, 
R ice hit a 3 po in ter th a t gave him  the 
NCAA tou rnam en t scoring reco rd  and 
the W olverines a 64-59 lead  w ith 6:05 
to play.

With M ichigan leading 66-61, M or­
ton ripped off six s tra ig h t points as 
Seton H all’s defense cam e aw ay w ith 
two stea ls , and the P ira te s  had  the ir 
firs t lead of the second half w ith 2:14 
to play. A free  throw  by D aryll W alker 
gave the P ira te s  a two-point advan ­
tage  and R ice once again  got the  lead

Although Dick and the re s t of 
A m erica m ight not realize  the 
im portance of the offensive 
line, Irish  head coach Lou Holtz 
does, and is im pressed  with the 
p rogress of the m en in the 
m iddle.

“ We’ve com e along p re tty  
w ell,” said  Holtz. “ I am  
p leased  with a lot of things I 
see in the offensive line .”

And pleased he should be 
with four re tu rn ing  s ta r te rs  
penciled in for the s ta r t  of the 
1989 season.
