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Thomas wins Supreme Court confirmation 52 to 48
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Clarence Thomas won Senate 
confirm ation  fo r the Supreme 
Court Tuesday night on a 52-to- 
48 vote, overcoming explosive 
a ccusa tions  o f sexua l h a ­
rassment to become the second 
black justice in history.

With crucial help from South­
ern D em ocrats, Thom as w ill 
take his seat as the 106th jus­
tice, a staunchly conservative 
successor to one of the court’s 
last liberals.

The vote ended one of the an­
g r ie s t, m ost e m o tio n a lly  
charged co n firm a tion  battles

ever.
Thomas said he wanted to put 

the ordeal behind him.
“ T h is  is m ore a tim e  fo r 

healing, not a time for anger or 
fo r an im us o r a n im o s ity ,”  
Thomas said, standing outside 
his house w ith  h is w ife , V ir ­
ginia, under an umbrella in the 
rain.

“ I guess in so many ways, as I 
say to my wife so many times. 
I'd like to thank America,” said 
Thomas, who rose from  ru ra l 
poverty  in Georgia to p ro m i­
nence in government.

Thomas had been accused by

law  p ro fesso r A n ita  H ill o f 
making unwanted advances and 
hum ilia ting  her w ith  lewd re ­
marks a decade ago when she 
worked fo r him at the Educa­
tio n  D e p a rtm e n t and Equal 
E m p loym en t O p p o rtu n ity  
Commission. The na tion  was 
transfixed  as the accusations 
were spelled out in explicit de­
ta il and debated in nationa lly  
televised hearings.

Even while voting for Thomas,

Sen. Nancy Kassebaum, R-Kan., 
one o f the two women in the 
Senate, said he w ill “ live under 
a c loud  o f susp ic ion  he can 
never fu lly escape.”

Im m ed ia te ly  a fte r the vote, 
President Bush called Thomas 
w ith  congratu la tions. Thomas 
had watched the vote on televi­
sion at home in Alexandria, Va..

“ You’re a wonderful insp ira ­
tio n  and you had the o v e r­
whelming support of the Amer­
ican peop le ,”  Bush sa id , ac­
c o rd in g  to press s e c re ta ry  
M arlin  Fitzwater. “ You have a 
lifetime of service to your coun­

try ahead. Well done.” Barbara 
Bush also got on the phone to 
congratulate Thomas.

In O klahom a, H ill said she 
was s a tis fie d  she had been 
“ able to go out and tell what I 
knew tru e .” She also said she 
was p leased th a t n a tio n a l 
awareness o f sexual harass­
ment had been raised.

“ What I hope is that none of 
th is  w i l l  d e te r o th e rs  from  
coming forward. This is an im ­
portant issue and the dialogue 
w ill not stop here," she said.

Professors speak out on Thomas hearings

The sexual harassment a lle ­
gations o f Anita H ill have sur­
rounded new Supreme Court 
Jus tice  C larence Thom as in 
controversy before he has even 
raised a foot to the bench.

As a resu lt o f the televised 
nature of the proceedings, the 
public has had the opportunity 
to form  the ir own opinions of 
the Senate’s actions and sexual 
harassment in general.

Douglas Kmiec, professor of 
law at Notre Dame, feels that 
the Senate Judiciary Committee 
has not handled the allegations 
professionally.

“A ll of us feel that the po liti­
cal and governmental process 
has let us down because we feel 
let down by the Senate commit­
tee,” he said.

In Kmiec’s opinion, the Senate 
J u d ic ia ry  C om m ittee  shou ld  
have con fiden tia lly  issued an 
investigation o f the allegations 
and sent a summary to the Se­
nate. No p a rt o f the process 
should have been on television, 
he added.

Media broadcast o f the the 
tr ia l has b rought the lives o f

both Thomas and Hill into pub­
lic  scrutiny. Kmiec expressed 
concern o f the results o f such 
publicity on their reputations.

“ I th ink people are very con­
cerned that accusations can de­
feat, unfairly, a person’s public 
life or public service,” he said.

Others have expressed con­
cerns that the proceedings may 
have been manipulated for po­
litical reasons or as a “ modern 
fo rm  o f covert ra c is m ,” said 
Kmiec. W hatever the motives 
fo r the t r ia l,  he said he sees 
definite negative results in  the 
creation o f “ unnecessary d iv i­
sions between black and white, 
and men and women.”

A positive result o f the tr ia l, 
according to Ava Collins, Notre 
Dame professor of communica­
tions and theater and head of 
the gender studies program, is 
that it has raised public aware­
ness of sexual harassment.

“The tria ls w ill raise the issue 
that there are certain types of 
behavior that are unacceptable. 
People w ill have to pay a tten­
tion to what they say and do. ” 
she said.

Sexual harassment is consti­
tuted when unwelcome sexual 
advances are made a condition 
o f employment, are used as a 
basis for employment decisions 
such as promotions or raises, or 
c rea te  an in t im id a t in g ,  o f­
fensive, or hostile working en­
vironment, said Collins.

The rights of women and m i­
no rities  in the w orkplace are 
protected by the Civil Rights Act 
o f 1964, and sexual harassment 
is a federal offense, said Collins. 
H arassm en t m ay be 
heterosexual or hom osexual, 
and the victim may be male or 
female although 90-95% o f ha­
rassm ent is d irected  tow ards

Role of South 
is focus of off-

Bend police department 
campus security forum

In an open fo ru m  on o ff- 
cam pus s e c u r ity  Tuesday, 
Ronald Marciniak, chief o f the 
South Bend P o lice , assured 
Notre Dame students that police 
officers do not go out o f the ir 
way to break up parties.

“ We know tha t college is a 
tim e when you w ant to have 
fun, and we don’t want to keep 
you from  that. We have more 
im p o r ta n t th ings  to do than 
baby-sit,” Marciniak said.

A long w ith  M a rc in iak , Phil 
Johnson, assistant d irec to r of 
N o tre  Dame S e c u rity ; J im  
Caldwell, adm inistrative assis­
tant to the mayor; Captain Eu­
gene Kyle o f the South Bend 
Police and B ill K irk , assistant 
vice president for residence life, 
spoke on the cu rren t off-cam ­
pus crime situation.

“Think about what we can do 
together. We need to hear from 
you," said Johnson. M arciniak 
also em phasized the im p o r ­
tance o f cooperation from stu­
dents. “ You are all adults and 
you need to show a l it t le  re ­

sp on s ib ility ,” M arc in iak  said. 
“ Don’t avoid the o fficers tha t 
are there to protect you.”

According to Marciniak, many 
students not o f legal d rink ing  
age are frightened by patrolling 
officers. “ They’ve (the officers) 
seen it all, they aren't going to 
bust you i f  you ’re under 21,” 
M a rc in ia k  sa id . “ But a t the 
same tim e  d o n 't go a round  
drawing attention to yourself. ” 
He d id  w a rn , how ever, th a t 
s tu de n ts  m ust w a tch  fo r 
occasional ra ids  by the Stop 
Underage D rink ing  and Sales 
(SUDS) task force.

Caldwell and M arciniak also 
urged students who walk home 
intoxicated to use caution. “You 
become easy prey when you are 
w a lk in g  dow n the s tre e t at 
th re e  in  the  m o rn in g  no t 
know ing what city you’re in ,” 
Marciniak said.

lie  added that Intoxication is 
not the only cause for the easy 
victim ization of students. “ You 
have to be aware and a lert to 
w ha t’s around you so you can 
take action,” he said.

By throw ing a party for 500 
people, students are a llow ing  
potential burglars to enter their

apartments and take inventory 
of what can be stolen when the 
s tuden ts  are  on b re ak , 
Marciniak explained.

Not only do students become 
easy prey for burglars during a 
pa rty , bu t they also a liena te  
the ir neighbors w ith  excessive 
noise and destruction, accord­
ing to Caldwell. “ A good idea 
would be to get to know your 
neighbors and le t them know 
when you plan to have a party,” 
he said.

He added that by establishing 
good re lations, neighbors w ill 
keep an eye out fo r bu rg la rs  
when s tudents  are on b reak 
and they w ill be more tolerable 
of students who have parties.

But even informed neighbors 
complain when crowds become 
excessively noisy and destruc­
tive , accord ing to M arc in iak . 
Parties that are broken up by 
the police usually are because 
o f complaints from neighbors, 
Marciniak said.

“ W e’ re  no t p a rty -p o o p e rs . 
We’ re not in  the business o f 
breaking up parties,” Marciniak 
said. However, he did say that

Station runs Imelda Marcos contest
■  MANILA, Philippines—  Guess the date 
Im elda Marcos retu rns to the Philippines, 
and walk away w ith a pair o f shoes. Radio 
station DZRH launched the contest last week 
and has already been swamped with entries.
The widow of deposed President Ferdinand 
Marcos, famed for her shoe collection, says 
she w ill return from 5 1/2 years of exile next 
m on th . “ I d o n ’t know  w hy so m any are  jo in in g , ”  
announcer Joe Taruc said. “ Maybe i t ’s because times are 
tough and shoes have become unaffordable.” Marcos’ 
more than 1,000 pairs o f shoes, including disco shoes 
w ith  b lin k in g  lig h ts , have been on d is p la y  a t the 
presidential palace since she and her husband fled the 
c o u n try  in  1986. M arcos has m ade severa l 
announcements of her homecoming date, prompting the 
radio station to hold the contest. Five days after Marcos’ 
actual a rriva l, w inn ing  entries w ill be raffled  and 50 
winners w ill be picked.

Public colleges post tuition increase______
■  NEW YORK—  Public colleges and universities are 
h itting  students w ith  the biggest tu ition increases in eight 
years as campuses in at least 30 states struggle to make 
up deep budget cuts. Average tu ition  and fees at four- 
year public institutions rose 12 percent to $2,137 this fall 
from $1,908 in 1990-91 — the firs t return to double-digit 
college inflation since 1983-84 when rates also went up 
12 percent, the College Board reported Tuesday in  its 
annual tu ition survey. Counting average room and board 
charges of $3,351, the typical four-year public school tab 
for state residents stands at $5,488. At two-year public 
colleges, average tu ition and fees are up 13 percent to 
$1,022, compared w ith  $906 the previous year. Average 
rates at fou r-yea r p riva te  colleges w ent up by a fa r 
smaller 7 percent. But w ith  tuition already high at many 
such schools, that still meant a big average dollar boost;

to $10,017, compared w ith  $9,340 in fa ll 1990. Total 
fixed  charges, in c lu d in g  room  and board , averaged 
$14,403, the survey found.

CAMPUS
Pandora’s rezoning request rejected______
■  SOUTH BEND, In.— A commercial rezoning request 
by Pandora’s Books, located at 808 Howard St., received 
an unfavorable recom m endation from  the Area Plan 
Commission Tuesday. The request to build a two-story 
bookstore at the current site was defeated 9-2 by 11 of 
the 16 members of the commission who were present at 
the meeting, according to Scott Kugler of the commission. 
The commission opposed the rezoning because o f the 
implications “ spot zoning” would have in a residential 
area, Kugler said. “It could be conceived as illegal,” he 
said. A p p ro x im a te ly  s ix res iden ts  o f the N ortheast 
neighborhood were present at the m eeting to voice 
opposition to the rezoning, while a representative of the 
city was present to support it, he added. The unfavorable 
recom m endation  was sent to the C ity Council to be 
addressed at their next meeting. Additional information 
was unavailable at press time.

■  NOTRE DAME, In— The University o f Notre Dame 
has received a $24,000 pledge from  Westwood One 
Incorporated and the Mutual Broadcasting System for 
twelve $2000 undergraduate scholarships.

W ith  the he lp  o f a dum m y 
named “ G uido,” Saint M ary ’s 
s tu de n ts  p a r t ic ip a te d  in  a 
hands-on self defense workshop 
g iven  Tuesday by defense 
experts Dan and Marie Lena as 
part of Safety Awareness Week 
at Saint Mary’s.

The husband and w ife team 
showed s tuden t p a rtic ip a n ts  
how to physically resist an a t­
tacker, but stressed tha t se lf­
esteem and dignity are the keys 
to successful defense.

The stunts ranged from firm 
ve rba l resis tance to ac tua lly  
k ic k in g  and s t r ik in g  an a t­
tacker. The w orkshop  lasted 
nearly three hours and was at­
tended by a p p ro x im a te ly  30 
students.

The couple demonstrated the 
techniques by putting on short 
p e rfo rm an ces  in  w h ich  Dan 
played the role o f an attacker 
or, as he put it, “ a real je rk. ”

The performances continued 
w ith  Dan physically harassing 
Marie, causing her to retaliate 
physically.

A lthough  they prom ote  the 
idea o f passive resistance, the 
Lenas said that this approach is 
no t a lw ays su ccess fu l, and 
physical se lf defense may be­
come necessary. This is where 
th e ir  m ethods become m ost 
useful, they said.

Marie dem onstrated several 
techniques on Dan. She showed 
how to fo rce fu lly  push an a t­
tacker in  the chest or c o lla r­
bone area to create d istance 
between them. She also demon­
stra ted  a move in  w h ich  she

lunged at Dan, s truck  him  in 
the face, and poked him in the
eyes.

The tw o also p e rfo rm e d  a 
move in  w h ich  M arie  s truck  
Dan on the side o f the head, 
and k icked  h im  “ be low  the 
belt.”

“ Dan and Marie’s enthusiasm 
is really contagious,” said Saint 
M ary ’s D ire c to r o f Residence 
L ife  M ary  K e lle h e r, who 
watched their demonstration.

The Lenas travel around the 
country teaching their methods 
to over 60,000 students each 
year, most of whom are women 
in high school or college. The 
Lenas both have black belts in 
karate and have dedicated the 
past several years to promoting 
self-defense.

Together they founded a na­
tional organization called Peo­
ple Against Rape and have w r it­
ten several motivational books. 
Dan has been te a c h in g  the 
workshops for about 15 years, 
and Marie joined him about 12 
years ago.

The couple teaches defense 
te ch n iq u e s  w ith  a focus on 
establishing the correct attitude 
in  o rd e r to p ro m o te  sa fe ty  
through self-esteem. They want 
to show that everyone is a spe­
cial individual w ith the right to 
preserve his or her dignity, they 
said.

The Lenas said the ir self-de­
fense w orkshop  is m a in ly  to 
promote self-esteem and show 
people  th a t they are “ not 
d o o rm a ts .” A cco rd ing  to the 
couple, “ preserving d ignity is 
the most important th ing.”

Dan and Marie w ill continue 
the ir travels w ith  appearances 
in Chicago and the surrounding 
area.

The U n iv e rs ity  o f N o tre  
Dame’s Sesquicentennial sub­
comm ittee on exhib itions and 
permanent legacy has donated 
$800 to the U n iv e rs ity ’s de ­
partment of landscape services 
to purchase a yellowwood tree 
for the campus Main Quad.

The money was raised both 
from  subcommittee funds and 
from the donations of individual 
m em bers in  the hope th a t it  
could launch a nature conser­
vancy program for Notre Dame, 
accord ing  to W endy Clauson 
S ch le re th , the  U n iv e rs ity ’s 
a rc h iv is t  and c h a ir  o f the 
subcommittee.

As env is ioned  by the  su b ­
committee, the Notre Dame na­
tu re  conse rvancy p ro g ra m  
would have a role in  the U ni­
versity ’s Sesquicentennial cele­
b ra tio n  and w ou ld  co n tin ue  
after 1992 to assist the work of 
the University’s division o f sup­
port services in  the h is to rica l 
res to ra tio n  and expansion o f 
the campus landscape.

The subcom m ittee has p ro ­
posed that the University con­
tract a professional arborist to 
prepare an inventory of im por­
tan t campus trees, identify ing  
and classifying them, assessing 
the ir health and the su itab ility 
of the ir locations, and recom­
mending removal, replacement,

and addition of various species.
Donors to the conservancy 

would be given an opportunity 
to select a species and a site 
fro m  a p re v io u s ly  p re p a re d  
“ w a n t” lis t, and trees subs i­
dized by the conservancy would 
be id e n t if ie d  by p e rm a n e n t 
m arkers w hich would include 
d o n o r ’s nam es and p la n tin g  
dates.

Two Notre Dame trees, both 
on the  M a in  Quad, are  the 
largest o f their kind growing in 
In d iana . They are the paper 
b irch between LaFortune Stu­
dent Center and the statue of 
the Sacred Heart, and the sh­
ingle oak 15 yards southwest of 
LaFortune.

students must act responsibly 
and keep in mind the rights of 
their neighbors.

When a resident is being too 
loud, “ We’ ll issue a w a rn in g  
and ask that the resident cuts 
down on the noise,” said Kyle. 
M arciniak and Kyle concurred 
that the officers w ill not look for 
violations unless the crowd is 
out o f con tro l or w i ll  no t co­
operate.

“You can help us protect you,” 
said Marciniak. “You don’t have 
to be b uddy-buddy  w ith  the 
officers, but at least be c ivil.”

The police department is re­
sponsible for the 104,000 c it i­
zens o f South Bend as well as 
m em bers o f the N otre  Dame 
co m m un ity , a cco rd in g  to 
M arcin iak. He added tha t the 
best protection cannot be pro­
vided w ithout fu ll cooperation 
and a recognition o f roles and 
responsibilities.

Even w ith the recent concern 
fo r  the sa fe ty o f o ff-cam pus 
students, K irk  and M arc in iak 
agreed th a t th e re  does no t 
seem to be a rise in the number 
o f crim es com m itted  aga inst 
students.

“The number of incidents in ­
volving students is down from 
this time last year,” K irk  said, 
re fe rrin g  to the two reported 
incidents of violent crimes that 
have occurred so far this year, 
as compared to 15 last year.

“ Students are safer on cam­
pus because i t ’s a m ore con­
fined se ttin g ,” said Caldwell. 
M arcin iak added that because 
people live in a more violent so­
ciety today, they are always at 
risk.

In preparation for the upcom­
ing break, Marciniak suggested 
tha t off-cam pus students ca ll 
284-9311  to ask a bo u t the 
HomeWatch program. Accord­
ing  to Johnson, on- and o ff- 
campus students can make sure 
the ir windows are secure and 
that their doors are locked.

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Chicago professor 
wins Nobel Prize
STOCKHOLM, Sweden (AP) — 
Am erican Ronald Coase won 
the Nobel econom ics p rize  
Tuesday fo r his long-ignored 
e xp lana tions  o f how  m arke t 
economies are shaped by con­
tra c ts -  law s and p ro p e rty  
rights.

In aw a rd ing  the $1 m illio n  
p riz e . The Royal Swedish 
A cadem y o f Sciences sa id 
Coase's theories “ are among the 
most dynam ic forces behind 
research in economic science 
and jurisprudence today.”

The B r it is h -b o rn  Coase 
(p ronounced  Cose), 80, is a 
professor emeritus at the Uni­
versity o f Chicago Law School, 
where he is actively engaged in 
research. He became the 14th 
economist from  the University 
o f Chicago to win the economics 
prize.

Coase, who was vacationing 
in southern France, could not 
immediately be reached by the 
academy for formal notification 
he had won the prize.

“Coase explains the structure 
of a market economy,” said As- 
sar Lindbeck, chairm an of the 
prize comm ittee. “ He tries to 
explain why we have firms, how 
companies evolve and the rea­
son why they do or don ’t ex­
pand.”

“The largest practical use for 
his studies is that people better 
can understand how the world 
works and why,” Lindbeck said.

Before  Cease's p io n e e rin g  
w o rk , th e o rie s  on how  the 
economy worked only included 
production and transport costs. 
But the expense of signing and 
c o m p le tin g  a dea l, m a k in g  
phone calls, hiring lawyers and 
adm in istering an organization 
were neglected.

Those fa c to rs  — ca lled  
transaction costs — account for 
a co ns ide rab le  share o f the 
to ta l use o f resources in  the 
economy.

Coase’s theories on transac­
tion costs grew out of his work 
in the 1930s, when he toured 
American factories as a student 
from  the London School o f 
Economics.

But u n t i l  the 1970s and 
1980s, m icro-econom ists de­
emphasized the importance of 
such costs, and Coase was v ir­
tually alone in his efforts to use 
them in economic analysis.

His other big contribution was 
d eve lo p in g  the  th e o ry  o f 
property  righ ts and how they 
affect economic success or fa il­
ure.

“ One conclusion o f Coase’s 
w ork is th a t when righ ts  are 
not well-defined we do not get 
an effective use of resources,” 
said Karl-Goran Maler, a mem­
ber o f the prize committee.

As an example, he cited natu­
ra l resources, saying they are 
o ften  m ism anaged  because 
r ig h ts  to th e ir  use are no t 
spelled out.

Iraqi oil sale and food purchases approved
UNITED NATIONS (AP) — The 
U.N. S anctions C om m ittee  
approved a detailed plan Tues­
day for a $1.6 b illion  Iraq i oil 
sale and the use of the revenues 
to buy hum an ita rian  supplies 
and aid.

Iraq still has not said whether 
it w ili cooperate with the U.N. 
plan. Baghdad says it needs the 
o il revenue to pay fo r food.

m ed ic in e  and em ergency 
c iv ilian  supplies, but has b r i­
dled at having the sale and the 
proceeds controlled by the U.N. 
Security Council.

Iraqi diplomats were not im ­
m ed ia te ly  availab le , fo r com­
ment about whether they would 
accept the plan, which requires 
U.N. control of all revenue and 
approval o f a ll sales and im ­

ports.
“We hive provided the proce­

dures and fram e w o rk  fo r an 
Iraq i o il sale, now i t  is up to 
them to decide to pump oil or 
not,” said Sanctions Committee 
cha irm an Peter H ohenfe llner 
said after Tuesday’s meeting.

Iraq says the plan violates its 
sovereignty and hum ilia tes its 
people. It says Iraqis are going

h u n g ry  because the  U n ited  
States and its allies refuse to lift 
sanctions.

The sanctions were imposed 
a fte r Iraq  invaded K uw a it in 
August 1990, leadjng to the Gulf 
W ar and w id e sp re a d  dev­
astation and defeat for Iraq.

Sales and purchases could 
begin as soon as Iraq agrees to 
the sales.

Pope draws 
small crowds 
in Brazil
BRASILIA, Brazil (AP) — Pope 

John Paul II d re w  an u n ­
expected ly sm all crow d at a 
Mass in B ra z il’s capita l Tues­
day, then flew to a m ining cen­
ter where tension between Ro­
man Catholics and Protestants 
is rising.

Speaking to about 200,000 
people , in c lu d in g  P res iden t 
Fernando Collor de Mello and 
h is C ab ine t, the pope urged 
“ p o litic ia ns , techn ic ians, ad­
m in is tra to rs , teachers, public 
servants and businessmen” of 
this government center to “ be 
the light and strength for a new 
society.”

B ras ilia  was founded in the 
late 1950s to attract Brazilians 
to populate uninhabited central 
areas. More than 1.9 m illio n  
people live in the area.

Oscar N iem eyer, a m ilita n t 
C om m un is t a rc h ite c t,  co n ­
structed many of the landmark 
m o d e rn is t ic  b u ild in g s ,
in c lu d in g  the  c irc u la r  
c a th e d ra l. The 8 2 -y e a r-o ld  
architect was brought back to 
construc t a s lop ing  ten t roo f 
and a ltar for the papal Mass.

B ra z ilian  o ffic ia ls  had p re ­
d ic te d  a c row d  o f 800 ,000  
th an ks  to a n a tio n a l school 
holiday. The tu rnou t appeared 
to be lower because of the high 
cost o f transporta tion  and re ­
duced in te re s t in  the pope’s 
second trip  to the w orld ’s most 
populous Catholic country.

Large grassy sections of the 
esplanade, lying between soar­
ing m in isteria l buildings, were 
empty.

A fte r  the Mass, John Paul 
greeted Collor, who is divorced 
and rem arried. The president 
did not take com m union but 
brought along his wife, Rosane, 
and his elder son, Arnon.

Collor has canceled a trip  to 
h is  hom e s ta te  o f A lagoas, 
w hich the pope plans to v is it 
S a tu rday. B ra z il ia n  m ed ia  
specu la ted the them e o f the 
pope’s speech — ther fam ily — 
might have been too controver­
sial for the president.

John Paul later flew to Goia- 
nia, 100 miles to the southwest, 
a m ajor farm ing center where 
tensions have fla red  between 
C a tho lics  and a g ro w in g  
Protestant evangelica l move­
ment.

The to w n ’s C atho lic bishop 
asked police over the weekend 
to clear trucks ca rry ing  loud­
speakers that blared Protestant 
criticism of the Catholic Church 
fo r  no t a llo w in g  d iv o rc e  or 
b irth  control.

Swaggart 
steps down 
temporarily

BATON ROUGE, La. (AP) — 
Te levis ion  evange lis t J im m y 
Swaggart, who allegedly picked 
up a prostitute last week in Cal­
ifo rn ia , is te m p o ra rily  re l in ­
quishing leadership o f his m in­
istry, his son said Tuesday.

Donnie Swaggart to ld  m in ­
istry employees at the Swaggart 
Family Worship Center that he 
w i l l  te m p o ra r ily  be head 
adm in istrator of Jimmy Swag­
gart Ministries while his father 
undergoes professional coun­
seling and medical care.

A fter “ a time o f healing and 
counse ling .... Dad w i l l  once 
aga in  assume the  p u lp it  at 
F am ily  W orsh ip  C en te r,”  he 
said in  a statement a m in istry 
spokesman la te r  gave to re ­
porters kept outside the 7,000- 
seat assembly center.

He said all crusades would be 
cancelled and tha t his fa the r 
and m o the r, F rances, w ere  
near exhaustion.

The statement said the evan­
gelical empire’s board of direc­
tors w ill be restructured and a 
business board w ill be estab­
lished, but Jimmy and Frances 
Swaggart won’t be on it. “They 
w ill serve in an advisory role,” 
Donnie Swaggart said.

Donnie Swaggart m et w ith  
m inistry employees for 20 m in­
utes. He asked them to pray for 
his fa th e r’s “ speedy recovery 
tha t Dad may continue to do 
what the Lord called him to do 
and to not give any information 
to the media.” Reporters didn’t 
see his parents at the worship 
center.

The e lder Swaggart’s latest 
troub les began when he was 
s topped  by p o lice  in  In d io , 
Calif., on Friday for traffic vio­
lations. Rosemary Garcia, 31, of 
In d io , sa id  she was w ith  
S w aggart. She sa id  she ’s a 
prostitute and Swaggart asked 
for sex.

S w aggart w a s n ’ t charged  
with any sex-related offenses.

The scandal is the latest in a 
series of setbacks for the once- 
pow erfu l Swaggart o rgan iza ­
tion.

In 1988, Swaggart resigned 
from the Assemblies of God, the 
nation’s largest Pentecostal de­
nomination, after a riva l m inis­
ter released photos of him w ith 
a New O rleans p ro s t itu te . 
Swaggart tearfu lly admitted to 
an unspecified sin.

Sw aggart faces a series o f 
lawsuits by his creditors and a 
$10 m illion ju ry  verdict against 
h im  and others fo r defam ing 
riva l preacher Marvin Gorman.

A lso , A rb it ro n  ra tin g s  fo r 
July, the m ost recen t period  
surveyed, ind icate  Swaggart’s 
weekly show was being seen in 
403,000 households — down 
from  455,000 households in  
May.

B e fo re  the  1988 scanda l, 
Swaggart had the top program 
among televangelists, reaching 
2.1 m illion households. In July, 
Robert Schu lle r held the top 
spot w ith  1.3 m illio n  house­
holds. Swaggart ranked num ­
ber seven.

Tuesday that he plans to travel 
to W ash ington  on Oct. 27 to 
express his concern.

Public views divided 
on harassment issue

Senator Byrd 
opposes 
appointment

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
Declaring “ I believe Anita H ill,” 
Sen. Robert Byrd, D-W.Va., op­
posed Clarence Thomas' nomi­
nation Tuesday based on her 
a llegations o f sexual harass­
m ent. Byrd  a lso accused 
Thomas o f arrogance in his re­
sponse to the allegations.

Byrd was the firs t senator to 
say he was switching his posi­
tion  because o f the weekend 
hearings. Later, Democrat Bob 
Graham of Florida said he had 
been leaning tow ard  Thomas 
but was persuaded to oppose 
him by the testimony.

Daniel Moynihan of New York 
released a statement saying the 
same. And th re e  o f the 13 
Democrats who had supported 
Thomas before H i l l ’s a llega ­
tions surfaced — H arry  Reid 
and Richard Bryan of Nevada 
and Joseph Lieberman o f Con­
n e c ticu t — ended up vo ting  
aga inst h im  as the nom inee 
won confirm ation  on a 52-48 
vote.

Byrd denounced Thomas’ de­
meanor during questioning and 
said the nominee attempted to 
in t im id a te  opponents w ith  a 
g ro un d le ss  accusa tion  o f 
racism.

“ That kind of arrogance w ill 
never get my vote,” Byrd said.

lie  said Thomas, whom Bush 
appointed to the Court o f Ap­
peals las t year and to the 
Supreme Court this year, d is­
p layed a te m p e ra m e n t th a t 
called into question his ability 
to serve as a judge.

Byrd also chastised the Sen­
ate Judic iary Committee, par­
t ic u la r ly  the D em ocrats, fo r 
fa i l in g  to que s tion  Thom as 
more closely.

“ I sat there  and wondered 
w ho was go ing  to ask him  
tough questions,” Byrd said.

Byrd , the fo rm e r m a jo r ity  
leader, is president pro tern of 
the Senate, lie  had been 
counted p rev ious ly  as unde­
cided but said on the Senate 
floo r that he had intended to 
s u p p o rt Thom as be fo re  the 
sexual harassment allegations 
arose.

In a long and impassioned 
speech, Byrd expressed 
am azem en t th a t Thom as, a 
court o f appeals judge, said he 
did not even listen when H ill 
presented her allegations to the 
Judiciary Committee.

“And that’s important. What

“ I f  I were Judge Thomas, I 
would do all the homework and 
I would make m yself the best 
jud ge  ever on th a t Suprem e 
Court. ” said Irene French, the 
m ayo r o f M e rr ia m , Kan. “ I 
th ink he can do that.”

She was one o f dozens o f 
people in terview ed by Associ­
ated Press reporte rs  Tuesday 
night a fter the Senate’s 52-48 
vote to con firm  Thomas. The 
vote fo llo w e d  th re e  days o f 
hea rings  in to  a lle ga tion s  by 
Anita H ill, a form er employee, 
that Thomas had sexually ha­
rassed her.

Frances Conley, who sparked 
a national debate when she re­
signed from  Stanford U n ive r­
s i ty ’s M ed ica l School c it in g  
years  o f sexua l h a rassm en t 
from her male colleagues, said 
the outcom e w il l  d iscourage 
women from complaining about 
sexual harassment.

“ There’s going to be tremen­
dous backlash in the next few 
weeks,”  said the 50-year-o ld  
Conley, who recently took back 
her May resignation a fter col­
leagues convinced her th ings 
w ou ldn ’t change w ith o u t her 
help.

“ Women’s issues in  th is  re ­
g a rd  are g o ing  to aga in  be 
triv ia lized to an incredible ex­
tent. Women are going to again 
re tre a t in to  ... s ilence ,” said 
Conley, one of the nation’s first 
female brain surgeons.

Shirley Mays, an assistant law 
professor at Capital University 
in Columbus, Ohio, is black and 
opposed Thomas’ confirmation 
before the allegations surfaced. 
B u t she had m ixed  fe e ling s  
about Thomas’ contention that

senators rose, one by one, to 
cast the ir votes.

It was an uneasy decision for 
many senators, forcing them to 
judge between the irre c o n c il­
ably different stories of accuser 
and accused.

Thom as won c o n firm a tio n  
w ith  su p p o rt from  41 o f the 
Senate’s 43 Republicans and 11 
Dem ocrats: Sens. Sam Nunn, 
Wyche Fowler, Charles Robb, J.
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the second round o f hearings 
was racially motivated.

“ As a black person and as a 
female, I ’ve been internally torn 
by the hearings,” she said. “ I 
recognize tha t sexual harass­
ment is a heinous behavior but 
I can’t help feeling some unease 
that there may be racial under­
tones to the proceedings.”

Kansas Gov. Joan Finney, a 
Dem ocrat in her f irs t year in 
office, feared the episode might 
cause lasting damage to the na­
tion.

“ It leaves a d is tas te fu l im ­
pression in  the m inds o f the 
electorate and may further dis­
courage voter partic ipa tion  in 
the political process,” she said.

C aro l Konek, an associate 
dean at W ichita  State U niver­
sity, said: “ I t ’s a b itte r  day. I 
would have hoped to be jub ilant 
about having another black jus­
tice on the Supreme Court.”

Instead, despite a black and a 
woman on the bench, the court 
may be po ised  to a tta ck  
women’s rights and civil rights 
in “ the most bru tal assault we 
could ever have imagined,” she 
said.

Still, she tried to remain san­
guine th a t Thomas learned a 
lesson.

“ I hope the suffering he has 
endured has helped him recon­
nect w ith the suffering of other 
A m e ric a n s ,”  Konek sa id . “ I 
hope it has deepened his com­
passion or given him compas­
sion that he never exhibited to­
ward anyone but himself during 
the hearings.”

A lexande r W illia m s , M a ry ­
land ’s attorney for Prince Ge­
orge ’s County, said he a n tic i­
pa ted  th a t Thom as w ou ld  
em erge fro m  the  process a 
wiser man.

“Thomas is going to be a bet­
ter judge, a more broad-based 
judge because o f the experience 
he has gone through, ” he said.

Algeria sets date for its elections
ALGIERS, Algeria (AP) — A l­

geria’s firs t m ulti-party legisla­
tive  e le c tio n s , postponed  in  
June when the government de­
clared a state of emergency, w ill 
be he ld  Dec. 26 . P re s id en t 
C hadli Bendjed id  announced 
Tuesday.

In a nationally broadcast ad­
dress, Bendjedid appealed fo r 
calm and warned against a re­
peat o f the cam paign unres t 
tha t led to the cancellation of 
the vote in the firs t place.

“The state w ill accept from no 
one u n re s tra in e d  b e h a v io r 
outside the constitution and the 
law,” he warned.

It was Bendjedid’s firs t public 
appearance since he declared 
the state of emergency June 5 
to quell riots by Muslim funda­

m e n ta lis ts  p ro te s tin g  a new 
electoral law. The elections had 
been set for June 27.

Bendjedid dissolved the gov­
ernment and ordered a crack­
down on the Islamic Salavation 
Front, the group that organized 
the protests.

The state o f emergency was 
lifted at the end of September.

On M onday, the N a tio n a l 
Assembly, made up sole ly o f 
members of the ru ling National 
L ib e ra tio n  F ro n t, d ra s tic a lly  
amended a new e lectora l law  
that had been designed to sat­
isfy some o f the fundam enta l­
ists’ complaints.

The law increases the parlia ­
ment from 295 to 373 seats and 
redraws electoral districts, but 
it still favors the ru ling party.

Government sources also said 
Bendjedid would ask the coun­
try ’s highest court to a rb itra te  
another controversial aspect of 
the law — a man’s right to vote 
in place of his wife.

P rim e M in is te r  Sid Ahm ed 
Ghozali tried vainly to suppress 
the a rtic le , saying it  does not 
respect the constitution accord­
ing an “ individual and personal 
vote ... to each Algerian.” 

W omen’s o rgan izations and 
num erous oppos ition  pa rties  
have denounced the proxy vote.

The Islam ic Salvation Front 
won regional elections in June 
1990, the firs t m ulti-party vot­
ing since the North African na­
tion of 24 m illion people gained 
independence from  France in  
1962.

NEW YORK (AP) — The num­
ber of foreign students attend­
ing U.S. campuses rose by 5.3 
percent to a record 407,500 in 
the last academic year, includ­
ing a 42 percent jum p in East­
e rn  Europeans, accord ing  to 
estimates released Tuesday.

China rem ained the leading 
nation of origin, and Asians ac­
counted for 56 percent of fo r­
eign student ro lls  among U.S. 
college and universities, the In­
stitu te o f In ternationa l Educa­
tion reported in its annual fo r­
eign student census.

Students from Eastern Euro­
pean na tions  and the Soviet 
Union, still few in number, had 
the b igges t pe rcen tage  in ­
crease: 4,800 compared w ith  
3,400 in 1989-90.
“ I t  is e n co u ra g in g  th a t the 
number of students from coun­
tries m aking the trans ition  to 
democratic pluralism and m ar­
ket-oriented economies is r is ­
in g ,”  sa id  R ich a rd  K rasno , 
president and ch ie f executive 
officer of the institute.

But s tu de n ts  fro m  L a tin  
A m erican , A fr ic a n  and A rab  
nations declined. The numbers 
from  Jordan and N igeria each 
w ere  down by m ore than  17 
percent, and Saudi Arabia and 
Lebanon more than 12 percent.

The decline in Arab students 
was due to the long-term slump 
in  o il p rice s  m a k in g  s tudy 
abroad  m ore  d if f ic u l t ,  sa id  
M arianthi Zikopoulos, editor of 
“ Open D oo rs ” , the  in s t itu te  
pub lica tion  tha t produces the

survey. The impact o f the Gulf 
War, i f  any, won’t show up until 
next year’s survey, she said.

The findings were based on a 
survey in fall 1990 of 2,879 U.S. 
post-secondary schools. The 
study, conducted  w ith  g ra n t 
s u p p o rt fro m  the  U.S. In ­
formation Agency, included only 
foreign students on temporary 
visas.
' U.S. colleges and universities 

enrolled some 14.9 m illion stu­
dents in 1990, according to la t­
est federal estimates.

Among other findings:
•The top five places of origin 

fo r fo re ign  students were all 
Asian: China, 39,600; Japan, 
36,600; Taiwan, 33,500; India, 
28,900, and Korea, 23,400.

•Miami-Dade Community Col­
lege enrolled the most foreign 
students: 5,757. The University 
o f S o u the rn  C a lifo rn ia  had 
3 ,88 6 ; U n iv e rs ity  o f Texas- 
Austin , 3,867; Boston U niver­
sity, 3,633; U niversity o f Wis- 
consin-Madison, 3,565; Univer­
s ity  o f P ennsy lvan ia , 3 ,122; 
C o lum b ia  U n ive rs ity , 3 ,077; 
Ohio State U n ivers ity , 3,021; 
U n ive rs ity  o f Illino is -U rb an a , 
2,967, and U niversity o f Cali­
fornia, Los Angeles, 2,921.

•Business was the fa vo rite  
m ajor fo r foreign students for 
the second-straight year, w ith  
e n ro llm e n ts  o f 79,670, up 5 
percent. Engineering, the most 
popular m ajor among fore ign 
s tudents fo r the 40 previous 
years, was second w ith 73,620, 
up 0.3 percent.
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Poor nations ask world bankers for aid SECURITY BEAT

BANGKOK, Thailand (AP) — 
Developing nations beseeched 
w orld  bankers Tuesday to re ­
m em ber the needs o f T h ird  
World countries as the interna­
tional financia l community fo­
cused p rim arily  on how to re­
vive the sickly Soviet Union.

The calls were made in the 
opening session o f the three- 
day annual convention o f the 
World Bank and In ternationa l 
Monetary Fund, the leading fi­
nanciers of underdeveloped na­
tions.

The IMF also approved the 
application of Albania, Europe’s 
poorest country, as the 156th 
member of the organization.

D u rin g  the session, U.S. 
T reasury  S ecretary N icholas 
Brady and other Western o ffi­
c ia ls prom ised to encourage 
economic and politica l reform  
in the Soviet Union, w hich is 
seeking full IMF membership.

Brady said the Soviets need 
fundam en ta l assistance tha t 
goes w ell beyond typ ical eco­
nomic development programs. 
He sa id  p r iv a te  businesses 
should partic ipa te  too to p ro ­
vide “ their expertise in helping 
countries bu ild  solid founda­
tions for market economies."

lie  assured the impoverished 
nations of the Third World that

their needs for assistance won’t 
be forgotten.

T a n z a n ia ’s m in is te r  o f f i ­
nance, Steven Kibona, told del­
egates that liv ing standards in 
A frica  were de terio ra ting  and 
the c o n tin e n t was in u rg en t 
need of help.

“There is risk that Africa w ill 
be left on the peripheries,” he 
said.

S peaking  on b e h a lf o f the 
bank ’s Latin  Am erican m em ­
bers, Venezuelan Finance M in­
is te r M iguel Rodriguez, urged 
the o rg a n iza tio n  to p rom ote  
socia l p rogram s and a m ore 
equitable distribution of wealth.

He urged both organizations 
to designate more money fo r

health, education, fam ily plan­
n ing and income d is tr ib u tio n  
programs and to use part o f a 
$1 billion capital increase to fi­
nance hum an resource  p ro ­
grams in ru ra l areas.

The finance m in is te r o f the 
P h ilipp ines , w h ich  has faced 
p rob lem s m eeting  some IMF 
targets, urged bankers to show 
sensitivity for political d ifficu l­
ties faced by Third World gov­
ernm ents in se lling  aus te rity  
measures to their people.

“ Let n o t the  m u lt i la te ra l 
agencies see c o u n tr ie s  on ly  
through the prism  o f abstract 
formulas to be applied neatly in 
every instance,” the m in ister, 
Jesus Estanislao, said. “ They 
have to look at concrete situa­
tions , w ith  the a rra y  o f rea l 
forces tha t often make actual 
results fall below the ideal.”

M ost o f the  a tte n t io n  in  
Bangkok has been devoted to 
problem s in  the Soviet Union 
and o the r Eastern European 
states moving from a socialist to 
a market economy.

Last Sunday, the G roup o f 
Seven — the U n ite d  S tates, 
Japan, Germany, B rita in , Italy, 
Canada and France — promised 
to help the Soviet Union and to 
send deputy finance m inisters

to M oscow  soon to he lp  
orchestrate a rescue program.

Brady to ld  the Cable News 
N e tw o rk  th a t s h o r t- te rm  f i ­
nancing “ is absolute ly one o f 
the things that should be looked 
a t.” The Soviet foreign debt is 
estimated at about $68 b illion , 
and Krem lin finance aides say 
their cash is running out.

Conference sources said other 
possible financing measures in ­
clude using Soviet gold reserves 
as collateral for loans.

The W orld  Bank p res iden t, 
Lewis Preston, told the opening 
session that nations should cut 
defense spending to free money 
fo r  d eve lo pm e n t and soc ia l 
programs, since the Cold War is 
over.

“We cannot afford to miss this 
o p p o r tu n ity ,”  he sa id . 
“ Reductions in defense expendi­
tures would increase domestic 
savings, allowing a reallocation 
o f scarce resources to o the r 
p r io r it ie s , and w ou ld  reduce 
requirements for external capi­
ta l.”

Michel Camdessus, chairman 
o f the IMF, said $140 b ill io n  
could be redirected i f  nations 
kept m ilita ry  spending to the 
world average of 4.5 percent of 
gross domestic product.

We are p rovided 
w ith  an opportun ity  to th ink 
th ro u g h  and to unders tand  
o u r e m o tions  to w a rd  h o ­
mosexuality. So, yes, he was 
r ig h t when he said th a t we 
s h ou ld  be ab le  to d iscuss 
homosexuality good or bad in 
an open a tm osphe re . 
Unfortunately, the discussion 
w en t fa r  beyond th a t p o in t 
and revealed the dark side of 
his analysis.

You see, Jim has fallen prey 
to an e n v iro n m e n t w h ich  
b e lieves  in  d is c r im in a t in g  
against homosexual people. I 
unders tand  th a t he doesn’t 
fee l as th o iig h  he is  d is ­

crim inating, but a few genera­
tions ago some w hite  people 
w ou ld  become sick to th e ir  
stomach i f  they had to eat in 
the  same room , or use the 
same b a th ro o m  as a b lack  
person, yet they steadfastly 
den ied  p ra c tic in g
d is c r im in a t io n . They w ere  
even w illing  to provide equal 
facilities to prove so.

Only a generation ago, some 
w h ite  people d id n ’t feel as 
though they were discrim inat­
ing against blacks simply be­
cause they  found  ra c ia lly -  
m ixed couples unacceptable. 
These people pointed to the 
fact that blacks could now eat 
w ith  then, sit in the fron t o f 
the bus w ith  them, and even 
use the same bathroom , but 
s h ou ld  these w h ite  people  
have seen a black person and 
w h ite  pe rson  d is p la y in g  
affection toward one another, 
they would have felt the same 
sickness that Jim feels today.

To these people  ra c ia lly  
m ixed  coup les w ere  an 
u n n a tu ra l th in g , as “ gu t- 
wrenching and unnatural ” as 
homosexuality is to Jim. But 
you must understand that this 
is a re s u lt  o f c u ltu re  and 
environm ent. I do not doubt 
that Jim ’s feelings of sickness 
and desire to th row -up  are 
real when he sees a same-sex 
couple d isp lay ing  a ffec tion , 
nor do I doubt the feelings of 
those w h ite  people  abou t 
whom I spoke who had to eat 
w ith  black people or watch a 
racially mixed couple kiss.

The question you need to ask

y o u rs e lf  is w h e th e r the 
fee lings those w h ite  people 
had or the feelings Jim  has 
are  r ig h t ,  and w hy those 
fe e lin g s  are r ig h t .  J im  
demands th a t we should be 
able to speak freely about ho­
mosexuality in a caring man­
ner, ye t somehow 1 believe 
th a t the  fe e lin g s  in  h is 
stomach have already decided 
th a t he is not in te res te d  in 
speaking in a caring manner 
or even listening in a learning 
manner. I am not saying that 
J im 's  fe e lin g s  are  r ig h t  or 
w ro n g , b u t he has a 
responsib ility  along w ith  the 
rest of us to search for truth.

W ha t so c ie ty  and o u r 
environment teach and ins till 
in us as values and morals is 
n o t a lw ays  r ig h t .  Those 
feelings that intu itively tell us 
th a t so m e th in g  is m o ra lly  
wrong, that make us want to 
‘puke’, aren’t always right. No 
one country or religion has a 
m on op o ly  on t ru th .  The 
se a rch  fo r  w h a t is “ r ig h t ” 
cannot even stop sim ply be­
cause there  is a g rea t book 
that tells us what the ‘answer’ 
is. We need to be ab le  to 
q u e s tio n  the  re s u lts  and 
u n d e rs ta n d  w hy the 
conclusion was reached.

I hope th a t J im  and those 
who th ink as he does w ill take 
the time to search for truth. It 
doesn’t m a tte r th a t you are 
part of the m ajority i f  you are 
wrong. You are still wrong.

Charge It!
Easily obtained credit cards can lead to big debts for students

Hilary has a $1,100 problem.
The 21 -y e a r-o ld  N o tre  Dame 

s tu de n t has accum u la ted  a su b ­
stantial credit card debt during her 
college years. The worst part is that 
this figure is considerably lower than 
it was previously.

Credit card woes have caused this 
senior much anguish. Her situation 
is especia lly p rob lem atic  because 
h e r m o n th ly  incom e is 
approximately $200.

H ila ry  is not the only student to 
find he rse lf in  serious c red it card 
debt. Joe, also a sen io r at N otre  
Dame, is s trugg ling  to pay o ff his 
own $1,000 Visa bill.

H ilary and Joe aren’t alone. W ith 
banks making it easier for students 
to get credit cards w ith  high credit 
lines, many students find themselves 
over their heads in debt.

A c c o rd in g  to College T ra ck  
magazine (fa ll 1990), the average 
m o n th ly  c re d it  ca rd  ba lance  fo r 
u n d e rg ra d u a te s  is e s tim a te d  at 
$384.

Using th is balance and the 19.8 
in te re s t ra te  cha rged  by Chase 
Manhattan Bank and C itibank (two 
of the largest credit card issues for 
co llege m a rke t), average annua l 
interest paid by a student cardholder 
i f  balance is extended to next month 
is $76.03.

Both H ila ry and Joe confirm  that 
having such enormous debts as a 
college student is d ifficult to manage. 
They also agree that the problem is 
not one they care to share w ith their 
parents.

While these students may not have 
spent responsib ly , they in ten d  to 
handle the debt on their own.

“ During my sophomore year I got 
my firs t c red it card—a J.C. Penny 
charge,” H ilary says. “ I signed up for 
it because they gave me a free g ift.”

La te r th a t year she rece ived  a 
le t te r  in  the m a il fro m  C itib a n k  
o ffe ring  her a Visa w ith  a $1,500 
lim it.

“ A ll 1 had to do was s ign  my 
name,” she recalls.

She lost control when she charged 
items such as a class ring  and books 
to her Visa, H ilary says. “ My parents 
w o u ld  th en  send me a 
reim bursem ent check and 1 would 
spend th e ir  money before the b ill 
would come,” says Hilary.

At one point H ilary had a $1,500 
debt on her Visa, $300 on a Hudson’s 
charge, $100 on a Lerner’s charge, 
as w e ll as s m a lle r  am oun ts  on 
various other cards.

“ A t th is  p o in t, I had 12 c re d it  
cards,” she says.

“ I got scared when I realized I had 
$10,000 in  potentia l deb t," H ila ry 
explains. She then decided to cut up 
her Visa and pay o ff a ll her other 
credit card bills. H ilary also closed 
eight of her charge accounts.

On the cards H ila ry  decided to 
keep, she lo w e re d  the spend ing  
limits.

Now she no longer has a Visa card, 
but is w orking to pay o ff her debt. 
The interest on her Citibank Visa is 
approximately 19 percent.

“ R ight now  I pay the m in im um  
payment o f $30 each m onth," says 
Hilary. “ I t ’s scary because $25 goes 
to in terest, w h ile  only $5 actua lly  
goes toward the principal,” she says.

H ilary is trying to pay off her debt 
the best she can. “ I don’t w ant to 
g ra d u a te  fro m  co llege  ow ing  
$1,000,” she says.

It  has been d ifficu lt fo r H ila ry to 
te ll her paren ts  about her c re d it 
card debt as her mother warned her 
to be careful when she first starting 
charging items.

“ I ’m g radua lly  te llin g  them  (my 
parents),” H ilary says.

Her parents may soon realize her 
financial problems as she explains, 
“ I t ’s going to be a lean Christmas for 
anyone who knows me.”

Joe acquired his Visa card at the 
end of his freshman year. It used to 
have a $1 ,500  l im it ,  b u t the 
com pany ex tended  h is  c re d it  
“ because I was such a good 
customer,” he jokes. His lim it is now 
$2,000.

Last m on th  Joe ’s ba lance  was 
app ro x im a te ly  $1,200. He’s been 
carrying that amount on his account 
for almost one year.

Unlike Hilary, Joe has been able to 
m ake som ew ha t s u b s ta n tia l 
payments toward his Visa bill.

“ Last month, I paid about $250,” 
says Joe. His in te res t ra te  is also 
about 19 percent.

Joe s till has his c red it card, but 
tries not to use it as much. He also 
c a rr ie s  Sears and Eddie  Bauer 
charge cards, but never uses them.

Joe, too, believes it is d ifficu lt to 
tell his parents about the seriousness 
o f his financial situation.

“ I don ’t w ant to make them (his 
pa ren ts ) pay,” Joe says. “ I t ’s my 
responsibility.”

Both Hilary and Joe say they have 
learned from their experiences. They 
hope c re d it card  debt w o n ’t be a 
problem for them in the future.

W h ile  H ila ry  s t i l l  be lieves th a t 
students need credit cards for their 
financial future, she warns that they 
need to be careful.

“ I ’ve learned my lesson," she says. 
As students genera lly  receive five 
le t te rs  a w eek fro m  charge  and 
credit card companies, she advises 
them to “jus t get one card and stay 
away from all the other ones.”

She added th a t i f  s tuden ts  are 
going to charge items and have their 
friends reimburse them, they should 
have friends make a check out to the 
credit card company. Then students 
w o n ’ t be te m p te d  to  spend the 
money before the b ill comes.

Students who do have trouble with 
credit cards in college may find their 
problems w ill stay on th e ir record 
for years to come.

I f  a cu s to m e r doesn ’t m ake a 
paym ent or pays la te , the C red it 
Bureau finds out, says Ellen Sciacca, 
director of marketing at Notre Dame 
C re d it U n ion  (NDCU). T h is  
institution, which offers Mastercards 
for students, subscribes to the Credit 
Bureau.

C ustom ers w ho m ake la te  
payments or go over their lim its can 
dam age th e ir  c re d it  ra t in g , she 
e xp la in s . “ Late  p a y m e n t— no t 
balance—is key,” Sciacca explains.

If  a student is concerned about his 
or her credit rating, he or she may 
contact the Credit Bureau o f South 
Bend-M ishaw aka , 312 W. Colfax, 
236-5600.

Under the F a ir C redit Reporting 
Act, a person has been denied credit 
w ith in  60 days can access their file 
free of charge. Otherwise, the Credit 
Bureau assesses a $10 charge fo r 
individual accounts and $15 for jo in t 
accounts.

Except for a dropped pass in 
the end zone in the closing sec­
onds of a 23-19 loss to Missouri, 
13 th -ranked  Illin o is  could be 
undefeated.

“ Obviously, Illinois has done 
a lo t m ore th a n  anyone e x ­
pected,” said M ich igan ’s Gary 
Moeller. “ I t ’s a very impressive 
team. Beating Ohio State puts 
them  in  the th ic k  o f th in g s . 
They shou ld  c o n s ta n tly  im ­
prove.”

Illin o is , a long w ith  fo u rth - 
ranked Michigan and unranked 
Indiana, top the Big Ten at 2-0.

“ Illinois? Yes, I ’m surprised,” 
said Indiana’s Bill Mallory. “We 
knew  th e ir  offense w ou ld  be

good. Defensively they lost a lot 
of good people but they’ve done 
a great job in  bringing along a 
young defense.

“ I ’m surprised at M ichigan 
S ta te ,”  sa id  M a llo ry , whose 
Hoosiers opened the Big Ten 
campaign w ith  a 31-0 trium ph 
over the Spartans. “ I ’m s u r­
prised they are where they are 
now. Yet, too, when you play 
them, you’d better respect them 
because anything can happen.”

Most of the coaches said in ­
juries have caused the downfall 
o f M ichigan State and Illin o is ’ 
John Mackovic probably said it 
best.

“ George Perles has had a 
num ber o f in ju r ie s  on top o f 
h av ing  a young te a m ,”  sa id  
M ackovic. “ Then th e re ’s the 
sw itching o f quarterbacks and 
i t ’s all hard to overcome.”

Perles likened Illino is to his 
M ichigan State team o f a few 
years ago. The Spartans won 
the Big Ten title  in 1987. They 
fin ish ed  second in  1988 and 
then tied fo r th ird  in  1989 be­
fo re  sharing  in  the fou r-w ay  
championship tie last season.

“ I l l in o is  is in  p re tty  good 
shape,” said Perles. “ They re ­
turned their quarterback (Jason 
Verduzco) and th e y ’ re doing 
good th in g s  o ffe n s iv e ly  and 
defensively. It was like we did 
two years ago. We lost a lot of 
defensive players and still came 
back.”

As for his own team, Perles 
said “ It is a surprise that we are 
in the position we are. I never 
anticipated being 0-5.”

But 
u n d e r O’D o n n e ll, w ho had 
th ro w n  a ll o f five  ca re e r 
passes, they went where they 
hadn’t gone the whole game.

“ I f  I was w alk ing  somewhere, 
I ’d ju s t grab a ba ll and s ta rt 
d ribb ling. Also, my dad was a 
po in t guard, so he helped me 
out a lot as w ell.”

For Gomez, the decision to 
attend Notre Dame was an easy 
one.

“ I d id n ’t give anyone else a 
chance,” she said. “ I wanted to 
come here since the summ er 
before my senior year, and once 
I came here ( fo r her o ffic ia l 
campus visit), I committed right 
away.”

It also wasn’t a d ifficu lt choice 
for 6-0 forward Letitia Bowen. 
From nearby Buchanan, Mich., 
Bowen was an A ll-S ta te  
s e le c tio n  and ru n n e r-u p  to 
M arkita  A ldridge (now playing 
fo r  U N C -C ha rlo tte ) as 
Michigan’s Miss Basketball.

She averaged 26 points and 
15 rebounds her senior year, 
and should team up w ith  se­
n io rs  M a rga re t N ow lin  (10.8 
ppg, 7.5 rpg ) and C om a lita  
Haysbert (12.5 ppg, 4.9 rpg in 
12 gam es), and sophom ore

Kristin  Knapp (7.2 ppg, 3.8 rpg) 
to form a formidable frontcourt.

“ Somebody told me rebound­
ing is 70 percent desire and 30 
percen t a b ility ,” Bowen said. 
“ I ’m not someone who’s rea lly 
fancy or makes a lot of moves. I 
ju s t w o rk  hard on the court, 
and I want the ball.”

L ike  h e r fe llo w  re c ru its , 
Bowen has great expectations 
for the upcoming season.

“ I ’ve always believed that w ith 
God, I can do all th ings,” she 
said. “ I th ink I bring a sp irit to 
the team tha t no m atte r who 
w e ’re playing, even i f  i t ’s the 
number one team, we can w in.” 

“ I w a n t to w in  the  NCAA 
cham pionship,” Gomez added. 
“ I f  we a ll w o rk  toge ther and 
have our minds focused on that 
one goal, we can achieve it . ” 

And M cG raw  shares in  her 
three newest p layers ’ exc ite ­
ment.

“They’re a ll going to make a 
m ajor contribution to our p ro­
gram th is year,” she said. “ It 
looks good fo r  the fu tu re  o f 
Notre Dame basketball. It gives 
us a solid foundation to build  
on.”

F irs t-y e a r  . coach John 
MacLeod has said that the 1991 
ve rs io n  o f the N o tre  Dame 
men’s basketball team w ill im ­
p lem ent an uptem po style o f 
play, a strategy that hasn’t been 
synonym ous w ith  I r is h  
basketba ll in  at least tw enty  
years.If the ir opening practice 
on Tuesday was any indication, 
the Ir is h  w i l l  be tru e  to h is 
word.

Opening w ith  over th irty  m in­
utes o f non-stop cond ition ing  
drills, the Irish finished w ith  a 
barrage of transition drills  that 
seemed u n fitt in g , or at least 
u n fa m ilia r ,  fo r  N o tre  Dame 
basketball.

“ I t  was a to ta lly  new s itu a ­
tion,” said thee-point specialist 
Brooks Boyer. “ I t  d id n ’t even 
seem like we were in  the ACC. 
We’ve got a new coach, a new 
attitude—a new everything. It ’s 
really exciting and I ’m looking 
froward to the season.”

M acLeod, re tu rn in g  to the 
collegiate level a fter spending 
16 years as an NBA coach, was 
pleased w ith his first look at the 
Irish.

“ It  was a good f irs t day fo r 
us,” said MacLeod, who took 
over the Notre Dame position 
a fte r  2 0 -ye a r coach D igge r 
Phelps resigned in April. “ Like a 
lo t o f f irs t  day w orkou ts , we 
w ere try in g  to go too fast at 
times and we had a lot of phys­
ical contact.”

A ft& r successfu l w o rk o u ts  
under the direction of strength 
and co n d itio n in g  coach B illy  
Ray M artinov during the sum­
m er and fa ll,  the Ir is h  have 
shaped their physiques in order 
to im p le m e n t a fa s t-pa ced  
game. When the team recorded 
body fat percentages at the end 
of August, most players thought 
some improvement was needed. 
A second check on M onday 
revealed tha t the w eightroom  
rece ived  a h e a lth y  dose o f 
activity from the squad.

Senior forward Daimon Sweet 
weighed 196 pounds in August.

Monday, the senior tipped the 
scales at 184, w ith his body fat 
d ecrea s ing  fro m  6.9 to 4.8 
percent.

“ 1 dieted a lo t in  addition to 
the lifting ,” said Sweet, who led 
the team last season w ith  16.3 
points per game. “ I t ’s my last go 
around at the college level and I 
definitely want to go out w ith a 
bang. [D rop p in g  the w e ig h t] 
was something I had to do to 
he lp  my game and he lp  my 
p o s itio n  as a lea de r on th is  
team.”

Boyer dropped from 185 (10.7 
p e rcen t) to 178 (7 .7 ), w h ile  
forward LaPhonso Ellis dropped 
only two pounds from 241, but 
decreased h is body fa t from  
10.9 to 7.9 percent. E llis also 
increased his bench press from 
280 to 295 pounds.

In p la y in g  a fas t-paced  o f­
fense, the  Ir is h  w i l l  have to 
concern themselves w ith things 
other than their stamina.

“They’ve spent a lot of time on 
th e ir  c o n d it io n in g ,” sa id

1991-1992 season filled with questions

Last season, the Notre Dame 
women’s basketball team went 
23-6, was ranked among the 
top 25 teams in the country for 
much o f the season—the firs t 
time the Irish had ever cracked 
the poll—and won its th ird  con­
secutive conference title.

Even w ith  its regular season 
success, however, Notre Dame 
d id  not receive its  f irs t-e v e r 
NCAA tournament bid, and fin ­
ished a disappointing eighth at 
the  N a tio n a l W om en’s
Inv ita tiona l Tournam ent a fter 
going in as the top seed.

Further, three starters grad­
ua ted  fro m  the ‘ 91 squad. 
Karen Robinson topped the all- 
time career scoring list, while 
Krissi Davis and Sara Liebscher 
(now an Irish assistant) also left 
th e ir  nam es sca tte re d
throughout the record books.

Notre Dame opened practices 
for the 1991-92 season yester­
day morning full of high hopes 
o f improving on last year’s ac­
complishments. Armed w ith  the

MCC’s a u to m a tic  b id  to the 
NCAA tournam ent, a ta lented 
core of veterans and a recru it­
ing class rated third-best in the 
c o u n try  by D ick  V ita le ’s 
Basketball Yearbook, the Irish 
appear poised to do just that.

“The team this year has a new 
attitude about it. We have more 
o f a team cohesiveness,” said 
Ir is h  coach M u ffe t McGraw. 
“One of our strengths this year 
w ill be that we’re a more well- 
balanced team.”

The m arquee p la ye r o f the 
fresh m an  class is M ich e lle  
M a rc in ia k . Named the 1991 
Gatorade, Parade and Naismith 
Player of the Year, she averaged 
23 points, four assists and three 
steals per game fo r A llentown 
C e n tra l C a th o lic . She was 
re c ru ite d  by such h ig h ly  
successfu l p ro g ra m s  as 
Tennessee and Texas, but the 5- 
9 guard spurned them all.

“ I d id n ’t go to a so -ca lle d  
pow erhouse  school because 
they’ve already been there, and 
Notre Dam» is in a great posi­
t io n  to keep m ov ing  u p ,”

M a rc in ia k  sa id . “ I ’ m re a lly  
looking forward to being part of 
the process. 1 lik e  being the 
underdog and having the chal­
lenge in front of me to go for.” 

A lthough a p ro lific  scorer at 
-Allentown, Marciniak also pos­
sesses excellent passing skills, a 
ta lent she would like to show­
case on the Joyce ACC floor.

“ I love to c rea te  shots fo r 
other people,” she said. “That’s 
som ething people have over­
looked  abou t me because I 
scored so much in high school.”

“ She’s capable o f f i l l in g  the 
ro le  o f a s c o re r,” M cG raw  
added, “ but we’re not going to 
depend on her to score a lo t.”

As the top-rated recru it in the 
country, expectations w ill  be 
high fo r M arcin iak to produce 
right away for the Irish. But she 
takes it all in stride.

“I look at pressure as a chal­
lenge,” M arciniak said. “ I f  you 
take basketba ll too seriously, 
i t ’s not fun anymore. You have 
to keep it in perspective.

“ I love to play, and I th ink it

“ A g a in s t the U n iv e rs ity  o f 
P ittsburgh I thought tha t de­
fensively we played very well, 
probably as good as we have 
p layed  in  a long  t im e ,” re ­
m arked  H oltz. “ Our ta ck lin g  
was pretty good w ith the excep­
tion of the touchdown.

“ D e m e triu s  DuBose, John 
C ov in g to n , the w ho le  sec­
onda ry , E r ic  Jones, B ry a n t 
Young and T ro y  R idge ly  a ll 
played excellent football games. 
Because o f h is pe rfo rm ance

against Pittsburgh, Ridgely has 
earned a s ta r t at le ft tack le  
against the A ir Force Academy. 
It  was ju s t a good defensive 
performance.”

Yet the meticulous Holtz was 
not as e x to lling  o f his team ’s 
offensive performance.

“ O ffensive ly we d id n 't p lay 
really w ell,” Holtz said frankly. 
“M irko Jurkovic has been play­
ing so well; he has really been 
an exce llen t fo o tb a ll p layer. 
Derek Brown has been equally 
important at tight end. Jerome 
Bettis and Tony Brooks are also 
playing well. But we never got 
in to  a rh y th m . We d id n ’ t 
control the line, but you have to 
give Pitt lots of credit for that.” 

While giving out credit, Holtz 
turned his attention to the A ir 
Force Academ y, w h ich  has 
rolled out to a 6-1 (4-1 in the 
WAC) s ta rt th is  season under 
eighth-year head coach Fisher 
DeBerry.

“ Defensively th is is a typ ical 
A ir  Force team ,” noted Holtz. 
“They slant and stunt and do a 
variety of other things.
