Right on, Sister!
Every year,  th e re  is a  conference of  the  

National Catholic Education  Association 
(NCEA). Designed as a  m e an s  of opening d ia ­
logue and  s t reng then ing  faith am ong  religious 
educato rs ,  the  conference invites no ted  sp e a k ­
ers  to add ress  m ore than  
10,000 par t ic ipan ts  from 
across  the  country.

This year , thanks  to 
F a the r  Kris S tubna, s e c re ­
ta ry  of education  of the  
Diocese of P ittsburgh, the  
conference will have several 
h u n d red  few er  p a r t ic ipan ts  
in a t tendance .

W hen S tubna  h ea rd  th a t  
the  Conference invited 
Sister Jo a n  Chittister to be a 
fea tu red  speake r ,  he  b a r re d  
staff, educa to rs  and  youth 
m in is te rs  from attend ing  
the  four-day convocation.

In a vague, one-page 
m em o sen t  to those  in his 220 -par ish  diocese, 
S tubna  said th a t  no d iocesan s ta ff  shall a t tend  
the conference and  th a t  d iocesan expend itu re  
will not be allotted for any expenses  result ing  
from the trip.

Why did S tubna  m ake  such  a  bold s ta te m en t?
Because Sr. Chittister is a  s t rong  advocate for 

w o m en ’s full equality  in the  Church —  inc lud­
ing w o m en ’s ordination. S tubna  s ta ted  in his 
m em o th a t  the  “convocation suffers from a  lack 
of com pleteness  in its p ro g ra m  and  an  incom ­
patibility with au then tic  teaching. T hese  c ir­
cum stances  a re  de t r im en ta l  to the  faith devel­
opm en t of pe rsons  in m in is try .”

S tubna  is no t  the  only ig n o ran t  one.
On Jan .  17, Bishop Jo h n  Myers of the  Diocese 

of Peoria, IL, also sen t  a  m em o prohibiting  the 
pas tors ,  principals and  chapla ins  in his diocese 
from a t tend ing  the  convention, citing reasons  
similar to S tu b n a ’s.

In o the r  w ords, they d o n ’t ag re e  with 
Chittister.

I find g re a t  irony in the  actions of F a th e r  
S tubna and  Bishop Myers. They a re  ba r r in g  
educato rs  from attend ing  a  conference focused 
on education. T hese  ed u ca to rs  a re  not im p re s ­
sionable young children, bu t  r a th e r  full-grown 
adults  capab le  of m ak ing  the ir  own ra tional 
decisions based  on a  lifetime of experience and  
learning.

Chittister is a beacon  of hope for m any  d isen­
chanted  Catholics. She r e p re se n ts  the  con t inu­
ing process of change  th a t  all theology m ust  
undergo. In o rd e r  for positive change  to occur, 
open dialogue m ust be encouraged .  S tubna  and  
Myers have reso r ted  to sc a re  tactics and  blind 
leadersh ip  in hopes of  p reven ting  change  — 
quite childish in my opinion.

The Church has  a r igh t to es tablish  the  ru les  
it considers  necessary ,  b u t  it should  not com ­
pletely block off discussion ab o u t  potentially 
controversial issues. As h u m a n  beings, we need 
to recognize th a t  change  is a  p re requ is i te  to 
growth. We should welcom e differences of 
opinions as  a  chance  to s t ren g th en  o u r  own.

She told the  National Catholic R eporter  she 
considers the  c u r re n t  situation, “to be a sad  
position for ed u ca to rs  to take  who claim to be 
t ra in ing  the  nex t gene ra tion  to th ink ,” and  th a t  
S tu b n a ’s and  M yers’ actions a re  forms of 
“intimidation and  censorsh ip ,  both of which 
a re  sham efu l in a  so-called academ ic  co m m u ­
nity.”

A closed m ind is a  w onderfu l  th ing  to lose.

The research  of University of Illinois 
p r o f e s s o r s  c o u ld  o u tw i t  I n t e r n e t  
pirates with digital “w ate rm ark ” cod­
ing designed to protect personal prop­
erty and  prove ownership.

Pierre Moulin, professor of com put­
e r  a n d  e le c t r ic a l  e n g in e e r in g ,  sa id  
w aterm ark ing  online documents could 
prevent hackers from copying, selling 
and  possibly m ak ing  a  profit on the 
c rea to r’s material. The theory behind 
w aterm ark ing  is to hide bits of infor­
mation within an  image, c reating  an 
invisible copyright, Moulin said.

C rea to rs  can  concea l  th e ir  s ig n a ­
tures  and  their  personal information, 
as well as the dates material was cre ­
a t e d  in s i d e  s o u n d s ,  d o c u m e n t s ,  
images and even video, Moulin said.

Ralf Koetter, professor of com puter

a

and electrical engineering and a  cod­
ing theorist,  said a  w a te rm ark  would 
not destroy the quality of an image or 
audio record ing  and  would s u b s ta n ­
t ia l ly  a id  in  p ro v in g  o w n e r s h ip  of 
stolen material to a third party, such 
as a  court.

“(This research) is extremely impor­
tan t  in a  world w here  information is 
traveling so fast,” Koetter said.

L ightning-quick inform ation travel 
inv ites  ea sy  a c c e s s  to  m a te r i a l  for 
c o d e -c rack in g  h ac k e rs .  Moulin said 
f e a r  o f  th e f t  h a s  p r e v e n te d  p eo p le  
from putting innovations on the Web 
a n d  h a s  s tu n t e d  th e  d is t r ib u t io n  of 
new  products.

“DVD h a s  b e e n  r e a d y  for y e a r s , ” 
Moulin said. “Concerns about p ro p e r­
ty rights have delayed the en trance of 
how widespread the technology could 
have been a t  the time.”

Koetter said the re  a re  products now 
ava i lab le  on th e  m a rk e t  th a t  try  to 
p reven t  In te rn e t  theft now, bu t  they 
a re n ’t as effective as they could be. He 
said p ira tes  have been  able to deci­
pher  some p roducts’ codes.

actually  deserve  them . In the  sp r ing  of 1989, 16.8 p e r ­
cen t of the  g rades  a w a rd e d  in u n d e rg ra d u a te  courses 
a t  AU w ere  As and  13.8 p e rcen t  w ere  A-s. In the spring 
of 2000, the  percen tage  of A’s had  r isen  to 23.6 and  A- 
s to 15.5. “Nearly  a  q u a r te r  of g rad e s  issued a re  As. 
Add A-s a n d  you a re  a t  40  p e r c e n t , ” Don Bunis, the  
University Registrar,  said. The R eg is tra r  is not the only 
one w ho has  ta k en  notice of these  figures. “We've got 
10 p e r c e n t  m o r e  As an d  t h a t  h a s  to  c o n c e r n  m e ,”

tors last week and fielded q u es­
t io n s  f ro m  B o a r d  m e m b e r s  
regarding the play. “The Vagina 
Monologues.”

T h e  a d m i n i s t r a t i o n  h a s  
refused to allow the nationally  
acclaimed play by Eve Ensler to 
be p e r f o rm e d  a t  S a in t  M a ry ’s 
a l th o u g h  it w a s  p e r f o r m e d  in 
February  of 2000 a t  the College.

“The adm inistra tion  had a lot 
of suggestions abou t w h a t  they 
think would be m o re  inclusive 
activities for the cam pus relative 
to addressing issues of sexuality 
that they presented  to us ,” said 
Emily Koelsch, a CARE b o a rd  
mem ber. “As far  as having the 
play perform ed on cam pus  this 
year, we agreed  to d isagree .”

Koelsch told Board m e m b e rs  
that CARE had accomplished its 
two goals going into the  m e e t ­
ing .  T h e  a d m i n i s t r a t i o n  w ill 
a l lo w  CARE to s e n d  a  l e t t e r  
describing the play and the need 
for it on cam pus to the P aren ts  
Council, Board of T ru s tee s  and

A lum nae Board. Eldred will also 
s e n d  a n  e -m a i l  to th e  College 
s tu d en t  body describing h e r  r e a ­
sons for not allowing the play to 
be perform ed this year.

His pas s io n  for I re la n d  took 
him to Belfast in the  su m m e r  of 
1 9 9 9  a s  a n  i n t e r n  w i t h  t h e  
Social D em ocratic  Labor Party  
(SDLP).

T h e  m e s s a g e  o f  t h e  SDLP, 
a c c o r d i n g  to  B r e n n a n ,  h a d  
g r e a t  r e s o n a n c e  in M u r p h y ’s 
own mission.

“He r e a l ly  l ik e d  t h e  SDLP, 
a n d  h e  w a s  a l w a y s  t h e  
Nationalist in spirit,  bu t  he felt 
t h a t  t h e  SDLP w a s  t h e  o n ly  
p a r t y  t h e r e  t h a t  m a d e  a n y  
s e n s e , ” B r e n n a n  sa id .  “T h ey  
t r i e d  to  m a k e  do w i th  w h a t  
they had,  and  w an te d  to m ake  
th e  bes t  of the  s ituation .  They 
w an te d  to get stuff  done .”

B e f o r e  c o m i n g  to  N o t r e

D a m e ,  M u r p h y  a l s o  v o l u n ­
te e r e d  b u i ld in g  h o u se s  in the  
Dominican Republic.

“He talked [in re trea ts ]  abou t 
how th a t  exper ience  of poverty 
a n d  s e rv ic e  a n d  c h a n g e d  h is  
life,” Mitros said.

“At St. Igna t iu s  High School 
[M u rp h y ’s a lm a  m a te r ] ,  t h e i r  
m otto is being a  m a n  unto  o th ­
e r s ,  a n d  C o n o r  w a s  m a n  fo r  
o th e rs ,” B rennan  said. “He did 
a s  m u c h  fo r  o t h e r s  a s  he  
could .”

M urphy also ca r r ie d  with him 
a  s t r o n g  f a i t h  t h a t  a f f e c t e d  
m any of those  a round  him.

“He talked abou t his faith like 
n o b o d y ’s b u s in e s s .  He ta lk e d  
abou t t ru s t  and  the will of God 
all  th e  t im e .  He ta lk e d  a b o u t  
hav ing  th is  se n se  of  t r u s t  and  
u n d e r s t a n d i n g  e v e r y t h i n g  in 
th e  c o n te x t  o f  y o u r  fa i th  a n d

e v e r y th in g  will be  f in e ,” sa id  
Mitros. “T h a t ’s n o t  so m e th in g  
t h a t  c a m e  w ith  h is  i l lness .  It 
w a s  h i s  g u i d i n g  p r i n c i p l e  
before th a t .”

His faith also gives so lace  to 
those left behind.

His dea th  this w eek  leaves an

Im m edia te ly  a f te r  being re leased ,  
Czech la w m a k e r  Ivan Pilip and  J a n  
B u b e n ik  left  th e  F o re ig n  M in is try  
building in a  car,  saying they would 
hold a  news conference la ter.

Chilean C o n g res sm an  J u a n  Pablo 
Leteller, the hu m a n  rights r e p re se n ­
t a t i v e  o f  th e  In t e r - P a r l i a m e n t a r y  
Union, confirm ed th a t  the m en had 
been freed.

The an n o u n c em en t  cam e afte r  the 
pair  adm itted  before a  group of for­
e ign  d ip lo m a ts  c a l le d  t o g e t h e r  by 
Foreign Minister Felipe Perez Roque 
t h a t  t h e y  w e r e  u n f a m i l i a r  w i th  
Cuban law, and  thus  violated Cuban 
law, w h en  they m e t with d iss iden ts

here  in m id-January .
In the dec lara tion ,  Pilip, 37, an  ex­

finance minister, Bubenik, 32, a  for­
m e r  s tu d en t  leader,  adm itted  to “the 
e r ro r  of not knowing Cuban law and 
o f  v i o l a t i n g  C u b a n  l a w . "  M a r c o  
Antonio L ous taunau ,  Mexico’s co m ­
m ercial a t tache  here , told reporte rs .

A copy of  th e  d o c u m e n t  w a s  no t 
m ade  available to reporters .

a s  d id  d r i l l i n g  fo r  oil in 
A l a s k a ’s A rc t ic  N a t io n a l  
W ild l i fe  R e fu g e .  C a n a d a  
has  criticized th a t  idea on 
environm enta l grounds.

C a l l i n g  C a n a d a  “o u r  
closest friend to the White 
House, ” Bush said he looks 
f o r w a r d  to  d e v e lo p in g  a 
f r ie n d sh ip  w ith  C h re t ien .  
T h e  C a n a d ia n  o f fe red  an  
a p p r e c i a t i v e  s m i l e ,  a n d

said  he felt like “kind of a 
cousin coming to visit."

“W h e n e v e r  t h e r e  a r e  
p r o b l e m s ,  w e  c a n  t a l k ,  
consu lt  and  try  to find an  
a c c e p t a b l e  s o l u t i o n , "  
C h re t ie n  sa id .  “I w a n t  to 
w ish  you the  b es t  luck in 
you r  job .  I know  th a t  you 
w i l l  b e  s u c c e s s f u l ,  a n d  
w hen  you need  us, we'll be 
t h e r e .  A nd  w e h o p e  t h a t  
w h e n  w e  n e e d  y o u ,  y o u  
will be there ."

The m eeting  w as  B ush’s 
f i r s t  f a c e - to - f a c e  s e s s io n  
with a world  le a d e r  since 
t a k i n g  o f f ic e  J a n .  20 .  It 
w a s  a r r a n g e d  a f t e r  Bush 
said he would visit Mexico, 
not C anada,  in his first for­
eign trip this m onth ,  a b a n ­

d o n in g  t h e  C a n a d a - f i r s t  
p r e c e d e n t  o f  h i s  t h r e e  
m ost recen t predecessors .

B u s h  s o u g h t  to  d i s p e l  
s o r e  f e e l in g s  in C a n a d a  
a b o u t  h i s  p l a n s .
“ C a n a d i a n s  a r e  l o n g ­
s t a n d i n g  f r i e n d s  o f  t h e  
United States. Mexico is an 
i m p o r t a n t  c o u n t r y  a s  
well," Bush said. “My pref­
e rence  is for friendly r e la ­
tions in our  hem isphere .  ... 
I t ’s so i m p o r t a n t  fo r  the  
U n i t e d  S t a t e s  n o t  to  
neglect the  hem isphere ."

Bush invited Chretien  to 
his T exas  ran ch  to fish for 
l a r g e - m o u th e d  b a s s ,  and  
h e  s a i d  h e  h o p e d  to  do 
som e fishing a t  C h re t ien ’s 
C a n a d ia n  r e t r e a t  as  well.

Social solidarity is the key to 
br ing ing  the  Chilean Catholic 
C hurch  to g e th e r ,  sa id  F a th e r  
Felipe Morel during his lecture 
on Monday night. Morel spoke 
to a small group 
in th e  La 
Fortune s tudent 
center about the 
e f f o r t s  b e i n g  
m a d e  to e s t a b ­
l ish  a “b r id g e  
between the dif­
fe ren t  cu l tu res” 
in Chile by the  
brothers of Holy 
Cross.

M o re l  is o n e  
of 22 pr ies ts  of 
Holy C ro s s  w o r k i n g  to  h e lp  
build  this  b r id g e .  Holy Cross 
o p e r a t e s  tw o  s c h o o ls ,  t h r e e  
p a r ish e s  and  two o rp h a n a g e s  
in and  a ro u n d  the  San Tiago 
area. The schools provide edu­
c a t io n  to  b o th  u p p e r -  a n d  
lower- class children in Chile in

an  effort to “strive to build the 
youth  m o v e m en t  to b r in g  the  
people together.”

“T he  g ap  b e tw e e n  th e  r ich  
and  poor is very s trong  ... we 
t e a c h  r e s p e c t i n g  o u r  d i f f e r ­
ences but respecting  our com ­
munity, th a t  we a re  the sam e 
c h u r c h , ” s a i d  M o re l .  T h e  

s c h o o l s  
s e r v e  
o v e r  
t h r e e  
th o u s a n d  
s tu d e n t s ,  
while the  
o r p h a n ­
a g e s  a r e

H uge  economic and  political 
struggles have plagued Chile, a  
co u n try  firmly roo ted  in re l i ­
gion with a popula tion  th a t  is 
over seventy p ercen t  Catholic. 
The church has adapted  many 
times with the country’s chang­
ing soc ie ty  an d  h a s  k e p t  the  
s e n s e  o f  p r i d e  a m o n g  th e

Chilean people and Christianity.
M orel a lso  e m p h a s iz e d  the  

i m p o r t a n c e  o f  t h e  y o u th  of  
Chile in helping to create social 
solidarity.

“The Church is very influen­
tia l  w ith  w ork ing  with  young 
people .  T he  C hurch  is one of 
t h e  o n ly  e v e n t s  t h a t  b r in g s  
young together,” said Morel.

The Catholic C hurch  is also 
influential on the Chilean soci­
e ty  as  a w h o le .  M ore l  no ted  
t h a t  c h u r c h - r e l a t e d  n e w s  
a p p e a r s  a t  l e a s t  fo u r  o r  five 
times a  day. The church  also 
p layed  a key role in w ork ing  
with the governm ent to abolish 
the  d e a th  pena lty ,  a  t r e m e n ­
dous  a c c o m p lish m e n t  for the  
country.

Morel’s speech is p a r t  of the 
Blessing Unto Others campaign, 
an effort to p rom ote m aking a 
difference in the lives of others 
am o n g  N otre D am e s tu d e n ts .

Building a tradition
W hen one thinks about this and how significant it is to all Notre Dame fans and to the 

history of Notre Dame athletics, I think it is fair to say tha t  this long, hard  climb to the 
top of the w om en’s basketball world is similar to w ha t  Knute Rockne did for Notre 
Dame football 80 years ago. Rockne took a  group of young m en to a little-known 
Catholic school in Indiana from virtual obscurity to the top of college football world and 
helped the University gain an  identity tha t t ransform ed the University in the eyes of the 
observers around the country. In an  e ra  before professional football, college football 
was the only game in town and "The Fighting Irish" w ere  a t  the top of the pile and as a 
result we gained thousands of “subway alum ni’’ who followed our progress in athletics 
and academics.

In a similar vein, w om en’s basketball is a  relatively new  sport with intercollegiate 
competition since the early 1970s and Notre Dame only fielding a  team  since 1977.
Prior to Muffet’s arrival before the 1988 season we had a respectable program, but 
clearly one tha t  was not prominent and had not been to an  NCAA tournam ent.  The 
McGraw e ra  which began in 1988 has produced a  record  in the subsequent 13 and a 
half  years of 303-115 for a  winning percentage of .725. More im portant than the win- 
loss record is the national recognition tha t  has followed from being in the NCAA tou rna­
m en t for the first time in 1992, again in 1994 and then every year  since the 1995-1996 
season including being in the Final Four in 1997.

While it is not known how the rest of this season will evolve, the im portant fact is that 
Coach McGraw and her  wonderful band of Fighting Irish Ladies have climbed the m oun­
tain in w om en’s basketball and  taken all of us to the top with them. It is clearly an  expe­
rience tha t  none of us will, or should ever forget —  it is now p ar t  of the Notre Dame 
lore, similar to the accomplishments of Knute Rockne and the Four Horseman. Notre 
Dame alumni, subway alumni and basketball fans throughout the land will not forget 
tha t  Notre Dame has clearly joined the elite set of outstanding w om en’s basketball 
teams. Jus t  as we attr ibute the beginning of our  w om en’s national basketball reputation 
to our female Knute Rockne, better  known as Muffet McGraw.

One final point — the Notre Dame administration and more significantly the athletic 
administration (i.e. Kevin White), should be congratulated for the recognizing early in 
the season all the contributions m ade  by Coach McGraw and  giving her  a five year con­
trac t  as an indication of the University’s support and  appreciation. It is notable tha t 
Notre Dame provided this significant recognition of the terrific p rogram  tha t  she has 
steadily built prior to the recen t success.

Worshipping with wheat

Meeting a martyr
I met a  m artyr  while in Africa this 

summ er. He is the reason I still believe, 
for the culture shock I experienced trav­
eling abroad was profoundly shattering. 
Seeing the extremes of hum an  existence 
that the Kenyans 
know on a daily 
basis, I almost lost 
my faith. Precisely 
when I questioned 
how God figures in 
a world of such 
drastic
dichotomies, I met Father  John Kaiser. 1 
believe he is a  yet-to-be canonized saint. 
I tell this story with reverence for the 
man and his mission.

Father John Kaiser, an American 
priest, spent his last 36 years working 
as a Mill Hill Missionary pas tor  in 
Kenya. We first heard of F a ther  John 
when Susan Tilton, fellow journeym an, 
and I spoke of our desire to go on a 
safari. We were told of the well-known, 
beloved American priest who lived 
alone in the largest gam e park  in 
Kenya. There in the T rans  M ara District 
beyond the Rift Valley, F ather  John was 
pastor to many Massai. They described 
him as a  “typical Am erican” — stub ­
born, outspoken. They said he was the 
one we wanted to take us on safari. His 
safaris were the best.

Knowing Father  John  did not have 
easy access to mail, and with 
time running out, we were 
losing hope of connecting.
So, when we heard  he was 
in town, we raced 
through dusty dirt paths 
lined by m arket s tands 
and mothers selling 
green oranges, past 
the village children 
shouting affection­
ately, “Mzungo, how 
arc you?" We found 
him in the Mill Hill 
House.

Father Jo h n ’s 
extraordinary spon­
taneity might be mis­
understood at first as 
somewhat irrational.
Hindsight tells me now 
that Father John instinc- 
tually trusted the course of 
fate, making his easy flexibil­
ity the means by which God’s 
plans were carried through. We 
introduced ourselves. He mentioned his 
American niece, Camille, our  age and 
visiting him during the sam e two-month 
period. He suggested tha t  the best way 
for us to go on safari was to travel home 
with him, right then and there.

The four-hour ride to F ather  Jo h n ’s 
house was so memorable, 1 think of it 
daily. As we bounced along the rough 
paths in the back of his faded white 
pick-up truck, n icknamed “The 
Helicopter" by the natives, Father  John 
told us his stories. Something inside me 
urged: Write down everything he is say­
ing. As I scribbled furiously in my jo u r ­
nal, I tried to copy his words verbatim. 
His words were steeped with im por­
tance. At the time I thought proudly of 
how my journalism training was paying 
off. I laugh now; the feeling I had was 
not the repor te r  in me at all. No. I was 
simply playing out my particular role as 
one of Father Jo h n ’s last three m essen­
gers.

Perhaps another  reason for my frantic 
note taking was the fact tha t 1 honestly 
could not believe my ears. The piercing 
truths and sobering lessons w ere  a m az­
ing. It was like he was spitting out to us 
everything of political and social im por­
tance. In turn, I uncharacteristically 
probed someone I had jus t  m et with 
deep, philosophical questions.

I count my blessings that, for the next

th ree  days, Susan and I walked a  m ag­
nificent country alongside a  rem arkable  
guide. It was like being in a  private 
study group with Merlin. Magic abound­
ed. We received from our time with him 
more than words can convey.

Father  John  was a  m an who spoke 
openly about the corruption of the 
Kenyan government. He was once 
placed in charge of a  refugee camp in 
the late 1990s, when thousands of 
natives were  chased from their homes 
in the vast expanse of land in the Trans 
M ara District. There, he witnessed the 
tragedies of w hat the government 
claimed to be “ethnic clashes.” Father 
John said it was actually “ethnic cleans­
ing."

A little over a  year  ago, the World 
Bank and the IMF advised the Kenyan 
government tha t  to receive more fund­
ing, it m ust hold court hearings to get to 
the bottom of the displaced. Though he 
was a  key witness in this trial, he sa t in 
the courtroom for weeks as his nam e 
began at the top of the witness list — 
then fell, quite mysteriously, to the bot­
tom, before day ’s end. Stubbornly, he 
kept coming back. Finally — begrudg­
ingly — he w as called to testify. The 
exam iner asked Father  John if he knew 
who was responsible for the displace­
ment. F a the r  John answered loudly: 
“Daniel a ra p  Moi.” Everyone gasped to 

h ea r  him place the blame squarely 
on Kenya’s President.

F ather  John  also was the 
first person to actively help 

three young girls accusing 
the m an  next in line for 
the presidency, Julius ole 
Sunkuli, of rape. In short,  
he was not a  political 
ally of Kenyan govern­
m ent officials. He would 
not allow himself to be 
too frightened to speak 
the truth. He thought 
both God and his 
American identity w ere 
in his favor. There were, 
however, dire conse­
quences to his steadfast 

truthfulness. During our 
stay at his little house, he 

had us hang  blankets across 
the windows to catch rocks 

tha t might be hurled through. 
He parked “The Helicopter ” in his 

locked garage, knowing a bomb 
might be planted in its engine. He 
talked of feeling his enemies lurking 
close by, ready to pounce a t  any oppor­
tunity.

And, ju s t  three weeks before he was 
the victim of a political m urder,  Father 
John  told the three of us the history, 
politics, greed, deliberate malevolence 
and corruption tha t  bea t  down upon the 
Kenyan people he loved so dearly. He 
was as eager to talk as we were to lis­
ten, rushing to get it all out. He begged 
us: Please, go back to America. Write to 
your congressional representatives. Tell 
everyone to do the same. Beg them to 
stop feeding the killing hands of the cor­
ruption. Help instead those poor suffer­
ing citizens who have been the target of 
those who would keep them uneducat­
ed, hungry and powerless.

This article is in response to Monday’s 
Inside Column entitled, “All Praise 
W heat.”

I apprecia te  Mr. Connolly’s concern tha t 
in requiring the use of w hea t as the m a t­
te r  of the Holy Eucharist,  the Catholic 
Church has missed the point of the s a c ra ­
ment. T here  is, however, one point tha t  I 
would like to make. The Catholic religion 
is a t its core a  religion of particularities. 
The most important of these is tha t the 
Son of God took on hum an na tu re  and 
thus entered hum an  history, in a  particu­
lar time and place. Jesus Christ’s teaching 
and example a re  m ean t for all women 
and men, but he lived and taught in the 
highly particular geographical and cultur­
al setting of early first-century Palestine.

A sac ram ent is a  divine reality 
expressed in and in fact brought about by, 
hum an signs. Moreover, the symbols and 
metaphors available to individuals for 
self-expression vary from culture to cul­
ture. That is why the symbolism used in 
the sacram ents  reflects the time and cul­
tu re  of Jesus, which differ in many ways 
from our  own. For example, we now use 
oil neither to anoint our rulers nor to con­
dition our athletes, so tha t  the symbolism 
of the anointing in Confirmation and Holy

Orders is som ew hat foreign to us. 
Nevertheless, we continue to use oil. To 
do otherwise would be to deny the histori­
cal rootedness of our faith, upon which 
the sacram en ts  depend.

Moreover, Catholics believe tha t it was 
Jesus himself who instituted the s a c ra ­
ments, a t  least in their essential features. 
W hen he instituted the sac ram en t  of the 
Eucharist, he used w heat bread and grape 
wine. T here  a re  of course certain further 
decisions tha t  the Church can and does 
make on its own authority, such as 
w hethe r  to use leavened or unleavened 
bread. But because the Church does not 
p resum e to know exactly why Jesus did 
things the way he did, and because it 
m ust respect his choice, it cannot change 
the basics of the sacram ent.  Luckily for 
Jenny Richardson, however, the pastors of 
the Church will surely allow her  to receive 
the whole Christ, body, blood, soul and 
divinity, un d er  the appearance  of wine'— 
as even infants do in the easte rn  church­
es.

The Meat Puppets seem  to belong to ano ther  g en e ra ­
tion of rock ’n ’ roll bands — a  time when bands worked 
hard  for years, finally lit up in a  huge bright flame of star- '  
dom then burned  out from overdoses or violent internal 
conflicts.  Yet w ith  its la te s t  r e lease ,  Golden Lies, the 
Puppets push beyond this process, overcoming a volatile 
fall from fame to churn  out yet another  tes tam ent to the 
band’s resilience.

Consisting of b ro th e r s  C urt  an d  Cris Kirkwood and  
d rum m er Derrick Bostrom, the band formed in the early 
’80s in Arizona and had three critically acclaimed albums 
before b reak ing  up in the  early  nineties. The Puppets 
quickly reformed and reached its commercial peak  after 
opening Nirvana’s In Utero tour  in 1993. The band  also 
helped play three covers of songs off of its 1984 album 
Meat Puppets  II on N irvana’s Unplugged in New York 
album.

This increased recognition helped 1994’s Too High to 
Die go gold and the single “Backwater” almost broke into 
the top 40. However, success soon bred self destruction 
for Cris Kirkwood who began  heavily abus ing  cocaine

an d  hero in  du r in g  a  to u r  with the  Stone 
Temple Pilots.

1995’s No Joke album w ent nowhere, in 
pa r t  because the record company failed to 
m arke t  it once they found out about Cris’s 
drug problems. Cris kept getting worse, and 
while never officially kicked out of the band, 
he  e s se n t ia l ly  s to p p e d  p lay ing  w ith  the  
Puppets af te r  1995 as his addictions con ­
sumed him.

And though Cris Kirkwood is apparently  
sorting out his drug problems now, he does 
not m ake  an  a p p e a ra n c e  on Golden Lies, 
the Puppets’ first album since the release of 
No Joke nearly six years ago.

T h e  a l b u m  s t a r t s  o u t  w i th  lo o p e d  
Cameroon tribal singing over a  b reakbea t  
and  spacey synth waterfalls. Electronic sampling might 
no t be  th e  M eat P u p p e ts  forte ,  b u t  the  b r ie f  “In t ro ” 
sounds great and unfortunately nothing like it reappears  
until the very last minutes of the album.

“Armed and Stupid" starts  out in an ’80s shred riff but 
breaks into a  decent chorus tha t makes it worthy of past 
Puppets work. “I Quit” has  an  even catchier chorus, and 
while singing about “the rotten rope” and the “path  of 

your evil glow," the  song m a n ­
a g e s  to com e a c r o s s  as  fa ir ly  
uplifting.

Unfortunately, from th e re  the 
a lb u m  h its  a long s lu m p  with  
songs like “Lamp ” and “Pieces of 
M e,” bo th  s low  heavy  ro c k e rs  
w ith  b la n d  ly rics .  W h e n  C u r t  
K i rk w o o d  g e t s  a  l i t t l e  m o r e  
imaginative, as he often attempts 
to do, the results are  not always 
more inspiring. In “Hercules” he 
s ings “I’ve got a  p ro b lem /  I’ve 
ju s t  been molested by a preh is­
toric goblin/ From  M ars with a 
Martian eyeball/ And it’s just like 
a jellyfish nailed to a wall.”

T h e  m o n s t e r  a n d  a l i e n  
m e ta p h o rs  pop up  consistently  
t h r o u g h o u t  th e  a l b u m  a n d  
besides making the songs harder  
to take seriously, it also dates the 
b a n d .  R ob Z o m b ie  n o t  w i t h ­
s t a n d i n g ,  it h a s  b e e n  a w h i le  
s in c e  h o r r o r  m o v ie  i m a g e r y  
m ade good ideas for rock songs. 
In fact over half the songs on the 
a lbum , w ith  th e i r  sh re d  read y  
r i f f s  a n d  w a h - w a h  w a i l in g s ,

seem  like they could have been originally released two 
decades ago.

Things definitely brighten up, however, with “Push the 
button,” the a lbum ’s standout song. Cheerful guitar flour­
i s h e s  a c c o m p a n y  a  b r ig h t  r h y t h m  t h a t  is a s  m u c h  
Carribean as country two-step. “T aran tu la” and “Endless 
w ave” keep up the brighter vibe, and  as h a rd  as it may be 
to believe , “E nd less  w a v e ” s e e m s  to h ave  so m e d is ­
cernible new wave elements.

The biggest surprise on Golden Lies, however, comes at 
the end of the album , closer to “Fatboy/Fat/Requiem." 
After the forgettable Fatboy/Fat part, the requiem begins, 
first with a  steel guitar/techno fuzz introduction, then the 
whining of a mandolin, the deep thump of an ultra slow 
waltz and sighing chorus, finally erased by howling elec­
tronic wind.

Like th e  looped  s a m p le s  a n d  s y n th s  in th e  in tro ,  
“Requ iem " se em s com plete ly  ou t  of con tex t  with the 
Puppets’ early work, yet the band pulls it off remarkably 
well. It would have been interesting to see a  whole album 
of this kind of studio noodling, but the final product would 
have been unrecognizable as a  Meat Puppets album.

As it is, Golden Lies is unmistakably  a  Meat Puppets 
album  even though Curt Kirkwood is the only original 
m em ber  left in the band. Missing, however, are  the bright 
co u n t ry  rh y th m s  and  playful g u i ta r  solos th a t  m ade  
1994’s Too High to die so fun to listen to. Instead, Curt 
Kirkwood prefers to play heavier metal inspired riffs that 
d rag  the album down in the middle.

It is tempting to think tha t for Curt Kirkwood, now 42, it 
might be the time to call it quits to a  successful 20 year 
c a r e e r .  H ow ever ,  songs  like “I Q u it” a n d  “ Push the  
B u tton” prove th a t  the  P uppe ts  still have a  few good 
album s left in them. P erhaps  Cris Kirkwood may even 
jo in  th e m  o n ce  a g a in  a n d  m a k e  th e  g r e a t e s t  M e a t  
Puppets album ever.

O-Town doesn’t live up to fan’s high expectations

Most fans knew it. They bought 
the  boy b a n d s '  CDs, a t t e n d e d  
their concerts and watched their 
videos on MTV. But m o s t  fans 
knew it.

Ju s t  like the  new est band  on 
the  s c e n e ,  O -T o w n , b o th  th e  
Backstreet Boys and *Nsync were 
created by use of a  specific for­
mula: five boys, a voice instructor, 
a cho reographer  and a wealthy 
m a n g e r  w ho h e lp e d  e n s u r e  a 
record deal, gigs and promotional 
photo shoots.

Thanks to ABC's show “Making 
of the Band," many fans' susp i­
cions and fears were proven right 
b e fo re  t h e i r  e y e s  — l ike  th e  
Hecbok p u m p s  fad of  the  la te  
'80s,  boy b a n d s  a r e  m a n u f a c ­
tured, built for a short life-span 
and overall, carbon copies of each 
other.

But w a i t  — b e f o r e  al l  th e  
*NSYNC and Backstreet Boys fans 
throw this review off the  lunch 
table, *NSYNC and  B ackstree t  
have something on O-Town, and 
th a t ’s experience.  T h a t  ex p e r i­
ence m akes  the ir  a lbum s m ore 
solid and worth purchasing if you

arc  a  fan of pop music.
H o w e v e r ,  O -T o w n ’s d e b u t  

album has only a few songs worth 
listening to: “liquid Dreams," “All 
for Love,” “Baby I W ould” and  
possibly “Shy Girl.”

“Liquid Dreams,” the first sin­
gle off the  a lb u m ,  is c u r re n t ly  
m a k in g  da i ly  a p p e a r a n c e s  on 
M TV ’s “T o ta l  R e q u e s t  L ive .” 
Although it’s not topping the lat­
e s t  h i t s  f ro m  B a c k s t r e e t  a n d  
*NSYNC, the  v ideo ’s co m p u te r  
g r a p h ic s  d r a w  fans  w ho h ave  
consistently voted the video into 
the Top 6. The fun, upbeat song 
describes a boy’s fantasy of creat­
ing the perfect girl by combining 
c e r t a in  f e a tu re s  of  s u p e r s t a r s  
including Madonna, Jennifer Love 
H e w it t ,  J a n e t  J a c k s o n ,  T y ra  
Banks and Selma I layek.

“All F o r  L o v e” a n d  “ Baby I 
Would” are the two signature hits 
the boys performed over and over 
on their television show. For any­
o n e  w h o  w a tc h e d  e v e n  a few 
episodes, these songs will instant­
ly ring a bell.

T rack  11, “All For Love,” is a 
good d ance  song, bu t  from the 
lyrics, to the rhythm, to the h a r ­
m ony , the  so n g  offers no th in g  
new. It says, “I’ll be your  king/ 
Because you are my queen/ Life’s

a  livin’ d ream .” Cute, yet cliche. 
It leaves you thinking, haven’t I 
heard this song before?

H ow ever ,  t r a c k  12, “Baby I 
W ou ld ,” does  offer so m e th in g  
new. Despite the num erous bal­
lads boy bands put forth, “Baby 1 
Would” stands out. It utilizes the 
several distinct voice ran g e s  of 
th e  O-Town boys an d  c r e a te s  
nice harmony.

The song says, “Would I walk 
through fire, just to be with you?/ 
Would I cross an  ocean ju s t  to 
hold you?/ Would I give up all I 
have to see you smile?/ Would I 
walk through hell and not think 
twice/ Baby 1 would.” It’s some­
w hat reminiscent of the last song 
a t  a m id d le  sc h o o l  d a n c e  — 
you’ve asked your crush to dance 
and you’re standing six feet apart 
sw ay ing  to the  slow bea t .  The 
song is sweet.

To be hones t ,  s e v e ra l  o f  the  
other songs on O-Town’s album 
s h o u ld n ’t h av e  m a d e  th e  cut.  
With millionaire Lou Pearlman — 
th e  s a m e  m a n  w h o  c r e a t e d  
B a c k s t r e e t  a n d  *NSYNC — 
behind O-Town, they most likely 
sifted through hundreds of possi­
ble s ing les  to ch o o se  th e  b es t  
twelve.

However, a lthough Backlrcet, 
*NSYNC and even Britney have 
turned to Swedish hit-maker Max 
M a r t in  an d  his t e a m  to w r i te  
songs, the O-Town album  bears 
none of Martin’s work. It has no 
classic party tunes like “Bye Bye 
Bye,” “I W ant It T ha t  Way,” or 
“(Hit Me Baby) One More Time.”

People will likely laugh out loud 
when they hea r  track two, “Every 
Six Seconds.” It describes a  boy 
who has  fallen head  over heels 
for a  young lady and thinks about 
her  constantly. Ok, that would be 
Battering, except the lyrics a re  
quite bizarre. It says, “Ten times 
a m inute/ Six hundred  times an

hour/ Another cold shower/ Until 
you give me some.” Here’s a  hint, 
boys, this not the best of pick-up 
lines.

T he  lau g h in g  co n t in u es  with  
track nine, “The Painter.” It says, 
“If I were  a  pain ter ,  mixing my 
colors/ How could I ever find, the 
blue of your eyes? /  The canvas 
could never cap tu re  the light of 
your  sm ile .” Once ag a in ,  boys, 
this is not a cute, sw eet pick-up 
line. It’s an awful poem. The sixth 
g r a d e r s  a t  th a t  m id d le  schoo l 
dance could’ve written it better.

T r a c k  s ix ,  “Shy G ir l , ” h a s  
potential. It’s lyrics are  cute, and 
the  up - tem po  b ea t  is ca tchy. It 
says ,  “Shy girl,  i t ’s w r i t te n  on 
y o u r  f a c e /  A m e r m a i d  o u t  o f  
w a te r ,  feelin’ out of p lace /  Shy 
g i r l ,  t r y i n '  to h id e  o u r  lo v e /  
P re tend ing  th a t  th e re ’s no th ing

between the two of us/ Don’t  run 
aw ay, d o n ’t be afraid / Don’t be 
shy, girl.” It could be a  concert 
favor i te  w ith  the  r igh t  c h o re o ­
g raphed  dance  moves and laser 
show.

Overall,  the O-Town album  is 
d i s a p p o in t in g .  "M ak in g  of  the  
B a n d ” w as  an  in tr igu ing  show, 
taking the conflict and love story 
them es th a t  makes MTV’s “Real 
W o r ld "  so  a d d i c t i n g ,  p lu s  it 
showed first hand the pressures 
in show business.

Too bad O-Town’s album  isn’t 
as intriguing and addicting as the 
sh o w .  T h e i r  c a r e e r s  p ro b a b ly  
w o n ’t ever  rea ch  B ackstree t  or 
*NSYNC’s level, but hey, living in 
a  mansion with all expenses paid, 
getting a  record deal, and touring 
the  coun try  i sn ’t exactly  a bad 
way to spend a  few years of one’s

T h e  f a c u l ty  g r o u p  s e n t  th e  
m a t te r  to com mittees.

Bensel-Meyers cam e forw ard  
in the  fall of 1999 with a l lega­
tions tha t,  am ong  o the r  things, 
tu to rs  w ro te  p ap e rs  for a th le tes
— p ar ticu la r ly  football p layers
— a n d  t h a t  a t h l e t e s  w e r e  
s t e e r e d  to w a r d  e a s y  c l a s s e s  
and  had low grades  ra ised  after  
they completed courses.

The university and  the  NCAA 
have so far  found no w rongdo­
ing, bu t  the ir  investigations a re  
ongoing.

T he  Faculty S en a te ’s athletics 
com m ittee  also looked into the 
m a t te r ,  b u t  in N o v em b e r ,  the  
body d e c id e d  to t u r n  o v e r  its 
investigation to a th re e -p e rs o n  
com m ittee  u n d e r  the  au tho ri ty  
of the  university  provost.

Bensel-Meyers asked  th a t  the 
Senate  recons ider  its move.

“As faculty  a t  the  University  
of T e n n e s se e ,  we a re  ch a rg ed  
with defending the  educat ional 
m ission  of  th e  in s t i tu t io n ,  no t  
with protec ting  the  business  of 
c o l le g e  a t h l e t i c s ,  a b u s i n e s s  
t h a t  d e p e n d s  f o r e m o s t  on  
recru it ing  the  bes t  a th le tes  who 
would no t be adm itted  as qual i­
f ied  fo r  c o l le g e  w o r k  if  t h e y  
w ere  not a th le tes ,” she  told the 
Senate.

B e n s e l - M e y e r s ,  w h o  h a s  
b e c o m e  a  t a r g e t  fo r  c r i t ic ism  
inside and  outside the universi­
ty, h a s  g a in e d  th e  s u p p o r t  of 
th e  D ra k e  G roup , a lso  k n o w n  
a s  t h e  N a t i o n a l  A l l i a n c e  o f  
F a c u l ty  fo r  C o llege  A th le t ic s  
Reform. Several m e m b ers  from 
o t h e r  s c h o o l s  a t t e n d e d  t h e  
meeting.

She believes athletes,  p a r t icu ­
larly m en ,  a re  unfairly  t re a te d  
by not receiving a  quality ed u ­
ca tion  a n d  exp lo i ted  for th e i r  
athletic skill.

“T h e s e  a r e  t h e  a t h l e t e s  
whose labor on the  field of play 
e n s u re s  th e  ec o n o m ic  suc ce ss

of o u r  ath letics p ro g ra m s ,” she 
sa id .  “T h e y  a r e  a lso  th e  a t h ­
l e t e s  w h o  r e c e i v e  l i t t l e  in  
r e t u r n ,  o t h e r  t h a n  t h e  off-  
ch a n c e  they  will w in the  j a c k ­
pot with a  chance  in the  p ros .”

Bensel-Meyers gave the  facul­
ty r e p r e s e n ta t iv e s  five r e c o m ­
m e n d a t io n s  for im prov ing  the  
academ ic  climate for athletes.

T he Faculty Senate  moved to 
se n d  th e  r e c o m m e n d a t io n s  to 
var ious  com m ittees  for fu r th e r  
review.

T h e  f i r s t  r e c o m m e n d a t i o n  
a s k e d  t h a t  a t h l e t e s  m e e t i n g  
NCAA a n d  S o u t h e a s t e r n  
C o nfe rence  ac a d e m ic  r e q u i r e ­
m e n t s  a l s o  m e e t  u n i v e r s i t y  
s tandards .

And th e  s e n a te  un an im o u s ly  
p a s s e d  a  s i m i l a r  r e s o l u t i o n  
un dersco r ing  its belief th a t  a th ­
l e t e s  a n d  r e g u l a r  s t u d e n t s  
s h o u l d  b e  h e l d  to  t h e  s a m e  
adm ission, re ten tion  and  g r a d ­
uat ion  requ irem en ts .

Vice P ro v o s t  A nne  M ayhew , 
th e  fac u l ty  r e p r e s e n ta t i v e  for 
t h e  NCAA a n d  h e a d  o f  t h e  
p ro v o s t’s overs igh t  com m ittee ,  
d id n ’t  d isa g re e  w ith  the  s t a t e ­
m e n t  b u t  d id n ’t  se e  a  n ee d  to 
pass  it.

“ I d o n ’t t h i n k  i t ’s g o in g  to 
m ake  a  g re a t  deal of difference 
in  w h a t  we do,” she  said.

B e n se l -M e y ers ’ sp e ec h  d rew  
l i t t l e  d e b a t e .

Voters split over Ventura’s dual role

The shock had w orn off soon 
into Jesse Ventura 's debut as an 
XFL announcer.

Those who had issues with the 
g o v e rn o r  of M inneso ta  tak ing  
p a r t  in th e  s i z z l e - o v e r - s t e a k  
football league still had  issues, 
but Ventura said little Saturday 
night to enhance o r  dispel them.

“We knew it would be a  little 
unusual, and it is a  little unusu­
a l , ” s a id  M in n e s o t a ' s  H o u se  
m a jo r i t y  l e a d e r ,  R ep . T im  
P aw len ty .  “But t h a t ’s k ind  of 
built into the  equation .  Maybe 
we shou ld  all qu it  ac ting  s u r ­
prised by it.”

Many Minnesotans, who com­
prised the second-largest group 
o f  v i e w e r s  fo r  t h e  g a m e  
S a t u r d a y  n ig h t  b e t w e e n  Las 
V eg a s  O u t la w s  a n d  th e  N ew  
Y o rk /N e w  J e r s e y  H i tm e n ,  
thought the same.

“People  a ro u n d  th e  co u n t ry  
know  h e ’s h a l f  sh o w m a n  a n d  
h a l f  g o v e r n o r , ” s a id  T o m  
Rolnicki o f  M in n e ap o l is .  “I t ’s 
k n o w n  h e r e  a n d  s h o u ld  be  
known around  the nation.”

Ventura has  been a t  odds with 
s t a t e w i d e  c r i t ic s  w h o  sa y  he  
should not be  m oonlighting on 
th e  XFL v e n t u r e .  R ep . Ph il  
Krinkie has  c ra f ted  a  bill th a t  
would limit the  governor’s out­
side income or force him to dis­
close his income from the jobs.

Even critics such  as  Krinkie 
h a d  m o r e  p r o b l e m s  w i th  
V en tu ra ’s associa tion  with  the  
XFL than anything the governor

said Saturday night.
“One c o m m en t  I h e a rd  was, 

does he really think this is some­
th in g  th e  g o v e rn o r  sh o u ld  be 
doing?” Krinkie said. “He treats 
this as a  40-50-hour-a-week job. 
The people of the state and peo­
ple of the  na t ion  have  a lways 
looked a t  legislators as a 24-7 
job .”

V en tu ra  has  m ain ta ined  th a t  
his  ow n t im e is no one  e l s e ’s 
business. A s ta tewide poll last 
m o n th  i n d i c a t e d  t h a t  
M i n n e s o ta n s  a r e  s p l i t  a s  to  
w hether  they agree with him or 
believe he should s tay  focused 
on running the state.

The governor did not respond 
M onday to a  m e ssag e  seek ing  
comment.

Bob Hampton of Crystal called 
V e n t u r a ’s a p p e a r a n c e  a 
“national em barrassm ent.”

E la ine  J o h n so n  of St. Cloud 
had no such problem.

“W hether  he does it or not, I 
don’t ca re  as long as it doesn’t 
in te r fe re  with  his  go v e rn in g ,” 
Johnson  said. “If th e re ’s som e­
thing important going on in the 
s t a t e ,  I w o u ld  e x p e c t  h im  to 
excuse  h im se lf  (from the  XFL 
games) and take care of it.”

Most m edia critics were  clear 
w here  they stood.

V e n t u r a ’s d e b u t  a s  a n  XFL 
analyst received a C-minus from 
USA Today  m e d ia  crit ic  Rudy 
Martzke. Judging by comments 
f r o m  a r o u n d  t h e  c o u n t r y ,  
Martzke was being kind.

Critics said Ventura was loud 
an d  u n p re p a re d  for the  XFL’s 
debut game on NBC-TV.

“I don’t know if he was told to 
be a  roaring  r iver of inanities, 
b u t  t h a t ’s w h a t  he  w a s ,” said 
R ic h a rd  S a n d o m ir ,  T h e  New  
Y ork  T i m e s ’ s p o r t s  rad io /T V  
crit ic .  “W ind  h im  up, an d  he 
says nothing, but he says it loud­
ly.”

Sandomir w asn’t alone. 
“L is ten ing  to th e  b r o a d c a s t  

w as like having Jesse  V entura  
personally bera te  you for three 
hours ,” wrote Steve Johnson of 
the  Chicago T ribune .  “Yelling 
into the microphone even more 
f o rc e f u l ly  t h a n  D ick V ita le ,  
V e n tu r a  is a  h a m - f i s t e d  wit,  
more bluster than cleverness.” 

C r i t ic s  s a id  a  low  p o in t  in 
V entura’s commentary came as 
H itm e n  q u a r t e r b a c k  C h a r le s  
Puleri was checked by a  trainer 
for a  possible concussion.

“Aw, h e  d i d n ’t g e t  h i t  t h a t  
h a rd ,” Ventura said. “He didn’t 
even get hit in the head. I want 
to know why Puleri’s out of the 
game. You can read it all on his 
face. The quarte rback  has quit.” 

Ventura ,  who struggled with 
the nam es of players and coach­
es ,  m ig h t  be u n a b le  to avoid 
c r i t i c i s m  t h a t  h e  a p p e a r e d  
unprepared  for the broadcast.

“I do know  it t a k e s  a  lot of 
t im e  to p r e p a r e  for  a  b r o a d ­
cas t ,” said form er CBS analyst 
Irv Cross, the athletic director of 
M aca les te r  College, ju s t  down 
the  s t ree t  from the g o v erno r’s 
m a n s io n  in St. P au l.  “Y o u ’re 
going to s p e n d  a w hole  w eek  
p r e p a r i n g  for it. I t ’s n o t  j u s t  
going out on a  Saturday for one 
day.”

IOC refuse to recognize DeMont

DAKAR, SENEGAL 
T h e  I n t e r n a t i o n a l  O lym pic  

Com m ittee re fu sed  M onday to 
offer special recognition to Rick 
DeMont, the American swimmer 
stripped of his gold medal after a 
positive drug test 29 years ago.

Last w eek , the  U.S. Olympic 
Committee said it would recog­
nize DeMont at its board meeting 
in April in a gesture intended to 
clear his nam e and acknowledge 
that he was not a  drug cheat.

The 44-year-old DeMont, now 
a s w im m in g  c o a c h  a t  th e  
University of Arizona, hoped the 
IOC would consider restoring his 
gold medal or a t  least offer some 
form of official acknowledgment 
th a t  he  w as  not an  in tentional 
doper. But the IOC’s legal com­
m is s io n  r u le d  o u t  any  ac t io n  
Monday.

C a n ad ian  IOC m e m b e r  Dick 
Pound, head  of the World Anti- 
Doping Agency, said he ra ised  
the issue of recognizing DeMont

at the meeting but found no sup­
port.

DeMont said he  w as  not dis­
heartened by the decision.

“I w a s n ’t  rea lly  expec t ing  a 
gold m e d a l ,”  he  sa id  from his 
home in Tucson. “The USOC and 
an  IOC m em ber  and the head of 
the  World Anti-Doping Agency 
have all cleared my name. To me 
th a t  seem s  like a  rea l  positive 
step to come out of this tornado 
that I have been living in.” 

DeMont’s lawyer, David Ulich, 
said favorable comment from the 
IOC “re a l ly  w o u ld  h a v e  b e e n  
icing on the cake.”

Ulich d o esn ’t th ink the  IOC’s 
refusal to give him DeMont spe­
cial recognition  m inim izes  the  
action of the USOC. Ulich said the 
IOC was concerned about setting 
a  precedent, and tha t it’s refusal 
does no t  re f lec t  pe rsona l ly  on 
DeMont.

Pound lam ented tha t  DeMont 
had been listed by an Australian 
n e w s p a p e r  du r in g  the  Sydney 
Games as No. 2 on the all-time 
l is t  o f  O lym pic  d r u g  c h e a t s

behind Ben Johnson.
“T h a t’s w hat motivated me to 

raise the issue,” Pound said.
But the commission was con­

cerned about setting a precedent 
tha t could lead to dozens of other 
a t h l e t e s  c o n t e s t i n g  O lym pic  
results  going back m any years, 
he said.

“The commission was inclined 
to say it was a  United States a th ­
lete, it’s a  United States problem, 
they (the USOC) acknow ledged 
the re  w as no intent,  and th a t ’s 
probably enough,” Pound said.

DeMont said the short amount 
o f  t im e  b e t w e e n  l a s t  w e e k ’s 
USOC recognit ion  and  the  IOC 
meeting might not have allowed 
m em bers  enough time to study 
his case.

He sa id  he  will no t  actively  
pursue IOC recognition or a gold 
medal, but he knows others will 
be lobbying on his behalf.

“This situation will keep com­
ing up  b ec au se  it’s som e th ing  
tha t needs to be made right,” he 
said. “But I’m closing the book 
for now.”

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End of track team brings new era

Any ending is a  difficult thing, 
often presenting the feelings of 
uncertainty and sadness. Endings, 
however, do bring one very impor­
tant thing to life — new beginnings.

Last 
Wednes­
day, Saint 
Mary’s a th ­
letic direc­
tor Lynn 
Kachmarik 
announced 
to the pub­
lic that the 
Saint 
Mary’s 
track and 
field team 
would be 
discontin­
ued follow­
ing the
2002 season. As cliche as it may 
sound, the ending of this team may 
mark the beginning of a new e ra  in 
athletics.

I applaud the administration of 
Saint Mary’s. 1 know making this 
decision required  months of debate. 
The athletic director and the presi­
dent of the College have both 
expressed their  deep reg re t  tha t 
this decision had to bo m ade, but 
they also m ade it clear tha t it w as a 
necessary one.

In the last three years, the Saint 
Mary’s athletic depar tm en t has 
made some very important choices 
geared to move the program  in a 
competitive direction — including 
hiring a full-time basketball coach, 
improving facilities, and making a 
trainer available year-round. The 
program seems to be moving in the 
right direction, but it could only do 
so much.

In order  to participate in the 
MIAA, the athletic depar tm en t must 
be fueled by more money to hire 
full-time coaches. Although many of 
the coaches at Saint Mary’s would 
work for free, in order  to bring the 
program  to a truly competitive 
level, salaries have to go up.

In addition to coaching, facilities 
need some help. The Regina pool is 
not large enough to support large- 
scale practices, let alone competi­
tions. The College lacks a track, and 
uniforms and training equipment 
must be constantly replaced. No 
one can expect a  program  with 
resources as limited as they are  to 
provide adequately.

Money plays a very important role 
in ju s t  about every aspect of college. 
Administrators need to have money 
to expand the campus, students 
need to have the personal funds to 
pay tuition and still be able to go 
out on Saturday nights, and athletic 
directors have to have enough 
money to build a reputable athletic 
program. Saint Mary’s athletics fell 
short on the funding end, and the 
response was the dissolution of the 
track program.

Why choose to end the track pro­
g ram ? Why couldn’t the athletic 
depa r tm en t get the money from 
som ew here  else? Where is tuition 
money going? These are  all ques­
tions tha t have been on the minds 
and on the lips of track athletes and 
track supporters  since last w eek’s 
announcem ent.

I understand  how it feels to work 
very hard  for something tha t gets 
se t aside. 1 sympathize with the a th ­
letes who have spent so much of 
their time here a t  Saint Mary’s 
working to participate for the Belles 
by running and taking par t  in field

events. However, the betrayal these 
athletes feel will — in the end — 
become a  testimonial to the idea 
tha t  sacrifices and endings can 
bring about new beginnings.

It is difficult to get past the p re ­
sent feelings of hur t  and disappoint­
ment, but if we can take a  mom ent 
and look at the future, we can see 
tha t  this decision was the right one. 
With the limited am ount of money 
tha t will now funnel into the depa r t­
m ent instead of going to the track 
team, Saint Mary’s could hire 
another  coach, improve swimming 
facilities or spend some more time 
recruiting athletes. Benefiting from 
these new opportunities, the pro­
gram  will have the ability to grow 
and bear  the fruits of victory. A suc­
cessful athletics program  will be 
better  able to truly give back to the 
athletes making sacrifices in order 
to support their  school.

The future of Saint Mary’s sports 
looks bright when we see the possi­
bilities this program cut opens up. 
Five or 10 years down the road, the 
team may be back and running on a 
beautiful, class-A track and leaping 
over b rand new hurdles, instead of 
hurdling money issues.

It is time to take a  step back and 
see this decision as a  step forward. 
This may be the ending of a team, 
but it is the beginning of an era.
The administration, athletic staff 
and athletes deserve a round of 
applause for making and accepting 
the difficult decision tha t can vault 
Saint Mary’s athletics into the 21st 
century.

E m anue l  fouled out,  h i t ­
t in g  H u m p h r e y  a s  he  
b ro u g h t  dow n  a r e b o u n d ,  
and the normally poor free 
th row  shoo te r  nailed them  
both.

He banged in the first shot 
off the backboard, eliciting a 
sm i le  f ro m  B rey ,  a n d  
swished the  second, which 
brought a  sigh of relief from 
the Notre Dame head coach.

A travel by St. John’s Kyle 
Cuffe tu r n e d  in to  a n o t h e r  
Irish  s c o r in g  o p p o r tu n i ty .  
Ingelsby hiked it upcourt on 
the break for one of his nine 
assists, giving it to Murphy, 
who was fouled and hit both 
free throws.

M u r p h y  b le w  by tw o  
d e fe n d e rs  u n d e r n e a th  the  
hoop on the next possession, 
laying in the reverse layup to 
give N o tre  D am e  a  6 6 -5 6  
lead.

The 6-10 junior rebounded 
a Humphrey miss, and Red 
S to rm  r e s e r v e  M o h a m e d  
Diakite knocked M urphy to 
the ground in going for the

ball to pick up his fifth foul. 
Murphy hit both free throws.

H um phrey picked up one 
of  his  11 r e b o u n d s  a t  the  
d e f e n s iv e  en d .  He th e n  
d i s h e d  off  a n  a s s i s t  to 
Ingelsby, who slapped in a  3- 
pointer.

St. J o h n ’s called an o th e r  
timeout with 4:25 to go, but 
H um phrey blocked the Red 
S to rm ’s next shot. Ingelsby 
then exchanged the favor of 
a  m o m e n t  b e fo re ,  h i t t in g  
Humphrey in the paint for a 
b ang- in  bucket.  Fouled on 
the shot, Humphrey missed 
the free throw, but Murphy 
c apped  off the  Irish explo­
s io n  by t ip p i n g  in th e  
reb o u n d  for a  75-56 Notre 
Dame lead.

St. J o h n ’s m a n a g e d  to  
score 15 points in the final 
th re e  m inu tes  to lose b% a 
m o re  re sp e c ta b le  10-poin t 
m arg in .  The win, how ever  
— N o tre  D a m e ’s s ix th  
s t ra ig h t  — w as in the  bag  
w e ll  b e f o r e  N o t r e  D am e  
allowed the  Red Storm any 
of those baskets.

While the second half was 
all sp u r ts  and  s t reaks ,  the  
first half was back-and-forth. 
The lead changed hands 14 
times in the opening stanza, 
with seven ties thrown in for 
good measure.

“W e w e r e  b e a t in g  o u r ­
selves,” Graves said. “We let 
13 offensive r e b o u n d s  go. 
T h ey  w e r e  q u ic k e r  to the  
ball, and  th a t ’s a c red it  to 
Coach Jarvis and the kind of 
ball his teams play.”

Although Notre Dame shot 
50 p e r c e n t  in th e  f irs t  20 
minutes, St. J o h n ’s notched 
7 - f o r - l l  s h o o t i n g  f ro m  
behind the arc, all on shots 
by freshmen Cook and Willie 
Shaw. In the second period, 
the Irish muzzled both Cook 
and Shaw, holding them  to 
t h r e e  s e c o n d - h a l f  p o in ts  
until the final three minutes 
of play.

M e a n w h i le ,  St. J o h n ’s 
s t ru g g le d  f rom  in s id e  the  
arc, shooting just 31 percent 
on 2-point field goals.

They missed a  num ber  of 
shots in the paint, with post 
players Cuffe, Em anuel and 
Glover going a  combined 8- 
for-32.

“Almost every one of those 
s h o t s  w a s  i n s i d e , ” J a rv i s  
said. “You’ve got to finish.

Irish map out road to success

Notre Dame cracked the code to 
superb play in last night’s 83-73 
gutting of St. John’s and steamrolled 
its record to 6-0 since mid-January.

Last year, the Irish showed flashes 
of greatness by 
upsetting Final 
Four defend­
ers Connect­
icut and Ohio 
State. But the 
excellence only 
appeared on 
occasions, as 
the Irish didn’t 
yet have the 
m ap that 
would get 
them to March 
Madness.

At the begin­
ning of this 
season, Notre
Dame held a road m ap in hand, one 
that used new coach Mike Brey and 
transfer power forward Ryan 
Humphrey as key landmarks. But 
the Irish took a few detours along 
the way to solid performances. The 
detours came in the form of home 
losses to Indiana and Miami (Ohio) 
and three early-January losses on 
the road, along with the roadblock 
of fitting the players into their best 
roles.

Now the 15-5 Irish are  cruising 
down the freeway. They not only 
appear  to be on their way to a 
happy Selection Sunday, but possi­
bly to a Big East Championship and 
a run in the NCAA Tournament.

The cornerstones for the Irish 
model for success are  post players 
Humphrey and All-American Troy 
Murphy, who paired up for 50 
points and 22 rebounds against St. 
John’s. That included 20 of Notre 
Dame’s points during a 26-2 sec­
ond-half run.

“Humphrey, all of a sudden, 
became much more of a  factor at 
both ends of the court,” St. John’s

coach Mike Jarvis said. “He was 
really the difference in the second 
half.”

Humphrey shook the rafters with 
his presence.

He got the fans and the Irish play­
ers going with play that delivered a 
knockout punch to St. John’s. From 
an eye-popping slam jam  on an 
assist by sophomore Matt Carroll to 
11 rebounds and five blocks, 
Humphrey was definitely in the 
house.

“He’s just the missing piece of a 
puzzle that we had to fill last year,” 
junior guard David Graves said.
“This year, w e’re a  complete team.”

But Murphy’s m ark  was just as 
crucial for Notre Dame. Even 
beyond his stats, his poise has 
turned the Irish from a squad that 
caved under pressure in December 
to a team that thrives when hit with 
a challenge.

“I think he’s the best college play­
er,” Brey said. “W e’ve got him into 
more of a  defensive presence, and I 
think that helps him on the offensive 
e n d . ... Also, w hat’s helped us is his 
demeanor. He’s had a  very even- 
keeled, poised demeanor as a  
junior.”

Murphy didn’t get distracted by 
the chance to show up Jarvis.

The Red Storm coach ruffled 
Murphy’s cool last year by predict­
ing the Irish star w asn’t long for 
Notre Dame and would leave for the 
NBA. He revamped that sore by 
playing Murphy a limited amount 
while coaching the U.S. Olympic 
Select team.

Murphy didn’t go out of his way to 
welcome Jarvis to South Bend, 
avoiding him after the game. But he 
stayed focused on the task at hand 
— defending Notre Dame’s lead in 
the West Division of the Big East.

“We’re involved in something a  lot 
more important than tha t — a race 
for a  Big East Championship,” said 
Murphy, who scored 34. “This helps

us as we m arch  towards that Big 
East Championship.”

Carroll, Graves, point guard 
Martin Ingelsby and forward Harold 
Swanagan fill out the mosaic. 
Without a  weak link among the 
experienced bunch, the Irish get 
seven assists per game from captain 
Ingelsby, tough defense and great 
passing from Carroll, and depth and 
dirty work from Graves and 
Swanagan.

Even Jarvis began wishing he had 
some Irish blood in him. Jarvis, who 
said the first speech he ever heard 
was by Knute Rockne and pro­
claimed himself to be a former Irish 
football fan, is no longer rooting for 
the blue and gold.

“I’m  not liking it anymore,” Jarvis 
said, “and I’m not sure I’m going to 
come back here anymore, because 
I’ve been treated very, very badly 
for an Irishman.”

Unfortunately for Jarvis, both 
Murphy and Humphrey kept the 
Irish on course to victory, even after 
they fell behind by 10 early in the 
second half.

“That would have been a panic 
gam e,” Brey said of the early season 
Irish. “I think the before-Christmas 
group would go, ‘Well, not tonight. 
It’s not going to happen tonight,’ 
and 1 think a  lot of tha t is Troy and 
his dem eanor.”

While the Red Storm collapsed 
midway through the second half, 
the Irish stayed together for 40 min­
utes. It’s a  trait they’ve perfected in 
the last six games.

“We have a  poise about us,” 
Murphy said. “We methodically get 
after people. W e’re locking teams 
up.”

Besides opponents, the Irish are 
working on locking up an NCAA 
Tournam ent bid for the first time in 
more than a  decade.

Notre Dame storms past St. John’s with 83-73 win

Notre Dame was losing the battle of the 
boards, struggling to hold its own in a brawl 
where the fouls w eren’t  getting called.

Then the blue and gold got their Irish up. 
Notre Dame (15-5, 7-2 Big East) showed St. 
John’s (12-9, 6-4) whose house it was, m an­
handling the Red Storm with a  26-2 run that 
left no question which was the better squad 
as Notre Dame won 83-73.

Early on, the two team s jaw ed  back and 
forth, exchanging elbows and shoves, with 
te m p e r s  r e a d y  to explode.  S evera l  fouls 
c a l le d  on  N o tre  
D am e p la y e r s  a n d  
non-calls against St.
John’s drew  roars of 
boos from the Joyce 
Center crowd.

“It w a s  a  r o u g h  
g a m e ,” Irish g u a rd
David Graves said. “They’re  hard-nosed and 
gritty."

After falling behind by as many as 10 early 
in the second half, the Irish began creeping 
closer and closer to the Red Storm.

First ca m e a ju m p e r  by sen io r  cap ta in  
Martin Ingelsby, then a  one-handed tip-in by 
All-American Troy Murphy, two free throws 
by Matt Carroll and a  top-of-the-key 3-point­
er  by Graves.

With Notre Dame trailing 52-49, Ingelsby 
took on ligh tn ing -qu ick  O m ar  Cook, th e  
f re s h m a n  po in t  g u a r d  w ho  a v e r a g e s  16 
points  an d  a na t ion -h igh  9.1 as s is ts  p e r  
game. Ingelsby just missed the steal, s tep­
ping out of bounds, but he got the crowd 
riled up. The normally calm and collected 
point guard  fluttered his h ands  to ask  for 
som e noise, and  t e a m m a te s  Carroll  and  
Grav.es pum ped  th e ir  h an d s  to  ignite the  
fans.

“Our fans really helped us tonight,” said

Irish coach Mike Brey. “I thought when we 
w ere  down five or  six in the  second half, 
they started helping us then, not just when 
we tied it or got it close or took the lead.

But it was only after two Anthony Glover 
free throws gave St. John’s a 54-49 lead that 
Notre Dame really responded.

W ith  10 m in u te s ,  27 se c o n d s  to play, 
Carroll sent the ball in to Murphy for a dunk. 
At the other end, junior power forward Ryan 
Humphrey recorded one of his five blocks to 
return  possession to Notre Dame, The power 
play kicked off the longest and most crowd- 
pleasing spurt of Irish dominance seen since 
the current players were in playpens.

“They’re doing something right now that 
we are  not ready to do,” Red Storm coach 
Mike Jarvis said, “and that is just playing for 
40 minutes. .„ I don’t think it was as much 
what they did. I think it was more what we 
didn’t do.”

St. John ’s couldn’t  stop Carroll, as the 3- 
point specialist hit his only trey in the game. 
The game tied at 54, the three Irish guards 
aga in  ra ised  the ir  h an d s  to the  crowd to 
make some noise.

G raves  sw iped  th e  ball from  the  Red 
S to rm ,  a n d  on. th e  f a s t  b r e a k ,  C a r ro l l  
l a u n c h e d  it to H u m p h re y .  T he  6-foo t-8  
t r a n s f e r  c a u g h t  th e  ball  in m id a i r  and  
jam m ed it through the hoop two-handed.

“Ryan’s a  guy who can  m ake plays like 
tha t ,” Brey said. “It was a  big m om entum  
play for us. It really got us going.”

This time, no one had to ask the crowd for 
excitement. The whole a rena  was on its feet, 
and the players had grins larger than Alice 
in Wonderland’s Cheshire Cat on their faces. 
St. John’s quickly called a timeout, hoping to 
stop the Notre Dame ru n  a t  seven, bu t  it 
would never regain the lead.

St. John’s threw the ball out of bounds on 
its next possession, and Humphrey kept the 
good times rolling. He hit a  jum per  off the 
dribble, then  thum ped  his chest as Notre
