School in 1973.
Republican Mark 
S o u d e r ,  w ho  
e a r n e d  an  MBA 
fro m  N o tre  
D a m e  in 1 9 7 4 ,  
was elected for a 
s ix th  t im e  as  
representative to 
Ind iana’s 3rd District.

A no ther  Notre Dame a lum nus ,  
1968 Law School g r a d u a t e  an d  
R ep u b lican  P e te r  King, w as  r e ­

elected to his eighth te rm  in New 
Y o rk ’s 3 rd  D i s t r i c t .  F e l lo w  
Republican Michael Ferguson was 
voted  into New J e r s e y ’s 7th d is ­
t r ic t  for a th i rd  t im e . F e rg u so n  
r ece iv ed  a b a c h e lo r ’s d e g re e  in 
political science from Notre Dame 
in 1992.

Among the Saint M ary’s g r a d u ­
ates re-elected was Anne Meagher 
N o r t h u p  o f  K e n t u c k y ’s 3 rd  
District. Northup e a rn e d  degrees  
in b u s in ess  and econom ics  from 
Saint Mary’s in 1970. She was eas ­
ily re-elected over her democratic 
o pponen t for a sixth term . When 
elected for the first time in 1996, 
N o r th u p  w as  the f irst w om an  in 
Kentucky to have been elected to 
Congress since 1926.

Nineteen sixty-six Sain t M ary’s 
g ra d u a te  Donna Chris tensen  was 
e lec ted  to h e r  fifth te rm  as co n ­
gressional delegate  from the U.S. 
V irg in  Is lan d s .  T he D e m o c ra t ic  
congresswoman is the first female 
physician in the history of the U.S. 
Congress, the first woman to re p ­
r e s e n t  an offshore Terr i to ry  and 
the first woman delegate from the 
Virgin Islands. Christensen chairs 
the  C ongressional Black C au cu s’ 
Health Braintrust, which oversees 
a n d  a d v o c a te s  m in o r i ty  h e a l th  
issues nationally and in te rna tion ­
ally.

E d d ie  B e r n ic e  J o h n s o n ,  a 
Dem ocrat from the 30th district of 
Texas, won re-election  for a sev­
e n t h  t e r m .  C o n g r e s s w o m a n  
J o h n s o n  r e c e iv e d  h e r  n u r s i n g  
p r e p a r a t i o n  d e g r e e  f rom  S a in t  
M ary ’s in 1955. She becam e  the 
first woman and the first black to 
ever rep re sen t  the Dallas a re a  in 
Congress when she was elected to

P eace ,  s t r e s s e d  th e  n eed  
for w om en to be involved 
in th e  r e c o n s t r u c t i o n  
process and ultimately the 
new Iraqi state. In a society 
w h e re  wom en have  t r a d i ­
t io n a l ly  b e e n  o p p r e s s e d ,  
she  em p h as ized  th e  need  
for both genders to realize 
the importance of women.

“Women need to believe 
they have a role to play in 
the society,” she said.

T a l a b a n i  a n d  o t h e r  
w o m e n  d e c id e d  “ a r e a l  
w o m e n ’s m ovem ent in the 
coun try  ” w as n e e d e d ,  she 
said. They began the  slow 
p r o c e s s  of o p e n i n g  
w o m en ’s centers , applying 
for grants  from USAID and

nongovernmental o rgan iza ­
t io n s  a n d  fo r m in g  t h e i r  
own groups, like the Iraqi 
W omen’s High Council and 
W o m en  fo r  a F r e e  I r a q .  
T a l a b a n i  h a s  a l s o  b e e n  
involved with the hosting of 
w o m e n ’s c o n f e r e n c e s  
t h r o u g h o u t  I r a q ,  a n d  in 
p r o m o t i n g  th e  w o m e n ’s 
m o v e m e n t  in I ra q  a c r o s s  
re lig ious,  ethnic  an d  g e o ­
graphic lines.

“Violence against w om en 
is  the  s a m e  in B a g h d a d ,  
B a s ra  a n d  F a l lu ja h ,” sh e  
said.

And with women m aking 
up a 60-percent majority of 
the population, their  role in 
soc ie ty  is so m e th in g  t h a t  
f e m a le  a c t iv i s t s  t h i n k  
should be taken seriously,

T h e  e v e n t ,  p l a n n e d  by 
the  I n d i a n a  CPA Socie ty  
(INCPAS), ga th e red  CPAs at 
39 lo c a t io n s  in 18 c i t ie s  
th ro u g h o u t  In d ia n a  for a 
day of community service.

“We believe it w as very 
successful and we hav en ’t 
even received m uch feed­

b a c k  y e t , ” s a id  D ave 
Shatkowski of the Ind iana  
CPA Society. “I’m su re  we 
will get positive com m ents  
f ro m  o u r  m e m b e r s  w ho  
p a r t i c i p a t e d  a s  w e l l  a s  
som e notes and le t te r s  of 
a p p r e c i a t i o n  f r o m  th e  
o rg a n iz a t io n s  we se rv e d .  
T ha t  would just  add to the 
success of the even t.”

The num ber of volunteer  
CPAs nearly  doubled from 
last year.

“O u r  u l t i m a t e  g o a l  is
1 ,0 0 0  p a r t i c i p a n t s , ” said  
Shatkowski. “I d o n ’t know 
if tha t  will be reached  next 
year, but we hope to keep

moving in tha t d irec t ion .”
The charity day w as c r e ­

a ted  in 2002 to recogn ize  
In d ia n a  CPAs’ d e d ic a t io n  
to  c h a r i t y .  T h e  D ay  o f  
Service has  also p roven  a 
good  w ay  for a c c o u n t in g  
s tu d e n t s  to n e tw o rk  w ith  
local CPAs.

“We though t th a t  vo lun- 
te e r ism  is a good ac tiv i ty  
fo r  a n y  p r o f e s s i o n  to  
encourage , and we a lread y  
knew that many of our  CPA 
m em bers  individually p a r ­
ticipated in local vo lun teer  
p rojects ,” said Shatkowski.

Madder than 
a wet hen

Upon arriving in South Bend, the first 
thing college freshmen discuss is the dif­
ferent dialects heard around campus.
I lowever by sophomore year, arguing

If one were a rabbit and in a 
stew, or if one were put in a boiling pot 
of rabbit stew, one would be in a  stress­
ful jam. For example, when Tennessee’s 
head coach realized after Saturday’s 
game that the Volunteers’ ranking was 
about to go down the toilet, Coach 
Fulmer was in a rabbit stew.

Making a mountain out of a molehill. 
This phrase means that one is overana­
lyzing a situation. Mountains are bigger 
and more important than molehills.
When one makes a mountain out of a 
molehill, one is not looking at the triviali­
ty of the situation. For example, when a 
few students made a fuss about some 
Saint Mary’s T-shirts, they were making 
a mountain out of a molehill.

T he  s e c o n d  p r o g r a m  s e s ­
sion will take place in March.

The Catholic Charities  n e t ­
w ork  c o n s is ts  of m ore  th a n  
1 ,4 0 0  lo c a l  a g e n c i e s  a n d  
institutions nationwide. They 
annually  assis t  nearly  7 mil­
lion people in need of e m e r ­
gency aid, counseling, a d o p ­
tion assis tance , housing, and 
n u m e r o u s  o t h e r  s e r v i c e s .

W ASHINGTON — As 
P resident Bush mulls w h a t  to 
do a f te r  w inning  re-election , 
v o te r s  say  h is  f i r s t  p r io r i ty  
should be resolving the s i tu a ­
tion in Iraq, w here  the fight­
ing is g row ing m ore intense.

They also w an t  Bush to cut 
the  defic it,  w hich ballooned  
under  his w atch , r a th e r  than  
p u s h in g  fo r  m o re  ta x  c u ts ,  
a c c o rd in g  to an  A sso c ia te d  
P re ss  poll t a k e n  r ig h t  a f te r  
the election.

The v o te r s ’ concerns  stood 
in c o n t r a s t  to the  p r io r i t ie s  
Bush cited a f te r  he defeated  
D em o cra t  Jo h n  Kerry. Bush 
pledged  to aggressively  p u r ­
sue m a jo r  ch an g es  in Social 
Security , tax  laws and  m e d ­
ic a l  m a l p r a c t i c e  a w a r d s .  
T e r ro r i s m  w a s  a c h ie f  c o n ­
cern  both for Bush and  m any 
voters in the poll.

“ I e a r n e d  c a p i t a l  in th e  
c a m p a ig n ,  po l i t ica l  c a p i ta l ,  
a n d  n o w  I in te n d  to s p e n d  
i t , ” B u s h  s a i d  a d a y  a f t e r  
becom ing  the  first p re s id en t  
in 68 years  to win re-e lection  
a n d  g a in  s e a t s  in b o th  the  
House and Senate.

Some 27 pe rcen t  of re sp o n ­
dents  nam ed  Iraq  as  the top 
p r io r i ty  for th e  p r e s i d e n t ’s 
second te rm , ahead  of issues 
such as  te rro r ism , the  econo­
my and  health  care.

Militants dramatically esca­
lated attacks, killing at least 
30 p eo p le ,  inc lu d in g  two 
Americans.

A m e r ic a n  t roops  b e g a n  
final preparations for battle 
in Fallujah as commanders 
w arned them to expect the 
most b ru ta l  urban fighting 
since the Vietnam War. The 
U.S. command announced it 
had sealed off Fallujah and 
was “finishing final prepara­
tions for an assault” on the 
city.

Underscoring the country’s 
ins tab ili ty ,  se v e ra l  heavy  
exp lo s io n s  th u n d e r e d  
through the capital even as 
g o v e rn m e n t  sp o k e s m a n  
Thair Hassan al-Naqeeb was 
a n n o u n c in g  the  s t a t e  of 
emergency, which applies 
th r o u g h o u t  the  c o u n try  
ex c e p t  for K u rd ish - ru le d  
areas in the north.

In te r im  Prim e  M in is te r  
Ayad Allawi, who called a 
m e e t in g  S u n d ay  w ith  his 
defense  m inister,  in te r io r  
m in is te r  an d  p ro v in c ia l  
police commanders, said the 
state of emergency is a “very 
powerful m essage  tha t  we 
are serious” about reining in 
insurgents before elections 
set for late January.

“We w a n t  to se c u re  the  
country so elections can be 
done in a peaceful way and 
the Iraqi people can partici­
pate in the elections freely, 
without the intimidation by 
terrorists and by forces who 
are trying to wreck the politi­
cal process in Iraq,” he told 
reporters.

Insurgents waged a second 
day  o f  m u lt ip le  a t t a c k s  
a c ro s s  the  re s t iv e  S unn i 
Triangle north and west of 
B aghdad, s to rm in g  police 
stations, assassinating gov­

e rn m e n t  officials and setting 
off deadly car bombs. About 
60 people have been killed 
and  75 injured in the two

days of attacks.
At d a w n ,  a rm e d  re b e ls  

stormed three police stations 
in the towns of Haditha and 
Haqlaniyah, 137 miles north­
west of Baghdad, killing 22 
policemen. Some were lined 
up and shot execution-style, 
police and hospital officials.

Assassins gunned down a 
Diyala governor’s aide and 
two provincial council mem­
bers  sou th  of Baghdad  as 
they were on their way to a 
fu n e ra l  in K a rb a la  for a 
fourth colleague assassinat­
ed earlier this week.

Three attacks on U.S. con­
voys in and around Baghdad 
killed two American soldiers 
and  w o u n d e d  five o th e r s  
Sunday, the  m ilitary said. 
Residents reported grenades

setting police cars aflame on 
Haifa Street in the hea r t  of 
the capital.

A car bomb also exploded 
nea r  the Baghdad home of 
Iraq’s finance minister, Adil 
A bdel-M ahdi,  a le a d in g  
Shiite  p o li t ic ian .  A bdel-  
Mahdi and his family were 
not home at the time but the 
U.S. military said the bomb 
killed one Iraqi bys tander  
and wounded another. A U.S. 
p a tro l  cam e u n d e r  small- 
a rm s fire as it responded , 
w o u n d in g  one so ld ie r ,  a 
statement said.

Two British soldiers were 
seriously injured by a suicide 
c a r  b o m b e r  s o u th w e s t  of 
B aghdad ,  while  a B rit ish  
con trac to r  w as killed in a 
roadside bombing.

In Web postings, the  al- 
Qaida affiliate group of Abu 
Musab al-Zarqawi claimed 
responsibility for the attacks 
in S a m a r r a ,  R a m a d i  and  
Baghdad. The claims could 
not be verified, but U.S. offi­
c ia ls  believe a l -Z a rq a w i’s 
g ro u p  u se s  F a l lu ja h  as  a 
base.

The widespread insurgent 
a t ta c k s  s e e m e d  a im e d  at 
re l iev ing  the p re s s u r e  on 
F a l lu ja h ,  w h e re  a b o u t  
10,000 American troops are 
massing for a major assault 
if Allawi gives the g re e n  
light.

Iraq i officials would not 
say whether the emergency 
law decree meant the deci­
sion to storm Fallujah had 
been taken.

Bush plans perm anent tax cuts

WASHINGTON — B u o y ed  by a 
clear-cut election victory, President 
Bush is pledging to m ake perm anent 
the  sw e e p in g  tax  c u ts  of his f irs t  
term  and to simply the na tion’s tax 
laws.

The price tag on m ak in g  the tax 
cuts perm anent is more than $1 tril­
lion, a daunting num ber  in an age of 
record budget deficits.

At the same time, efforts to enact 
ambitious proposals to overhaul the 
tax system often fall victim to a fero­
cious assau lt  from Washington lob­
byists determined to protect special 
breaks for their clients.

W hile no t d is c o u n t in g  the  c h a l ­
lenges ahead, Bush’s supporters are  
betting that the president will end up 
getting much of w hat he wants with 
th e  h e lp  o f  b ig g e r  R e p u b l ic a n  
majorities in both the House and the 
Senate.

“Tax reform is a politically dan g er­
o u s  r o a d  to  t r a v e l  w i th  a lo t  of 
corpses ,” said Stephen Moore, head 
of the Club for Growth, which su p ­
ports an aggressive tax-cutting agen ­
da.

“But the president is very serious 
a b o u t  th i s .  He w a n t s  to m a k e  a 
m ajor push for overhauling the tax 
system,” Moore said.

Moore and o th e r s  expec t  B u sh ’s

model will be Ronald Reagan’s su c ­
cessful effort to enact the 1986 tax 
o v e r h a u l ,  o n e  o f  th e  b r o a d e s t  
rewrite of tax law in history. It d r a ­
matically lowered tax rates and paid 
for those reductions by elim inating 
or scaling back tax deductions.

So far, B ush  has  d isc losed  li t t le  
about how he wants to simplify the 
curren t system, which he has called 
a “complicated mess.”

He f i r s t  s t a t e d  his tax  o v e rh a u l  
goal in his August acceptance speech 
a t  th e  R e p u b l i c a n  N a t io n a l  
Convention. He promised that if r e ­
elected, he would create a bipartisan 
adv iso ry  p a n e l  to come up w ith  a 
“simpler, fairer, pro-growth system.”

The n a t i o n ’s s e c o n d - la r g e s t  a i r l in e  h as  
been th re a te n in g  to te rm in a te  its pensions 
since August. Last m onth , it sa id  it would 
need to cu t  cos ts  s ign if ican tly  m o re  th a n  
anticipated because of the industry ’s deterio­
rating financial outlook.

S p o k e s w o m a n  J e a n  M e d in a  c o n f i rm e d  
Friday that the carr ie r  will ask a bankruptcy 
court judge to approve an ex tra  $725 million 
in annual savings from workers, pa r t  of an 
effort to sq u e e z e  an a d d i t io n a l  $2 billion 
from the  c a r r i e r ’s cost s t r u c tu r e  by nex t  
year.

Indianapolis gains new  tenant

Machining Inc. will become the second new 
t e n a n t  a t  th e  a i r p o r t ’s I n d i a n a p o l i s  
Maintenance Center, city officials announced 
Thursday.

The company plans to initially employ 50 
mechanics, m achinists  and support  staff at 
the facility, which was built to repair  United 
Airlines’ a irp lanes but closed last year.

Disney and union agree on contract

ORLANDO, Fla. — After months of 
negotiations, Walt Disney World and 
lead e rs  of its la rg e s t  union g ro u p  
agreed Thursday to a tentative con­
tract that will likely avert a strike at 
the theme park resort.

Most leaders of the Service Trades 
Council, a s ix-union coalition th a t  
represents 40 percent of the com pa­
ny’s 53,000-person work force, will 
r e c o m m e n d  t h a t  its  m e m b e r s  
approve the three-year contract Nov. 
11.

E arlie r  th is  w eek , union le a d e rs  
advised members to reject the latest 
proposal and authorize union lead ­
ers to call a  strike if further negotia­

tions and mediation failed. But both 
sides found common ground during 
t a lk s  t h a t  l a s t e d  in to  T h u r s d a y  
evening.

“Neither side was totally pleased 
w ith  th e  p a c k a g e , ” s a id  Ed 
Cham bers , p res iden t  of the  United 
Food a n d  C o m m e rc ia l  W o rk e r s  
International Union, Local 1625. “In 
my experience, when neither side is 
really happy, you got the best deal 
for everybody.”

The contract covers hotel workers, 
cos tum ed  c h a ra c te r s ,  bus dr ivers ,  
t ick e t  t a k e r s ,  r id e  o p e r a to r s  and  
concession workers. Union members 
rejected two previous proposals.

Disney b acked  down from w h a t  
un ion  le a d e r s  c o n s id e re d  a d ea l-

b r e a k e r :  r a i s i n g  th e  n u m b e r  o f  
h o u rs  th a t  p a r t - t im e r s  can  w ork . 
Union leaders said the company was 
trying to reduce its need for full-time 
workers to save money on benefits.

Earlier in the day, Disney spokes­
w o m a n  J a c q u e e  Polak  ca l led  the  
contract proposal “fair and competi­
tive.”

C h a m b e rs  sa id  u n d e r  the  la te s t  
p ro p o s a l ,  to p -s c a le  w o r k e r s  who 
curren tly  earn  $11.12 an  hour will 
get a 20-cent-an-hour increase and 
a lu m p  su m  b o n u s  o f  b e tw e e n  
$1,500 and $1,700 during  the con­
trac t’s first year. In the second year, 
they will get another lump sum, and 
in the third year they will get a 25- 
cent-an-hour increase.

Five executives convicted of fraud
Criminal trial finds Merrill Lynch and Enron employees guilty for company's collapse

HOUSTON — A jury con­
v ic te d  fo u r  o n e - t im e  
Merrill Lynch execu tives  
an d  a f o r m e r  m id le v e l  
Enron Corp. finance exec­
utive  of c o n s p i r a c y  a n d  
f ra u d  W e d n e sd a y  in the  
f i r s t  c r i m i n a l  t r i a l  of 
E n ro n  a n d  W all S t r e e t  
executives for their role in 
th e  e n e r g y  c o m p a n y ’s 
2001 collapse.

The deal at the center of 
th e  c h a r g e s  in v o lv e d  a 
bogus sa le  of in te r e s t  in 
power plants mounted on 
barges to the brokerage at 
th e  e n d  o f  1 9 9 9  so th e  
company could ap p e a r  to 
have met earnings targets.

The barge  case  m arked  
the first time Wall S tree t  
b a n k e r s  w e r e  c h a r g e d  
with active participation in 
a criminal Enron scheme. 
W hile  E n r o n ’s f o r m e r  
auditor, A rth u r  A ndersen  
LLP, was convicted m ore  
t h a n  tw o  y e a r s  ago  of 
o bs truc tion  of ju s t ice  for 
d e s t r o y in g  E n ro n  d o c u ­
ments before the collapse, 
the  b a r g e  c a s e  w as  th e  
f i r s t  to in v o lv e  f o r m e r  
E n ro n  e m p lo y e e s  as  
defendants.

Among those  convicted 
of c o n s p i r a c y  a n d  tw o  
counts of wire f r a u d  w as 
M err i l l ’s fo rm e r  head  of 
i n v e s t m e n t  b a n k in g ,  
Daniel Bayly. T he o th e rs  
were Jam es A. Brown, for­
mer head of Merrill’s asset 
lease and f inance  group; 
William Fuhs, a vice presi­
d e n t  w ho  r e p o r t e d  to 
Brown; Robert S. Furst, a 
fo r m e r  m a n a g e r  of  
Merrill’s relationship with 
Enron; and Dan O. Boyle, 
a fo rm e r  E n ro n  f in a n c e  
executive.

A sixth defendant, a for­
m e r  i n - h o u s e  E n r o n  
accountant, was acquitted. 
Sheila  K ah an ek  testif ied  
she consistently opposed a 
v e rb a l  p ro m is e  th a t  th e  
g o v e r n m e n t  c o n t e n d e d  
m ad e  the  d ea l  a  loan — 
that Enron would resell or 
buy back Merrill’s interest 
within six months.

The ve rd ic t  cam e  a f te r  
21 hours  of  de libera tions

th a t  began at the close of 
s ix  w e e k s  of te s t im o n y .  
The jury was instructed to 
re tu rn  T hursday  to begin 
th e  s e n te n c in g  p h a s e  of 
the trial, which is compli­
c a t e d  by a c h a l l e n g e  to 
federa l sen tenc ing  gu ide­
l i n e s  t h a t  is b e f o r e  the  
Supreme Court.

The de fendan ts  a re  not 
se t  to be sen ten ced  until 
early next year. All remain 
free on bond.

Bayly, F u r s t  a n d  F u h s  
face a few m on ths  to 15 
years  in prison.

B ro w n ,  w ho  a lso  w as  
convic ted  of p e r ju ry  and 
o b s t r u c t i n g  a s p e c ia l  
grand ju ry  in Houston for 
te s t i fy in g  th a t  he d id n ' t  
know of a verbal buyback 
p ro m is e ,  faces  up to  30 
y e a r s  in p r i s o n .  Boyle ,

who also w as convicted of 
lying to investigators for a 
S en a te  su b co m m it tee  for 
s a y in g  th e  s a m e  th in g ,  
faces up to 20 years.

All five men declined to 
c o m m e n t .  Most o f  t h e i r  
law y e rs  a lso  d ec lined  to 
c o m m e n t ,  th o u g h  so m e  
said they would appeal the 
verdicts.

T h e  b a r g e  d e a l  i s n ’t 
a m o n g  th e  n u m e r o u s  
alleged financial m ach ina ­
tions that pushed one-time 
Wall S treet darling Enron 
in to  b a n k r u p t c y  in 
December 2001, as a  web 
of acco un ting  m an eu v e rs  
to p r o p  up  its  b o o k s  
unraveled. But the govern­
m en t  con tends  the ba rge  
d e a l  w as  an  e x a m p le  of  
m a n y  i l leg a l  a c c o u n t in g  
s c h e m e s  E n ro n  u s e d  to

pump up its appearance  of 
financial success.

W i tn e s s e s  s a id  th e  
defendan ts  — and o thers  
not cha rged  — agreed  to 
p a r t ic ip a te  as  a favor in 
h o p e s  o f  g a i n i n g  m o re  
business from Enron, then 
a lucrative client courted  
by banking titans.

M e r r i l l  Lynch & Co. 
avoided  p ro se c u t io n  las t  
y e a r  by a c k n o w le d g in g  
that some employees may 
have broken the law, coop­
era t ing  with investigators 
and implementing reforms 
to p roh ib it  dubious year- 
end deals. In March 2003, 
Merrill paid the  SEC $80 
million to settle civil alle­
gations th a t  involved the 
barge deal without adm it­
ting or denying w rongdo­
ing.
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Politicians come and go, oftentimes 
leaving behind nothing more than 
wisps of w hat once were promising 
campaigns, but not football coaches.

define who we as a Forty Ounces to 
society are, and Falco
many loyalists go so 
far as to say that the coach at Notre 
Dame bears the distinguished second­
ary title of leader of the free world. 
Certainly, then, this explains why such 
a commotion resulted from the recent 
football coach election that overtook 
the highly polarized Notre Dame c a m ­
pus, engulfing the administration, 
alumni and student body in a civil w ar 
for gridiron supremacy. I rem em ber it 
like it was yesterday.

After finally becoming fed up with the 
mediocre record, disappointing losses, 
shaky secondary, poor special teams 
and fickle offense tha t had become 
characteristic of coach Ty Willingham, 
a group of angry alumni decided to 
nominate their own candidate to 
replace him. Although much delibera­
tion ensued, this Alumni Party m an­
aged to narrow their choices for coach 
down to three individuals — Super 
Bowl champion and lifelong Notre 
Dame fan Jon Gruden, undefeated Utah 
coach and former Notre Dame wide 
receivers coach Urban Meyer; and 
sniveling Stanford coach Buddy 
Teevens, whose unimpressive career  
record and total lack of Notre Dame 
affiliation left many wondering how his 
name managed to sneak through the 
cracks.

In order to select the best candidate 
for the job, the Alumni Party graciously 
permitted the student body to narrow  
down the field of three challengers 
through a primary election of sorts, in 
which various dorms voted in succes­
sive weeks, allowing each candidate 
the opportunity to run a grassroots 
campaign in each residence hall.

However, the poor decision to set aside 
the first two weeks of voting for small, 
uninformed girls dorms like Pangborn 
and Howard proved disastrous, 
because by foolishly refusing to cast 
their votes for two of the candidates 
based entirely on superficial things like 
a physical resemblance to the Chucky 
doll or an outlandish first name, the 
relatively unknown and unqualified 
Buddy Teevens ended up gaining a 
surge of momentum that carried him 
through victorious primaries in every 
dorm that followed. Sadly, Gruden and 
Meyer were forced to head home and 
resume their successful coaching 
careers elsewhere.

Back on campus, the incumbent 
Administration Party immediately 
unleashed their attack dogs on the 
unsuspecting Stanford coach, leading 
one high ranking Willingham supporter 
to claim tha t  voting for Teevens in the 
general campus election was equiva­
lent to voting for allowing a rogue 
group of fundamentalist Michigan 
Wolverines to hijack an NDSP car and 
crash it into Notre Dame Stadium.

This back and forth bickering contin­
ued for months, with Administration- 
backing priests making claims th a t  God 
had told them tha t  He sided with 
Willingham, and Alumni-backing 
donors arguing tha t Teevens would not 
surround himself with an incompetent 
staff as Willingham had done. The most 
malignant attacks, though, did not 
emerge until the very end of the cam ­
paign season after Teevens had pum- 
meled Willingham in a Blue-Gold game 
that tested the coaching expertise of 
the two men. In one statement, 
Willingham’s top advisor attempted to 
spread fear throughout campus by

referring to the Stanford coach as a 
heathen who, if elected coach, would 
replace Touchdown Jesus with a mural 
of George Michael.

Finally, as election day rolled around 
and students turned out in droves to 
wait in line for hours to simultaneously 
cast their votes for coach and receive a 
limited num ber of basketball season 
tickets, exit poll surveys conducted by 
student-led group Rock the Coach dis­
covered that a majority of students 
sharply disapproved of Willingham’s 
past coaching record. However, despite 
these poll results, Teevens was over­
whelmingly defeated, 15 dorms to 12 
dorms, and the despondent Notre 
Dame students and Alumni Party were 
once again left with a  coach who they 
had never really wanted in the first 
place.

Thinking back, I still can’t believe 
that we as a University willingly decid­
ed to select our football coach and 
leader in such a silly, superficial, and 
corrupt manner. This so-called demo­
cratic system really only served to 
leave the people angry, polarized and 
unwilling to provide the football team 
with the support that it desperately 
needed each weekend. Still, I guess we 
should just count our blessings and be 
happy that we don’t make even more 
significant decisions tha t  truly affect 
the way we live in such a foolish, juve­
nile way. Actually, I don ’t think I would 
even want to live in a  country that 
would force its citizens to choose 
between two relatively unpopular guys 
like Willingham and Teevens who come 
from the same school and divide the 
population more than they unite it.

And that’s why I’m proud to be an 
American.

It is not only America 
that needs healing but the world as well..

The next four years requires initiatives 
taken to preserve and restore the health 
of the environment. The Kyoto Treaty and 
wildlife preservation must take precedent 
before the needs of the present. If we 
continue to hack away the throat of 
Nature for our own needs, then will our 
world even continue to breathe for our 
children, their children and their descen­
dants? The life that we live is inexorably 
linked with the world that we walk.

'Tom' musical

P ro tagon is t  
Jay  A lex an d e r ,  p layed  by 
triple-threat Ted Williams, is 
a successful young profes­
sional who has just started a 
new life with 
the woman of 
h is  d r e a m s .
T ho u g h  Jay  
a p p e a r s  to 
have it all, he 
feels  s o m e ­
thing is miss­
ing.

After bump­
ing  in to  an  
old friend, he 
is fo rced  to
face the painful realities of 
his pseudo-perfect existence. 
W hat follows is a ques t  to 
find eternal fulfillment and a 
battle to hold onto the one 
thing most precious to him, 
his soul.

P r im a r i ly  s t r u c tu r e d  
around interpretive and hip- 
hop inspired choreography, 
“Torn” takes one on a ride 
th ro u g h  the  f u n d a m e n ta l  
m eaning of life. Should we 
live for our jobs and making 
money to keep other people 
h ap p y  th ro u g h  m a te r ia l  
things, or should we live for 
ourselves? After seeing this 
s u p p o se d ly  e a r th s h a k in g  
p e r f o r m a n c e ,  peo p le  a re  
forced to think about their  
spiritual lives and their sig­
nificance in this world.

The s to ry  and  m essage ,  
while new and often over­
looked, w as no t very well 
structured and at times was 
lost in the chaos of a dance 
o r  song. The first act p r e ­
sented the audience with a 
question, and rather quickly 
spelled out the answer. In a 
typically dramatic perform ­
ance, there is a large build­
up of emotion that leads to a

climax. However, in “Torn,” 
there  was a short build up, 
boring climax and an entire 
act of filler scenes th a t  felt 
preachy and repetitive.

The lighting and costumes 
were well produced and aes­
thetically pleasing, combin­
ing e v e ry d ay  w e a r  w ith  
a lm o s t  a l ien  a c c e s s o r ie s .  
With a minimal set design, 
the  d a n c e r s  w e re  a b le  to 
lake center stage, displaying 

an a r r a y  
of m oves  
from sim­
ple jazz to 
m a r t i a l  
a r t s  to 
m o r e  
i n t e n s e  
h i p - h o p  
s tep .  At 
t im es  the 
d a n c e r s  

seem ed slightly out of step 
with each other, which was 
even  m ore  em phas ized  by 
the centrality of each piece 
on stage. It would have been 
m o re  in te r e s t in g  if the  
d a n c e r s  in te r a c te d  m o re  
ra ther than dance parallel to 
one another.

The music, largely written 
by Ted Williams, was simple 
and conveyed emotions suc­
cessfully. However, the pa t­

t e r n  of 
d ia logue-  
full song- 
d i a l o g u e  
w as too 
c h o p p y  
and overly 
simplistic. 
M o s t  
m u s i c a l s  
will blend 
and inter- 
w e a v e  

dialogue with sung verses. 
“Torn” did not flow, but was 
f raught with frequent e n d ­
ings and beginnings to repet­
itive and predictable scenes. 
The d ia logue w as  lengthy 
and  unwitty, bu t could be 
easily improved with some 
careful editing.

The message was frequent­
ly portrayed with Christian 
overtones, which to a larger 
a u d ie n c e  felt m ore  like a 
S u n d a y  school p ro g ra m  
rather than a musical drama. 
O vera ll ,  the  p e r fo rm a n c e  
was well-done, minus a nag­
ging m ic rophone  prob lem  
and  r a n d o m  s l ide  show s  
which only confused ra ther  
th a n  clarify. T h e  en t i re ly  
b lack  cast w as re f re sh in g  
and naturally talented, and 
many m em bers could sing, 
dance  and act. However, if 
th is  p ro d u c t io n  w ish es  to 
take its message to a larger- 
sc a le  a u d ie n c e ,  m a jo r  
restructuring of the plot line 
and preachy overtones need 
to be addressed.

AFTLS has a
dream

The Actors from the London 
Stage brought its interpreta­
tion  of S h a k e s p e a r e ’s “A 
Midsummer Night’s Dream ” 
to the Leighton Concert Hall 
this weekend, and with mini­
mal scenery, no real costumes 
and few props turned out an 
amazing performance of one 
of the Bard’s great comedies.

AFTLS is a group of five dif­
ferent actors who take on all 
of th e  ro le s  in one  o f  
Shakespeare’s plays between 
them, and it requires deft act­
ing skills in order to portray 
sh i f t s  in c h a r a c t e r  to th e  
audience with few visual aids 
at their disposal. The women 
both wore striped pants, the 
three men wore white slacks 
and all of wore button-down 
s h i r t s .  T h a t  w as  th e  full 
e x te n t  of th e i r  cos tum ing .  
Props included a few musical 
instruments, a scarf, donkey’s 
ears, a wooden sword and a 
brick.

In m an y  ca se s ,  
Shakespearean comedies can 
be d iff icu lt  b e c a u s e  jo k e s  
written  in the 16th century  
may be lost on modern audi­
ences, but a  good pe rfo rm ­
ance can overcome such diffi­
culties  and m ake old jokes 
new again. This performance 
of “A M id s u m m e r ’s Night 
Dream ” did a fantastic job of 
using delivery and physical 
a c t io n s  to b r in g  
Shakespeare’s comedy to life 
and to elicit big laughs from 
the  a u d ie n c e  a t  the  sa m e

time.
The h igh ligh t of the p e r ­

formance was the play-with- 
in-a-play that concludes the 
story's action. Each of the five 
actors appeared as a  charac­
ter playing a part in the play, 
“Pyramus and Thisbe,” and at 
the same time played m em ­
bers of the audience watching 
the  work. The sm ooth  and 
c le a r  t r a n s i t i o n  from  one 
g ro u p  in th e  scen e  to the  
other revealed the talents of 
the actors, as well as showed 
the effectiveness that simple 
props can have. It proved to 
be the fu n n ie s t  scene  in a 
play that created a great deal 
of laughter as a whole.

“A M id su m m e r  N ig h t’s 
Dream ” was an apt choice for 
the AFTLS format, particular­
ly becau se  th e re  w ere  few 
scenes where one actor had 
to play more than one cha r­
acter, which can cause some 
confusion. The w o rk ’s light 
and fanciful humor can often 
get bogged down in elaborate 
s e ts  and  co s tu m e s ,  so the  
pared-down staging made the 
carefully constructed charac­
te r s  and se t t in g s  s tan d  on 
their own.

O verall ,  the  AFTLS p e r ­
formance of “A Midsummer 
Night's Dream ” was a w on­
derful in te rp re ta t ion  of the 
famous work that allowed the 
play's merits shine forth, and 
it b ro u g h t  the  jokes  in the  
play to life in such a way that 
reminded the audience why it 
is put in the “comedy” genre.

'Fortinbras' lights 
up Philbin Theater

It’s been a big year for theater at Notre 
Dame. When it came time to christen the 
Regis Philbin Studio Theater, the depart­
ment of film, television and theatre went a 
little beyond Shakespeare and found Lee 
Blessing’s comedy “Fortinbras.”

Directed by visiting professor Jay Skelton 
and featuring the talents of FTT majors and 
non-majors alike, the show is an excellent 
display of the versatility and need for the 
Performing Arts Center on campus. The 
doorway was opened to a myriad of artistic 
possibilities that Skelton took advantage of 
fully exercising a great deal of the theater’s 
potential.

Lee Blessing’s show about Fortinbras, a 
sec o n d a ry  c h a r a c te r  in “H a m le t ,” is a 
clever and hilarious comedy about the state 
of affairs in Denmark after almost everyone 
dies at the end of “Hamlet. ” Being dead did­
n’t stop Hamlet’s father from 
talking to him in “Hamlet,” 
so Blessing has  taken this 
philosophy to the next level 
by having the majority of the 
charac ters  in “Fortinbras” 
as ghosts. This concept is 
s im ply  yet p o ig n an t ly  
brought to life, so to speak, 
as the m ain  c h a rac te rs  of 
“Hamlet ” re tu rn  to h arass  
F o r t in b ra s  in to  fulfilling 
their wishes posthumously.
Everyone has  a d iffe ren t  
agenda, making it very diffi­
cu l t  for the  new  King 
Fortinbras to rule very effectively.

It is w ith  th e se  ghosts  th a t  S ke l to n ’s 
kn o w led g e  o f  the  Ph ilb in  T h e a t e r  is 
exposed. Stairs are revealed to show door­
ways. Walls open into the Netherworld. 
Ghosts fall in from above and crawl out 
from u n d e r  the  audience. At one point, 
Hamlet is trapped in a color television and, 
through the use of techno-media backstage, 
is able to interact with everyone. That is, 
until someone finds the remote control.

The cast is able to very effectively bridge 
the gap between the classic implications of 
Shakespeare’s greatest and most influential 
drama with modern rhetorical and physical 
humor. Senior FTT major Mike Dolson does

an excellent job of maintaining the fickle 
character of Fortinbras as he wavers and 
flip-flops all over the stage. While the char­
acter lacks the depth of Hamlet, Dolson is 
able to illustrate the pseudo-transformation 
of Fortinbras into a stronger individual then 
when he first received the crown. Though 
his rhythms are at time somewhat uneven, 
his energy and s trength  allow him to be 
comical as well as emotionally deep.

T.J. McNally seem s to make the  show 
legitimate as a S h ak esp ea rean  spin-off. 
While his Horatio works to share the truth 
of w h a t  happened  in D enm ark with the  
world, McNally shows a desperation and 
sincerity that allows Shakespeare’s p res ­
ence to be felt throughout the show. From 
the beginning to the end, he is an honest 
and real voice in a clever haunted comedy.

Conor Woods as the apple-shining servant 
Osric adds color and life to this comedy. As 
a dynamically flamboyant addition to this 
comedy, his boundless  spiri ted  a t t i tu d e  
keeps the audience laughing. His acting, 

ho w ev er ,  only r e a c h e s  
true fruition in death, for 
while his comedic timing 
had the propensity to be 
over the top he is able to 
r e t a in  a d r a m a t i c  
d e m e a n o r  a f t e r  an  
untimely “mistake.” Kaila 
C row ley  gives a n ew  
d im e n s io n  to t e m p e r a ­
mental Ophelia, giving her 
s trength in her ambition 
and sexuality while at the 
same time vulnerability in 
her  desperation and fear 
of being forever viewed as 

the  c razy  girl from  “H a m le t .” D rew  
McElligott allows Blessings’ Hamlet to share 
well-placed dramatic speeches that allow 
for the show to evolve beyond a mere come­
dy.

This show is h i la r ious  to w atch, with 
clever and well-developed ch arac ters ,  a 
solid use of the brand new facilities and 
even a moment of philosophical sentimen­
tality at times. It is an excellent start to the 
new e ra  of th e a te r  on cam pus and  you 
would do well to be a part of it this week.

King's Singers 
delight crowd

The idea of the cartoon fami­
ly the S im psons pe rfo rm in g  
“M a c B e th ” m ig h t  s t r ik e  
Shakespeare purists as a trav­
esty of a  great work.

They should keep in mind 
th a t  p a r t  of the  g e n iu s  of 
Shakespeare lay in enterta in­
ing the peanu t gallery while 
still capturing the human spir­
it.

“M acH om er” u n d oub ted ly  
turned the great tragedy into a 
comedy, but the performance 
was far from being an insult to 
the  play. The play has  to be 
taken with a grain of salt, but 
actor and  author Rick Miller 
genera lly  m ain ta ined  a con­
s c io u s n e s s  of the  o r ig in a l  
w ords  of S h a k e sp e a re .  The 
interpretation even made the 
characters seem more human 
by relating them to well-known 
characters closer to the mod­
ern understanding.

“Shakespeare was pop cul­
ture back then,” Miller said. “I 
d o n ’t th in k  S h a k e s p e a re  is 
ro l l in g  over in his g ra v e .  I 
think he would have preferred 
th is  to a b loated , overac ted  
performance of MacBeth.’”

Since Miller played every  
c h a r a c t e r  in the  fa s t-p aced  
rendition  of “MacBeth ” h im ­
self, it is h a rd  to ju d g e  his 
potential for more serious in- 
depth acting. He does have an 
astounding ability for im per­
sonation . Homer and Marge 
were more than recognizable, 
but not his best performances. 
Other characters were spot-on.

Barney Gumble is M iller’s 
favorite character to perform 
and probably his best im per­
sonation. Barney as MacDuff is 
tragically  hum an, especially 
for devoted fans of the televi­
sion show. The biggest p rob­
lem might be that after watch­
ing “MacHomer,” it will be dif­
ficult to watch a more trad i­
tional performance and not be 
reminded of Barney.

“T h e r e ’s s o m e th in g  very  
pathetic about Barney. He has 
the soiil of an artist, but he's 
t h w a r t e d  by a lcoho l an d  
H o m e r ,” M iller sa id .  “He 
m a k e s  th e  ro le  of M acD uff 
have a pathos to it.”

M il le r ’s choice  o f  Abe 
S im p so n ,  Apu
Nahasapeemapetilon and Otto

Mann to play the m u rd e re rs  
sent after Banquo and his son 
was also inspired. The dynam­
ic trio was beautifully incom­
petent and put a comprehensi­
ble face on some of the minor 
c h a r a c t e r s  t h a t  o f ten  fall  
between the cracks in readings 
an d  p e r f o r m a n c e s  of  
Shakespeare. Miller’s portrayal 
of Otto m ig h t  h av e  com e 
directly from the show, and the 
dropout bus driver fit memo­
rably with the clueless doctor 
turned murder. Just like with 
B arney , it will be h a r d  to 
watch the escape of Banquo's 
son in any performance with­
out picturing Otto saying, “Oh 
man, we lost the little dude.”

Miller has had great success 
perform ing  “M acH om er” for 
high school students, and it is 
easy  to see  way. Kings an d  
lords and antiquated language 
can seem pretty far removed 
from a modern-day classroom, 
but Marge and Homer are part 
of everyday life. Miller tries to 
perform for a school a t  every 
other stop on his annual spring 
and fall tours.

“ I a sk  th e  s tu d e n t s  who 
doesn't get Shakespeare, and 
usu a l ly  a b o u t  h a l f  o f  th em  
raise their hands,” Miller said. 
“They don’t get, they’re afraid 
in a way. But if the same words 
come th rough ,  say, Moe the  
bartender, they get the same 
words.”

Miller has tentative plans to 
open “M acHom er” as an off- 
Broadway play in May 2005, 
which will be his 10th yea r  
performing the show. Although 
he is pleased by the success of 
his show, it has taken him by 
surprise.

“You s t a r t  playing houses  
with 2,000 sea ts  and selling 
out, and it's strange to think, 
wow, this is just my little trick,” 
Miller said.

But it’s a well-done trick, and 
a trick with a ready and enthu­
siastic aud ience . It is also a 
unique trick in the never-end­
ing field of trying to find new 
ways to interpret Shakespeare.

This year’s concert series at 
the Debartolo Performing Arts 
Center continues to be excep­
tional, as the King’s Singers 
p e r fo rm e d  last  n ight to an 
en th u s ia s t ic  ovation a t  the  
Leighton Concert Hall.

Countertenors David Hurley 
and Robin Tyson, tenor Paul 
Ph o en ix ,  b a r i to n e s  Philip  
L aw son  a n d  C h r i s to p h e r  
G abbitas and bass  S tephen  
Connolly performed a variety 
of mostly English works. They 
o p e n e d  th e  p ro g ra m  w ith  
English m adriga ls  from the 
Shakespearian  era. As soon 
as they  f in ished  th e i r  f irs t  
n u m b e r ,  T h o m a s  M o r le y ’s 
“Hark, all ye Saint’s Love,” the 
audience was already excited 
with the dazzling sound they 
produced.

After finishing the m a d r i ­
gals, the King’s Singers p e r­
formed “A Lover’s Journey,” a 
set of four songs written by 
c o n te m p o r a r y  c o m p o s e r  
Libby Larsen. Each song per­
tained to the ideals of love, 
particularly on St. Valentine’s 
Day. The Singers closed out 
the  f i r s t  a c t  w ith  a s e t  of 
enjoyable English folk songs, 
p ro v id in g  a g r e a t  d e a l  of 
onstage humor and vocal dex­
terity as they sang.

The second act opened with 
th e  c o n te m p o r a r y  w o rk  
“T im e p ie c e ” by Pau l  
Patterson, describing a sug ­
gestion that it was the inven­
tion of the watch, and not the 
ap p le  o r  s n a k e ,  t h a t  c o n ­
tr ib u te d  to the  downfall of 
man in the Garden of Eden. 
T he S in g e r s  w a rn e d  in 
advance about how distorted 
the piece would feel rhythmi­
cally and vocally, and yet they 
synchronized these concepts 
perfectly into the music. They 
also provided a great contrast 
in the feel of the music when 
the watch incorporated itself 
into the  story. Finally, th e  
S ingers  closed the  even ing  
with arrangements of popular

music from both the Beatles 
and  Hoagy C a rm ich ae l ,  as 
well as Rossini’s overture to 
“The Barber of Seville” for the 
finale.

The audience was hardly a 
sellout, but still cheered vigor­
ously for the King’s Singers 
after the completion of each 
song. After the Rossini num ­
ber, they greeted the Singers 
with a huge ovation, giving 
the performers no choice but 
to perform another hilarious 
number for their encore: “Old 
McDonald” in Greek.

The Le igh ton  C o n cer t  
Performance was one of sev­
eral performances the King’s 
Singers are  giving in a U.S. 
tour  th ro u g h  the middle of 
November.

“[The touring] is actually a 
lot harder on the feet than it 
is on the voice,” said Hurley.

“We mostly drive ourselves 
where possible or fly a  plane, 
b u t  you survive by looking 
after yourself. One thing to 
look out for is air conditioning 
and plane conditions, and you 
need to drink a  lot of water.”

The type of singer required 
for the King’s Singers is just 
as crucial as the maintenance 
of o n e ’s vocal hea l th .  Said 
Tyson: “You do have to have a 
certa in  kind of voice — the 
so u n d  is w h a t  m a k e s  the  
group so special. Pavarotti, 
fo r  e x a m p le ,  w o u ld n ’t be 
in c lu d e d  in th is  k ind  of 
music.”

The King’s Singers perform 
approximately 100 concerts 
around the world, and they do 
h av e  an  a m p le  a m o u n t  of 
time for vacationing, or “holi­
day,” as an Englishman might 
put it. “It’s much more fun to 
be around the world than it is 
to be s tuck  in an office all 
day,” jokes Tyson.

The King’s Singers continue 
to make their presence felt on 
campus. They will give a mas­
ter class to the Collegium and 
Glee Club from 9:30 to 11:00 
this morning.

The day, which saw 
the Irish win four of six sin­
gles m a tch es ,  m ark ed  the  
last of the fall portion of the 
2 0 0 4 -0 5  s c h e d u le .  N otre  
Dame will begin its spring 
d u a l - m a tc h  s la te  on 
Sa tu rday , Ja n .  22 at Ohio 
S ta te  b e fo re  o p e n in g  a t  
home on Sunday, Jan. 23 at 
Noon a g a in s t  V an d e rb i l t ,  
which finished last  season 
ranked No. 2 in the nation.

The Irish won four of six 
against players from Purdue 
on th e  f ina l day of th e  
Ind iana  Invitational. Notre 
Dame, which was without its 
top two players this week, 
played hidden dual matches 
ag a in s t  the B oile rm akers ,  
DePaul, and the host school. 
In h idden  d u a l  ac tion , no 
team  scores a re  recorded , 
though the Irish would have 
b e a te n  D ePau l (6-1) an d  
Purdue (4-3), while losing to 
Indiana (4-3). For the entire 
fall season, Notre Dame had 
the upper hand in nine of 10 
hidden duals despite playing 
all but th ree  w ithout their 
top tw o c o m p e ti to rs .  The 
Irish also competed against 
A uburn, Colorado, Denver, 
Kansas, Michigan State, Ohio 
State and Virginia in hidden 
dual play this fall.

Buck lost ju s t  five games 
en r o u te  to an u p s e t  o f  
Purdue’s No. 1 player, No. 93 
Hala Sufi by scores of 6-2, 6- 
3. Buck d e fe a te d  No. 37 
Dora Vastag of Indiana in a 
match tiebreaker on Friday, 
and she finished her first col­
le g ia te  fall w ith  a 10-3 
record. She was 5-1 in com­

bined singles and doubles 
p lay  in th e  In d ia n a  
Invitational, dropping only a 
match in partnered action.

Ju n io r  Liz Donohue also 
w as u n b e a t e n  in s in g le s  
action in the tournament, as 
she ended up with a perfect 
6-0, 6-0 win against Shawna 
Z u c c a r in i .  D o n ohue  also 
notched a 10-3 record  this 
fall, including 8-1 against the 
Midwest Region. The Irish 
junior, who already has three 
more singles victories than 
her previous career-best sea­
son total, now sports a  20-3 
career m ark when winning 
the opening set.

Junior Kristina Stastny fol­
lowed up her first career win 
over a nationally-ranked foe 
by beating Brooke Beier in a 
match tiebreaker, 6-2, 1-6,
1-0 (11-9).

“We’re just not playing, plain 
and s im ple ,” point g u a rd  Earl 
Boykins said.

The once-woeful Nuggets had a 
breakout season in 2003-04, fin­
ishing 43-39 to reach the playoffs 
for the first time in nine years. 
This from a team that won 17 
games the year before. The bar 
was raised even higher this sea­
son because Denver added All- 
S ta r  p o w e r  fo rw a rd  Kenyon 
Martin and kept just about every­
body else.

But the Nuggets were woeful in 
an  1 1 -p o in t  loss a t  th e  Los 
Angeles Lakers in the opener, 
eked out a sloppy victory against 
M inneso ta  on T hursday , then  
were booed off their home court 
following Saturday’s 106-82 loss 
to Utah.

And it doesn’t get much easier. 
Next up is another game against 
the  Jazz , followed by Seattle ,  
defending champion Detroit and 
a road game against Sacramento.

One of the league’s top-5 scor­
ing te a m s  a y e a r  ago ,  the  
Nuggets rank 27th at 84.6 points 
a gam e — 13 few er th a n  last 
year. Denver also has  failed to 
shoo t  40 p e rc e n t  in all th re e  
games and is at 37.3 for the sea­
son, third-worst in the league.

“We’ve abandoned everything 
we worked on in the preseason in 
terms of sharing and moving and 
playing together as a  team with 
energy, ” coach Jeff Bzdelik said.

Part of the problem is that the 
Nuggets have had a ha rd  time 
getting into their offense, s tand­
ing a ro u n d  until  s o m e o n e  is 
forced to create something one- 
on-one.

Denver also hasn’t been able to 
get out and run, a strong point 
last season, when it averaged 19 
fast-break points.

Eagles take conference win
Notre Dame falls to Boston College in 3-0 defeat

This weekend’s Big East con­
ference matches proved to be 
bittersweet for Notre Dame.

The Irish (14-7, 7-1) reg is ­
te re d  a key c o n fe re n ce  win 
against Connecticut on Friday 3- 
1, but fell to Boston College 0-3 
in a h e a r tb r e a k in g  loss on 
Sunday.

“It was a huge letdown for us, 
losing to [Boston College],” Irish 
coach  D ebbie  Brown sa id .  
“There wasn’t any aspect of the 
game we did well in.”

In contrast to Sunday’s Boston 
College match, Friday’s home 
crowd saw a team poised for 
victory take the courts against 
Connecticu t (16-8, 5-2). The 
Irish dominated the net with a 
.345 hitting percentage.

Ashley T a ru t is  to ta le d  44 
assists, five kills, and racked up 
a .714 hitting percentage. But

Tarutis’s contributions were not 
limited to offensive plays. The 
f reshm an  a lso  chipped in 11 
digs for her seventh double-dou­
ble.

Juniors Lauren Kelbley and 
L au ren  B rew ste r ,  f re sh m a n  
A drianna Stasiuk, and senior 
Emily Loomis each finished with 
more than 10 kills to lead the 
Irish offensive effort. Kelbley 
had  a m atch-h igh  16 kills on 
.387 hitting although she sat out 
the first 30 points of the third 
gam e  w h en  Notre  D a m e ’s 
advantage in the matchup was 
apparent.

The t e a m ’s d e fen se  kept 
Connecticut in check, limiting 
their opponents .162 on attack 
p e rcen tag e .  S tasiuk  added  a 
season-best 18 digs, while junior 
captain Meg Henican finished 
with 17. Sophom ore Danielle 
H e rn d o n  a n d  B rew s te r  also 
notched nine digs each.

On defense, the Irish finished 
with 12 blocks for the match.

B rew ster  reco rd ed  two solo 
blocks and three block assists. 
Kelbley excelled defensively as 
well, recording a match-high 20 
points, two solo blocks and two 
block ass is ts .  Cooper an d  
Stasiuk added three blocks each.

Connecticut kept the first two 
gam es competitive, but Notre 
Dame quickly regained control 
of th e  m a tc h e s .  In the  f irs t  
game, the Irish hit .375 and fin­
ished the game with a 10-point 
margin on their opponents for a 
30-20 win. In the second game, 
the Irish built on a 20-7 en route 
to a 30-15 win in which the  
team had 16 kills on .419 hit­
ting.

Connecticut saw their first and 
only win of the matchup, leading 
throughout the match and fin­
ishing eight points ahead of the 
Irish 22-30. The Husky defense 
held the Irish to .135 on hitting, 
notching 25 digs and five blocks.

KNOXVILLE, Term. — In the  next 
chap te r  of a college football novel 
tha t  has defined inconsistency, 
Notre Dame beat its second top-10 
opponent of the season Saturday.

The Irish vic­
timized 
Michigan on 
Sept. 11, and 
Saturday they 
downed 
Tennessee. But 
as the Notre 
Dame players 
galloped off the 
sidelines and 
onto the field in 
celebration, I 
paused and 
thought: if only.

If only this 
team  had  not
fallen a p a r t  against a mediocre-at-  
best Boston College team. If only 
the Irish w ere  p repared  for their 
season-opener against BYU. If only 
Notre Dame had come into 
Neyland Stadium with a 7-1 record 
to beat the red-hot Volunteers.

Because if all of those hypotheti­
cal s ituations were true , Sa tu rday’s 
win over Tennessee a rguab ly  
would have been the biggest victo­
ry for Notre Dame since Lou Holtz 
beat Florida State in 1993. And 
coaches, players and fans every­
w here  would be talking about tak ­
ing care  of Pittsburgh, knocking 
No.l USC off its pedestal and going 
to a BCS bowl.

Students would be dusting off 
their  “Return to Glory” T-shirts. 
Notre Dame, in every way, would 
be back.

There would be no more cries for 
a coaching change, no references

to Irish futility like the one in a 
Rick Reilly “Sports Illustrated ” col­
umn: “Against Notre Dame, I’d 
take us and the points. But th a t ’s 
ju s t  m e .”

But inconsistency has cost Notre 
Dame dearly this season, and even 
a 17-13 s ta tem ent win over 
Tennessee cannot elevate the 2004 
Irish to their  traditional goal — 
greatness .

Yes, Notre Dame is only one of 
two team s to have bea ten  two top- 
10 team s this season along with 
Auburn.

Yes, the win m akes Notre Dame 
bowl eligible. And a 
split in the season ’s 
rem ain ing  two 
gam es against 
P ittsburgh and USC 
will have the Irish at
7-4 in a position to, 
at worst, reverse 
the ir  2003 record  of 
5-7. But the fact is 
no Division ! NCAA 
football team  should 
be able to beat Notre 
Dame with its th ird-s tr ing  q u a r te r ­
back.

Make no mistake, though. That 
takes  no credit away from what 
the Irish players have done.

Notre Dame showed it had guts 
Saturday.

Tennessee coach Phillip Fulmer 
cost his team  by runn ing  the final 
first half play out of shotgun, but it 
w as Brandon Hoyte who made 
Fulm er pay by knocking his s ta r t ­
ing quarte rback  out of the game.

Tennessee th ird-s tr ing  q u a r te r ­
back Rick Clausen m ade the wrong 
decision to force a pass in the third 
quarter ,  but it was Mike Goolsby

points.

All the same, the 2004 Notre 
Dame football team  rem ains an 
enigma.

The run  defense has been consis­
ten t  and superb. But the pass 
defense has been woeful [see 
Purdue], The passing game has 
m ade not only strides but leaps, 
yet the offense sputters . The r u n ­
ning game has been inconsistent, 
congruent with the play of the 
offensive line.

“I would hope our football team  
has the ability to be successful in 

all s i tua tions,”
Irish coach Tyrone 
Willingham said. 
“We have to work 
h a rd  to get to tha t  
level of consistency 
w here  we have this 
kind of energy in 
every gam e.”

W hat Notre
