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Men charged with ticket counterfeiting

The St. Jo se p h  C ounty 
Prosecutor’s office filed charges 
Tuesday against three New York 
men related to the sale of coun­
terfeit Notre Dame football tick­
ets.

Arnold Conyers, 27, Dennel 
Friday, 27, and Timothy Lang, 
22, of the Bronx, N.Y., were each 
charged with forgery and could 
face up to eight years in prison.

They were arrested Saturday

and will remain in the St. Joseph 
County Jail until their arra ign­
m ent a t 1 p.m. today in the St. 
Joseph County Superior Court, 
according to a supplemental affi­
davit filed by St. Joseph County 
D eputy P ro secu tin g  A tto rney  
Joel Gabrielse.

A ssocia te  A th le tic  D irec to r 
John Heisler sent the affidavit 
along w ith a p ress re lease  to 
members of the media Tuesday.

Friday and  Lang w ere both 
caught selling “very good quali­
ty” counterfeit tickets before the 
N otre  D am e-M ich igan  gam e

Saturday, Gabrielse said in the 
affidavit.

N otre Dam e Security/Police 
(NDSP) p la in -c lo th es  officers 
apprehended Friday, and Lang 
was caught after Associate Vice 
President of Student Affairs Bill 
Kirk witnessed him selling coun­
terfeits.

The tickets Friday and Lang 
sold m a tch ed  the  co u n te rfe it 
tickets that NDSP gathered after 
the Sept. 9 Notre D am e-Penn 
State gam e. Altogether, police 
have  re c o v e re d  ro u g h ly  170 
counterfeit tickets for the last

two home football games.
While Conyers w as a rre sted  

Saturday, he was charged in con­
nection w ith counterfeit ticket 
sales before the Penn State game 
one week earlier. Gabrielse said 
Conyers sold th ree  counterfeit 
tickets Sept. 9 to a football fan 
who was not aw are they w ere 
invalid. The fan took a picture of 
the seller a fte r he bought the 
tickets, which allowed police to 
identify Conyers as he walked 
n e a r  D orr Road and  U.S. 31

University lags in low-incom e study
N D  ranked 49th for percentage o f students with Pell Grants; administrators defend policies

Out of the 59 w ealth iest p ri­
vate institutions, The Chronicle 
of H ig h er E d u c a tio n  ra n k e d  
Notre Dame 49th in its ability to 
enroll low-income students.

But th a t  low ran k in g  m ight 
n o t a c c u r a te ly  p o r t r a y  th e  
University, said adm in istra to rs 
w ho  c r i t ic iz e d  th e  m e th o d  
re sea rch ers  used to create  the 
2004-05 re p o rt, w hich ex am ­
ined in stitu tio n s w ith end o w ­
m ents of $500 million or more.

T h e  p u b lic a t io n  u se d  th e  
n u m b e r  of s tu d e n ts  h o ld in g  
F edera l Pell G rants — w hich, 
un lik e  g o v e rn m en t lo an s , do 
not need to be paid back — as 
an indicator.

In the study, Notre Dam e’s 9.7 
percent of students holding Pell 
Grants lagged far behind Berea 
College in Kentucky, the No. 1 
school, w here  80.8 pe rcen t of 
s tu d e n ts  r e p o r te d ly  re c e iv e

those loans.
Berea College’s unique adm is­

sions policy only accep ts  s tu ­
dents tha t “fall below a certain 
in c o m e ,” sa id  Luke I lo d so n , 
assistant director of admissions 
at Berea. But o ther academ ical­
ly elite colleges — Smith College 
(25.9 p e rc e n t) , C olum bia (16 
percent) and Stanford (13 p e r­
cent), as w ell as p ee r schools 
like Georgetown (10.4 percent) 
and  Boston College (10.3 p e r­
cent) outranked Notre Dame.

Director of F inancial A d  Joe 
Russo noted tha t Notre Dame is 
still “pretty  close to its peers.” 

But Tom Mortenson, a senior 
scholar at The Pell Institute for 
th e  S tu d y  of O p p o r tu n ity  in 
H igher E d u ca tio n , th in k s  the  
University can do better.

M o rte n so n  h a s  p u b lis h e d  
extensively on low-income stu ­
dents in post-secondary educa­
tion. In a December 2005 study, 
which also used the percentage

'Rock the Vote/  CSC  
plan political events

With Election Day ju s t seven 
w eeks away, Rock the Vote is 
revving up to increase turnout at 
the polls.

Junior Mike McKenna, director 
of Rock the Vote operations at 
Notre Dame, said the group has 
a lread y  re g is te re d  200 vo ters 
and hopes to have 1,000 signed 
up by mid-October.

A so  taking part in the effort to 
“rock the vote” is the Center for 
Social Concerns, which is spon­
soring a series of political lec­
tures and events to involve stu­
dents and support the aim s of 
the campus Rock the Vote cam­
paign.

Rock the Vote’s “principal goal 
is to  m ob ilize  s tu d e n ts  to  be 
re s p o n s ib le  v o te rs  a n d  to 
in c re a se  the  level o f po litica l 
e n g a g e m e n t on c a m p u s ,” 
McKenna said.

A national non-partisan organ­
ization founded in 1990, Rock 
th e  Vote is d e s ig n e d  to  h e lp  
y o u n g  p eo p le  e x e rc is e  th e ir  
rights as citizens and to make a 
positive difference in the com ­
munity.

McKenna will address the pro­
gram ’s goal this fall both by edu­
cating students on the issues and 
candidates of the election and by 
registering eligible voters. So far, 
McKenna said he has spent most 
of his efforts registering eligible

Football lawn parking debated
City commission calls 
resolution unfavorable

P roponents of law n park ing  
d u rin g  N otre  D am e football 
games received a minor victory 
Tuesday when the South Bend 
A e a  Plan Commission decided a 
resolution to prohibit most forms 
of lawn parking — save for city- 
approved exceptions — would 
likely p re se n t m ore problem s 
than it could solve.

T he com m ission  p assed  a 
motion to forward the resolution 
to the  S ou th  Bend Com m on 
Council with an unfavorable rec­
ommendation.

W hat it cam e dow n to, a

Core Council structure 
encourages dialogue
Group reaches out to 
homosexual students

As m em bers of the  recen tly  
restructured Core Council for Gay 
and Lesbian Students look at the 
new academic year, many see it 
as an o p p o rtu n ity  to im prove 
communication with the student 
body — an essential task that will 
include the creation of a coalition 
composed of representatives from 
student government and student 
groups.

“I think the largest thing that 
can be done is sim ply ra is in g  
awareness that there are gay and 
lesbian students on this campus,” 
council co-chair Aidy Magee said.

Magee, a fifth-year senior who 
se rv ed  on the S tan d in g  
Committee on Gay and Lesbian 
Student Needs for two years, said 
the new layout of the council, with 
a co a litio n  to  b rid g e  th e  gap  
between the council and the stu­
dent community, will allow the 
group to reach out to m ore stu­
dents.

“We are in the process of build­
ing the coalition, contacting inter­
ested student groups, student gov­
ernment, et cetera, and trying to 
solidify that group so we can start 
meeting and figure out where to 
go from here,” Magee said.

The Core C ouncil’s Web -site 
d e sc r ib e s  th e  h is to ry  of the  
University's approach to address­
ing needs of gay and lesbian stu­
dents. Notre Dame first organized

Students happy with

W hile m ost s tu d en ts  tend  to 
w o rry  a b o u t p a rk in g  tic k e ts  
only on space-scarce game days 
th a t  fo rce  d riv e rs  to get c re ­
ative, Captain Jeff Korros of the 
N o tre  D am e S e c u r ity /P o lic e  
(NDSP) w a rn e d  th e  c u r r e n t  
n u m b e r of tick e ts  issu ed  p e r 
r e g u la r  w eek  is a lm o st tw ice 
the expected level.

Korros said police have issued 
around 500 tickets every week 
this sem ester — far m ore than 
the  no rm al 200 to 300 NDSP 
hands out. The m ajority of them  
w e re  is s u e d  in  th e  D2 lo t, 
w h e re  m an y  s tu d e n ts  p a rk . 
This rise in citations is p rim ari­
ly because of s tu d en t neglect, 
Korros said.

“The re a so n  for th e  h ig h e r  
am ount [of tickets] right now is 
... [because studen ts] have no 
decal an d /o r ex p ired  d e c a ls ,” 
Korros said.

How ever, K orros sa id  he is 
confident the num ber of tickets 
will slowly decrease as the year 
continues and as more students

p u rch ase  decals. P ark ing  p e r ­
m its cost $95 and give student 
cars access to specific lots.

So fa r  th is  y ea r, NDSP h a s  
issued approxim ately 1,700 stu ­
dent decals, Korros said.

Parking fines can range any­
w h e re  fro m  $10  to  $ 5 0 , 
d epend ing  on the v io lation — 
p lus possib le  a d d itio n a l fines 
from  th e  Office of R esidence  
Life and Housing.

Korros said NDSP is not out to 
get student drivers and u n d er­

stands it can be hard  to find a 
spot in an  approved lot. F irs t­
time violators will often receive 
a w arning w ithout a fine.

If a student does get ticketed, 
he or she is perm itted to appeal 
through the Traffic and Parking 
A ppea ls B oard . The b o a rd  is 
com posed of faculty, s ta ff and 
students, with no m em ber from 
NDSP or Parking Services.

C h an n e ls  ra n g e  in 
v a r ie ty  from  F ox  N ew s 
Channel to VH1 to Telemundo, 
a n d  s tu d e n ts  c a n  o r d e r  
ex p an d ed  ch an n e l pack ag es 
through Comcast.

Satellites a re  now officially 
banned on cam pus.

A ltho u g h  m ost a p p re c ia te  
th e  a d d e d  a m e n it ie s , som e 

s tu d e n ts  q u e s ­
tio n e d  th e i r  
quality.

“The w ireless 
is not bad. I t’s 
ju s t  s p o ra d ic , 
a t  l e a s t  in  
P a n g b o r n , ” 
f r e s h m a n  
E m ily  H a rig  
s a id .  “T h e  
c a b le  is good  
though.”

S teven  E llis, 
d i r e c to r  o f I n te g r a te d  
C om m unication  S erv ices for 
th e  O ffice o f  In fo rm a tio n  
T ech n o lo g y , s a id  th e  c o m ­
plaints have been few.

“T h e re  h a v e n ’t b e e n  an y  
m ore com plaints than  expect­
ed u n d e r  th e s e  c o n d itio n s . 
C ab le  TV h a s  b e e n  v e ry  
g ood ,” Ellis sa id . “As fa r  as 
the w ireless, it is ju s t a m atter 
of people getting used to sh a r­
in g  it. U nlike a t  hom e [...], 
m ore people a re  accessing  it 
in th e  do rm s and  the use is 
different.”

Ellis recom m ends s tu d en ts  
u se  a w ire d  c o n n e c tio n  for 
dow nloading large files so as 
to not slow down the w ireless 
connection for o ther people in 
the dorm.

Z ah m  r e c to r  F a th e r  D an 
P a rrish  m entioned  the sam e 
p ro b le m s  w ith in  th e  m e n ’s 
dorm.

“T h e  on ly  w ir e le s s  c o m ­
p la in t  is  so m e  p e o p le  a r e  
using high band w idth and it 
slow s [the w ire le ss] d o w n ,” 
P a r r i s h  s a id .  “W e’ve b een  
telling  people to plug it into 
the wall and things have been 
getting better.”

Now th a t  s tu d e n ts  ca n  
o bsessively  check  F acebook 
an d  w a tc h  “L ag u n a  B e a c h ” 
w ithout leaving their dorm s, it 
rem ains to be seen if this will 
affect study habits.

“I generally find I can m ulti­
task so I can w atch TV while 
I ’m d o in g  m y h o m e w o r k ,” 
freshm an  Patrick  B ears said. 
“It doesn’t really affect m e.” 

Personal habits aside, cable 
and w ireless in the dorm s has 
had an effect on the socializa­
tio n  of s tu d e n ts  w ith in  th e  
d o rm s  — b o th  p o s itiv e  and  
negative.

“Last year, w hen we d idn ’t 
have cable, people would go 
to  th e  s e c tio n  lo u n g e s  and  
w atch popu lar show s to ge th ­
er,” Welsh Family sophom ore 
C larissa  N egre te  sa id . “Now 
th e re  i s n ’t anyone in th e re . 
People stay in the ir room s.” 

P a rrish  offered  a d iffe ren t 
perspective. He said he noted 
an  “in c r e a s e  in  u se  of th e  
lo u n g e .” A m e n itie s  in  th e  
com m on a re a s  such  as ping 
pong, pool ta b le s  an d  p izza  
also a ttrac t students.

In a d d i t io n ,  d o rm s  h o s t 
a c tiv it ie s  to  b r in g  s tu d e n ts  
into the lounges. C avanaugh 
Hall recen tly  hosted  a movie 
n ig h t w ith  Z ahm  an d  K nott 
Halls in its basem en t lounge 
a f te r  th e  M ic h ig a n  g a m e  
Saturday.

T h e  K ro c  I n s t i t u t e  fo r  
I n te r n a t io n a l  P e ace  S tu d ie s  
b rough t together th ree  visiting 
fellows, distinguished for the ir 
e x te n s iv e  f ie ld w o rk ,  fo r  a 
p a n e l  d is c u ss io n  on C e n tra l 
A sia T uesday  n igh t. The lec ­
tu re s  focused on th ree  d iffe r­
en t local cu ltu res  w ith in  Asia 
— in c lu d in g  th o s e  o f 
Tajikistan, K yrgyzstan and  the 
a r e a ’s fem ale Muslim p o p u la ­
tion  — an d  how  th a t  c u ltu re  
survives desp ite  the influence 
of outside forces.

Jo h n  H e a th e rsh a w , a Kroc 
Institu te  Visiting Fellow, spoke 
f irs t ab o u t th e  “su rp ris in g ly ” 
co nsisten t p eace  found in the 
c o u n tr y  o f  T a j ik i s ta n .  
H e a th e rs h a w , w ho re c e iv e d  
h is  P h .D . in  I n t e r n a t i o n a l  
R e la t io n s  f ro m  th e  L o n d o n  
S c h o o l o f  E c o n o m ic s  a n d  
P o litic a l S c ie n c e , w e n t over 
the key points of his d isse rta ­
t io n  “ P e a c e  a s  C o m p lex  
Legitimacy: Politics, Space and 
D is c o u rs e  in  T a j ik i s t a n ’s 
P eacebu ild ing  P rocess, 2000- 
OS.”

The lec tu re  co ncen tra ted  on 
d iffe ren t form s peacebu ild ing  
c a n  ta k e ,  in c lu d in g  g lo b a l , 
lo c a l  a n d  e l i t e  o u t lo o k s . 
S p e c if ic a l ly , H e a th e r s h a w  
lo o k ed  a t  th e  a u th o r i t a r i a n  
governm ent cu rren tly  con tro l­
ling Tajikistan and the lack of 
resistance  found in its genera l 
population.

T he c a u se  o f  su c h  a c c e p t­
ance, he said , could be found 
in the low expectations of the 
locals, the  legitim acy given to 
this regim e and “a spectacle  of

c o n s e n t” m a n ife s te d  by th e  
governm ent, he said.

T h e  s e c o n d  s p e a k e r  w a s  
D av id  M o n tg o m e ry , a 
R o c k e fe lle r  V is itin g  F ellow , 
w hose a re a  of study cen tered  
on th e  w ay b e h a v io r  a ffec ts  
re lig io u s  an d  c u ltu ra l  view s. 
M ontgom ery began  his lecture  
by telling the story of two very 
d ifferen t believers of Islam in 
Kyrgyzstan. M ontgomery w ent 
on  to  e x p la in  h o w  e a c h  
M uslim’s upbringing and local 
cu ltu re  affected the way he or 
she p rac ticed  th e ir  religion.

“We constru c t a n e t of h a p ­
p e n in g s  in  o r d e r  to  c r e a t e  
know ledge,” M ontgom ery said.

T h e  f in a l  s p e a k e r  w a s  
S v e tla n a  P e sh k o v a , a n o th e r  
R o c k e fe lle r  V is itin g  F ellow , 
w h o  s p o k e  a b o u t  th e  
O tinchalar, o r M uslim  fem ale 
religious p rac titioners.

P e s h k o v a  e x p la in e d  how  
c h a n g e s  in th e  local c u ltu re  
a l lo w e d  w o m e n  to  e n t e r  a 
path  previously only chosen by 
m en . W hile in fo rm a tio n  and  
p ra c t ic e s  u sed  to  be p a s se d  
dow n hered ita rily , p reven ting  
w om en access, it is now given 
f ro m  t e a c h e r  to  s tu d e n t  in  
s p i r i tu a l  sc h o o ls . T he p e r ­
c e n ta g e  o f  w o m e n  in  su c h  
schoo ls is s till low, she  sa id , 
b u t w om en a re  slowly e n te r ­
ing the field th rough  both the 
s p i r i t u a l  f ie ld s  a n d  h o m e  
schooling.

The d iscussion  pan e l ended 
w ith questions from the au d i­
ence, m ainly focusing on why 
a l l  t h r e e  a p p r o a c h e d  th e i r  
issu e  from  a local v iew po in t 
in s tead  of a m ore  global p e r ­
s p e c t iv e .  P a n e l  m e m b e rs  
a g re e d  th a t  th e y  w a n te d  to  
r e p r e s e n t  th e  lo c a l b e lie fs , 
un touched  by global attention .

voters this fall. He described stu­
den t reac tio n  to his efforts as 
ex trem ely  positive, especia lly  
among underclassmen.

“Since many of Notre Dame’s 
freshm en and sophomores were 
not eligible to vote in 2004, this 
is th e  f ir s t  m a jo r  e le c tio n  in  
w hich they can partic ip a te , so 
m any a re  in te rested  in getting 
registered,” he said.

S tu d en ts  a re  en co u rag ed  to 
reg is te r in  th e ir  hom e district, 
not in Ind iana, M cKenna said. 
While some students believe that 
their vote might “count m ore” in 
the tight congressional race in 
In d ia n a ’s seco n d  d is tr ic t ,  
M cKenna said he believes s tu ­
dents “will be most familiar with 
the regional issues and the can­
didates” in their home states.

Rock th e  Vote w ill con tinue  
help ing  stu d en ts  reg is te r until 
th e  se c o n d  w eek  of O ctober, 
w h en  the  re g is tra t io n  perio d  
concludes in most states. In con­
junction with Rock the Vote, the 
CSC has made the national voter 
reg istra tion  form available on­
line and is also providing state- 
specific absentee ballot request 
forms. Both forms can be mailed 
postage paid from the CSC.

The CSC urges students to reg­
is te r  and  re q u e s t an  ab sen tee  
b a llo t as soon as p o ssib le , in 
order to m eet the state-specific

deadlines.
The second goal for Rock the 

Vote is to educate registered vot­
ers on the issues and the candi­
dates of the election, McKenna 
said. The CSC is sponsoring both 
formal and informal educational 
events, including a debate on the 
w ar in Iraq m oderated by a for­
m er White House speechwriter, a 
lecture  on im m igration reform  
given by a national leader, a con­
cert featuring student bands, a 
discussion series titled “Pizza, 
Pop and Politics” and a T-shirt 
giveaway in LaFortune.

The kickoff event for this fall 
w ill be  a “P izza , Pop an d  
Politics” discussion held tonight 
a t 5:30 in  the  Colem an-M orse 
Center. The College Republicans 
and College Democrats will be on 
hand to outline their party plat­
forms.

“It’s helpful to work with [these 
organizations] because all the 
political groups on cam pus are 
concerned with the same goals,” 
McKenna said. The series of edu­
cational events will conclude on 
Nov. 9 with an analysis of elec­
tion results.

While Rock the Vote primarily 
stresses participation in national 
election years, McKenna said he 
hopes “the energy and interest in 
the political process that grows 
out of this cam paign will carry 
over into non-election years so 
people  will con tinue  to follow 
politics.”

m a jo rity  of th e  com m ission  
members said, was that the res­
olution encompassed two prob­
lems: the city-wide lawn parking 
that damages both property val­
ues and quality of life, and the 
temporary floods of out-of-town 
fans sc ram b lin g  for spo ts on 
football weekends.

“W hat you’re  trying to do is 
kill tw o b ird s  w ith  
one stone, and it ain’t 
w o rk in g ,” co m m is­
sion  m em b er John  
M cN am ara told 4th 
D is tr ic t Council 
Member Ann Puzzello 
and Director of Code 
Enforcem ent for the 
City of South  Bend 
C a th e rin e  T oppel, 
who co-sponsored the 
resolution.

The proposed reso­
lution — which would prohibit 
all “front setback ” parking not 
on a “durable, dust-free surface” 
— com es a f te r  a S ept. 7 
Common Council debate on the 
issue

But, m o re  im p o rta n tly , it 
comes after decades of football 
seasons — decades in which res­
idents have either grown accus­
tomed to or grown to hate the 
parkers.

Jessica Payne, who has lived 
on N. F rancis S treet for m ore 
than  40 years, has learned  to 
weigh the good aspects of game 
days (the excitement, the atmos­
phere) w ith the bad (the beer 
bottles and trash that inevitably 
end up on her lawn).

And the bad isn’t going away 
anytime soon, she said.

“If you tell people they can’t 
park on your lawn, it’s not going 
to make the problem go away,” 
Payne told the commission. “It 
has always been a problem.”

That’s why Payne opposed the

resolution. She also doesn’t see a 
problem with giving people the 
choice to open their lawns to vis­
itors — or with them receiving a 
few bucks in return.

“If o ther people w an t to let 
people park  in th e ir  yard , let 
them  — i t ’s th e ir  y a rd ,” she 
said.

But for J a n e  H obing, a 
Wooded Estates resident, the sit­
uation on football Saturdays has 
worsened to the point where the 
city’s intervention is necessary.

“We have a problem  in our 
a rea ,” she said. “What I would 

like to stress is

She also
underlined  the im portance of 
“very stringent” criteria neces­
sary for a resident to apply for a 
special parking permit.

“You can’t just hand out per­
mits to whoever wants one, for 
whatever reason,” Hobing said.

The perm it issue resurfaced  
frequently during the discussion. 
When questioned about the cri­
te r ia  to  re c e iv e  a p e rm it, 
Puzzello said those details hadn’t 
been worked out yet, but said 
requesting an exception for an 
a p p ro p r ia te  tim e lim it and 
ensuring “neighborly behavior” 
would be necessary.

“C erta in ly , p a rk in g  F riday  
night to Saturday night is proba­
bly a bit much,” she said.

Payne said the special excep­
tion rule would “open a Rood of 
ap p lica tio n s to p rob lem s the 
city’s not capable of handling.”

“We’re alm ost nitpicking on 
th ings we c a n ’t co n tro l,” she 
said.

W hile Toppel sa id  she  w as 
“concerned ” about the enforce-

ment and logistics of the resolu­
tion, she came back to the “need 
to start somewhere.”

“Right now, we have nothing,” 
she sa id , exp la in ing  th a t  the 
City’s May 2004 zoning o rd i­
nance had removed the section 
th a t  fo rm erly  a d d re sse d  the 
lawn parking issue.

While Tuesday’s session ended 
w ith  th e  com m ission  sid in g  
against the resolution, it was still 
a  start. Since the commission’s 
job is to evaluate but not former­
ly approve resolutions, it’s now 
up to the Common Council to 
decide what action to take.

The A rea  P lan Com m ission 
also approved a resolution pre­
sented by University arch itect 
Greg Hakanen and Barnes and 
T h o rn b u rg  a tto rn e y  R ichard  
Deahl regard ing  the zoning of 
the a rea  ju s t south of cam pus 
th a t  th e  U n iv e rsity  p la n s  to 
develop.

T he p e titio n  to  re z o n e  th e  
26 .2 -acre  site — bordered  by 
Eddy S tre e t in th e  w est, the  
re a lig n e d  A n g ela /E d iso n  
B ou levard  in  th e  n o r th  and  
Twyckenham Drive in the east 
— was “part of a broader peti­
tion  ... to b ring  th is p ro p erty  
within the city limits for future 
developm ent in co llabo ra tion  
w ith the City of South Bend, ” 
Deahl said.

If approved by the Common 
C ouncil, th e  re so lu tio n  w ill 
re z o n e  th e  a r e a  — w hich  
in c lu d e s  th e  Eddy C orrido r, 
w here the University plans to 
develop a new retail neighbor­
hood — from University District 
“County” to University District 
“City.”

The next step, Hakanen said, 
is not yet decided.

“Our plan for the development 
of the land is evolving,” he said.

T he C om m on C ouncil w ill 
m eet at 7 p.m. Sept. 25 on the 
fourth floor of the County-City 
Building.

Army to maintain Iraq troop levels
WASHINGTON — The U.S. military is likely 

to m aintain and may even increase its force 
of more than 140,000 troops in Iraq through 
next spring, the top American com m ander in 
the region said Tuesday in one of the gloomi­
est assessm ents yet of when troops may 
come home.

Gen. Jo h n  A bizaid . c o m m an d e r of U.S. 
C en tra l C om m and, sa id  m ilita ry  le a d e rs  
would consider adding troops or extending 
the Iraq deployments of other units if need­
ed.

“If it’s n ecessary  to do th a t because  the 
m ilitary  s itu a tio n  on the  g round  re q u ire s  
that, we'll do it,” Abizaid said. “If we have to 
call in more forces because it's our military 
judgm ent tha t we need m ore forces, we'll do 
it.”

police stream ed  into the cap ita l Tuesday as 
p ro te s te rs  m assed  ag a in  a f te r  a n ig h t of 
r io tin g  over the  p rim e  m in is te r ’s leak ed  
adm ission th a t his governm ent repea ted ly  
lied abou t the  h ea lth  of H ungary 's econo­
my.

By n ig h tfa ll ,  so m e 1 0 ,0 0 0  p e o p le  h a d  
g a th e r e d  fo r  a th i r d  n ig h t  in  K o ssu th  
S q u a re , th e  v a s t p la z a  o u ts id e  th e  neo - 
Gothic pa rliam en t building. Dozens waved 
H ungarian  flags, and  som e d em o n stra to rs  
set up ten ts, signaling they intended to stay 
at least overnight.

S e v e ra l sa id  th ey  w ou ld  re m a in  even  
lo n g e r — un til th e  re s ig n a tio n  of P rim e 
M inister Ferenc Gyurcsany — whose taped  
com m ents set off the co u n try 's  w orst vio­
lence since its failed anti-Soviet revolution 
50 years ago.

The most seriously wounded, junior forward 
Sam Ashaolu, 23, w as in critical condition 
with bullet fragm ents in his head.

poned the re tu rn  of Atlantis for at least a day 
and exam ined the shu ttle  for dam age th a t 
could p reven t it from  m aking  the  jo u rn ey  
hom e afte r a m ysterious object apparen tly  
fell off the ship in orbit Tuesday.

Space agency officials w anted ex tra  time to 
establish w hether the object was a vital piece 
of the shuttle — such as the tiles that protect 
it from the blowtorch heat of re-entry — and 
w hether it harm ed the spacecraft when it fell 
away.

Two girls less than a week old died Saturday 
a t  th e  In d ia n a p o lis  h o s p ita l 's  N e o n a ta l 
Intensive Care Unit a fte r being given adult 
doses of heparin, which is often used to prevent 
blood clots that could clog intravenous tubes. 
Four other prem ature babies were still being 
treated after being given too powerful a dose of 
the drug that a pharmacy technician acciden­
tally stored in the NICU's drug cabinet.

Nation's army stages quick coup
General ousts Prime M in ister  Thaksin Shinawatra, pledges loyalty to king

BANGKOK — T hailand ’s 
arm y com m ander staged a 
coup  T u esd ay  n ig h t and  
o u s te d  P rim e  M in is te r 
Thaksin S hinaw atra  while 
he was in New York, circling 
h is  o ffices w ith  ta n k s , 
declaring  m artia l law and 
revoking the constitution.

G en. S on d h i
B o o n y a ra tk a lin , w ho is 
know n  to be close  to 
Thailand’s revered monarch 
an d  is a M uslim  in th is  
Buddhist-dominated nation, 
took power w ithout a shot 
being fired. He will serve as 
acting prim e minister, said 
army spokesman Col. Akara 
Chitroj.

T h ak sin , w ho w as f irs t 
elected in 2001, has faced 
calls to resign amid allega­
tio n s  of c o r ru p tio n  and  
a b u se  of pow er, an d  th e  
coup came on the eve of a 
m ajor ra lly  — the firs t in 
months — that was sched­
uled for Bangkok by a coali­
tion of his foes.

“The arm ed forces com ­
m an d e r and the n a tio n a l 
p o lice  c o m m a n d e r  have 
su c c e ss fu lly  ta k e n  over 
Bangkok and the surround­
ing a rea  in order to m ain­
tain peace and order. There 
has been no struggle,” the 
new leaders said in a state­
m ent on national television. 
“We ask for the cooperation 
of the public and ask your 
p a rd o n  for the inco n v en ­
ience.”

As soldiers and arm ored 
v eh ic le s  m oved th ro u g h  
drizzly Bangkok, the m ili­
tary declared a provisional 
a u th o r i ty  loyal to  King 
Bhumibol Adulyadej, calling 
i ts e lf  th e  “C ouncil of 
Administrative Reform.”

The council, it said, soon 
re tu rn  p o w er to  a dem o­
cratic  governm ent bu t did 
no t specify w h a t re fo rm s 
they would carry out.

The m ilitary o rdered  all 
tro o p s  to r e p o r t  to th e ir  
duty stations. There was no 
s ign  of re s is ta n c e  to  th e  
coup in the hou rs  a fte r it 
w as a n n o u n c e d  la te

Tuesday.
The coup leaders also said 

schools, banks and the stock 
m a rk e t  w ill be c lo sed  
W ednesday. Civil servants, 
including perm anent secre­
taries of ministries, heads of 
state agencies, and heads of 
universities in the Bangkok 
m e tro p o lita n  a r e a  w e re  
o rd e re d  to r e p o r t  to  th e  
co u n c il on W ed n esd ay  
morning.

Akara said Deputy Prime 
M in is te r  C h itch a i
W a n n a sa th it  h ad  b een  
removed from his post.

An arm y general, speak­
ing  on co n d itio n  of 
anonym ity because  of the 
sensitivity of the situation,

said Chitchai and Defense 
M in is te r T h a m m a ra k  
Isa rag u ra  na  Ayuthaya — 
two Thaksin loyalists — had 
been arrested.

“The g o v e rn m e n t is no 
lo n g er a d m in is te rin g  the 
c o u n t r  y , ” 
Akara said.

Thaksin was in New York 
a t  th e  U.N. G e n e ra l 
Assembly, and he declared a 
s ta te  of em erg en cy  in an  
audio statem ent via a gov­
ernm ent-ow ned TV station 
in B angkok in  a va in  
a t te m p t to  s ta v e  off th e  
coup.

Bush refutes extremists' charges

UNITED NATIONS — President Bush 
so u g h t to b lu n t an ti-A m erican ism  
a c ro s s  th e  M iddle E a s t T uesday , 
asserting that extremists are trying to 
justify their violence by falsely claim­
ing the U.S. is waging w ar on Islam. 
He singled out Iran and Syria as spon­
sors of terrorism.

Bush, in an address to world leaders 
at the U.N. General Assembly, tried to 
advance his campaign for democracy 
in the Middle East against a backdrop 
of tu rm oil in Iraq , A fghanistan  and 
other nations that have em braced the 
very changes he seeks for the region.

Solid ly  a lig n e d  w ith  I s ra e l ,  the  
United States is viewed with anger and 
su sp ic io n  by M uslim s a c ro s s  th e

Middle East.
Addressing that hostility, Bush said, 

“My country desires peace. Extremists 
in yo u r m id st s p re a d  p ro p a g a n d a  
claiming that the West is engaged in a 
w ar against Islam. This propaganda is 
false and its purpose is to confuse you 
and justify acts of terror. We respect 
Islam.”

Bush’s address was the latest in a 
series of speeches on the w ar on ter­
ror, linked to last week's fifth anniver­
sary of the Sept. 11 attacks and aimed 
at setting the tone for the final weeks 
of U.S. elections th a t will determ ine 
control of Congress.

Bush said past stability in the Middle 
East has been achieved at the expense 
of freedom , and he d isputed  critics 
who claim his push for democracy has

destabilized the region.
“The reality is that the stability we 

though t we saw  in the M iddle E ast 
w as a m irage ,” Bush told the m ore 
th an  80 prim e m in isters and p resi­
dents assembled in the cavernous hall 
of the U.N. headquarters.

“For decades, millions of men and 
w o m en  in  th e  re g io n  h a v e  b e e n  
trapped in oppression and hopeless­
ness. And these conditions left a gen­
e ra tion  disillusioned and  m ade this 
region a breeding ground for extrem ­
ism.”

W hile p ra is in g  B u sh 's  freed o m  
refrain, Madeleine Albright, secretary 
of state under President Clinton, said 
in an interview that the U.S.-led w ar in 
I ra q , n o t d e m o c ra tic  re fo rm , h a s  
destabilized the Middle East.

But according to Russo and 
A s s is ta n t  P ro v o s t fo r 
A dm issions D an S a rac in o , a 
study  th a t only m easu res  the 
n u m b er of Pell G ran t re c ip i­
e n ts  a U n iv e rs ity  e n ro lls  is 
“very sim plistic.”

“ It d is a p p o in ts  m e th a t  a 
ranking would be done in this 
m anner,” Saracino said.

R ather, N otre Dam e m e a s ­
u res its socioeconomic diversi­
ty in the n u m b er of s tu d en ts  
who a re  on financia l aid  (80 
p e rc e n t)  an d  th e  n u m b e r  of 
students who graduate holding 
Pell Grants, Saracino said.

Because, as Saracino pointed 
out, enro lling  studen ts is one 
th in g  — r e ta in in g  th e m  is 
another. Notre Dam e’s overall 
re te n tio n  ra te  of 95 p e rc e n t 
places the University in the top 
three of all institutes of higher 
learning.

“To adm it [underp riv ileged  
s tu d en ts], b u t no t help  them  
persist, is itself access denied,” 
Saracino said. “It’s easy to use 
the federal governm ent to give 
the studen t a Pell Grant, then 
w ash your hands of any m oral 
r e s p o n s ib il i ty  to  h e lp  th em  
g raduate .”

T h e  r a n k in g  a lso  d o e s n ’t 
take into account the commit­
m ent the institution is m aking 
out of its own pocket, Saracino 
said — like the estim ated $68 
million Notre Dame aw arded  
this year in University scholar­
ship assistance.

Notre Dame evaluates appli­
cants on a need-blind basis — 
m eaning ability to pay does not 
fac to r into accep tance . While 
th is  is a “longstand ing  tra d i­
t io n  th e  U n iv e rs ity  is  v e ry  
proud of,” Russo said , he did 
m e n tio n  th a t  th e  O ffice o f 
Financial Aid does not crea te  
su c h  p o lic ie s  — th a t  jo b  
b e lo n g s  to  th e  B o a rd  of 
Trustees.

Once Notre Dame accepts a 
student, it pledges to m eet the 
fu ll, d e m o n s tra te d  f in a n c ia l 
aid, Russo said. The University 
is one of less than  a dozen col­
leges tha t do that.

“We can look a student in the 
eye ... and say, your ability to 
pay will play no role a t all in 
y o u r  a d m is s io n ,” S a ra c in o  
s a id .  “ If you  d e s e rv e  to  be 
ad m itted , we will adm it you. 
And th en , we will m ee t your 
full need.

“Those two th ings to g e th e r 
are  very powerful as we reach  
out to students who could not 
afford it.”

But N otre D am e’s incom ing 
c la sse s , M orten so n  in s is te d , 
a re  “absolutely u n re p re se n ta ­
tive of th e  p o p u la tio n  of th e  
U.S.” M ortenson’s an sw er for 
in c r e a s in g  so c io e c o n o m ic  
diversity at the University was 
q u ite  sim ply  the  o p p o site  of 
Notre Dam e’s policies.

“How about being need-sen­
sitive?” he asked. “Go seek out 
th e  p o o re r , u n d e rp r iv ile g e d  
students.”

N eed-sensitive adm ission is 
“nothing Notre Dame would be 
p roud  to e sp o u se  or a d o p t,” 
Saracino said. Such policies at 
o ther universities have created

bad situations, w here the insti­
tution ends up refusing a s tu ­
dent who cannot afford tuition 
b e c a u s e  th e  in s t i tu t io n  h as  
m axed out its yearly funds, he 
said.

N otre  D am e does seek  ou t 
a n d  e n c o u ra g e  u n d e r p r iv i ­
le g e d  s tu d e n ts  to  ap p ly , 
though. University rep resen ta ­
t iv e s  h a v e  ta r g e te d  h ig h  
schools with a high num ber of 
e th n ic  m in o ritie s  — “an d /o r 
students on the free lunch pro­
g r a m ,” S a ra c in o  sa id . T he 
N otre  Dam e Club of Chicago 
has also initiated a program  to 
m atch an alum nus to each of a 
g roup  of Chicago public high 
schools to “adopt th a t school 
an d  re a c h  o u t to  th o se  s tu ­
den ts,” he said.

“We a re  t r y ­
ing to in c rea se  
ethn ic  diversity 
as well as those 
s tu d e n ts  w ho 
would be, obvi­
ously, first-gen­
e ra tio n  college 
a t t e n d e e s  — 
a n d  th e  l ik e l i ­
hood, too would 
be  th a t  th e y  
w o u ld  be 
e x t r e m e l y  
poor,” he said.

And the need-blind policy, he 
said, still leaves the Admission 
O ffice’s eyes open  to ce rta in  
factors.

“If we see [on applications] 
s tu d e n ts  c o m in g  fro m  th e  
Chicago Public School system, 
we ... we don’t know for ce r­
ta in , but we can assum e s tu ­
dents from  those schools will 
be poorer than  students from a 
s u b u rb  lik e  Oak P a rk  o r 
Evanston,” he said.

Notre Dame isn’t blind to its 
legacy s tu d e n ts , th ough  — a 
policy M ortenson  took  issu e  
with.

“You h a v e  to  try  h a r d  to 
avoid poor people, to have so 
few  Pell G ran t re c ip ie n ts  on 
cam p u s,” he said . “W hereas, 
w hat is [the average p e rcen t­
age of legacies], 25 percent? I 
th in k  N o tre  D a m e ’s an  odd 
school.”

In fac t, ch ild ren  of a lum ni 
m a k e  u p  24 p e r c e n t  o f th e  
class of 2010, the highest p er­
cen tag e  of any  u n iv e rs ity  in 
th e  n a tio n . But, Russo sa id , 
Notre Dame is “proud of such 
a com m itm ent” to the children 
of alumni.

“They b rin g  academ ic  c re ­
dentials, a strong desire to be 
at Notre Dame, Catholicity and

a com m itm ent to public serv ­
ic e ,” he  s a id , a n d  S a ra c in o  
noted the academ ic profile of a 
legacy student is “virtually the 
sam e” as the overall student.

Nor can the benevolence of 
alum ni be ignored.

N otre  D am e’s en d o w m en t, 
including alum ni donations — 
a lo n g  w ith  o th e r  m o n e ta ry  
sources like bookstore revenue 
and the funds from the football 
TV c o n tr a c t  w ith  NBC — is 
w h a t  s u b s id iz e s  tu i t io n  to 
m a k e  it a f fo rd a b le  fo r  th e  
average student, on top of pro­
viding financial aid, Saracino 
said.

“You do need the generosity 
of alum ni and benefac to rs to 
help keep costs down, and pro­

vide financia l 
a id  fo r th o se  
th a t  c a n ’t 
a f fo rd  t h a t , ” 
Saracino said.

S a r a c i n o  
a n d  R usso  
also felt it was 
m o re  im p o r ­
ta n t to ev a lu ­
ate an  institu­
t io n ’s o v e ra ll 
c o m m itm e n t  
to the com m u­
nity.

N otre Dame 
h a s  a “c u l tu r e  o f s e r v ic e ,” 
S aracino  said . M ore th an  90 
percent of incoming freshm en 
w ere  involved in com m unity  
service during high school, he 
said; m ore than  80 percent of 
N o tre  D am e s tu d e n ts  a re  
involved in it during their four 
years; and 15 percent of Notre 
D am e g ra d u a te s  go im m ed i­
ately into public service after 
g r a d u a t io n  (five p e rc e n t  of 
those being ROTC students).

“There is no reason to apolo­
g ize fo r w h a t ’s g o in g  on a t 
Notre Dam e,” he said.

W hen asked if the University 
would like to place m ore high­
ly in the aforem entioned ran k ­
ing of Pell G rant-holding s tu ­
dents, Russo didn’t hesitate.

“Of course. Are we com m it­
ted to diversity? Yes. The high­
est level of diversity,” he said. 
“B ut c a n  w e be b e t te r ?  Of 
course. We’re trying.”

T h a t, M ortenson  sa id , will 
requ ire  the University to take 
action.

“If N otre  D am e re ta in s  its 
c u rre n t adm issions p o lic ies,” 
he  s a id , “its  r a n k in g  w o n ’t 
change.”

an ad hoc committee to discuss 
this issue in 1995. This committee 
of adm in istra to rs, faculty, staff 
and students suggested the cre­
ation of a standing committee to 
ad v ise  th e  vice p re s id e n t for 
Student Affairs.

The Standing Committee on Gay 
an d  L esb ian  S tu d e n t N eeds 
expanded on the ad hoc commit­
tee starting in the 1996-97 school 
year, and in 1997, the Officers of 
the University issued a statement 
describing Notre Dame’s commit­
m ent to prom oting a “sp irit of 
inclusion.” This sta tem ent said 
the University welcomes and val­
ues gay and lesbian students and 
condem ns harassm en t of these 
students.

Last spring, the 
co m m ittee  w as 
re s tru c tu re d  to 
ex p an d  its  s tu ­
d e n t e lem en t.
W hile the  new  
council rem ains 
an  adv iso ry  
b o a rd  to Vice 
P re s id e n t for 
S tu d e n t A ffairs 
F a th e r  M ark 
Poorm an, it has 
increased its stu­
dent rep resen ta ­
tion, m aking eight m em bers of 
the 12-person council students, 
with one of these students hetero­
sexual.

“[Having a heterosexual student 
on the council | broadens our per­
spective on dialoguing m ore on 
how we can advance this whole 
s p ir i t  o f in c lu s io n ’ a t  N otre 

Dame,” said Sister Susan Dunn, 
assistant vice president of Student 
Affairs. Dunn is co-chair of the 
council.

F a th e r  R ichard  W arner, the 
d ire c to r  of C am pus M inistry, 
Maureen Lafferty, a psychologist 
a t th e  U n iversity  C ounseling  
Center and Heather Rakoczy, the 
director of the Gender Relations 
Center, also sit on the council.

Lafferty said college is generally 
a challenging time for students 
who are gay, lesbian or bisexual 
or who are  confused abut their 
sexuality.

“There may be particular chal­
lenges when you are  in a re li­
giously-based institution,” Lafferty 
said.

She said though the gay and 
lesbian population at Notre Dame 
is not highly visible, she does not 
believe the University has a signif­

icantly lower num ber of homosex­
ual students com pared to other 
schools.

“I think people do not feel as 
com fortable being open in this 
environment, because there are 
not as many signals that it’s okay 
to be open,” Lafferty said.

The Princeton Review consis­
tently lists Notre Dame high on its 
“A lternative  L ifestyles Not an  
A lternative” ranking. This year, 
Notre Dame was number one.

M agee said  w hile m any s tu ­
dents are surprised to find there 
is a gay and lesbian population 
within the student body, he dis­
a g re e s  w ith  the  P rin c e to n  
Review’s assessment of the Notre 
D am e co m m u n ity ’s a tt i tu d e  
toward homosexual students.

“I find th a t the  s tu d en t body 
here is quite receptive in general 
to Igay, lesb ian , b isexual, and 
transsexua l] s tu d e n ts ,” Magee 

sa id . “W hen 
they are actu­
ally confronted 
with a gay or 
le sb ia n  s tu ­
dent, most stu­
dents are quite 
accepting.” 

T he core  
council is cur­
re n tly  giving 
C o m m u n i ty  
p resen ta tio n s 
to f re sh m e n . 
These sessions 

discuss w hat the Council’s Web 
site called a “creative tension”— 
N otre D am e’s dual view s th a t 
each person is a child of God but 
also  th a t  the  teach in g s of the 
Catholic church on sexuality and 
homosexual activity must be fol­
lowed.

The council has also continued 
w ith  the stan d in g  com m ittee’s 
NETWORK in itia tiv e  to te a c h  
members of the Notre Dame com­
m unity  how to encourage  d ia ­
logue ab o u t gay an d  le sb ian  
issues and how to create a safe 
environm ent, Magee said. They 
com pleted NETWORK tra in ing  
with the new resident assistants 
before classes started this fall.

The council plans to continue 
events the stand ing  com m ittee 
held last year, Magee said. One 
T uesday a m onth , the  council 
hosts a reception for gay, lesbian, 
b isexua l and  questio n in g  s tu ­
d e n ts , D unn sa id . S o lid a rity  
Sunday, a retreat, and an event to 
celebrate N ational Coming Out 
Day in October are all in the plan­
ning stage, Magee said.

New home construction falls sharply
WASHINGTON — H ousing  c o n s tru c tio n  

plunged in August, falling to the lowest level in 
m ore than  th ree  years as the once-boom ing 
industry showed further signs of a dramatic slow­
down.

The Commerce Department reported Tuesday 
that construction of new homes and apartments 
fell by 6 percent, the third consecutive decline 
and a much bigger setback than analysts had 
been forecasting.

The weakness pushed the annual rate for con­
struction down to 1.665 million units, the slowest 
pace since April 2003.

Meanwhile, wholesale prices edged up a mod­
est 0.1 percent in August, and outside of energy 
and food, prices actually fell for a second straight 
month. That hadn't occurred in more than three 
years, the Labor Department said.

Analysts said the slowdown in inflation should 
reassure the Federal Reserve that it can continue 
to keep interest rates on hold. Fed policymakers 
m eet on W ednesday for their first discussions 
since  they  voted  in A ugust to leav e  ra te s  
unchanged after 17 consecutive rate hikes.

On Wall Street, the Dow Jones industrial aver­
age fell 14.09 points to close at 11,540.91 after 
investors grew concerned about the economic 
fallout from a military coup in Thailand.

Gore urges action on climate change
NEW YORK — Former Vice President A1 Gore 

stepped up his call for immediate action to halt 
global w arm ing , u rg ing  p o litic ians on both 
sides of the aisle to “have the courage to do bet­
ter.”

“Each passing day brings yet more evidence 
that we are now facing a planetary emergency, 
a climate crisis that dem ands immediate atten­
tion,” Gore said Monday.

In an  h o u r- lo n g  sp e e c h  a t  New York 
University Law School, Gore, who narrowly lost 
the 2000 presidential race to George W. Bush, 
framed the pursuit of renewable energy as an 
economic and national security issue as well as 
an environmental imperative.

“When we make big mistakes in America, it is 
usually because the people have not been given 
an honest accounting of the choices before us,” 
Gore said. “It also is often because too many 
m em bers of both parties who knew better did 
not have the courage to do better.”

Stocks drop with Thailand coup
Baht fa lls  in value; incident reminiscent o f Asian  currency crisis in 1997

NEW YORK — Stocks 
dropped suddenly Tuesday 
a f te r  T h a ila n d ’s m ilita ry  
launched a coup against the 
c o u n try 's  p rim e m in ister. 
W hile the  m a jo r indexes 
recovered most of their losses 
in late afternoon, all closed 
lower. Tech stocks sm arted 
from Yahoo Inc.’s news that 
s lo w er ad  sa le s  w ould  
d e p re ss  its th ird -q u a r te r  
results.

Traders watching Thailand 
closely are certain to remem­
ber how trouble in the king­
dom had worldwide implica­
tions in the past: The Asia 
currency crisis that erupted 
in  1997 b eg an  w ith  the  
devaluation of the Thai baht, 
then snowballed into a cur­
rency crisis in emerging m ar­
kets around the world.

The b a h t fell sh a rp ly  
Tuesday, as did Brazil's real, 
which also tumbled in the ‘97 
crisis.

Thailand, usually  one of 
Southeast Asia’s most stable 
countries, has been in a state 
of political flux this year after 
massive rallies forced Prime 
Minister Thaksin Shinawatra 
to  dissolve P a rliam en t. 
T haksin , who w as in New 
York a ttend ing  the United 
N ations G eneral Assembly, 
has faced calls to step down 
amid allegations of corrup­
tion and abuse of power.

The news hit the market on 
a day stocks had been drift­
ing lower following a sharp 
drop in the pace of U.S. hous­
ing starts in August. Housing 
starts fell 6 percent, twice as 
fast as expected. New hous­
ing construction notched its 
fifth decline in six months, 
h ittin g  its low est po in t in 
more than three years.

Stocks a re  com ing off a 
strong summer rally, poised 
near old record highs. “Now 
we’re at the top of the moun­
tain  saying, Ew. Is this as 
nice an environm ent as we 
thought?’,’’said Jon Brorson, 
head of growth equities a t 
N e u b e rg e r B erm an  in 
Chicago.

The Dow Jones industrial 
average fell 14.09, or 0.12 
percent, to 11,540.91.

B roader stock indicators 
w ere  a lso  low er. The

Standard & Poor's 500 index 
d ropped  2.87, or 0 .22, to 
1 ,318.31, and the N asdaq 
composite index fell 13.38, or 
0.60 percen t, to 2,222.37. 
The index was hurt by a 11 
percent drop in Yahoo Inc. 
and what investors call “the 
flight to quality,” a tendency 
to sell r isk ie r  tech  stocks 
heavily during political crises.

Bonds, considered a re la­
tive safe haven, surged  as 
stocks fell, with the yield on 
the 10-year Treasury note at 
4.73 percent, down sharply 
from 4.81 percent Monday. 
The U.S. d o lla r  d ro p p ed  
ag a in s t m ost o th e r m ajor 
currencies. Gold prices fell.

Crude oil futures plummet­
ed after OPEC played down 
the likelihood of a production 
cut. A barrel of light crude 
se ttled  a t $61 .66 , dow n

$2.14, in trading on the New 
York Mercantile Exchange.

Stocks dropped due to a 
confluence of events, said 
Chris Johnson, m anager of 
q u a n tita tiv e  an a ly s is  a t 
S c h a e ffe r 's  In v es tm en t 
Research in Cincinnati. “It’s 
ju s t an  opportune time for 
the market to kind of sell off,” 
he said.

The d a y ’s h o u sin g  d a ta  
o v ersh ad o w ed  th e  L abor 
D e p a rtm e n t’s re p o r t  th a t 
core inflation, which excludes 
food and energy, fell for the 
second straight month. Both 
the housing and the inflation 
data reaffirm the consensus 
on Wall S tre e t th a t  the 
F ed e ra l R eserve w ill not 
raise the nation’s benchmark 
sh o r t- te rm  in te re s t  ra te  
above its current level of 5.25 
p e rc e n t w hen  it m ee ts

Wednesday.
In v es to rs  w ould  have 

em b ra c e d  th o se  d ipp ing  
in fla tio n  n u m b e rs  a few  
months ago.

back, U.S. soldiers say.

G angs of up to 100 ch ild ren  
assem ble in Sadr City, s tro n g ­
hold of rad ica l an ti-A m erican  
cleric M uqtada al-Sadr and his 
M ahdi A rm y m ilit ia , an d  in 
nearby neighborhoods, U.S. offi­
c e rs  s a id  in  in te rv ie w s  th is  
week.

A m erican soldiers have seen 
young men, their faces covered 
by b an d an as , ta lk ing  w ith the 
children before the rock-throw ­
ing attacks begin — and som e­
times handing out slingshots so 
the volleys will be m ore accu ­
rate , the troops said.

“It's  like a m ilitia operation . 
They’ll m ass rocks on the last or 
second-to-last vehicle” in a U.S. 
p a t ro l ,  sa id  C ap t. C h ris  
L’H eureux, 30, of W oonsocket, 
R.I. “T h e re ’s no d o u b t in  my 
mind tha t they’re  utilizing these 
kids in a deliberate, thought-out 
way. ”

Al-Sadr’s followers insist they 
a re  no t o rgan iz ing  a ttack s  by

Conyers, too, sold “very high

During a debate Monday with 
Democrat Jim Webb, Allen was 
in d ig n a n t  w h en  a p a n e l is t  
ask ed  him  w h e th e r h is fo re ­
bears included Jews. An audi­
en ce  of a b o u t 600  b u s in e ss  
executives booed and hissed at 
the question from Peggy Fox of 
WUSA-TV in Washington, D C.

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Former concentration 
camp guard deported
Woman stood watch 
while thousands died

SAN FRANCISCO — An 83- 
year-old wom an who adm itted 
she had served as a guard  a t a 
c o n c e n t r a t io n  c a m p  d u r in g  
W orld W ar II w as deported  to 
Germany, federal officials said 
Tuesday.

P ro s e c u to rs  w ould  n o t say  
how  th e y  l e a r n e d  a b o u t  
E lfriede Rinkel, but a d e p a r t­
m ent spokesw om an said inves­
t ig a to r s  r o u t in e ly  c o m p a re  
g u a rd  ro s te rs  and  o th e r Nazi 
docum ents to U.S. im m igration 
records.

Rinkel adm itted in court doc­
u m en ts th a t she w orked  as a 
p r is o n  g u a rd  a t  th e  
R a v e n s b ru e c k  c a m p  n e a r  
F u rs te n b e rg  from  Ju n e  1944 
until the cam p w as abandoned 
by th e  N azi g o v e rn m e n t  in 
A pril 1945. A ccord ing  to the  
U.S. D epartm ent of Justice, she 
w o rk e d  w ith  a n  S S - t r a in e d  
a ttack  dog but w as not a m em ­
ber of the Nazi party.

“C oncentration cam p guards 
such as Elfriede Rinkel played 
a vital role in the Nazi reg im e’s 
horrific m istrea tm en t of inno­
cent victim s,” said Alice Fisher,

a Ju s tice  D ep a rtm en t law yer. 
“This case reflects the govern­
m e n t’s u n w a v e r in g  c o m m it­
m ent to rem ove Nazi persecu ­
to rs from this country.”

As p a r t  of h e r  Ju n e  a g re e ­
m ent w ith p rosecu to rs, Rinkel 
gave up her green card, moved 
to G erm any and agreed  never 
to re tu rn  to the U.S., according 
to th e  c o u rt d o cu m en ts . The 
g o v e rn m e n t  a g re e d  to  n o t 
r e l e a s e  in f o r m a t io n  a b o u t  
R inkel’s case , w hich began in 
A pril, u n til a f te r  h e r  d e p a r ­
ture. She left this month.

A call to her law yer Tuesday 
w asn 't im m ediately re tu rned .

R inkel’s husband , a G erm an 
Jew  whom  she  m a rrie d  a fte r  
c o m in g  to  th e  U .S ., d ie d  in 
2004. Her b ro th e r and sister- 
in-law, w hen reached  a t the ir 
N orthern California hom e, said 
they w ere unaw are  of Rinkel’s 
past and believed her husband 
h a d  b e e n ,  to o . T h e  c o u p le  
asked  not to be iden tified  by 
n am e  b e c a u se  th e y  fe a re d  a 
b a c k la s h  f ro m  f r ie n d s  an d  
family.

M ore th a n  1 3 0 ,0 0 0  w om en 
p a s s e d  th ro u g h
R avensbrueck’s gates betw een 
1939 and 1945; an estim ated  
40,000 survived, accord ing  to 
th e  U.S. H o locaust M em orial 
Museum.

Thousands gather at Australian Zoo for service, more watch on T V

BEERWAH — “C rocodile 
H u n te r” S teve Irw in  w as 
remembered Wednesday for his 
“great zest for life” at a public 
memorial service for the beloved 
conservationist and entertainer.

“We have lost a frien d , a 
champion,” actor Russell Crowe 
said in a recorded tribute. “It 
will take some time to adjust to 
that.”

Prime Minister John Howard, 
among the 5,000 in attendance 
at the Australia Zoo for the cere­
mony, remembered Irwin for his 
love of Australia.

“Steve Irw in  to u ch ed  the  
h e a r ts  of A u s tra lia n s  and  
touched the hearts  of millions 
around the world in a very spe­
cial way,” said Howard. “He did 
that because he had that quality 
of be ing  g e n u in e , o f being  
authentic, of being unconditional 
and having a great zest for life.

"Throughout his all-too-short 
life he demonstrated a love for 
the two things that ought to mat­
ter more to all of us than any­
thing else — his love of his fami­
ly and his love of his country.”

There was one empty seat at 
Irwin’s personal stadium — the 
one set aside for the late and 
hugely  p o p u la r  “C rocodile 
H unter” himself. On the stage 
sa t Irw in 's widow, A m erican- 
born Terri, and their two chil­
dren, Hindi 8, and Bob, 2 — all 
dressed in Irwin’s favored khaki 
outfit. It was their first public 
appearance since Irwin’s death.

A exuberant television en ter­
ta in e r  and  c o n se rv a tio n is t, 
Irwin, 44, died Sept. 4 when the 
barb from a stingray pierced his 
chest while he was filming for a

TV show on the Great Barrier 
Reef. His family held a private 
funeral service for him on Sept. 
9 at Australia Zoo.

Flags on the Sydney H arbor 
Bridge Hew Wednesday at half- 
staff, and giant television screens 
w ere  se t up in Irw in ’s hom e 
state of Queensland for people to 
w a tch  the se rv ice . T h ree  of

ple.

been owned by the Irwin family 
since 1970.

His death set off an unprece­
dented outpouring of grief. Tens 
of thousands traveled to the zoo 
near Brisbane to drop off flow­
ers and other mementoes, many 
of them  sign ing  Irw in-sty led  
khaki shirts instead of a condo­
lence book.

Since Irw in’s death, his con­
s e rv a tio n  c h a rity  W ildlife 
W arriors has seen a surge in 
donations and its Web site has 
received millions of hits.

State Superior Court Judge T. 
Jackson Bedford Jr. ru led  th a t

r e q u i r e m e n t  
d ep riv es  o th e r ­
w ise  q u a lif ie d  
v o te r s  o f th e  
r ig h t  to  c a s t  a 
ballot and adds a 
new, unconstitu ­
tional condition  
to voting.

“Any a t te m p t  
by th e
L e g is la tu re  to 
r e q u ir e  m o re  
th a n  w h a t is 
re q u ire d  by the 
e x p re s s  l a n ­
guage of our Constitution can ­
not w ithstand judicial scrutiny,” 
he wrote.

The judge took issue with the 
b u rd e n  p la c e d  on v o te r s  to  
prove their identity using photo 
ID. Even if voters are  allowed to 
c a s t  b a llo ts  w ith o u t th e  
r e q u ire d  id e n tif ic a tio n , they  
m u st re tu rn  w ith in  48 h o u rs  
with photo IDs or the ir vote is 
forfeited.

Bedford noted that a photo ID 
is no t re q u ire d  to re g is te r  to 
vote in Georgia.

Sunday and was being held at the 
county jail without bond. He also 
faces charges of possession of an 
incendiary device and imperson­
ating an officer.

Police say Filyaw, w earing  a 
shirt with the image of a sheriffs 
badge on it, abducted the girl as 
she walked home from a school 
bus stop Sept. 6. The teen  was 
found 10 days later in a booby- 
trapped, roughly 8-foot-deep hole 
carved out of the side of a hill.

Authorities said the girl sent a 
text m essage to her m other on 
h e r  c a p to r ’s cell p h o n e  as he 
slept: “Hi mom,” it read. “I’m  in a 
ho le  a c ro s s  from  C harm  Hill 
where the big trucks go in and 
out. There’s a bomb. Call police.”

According to an incident report 
released Tuesday in the suspect­
ed November assault on the 12- 
year-old  girl, Filyaw woke the 
g irl, w ho w as s leep in g  in  the  
sam e bed as h e r  m other, and 
threatened to hurt the m other if 
she said anything. He then took 
the girl to another room and sex­
ually assau lted  her, the rep o rt 
said.

J u s t  a b o u t  e v e ry  s c h o o l 
system  in the nation  is facing 
th e  sa m e  c o n u n d ru m , w ith  
little  co n se n su s , a b o u t how  
to b a lan ce  a m odern  rea lity  
against the  need to m ain tain  
o rd e r  in  th e  c la ssro o m  and  
the hallw ays.

W ith  m o re  th a n  h a l f  th e  
n a tio n ’s te e n s  now  c a rry in g  
th e m , c e l l  p h o n e s  h a v e  
beco m e an  a p p e n d a g e  th a t  
m a n y  r e f u s e  to  le a v e  a t  
hom e, and  w hich m any p a r ­
e n ts  w a n t th em  to c a rry  a t 
a l l  t im e s  fo r  e m e r g e n c ie s  
and genera l peace of mind.

At the sam e tim e, teach ers  
a n d  sc h o o l a d m in is t r a to r s  
com plain  of grow ing d is ru p ­
tions, from  phones going off 
in c la ss  to im p ro p e r  u se  of 
t e x t  m e s s a g in g  a n d  c e ll  
phone cam eras.

“E le c tro n ic  b u lly in g  w as  
s t a r t i n g  to  e m e rg e .  T h e y  
w ere tex t m essaging th rea ts , 
s e n d in g  in t im id a t in g  m e s ­
s a g e s  to  e a c h  o th e r ,” sa id  
Randy Clegg, su p erin ten d en t 
fo r th e  C lin ton  C o m m unity  
School D istrict, an  Iowa com ­
m unity  ab o u t 30 m iles from  
D u b u q u e  a n d  1 9 0  fro m  
C h ic a g o . “W e r e  p u t t in g  
s o p h i s t i c a t e d  s tu f f  in  th e  
h an d s  of te e n a g e rs  and  you 
d e a l  w ith  a l l  th e  ty p ic a l  
teenage  stuff.”

In July, the d istric t adopted 
a policy w here  its 4 ,500 s tu ­
dents a re  allow ed to carry  a 
phone, but risk  having it con­
fisca ted  un til the  end of the 
day if they  use it o r it goes 
off d u rin g  schoo l. A second  
infraction  req u ires  a m eeting 
w ith a p a ren t. Since the s ta r t 
of the new  term , about th ree  
o r  fo u r  p h o n e s  h a v e  b e e n  
confiscated , said  Clegg, e s ti­
m ating  th a t m ore th an  th ree  
q u a r te rs  of his sy stem ’s m id­
dle and  high school studen ts 
— and  a grow ing num ber in 
e le m e n ta r y  sc h o o l — now  
ca rry  phones.

W ire le ss  c o m p a n ie s  v iew  
school-age ch ildren  a re  a key 
source of grow th in a m arke t 
w h e re  th e  n u m b e r  of f i r s t ­
tim e u se rs  is fast dw indling. 
W hile  m a n y  a r e  s ig n e d  on 
th r o u g h  fa m ily  p la n s  t h a t  
only g e n e ra te  an  ad d itio n a l 
$10 or $20 a m onth  in base 
c h a rg e s , k id s  o ften  r in g  up 
e x tra  fees  fo r te x t m e ssa g ­
in g , r i n g to n e s  a n d  v id e o  
gam es.

At last count, nearly  th ree - 
q u a rte rs  of the  n a tio n ’s pop­
u la tio n  h a d  cell p h o n es. By 
c o n t r a s t ,  53 p e r c e n t  o f 
A m e r ic a n s  a g e d  12 to  17 
h a v e  th e m , a c c o rd in g  to  a 
r e c e n t  su rv e y  by S im m ons 
R esearch. T hat figure, w hich 
S im m o n s  e x t r a p o l a t e s  to  
roughly 13.1 m illion teens, is 
up  from  39 p e rc e n t  in la te  
2004 and 33 pe rcen t in 2002, 
s u g g e s t in g  th e  t r e n d  h a s  
begun to accelera te .

“P a rt of the  rea lity  is th a t 
th ey ’re  going to have it,” said 
Clegg. He no ted  th a t he too 
found it com forting w hen his 
daughter, now in college, had 
a c e l l  to  c a l l  h o m e  fro m  
e x t r a c u r r i c u l a r  a c t iv i t ie s ,  
in c lu d in g  lo n g  b u s  t r i p s  
re tu rn in g  well a fte r m idnight 
from  high school band  com ­

petitions.
“I don ’t th ink i t’s ap p ro p ri­

ate in th is day and age to do 
a n  o u t r ig h t  b a n ,” he  s a id . 
“W hat a re  you going  to do, 
check  every  k id  w ho com es 
into school? T h a t’s not p ra c ­
tic a l.”

B ut t h a t ’s p re c ise ly  w h a t 
N ew  Y ork  C ity  h a s  b e e n

T h e re  a re  o th e r  b ig  c ities  
t h a t  a r e  ta k in g  a s im i la r  
z e r o -  o r  lo w - to le r a n c e  
approach : D etroit, for exam ­
ple, also bans the devices.

M any  s c h o o l s y s te m s  
a c ro s s  th e  n a tio n  o ffic ia lly  
ban  p h o n e s  — o fte n  u n d e r  
n o -g a d g e t ru le s  a d o p te d  in 
the 1980’s to com bat beeper- 
to t in g  d ru g  d e a le r s  — b u t 
d o n ’t en fo rce  th o se  po lic ies 
rigidly.

T h a t  ty p e  o f  d is c o n n e c t  
p ro m p te d  leg is la tiv e  ac tio n  
in  A la b a m a , w h e re  a s ta te  
law  p red a tin g  the cell boom  
h a d  m a d e  p o s s e s s io n  o f  a 
phone in schoo l p u n ish a b le  
by su sp en sio n  or expu lsion .

A few y e a rs  ago, a su rp r ise  
s e a r c h  a t  R a m s a y  H igh  
School in B irm ingham  m ean t 
to  u n co v er c o n tra b a n d  also  
led to the  confiscation of 235 
cell phones, said Rep. Oliver 
R obinson , a s ta te  le g is la to r  
serving th a t city.

A fter p a re n ts  com pla ined , 
R o b in so n  in tro d u c e d  a b ill 
th a t  took th re e  tr ie s  to pass 
before it becam e law  in June. 
The new  law  leaves it to each  
sch o o l sy stem  to s e t  policy, 

a n d  m o s t h a v e  
m o v e d  a w a y  
from  an ou trigh t 
ban , he said.

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Practical step against 
global poverty

Having heard the experts and 
depressing stats from the Notre Dame 
Forum on global health and poverty, 
the question rem ains w hat are we to do 
about it?

The Forum 's official Web site recom ­
mends reading Paul Farm er and Jeffrey 
Sachs’ latest books. I would like to sug­
gest something far more concrete.

Though Dr. Sachs was correct in 
pointing out the limitation of m arkets 
for those so desperately poor that they 
cannot participate in them, he did not 
go far enough in his analysis of m arkets 
as mechanisms for hum an develop­
ment. Contrary to w hat many of us 
have been told, m arkets are not univer­
sally good m eans to raise populations 
out of poverty and toward better health 
and prosperity.

Unfortunately, due to the ominous 
th reat of falling back into destitution 
and the disproportionate power of large 
corporate and m arket forces, many 
small farm ers and other w orkers — 
around the world — are kept in states 
of near indentured servitude by the 
very m arkets understood by many to be 
their saving grace.

We should all be more mindful of 
w here our dollars go and w hat activi­
ties they support. The ties between our 
dollars and the lives of millions are far 
more real and powerful than you might

think. W hat can the Notre Dame com­
munity, as a m oral consumer, do?

Among many good options rem ains 
one simple and effective action: 
increase our commitment to fair trade 
products.

Many other cam puses around the 
country, secular and religious, have 
done precisely this. Coffee is w here this 
typically starts. Catholic Relief Services 
estim ates tha t less than 2 cents of an 
average $1.50 cup of coffee reaches the 
farm er who grew the coffee. Under fair 
trade provisions farm ers are guaran­
teed over one dollar a pound for their 
harvest. Notre Dame consumes over 35, 
000 pounds of coffee a year, only a 
small part of it fair trade. We should do 
som ething about this.

A num ber of years ago, students 
worked to have fair trade coffee avail­
able on cam pus as a consum er choice. 
It’s time now to make a moral, ra ther 
than a m arket choice as the Notre 
Dame community. Let’s make the 
switch, collectively, to a better brew, so 
that we can do something everyday 
tow ard alleviating the world’s 
poverty/health crisis.

Come, and help struggling fam i­
lies gut their houses so they can 
s ta rt to get back on their feet. 
Come, and stand in solidarity with 
residents, because no one else is 
on their side. Come, and b ear w it­
ness to one of the greatest

tragedies of our generation, m eet 
some of the m ost resilient people 
in the world, and do your p art to 
end their suffering.

The CSC’s Gulf Coast Student 
Task Force is putting together a 
trip, from Oct. 14-20. One week 
isn ’t a lot of time, but the more 
people tha t m ake the trip, the 
m ore work th a t can be accom ­
plished.

Population question deserves 
greater attention

The three critical responses printed Sept. 
18 to Liz Coffey’s properly concerned col­
umn on population growth are all short on 
facts and long on wishful thinking. They 
show how urgently we at Notre Dame need 
to educate ourselves on this issue, arguably 
the most im portant one facing the current 
generation of college students.

Global population now increases a t the 
rate of a little over 200,000 a day, or about 
8,700 each hour. T hat’s over a million new 
hum ans on earth  every five days, or, to take 
a familiar image, think of filling Notre Dame 
Stadium every nine hours w ith newcomers.

The first thing to grasp about these trends 
is that they are unprecedented. Pointing out 
tha t Malthus was wrong in predicting immi­
nent food shortages at the end of the 18th 
century, when the population w as less than 
one billion, is irrelevant to today’s ecological 
and social condition, when the population is 
approximately 6.5 billion. Conservative esti­
m ates project a population of about 9 billion 
by 2050. T hat’s an increase of 2.5 billion 
over the next four or five decades. To put 
this num ber in historical context, it took 
homo sapiens until 1950 to reach a total 
population of 2.5 billion.

The point is that the earth  has seen noth­

ing like our recent population growth 
throughout the history of hum ankind. Of 
course, the earth  does not “see.” We, who 
m ust be its eyes, need to use our best sci­
ence (and here that m eans ecology, not eco­
nomics), our circumspection, our moral 
imagination, and our humility to understand 
our place and our responsibilities. Two of 
the respondents to Coffey acknowledge that 
resources may be finite while insisting that 
hum an resourcefulness is infinite. But noth­
ing hum an is infinite. Ethical coherence 
begins in the recognition of limits.

The biologist E. O. Wilson wrote recently 
tha t “the time has come for economists and 
business leaders, who so haughtily pride 
themselves as m asters of the real world, to 
acknowledge the existence of the real real 
w orld.” It seem s ju st as clear that a t Notre 
Dame the time has come for faculty and stu ­
dents to put our minds — and our curricu­
lum — to work on understanding the 
responsibilities of stewardship. If not here, 
w here?

It’s th a t bohem ian style of com put­
in g  th a t  no s e lf - r e s p e c tin g  a r t i s t ,  
d e s ig n e r  o r an y o n e  w ho w a n ts  to 
look hip  is w ith o u t. W h ere  A pple 
C o m p u te r cam e from  th o u g h , is a 
com plex m aze of innovation, design 
and conflict. Always in the shadow  of 
Bill G a te s  a n d  h is  W in d o w s 
leviathan, Apple has re tu rn ed  and is 
the source of the m ust-have, techno­
logically innovative gadgets.

Conceived in 1976, Apple w as one 
of th e  p io n e e rs  o f p e rs o n a l  hom e 
co m p u tin g . T he f ir s t  m a jo r  A pple 
product w as the Apple 11 m icrocom ­
puter, sold for a then  hefty $970. One 
of the first com puters th a t could be 
used in the hom e, it w as a response 
to the Apple I. The first m odel w as 
designed for e lectron ics en th u siasts  
but the Apple II b ro u g h t com puting 
pow er into the home. This com puter 
ra n  the  firs t ever sp re a d sh e e t p ro ­
gram  —VisiCalc — and  becam e the 
stan d ard  in A m erican education and 
b u s in e s s  d u r in g  th e  1 9 8 0 s  a n d  
1990s. At the end of its production in 
1993, m ore  th a n  tw o m illion un its 
had been sold.

One of the  innovations of this com ­
pu ter w as its appearance . Instead of 
looking like a piece of com plica ted  
e lec tro n ic  h a rd w a re , it could have 
p assed  for an  o rd in a ry  a p p lia n c e . 
The Apple co m p u ter could be used 
alm ost anyw here and would not look 
o u t of p lace . A lthough  a d in o s a u r  
to d ay , th e  c o m p u te r  o n ce  lo o k ed  
fashionable and functional — a m otif 
Apple keeps today.

The early  1980s m arked  the begin­
ning of the Apple-PC battle  for p e r­
s o n a l  c o m p u te r  s u p re m a c y . IBM 
u sed  an  o p en  h a rd w a re  s ta n d a rd  
a n d  b u n d le d  i ts  h a r d w a r e  w ith  
M icrosoft’s new  MS-DOS o p e ra tin g  
system . Due to o v e r-h ea tin g  issues 
with the new Apple 111, a w ary con­
sum er m ark e t developed and m any 
people shifted to PCs with Microsoft 
softw are. . jjjg

A re su rg en ce
One of the  m ost fam ous com m er­

cials ever aired  in 1984. Directed by 
R id ley  S c o tt , A p p le  u se d  G eo rg e  
O rw ell’s fam ous “1984” as its basis 
and people woke back up to Apple. 
Steve Jobs knew th a t personal com ­
pu ters  w ere headed  the way of the  
G raphic User In terface (GUI). Apple 
developed the Lisa based on this pre-

G ates  in t r o ­
d u c e d  th e  f i r s t  i n c a r n a t io n  o f 
Windows. Using m any of the featu res 
found  on th e  M acin tosh  OS, G ates 
w as able to secu re  a lion’s sh a re  of 
the com puting m arket, which he has 
kept until the p resen t day.

Apple, having lost many of the p e r­
s o n a l  c o m p u tin g  m a r k e t  to  
M icrosoft, tu rn e d  to o th e r a re a s  of 
in n o v a tio n  an d  cam e ou t w ith the  
PowerBook 100. This portab le  com ­
pu ter (Apple’s second a ttem p t a t the 
p o rta b le  co m p u te r) proved to be a 
G odsend for Apple. The PowerBook 
100 b ro u g h t m uch needed  revenue 
and es tab lish ed  the basic  layout of 
laptop and notebook com puters.

T h e  G o lia th  to  A p p le ’s D av id , 
Microsoft and Intel team ed to create  
easy to use softw are with relatively  
low  co s t h a rd w a re .  M any p eo p le , 
f in d in g  W in d o w s e a s i e r  to  u se , 
tu rn ed  to PCs, and  Apple again  lost 
ground . In the early  1990s, A pple’s 
civil su it ag a in st M icrosoft for theft 
of in te llec tu a l p ro p erty  d ragged  on 
for years. Apple poured  m oney into 
law yers and courts instead of finding 
ways to effectively counter Microsoft.

A blossom ing
In the la te  1990s, Apple began to 

w ork on p roducts of its own ra th e r  
than  w hat w hat Microsoft w as doing. 
The 1998 re lease  of the iMac w as a 
w atershed  for Apple and brought the 
c o m p a n y  its  f i r s t  p ro f i ta b le  y e a r  
since 1993.

This w as only the beginning. Using 
i n t e r e s t i n g  a n d  d i f f e r e n t i a t in g  
designs for its products, Apple in tro ­
duced softw are packages am ong the 
best in the industry . F inal Cut w as 
p u rc h a s e d  from  M a c ro m e d ia  and  
A s ta r te ’s D V D irecto r w as re m a d e  
in to  iDVD an d  DVD S tudio  Pro  for 
consum ers and professionals.

However, the rock th a t hit Goliath 
w as the introduction of the iPod and 
the iTunes m usic store. This rev ita l­
ized Apple into the fash ionable  and 
technologically  sound com pany it is 
today.

From  an e le c tro n ic s  com p an y  in 
the la te  70s to now having U2 do its 
co m m e rc ia ls , A p p le ’s jo u rn e y  h as  
been convoluted. It seem s th a t Apple 
h as  finally hit its s trid e , focused on 
its p roducts and not the  com petition. 
T he fu tu re  a p p e a rs  as b r ig h t and  
prom ising as the day w hen the first 
Apple com puter was released.

They are  everyw here. From college 
cam puses to city s tre e ts  to a irp o rts  
around Am erica, the distinctive white 
earbud  cords of the iPod dangle from 
e a rs  spann ing  nearly  every age and 
background. W hether connected to a 
Mini, Nano, Shuffle, Video or ju s t an 
o ld -s c h o o l, f i r s t  g e n e r a t io n  iP o d , 
th e se  l i t t le  w h ite  c o rd s  sho w  th a t  
Apple’s mp3 player has taken over the 
world.

T he q u e s t for p o r ta b le , p e rso n a l 
m usic has consum ed society since the 
days of Sony’s W alkman and Discman. 
The sp read  of these portable tape and 
CD p lay e rs  in the  1970s an d  1980s 
revolutionized the music industry  and 
m ade e n te rta in m e n t as a tta in a b le  a 
commodity as m agazines or radio.

The advent of digital technology led 
to the creation  of the first mp3 play­
e rs  in th e  la te  1 9 9 0 s. T h e se  w ere  
dow nright bulky and  u n a ttrac tive  by 
today’s s tan d ard s. T hanks to fu rth er 
techno log ica l ad v an ces , the  m a rk e t 
w as r ip e  fo r th e  ta k in g  if a p lay e r 
w ith  the  r ig h t look and  ad v e rtis in g  
cam e along.

E nter A pple’s iPod. The iPod began 
as a p ro je c t  in te n d e d  to  in te g r a te  
Apple into the m arket of digital con­
sum er devices. It w as developed and 
designed by Tony Fadell as a portable 
h a rd  d rive  c a p a b le  of p lay in g  m p3 
m usic files. He sold his idea to Apple 
in February  2001 and the first 5 GB, 
1000 song iPods becam e available to 
the public in October 2001.

From the sta rt, Apple m ade its mp3 
p la y e rs  c o m p a tib le  w ith  its  m ed ia  
player, iTunes. In doing this, the com ­
pany g u a ra n te e d  a la rg e  co n su m er 
b ase  fo r iT unes, w hich  it h o p ed  to 
develop into a m ajor porta l for legally 
downloading music for iPod play.

By the end of 2002, the second gen­
eration  of iPods w as in sto res and  fea­
tu re d  d ra m a tic  im p ro v e m e n ts  over 
the  p rev io u s  v e rs io n . Not only w as 
capac ity  do u b led , bu t a lso  th e  look 
an d  in te ra c tiv ity  of th e  p la y e r  had  
been stream lined. In 2004, Apple rev ­
olutionized w hat had becom e its own 
m a rk e t w ith  the in tro d u c tio n  of the 
iPod mini.

An ev en  s m a l le r  v e rs io n  o f th e  
already  tiny iPod, the iPod mini fea­
tu red  a sleeker design, custom colors, 
longer battery  life and cheaper prices. 4 
F u r th e r  m in ia tu r iz a tio n s  led to the 
iPod nano and the iPod shuffle, even
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m a ile r  p la y e rs  in te n d e d  to  re a c h  
iche m arkets.
Apple’s designers a t the sam e time 

efused to let their flagship, the reg u ­
ar iPod, be ou td o n e . U tiliza tion  of 
lash m em ory in 2004 gave the iPod 
o m oving p a r ts , m ean in g  th a t  the 
layer can be shaken or dropped to a 
ertain  extent w ithout causing serious 
am age.
Also in 2004, Apple red e fin ed  the 

la rk e t yet again by including a video 
creen on all iPods. Thanks to a stor- 
ge size of 60 GB, this m ean t th a t full 
en g th  m ovies or te le v is io n  sh ow s 
ould be dow nloaded and view ed on 
he go. The unveiling th is fall of the 
fth g en e ra tio n , 80 GB iPod re p re -  

ents the latest im provem ent in tech- 
o lo g y  a n d  p ro m is e s  to  b r in g  a 
h a n g e  to  how  th e  w o rld  w a tc h e s  
n tertainm ent.
The iPod’s success is due in la rge  
a r t  to the clever advertis ing  devel- 
ped by Apple. The “silhouette  com ­
mercials," which depict black silhou- 
t te s  of p eo p le  d a n c in g  w ith  th e ir  
vhite iPods and earbuds, have been a 
ta p le  s in c e  th e  p l a y e r ’s la u n c h , 
ad d itio n a lly , th e y  g av e  A pp le  th e  
p p o r tu n i ty  to  p ro m o te  a r t i s t s  on 
o w n lo a d a b le  on iT u n e s  s u c h  as 
Im inem , The G orillaz and  U2. This 
m art advertising  led to the  distinc- 
ive white earbuds becom ing a symbol 
if s ta tu s  in m any co u n trie s  a ro u n d  
he world.

Even though the  iPod co n tro ls  80 
le rcen t o f th e  m p3 p lay e r m a rk e t, 
om petitors do exist. Many com panies 
Deluding Sony, Dell, Sam sung and Rio 
ave all tried em ulations of the iPod 
vith v a ry in g  d e g r e e s  o f s u c c e s s .  
Microsoft recently announced its own 
mp3 player, Z une, in an  a tte m p t to 
r e a k  A p p le ’s s tr a n g le h o ld  on the  
m arket, b u t  o n ly  tim e  w ill te l l  
whether M icrosoft can com pete w ith 
ipple.
Until then, Apple stands a t the fore- 

ronl of the mp3 p layer m arket w ith 
s wildly popular and successful iPod, 
iver the course of several years, the 
*od has im proved a g re a t deal and  
ranched out into o ther realm s w ith 
he Nano and the Shuffle. The iPod 
as revolu tion ized  the way our cul- 
mre en terta ins itself. With technology 
eco m in g  m o re  s o p h is t ic a te d  an d  
mi proving alm ost daily, one can only 
/under w hat new and exciting revo- 
mtions the iPod will bring next.

Once again, Apple is quickly p h as­
ing ou t p rev io u s g e n e ra tio n s  of its 
sleek iPod devices, sending  them  to 
th e  r e f u r b i s h e d  d e p a r tm e n t  a n d  
re p la c in g  th em  w ith  new , s le e k e r  
ones to tem pt our w allets and com ­
p le m e n t o u r  life s ty le s . But we a ll 
know th a t the new  additions and fea ­
tu re s  — from  h a rd ie r  m a te r ia ls  to 
b e tte r  video capability  — will m ake 
us w an t them  anyw ay and  sm ile in 
joy w hen they show up in th e ir b eau ­
tifully packaged boxes. H ere’s a look 
a t w hat Apple has ju s t re leased .

iPod Shuffle
Declared the “w orld ’s sm allest d ig­

i t a l  m u s ic  p la y e r ,” th e  n e w  iP od  
Shuffle is definitely dim inutive a t ju s t 
ha lf the length  of the first generation  
m odel (1.62 in ch es long — sligh tly  
la r g e r  th a n  a q u a r te r ) .  T h e  s till  - 
screen less second genera tion  is now 
b rushed  with silver alum inum , m ak­
ing it m uch  m ore  d u ra b le  th a n  its 
p re d e c e s s o r . It a lso  co m es w ith  a 
built-in clip th a t allows you to w ear 
it alm ost anyw here.

The iPod Shuffle still ho lds 1 GB 
w o rth  of m u sic  (a b o u t 240  songs) 
and  uses an iTunes autofill fea tu re  to 
random ly load the p layer with m usic 
from  the ow ner’s library. The shuffle 
b a tte ry  la s ts  12 h o u rs . The second 
g e n e ra tio n  Shuffle still u ses a USB 
flash drive to sto re  m usic, bu t it now 
connects to the  com puter th rough  a 
dock, m aking it som ew hat less useful 
in c a rry in g  files. S till, it should  be 
sk ip -free  and u ltra -p o rta b le . Apple 
Price: $79

iPod Nano
The new  iPod Nano is also a h a ir  

sm aller, be ing  less th a n  .26 inches 
thick, 3.5 inches long and  1.6 inches 
wide. There a re  th ree  capacity  sizes 
— 4GB, 6GB an d  8GB — th a t  c an  
hold b e tw een  500 and  2 ,000  songs 
an d  up to ab o u t 25 ,000  sn ap sh o ts . 
The 4GB now  com es in five co lo rs 
(silver, pink, green, blue, and  black), 
w hile the 2GB is availab le  in silver 
and the 8GB in black.

More im portantly , the  second gen­
e r a t io n  N ano  co m es w ith  a m u ch  
s t r o n g e r  f in is h  o f  h ig h  lu s te r  
a n o d iz e d  a lu m in u m  (like th e  iPod 
M ini) t h a t  is m u c h  le s s  l ik e ly  to  
s c ra tc h . The d isp lay  is 40 p e rc e n t 
brighter. The b a tte ry  life lasts about 
24 hours. Like the shuffle , the new 
Nano uses a USB flash drive, so it is

n o n -sk ip . A pple P rice: $ 1 4 9 -$ 1 9 9 - 
$249

iPod
Not w anting to be outclassed by its 

younger siblings, the iPod received a 
few new updates as well. It now has 
m o re  g a m e  c a p a b i l i ty  in c lu d in g  
gam es such as Texas Hold 'Em, Mini 
Golf and PAC-MAN.

W hile  th e  s c r e e n  is 60 p e r c e n t  
b righ te r than  before, the b a tte ry  can 
la s t th ro u g h  20 h o u rs  of m usic  or 
six hours of video, an unpreceden ted  
ba tte ry  life. The new iPod is offered 
as e ith er a 30GB or an 80GB, getting 
rid  o f th e  60GB v e rs io n . P e rh a p s  
w hat is m ost appea ling  is th a t it is 
now $50 cheaper. Apple Price: $250- 
$350

The new  iTunes
iTunes received  a facelift as well. 

T he d isp lay  is a little  c le a n e r, b u t 
abou t the sam e as before. B etter is 
th e  m o re  in c lu s iv e  iPod  su m m a ry  
th a t is provided w henever the  device 
is synched. Now you can easily  see 
su c h  th in g s  as w h a t th e  sp a c e  on 
y o u r  iP o d  is  b e in g  u s e d  fo r  a n d  
w h e th e r  th e  v e r s io n  n e e d s  to  be 
updated .

In a step tow ard  re in troducing  the 
a lbum  cover to dow nloaded  m usic, 
you ca n  a u to m a tic a lly  load  covers 
an d  th e n  tise th e  new  C over Flow  
fea tu re  to flip th ro u g h  them  on the 
s c re e n  to  choose  y o u r m u sic . The 
iT unes s to re  a lso  now  se lls  v ideos 
(com patible w ith video capable iPods 
and  p layab le  in iTunes) and  gam es 
(only com patib le w ith the  fifth -gen­
e r a t io n  iP o d  a n d  n o t p la y a b le  in  
iTunes). As always, iTunes is free to 
download.

iTV
Steve Jobs and Apple also dropped 

a tan taliz ing  hint about its upcom ing 
product re lease  curren tly  called iTV. 
The device will plug into the TV and 
w irelessly pull video and  m usic from 
e ith er a nearby M acintosh com puter 
or the  In ternet.

This an n o u n cem en t w as m et w ith 
m uch an tic ip a tio n  for th e  possib ili­
t ie s  o ffe re d  by iTV. T he id e a  h a s  
been tried  before w ith o ther com pa­
n ie s , in c lu d in g  M ic ro so ft w ith  its  
M edia Center PC, and iTV will debut 
abou t the  sam e tim e as som e o th e r 
s im ila r p ro d u c ts , such  as a se t-to p  
box from  Netflix. Only tim e will tell, 
however, if Apple will dom inate this 
m arke t as well.

NDtv, N o tre  D a m e ’s ow n s tu d e n t  
b roadcasting  channel, kicks off its fall 
season  ton ight w ith the  season  4 p re ­
m iere of “The Mike P eterson  Show.”

NDtv began as the collective idea  of 
se v e ra l F ilm , Television an d  T h e a te r  
(FTT) m ajors. With the help of a faculty 
a d v is o r ,  C h r is t in e  B e c k e r , a n d  a 
S tu d e n t  A c tiv i t ie s  a d v is o r , L a u r ie  
M cFadden, the  channel w as launched  
in O ctober 2002. At th a t tim e, it w as 
only a h a lf-h o u r- lo n g  show  th a t  ra n  
every two weeks. In its initial run , the 
show  fe a tu re d  five d is tin c t segm en ts. 
By fall 2004 and  spring 2005, NDtv had 
g ro w n  in to  a fu ll c h a n n e l  w ith  tw o 
show s — “NDtv News” and  “The Mike 
Peterson Show.” Each w as a half-hour- 
lo n g  p ro g ra m  b r o a d c a s t  o n c e  e a c h  
week.

In its cu rren t incarnation , NDtv con­
sists of four program s — “NDtv N ew s,” 
“NDtv S p o r t s ,” “T he M ike P e te rs o n  
S how ” an d  “The F inal C u t,” a m ovie 
review  show  focusing on the DeBartolo 
C enter for the  Perform ing A rts (DPAC) 
and films show n by the S tudent Union 
Board (SUB). W hat s ta rted  as a handful 
o f  FTT m a jo rs  b r o a d c a s t in g  o u t o f 
South Dining Hall has exploded into a 
com plex production th a t consists of 90 
m em bers, its own stud io  and  nonstop  
p rogram m ing over cam pus cable.

T he p ro g ra m m in g  on NDtv ra n g e s  
from serious new s to sketch comedy, as 
e v id e n c e d  by “T h e  M ike P e te r s o n  
Show,” w hich is the first show  p rem ie r­
ing on NDtv’s fall 2006 schedule. The 
p rogram  fea tu res  the eponym ous host 
in a variety  of situations and has been 
ru n n in g  for n ea rly  tw o y ears , though  
P e te r s o n  te m p o ra r i ly  to o k  a h ia tu s  
w h ile  s tu d y in g  a b ro a d  in S a n tia g o , 
Chile.

“ I t ’s k in d  of lik e  a c ro s s  b e tw e e n  
C onan an d  S a tu rd a y  N ight Live, b u t 
w ith  a very  specific  top ic  
fo r  i ts  h u m o r  — N o tre  
D a m e ,” s a id  P e te r s o n , a 
sen ior FTT major. “We also 
fea tu re  cam pus celebrities 
and  s tu d e n t  m u sica l a c ts  
each w eek .”

P re v io u s  g u e s ts  h a v e  
in c lu d e d  v a r io u s  cam p u s 
bands and football p layers 
lik e  fo rm e r  N o tre  D am e 
fo o tb a ll c a p ta in  B ran d o n  
Hoyte. The show occasion­
ally  b ro a d c a s ts  live from  
Legends, w hich allows for a live au d i­
ence.

One aspect th a t has m ade NDtv p a r ­
ticu larly  unique is the high level of s tu ­
d e n t  in v o lv e m e n t. S tu d e n ts  h a n d le  
every facet of the  show, from the tech ­
n ica l a s p e c ts  of p re -p ro d u c tio n  and  
p o st-p ro d u c tio n  to th e  c re a tiv e  d ec i­
sions of program m ing and scrip t w rit­
ing.

“NDtv is com pletely run  by s tu d en ts ,” 
said  M elinda L eonard , executive p ro ­
d u c e r  of “NDtv N ew s.” “We have an  
a d v iso r , L a u r ie  M c F a d d e n , b u t  sh e  
never gives us in stru c tio n s or o rd ers , 
only advice or gu idance w hen we ask 
her.”

This com plete technical and creative 
c o n tro l h as  b en efited  tho se  in v o lv e d / 
allow ing them  to try  exciting  pro jects 
and show case the ir en thusiasm  for te l­
e v is io n  a n d  b r o a d c a s t in g .  B o th  
Leonard and Peterson s tress th a t NDtv 

p ro v id e s  r e a l - w o r ld  
techn ica l experience  for 
s tu d en ts  th a t often ca n ­
n o t b e  fo u n d  in  c l a s s ­
room s.

For those seeking a job 
in  th e  m e d ia  w o r ld , 
w ork ing  on the  ch an n el 
gives them  a head  s ta r t  
in  u n d e r s ta n d in g  w h a t 
goes into television p ro ­
duction.

P e rh a p s  m o st im p o r ­
ta n t ly  fo r  N o tre  D am e 

s tu d e n ts ,  th e  U n iv e rs ity  m a n d a te d  
in sta lla tio n  of free cable television  in 
every dorm  room m akes it possible for 
alm ost anyone to w atch NDtv from  the 
com fort of his or h er home.

“In the past, NDtv has ju s t  been too 
d ifficu lt and  in co n v en ien t to w a tc h ,” 
L eonard  sa id . “But w ith cab le  in the 
d o rm  ro o m s, p eo p le  can  a c c e ss  o u r 
p rog ram m ing  easily. If they know our

schedu le , they  can easily  tu rn  on the 
TV while sitting at th e ir desks w orking 
on a paper.”

And th a t’s a benefit for the  studen ts 
b e h in d  th e  TV, too — th ey  h ope  th e  
increased  accessibility will g ran t them  
g rea te r  exposure th roughout the Notre 
Dame community.

NDtv is a u n iq u e  a n d  r e w a r d in g  
e x p e r ie n c e  fo r  th o s e  in v o lv e d , b u t  
Leonard and  P eterson  em phasize  th a t 
the program m ing is for the Notre Dame 
s tu d e n t body. Not only do th ey  w an t 
the ir conten t to reach  m ore of a m ass 
audience thanks to cam pus-w ide cable, 
but they also hope th a t audience finds 
the ir w ork both inform ative and e n te r ­
taining.

“I love th a t  NDtv p ro v id es  a venue 
and a com m unity  th a t  c a n ’t be found 
a n y w h e re  e ls e  a t  N o tre  D a m e ,” 
P eterson  said. “S tuden ts w ho w an t to 
be anything from producers to com edi­
ans to S portsC enter analysts  all come 
to g e th e r  u n d e r  o u r room  an d  re a lly  
w ork hard  to provide quality  p ro g ram ­
ming in a way th a t only we can — for 
ND students, by ND s tu d en ts .”

NDtv prem ieres this evening a t 7 p.m. 
on North Quad. It will fe a tu re  Robbie 
H azen as a p e rfo rm e r an d  w ill show  
clips of each of the ch an n e l’s four p ro ­
gram s. More inform ation can be found

C o n fe re n c e  a d m it te d  
M onday  th e  o n sid e  k ick  
w as touched by an Oregon 
p lay e r b efo re  it tra v e le d  
th e  r e q u i r e d  10 y a rd s ,  
and, therefore, possession 
should have been aw arded 
to O klahom a. The league 
s u s p e n d e d  th e  o ff ic ia ls  
responsible for one game, 
a n d  c o m m is s io n e r  Tom 
Hansen apologized for the 
mistake.

“The prob lem  we h ad  is th a t we 
w ere up 30-3, so tha t w as about four 
s c o re s ,  a n d  w e s u b s t i tu te d  on 
defense and you’d like to hold them ,” 
he said. “But they w ent righ t down 
the field and scored, and then w e’re 
th ree scores up. So we told our guys 
one m ore drive.”

The offense responded with anoth­
er touchdow n drive, to m ake it 37- 
10, and Dungy again sent out many 
of his defensive backups — hoping to 
pull his offensive starters.

PITTSBURGH — P o lic e  
charged two m en Tuesday with 
s h o o t in g  five  D u q u e s n e  
U niversity  b a sk e tb a ll p lay e rs  
after a school dance, and  they 
accused  a 19-year-o ld  so p h o ­
m ore  of h e lp in g  ge t th e  m en 
a n d  th e i r  f r ie n d s  in to  th e  
dan ce  d esp ite  know ing  som e 
w ere arm ed.

B ra n d o n  B a y n e s , 1 8 , w a s  
a r r a ig n e d  on five c o u n ts  of 
crim inal a ttem p t a t hom icide. 
P rosecutors also filed charges 
of aggravated  assau lt, crim inal 
c o n s p ir a c y  a n d  w e a p o n s  
c o u n ts  a g a in s t  h im  a n d  
W illiam Holmes, 18. A reckless 
endangerm ent charge w as also 
filed  a g a in s t H olm es, w ho is 
still being sought.

Three p layers rem ained  hos­
p ita liz e d  fo llo w in g  S u n d a y ’s 
shootings after the dance. The 
m ost seriously  w ounded , ju n ­
ior fo rw ard  Sam A shaolu, 23, 
w as in c ritica l cond ition  w ith 
bullet fragm ents in his head.

B ritta n y  J o n e s , a c c u se d  of 
he lp in g  ge t som e young m en 
w ith guns into the  party , w as 
a rrested  Monday on charges of 
reckless endangerm en t, c a rry ­
ing a firearm  w ithout a license 
and  c rim in a l consp iracy . She 
w a s  a r r a ig n e d  a n d  p o s te d  
bond Tuesday m orning.

A c c o rd in g  to  th e  c r im in a l  
c o m p la in t ,  J o n e s  — w ho  is 
active w ith the Black S tuden t 
U nion , w h ich  sp o n s o re d  th e  
dance — got a call from a m an 
a s k in g  w h e th e r  h e  a n d  h is  
b r o th e r  c o u ld  a t te n d .  T h ey  
a r r iv e d  w ith  fo u r  o th e r s ,  
including Baynes and  Holmes, 
a b o u t m idn ig h t, acco rd in g  to 
police.

W hile w alk ing  to  th e  party , 
Jones told police, she becam e

aw are  th a t several of the men 
had  guns, au thorities said.

T hey  a sk e d  Jo n e s  w h e th e r  
they w ere going to be “patted  
d o w n ” b e fo re  e n te r in g , o ffi­
c ia ls  s a id .  T h e  d o o rm a n  
reported ly  told Jones partygo- 
e rs  w e r e n ’t b e in g  s e a rc h e d , 
a n d  th e  m e n  w e n t  in to  th e  
dance, police said.

A c c o rd in g  to  th e  c r im in a l  
c o m p la in t a g a in s t  B aynes, a 
w itness a t the  dance repo rted  
hearin g  an argum ent and saw 
two m en firing guns a t the vic­
tim s . U sing  d r iv e r ’s l ic e n s e  
photos, th e  w itness iden tified  
one m an as Baynes.

Baynes did not speak during 
th e  b r ie f  c o u r t  h e a r in g . His 
f a th e r  sa id  th e  te e n  w as no t 
guilty.

“My son never fired a gun in 
his life ,” A.J. Baynes said. He 
said his son knew  Holmes, but 
he would not discuss w hat his 
son told him about the  shoo t­
ing.

Sum ner P arker, an  a tto rn ey

re p re s e n t in g  B aynes, d en ied  
his client w as the gunm an but 
said Baynes had identified the 
s h o o te r  in  a s t a t e m e n t  to  
police. P arker said Baynes had

gone to th e  dan ce  w ith  th ree  
frien d s, none of them  p a r t  of 
the group believed involved in 
the shooting.

In in te rv ie w s  M onday w ith 
The A ssociated  P ress, several 
p layers said the shoo ter w as a 
n o n -s tu d en t u nhappy  th a t the 
w om an he accom panied to the 
dance had talked w ith a play­
er.

The shoo ter and a t least one 
o ther m an followed the players 
w h en  th e y  le f t th e  d a n c e  to 
w alk  to th e ir  dorm ito ry , they  
said.

J o n e s ’ a t to r n e y ,  J a m e s  
E c k e r , w o u ld  n o t  c o n f irm  
T u e s d a y  w h e th e r  sh e  w as  
c o o p e ra tin g  w ith  a u th o r i t ie s  
a n d  w o u ld  n o t  c o m m e n t on 
re p o r ts  th a t  a u th o r i t ie s  m ay 
d ro p  c h a rg e s  if  she  p ro v id es  
inform ation to the police.

“I can say sh e ’s spen t a lot of 
tim e  w ith  p o lic e  in  th e  la s t  
c o u p le  o f d a y s , S u n d a y  and  
M onday,” Ecker said.

“U n til th is  c a s e  g o e s  to  a 
h e a r in g  o r  t r i a l ,  s h e ’s p r e ­
sum ed innocen t,” he said.

U niversity p re s id en t C harles 
D ougherty said he w as grateful 
to police for the  “sw ift a r re s t  
of the individual who may have 
been the shooter in the vicious 
a t t a c k s  on D u q u e s n e  
U n iv e r s i ty  s tu d e n t s  la s t  
Sunday m orn ing .”

A u n iv e rs ity  sp o k e sw o m a n  
said the school w as exam ining 
th e  a lleg a tio n s  a g a in s t Jo n es 
an d  w ould a c t in acco rd an ce  
w ith school policy.

B esides A sh ao lu , th e  o th e r  
in ju re d  p la y e rs  w e re  ju n io r  
guard  Kojo M ensah, 21; 6-foot- 
7 fo rw ard  S tu a rd  B aldonado , 
21 ; ju n io r  c e n t e r  S h a w n  
Jam es, 23; and  A aron Jackson, 
20, a guard  who is one of only 
tw o  r e tu r n in g  p la y e r s  fro m  
D uquesne’s 3-24 team  last s e a ­
son.

Baldonado w as in fa ir condi­
tio n  T u e sd a y  w ith  a rm  an d  
back  in ju rie s ; he likely w o n ’t 
p lay  th is  se a so n  b e c a u se  h is 
back injury will requ ire  two to 
th ree  m onths of rehabilita tion .

ano ther job  — righting the ship 
of the Cleveland Browns. Weis, 
of course, found a home in 
South Bend.

And after S atu rday’s d ru b ­
bing at the hands of Lloyd Carr 
— Weis m ust've been thinking 
about the huge differences 
betw een  the league he once 
dom inated and the one he is 
ju s t beginning to figure out.

He said before the 2006 sea ­
son th a t 9-3 is not good 
enough. He was right.

But guess w hat? T hat sam e 
winning percentage in the pros 
m eans a likely first-round play­
offs bye.

Yet nothing will change the 
fact tha t in college, some play­
off gam es come in September. 
The best a one-loss team  can 
do in college is pray — knowing 
fate rests in its ability to win 
the rem ainder of its gam es and 
get a bunch of help from other 
team s around the country.

Oh, and it also m ust win out.
Because if Weis’ Irish are  

going to som ehow  climb their 
way back from  the depths of 
S a tu rday ’s devastating loss, 
Notre Dame will have to begin 
its own sim ilar streak . Twenty- 
one gam es would be unneces­
sary. The Irish ju s t need nine.

But a t any level, nine stra igh t 
wins is a lot to ask — especially 
from a team  having shown no 
life or spark  in its m ost recent 
gam e. However, things a re n ’t 
as grim  as they appear, and 
Notre Dame has a legitim ate 
shot a t m aking a run  — provid­
ed a few things fall into place.

Weis will ju s t have to dupli­
cate a little of the magic he had 
two years 
ago.

Because 
even after 
the Patriots 
lost to 
P ittsburgh 
to end their 
s treak  they 
bounced 
back pretty  
nicely — as 
New 
England 
won its 
th ird  Super 
Bowl in four 
years.

Heading into this w eekend, 
there  a re  11 team s ranked 
h igher th an  Notre Dame in the 
AP Top 25. They are  Ohio 
State, A uburn, USC, West 
Virginia, F lorida, Michigan, 
Texas, Louisville, Georgia, LSU 
and  Virginia Tech. Most face 
huge obstacles to undefeated 
seasons, and if Notre Dame 
som ehow m anages to beat 
Michigan State this weekend, 
then run  the table until its 
Thanksgiving m atchup with the 
Trojans — things could get 
in teresting.

H ere’s how  it b reaks down.

The SEC
For a team  to em erge u n d e­

feated from the SEC, th a t 
squad will face the biggest b a r­
rie rs  of anyone in the country. 
The SEC is the toughest confer­
ence in  the nation  — with four 
team s in the  AP top 10 (No. 2 
A uburn, No. 5 Florida, No. 9 
Georgia and No. 10 LSU).

F lorida faces the toughest 
battle. U rban Meyer and the 
Gators have a m urderous four- 
gam e streak  th a t begins w ith a 
Sept. 30 m atchup a t hom e w ith 
A labam a. The Crimson Tide 
will likely be ran k ed  in the  top 
25 before th a t game.

From there  they host LSU on 
Oct. 7, travel to A uburn on Oct. 
14 and then  re tu rn  hom e for a 
date w ith Georgia on Oct. 28.

Gators q u arte rback  Chris 
Leak won a big road game 
against Tennessee last w eek­
end. But he has never been a 
big-gam e q u arte rback  after 
being the top recru it a t his 
position coming out of high 
school. Expecting Leak to get 
through four stra igh t difficult 
gam es is unlikely. Figure them  
for a t least one loss by the end 
of the season.

Georgia plays th ree  ranked 
opponents from  here  on out — 
No. 15 Tennessee on Oct. 17, 
Florida on Oct. 28 and A uburn 
on Nov. 11. It also m ust deal 
with a rivalry gam e at home 
against Georgia Tech on Nov. 
25.

Unlike the Gators, the 
Bulldogs have the luxury of 
spreading  their gam es across 
their difficult schedule. But 
tha t game a t A uburn looms as 
a huge challenge, especially if 
Georgia squeaks by a fired-up 
Tennessee team  — who is also 
playing for its season after los­
ing at home to Florida 
Saturday.

Georgia is probably the 
w eakest of the four SEC top-10 
team s, and despite its annually 
ste llar recru iting  classes, head 
coach M ark Richt has never 
sniffed the title gam e. Its last 
big gam e w as a 38-25 loss 
against West Virginia in the 
2006 Sugar Bowl.

LSU and  Notre Dame are  in 
sim ilar situations having lost 
early  in the season. The BCS 
polls always seem  to favor 
team s who lose early and then 
rebound the rest of the way. 
And guess w hat? LSU’s sched­
ule is fairly easy o ther than its 
Oct. 7 gam e at Florida and a 
Nov. 14 gam e at Tennessee.

But road gam es are  road 
gam es, and the SEC is too 

tough to 
expect LSU 
to win both 
of those 
m atchups 
against 
team s who 
will also be 
playing for 
the ir sea ­
sons.

If the 
Tigers do 
win out, 
they
deserve to 
be ahead of 

Notre Dame — provided the 
Irish are  11-1 as well.

T hat leaves A uburn — by far 
the scariest team  in the confer­
ence w ith arguably the easiest 
schedule. T h a t’s not a good 
com bination, and Irish fans 
should be w atching th ree 
A uburn gam es carefully — the 
aforem entioned gam es against 
Florida on Oct. 14 and Georgia 
Nov. 11.

A uburn will play both of 
those gam es a t home. It will be 
favored in each of the gam es 
and should end its opponents 
chances of winning the nation­
al cham pionship in each.

The biggest test for A uburn 
m ight actually come at 
A labam a on Nov. 18. The Iron 
Bowl is a big deal every year, 
and the Tide will bring its best 
perform ance, especially if its 
in -state rival is undefeated and 
playing for a title bid.

Oh yeah, and should a team  
em erge undefeated in confer­
ence play — it will also have to 
win the toughest conference 
cham pionship in the country.

Good luck.

The Big East
Let’s quickly shift from the 

best conference to the w orst 
conference in the country — 
especially now th a t both 
Louisville q u arte rback  Brian 
Brohm  and  running  back 
Michael Bush are on the shelf

with injuries.
No. 4 West Virginia and No. 8 

Louisville shouldn’t even be in 
consideration for a BCS 
Cham pionship spot because of 
their weak schedules. Once 
either team  loses, they will be 
left out of consideration.

It’s likely Louisville will slip 
up in its rem aining nine gam es 
even though it plays ju s t one 
ranked  opponent (West 
Virginia). Cardinals coach 
Bobby Petrino is talented and 
has done a g rea t job building 
the Louisville program . But 
with an inexperienced q u a rte r­
back (H unter Cantwell) leading 
the way until Brohm re tu rn s  in 
4-6 weeks, Louisville should 
lose a t home to West Virginia 
on Nov. 2.

The bigger problem  for Notre 
Dame is West Virginia. The 
M ountaineers, like Louisville, 
play only one ranked opponent 
the rest of the season 
(Louisville). West Virginia has 
an explosive offense led by 
running back Steve Slaton and 
will p resen t problem s for any 
one-loss team  if they a re  unde­
feated a t the end of the season.

Best-case scenario? Louisville 
knocks off West Virginia a t 
Papa Jo h n ’s Cardinal Stadium 
and then slips up the following 
week at Rutgers.

Maybe Weis can give fellow 
Jersey native and Rutgers head 
coach Greg Schiano a call 
before tha t Nov. 9 m atchup to 
spark  a little Jungleland magic.

Virginia Tech, USC and Texas
The No. 11 IIokies, No. 3 

Trojans and No. 7 Longhorns 
have nothing to do with each 
other aside from the fact they 
each rep resen t a conference 
w here they should be the only 
team s com peting for a spot in 
the BCS Championship.

Virginia Tech plays a tough 
schedule w ith a home game 
against Georgia Tech Sept. 30, 
a road gam e against No. 20 
Boston College Oct. 12, a home 
gam e against No. 19 Clemson 
Oct. 26 and a Nov. 4 m atchup 
a t Miami.

It’s conceivable the Hokies 
could ru n  the table, but very 
unlikely. Virginia Tech has 
played nobody so far — and its 
3-0 record  proves that. 
Blowouts over N ortheastern , 
North Carolina and Duke are 
not a strong m easure of this 
team ’s abilities.

Keep in mind quarterback  
Sean Glennon is a sophom ore 
with no big game experience. 
Expecting an undefeated sea­
son from this group is a reach.

Notre D am e’s season will ulti­

mately come down to its Nov.
25 gam e at USC. It will help if 
the Trojans are  undefeated 
heading into that gam e — 
which should be a safe bet.

USC is a young team  tha t will 
continue to build confidence 
with each game. Junior q u a r­
terback  John David Booty 
looked im pressive against 
N ebraska, and with the com bi­
nation of wide receiver Dwayne 
Ja r re ll  and a running attack 
tha t includes Em m anuel Moody 
and Chauncey W ashington — 
no Pac 10 team  should stand a 
chance.

Two November dates — Nov. 
11 against No. 13 Oregon and 
Nov. 18 against No. 22 
California — are  noteworthy. 
Biggest problem ? Both will be 
played a t the Coliseum.

But th a t’s a good thing for 
the Irish. Notre Dame fans 
need to pray th a t USC is unde­
feated when the Irish fly to Los 
Angeles.

Of any team  outside the SEC, 
Texas m ight be the biggest 
obstacle standing in Notre 
Dame’s way — even if the Irish 
a re  an 11-win team  in late 
November.

Like Notre Dame and LSU, 
Texas lost early. But the team  
who beat Texas (Ohio State) is 
the m ost com plete team  in the 
country with the best chance of 
being undefeated at the end of 
the season. If the Irish and 
Longhorns a re  both one-loss 
team s, Texas should have the 
higher BCS ranking.

The coaches will respect the 
Longhorns if their only loss 
w as against Troy Sm ith’s 
Buckeyes — even if the Irish 
knock off USC.

The one regu lar season chal­
lenge Texas faces is an Oct. 7 
gam e a t No. 17 Oklahoma. The 
Sooners rem em ber last season 
when the Longhorns dom inated 
them  45-12 and will be looking 
to repay the favor. And this 
year, the best player will be 
standing on the Oklahoma side­
lines — Heism an hopeful ru n ­
ning back Adrian Peterson.

The Big Ten
No. 1 Ohio State and No. 6 

Michigan will play the biggest 
gam e of the ir seasons Nov. 18 
in Columbus, Ohio. And as 
funny as it sounds, Irish fans 
be tte r s ta rt practicing the ir 0- 
H-I-0 chants.

It’s possible Michigan loses 
before this game, and if that 
happens, this m atchup 
becom es less significant. But 
given the spark the Wolverines 
offense had in South Bend 
Saturday, it’s m ore likely they

will en ter Columbus undefeat­
ed.

The Buckeyes need to smoke 
the Wolverines in this gam e — 
ending the Michigan regu lar 
season and any rea l national 
cham pionship aspirations. With 
a late loss, Michigan would not 
be the highest ranked  one-loss 
team  in the BCS — especially if 
Notre Dame beats USC on the 
road, Texas wins the rem ain ­
der of its gam es and LSU earns 
those two tough road wins 
against Florida and Tennessee.

Sure, Ohio State would likely 
be undefeated with a win 
against Michigan, bu t there  has 
to be a t least one team  taking a 
perfect season into the BCS 
Championship.

The Buckeyes, who play their 
toughest gam es at home 
against No. 24 Penn State this 
Saturday and a t No. 14 Iowa 
Sept. 30, have shown balance 
on both sides of the ball so far 
this year. They’ve already won 
th e ir biggest gam e of the sea ­
son after defeating Texas on 
the road and should run  the 
table.

What does this mean?
It’s going to take a lot for 

Notre Dame to sneak  its way 
into the BCS Cham pionship 
gam e — no question. But 
w eirder things have happened, 
and should Notre Dame 
regroup and win the rem ainder 
of its contests, the season is not 
a  lost cause.

Notre Dame is not thinking 
about these scenarios yet. The 
Irish can ’t w ith the am ount of 
work they have to do for the 
rem ainder of the season. 
Because after all, a loss this 
weekend against Michigan 
State — or in any other game, 
for th a t m atte r — and the Irish 
are  done. Plain and simple.

But the Irish do play an  easi­
er schedule than  any of the 
o ther BCS contenders outside 
W est Virginia and Louisville. 
While the SEC beats up on 
itself in October and November, 
Notre Dame will have dates 
with the service academ ies.

So while it m ight be a reach , 
don’t count the Irish out ju st 
yet. T here’s still too m uch se a ­
son rem aining.

And as Notre Dame learned  
against Michigan — som etim es 
the unexpected  happens in col­
lege football.
