T. ED W A R D ’S H A LL is the  G ram m ar 

School m ain ta ined  by th e  U niversity  
of N otre  Dame. To th is  school, es­
tab lished  fo r the  special care and 
tra in in g  of boys under th irte e n  years 
of age, th e  m ost scrupulous a tten tion  
has alw ays been paid by th e  P re s i­

den t of the  U niversity . I t  is also know n as th e  School 
fo r M inims.

In  build ing  the  U n iversity  of N otre  Dame, the  foun­
ders sought to m ake it  a center from  w hich th e  benefits 
of C hristian  education m igh t rad ia te  to th e  youth  of 
the  land. Realizing, however, th a t, to  en ter th e  U ni­
v ersity  proper, a  ce rta in  s tan d a rd  of excellence m ust 
firs t be reached, i t  w as decided th a t  such a degree of 
excellence as is requ ired  could be obtained b e tte r  if  a 
p rep a ra to ry  school w ere m ain ta ined  in  connection w ith  
th e  U niversity . I t  w as found th a t, w hen studen ts 
come here a f te r  com pleting th e ir  p rep a ra to ry  course 
in  H igh  Schools or in  Academ ies, they  w ere qualified 
thoroughly  enough in  some studies, w hereas in  o thers 
they  w ere ra th e r  deficient. Thus a s tuden t who entered  
as a F resh m an  in  some studies, m igh t be tw o or th ree  
years behind in  others, and he would be held back to 
m ake up th e  deficiency. B ut if  the  s tuden t w ere given 
r ig h t opportun ities fo r m aking his elem entary  and  p re ­
p a ra to ry  studies in  an  in stitu tio n  w hich would ca rry  
his education fro m  g ram m ar school w ork  un til he w as
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graduated  from  th e  college, m uch tim e and  troub le
would be saved, and the  s tuden t on en te rin g  h is  college 
w ork would have a b e tte r foundation . Since th e  open­
ing  of the  U niversity , therefo re , am ple fac ilities  have 
been given to students desiring  p re p a ra to ry  education 
as well as to  those who desire to  pu rsue  m ore advanced 
studies. A  separa te  school fo r p re p a ra to ry  courses has 
been m ain tained  from  th e  beginning, and  as need de­
m anded. St. E dw ard ’s H all w as eventually  erected  as 
a school in  w hich young boys could be in s tru c ted  in  
g ram m ar school w ork. D uring  the  firs t y ea r of its  
existence th e  school w as in  charge of lay  te a c h e rs ; bu t 
in  1863 th e  V ery R everend F a th e r  Sorin , th e  founder 
of N otre  Dame, who, du ring  h is lifetim e, took g rea t 
p ride  in  th is  departm ent, decided i t  would be m ore ad­
vantageous to have the  pupils in  charge of S iste rs. Ac­
cordingly, M other M ary  of St. A ngela, th e  foundress of 
th e  O rder of the  S isters of Holy Cross in  A m erica, w as 
en tru sted  w ith  the  o rganization  of th e  school as we 
have i t  today.

T horough and  com prehensive in stru c tio n  in  all th e  
elem entary  branches of an E ng lish  education is here  
im parted , together w ith  a ru d im en ta ry  know ledge of 
L atin , F rench , Spanish, and G erm an. Vocal music, 
elocution, m ilita ry  drill, physical culture, and  d raw ing  
involve no ex tra  charge. The pupils of th is  school a re  
ta u g h t by th e  S isters of Holy Cross, who a re  noted fo r 
th e ir  efficiency as teachers. Some special studies such 
as elocution, physical culture, m ilita ry  drill, gym nas­
tics, and  debating, a re  ta u g h t by in s tru c to rs  of the  
U niversity .

The boys are  always under supervision. F ro m  the  
day of th e ir  en trance they  are  m ade to  feel th a t  they  
a re  no t s trangers, b u t th e  children of th e  house. F o u r
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B ro thers of Holy Cross preside in  the  sleeping a p a r t­
m ents, gym nasium , and na ta to rium , accom panying 
them  on th e ir  w alks, and, in  general, see to them  during  
th e  recrea tion  hours. The presence of th e  B ro thers, 
however, is f a r  from  being a re s tra in t  on the  am use­
m ent of the  b o y s ; fo r  while i t  is the  du ty  of the  B ro th ­
ers to in sis t th a t  the  young students shall alw ays keep 
w ith in  th e  lim its of th e  s tr ic te s t p roprie ty , they, a t  the 
sam e tim e, take  p a r t  in  all spo rts  of the  boys, organize 
gam es, and do every th ing  in  th e ir  pow er to fo ste r th e  
love of healthy  exercise.

St. E d w ard ’s H all is unique in  the  com pleteness of 
its  equipm ent. I t  affords the pupils the  ra re  advan­
tages of the  U niversity  and the  ten d er care of the 
S isters. The fac t th a t  the  boys come from  th e  best 
fam ilies, and  from  all over the  country, and th a t  am ong 
them  are  the  sons of fo rm er M inims, is sufficient evi­
dence of the  advantages afforded by St. E d w ard ’s H all.

The Scholastic Y ear begins the second week in  
Septem ber and closes about the  tw en tie th  of June. 
S tudents a re  received a t any tim e in  the  year, and the 
expenses fo r board  and tu itio n  commence w ith  the  date 
of th e ir  en trance.
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D E PA R T M E N T  FO R L IT T L E  BOYS.

'T  th e  request of p aren ts  who desire th e ir  children 
to  m ake th e ir  in itia l studies in  S t. E d w ard 's  
H all and to continue them  a t N o tre  D am e un til 

completion, a  separa te  departm en t has been opened fo r 
boys under seven years of age. They have a special 
s tudy  hall, sep ara te  class room s and  sleeping a p a r t­
m ents, and a d ining room  in  w hich food specially p re- 
p a red  and  su itab le fo r  them  is served. T he hou rs  fo r  
sleep and study a re  a rran g ed  to  su it th e ir  ten d er age. 
B u t w hile th e ir  hours fo r study  are  few , i t  is rem ark - 
able how  rap id ly  these little  boys p rogress. W hen 
th ey  have completed th e ir  th ir te e n th  y ear th ey  a re  u su ­
ally found to  be as f a r  advanced in  th e ir  studies as the  
o rd ina ry  boy of fifteen.

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The Buildings and A ccom ­
modations.

'T. ED W A R D ’S H A LL is located in  the n o rth east 
corner of th e  U n iversity  group of buildings, a 
little  to the  n o rth  of th e  A cadem y of Music, and 

east of th e  A dm in istra tion  Building. I t  is a large, 
fou r-sto ry  brick  building, one hundred  and fifty  fee t 
long and sixty-five fee t wide. In  the  chapel, the  co rri­
dors, and the  parlo r, a re  pa in tings by th e  celebrated 
F lo ren tine  a r tis t, S ignor G regori, who spen t nearly  
tw en ty  years a t  the  U n iversity  and  le f t h is life- 
w ork  here. The various room s in  St. E d w ard ’s 
H all a re  large, well ligh ted  and well ventilated. The 
ceilings are  six teen fee t high. The build ing is heated  
th roughou t by steam , ligh ted  by electricity , supplied 
w ith  ho t and  cold w ater. No fire is used in  any  p a r t  
of the  building. B a th  room s are  connected w ith  the 
sleeping apartm en ts . The equipm ent is, in  every re ­
spect, as thorough  and as up-to-date as carefulness 
and a generous expenditure  of m oney can m ake it. 
One of th e  th ings th a t  m ost read ily  appears to  th e  eye 
of an observer is the  o rder and scrupulous cleanliness 
on all sides. E ven in  th e  play rooms, w here i t  m ight 
be expected th a t  young boys would leave th ings in  a 
careless condition, every th ing  is as n ea t and orderly  as 
one would find in  a well conducted home.

On th e  east end of the  build ing  is an  annex, two 
hundred  and fifty  fee t long, w hich does not show in  
the  p ic tu re  of th e  H all. I t  is divided in to  a lib ra ry , 
gam e rooms, play-hall, gym nasium , a th letic  club rooms,
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clothes room s etc. In  th is  annex complete facilities are  
offered to  th e  young boys fo r spending recrea tion  hours 
in a m anner m ost su itable to  th e ir  age and  tastes .

F ro n tin g  the  build ing is St. E d w ard  s P a rk , 
w hich w ith  its  r a re  trees, p lan ts, and gorgeous flower 
beds, is considered th e  m ost beau tifu l po rtion  of th e  
U n iversity  grounds, w hich have a ttra c te d  a tten tio n  
as th e  m ost im pressive college grounds in  th e  country . 
The H all, w ith  its  annex, has a fro n tag e  on th is  p a rk  
of fo u r hundred  feet.

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A GROUP OF GLORIOUS BOYS.
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T H E  M A IN  STU D Y  HALL.

The m ain  S tudy H all fo r th e  m ore advanced pupils 
am ong th e  M inim s is located on the  ground  floor in 
the center of the  building. I t  is a la rg e  room, well 
lighted  and  well ventilated , com m anding a charm ing  
view from  each of its  m any la rg e  w indows. T he H all 
p resen ts quite an  a rtis tic  appearance, being  ta s te fu lly  
decorated w ith  beau tifu l s ta tu a ry , r a re  p ictures, p o t­
ted  p lan ts, etc. Besides th e  p leasure th e  s tuden ts  de­
rive  from  studying  in th is  b rig h t, beau tifu l Hall,, th e ir  
ta s tes  a re  cultivated by coming in  contact w ith  ob­
jects so refining.

A CLASS ROOM.

J
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SO R IN  A SSO C IA TIO N  ROOM.

H ere the Sorin  A ssociation holds its  m eetings. I t  
contains a piano, and all the  fu rn itu re  necessary  to 
m ake it  a  convenient and com fortable place fo r society 
m eetings. In  one end is a p la tfo rm  w hich serves th e  
purpose of a stage. Back of th is  is a  la rg e  fresco  by 
G regori,— an h istorical p ic tu re  show ing the found ing  of 
the  U niversity  of N otre Dame.

MANDOLIN CLUB.
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T H E  C H A PEL .

The chapel, w ith  its  beau tifu l a lta rs , r a re  sta tues, 
im ported  s ta ined  glass w indows, pipe organ, and rich  
p a in tings from  th e  b ru sh  of S ignor G regori, is a gem  
of a r t. No boy can fa il to be im pressed by th e  loveli­
ness of th is  little  shrine. The sto ries of th e  beau tifu l 
lives of sa in tly  and heroic m en and wom en com m em or­
ated  in  the  w indows and p a in tings do m uch tow ards 
the m orta l b e tte rm en t of th e  boys. The pupils assem ble 
fo r  a few  m inutes, m orn ing  and  evening, in  th is  chapel 
fo r th e ir  p rayers.

ST. JO H N ’S CHAPEL.
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T H E  R E FE C T O R Y .

The M inim s take  th e ir  m eals in  a sep ara te  dining 
room. Special a tten tion  is given to  v a rie ty  in  the  
m enu and to p rovid ing  th e  best the  m arkets  offer. All 
of w h a t is placed before the studen ts is the  product of 
the U n iversity  gardens and ovens. P u re  wholesome 
food is thus assured.

THE DINING ROOM.
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ONE OF THE DORMITORIES.

T E E  D O RM ITO RIES.

The sleeping ap artm en ts  are  all commodious and 
well ventilated. E ach one is presided over by a B ro ther.

The m ost noticeable th in g  in  connection w ith  these 
dorm itories is the im m aculate cleanliness th a t  p revails 
throughout. The beds have sp rings w ith  th e  o rd in a ry  
m attresses, and over th is  is placed th e  h a ir  m attress . 
Bedding is provided in  abundance du ring  cold w eather. 
T here  is no th ing  lacking to keep th e  boys com fortable. 
B ath  rooms w ith  hot and cold w a te r a re  connected w ith  
the  sleeping apartm ents.
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TH E  CLOTHES ROOM.

The clothes room  is an im p o rtan t ap a rtm en t in  St. 
E d w ard ’s H all. In  th is  each pupil has h is w ardrobe. 
S isters  a re  constantly  in  charge. They a tten d  to the 
m ending, etc., see to the  personal neatness of the  boys, 
tak e  charge of th e  tru n k s  on the  a rriv a l of th e  pupils, 
m ark  and take  an  inven to ry  of the  clothing, etc., w hich

A LAVATORY.

they  place in  th e  lockers. The boys have free  access to 
th e  clothes room  a t all h o u rs ; and  they  receive from  
the  S isters  th e  clothes they  m ay need fro m  tim e to  tim e. 
C lothing is changed to su it the  seasons, and i t  is the  
du ty  of one of the  prefects to see th a t  th e  boys follow 
th is  rule. O ften w hen the  tem p era tu re  suddenly
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changes in  one day, they  a re  m ade to  change heavy 
clothes fo r  light, or ligh t fo r heavy. U nderw ear is 
changed once a week.

T H E  LA V A TO R IES.

The lavatories, supplied w ith  h o t and cold w ater, 
a re  located on the  low er floor n e a r  th e  clothes room  so 
th a t  they  can be conveniently reached a t all tim es e ither 
from  th e  cam pus, from  the  clothes room, or from  th e  
a th letic  d ressing  rooms. The M inim s a re  obliged to 
m ake th e ir  to ile t here  before every meal, and  S isters 
a re  p resen t to assis t and to see th a t  i t  is p roperly  done. 
All a re  requ ired  to b ru sh  th e ir  tee th  carefully. B aths 
are  taken  once a week or o ftener as p a ren ts  m ay direct.

T H E  IN FIR M A R Y .

So seldom is i t  th a t  any of the  boys of St. E d w ard ’s 
H all a re  ill th a t  no special in firm ary  has been found 
necessary  fo r  them . W hen occasionally i t  happens th a t  
one of them  is indisposed he is placed under charge of 
th e  S iste rs  a t the U niversity  In firm ary  and  is visited, if  
necessary, by the  house physician. In  case of sickness 
th e  boy’s p a ren ts  a re  invariab ly  notified w ithou t delay.

Since the  health  of the  studen ts is of p rim a ry  im ­
portance, th e  sa n ita ry  regu lations enforced are  of the  
m ost p rac tica l na tu re . Special a tten tio n  is given to  the 
choice and th e  p rep a ra tio n  of food, to th e  hours fo r  r is ­
ing  and re tir in g , to  meals, study, recreation , to  the 
rules affecting personal regim en, etc. The pu re  a ir, the 
reg u la r  life, perfec t open plum bing, the  extensive 
grounds, w hich afford abundan t opportun ities fo r  ex­
ercise,— all con tribu te  to the proverb ial good health  of 
the M inim s.
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T H E  NA TA TO RIU M .

The build ing  in  w hich the  sw im m ing pool is located 
is commodious, n inety  feet long, forty-five w ide and 
tw o sto ries in  height. The pool itse lf  is fifty-seven 
fee t in  length , tw en ty -th ree  fee t in  w idth , six  and  a h a lf  
fee t in  dep th  a t one end. The w a te r is low ered on days 
reserved  fo r  th e  M inim s. On th e  sam e floor as the  
sw im m ing pool a re  eighteen needle and show er baths, 
b a th  tubs, and  closets, all w ith  th e  la te s t equipm ent and 
appliances. A  s tuden t before using  the  sw im m ing pool 
m ust cleanse h im self in  one of these baths. In  th is  
w ay  th e  sa n ita ry  condition of th e  pool is fau ltless. The 
build ing is heated  by  steam  a t 70 degrees F ah ren h e it, 
and ligh ted  by  electricity. A  m an  is alw ays in  c h a rg e ; 
and w hen th e  M inim s use th e  plunge th ey  a re  accom­
panied  by th e  B ro thers.

ST. JO S E P H  LA K E.

In  w arm  w eather the M inim s are  allowed to  go 
sw im m ing every day in  St. Joseph lake. Of all spo rts  
th is  is one the  boys p a rticu la rly  enjoy. H ow ever, they  
a re  never perm itted  to go except in  com pany w ith  the  
B ro thers. T here is absolutely no danger, and  no acci­
dent has ever occurred am ong the  M inim s. They can­
no t go beyond certa in  posts, and  care is taken  th a t  they  
do no t rem ain  too long in  the  w ater. A ny one w ho is 
affected by a cold or who is otherw ise indisposed is not 
perm itted  to sw im  in  the  lake or in  th e  na ta to riu m .
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T H E  A N N E X .

The p rincipal object the au tho rities  had  in  adding 
th is  A nnex w as to fu rn ish  places w here the M inims 
could spend th e ir  recreation  hours w hen th e  w eather is 
too inclem ent to  perm it them  to be outdoors. On th is  
account m uch a tten tion  w as given to the  fu rn ish in g  of

THE GYMNASIUM.

a room  six ty-eight feet long and tw en ty  fee t wide, 
thoroughly  equipped w ith  every ap p ara tu s  w hich 
m igh t be used to advantage by the M inim s. In  i t  a re  
to be found ru n n in g  ladders, rings, punching  bags, h o r­
izontal and  parallel bars, tu rn in g  poles, clim bing poles 
and ladders, Swiss ladders, dumb-bells, clubs, w eights, 
sp ringboards, m ats, horses, pyram id  fram es,, etc. This 
ap a rtm en t is now used m erely as a practice  room  since 
th e  building of the  large  U niversity  gym nasium , as the 
boys go th e re  fo r gym nastic instruction .

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T H E  PLA Y  H A LL

is a  la rge  room  one hundred  and  ten  fee t long and 
th ir ty  fee t wide. H ere all such gam es as basket-ball, 
indoor base-ball, hand-ball, etc., a re  played, and here, 
in  fact, is w here the  M inim s spend m any h ap p y  hours 
w hen the  w ea ther is too severe fo r  outdoor sports. 
The hall is also used as a  drill room  fo r  the  Sorin  
Cadets.

T H E  R E A D IN G  ROOM

is th ir ty  fee t long and  tw en ty  fee t wide. This, like the  
gam e room, is taste fu lly  decorated w ith  potted  p lan ts
and p ictures. I t  contains a  lib ra ry  of m any  hundred  
volumes, especially suited to th e  age of the  pupils. The 
books include the  best au tho rs in  travel, h isto ry , biog- 
raphy , poetry , and  fiction; as well as bound encyclo- 
pedias, m agazines, papers received from  home, etc. The 
R eading  Room is accessible a t all recrea tion  hours.

T H E  GAME ROOM

im m ediately ad jo in ing  the play hall, is eighty  feet long 
and  tw en ty  feet wide. The fu rn itu re  in th is room  con- 
s i s t s  o f  a  p ia n o , c o u c h e s , r o c k in g  c h a ir s ,  t a b le s ,  a n d  
t r o p h ie s  won by p ast a th letic  team s. I t  is t a s t e f u l ly  
decorated a n d  contains every th ing  in the  line of games. 
As the b o y s  have free  access to these fou r rooms during  
recrea tion  they  have ample opportunities of sa tisfy ing  
th e ir  individual tastes.
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T H E  ARM ORY

contains th e  rifles and equipm ents of the  S orin  Cadets. 
In  th is  room  each s tuden t has tw o lockers. One holds 
such personal effects as baseball su it, bat, ball, ice and 
ro ller s k a te s ; the  other, eatables, etc. The bicycles are  
also k ep t in  th is  room.

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T H E  CAM PUS.

y ^ H E  CAM PUS, w hich is set aside fo r  th e  exclusive
J  use of the  M inims, is a level eight-acre field, and 

is d irectly  n o rth  of th e ir  p lay  hall. I t  is located 
on th e  brow  of St. Joseph Lake, th u s  com m anding 
one of th e  best views of the  m any splendid scenes a t 
N o tre  Dame. This field is a place of g re a t ac tiv ity  
d u ring  those seasons in  w hich outdoor gam es m ay be 
played. T here a re  several baseball diam onds on w hich, 
d u rin g  th e  w arm  w eather in  sp rin g  and sum m er, • o r­
ganized team s b a ttle  fo r cham pionship honors in  the  
national gam e and  contest fo r  th e  m edals aw arded  to 
the  cham pion nine.

T hen th e re  a re  fo u r g rid irons w here en thusiastic  
foot-ball p layers develop th e ir  m uscles in  th e  g re a t col­
lege gam e. E ncirc ling  th e  field is a tra c k  w here the  
tra c k  ath letes and  bicycle rid e rs  do th e ir  w ork. The 
cam pus is also well supplied w ith  sw ings, M ay-poles, 
tu rn in g  poles, a tenn is  court, a  la rg e  toboggan slide fo r  
th e  w in ter, and  m any  o ther ap p a ra tu s  w ith  w hich the 
M inim s m ay spend th e ir  recrea tion  hours in  an en joy­
able m anner. T h a t they  take  advan tage  of the  oppor­
tu n itie s  afforded can read ily  be seen if  one m akes a 
v is it to  th e ir  cam pus. H om esickness is alm ost unknow n 
am ong th e  boys. The new  studen ts become read ily  
acquain ted  w ith  th e ir  class-m ates and th e ir  su rro u n d ­
ings, and from  th e  firs t jo in  in  th e  gam es and  sports. 
They realize  th a t  they  a re  in  a new w orld  w here they  
have m ore freedom  and enjoym ent th a n  they  could pos­
sibly  have a t  home. Baseball su its, bats, balls, and  
m asks a re  fu rn ish ed  g ra tis .
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T H E  COURSES OF IN STR U C TIO N .

^ ^ ^ H E  courses of in struc tion  in  St. E d w ard ’s H all 
y J J  w ere planned w ith  a view  to g iv ing pupils a 

broad  foundation  fo r com m ercial studies or fo r 
a U n iversity  education. They include Christian doc­
tr in e  and  Bible h isto ry  (fo r Catholic s tu d en ts ) , re a d ­
ing, spelling, geography, arithm etic , g ram m ar, pen­
m anship , U nited  S ta tes h isto ry , com position, algebra, 
elocution, draw ing, music, phonography, typew riting , 
physical culture, m ilita ry  drill, L atin , Greek, G erm an, 
F rench  and  Spanish.

The studen ts of the  first-class complete the  follow­
ing  s tud ies: a rithm etic , E nglish , g ram m ar, advanced
geography, spelling, h is to ry  of th e  U nited  S ta tes, read ­
ing  and  penm anship. They also pu rsue  fo r  tw o te rm s 
L a tin  or some m odern language and algebra. So th o r­
oughly do they  m aste r these studies th a t  i t  has been 
invariab ly  found in  th e  exam inations held a t th e  end 
of the  p re p a ra to ry  studies to determ ine the  elig ib ility  
of studen ts fo r  en trance  in to  th e  college courses th a t  
th e  studen ts who came from  St. E d w ard ’s H all w ere 
easily  superio r to the  young m en who had  p rep ared  
them selves in  o ther schools. Thoroughly tra in e d  fo r 
every course w hich they  are  to  follow in  th e ir  college 
life, these ex-M inims take  th e  lead a t the  en trance  ex­
am inations, hold i t  all th ro u g h  th e ir  college career, and 
a re  frequen tly  the  young m en on whom  class honors 
fall.

T he follow ing p ro g ram  of studies pursued  in  St. 
E d w ard ’s H all is a rran g ed  to conduct pupils th ro u g h  
the  essential subjects of g ram m ar grades from  the  very  
beginning  of th e ir  education.

E very  a tten tion  is given to the  m oral cu lture  of 
the  s tu d e n ts ; and  th e ir  general deportm ent is equally 
th e  sub ject of u n rem itting  care. K now ing th a t  the 
charm  of refined m anners is the  aggregate  of hab its  
acquired in  youth, th e  teachers do not fa il to  po in t out 
e rro rs  in  conduct, to  correct fau lts  com m itted aga in st 
gentlem anly deportm ent. In struc tion  in  politeness 
and etiquette  a re  given once a week.

St. E d w ard ’s H all welcomes to  its  advantages boys 
of every religious denom ination; any th ing  like an a t­
tem p t to  force o ther religious convictions on non- 
Catholics is carefully  avoided. F o r th e  sake of un i­
fo rm ity  and  the  p reservation  of discipline, all the  pu­
pils a re  required , a t s ta ted  tim es, to  a ttend  divine ser­
vices in  th e  chapel of the.H all. All the boys are  ta u g h t 
to apprecia te  m oral w orth . Surrounded as th e  s tu ­
dents a re  by all th a t  tends to ennoble and elevate, i t  
w ould seem h ard ly  possible th a t  a boy could spend even 

a y ea r a t  N otre  Dam e w ithout acquiring  a g rea te r love 
and  respect fo r  all th a t  p erta in s  to a nobler life.

>  |~T th e  close of th e  scholastic year in  June, the  
3- M inim s hold th e ir  closing exercises in  St. E d ­

These exercises are  a ttended  by the  
officials of th e  U n iversity  and m any of th e  v isito rs  who 
enjoy  th e  en te rta in m en t offered by the  young students, 
and  who w ish  to  be p resen t a t  th e  d istribu tion  of the  
prize m edals and  deportm ent certificates.

A PROMISING SQUAD.
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D ISC IPL IN E .

CO N T IN U E D  and varied  experience in  the care 
and tra in in g  of young boys has b rough t about 
the  system  of discipline now enforced in  St. 

E d w ard ’s Hall. C ertain  restric tions m ust necessarily  
be laid  upon pupils of th e ir  age, and ru les of conduct 
fo rm ulated  w hich they  m ust s tric tly  obey. Y et every 
lib erty  th a t  is com patible w ith  carefu l tra in in g , and 
every priv ilege conform able to th e ir  p roper develop­
m ent, is g ran ted  to the M inims. Those in  charge re ­
alize th a t  childhood is the m ost im pressionable tim e of 
life and th a t  the  effects of early  tra in in g  a re  lasting . 
T herefo re  i t  is sought to influence the M inim s by such 
m ethods only as will develop in  th e ir  youthfu l m inds 
a love fo r order and r ig h t conduct, a p roper respect 
fo r  p a ren ts  and superiors, and a ta s te  fo r such hab its  
as will b rin g  them  honor in  a f te r  life. E very  care is 
tak en  to see th a t  they  a re  kep t from  all th a t  would in  
th e  least ta in t  th e ir  m orals and th a t  they  a re  tau g h t 
to s trive  a f te r  such v irtues and m anly hab its  as will 
m ake them  estim able young men. H ere, as in  a well 
regu la ted  home, recourse is had  to kindness ra th e r  
th a n  to severity . The S isters feel th a t  they  fill the  
place of the  absent m other. The discipline is thus 
m ore like the regu lation  of an orderly  home th a n  like 
th e  s tr ic t m andates of a board ing  school. To keep the 
pupils im pressed  w ith  th e  love and respect they  owe 
th e ir  paren ts , they  are  required  to w rite  to  them  a t
least once a week.

As an incentive to  keeping the rules, an  honor sys­
tem  has been established. In  a conspicuous place in  the 
H all a T ablet of H onor is placed, on w hich are  in ­
scribed th e  nam es of those whose conduct has been
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sa tis fac to ry  to all th e  teachers and prefects. T here is 
g re a t r iv a lry  am ong th e  boys to  have th e ir  nam es ap ­
p ea r on the  Tablet. A  gold m edal is also aw arded  a t 
th e  end of tw o full years to  those whose deportm ent 
has been exceptionally good. As th is  fa c t is m ade 
know n to  the  M inim  im m ediately a f te r  h is en trance, he 
generally  endeavors to  shape his conduct w ith  a view 
to receiv ing  an  H onor. I t  has been found th a t  such in ­
centives as these a re  f a r  m ore effectual tow ards th e  
developm ent of ch arac te r th a n  corporal punishm ent. 
T his la tte r  m ethod finds little  place in  St. E d w ard 's  
H all, fo r  seldom, i f  ever, is i t  employed.

The M inim s a re  kep t w ith in  the  lines of du ty  by a 
sense of honor and  ju stice  ra th e r  th an  by a fe a r  of 
punishm ent. A m ong th e  m any  m eans of p rom oting  
em ulation a re  W eekly Notes, B i-M onthly, Bulletins, 
A nnual D istribu tion  of P rem ium s and Gold M edals fo r 
excellence in  studies.

The P resid en t of the  U n iversity  frequen tly  v isits 
S t. E d w ard ’s H all; and once every tw o m onths the  
pupils a re  exam ined by h im  or by one of h is officials to 
asce rta in  th e  p rog ress they  a re  m aking  in th e ir  studies.

The o rder of th e  day  in  St. E d w ard ’s H all is as fo l­
lows : R ising  a t h a lf-p as t six, to i le t ; b reak fa s t a t sev­
en, a f te r  w hich a sh o rt tim e is allowed fo r recrea tion  
and  exercise; a t h a lf-p as t seven, studies and classes 
a re  begun and  continued w ithou t in term ission  un til 
h a lf-p as t n in e : from  h a lf-p as t n ine u n til ten , rec rea ­
tion  is given and  a luncheon is served. A t ten, classes 
a re  aga in  taken  up and followed un til eleven forty-five, 
w hen fifteen m inutes a re  given to  to ile t; twelve, d in­
ner, followed by recreation . F rom  h a lf-p ast one un til 
th ree , s tudy  and  class; th ree , recrea tion  and lunch­
eon : fro m  h a lf  p as t fo u r un til six, study  and  c lasses;
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six, supper, followed by recrea tion ; eight o’clock, re ­
tir in g .

F rom  th is  i t  m ay be seen th a t  the  day has been a r ­
ranged  as judiciously as possible tow ards fu rth e rin g  
m ental and physical developm ent a t the  sam e tim e. 
The pupils a re  never a t w ork m ore th a n  two hours a t a 
tim e. This gives them  ample opportun ity  to  take such 
recrea tion  as boys of th e ir  age requ ire , and perhaps 
to th is  is due th e  fac t th a t  they  are  so healthy  and 
happy. The recrea tion  and exercise in  the  fre sh  a ir  
a f te r  each tw o hours of study unbend the  m ind and 
p rep a re  the  boys to re tu rn  to  w ork w ith  a freshness 
and  v igor th a t  m ake very  m uch tow ard  th e ir  progress.

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^ ^ ^ H E R E  are  tw o societies in  St. E d w ard ’s Hall, 
th a t  of the G uardian  Angels of th e  Sanctuary , 
w hich has fo r its  object to supply servers fo r 

the  Chapel services, and the  Sorin  A ssociation which 
has been established w ith  a view to give th e  pupils a 
s ta r t  in  elocution and debating  as early  as possible. 
The S orin  A ssociation is presided over by one of the  
p rofessors, who devotes special a tten tion  to tra in in g  
th e  young speakers. M eetings are  held once a week 
a f te r  school hours. These m eetings are  a source of 
p leasure  as well as of profit to th e  young enthusiasts. 
N ot in frequen tly  are  they  honored a t  these m eetings 
by the  presence of some of th e  U niversity  officials, who 
take p leasure in  attending , to encourage the  boys and 
w atch  th e  progress they  are  m aking. The m em bers 
p rep a re  orig inal compositions, deliver declam ations, 
a re  tra in ed  to  debate, etc. As a fu r th e r  encourage­
m ent fo r the young m em bers a gold medal is annu­
ally aw arded  a t Commencement tim e to the  boy who 
has done th e  best w ork, and who shows h is m erit 
in  open contest.

SORIN CADETS.

7 7 ^  H E Sorin  Cadets are  divided into tw o companies 
v J  under the command of an ex-drill in stru c to r of 

the  U nited S tates A rm y. The companies are  
arm ed w ith  a ligh t carbine rifle w eighing less than 
fo u r pounds. These rifles and the  other equipm ent are  
kep t in  a room  fitted up as an arm ory. The drill, w hich 
is of a ligh t n a tu re , is practiced  tw ice a week in  th e  
la rg e  play  h a l l ; bu t in  favorable w eather it  is conduct­
ed out doors. Great atten tion  is paid a t all tim es to the 
setting-up  of the  boys. A n u p rig h t and m anly bearing  
is th e  resu lt of the drills, which are  beneficial to  both 
m ind and body. Boys m ost efficient in  drill, who show 
an  ap titude  to command, are  selected and prom oted 
to  fill th e  different positions of non-commissioned 
officers. A t the close of the  scholastic year a gold 
m edal is aw arded  to the boy who has the  h ighest num ­
ber of points to  his credit fo r proficiency and deport­
m ent in  m ilita ry  drill.
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A TH LETIC S.

S OUNG boys need a g rea t am ount of vigorous and 
wholesome exercise w hen they  a re  required  to 
do m uch m ental work. S tudy is w earing  enough 

on any person, bu t fo r the  youth, who does not directly 
see the  benefit of it, application to books is doubly t ire ­
some. He m easures greatness m ore by the  s tan d a rd  of 
sports  th a n  by education and culture. To sa tisfy  his 
longings fo r games, his desire to  m atch  h is skill and 
s tren g th  w ith  his fellows, he m ust be given ample op­
p o rtu n ity  to engage in  contests. Thus will h is m ind 
be relieved of the  s tra in  th a t study would na tu ra lly  
p u t upon it. I t  is evident th a t  a suitable am ount of 
play will sharpen  the intellect and render its  possessor 
m uch m ore com petent to w ork  in  a beneficial manner. 
Again play develops a strong constitution, physical 
stren g th , ag ility  of body and confidence in  one’s own 
ability. This is particularly true of young boys who 
are  so susceptible of tra in in g . B earing  these fac ts  in 
m ind, the  au thorities  of St. E d w ard ’s H all have m ade 
every possible provision to give the boys sufficient tim e 
fo r athletics. I t  m ust not be in ferred , however, th a t  
they  a re  perm itted  all play and no work. Only during  
recreation times can there be any attention given to 
th e  subject of gam es and athletics, and these are  never 
allowed to interfere in any way with class work. 
E v ery  gam e is encouraged a t its proper tim e, b u t 
w hen the  hour fo r study comes all gam es m ust
be stopped.

Baseball and football are the chief sports among 
the  M inim s. In  sp ring  th e re  are  as m any as eight 
d ifferent nines com peting fo r the  cham pionship of the  
H all. The riv a lry  betw een these various team s is very 
g rea t. T ow ard the  close of the  season the tw o team s
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w ith  the  best record play a series of five games and to 
th e  w inners of th is  series go the honors. E ach  m em ber 
of th e  team  is presented  w ith  a gold medal. In  foot­
ball th e  r iv a lry  is equally as g reat, except th a t  th e  
s trongest team  usually  plays m ost of its  gam es w ith  
the  boys from  C arroll Hall, and w ith  ju n io r team s 
from  South Bend.

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T H E  A D VANTAGES OF ST. ED W A RD ’S
HALL.

- y o H E  advantages of hav ing  a separa te  departm ent 
a t the  U niversity  fo r boys under th irteen  years 
of age are  so m any and so evident th a t  i t  would 

seem alm ost unnecessary  to m ention them . In  the 
firs t place, if  p aren ts  are  desirous of hav ing  th e ir  sons 
sen t aw ay to school w hen they  are  of such tender age, 
they  m ust fu lly  realize th a t  special care and atten tion  
should be given to these young boys. However, it would 
be a difficult matter to make special provisions for 
them , unless they  be kept alone and be under th e  super­
vision of p refects and in stru c to rs  who can devote their 
whole tim e to  caring  p articu la rly  fo r them . I t  would 
loe practically impossible to make any deviation from 
the  o rd inary  curricu lum  in  order to benefit them  if  they  
w ere perm itted  to be am ong the  other b o y s ; fo r dis­
crim inations in any department, as am ong m en in  the 
w orld, alw ays w ork  unsatisfactorily .

A gain, the  in tim ate  association of such young boys 
w ith  older ones does not alw ays lead to the  best results. 
W hatever they  notice in  th e ir  elders they will s trive  to 
im ita te ; and i t  too often happens th a t  they  notice only 
the  rougher side of the actions of th e ir  companions. 
Boys under the  age of th irteen  years, i t  m ust be re- 
membered, cannot be expected to use very great dis­
cretion or judgment in shaping their actions, and the 
evil influence of one thoughtless person m ay leave a 
lastin g  im pression on th e ir  youthfu l m inds. A nother 
advan tage in  hav ing  th e  M inims by them selves is t h i s . 
th e ir  studies, th e ir  m anner of spending recreation , and 
th e ir  tastes  in  general are very  d ifferent from  those of 
the  m ore advanced boys. They can do b e tte r  in  class- 
w ork  if  they  follow such lines as are  specially planned
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fo r  them , and  they  will en joy  th e ir  gam es m uch b e tte r  
i f  th ey  a re  w here they  can play  them  w ithou t in te rfe r ­
ence fro m  older boys. L ife in  St. E d w ard ’s H all is 
th u s  m ade m ore home-like fo r  them  since th e  ru les and  
regu la tions a re  especially su ited  to  th e ir  best in te res ts . 
T here  a re  a hundred  and one little  th in g s th a t  go to 
m ake up th e ir  com fort and  happiness, th a t  could no t 
be tak en  in to  account if  th ey  w ere not in  a sep ara te  
departm en t. As has been a lready  sta ted , the  S iste rs  
of H oly Cross a re  in  charge of S t. E d w ard ’s H all. 
They give th e  m ost scrupulous a tten tion  to  th e  needs 
and  com forts of the  pupils in  all th a t  p e rta in s  to 
studies, health  and  personal neatness. N one b e tte r  
th a n  th ey  know  how  to  take  th e  place of the  m other in  
th e  tra in in g , th e  p rogress and  the  happiness of those 
under th e ir  care.

W hen placing  th e ir  sons a t N o tre  Dame, p a ren ts  
find g re a t sa tisfac tion  in  seeing th a t, if  they  have 
m ade a  sacrifice in  depriv ing  them selves of th e  com­
p any  of th e ir  children, they  are  leav ing  them  in  a 
beau tifu l hom e su rrounded  by every care and  com fort, 
and, a t  the  sam e tim e, affording them  an  oppor­
tu n ity  of lay ing  a deep and  solid foundation  fo r  an  
education th a t  will m ake tow ards usefulness and h a p ­
piness th ro u g h  life.
