H a tfie ld !
Senator Eugene M cCarthy’s success in New 

Hampshire last week has shown that Notre 
D am e’s Mock Political Convention abuses its 
potential if it assumes no more im portance 
than an exercise in the functions o f  politics. 
M cCarthy’s supporters  were young and dedica­
ted, unsalaried and, in the end, successful. Al­
though his final showing did no t depend en­
tirely on the support he received from the col­
lege com m unity ,  much o f  his success was the 
result o f  s tudent labors. S tudents for once had 
a voice on the national level and tha t  is the 
lesson for N otre  Dame.

In the past, N otre  D am e’s Mock Political 
Convention has been regarded as a breeding 
ground for the politicians o f  the fu tu re  or as 
an a t tem p t to duplicate the expected result of 
the sum m er’s convention. But this year the is­
sues are more im portan t because this year the 
United States supports  more than 500,000 
troops in an undeclared war in Southeast Asia. 
Vietnam underlies the election o f  1968 and it 
is the issue with which the Mock Convention 
should concern itself.

N otre Dame students  have the intelligence 
and the responsibility to  nom inate  a candidate 

who deserves to  win, a candidate w ho re­
flects s tudent opinion. Mark Hatfield has 
been a successful governor but, m ore im­
p ortan t,  he has been a strong voice in 
opposition  to  the war in Vietnam. If  students, 
most o f  whom are opposed to United Sta tes’ 
actions in Southeast Asia, silence that  con­
cern, the time spent in preparing for this Con­
vention will have been wasted. Developing can­
didates w ithout positions in to  cham pions of 
peace will no t suffice.

This week Notre Dame has an o p p ortun ity  
to lead, its students  have an o p p o r tu n i ty  to 
voice an opinion. This week Notre Dame has 
an o p portun ity  to  say tha t  Mark Hatfield de­
serves to become the next President o f  the 
United States.

The Irish eked o u t a 62-60 
quarter-final v ic to ry  over Long 
Island U. last n ight in M adison 
Square G arden , New Y ork C ity.

T om orrow  n igh t, ND takes 
on D ay ton  a t 6 p .m . CST. (The 
game will be carried  on WNDU 
rad io .) The F lyers gained the 
semis by shading F o rd h am  61- 
60 last n igh t. The o th e r sem i­
final p its  S t. P e te r’s, N .J ., and 
K ansas. The final and  consola­
tion  are scheduled  S atu rday .

As in S a tu rd ay ’s 62-58 tr i­
um ph  over A rm y , tigh t defense 
p rovided a narrow  final m argin.

N ew bold nearly  pulled ou t 
the co n tes t h im self, b u t his e f­
fo rt fell sh o rt. W ith 5 :4 4  to  
play  N otre  D am e lo s t th e  lead 
for the first tim e w hen  New- 
bo ld  converted  a free th row . 
LIU  was on to p  54-53.

M om ents la te r , the  Irish tu rn ­
ed som e bad  luck  inside-out. 
Mike O ’C onnell in ju red  his knee , 
b u t his rep lacem en t, G eorge Res- 
tov ich , ad d ed  tw o  critical fielders 
late in the gam e.

At 5 :0 0 , N ew b o ld ’s ju m p er 
gave LIU  a 56-53 cush ion . But 
th ree  stra igh t h o o p s  by Bob 
A rnzen , R estovich  an d  Bob W hit­
m ore p u t the Irish  on to p  for

good, 59-56 . N ew bold  reduced la te r , Jim  Derrig bagged a free
the defic it to  59 -58 , b u t “ D ixie” 
ran it to  61-58 w ith his ju m p er 
at 1 :55.

Again N ew bold co u n te red , 
this tim e w ith  tw o m en on h im , 
and  ND led 61-60 w ith  1 :04 to  
go. The Irish  lost the ball at 
:4 1 , bu t regained it at :13 on 
A rnzen ’s steal. T hree seconds

th ro w , se tting  the score 62-60.
D errig’s second a tte m p t was 

o ff  and  L IU ’s L u th e r G reen re­
bo u n d ed . The B lackbirds set up 
N ew bold  fo r the final sho t, bu t 
L arry m issed from  underneath  
w ith  tw o  seconds rem aining. A rn­
zen rebounded  a t the buzzer.

The Contradictions Conspire To Confuse Him

This is the second in a three part series on D etroit 
six months after.

W ayne S tate  U niversity  is in u rban  D e tro it. S tand ­
ing on the  cam pus, a s tu d en t can see th e  G eneral M o­
to rs  O ffice Building, the in te rna tiona l head q u arte rs  o f  
A m erica’s largest co rp o ra tio n ; a sym bol o f  A m erica’s 
success. But if  he w ere to  look  in an o th e r d irec tion , 
he sees the w orst part o f  the M otor C ity ’s g h e tto  area, 
A m erica’s failure . If  he chooses to  acknow ledge the 
co n trad ic tio n , it  confuses h im .

W ayne S ta te , a one h u n d red  year old in s titu tio n , is 
in m any  w ays a m icrocosm  o f  the en tire  D etro it situa­
tio n . O f its 3 0 ,0 0 0  s tu d en ts , 28 ,000  com m ute  from  
the w hite suburbs. U ntil very recen tly , w hen to k en  ef­
fo rts  w ere m ade, a pa ternalistic  ad m in is tra tio n  has to ­
ta lly  ignored the su rround ing  area.

C ertain  o f  W ayne’s expansion  program s have caused 
the d es truc tion  o f  good , low er-m iddle incom e housing 
(w hich p redom ina tes  in th is area; there  are very few 
rusty  fire escapes, d ir ty  children  ten em en ts  th a t one 
associates w ith  the w ord  ‘g h e tto ’). This has a lienated  
the neighboring black com m un ity .

The huge m ajo rity  o f  W ayne’s m iddle class w hite 
s tuden ts  did no t bargain for the co n tinua lly  chao tic  
racial situa tion  th a t pervades the ir academ ic pursu its . 
But its aw esom e reality  forces them  to  m ake a person­
al decision . Many re tu rn  to  the gardens and  pine p an ­
elling o f  G rosse Point w ith  a rationaliz ing  hope  tha t 
the governm ent will save the c ity . But som e feel tha t 
they  should  s tay , and o thers  m ust stay .

Perhaps the m ost d ifficult decision is th a t w hich is 
forced  upon  the black s tu d en t. This scholastic  year 
has seen the fo rm ation  o f  a group  called the A ssocia­
tion  o f  Black S tu d en ts . The organization  stem s, in the

w ords o f  founder and  p residen t Lonnie Peak, from  
“an aw areness, a psychological aw areness th a t o n e ’s 
m ajor p rio rity  is to  the com m u n ity  from  w hich he 
cam e.”

The g roup ’s first pub lic  activ ity  was to  b o y c o tt a 
U niversity-sponsored  sym posium  on  ‘Race R elations 
and  the U rban  U niversity ’ and  h o ld  th e ir  ow n con­
ference on the sam e sub jec t, w hich m any  observers 
felt was th e  best a tten d ed  event ever held  at the 
school.

The c ity ’s leaders feel th a t W ayne is irrelevant to 
the black com m un ity  and  have to ld  the b lack  studen ts 
to  “ take  w hat y o u  can g e t” from  th e  school. Peak 
says: “ We k n o w  th a t som e o f  the m aterial we get at 
W ayne is garbage. W ayne is a p a rt o f  th e  w hite pow er 
s tru c tu re , and  all we can do is sift and  so rt o u t the in­
fo rm ation  th a t is useful to  us.”  The a rticu la te  Peak 
co n tin u ed : “ T he black  s tu d en t now  w ants to  w ork 
fo r change w ith in  th e  co m m u n ity . But if  th is change 
does n o t com e abou t, a decision on  a fu r th e r course 
o f  ac tion  will have to  be m ad e .”

The sensitized  w hite also finds h im self in a delicate 
s itua tion . A rt Jo h n s to n , ed ito r o f  ‘The S o u th  E n d .’ 
the s tu d en t new spaper, s ta tes: “ The w hite radical, the 
individual w ho believes in a change in the social o rder, 
will be caught in th e  crossfire. This individual, w ho 
opposes th e  use o f  force, will a tte m p t to  com m uni­
cate w ith b o th  parties  and  hence be in great personal 
danger—m y life has been th re a te n e d .”

Jo h n s to n  con tinues: “ Racial d iscrim ination  exists 
in and a ro u n d  W ayne S ta te . The English D epartm en t 
d id n ’t allow  an A frican lite ra tu re  course, fo r exam ple. 
A lso, there exists a defin ite  effo rt to  release profes­
sors who are po litically  active on an unfavorable  po ­

sition. A professor was fired. I firm ly  believe, because 
he jo in ed  the West C entral O rganization  (a  black acti­
vist g roup ).”  On fu tu re  rio ts, Jo h n s to n  said; “ I’m  a - 
fraid  o f  n ex t sum m er. I w ou ldn ’t be surprised  to  see 
the place bu rn  dow n .”

A n o th e r w hite radical, com m enting  on black  pow ­
er, said: “ The black m ilitan ts  are becom ing  m ore po­
litically  o rien ted . T heir political Convictions have 
grow n from  their experience, and  now  th ey  are p lan ­
ning, grow ing m ore co n fid en t. A fte r th e  rio ts , the  city  
adm in istra tion  said th a t we d o n ’t approve o f  rio ts, 
b u t they  are sy m p to m atic  and  we need  m ore jo b s , 

m ore open  housing. B ut it is to o  late. We will have to  
pay fo r the past 3 0 0  years .”

There is an o th e r ty p e  o f  individual. T he m ajority  
o f  W ayne’s s tuden ts , like those  o f  m ost n o rth e rn , u r­
ban universities, are m iddle classs, unaw are w hites. One 
fra te rn ity  m an said: “ A fte r the rio ts, I looked  upon  
th e  Negroes w ith  a d iffe ren t perspective—I do n ’t 
tru s t th em .”  A no ther said: “ Y ou do n ’t know  w hat 
th e y ’ll do. All th ey  un d ers tan d  is fo rce .”  T his ty p e  o f  
individual, and his co u n te rp a rt in the ‘a d u lt’ society , 
m ust be m ade sensitive to  the s itua tion  if  it is to  be 
saved.

B ut now  W ayne S ta te , like the  en tire  c ity  o f  De­
tro it, is becom ing an arm ed cam p. The cam pus police, 
like the m un ic ipa l’s, have greatly  increased their a rm a­
m ents. ‘R ifle c lubs,’ having very little  to  do w ith 
sport shooting , have sprung  up  on b o th  sides. F o r the 
stu d en t w ho chooses to  u n ders tand , there  is an alm ost 
unbearab le  tension  a t his school.

A nd one s tu d en t p o in ted  ou t th a t “ D etro it was 
progressive. W hat you  see in D etro it and at W ayne, 
now , you  will soon see elsew here.”

A group  o f  p ro m in en t hall 

p residen ts will m eet ton igh t to  
discuss th e  fu tu re  o f  the Hall 
P res iden t’s C ouncil. D iscussion 
will cen te r a ro u n d  th e  possibil­
ity  o f  declaring the P res iden t’s 
C ouncil in d ep en d e n t o f  S tu d en t 
G overnm ent.

The in form al m eeting  will be 
held  to  o u tline  a set o f  ideas 
ab o u t the role o f  th e  Hall Pres­
id en t’s C ouncil. T he results will 
be p resen ted  to  all the presiden ts 
a t the regular m eeting  T hursday  
night.

The need fo r the redefin ition  
o f  roles is due, accord ing  to  
Bob M cC arter, new ly e lec ted  
A lum ni Hall P residen t because 
o f  the “ confusion , m ism anage­
m en t, and  lack o f  com m unica­
tio n s” betw een  the P residen t’s 
C ouncil, S tuden t G overnm ent and  
S tu d e n t U nion.

“ It seem s to  m e, th a t while 
hall life is becom ing  m ore im por­
ta n t, it  is being deem phasized . 
S tu d en t governm ent should  be 
there  to  b enefit ha lls .”  M cCarter 
said. “ C om m unications are po o r 
• • • n o t enough  em phasis is 
p laced on  in terhall ac tiv ities .”

M cC arter c ited  tro u b les  th a t 
A lum ni Hall had  w ith  S tu d en t 
G overnm en t O fficials over M ardi 
G ras and  H om ecom ing  as reasons 
fo r his concern . He said th a t the 
M ardi G ras C om m ittee  prom ised 
to  co n tac t him  a b o u t allowing 
A lum ni to  set up a b o o th  bu t 
never did.

M cC arter claim s th a t th e  S tu ­
d en t U nion H om ecom ing  C om ­
m ittee  still ow es A lum ni $100  
fo r second  prize in last y ea r’s 
hom ecom ing . “ We p u t in a lot o f  
tim e and  m o n ey ,”  he said. “ T hey 
p rom ised  th a t the first place hall 
w ould  be re-im bursed .”  M cC arter 
said th a t a lthough  A lum ni cam e

in second , Jo h n  O ’Brien, S tu ­
den t U nion Business M anager, 
had  p rom ised  the hall $100 . A- 
lum ni has n o t yet received it. 
M cC arter said he ta lked  to  Chris 
M urphy, S tu d en t Body President 
and  M urphy said A lum ni w ould 
get the m oney , “ no , ifs, ands, 
or b u ts .”

N either O ’Brien or M urphy 
were available for com m en t. Lou 
L anw erm eyer, C hairm an o f  Hall 
D ecorations fo r H om ecom ing  said 
th a t A lum ni was p rom ised  the 
m oney  b u t by m istake. A lum ni 
was to ld  th a t “ if  we had m oney 
le ft over” they  w ould  get it, 
L anw erm eyer said. As it was, 
“ we overspent th e  budget by 
$ 175 dollars.”  “ I in ten d  to  write 
a le tte r  to  A lum ni Hall, exp lain­
ing to  them  exactly  w hat hap ­
pened  and  w hat arose. There 
was a m isunderstand ing  from  the

very beginning.”
M cC arter th o u g h t th a t the 

Hall P residen ts should  organize 
“ to  p ro tec t the in te rests  o f  the 
halls” in th e  fu tu re . He th inks 
th a t the  halls have been  slighted 
in m any  cases. A check  is needed 
to  investigate som e o f  the in­
equities.

“ A lo t o f  th a t can be handled  
by the Senate. We w ent before to  
th e  S enate (ab o u t hom ecom ing) 
. . .N oth ing  happened . . .Senate 
could  be m ore co ncerned  w ith 
defending  the halls and  no t pa t­
ting  S tu d en t U nion on  the back .”  

E xpressing w hat he term ed  
his personal o p in ion , M cCarter 
said, “ We (th e  p residen ts) w ant 
to  be in d ep en d en t o f  s tu d en t 
governm ent. We w ant to  be on 
our ow n. We’d like to  w ork 
w jth  them , co-operate  w ith them . 
We are aw are o f  a p rob lem ,

though , and  we like to  do som e­
th ing ab o u t i t .”

R on M astriana, C arroll Hall 
President said, “ 1 th ink  we should 
be in d ependen t. . . I th ink  the 
hall p re s id en t’s council should 
elect i t ’s ow n chairm an and be 
an organ o f  its ow n .”

“I th ink  th a t hall p residents 
are closer to  s tu d en ts , m ore than  
th e  senators. . .we are closer to 
the section  leaders. . .if  som e­
th ing is going to  be done in 
the halls it is going to  be through 
u s.”

Dave R yan , Badin Hall Pres­
iden t agrees. “ We do  know  we 
w ant to  go. We d o n ’t w ant 
som ebody  from  s tu d en t G overn­

m en t to  chair us . . .  we p rob­
ably w ant to  fu n c tio n  under a 
little  loser stru c tu re  than  S tu d en t 
G overnm ent w ants us to .”

Adlai 111 Not Sure For *68
Illinois S ta te  T reasurer Adlai 

E . S tevenson III said M onday 
n ight th a t he has y e t to  m ake 
up  his m ind on w ho to  su p p o rt 
for the D em ocratic  Presidential 
n o m in a tio n . The son o f  th e  late 
D em ocratic  Presidential c o n ten d ­
er sta ted  “ I w ant first to  reap ­
praise o u r policy in V ie tnam . I 
an tic ipa te  I will decide w ho to  
su p p o rt w ith in  six w eeks.” 

S tevenson m ain ta in ed , how ­
ever, th a t “ It is likely th a t 111. 
will have a delegation p ledged to 
the renom ination  o f  P resident 
Jo h n so n .” He said there  has been 
talk  o f  en tering  S ena to r M cCar­
thy  in the 111. P rim ary , b u t re­
m arked  th a t “ there  has been 
little  visible suppo rt fo r the K en­
nedy cand idacy .”

S tevenson, reflecting  on the 
question  o f  V ie tnam , m ain tained

“ I th ink  the stand  o f  m y fa ther 
has been rendered  irre levant by 
w hat has happened  in the tw o 
and one h a lf  years since his 
d e a th .”  N evertheless, Stevenson 
said th a t “ In general I d o n ’t 
th in k  he disagreed w ith  ou r V ie t­
nam  policies. My fa th e r was very 
unhappy  ab o u t som e o f  the p res­
sures th a t had  been b rough t to  
bear on him  to  resign as U.N. 
A m bassador by  those w ho as­
sum ed he disagreed w ith  w hat 
we are do ing .”

The S tate  T reasurer spoke 
o f  a “ politics o f  excellence” 
a rticu la ted  by his fa ther. He 
w arned “ N ow  I w onder if  it is 
no t already  over w ith o u t having 
accom plished its pu rposes. My 
father a ttra c ted  m any brigh t and 
ded ica ted  m en and w om en to 
public service b u t one w onders

if  their in te rest and their energy 
are beginning n o w  to ebb .

“The G reat Society  still h asn ’t 
flow ered from  the seeds he p lan ­
ted . Black m an is still p itted  a- 
gainst w h ite , rich against poor. 
O ur cities are ro ttin g  a t the core. 
O ur resources, hum an  and m a­
teria l, are drained  by  a vicious 
w ar against a tiny  nation  in 
A sia.”

S tevenson was pessim istic in 
surveying the leadership  situation  
in A m erica to d ay . He reflected  
“O ne o f  the v irtues o f  ou r p o li­
tical system  has been its ex tra ­
o rd inary  knack  for producing  
the right m an at the right tim e; 
g reat m en w hen they  are needed. 
Or perhaps the m en w ho were 
there  sim ply rose to  the occa­
sion. ”

A lthough  m any s tuden ts  are blam ing Fr. H esburgh fo r the new  
dorm  co n stru c tio n  designed to  m ake N otre  Dame a residential 
university , the decision was as great a shock to  h im  as to  any 
D unes-bound  ju n io r. The po licy  is, a fte r all, inclusive, a ffecting  
Fr. H esburgh’s style o f  life perhaps m ore th an  anyone else’s.

F r. H esburgh was looking  dow n on the tangled  beauties o f  
in land Brazil w hen a voice beside him  asked, “ Excuse me, a ren ’t 
you  F r. H esburgh?”

“ Yes, I am ,” he answ ered, at th e  sam e tim e push ing  a cigarette 

in to  h is b lack  and  silver c igarette  ho lder. “ Y ou  look  fam iliar, to o .” 
“ We m et last fall. I ’m  N otre  D am e’s S tu d en t Body P res iden t.” 

Here, allow  m e.”  He pu lled  a shiny silver lighter from  a pocke t o f  
his suit and  lit th e  p rie s t’s c igarette  to  the  stra ins o f  the V ic to ry  
M arch.

Fr. H esburgh dragged hard . “ B eautifu l dow n there , isn’t it? 
Or in E spanol—o f  course, here th e  language is P ortuguese—sim pat- 
ico. It rem inds me o f  th e  tim e I was travelling w ith  R ichard  
N ixon fo r Pepsi-Cola and  the  C atholic U niversity  system  and  back 
in th e  trem en d o u s pov erty  o f  a Sao Paulo slum , we m e t a  N otre  
Dame stu d en t. . .”

“ T h a t’s w onderful. W orking w ith  th e  poor, no  d o u b t, acting  
on  the  C hristian  princip les a N o tre  D am e educa tion  instills. Y ou 
know , F a ther, I’ve been m eaning to  ta lk  to y o u .”

“ N o, he was avoiding the d ra f t.”
“ O h .”
The tw o sat q u ie tly  fo r several m om ents , listening to  the 

w hine o f  the engines, bouncing  lazily in the p o ck e ts  o f  air. Fr. 
Hesburgh tu rn ed  once again to  his com pan ion . “ W hat are you  
doing on th is fligh t?”

“ I’ve go t a governm ent g rant to  w rite a b o o k —156 pages 
long in eleven p o in t m edium  type  on eight by tw elve paper w ith  • 
one and  a h a lf  inch m argins on S tu d en t Pow er A m ong the Incas. 
Also, I ’ve been fo r tu n a te  enough  to  have it scheduled  as a 
d irected  readings, th ree  cred its .”

“ W onderful, w onderfu l, uh, w hat did you  say y o u r nam e was? 
N otre  Dam e stu d en ts  should  be in th a t type  o f  leadership  position . 
A ny th ing  happen ing  back  a t school?”

“ N oth ing  m uch . F oo tba ll team  was 8-2. Mass a tten d an ce  still 
falling o ff. Som e stir, n o t m uch , ab o u t the new  policy  on the 
residential university . W hat’s his nam e, you  know , the Vice 
President for S tu d en t A ffairs, is hand ling  i t .”
