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Alabama Negro college closed
TUSCALOOSA, Ala. (UPI) — The president o f  A labam a’s 

Stillman College closed dow n the  p redom inantly  Negro school 
yesterday and ordered the cam pus cleared. Classroom bo yco tt  
leaders said they would disobey the  order.

The continuing campus rebellion was scheduled to  involve two 
more schools this week, Princeton and the University o f  Missouri.

Dr. Harold Stinson shut dow n the  small Presbyterian college at 
Tuscaloosa, Ala., a f te r  STillman studen ts  rejected 'iis appeal to  end 
their class bo y c o tt  and staged a defiant narch  th rough a 
predom inantly  Negro section o f  Tuscaloosa.

The Stillman students  presented Stinson with a list o f  demands, 
including improved food in the  cam pus cafeteria and disciplinging of 
a cam pus security guard w hom  studen ts  claim shot one  o f  their 
num ber in the leg last fall.

Stinson agreed to  a t tem p t  food service im provem ents  bu t did n o t  
promise to  discipline the guard. Protest leaders said the  entire 
s tudent body would take over S ti llm an’s s tuden t union in defiance 
o f  the  school closing order.

Israeli jets retaliate against Jordan
BEIRUT, Jerusalem (UPI) — Rocket firing Israeli je t  fighters and 

arm ored half tracks a ttacked  Jordan ian  positions near the G ulf  o f  
Aqaba yesterday, a Jordan ian  military com m unique  said. The 
repor ted  attack  came as Israel warned its armed forces would punish 
Arab terrorists.

The Jordan ians  said tw o o f  their  soldiers were killed in the hour  
and 20 minute  battle. They claimed three Israeli half tracks were 
destroyed and Israeli helicopters were seen removing casualties.

Israeli D eputy  Premier Yigal Alton warned in Jerusalem tha t  
Israel’s army has “ a long reach and those responsible fo r  such 
terrorist deeds will no t go unpun ished .”

Sirhan is accused o f  first degree m urder in the shooting  death  of 
Kennedy and faces either life im prisonm ent or the gas cham ber.  The 
tiial resumes Monday after  a weekend recess.

Catcalls greet Nixon in Brussels
BRUSSELS (UPI) President Nixon arrived for a to u r  o f  Europe 

last night pledging peace, but he p rom ptly  ran in to  dem ons tra to rs  
shouting  “ Nixon G o  H om e”  as he stood listening to  the U.S. 
national anthem .

Nixon, who had arrived only m om ents  before from Washington 
aboard the presidential je tliner, s tood with a smile, his hat held over 
his heart,  as chanting from some o f  the 500 specta tors  gathered on 
the ro o f to p  o f  the a irport  broke ou t  during the playing o f  the 
anthem .

Belgium’s King Boudouin , standing beside Nixon on the  red dais 
set aside from  the welcoming speeches, was smiling until the 
chanting started  and then  tu rned  grim as he heard the words.

T he chanting s to pp ed  as the  38-year-old King Boudouin  stepped 
forward to  give his welcoming speech, which praised Nixon for 
visiting Europe to  seek peace.

Allies kill 1,000 in Cong offensive
SAIGON (UPI) -  Allied forces trying to  crush the long expected  

Viet Cong offensive repor ted  killing at least 1 ,000 Com m unist  
troops yesterday in fighting that spread across South Vietnam. At 
least 100 Americans were slain and Saigon was shelled for the second 
consecutive night.

“ We do believe tha t  this is their offensive,”  an official spokesman 
at U.S. headquarters  said last night almost 24 hours  after  the first 
shells exploded in a wave o f  a t tack s—some in c o n s e q u e n t ia l - th a t  hit  
more than  100 cities and allied bases. “ We do  th ink there  will be 
more shellings and ground  a ttacks .”

Peace negotiators study movements
PARIS (UPI) -  Alhed negotiators at the V ietnam peace talks 

studied  repor ts  from  Vietnam and Washington yesterday on the  
latest mili tary ac tion  in South  Vietnam in an effort  to  find a clear 
C om m unis t  strategy.

U.S. officials said the  repor ts  o f  the  C om m unis t  rocket a ttacks  on 
the big cities o f  the  South  were being carefully studied.

“ These a ttacks  may have an effect on the progress o f  the peace 
talks bu t at the  m o m en t we can no t  say how or  to  w hat ex te n t ,”  a 
U.S. spokesman said.

Meanwhile, there  were indications from American sources th a t  the 
Allied n eg o t ia t in g  position at the next peace conference session 
Thursday  might include some sort o f  p rotest against the 
indiscriminate rocket a ttacks  on  civilian centers.

Names 
not released

Dave Ryan, the  C hairm an of 
the Campus Judicial Board, 
released tw o notices o f  violation, 
over the  weekend, to  tw o N otre  
Dame s tuden ts  in connec t ion  
w i t h  t h e  d i s t u r b a n c e s  
surrounding the Pornography 
and Censorship Conference. The 
complaints,  which led to  the 
issue of the violation notices, 
were filed by Rev. Jam es Riehle, 
CSC, Dean of S tudents ,  last 
week.

Ryan refused to  give the 
names o f  the  persons or the 
charges against them. He based 
this refusal on the Judicial Board 
Code which states tha t  the 
accused students ,  themselves, 
must give ou t  this inform ation .

Playing p rom inen t  roles in the 
student-policc  clash over the 
seizure o f  the film K odak G host 
Poem s on F riday, F ebruary  7, 
were Peter Michelson, professor 
o f  English; Marty McNamara, 
D a v id  K a h n ,  a n d  S h a u n  
Reynolds, N otre  Dame students; 
and K athy Cecil, a s tuden t at 
Saint Mary’s College, among 
others.

If one o f  the  violations is 
d irected at Marty McNamara, it 
will no t  be his first appearance 
before the  Campus Judicial 
B o a r d .  He was previously 
s u s p e n d e d  fo r  seven days 
because o f  his ac tions in the  sit 
in  d i r e c t e d  a g a i n s t  Dow 
Chemical and the CIA recruiting 
opera t ions  on the  cam pus last 
N o v e m b e r .  O t h e r  p e rs o n s  
charged in the CIA and Dow 
dem ons tra t ions  have not yet 
been brought to  trial.

Ryan stated th a t  the  persons, 
w ho the  charges are directed 
against, w o n ’t know  the specific 
violations until a bo u t  noon 
today . All they know at the 
p r e s e n t  t i m e  is tha t  the 
v io l a t i o n s  stem from  their 
a c tions  in the Pornography 
Conference.

is cram ped as to  the  ex ten t  of its 
powers. Earlier in the  year, a 
fuss was made over jurisdiction: 
does it lie in Ihe com m it tee  on 
residence halls or the  campus 
legislature o r  the s tud en t  affairs 
co m m it tee  or the  s tu den t  affairs 
council, etc , in areas like change 
in hours ,  guests on campus, 
smoking rules, dress rules, legal 
rights o f  s tudents ,  etc. T hen ,  I 
was amused by the bickering; 
now, I am disgusted with it.

We have been given “ po w er” 
in a game o f  trivial, bu t when it 
comes to  meaningful issues, the 
c o n c e p t  o f  c o m m u n i t y  
governm ent is considered a joke. 
T he purpose  o f  the  system is “ to  
maintain a h arm onious  balance 
o f  r e s p o n s i b i l i t y  a m o n g  
s t u d e n t s ,  f a c u l t y , a n d  
a d m i n i s t r a t i o n  by  insuring 
con tinu ou s  com m un ica t ion  and 
by initiating mutual service” . In 
view o f  the  events o f  the past 
week, I have to  laugh at the 
p a r a d o x .  Unless “ com m un i­
ca t io n ” was in te rp re ted  to  mean 
s i d e s t e p p i n g  the  issue and 
“ mutual service” twisted to  read 
liege obedience . .  .

Meanwhile, the  pream ble to 
the S ta tem en t  o f  S tud en t  Rights 
and Responsibilities holds tha t  
the  rights and responsibilities 
s ta ted  therein are to  guarantee 
f o r  t h e  s t u d e n t s  “ t h o s e  
conditions indispensable to  the 
f u l l  a c h i e v e m e n t  o f  t h i s  
objec t ive :  th a t  an academic
c o m m u n i t y  e x i s t s  for the  
creation and co m m unica t ion  o f  
knowledge and the  developm ent 
o f  c r e a t i v i t y  a n d  c r i t ic a l  
ju dgem ent  in a sustained and 
independen t search for  t r u th ” . If 
this is the reasoning beh ind  such 
a s t a t e m e n t ,  p e r h a p s  the  
adminis tration  had b e t te r  a d o p t  
their  own S ta tem en t  o f  Rights 
and Responsibilit ies, or at least 
begin to  act in awareness o f  the 
objective o f  the present one.
