SMC Student Affairs Council 
repeals dress regulations

Yesterday afternoon, the Stu­
den t Affairs Council unani­
mously passed a statement to 
replace dress regulations at SMC. 
Monsignor McGrath, as Chair­
man o f the Council, did not vote 
but requested that he go on 
record as opposing the Council’s 
approval.

(effective September, 1969, 
the Student Handbook will read: 
“ Dress on campus is to conform 
to the general standards held by 
this college society.”  The Com-
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m unity Relations Board, a tr i­
partite body o f the Judicial 
System, w ill interpret the state­
m ent fo r  in d iv id u a l cases 
brought before it.

As approved, the statement 
includes two examples o f dress 
contrary to the com m unity ’s 
standards: “ Bathing suits are to 
be decently covered when worn 
outside o f a residence area. Hair 
curlers are not deemed appro­
priate outside o f a residence 
area.”  These cases are not part 
o f the regulation, but are inten-

tion.

The Council is a tri-partite  
board which parallels Notre 
Dame’s SLC to some degree. The 
President and Vice President o f 
the college, Dean o f Students, 
two faculty representatives and 
three students sit on the Coun­
cil.

The statement came to the 
Council from the Student A f­
fairs Committee which works 
with the Student Assembly to 
formulate legislation in the Stu­
dent A ffa irs area.

The movement to repeal dress 
regulations began w ith the c ir­
culation o f a petition which 589 
students signed last fall. The 
petition cited a clause in the 
Statement o f Student Rights 
which St. Mary’s adopted last 
spring as rationale fo r the repeal. 
According to this point, a stu­
dent may determine personal 
affairs except when this becomes 
a deterrence to the good o f the 
comm unity.

On the inside

and Pal Barbolla received 43 and 
I 7 votes respectively.

The general turnout fo r the 
election was moderate on cam­
pus. Over twelve hundred stu­
dents came out on each end o f 
the campus w ith the main quad­
rangle having a slight lead o f 
voters. A ll campus winners ran 
strongly in their halls, w ith 
Ahern, Meckle, Jones and De­
Sapio h itting  trip le figures. / 

South Quad winner Steve 
Ahern had these comments last 
night. “ I ’d like to thank the 
people who helped me, who 
voted fo r me, and the people 
from  Howard Hall who came 
across when I needed them the 
most. . . .  In the SLC next year,
I am going to work to  see that 
the basic rights o f students are 
adhered to more than merely 
being put down on paper. 1 
would like to  see academic free­
doms and judicia l rights to exist 
in the times o f controversy as 
they do in times o f quiet. F in­
ally, I ’d like to grasp the basic 
problems that face everyone at 
this university in daily life  and 
begin to solve them .”

Relatively unknown candidate 
Rich Meckle said last night that 
“ I th ink the Scholastic and OB­
SERVER endorsements helped 
me a lo t, because I was the least 
known candidate . . . What can 1 
say? I ’m happy.”

As SLC representative fo r 
next year Meckle stated he will 
“ mainly push fo r a de fin ition o f

academic freedom and research a 
solution fo r co-education.”  

Meckle also commented that 
he didn’ t th ink the SLC was as 
effective this year as i t  could 
have been.

Other South Quad winner 
Ron Mastriana was unavailable 
fo r comment.

Farley Hall’s Ted Jones said 
after the elections that the en­
dorsements were a major factor 
in the campaign.

“ I was worried about the en­
dorsements because I remem­
bered the power o f the press last 
year in the Rossie election.”  He 
con tinued , “ The th ing that 
helped me most were people 
who were interested in making 
home-made signs fo r the cam­
paign . . .  I th ink this election 
was very apolitical. It  was 
mostly just knocking on doors 
and rapping w ith  students about 
issues that affected them the 
most.”

As a representative in the 
coming year’s SLC, he stated he 
would push fo r “ greater student 
p a rtic ipa tion  and representa­
tio n .”

The next thing I would push 
fo r is the form ation o f a sub­
committee fo r scholarships fo r 
m inority  students.”

Jones said that this year’s 
Student L ife Council was not 
highly e ffic ient because it was 
suffering “ growing pains.”

The other SLC representa-

PARIS (UPI) The Viet Cong 

yesterday proposed a 10 point 
peace plan at the deadlocked 
Vietnam conference, including 
form ation o f a provisional coal­
ition  government to set up free 
elections in South Vietnam. The 
U n ite d  S ta tes and South 
Vietnam prom ptly rejected the 
proposals.

T h e  N o rth  V ie tn a m e se  
endorsed the Viet Cong plan 
which the National Liberation 
F ron t’s “ foreign m inister,”  Tran 
Buu Kieni, said was designed to 
“ open the way to progress”  in 
the  lo n g  deadlocked Paris 
negotiations.

K ey p ro v is io n s  o f  the 
Communist peace package called 
for:

Unconditional and unilateral 
w ithdrawal o f all American and 
other allied troops from  South 
Vietnam.

The holding o f “ free and 
democratic general elections in 
the whole o f South Vietnam 
w ith  a view to achieving the 
South Vietnamese people’s right 
to  self determ ination.”

Kiem presented the V iet Cong 
plan to  the regular weekly 
session o f the four month old 
Paris peace conference amid

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Pro-ROTC students rally
The Students fo r ROTC, 

presented their petition to 
several university officials, in 
order to  retain academic credit 
for ROTC programs on campus. 
Among those presented w ith the 
petition, according to Mark 
Lindenmeyer, chairman o f the 
group, were hr. Theodore M. 
Ilesburgh, Dean Fredrick J. 
C rosson , Dean Thomas T. 
Murphy, Dean Joseph C. Hogan, 
Dean Bernard Waldman, Father 
James Walsh, Father Ferdinand 
L. Brown, and Professor Edward 
J. Murphy.

According to a report issued 
by the group, the total number 
o f persons who signed the 
petition amounted to 1652. 
They managed to contact 61% 
o f  the people residing on 
campus, or 2,867.

The p e titio n  which was 
circulated read as follows, “ We, 
the undersigned, approve o f 
retaining academic credit fo r 
voluntary m ilitary studies on the

college level at the University o f 
Notre Dame, provided that the 
fo llow ing criteria are met:

1 ) that the courses are 
approved on an individual basis, 
by a faculty committee . . .;

2) that the Professor and Asst. 
Instructors selected to teach the 
ROTC courses be approved by 
the  a p p ro p r ia te  Academic 
Affairs Committee;

3) that the program now 
u n d e r s tu d y  ju d g in g  the 
feasibility o f a system to provide 
courses that offer a more liberal 
background with-in the m ilitary 
curriculum (e.g., Government,

Psychology, Management) be 
expedited.”

The report on the survey 
states that “ the above figures 
substantiate our belief that this 
is an extremely large number o f 
students at Notre Dame that 
would favor ROTC on campus.”  

When asked about the impact 
o f the Faculty Senate’s move 
la s t n ig h t, to allow only 
non-m ilitary personnel to  teach 
ROTC courses, Lindenmeyer 
said, “ I just don’t know, there is 
no way to  tell about it. 1 cannot 
speculate on what the outcome 
w ill be.”

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A step forward
This afternoon at I p.m. the tenured faculty at St. Mary’s w ill 

convene to decide i f  students w ill be granted membership on the 
Academic Committees o f the college. The proposal that they w ill 
consider itself comes from an Ad Hoc Committee on which students 
and faculty members worked together. As preparatory work, this group 
studied the general question o f student participation in the Academic 
area and unanimously agreed that student representation would be 
desirable and beneficial to the committees.

A year ago faculty representatives were invited to participate in the 
Student A ffa irs area o f St. Mary’s government. Looking back over this 
year, students, faculty and administrators would probably agree that 
the Community Government structure has functioned well in this area.

The three groups have mutually gained from co-operation, despite the 
hours o f frustration and argumentation. Student Government officers 
realize that the faculty representatives have contributed an invaluable 
th ird  viewpoint to the government o f Student Affairs.

Taking the experience o f Student Affairs and applying it to a general 
statement, the movement toward a decentralization and sharing in the 
government o f the college would seem to promote a greater 
involvement by the student in his education. Interaction, cooperation 
and shared power between faculty, students and administrators would 
seem to build the desired atmosphere fo r a college like St. Mary’s.

The proposal from the Ad Hoc Committee comes up for voting only 
after careful consideration and investigation by the Committee. The 
proposal explains the rationale behind its recommendations and calls 
fo r fu ll membership to be extended to student representatives on the 
Academic Affairs Council, and Curriculum, Academic Standing, 
Admissions and Scholarships, Teacher Education and Library 
Committees.

Student participation is restricted to policy making decisions to 
protect other students when a committee considers academic standing, 
admissions or scholarship recipients. The Ad Hoc Committee 
considered specifying qualifications for student representatives, but 
rejected doing so, preferring to leave the recommendation loosely 
structured. Where specified qualifications seemed advantageous to the 
student and to the committee, as fo r the Teacher Education 
Committee, these were included.

Debate on this question has raged fo r a year, and the pros and cons 
o f adm itting students to decision making responsibility are well worn. 
Arguments against students taking part in academics usually reduce to 
the necessity o f maintaining the facu lty ’s dominant role in their field. 
The AAUP and St. Mary’s Faculty Manual concur on this point. The 
proposal before the faculty preserves their status through the 
recommendations on the number o f  students to be added to a 
committee. These numbers were determined to insure more than a 
token student voice w ithout detracting from the facu lty ’s position.

Student expertize to legitimately contribute to academic policy 
formation is frequently questioned. Few students would deny that they 
lack the same experience and knowledge that a professor brings to a 
committee. But this is precisely the value o f student patticipation: a 
student carries a unique accumulation o f date precisely because she has 
viewed the topics under discussion from the complementary side o f the 
desk. A student may add insight especially on motivational aspects o f 
issues, teaching methods, student response to curriculum, etc. Because 
students are not enamored in the world o f a college instructor, a new 
viewpoint w ill add to academic considerations as the faculty have to 
Student Affairs.

The decision that the faculty w ill make this afternoon is an 
im portant one, to everyone concerned w ith St. Mary’s College. May the 
faculty have the wisdom to see that students have a legitimate 
contribution to make in the academic area. May the faculty realize that 
government improves when everyone involved contributes to its 
formulation. Hopefully, understanding that there is real value in official 
student participation, the faculty w ill seat students on the Academic 
Committees.

The rooms 
and offices used by ROTC were 
bu ilt by the U.S. Government 
and are in fact used by the Uni­
versity. This is an insignificant 
fact but it points out that misin­
terpretation o f many such facts 
leads to an overall misinterpreta­
tion. I suggest that Mr. McKenna 
and anyone else who wishes to 
make a judgment on ROTC 
come to the ROTC building and 
sit in on a class. Maybe after 
some facts are gathered a deci­
sion on ROTC could be reached 
by our liberal but myopic SBP.

SBP: You’re too young

Dear Mr. McKenna:
While I am cognizant o f the 

fact that newspaper articles are 
garbled all too frequently, and 
that the one which appeared in 
the South Bend Tribune entitled 
“ End to Academic Standing for 
ROTC at Notre Dame Sought”  
may not express exactly what 
was intended by you and your 
confreres, nevertheless I th ink 
that the statement was com­
pletely out o f place and should 
have been restricted to  a campus 
discussion.

I make this statement because 
I do not th ink that any o f you 
are old enough or have sufficient 
d e p th  o f m aturity to speak 
properly on this issue until you 
have taken the time and interest 
to  in ve s tig a te  properly and 
th o ro u g h ly  the role o f the 
ROTC at Notre Dame, as well as

the relationship which this acti­
vity has held w ith the University 
since its inception over a quarter 
century ago.

It might be well, fo r instance, 
fo r you to have looked in to  the 
n a tu re  o f  the commitments 
w hich the legally constituted 
officers o f this ins titu tion  have 
made to the United States fo r 
the establishment o f these units 
at Notre Dame; in my opinion, 
y o u r  statement “ gratis class­
rooms and office space”  needs 
investigation, and by what right 
do you and your group claim 
authority to tell this ins titu tion  
not to “ promote participation in 
this program” . It so happens 
that a segment o f the university 
population may wish to partici­
pate in such a program.

I f  this country is to  maintain 
proper m ilitary protection and 
I hope that you are not so naive 
as to deny this fact and i f  fo r 
this protection we need officers 
who have received the ir earlier 
training in an academic environ­
ment, what better place than 
N otre Dame to provide this 
training. In my experience w ith 
ROTC students since the estab­
lish m e n t o f the program at 
Notre Dame, I have found these 
young men to be quite mature, 
to be quite well aware o f their 
responsibility to  the nation, to 
be quite well aware o f the solu­
tions which need to be found fo r 
h"man Problems, not necessarilv 
by destructive means.

I won’ t argue your po in t that 
the matter o f academic credit 
fo r ROTC courses be a matter 
fo r discussion, but I do feel that 
this is a point o f controversy to 
be discussed between the ROTC 
and the University Adm inistra­
tion and Faculty those faculty 
who know something about the 
matter and not a matter to be 
aired in the daily press by stu­
dents who ought to  be able to 
find better axes to grind. For 
your in form ation, this has been 
discussed at various times during 
the tenure o f the ROTC units at 
this university, but in a dignified 
way and w ithout the pub lic ity  
which accompanied your recent 
pronouncement.

F inally, to  comment on a 
m inor point but a sore spot in 
my contact w ith  certain students 
on this campus, the ROTC stu­
dents do provide a pleasant con­
trast to  the unwashed, unkempt 
segment o f the university which 
appears to be quite devoid o f the 
niceties o f social amenities.

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Joe Cocker; super session
Joe Cocker With a L itt le  Help h'rom My 

Friends A <$ M.
Rock has become a m ultilingual tongue because 

the musical genres have been transcended by the 
exacting abilities o f various musicians.

The increasing impact o f Rock as a primary 
cultural medium has been caused by the overall 
com patib ility  w ith in its comm unity. Their catalyst is 
the musical context chosen fo r the particular album. 
With the freedom to utilize each member through his 
own particular expression the need to commercialize 
the sound is supplanted by each musician’s concern 
fo r an exacting rapport.

“ Feeling A lrigh t”  was done, one would th ink, and 
could be done no better than the originators o f the 
song, “ T ra ffic ”  did it. This time i t ’s Joe Cocker, who 
you might remember fo r his impressive interpretation 
o f “ With a L ittle  Help From My Friends”  (a 
Lennon/McCartney compo) it  never made it big on 
the highly discriminative pop 40 charts. Cocker has 
proven himself capable o f a remarkably distinctive 
rendition o f the Traffic  album cut as well.

The imperative tones o f Cocker’s vocalizations are 
heavily underscored by the contributions o f the varied 
personalities involved in the album. Though the first 
number is obviously an arrangement o f Traffic 's 
Stevie Winwood, it is also a sincere tribute  to 
Cocker’s vocal presentations. The second cut, “ Bye 
Bye Blackbird”  features a guitar solo by Jimmy Page

o f Led Zeppelin. The solo is noteworthy because it is 
more realistically palable than the efforts served up in 
the Zepplin’s debut.

The album is a continuation o f the revolutionary 
trend towards loss o f group identities w ith in the rock 
comm unity. With the presence o f two members o f

Procol Harum, Page o f Led Zeppelin, and Winwood 
o f Traffic  yet another super session has founded its 
precedence.

Cocker’s version o f Dylan’s “ Just Like a Woman”  
is surprising. Tolerable renditions o f the tone o f most

o f Dylan’s songs are as rare as the slant o f the Byrds’ 
interpretation o f “ Tambourine Man.”  It doesn’t seem 
passe to describe Cocker’s delivery as more 
convincing than Byrds’ version o f “ Tambourine”  
sounded then.

The vocal dialect o f the album turns heads on one’s 
second reaction: which is perhaps one’s most valid 
evaluation. The organ strength o f Winwood on the 
lead cut o f the flip  side, “ Do I S till Figure in Your 
L ife ”  sidetracks any tendency towards criticism . 
“ Sandpiper Cadillac”  is a Claptonesque lead by Page 
w ith  Stanton’s simple though figurative f i l l  on drums.

Cocker “ With a L ittle  Help From My Friends”  
gospels past the academic requiem attending most 
attempts at Bcatlc beatification. “ I Shall Be 
Released,”  a Dylan compo (which you may be 
fam iliar w ith from the “ P ink”  album) could be called 
the summary cut. To say it is an attempted 
representation o f the major learnings o f Rock would 
not be entirely pretentious.

In short, Mr. Cocker’s album is the combination o f 
some o f the most articulate musicians in the Rock 
com m unity. The album is an imaginative composition 
as good as the body o f musicians contributing to its 
execution would indicate.

Other new releases which are noteworthy are 
Procol Harum’s “ Salty Dog”  (an accurate tale o f the 
seafarer’s life ) and “ Sea T ra in ”  (o f the same name) 
most o f whose members were o f the Blues Project.

Juggler review: “ ...the music of words.”

May I have your attention, please, 
Before I begin, I would like to explain the 
fact that this is not a record review. But it 
is a review o f music, the music o f words, 
the music o f the JUGGLER. Read on, fo r 
i f  you liked the Temptations, you ’ ll love 
the JUGGLER; i f  you liked lit tle  kids, 
you’ll like the JUGGLER; i f  you liked 
Bobbie, you ’ll love the JUGGLER ; and i f  
you like the thought o f Africa...

There are many poets running hither 
and yon around here and it is rather sad 
that they are too often noticed only by 
themselves and by their kind. Poets are 
not only fo r themselves, they’re fo r 
everyone. Therefore, it  should be known 
that the new JUGGLER (Vo. 23, Spring, 
1969) is a heaping helping o f some o f the 
best art o f our local artists. In a way it is 
the fam ily album o f a true Notre Dame- 
St. Mary’s fam ily , many o f whom w ill 
soon be gone and are giving their final 
gifts to  each other and to all o f us.

The new issue (opening sales today) 
should be very im portant to everyone at 
Notre Dame. It should be im portant, i f  
fo r no other reason than because it is the 
collective product o f a very sensitive, very 
creative, very beautiful group o f people 
who have the drive to create spontaneous­
ly , to  produce art that does not have to 
be produced fo r any sake but its own.

There is a tragic misconception about 
the JUGGLER in the minds o f many 
students here. They believe that much o f

the work in the JUGGLER is the product 
o f people who are somehow “ showing 
o ff ,”  publishing fo r the sake o f impress­
ing people w ith the fact that they have 
been published. This is a misinterpreta­
tion o f the fact that the best art often 
springs from a stirring w ith in  an ind iv id­
ual that cannot be expressed in conversa­
tion or in expository essay form . A rt is 
often the expression o f a feeling that is 
too intense fo r everyday words, and it is 
an attempt at communication. One can 
publish out o f this desire to communicate 
sincere emotion or one can publish to win 
over an audience. Rod McKucn writes to 
win an audience and make lots o f money ; 
these JUGGLER people have not yet 
been so tainted by the cash-register 
mentality and the art, poetry, and fic tion  
in this magazine can be read as attempts 
to communicate thoughts and feelings 
that all o f us have the capacity to feel.

There is a further quality to a magazine 
o f this sort in that the contributors are at 
least physically among us at Notre Dame, 
that we have all come, to a large extent, 
from sim ilar backgrounds and have, there­
fore, at least a minimal basis fo r some 
common identification.

It is absurd to review or discuss or 
analyze in detail poems and stories that 
very few people have even seen yet. In a 
way, this little  article is more o f a 
public ity release on a magazine that 
should not need public ity.

Michael Patrick O’Connor, now fu lly  
recognized and renowned as the editor o f

Notre Dame’s only bona fide  and sub­
s id iz e d  l i te ra r y  jou rna l, produces 
approximately twenty to th irty  poems an 
hour. Overwhelmed w ith  the awesome 
task o f choosing among such a pro lific  
ou tpu t, Michael Patrick graciously re­
served only one space fo r himself and his 
“ Parker Llloyd-Sm ith, Suicide,”  a short 
impressionistic obituary o f no mean 
worth. He devoted the rest o f his time 
and efforts to the layout o f most o f the 
remaining 11 2 power-packed pages.

Prof. John Mathias, whose poetry 
study and poetry w riting courses have 
awakened art in many at Notre Dame 
and St. Mary’s is an indirect contribu to r 
through many o f his students, among 
them: Laurel Wright, Bill Siemann,
Richard F. Gaeke, Wayne Zajdzinski, 
Kathy Cecil, et. al. The poetry in this 
issue is diverse, to say the least, and 
passionate and personal and alive, to say 
much more. Bill Sicmann’s “ Life, you 
said, is a g if t”  is worth the price o f 
admission.

The photography section, all outdoor 
shots by Peter Beckman, Jim Canestcro, 
Steve G riffin , and Pat Givvs, emphasizes 
perfectly the eye o f the camera that sees 
and preserves visions o f nature that we 
too often gloss over un til the photo­
grapher reminds us that they are there.

The fic tion  section composes one half 
the magazine and highlights the long- 
awaited A History o f  the Winds: a car­
toon cycle by the long-awaited J. G. 
M urphy. Murphy’s thirty-page work

might discourage the less stout-hearted 
because o f its verse-shape but it takes 
only one or two lines o f reading to start a 
momentum that w ill continue un til the 
finish o f a tru ly  great work, that should 
be read w ith the same reason-governed- 
by-feeling w ith which it was written. 
Barry Breen’s “ bobbie”  conveys the in­
tensity o f real life  lived by a tru ly  real 
person. And there are three fine stories: 
“ Samuel,”  a recollection by J. Richard 
Rossie, “ Playing Fields,”  by John R. 
Keys, and “ And Didst Thou Not Know?”  
by associate ed itor K.A. H ilary Palka.

These arc poems, stories, and pictures 
created by my friends and they can be 
your friends too. This JUGGLER w ill sell 
fo r the astounding price o f f i f ty  cents, 
too little  and too much. Wallace Stevens 
wrote the lines that serve as the frontis­
piece and crystallize the worth o f the 
year’s last and all-time best JUGGLER, 
the w orth o f poetry itself

began.

Venerable and articulate and complete

From this the poem springs: that we 
live in a place

That is not our own, and, much more, 
not ourselves

Students circulate anti
armed forces
There are approximately ten 

students involved in the drawing 
up and circulation o f a petition 
stating a fla t refusal to  serve in 
the armed forces.

The petition reads: . . .
Many o f us feel that the Viet 
Nam war is a particular atrocity 
which we cannot condone by 
our active participation . . . 
While the V iet Nam War is in 
progress we w ill not serve in the 
m ilita ry .”

Eric Wieschaus, one o f the 
authors o f the petition said, 
“ When you have made a 
personal com m itm ent, there 
comes a time fo r expressing it 
publically.

“ There are a lo t o f people 
who are sympathetic w ith this 
petition, but few can sign i t . ”  he

said. He also stated that the 
purpose is not to  collect a lo t o f 
signatures which would make it 
meaningless, but to appeal to 
those  few  w ho want to 
publically express this personal 
commitment.

There are no immediate plans 
fo r the petition. One o f its chief 
a im s said Wieshaus, is to 
engender discussion and evoke 
com m unity awareness.”

Wieshaus stated that the 
abolishment o f war works by 
u n ity  o f  enough p eop le  
committed to its opposition. He 
added that there is a certain risk 
and s a c r if ic e  involved in 
“ exposing yourself and making 
your beliefs known publically, 
b u t p u b lic  statements are 
in fluentia l and this is why the 
petition is necessary.”

whole”  which the Allies must 
accept fu lly . But diplomatic 
o b s e r v e r s  b e l i e v e d  t he 
communists would settle fo r a 
discussion o f some points only.

The plan still calls fo r a tota l 
w ithdrawal o f U.S. and Allied 
forces. But it  also appears to 
ra ise th e  prospects o f a 
negotiated withdrawal o f the 
North Vietnamese troops now

fighting in the South.
Point three o f the Viet Cong 

plan specifies that “ the question 
o f the Vietnamese armed forces 
in South Vietnam shall be 
resolved by the Vietnamese 
parties among themselves.”

This was the closest admission 
yet made by the communists 
that Northern troops were in the 
South.
