Ribbon, P akm art, Suprem e, and 
Sunny Acres, has been charged 
w ith  m a in ta in in g  in a d e q u a te  
liv ing  fa c ilit ie s  fo r the  100 
m igrant workers who m an the 
Goshen plant.

CSC priest shot in India 
First missionary to be slain

Rev. William P. Evans, C.S.C., 
a 1941 Notre Dam e G raduate and 
a m em ber of the Holy Cross 
Mission force in India and West 
Pakistan  the last 30 years, was 
shot and killed Saturday (Nov. 
13), the first m issionary to die in 
the  c u r re n t  co n flic t betw een  
Indian and West P akistan  forces.

R e p o rts  of th e  shooting
re c e iv e d  in th is  co u n try
yesterday from the U.S. S tate
D epartm ent a re  incomplete, and 
it was not im m ediately known if 
F a th e r E vans was killed by
Army troops or R azacars (rebel 
faction). The report sta ted  the 
priest w as en route by boat from 
Golla to B anshanagar when he 
was stopped by m ilitary forces 
and told to report to the police 
station.

F a ther E vans reportedly spent 
one hour being questioned a t the 
police station and was shot when 
he returned to the w harf to 
resum e his trip . His body was 
thrown into the river and la ter 
recovered and returned  to Golla 
for burial. The place where the 
shoo ting  o c c u rre d  is a p ­
proxim ately 30 miles west of 
Dacca. West P ak istan  officials 
a re  investigation the incident.

M ission o ffic ia ls  a t  N o tre  
Dam e said m em bers of the Holy 
Cross o rder had been instructed

to quit outlying mission posts and 
return  to Dacca when the present 
trouble s ta rted . An occassional 
v is ito r  a t  N otre  D am e on 
furlough trips to this country, 
F ather E vans was last assigned 
to a m issio n  post in  the 
Mymensingh D istrict.

F a th e r E vans was born in 
Greenfield, M ass., January  15, 
1919, and entered  the Holy Cross 
Novitiate in August, 1938. He was 
ordained on June 10, 1945, in 
S ac re d  H e a rt C hurch , N otre  
Dame. A m em orial m ass is 
planned for 5 p.m. Thursday 
(Nov. 18) in M oreau Hall chapel. 
Holy Cross priests in the E aster 
P rovice a re  planning a m em orial 
service for 11 a.m . Saturday in 
North Easton, Mass.

A brother, John Evans, was 
employed by Fides Publishing 
Co., N o tre  D am e, In d ., for 
several years. He is now retired  
and living in Auburndale, Mass.

W ashington , Nov. 21—The 
S tate D epartm ent has cabled 
about 300 chiefs of missions and 
other principal diplom atic of­
ficers overseas warning them 
that reports of dissent by younger 
officers must not be allowed to 
leak to Congress or to the press.

In a c a b le g ra m , Nov. 4, 
William Hall, D irector General of 
the Foreign Service, notified all

U nited  S ta te s  A m b assad o rs , 
their deputies, Consuls General 
and Consuls abroad that hen­
ceforth expressions of dissent— 
although officially perm itted— 
should be kept within State 
D epartm ent channels.

He warned that leads reg a r­
ding dissent “give us problem s” 
with Congress and the public and 
m ust th e re fo re  be m a rk e d  
“L im dis.”

Wilbur Mills speaks here; 
defends Pay Board decision

A sse rtin g  th a t the  fed e ra l 
governm ent had no right to 
“abrogate any con tract” House 
Ways and Means Committee 
Chairm an Wilbur Mills, defended 
the Pay B oard’s decision to allow 
the United Mine W orkers a pay 
increase in excess of the five and 
a half percent lim it se t by 
President Nixon.

Mills held a press conference a t 
Notre Dame as a part of a tour of 
the Midwest he is conducting this 
week. Stops in Michigan City and 
Chicago are  also planned.

Arguing that the power of the 
fed e ra l g o v ern m en t com es 
d ire c tly  from  the  ind iv idual 
states, Mills contended that “ if 
the sta tes cannot abrogate a 
contract then it follows logically 
that they cannot give the federal 
governm ent the power to do so.” 

Mills defended the coal m iners 
pay raise because of w hat he 
called the “long term  strike 
p o ss ib ility ”  and  b ec au se  the 
c o n tra c t w as n eg o tia ted  and  
ratified before August 15.

The coal m iners won approval 
from the pay board for a  39 
percent pay increase over three 
years.

“This is no justification for 
excepting only the coal m iners,” 
Mills added.

The Congressman thought that 
N ixon’s P h ase  II p ro g ra m  
"hasn 't developed enough yet to 
understand what is excepted of 
everyone.

“ I hope the program  will not 
require a specific answer to each 
problem that a rise s ,” he added. 
“ It can work if people who are  
being ask ed  to v o lu n ta rily  
comply have confidence that they 
are  not being asked to do more 
than everyone else.”

“This m eans confidence in the 
circum stances, confidence that 
the two to three percent pay 
increases and the five to six 
p e rc e n t w age in c re a se s  will 
reduce inflation and confidence 
that we are  moving towards 
in c re a se d  em p lo y m en t and 
decreased unem ploym ent,” Mills 
continued.

M ills fav o rs  the  S enate  
proposal for federal financing of

the presidential cam paign.
“ I think the idea has a great 

deal of m erit,” he said. “This 
tim e 1 hope the Seante will stay 
with it. Candidates shouldn’t be 
stigm atized by contributions that 
imply that somebody has bought 
a share of influence. This plan 
provides a way for everyone to 
m ake some kind of contribution 
to the party  or parties of their 
choice.”

Mills denied that he had any 
in ten tio n s of ru n n in g  for 
president before the prim aries 
end.

He cited an estim ated cost of 
$500,000 per p rim ary  as the 
principle reason for his decision 
not to enter any.

allows limited distribution of the 
m essage involved to a sm all 
group of about 20 of the highest 
o ffic ia ls  im m ed ia te ly  a round  
Secretary of S tate William P. 
Rogers.

H a ll’s own m e ssag e  w as 
m arked “personal” and was 
therefore seen only by the 300 
officials. It was kept secret from 
their staffs.

The existence of Hall’s cable 
was still known to only a handful 
of foreign service officers here 
today. A telephoned request for a 
discussion of the m essage was 
turned down by Hall, who as the 
senior personnel officer for the 
S tate D epartm ent has specialized 
in adm inistration ra th e r than 
political reporting.

However, one senior forcing 
service officer, who asked not to 
be id en tif ied , co n firm ed  the

existence of the m essage.
A middle grade foreign service 

officer suggested that ist e f f e c t-  
intentional or not -would be to 
intim idate younger officers who 
might now fear that they would 
become identified in the eyes of 
R ogers and  his p rin c ip a l 
associates as “ troublem akers.” 

“ They te ll us they  w ant 
dissenting views in the foreign 
service to encourage candid 
d e b a te ’ and ‘fre sh  id e a s ,” ’ 
com mented one U.S. diplomat. 
“But then they try  to lim it 
distribution of dissent to the men 
im m ed ia te ly  a ro u n d  R ogers . 
This obviously fingers the guys 
bold enough to speak ou t.”

Som e d e p a r tm e n t so u rce s  
suggested that the order had been 
p ro m p ted  by re c e n t re p o r ts  
u n fa v o ra b le  to the  S ta te  
D e p a rtm e n t, inc lud ing  a

congressional study disclosing 
“ low m orale” in the U.S. em ­
bassy in Athens.

“ R o g ers  h its  th e  ce iling  
whenever th e re’s bad publicity 
about the departm en t,” said one 
ra n k in g  o ffic ia l. “ You c a n ’t 
really blam e him -the White 
House is on his neck all the tim e.”

William B. M acomber, deputy 
U n d e r-S e c re ta ry  fo r Ad­
m in is tra tio n , co n firm ed  the  
existence of Hall’s cablegram . 
M acomber insisted that no a t ­
tem pt was being m ade to stifle 
dissent within the ranks of the 
service.

M acomber was the principal 
arch itec t of the recent sweeping 
analysis of S tate D epartm ent 
deficiencies prepared by a series 
of foreign service task forces. It 
recom m ended 505 reform s—most 
of them  in the personnel field •

This Thursday there will be a familiar and touching scene repeated in the 

dining rooms of millions of homes across the nation.
The family - mother and father and children - will gather around the table, a 

table groaning under the weight of lucious delicacies dominated by the all 
american bird, the Turkey.

The family will sit down at the table and enjoy a feast - not much of a feast by 
ancient Roman standards to be sure - but a goodly feast nonetheless.

Others won’t have it that well. There are many who haven’t been included ir 
the “American Dream” - people like the migrants, the blacks, and the Indians. 
For them Thanksgiving will be a day like any other - no hot water in the apart­
ment, if you can call it that, dull, unappetizing food that has been somehow 
preserved from the ravages of the rats andcockroaches and dirt and filth and 
falling plaster.

For America’s impoverished it will be one day in a liquid process of many, 
a twenty-four hour span of grinding poverty, the kind of poverty that holds out no 
hope and no goodness.

Those that sit down at the groaning tables have many things to be thankful for 
- many things to be ashamed of also. They have a decent clean house, plenty of 
food and a good income. They don’t have to worry about their children getting 
bitten by rats, or acquiring lead poisoning from eating paint chips. Their gar­
bage gets picked up when it’s supposed to and the schools their children go to 
offer an education or a reasonable facsim ile thereof. Most of them can walk the 
streets of their towns at night, without a cold lump of terror wedged in their 
throats.

The jobs they occupy are moderately interesting and rewarding, for the most 
part, and the chances of advancement are good. They don’t have to endure 
jibes and sneers and not so subtle remarks about their racial or ethnic 
backgrounds.

The “American Dream” for them is a reality .There is nothing illusory about' 
having a four bedroom house with a half acre of land around it, or an annual 
income of $25,000.

There is something horribly real about having a job with $2.12 an hour wage 
rate, with acres and acres of dirty urinals waiting to be washed.

The garbage, lice and filth that is a Harlem street stands in ugly contrast to the 
pleasant, winding tree lined roads of Laurel Hollow, an elite Long Island suburb. 
Somewhere in between the darkness and the light there is the Flushings of the 
nation - row upon row of small frame houses, depressingly similar, neat but 
looking the worse for wear.

The streets there aren’t really safe anymore, there was a stabbing down the 
corner the other night. The schools aren’t very good either. The teachers don’t 
seem to give a damn and the kids know it and run circles around them. Dad’s 
income has gone up every year - the union-negotiated contract took care of that 
but the dollar isn’t worth very much and it’s getting worse all the time. The bills 
come in every month bigger and better than ever - mother hasn’t seen the in­
side of a dress shop in five years and father’s shoes are getting mighty un­
comfortable with the newspaper stuffed in the holes.

The “American Dream” has gone sour somewhere. It used to be that if you 
worked hard, put in a couple of hours of overtime, smacked your kids across the 
mouth when they got wise and saved every nickel you could that everything 
would turn out alright. .  but it hasn’t.

You’re supposed to give thanks this November 25th for being able to enjoy the 
good life in America, thanks for all the blessingthat have been bestowed uponyou 
and yours during the year, thanks for having escaped the horrors inflicted upon 
some of your neighbors.

Someday, somewhere in this great nation of ours, men will be able to give 
thanks for having received the wisdom and courage to relieve the filth and 
despair sweeping over many of our countrymen - they won’t be doing it this year 
and probably won’t be doing next yeareither, or the year after that.

When the day comes that some of us can do that and those that we’ve helped 
can givethanks for the things they have - on that day we can say we have seen the 
fulfillment of the American Dream.

It sounds great, doesn’t it? It really  m akes you feel good. T hat’s the 

kind of statement you turn to to m ake you feel a whole lot better about 
the way you’re  living. I t’s the kind of thought th a t leaves you with a 
w arm  glow. For tha t is exactly w hat it is m eant to do.

This rationalization was originally coined by F ath e r Theodore 
Hesburgh and im m ediately swallowed by ex-SBP Phil McKenna. In 
norm al form the phrase has found its way through two or three years 
of Notre Dam e “Christian com m unities” until this one.

It seem s that this whole idea was dream ed up by a person who just 
left a Saturday m idnight m ass afte r singing and smiling and peace-be- 
with-youing and m ore singing and some m ore Christ-be-with youing. 
et. etc. I can ’t deny it. That w arm  feeling, that, glow has infected me 
m any a tim e as I ’ve w andered out of one of these m asses and I like it. 
But invariably Sunday m orning dawns harshly and the peace and joy 
that sam e night before is lost in the g lare of the sun or the chill of the 
brisk wind or the rotten smell that the drunk left in your hallway from 
the sam e night before. And all that “Christian com m unity” that you 
felt last night is slipped into your locker not to be draw n out until next 
week.

I know it all sounds over-used, hackneyed, you’ve heard  this spiel 
before. Depending on how you stand, you m ay object strenuously to 
what I ’ve said, or then you m ay agree with me com pletely. Why don’t 
you ask Tom Hamilton?

Tom Hamilton organized the Students World Concern Organization 
to collect funds for the starving and dying people of P akistan  and 
India. Hamilton organized numerous collections, operated hot dog 
stands on football weekends, all im aginable m ethods of collecting 
money. He had hoped to raise $10,000 for the cause. In light of a of a 
poor , resonse, Hamilton called for a final push, a collection on the day 
of November 3 to m ake up the slack. This collection netted a GRAND 
total of around $2200. By no m eans a piddling sum, but when you 
figure it out, it averaged to less than a qu arte r a student. Really not 
bad a t all for the N otre Dam e student body.

Hamilton was understandably upset. He com m ented tha t going to 
the Cat Stevens concert (which w as the weekend of the collection) was 
“ m ore entertaining than seeing a bloated stom ach b u rst.”

“T hat’s the point” m any students cried. “How m any of us have ever 
seen a bloated.stom ach,let alone a bloated stom ach burst. I t ’s too far 
rem oved from us. We can ’t identify with their c risis .”

Locked in their own little intellectual, acadm eic, football - sa tu ra ted  
environm ent, of course the Notre Dam e students have never seen a 
stom ach burst. What do you expect? They’ve been given a good 
proper upbringing by good proper Am erican paren ts and they’ve 
come to Notre Dam e because they deserve it.

But despite their cries, the students’com plaintsring hollow as m ore 
children and adults die each day in Pakistan . But for their sake, in 
light of their pleas for another chance, w e’re  bringing the crisis home 
to you. We’ll put it in your backyard. Sure, i t’s perhaps not as serious 
as thousands of people dying daily, but i t ’s something you can - “ rela te  
to-identify  w ith” . I t’s som ething th a t’s close to home.

Tonight, the varsity  basketball team  of N otre D am e takes the court 
against their freshm en counterparts. (Are you telling m e tha t all this 
rubble has led up to a crum m y basketball g am e?)

Yep, but to overuse an old cliche, i t’s m ore than just a basketball 
gam e. This gam e has come along under the planning of co-chairm en 
John Thorn to and John Diette. Adding their support and their efforts 
were Coach Digger Phelps and John B arkett and his Student Govern­
m ent crew. The purpose behind the whole gam e is to collect clothes, 
canned food, toys for the adults and children of South Bend who a re n ’t 
fortunate enough to go to Notre Dame.They really  could care  less if ND 
lost to LSU on Saturday night for what concerns them  most is tha t it 
snowed Saturday night and it gets awful cold walking to work or 
school with holes in your shoes or no heavy jacket to shut out the 
chill. They’re  m ore concerned with the dull ache in their stom achs 
because there hasn’t been any food to ea t for a while. They’re  not 
depending on us to come through because they probably figure it’s not 
worth the trouble to get their hopes up.

Admission to the gam e which s ta rts  a t 8:00 a t the ACC is any piece of 
usuable clothing, canned food, or toys. All of these item s will be 
distributed to the poor of South Bend on Tuesday and W ednesday in an 
effort to m ake their cold and snowy Thanksgiving a little better. 
Maybe, for a change, while you’re  sitting com fortably in front of your 
TV set on Thursday watching the Oklahom a-Nebraska gam e, some 
little South Bend child will be discovering the wonders of a “Mr. 
M achine” and some little South Bend girl will be smiling because the 
coat she has just put on is m aking her w arm  or m aybe even some 
South Bend father is bowing his head and praying in Thanksgiving 
because h e’s been able to put something on the table before his family 
for the first tim e in a few years.

I’m sorry it all comes off very m ushy and sentim ental, but when you 
come to think of it, we can ’t feel these emotions because w e’re  shut off 
in our “ intellectual ghetto” . These a re  not the feelings and emotions 
that a re  close to us a t all. But a t least in my mind, I’d feel a lot better if 
I knew that some m an was praying and thanking God for the 
“Christians” a t Notre Dame. Rem em ber tha t “Christian com ­
m unity” ? I guess it exists if you w ant it to.

Down in Louisiana folks had 
been waiting for the LSU - Notre 
Dam e gam e for over a year.

They 
dealt the Irish their most decisive 
loss since Ara Parseghian  took 
over the head coaching job eight 
years ago. They scored on the 
Irish in the second half, the first 
team  to do so this season.

LSU scored in every quarte r as 
flanker Andy Hamilton, who 
caught three touchdown passes, 
quarterbacks Bert Jones and 
Paul Lyons and a stiff defense led 
the T igers to their seventh win in 
10 gam es this season before a 
howling crowd of 66,936 in Tiger

Despite the fact that his club swept two gam es from WCHA-foe, 
Colorado College, Notre Dame hockey coach, “Lefthy” Smith w asn’t 
overly pleased with his team ’s perform ance.

“We won two gam es, but we have an awful lot of work to do,” 
Smith com mented after Saturday’s gam e. Smith was a bit d isap­
pointed with his club’s forechecking on F riday  night and the lack of a 
well-rounded scoring attack .

The line of John Campbell, Eddie Bumbacco, and Ian Williams has 
accounted 15 of the 20 goals the Irish have scord this season. Defen- 
sem an have tallied three goals, m eaning tha t Notre D am e’s second 
and third lines have scored just two goals.

Bumbacco is off to a trem endous s ta r t this season. The Sault St. 
M arie, Ont., sophomore has banged in nine goals in his first four 
gam es, scoring a t least two goals in each gam e. He had the first Irish 
‘hat tr ick ” of the year F riday  night against Colorado.

Eddie is quick to credit his g rea t s ta rt to his linem ates. “ It really  
helps to be playing with guys like Ian and John ,” he says. “They can 
really set you up.”

The fine play of soph goalie M ark Kronholm Saturday was a 
pleasant surprise for coach Smith. Kronholm stopped 30 Colorado 
shots while posting the second shutout of his collegiate career. He held 
air Force Academy scoreless in the final gam e of the 1970-71 season.

“We didn’t know quite what to expect from M ark,"Sm ithsaid. “We 
knew that he was a good goalie but he had only been used in practice so 
far. He did a very fine job.”

I t’s too bad that m ore people didn’t turn out to see the Irish hockey 
team  in their first series on home ice. An average of only slightly 
better than 2600 fans saw th first two gam es.

Conspicuously absent a t the weekend gam es was the Notre Dam e 
band. Virtually every other school in the WCHA and the ECAC (the 
eastern  collegiate hockey league) has a t least a pep band playing a t all 
their home gam es - but not the Irish.

Appeals have been m ade to Robert F . O’Brien , d irector of bands 
here at the University, but he will not allow his band m em bers to 
play, as a university band, h re a t the hockey gam es.

“ We do a lot of work and we only have so much tim e and sm m any 
people,” O’Brien says. “Our band m em bers a re n ’t on scholarship and 
I feel that they’re  working a t their m axim um  capacity .”

“There a re  other sports involved, too,” O’Brien adds. “You got to be 
fair to all of them. If our band plays a t hockey gam es, we ought to play 
a t baseball gam es, swimming m eets, track  m eets and the like.”

Outstanding efforts by a pair of

Bum bacco scored th ree goals 
F riday  night to lead the Irish to a 
6-3 win over the Tigers and added 
two m ore goals Saturday af­
ternoon while Kronholm was 
holding Colorado scoreless as 
Notre Dam e chalked up a 4-0 
trium ph.

The victories w ere worth four 
points to the Irish in the WCHA 
standings and boosted Notre 
D am e’s record to 3-1. Colorado is 
0-3 this year, 0-2 in the league 
play.

Bum bacco s hat trick helped 
the Irish overcome a 2-0 Colorado 
College lead in the first gam e of 
the series. The Tigers had 
grabbed an early  advantage on 
goals by Mike Bertsch, in the 
first m inute of play, and Doug 
Palazzari a t 4:39.

Bum bacco sta rted  the Irish 
com eback with a power play goal 
a t 11:13 of the opening period, 
about the only things Notre Dame 
fans had to cheer about in the 
first stanza. Nyrop set the 
scoring play in motion by sliding^ 
a pass from  the right point to 
John Campbell in the right corner. 
The frosh center passed the puck 
in front of the crease , where 
Bum bacco was able to direct it 
into the net.

Outshot 9-4 in the first period, 
the Irish cam e alive in a penalty 
filled second period to score 
three goals and take a 4-2 lead.

Ian Williams m ade it a 2-2 
gam e with only 1:01 gone in the 
period, deflecting a pass from 
Bill Green past Colorado goalie, 
Doug Schum.

The gam e livened up at the five 
m in u te  m a rk , w hen N otre 
D am e’s Steve Curry and Bill 
Nyrop becam e em broiled with 
Colorado’s Je rry  O’Connor and 
B ertsch. Nyrop displayed fine 
form in the battle , landing three 
solid rights to O’Connor’s head.

All four p layers involved were 
sent to the penalty box and, with 
both team s skating three-on 
three, Ric Schafer put the Irish 
ahead to stay  by gunning a 25-foot 
shot from the right past Schum.

Nyrop provided the 2,826 fans 
in attendance with another show 
la ter in the period when he scored

on a picture-perfect, two-on-one 
break with team m ate Jim  Cordes. 
Cordes hit Nyrop with a perfect 
pass to send the Irish defensem an 
in alone on Schum and Nyrop slid 
the puck between the Tiger 
netm inder’s legs to put the Irish 
on top, 4-2.

Palazzari brought Colorado 
within a goal a t 2:54 of the final 
period but two goals by Bum ­
bacco put the gam e out of reach 
of the Tigers. His second goal of 
the night cam e a t 12:54 on a fine 
individual effort. He skated 
between two Colorado defenders 
to beat Schum on the near side.

Four m inutes la ter, Bumbacco 
got his hat trick, taking a pass 
from W illiams a few feet in front 
of the cage and tipping it past 
Schum.
