D r. Edgar D. M itchell, Apollo 14 lunar module pilot 
and sixth person to w alk on the moon w ill speak at 
Notre Dame Thursday, November 16th in  the Center 
for Continuing Education a t 8:00 p.m. The subject of 
his speech w ill be “ Conciousness—The U ltim ate 
Enigm a” .

The 42-year old astronaut and Navy captain formed a 
research corporation, Edgar D. M itchell & Associates, 
Inc., last October to study the psychic potential of man 
and other forms of life . The organization intends to 
help people develop greater awareness of themselves, 
of their relationship to other people and to the 
processes of nature.

R egard ing  s c ie n tif ic  research  in to  psychic 
phenomena as an im portant key to developing that 
awareness, the corporation intends to make its fin ­
dings as widely known as possible to the scientific 
community and the general public.

M itche ll’s work experience has covered a wide range 
of activities beginning in 1945 w ith the fam ily  business 
of ranching, cattle dealership, fa rm  machinery 
dealerships and peripheral enterprises. His aviation 
interests began in 1944 w ith the use of a irc ra ft for 
pleasure and in fam ily  business. Aviation eventually 
became the main thread of M itche ll’s professional 
experience during the next 28 years.

A fter completing fligh t tra in ing w ith  the U.S. Navy 
in 1954, M itchell spent four years as an operational 
p ilot fly ing patrol a irc ra ft and carried-based attack 
a irc ra ft in the Pacific and Asian areas while serving 
colla tera lly as a maintenance officer and then as an 
operations officer. In  1958, he was commissioned as a 
research and development p ilo t specializing in attack 
a ircra ft.

From 1961 through 1964, during preparation of his 
doctoral dissertation at M .I.T ., M itchell taught 
graduate courses in ine rtia l guidance and in­
terplanetary navigation, including m ateria l from  his 
orig inal research. Upon completion of post-graduate 
education in 1964, M itchell served as a technical 
d irector for the Navy in the United States A ir Force 
Manned Orbiting Laboratory Program.

During his residency at the U.S.A.F. Aerospace 
Research P ilo t School, M itchell served both as student 
and instructor in tra in ing future pilots and astronauts.

As an astronaut, M itchell was the group leader for 
his astronaut section. He served consecutively as 
support crew fo r Apollo 9 and backup crew for Apollo 
10 before he flew on the Apollo 14 Mission w ith Alan 
Shepard and Stuart Roosa and served on the back-up 
crew for Apollo 16.

As an engineering test p ilot, M itchell flew all 
categories of conventional, turboprop, je t and rocket 
a irc ra ft and the Apollo spacecraft.

Some of M itche ll’s publications and lectures include: 
“ An ESP Test From  Apollo 14”  (Journal of Parap­
sychology, June 1971), “ Awareness and Science,”  
(paper presented at the 125th meeting of the American 
Psychiatric Association to the Panel of APA Task 
Force on Transcultura l Psychiatry), "A  M ulti- 
D iscip linary Team Approach to the Study of Con­
sciousness,”  (paper presented to the Parap- 
sychological Foundation Convention, August 26, 1972) 
and an untitled manuscript in preparation for 
publication in 1973, on Psychic Awareness of Human 
Society.

While on the Apollo 14 moon voyage, M itche ll tried to 
send mental signals to four persons including Olaf 
Jonsson, a Chicago man known in parapsychology 
circles as a “ sensitive.”

M itchell used a desk of cards designed at Duke 
University to test fo r extra sensory perception. Several 
times during his mission the astronaut concentrated on 
the cards, looking at them in random order. Mean­
while, back on earth, Jonsson and three other “ sen­
sitives”  also concentrated, try ing  to catch the image 
“ projected”  from  M itche ll’s mind. A fterwards, in a 
scientific paper about the fligh t, M itchell wrote that 
the results were “ sta tis tica lly  s ign ificant,”  although 
Jonsson and the others determined the correct order of 
only a few of the cards.”

in library speech

Jean Shephard, radio and T V. personality and 
American humorist, spoke of education, tu rn ­
pikes, New Jersey and concrete Mexicans to a 
capacity crowd in the L ib ra ry  Auditorium  last 
night.

What Kind of Man reads Playboy
Shephard is the creator of “ Ossie Schlogger,”  
the “ kind of man who reads P layboy.”  
S ch logger’s g ir lf r ie n d , E s th e r, reads 
Cosmopolitan. Both of these people, he says, live  
in G riffith , Indiana and have subscribed fo r 
twelve years and “ it s till hasn’t happened ye t.”  
They think that the real Playboy and 
Cosmopolitan readers are “ ta ll and th in ”  and 
are “ off making salads in Denm ark.”

“ N ight a fte r n ight,”  Shephard said, “ we 
compare our lives w ith movies, magazines, and 
television, created by people who dream but 
haven’t made it yet either. Helen Gurley Brown 
has asthm a.”

“ There are two kinds of people in the w orld ,”  
he said, “ the audience and the sta r.”

Shephard asked his audience, m ain ly students 
from  his home (broadcasting area of New York 
and New Jersey, fo r the difference between them 
and “ W alter Cronkite.”  the difference was, he 
said, “ because of the moment when you see 
yourself fo r what you rea lly  are. One type sees 
himself and hides in the bushes ... The other, 
when the cold ligh t of tru th  hits h im , he puts on 
his shades.”  He pointed out fu rthe r that “ The 
total phony can get applauded.”

On Education 
“ The most im portant thing about education is 

how not to get called on,”  he said. His method 
was to “ avoid questions by keeping a line of kids 
d irectly between him  and the teacher.”  The 
method of his grade school friend, Schwartz, was 
to “ sink down in the seat un til only his eyes 
showed.”

“ Zynsmeister,”  another school friend ,”  was a 
Catholic. You should have heard him  ra ttle  
those beads.”

A Concrete Mexican 
With enthusiastic applause throughout his 

speech, he recounted his experiences w ith  a 
statuein the front lawn of “ Charlie and M abel”  in 
Hackensack, New Jersey. He saw the “ concrete 
Mexican”  sitting in the yard and realized tha t i t  
was uniquely American.

“ I t ’s only in our country that we put concrete 
people in our yards... In  Mexico, you don’t see a 
concrete Jerseyite w ith a concrete can of P la tt’s 
beer next to a concrete Ford  Galaxie.”

“ For Charlie and Mabel deciding to buy the 
Mexican is an a rtis tic  decision.”  Noting that 
concrete Mexicans w ill probably te ll more about 
contemporary America thancurrentiart, he said, 
“ you don’t buy a concrete Mexican casually ”  
They a in ’t cheap.”

Shephard: This may be in bad taste, but so is life.

These statues along w ith  a set of “ three- 
quarter life  size Seven D w arfs”  can be bought at 
any Great Eastern Store in New Jersey. “ Dopey 
squirts fe rtilize r from  his ear.”

The Turnpike 
“ Americans are what we are because of the 

turnp ike,”  he said. “ Turnpikes cover the whole 
land and give people a chance to feel speed and 
use the ir fancy cars w ith a ll the accessories.”

He noted that often while d riv ing  one notices 
that there is “ one necessity they don’t put in.. 
and you need i t . ”  A lit t le  voice tells you that you 
should have gone in H arrisburg.”

He recalled “ the moment of sheer poetry, the 
brie f fleeting moment of true ecstasy”  when you 
fina lly  reach the Howard Johnson’s rest room. 

“ This may be in bad taste, but so is life .”  
Speaking of that restaurant chains place in 

American tradition, he asked, “ how can you 
explain Howard Johnson’s to Bresznev or Mao- 
tse-tsung. Means more to Americans than food. 
I t  means going. I t  means being free. I  am not an 
atheist. I believe there is a Howard Johnson’s.”  

A t one point in the lecture, Shephard said “ I 
don’t make the news, I  only report i t . ”

Sandy Lema, as a “ cross enrollm ent”  student 
from Indiana University at South Bend, is the firs t 
woman to be enrolled in Notre Dame’s A rm y ROTC 
program, adding a new flavor to A Company’s 
Second Platoon.

Cdt. Lema said her decision to enroll in ROTC was 
actuallyy a “ spur-of-the-moment th ing.”  Although 
she had been considering it, she didn’t know she was 
going through w ith it until registration day at IUSB . 
What fina lly  convinced her, she said was seeing 

Maj. Alex Cochran, MS IV  instructor and counselor.
“ Maj. Cochran was sitting down, speaking w ith 

five guys. He was a ll smiles and just seemed so 
nice. I decided to approach him , and as I did so, he 
immediately rose.”

Miss Lema described M aj. Cochran as being a 
“ perfect gentleman.”  and fu ll of “ charism a.”

“ The firs t thing I asked h im - I was scared-was 
that i f  I didn’t like  it, could I  get out,”  said Lema, a 
freshman m ajoring in sociology and economics.

“ I had always critic ized the A rm y and the other 
services, too, without rea lly knowing anything 
about them. I decided to find out about it. I  have, 
and I like i t . ”  she acknowledged.

She said she had considered jo in ing A ir Force 
ROTC, and that Cochran had set up an appointment 
for her w ith an A ir Force representative. She 
fina lly  opted fo r the A rm y, however, because “ the 
A ir Force seemed so oriented toward engineering 
and technology, whereas the A rm y offers a larger 
variety of people and jobs.”  She pointed out that 
even the A ir Force representative seemed 
“ mechanical,”  as he used prepared note cards 
throughout their interview.

Miss Lema says she is quite sure she is going to 
stay in the program and become a commissioned 
Arm y officer. She intends to apply fo r an ROTC 
scholarship, and to transfer to Notre Dame next 
semester.

Although the A rtny in itiated a program this year 
to enroll women as cadets at ten schools across the 
country, she is not a part of it, nor is Notre Dame’s 
Arm y ROTC. Professor of M ilita ry  Science Col. 
A lvin Gendron says, however, that he considers her 
enrollment “ just as o ffic ia l as any other cadet’s.”

Under the new 
rules, the student’s e ligab ility  fo r a 
loan is firs t determined, and thy 
his e ligab ility  fo r interest subsidies 
is considered, the change here is 
that students whose fam ily  income 
is under $15,000 are no longer 
guaranteed a fe d e ra lin te re s t 
subsidies.

Under the present system, the 
student applies fo r the amount of 
money, up to $1,500, he thinks he 
w ill need fo r the upcoming year. 
’W ith  the  new p rog ram , the

amount of the student loan is 
determined by The financial aid 
officer of the institution. Taht 
determ ination is based on the 
tu ition of the college, the amount of 
other financial aid the student is 
receiving, the contribution of the 
fam ily  and the judgement of the 
financial aid officer.

The addition of the Parents 
Confidential Statement to the GSL 
Program does not apply to those 
students seeking a government 
loan w ith no federal subsidizing.

However, loans that are not sub 
sidized by the government requir 
the s tudent to begin in te res 
payments at 7 per cent singl 
compound, the year he takes ou 
the loan; and the current tigh 
economic situation and the fac 
that banks don’t make m ud  
money on these loans, may mak< 
finding a bank w illing  to lend to 
college student hard.

A pre lim inary to increased in te r­

self-reproducing poverty situation.

Topics here w ill include the 
Church’s viewpoint as discussed 
by F a th e r F ra n k  Q u in livan , 
human relations commissioner of 
the South Bend diocese, and 
professor J im  Danahey of the

Notre Dame faculty. Ind iv idua lly 
funded projects of the campaign 
w ill then be examined including 
severa l p ro je c ts  w ith in  the 
Chicano comm unity, work w ith 
American Indians, and the area of 
penal reform .

The purpose of this broadcast is 
to attempt to make peoople aware 
of the scope of poverty, and the 
part i f  plays in every community. 
It is hoped that many of the myths 
of welfare and welfare loafers w ill 
be exploded, and that an ap­
preciation for efforts such as the 
campaign for human development 
can be attained.

Yesterday’s editorial suggested that 

the university might profitably publish 
the student telephone directory on its 
own-that is, without contracting to 
provide the publisher with all the ad­
vertising profits. There are very con­
crete reasons why this suggestion is 
feasible.

The firs t reason is that local 
publication of thedirectoryprovides much 
greater control over its accuracy and 
content. If  the publisher’s press is 
located in the South Bend area, copy for 
the directoy can be dropped off on a daily 
basis, proofs can be examined and the 
very latest information can be included 
without significantly delaying the final 
document.

Obviously this time and accuracy 
argument worked to the advantage of all 
the members of the university com­
munity. One cannot reasonably expect 
the university telephone operators to 
handle all the unnecessary directory 
assistance inf or m a tion genera tedby a one 
month delay in the official directory or by 
permanent inaccuracies in the document 
without signficant losses in efficiecy. 
Neither can one expect a volunteer group

like the Arnold Air Society to man a 
telephone information center for two- 
thirds of the first semester.

Summer Jobs

During the summer the university has 
over 2,500 students. While most of these 
student are teachers and religious people 
pursuing masters degrees over several 
summers, there are still many un- 
dergraudate, graduate and law students 
who could use the extra money that the 
commissions from the classified ad­
vertising would provide. Designating 
student editors would not be simple 
because benevolence on the university’s 
part, the principal benefit would be the 
greater usefulness that an early direc­
tory would provide.

The principle trade-off in the whole 
problem is writing time vs. effort. In this 
case Notre Dame (hopefully in con­
junction with Saint Mary’s) should take 

very step to minimize the waiting time. 
To do this a lot of effort will be needed, 
but only for a few weeks at the beginning 
of the semester. Its probably worth it.

So many people from  Notre 
Dame have spoken to me about the 
reported version of my lecture 
“ A n tife m in is t L ite ra tu re : A
H is to r ic a l Perspective”  th a t I 
re luctantly w rite  this letter. 
Although the a rtic le  was generally 
inaccurate in presenting both my 
views and my intentions, I object 
to none of the misunderstandings 
th a t w ere  conveyed th rough 
peraphrase. They are par fo r the 
course.
I do object to the large number of 
d irect quotations that were falsely 
ascribed to me. Occasionally those 
quotations contained a phrase I 
used, but more large ly the con­
veyed ideas that were not mine in a 
voca b u la ry  m uch less the 
superlative sexist that the artic le  
credits w ith me. Although I am 
proudly a member of the woman’s 
movement, I  do not use cliches, 
slogans, or jargon of that or any 
other movemetn. As a humanist 
and a fem inist, moreover, I am 
opposed to attaching reductive 
labels to a ll human beings, dead or 
alive, female or male.

I do not mean to attack the 
reporter or the student press, w ith

doonesbury

whom I am (as ex-adviser of a 
student paper) tru ly  sympathetic. 
You get very lit t le  praise while you 
are p e rfo rm in g  an im p o rta n t 
serv ice : under im m ense and 
continuous pressures. But I do 
want to suggest that both as 
reporters and as members of the 
community of scholars, we should 
recognize the beauty, the im ­
portance, the permanent value of 
evidence. To put into quotation 
marks things a person did not say 
is to create false evidence and to 
defy the best principles of a 
journalism  and of scholarship.

F in a lly , I spent about ten 
minutes at the outset of my ta lk 
explaining why I was speaking 
under my real name, and not the 
name I assumed when I m arried. 
May I m erely add now that in 
s ign ing  m y nam e as G lo ria  
Kaufman and not G loria Shapiro, I 
am not changing m y m arita l 
status.

Consider the fact that in Lafortune Student 
Center alone there is located Student Government, Student Union, the 

Scholastic magazine offices, the Observer, and the infamous Huddle. 
These are five organizations which have a great function in the quality 
of campus life  - what the student reads, what he can see entertaining 
on campus and, last but not least, what the student occasionally puts in 
his stomach when the dining halls do not live  up to the ir usual stan­
dards. And these five  organizations are only a fraction of the 
bureaucracy which goes into the policy m aking function which 
d irectly determines what the ND-SMC student w ill be offered to widen 
his scope.

Every governmental power structure has 
certain key positions, not neccessarily w ith 
actual power, but close to the pulse and flow 
of events, men whose counsels are heard by 
the decision makers. People in such 
positions w ill be invaluable to our in­
telligence operation, i f  only fo r their in­
timate knowledge of personalities. When 
the chips are down, where w ill Etienne go, 
w ith Kersten or w ith us? Can Clark be 
relied upon, or must he be removed? These 
answers we must know.

To this end, the offices must be raided at 
an opportune time. This m ay be Saturday, 
dur ing a football game, or F riday evening 
about 10:00. Or 3:00 A.M. Saturday.

There is precedent fo r this. In  Spring of 
1972, a small team (two men) tem porarily 
took over the offices of The Observer, in ­
cluding the composing machin, HAL, and 
succeeded in running o ff enough m ateria l to 
layout a small flye r w ith comparatively 
lit tle  d ifficu lty .

We shall, of course, be better prepared. 
Here, again, an insider w ith the proper keys 
w ill greatly s im plify  matters. F ive men, 
knowing in advance the places to go, and 
carrying knapsacks and attache cases can 
clean out the Student Government Files in 
fifteen to twenty minutes.

Then we w ill s im ply hide them, in a place 
of maxim um  security from  discovery, plus 
optim al access-so we can use them im ­
mediately, as we certa in ly must to 
demonstrate that our rule is a going con­
cern. The memory banks of the IBM  370 
may well be our best bet. Data filed on the 
machine w ill remain undiscovered, save by 

com puterprogram m ers, fo r as long as need 
be, and be only as fa r away as the nearest 
term ina l. And the computer programmers, 
let's face it, won’t know what’s coming off 
anyway.

At the risk  of seeming repititious, I  must 
emphasise: We must be functioning as a 
government from  the moment the files are 
seized. Com issioners and sub­
commissioners, deputies and an executive 
board must be chosen in advance. A ll 
concerned must know a ll available factors 
of the ir positions p rio r to the seizure of the 
ac tua l d e ta ils  conta ined w ith in  those 
folders.

A jud ic ia ry  must be set up and ready to 
act. The functions of our Judic iary w ill be 
covered in the post-coup section. An in ­
telligence net, which w ill of course provide 
the intelligence and surveillance duties 
needed in our pre-coup activities, must be 
functioning long before the other branches.

The construction of such an intelligence 
net is a highly in tu itive  a ffa ir, not easily 
detailed, consisting in the main of 
widespread and ta lkative aquaintances and 
friends. Any three of four of the more 
professional Observer or WSND personnel, 
pooling the ir resources, w ill know almost 
anything necessary.

To save tim e, it  w ill also be helpful i f  the 
appropriate press releases, w ith  a few 
blanks fo r name and times, be prepared in 
advance. This w ill save tim e, and strain on 
the night editors involved.

Deo.”  Choir president and South Bend SMC 
senior C aro l D z ikow sk i conducts

Featured soloist Susan Stevens, of the 
SMC music faculty, w ill then lead the choir 
in an attack on Rossini’s fie ry  “ In- 
flammatus et Accensus”  from  his Stabat 
Mater.

Russian basses and lilt in g  women’s voices 
legitim ize the cho ir’s rendition of Gret- 
choninoff’s “ The Cherubic H ym n.”  Then 
Dr. McRay w ill bring electronic music to 
Saint M a ry ’s and Notre Dame for the firs t 
tim e in P inkhaam ’s “ In the Beginning 
Creation,”  a Genesis text overlaid atop a 
rhythm ic network which also supports 
pringing electronic shrills  and blasts, and a 
fina l chord introducing ligh t to the world for 
the firs t time.

The doctor’s group ends w ith “ Song of 
D em ocracy”  by H ow ard  Hanson, an 
overpowering finale that shatters every 
previous mood. Choir accompanist SMC 
freshman Patty Jo Cahalan helps push the 
piece to its explosion w ith her kinetic in ­
terpretation of Hanson’s score.

There’s no reason anyone shouldn’t enjoy 
the concert choir. There is a reason why it 
could be considered, a fte r the last notes are 
struck, the most dynamic musical e ffo rt of 
wholly local orig in to grace the two cam­
puses yet this year.

To 
hundreds of students who depend basically 
on The Observer fo r news, they are useful 
only for the ir music broadcasts.

Which brings us to The Observer. We 
must have control of this paper for the sake 
of our cause. This w ill, of course, be 
facilita ted if  the “ we”  refered to happens to 
be the Observer staff.

Anyone who is fa m ilia r w ith The Ob­
server w ill realize the potential of an Ob­
server editoria l to shape student opinion - 
n il. None the less, this publication is in ­
credibly useful as the average student’s 
main source of inform ation on the doings of 
student government.

They may deride the paper as inaccurate, 
biased, frought w ith special interest groups, 
but, curiously enough, nine times out of ten 
they w ill believe it. This w ill be the source 
of our power.

Im m ediately following the coup, news 
stories w ill be run to explain the change of 
power as natura l and orderly. A ll members 
of the present student government, ex­
cepting those that see reason and come over 
to our side, w ill be mentioned only as “ J.X ., 
the ex-such and such” , un til the idea that 
these people were once, but no longer, in 
authority is impressed upon the minds of the 
rabble over the ir afternoon meal.

Possible inform ation to the contrary w ill 
be dropped altogether, or buried in three 
column inches on page nine. In fluentia l 
sources, perhaps Kersten himself, w ill be 
quoted as supporting the new regime, 
regardless of the ir actual opinions. A 
retraction, passing the m atter o ff as a 
confusion in the layout room (easily 
believed) may be printed the next day, 
buried as before on page nine, once the 
in itia l im pact has registered.

One thing, and one thing only, must be 
observed. The coup, and its afterm ath 
must never be mentioned on the editoria l 
page. This courts disaster, as any cause 
professedly supported by The Observer is on 
the road to oblivion.

Ex- and present members of the govern­
ment w ill be kept in line by means of our 
Judic iary branch, mentioned above.

The Jud ic iary w ill be a panel of judges, 
composed of members of the highest

echelons of the coup. I t  w ill hear cases of 
treason, sedition, or anything we can pass 
o ff as one of those two. (Parking violations 
we can generally count on the Judicia l 
Board, as it  presently exists, to handle.)

Obviously, we w ill not be in a position to 
assess fines or impose imprisonment on the 
defendants. We have, however, a clout that 
w ill work very well on these personages.

We w ill deny them news-coverage for 
periods up to a month or more, thus cutting 
o ff the life-blood of any student politician - 
p rin te r’s ink. For extreme cases we may 
have to go so fa r as to impose penalties of 
many weeks of bad press.

As explained above, most other campus 
organizations can be trusted to go the ir 
m erry ways. The one uncertain factor is, of 
course, the Hall President’s Council. Here 
improvisation can be used. The threat of 
in terd ict under the Jud ic iary may well keep 
some of them in line. Fortunately, the 
HPC’s power seems to be ch im eria l at best, 
and w ith any luck, at a ll, they w ill go no 
further than to pass a resolution or two. 
These w ill, as usual, be buried on page nine.

I t  has been a 
s tand ing  po licy  o f the Social 
Commission to offer for general 
sale front row seats in Section B as 
well as a ll o f the front rows of 
Section A. It is blatently obvious

Notre Dame com m unity; this was 
a noble effort at “ bringing home”  
the serious problem of abortion 
and the rights of the unborn.

But i f  that campaign was not 
entire ly successful, perhaps it was 
because you employed a too subtle 
method. And so I wish to present to 
you my idea for another approach, 
one w h ich  w ould perhaps 
dramatize the situation a bit more 
effectively. My idea is really along 
the same lines as your “ atrocity 
photos”  of last year, but only 
slightly more graphic.

My idea, basically, is that the 
Knights of Columbus sponsor a 
special “ Fetus F ry ”  some lunch 
hour in the dining halls, where 
students would be served actual 
aborted fetuses fo r lunch. Feti are 
actually a great delicacy -  they 
are said to be very tender -  and, 
for varie ty, you could present 
them .under such names as Baby 
Burgers, F ile t o f Fetus, or, for the 
m ore squeamish, s im p ly  
Scrambled “ Egg” . You could 
d istribute Right to L ife  lite ra ture  
at the doors, and you could place 
on each person’s plate, righ t next 
to the fetus, a small card w ith such 
printed messages as “ This is Betty 
F r ie d a n ’s F a v o rite  D is h ,”  or 
maybe “ I f  it  Wasn’t For the Pope - 
- This Could Have Been Y o u !!” .

Every day, as you well know, 
thousands of fe ti are discarded by 
hosp ita ls  w h ich  p e rfo rm  the 
barbaric practice of abortion; 
since these aborted young lives are 
usually treated as garbage, I am 
sure that an adequate supply of 
these fetuses could be purchased at 
very lit tle  cost to the K of C. And 
any expenses would be more than 
ju s tif ie d  by the trem endous 
educational value which this ex­
perience would have fo r the Notre 
Dame community.

What better way than this of 
forcing Notre Dame students to the 
realization of the horror of abor­
tion?

I t ’s not the old Grand Funk; i t ’s not even 
good new Grand Funk. The old screaming 
has been replaced by a softer vocal that 
proves that M ark Farner never rea lly  had a 
great voice, Mel Sharer’s bass has been 
turned down so you can actually hear how 
poor Don Brewer’s drum ming rea lly  is, and 
not even F rost’s keyboardwork can save a 
couple of badly-written songs.

How can the latest research 
results be integrated quickly and 
respons ib ly  by the p ra c tic in g  
professional? A report released 
here as part of a nation-wide study 
on continuing education and the 
future calls solution to the problem 
essen tia l to “ re ve rs in g  the 
deteriorating qua lity  of our life .”

The fou r-p ronged  study of 
continuing education is supported 
by a grant from  the Kellogg 
Foundation, chaired by the Rev. 
Theodore M. Hesburgh, C S C . 
president of the University of 
Notre Dame, and located at Notre 
Dame’s Center fo r Continuing 
Education. With reports on the 
u n iv e rs ity , p u b lic  a f fa irs  and 
social responsibility, the report on 
“ Continuing Education and New 
Knowledge”  w ill be published as a 
volume in the spring.

As a means of encouraging 
professionals in the fie ld to keep up 
w ith  new know ledge and 
techniques, the task force stated 
that both government licensing 
and individual m otivation present 
drawbacks.

Knowledge may be suppressed

G overnm ent co n tro l th rough 
licensing can actually serve to 
suppress new knowledge, they 
said, and indicates an emphasis on 
“ credentia ling”  rather than the 
more basic issue of continuing 
education.

Indiv idual motivation, on the 
other hand, tends to be a 'w illy -n illy  
a ffa ir ,”  the report continued, and 
“ observation of the real world 
leads one to the conclusion that 
ideal professionals are too few.”

Two o rg a n iza tio n s  c u rre n tly  
m aking extensive contributions to 
the co n tin u in g  education of 
professionals are professional and 
technical societies, and “ com­
panies”  which employ numbers of 
p ro fess iona l techno log is ts , ac­
cording to the report. The task 
fo rce  ca lled  developm ents in 
professional societies “ some of the 
soundest and most exciting,”  and 
added that they are generally 
a ttractive  to professionals since 
they are “ non-coercive and thus 
re la tive ly  non-threatening.”

Groups show greater concern
Groups of professionals, either in 

group practices or hired by large 
o rg a n iza tio n s  seem to e x h ib it 
greater concern fo r continuing 
education than individuals, the 
report added. Large corporations 
in pa rticu la r often provide tuition 
and salary benefits fo r the ir em­
ployees re turn ing to school, both 
through social interest and the 
recognition of financial return 
through improved performance.

The report concluded w ith the 
recom m enda tion  th a t m ore 
research be devoted to studying 
the in te rre la tio n s h ip s  of 
professionals, and exploring new 
groups or sub-groups of skilled 
people who m ight also participate 
in translating new knowledge into 
com m unity services.

Offenses ready for ND - Falcon tilt

The U.S. A ir  Force Academy has 
been established since 1954, and 
during its 18-year existence the 
service school has never been 
known as m uch of an en­
terta inm ent center.

But that reputation may change 
in a hurry tomorrow afternoon. 
For the Falcons, by scheduling 
N o tre  Dame fo r  th e ir  1972 
hom ecom ing, have a rranged  - 
possibly-one of the biggest of­
fensive shows of the current grid  
season.

The host Falcons are 6-2 on the 
season, and w ere n a tio n a lly  
ranked until last weekend’s 17-14 
upset at the hands of A rm y. They 
are averaging over 400 yards of 
total offense per game, and boast 
an a ir attack that has already 
logged 18 touchdowns. Notre 
Dame, on the other hand, operates 
from a ground-oriented attack that 
has accounted fo r nearly 2500 
yards in five games, and the I r is h - 
who are 6-1 and rated 12th in the 
na tion-are averaging 463 total 
yards per game. Both teams also 
have offensive streaks rid ing  on 
tom orrow ’s game. A ir Force has 
scored in 50 stra ight games (dating 
back through the 1968 season) and 
the Irish  have scored in 69 stra ight 
(through the 1966 campaign.)

But the ir scoring string is not the 
only m ark the Irish  w ill be in­
terested in protecting. Notre 
Dame has a two-game win streak 
to continue, and in A ir Force w ill 
be facing one of the ir toughest tests 
of the season.

“ A ir Force has the potential to 
be one of the more explosive teams 
in the country,”  said ND head 
coach Ara Parseghian. “ Just two 
weeks ago they scored 39 points at 
Arizona State and now they’re 
coming off a disappointing loss. 
Th is should m ake them  
emotionally ready.

“ They’re very dangerous,”  he 
continues, “ and they’ve moved the 
ball against everyone. They have 
an excellent passing game and 
Navy proved we need a lot of work 
on pass defense.”

The Falcon pass attack which so 
concerns the Irish  coaches in led 
by ju n io r  q u a rte rb a ck  R ich  
Haynie. The A ir  Force signal- 
ca ller has thrown fo r 17 touch­
downs already this season, and his 
total aeria l yardage is over the 
1400-yard m ark. F lanker Frank 
M urphy (27 receptions, seven 
TD ’s), sp lit end Bob F a rr (eight 
receptions, four touchdowns) and 
tailback Joel Carlson (12 catches, 
one T D ' make up the other end of 
the Falcon a ir game.

Academy coach Ben M artin  has 
always stressed the passing game,

Just one week from tomorrow the m ajor bowls can extend bids to most 
of the teams they’d like  to have partic ipate in the annual New Year’s Day 
extravaganzas and, as usual, the bowl p icture is up in the a ir righ t now. 
No one knows just which team is going where to play whom. And , as 
usual, it appears that the a ll-im portant question of exactly who is 
“ number one”  won’t be resolved until the firs t evening of 1973, making (he 
bowl games that much more important.

The picture m ight clear up a lit tle  b it this weekend, however. Two of 
the nation’s top-rated ball clubs and contenders fo r m ajor bowl berths, 
Alabama and Louisiana State, clash this weekend in B irm ingham , Ala., 
in what promises to be one of the best games of the 1972 season.
“ Bear”  B ryan t’s Crimson Tide w ill bring an 8-0 record into Saturday’s 
game while the Tigers are 7-0 on the year. The w inner of that meeting of 
unbeaten powers would seem to have the inside track on the Southeastern 
Conference title  and a good shot at a spot in the Orange Bowl.

There are no other c ritica l encounters on tap this weekend but there 
are a number of “ in teresting”  games scheduled. Upset-minded A ir 
Force w ill host Notre Dame in what may become a high-scoring, see saw 
a ffa ir. Washington, coming to the end of a disappointing season, w ill 
seek to spoil UCLA’s hopes fo r the Pacific E igh t crown in Seattle. Perm 
State w ill have to fight o ff the dangerous Wolfpack of North Carolina 
State to reta in its supremacy in the East while F lorida and Georgia meet 
in what shapes up as a nip-and-tuck a ffa ir in Jacksonville. And, in the Big 
Ten, M ichigan State would love to upset Ohio State fo r departing coach 
D uffy Daugherty, so don’t go to sleep Saturday afternoon. Here are this 
week’s selections:

Notre Dame over A ir  Force- The Falcons’ passing game could give the 
Irish  trouble, but i t ’l l  be easier fo r Notre Dame to stop the flyboys’ aerial 
attack than fo r A ir  Force to prevent the high-powered Irish  offense from  
scoring points.

Nebraska over Iowa State - The ’Huskers may not lose again this year, 
or on January 1st of next year, either.

Georgia Tech over Boston College-The Yellowjackets ought to sting the 
Eagles.

Navy over P itt - The Middies should be able to score on the vulnerable 
Panthers.

Texas over Baylor - The Longhorns are headed for yet another Cotton
B ow l.

Ohio State over M ichigan State - Woody Hayes isn’t about to let Duffy 
Daugherty emerge victorious in what w ill probably be the last meeting 
between those two coaching greats.

UCLA over Washington - L ike father , like  son. Another Harmon, 
Tom ’s son M ark, is working m iracles in the collegiate football world.

F lorida over Georgia - The Seminoles have played fine ball in recent 
weeks.

Penn State over North Carolina State- The N ittany Lions may have 
trouble chewing up the Wolfpack.

Purdue over Wisconsin - The Boilerm akers’ B ig Ten title  hopes are dim  
but Bob DeMoss must get his team “ up”  or find him self “ out” . Boiler­
m aker fans had a righ t to expect more than a .500 season.

Illino is  over Indiana - Two in a row fo r the I l l in i, a fter seven con­
secutive losses.

Oklahoma over Missouri - There aren’t any more upsets le ft in the 
T ige r’s la ir.

Alabama over LSU - The Tide rates a s lim  edge in one of the great 
games of the year.

Tampa over M iam i (F la .) - I f  the Hurricanes could get a few “ fifth  
downs” , like  they did against Tulane, they m ight pull this one out. 
Neither possibility is like ly .

but this year he has ground 
attack of almost equal caliber. 
Tailback Carlson, who has gained 
601 yards through eight games, 
heads a corps of ball carriers that 
includes fullback B ill Berry (who 
is averaging 4.5 yards acarry)and 
ha lfback  M ike  M a rk  (also 
averaging 4.5 yards a try .)

The offensive line is anchored by 
6-3, 224-pound cen te r O rderia  
M itchell. A native of E lkhart, 
Indiana, M itchell is a leading 
candidate for A ll-Am erican honors 
at his pivot position this fa ll.

Defensively, the Falcons w ill try  
!o stop N D ’s high-powered attack 
w ith a quick, medium-sized team. 
End Gene Ogilvie (6-4, 226) cap­
tains a defensive team that has 
been scored on heavily in only one 
game. Arizona State’s Sun Devils 
scored 31 points on the Falcon 
“ D ”, but s till came out on the short 
end of a 39-31 decision.

Ogilvie is one of five  seniors in 
the defensive lineup-guard M ark 
P r ill (6-1, 195), tackle George 
M achovina (6-1,225), end Bob 
Homburg (6-0, 196) and linebacker 
Jerry Olin (6-3, 203) are the others- 
-and five of the remaining six 
starters are juniors. Freshman 
linebacker B ill Linnenkohl, who 
made his firs t s ta rt of the season 
last week against A rm y, rounds out 
the A ir Force defense.

Falcon coach Terry  Isaacson 
scouted the Irish  last week in their 
game against Navy, and he le ft 
Philadelphia’s Veterans Stadium 
im pressed by w hat he s a w - 
especially in the firs t half.

“ Notre Dame is the best football 
team we w ill face to date,”  he said. 
“ They are big and fast and have 
good balance both on offense and 
defense. They have one of the best 
running attacks in the nation but 
they can also beat you w ith the 
pass. T raditionally they are 
always strong defensively and this 
year’s team is no exception.”

Injuries have hurt Notre Dame’s 
depth during the past several 
weeks, but N D ’s head coach ex­
pects several of his offensive 
performers to be back in action for 
the contest w ith the Falcons.

“ In juries are always a part of 
the game,”  said Parseghian, “ and 
a whole rash of them have h it us- 
especially in the last week and the 
week before that. But righ t now it 
looks like  we’ll get (D a iry  11) 
Dewan back fo r the A ir Force 
game, and E ric  Penick (who 
suffered a m ild  shoulder bruise 
against Navy) should also be 
back.”

The Irish  w ill leave fo r Colorado 
Springs following a mid-afternoon 
workout today, and, in order to 
lessen the effects of Colorado’s 
high altitudes, w ill re turn to South 
Bend as soon as possible after the 
game.

“ The high altitude w ill pose 
some problems to us,”  admitted 
Parseghian. “ So we’ll w a it and go 
out at the last possible moment, 
and we’ll have oxygen w ith us on 
the sidelines. But the a ltitude ’s not 
the problem that everyone thinks it 
is-especially not i f  you’re well- 
conditioned.”

Times have changed. Parents no longer seem to admonish the ir o ff­

spring effectively w ith the a ll powerful (at least to m y mem ory) 
“ Because I told you so, tha t’s w h y !”  Football coaches no longer seem to 
command the campus situation and in fact, must often defend their 
philosophies and energies to a try ing  public and themselves. P layers no 
longer seem enthused by words such as “ Win one fo r the G ipper,”  and at 
times are hard pressed to understand the ir dualistic role of student- 
athlete. But those who would attack us as preaching hostility  or being 
tr ite  hypocrites spewing outdated and irre levant cliches, have missed the 
boat.

We are an organization, a team, demanding unity in times when the 
trend is to the individual. We ask fo r higher ideals, team goals, the 
sacrifice of personal ones, in a moment when this I isn’t the thing to do. We 
ask separate people to blend their separateness, and develop a body, a 
team, w ith as many emotions and feeling as any one individual. And the 
incredible thing, credible to the coaches and players and a ll involved, is 
that we’ve succeeded to a greater degree than I ’ve experienced in my 
four years at Notre Dame.

I don’t feel dehumanized or set apart from my fellow students, and may 
actually be a lit t le  luckier than they, fo r my realm  of experience may be 
broader than the irs .I’ve seen both sides of the fence, the ind iv idua l doing 
his own thing, and 22 individuals doing the team ’sthing. I compete in the 
classroom and enjoy socializing, but I know also the intense emotional, 
physical, and mental agony and ectasy of football at Notre Dame. Those 
who would critic ize  me fo r closing m yself to the world, hiding in the 
discipline and rules of tra in ing, jus t don’t know what they’re ta lking 
about, fo r they haven’t walked even a step in my shoes.

Sometimes, being Notre Dame isn’t easy. We don’t buy our guys 
stretch admissions, or wine and dine jun io r college A ll Americas. We re 
not super athletes, only athletes who have come to demand of themselves 
super effort and dedication . These help perpetuate the traditions that 
are Notre Dame, traditions critic ized as tr ite  and outdated, but more 
alive today than certa in ly I ever knew. Why do teams aim  a t us? Why do 
they make the ir seasons by beating us? Somehow, knocking off Nebraska 
isn’t quite the same as knocking o ff Notre Dame. The LSU game was 
more than a game to them, more than a revenge match or a feud They 
didn’t beat 11 players and coaches, they beat Notre Dame, and the ex­
cellence w ith the school, on and off the fie ld. They defended Southern 
pride and in te g rity ; they showed the Northern Catholics who should’ve 
won the C ivil W ar; they taught us how effective going to Mass before 
game is; they proved, at least to themselves, that their ways are better. 
And theirs is not the exception, but rather, the rule, because tha t’s 
exactly how a ll our opponents approach playing Notre Dame. I don’t 
know the situation at any other school, but I do know this about Notre 
Dame: Athletes don’t come here because of false promises or cars, they 
go to classes like  everyone else, they take phys. ed. as a non-credit 
requirement and they graduate. And in spite of a ll these “ drawbacks” , 
we win. I  guess tha t’s a lit t le  tough fo r some to swallow. In spite of 
anything opponents can do, they can never be Notre Dame. They can 
never represent her g lory, only try  to steal some. They can’t  upset her 
traditions or her sp irit, only attack them. They can win on the football 
field, but not in our hearts. For they can never beNotreDame, her people, 
her traditions, her football, her life.

This is the homestretch of the ’72 season, and the autumn of my 
collegiate career. Three more times I ’l l  put on a gold helmet and take the 
field fo r N.D. Three more times I can be part of a liv ing  trad ition of 
people and excellence. Three more times I  can be some one special to one 
kid or a thousand kids, because I play fo r Notre Dame.
