Dr. R aym ond G iles, ch a rim an  of the A fro-A m erican 
Studies D ep a rtm en t of Sm ith  U n ivers ity  in N orth  
H a m p to n , M a s s a c h u s e t ts ,  d is c u s s e d  h is  p a p e r ,  
“S ep a ra te  B lack  S tudies P ro g ra m  vs. C u rricu lum  
R eform  in the P r im a ry  and  S econdary  L evel in the 
U nited S ta te s ,” w ith U n iversity  P ro v o s t, F r .  J a m e s  
B urtchae ll in the fo rum  sponsored  by the New F ro n tie r  
Scholastic Society, la s t n igh t in the L ib ra ry  
A uditorium , on the them e, “ R ac ism , A N o rm al P a r t  of 
A cadem e.”

A ddressing  an  aud ience  of ap p ro x im ate ly  75 
s tuden ts and  m em b ers  of th e  South B end com m unity , 
G iles explained a  tw o-year s tu d en t in w hich exp lored  
b lack  and  ethnic s tud ies in the public school sy s tem .

The problem  of a lost b lack  iden tity  began , exp lained  
G iles, when schools, in an  a tte m p t to  o rien t the various 
im m ig ran t g roups into society  and  the A m erican  
system , gea red  th e ir  a cad em ic  p ro g ram  to fit the 
needs of those people.

He continued “ the a im s of the school sy s tem s 
h av en ’t changed  m uch . T h e ir pu rpose is th e  sam e  as  
when they w ere  firs t developed .”

Blacks excluded
G iles then d iscussed  the exclusion of b lack  people 

from  the public schools in the n o rth e rn  s ta te s , because , 
a s  he sa id , “ m ost people a re  aw are  of the s itua tion  in 
southern  schoo ls.”

U sing se v e ra l n o rth e rn  s ta te  constitu tions to  show 
the p a tte rn  of d isc rim ina tion , G ile s ta te d  th a t the 
Ind iana constitu tion  excluded b lack  people from  a t ­
tend ing  schools an d  vo ting . In th e  Ohio C onstitution, 
“ no provision  w as m ad e  for public education  of non­
w hites, bu t it did no t nroh ib it non-w hites from  
beginning se p a ra te  school sy s tem  s Som e con­
s titu tions, a s  th a t of C onnecticut, he  added , w ould 
allow  for som e in teg ra tion , bu t w hen en ro llm en t of a 
c e rta in  n u m b er of b lack  people had  been re ach ed , nor 
m ore  w ere  allow ed to p a rtic ip a te  in th e  public  school 
system .

G iles d iscussed  th e  public school p ro g ra m  a s  one of 
an “ ethnocen tric  cu rricu lum , especia lly  in  social 
stud ies, a s  it g ives a ra c is t in te rp re ta tio n  to th e  en tire  
h isto ry  of m an k in d .” T his, he believes, is due to the 
fac t th a t “ A m erican  education  n ev er se rv ed  m o re  th an  
an  a r is to c ra tic  m in o rity ,” and  th e re fo re  neg lec ted  the 
contribu tions of the b lack  m an  in A m erican  society .

“T his neg lec t p resu m es a cu ltu ra l d eg rad a tio n , and  
an educational d isab ility  re s u lts ,”  he exp lained . 
E thnocen tirc ity  is dan g ero u s to both sides, G iles 
concluded, because  th e re  is “ an  in tertw in ing  of h is to ry  
of a ll ethnic groups, and  th is m u s t be p re sen ted  if one is 
to g e t a “ tru e  u n d ers tan d in g  of h is to ry , a r t ,  li te ra tu re , 
and  po litics.”

History distorted
W hen blacks w ere  d iscussed  in h is to ry , th e re  w ere  

“ deletions and  in a c c u ra c ie s .” As a re su lt of th is, 
“ d am ag e  w as done to those ch ild ren  w e couldn’t

identify w ith the w hite Anglo-Saxon h e r i ta g e .” 

R ealizing the necess ity  of re fo rm , G iles continued, 
th ree  basic  app ro ach es w ere  tr ied . T he f irs t of these 
w as “ C o n tribu tiona lism ,” in w hich “ the con tribu tions 
of black  people w ere  p resen ted  to a b lack  child  to show 
the ro le  of b lack  people in h is to ry .” T his he  sa id , in­
volved the selection  !9E ce rta in  b lack s th a t the “w hite 
m an  considered  im p o rtan t enough to pu t into the 
h is to ry  books.”

The m ain  d ifficulty  w ith  th is ap p ro ach , accord ing  to 
G iles, si th a t som eone ou ts ide  the b lack  com m unity  
w as choosing b lack  heroes. In p a rtic u la r , he noted  N at 
T u rn e r a s  an ex am p le  w ho w as considered  “ v e ry  in­
su rrec tio n a ry  bu t is now being labelled  a s  a  re a l hero  
of b lack  peop le .”

The second ap p ro ach  to a llev ia te  the educational 
prob lem s d iscussed  w as “ S u rv iv a lism ,a  concep t w hich 
suggests th a t in sp ite  of the fa c t th a t b lack  people w ere  
de-cu ltu rized , th e re  is som eth ing  still su rv iv ing  in 
to d ay ’s b la c k s .” This idea is involved w ith the 
“ essence  of being b lack , and  w h a t binds all b lack  
people to g e th e r.”

The th ird  ap p ro ach , “ c a ta s tro p h ism ,” is defined as 
the belief th a t the situa tion  of the b lack  m an  today is 
the re su lt of “ d e lib e ra te  designs of people w ishing to 
rem ain  in pow er, and  th a t ra c is t  p rac tic e s  w ere  
devised  to the d isad v an tag e  of b lack  people. This 
concept, he s ta te d , is cu rre n tly  held  by E lijah  
M oham m ed’s B lack M uslim s.

G iles then  se t out to define th e  a p p ro p r ia te  app roach .

Contending th a t th e re  could not be on uniform  solution 
he s ta ted  th a t depending on the te a c h e r ’s ob jectives 
and  the vary in g  needs of the s tu d en ts  tau g h t, d ifferen t 
outcom es would resu lt.

C iting sev e ra l school sy s tem s th roughout the 
coun try , G iles d iscussed  the m ethods they  em ployed. 
In San B ernadino, he sa id , “ the te a c h e r felt a  su itab le  
ob jec tive  would be a developm ent of re sp e c t fo r the 
o ther e thnic m in o ritie s ,” w hile in Jo rd a n  High School 
in W atts, he pu rpose of the p ro g ram  w as to p re sen t “ a 
b e tte r  u n d e rs tand ing  of the env ironm en t and  the forces 
w hich p e rp e tu a ted  th e ir  so c ie ty .”

E ven  though conditions w ou ldn’t change, he said , 
"an u n d ers tand ing  of how conditions w ere  b rought 

about would give the s tuden ts  a persp ec tiv e  into the 
firs t s tep  of how to get out of the g h e tto .”

A th ird  type of s ita tu tion , accord ing  to G iles, 
p resen ted  itself in a poor, a ll-w hite school in C leveland, 
w here the ob jectives included a  d iscovery  of the 
sim ila ritie s  betw een the needs of the s tu d en ts  and  the 
black m an.

Dem ands disregarded
The cu rren t d ifficulty  in devloping a B lack  Studies 

U rogram  incSii?§®?, explained  G iles, is th a t “ dem ands 
tha t the cu rricu lu m  be m ad e  m ore  re lav en t a re  
d irec ted  tow ard  those who a re  unab le  to cope w ith the 
p ro b lem .” D em ands, he continued, “ a re  not taken  
seriously , and  it is looked upon a s  a po litical s itu a tio n .” 

G iles adv ised  th a t the “ schools’ f i rs t  im p o rtan t s te p ” 
in a ttem p tin g  to end the b lack  educational sh o rt­
com ing, is “ to re la te  to the e n tire  A m erican  black 

1 s itu a tio n .”
The federa l, s ta te  and  local governm en ts a re  

w orking th rough  such p ro g ram s as  “ te ac h e r C orps” 
and  Model C ities, to o rien ta te  th e  a lien ted  b lack  m an, 
G iles added . “ T hese app ro ach es b rough t a new  con­
cept to the p ro b lem ,” he sa id . H ow ever, “ the existing  
school sy s tem  rem a in s  u n ch an g ed .”

The m a jo r d ifficulty  w ith  the B lack  Studies 
P ro g ra m , G iles believes is th a t the ro le  of b lack  
people a re  still not in-, o rp o ra t d  into the re g u la r 
cu rricu lum .

Racism defined \
C oncluding, G iles defined ra c ism  a s  a “ function  of 

pow er. P eople who c re a te d  so c ie ty ,” he continued 
“ believed it w ould be to th e ir  a d v an ta g e  to exclude 
ce rta in  people. The rig h ts  of ‘f r e e ’ b lack  people in 
no rthern  s ta te s  w ere  sy s tem atica lly  taken  a w a y .” The 
righ t to vote, to ju ry  du ty , to hold office, to m ove from  
s ta te  to s ta te , and  freedom  to in te r-m arry  w ere 
g rad u a lly  p roh ib ited , he explained.

F r . B urtchae ll, U n iversity  P rovost, then  d iscussed  
his own persona l experiences w ith ra c ism  and  
pre jud ice , and  suggested  a s  an  a lte rn a tiv e  to public 
education  the fo rm ula tion  of a b lack  school sy s tem . A 
discussion  open to the aud ience  followed.

B esides head>n 8*,the A fro-A m erican S tudies a t  Sm ith 
U niversity , som e o ther positions held by D r. Giles 
include C onsu ltan t to th e  U.S. Office of E duca tion , and  
vonsultant to the F o rd  Foundation  to N igeria .

GSU funds to be channeled to departments

Som e G rad u a te  S tuden t U nion m onies will 
begin to flow b ack  to th e  g ra d u a te  school 
d e p a rtm e n ts  D ec. 1 on a tr ia l b a s is  u n d er a 
new  rev en u e  sh a rin g  p lan , p lanned  for 
opera tion  un til the  end of the y ea r.

T he new  p ro g ram , proposed  la s t y e a r  by 
g o v e rn m e n t  a n d  in te r n a t io n a l  s tu d ie s  
g r a d u a t e  s tu d e n t  D a v id  L a n d ry  a n d  
req u irin g  five G rad u a te  S tuden t Council 
sessions for p assag e , se ts  a s id e  $500 from  
GSU funds to be d is tr ib u ted  th rough  the 
Council re p re se n ta tiv e s , evenly  d iv ided  p e r 
c ap ita  w ith a  lim it of 50 cen ts  p e r  head .

In a c tu a lity , th is  w ill w ork ou t to 
som eth ing  a ro u n d  35 cen ts  p e r g ra d  s tuden t.

GSU P re s id e n t B a rry  W essels, th ird  y e a r  
g ra d u a te  physics stu d en t, exp la ined  the 
reasons behind the in itia tion  of th is tr ia l 
rev en u e  sh a rin g  p ro jec t.

“ G ra d  s tu d e n t  a c t i v i t ie s  a r e  v e ry  
d e p a rtm e n ta liz e d ,” sa id  W essels. “ E ach  
person  in the GSU co n tribu tes  one do lla r a  
y e a r  to th e  G SU ,” bu t th e  g ra d u a te  
o rgan iza tion  up to th is tim e  h a s  been  using

the m oney a lm o st exclusively  fo r a c tiv itie s  
gea red  to the GSU a s  a whole, besides in 
defense ag a in s t its o th e r o p e ra tin g  costs.

“ But social a c tiv itie s  a r e  o rgan ized  
a ro u n d  th e  d e p a r t m e n t ,”  c o n tin u e d  
W essels, and  “ a tten d an ce  fo r the  typ ica l 
C h ris tm as d ep a rtm e n t p a rty  w ill ru n  m uch 
h igher percen tag ew ise  th an  a  GSU p a r ty .”

R ecognizing th is fac t, action  cam e  from  
the Council floor la s t y e a r  to c re a te  som e 
channel for GSU funds to g e t back  to the 
d e p a rtm e n ts , p re sen tin g  the d ep a rtm e n t 
re p re se n ta tiv e s  w ith the challenge, sa id  
W essels, of “ com ing up w ith  w ays of using 
th e  m oney co n stru c tiv e ly ” fo r the  s tu d en ts  
they re p re se n t.”

“ L e t’s see  if the d e p a rtm e n t can  do 
som eth ing  usefu l w ith th is  m o n ey ,” sa id  
W essels.

The GSU is the g ra d u a te  s tu d en t 
o rganization  on cam pus, hav ing  ju risd ic tio n  
over the ap p ro x im a te ly  1350 s tu d en ts  in the 
28 d e p a rtm e n ts  of the  g ra d  school, including 
th e  M as te rs  in B usiness A dm in istra tion  
(M BA).

R e p r e s e n ta t iv e s  a r e  e le c te d  b y  th e  
s tu d e n ts  in  e a c h  d e p a r tm e n t ,  one  
rep re sen ta tiv e  for each  20 s tu d en ts . The

rev en u e  sh a rin g  will be hand led  through 
Ih e se rep resen ta tiv es , and  W essels sa id  th a t 
s tu d en ts  who w an t to g e t aho ld  of th e ir 
m oney “will have  to g e t in touch w ith th e ir 
rep re se n ta tiv e  a f te r  D ec. 1.”

GSU facu lty  adv iso r R obert Gordon, 
u n iversity  vice p res id en t for advanced  
stud ies , “ cau tions us abou t the so lidarity  of 
th is  m o v e  ( r e v e n u e  s h a r i n g ) , ”  s a id  
W essels. “ As a m a tte r  of fac t, I h av e  som e 
re se rv a tio n s  too. W hen w e s ta r t  to g ive 
m oney aw ay , w e lose ou r p ow er.”

But he rep o rted  th a t he  an d  the o ther 
o fficers, along w ith D r. G ordon, have  
reach ed  a m u tua l u n d ers tan d in g  a s  to the 
d esirab ility  of th is tr ia l basis p ro g ram .

R ep resen ta tiv es can  pick up th e ir  m oney 
th rough  GSU se c re ta ry - tre a s u re r  Susan 
R atw ick  in the P sychology Building. 
D elegates will be asked  how they  p lan  to 
spend  the  m oney, and  will be req u ired  to 
sign for the am oun t w ithd raw n , acco rd ing  to 
W essels.

“ If th is  m oney isn ’t sq u an d e red ,”  sa id  
W essels, ” if i t ’s pu t to good use, then  I see 
som e re a l p ro m ise  in th is p ro g ram . On the 
o ther h an d , if re p re se n ta tiv e s  use  it to tr e a t

Dedham , M ass -Sam uel L. P opkin , A ssis tan t P ro fesso r of 
G overnm en t a t  H a rv a rd  U n ivers ity , w as re le a sed  from  ja il w hen 
th e  F e d e ra l G overnm en t, in a su rp ris e  m ove ,d ism issed  the g ran d  ju ry  
in v es tiga ting  the public re le a se  of the P en tag o n  P a p e rs . Popkin  had  
been m ailed  for co n tem p t la s t T uesday  for re fu sing  to an sw er c e rta in  
questions a sk ed  by the g ra n d  ju ry . His p rison  sen tence  had  been  in ­
tended  to ex p ire  w ith the g ra n d  ju r y ’s d ism issa l, w hich h ad  been 
scheduled  for n ex t Ja n .

M em bers of th e  H all P re s id e n t’s 
Council w ere  g iven copies of the 
s u r v e y  l a s t  n ig h t  th a t  w a s  
p r e p a r e d  by th e  L a F o r tu n e  
R enovation  C om m ittee  to study  
th e  s tu d e n t  b o d y ’s id e a s  fo r 
ch an g es in the stu d en t cen te r.

T he ha ll p re s id en ts  h av e  ag reed  
to conduct the  su rv ey  for the 
co m m ittee .
E ach  p re s id en t w as g iven a  list of 
s tu d en ts  in th e ir  ha ll who w ere  to 
com p le te  th e  su rv ey . T he s tu d en ts  
w ere  p icked  a s  th e  re su lt of a 
ran d o m  selection  p rocess  con ­
d uc ted  by a co m m ittee  m em b er.

C om m ittee  co -cha irm an  T e rry  
S keehan  s tre ssed  the im p o rtan ce  
of th e  su rv ey . “ I t  g ives us

som eth ing  co n c re te  to p re sen t to 
th e  a d m in is tra tio n .”

A c c o rd in g  to  M s. S k e e h a n , 
changes in La F o rtu n e  a re  a lm ost 
ce rta in , but only if th e  co m m ittee  
can  p resen t a p lan  including 
changes th a t th e  s tu d en ts  w ant. 
The purpose of th e  su rv ey , she 
says, is to find ou t ex ac tly  w h a t the 
s tuden ts  w an t done.

The su rv ey  includes questions 
th a t cover th e  possib ilities of an  on- 
c am p u s b a r , a  s tu d en t co-op s to re  
in L aF o rtu n e , and  study  a re a s  in 
the C en ter. Also included  a re  
q u e s t io n s  c o n c e rn in g  w h a t 
renovations a re  n e c e ssa ry  in the 
building.

Skeehan h a s  found th a t the 
b iggest p rob lem  fac ing  th e  co m ­
pletion of th e  su rv ey  is reach ing  
th e  o ff-cam pus s tu d en ts  lis ted  in

the sam p le . As of now, she c la im s 
she h a s  no w ay to re a c h  them . 
T here  a re  21 off-cam pus s tuden ts  
involved.

The survey  will re su lt in 191 
people being con tac ted . I t covers 
both th e  cam p u s of N otre  D am e 
and  th a t of St. M ary ’s. E ach  ha ll in 
m ost cases  does not h av e  an y m o re  
than  10 s tuden ts  included in the 
su rvey  excep t for th e  obvious 
excep tions of P lan n e r and  G race  
H alls.

Skeehan say s th a t it w ill be the 
Hall P re s id e n t’s responsib ility  to 
p ass  out th e  su rvey  and  m ak e  su re  
th a t it is tu rn ed  in and  com pleted . 
She hopes th a t th e  su rvey  will be 
com pleted  by nex t T uesday  (da te  
of th e  nex t H PC m ee tin g ) . Then 
re su lts  of the su rv ey  will be 
com piled  by th e  end of th e  week.

O ther action  by th e  com m ittee  
(included th e  p resen ta tion  of a 
proposal to D r. P h ilip  F accen d a , 
Vice P res id en t for S tudent Affairs,, 
r e q u e s t 6 a  tr ia l 24 hour open 
period for La F ortune .

The p roposal asked  th a t the 
St udent C en ter be open 24 hou rs a 
day from  D ecem ber 8 through 
D ecem ber 22.

The C en ter w ould be av a ilab le  
only th rough  th e  M ain doors (w est

end of the build ing). T he m ain  
lobbvf the ballroom , and  som e of 
the sm aH er room s w ould be open to 
student tra ffic  if the p roposal is 
approved .

The co m m ittee  hopes to gauge 
the use  of the C enter once it is open 
continuously . Then, accord ing  to 
Skeehan, the com m ittee  will study  
the possib ility  of keeping the 
Student C en ter open 24 hou rs  a day  
for th e  re s t of the yea r.

The A m erican  N ational Red 
C ross d esc rib es  th e ir  constan t 
need for blood by s ta tin g , “ Y our 
gift could m ean  life fo ra  sick  child , 
an  acc id en t v ic tim , o r an  e lderly  
person  fac ing  su rg e ry .”

P e te r  M eade, a  Ju n io r Biology 
m a jo r, is p rincipally  responsib le  
for b ring ing  th e  d rive  to  N otre  
D am e. As a  Sophom ore tra n s fe r  
fro m  th e  U n iv e rs ity  o f N ew  
H am psh ire  he w as su rp rised  to see 
tha t no blood d rive  w as u n d e r w ay, 
and  w ent to various in stitu tions 
a n d  f in a lly  a r r a n g e d  fo r  th e  
C hicago and  F o rt W ayne ch ap te rs  
of the Red C ross to o p e ra te  the 
facility  on a  jo in t basis.

M eade underlined  the persona l 
im plications of donating  blood by 
sta tin g , “ A lot of people ta lk  abou t 
doing th ings for h um an ity . The 
blood d rive  is a good ch a n c e .”  He 
pointed to d isa s te rs  like the recen t 
C hicago tra in  c ra sh  a s  ex am p les  of 
the co n stan t need for the life- 
g iv ing com m odity .

M eade em phasised  th is fu r th e r 
by add ing  th a t whole blood m ay  be

used for only a  period  of from  21 to 
28 d ay s a f te r  ex trac tion . M ost 
blood is u sed  by new born in fan ts, 
a c c id e n t  v ic t im s  a n d  s u r g ic a l  
pa tien ts .

The p rocedu re  will be c a rr ie d  
out by the specially  tra in ed  R ed 
C ross s ta ff of docto rs and  nurses. 
Loss th an  one p in t of blood is a c ­
tua lly  taken . The av e ra g e  person  
h a s  betw een  10 and  12 p in ts of 
blood, so th e  p in t con tribu ted  is 
rep laced  by the hu m an  sy s tem  
w ithin a few hours.

The R ed C ross care fu lly  sc reen s 
all po ten tia l donors fo r health  
i r r e g u la r i t i e s  b e fo re  th e  c o n ­
tribu tion  is m ade.

M e a d e  p r e f e r s  th a t  th o se  
w ishing to  dona te  blood a rra n g e  
ap po in tm en ts  e ith e r  w ith  h im  or 
w ith M cKeon. T his is to expedite  
th e  p ro c e d u r e  b y  e l im in a t in g  
crow ds a t  c e rta in  hours of th e  day . 
T he a c tu a l p ro d ed u re  tak es  only 
about ten  m in u tes  an d  is “ not 
unp leasan t in any  w ay ,” accord ing  
to M eade. He su g g ests  th a t donors 
e a t befo re th e ir  appo in tm en t bu t 
th a t they  avo id  fa tty  foods. 
C o m p lim e n ta ry  d o u g h n u ts  a n d  
re fre sh m en ts  w ill be served .

The d riv e  hopes to  rece iv e  a t  
le a s t a t  le a s t 800 un its  of blood. Of 
these  50 un its  w ill be given to  a 
local m ed ica l foundation  to m ee t 
the needs of anyone asso c ia ted  
w ith th e  un iversity .

E ach  donor w ill also  rece iv e  a 
R ed  C ro ss  id e n t if ic a t io n  c a r d  
en titling  anyone in h is im m ed ia te  
fam ily  to  free  blood during  a  one 
y e a r  period.

W hile the  n a tu ra l g a s  sh o rtag e  
m ay  h a m p e r th e  ad ap ta tion  of th is 
te c h n iq u e  to  m a n y  p u m p in g  
s i tu a t io n s ,  L u k s  s u g g e s ts  th a t  
som e benefits w ould be gained  if 
the gas, p e rh ap s  p resen t in a new  
w e ll, w e re  n o t re m o v e d  bu t 
allow ed to p rov ide the p re ssu re  to 
f a c i l i t a t e  m o re  c o m p le te  oil 
rem oval.

N a tio n a l P a r k ,  w h e re  N ixon  
d ec la red  y e s te rd ay  th a t he would 
“ change not only som e of the 
p lay e rs , but som e of the p la y s” in 
his second ad m in is tra tio n .

The announcem en ts prov ided  
the firs t c lues a s  to how Nixon 
m ight p roceed  w ith h is p lan  to 
instill “ v ita lity  and  e x c item en t” in 
the cab in e t agenc ies and  to m ak e  
the ad m in is tra tio n  a s  a  w hole 
m ore  responsive  to W hite H ouse 
policy guidance .

T h ey  s u g g e s te d  th a t  m a jo r  
changes w ere  in s to re  for the 
g o v e r n m e n t’s tw o la r g e s t  
b u re a u c ra c ie s—the d ep a rtm en ts  
of defense and  of h ea lth , education

Kellogg Foundation 
studies urban decay

"The q u a lity  of life in u rb an  
c e n te rs  is a p ressin g  p rob lem  w hich 
u n iv e rs itie s  m ust fa c e ,” acco rd ing  
to  a  p r e l im in a r y  r e p o r t  on 
“ C ontinuing E ducation  and  the 
U n iv e rs itie s"  re le a se d  h e re  a s  
part of a na tiona l study .

C o m p a rin g  th e  d e te r io r a t in g  
u rban  c e n te r  to th e  c ris is  in ru ra l 
life of the  1930’s, th e  ta sk  force 
a s se r te d , “ W hat is needed  now is 
a s im ila r  na tiona l co m m itm en t to 
o u r  u rb a n  c e n te r s  a n d  th e  
d e v e lo p m e n t o f u n iv e r s i ty  e x ­
p e rtise  and  s tru c tu re  to  a ss is t 
w h erev e r p o ss ib le .”

T h e  p r e l im in a r y  ta s k  fo rc e  
report is one of four s tud ies  on the 
fu tu re  of continuing education  
su ppo rted  th rough  th e  K ellogg 
F o u n d a tio n , c h a ir e d  by  R ev . 
T heodore M. H esburgh , C.S.C., 
p res id en t of th e  U n iversity  of 
N otre D am e, an d  loca ted  a t  N otre 
D a m e 's  c e n te r  fo r C o n tin u in g  
E ducation .

W hile  th e  u n iv e r s i ty  sh o u ld  
provide le ad e rsh ip  for all levels of 
educa tion , the  ta sk  force sa id , “ the 
ca m p u s  h a s  c ea sed  to be the only 
o r even th e  d o m in an t, location for 
h ig h er ed u c a tio n .”  They u rged  
th a t u n iv e rs itie s  find w ays to 
ex tend  c red it for telev ision  and  
co rrespondence  co u rses, a s  w ell a s  
independent study  and  p e rh ap s  
trav e l o r w ork ex periences.

As a n o th e r  o f s ix  m a jo r  
r e c o m m e n d a t io n s ,  th e  r e p o r t  
a s k e d  th a t  “ a n a t io n a l  co m - 
m isision  for con tinu ing  education  
be e s ta b lish e d ” w hich w ould in ­
clude a  re se a rc h  unit, a  lea rn in g  
u n it a n d  a c le a r in g h o u s e  o r  
co m m un ica tions unit.

T he re s e a rc h  unit w ould in ­
v es tig a te  m a jo r  a re a s  of igno rance  
concern ing  continuing educa tion , 
'h e  ta sk  fo rce  exp la ined , such  a s : 
w hether a d u lts  lea rn  d iffe ren tly  
than  do th e ir  ju n io rs , how ad u lts  
lea rn  best and  under w hat con­
ditions; w hat blocks n u m b ers  of 
people fro m  e d u c a t io n a l  o p ­
p o rtun ity ; w hat kinds of people 
w ou ld  be  m o s t s u c c e s s fu l  a t  
teach in g  adu lts .

In su m m a ry , th e  r e p o r t’s  six

recom m endations a re :
-E a c h  u n iv e r s i ty  sh o u ld  be 

encou raged  to a ffirm  its com ­
m itm en t to continuing education .

-A ll citizens should h av e  op­
portun ities to e a rn  c red its  tow ard  
a deg ree  ou tisde  th e  full-tim e 
re s id en tia l deg ree  p ro g ram .

- T h e  c o n tin u in g  e d u c a t io n  
p ro g ram  whould provide strong  
non-degree, non-cred it p ro g ram s.

-A n  in s t i tu te  sh o u ld  be  
e stab lished  to p rovide in telligen t 
lead e rsh ip  in insuring  re se a rc h  
and  a lte rn a tiv e  solutions to the 
s o c ia l ,  e c o n o m ic  a n d  p o li t ic a l  
p rob lem s of the day.

-C oordination of a ll educational 
i n s t i t u t i o n s ,  g o v e r n m e n t a l  
agenc ies , lab o r unions, businesses 
and  vo lun teer o rg an iza tio n s is 
n ecessa ry  for effec tive  continuing 
education  p ro g ram s.

The appo in tm en t of Ash to d irec t 
the W hite House agency  ap p ea red  
to signal N ixon’s in tention  to use 
the Office of M anagem ent and  
Budget a s  the focal point of h is 
e f f o r ts  to  r e o r g a n iz e  th e  a d ­
m in is tra tion .

R onald  L. Z iegler, th e  W hite 
House P re s s  S ec re ta ry , re a d  a 
s t a te m e n t  a s s e r t in g  th e  
P re s id e n t’s intention to g ive the 
office of M anagem ent and  B udget 
“ a new , expanded  ro le .” Z iegler 
declined to e lab o ra te .

T h e  sp o k e s m a n  d id  s a y ,  
how ever, th a t the agency  would 
“ u n d e r t a k e  c o m p r e h e n s i v e  
exam ination  of a ll governm en t 
p ro g ram s now in ex is tence  to 
d e te rm in e  w hether they  a re  a c ­
tua lly  m eeting  th e  purpose for 
w hich they a re  d es ig n a ted .”

A sh c h a ir e d  th e  A d v iso ry  
C ouncil on E x e c u tiv e  
O rganization , w hich devised  the 
p lan to rep lace  seven existing  
d e p a r tm e n ts  w ith  fo u r  new  
d ep a rtm en ts  and  consolidate th e ir 
p ro g ram s along functional lines.

C ongress h a s  balked  a t  a p ­
p ro v in g  N ix o n ’s m a s s iv e  
reo rgan iza tion  p roposal, how ever. 
T here  h ad  been speculation  before 
A sh’s designation  to  h ead  the 
m an ag em en t agency  th a t it w ould 
becom e a vehicle for a  “de fa c to ” 
reo rgan iza tion , in w hich W hite 
House a ides and  cab in e t o fficers 
would coord inate  execu tive  b ranch  
opera tions a s  if th e  new  d e p a r t­
m en ts  existed .

The nom inations of R ichardson  
and  W einberger req u ire  S enate  
confirm ation , w hich w as expected  
to be g ran ted  by th e  tim e  Mr. 
Nixon is in au g u ra ted  for his second 
te rm  on J a n . 20. A sh’s appo in tm en t 
does not req u ire  congressional 
consent.

Sen. W illiam  J .  P rix m ire , D - 
W isc., com plained , nonetheless, 
that u nder Ash, L itton Industries

had  been involved in "tw o of the 
m o s t h ig h ly  in e f f ic ie n t a n d  
m i s m a n a g e d  m i l i t a r y  
p ro cu rem en t o p e ra tio n s .”

P ro x m ire  described  Ash as  a 
“ m an  of persona l in teg rity ,” but 
he sa id  in a s ta te m e n t th a t con­
tra c ts  to L itton for a new landing 
helicop ter a tta c k  vessel and  a new 
destro y e r, both navy pro jec ts, 
w ere runn ing  fa r  behind schedule 
and  likely to g en e ra te  m a jo r cost 
overruns.

The na tiona l w om en’s political 
cau cu s issued a s ta tem en t ex ­
p ressing  p leasu re  a t th e  p rospect 
of a cab ine t reshuffling , but added  
th is re m in d e r to the P res id en t:

“ The 1972 R epublican p a rty  
p la tfo rm  calls  for th e  ‘appo in tm en t 
o f w om en  to  h ig h e a s t- le v e l 
positions in the federal govern ­
m en t, including the ca b in e t,’ and 
we n a tu ra lly  expect th a t you in­
tend  to keep th a t co m m itm en t.”

The W hite H ouse sa id  th a t Nixon 
would m ake  add itional personnel 
announcem ents tom orrow .

R ichardson , who is 52, will 
succeed  M elvin R. L aird , whose 
resignation  w as announced  by 
Nixon y es te rd ay , along w ith th a t 
o r G eorge R om ney, the S ec re ta ry  
of Housing and  U rban  D evelop­
m en t.

F ra n k  C. C arlucci, the  deputy 
d i r e c to r  o f th e  O ffice  of 
M anagem ent and  B udget, w as 
being m entioned  as  a p rospective 
successo r to Mr. R om ney. T here  
w ere  also  rep o rts  th a t J a m e s  T. 
Lynn, the  under se c re ta ry  of 
com m erce , would be eleva ted  to 
S ec re ta ry  of th a t dep a rtm en t.

W einberger, who is 55, said  a t  a 
new s conference in W ashington 
that he w ou ld rem ain  a t his p resen t 
post until the  w ork is com pleted  on 
N ixon’s budget for the 1974 fiscal 
year.

Ash, w hose sa la ry  a s  p residen t 
of the cong lom erate  w as $195,000 a 
y e a r , will rece iv e  $42,500 in his 
governm en t post. He sa id  th a t he 
would sev e r all connections w ith 
Litton by D ec. 9 and  th a t he would 
sell som e 200,000 sh a re s  of stock  in 
the corpora tion , w ith the proceeds 
to be invested  in a blind tru st.

Ash, who is 54, sa id  a t  a  s e p a ra te  
new s conference in the cap ita l th a t 
he would begin w ork a t the W hite 
H ouse a s  soon a f te r  Dec. 9 a s  the 
P res iden t w anted  h im . He said  
th a t he h ad  been a  “ five-figure"’ 
c o n tr ib u to r  to  th e  R e p u b lic a n  
cam p a ig n s in each  of N ixon’s 
elections.

” he Problems with the

Course Evaluation Booklet
The “ Course Evaluation B ook let,” 

printed conjointly this year by the Ob­
server and the Scholastic, has been out 
two days. Already a number of per­
ceptive individuals have pointed out 
some problems with the booklet, and a 
few personal comments seem in order.

The problems that have been pointed 
out are not new; they are perennial and I 
fear in my more pessimistic moments, 
inevitable, given the present procedure 
for the booklet’s publication. First, it 
must be stressed that we are convinced 
that the student evaluations are not only 
an important luxury, but an essential 
part of a responsible look at the curricula 
offered by the University; otherwise the 
small group of students who produce the 
booklet would not undertake a task of 
such magnitude.

A point that recurs every sem ester is 
that the evlautions are necessarily 
biased; they are written by a single 
student, at best with only verbal con­
sultation with other members of the 
class. The point is valid. Every attempt 
has been made to minimize any un­
warranted bias in the evaluations by 
asking only people we feel to be most 
responsible to do the reviews. Each 
evaluation is then read very carefully by 
members of the editorial board, and any 
questionable evaluations are double­
checked.

The procedure is not without flaw, 
however. To write a good course 
evaluation requires some time and 
considerab le thought, and every  
sem ester we find that there are simply 
too few students who are willing to give 
their assistance. Those who do often end 
up being overworked.

A second problem is a lack of support 
from some departments. This semester, 
all departments were presumably told 
that they were to have their course listing 
completed and available by October 25. 
Nevertheless, several were not ready 
until the week of Nov 6—only days before 
the final deadline for the submission of

evaluations. As a result it was impossible 
to begin reviews of some departments 
until the last possible moment.

Finally there were the difficulties in the 
actual production of the magazine. The 
com puterized typ esettin g  of the 
evaluations had to be completed in less 
than a week in order to meet the deadline 
of the printer. A dozen people gave up an 
entire weekend—a football weekend—to 
complete this part of the job, and a 
number worked through the night on two 
or three consecutive days.

As a result of these complications the 
booklet was not perfect. Several courses 
were inadverten tly  om itted. Others, 
whose reviews were late, inadequate, or 
simply missing, had to be covered with 
only the information given in department 
course descriptions. For two or three, 
evaluations from previous sem esters had 
to be used. The vast majority were 
current and responsible evaluations. But 
the few for which we had to depend on 
less adequate means still detract from 
the overall quality of the booklet and 
cheat the professors and students in­
volved in those particular classes. To 
these people we apologize, and this is my 
main purpose in addressing these  
comments to the students and faculty.

The “Course Evaluation Booklet” has 
received national attention because of its 
unusually fine quality, and this year the 
Scholastic received over 30 requests from 
other universities who wished to use the 
booklet as a model for their own 
evaluations. It would seem, however, 
that unless the effort is given more 
support in the future by the various 
departments, and especially by the 
students themselves, these problems will 
persist. And until this support is given 
and the problems eliminated, the most 
we can do is sincerely apologize to those 
professors and students who were  
slighted by the current lack of support.

T he question  of am n esty  for d ra f t e v a d e rs  ra ised  by S ena to r 
M cG overn in h is recen t cam pa igns, undoubtedly  aided  R ichard  
n ixon’s re-election . H ow ever, A m erica will p robab ly  not rea lize  the 
full im p ac t of M cG overn’s proposal until som e tim e  in the n e a r  fu tu re . 
A lthough recen tly  p a s t ad m in is tra tio n s h ave  been re lu c ta n t in 
g ran tin g  a m n es ty , P re s id en ts  from  H ard ing  th ru  T ru m an  have 
g ran ted  conditional am nesty .

The L e tte r of the Law

U nfortunaely , th e re  is considerab le  confusion su rround ing  the te rm  
itself. A m nesty  re fe rs  to the pow ers w hich the p res id en t possesses “ to 
g ran t rep riev e s  and  pardons for offenses a g a in s t the U nited S ta te s ’’. 
In no w ay does am n esty  re fe r  to a P re s id e n tia l pow er to suspend , 
nullify o r a lte r  the ex is ting  Selective S erv ice  Act.

The Selective S erv ice A ct’s provisions p resen tly  allow  for a lte rn a te  
social se rv ice  o r non-com batan t m ilita ry  du ty  for those persons w hose 
relig ious o r m ora l beliefs a re  opposed to all w a rfa re . C ongress has 
also  inco rpo ra ted  an  ap p ea ls  sy s tem  w ithin th is bill. If the indiv idual 
concerned  w ishes to appea l h is local b o a rd ’s c lassifica tion , he m ay  
consult an  ap p e la te  board  w hich is em pow ered  to  su s ta in  o r overru le  
the local b o a rd ’s verd ic t. The g en era l law  allow s fo r fu r th e r ap p ea ls  
th rough the  U nited S ta tes  S uprem e C ourt.

The Basic In ju stices Viewed

One of (he basic  d ilem m as engulfing the a m n es ty  question  concerns 
(hose individuals who w ere  ac tu a lly  conscien tious ob jec to rs , bu t w ere  
refused  a C O. c lassifica tion  because  of an  u n fa ir h ea rin g  by a  local 
d ra ft board . A nother of the d ilem m as concerns those who w ere  op­
posed only to the V ietnam ese  W ar on the b asis  of p erso n a l m ora l 
beliefs. Did the s ta te  rea lly  h ave  the rig h t to fo rce  them  to co m m it an  
act they felt w as m orally  unforg iveab le?

To a la rg e  ex ten t th is  issue is one of co llec tiv ism  v e rsu s  in­
d iv idualism . Of course , for a civ ilization  to ex is t the s ta te  m u s t fo rce 
the collective will upon d issen ting  individuals in c e rta in  in s tan ces, bu t 
to w hat ex ten t the s ta te  should be ab le  to force its w ill upon ind iv iduals 
is an  e te rn a l question.

C erta in ly  the U nited S ta tes m ust m a in ta in  a high deg ree  of in ­
d iv idualism . O ver the y e a rs  this n a tio n ’s c h a ra c te r is tic  indiv iduality  
has guided the U nited S ta tes  through d ifficu lt tim es. W ithout this 
individualism  th a t h a s  ch a rac te riz ed  the U nited  S ta te ’s h is to ry , this 
nation  w ould find itself w allow ing in the com placency  of conform ism . 
Such acom placen t s ta te  would a t  best lead  th is land  to the sam e  fa te  of 

M ette rn ich ’s A ustria  o r K aiser W ilhelm ’s G erm an y , and  th a t fa te  is 
ex tinction . At w orst the m inim izing of ind iv idualism  and  the onset of 
conform ism  w ould destine  th is nation  to the b itte re s t O rw ellian  
prophesies.

C erta in ly  the ind iv idualism  d isp layed  by d ra f t  ev ad ers , who refused  
conscrip tion  on the basis of persona l m o ra l belief, is ju s tifiab le . No 
s ta te  a t any  tim e  possesses the rig h t to com pel a n  indiv idual to v io late  
his m o ra l c reed  in such  g rav e  m a tte rs  a s  w a rfa re . Any o th er leo g a l 
position bv the U nited S ta tes  v io lates th is n a tio n ’s C h ris tian  h e ritag e .

R ep a tria tio n  Not for All

Although the m a jo rity  of individuals who fled this coun try , le ft 
because  of feelings of in justices in the d ra f t sy s tem , som e d e p a rted  a s  
a form  of n ih ilistic  re jec tion  of A m erica. To allow  the re p a tr ia tio n  of 
such indiv iduals, a s  a  g en e ra l am n esty  w ould do, is to c re a te  a 
m ockery  of the civ ilization  of the U nited S ta te s . T he re -en tran ce  of 
these  ind iv iduals is “ ind iv idualism ” c a rr ie d  to ab su rd ity .

R a th e r than  a g en e ra l am n es ty , the S elective S erv ice Act should be 
re tro ac tiv e ly  reco n s tru c ted  to allow  not only for the ex is ting  con­
scien tious o b jec to r provisions, bu t a lso  for conscientious ob jec to rs 
se lec tive ly  ag a in s t c e rta in  w a rfa re  on the basis of m o ra ls  o r religion.

T hose ind iv iduals p resen tly  in c a rc e ra te d  who feel th e ir  d ra f t boards 
vio lated  th e ir legal rig h ts  m ay  thereby  ap p ea l to  an  a p p e la te  board  
w hose decision , a s  to the classifica tion  of the individual, w ould be 
based  on the rev am p ed  S elective S erv ice A ct. T his ap p ea ls  board  
could be organ ized  along the lines of the ap p ea ls  b oard  for Selective 
Serv ice  v io la te rs  a s  se t up by H a rry  T ru m an  subsequen t to WWII.

This board  should a lso  be em pow ered  to rev iew  the cases  of those 
individuals in C anada and  E u rope  w ho fled th e  U nited S ta tes. 
H ow ever,, un like in ca rc e ra te d  d ra f t ev ad e rs , these  ind iv iduals should 
be ob liga ted  to perfo rm  a lte rn a te  social se rv ice  o r non-com bat du ty  a s  
provided by the provisions of the Selective S erv ice  Act.

If these  a rra n g e m e n ts  a re  m et, re sp ec t fo r th e  law s will rem a in  in 
ta c t, ju s tif iab le  ind iv idualism  will h ave  been suppo rted , and  on in­
ju s tices  of the law  will have  been rem ed ied .

I cannot re m em b er a tim e  when young 
people seem  so preoccup ied  w ith dea th  a s  
an a lte rn a tiv e  to life ’s confusion a s  they 
h av e  been la te ly . L ast n igh t, a  studen t 
called  to tell m e of h e r  eigh teen  y e a r old g irl 
Iriend who a ttem p ted  suicide th rough  an 
overdose of sleep ing  pills over the w eekend. 
On Sunday evening, in R ochester, New 
Y ork, a fa th e r told m e of h is d au g h te r who 
h as recen tly  been sent hom e from  college 
because  she  a ttem p ted  to tak e  h e r life. L ast 
S a tu rd ay , in New Je rse y , I d ined w ith a 
lovely child  also eigh teen , who thought so 
poorly of h erse lf a couple of w eeks ago th a t 
she sliced  open h e r w ris ts  w ith a razo r 
b lade. T hus it h as  been happen ing  for quite 
a w hile now th a t each  day  brings a new  
incident of h o rro r, a  fresh  rep o rt of self- 
violence, a s  youth tu rn s  ag a in s t itse lf to 
s tr ik e  m o rta l blows ag a in s t its own beau ty  
and p rom ise. As a p riest who rece ives these  
daily  rep o rts , one w onders how he can  build 
a w all a round  the boy o r g irl in love w ith 
easefu l d ea th , to keep them  from  being 
foolishly lu red  into the d a rk  kingdom  w here 
one is seem ingly  im m une fo rever from  the 
burden  of te a r s  o r the responsib ility  of 
laugh te r.

In c ase  you w onder, I do not doubt for a 
m om ent the p rom ises of an  Im m o rta l 
Saviour who tau g h t us th a t dea th  w as a  kind 
of going hom e to e te rn a l m ansions, though I 
d is trust th e  cozy im ages th a t see  heaven  as 
a p lace w here God aw a its  to heal ou r g riefs 
w ith cookies m ade  of love. We m u st never 
get so hung up on th e  cozy im ages th a t the 
hope of heaven  tranqu illizes us ag a in s t the 
responsib ilities of e a rth . God d e libera te ly  
left heaven  a s  a m y s te ry  we h ave  no w ords 
to describe . Life m ust be tre a te d  
rev e ren tly , c rea tiv e ly , and  responsib ly . We 
cannot plan  on options for ou r energ ies  o ther 
than  the ones we p resen tly  have . O ur gifts 
from  God a re  in the now ; only a f te r  we h ave  
used them , e ith e r well o r badly , depending 
on o u r s tren g th , can  we hope for e te rn ity , 
w hich is a fu tu re  still in G od’s keeping

As a m idd le  age  m an  who often w orries 
about d e a th ’s in terrup tion , I do not rea lly  
un d ers tan d  whv people, unless they  a re  old

m m

or te rm in a lly  ill, w ish to  die. I h av e  only 
been a w a re  of one re a l b rush  w ith d ea th : 
once in New Y ork, a  n u m b er of y e a rs  ago, I 
w as held  a t kn ife ’s point by two g irls  who, 
w ith th re a ts  of v io lence, dem anded  m oney.
1 g ave  them  th irte en  d o la rs , and  they  took 
the ch eap  T im ex I w as w earing . I w as m ore  
sad  about the tre a c h e ry  of th e  g irls , w hom  I 
had  a tte m p te d  to help, th an  I w as fea rfu l of 
m y own dem ise . I h ave  so bu ried  the 
m em ory  th a t it n ev er o ccu rs  to m e  excep t 
on occasions like th is, w hen I w onder w hy I 
w asn ’t a fra id  of the th re a ts  of two g irls  who 
w eem ed w illing to kill m e  over th irteen  
d o lla rs  and  a seven do lla r w atch .

I 'r a d  ically  a ll th e  d ea th s  I h av e  been 
deeply  touched by h av e  been so unw anted , 
so u n n ecessa ry  in th e ir  tim ing. L ast w eek, 
for exam p le . I h ad  a phonecall a t  m id n ig h t-  
a lw ays th e  hou r of bad  n ew s-te llin g  m e of 
the d ea th  of an  in fan t child , born 
p em atu re ly  th a t day  to a couple from  th is 
cam pus. In th e  face  of such sadness, I am  
e m b a rra sse d  to speak  to th is young fa th e r

and  in tim a te  love, ju s t a t  the  point when 
tha t gift h a s  been born  into infancy? At such 
tim es , I m u s t h av e  reco u rse  to the p rem ises 
of fa ith : noth ing born of God is ev e r lost, 
c e rta in ly  not ch ild ren , who a re  the f irs t 
c itizens of h eaven , the firs t h e irs  of E a s te r .

W ithin a day  of th e  d ea th  of th a t in fan t, 
th e re  w as new s of an o th e r d ea th : the dea th  
of a good p rie s t a t  th e  R e trea t House who in 
tim es p as t w as like a fa th e r to m e. D eath 
found him  alone, and  took him  lite ra lly  like 
a th ief in the  n igh t, and  th e re  w as no tim es 
for goodbyes. A p rie s t should a lw ays be 
read y  for d ea th : I know th is  is tru e , because  
m y friend , so recen tly  buried , h a s  often told 
m e so. Y et, eben of h im , I w onder: w ere  
th e re  no m o re  se rm ons he  w ished to p reach , 
or M asses he  w ished to o ffer, o r con­
v e rsa tio n s  he needed , o r m eals  he w an ted  to 
sh a re , o r su n se ts  he w ished to m ed ita te  
upon, befo re  beginning the g re a t d ialogues 
and m o ther. How does one ex p la in -if  it is 
his job  to explain  how God can  tak e  back  a 
gift c re a te d  out of a coup le ’s life and  flesh

of e te rn a l life? L ast n igh t I aw oke in sa d ­
ness from  sleep , th inking of th e  fa ther- 
figure in C hrist w ith whom I h ad  not ta lked  
for a long tim e . I h av e  w ords of love and 
ap p rec ia tio n  I would like to h av e  spoken to 
h im ; now m y w ords im ust be like p ra y e rs  
spoken into silence.

I h ave  no w ords to w rite  to change  the 
m inds of young people who h ave  a ttem p ted  
to die, o r who h av e  considered  dea th  a s  an 

a lte rn a tiv e  to being young, a s  m an y , it 
seesm s, a re  la te ly  doing. But if w ords sould 
help . I w ould use a ll th e  language  I  know to 
e rec t canop ies to sh e lte r th e  young so th a t 
dea th  could n ev er touch th em  p rem a tu re ly  
at a ll. It is often sa id  th a t those w ishing to 
die h av e  one g re a t com m on need : the need 
of being loved. W hat cosm ic m isch ief is it 
th a t keeps people need ing  love from  finding 
one an o th e r?  Loneliness seem s to be the 
chief tool of S a tan  for reducing  G od’s 
children  to d e sp a ir . Y et loneliness is ju s t 
ano ther w ord d escrib ing  G od’s need for 
m an , and  m a n ’s need  for God, and  peop le’s 
need for one an o ther.

In th is  anx ious age , w hen s tu d en ts  grow  
fran tic  over stud ies , an d  so ld ie rs grow  sick 
over w a r; w hen young g ir ls  fre t over th e ir 
im ag ined  la ck  of b eau ty , an d  young m en 
feat th e  d irec tions th e ir  lives m u s t tak e ; 
when everyone of any  age  w orries  about 
hea lth , o r  sex , o r sa lva tion , o r  d e a th -c a n  we 
not ta k e  tim e  to be m o re  th an  a little  con­
cern ed  anou t one an o th e r?  Can we not be as 
anxious to love one an o th e r a s  we a re  to 
know th a t w e ou rse lves a re  loved?

I d on’t re a lly  w an t to h e a r  th a t people a re  
considering  su ic ide ; bu t if th e re  a re  such 
people I ra th e r  w ish th a t they  w ould call, 
th is evening o r any  evening . TTiis w ay , le a n  
at le a s t offer th em  a litt le  of m y  own love. 
My love for you m an y  not be red em p tiv e , 
like G od’s love; o r fulfilling, lik e  th e  love of 
the g irl o r  boy you w ere  in tended  to m a r ry ; 
o r even c rea tiv e ly  supportive , like  th e  love 
your p a re n ts  w an t to give you. B ut p erh ap s , 
if th e re  is enough of C hrist in it, m y love (or 
the love of som e o th e r counsellor whom you 
t r u s t ) m ay  h e lp  you to find th e  o th e r k inds of 
lo v e - fro m  God, p a ren t, o r s w e e th e a r t- th a t 
should su rro u n d  and  invade your life.

Nov. 28~No m a tte r  w hat h ap ­
pens a f te r  the Indochinese peace  
ta lk s  re su m e  on Dec. 4, it now 
seem s reaso n ab ly  c le a r  th a t D r. 
H cnrv h ad  little  basis for his 
s ta te m e n t on Oct. 26, 12 days 
before th e  elec tion , th a t “ peace  is 
at h an d ,” su b jec t only to a few 
m inor de ta ils  of negotiation . He 
had . it is c lea r, no re a l a g reem en t 
w ith H anoi and  Saigon on ending 
the w a r , no such ag reem en t seem s 
to ex ist a m onth la te r ;  and  it is 
highly questionable  w hether e ith e r 
K issinger o r P re s id e n t Nixon could 
have  believed on Oct. 26 th a t they 
a c tu a l ly  h a d  r e a c h e d  an  
ag reem en t th a t w ould bring  w hat 
Nixon ca lled  th a t n ight in A shland, 
K y., “P e a c e  w ith honor and  not 
peace  w ith  s u r re n d e r .”

Quite obviously , th e re  can  be no 
cease-fire  in South V ietnam  until 
the Saigon governm en t ag ree s  to a 
cease-fire , for the sim ple  reason  
th a t th a t g overnm en t has in its 
a rm y  a million m en , a rm ed  to the 
tee th  by the U nited S ta tes . In the

fin a l a n a ly s is ,  th e  o n ly  w ay  
W ashington can  im pose a cea se ­
fire on th a t governm en t an d  th a t 
a rm y  is by th rea ten in g  to cu t off 
the ir m ilita ry  supplies.

Is th a t a serious proposition? 
A fte r  h a v in g  fo r fo u r  y e a r s  
m ain ta ined  th e  w ar, a t  a cost of 
20,000 A m erican  d ea th s , billions of 
A m e ric a n  d o lla r s ,  a n d  in ­
ca lcu lab le  Indochinese casua lties, 
all for the s ta ted  purpose of giving 
the Saigon reg im e a “ ch an ce” to 
su rv iv e , is it re a lly  conceivable 
th a t Nixon is now p rep a red  to ask  
C ongress to shu t off m ilita ry  
s u p p o r t  to  th a t  r e g im e - th u s  
throw ing an  “ a lly ” to the Com ­
m un ists , even though Nixon has 
sa id  rep ea ted ly  th a t if he did tha t, 
a g igan tic  bloodbath  w ould ensue 
a n d  w o rld  p a c e  w ou ld  be  
th rea ten ed ?

Y et, a s  recen tly  a s  th is w eekend, 
P r e s id e n t  T h ie u ’s c o n tro lle d  

new spaper, Tin Song, sa id  in 
Saigon th a t befo re th ere  can  be a 
cease-fire , N orth  V ietnam  m ust 
w ithdraw  its troops from  South 
V ietnam , the D em ilita rized  Z o n e - 
in effect, a  n a tio n a l b o rd e r -m u s t 
b e  r c s ta b l i s h e d  a t  th e  17th 
P a ra lle l, and  the ro le  of the 
na tiona l council of reconcilia tion

and  conco rd -env isioned  in the 
K issinger-Le D ue Tho d ra f t a c ­
c o r d - m u s t  be  m o re  c le a r ly  
defined. T hese a re  m erely  the 
cen tra l issues of the w a r; if they 
have  to be se ttled  before  Saigon 
ag rees  to a cease-fire , it follows 
th a t on O ct. 26 the Nixon Ad­
m in is tra tio n  did not rea lly  h ave  an 
a g re e m e n t for a cease-fire  th a t 
depended  only onthew orking out of 
a few deta ils .

As an o th e r exam p le , K issinger 
sa id  th a t the re le a se  of A m erican 
p risoners  of w a r by H anoi w as not 
d e p e n d e n t on th e  r e l e a s e  of 
po litical p riso n ers  by Saigon. This 
seem ed  to be confirm ed in a 
s t a te m e n t  by  X u an  T h u y , a 
p r in c ip a l  N o r th  V ie tn a m e s e  
nego tia to r. Y et, s ince  then , the 
N o rth  V ie tn a m e s e  c o m m u n is t  
n e w s p a p e r ,  N h an  D an , h a s  
a sse rted  ju s t the opposite view, 
and the N orth  V ie tnam ese  su m ­
m ary  of the d ra f t a cco rd  (with 
w hich K issinger sa id  he h ad  “no 
co m p la in t" ) d ec la red  th a t “ the 
re tu rn  of a ll c a p tu re d  and  deta ined  
personnel of the p a rtie s  shall be 
c a rr ie d  out sim ultaneously  w ith 
the U.S. tro o p s’ w ith d raw a l.” 
Since m any  political p risoners  held 
by Saigon w ould be an  im p o rtan t

p a rt of the so-called “ th ird  fo rce” 
supposed to be included in the 
N ational Council of R econciliation 
and  C o n co rd , is it re a lis tic  to 
suppose th a t Hanoi ag reed  to leave  
them  to the m ercy  of Saigon? In 

any case , it is a  leg itim a te  question 
w hether K iss inger w as en titled  to 
speak a s  specifica lly  on the m a tte r  
a s  he did on O ct.

Y et, Saigon p a ten tly  is unw illing to 
accep t th is a r ra n g e m e n t; and 
so m e  in fo rm e d  g o v e rn m e n t 
sources insist th a t K iss in g e r’s 
fa ilu re  to secu re  an ag reem en t for 
N o rth  V ie tn a m e s e  w ith d ra w a l 
c a u s e d  W a s h in g to n -n o t  ju s t  
S a ig o n -to  pull back  from  a c ­
cep ting  h is d ra f t acco rd  w ith Le 
Due Tho. To have accep ted  th a t 
d ra f t, they say , would have  given 
Hanoi w hat it had  sought a ll a lo n g - 
an A m erican  w ithd raw al from  the 
battlefie ld , w hile H anoi w as left

free  to se ttle  Indochinese m ilita ry  
and  political a ffa irs  in d irec t and 
unim peded  s tru g g le  w ith Saigon.

On th a t d a te , K iss inger-w ho  w as 
ju s t back  from  S a ig o n -m u st have 
known th a t T hieu  did not accep t 
the m ost im p o rtan t p a r ts  of the 
d ra f t a cco rd ; he could hard ly  have 
b een  ju s t i f ie d  in a s s e r t in g ,  
there fo re , th a t only a  few m inor 
de ta ils  rem a in ed  to be w orked out 
w ith  H anoi; and  if it finally  tu rns 
out tha t the c e n tra l issue of the 
renew ed negotia tions is the w ith ­
d ra w a l  of N o rth  V ie tn a m e se  
forces, the re a l question  will be 
w h eth er Nixon h im self ev e r a c ­
cep ted  the K issinger-L e D ue Tho 
d raft acco rd , w hich w as supposed 
to h ave  m ean t th a t peace  w as a t 
hand.

T he h is to rian s an d  p sy ch ia tris ts  
of the fu tu re  will p robab ly  be very 
in te re sted  in a ll th is , bu t for the 
tim e  being, h is ap p ro ach  to his 
s e c o n d  te r m  is r e a s s u r in g .  
W hatever the p as t, he is now 
d ealing  w ith the fu tu re .

He is try in g  to deal w ith  the 
lessons of h is to ry .

Two tab les and  a  few shee ts  
m ak e  a sim ple  a lta r  on the low 
stag e . Upon it a re  p laced four 
n e a t ly - f r a m e d  p ic tu re s  of th e  
s a v io r ,  one  d e p ic t in g  h im  
s u r ro u n d e d  by  b r ig h t ,  d a is ie s ,  
an o th e r show ing him  in w hite 
flowing robes.

T h e re  a r e  no c a n d le s ,  no 
tab e rn ac le , no a l ta r  boys; th e re  is 
no need for them . This is not an  
a l ta r  of Je su s  C hris t, o r B uddha or 
K rishna  o r M oham m ed, bu t of 
S a tg u ru  M ah a ra j J i , a fourteen- 
year-o ld  Ind ian  boy who c la im s he 
is the re in ca rn a tio n  of the essence 
of a ll the o thers.

The a l ta r  is m ounted on the s tag e  
of C arro l H all a t  St. M ary ’s 
College. The occasion : a lec tu re  
and  discussion  w ith a close d iscip le 
o f th e  S a tg u r u ’s , M a h a tm a  
R a je sw a r, T uesday  night. O ver a 
hund red  people a ttend .

“ E v ery th in g  outside of us is 
t r a n s i t o r y  a n d  p a s s e s  a w a y ,”  
c la im s a sh a rp ly -d ressed  young 
m an. He s tan d s  beside the a lta r  
w ith hands c lasped  before h im , a 
ca lm  confiden t expression  on his 
face. On his lapel is p inned a button 
w ith double-vision effec t of the 
S a tg u ru 's  face  outlined in colored 
su n ray s . He sp eak s slowly and 
w ith som e hesita tion , o ften tim es 
rep ea tin g  p h ra se s , and obviously 
s ta llin g  for the a rr iv a l of the m ain  
sp eak e r .

“ If we know the know ledge of 
God, then  w e know e te rn a l b liss ,” 
he te lls the aud ience . “ And all w e 
need to gain  th a t know ledge is 
m ed ita tion , se rv ice , and  gu idance 
by the p e rfec t m a s te rs .”

Satguru  M aharaj J i :  A
fou rteen  y ea r  old p er fec t  
m aster prom ises peace to the 
world.

descend ing  a  pole continuously. 
T he m o ra l: “ O ur m inds a re  like 
the gen ie: they a re  only a tool, and 
if we let them  ru le s  us, we have  no 
hope. We a re  not our m inds; we 
a re  ou r souls and  we need God. The 
S a tg u ru ’s know ledge is like the 
pole: it is the th ing  to fill our m inds 
w ith .”

The second p resen ts  two frogs, 
one who h as lived in the ocean and 
an o th e r w ho refu sed  to believe th a t 
th e re  w as a body of w a te r  la rg e r 
th an  h is w ell-hom e, until the  firs t 
show ed him  the ocean. The m oral: 
"W e a ll g e t into w ells and  think 
w e 're  im p o rtan t. We m ust rea lize  
the ocean  of life .”

He h e s ita te s  again , this tim e  
c lo s in g  h is  e y e s , p e rh a p s  to  
m ed ita te , p e rh ap s to rem em b er

"The Lord of the Universe

has come to us this d a y  .
He b reak s  th is down and  ex ­

p la in s: “ M editation  m u s t be done 
24 hours a d ay , con cen tra tin g  on 
the n am e  of God.

“ B ut th is is not enough. We m ust 
a lso  stop  w h a tev e r w e a re  doing 
and  g re e t the pe rfec t m a s te rs  
w hen they com e. We m ust do 
se rv ice  to the lord.

“ F in a lly , w e m u s t listen  to  the 
pe rfec t m a s te rs . M any have 
com e, bu t m ost have  rece ived  a 
b a d  r e c e p t io n —so m e  w e re  
c rucified , o th e rs  ignored. We m ust 
listen to them , for they bring  us the 
know ledge, the tru th  of G od.”

He challenges m an  to seek out 
th a t tru th : “ Go all a round  the 
w orld and  try  to find i t ; ”  bu t g ives 
a conso lation : “ If you find peace, 
very  good. But if you don’t, keep  
the S a tg u ru  in re se rv e . He will 
lead  you to it .”

B ut a  w ord of cau tion  is also  
included in his m essag e : “ Suppose 
you die w hile you a re  lo o k in g -  
then you a re  dead . You canno t find 
the know ledge.”

T his is the com passion  of the 
S a tg u ru , the nea tly -d ressed  young 
m an  tells us: he is h e re  now; he 
has com e to lead  people to the 
know ledge before  they die.

An a d m ira b le  p resen ta tion , but a 
lew people leave anyw ay.

He then offers two p a rab le s , one 
of a m e rch an t and  a  genie, an o th e r 
of two frogs. In the first, the genie 
th re a te n s  to kill the  m e rch an t until 
the  m e rch an t se ts  him  to a 
s p e c ia l  ta s k :  c lim b in g  an d

som e m ore  tim e-filler.
“ I h ave  an o th e r s to ry —do I have 

an o th e r s to ry ? —I have an o th e r 
s to ry ,” he finally  decides, and 
launches into a th ird  s to ry , telling 
th is tim e  of a m an  w ho com plained  
to the S a tg u ru  th a t h is know ledge 
of God rem oves indiv iduality  from  
a perso n ’s life.

“ Go to th e  top of the N otre  D am e 
lib ra ry  and  look down a t  the in­
d iv id u a l s tu d e n ts ,  so  se lf-  
im p o r ta n t ly  on th e i r  w ay  to  
c lasses . Do they not seem  the sam e  
from  the lib ra ry  top? A re they  not 
all the sam e  size—th a t of an  an t?

“ We m u st im m erse  ou r selves in 
th is know ledge, becom ing one w ith 
it o r w e will nev er find happiness.

“ We will nev er find h ap p in ess ,” 
he rep ea ts .

He finally  te lls of the S a tg u ru ’s 
“ P eace  B om b,” a bom b th a t does 
not destroy , bu t explodes inside a 
person and  b rings him  peace . He 
conveys a p ro m is e  of th e

S a tg u ru ’s to change all reg u la r 
b o m b s  in to  f lo w e rs  a s  th e y  
dropped.

“ T his is a g re a t g ift,” he 
d ec la res  quickly and  scu rrie s  off 
the s tag e  to m ake  room  for the 
n e w l y - a r r i v e d  M a h a t m a  
R a jesw ar.

A curious en tran ce : a  m an, 
m id d le - th i r ty i s h ,  w ith  a d a rk  
overcoa t th a t w as to rem ain  on 
him  th rough tou t the ta lk , and 
an o th e r S atguru  button  pinned to 
h is lapel, c ro sses the s tag e  and 
bows before the a lta r . A fter 
m ed ita ting  for a few m inutes, he 
sits  in the sheet-covered  ch a ir 
beside the a l ta r  and  fum bles w ith a 
sm all c a sse tte  reco rd e r. A fter a 
bit of difficulty  w ith the tape  
m a c h in e  a n d  th e  m ic ro p h o n e  
p laced before h im , a high vioce is 
h eard  ad d ressin g  a crow d. The 
voice of the S a tgu ru  h im self? The 
aud ience  is never told. W ith a 
slightly  bored expression , the m an  
lets the tap e  continue into w ild 
cheering  for the voice, followed by 
m usic.

The Lord of the Universe has 
com e  to us this d ay  sung in 
s tran g e ly  W estern-oriented  m usic. 
A few discip les in the front begin to 
sing along.

T he tap e  shu ts off a f te r  abou t ten 
m inu tes and  the m an  bows his 
head , closing h is eyes, and  ap ­
p a r e n t ly ,  h is  m in d , to  h is  
su rround ings.

Suddenly , he begins to ch an t in 
Ind ian , and  out of the chan t, 
E ng lish  speech  slowly em erg es, 
heav ily  accen ted .

“ H um an  beings have  lost th e ir 
p a r t ,”  he says quietly . “T hey have 
lost th e ir p a r t  and  a re  g rop ing  in 
the d a rk n e s s .”

He exp la ins th a t h um ans have 
a lw ays groped  in the da rk n ess  
betw een tim es of p e rfec t m as te rs , 
tim es w hen the p e rfec t m a s te rs  
cam e  to show h um ans th e ir  re a l 
p a r t in life.

“ E veryone  h as four th ings in 
com m on ,” he begins to d ig ress, 
“ and  these  a re  a need for food, 
sleep , sex , and  a fe a r  com plex. 
B ut all d iscip les of the perfec t 
m a s te r  have  one op in ion : to rea lize  
God. T his is th e ir  re a l p a rt, th e ir 
re a l purpose, th is rea liza tion  of 
G od,”  he re tu rn s  to his o rig inal 
them e.

B ut how to reach  the rea liza tion  
of God? How to ach ieve  this 
"h ig h es t ach iev em en t of the in­
d iv idual so u l?”

"T he  p e rfec t m a s te rs  com e to 
lead  us to th is s ta te ,” he says. 
“ They cam e  before—Je su s  w as 
one; K rishna w as one; Buddha 
w as one; M oham m ed w as one. And 
they gave  the m ost im p o rtan t 
th ing : the ex perience  of God. They 
did not give se rm ons, they did not 
m ake  philosophies, they did not 
w rite  books, they did not form  
theo ries; no, they g ave  the ex ­
perience  of God. And th is is why, 
b ro th e rs  and  s is te r s ,” — the firs t

specialized  know ledge; they  a re  
in te res ted  in m an y  su b jec ts  and  in 
the m any  w ays su b jec ts  can  be 
exp lo red , and  they  w an t to w ork 
w ith th e  freshm en  a s  co lleagues in 
group  p ro jec ts .

T h e re  is  no p r e - e s ta b l is h e d  
sy llabus in SEM  181.

He c ites Je su s  C hrist a s  a p rim e 
ex am p le  of a pe rfec t m a s te r , 
p e rh ap s  because  the re fe ren ces 

^ n e e d e d  for one of the o th er p e rfec t 
m a s te rs  would h av e  been o ver the 
h e a d s  of h is  p re d o m in a n t ly  
C h ris tian  audience.

“ Je su s  C hris t g ave  know ledge of 
God because  he had  know ledge of 
the Holy G host. He w as p e rfec t; he 
w as G od.” The sp eak e r is now 
qu ite  an im a ted . D eep into his 
sub jec t, he sq u irm s in his se a t a s  if 
he w ished he did not have  to 
rem a in  sea ted . His a rm s  fly abou t 
h im  in w ide g e s tru re s  to e m ­
phasize h is points th a t “ Je su s  w as 
G od!"  b ecause  “St. Jo h n  w ro te  in 
his B ible th a t the w ord w as m ade  
G od.”

“ W hat is the te s t of the p erfec t 
m as te r?  he d em an d s of a slowly- 
th inning crow d. “ K now ledge!” he 
a lm o st shouts, “ know ledge of 
God! U nless w e experience  God, 
a ll hum an  life is a  w aste! And 
S a tg u ru  M ah ara j J i  g ives us th a t 
ex perience  and  know ledge of God!

“ Je s u s  C hris t w as only one 
pe rfec t m a s te r  th a t g ave  sp iritu a l 
experience  of God. Now S atguru  
M ah a ra j J i  h a s  com e! The L ord of 
th e  U niverse  h a s  com e to show us 
the lig h t!”  he fa irly  sc re a m s 
before  beginning a  sh o rt l i ta n y : 

“ H as he com e to show us the 
light of the sun? No! H as he  com e 
to show us the ligh t of the m oon? 
No! H as he  com e to show us the 
light of the s ta rs ?  No! He h as com e 
to sh ■’ u s  the light of G od!”

He a .  es the aud ience  th a t he 
has seen  the ligh t h im self, and  th a t 
th a t ligh t isn ’t the sam e  a s  un­
d ers tan d in g . He offers th is ligh t to 
h is lis ten ers , th rough  the a id  of the 
S a tgu ru . Only a  p e rfec t m a s te r  
can  show this ligh t, he com m ents . 

He a lso  em phasizes the im ­

p o rtance  of m ed ita tion , w ith the 
o b jec t of the m ed ita tion  tak ing  the 
form  of the “ holy n am e of G od.” 
But one m ust rem e m b e r: “ Jesu s , 
K rishna , B uddha, e tc e te ra , is not 
the nam e  of God; they a re  the 
n am es of the bodies of God. The 
holy n am e of God is w ith in  your 
body, w ith in  you r se lf.”

He lapses in and  out of Ind ian  
d ia lec ts  in his continually-grow ing 
and  never-ending  en thusiasm . He 
exp la in s th a t all h um ans ex ist 
today only fo r ' c a rn a l sa tis fa c ­
tion ,” th a t th e ir  m inds a re  full of 
im purities.

“T he only w as to purify  one’s 
m ind is to co n cen tra te  on the holy 
n am e  of God. W hen one m ed ita te s  
on the holy n am e  of God, it is called  
m ed ita tio n ,” he dec la res .

He looks a t  his w atch  a s  one of 
his a ss is ta n ts  sitting  a  back  row 
se a t fa lls asleep . Ten people leave.

“ T he S a tgu ru  h as d ec la red  th a t 
the o ther p e rfec t m a s te rs  b lun­
dered . B ut now he h as com e in his 
full glory  and  p rom ises to change 
the w o rld .”

F ive  people leave , giggling. 
M any m ore coats begin to ru s tle .

A final w arn ing : “ Peop le  w ho do 
not listen to the p e rfec t m a s te r  w ill 
suffer. If you w an t to rece ive  th is 
know ledge, you will rece iv e  i t ,”  he 
quickly sum s up, add ing  th a t 
books, p am ph le ts , bu ttons and  
m agaz ines for fu r th e r en rich m en t 
a re  for sa le  in the lobby.

The aud ience crow ds th rough  the 
doors of C arro l H all, e a g e r to  leave  
the over-long ta lk . They m ill 
a ro u n d  th e  c o n c e s s io n  ta b le ,  
fingering copies of The Divine  
T im es  n ew spaper and  G uru  P uja  
m a g a z in e , o c c a s io n a lly  p u r ­
chasing  varied-co lored  pam ph le ts , 
f in a lly  d is p e r s in g  th ro u g h  
M adeleva’s sm udgy g lass  doors.

And a s  the people p ass  into the 
frig id  South B end a ir , a  Je su s  
P erson  s tan d s  by the door to g ree t 
them . “ God b less you ,” he says, 
passing  out a n itc h ris t l i te ra tu re ; 
“ and  rem em b er, Jesus  is lo rd .”

E m p h asis  in these  c la sse s  falls 
on w hat is co n cre te  an d  specific 
ra th e r  th an  w hat is th eo re tica l and 
a b s tra c t ;  c la sse s  do th ings ra th e r  
th an  ju s t ta lk  about them . But 
th e re  is a lw ays in te re s t in con­
necting  w hat h appens in SEM  181 
w ith the re s t of a p e rso n ’s 
education . T here  w as a g re a t deal 
of in te r e s t  in B .F . S k in n e r ’s 
psychology th is p as t sem es te r , for 
e x a m p le , a n d  c o n c e rn  fo r 
education  in a deep and  com ­
prehensive  w ay.

Since th is possib ility  ex is ts , and  
the p ro g ram  is only being ru n  on a 
tr ia l basis (it escaped  d efea t la s t 
y e a r  in the Council by a  thin 
m a r g in ) ,  on ly  $500 h a s  b een  
a llo tted  to it from  the  to ta l GSU 
tre a su ry .

“ We don’t w an t to pu t too m any  
eggs in one b a sk e t,”  exp la ined  
W essels. “ O therw ise, if w e p u t in 
m ore  m oney and  it fails, we 
d isband , and  then  w a h t’s the 
p u rp o se?”

W essels also  sees th is revenue 
sh a rin g  a s  a “ m ethod  to encourage  
s tu d en ts  who don’t belong to GSU 
to jo in .” At th e  p re sen t tim e, six  o r 
seven  of th e  28 g rad  school 
d e p a rtm e n ts  a re  not rep resen ted  
on the g ra d u a te  school council.

And th e re  is still a  re a l need for 
g ra d u a te  s tu d en ts  to join the GSU, 
sa id  W essels.

“ T his rev en u e  sh a rin g  p ro g ram  
tak es no em p h asis  aw ay  from  the 
G SU,”  he said . “We a re  still a 
g ra d  s tu d en t o rgan iza tion  th a t can  
rep re sen t a ll g ra d s ,” and  the body 
p ro v id e s  a fo rc e  th a t  e a c h  
d e p a rtm e n t w orking on its own 
would find d ifficult to m atch .

F o r  e x a m p le , m e n tio n e d  
W essels, the GSU is rep resen ted  on 
sev e ra l im p o rtan t school councils 
and  com m ittees  (including the 
B oard  of T ru s tee s ), w orks to m ake  
housing m ore  av a ilab le  a t  a  low er 
cost to g ra d  studen ts , h as  se t up 
a n d  m a in ta in s  a n  a c a d e m ic  
grievance  sy s tem , and  is c red ited  
w ith m uch  of the  persuasion  
behind the construction  of C arro ll 
H all (w hich houses g ra d  s tu d en ts) , 
am ong  o th e r th ings.

“ W hen a stu d en t is hav ing  tra ffic  
p rob lem s, do you th ink the biology 
d ep a rtm en t is going to go to the 
T raffic  B o a rd ?” a sk ed  W essels. 
“ No. The GSU w ill tak e  h is

p rob lem  to th e  B oard  th rough  our 
re p re se n ta tiv e  th e re .”

T he GSU w ill a lso  continue to 
sponsor a c tiv itie s  for the  GSU as a  
w h o le , d e s p i te  th e  re v e n u e  
sh a rin g , sa id  P re s id e n t W essels.

“ I ju s t hope it w o rk s ,” W essels 
su m m ed  up. “ I hope the  m oney is 
sued  w isely , and  I hope to  see  g rad  
s tu d en ts  figuring  ou t co n stru c tiv e  
w ays to spend  it for th e ir  own 
b en efit.”
