Carney'75 kicks off school

He explained, “ I ’m not talking about the quantity of students 
here, but rather the quality. We take pride in having the best 
students in the w orld.”

Joyce concluded with a special message to the freshmen, that 
they might “ grow in friendship w ith each other, so that when you 
leave, you might thank God for your time spent here.”

Water balloons, frisbee and baseball tosses, and football throws 
highlighted the area surrounding the band. Disc jockey Kevin 
Joyce of WSND conducted tr iv ia  contests in the area near the 
engineering auditoriumVI w ith g ift certificates donated by local* 
businessmen as prizes.

The contests were interm ingled w ith the playing of Smith & Co., a 
“ top-40”  style band whose music was well-received by the crowd.

Mark Grove and Mary Iden were Co-chairpersons for Carney ‘75 
and for the entire orientation program. “ Basically, what this is 
tonight is the offic ia l opening of the school year. I t  also serves as 
the big social event of orientation,”  Iden said.

During the evening, the Notre Dame band marched past. The 
crowd converged on either side of it, clapping and yelling. 
Balloons, colorful clowns and laughter characterized the evening.
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As Carney ‘75 opened last night on the South Quad, hot dogs, 
chicken and fudgesicles satisfied the hungry crowd.

Ed Byrne, student body president, welcomed the crowd w ith a 
few statements about Student Government: “ We are going to have 
a student voice in anything the University regulates; that is, 
anything which exerts some type of control over our lives.”

“ Further lobbying efforts w ill be made to lower the drinking age 
to 18 and more work w ill be done w ith the jud ic ia l boards,”  Byrne 
said.

Fr. Edmund Joyce, executive vice president of he University, 
spoike in the absence of F r. Hesburgh. Hesburgh is presently in 
Washington working with the Amnesty Board.

Joyce referred to this in his speech: “ I ’d like to welcome all of 
you here this evening, and especially the freshmen. I ’m sorry that 
F r. Hesburgh himself wouldn’t be here to welcome you, but he’s in 
Washington now, giving. . er. . .special counsel to President 
Ford.”

Joyce then spoke about the University. “ I think perhaps that 
Notre Dame has set another world record this evening. Notre 
Dame has traditionally set collegiate World records in the past. We 
have the world ’s larges lib ra ry  under one roof. We have the world ’s 
larges athletic center under one roof. And now I think we have 
stablished the world ’s record for the largest picnic on one cam­
pus.”

E ditor’s note: The Committee on Undergraduate 
Life, C.O.U.L., was created by the Board of Trustees 
last October at the request of a group of student 
leaders headed by SBP Pat McLaughlin. I t  looked at 
problems and strong points in five areas of un­
dergraduate life at Notre Dame and suggested 
possible ways of improving the quality of life  here. 
The committee sent its report the Board’s Student 
Affairs committee last May where it was considered 
but not o ffic ia lly  acted on.

In  the fourth of a five-part series, Senior Staff 
A R eporter Don R eim er looks a t the report of 

j *  C .O .U .L .’s subcommittee on coeducation.

A lack of “ a ffirm ative  action”  in recruitm ent of 
women was cited as the second problem facing the 
university. The committee fe lt that “ some visible and 
articulated a ffirm ative  action plan w ith some in­
stitutionalized and standarized means of im ­
plementation are necessary i f  Notre Dame is firm ly  
committed to attracting and retaining qualified 
women to the facu lty .”

The fact that many women on the Notre Dame 
faculty are calssified in some special status leads to 
them not being integrated into their departments and 
thus not into the larger community, according to the 
report. As a solution to thisproblem the report 
suggests that a “ concerted effort be made to recru it 
fu ll-tim e tenure tract female facu lty .”

/\ scarcity of female administrators was viewed as 
the fourth problem. The committee fe lt that the 
solution to this problem would be found along w ith 

— i  those in the faculty area.

Women’s Sports

Women’s sports, the th ird  general topic examined 
by the COUL committee, is an area in which the 
University has “ got to wake up ” according to com­
mittee member Moore.

Unity might lower 
drinking age to 18

The final report of the COUL-subcommittee on co­
education deals w ith five m ajor topics: faculty 
women; m in o r ity  wom en; wom ens’ a th le tic s ; 
student services and liv ing quarters; 
and attitudes toward coeducation.

The possibility of lowering the 
Indiana drinking age to 18 was 
discussed Monday b y ' State 
Representative Richard Bodine, 
Student Body President Ed Byrne, 
and representatives of the Notre 
Dame Student Lobby Commission. 
Bodine met with Byrne, Tom Black 
and Jerry Klingenberger in his 
Mishawaka office.

Bodine seemed receptive to the 
s tudents ’ ideas, K lingenberger 
reported, but the legislator made 
no firm  commitment on the issue. 
Bodine said he w il l  consider 
sponsoring a b ill lowering the 
drinking age during the next 
legislative session, which begins in 
October.

A sim ila r b ill was introduced in 
the le g is la tu re  las t year by 
M arilyn Schultz. The b ill died in 
the House Public Policy Com­
mittee before a vote was taken. 
The committee is headed by 
Chester F. Bodis of Lake County.

Bodine did offer the students 
some suggestions, and some aid 
with strategy. Klingenberger said 
that all Indiana students should get 
together and discuss the issue with 
their representatives on a per­
sonal basis.

He said that Bodine also would 
not rule out the possibility of 
compromises such as allowing 18 
year-olds to purchase 3.2 beer, or 
perm itting 19 year-olds to buy beer 
and wine.

“ I t ’s a m atter of doing your 
homework. We think we have at 
this point,”  Klingenberger said. He 
also felt that discussing the issue 
prior to the opening of the 
le g is la tive  session m ay add 
strength to the lobby.

Students across Indiana have not 
yet united into one group. The 
student lobby commission at Notre 
Dame was formulated when Byrne 
took office last spring. Currently 
the group is working through the 
Indiana Students Association. Both 
the ND commission and the ISA 
hope to gain various experts’ 
backing and testimony before the 
state legislature.

“ Since the start of| coeducation 
people have talked about problems 
w ith the new situation,”  said 
chairperson Ellen Syburg, “ and 
we wanted to see i f  there was some 
structural change in the institution
that could help the coed situation. We were really 
pressed for time, but I was pleased w ith the report as 
a whole.”

Facu lty  Women

The firs t topic explored by the sub-committee was 
faculty women’ , an area earlier explored by Com­

mittee W of the American Association of University 
Professors.

According to the report there are presently only 64 
female faculty members, 25 of whom are either 
lib ra ry  personnel or professional specialists, not 
really in “ visible contact positions.”  The report 
states that the remaining 39 female faculty members 
“ cannot be expected to serve as role models to a 
female undergraduate population of 1,132.”

Four problems were identified by the AAUP 
committee, a ll of which the COUL committee 
recognized. The firs t problem concerning faculty 
women appears to be a tendency “ to hire women and 
then let them go after a short tim e.”

“ Notre Dame must make an effort to attract 
women to the faculty who w ill wish to stay and then 
make the position attractive enough that they w ill 
stay,”  states the report.

Professor Carole Moore com­
mented that, “ there seemed to be a 
revo lv ing  door p o lic y ”  w ith  
respect to female faculty mem­
bers, because they are generally 
here only for 2 or 3 years.

She noted that there are few women at higher ranks 
and pointed out that it  is “ d ifficu lt fo r women to reach 
the higher ranks because they are not accelerated as 
quickly and the incentives to stay are not as strong so 
they leave.”

The second m ajor section of the subcommittee on 
coeducation's report investigates the problems of 
m inority women on the Notre Dame campus.

Social and cultural differences encountered at 
Notre Dame by m inority women were cited by the 
report as the central problem for these women.
“Though much of the problem seems to depend on the 

individual’s character the fact remains that the a t­
mosphere is not conducive to healthy social activities 
which appeal to m inority groups,”  stated the report.

The report concluded that “ only by making the 
community more conducive and supportive of 
m inority needs w ill we make significant gains in 
m inority enrollment.

LOUISVILLE, Ky. (AP) — Armed National Guardsmen and 

police continued to ride Louisville school buses Wednesday, 
although there had been few reports of violence directed at the 
buses. Rioting occurred last weekend near three schools in the 
south and southwest parts of Jefferson County.

Gov. Julian Carroll has said he hopes to send the Guard home 
soon, but Louisville Mayor Harvey Sloane has asked that the troops 
remain through this weekend.

BUENOS AIRES, Argentina (AP) — Politica l violence caused 
new deaths and disorder Wednesday, and a top Peronist party 
o ffic ia l bolstered reports that President Isabel Peron plans to leave 
power tem porarily for health reasons.

NEW ORLEANS (AP) — The A rm y court-m artia l conviction of 
W illiam  L. Galley Jr. fo r the murder of 22 Vietnamese civilians at 
My Lai was reinstated by a federal appeals court Wednesday.

The 8-5 decision by the 5th U.S. C ircuit Court of Appeals rejected 
the defense contention, upheld in lower courts, that publicity had 
made Galley immune to tr ia l. The ru ling debit with legal issues 
remaining in the case.

SACRAMENTO, Calif. (AP) — Lynette “ Squeaky”  Fromme, a 
disciple of convicted mass murderer Charles Manson, was indicted 
Wednesday on a federal charge of attempting to assassinate 
President Ford.

The indictment made no mention of a conspiracy, but U.S. Atty. 
Dwayne Keyes said la ter he had not ruled out the possibility a 
conspiracy existed.

The indictment specifically said Miss Fromme “ did knowingly 
and w ilfu lly  attempt to k ill Gerald R. Ford, the President of the 
United States of Am erica.”

Volunteer program to resume

Neighborhood Study Help, the 
largest volunteer program in the 
N otre  Dame-St. M a ry ’s com ­
munity, w ill begin tutoring in the 
South Bend area, September 24. 
The program, which attracted 270 
volunteers last semester, helps 
elementary school students master 
reading and math skills as wel) as 
additional class assignments.

The program, coordinated by 
D C. Nokes and Tom Sheffield of 
Notre Dame, and M ary Nowalk 
and Eileen Flanagan of St. M ary ’s, 
serves 11 elementary schools and 
the boy’s club of South Bend. 
Volunteers, who tutor one or two 
evening a, week, are transported 
to and from tutoring assignments 
on buses leaving from the N.D. 
circle and LeMans hall 15 minutes 
before sessions.

In  add ition  to tutoring the 
children, the volunteers take them 
on outings including a picnic, an 
ice skating party and a Notre 
Dame athletic event. In  this way, 
they are better able to get the 
students to open up to them.

Catherine Strong, a SMC senior, 
said that most people join, . .in 
an effort to get outside of the 
school community and help others. 
I t  gives you a good feeling to know 
that you are needed.”  She added, 
“ Most everyone enjoys working 
with the students, although some 
get frustrated when they can’t see 
progress. Nonetheless, the 
satisfaction when the progress 
becomes ev ident m ore than 
compensates fo r the temporary 
frustration.”

“ You w ill meet a lot of people 
and also get a much needed break 
from schoolwork, a break which 
w ill put you in the righ t frame of 
mind fo r studying when you get 
home,”  Strong said.

The appointment of D r. Le 

Thanh M inh Chau (cho) as 
assistant to the vice president for 
advanced studies at the University 
of Notre Dame has been an­
nounced by Rev. James T. Burt- 
chaell, C.S.C., University provost 
The appointment is effective 
immediately

Chau was re c to r of the 
University of Hue in South V iet­
nam from 1969 until he le ft the 
country in A pril 1975 just before 
the fa ll o f Saigon.

Educated in England and the 
United States, Chau received his 
bachelor’s and master’s degrees in 
E n g lish  lite ra tu re  from  the 
U niversity of Cambridge and his 
doctorate in English literature and 
language from  the University of 
Chicago.

In 1967, he became the firs t 
d irector of higher education under 
V ietnam ’s M in is try  of Education, 
responsible fo r coordinating in­
stitutional development, programs 
and curricu la of a ll post-secondary 
institutions in the country. Sub­
sequently, he served as technical 
ass is tan t to  the M in is try  of 
Education and as chairman of the 
E ng lish  D epartm ent at the 
University of Saigon.

Chau has served on the gover­
ning board of the Regional In ­
stitute of H igher Education and 
Development, Singapore, and as 
president of the Association of 
Southeast Asian Institutions of 
Higher Learning. From  1972 to 
1975, he was advisor to the Minister 
of Education on Southeast Asian 
M in is te rs  of Education 
Organization a ffa irs  and to the

Vietnam National Commission for 
UNESCO.

Dr. Robert E. Gordon, vice 
president for advanced studies, 
said Chau is working in the general 
area of advanced student ad­
missions and on special projects

assigned to the office. “ Dr. Chau is 
one of the outstanding members of 
the Southeast Asian academic 
comm unity,”  Gordon said. “ He 
brings a tremendous amount of 
talent which we can use in the 
adm inistrative functions of this 
office.

Dr. James Roemer, Dean of Students, spoke in the Howard Hall 
chapel last night on the university’s policies concerning alcohol 
and parietals.

Although the passage of the Faccenda b ill lim its  the University ’s 
liab ility  in matters relating to state drinking law s,! Roemer stated, 
“ We are s till living under the rules and regulations that existed last 
year. Alcohol may be consumed by occupants in their private 
rooms. One major difference though, is that the university w ill no 
longer confront individuals concerning underage purchase of 
drinking of alcohol.”

“ This new position doesn’t relieve students of their responsibility 
with the state of Indiana. I f  a person is caught in violation of the 
law, that’s his problem. The University w ill not invovle itself in 
such cases. It is a matter of personal m aturity  in adherence to the 
state’s rules.”

Roemer views this element of 
m aturity as the key to the next step 
in the use of alcohol in areas 
outside the room. He has 
presented a proposal to rectors 
which would allow each hall to 
determine its own policy. The hall 
members would be responsible for 
each other, even to the extent of 
enforcing disciplinary guidelines. 
In m ajor cases, the Dean of 
Students would s till have the final 
judgement, Roemer stated.

“ I ’m inclined to think some kind 
of plan, j s im ila r to m y hall 
proposal, can be passed. The main 
objective is to place the respon- 
sib lity where it ought to be-w ith 
the student. Since I firs t made my 
proposal on Monday, I  haven’t 
received any negative input from 
the administration. We’l l  have to 
wait and see what happens at the 
firs t SLC meeting,”  the dean 
continued.

Presently, the Student Life 
Council (SLC) is s till in the process 
of determining its membership. 
Student elections w ill not be held 
until September 23. Therefore, i t  
doesn’t seem like ly that the SLC 
w ill ' discuss until the end of the 
month at the earliest.

Although alcohol rules could be 
slackened even further, no change 
is seen in pre m arita l sexual 
regulations, according to Roemer. 
“ In this institution, w ith its Du Lac

The PTA seems different lately. 
H aving put aside the toys of its 
youth, the old Mothers’ Club is 
playing w ith the big kids now., and 
i t  isn ’t clear who’l l  win.

Adm ittedly, i t ’s been building up 
fo r some tim e — the nasty slogans,, 
the boycotts, the emotional coffee 
Matches. But the spectacle of tock- 
throwing PTA mothers has still 
taken many by surprise. This 
month’s busing controversy has 
apparently turned loose an entire 
generation of housewives aching to 
trade pinochle for guerilla combat.

So there they are — white 
s u b u rb a n  m o th e rs -c lu b b e rs  
h u r lin g  b ricks  at po lice and 
shouting obscenities. More than a 
question o f decorum  (w hat 
wouldn’t you say in front of your 
mother?) the issue is whether the 
guerilla housewives are justified in 
using race riots to subvert the 
justice system.

Mothers, i t  seems have learned 
something about tantrums. They 
work.

Even i f  they fa il, however, the 
Boston and Louisville rioters w ill 
have scored a crucial gain for 
American race relations. The PTA 
m ilitan ts w ill at least have proven 
that uncivilized and irra tiona l 
behavior is not peculiar to any race 
or economic class. Wasn’t  i t  other 
people’s violence, after a ll, from 
which white fam ilies were sup­
posed to be running awav?

The so-called “ white flig h t" , in 
fact, once seemed a hopeless 
retreat. I t  was an attempt to buy
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security in an expensive citadel 
fortified against rea lity. But to an 
important extent i t  worked. When 
the Supreme Court made suburbs 
impregnable to the Trojan Horse1! 
of busing, most hope of real 
desegregation was over.

Now in the few placeslike South 
Boston where integration w ithin 
cities would be meaningful, buses 
w ill have to ro ll over marching 
hosts of frenzied matrons.

I 
demanded.

“ Because they seem to have to 
do the things I do. Serve the break­
fast, make the beds, drive the car, 
clean the silver and be sure the 
master of the house is happy. I 
understand them. They’re my 
people."

“ Nonsense," I said. “ I f  I ’m the 
master of the house, then you’re 
the mistress. You shouldn’t worry 
about servants’ problems. They 
seem very happy in their work.”

“ I may be the mistress of the 
house, but I also happen to be the 
servant. In fact, I ’m more servant 
than mistress. I f  you gave me six 
live-in help I m ight not identify so 
much w ith the people in thekit- 
chen."

“ Ah, but that’s the secret of 
Beacon H ill, "  I said. “ They are 
taking women like yourself into a 
fantasy land of butlers, maids and 
chauffeurs, so you can dream of a 
life  you’l l never have. I f  you start 
worrying about the servants, all 
the fun w ill go out of it.

“ You must pretend you’re Mrs. 
Lassiter who can have breakfast in 
bed, a secretary to type her m ail, a 
daughter to run the house and a 
staff to give a party for 60 people 
with? 4 hours’ notice. For an hour 
CBS expects the American woman 
to forget her cares and make 
believe she is m arried to a rich, 
powerful, loving man who can pick 
up the phone and solve any per­
sonal or domestic problem at the 
drop of a ha t."

My wife said, “ I  honestly try  to 
pretend.

have to do them in the morning.’ ”  

“ But that’s wrong,’ ’ I  said. “ You 
mustn’t w orry about the, dishes 
a fte r a party. When I watch the 
show, I don’t give the Lassiter 
dishes a second thought.”

“ You don’t give your own dishes 
a second thought, e ither," she 
replied.

“ Now le t’s not get o ff the sub­
ject,”  I warned. “ M illions of 
do lla rs  were spent to make 
A m ericans fo rge t th e ir d ir ty  
dishes. T ry  to imagine yourself in 
the bedroom. I t ’s 10 o’clock in the 
morning and you’ve just finished 
b reakfast.

(absurd opposites). A transition surely applauded by St. Thomas 
Aquinas! And Football Notre Dame is m aturing into Largest 
College L ib ra ry  in the World Notre Dame. Just the change Knute 
has been praying for!

Then again, the “ Wall Street Journal" may not be our editioria l 
model. The more popular reputation of Notre Dame may be very 
acceptable to us. Well, i f  this is the case, then now is a good time to 
see how well this reputation has been upheld in the past few years. 
More im portantly still, how well w ill it  be maintained this year?

Specifically, we need to feel a certain responsibility for the tone 
on this campus, especially\ on home football weekends when we 
host so many guests. Somehow, we have to find better measures for 
the success of these weekends. The amount of alcohol consumed 
and the number of g irls  passed up the stands just do not make it.

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C.O.U.L. probes coeducational life  at ND

Presently there are no varsity 
sports for women and the report 
points to a lack of financial support 
from the University as the chief 
reason for this void. “ From 
ta lk in g  w ith  a th le tic  ad­
m inistrators, female coaches, and 
female athletes, the committee 
realized that Notre Dame has not 
made a sincere fin a n c ia l or 
psycholog ica l com m itm ent to 
women’s athletics,”  states the 
report.

“ Where the money has gone,”  
said Moore, “ is into club sports.”  
Moore stated that the amount of 
money give to these clubs is in­
sufficient to allow them to compete 
with varsity teams from other 
schools.

W hile em phasizing tha t she 
ce rta in ly  does not discourage 
sports on the club level, Moore felt 
that they did not fu lfil l the need of 
all Notre Dame women. “ These 
sports do not answer the needs of 
women who want to compete at a 
higher level,”  she commented, 
“ and it would not be that expensive

to finance sports such as fencing 
and tennis on a varsity level.”

SybuTg said that sports was the 
area in which the trustees were 
most interested and pointed out 
that because sports are very im ­
portant at Notre Dame the en­
trance of women into this area has 
created “ real tension.”

“ Sports at Notre Dame have 
tra d it io n a lly  been a ve ry  
masculine activ ity  and the change 
to fem in ine  p a rtic ip a tio n  and 
acceptance has created the ten­
sion,”  Syburg explained.

Student Services and Housing

The repo rt found “ general 
feelings of d iscontent and 
skepticism about student services 
and housing, the fourth major topic 
of their investigation, and named 
three areas in which changes are 
needed: the in firm ary, career
counseling and placement, and 
liv ing quarters.

“ The in firm ary  is ineffective 
and insensitive in dealing with 
women and their specific medical 
problems apd needs,”  the report

reads, and recommends the in­
s ta llm e n t of an on-campus 
specialist as the solution to this 
problem. I f  this measure should 
prove to be im practical, "a  system 
should be initiated to guarantee 
any fem ale student an ap- 
pointement w ith a South Bend 
gynecolog ist w ith in  fo rty -e ig h t 
hours.”

“ Traditional prejudices held by 
counselors towards women in 
professsional endeavors”  must be 
overcome if  the University career 
counseling and placement services 
are to be conducive to the needs of 
women, according to the report

In recent years the question of 
housing has caused many hostile 
feelings to arise between men and 
women of the campus and the root 
of this problem, the committee 
feels, lies in a lack of long range 
housing plans.

“ I f  the student community was 
aware of housing plans two or 
three years in advance, instead of 
m ajor housing decisions being 
made in January each year and 
causing chaotic reactions, much of

ween males and females would be 
alleviated.”  states the report.

Though the report does not deal 
extens ive ly  w ith  coeducational 
dorm itory plans, i t  states that the 
committee does enthusiastically 
endorse coeducational dormitories 
and urges that a “ serious”  con-

sideration be given to the idea.
"Coed housing would not be 

a ttractive for everyone, however, I 
think that i t  would create a more 
relaxed atmosphere on campus," 
sta ted Moore, “ and the op­
portunity should be there for those 
stugents who are interested."

After a second hymn, the group 
listens to the testimonials of other 
members as they relate their 
experiences as to how they 
renewed and strengthened their 
fa ith  in Jesus.

“ Religion is not just a set of rules 
that you must follow, but rather an 
intim ate relationship w ith Jesus 
Christ,”  explained one of the 
w itnesses. “ Before I began 
coming to these meetings, I  didn’t 
really know anything about fa ith or 
God or love. I t  was just automatic, 
and I was em pty.”

Another related, “ When you 
think you don’t need the Lord, you 
have a lot of pride. I t ’s breaking 
th is  firs t | b a rr ie r  th a t ’s the 
toughest. But once you give in, and 
you yield to the Lord, the Holy 
Spirit opens you up. The Lord 
touches your heart and com­

municates to you his love.”
A fter the testimonials, there is 

usually a short reading from  the 
Bible, followed by a period of silent 
prayer, during which each person 
becomes lost in his own reverie of 
adulation to the Lord.

Lavelle was skeptical of 
the group when it  firs t started 
meeting at Notre Dame eight 
years ago.

“ The ‘ho lyro ller’ approach of the 
meetings tended to alienate the 
m ore conserva tive  factions of 
religious thought, who instead 
preferred the more traditional 
fo rm s of w o rsh ip ,”  Lave lle  
recalled.

When a new football coach comes to a team, he brings w ith him  a d if­
ferent system and a different philosophy than the coach that proceeded 
him. When Dan Devine came to Notre Dame, he brought w ith him a 
tremendous respect for fo r the importance of the kicking game. As a 
result, this year the Irish  have a specialty teams coach, Ed Chlebek 
whose job it  w ill be to oversee all aspects of the kicking game which in­
cludes kick-offs, punts, returns, fie ld goals and extra points.

This year’s coverage on punts w ill be a little  different than in past 
years. Instead of using offensive linemen on the coverage teams, Chlebek 
nas inserted defensive players who have speed and ab ility  to i tackleY 
This should reduce the average return yardage on punts, which last year 
was 12 yards for the opposition. This is twice what the Irish were able to 
return.

As for the top punting spot, Tony Brantley s till holds a slight edge over 
freshman Joe Restic. Brantley has improved on his average, as well as 
the number of seconds he is able to hang the ball in the a ir. Chlebek 
pointed out that the punter would like to get the ball o ff in 2 seconds or 
less and hang it for at least 4 seconds to allow for the coverage team to 
get downfield. “ But Restic is putting a lot of pressure on Brantley and 
that isgoodjto have much comnetition like that fo r the punting job.

However, before Brantley or Restic can put the ball in the a ir, i t  has to 
be snapped back to them. Again in tim e terms, according to Chlebek, it  
has to be back in 0.7 seconds and the leading candidate is Howard Meyer 
(6’3” , 216) from San Jose, Claif. Also able to snap is Steve Quehl.

One of the most d ifficu lt facets of the kicking game is the returning of 
punts, and fo r this Chlebek is looking “ fo r a man p rim a rily  w ith good 
hands and who can catch and hold the ball in a crowd and who also has 
good speed.”  Randy Harrison, who last year averaged 7 yards a return, 
w ill be paired w ith Ted Burgmeier who averaged just under 7. Backing up 
this pa ir w ill be Bob Zanot and T im  Simon who sat out last season w ith an 
eye in ju ry . In  1973 Simon averaged close to 22 yards per punt return, 
thanks in part to a spectacular 73 yard runback of an A rm y punt.

The place-kicking duties w ill be sp lit this year, w ith Pat McLaughlin 
handling the kick-offs and Dave Reeve taking the field goals and the extra 
points. McLaughlin I, like the punters, w ill be expected to hang the\ball 
for at lease 4 seconds in the a ir, to allow fo r coverage. Returning kicks 
w ill be A1 Hunter, who Chlebek rates as an “ exceptional running back 
w ith speed and who c m gain some tough yards when needed.”  Along w ith 
Hunter w ill be Terry  Euricktin the two-back set up.

But on the k ick teams, the “ unusual people”  are those who w ill try  to 
break up the wedge, and those who w ill try  to maintain it. In  both cases 
Chlebek points out “ that\we look fo r the tougher kids. Those that can h it 
that cai go out and get someone, and those that have the discipline to stay 
in the lanes. Whether you’re^bjocking or tackling, you need the discipline 
for the kick teams.”

But as if  a ll of the kicking duties aren’t enough to turn a man’s hair 
gray, Chlebek has to w orry about the NCAA ru ling as to taking 48 or 60 
men on the road trip . And since a decision has s till not been made as to 
which of the two figures it w ill be, the preparation fo r Boston College w ill 
proceed as i f  60 are going to be taken. I f  the NCAA ruling is upheld and 
only 48 go, "then we’ll have to change a couple of spots, but i t  shouldn’t

have to be more than just 4 
changes.”

The most often-asked question 
that Chlebek and his colleagues 
have fielded since coming to Notre 
Dame, has to deal w ith the aspect 
of pressure. And since the staff is 
well into the fina l week of 
preparation before their national 
television debut Monday night, it  
seemed that this particu lar dog 
should be drug out again. Chlebek 
responded that since he is so in­
tensely preparing each part of the 
kicking game for the Boston 
College contest, that he doesn’t 
have time to think about pressure. 
“ But you can feel it  there, and 
anyone who would say differently 
is ridiculous. Sure, you have a 
pressure w ithin you that builds up, 
and gets worse just as you’re 
waiting before the game. But when 
the game starts, you don’t have 
time to feel the pressure.”
