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ND elects Roche /Vita in landslide

The Notre Dame student 
body overwhelm ingly voted the 
Roche/Vita ticket into office in 
yesterday’s Student Body Pres- 
ident-V ice  President elections. 
W ith  55% o f the student body 
voting, Roche/Vita received 
2,342 votes(62.6%).

In other election results yes­
terday, students voted in favor 
o f the Nestle s boycott and 
called for the creation o f an 
off-campus commissioner. [See 
related stories. Pg 7]

The Roche/Vita ticket defeat­
ed both the tickets o f Heany/ 
VerBcrkmoes and Portman/- 
W irley. The Heaney ticket 
garnered 836 votes (27.5%) 
compared to the Portman tic­
ke t’s 369 votes(9.9%).

‘We are pleased 

with the results’

The Roche ticket carried 
every hall on campus, w ith  the 
exception o f Holy Cross and 
Carroll Halls, which both went 
for the Heany ticket. Roche 
garnered his largest number o f 
votes in his home hall o f Grace, 
where 295 o f the residents gave 
him their support. Heany ran 
second in every hall except 
P o rtm a n ’ s d o rm -F la n n e r- -  
which gave Portman 33% o f the 
vote, good enough fo r a second 
place finish there.

“ We are very pleased w ith  
the results and grateful to all 
those who helped out in this 
campaign. We couldn’ t have 
done it w ithout them ,’ ’ Roche 
Stated.

“ W hile campaigning, B ill 
and I were told by many that no 
matter who is elected, Student 
Government w ill be ineffec­
tiv e ,"  Vita commented after the

Byrne upsets Bilandic in Chicago primary
CHICAGO (AP)-Jane Byrne 
upset Mayor Michael A. B ilan­
dic in the Democratic primary, 
handing a stunning defeat last 
n ight to the man who fired her 
from city government and to the 
party machine once considered 
the nation’s strongest.

“ We are going to get the city 
working aga in ," M rs. Byrne 
told cheering supporters late 
yesterday. “ We are going to 
get it moving again.”

W ith  2,990 out o f 3,100 
precincts reporting, or 96 per­
cent, M rs. Byrne had 398,742

650evacuated

Stalled train le

Toxic gas, leaking from a loose unloading 
valve on a railroad tank car stalled above the 
corner o f Bronson Ave. and M ichigan St., 
caused the evacuation o f approximately 650 
people just south o f downtown South Bend last 
night.

The Conrail fre ight train, enroute from Pine, 
In. to E lkhart, rolled to a halt at 6:11 p.m. when 
railroad officials stopped to check the tra in ’s 
brakes. As soon as the tra in  was stopped 
officials discovered the leak.

According to police, no one was in jured as a 
result o f the lead and residents were allowed to 
return to their homes once the tra in  began 
moving again. The train resumed its journey at 
7:57 p.m. -*

James A. Hanna, owner o f the Ramrod, a local 
tavern, situated a block and a ha lf from  the 
leaking tank car, said police and fire  department 
officials notified him to “ lock up and get every 
body out at about 6:45 p .m .”

“ I just grabbed my coat and got out, ” Hanna

said, adding that he feared an explosion was 
possible and that, “ H a lf the city could have gove
u p .”

Hanna then assisted the movement o f 
evacuees from  the nearby Plaza Hotel to the 
County C ity Building. Evacuated citizens had 
congregated at the Plaza, located next door to 
Hanna’s establishment, north o f the halted 
train on M ichigan St. The evacuation proceeded 
in an orderly manner, according to witnesses.

Police  id e n tif ie d  the le a k in g  gas a 
naphthalene, a white, crystalline, aromatic 
hydrocarbon used in the manufacture o f certain 
dye and moth repellents. Officials, emphasized 
that it was a h ighly toxic gas.

Evacuees remained away from  the ir homes 
and businesses and the area remained closed 
until approximately 8 p.m.

The evacuation included the residential area 
and small business d is tric t bounded by Taylor 
St., Webster Ave., Sample St., and R iver St. 
Also included in the area was a senior citizen 
high rise apartment building.

By 9:30 p .m ., tra ffic  was flow ing and the area 
returned to its usual Tuesday n ight routine.

* “ I t ’s looking like v ic to ry ,”  
said Don Rose, Mrs. Byrne’s 
campaign manager. “ But i t ’s 
not defin itive  yet. The size o f 
this margin is so small that it 
could be whisked away at any 
moment ... You never know 
what happens in the m idnight 
hours o f a Chicago election.”

Rose said M rs. Byrne would 
not claim victory u n til all the 
votes had been ta llied and said 
he asked the state’s attorney’s 
office to check fo r possible 
fraud.

Chicagoans went to the polls 
in about average numbers un­
der blue skies and above-freez­
ing temperatures. The weather 
was in stark contrast to a b itter 
w inte r that helped shape the 
issues in a spirited campaign 
some observers believed could 
put the vaunted political ma­
chine o f long-tim e M ayor Rich­
ard J . Daley to a real test.

The number o f complaints of 
vote fraud and election irregu ­

larities were running about 25 
percent ahead o f the 1977 
mayoral campaign, the Chicago 
Board o f Election Commission­
ers said. -

Four people were arrested, 
including a precinct captain 
who was charged w ith  tamper­
ing w ith  a voting machine, 
voting more than once and 
disregarding the election code, 
police said.

The Board o f Election Com­
missioners estimated about 49 
percent, or 697,000, o f the 
c ity 's 1,4 m illion  registered 
votes cast ballots. .

A small m inority  o f the voters 
took Republican ballots. W a l­
lace Johnson, an investment 
banker who was the endorsed 
GOP candidate, took an early 
7 -to-l lead over Ray W arding ly, 
a taxi driver running on a 
m inimal budget.

Bilandic, 56, a lawyer, busi­
nessman, and alderman from  
Daley’s Bridgeport neighbor­
hood, was appointed interim  
mayor at Daley’s death and 
easily won a special prim ary in 
1977 to f i l l  out his term.

Mrs. Byrne, 43, was a mem­
ber o f Daley’s and B iland ic ’s 
Cabinets before she was fired 
last year after accusing Bilandic 
o f illega lly fac ilita ting  taxi cab 
fare increases. A federal grand 
ju ry , which investigated her 
allegations, returned no ind ic t­
ments.

open M ard i Gras 1980 n ow ." I t  was a brash moment o f 
Carnival in  the m idst o f the annual boozy street part in  the 
French Quarter.

Ship catches fire 
off North Carolina coast
PORTSMOUTH, Va. (AP)-the merchant ship St. Chris, w ith  
40 men aboard, caught fire  in  the A tlantic  o ff  the North 
Carolina coast yesterday, but the fire  was extinguished, the 
Coast Guard reported. A  Coast Guard spokesman said one 
man aboard the 720-foot bulk ore carrier was reported 
m issing and two other ships were standing by to evacuate the 
rest o f the crew, i f  necessary. The cargo ship T rin ity  and the 
tanker E l Paso Southern were reported standing by at the 
scene, 300 miles southeast o f Cape Hatteras.

Forum presents discussion 
on human sexual behavior

China shows no easing 
of border conflict

Two marriage and family 
experts discussed human sex­
uality last n ight before an 
overflow crowd in the Architec­
ture Building Auditorium .

“ Sexual Behavior does not 
even have a language,”  ob­
served Richard Hey, professor 
and head o f Fam ily Social 
Science at the University o f 
Minnesota. “ We can talk about 
it (sexuality) in terms o f d irty  
words, in clinical terms, or 
jokingly, but we don’ t have 
many real ways o f talking about 
our sexuality.”

Juanita Evans Leonard, a

WASHINGTON  [AP] President 
Carter said yesterday that Is­
raeli Prime M in ister Menachem 
Begin has decided to come here 
for “ a frank discussion o f all the 
issues ’ in the stalled peace 
treaty talks.

Carter said he talked by 
telephone after the Cabinet 
action w ith  both Begin and 
Sadat. He stressed the im port­
ance o f completing a treaty and

marriage and fam ily counselor 
from Indianapolis, agreed w ith  
Hey, and joined w ith  him  in an 
opening, free-wheeling 40 m in­
ute discussion o f topics that 
included sex roles and a fie ld  o f 
study known as “ sex object 
preference iden tity .”

But as U.S., Egyptian and 
Israeli officials discussed the 
arrangements last week at 
Camp David, Sadat’s participa­
tion became increasingly doubt­
fu l, Lavi said.

One audience member asked 
the experts to indicate their 
professional position on pre­
m arital sex, inquiring what 
criteria they thought should be 
examined before making a de­
cision.

“ I could not make that deci­
sion apart from a value sys­
tem ,”  Hey responded. He 
listed several factors that can 
influence such decisions, in ­
cluding educational goals, the 
meaning o f sex to each partner, 
religious background, mascu­
lin ity  and fem in in ity , and each 
partner’s ab ility  to handle the 
feelings that are inherent in 
such a relationship.

The two experts also re­
sponded to a question about sex 
education. “ Sex education is a 
very im portant th ing to be done 
in g roups-bu t it should come 
before you get so hot that you 
can’ t do anything (control your 
behavior),”  Hey commented.

However, a large portion o f 
sexual behavior depends on 
individual experience, Leonard 
added.

“ Sexual behavior is the only 
human behavior that is not 
im ita ted ,”  she remarked.

One o f the last questions
'.dressed to Leonard and Hey 

concerned the effects o f the 
women’s liberation movement 
on society’s ual norms. 
When questioned whether in 
some cases, the movement had 
gone too fa r in changing socie­
ty ’s ideas, Leonard responded, 
“ I th ink that some ‘super 
females’ have gone overboard, 
but as we go on, I th ink we’ll 
find  a new balance in  sex 
roles.”

BANG KO K, Thailand (AP) - 
China reported yesterday that 
Vietnamese troops launched 
several counter- invasions into 
Chinese te rrito ry in the previous 
few days, but were driven back 
each time.

Intelligence sources here said 
China appears to show no 
intention o f w ithdraw ing from 
Vietnam and has even moved to 
reinforce its troops along V iet­
nam ’ s n o rthe a s te rn  fro n t; 
where some o f the Vietnamese 
incu rs ions  re p o rte d ly  took 
place.

In his b luntest commet on the 
10-day conflict, President 
Carter asked China yesterday to 
undertake “ a speedy w ith ­
drawal”  from  Vietnam. The 
request was in a message given 
to top Chinese leaders by 
Treasury Secretary W . M ichael 
Blementhal, who is vis iting  
Peking.

*  In Washington, Carter said at a 
news conference that he has 
made known to the Chinese his 
“ firm  disapproval”  o f the ir 
invasion but said i t  would be 
counterproductive to term inate 
the newfound bilateral relations 
w ith  Peking.

The Vietnamese, meanwhile, 
claimed that they wiped out 2000 
Chinese soldiers in four days, 
800 o f them Monday in clashes 
along the northeastern coastal 
front.

In the northwest, Vietnam re­
ported its troops were locked in 
combat w ith  the Chinese 15 
miles inside Vietnam along the 
banks o f the Red River, the vita l 
water corridor to the capital o f

Hanoi.
The offic ial Chinese news 

agency Ksinhua reported Tues­
day from  Peking that a battalion 
o f Vietnamese troops attacked a 
commune onthe Khangsi bor­
der Sunday, but Chinese 
soldiers ana m ilitiam en fought 
back, w iping out some o f the 
invading troops and driv ing the 
rest back across the border.

This was the firs t time during 
the border war that Hsiwhur 
reported a Vietnamese invasion 
o f Chinese territo ry. The 
official agency has carried only 
a few items about the war, 
mostly accounts o f Chinese 

soldiers described in heroic 
terms. It has carried no 
detailed accounts o f fighting, 
and no Chinese casualty f ig ­
ures.

W estern reporters have been 
barred from  covering the war 
on the various fronts. Most 
in fo rm a tio n  comes from  
Chinese and Vietnamese broad­
casts.

Hanoi claims to have killed 
more than 16,000 Chinese since 
Peking invaded Feb. 17. In te l­
ligence sources consider that 
figure inflated.

China has not given casualty 
figures, but in Tokyo, Japan’s 
Kyoso News Service reported 
classified Chinese reports list 
abou t 17,000 V ie tnam ese  
4 ‘.wiped o u t’ ’ in  the firs t week o f 
figh ting. The news service 
atributed its information to 
Chinese sources in Peking.

The o ffic ia l voice o f Vietnam 
Radio said the most concen-

JERUSALEM  (AP) - Israel's 
cabinet rejected President Car­
te r’s call fro  a M ideast summit 
yesterday and accused Egypt o f 
stiffen ing terms fo r a treaty. 
The action plunged the peace 
process to a low point since 
Egyptian President Anwar 
Sadat’s historic tr ip  to Jerusa­
lem 15 months ago.

Egypt and Israel indicated the 
next move is up to the United 
States. An adm inistration 
spokesman in Washington said 
in itia l W hite House reaction 
was one “ o f grave concern 
about what the decision means 
fo r the peace process’ ’ but 
w ithheld elaboration pending 
more information.
The scuttled Camp David sum­

m it would have involved Carter,

Israeli Prime M in is te r Mena- 
chem Begin and Egyptian 
Prime M in is te r Mustafa K halil.

A message from  Begin deta il­
ing the Cabinet action arrived 
in Washington fo r Carter later 
yesterday. The contents were 
not disclosed but an adm in­
istration offic ial said the mes­
sage “ would give us a better 
sense o f what it  means.’ ’ 

Several Israeli m inisters re­
portedly were unhappy that 
Sadat picked K h a lil to negotiate 
for him, but no mention o f that 
was in the Cabinet statement 
read by a somber-faced Begin.

Begin later said the Sadat- 
K ha lil controversy was “ an 
issue”  but not the decisive 
factor in the Cabinet decision.

The Cabinet said Begin would 
meet Carter “ at any tim e”  to 
discull issues blocking an 
agreement or U.S.-Israui prob­
lems.

Later, after Begin met w ith  
Sen. Lowell PI Weicker, R- 
Conn., Begin said, “ There w ill 
be a next step. Believe me, 
there w ill be peace.”

Israeli o fficials said the next 
move must come from Wash­

ington, but said it  was d ifficu lt 
to see how the stalemate could 
be broken.

The armed forces radio, how­
ever, quoted un identified  Cab­
inet officers as saying they 
believed the decision would 
force Egypt to back down on 
some o f its  demands.

In Cairo, K h a lil said the prob­
lem now is between Carter and 
Begin. “ Is it  I who extended 
the invitation? Let h im  who 
extended the invita tion talk to 
(Begin).”  K h a lil said.

Israeli officials said the “ link ­
age”  question o f how the treaty 
should relate to Palestinian 
self-rule in the W est Bank and 
the Gaza Strip remained a 
major obstacle but they refused 
to elaborate.

Begin said the new Egyptian 
proposals co n tra d ic te d  the 
Camp David accords o f last 
September, the result o f the 
firs t Carter-Begin-Sadat sum­
m it, which outlined the peace 
treaty and a plan fo r Palestinian 
autonomy.

WASHINGTON (AP)-Presi­

unemployment on the nation, 
but that it  is wise to have the 
plans ready bjust in case they 
are ever needed.

The president said he would 
send Congress, early next 
month, proposals fo r additional 
m easures, p re sum ab ly  less

Under the proposed standby 
plan, gasoline would, i f  neces­
sary, be rationed by m ailing 
gasoline allotment “ checks”  to 
owners o f registered vehicles, 
to be “ cashed in ”  for ration 
coupons at banks or other 
institutions.

HPC avoids parietals issue

The H all Presidents’ Council 
(APC) voted unanimiously last 
n ight to change the name o f the 
Rockne Trophy to the Andy 
Sowder Trophy, in memory o f 
the Cavanaugh senior who died 
last week o f meningitis.

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Student body accepts 
Nestle boycott referendum ... Roche

A fte r a year o f debate and 
planning, the W orld  Hunger 
Coalition - sponsored boycott o f 
Nestle’s products was accepted 
yesterday by the Notre Dame 
student body. The voe in 
yesterday’s Student Body Pres­
idential election would ban 
Nestle’s products and those o f 
its subsidiaries’ from Univer­
sity d in ing halls and vending 
machines.

M aria Garvey, W HC Coor­
dinator, said, “ I have a great 
amount o f fa ith  in  the student 
body.”  She thanked students 
both in  and out o f the W HC for 
the ir support.

“ F inancially, this isn ’ t going 
to have that much effect on the 
Nestle Corporation, but i t ’ s 
going to hurt the ir image. 
Their reputation is at stake; 
tha t’s what is going to su ffe r,”  
she explained.

‘I have a great amount 
of faith in the 
student body.’

The referendum was af­
firm ed at all polling stations, 
w ith  2,504 students, or 72%, 
voting to boycott.

Fr. John VanW olvlear, vice- 
president fo r Student A ffa irs, 
indicated this month the U n i­
versity w ill accept and try to 
implem ent the boycott i f  the 
student body supports it.

However, Bro. K ieran Ryan, 
a ss is tan t 'v ic e -p re s id e n t fo r 
Business A ffa irs , said yester­
day afternoon that the boycott 
w ill be a “ policy decision,”  
probably reaching University 
President Fr. Theodore Hes- 
burgh. He said several adm ini­
strators would discuss the m at­
ter.

“ The students are asking 
Notre Dame to adopt an official, 
public position. I th ink Fr. 
Hesburgh should be consulted; 
he’s the one who w ill have to 
answer to the business world 
when he travels outside the 
university.”

The controversy centers on 
Nestle’s d istribution o f infant 
formula in less developed coun­
tries. The form ula is not made 
or d istributed in the U.S., but it 
is produced and sold by Nes­
tle ’s parents company, the 
Swiss-based Nestle S.A. The 
formula is d istributed in Eur­
ope, Asia, Africa, Australia and 
Latin America. Consumer 
groups and the W HC charge 
that the form ula is expensive 
and hard to use, taking advan­
tage o f the poverty and lower 
education level o f these coun­
tries. These groups also claim 
that Nestle promotes the prod­
ucts through medical programs 
and clinics, linking  the form ula 
w ith  the medical profession.

Nestle, however, asserts that 
the formula instructions are 
simple and clear, and that the 
company employs qualified 
nurses and midwives to assist 
health officials in holding c li­
nics on the importance o f breast
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feeding and the proper use o f 
formula products. The com­
pany also claims that no adver­
tising o f form ula products is 
done in less developed coun­
tries.

Robert Robinson, senior food 
service director, said he had no 
information as o f yesterday 
concerning the boycott. He 
stated he would wait fo r a 
decision from  the adm inistra­
tion before in itia ting  any action.

“ I ’m going to respond to 
University dictates in  this m at­
ter, but i f  the boycott is on an 
in id ividual basis, I ’ ll get w ith  
those students to identify the 
products and set up an arrange­
m ent,”  he said.

Robinson pointed out that he 
had talked w ith  John Dunbar, 
W HC co-coordinator, about the 
boycott and its implementation.

“ I  told John i f  I got the go 
ahead from  the adm inistration 
he should come in and we 
would pick a target date for 
reasonable compliance,”  Ro­
binson said.

Both Ryan and Robinson said 
the d in ing halls would use their 
present supply o f Nestle pro­
ducts regardless o f the out-

election. “ I strongly disagree 
w ith  this attitude and we w ill do 
everything possible to a lter this 
fee ling .”

According to Roche and Vita, 
one o f the ir firs t steps w ill 
include meeting w ith  each hall 
council and dorm members to 
“ clarify our goals. We want to 
start producing results and to 
do this we need to set up an 
efficient s tructure ,”  Roche con­
tinued.

Presidential hopeful M ike 
(Hymie) Heany, who ran sec­
ond in the race, said “ the 
election was decisive. The 
students clearly showed they 
want B ill Roche. ’ ’ Hymie noted 
that his campaign was appar­
ently too liberal fo r the conser­
vative Notre Dame studnet 
body. He asked all those who 
voted fo r him  “ to give B ill a 
chance to succeed by support­
ing h im .”

‘ Though our approaches and 
attitudes d iffer, we owe B ill the 
chance to succeed,”  Heany 
said. “ I offer my support and 
congratulations to the Roche/- 
V ita  ticket.

Heany said he intends to 
return to a fun-oriented life ­

style while quoting Ad la i Ste­
venson: “ I feel like an adoles­
cent body on a date who 
stubbed his toe--he d idn ’ t want 
to cry in front o f her. but it  hurt 
too much to not do anyth ing .”

The other presidential aspira- 
ant, Portman, commented that 
“ I don’t  th ink the University 
was ready fo r m e ." He said he 
was disappointed. “ I was 
hoping that the students were 
ready fo r something d iffe ren t,”  
Portman continued.

“ When entering something 
like this, one has to have a 
sense o f humor, and I guess the 
joke was on m e,”  Portman 
added. “ I loved the campaign, 
it was a good time and what 
else can I say except congrat­
ulations to the w inner and say 
that as long as some students 
supported us it  seems w orth­
w h ile ,”  Portman concluded.

The Roche/V ita ticket w ill 
start putting  together a new 
cabinet in the upcoming weeks, 
according to the president-e­
lect. He said he hopes to “ get a 
lot o f people involved in his 
government”  but hopes to 
avoid getting tied down in 
bureaucratic red tape.

As expected, the referendum 
proposing an amendment to the 
Student Government Constitu­
tion which w ill add an o ff 
campus representative to the 
Board o f Commissioners passed 
overwhelm ingly yesterday on 
the Student Body President 
ballot. The fina l m argin was by 
far the largest o f the three 
issues on the ballot, 3582 to 84, 
a 97.7% majority.

O f 102 off-campus voters, 
only one voted against the 
referendum. Three women’s 
halls voted unanimously in 
favor o f the amendment, Badin, 
Lyons and W alsh, and no hall 
cast more than nine negative 
votes.

The amendment, which shall 
take effect imm ediately, w ill 
provide fo r an “ O ff Campus 
Commissioner (who) shall be a 
member o f the Board o f Com­
missioners, w ith  powers and 
duties equal to the other voting 
members o f the Board o f Com- 
m isioners.”  O ff campus stu­
dents, who number over 2,400 
(including graduate students) 
this year, were previously rep­
resented on the Board only by 
an appointed, non-voting mem­
ber, this year’s Off-Campus 
Coordinator, John Fitzpatrick.

The new amendment pro­
vides that a Commissioner be 
elected each spring by a m ajori­
ty vote o f the undergraduate 
off-campus student body, ex­

cept fo r the firs t Commissioner, 
who w ill be appointed by a 
special committee composed o f 
Student Government officials. 
The in itia l Commissioner w ill 
then select the fv irs t O ff Cam­

pus Council, which w ill draft 
by-laws to govern the Council in 
the future.

According to the amend­
ment, the Commissioner “ shall 
be responsible fo r the represen-

the Board, we’ re not going to 
take into consideration the view 
o f o ff campus students. Now 
w ith this amendment, w e'll 
have somebody who has a 
better perspective o f o ff cam­
pus problem s.”

Regarding the HPC, Roche 
hopes to nave the Council 
functioning “ as a Senate, de­
bating issues,”  and wants to 
have an o ff campus representa­
tive at these meetings to pre­
sent their viewpoints in the 
discussions.

Leslie M elander, an Off- 
Campus commissioner on the 
voluntary council that exists at 
present, helped get the referen­
dum on the ballot, and was very 
pleased that it passed by such a 
large margin. She pointed out 
that “ now we have a represen­
tative who is pre tty much on his 
own, who doesn't have to 
answer to the president.”  She 
also noted that the amendment 
“ officiates the council we have 
now,”  and added that “ it  has to 
improve o ff campus inp u t.”  

Supervisor o f o ff campus 
housing Dan D 'Antonio  echoed 
M elander’s feeling that an ap­
pointed representative- cannot 
be quite as effective as one who 
has been chosen by an elector­
ate, and said that “ now o ff 
campus students have a repre­
sentative who they have elected 
and can go to w ith  the ir views 
and problem s.”

D irector o f Student Activities 
John Reid pointed out that “ it's  
now up to them to form a solid 
O ff Campus Council,”  and 
agreed that the amendment 
does “ give them a more fo ­
cused, stronger voice.”  Reid 
feels that the amendment was a 
result o f “ increased concern 
over the p ligh t o f o ff campus 
students,”  but did say that 
“ It 's  been my opinion that o ff 
campus students have been 
well represented this year by 
(Andy) M cKenna’s adm inistra­
tion. 1 would disagree w ith  the 
people who say they aren 't, and 
I th ink John F itzpatrick has 
been doing a good job .”

come.

“ I ’ ll be the one to s it down 
and pick out the Nestle pro­
ducts,”  Robinson said, “ but I 
haven’ t done that yet.

Earlier this semester, Van 
W olvlear presented the WHC 
w ith a lis t o f conditions that had 
to be met before the University 
would accept the boycott. W ith  
yesterday’s vote, the W HC met 
all o f those conditions.

The W HC now must make 
guidelines fo r the boycott. 
“ We have to establish some 
kind o f guidelines fo r renewing 
the boycott, and continuing it in 
the fu tu re ,”  Dunbar said. He 
said some rules fo r reviewing 
Nestle’s procedures and pro­
ducts would probably be estab­
lished to periodically determine 
whether the boycott should 
continue.

Garvey said the W HC would 
continue its work in  other 
aspects o f the boycott. “ We 
have to make Nestle aware o f 
what we are do ing ,”  she said. 
“ A t least we know the student 
body is backing us,”  she said.

The conse rva tion  p lans , 
which w ill be sent to Congress 
on Thursday and which could 
be used only in an energy 
emergency, include calls fo r 
lim iting  service-station hours 
on weekends, restricting tem­
peratures in commercial bu ild ­
ings and cutting  unnecessary 
advertising ligh ting.

In Baghdad, Tayeh Abdul 
Karim , the Iraq i oil m inister, 
said that while  his government 
“ is against freezing o il prices in 
normal conditions and seeks 
fa ir price increases, it  is op­
posed to the imposition o f 
extraordinary rises in  extra­
ordinary conditions.’ ’

Iraq aupplies about 4.9 per­
cent o f the non-communist 
w orld ’s o il and is second only to 
Satudi Arabia as an oil export­
er. I t  is seen as a radical among 
members o f the Organization o f 
P e tro leum  E x p o r tin g  C oun­
tries.

And Mexico, which is not an 
OPEC member, but is becom­
ing a major o il producer, said it 
would not match the indepen­
dent OPEC increases.

“ We are m aintain ing our 
contracts and the prices speci­
fied in them and it is well 
known that M exico’s export 
production fo r this year and 
next has already been sold,”  
Juan A izpuru, a spokesman for 
Pemex, the Mexican national 
o il company, said in  Mexico 
City.

Saudi A ra b ia  co n firm e d  
Tuesday it  would not increase 
the price o f o il before an A p ril 1 
boost already scheduled by 
OPEC. The OPEC base price is 
$13.35 a barrel.

But several other members o f 
OPEC have taken steps to raise 
prices and take advantage o f 
the supply squeeze caused by 
the cu to ff o f Iranian supply.

And Iran, which says it  may 
soon have production back up to 
3 m illion  barrels a day, about 
h a lf the pre-revolution otoal, 
said it  would sell the oil to the 
highest b idder rather than

through the consortium o f com­
panies that used to buy it.

Several nations have raised 
their crude o il prices 5 to 10 
percent above that level, how­
ever, including K uw ait, Qatar, 
Venezuela, Libya and the U n i­
ted Arab Emirates.

In addition, the Venezuelans 
have added 15 percent to the 
price o f heavy fuel o il exported 
p rim arily  to the U.S. East 
Coast.

M ob il Corp., the nation ’s sec 
ond largest o il company, said 
Tuesday it  would lim it gasoline 
sales to dealers in  March to the 
same amounts as last year. 
Also in short supply is je t fuel 
w ith  Trans W orld  A irlines and 
National A irlines canceling 
dome fligh ts  Tuesday.

RICHMOND, B ritish  Columbia 
(AP)-Two businessmen from 
this Vancouver suburb are each 
$7,000 poorer, but they now 
claim the record fo r fly ing  
around the world on commer­
cial airlines.

Orst Perry, 44, and A do lf 
Schiel, 42, say they flew  23,204 
miles around the globe in  36

The mark listed in  the Guin­

eight m inutes overall.

The men said the firs t time 
they set out on the ir venture, 
they had to tu rn  back m idway 
because they couldn’ t make 
connections.

U.S. Geological Survey 
celebrates centennial

ship o f Powell, who in 1869 
completed the dangerous ex­
ploration o f the canyons o f the 
Green and Colorado rivers.

Powell, who had lost his righ t 
forearm in the C ivil War, 
opened the last unknown part o f 
the continental United States 
w ith  this trip , an adventure 
which historians say brought to 
a climax the era o f western 
expansion.

The work o f Powell and his 
m ule-riding companions in Col­
orado, like that o f Ferdinand 
Vandiveer Hayden in Yellow­
stone, helped f i l l  in blank 
spaces on maps, s till one o f the 
survey’s prim ary functions.

The geological survey is map- 
maker to the nation, producing 
topographic maps o f the entire 
country. Today it uses aerial 
photography and satellites in 
this work.

The m illions o f maps avail­
able at the survey's National 
Cariographic Information Cen­
ter show political boundaries, 
define land use, indicate topo­
graphic features, disclose loca­
tions o f minerals and other 
natural resources, and even 
delineate the nation’s flood- 
prone areas.

The techniques may have 
improved, but mapmaking re­
mains just as important as it 
was when the survey was 
created to merge the work of 
the Geological and Geographi­
cal Survey o f the TerritotTes, 
the Geographical and Geologi­
cal Survey o f the Rocky M oun­
tain Region, The General Land 
Office, The Geographical Sur­
veys West o f the 100th M erid i­
an and the Geological Explora­
tion o f the Fortieth Parallel.

W h ile  i t  was o r ig in a lly  
charged w ith classifying the 
public lands and surveying for 
natural resources, duties o f the 
survey have also grown to 
include determ ining the poten­
tial for earth-related disasters.

It engages in volcano and 
earthquake research, determin-

W A S H IN G TO N  (A P )-H ow  
much oil is under the A tlantic or 
how much silver in Montana?

W hat is the danger o f earth­
quakes in the city where I plan 
to move?

Is there any danger from  that 
long-quiet volcano?

These and other challenges 
face the U.S. Geological Survey 
as it heads into its second 
hundred years on Saturday.

Today the survey can answer 
most o f these questions w ith 
authority. And others too, that 
hadn't even been thought o f in 
1879 when President Ruther­
ford B. Hayes signed the law 
creating the agency.

The survey w ill celebrate its 
centennial Friday and Saturday 
w ith an open house at its 
headquarters, marking what 
Director H. W illiam  Menard 
termed “ a time fo r re-dedica­
tion and recommitment to the 
goal o f those who preceded 
us-the pursuit o f earth science 
knowledge in the public in ter­
est.”

Menard is the 10th director o f 
the geological survey, follow ing 
in a line that included the 
famous explorer John Wesley 
Powell.

In its firs t century the survey 
has grown to a sta ff o f 13,000 
scientists, engineers, techni­
cians and others. For fiscal 
1979 its appropriation totals 
$640 m illion. In 1879 it was 
$106,000.

It is headquartered in Res- 
ton, Va., and operates facilities 
in Denver;Menlo Park, C a lif.; 
Sioux F a lls , S .D .(F la g s ta ff, 
A riz .;H ilo , Hawaii; and Bay St. 
Louis, Miss.

Much o f the survey’s growth 
can be traced to the director-

The nation’s water resources 
are also catalogued by the 
survey, which keeps track o f 
ground water supplies and 
monitors the flow in the na­
tion ’s rivers and streams.

This information is used both 
in flood-control programs and 
in aiding agriculture and busi­
ness.

Essentially it is information 
made available to the public 
that is the business o f the 
geological survey.

And, as such, the survey’s 
work can be a report on rocks 
brought back from the moon, a 
report on the availab ility of 
ground water on Long Island, a 
survey o f the m ineral wealth 
hidden underground in Wyo- 
m ing-or just a map carried by 
hunters and backpackers en­
joying their leisure time.

“ The strong fight so that the 
weak may be nourished,’ ’ says 
D om in ic  J . “ N a p p y ’ ’ 
Napolitano as he stands in  the 
center o f the boxing room 
eyeing the eighty aspiring 
boxers who are religiously 
tra in ing fo r the upcoming 
Bengal Bouts (Sunday, March 
4, 2:00 p.m . at the ACC). “ I 
th ink that statement tells the 
true meaning about the Bengal 
Bouts, fo r last year we gave 
$20,000 to the missions in 
Bangladesh and over $300,000 
since the fights began.’ ’ The 
small, white-haired man seems 
to f i t  in perfectly against the 
walls which displayed hundreds 
o f past Bengal photographs as 
he te ll o f the Bouts and their 
boxers.

This is a special year fo r both 
Nappy and the Bengal Bouts. I t  
is special fo r “ Nappy”  because 
last week he retired,
from  his position as the univer­
s ity ’s d irector o f non-varsity 
sports . I t  is special
fo r Nappy’s Bouts because 
NBC-TV plans to televise the 
49th edition o f this boxing 
extravaganza on its Sportsworld 
program.

“ I ’m re tiring  from  my position 
in  the athletic department but 
I ’ ll certa in ly be around fo r the 
50th anniversary o f the Bengal 
Bouts next year,”  emphasizes

Napolitano. T ’m going to be 
around Notre Dame for another 
year anyway as a consultant. 
This w ill enable me to handle 
the boxing fo r another year.”  

“ Nappy”  is the Bengals and 
w ithout him  they just w ouldn’t 
be the same. The boxing 
instructor has been w ith  the 
Bengals program since its 
humble beginning as a smoker 
in 1931. “ Nappy”  came to 
Notre Dame as a student in 
1928 and w ith in  two years he 
was a physical education 
instructor as an undergraduate.

“ I couldn’t afford to attend 
school here so a priest, Fr. 
Mooney, offered me a job in the 
athletic department because o f 
my background in boxing,”  
explains Napolitano. “ I ’ve 
never thought o f leaving either.
As everyone who works here 

has had offers to go elsewhere, 
so have I. But I want to spend 
my whole life  at Notre Dame.”  

“ I used to tra in  all the 
football players fo r nearly 45 
years,”  reminisces Napolitano. 
“ We used to have some great 
ones too, expecially during th e  
years when Frank Leahy was 
the coach. He was a big fan o f 
the Bengals. We had such 
p laye rs  as Gus C ife l l i ,  
“ Jung le  ”  J im  M artin , Terry 
Brennan and Red Mack. ”

The Bengals also have 
attracted many famous names 
from  the professional boxing

world to come as honorary 
referees. Next to one o f the 
heavy punching bags in the 
boxing room is an autographed 
photo o f the famous Dempsey- 
W illa rd  fig h t that reads, “ To 
Nappy...Lots o f Luck, your Pal 
Jack Dempsey.”  Other out­
standing champions who came 
to the Bouts as referees were 
Carmen Basile, K id  Gavilan, 
Rocky Marciano and Tony Zale.

“ Nappy”  opens his file  
cabinet and pulls out stacks o f 
letters from  his appreciative 
students o f the past. Letters 
dated from  1943 to the present 
attest to the fact that “ Nappy is 
more than a coach. He points 
out that he never had any 
children o f his own, so he took 
more than just a coaching 
interest in  the boxers.

“ The most rewarding th ing 
fo r me in the 49 years that I 
have been here is the young 
men that I have taught and 
coached ,’ ’ sm iles N appy. 
“ M ost o f them are very succes­
sfu l... doctors, lawyers, priests 
and engineers...and they are 
among the best in their res­
pective fie lds .”

Chicago Sun-Times sports- 
w ri ter Jack G riffin  said it best 
in 1968, “ Nappy has touched 
more than 10,000 boys in the 
last 37 years. Trouble is, they 
ju s t d o n ’ t make enough 
Nappy’s .”

The “ B ig Red”  men from  
Dillon H all won the interha ll 
swim meet last n ight, defeating 
second place Zahm by just five 
points.

He should have bee 
shooting more instead o f pass 
ing off. ’ ’

B ird, whose Sycamores 
paired againstWest Texas Star 
in the firs t round o f the M is 
souri VA lley Conference tourn­
ament Tuesday n ight, has been 
among the nation’s leading 
scorers each o f his three years' 
at Indiana State. He was picked 
on the firs t round o f the 
National Basketball Association 
draft by the Boston Celtics last 
year but elected to stay in 
school fo r his fina l year o f 
e lig ib ility .

His career-high 49 points on 
Sunday boosted his season 
average to 29.3.

Mark Griffies: an all-American guy 
in an ancient oriental

M ark G riffies presides over 
his karate club like a d rill 
sergeant over his troops...w ith 
m inor variations, o f course.

The com m ands are in  
Korean; the exercises demand 
work from  muscle groups many 
people have yet to discover; and 
the intent is to imbue students 
w ith  the mental discipline and 
physical ab ility  to defend them­
selves where the biggest war in 
the world is currently being 
fought: in the street.

“ In the past few years, there 
have been students assaulted, 
injured, and raped,”  G riffies 
remarks. “ And people are 
coming to find  answers.”

And G riffies is quick to point 
out, the answers are not found 
in “ three week crash courses.”  
Neither does Griffies play the 
role o f the inscrutable fu- 
manchued master, expecting 
the more then sixty students in 
his club to be “ litt le  grass­
hoppers.”
“ I th ink the average American

still sees karate as some form  of 
esoteric magic, where a man 
skilled in karate can defend 
h im s e lf a g a in s t lions  and 
tige rs ,,.”

...And bears, perhaps? Oh, 
my!

“ A fte r a year o f karate 
tra in ing ,”  G riffies asserts the 
real reason, “ a person should 
ideally have enough confidence 
in h im self to be able to use his 
technique should he need i t  in 
the stree t.”

And, evidently, students are 
find ing  G riffies ’ philosophy a 
appealing. Three years ago, 
when the senior fromTacoma, 
W ashington took over the club, 
there were only twenty five 
members, and v irtua lly  no 
higher belts. Now, the club is 
alive and flourish ing, and look­
ing forward to holding their 
own tournament here in  A p ril.

For G riffies , the tournament 
could mean yet another victory 
fo r seventh year student o f the 
sport who has a string o f them 
under his black belt. W hile  a 
brown belt (he earned his black 
belt over three and a h a lf years 
ago) he won more than a few

tournaments in Washingtonand 
Oregon, fo r his fo rm s-a  series 
o f prearranged moves, sim ilar 
to shadow boxing against a 
th e o re tic a l a ttack . M ost 
recently, he captured second 
place in a tournament at Penn. 
State.

A t 5’8”  and a rock-hard 155 
pounds, the blond haired, blue 
eyed G riffies is an all-American 
looking guy at one o f the most 
ancient and foreign arts in the 
world: Tae Kwon Do. And 
G riffies plans to continue to 
improve at his sport, even after 
he enters dental school this fa ll 
at the U n iv e rs ity  o f 
W a sh in g to n . E v id e n tly , 
G riffies has opted to fix  teeth 
rather than kick them out.

“ M any institutions stress the 
fantastics o f karate: ‘Hey, look 
what you can do in just one 
m on th !”  warns Griffies. “ They 
try  to draw people in  by 
showing a karate expert w h it 
tling  down a thousand pound 
block o f ice, and that kind o f 
stuff. To be honest, that’s how
