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GI fathers 
leave
offspring

B A N G K O K , T hailand (AP) -  
Asia is crow ded  w ith children  
searching for (heir roo ts — jy u >  
th a t go back to  th e  U nited  States, 
a co u n try  they have never seen, 
w here they have fathers m ost of 
them  will never know.

T h e  A m er-A sian children  o f 
U.S. servicem en are grow ing 
older, m any o f  th em  in poverty  
and in societies th a t reject them . 
A nd they are asking who they 
are.

“O nly  in recen t years have 1 
th o u g h t a b o u t m y father. I w ould 
like to  know  w hat k ind o f  person  
he is. I w ould like to  know  w here 
I cam e from ,” says K im  D ae 
Shik, a 25-year-old K orean  
fathered  by an A m erican.

“ I feel like killing the  people 
w ho call m e nam es,” says “T om ,” 
a half-A m erican Thai teen-ager 
w ho was rejected  for m ilitary 
service because he could  no t 
nam e his paren ts. “ I have applied  
to  se ttle  in A m erica because I 
th ink  I can find m ore w arm th 
th e re  th a n  h ere .”
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“ I only w ant to  m ee t my fa ther 
and talk w ith him . I w ould like to  
m eet his family if possib le,” says 
K oiichi T okashiki, 30, son o f  an 
A m erican G I once s ta tioned  in 
O kinaw a.

Like m any m ixed-blood chil­
dren , T okashiki does no t know  
his father’s nam e. H e th inks it 
may have been  som eth ing  like 
P e te rso n  and tha t he was a ser­
geant. “ I would like to  m eet my 
fa ther again, for M other is 
patien tly  waiting his return,"’ he 
says.

Unless they can prove the ir 
paren tage , the Amer-Asians 
(estim ates o f  the ir num ber range 
upw ard from  60,000) have no 
claim  to  U.S. citizenship or aid. 
A nd even if an Am er-Asian 
know s his fa th e r’s nam e, the U.S. 
g o v ern m e n t will n o t help find 
him.

In  Japan , the ch ildren  can 
claim  Jap an ese  citizenship  under 
a  law allow ing them  to  take the 
nationality  o f  the ir m others, a 
law ironically favoring those 
b o rn  o u t o f  wedlock. T he 
m ino rity  w hose fathers m arried 
the ir m o th e rs  before departing  
are n e ith e r Japanese  nor 
A m ericans.

F igures on  the nu m b er of 
m ixed-b lood  ch ildren  bo rn  in 

Ja p a n  since W orld  W ar II are no t 
readily available, b u t the Asa hi 
Shimbun new spaper says 3,500 
live in O kinaw a alone.

P rejud ice against them  in 
Ja p an e se  society, w hich em p h a­
sizes racial and cu ltural 
h om ogeneity , has subsided since 
the  days when “ o ccu p a tio n  
bab ies” w ere sham eful p ro o f  th a t 
Ja p an  lost the  war.

In K orea, an es tim ated  3,000 
to  8 ,000 A m er-Asian ch ildren  
have b ee n  b o rn  since the  K o rean

Poll displays conservative trends

T h e s tu d en t body has passed 
the new co n stitu tio n  for the 
S tu d en t G o v ern m en t in one o f 
the largest vo ter tu rn o u ts  in the 
last th ree  years.

W ith  the passage o f  the new 
constitu tion , the m ain active 
body o f  the S tu d en t G overn  
- m en t will be the  S tu d en t Senate. 
T he S tu d en t S enate will consist 
o f  n in e teen  m em bers and will 
replace the  fo rm er B oard o f  
C om m issioners.

T h e  m em bers o f  the B oard  o f 
C om m issioners will rem ain as 
m em bers o f  the  Senate. A dded to  
this are four m em bers from  the 
Hall P residen ts C ouncil, all the 
class p residents, an o th er off- 
cam pus represen tative, and four 
represen tatives from  four p ro ­
posed cam pus districts. T h e  four 
d istric ts have been  chosen  so tha t 
they are sim ilar in popu la tion  
and location.

“T h e  n ex t step  is to  take this to  
the B oard o f  T rus tees,” said 
S tuden t Body P residen t Paul 
Riehle. H e is hoping th a t the 
T rustees will g ran t the Senate 
som e legislative pow ers so th a t it 
may accom plish m ore than  the 
existing legislation has. R iehle 
succinctly stated , “Man, I’m 
psyched.”

T he first o rder o f  business after 
break will be to  decide upon  four 
representatives from  th e  four 
cam pus districts. R iehle pro­
poses to  hold a m eeting  for in te r­
ested  candidates and to  hold 
cam paigns during the week o f 
N ovem ber 5 — 12.

A fter the elections the S enate 
will hold its first m eeting  ten ta ­
tively scheduled  for N ovem ber 
1 7. T h e  m eeting will be held in an 
open-cam pus form at w here s tu ­
den ts can express their ideas to  
the Senate. T opics o f  consider­
ation  by the S enate will include a 
com plete  evaluation  o f do rm i­
tory staffs and the purchase o f  an 
off-cam pus house by the S tuden t 
G overnm en t.

T h e  voting, conducted  by 
O m budsm an , show ed th a t 55 
percen t o f  the s tu d e n t body had 
voted. O f  tha t 55 percen t, 96 
percen t voted “yes” for the new 
constitu tion . T h e  m in im um  o f 
s tuden ts required  for vo ting  on 
the referendum  was fifty percen t 
with a t least tw o-thirds n eeded  to  
ensure passage.

In a dorm  by do rm  breakdow n 
o f  the voting, P angborn  led the

nuclear power) according to  the 
m ost recen t M cNally Poll con­
ducted  for The Observer.

Polls published  recently  in The 
Observer have show n th a t stu ­
d en ts h ere  oppose ab o rtio n  un­
der any circum stances, and tha t

conservative R epublican Ronald 
Reagan is the  cam pus choice for 
p residen t, along w ith th ree  o th e r 
R epublican  candidates in Indiana 
sta te  races.

O f  those  w ith a preference, a 
surprising  52 p ercen t o f  the 
worrten surveyed oppose  passage 
o f  the  ERA, only 39 percen t 
favor the  am endm en t, and nine 
p ercen t are undecided. A m ong 
m en, 48 p e rc en t o p p o se  the ERA

and 38 p ercen t favor it. T he 
am endm en t m ust be ratified by 
th ree  m ore sta tes to  b eco m e a 
p art o f  the  U.S. C onstitu tion .

A huge 71 p ercen t o f  those 
surveyed said they favor th e  use 
o f  nuclear pow er as a source  o f  
energy in th e  U.S., while 21 per­
cen t are against it and nine 
p ercen t are undecided.

O nly  36 p ercen t o f  those  in­
terview ed favor federal loans to  
save large co rpo ra tions from  
bankrup tcy , such as occurred  in 
the case o f  the C hrysler C orp­
oration . Forty-nine p ercen t op­
pose federal aid, and 16 percen t 
are undecided.

A dditionally, 55 p ercen t o f 
those surveyed are ' opposed  to  
the decrim inalization o f  m ari­
juana, while only 36 p ercen t are 
in favor o f  it. T h irteen  percen t 
are undecided.

T he poll surveyed 120 s tuden ts 
selected  scientifically from  bo th  
cam puses, and has an e rro r m ar­
gin o f  four percen t.

B irch Bayh, D -Ind., is one o f  17 blacks in th e  H ouse. H e 
rem inded  a b o u t 100 listeners a t a B aptist chu rch  rally a b o u t th e  
“ freedom  riders” w ho traveled by bus in to  th e  D eep  S o u th  in 
the  1950s and ’60s to  p ro te c t the  righ t o f  b lack peop le  to  vote. 
Bayh, w ho is seek ing  a record  fou rth  term , is one o f  several 
senato rs across th e  co u n try  w ho have b een  ta rge ted  fo r defeat 
by a nu m b er o f  right-w ing groups, including th e  N ational

num erous s tu d en ts  and residen ts living in  the 
N o rth ea s t N eig h b o rh o o d . P eop le  have b een  
brutally  kicked, stabbed  and th rea ten ed  a t gun ­
point. S tereos, te levision  sets, gold  w atches and 
rings have b een  h o cked  and paw ned. R esiden ts are 
dead-bolting  th e ir  doors. A nd stu d en ts  are up  in 
arm s, literally. T his is life, less th an  a m ile from  
cam pus.

T h e  facts o f  the  situ a tio n  are grim . F act nu m b er 
one: S tu d en ts  have show n repeated ly  th a t they do 
not care w hether they  and the ir p ro p erty  are 
bruised , b ea ten  o r  ba tte red . F ac t n u m b er two: T h e  
N o tre  D am e A dm in istra tion  has repeated ly  
show n th a t they do not care w hether th e  s tuden ts 
are b ru ised , b ea te n  o r battered . F act nu m b er 
three: T h e  S ou th  B end city adm in istra tion  has 
been  b lam ed for the  gross neglect and inefficien­
cies o f  th e  N o tre  D am e adm inistra tion .

Last w eek M ayor P aren t held co u rt a t Saint 
Mary’s as p art o f  Political 
W eek. A t the  end  o f  
P a ren t’s p rogram , he 
gave s tuden ts the  chance 
to  ask questions a b o u t 
the  crim e s ituation . T h e  
perfec t o p p o rtu n ity , I 
said to  myself, fo r those  
w ho have b ee n  victim ized 
recen tly  to  voice the ir 
com plain ts. H ow ever, 
only fifteen  s tu d en ts  
b o th e re d  to  show  up  — 
stu d en ts  w ho do  n o t live 
off-cam pus and w ho have 
no t b een  personally  affec­
ted by th e  crim e problem .

W h e re  was M ark 
Kelley, off-cam pus com ­
missioner? A nd Paul 
Riehle, s tu d e n t body 
president? A nd those 
s tu d e n ts  living in  th e  
N o rth east N e ighbo rhood  
w ho are  p u rch as in g  gu n s 
an d  kn ives to  p ro te c t  
them selves? F o r w eeks, 
all we heard  was th e ir  
c o n s ta n t s tream  o f  c r it­
icism a b o u t how  M ayor P a re n t c o u ld n ’t find the  
tim e to  ap p e ar a t th e  series o f  o ff-cam pus crim e 
m eetings held  a t the  beginn ing  o f  the  sem ester.
Y et the ir absence was qu ite  noticeable.

P aren t ou tlined  th e  crim e situ a tio n  in detail and 
offered  m any positive suggestions on  how to 
tackle this p rob lem . A n in d ep en d en t organization  
com prised  o f  s tu d en ts  and residents living in  the 
N o rth ea s t N eig h b o rh o o d  b loc w ould have a vote 
in m atte rs dealing w ith city issues. This organiza­
tion, P aren t con tends, should  g uaran tee  th a t the 
N o rth ea s t N eig h b o rh o o d  com plain ts  will be 
heard. This m ove rem ains to  be seen, b u t it sounds 
like a positive s tep  in the  righ t direction .

B u t le t’s n o t side-track from  th e  real issues at 
hand which are: the  silent “closed eyes” a ttitu d e  
th a t the  N o tre  D am e adm in istra tion  has ad o p ted  
w hen dealing w ith off-cam pus living and  the

b la tan t apa thy  and stup id ity  o f  m any off-cam pus 
students. T h e  U niversity  continually  th row s “ in 
loco paren tis” in o u r  faces th ro u g h  its parietals, 
keg and party  policies, so if they w ant to  play 
m om m y and  daddy to  6 ,000 s tuden ts, they had 
b e tte r  b e  willing to  provide security  fo r those  w ho 
have strayed  from  th e  hom efron t.

T en  years ago, Security  used to  inspect off- 
cam pus housing. T hey  used to  te s t locks, screens 
and b o lts  o n  th e  houses and  if a house d id  n o t m eet 
certa in  “ safe” standards they  w ould m ake sugges­
tions o n  how  to  co rrec t the  situation .

T h e  U niversity  could , u p o n  research, very easily 
p o s t a list o f  “ safe and  
adequate” housing, w hich 
they have recen tly  inspec­
ted, and w ould th e n  be 
m ade available to  
s tu d en ts  co n tem p la ting  
off-cam pus living. T he 
s tu d e n t th en  has the  
o p tio n  o f  accep ting  or 
rejecting  th e  U niversity’s 
suggestions. I t  w ould  be 
such a sim ple plan to  
im p lem en t — it w ould 
just w arran t a  little  tim e 
and effo rt o n  th e  p a rt o f  
N D  Security and  Adm inis­
tration.

A nd th e n  th e re  is the 
b la tan t ap a th y  and 
stup id ity  o f  m any off- 
cam pus s tuden ts. O f  
course you are going to  
be b ea te n  o r robbed  if 

4 you w ander a ro u n d  the 
N ortheast N eighborhood  
alone o r d runk . O r  bo th . 
T he nam e o f  th e  gam e in 
this tow n is to  be “ s tree t­
wise.” S ou th  B end stree ts  

are n o t the  S ou th  Q uad. In o rd er to  survive, you 
m ust change your lifestyle to  “ city” thinking. 
W ake up N o tre  D am e.

o th e r Islam ic an d  non-aligned  
nations to p u t p re ssu re  on Iraq  
to end  th e  figh ting  as  new  
m ediation  effo rts go t u n d e r 
way.

The Israeli position  w as o u t­
lined in a docum en t b ro u g h t 
from  J  e ru sa lem  over the w eek ­
end  by an  In terio r M inistry  of­
ficial, C haim  K ubersky .

te s te d  te rrito ry  v io la tes in te r ­
n ational law  an d  po ses an  ob ­
stacle  to  a  so lu tion  o f  th e  A rab- 
Israeli conflict.

Israe l a g re e d  to up roo t its 
se ttle m en ts  in  Sinai a s  p a r t  o f 
its p eace  tre a ty  w ith E gyp t, 
w hich re tu rn s  th a t te rrito ry  to 
E gyp tian  contro l. B ut w hile 
p ledg ing  no t to bu ild  m ore 
than  four m ore se ttle m en ts  on 
th e  W e st B ank, th e  Israeli 
g o v ern m en t h as  not ind icated  
it will d ism an tle  th e  42 a lready  
there .

B efore the  talks o pened , 
A m erican  m ed ia to rs  m e t w ith 
the  E gyp tian  side  to  try  to w ork 
out a form al E gyp tian  position . 
T he o rig ina l d ra ft ap p a ren tly  
r e f le c te d  no  s u b s t a n t iv e  
change  in policy.

T he firs t ro u n d  o f ta lks w as 
held  a t B lair H ouse, across 
P ennsy lvan ia  A venue from  the  
W hite  H ouse.

twice in the  sam e category.
Sharing the  chem istry  prize 

w ith Sanger w ere Paul Berg o f 
S tanford  U niversity, w ho is re­
garded  as th e  “ fa ther o f  genetic  
eng ineering ,” and  W alter 
G ilb e rt o f  H arvard  U niversity.

T h e  th ree  researchers were 
ho n o red  for the ir discoveries in 
the  chem ical s tru c tu re  o f  genetic  
m aterial, the  m aster b luep rin ts  
for life, findings th a t cou ld  help 
develop cures for in h e rited  di­
seases.

B erg will receive half the 
$212,000 prize, and G ilb e rt and 
Sanger will share th e  o th e r  half.

T h e  physics prize was shared  
by Jam es C ron in  o f  th e  U niver­
sity o f  C hicago and Val L. F itch  
o f  P rinceton . T hey  headed  a 
team  w hich found an  ab b e ra tio n  
in natu ra l laws th a t som e scien­
tists believe could  reinforce the 
d ispu ted  big-bang theory  o f  the 
origin o f  the  universe.

Seven o f  th e  n ine 1980 N obel 
prizes so far have g one  to  
A m ericans.

T h e  m edicine prize was shared

W ar began. T hey  are denied  full 
citizenship, barred  from  the 
m ilitary and  rejected  by society. 
A bill be fo re  the U.S. C ongress 
w ould give th e  ch ild ren  a h igher 
p riority  for visas.

In Thailand, m any o f  the 
estim ated  4 ,500 A m er-Asian 
ch ildren becam e stateless 
persons u n d er a 2-year-old 
decree denying citizenship  to  
ch ildren  o f  foreign fathers.

A 7-year-old T hai girl recently  
was ru led  an illegal alien, den ied  
schooling and th rea ten e d  w ith 
dep o rta tio n , said a rep resen ­
tative o f  the  Pearl S. Buck 
F oundation , w hich w orks w ith 
m ixed-race children.

T he case is being  appealed , b u t 
the foundation  official, R obert 
H earn , says th a t if  the  ruling 
stands, the  girl will have no 
hom eland  and no place to  go.

H ea rn  suggests th e  U nited  
S tates follow  the  F rench  exam ­
ple o f  g ran ting  citizenship  to  a 
child b o rn  o f  a F rench  parent. 
B u t in m o st cases, he adm its, this 
“ w ould be m eaningless” because 
the ch ild ren  consider them selves 
Thai.

T h e  ch ild ren  “ live in Thai 
hom es, w ith  Thais. T hey ’re n o t 
go ing  anyw here. M aybe on e  in a 
thousand  w ould b e  in te rested  in 
becom ing  an A m erican .”

In  the  Philipp ines, ab o u t 
50,000 A m er-Asians, m ost the 
offspring o f  F ilipino m o th e rs  and

G I fathers, are estim ated  to  have 
been  b o rn  this century . T heir 
ages range from  several w eeks to  
m ore than  70 years.

“Luckily in th e  Philippines, 
A m er-Asians are in teg rated  
m ore easily th an  in  K o re a  o r 
Ja p an ,” says W illiam  M cCabe II, 
d irec to r o f  the  Pearl B uck office 
there , m ainly “because o f  th e  
m elting  p o t society."

A lthough  th e re  are no  restric­
tions on  citizenship , schooling  or 
jobs, m any such F ilipinos m ust 
deal w ith  th e  stigm a o f  illegiti­
macy.

R eports  conflict as to  the  fate 
o f  thousands o f  ch ild ren  b o rn  to  
V ietnam ese w om en  and A m er­
ican G Is. A lthough  th e re  appears 
to  b e  no official policy o f  dis­
crim ination  in V ietnam , m any 
such ch ild ren  appear ostracized, 
and som e are den ied  schooling.

R ecen t W este rn  visitors say 
scores o f  ch ild ren  and the ir 
m o thers ap p ro ach ed  them , ask­
ing for help  to  leave V ietnam .

T okash ik i is hu m b le  ab o u t his 
search for his roots.

“ I know  th e re  are m ore hapless 
persons th an  m e,” he says. “My 
desire fo r a reu n io n  w ith my 
father may b e  a tiny  thing. B u t I 
have som e types o f  anguish  
com m on  to  th e  m ixedb lood  in 

Japan . By m eeting  m y father, I 
hope th a t I will be able to  be 
released from  such feelings for a 
w hile.”

warns U.S. 

of developing 

war threat
M O SC O W  (AP) - Soviet Pres­

iden t Leonid I. B rezhnev today 
called on  the  U nited  States, 
“ befo re  it is too  la te ,” to  resum e 
“construc tive” nego tiations with 
the Soviet U nion, particularly  on 
arm s reduction , Tass reported .

A ccording to  the official news 
agency, B rezhnev m ade the 
com m en ts in a m eeting  with 
A rm and H am m er, chairm an o f 
the  O cciden tal P e tro le u m  Corp. 
and long-tim e friend o f  Soviet 
leaders.

B rezhnev’s co m m en ts  cam e 
two days befo re  A m erican  and 
Soviet nego tia to rs are to  m eet in 
G eneva, Sw itzerland to  begin  a 
new round  o f  nuclear missile 
talks.

Tass rep o rted  th a t during  his 
conversation  w ith H am m er, 
B rezhnev said A m erican m oves 
tow ard a “ construc tive  in ter­
ac tion  ... will always find a posi­
tive response in the  Soviet 
U n ion .”

T h e  Soviet leader was quo ted  
as saying th a t the  cu rren t s ta te  o f 
Soviet-A m erican relations posed 
a “grow ing danger.”

“ H e  stressed tha t the U nited  
S tates’ con tin u ed  ... stepp ing  up 
(of) in te rnational tensions and 
encourag ing  th e  arm s race led to  
a fu rth e r d e rangem en t o f  in te r­
national relations and a growing 
war th rea t,” ’ Tass said.

“ In o rder to  change this devel­
o p m e n t before it is to o  late, it is 
necessary th a t the  U nited  S tates 
should  pursue a realistic policy 
and resum e constructive in te r­
action  with the U S S R, in sol­
ving acu te  in te rnationa l p rob  
ems, prim arily questions relating 
to  the lim ita tion  and reduction  
o f  arm am ents,” Tass repo rted  
B rezhnev as saying.

T h e  choices con tin u ed  recent 
A m erican dom inance o f  the 
N o b e l science prizes. T he British 
chem istry  laureate, Frederick 
Sanger, is only the  second person  
to  be aw arded a N obel Prize

Rev. P e te r J. H en rio t, S.J., d ir­
ec to r o f  the  C en te r o f  C oncern , 
W ashington , D .C., delivered  a 
lecture on  “G lobal Ju stice  in the 
1980’s: C u rren t Failures and 
F u tu re  Possibilities” yesterday 
afte rn o o n  in th e  H ayes-H ealy 
A uditorium . A fterw ard, the aud­
ience engaged H e n rio t in a ques­
tion  and answ er session.

Fr. D on  M cNeil, d irec to r o f  
N o tre  D am e’s C en te r for E xper­
iential Learning, which spon­
sored |h e  lecture, com m ented , 
“As a Je su it and a scholar , 
H en rio t brings deep  spiritual and 
personal concern  to  provide an 
articu la te  voice in solidarity  w ith 
the p o o r especially in the T h ird  
W orld .”

H en rio t, w ho cam e to  N o tre  
D am e this w eek to  participa te in 
the  C onference on Multi- 
N ational M anagers and Third  
W orld  P overty  p resen ted  a criti­
cal perspective on  the question  
o f  global justice as it relates to  
public policy and education .

H e  cited  specific repo rts  and 
m eetings w hich have addressed 
struc tu ra l issues betw een  weal­
thy and p o o r coun tries w ithin 
the past year. F rom  on e  o f  these 
reports, “G lobal 2000,” H e n rio t 
infered, “ W e’re n o t going happ i­
ly tow ard the  year 2000.” H e 
added, “ I t isn’t just the poo r 
peop le’s p rob lem , u ltim ately  
global p rob lem s affect th e  rich as 
well.”

O th e r  repo rts  w hich H en rio t 
m ade reference to  in o rd er to  
define th e  cu rren t crisis in global 
justice include: “ T he P residen­
tial C om m ission on  W orld  
H u n g er R e p o rt” , “T h e  B ran t 
C om m ission R ep o rt” , and “ T he 
W orld  B ank R e p o rt” . All o f  
these rep o rts  w ere com piled  by 
d istinguished pqnels who, accor­
ding to  H en rio t, “ said w hat revo­
lu tionaries and radicals have 
been  shou ting  for years”. Basic­
ally, they call for a fundam ental 
restruc tu ring  o f  institu tions 
w hich have created  a p ro found  
im balance in wealth th ro u g h o u t 
the world.

T here  have been  th ree  im por­
tan t m eetings during 1980 deal­
ing w ith global justice issues.

T h e  U .N . C onference on  
W om en  which was held in 
C openhagen  looked critically at 
the position  o f  w om en in the 
world. H en rio t said, “ P ro m o tio n  
o f  social and econom ic justice

m ust take seriously th e  needs o f 
the  51% m ajority  o f  hum an­
kind — w om en .”

H en rio t m ade reference to  the 
U .N . special sessions o f  the 
G enera l Assem bly o n  E conom ic 
Issues, com m en ting  th a t nego­
tiations betw een  rich and poor 
coun tries did n o t accom plish a 
g reat deal.

H en rio t, a d o c to r of political 
science, ske tched  th ree scenarios 
o f  fu tu re  possibilities regarding 
global relations.

T h e  first scenario w ith the self- 
exp lanatory  title  o f  “Business As 
U sual” is unacceptab le in 
H e n rio t’s opinion. “ I th ink  this is 
a dead end; business as usual has 
b ro u g h t us to  w here we are today 
and will lead to  a grim  fu tu re ,” he 
said.

T h e  second scenario  presen ts a 
“ F u tu re  o f  C o n fro n ta tio n ” due 
to  the global r ich /p o o r confron­
ta tion  co n stitu tin g  a p ro found  
th rea t to  peace and justice.

T he th ird  scenario  p resen ts the 
only w orkable so lu tion , accor­
ding to  this renow n au th o r and 
lectu rer in social analysis. “ W e 
m ust undergo  a conversion o f 
ou r hearts and o f  ou r m ind se t,” 
declared H enrio t. “ T o  be hum an 
today m eans to  be involved in 
social justice ,” he said.

H en rio t believes th a t educa­
tio n  is the  vehicle th ro u g h  w hich 
this conversion can be achieved.

H e p o in te d  o u t th a t an  education  
for the  fu tu re  m ust com bine 
vision, vocation , and  societal 
values. “ In  term s o f  c o n te n t and 
co n tex t, an education  should  
p repare  s tuden ts for a co m m itt­
m en t to  global justice,” he said.

H en rio t believes th a t N o tre  
D am e, as o n e  o f  the p ilo t schools 
in th e  A .C.C.U. (A m erican 
C atholic Colleges and U niversi­
ties) involved in justice educa­
tion  is a t least headed  in th e  right 
d irection . As exam ples o f  this 
d irection , he cited  the  establish­
m en t o f  T h e  C hair in E ducation  
for Ju stice  presen tly  occupied  by 
D enis G o u le t, and  the  position  
o f  the W hite  P ro fesso r o f  Law 
presently  occupied  by J o h n  J. 
G illigan. H e also co m m en ted  on  
the value o f  experien tia l learning 
a t the university  as offered  in the 
form  o f  such program s as the 
U rban Plunge.

“K ey learning in my life has 
been  experien tia l,” he said, 
com m en ting  on  how  his w ork 
with squa tte rs  in C olum bia in­
fluenced him. “ I had to  learn to  
trea t these p eop le  as persons and 
in the  process, I learned w hat it 
m eans to  b e  a person  m yself.”

O u t o f  th a t experience, 
H e n rio t learned th a t a com ­
m ittm en t to  people — n o t to 
issues or causes — instills the 
desire to  change structu res 
which violate hum an  dignity.

S ubcom m ittee , an d  la ter as C h ief 
C ounsel to  the  H o u se  Select 
C o m m ittee  on A ssassinations. I 
have never w orked  for Bayh o r 
Bradem as, b u t I have had to  w ork 
w ith th e m  on  a day to  day basis, 
and l have seen th em  in countless 
C ongressional settings, public  as 
wellas private.

My judgm en t a b o u t them , 
the re fo re , is based o n  m ore than  
th e ir  records o r  p rom ise  o f  
fu tu re  perfo rm ance.

I f  experience is a fo re ru n n e r to  success, N o tre  D am e’s hopes this year in 
the W este rn  C ollegiate H ockey  A ssociation  ap p e ar good. T he Irish re tu rn  
17 le tte rm en  from  last year’s 18-20-1 squad an d  coach Lefty Sm ith, en tering  
his 13th year as Irish m en to r, is op tim istic  a b o u t his team ’s chances in its 
last season o f  play in the  W CH A. S m ith  will g e t a preview  o f his team  this 
Friday w ith an exh ib itio n  gam e a t C entral C ollegiate H ockey  A ssociation 
foe Ferris S tate. T h e  Irish o p en  up  the ir W C H A  cam paign O ct. 24-25 at 
C olorado College.

“ W e did lose som e quality  players from  last year,” says Sm ith, “ b u t a lo t 
o f  young skaters p icked  up valuable ex perience  w hen they had to  fill in for 
the  m any injuries we suffered. I h ope  for us to  reap som e benefits from  
th a t.”

Besides the  injuries, an  inconsisten t defensive un it h u rt th e  Irish last year. 
So far, though , everyone is healthy  and the  defense, led by cap ta ins Jeff 
B row nschidle and D o n  Lucia, appears to  be th e  ancho r o f  the squad. 
H elp ing  o u t Lucia and Brow nschidle, w ho last year se t school records for 
assists and po in ts by a defensem an, are fellow sen ior S co tt C am eron  and 
juniors Jo h n  Schm idt, J im  Brown and J o h n  Cox.

A n excellen t goal tend ing  corps by way o f  jun io r D ave L aurion and 
so p h o m o re  B ob M cN am ara rounds o u t an experienced  and  quality 
defensive unit.

“ W e have a lo t o f  experience and leadership on  the  b lue line,” says Sm ith, 
“and tw o dependab le  goalies in L aurion and M cNam ara. I’m very confiden t 
w ith th is p a rt o f  the  team .”

T h e offense is a b it m ore  suspect due to  the  loss o f  th ree  o f  last year’s to p  
sc o re rs— G reg  M eredith , T om  M ichalek and T ed  W e ltz in — to 
graduation . Ju n io r  D ave P ou lin  and so p h o m o res K ir t B jork  and Rex 
B ellom y u n d ertak e  the task o f  filling the skates left em p ty  by M ichalek and 
W eltzin  a t the  cen te r position.

P ou lin  wgs one o f  those  ham pered  by injuries last year b u t still scored 43 
po in ts  in 24 gam es. H e  will be flanked by sen io r left-w ing K evin 
H u m p h rey s and junior right-wing Je ff  Logan. B jork’s line m ates are juniors 
Bill R o thste in  and J e f f  Perry.

Bellom y, w ho S m ith  feels has been  having a g rea t p reseason , is the 
leading candidate for th e  th ird  cen te r position . H is Uncinate?, how ever, and 
th e  rest o f  th e  offense rem ain to  be determ ined . T op  candidates for the 
spo ts are jun io r D an  Collard, so p h o m o re s jo h n  H iggins, D ave Lucia, D ick 
O lson  and D an  R ectenw ald and freshm en A dam  Parsons and  J o e  Bowie.

“ W e will really be coun ting  on  the first two lines this year,” says Sm ith. 
“A few o f  o u r forw ards are going to  have to  grow  in a hurry  to  fill the  gaps on  
offense, b u t I’m very con fiden t in the ir ability — w ith a little experience , I 
th ink  w e’ll be fine.”

... as Notre Dame ‘breaks away ’ to more solid ice

U niversity and A th le tic  D ep a rtm en t adm in istra to rs faced a difficult decision at the 
end o f  the past school year: Should they pull the financial plug on a N o tre  D am e 
hockey program  which could  n o t su p p o rt itself, or should  they m ake a co m m itm en t to  
establish the expensive varsity sp o rt on  its ow n firm  base?

W ith  a few econom ic concessions, such as the elim ination  o f  two scholarships and a 
p roposed  m ove o u t o f  the W C H A  and in to  the CCHA, the pow ers-that-be elected to  
follow the second o p tio n  — m ake hockey  a viable reality at N o tre  D am e, bo th  
financially and com petitively .

M arketing becam e the key to  success, and the 
A thletic D ep a rtm en t began a concerted  effo rt to 
increase the aw areness o f  N o tre  D am e hockey in 
the M ichiana area.

T h e  Breakaw ay C am paign was born.
“O u r first task was to  form  a co m m ittee  o f 

studen ts, faculty, s ta ff and  local businessm en,” 
explained T icket M anager M ike Busick, who is 
spearheading the  A th le ic D ep a rtm en t’s Breakaway 
effort.

“ Basically we addressed the  question  o f  why 
N o tre  D am e hockey was or was n o t an attractive 
draw for the  M ichiana en te r ta in m en t dollar. O n e  o f 
the b iggest sho rtcom ings we discovered was tha t 
people here in the com m m unity  did n o t realize that 
tickets w ere actually  available for hockey.

“They assum ed th a t since football and  basketball 
were sold o u t on  a season tick e t basis, hockey was, 
to o ,” said Busick.

T h e  resu lt was an ex tensive program , o f  
advertising involving m any d iffe ren t media: radio 
and TV  spots, billboards, p o in t o f  purchase ads, new spaper advertisem ents in the  South 
Bend Tribune, the  Elkhart Truth and The Observer, and a d irect mail cam paign.

“ W e believe we have an exciting, en terta in ing , inexpensive p ro d u c t for the  peop le 
o f M ichiana,” offered Busick. “ F or four or five dollars, a p erson  can see close to  th ree  
hours o f  exciting  hockey  ac tion  — and  good  tickets are available.”

T he d irec t mail cam paign  reached som e 15,000 people, including football and 
baSketball season tick e t holders, alum ni, m em bers and boosters o f  the local M ichiana 
and Irish Y ou th  H ockey  Leagues, and a num ber o f  S ou fh B end businesses.

“ S om e peop le who had tickets in past years have declined to  purchase them  again, 
which is to  be expected  w hen o n e  considers the  sta te  o f  the econom y. B ut we have b een  
pleased w ith the results so  far.”

“ W e have accom plished som e o f  o u r goals already,” Busick po in ted  out. " W e  have 
m ade the public aw are o f  N o tre  D am e hockey  and aware th a t tickets are available. W e 
have also reinforced w hat hap p en ed  a t Lake Placid last w inter — peop le are  beginning 
to  realize tha t m ost o f  the  players o n  th e  gold m edal-w inning U.S. hockey team  played 
right here on  the ice a t the  ACC in th e  past few years.”

S tu d en t ticket packages are still available, w ith a 
full 15-gam e se t selling for $30 and a seven-gam e 
Friday night o p tio n  o r  an eight-gam e Saturday night 
plan available for $14 and $16 respectively.

“C oach Sm ith  seem s to  th ink  that the  success o f  
Breakaw ay has had an effect on  the team  as well,” 
co m m en ted  Busick. “T h e  hockey team  realizes that 
the  school has m ade a co m m itm en t to  th e  program  
and has m ade an investm ent to  p ro m o te  them .

“T h e effo rt could  have a snow ball effect, 
particu larly  if we sell o u t.”

T h e  capacity  o f  th e  ice arena in the ACC’s n o rth  
dom e is4 ,287 , and Busick is hopefu l tha t those  seats 
will all be filled up  for m any gam es this year. N o tre  
D am e’s b es t season a tten d an ce  was in 1972-73, 
w hen six o f  14 gam es w ere sold o u t and the  average 
a tten d an ce  was over 3,800.

“O n ce  we sell o u t a few gam es, people will begin 
to  clam or for tickets,” Busick said. “T he team  will 
respond  to  all the su p p o rt and m o m en tu m  will just 
keep  building.

T h e  resu lt o f  Breakaway has been  th e  sale o f  1,800 season tickets over two w eeks 
before th e  hom e season even opens, already 200 tickets over last year’s to ta l a t the 
beginn ing  o f  th e  season.

Busick expects season tick e t sales to  pick up even m ore as the O c to b e r 28 hom e 
op en er against Bowling G reen  approaches, w ith 2,500 season packages as a realistic 
expecta tion .

“ I can realistically envision us having to  tu rn  peop le  away this vear.”
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Strong defense keys Irish

In p reparing  for this year’s W CHA 
season, Irish hockey  coach Charles 
“ Lefty” S m ith  has m ost certainly 
recognized the im portance  o f  his team  
playing sound  defensive hockey in o rder 
to  successfully co m p ete  against 
perenn ial pow ers like M innesota and 
N o rth  D akota.

W ith  five o f  six defensive starters 
re tu rn ing  to  this year’s edition, Sm ith 
has a firm  foundation  on which to  build 
that type o f  a defensive-oriented  team .

I .catling the way for the Irish defensive 
co rps are team  captain  Jeff 
B row nschidle and a lte rn a te  captain D on 
Lucia. B oth  are m ore than well versed in 
playing the style o f  hockey required  o f  
team  leaders, and bo th  will be heavily 
co u n ted  on  by Sm ith and the ir 
team m ates for displaying their 
defensive ap titude.

“ Y our defensive leaders will have to  
be able to  play physical hockey 
consistently , and b o th  B row nschidle 
and Lucia are m ore than  capable o f  
playing the body as well as m ost,” said 
Leftv Sm ith. “ They also m ust be ad ep t at 
handling the puck in m any pressure 
situations th a t require good stick w ork 
and puck con tro l in o rder to  clear the 
zone. T hese  are the two m ain po in ts  in 
playing effective defensive hockey, and I 
have to  say that Jeff and D on do an 
excellen t job a t bo th . ”

S m ith  is quick to  p o in t ou t, how ever, 
tha t N o tre  D am e’s ta len t a t this decisive 
position  d o e sn 't end with his two prize 
pupils. T here  is a distinct confidence 
w hen Sm ith  relates his belief a b o u t the 
defin ite  s tan d o u t po ten tia l am ongst 
b lue liners such as Jo h n  Schm idt, S co tt 
C am eron  and J im  Brown.

W e are very pleased w ith the  way all 
o f  o u r  defensem an are w ork ing  thus 
far. S m ith  said. “ W e are ge tting

excellen t leadership  o u t o f  o u r captains, 
b u t each player has b een  im pressive in 
his ow n way so far this fall. W e feel th a t 
all o f  o u r defensem en dow n th e  line will 
be the  key to  this year’s club. Each will 
play an im p o rtan t role in th e  team ’s 
success this season.”

W ith  th e  d u m p  and chase style o f  play 
adop ted  by m any W C H A  team s over the 
past years, the  league has earned  the 
rep u ta tio n  o f  being  a w ide-open hockey 
in stitu tion . Such a gam e plan has been 
extensively uSed by N o tre  D am e in the 
past, b u t w ith th e  new rule calling for an 
au to m atic  w histle w hen the  puck 
crosses the  end line if sh o t from  outside 
the red line, a new passing philosophy 
will m ost likely be in stitu ted  by Sm ith.

This rule should  have considerab le 
effect o n  con tro lling  th e  high scoring 
gam es, and S m ith  feels perfectly  
com fo rtab le  w ith th e  change.

“ W e’re hopefu l th a t the  new rule will 
help us utilize o u r defensive talents a 
little m ore, and we feel th a t the  gam es 
will be som ew hat tigh ter, b u t m ore 
exciting  for the  fans,” he said. “T he rule 
will definitely  help  the  goaltenders and 
defensem en, and we feel th a t b o th  
positions are capably su ited  to  take full 
advantage o f  it.”

A prob lem  po in ted  to  by m any last 
season as being the  basis for declining 
a tten d an ce  a t hom e gam es was N o tre  
D am e’s relative ineffectiveness in using 
the ACC’s fam iliar a tm o sp h e re  to  the ir 
advantage. Many Irish losses w ere 
plagued by defensive b reakdow ns which 
led to  opposing  team ’s scores. Sm ith 
feels th a t this p rob lem  will be virtually 
e lim inated  from  this year’s hom e gam es 
with th e  increase in experience and skill 
at the b lue line and the added fan 
participation  expected  from  the 
Breakaway cam paign.

“ W e d id n ’t have a real good  hom e 
a tm osphere  last year ex c ep t for series 
such as W isconsin, and w ith the  
closeness o f  this league, the h om e crowd

can and should  m ake a d ifference,” 
Sm ith  said. “ W e are looking  forw ard to  
seeing how  Breakaw ay will influence 
this season’s hom e gam es. I do  know  
tha t M ike Busick and the  cam paign has 
had a w onderful effect on  the  team  and 
m yself and it is very gratifying to  see this 
change o f  a ttitu d e .”

W ith  the  seaon closing in quickly on 
his veteran  team , S m ith  looks a t the 
league schedule w ith cau tious optim ism .

“T h e league this year is hard  to  figure

out, b u t I’d have to  say th a t M innesota 
will be the  odds on  favorite to  take the 
title. F rom  a defensive p o in t o f  view, the 
kid th a t will draw  the  g rea tes t a tten tio n  
from  ou r defense will be N eal B ro ten , 
who played for the  O lym pic team  last 
year. O therw ise, th e  o th e r  team s in th e  
league appear to  be fairly balanced, and 
if we g e t th e  type o f  play we need  from  
th e  defense as well as the  offense, we will 
be th e re  near the  to p  a t th e  end  o f  the 
season.”

Speed highlights
“T h ere ’s m uch m ore freedom  for the 
forwards this year,” says Poulin , “and 
less discipline. I t used to  m ake a 
difference w ho was in w hich lanes o n  the 
ice, b u t now, as long as so m e o n e’s there, 
things are going to  click.”

W ith  the  overall speed and  quickness 
the Irish have am ong  the ir forwards, th e  
a ttack  is sure to  be fast paced. “ I th ink  
ou r offense will be m ore exciting  this 
year,” says righ t w ing J e ff  Logan, o n e  o f  
P ou lin ’s linem ates. “ I know  th e  fans will 
like it m o re .”

T he Irish forw ards will be tak ing  a lo t 
o f  sho ts this year, scoring w ith  
p ro p o rtio n a te ly  less frequency b u t 
hoping  to  increase the  overall goal 
p roduction . In  o th e r  w ords, shoo ting  
m ore to  score m ore.

Sm ith  has se t only tw o lines to  date, 
b u t w ith the first league gam e just over a 
w eek away, th e  o th e r  line com binations 
are sure to  solidify shortly. P ou lin  will 
cen te r for L ogan and K evin  H u m phreys 
on the  first line. T h e  trio  had never 
w orked  to g e th e r  b e fo re  this fall’s cam p, 
yet is skating  to g e th e r  now  as if it had 
been  to g e th e r  fo r years. O n  the  second 
line, so p h o m o re  K irt B jork  will be 
skating in th e  m iddle w ith  jun iors Bill 
R o thste in  to  his left and Je ff  P erry  on  his 
right wing.

“K irt has b een  flying so far,” said one 
team m ate  this week. “ H e ’s been  m aking 
th a t line click like you w ouldn’t believe. ”

Sm ith  has to  p u t a lo t o f  s tock  in those  
to p  two lines, since th a t’s w here the 
m ajority  o f  his offensive ex perience  lies. 
W ith  N o tre  D am e’s all-tim e leading 
scorer, G reg  M eredith , now  graduated , 
som eone, o r som e g roup , as on e  player 
suggested, will have to  p ick  up  som e o f  
the  slack.

“ T h ere  isn’t a G reg  M eredith  on this 
team ,” P ou lin  po in ts  o u t  “ T here  really 
isn’t  anyone w ith  th a t k ind  o f  stam ina. 
G reg  played his b est w hen  he was o n  the 
ice for a long tim e. This year’s team  is 
m ore balanced, across each  line and 
dow n th e  d ep th  ch a rt.”

Freshmen rank high despite recruiting woes

T h e th e m e “ B reakaw ay” could  have 
b een  applied  to  N o tre  D am e hockey in 
last vear’s recru iting  war.

W hile  o th e r  hockev  universities could  
co m fo rtab ly  b o as t o f  secure  hockey 
fu tu re s , N o tre  D am e rep resen ta tives had 
to  b rea k  away for two m o n th s from  the 
rec ru itin g  trail due to  the m ino r sp o rt 
crisis o f  last year.

“ I t was a very difficult tim e for us,” says 
head coach  Lefty Sm ith , “b u t you’ve go t 
to  give a lo t o f  c red it to  last year’s 
assistan t, Ric Schafer, and to  the  kids 
thdm selves. T hey received a lo t o f 
p ressu re  from  o th e r  schools to  b reak  
away from  o u r  u nsu re  fu ture , b u t they 
stu c k  it o u t  w ith  us th e  w hole period ,” 

W h a t is even m ore am azing is th a t only  
tw o financial scholarships w ere available 
to  hand  o u t to  th e  m any possible prize 
recru its. B u t w ith all the  draw backs. 
S m ith  still labels his class o f  ’84 — six in 
all w ith  fo u r w alk-ons — as a “b e tte r  than  
average g ro u p .”

“ T hey’re n o t physically big in te rm s o f  
num bers, b u t  they are an aggressive 
g fo u p  th a t has probably  as the ir biggest 
asset excellen t hockey  sense. T hey’re 
adjusting and learning o u r system  qu ite  
rapidly.”

S m ith  d idn’t specify nam es w hen he 
sta ted  th a t “ two or th ree  can m ake the ir 
im pact felt im m ediately  on the  team  and 
in the  league w hen the  season s ta rts ,” b u t 
to  a rd e n t hockey  follow ers o f  the  Irish, 
the nam es A dam  P arsons and  Jo e  Bowie 
may light up  the ir m inds as well as a lo t o f 
judges’ goal boxes this year.

Last season the young  duo  led the ir 
high school to  the  n u m b er-o n e  ranking  in 
C anada w ith  an am azing 54-3-3 record  
and along  the way m ade provincial and 
national all-tourney team s. T h e  6-1, 180 
p o u n d  P arsons shou ld  help  o u t a t the  
cen te r position , as he led the  hockey- 
ta len ted  nation  in scoring w ith  57 goals 
and 50 assists in 55 gam es, se tting  new  
T o ro n to  scoring records. S m ith  recites 
adjective afte r adjective befo re  he m akes 
the  p o in t o n  Parsons, “ ...good  puck  
handler, lo ts o f  sm arts, g rea t a ro u n d  the 
net...w e believe h e ’ll b e  playing an awful 
lo t o f  hockey  as the  season progresses.”

“ Playing w ith m ore experienced  guys I 
see as an  advantage,” says Bowie, 
“because the  b e tte r  the  co m p etitio n  you 
play against, the  b e tte r  you becom e 
yourself.”

“T h e  ad justm en ts haven’t b een  to o  
bad ,” shrugs Parsons. “A nd they’ve b een  
m ade easier by th e  upperclassm en and 
captains. W hen  we cam e here  we d idn’t 
ex p ec t th em  a t all to  trea t us as super as 
they have. I t’s a very close unified team  
w hich m akes th e  playing all th e  m ore 
fun .”

“ It just goes to  show  th a t everyone is 
really h e re  to  w in,” con tin u es Bowie, 
“an d  I w an t to  co n trib u te  in any little  way 
I can to  Lefty and th e  coaches and  to  
N o tre  D am e tow ard these  w ins.”

“A nd we certain ly  w ould  like a ring ,” 
in te rjec ts  P arsons w ith a sm ile th a t tu rns 
in to  stone-faced  seriousness w hen  he 
con tinues, “ W e’ve g o t a good  team  here, 
we cou ld  do  it th is  year.”

W hile  P arsons and  Bow ie “w ere w anted  
very badly by us,” as S m ith  says, the  N o tre  
D am e m e n to r  is m ore  happy w ith  the 
p rospec ts  o f  four freshm en  walk-ons.

W hen you ’re ho t, you ’re hot. W hen 
you’re not, you w on’t play goalie for the 
N o tre  D am e hockey team .

“Basically, we’re going to  go w ith the 
guy w ho’s w inning,” says assistant Irish 
coach Len M oher, w ho concen tra tes on  
the goalies.

T h e  two to p  co n tenders  for N o tre  
D am e’s goalie sp o t are jun ior Dave 
L aurion and so phom ore  Bob 
M cNam ara. Laurion, a 5-7, 
165-pounder from  In terna tional Falls, 
M inn., com piled a 4 .93 goals against 
average last year while th e  5-10, 150 
pound  M cN am ara o f  T o ro n to , Canada, 
averaged 5.13. D uring  the  1979-80 
cam paign the duo  p la to o n ed  in the goal, 
sp litting  the ice-tim e alm ost equally.

“ I h ope  to  be the  on e  w ho’s on ,” says 
the 20-year-old Laurion. “ I t’s a b e tte r  
way for us, though. Last year we tended  
to  relax because we knew  we’d be 
playing in one o f  the  gam es.” .

“ I th ink  it’s a b e tte r  way, playing the 
winning goalie. I t’s b est for the  team ,” 
em phasizes the  19-year-old M cNam ara. 
“ I’ll understand  if I d o n ’t play, because 
th a t’s the  way it should  b e .”

M oher, who played goalie for N o tre  
D am e and is in charge o f  goalie training, 
has been  w orking w ith the pair to  
perfec t the ir individual styles.

“ B oth  are fairly aggressive,” says 
M oher. “ They challenge the  sh o o te r  and 
they play the angles well. Bob is m ore  o f 
a standup  goalie while D ave is m ore 
acrobatic . B ut they b o th  are fine goalies 
and b o th  are experienced.

“ W e’ve been  w orking on  their 
quickness, reactions and handling o f  
them selves on skates. I’ye tried  to  help  
them  im prove on  the ir handling o f  the  
stick a little b it b e tte r  than  last year. W e 
are also w orking o n  passing the  puck  
and in titia ting  b reakouts.

“ W e w ant to  get them  very consisten t 
to  p reven t unnecessary o r sloppy goals 
on  rebounds.”

M oher, who will have sole decision as 
to  who will s ta rt the first gam e, is greatly 
apprecia ted  by his tw o charges.

“ I t’s tough for Lefty (Sm ith) to  
understand ,” claim s M cN am ara. “ It 
takes an o th er goalie to  understand  the 
position  and to  know  w hat we need to 
w ork on.

“ H e has really helped  us and has 
w orked hard. Last year th e re  was no  one 
the re  to  push us. N ow  Lenny adds a little 
m ore  incentive to  us to  do  just th a t 
m uch b e tte r .”

Lenny M oher and T erry  F airholm  are 
the two new est additions to  N o tre  
D am e’s hockey coaching staff. B ut the 
Irish have ob ta ined  m ore than  just two 
m en skating  a round  bark ing  o u t orders.

“ Lenny and I w ant to  be m ore  than 
just ho ller guys going a round  scolding 
certain  individuals,” said Fairholm . “ W e 
w ant to  be friends o f  the players, 
som eone to  confide in. If  we can help 
the players by sim ply po in ting  o u t som e 
weak spots in the ir gam e, th en  w e’ll feel 
like we’ve really accom plished 
som eth ing .”

M oher and Fairholm , b o th  1978 N D  
graduates, w ere four-year le tte rm en . * 
M oher’s ou tstand ing  w ork a t the 
goaltending  position  earned  him  the 
m ost valuable player award as a 
freshm an. As a resu lt o f  his fine 
freshm an cam paign, M oher was d rafted  
by the  Buffalo Sabres, a team  know n for 
its ou ts tan d in g  defense.

“ N aturally  I was th rilled  and  honored  
to  be drafted, b u t I defin itely  w anted  to  
com ple te  my education ,” said M oher, a 
native o f  B oston, M assachusetts.

In addition , M oher was th e  rec ip ien t 
o f  the  D ew ard M cG auley Award for the 
ou tstand ing  hockey  senior. Following

graduation , the B oston  B ruins drafted  
M oher and offered  him  a sp o t on the 
In ternational League squad in G rand  
Rapids, M ichigan.

“ I g o t a chance to  play against the 
Flyers and th e  Islanders in the A m erican 
H ockey League and did p re tty  vyell b u t 
they already had two solid goal tenders 
so I decided against pu rsu ing  a career in 
pro  hockey ,” said M oher.

Moher Fairholm
Fairholm , w hose b ro th er, D on, also 

played for the Irish, was cap ta in  o f  the 
squad his sen ior year. T h e  b ro th e rs  had 
the d istinction  o f  b o th  scoring a goal in 
the sam e gam e, a feat which T erry  is 
ex trem ely  p roud  of. F airho lm  was 
drafted by the  A tlanta Flam es (now  
Calgary) afte r his sen io r year and was 
offered a position  in the In tern a tio n al 
League.

“T h e  In ternational League is two 
levels below  the N H L  and th e ir  offer o f

$9,000 a year was n o t vey enticing as far 
as I was concerned ,” said the  form er 
Irish winger.

U pon graduation , Fairholm , a native 
o f  M ontreal, w orked in the business 
field in T o ro n to  for two years after 
which he re tu rned  to  N o tre  D am e to 
consider a ttend ing  MBA school.

“ I was accepted  in A pril and 
im m ediately w rote to  Lefty (Sm ith) to  
thank  him  for his help. It was at this tim e 
th a t we discussed the possibility o f  me 
helping o u t with the coaching du ties.”

M oher’s only experience in coaching 
was his affiliation with S m ith’s sum m er 
clinics. Also, he had helped  o u t w ith the 
you th  hockey  program s and interhall 
hockey activities.

“ I’m really close friends with Ric 
Schafer, who served as assistant coach 
and recru iting  coo rd ina to r here at 
N o tre  D am e. H e advised m e tha t he 
would be m oving on to  coach 
elsew here.” Schafer, a fo rm er Irish 
captain  under Sm ith, is p resently  the 
head coach a t th e  U niversity o f  A laskaa t 
Fairbanks.

O n e  m an w ho is qu ite  pleased w ith the 
new th ree-m an  crew is head coach Lefty 
Sm ith. “ B oth  have very little experience 
a t coaching, b u t they are trem endous 
s tu d en ts  o f  the  gam e. This is the  first 
tim e th a t I’ve had a th ree-m an  staff and I 
ex p e c t this se tu p  to  be very beneficial 
for o u r  kids.

“ W e see a lo t o f p rom ise in Brian, l ie  
shows g rea t in telligence on ice, and 
m oves ex trem ely  well w ith the puck, and 
really passes the  puck w ell,” says Sm ith. 
“ Right now he needs im provem en t in 
streng th  and — like all freshm en — in the 
college transition  gam e.”

N E W  Y O R k (AP) — T h e U.S. 

Suprem e C o u rt cleared  the way 
yesterday for television b road­
cast o f  aud io  and v ideotapes 
played in th e  first A bscam  trial, 
including on e  th a t show s Rep. 
M ichael Myers, D Pa., accep ting  a 
$50,000 payoff.

T h e  tapes w ere released after 
the high co u rt refused to  over­
tu rn  a ruling first m ade by U.S. 
D istric t Ju d g e  G eo rg e  C. P ra tt 
during the  A ugust trial. Al­
th ough  the issue was raised only 
in the  M yers trial, the  decision is 
ex p ected  to  resu lt in th e  fu tu re  
release o f  tapes used in the  o th e r  
Abscam  trials.

T h e  netw orks and  o th e r  m ajor 
television and  radio  organiza­
tions w ere receiving 3 hou rs o f  
m aterial - all o f  th e  tapes in tro ­
duced in th e  trial th a t ended  in 
the bribery-conspiracy. convic­
tions o f  Myers, codefendan t 
A ngelo  E rrichetti and two 
o thers.

O n  th e  tapes, M yers and 
E rrichetti are heard  discussing 
the ir in fluence over scores o f 
politicians, m em bers o f  the 
Mafia, m em bers o f  th e  Philadel­
phia City C ouncil, dock  w orkers’ 
unions, p o r t officials and coal 
m ining interests.

O n e  v ideo tape records an  Aug.

22, 1979, payoff m eeting  be­
tw een M yers, a fo rm er long­
shorem an; FBI agen t A nthony  
A m oroso, posing  as the  she ik ’s 
bagm an; E rrichetti, a N ew je rsey  
sta te  sen a to r and  m ayor o f  
C am den, N .J.; and  Mel 
W einberg , th e  convicted  con 
m an w ho he lped  devise an FBI 
sting o p e ra tio n  th a t resu lted  in 
the in d ic tm en t o f  six congress­
men.

A t m eetin g ’s end, A m oroso  
gave M yers a m anila envelope 
con tain ing  $50,000 and to ld  
him: “S pend  it well.”

“ I t’s a p leasu re,” M yers said.

Bardeen, the  physics w inner in 
1956 and 1972. M arie C urie o f  
F rance w on th e  physics and 
chem istry  prizes in th e  early 
1900s, and  A m erican  Linus 
Pauling w on th e  chem istry  prize 
in 1954 and th e  peace prize ir. 
1962.

T h e  th ree  chem istry  laureates 
w ere cited  for i field o f  research, 
genetics, th a t has p roduced  20 
N obel P rize w inners in 21 years.

T hey  w orked on  deoxyribo­
nucleic acid, o r  D N A , the  spiral 
m olecular co m p o u n d  in  the 
nucleus o f  a living cell tha t 
governs hered ity , affecting  such 
functions as rep ro d u ctio n  ability 
and grow th.

Berg, 54, was th e  first re­
searcher to  co n s tru c t a recom bi­
nan t D N A  m olecule, one con­
tain ing D N A  from  d iffe ren t spe­
cies. H is w ork  led to  th e  tech­
nology o ften  called genetic  en ­
g ineering  o r  gene m anipulation , 
clouded  by con troversy  because 
o f  som e scien tists’ fears th a t it 
could  c reate  new, u n know n  and 
dangerous organism s.

B ecause o f  th e  controversy , 
Berg h im self recom m ended  and 
adhered  to  a m o ra to riu m  on  the 
research in 1974-78.

T he la te s t Louis H arris  poll, 
m eanw hile , show ed  A nderson  
dropp ing  from  17 p e rc en t in 
S ep te m b er to 14 p e rc en t, w ith 
R eag an  an d  C a rte r  each  going 
up  two p o in ts  to  43 p e rc en t 
an d  39 p e rc e n t respectively .

Joyce confirms Corrigan

E ugene F. C orrigan  was offi­
cially announced  as N o tre  
D am e 's new ath le tic  d irec to r 
yesterday, confirm ing  repo rts  
p rin ted  in Saturday’s Observer 
following the resignation  o f  
Edward W. (M oose) K rause.

C orrigan’s ap p o in tm e n t was 
ann o n ced  by Fr. E dm und  P. 
Joyce, executive v ice-presiden t 
of the University and chairm an 
of the schoo l’s Faculty  B oard  in 
C o n tro l of A thletics.

C orrigan, w ho has served as 
a th le tic  d irec to r a t the  U niversity 
of V irginia since 1971, will 
ssum e his new  du ties o n ja n u a ry  

5, 1981. A t th a t tim e K rause will 
serve in an em eritu s  role until the 
end of Ju n e .

A t Virginia, C orrigan  was cred­
ited w ith the rapid developm en  
of a solid a th le tic  p rogram  whicl 
included th e  add ition  o f  1( 
w om en’s sports. H e also directec 
a m ulti-m illion dollar renovatior 
p rogram  w hich encom passed  £ 
new baseball stadium , a ta rtan  
surface track, expanded  ten  nil 
facilities, a new in tram ura l rec re  
a tio n  com plex  and an add ition  o: 
14,000 seats to  S co tt (foo tba ll’ 
S tadium .

T h e expansion  and grow th  o: 
V irginia’s a th le tic  program ; 
largely was financed by fund­
raising activities d irec ted  by 
Corrigan.

“ I am  sad to  be leaving a great 
in s titu tio n ,” C orrigan said. “ But 
I am  thrilled  w ith th e  o p p o rtu n ­
ity to  b ecom e associated  w ith the 
U niversity o f  N o tre  D am e.

“ I am  ex trem ely  im pressed 
w ith th e  sense o f  com m unity  one 
feels at N o tre  D am e, and I have 
always respected  the  excellen t 
academ ic and a th le tic  trad itions 
there. B oth  V irginia and N o tre  
D am e have a sim ilar philosophy 
regarding the conduc t o f  in te r­
collegiate ath letics and the type 
o f  s tu d en t-a th le te  accep ted  for 
adm ission.”

Joyce indicated  th a t N o tre  
D am e feels “ very fo rtu n a te  to  be 
able to  a ttra c t an a th le tic  adm in­
istra tor o f  G e n e ’s ability, ex p e r­
ience and vision.” H e added th a t 
“ In terco lleg ia te  a th le tics every­
w here are facing som e difficult 
tim es, and we are confiden t 
G ene will prov ide th e  type o f

leadership  necessary in m ain ta in­
ing a w ell-rounded  an d  fiscally- 
sound  p rogram .”

C orrigan, a 53-year-old grad­
uate o f  D uke, served as assistant 
com m issioner o f  the A tlantic 
C oast C onference p rio r to  as­
sum ing th e  job as a th le tic  d irec­
to r a t W ash ing ton  an d  Lee.

H e also coached soccer, bas­
ketball and lacrosse during  a 
nine-year s tin t a t V irginia.

C orrigan and his wife, Lena, 
are paren ts  o f  seven children.

K rause, a th le tic  d irec to r at 
N o tre  D am e for the  past 31 
years, an n o u n ced  his resignation  
Friday afte r news o f  C orrigan’s 
a p p o in tm e n t had leaked in 
C harlo ttesville , Va.

Phillies tease Royals in close win
PH ILA D ELPH IA  (AP) -  

Bake M cBride ham m ered  a 
th ree-run  h o m er and B ob B oone 
rifled a pair o f  RBI doub les as the 
P hiladelph ia Phillies sto rm ed  
from  beh ind  for a 7-6 victory 
over a ba ttling  Ka,nsas City team  
last n igh t in the 1980 W orld 
Series opener.

A crow d o f 65,791, largest to 
w atch a W orld  Series gam e since 
1964, k ep t up  a steady roar as the 
Phillies w on th e ir  first Series 
gam e in 65 years. T h e  last one 
was w on in 1915 w hen th e  pit­
cher was H all o f  Farner G rover 
C leveland A lexander.

Last n ight, the  w inning p itcher 
was a 23-year-old rookie, Bob 
W alk, w ho began the  season in 
the m inors and was pressed in to

the open ing  gam e assignm ent 
because o f  the  scram bled condi­
tion  o f  the Phillies p itch ing  staff 
after the  grueling N ational 
League playoff series against 
H ouston .

W alk, recovering from  a rocky 
start, did a gallan t job against the 
Royals, cham pions o f  the  A m er­
ican League, un til he was shelled 
o u t in the  e igh th  inning. H e  b e­
cam e th e  first rook ie  to  p itch  and 
win a Series o p en e r since Jo e  
Black did it for the  B rooklyn  
D odgers in 1952.

It was a n igh t for new com ers as 
the  expansion  team  Royals m ade 
the ir first W orld  Series appear­
ance, the  Phillies played the ir 
first Series gam e since 1950, and

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W H O  ARE TH ESE GUYS? — W h en  sen ior J im  S tone 
to p p e d  the  200 yard m ark  against M iam i o n  Saturday, it m arked  
the first tim e in N o tre  D am e’s illustrious foo tball h isto ry  tha t 
any individual(s) gained over 200 yards rushing in two stra igh t 
gam es.

In  fact, p rio r to  1977 no Irish ru sher had ever gained  200 yards 
in a single gam e. T h e  first to  accom plish  th a t feat was Je ro m e  
H eavens, w ho gained an even 200 yards against A rm y in 1977. 
H eavens’ backfield m ate, Vagas Ferguson , gained  219 yards a t 
C leveland S tad ium  against N avy in 1978 and se t a school record  
by rush ing  for 255 yards a t G eo rg ia  T ech  in 1978 (desp ite  the 
dead fish).

M iam i’s rushing defense certain ly  did n o t live up to  its top- 
ranked  rep u ta tio n , since th e  Irish  rushing a ttack  gained alm ost 
five tim es as m any yards as th e  H urricanes had given up in  the ir 
first fo u r gam es (302 yards for th e  Irish to  62 previously for 
M iami), and  S tone h im self a lm ost quad rup led  the ir pre-gam e 
total.

B u t just as M iam i’s rep u ta tio n  to o k  a dive, the respec t for 
N o tre  D am e’s previously-unheralded  offensive line has certa in ­
ly risen  across the  country . T h e  Irish  are cu rren tly  ra ted  10th  
nationally  w ith  274.0 yards rush ing  p e r  gam e.

T h e  Irish  defense also gave th e  H urricanes a taste  o f  th e ir  own 
m edicine, allowing only 42 yards on  th e  tu rf  while m aking ten  
tackles for negative yardage. N o tre  D am e’s defense against the  
rush is ra ted  14th  in th e  coun try  w ith  a 114.7 m ean.

A T T H E  F O O T  O F  TH E PACK -  H arry  O liver’s four field 
goal effo rt and 14-point to ta l against M iam i n o t only equaled 
the  team  records h e  se t against M ichigan S ta te  th e  prev ious 
w eekend, b u t they also vaulted  him  in to  sole possession o f  first 
place in NCAA field goal ratings w ith a 2.5 p er gam e average. 
F lorida S ta te ’s Bill C apece is second  w ith a 2.3 m ean.

O liver is also fifth  in the  coun try , averaging 10 po in ts  per 
gam e. W ith  40 p o in ts  thus far, he is m ore  than  halfway to  the  
team  record  for season scoring by a p lacek icker, D ave Reeve 
having se t th e  standard  o f  75 po in ts  in 1977.

O liver’s 10-for-l 1 field goal efficiency pu ts  h im  well w ithin 
reach o f  C huck  M ale’s school record  o f  1 3 field goals in a season, 
se t last year.

T H E  R A T IN G  GAM E — S o p h o m o re  runn ing  back Phil 
C arter did n o t “ lose any g ro u n d ” in NCAA rushing standings 
desp ite w atch ing  S aturday’s gam e from  th e  press box. Since 
rushers are ranked  on a yards-per-gam e basis, C arte r m ain­
tained his 166.3 rushing m ark, go o d  for second  nationally. 
H ow ever, the  n a tio n ’s top -ra ted  rusher, N eb rask a’s Jarvis 
Redwine, was also sidelined by injury last w eekend  and m ain­
tained his .2 yard edge over C arter.

Since A rm y is a less-than-form idible o p p o n e n t and S tone 
proved to  b e  such a reliable back, it is unlikely  th a t C arte r will be 
pressed in to  service this w eekend  w hile his severely bruised  
th igh heals. I f  th a t is the case, C arter will no longer qualify for 
NCAA rankings since he m ust have played in a m in im um  o f  75 
percen t o f  the  team ’s gam es. Should C arte r re tu rn  to  th e  lineup  
for th e  A rizona gam e, he could  n o t qualify again un til after 
G eorg ia  T ech.

TH E L O N G  G R EY  LIN E VS. T H E  B IG  G R E E N  O N E  -  
N o tre  D am e enjoys a 31-8-4 edge in th e  all-tim e series w ith 

Arm y, and th e  Irish have w on seven s tra ig h t contests. O nly five 
gam es in  th e  rivalry, w hich was co n tested  annually  in Y ankee 
S tad ium  from  1925 to  1946, have b een  played in  th e  N o tre  
D am e S tadium . T he Irish have w on four o f  those  five, w ith a 14- 
2 A rm y v ictory  in 1958 standing as the  last C adet win in the 
series.

TA M IN G  T H E  W ILD CA TS — L ooking  ahead  to  break , the 
Irish will b e  facing the  A rizona W ildcats for only the second 
tim e ever on  O c to b e r  25 th. In  the ir only prev ious m eeting , the 
Irish prevailed  38-7 here  in S ou th  Bend.

O U T  O F  T H E  M O U T H S  O F  BABES -  W h en  C orby  Sm ith, 
th e  7-year o ld  son  o f  A rizona head coach Larry Sm ith , saw his 
dad’s foo tball schedule for the  upcom ing  season, he asked w ith 
wide eyed am azem ent: “ D ad, is th a t the  real N o tre  D am e?”

ALABAMA S H O U L D  STILL TRY  IT  — NCAA ratings 
released p rio r to  th e  w eekend  revealed  th a t N o tre  D am e has the 
14 th  to u g h e st schedule in th e  coun try  this year. Irish foes have 
am assed a .588 w inning percen tage (30-19-2) w hen n o t playing 
N o tre  D am e.
