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America 
awaits 
Iran’s reply

W A SH IN G TO N  (AP) -  a 
five-man U.S. negotiating team 
was called hom e from  Algeria 
Tuesday night after delivering 
the Carter adm inistration’s reply 
to  Iran’s term s for freeing the 52 
American hostages.

Prospects for opening a 
hoped-for “dialogue” with Iran 
through Algerian intermediaries 
were no t clear. A dm inistration 
officials, not expecting a prom pt 
reaction from Tehran to the U.S. 
reply, decided to  end the brief 
mission to  Algiers.

During two days, the U.S. 
team, headed by D eputy Secre­
tary o f State W arren M. 
Christopher, explained the legal 
and financial problem s facing the 
U nited States in m eeting the 
term s set down Nov. 2 by the 
Majlis, the Iranian parliament.

The Americans left with a 
com m itm ent from Algeria to 
quickly transm it the U.S. res­
ponse to  the Iranian govern­
ment, the State D epartm ent said 
in a terse announcem ent here. It 
gave no indication w hether the 
mission was considered a sue-

His boss, in a cam paign 
a p p e ra n c e  th is  su m m e r, 
prom ised a full-scale review of 
the MX if he were elected. 
Reagan carried both Nevada 
and Utah with ease in last 
w eek’s election.

The first MX m issiles would 
not be deployed until 1986, and 
th a t’s if the project proceeds 
on schedule. President C ar­
te r ’s proposal was devised with 
SALT II in m ind, but SALT II 
chances for Senate passage 
were poor even before Republi­
cans won control there.

The Carter adm inistration has 
proposed basing 200 MX m is­
siles on tracks to be shuttled 
among 4,600 shelters dug into 
the vast desert of U tah and 
N ev ad a-a  space which would 
cover the com bined areas of 
V erm o n t, New H a m p sh ire , 
M a s s a c h u s e tts ,  C o n n ec ticu t 
and Rhode Island.

Huge trucks would haul the 
95-ton m issiles, each of which 
would carry 10 w arheads 100 
tim es m ore explosive than the 
bombs dropped on Ja p a n  in

1945, along 8,500 
heavy-duty roads as 
built.
Cost estim ates of C arter’s 

proposal range from the P en ta­
gon’s figure of $33 8 billion to 
$68 billion by the General 
Accounting Office to m ore than 
$100 billion in o ther quarters.

Demos give Republicans 
‘opportunity ’ to make good 
on campaign pledges

W A SH IN G TO N  (AP) — The H ouse Budget C om m ittee ignored 
Republican protests yesterday and passed a binding federal budget 
ceiling that would obligate President-elect Ronald Reagan to  cut 
federal spending by 2 percent.

The resolution, which would affect all federal spending except that 
for defense,- was sent to  the full H ouse for a vote during the lame-duck 
session th a t begins today.

D em ocrats answered criticism by saying they were jtist giving the 
incoming president an opportunity  to  fulfill campaign pledges.

“Mr. Reagan has said that a 2 percent cut can be made in 1981 solely 
through the elim ination o f — and I quote  — ’waste, extravagance, 
abuse and outright fraud’,” said Rep. R obert N. Giaimo, D-Conn., 
the com m ittee chairm an who offered the plan.

The 2 percent cut was added to  a resolution setting a binding federal 
budget ceiling for fiscal 1981. Reagan would have to decide how to 
make the cuts after he takes office in January.

C om m ittee Republicans refused to  participate in the 14-0 vote 
approving the cut. Rep. D elbert L. Latta o f O hio, the ranking 
Republican on the com m ittee, voted “present.”

Then there was a 14-8 party-line vote approving the full measure.
Latta said it was “just unfair...to rush this through.”
Before the vote, Senate Republican Leader Howard Baker of 

Tennessee said G iaim o “ is playing political games with us” , in 
pushing the spending cut before Reagan takes office Jan. 20.

“...It’s up to the Reagan adm inistration to take their first fair sho t at 
it, no t to  G iaim o or any other D em ocrat,” Baker said. “It is Reagan’s 
turn  at bat, the country gave him that.”

Baker was interviewed on the ABC-TV program  “G ood M orning 
America.”

In an opening statem ent to his panel, G iaim o countered: “I am  no t 
attem pting to  sandbag the new presiden t

“Mr. Reagan has said that he can m ake such a (2 percent) cut 
w ithout harming the American people,” Giaimo added. “T hat will 
not be simple to do, bu t it is a challenge that the President-elect has 
posed for himself. W e should give him  the opportunity  to  m eet that 
challenge."

Fiscal 1981 began Oct. 1, bu t Congress, bogged down in election- 
year politics, has no t approved a binding budget resolution, as 
required by its rules. The 1974 Budget Act calls for congressional 
passage o f the binding budget resolution by m id-Septem ber.

A draft o f the budget resolution drawn up by the C om m ittee staff 
called for a $648.7 billion budget with a deficit of $38.4 billion. The 
plan approved by the C om m ittee would reduce spending to $631.7 
billion, leaving a deficit o f $25 billion.

Voyager one day from  its rendezvous with Saturn,
astonished scientists yesterday with pictures o f  two misshapen 
ringlets set am id the planet’s concentric rings and what may be a 
huge hill on  one o f its 15 frozen moons. The two-ton spaceship, 
on a journey o f 38 m onths and 1.24 billion miles, was to skim 
within 2,500 miles o f  the biggest m oon, Titan, late yesterday 
before m aking its closest encounter with Saturn today. After 
passing near the red-orange clouds o f the dense atm osphere of 
Titan, the ship was to  probe the mysteries o f the m oons Teths, 
Mimas Enceladus, D ione, and Rhea following its Saturn fly-by. 
Bradford Smith, leader o f the  Voyager cam era team, told a news 
conference, “The mystery o f the rings, the structure and the 
mechanism that governs the structure keeps getting deeper and 
deeper to  the point where we’re thinking o f it as a bottom less 
pit.” “ W e have been imagining all the things we m ight see in the 
rings, b u t the thing I least expected to  find were eccentric 
rings,” Sm ith said. H e added that Voyager, sailing within a 
million miles o f the planet Tuesday, showed two im perfect 
rings. Saturn’s rings, a vast sheet o f  snowball-like debris, already 
have been  revealed by Voyager as a com plex system, with 
dozens o f  small ringlets forming perfect circles within circles. 
Sm ith had said earlier tha t even the series o f  concentric ringlets 
cannot be explained by traditional theories o f ring structure. — 
AP

An American pastor of Latvian descent
jammed plastic needles into his veins yesterday, spilling blood 
on a Soviet flag “ for all the oppressed people o f the Soviet 
Union” before an astonished crowd o f diplom ats attending a 
35-nation conference on detente and hum an rights in Madrid, 
Spain. The Rev. Maris Kirsons of Philadelphia was seized by 
police and later released w ithout being charged. Four uniden­
tified Americans, 18 o ther foreigners and 21 Spaniards were 
arrested in o ther dem onstrations coinciding with the confer­
ence to  review the 1975 Helsinki agreem ents on hum an rights 
and detente, police said. They were charged with disturbing the 
peace and staging illegal dem onstrations, police said. Blood 
pum ping from  his veins, Kirsons, 40, pastor o f the Latvian 
Evangelical Lutheran Church, stood on the hom e-m ade Soviet 
flag and told those gathered outside the conference hall: “This 
Latvian blood is being shed in Madrid on a com m unist flag to 
p ro test against Soviet genocide in Latvia and the o ther Baltic 
states.” After his release, he told reporters: “ I feel fine. I would 
do it again, if I thought this would bring the plight o f the Baltic 
states before the  conference.” The pro test was one o f several as 
the preparatory sessions for the Madrid m eeting to review the 
Helsinki agreem ents on hum an rights and deten te rem ained 
stalled after nine weeks o f East-W est deadlock over how m uch 
tim e to devote to hum an rights. — AP

When Fr. Ernan McMullin,
director of the history and philosophy o f science program  at 
N otre Dame watches a Voyager I flyby o f Saturn today he will 
be thinking o f the first m an ever to see the planet — Galileo. A 
specialist on  G alileo and au tho r o f a definitive study o f the 17 th 
century astronom er McMullin recalled in an interview the day 
in July, 1610, w hen G alileo turned his telescope on the planet. 
“G alileo’s telescope gave only a magnification o f 32,” McMullin 
said, “ and he th ough t he saw no t one bu t three bodies close 
together in a straight line. The two small satellites on either side 
of Saturn were really rings seen broadside on. Two years later, 
Galileo was even m ore astounded when com panion bodies 
’disappeared,’ having becom e edgewise to  earth.” It was no t 
until the middle the middle of the 17th century that a D utch 
astronom er H uyghens using a much m ore powerful telescope, 
discovered Saturn’s rings a prim e object o f  the voyager flyby. 
McMullin will view Voyager’s photographs as a guest o f NASA 
at the J e t  Propulsion Laboratory in Pasedena Calif. — The 
Observer ~~

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See you in court
T he University o f N o tre  Dam e a sexist in­

stitution? H eaven and H esburgh forbid, right? 
Could we possibly be talking abou t the  all- 
American school where justice and equality 
em anate from  the bright light o f  the G olden 
Dome?

Yes, it seems that there is some trouble brewing 
in Dom erland. I t  appears tha t som e people feel 
this university has a m ighty problem  with dishing 
ou t equal benefits and rights to  its female faculty 
members, inside and outside the classroom. At 
least that’s what sixty-six female faculty m em bers 
have to  say. And they plan on having their say in a 
U.S. D istrict C ourt two weeks from  now.

N otre  D am e is being sued. The University is 
being slapped with a sexual discrim ination suit in 
which they are charged with systematically deny­
ing wom en faculty m em bers tenure on the pre­
mise tha t they are female. Still, o thers claim that 
they have been denied jobs, again, on the prem ise 
that they are female.

This problem  began ten  m onths ago when 
D olores Frese, an English 
prof, initiated a class action 
sexual discrim ination suit 
against the University 
which potentially included 
129 past and present 
wom en faculty members.
During the pre-trial hear­
ing last spring, however, 
the road ahead appeared 
rough, tensions in the fac­
ulty departm ent were on 
the rise, and in the end 
sixty-four o f the potential 
com plaintants opted ou t o f 
the suit. Those women 
opted ou t o f the suit be­
cause “ the University had a 
life and death contro l over 
them ,” said Charles 
Barnhill, the Chicago at­
torney representing the 
Frese lawsuit.

As is the case with m ost lawsuits, legal mumbo- 
jum bo is the status quo and therefore, presents 
m uch confusion for the average intelligent being. 
The bo ttom  line of this lawsuit lay in answering 
why tenure is being constantly denied to women 
professors. W hat exactly is tenure, you ask?

T enure is, according to  the N otre  Dam e faculty 
handbook,the perm anence o f appointm ent. Its 
purpose is the protection o f academic freedom. 
Additionally and m ore im portantly is the fact that 
those who are professors or associates will not be 
retained w ithout tenure for m ore^han  four years. 
So if you are no t tenured after this tim e allotm ent 
then you’re out.

A poin t to  note is tha t ou t o f  approxim ately 130

w om en faculty m em bers, only six are tenured. 
Five o f those six women, however, hold admini­
strative positions — only one is a m em ber o f the 
full-time teaching staff. A nother po in t o f  interest: 
the last tim e the University’s tenure policy was 
challenged, in the suit o f Professor Em eritus

Charles Danahey, the plaintiff lost his appeal.
T he University, it seems, does no t hold tenure in 

high regard. Especially when it concerns its female 
teaching staff. Placing sex discrim ination aside, 
one can argue that by no t having a significant 
num ber of tenured profs, the University can 
ensure that its faculty staff will be constantly 
changing, consequently bringing in new ideas. O r 
one can argue that by having tenured profs, the 
University is ensured o f having a stable and 
consistent faculty.

The University tenure policy is vague and 
ambiguous. The Frese lawsuit charges that N otre  
Dam e approaches tenure with a revolving door 
policy — that the w om en profs are continually 

given the go-around when 
it comes to  receiving ten­
ure.

R um or has it that bo th  
sides are looking for an 
out-of-court settlem ent. 
So far, however, bo th  for­
ces are still sitting on op­
posite sides o f the fence 
and probably will remain 
so.

It looks like N o tre  Dame 
is going to  court. Will the 
question o f tenure be re­
solved? Will the question 
of tenure be defined for 
women profs a t N otre  
Dame?

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Jury debates Klan, Nazi trial
GREENSBORO, N.C. (AP) -  

The jury in the m urder trial of 
six K u K lux K lansm en and Nazis 
ended a third day o f deliberations 
w ithout a verdict yesterday, 
while police said they were 
prepared to  head off any trouble 
that m ight accompany the 
panel’s ultim ate decision.

The jurors went hom e after re­
exam ining in m inute detail a 
videotape o f events leading to 
the shooting deaths o f  five left­
ists. The jury was to  resume work 
at 9:30 a.m. this morning.

Six K lansm en and Nazis are 
charged with first-degree m urder 
and felonious rioting in the 
killings o f  five Com m unist 
W orkers Party m em bers at a 
“D eath to the K lan” rally on 
Nov. 3, 1979.'

Jurors go t the case Friday and 
deliberated a full day Monday. 
The trial, in its 22nd week, is the 
longest in state history.

City officials, who have 
m ounted tight security for the 
entire trial, said they would take 
increased precautions to  head off 
any civil unrest after the trial 
ends.

“N o verdict will be universally 
accepted,” said H ew itt E. 
Lovelace, G reensboro’s director 
o f Public Safety, expressing con­
cern that “outsiders” will cause 
problems.

“G reensboro has becom e an 
exam ple,” he said. “There are 
people no t directly connected by 
hom etow n or state who are in­
volved and appear to be the main 
agitators.”

Police officers have been 
stationed on the roof above the 
third-floor courtroom  and a- 
round other governm ent buil­
dings. Lovelace said the state 
Highway Patrol and the N ational 
G uard would be called if neces­
sary, bu t he said such steps would

be ordered only if the city were 
threatened by massive civil dis­
order.

Yesterday m orning, jurors re­
exam ined a television news 
videotape o f the  m om ents lead­
ing up to  the shootings, stopping 
the tape several times to  freeze 
the action.

O nce gunfire sounded on the 
tape, the video image shifted 
wildly as a W XII-TV cam eram an 
caught in the cross-fire dived 
under a car. During that period 
on the replay, jurors several 
times asked that action be 
stopped.

I t showed a racially mixed 
crowd singing along with a man 
playing a guitar.

Prosecutors, in final argu­
ments, told jurors that the 
Klansmen-Nazis came “spoiling 
for a fight.” Defense lawyers said 
the com m unists started the dis­
turbance.

Sen. Baker predicts 
‘return to normalcy

W A SH IN G TO N  (A P )-S e n . 
Howard Baker says he expects 
Ronald R eagan’s ‘‘conservative 
m andate” to lead to Senate 
approval of sharply increased 
defense spending, lower taxes 
and constituional am endm ents 
to perm it prayer in schools and 
to nan m ost abortions.

Baker, the Tennessee Repub­
lican slated to be the Senate’s 
m ajority leader in the 97th 
Congress, said h e ’ll support 
legislation to perm it the federal 
governm ent to pay nonunion 
wages on governm ent housing 
projects and to lower the 
minimum wage for teenagers. 
He predicted the Senate will 
adopt them.

D espite this, Baker, in an 
interview with The A ssocia ted  
P re ss , p re d ic te d  th a t  th e  
“biggest su rp rise”  offered by 

R eagan’s W hite House and by 
the S enate’s new Republican 
m ajority will be the degree to 
which they work to protect 
‘‘th e  le g itim a te  r ig h ts  o f 
labor.”

Once elected majority leader, 
B ak e r s a id , h e  h o p es  to 
"change the nature o f the 
S en a te ,” concentrating its a t­
tention on policy-making and 
o v e rs ig h t o t g o v e rn m e n t 
functions and leaving the day- 
to-day adm inistration of the 
governm ent to the executive 
branch.

H ere are  B aker’s com m ent’s 
on specific legislative propos­
als:

An anti-abortion am endm ent: 
" I  assum e there will be a 
proposal for such a n  am end­

m ent and that P resident Rea­
gan will support it. I would 
expect that Senator (Strom) 
Hurm ond as chairm an of the 
J u d ic ia ry  C o m m ittee  w ould  
support it and I would say that 
its chances of passage in the 
Senate would be good. ’ ’

School prayer am endm ent: 
The Davis-Bacon Act: Sen.

Ja k e  G am , R-Utah, incoming 
chairm an of the Senate Bank­
ing Com m ittee, has called for 
repeal of those parts ot the act 
wnich require tha t union wages 
and work rules be observed  in 
all federally funded housing 
projects. Baker said G arn’s 
proposal is a good one and 
predicted it would pass with a 
few modifications.
The death penalty: " I f  the

chairm an (Thurmond, R-S. C.) 
o f the Jud iciary  Committee 
wants that, the chances arc  he 
can report tha t to the Senate 
floor and I will certainly move 
it for Senate consideration.

Tax reduction legislation: 
"T he Senate should go ahead 
and pass tax relief during the 
la m e d u c k  s e s s i o n . . .e v e n  
though P resident C arter is 
likely to veto i t .”

Reduction of the minimum 
wage for youthful workers: " I  
think a youth differential is an 
idea that will have strong 
support in the Senate .” 

Increased defense spending: 
" I  expect to support th a t.” 
Proposals to abolish the new 

D epartm ent of Education: If
President Reagan decides he 
wants to abolish it, I will hear 
his argum ents and w e’ll con­
sider it at the time.

.has spent tim e in area penal 
institutions. H e is currently on a 
work/release program  from the 
Indiana State Penitentiary.

K intzele, who opened the 
luncheon with various illustra­
tions o f our local penal system, 
has been involved with penal re­
form for nearly seven years. She 
cited the Bail bond project run 
by the Justice and Peace Center 
which is in ten t on loaning funds 
equaling to up to one half the 
bond or five hundred dollars. 
The program  is based upon need, 
personal interviews and the 
accused’s ties to the South Bend 
community.

K intzele also discussed the 
URC’s Inm ate-O utm ate Pro­
gram. This program  consists of 
fifteen South Bend m en who 
work with fifteen inm ates in the 
Michigan City State Prison which 
services the state o f  Indiana. This 
group is currently in the process 
of collecting 3,000-dozen cook­
ies to  be used at Christm as par­
ties next m onth. She was quick 
to po in t out. that job develop­
m ent program s are also being 
enacted for ex-offenders, but 
efforts are being slowed by the 
lack o f jobs in general.

often times em otionally on his 
personal experiences in prison. 
His education in law and the 
obvious em pathy he felt for 
prison inm ates was apparent 
throughout. H e emphasized so­
ciety’s obligation to  “H ate the 
sin bu t love the sinner,” and 
urged all to lead b e tte r lives ,to 
make a b e tte r world. H e insisted 
that individuals love those that 
com m it crimes no t by feeling 
sorry for inmates, bu t by loving 
them  in the “ true Christian ” 
sense o f the word.

H e cited the m ajor problem  in 
the penal system today as the 
assum ption that rehabilittation 
and incarceration can be ac­
complished together. G orm an 
said the solution to these prob­
lems will depen^ upon an atti­
tude o f the heart in conjunction 
with logic, no t logic and bureau­
cracy alone.

New leadership bound to 
big bucks, industry?

W ASHINGTON-In their savor of victory, 

right-wing groups should be allowed their 
indulgences in in terpreting  the election results.

C onservative populism  has asserted  itself, 
they are claim ing. W ith the defeats of George 
McGovern, Jo h n  Culver, Birch Bayh and Frank 
Church in the Senate, and Jo h n  B radem as, 
Andrew M aguire and Bob Eckhardt in the 
House, liberalism  has been put to rout. “ The 
people ” have spoken. In Ronald Reagan and 
the insweep of Republicans in the Senate, the 
dream  that R ichard Nixon says he worked for is 
coming true: The creation of a “ new leadership 
class whose values and aspirations (are) truly 
more reflective of the rest o f the country .”

This high-sounding talk is common to victory 
celebrations. All th a t’s absen t is som e locker- 
room roistering , with cham pagne pouring over 
the heads of the w inners.

But is it that simple? In the last weeks of the 
cam paign, the telling hints about the outcome 
did not come from the polls or the guesses of 
the experts. They were revealed in the dry 
statistics o f Federal Election Commission data 
on som e 1,200 corporate and 300 union political 
action com m ittees. The money from corpora­
tions and right-w ing groups flowed with such 
intensity that the results confirm ed M ark 
Tw ain’s com m ent: “ I think I can say, and say 
with pride, that we have legislatures that bring 
higher prices than any in the w orld .”

In South Dakota, M cGovern was beaten by 
Rep. Jam es A bdnor, the beneficiary (up until 
Aug. 31) of $187,000 from corporate PACS. 
Rep. Dan Quayle of Indiana received $162,000 
from corporations in defeating  Bayh. Rep. 
Charles G rassley took $159,000 in beating 
Culver. In Idaho, Rep. Steven Symms received 
$145,000 to turn  back Church.

Except for Sen. Russell Long o f L ou is ian a- 
who had no opposition but for old tim e’s sake 
was doled out $258,000 from sugar-daddy 
corporations--A bdnor, Quayle, G rassley and 
Symms w ere at the top of the money list. As a 
gang o f four, they w ere' the favorite sons of 
com panies that often prosper or fail by the 
access they have to a few we 11-stroked senators.

This m ingling of Big Corporation Money with

Big Politics differs from the “ higher p rices” 
Mark Twain spoke of. He referred  to the 
outright greasing  of political palm s common to 
19th century Am erican politics, w hereas today’s 
generosity is sanctioned by a 1975 FEC ruling. 
The current arrangem ent has a philosophical 
connection tha t goes fu rther back in history, to 
the honored m otto of the M edici family: 
“ Money to ge t pow er, pow er to protect 
m oney.”

McGovern and the o ther liberals w ere not 
driven from office solely because of the 
corporate cash heaped on their challengers. 
They took money also, though it tended  to come 
from unions. But even then, as a Common 
Cause study show ed, som eone like Symms had 
26 percent of his total contributions from PACS, 
against only 9 percent o f C hurch’s. Grassley 
had 21 percent, M cGovern 11 percent.

In O ctober 1979, about a year before the 
largest outpouring passed  a bill that would have 
set m odest limits: No more than $70,000 could 
be accepted by a candidate from PACS, with 
$6,000 the m axim um  from one group. But the 
bill-w hich would constrain only H ouse mem- 
b e rs -h a s  been sitting  in the Senate, stalled 
there by conservatives perched comfortably in 
the limbs of the ever-growing money tree.

In the elections of the A bdnors and G rass­
ley s, did “ the peop le” speak or did money 
talk? If it was a populist uprising, w hat about 
the uprise am ong corporations ? They have 
found it so enjoyable to p art with so much 
money tha t in 1975 less than  140 corporate 
PACS existed, as against m ore than 1,100 now.

R ather than the defeats of the liberals being 
seen as a blowing off o f steam  by the frustrated  
little people, a m ore dism al explanation needs 
to be considered. A w ell-planned and well- 
financed pow er play has put into the Senate and 
House a large num ber of servants of the big 
business-special in terest complex who were 
showered with money not only to create fu ture 
access but to rew ard past favors.

It isn ’t a m ystery w hat this coziness leads to: 
higher prices for consum ers, m ore breaks for 
the wealthy, bigger cuts in social services and 
more despair that the system  can be m ade to 
work.

tration:

(1 ) reversal o f cu rren t abor­
tion policy to  one w hich 
sanctifies and  preserves 
hum an life;

(4 ) opposition  to  m inority  
regim es w hich subjugate 
racial m ajorities (o r m in­
orities) and kill, m aim  or 
incarcera te  those who 
oppose the ir policies;

(5) d istribu tion  from  the 
plentitude o f  the A m erican 
g ranary  the food needed 
for the w orld’s starving 
people to survive;

(6 ) conservation  o f  energy to  
render unnecessary  a war- 
over the M id east’s oil and 
to  free petro leum  for its 
productive uses in the food 
chain.

T he list could be lengthened. 
N one o f these are policy areas 
adm itting to  easy  answ ers. T he 
struggle betw een national security  
and justice alw ays pushes Christians 
to the limit o f intellect and principle. 
R egrettably only one o f  these policy 
areas' appeared  in the literature 
d istributed  around our churches 
before the election , im plying for 
w hom  we should vote. But they are 
cen tra l life issues  for Prof. R ice, for 
R eagan supporters, and for all 
N o tre  D am e faculty and students.

Life is life — w hether w renched 
from an A m erican  w om an’s wom b, 
w hether blow n to  sm ithereens by 
an A m erican  nuclear w arhead  that 
scores a d irec t hit on a R ussian 
factory or base, w hether suddenly 
ended by an  a ssassin ’s bullet aim ed 
at an archbishop  w ho offers the 
Body o f  C hris t to  the poor, w hether 
slowly d rained  from a political 
opponent through life-long in tern­
ment. w hether the final end to  a 
m alnourished child  callously 
ignored by the w ealthy N orth ,

TUSCALOOSA, Ala. — Alabama begins defense o f its national 
college football cham pionship Saturday against Georgia Tech and 
any coach, Paul (Bear) Bryant included, will tell you that your m ost 
im portant game is your next game.

The Alabama campus is looking past Georgia Tech. Also past 
Mississippi, Vanderbilt, Kentucky, Rutgers, Tennessee, Southern 
Mississippi, Mississippi State and Louisiana State.

“The only game they’re talking about is N o tre  D am e,” says Charley 
Thornton, assistant athletic director for public relations. “It’s like 
they don’t realize we have nine previous games.”

N o tre  Dam e doesn’t  visit Alabama until Nov. 15. In this part o f the 
country, N otre Dam e is a dirty word...two dirty words, in fact.

N otre Dame cost previously undefeated Alabama the 1973 national 
cham pionship with a 24-23 victory in the Sugar Bowl at New Orleans. 
The Fighting Irish cost previously undefeated Alabama the 1974 
national cham pionship with a 13-11 trium ph in the O range Bowl at 
Miami. T he only o ther m eeting was N o tre  D am e’s 21-18 regular 
season trium ph in 1976 — three Alabama setbacks by a total o f six 
jo in ts .

Alabama also feels its 1966 (11-0) and 1977 (11-1) teams deserved 
the national cham pionships those years which went, o f course, to 
N otre  Dame. W inning national titles in 1978 and 1979 hasn’t made 
anyone forget 1966 or 1977.

The anti-N otre D am e feeling runs so high am ong the populace that 
one Alabaman was heard to  say, “I’d vote for Iran before I’d vote for 
N o tre  D am e.”

For the  first time, the campus bookstore is selling items with the 
name o f a visiting team. U ncom plim entary items, o f course, like 
green derbies which read: “D am  N o tre  D am e” and green shirts 
bearing a sham rock plus the legend: “Hail Mary, full o f grace, N otre 
Dam e’s in second place.”

“T hat’s never been done before, no t even for A uburn,” says Bruce 
Graham, a senior from  Albany, Ga. “To say there’s a lot o f  hate for 
them  would be an understatem ent.”

Alabama hom e games, b o th  here and in Birmingham some 50 miles 
to  the east, som etim es seem to be m ore o f a social function than a 
sporting event. Signs begin to  adorn the sorority houses late in the 
week and there is a pep rally on Thursday night.

“W hen they com e back to  school in the fall, all the  girls buy new 
dresses and try to line up dates,” says Graham , “ If they can’t get a 
date, they usually don’t go.”

Bryant is only the crown prince. Football is king.

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Purdue’s Herrmann-
QB passes the records
WEST LAFAYETTE IND. 

(AP) - It’s no conincidencc that 
Purdue University’s sluggish 
football program  bgan a 
dramatic turnaround with the 
arrival of Mark Herrmann, a 
strong-arm quarterback who 
made the forward pass the 
chief weapon in the Boilermak­
ers' arsenal and is now on the 
verge of becoming the NCAA 
major college career leader in 
total offense.

Herrmann, a lanky, 6’5” 
senior from Carmel, Ind., ar­
rived at Purdue the same time 
as Coach Jim Young, who 
inherited a program that had 
recorded just one winning sea­
son in the previous seven 
years. Young and Herrmann 
were suited for each other, and 
the entire offense was rebuilt 
around the young quarterback. 
” i think that it’s pretty obvious 
that we have built our program 
around him ,” says Young. 
“ He is the leader, he makes 
thing happen. He has a great 
deal of poise and experience.”

Purdue is 7-2 this season and 
tied with Michigan and Ohio 
State for first place in the Big 
Ten. Herrmann has been 
mentioned as a prime candi­
date for the Heisman Trophy, 
but he figures his chances are 
no better than 50-50. In any 
event, he appears remarkably 
unaffected by his notoriety.

“ Most people don’t believe 
me when I say I’m not concern­
ed with the Heisman Trophy,” 
Herrmann insists. “ After 
you’ve been through four years 
with the same teammates and 
the same coaches, it really is 
difficu lt to have personal 
achievements ahead of team 
goals. But I’d be kidding if I 
said I didn’t check on the stats 
of the other so/called candi­
dates...” 

herrmann’s stats show eight 
NCAA division I records al­
ready under his belt, including 
most passing yards in a career 
with 9,205. He needs 44 yards 
at Michigan on Saturday to 
become the NCAA total offense 
leader. This season, he’s 
passed for 2,471 yards and 18 
touchdowns. His best effort 
came last Saturday, a school 
record 439 yards and three 
touchdown passes in a 58/13 
rout of Iowa.

“ I can honestly say I haven’t 
kept up with the records,” he 
says. “ It seem s like they have 
a record for almost anything. 
Most of the time. I’m not 
aware of them until the day 
after the gam e.”

For four seasons, Herrmann 
has been the focus of Purdue’s 
offensive attack, but it wasn’t 
until five weeks ago that he 
was given full responsibility for 
calling all his own plays. The 
results have been phenomenal.

Over that span, Herrmann 
has completed 123 of 182 
passes - a nifty .676 percentage 
- for 1,764 yards and 16 
touchdowns. And as a team, 
the Boilermakers are averaging 
more than 500 yards total 
offense and 40 point a game 
since Herrmann was given a 
free hand.

For his career, one out of 
every 8.5 pass completions has 
gone for a touchdown.

“ Coach Young’s bottom-line 
philosophy has always been to 
improve,” the senior quarter­
back says. “ He constantly 
stresses improvement. As I 
look back on my career, I guess 
that’s what I’ve mainly been 
concerned with...trying to im­
prove with every gam e.”

The one area Herrmann has 
tried hardest to show improve­
ment in cutting down on his

interceptions. He has an 
NCAA career record 69 inter­
ceptions, but 27 of those were 
as a freshman. H e’s steadily 
improved, and h e’s been pick­
ed off just 13 times so far this 
year.

“ I did at one time become

Earanoid about interceptions, 
ut lately I’ve realized when 

your o ffen se  is d esign ed  
around the pass, you’re going 
to have thoses interceptions,” 
Herrmann says. T really try 
not to let them get me down as 
much as they used to.

“ I don’tpiind all the attention 
any more. That goes with 
being a quarterback, I guess. 
It has bothered me, because I 
was afraid of what my team­
mates might think. But I’ve 
been on the other side of the 
coin. I was booed last year 
when we played Northwestern, 
so I guess the badd comes with 
the good.”

Devine and the ‘Bear’ aim for No. 1

CHICAGO (ap) - coach es  
Bear Bryant o f Alabama and 
Dan Devine of Notre Dame, 
both o f whom have been there, 
would go anywhere at anytime 
if it meant a shot at being 
No. 1 again.

“ No. 1 is still possible, y es ,’’ 
Bryant told the Chicago Foot­
ball Writers in a telephone in­
terview Tuesday prior to Satur­
d ay’s nation a lly  te lev ised  
battle against Notre Dame in 
Birmingham.

“ Our destiny in the polls will 
be determined by what we do 
against Alabama and Southern 
Cal and whomever we play if  
we play in a bowl game, ’ ’ said 
Devine.

“ If Georgia were No. 1 and 
we had a chance to play them, 
w e’d put on the moleskins or 
the uniforms and jump at the 
chance to play them, ” added 
Devine.

But first there is Saturday’s 
game between No. 5 Alabama 
and No. 6 Notre Dame and 
Bryant’s chance for his first 
victory over the Irish who 
defeated the Crimson Tide 
24-23 in the Sugar Bowl in

1973, 13-11 in the Orange Bowl 
in 1974 and 21-18 in South 
Bend in 1976.

“ I’ve never beaten anyone,” 
said Bryant, “ my teams have. 
In the gam es we lost to Notre 
Dame, we might have won if  I 
had stayed home. Notre Dame 
is a big name and it would be 
nice and I’d be happy if we 
could beat them .”

Bryant said “ I would have 
liked to h ave them  beat 
Georgia Tech because it would 
have been to our advantage. 
But that alerted them .”

About this Saturday’s game, 
Bryant said “ you have to keep 
from losing before you can win. 
You need good defense and a 
good kicking game and keep 
the mistakes down.

“ My biggest worry Saturday

Bellomy: Irish Mr. Hustle

What are the chances of 
som eone from Knoxville, Tenn. 
playing varsity hockey for the 
University of Notre Dame?

“ That’s what everyone asks 
m e,’’ says sophomore center 
Rex Bellomy. “ Yet I actually 
began skating when I was 
about four years old. A few  
years later I began participat­
ing in a youth hockey program. 
M eanwhile,' my parents were 
taking m e to see the area 
semi-pro gam es in the South­
ern Hockey League ”

It didn’t take long for Bellomy 
to take an interest in hockey 
with the support of his parents.
In fact, it was his mother who 

taught him how to skate. 
Thoughl unlikely for a south­
erner to grow up to play 
college hockey, Rex was for­
tunate enough to travel north 
to play his final three years of 
high school.

Bellomy played at North wood 
Preo School in Lake Placid, 
N Y .During his brilliant high 
school career, Rex received his 
share of awards. As a junior, 
Bellomy j participated in the 
Milton Tournament at the Mil­
ton Academy in Boston, Mass. 
Northwood was victorious in 
the eight-team tourney and 
Bellomy was named to the 
all-tourney team and nabbed 
Most Valuable Player honors.

In addition, Bellomy was 
elected captain of his senior 
squad and was also voted 
M.V.P. by his teammates. His

M.V.P. honors were substan­
tiated by his 25 goal-18 assist 
performance in 18 games.

Rex was first spotted by head 
coach Lefty Smith at the annual 
Notre Dame summer hockey 
camp following his junior year 
at Northwood.

Listed as both a center and a 
winger on the Irish roster, the 
v ersa tile  B ellom y attended  
Smith’s camp two consecutive 
years. “ I became interested in 
attending Notre Dame when 
Coach Smith encouraged me to 
consider the Irish hockey pro­
gram. Fortunately, he liked 
what he saw of me in cam p.’’

Limited in playing time last 
year, Bellomy has already con- 
tribued 11 points in eight 
games this year with four goals 
and seven assists. At 5.11 
and 175 pounds, Bellomy reiiet 
on his enthusiastic style of play 
to excell at his position.

“ I can’t always rely on my 
speed or strength so I try to 
make up for that with my 
hustle. By constantly hustling, 
it gives me the opportunity to 
be around the puck more thus 
creating situations beneficial to 
u s .”

Bellomy doesn’t single out a 
particular player on the team 
as being most influential be­
cause of the closeness of the 
squad.

The whole team is extremely 
close and everybody is always 
offering encouragement. Not 
only are the players compli­
mentary of their teammates 
but so are the coaches. Terry 
(Fairholm) is always available

to help me with my slapshot 
and is quick to point out 
various aspects of my game 
that need improvement.

“ As for Lenny (Moher), h e’s 
always quick to offer encour­
agement and is concerned with 
us a s  people not just hockey 
players. Lenny often asks 
about how my classes and 
grades are shaping up.”

Fresh off a split with the 
number-one ranked Minnesota 
Gophers, the skaters have de­
finitely gained an added dose 
of confidence.

“ After playing Minnesota as 
tough as we did, we realized 
that we can improve upon our 
current 4-4 record. We really 
had no problem keeping up 
with the Gophers and if we can 
avoid the crippling injuries that 
we suffered last year, we can 
have a successful season.

Aragon seeks bid in NCAA’s

It may no t be track season, bu t 
Chuck Aragon is back in the 
spotligh t 

N o tre  D am e hasn’t sent a cross 
country runner to  an NCAA final 
in five years. This year, however, 
despite a disappointing season 
team-wise, coach Jo e  Piane 
seems to  th ink he has an individ­
ual capable o f m atching the feat 
last perform ed in 1975 by Jim  
R einhart — a runner Piane called 
“ the best I’ve ever had.”

“I think Chuck (Aragon) def­
initely has a shot at qualifying 
this w eekend,” said Piane o f his 
senior co-captain, now preparing 
to run in Saturday’s 10,000 
m eter (6.2 miles) NCAA D istrict 
IV cham pionships at the Univer­
sity o f  Illinois (Champaign).

“For som eone w ho’s primarily 
a ha lf m iler,” added the sixth- 
year coach, “Chuck ran a very 
creditable cross country season.”

Consistent m ight be a m ore 
accurate term . Aragon, whose 
exploits as an 800-m eter m an 
ind m em ber o f the All-America 
rish two-mile relay team  back in 

1979 have been well-doCumen- 
red, was the top N o tre  D am e 
runner in four o f  five cross 
country m eets this fall. •

But it takes m ore than  one 
individual perform ance to  bring 
about success in cross country.

“W e had three freshm en in our 
top seven this year,” said Aragon,

one o f  a lim ited contingent of 
Irish students from  the state of 
New Mexico. “If  you lack exper- 
ence as a team, consequently you 
can’t  have consistency as a 
group. W e lacked m aturity, and 
racing savvy is som ething that 
only comes with experience. If 
we could ever pu t a race toget­
her, I’d like to  see how we’d do 
then .”

From  week to week, Aragon 
has found him self alone in fron t 
of the N otre  D am e pack, with 
occasional assistance from  
Piane’s freshm en crew o f barely 
tapped future potential — Ralph 
Caron, Andy Dillon, D an Walsh, 
and Tim  Novak. However, 
Aragon has no t been overly 
pleased with his own perfor­
mances to  date.

“I’m  still looking for what I 
consider a good race,” he said. 
“I t’s the same with track because 
I’m  never satisfied there, either. 
W hen the team  doesn’t do well, I 
guess I feel even less satisfied. 
A lthough I’ve been training well 
and have p u t myself in a good 
position for the track season, I 
feel like I didn’t run a real 
com petitive effort until last 
week.”

At N o tre  Dam e’s double-dual 
m eet last Saturday with Bowling 
G reen and N orthern  Illinois, 
Aragon ran third in the three- 
team field, 11 seconds behind 
Greg D om antay’s (N.I.) winning 
time o f 24:29.

“I ran w ith a guy the whole way 
a t Bowling G reen  and if I run as

competitively as I did there,” said 
Aragon, “I could qualify (for the 
NCAA finals in W ichita, Kan.). 
A t least coach Piane seems to 
think so.”

“T he top five individuals not 
on the top four teams will go to  
the finals,” explained Piane. 
“Last year, the last guy to  qualify 
came in ten th  place and I know 
Chuck can run that well.” 

Aragon, whose 1980 results 
have im proved noticeably com­
pared to  last season’s, attribu ted  
his success thus far to  an intensi­
fied sum m er conditioning pro­
gram back hom e in Los Lunas. 
“W eight training was new for me 
this sum m er,” he said. “T hat and 
the fact that I was m ore consis­
ten t with my road work (nine to  
ten miles a day) have made me a 
lot stronger.”

H e is hoping the pain barriers 
he’s continued to  go through in 
his training this fall m ight pay off 
in an NCAA final invitation this 
Saturday W ith the added dis­
tance in a field with the likes of 
Indiana All-American Jim  
Spivey.

“W e’re running six miles (ver­
sus the norm al five),” said 
Aragon. “B ut once you get past 
three or four, it hurts the same 
for everyone the rest o f  the way. 
I’ll just go into the race like the 
basketball team  would go into 
the playoffs and try to  pu t the 
season behind m e.”

An NCAA berth  for Chuck 
Aragon would make a lo t o f 
people forget a disappointing 
cross country season.

DEJA VUE — This weekend’s long-awaited clash with 
Alabama has all the indications of a rem ake of the 1976 battle 
betw een the two collegiate powers. The week before that 
centennial skirmish, the Irish had lost to  Georgia Tech 23-14 
while the Tide defeated Louisiana State, just as they did last 
week.

Let’s just hope that Saturday’s result follows the pattern, 
since the Irish prevailed 21-18 in tha t 1976 showdown.

PLAYING THE NUMBERS — N otre  Dam e by four. If 
you’re a gambler, go for it. If you’re superstitious, go for it. If 
you’re an accounting major, you can bet your last debit and 
credit on it.

T he Irish have beaten Alabama in the only three meetings 
betw een the two schools. In  their first- ever confrontation in the 
1973 Sugar Bowl, N o tre  Dam e claimed a tight one-point win, 
24-23. In  the 1975 O range Bowl, the Irish m anaged a two-point 
decision, 13-11. And in that only regular season m atchup in 
1976, the Irish walked away with a three po in t victory.

Thus, it’s N otre  Dam e by four this year. Move over 
Fibonacci, it’s the Irish sequence.

IT’S A MIRACLE! — Seven years ago when Alabama and 
N otre D am e faced each o ther in the Sugar Bowl to decide the 
national championship, som e Tide fans, who had a warped 
sense o f their leader’s powers, were selling pictures outside the 
stadium o f Paul “Bear” Bryant walking on water. As som eone in 
the Irish party handed Ara Parseghian a copy o f the photo, 
Parseghian replied, “Quick, get me five ho t dogs and two 
cokes— I have 5,000 alum ni to feed.”

TAKE A NUMBER — The Irish defense continues to  blaze 
new trails o f stinginess. They have no t surrendered a touch­
down in 16 quarters, and have no t allowed a touchdow n on the 
ground in 20 quarters, Irish foes have m anaged nine
points total in the last four outings.

A glance at the national num bers reveal that the Irish are fifth 
in total defense (223.0 yards per game), rushing defense (96.0 
yards per game) and scoring defense (10.1 points per game).

O ver the last four weeks, the Irish have held their opponents 
to  averages o f 77.3 yards on the ground and 151.3 total yards.

A ND A CLOUD OF D U S T — B oth the Irish and the 
Crimson Tide boast two o f the stronger rushing games and two 
of the weaker passing games in the NCAA. N otre  D am e’s 
rushing offense, although down from  last week, is averaging 
267.5 yards, good for 12th nationally. ’Bama, who has run the 
ball 86 percent o f  the tim e it’s had it, is in the country’s top  three 
in rushing at 319-2 yards per game. The Tide has com pleted 
only-35 passes in nine games thus far, while the Irish have 
managed 64 in eight contests.

STARTING FROM SCRATCH — Since neither managed to 
gain 100 yards vs. the Ram blin’ Upsets, bo th  Jim  Stone’s and 
Phil C arter’s consecutive 100-yard gam e rushing streaks have 
ended. Stone set a new school standard o f four straight, while 
C arter equaled the then-record three straight at Michigan State.

Stone has averaged 149.4 yards in five starts this year. D espite 
the fact that his season average dipped to  102.5 over the 
weekend, Stone moved up to  19th in the NCAA rankings.

SPIKING THE BALL-Irish

Elacekicker Harry Oliver, who 
as already setNotre Dam es’s 

single season field goal rec­
oraj is closing in on Dave 
R eeve’s recora 75 points in a 
season for a placekicker. Ol­
iver is still r staked third 
nationally with two field goals 
per game and he is rated 17th 
with 7.9 points per outing (63 
total).

Oliver alm ost had his chance for the school record last week, 
when Devine sent him  in to  a ttem pt a 54-yarder in the first 
quarter. B ut after further consideration, Blair Kiel was sent in 
to p u n t instead.

I CAN T O P  THAT — Dan Devine heads into this weekend’s 
game as the nation’s second winngest active college coach. H e 
sports a 171-54-9 overall record (.733 percentage) with a 51-14- 
1 (.780) m ark at N o tre  Dame. Devine owns a personal 2-0 
record against the Crimson Tide with a 35-10 win in the G ator 
Bowl while coaching at Missouri to go along with the 1976 Irish 
victory.

Needless to say, the winningest active college coach will be 
standing across the field from  Devine on Saturday. “Bear” 
Bryant has compiled a 304-78-16 m ark in over 35 years of 
coaching, b u t still sees crim son when he thinks about the Irish 
since he has com e away em pty-handed in three tries.

FAN-TASTIC — D an Smith, a recently retired architect and 
a graduate o f  N o tre  Dam e in 1938 who resided in Peoria, 111., 
never m inded driving from  Peoria to South Bend for five or six 
hom e football games each year. H e even stayed till the b itter 
(cold) end o f that com eback-of com ebacks in the 1979 Cotton 
Bowl. B ut age has finally taken its toll — he just couldn’t drive 
to South Bend for som etim es three hom e basketball games in 
one week as well. The result: Smith moved to  South Bend upon 
his retirem ent.
