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New directive 
lim its Stepan use

All future Polish W eddings, Irish 
Wakes and movie show ings in 
Stepan C enter have been p e r­
manently cancelled  by the U niver­
sity, as a result o f tw o le tters sent to  
S tudent Union D irector Bill Lawler 
last week.

The letters, one by Dean o f  Stu­
den ts Jam es Roem er and one by 
D irector o f S tudent Activities Jam es 
M cDonnell, w ere spurred  by w hat 
M cDonnell term ed “num erous 
reports o f drunkenness and illness” 
as a resu lt o f the S tudent Union- 
sponsored "Polish W edding." The 
annual event, held in Stepan C enter 
dring  W elcom e Week, featured non­
alcoholic refreshm ents and live 
music, but M cDonnell's le tte r 
charges that “most o f the 900-plus 
students b rought alcohol into 
Stepan C enter."

The “Irish Wake," a sim ilar party- 
type event sponsored  by Student 
Union, is held annually during the 
An Tostal festival in April. Feature- 
length films arc show n occasionally 
in Stepan C en ter also, in a m ore in­
formal atm osphere than those 
show n in o th er cam pus buildings.

M cDonnell said in his le tte r that 
his a ttention  to  the m atter was 
draw n Initially by the posters 
advertising the Polish W edding, 
w hich said “BYOB,” and featured  a 
b eer can.

Lawler, in an earlier letter, 
apologized to  the adm inistration 
and accep ted  full responsibility for 
the advertising, claim ing he was un­

aware of D uLac's proh ib ition  o f al­
cohol prom otion  on campus.

However, it was the event itself 
w hich inspired R oem er and M cDon­
nell to take action. McDonnell 
w rote, “never have I received 
repo rts  to  this ex ten t concern ing  
any event.” He also observed that 
“w e see sim ilar trends (o f  BYOB) in 
LaFortune at the Nazz and C hautau­
qua."

Dean Roemer, w hose le tte r was 
sho rte r than M cDonnell's, stated 
that “as o f now, this tradition  is 
ended .” He added that "none o f 
these alcohol rules are new. Alcohol 
is never allow ed in Stepan C enter.”

The sanctions also include a 
stipulation that all fu ture advertising 
must state that alcohol is not p e r­
m itted, and this m ust also be stated 
on admission tickets. “On-site 
security  will have to be increased," 
M cDonnell w rote, "and procedures 
institu ted  to  ensure that alcohol is 
not carried  into Stepan. "

Lawler was unavailable for com ­
m ent last night.

M cDonnell suggested that 
"perhaps it w ould be b e tte r  holding 
events in the ACC, dining hall, 
Engineering A uditorium , and Wash­
ington Hall — locations in w hich we 
have not experienced  the alcohol 
p roblem s associated w ith a Stepan 
event."

Two o th e r m ajor student- 
sponsored  activities held  in Stepan 
C enter — the Collegiate Jazz Fes­
tival and the C ountry Rock Jam — 
w ere no t cancelled  by the ad­
m inistration, bu t McDonnell has in­
s truc ted  that the new  sanctions 
apply to  these events as well.

financial m arkets and creating  tran ­
sit chaos for hom ebound  com ­
muters.

R oem er toughe
stand on alcohol abuse

Dean o f S tudents Jam es Roemer, 
in issuing his annual alcohol 
directive banning kegs o f b eer on 
campus, included a new, specific 
fine o f * 100 for all studen ts having a 
keg on University grounds.

A $ 100 fine is also the penalty for 
carrying alcohol on cam pus-ow ned 
grounds, o r for drinking alcohol 
inside the football stadium , acco rd ­
ing to  the directive.

Roemer, by spelling ou t the 
specific fines, sees the d irective as an 
indication of a "tougher stand" on al­
cohol abuse at N otre Dame.

“An awful lot o f people  here  abuse 
alcohol," Roem er said. "As part o f an 
educational institution, th e re ’s no 
way we can look the o th e r way. We 
want to  deal w ith the p roblem  in a 
strong, effective way."

Before the changes w ere made, 
Roem er consu lted  Student Body 
President Don Murday, Judicial 
C oord inator Carol Silva, and Hall 
Presidents' C ouncil President Mike 
Martin for their reactions.

Murday feels the keg fine is far too 
high and that it will no t de te r al­
cohol abuse. "You can get drunk just 
as well off cans as off keg s ," he said, 
adding that kegs are m ore econom i­
cal and easier to  clean.

Roem er said the adm inistration

rem ains opposed  to  kegs because "a 
keg attracts a large crow d o f  people 
w ho hurry  to  get the ir share. 
G ranted," he said, "it tastes b e tte r 
and is m ore econom ical, but there 's  
almost a com pulsion to  exhaust the 
con ten ts  o f a keg."

In o th e r years, the d irective did 
not spell out the fines; it only said 
violators might be sent to  the Dean 
o f Students, w ho usually handled the 
problem  bv assessing a *50 fine.

Kegs w ere also confiscated and 
deposits forfeited.

Roem er set th e  fine at $100 since 
that am ount is a “stronger d e te r­
rent." Also, he said the $50 fine 
becam e traditional six years ago 
w hen $50 was w orth  "about as 
m uch as $ 100 is now. "

"W e’re try ing o u r darnedest to  en ­
force this ftolicy," R oem er added.

Paul Cohen, a Traffic D epartm ent 
contro l agent standing in the middle 
of a dow ntow n intersection, said 
that w ith traffic lights ou t "people 
just do w hat they want. It's bedlam 
over here. There are a lot o f  tem ­
pers.”

“I’ve been sitting here  for about 
one hour," said Rolando Reys as he 
listened to the radio in his idling 
sports car at the co rn e r o f Broadway 
and C ham bers Street at about 6  p.m..

Flashlights and candles lighted the 
way dow n darkened  stairw ells for 
w orkers trapped  in skyscrapers.

Many people w ere drinking beer 
on the street. But many bars w ere

closed because they w ere  w ithout 
pow er and elec tric  cash registers 
w ould no t work.

T elephone service w as sw itched 
to  em ergency pow er, but dial tones 
w ere slow  in com ing. Lines o f 
people at dow ntow n phone booths 
stre tched  20 deep.

Subways slow ed to  a craw l w ith 
signal lights affected Bus stops w ere  
jam m ed w ith displaced subway 
riders.

“People ju s t do what 

they want. I t’s bedlam  

over here. ”

Before pow er was restored , 
Lawrence Kleinman, a Con Edison 
spokesman, said th ere  was no d an ­
ger o f the kind of p rob lem  that has 
blacked ou t the w hole city in the 
past. "The problem  is con tained  
w ithin the area that has been  af­
fected," he said.  ________

New fa cu lty  offices

Donor contributes $5 m illion  fo r  com plex

A grant o f $5 million by an anonym ous do n o r will enable the Uni­
versity to  build a new  faculty office com plex on the southeast quad­
rangle behind O ’Shaughncssy Hall.

The long-awaited building will house the offices o f the faculty in the 
College of Arts and Letters that are presently  located in the basem ent 
o f the M emorial Library.

The anonym ous grant will prov ide most o f the funding for the 
project, w hich will not only alleviate the p resen t cram ped  condition  
o f faculty offices, but also crea te  room  for expansion o f the University 
Library collection  in the area now  used by the profesors.

A ccording to  Donald Dedrick, d irec to r o f the physical plant, the 
building is in a "schem atic planning stage." He explained, Tight now  
w e 're  decid ing  w hat type o f facilities w e will have, w ithou t doing any 
actual designing." It will be at least a year, he said, before bids are 
taken for the actual construction . However. D edrick p red ic ted  “it’s

going to  be an exciting  building."
Im provem ent on th e  p resen t situation o f the faculty offices for Arts 

and Letters is definitely needed, according to  acting Dean Robert 
Burns. “The offices arc cram ped," Burns said. “We simply don 't have 
adequate office space. "

He added that “the faculty are like m oles living underg round  there  
(in  the library basem ent).” The new  facility will have w indow s for 
natural light in all the offices, according to Burns. "This building will 
he a w elcom e im provem ent.”

While the faculty and studen ts will have a b e tte r env ironm ent in 
w hich to  m eet, the Memorial Library will be gaining a fair am ount of 
space from the vacated offices in its basem ent. Though he said it is still 
to  early to  make definite plans for utilizing that space, D irector o f the 
Libraries Robert Miller speculated  that “any space opened  up w ould 
be used prim arily for expansion o f ou r collection .”

However, Miller explained that m uch rem odeling w ould have to  he 
done before the areas could be utilized. Miller estim ated that it w ould 
be at least th ree  years before such a p ro jec t w ould be com pleted .

Solidarity S powerfill Warsaw branch  p roposed  free 
e lec tions in Poland yesterday in a draft resolution  that pu t th e  in d e­
penden t union on a new  collision course w ith  th e  com m unist regim e. 
The delegates to  the un ion’s first national congress tried  to  sidestep  
ano ther challenge to  the governm ent — a m easure that w ould  rem ove 
w ord ing  from  th e  union ch a rte r acknow ledging the leading ro le o f the 
C om m unist Party. But the congress faced a p rocedura l fight over the 
issue, and Gdansk delegate Lech Sobieszek w orked furiously to  pu t it 
back on th e  m eeting’s already packed agenda. Meanwhile, the Polish 
C om m unist Party paper, T rybuna  L udu , said the support Solidarity 
expressed  for free union activists th roughou t the Soviet b loc w as “an 
a ttem pt to  in terfere  in th e  socio-political life o f friendly — 
(co m m u n is t)  —- countries. ” “In plain language, th e  m essage is a call 
for changes in the existing social s tru c tu res  in o th e r coun tries  o f 
realistic socialism, a call for creation  o f sim ilar organism s as Solidarity, 
and a readiness to coopera te  in such changes,” the paper said. — AP

B a l k i n g  a t  a n y  r e t u r n  to  the -o ld  w ays o f N ixon,”
D em ocratic congressional leaders assailed yesterday a drive by Presi­
den t Reagan’s suppo rte rs  to  reinstate  execu tive authority  to  w ithhold 
m oney C ongress had vo ted  to  spend. Speaking to  rep o rte rs  upon 
Congress’ re tu rn  from a m onth-long recess, H ouse Speaker Thom as P. 
O ’Neill Jr., D-Mass., said Reagan’s “pie in the sky” econom ic p red ic ­
tions are falling apart. Meanwhile, Senate D em ocratic Leader R obert 
C. Byrd o f W est Virginia, said he saw an adm inistration in disarray. 
H ouse Republican Leader Robert H. M ichel o f Illinois and Senate 
M ajority Leader H ow ard H. Baker Jr., R-Tenn., m et w ith  Reagan at the 
W hite H ouse Tuesday to  p ropose legislation that w ould  give Reagan 
lim ited  authority  to im pound - namely, no t spend  - appropriated  
funds. R ichard M. N ixon repeated ly  im pounded  federal funds w hen  he 
w as presiden t. An anguished D em ocratic C ongress enacted  legislation 
w hich barred  that p rac tice  in 1974. —AP

Primary elections in the nation’s largest city  w ere  ap­
parently  doom ed  yesterday w hen  th e  U.S. Suprem e C ourt refused to 
in terfe re  w ith  a voting rights ruling that barred  today’s scheduled  
vote. After hearing  oral argum ents in his cham bers, Jusice T hurgood 
Marshall discussed the case w ith o th e r justices by te lephone, then  
issued a tw o-sen tence ruling denying a stay. Tom Goldstein, a spokes­
man for the mayor, said C orporation  Counsel Allen Schw artz “has 
called the m ayor and told him  th e re ’ll be no cityw ide elec tion  to m o r­
row .” G oldstein said, “T here are op tions that can be pursued  to m o r­
row ,” bu t he w ould  no t elaborate, saying only that “w e will have 
fu rther announcem en ts tom orrow  as op tions b ecom e clear.” 
Schwartz, the city’s top  lawyer, had sought th e  stay from Marshall after 
failing to  w in reconsideration  from the Special th ree  judge panel that 
issued the ruling Tuesday. The ruling left cam paigns in chaos and 
voters in confusion. — AP

T a v e r n  o w n e r  Ramona D esich testified yesterday that 
Ralph DeM eyer, at the tim e a candidate for St. Joseph  C ounty sheriff, 
offered to  allow  her to  opera te  a house o f p rostitu tion  in exchange for 
cam paign finanacing. DeM eyer la ter was elec ted , and rem ains in 
office. Mrs. D esich said th e  deal was offered during  a m eeting  in 
February 1978 involving herself, DeM eyer and Edwin Hayden at 
H ayden’s hom e in Mishawaka. Hayden, w ho was an organizer of 
D eM eyer’s campaign, is an un ind ic ted  co-consp irato r in th e  charge 
that accuses the sheriff o f ex to rtin g  m oney from Mrs. D esich from 
1978-80 in exchange for p ro tec tion  of Mrs. D esich’ p rostitu tion  
operations. DeM eyer was ind icted  by a federal grand jury  late last 
spring. — AP

E i g h t e e n  t h o u s a n d  H o o s i e r s  wiii lose w elfare
benefits Oct. 1, accord ing  to  the head o f the Indiana D epartm ent o f 
Public W elfare, u nder new  guidelines adop ted  by Congress.

Also th e  am ount that exceeds the m onthly allow ance for 
incom e will be  used to  judge co n tinued  ineligiblity, she said. — AP

Reagan assures U.S. support

WASHINGTON (A P) -  President 
Reagan, m oving to  allay Israel’s co n ­
cerns about U.S. arm s deals w ith her 
Arab foes, assured Prime M inister 
M enachem  Begin yesterday o f un ­
flagging American support because 
“We know  Israelis live in constan t 
peril.”

N either leader m entioned  pub lic­
ly the pending  S8.5 billion package 
o f U.S. arm s to  Saudi Arabia, w hich 
may face a th rea tened  congressional 
veto nex t m onth, as they exchanged 
tribu tes in an elaborate w elcom ing 
cerem ony  on the South Lawn o f the 
W hite House.

W hen the tw o m en m et privately, 
Begin ou tlined  “quietly and w ithout 
the slightest bit o f rancor" his o p ­
position to  the Saudi sale but did not 
ask Reagan to w ithdraw  it, according 
to  a sen ior U.S. official w ho asked not 
to  be named. After hearing Begin 
out, Reagan then  "indicated  he ex ­
pects the ... sale to be approved by 
C ongress,” the official said.

Still, that test on Capitol hill loom s 
as ex trem ely  close, by all accounts, 
and th e  adm inistration hoped  Begin 
w ould indeed muffle his heretofore  
vehem ent opposition  to  the Saudi 
deal. In exchange, Reagan was ex ­
pected  to offer even c loser military 
links betw een  Israel and the United 
States — including, possibly, in te l­
ligence gathered  by American 
satellites.

But Reagan left no doub t Arab 
coun tries have roles in his strategy 
to  p ro tec t the Persian Gulf oilfields 
against Soviet encroachm ent.

"W orking w ith all ou r friends in 
the M iddle East we seek to  reinforce 
the security  o f the en tire  region," 
Reagan said in his public remarks.

And yet, he said, “the security  o f 
Israel is a principal objective o f  this 
adm inistration."

"W e know  Israelis live in constant 
peril,” Reagan declared  at the 
cerem ony  u nder sunny skies. But

Israel will have o u r help.”
Begin, w ho is on his 12 th visit to 

th e  U nited States, has assailed the 
Saudi arm s sale as “endangering  very 
seriously the  security  o f Israel." It 
w ould  give 62 American F-ISs the 
Saudis are buying the range to  reach 
Israeli te rrito ry . Also included  in the 
deal are five m odern  radar planes 
w hich o pera te  as a far seeing flying 
com m and post.

In his speech. Begin stressed Is­
rael’s vulnerability. He said it had to 
fight five w ars “ou t o f necessity to 
defend ou r peop le  and to  save its ex ­
istence and sustain o u r indepen­
dence."

At the sam e tim e, he assured 
Reagan "w e shall stand together and 
Israel will give its share in defending 
hum an liberty."

Reagan and Begin met for nearly 
tw o hours, initially w ith a handful o f 
advisers, then  w ith a larger group.

Vernon Jordan resigns 
as League president

NEW YORK (A P) — Vernon J o r­
dan Jr., one o f the nation’s most 
respected  civil rights leaders w ho 
survived a sn iper attack last year, an­
nounced  yesterday he will resign as 
presiden t o f the N ational Urban 
League.

Jordan, w hose departu re  is ef­
fective Dec. 31, said he w ould 
becom e a partner in the W ashing­
ton, D C , branch o f the Dallas law 
firm o f Akin, Gump, Strauss, Hauer & 
feld. Robert Strauss, form er chair­
man o f the D em ocratic National 
C om m ittee and form er President 
C arter’s 1980 cam paign director, is a 
partner in the firm.

The 46-year old Jordan said ne it­
h er his health nor the still unsolved 
May 29, 1980, attack in Fort Wayne, 
Ind., had anything to  do w ith his 
decision to  leave the non-profit, 
non partisan civil rights organiza­
tion after a decade as its leader.

I con tem plated  a 10-year job 
from the beginning. Ten years of 
hard w ork suggests that it's tim e to  
pass the to rch , he said.

He added, "I feel absolutely te r­
rific."

An outspoken  critic  o f Reagan Ad­
m inistration policies, Jordan said 
that w hile he w ould be “off the front 
line, from tim e to tim e I will speak 
my p iece  ... O ne can resign from the 
leadership, but not from the troops. 
I’m still black. I still care. I’m still 
com m itted ."

A seven m em ber search com m it­
tee  has been appoin ted  to assist the 
Urban League’s board  o f trustees in 
se lecting  a successor. Coy G. Ek- 
lund, chairm an of the board, said the 
organization has “no one in m ind at 
the m om ent ” but expec ted  the dec i­
sion to  be made before Jordan 
leaves.

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Amnesia victim  
rediscovers wife

CHICAGO (A P) -  W hen Larry 
Krusinski leaves the hospital for the 
first tim e in a year, he will go hom e 
to a wife he can 't rem em ber m arry­
ing, bu t a w om an w ho cared  so 
deeply  for him that he fell in love 
w ith  h e r twice.

Krusinski is suffering from am­
nesia — the afterm ath of head in­
juries suffered in a car accident that 
alm ost killed him.

After 12 m onths in a hospital 
room , Krusinski will re tu rn  hom e 
Saturday to  join his wife, Jane, w ho 
has tw ice inspired his love.

The ordeal began one evening in 
Septem ber 1980 w hen  Krusinski’s 
car sm ashed into a tree. Krusinski, 
then  28, arrived at the hospital in a 
co m a  A priest gave him last rites. 
D octors w ere no t certa in  he w ould 
survive.

But his wife was.

"The one th ing  I rem em ber was 
touch ing  him for the first tim e 
th e re ," she said. "I thought If I 
touched  him, he’d be OK. God, he 
was still alive.

“ I rem em ber people asking me if 1 
was prepared  if he w ould die," said 
Mrs. Krusinski, a 25 year-old
beautician. “1 just d idn ’t think o f It. It 
was like a dream  standing there .”

For 10 anxious days, Mrs. 
Krusinski w aited for signs that 
w ould give her hope. His eyes 
opened. His hands started  moving.

But w hen he looked into her eyes 
he saw a stranger. He d idn’t 
recognize the w om an he had 
m arried th ree years earlier.

”1 d idn ’t realize 1 w asn’t going to 
he rem em bered," she said. “I kept 
trying to show  him pictures. He 
d idn’t rem em ber them . He really 
d idn’t know w hat he looked like. He 
hadn’t seen a m irror ”

The past was not a total blank. "He 
rem em bers his family and m ost of 
my family." she said. "He could 
recall w hen he w as a little  kid just 
like yesterday. He recognized co l­
lege friends and sto ries they told. He 
even rem em bered  our first date 
w hen we w ent and played bingo."

Program
offers
aw ards

The Y outhgrants Program  o f the 
National Endow m ent for the 
Hum anities will once  again offer a 
lim ited num ber 02 awards to  young 
people in their teens and tw enties to 
pursue non-credit, out-of-the- 
classroom  research p ro jec ts in the 
humanities.

T hroughout the long days of 
waiting, she said, “He was real 
honest. He d idn ’t rem em ber me. But 
he really seem ed to  like me. He 
tru sted  m e right away."

And then  one special day. after she 
told her husband she loved him, he 
repeated  the w ords to  her.

"I think he fell in love w ith  me all 
over again. He doesn’t rem em ber 
that he ever loved m e before.”

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Don’t drink, drive
To enjoy a night out with friends at the local bar may sound like fun, but 

the thought o f who’s going to drive when it's time to leave is not.
Alcohol-related driving accidents (one-half of highway fatalities) kill 

25,000 people each year, with many o f the victims simply innocent 
motorists who happen to collide with someone not responsible enough to 
realize the effects o f alcohol on driving.

Society's accceptance and use o f alcohol —  too much alcohol —  is a 
large obstacle to solving the drinking-driver problem. The CGO report also 
cites a 1977 Gallup poll that reported 71 percent o f American adults indi­
cated themselves as "drinkers”  as opposed to "abstainers.”  Per capita 
consumption of alcohol has been increasing steadily over the past 20 years, 
weaving alcohol into almost every leisure setting —  whether it be an ath­
letic event, social gathering of friends and organizations, or the weekly 
ritual o f "happy hour.”  Drinking, according to the CGO report, " is  often 
associated with positive concepts in our society, such as maturity, 
glamour, and good tim es."

Drinking and driving is unacceptable at all times. The Observer recently 
endorsed a keg proposal for campus residence halls. We also endorse 
responsibility. Injury to yourself, or worse, to someone else, due to 
negligence is inexcusable.

Whenever you drink, don't drive —  ever.

If you desired, Thursday last, to 
take your news from evening televi­
sion, and relied on CBS, you would 
have come upon the story of the 
South African incursion into Angola 
as follows:

Dan Rather: “ South Africa’s in­
cursion into Angola evoked con­
demnations from governments arond 
the world — with one major excep­
tion. The only vote supporting South 
Africa’s right to participate in the dis­
cussion on the future of Namibia 
(was the United States) ... Its lone 
support for the South Africans has 
evoked some com m ents."

(Camera to Julian Bond, black ac­
tivist in Atlanta.)

Bond: “ This nation is a blot on the 
conscience of the world. For the 
United States to be in alliance with it 
lowers us to a level that no president 
previously has ever done.”

(Camera to Andrew Young, for­
mer U.S. ambassador to the U .N ., 
now running for mayor of Atlanta.)

Young: “ (The acti t on by the 
United States) will cost American 
corporations billions as black 
Africans take their business else­
where. Supporting racist South 
Africa in Angola, (we are) thereby 
sanctioning the slaughter of blacks 
by 4.5 million whites in a continent 
o f450 million blacks.”

(Camera to Donald McHenry, for­
mer U.S. ambassador to the U .N.)

McHenry: "T he U.S. risks being 
identified as a country which will do 
nothing unless we are opposing the 
Cubans and the Soviets ... we would 
go to the help of the devil.”

(Camera to an assistant to Dan 
Rather.)

Assistant: "Black leaders are
planning to express protest ... If 
South Africa is permitted to invade 
Angola without any protest, who is to 
say that Zimbabwe w on’t be next?”

Had enough? There is no way in 
which that question can be negatively 
answered —  because there is no 
more. I mean, that is CBS’s entire 
treatment o f the entire incident, three 
black leaders telling us that South 
Africa is a racist country, and that the

United States, by voting for South 
Africa, is derivatively pro-racist.

What happened?
In 1975 the Cubans, directed by 

the Soviet Union, landed a detach­
ment of troops in Angola. Their goal 
was, o f course, to communize An­
gola. To take advantage o f a) the 
departure of the Portuguese, and b) 
the confusion in Washington over the 
loss of Saigon, to do to Angola what 
the communists were simultaneously 
doing to Mozambique and would 
later do to Ethiopia, i.e ., establish

bringing convulsion to non- 
communist African states.

The United States was enjoined by 
such as Senators Church, Cooper and 
Javits from resisting the colonization 
of Angola by Cuba. However, anti- 
totalitarian forces, notably cham­
pioned by Jonas Savimbi, have ever 
since continued to resist the central 
communist tyranny.

South Africa, which has been run­
ning Namibia (South West Africa) 
ever since World War I, not­
withstanding that the old mandate 
has been revoked by the United Na­
tions, is unwilling to turn Namibia 
over to the South West African 
Peoples Organization (SWAPO) be­
cause this movement, quite simply 
put, is an arm of the Soviet Union. 
SWAPO has engaged in concerted 
acts o f terrorism against Namibia 
from its guerrilla bases in Angola.

The South Africans announced that 
this must end and struck the guerrilla 
bases in Angola; and, having struck 
them, pulled out.

The United Nations, led by such 
exemplars of freedom and justice as 
the Soviet Union and China, drew up 
a resolution condemning South 
Africa and a second resolution ban­
ning South Africa from participating 
in any of the conferences that would 
determine the future of Namibia. 
With the exception o f Great Britain, 
which abstained, other countries 
took what one must these days call 
the "M itterrand L ine."

The United States, through Am­
bassador Kirkpatrick and Charles 
Lichenstein, voted No in a carefully 
worded statement which said a) we 
don’t approve of violence; b) we 
don’t approve of apartheid; but c) this 
isn’t a pure and simple case o f South 
Africa attacking a peaceful Angola, 
but one of a series o f violent actions 
and counteractions, precipitated by 
Angola, not South Africa; and d) the 
issue before the U.N. is the action 
against Angola, not the domestic 
policies o f South Africans, as to 
which the U.S. is fully on the record. 
And finally, e) there would not seem 
to be much point in discussing the 
future of Namibia, which is governed 
by South Africa, without the par 
ticipation in those discussions of 
South Africa.

This is a complicated world, but it 
really isn’t so complicated that CBS 
News should leave us feeling that we 
would get a clearer account o f what is 
going on by reading the comic strips 
than by listening to three U.S. black 
leaders who find nothing to criticize 
in the Cuban totalitarization of An­
gola, and who seek to frighten us into 
good behavior by the awful specter o f 
a black African boycott of American 
industry.

Kickers quest for NCAA berth

W hen the N otre Dame soccer 
team  gained varsity status four years 
ago, few w ould have believed the 
program  w ould  progress to  the 
point it is at now. The first four years 
have seen the team  struggle through 
the ranks of NCAA Division I soccer, 
constantly  growing, to the point that 
now  the Irish field an experienced, 
confident group  of athletes, capable 
of playing w ith the best the NCAA 
has to  offer.

The ups and dow ns experienced  
by the squad have been num erous. 
Inconsistencies have plagued the 
team  the last tw o seasons. Last year, 
for exam ple, the squad lost a num 
her of games w hich it probably 
should have won. The goal o f this 
year's squad is to overcom e the let 
dow ns w hich invariably occur 
th roughout a season

This year s squad will be one full 
o f depth, especially at the forward 
position. The loss o f Kevin Lovejoy, 
N otre Dame's all-time leading 
scorer, is not to  be minimized. 
However, indications are that this 
year's squad will provide a m ore 
balanced and probablv m ore ef­
fective scoring attack. C onsequen t­
ly, opponents will have to 
concen tra te  on contain ing several 
players, w hereas in the past, most 
team s w ould key on Lovejoy.

Co captain Sami Kahale leads the 
Irish attack. The senior from Rome, 
Italy, shared top  scoring honors last 
season w ith lovejoy. T feel o u r of­
fense is m uch im proved over last 
year," says Kahale. "The co m ­
m unication betw een the forward 
and the halfbacks is b e tte r  than it’s 
ever been, and o u r attack will offer 
m ore variety than it has in the past.

Coach H unter says Kahale "m ust 
assume the role of coach on the field 
this season.” H unter is also confi

den t that this year’s balanced 
scoring attack will provide m ore 
goal ou tpu t than in the past.

The starting  th ree  at forw ard m ost 
likely will be Kahale at cen te r for­
w ard w ith junior Mario Manta and 
sophom ore Rob Snyder on the 
wings. However, freshman Richard 
H erdigan of Somerset, England, 
stands a chance of starting. “Rich 
know s the game extrem ely  well. He 
fits in w ell and he 's tough. I think he 
has a very good chance of being one 
o f the starting  forwards," com m ents 
Hunter. •

Rounding ou t the offense this y ta r  
will be Alan Gianotti and Ed G rahirn 
Both should see plcnvtv o f action 
this fall com ing  off the bench.

Due to  th e  increased dep th  at the 
forw ard spot, sen ior Ed O ’Malley 
will convert from w ing to  left 
halfback. O 'M alley ranked second in 
scoring  for th e  Irish last season w ith 
I 3 goals. His role at halfback will he 
offense-orientated and he should 
con tribu te  significantly in scoring.

The job of the halfbacks th is year 
will be altered  significantly 

"O ur halfbacks will attack m ore 
this year," explains Hunter. “In the 
past. o u r halfbacks w eren ’t 
prom inent in the scoring attack. We 
expect a significant am ount o f ou r 
goals to com e from the halfback 
position th is year."

Joining O ’Malley at midfield will 
be junior Jay Schwartz. As the cen te r 
halfback, Schw artz will utilize his 
passing skills and hustle, qualities 
w hich arc essential to a cen te r 
halfback.

Sophom ore speedster Ken 
H arkcnridcr will play at right 
halfback, the position he assum ed 
last vear alter starting his freshman 
year on the wing. As H unter ex ­
plains, “Ken’s speed, con tro l and 
passing ability can he best utilized at 
the halfback position "

Killing in at midfield will be Mike

Sullivan and Steve Berry Both figure 
to  see a lot o f playing time. "Sullivan 
and Berry are just about equal to  out 
sarting halfbacks," com m ents H un­
te r “We feel that w e’re  no t going to 
hurt ourselves at all by any substitu ­
tions.”

The big question mark th is season 
will be the defense. H unter has 
expressed concern  over the 
defense, w hich may he the key to  the 
team  this year. "O ur defense has not 
w orked that well together this fall," 
adm its Hunter. "This is especially 
disappointing because I honestly 
thought it was going to  be ou r 
strongest area this year. As a result, 
w e may he making som e changes in 
the near fu ture to  streng then  the 
defense

These changes may include fresh­
man Tom Halubeck. w ho was sensa­
tional in high school a t  St. Xavier in 
Cincinnati.

“Tom is originally a m idfielder,” 
explains Hunter. “However, w e've 
moved him to fullback at p ractice 
and he’s done very well there. I think 
tha t’s w here his fu ture w ith the team 
may lie ”

A nchoring the defense will be 
senior co-captain and cen te r ful­
lback Jim Stein Stein is an agrcssive. 
ded ica ted  player H unter considers 
him one o f the finest defenders in 
the Midwest He saw action in only 
tw o games last year, due to  a shoul­
der separation and a broken leg. He 
will he in charge of covering the best 
player on the opposing team this fall

Stein also feels that the defense 
hasn’t played up to its potential.
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Go for it!

For the past th ree years, Head Coach Rich 
H unter and his N otre Dame program  have been 
m arking the ir progress as a team  by the results of their 
annual autum n m atchups against tw o o r th ree  of the 
T op 10 team s in the nation (i.e. Indiana, St. Louis, Penn 
State). Last April, how ever, H unter decided to stick In­
diana on to  the end o f N otre Dam e’s nine-gam e spring 
schedule to  get a preview  of w hat his squad will be up 
against this fall.

For the first tim e in his coaching tenure, H unter 
found ou t his band of non scholarship ballplayers could 
th row  one  hell o f a scare into a p rem ier national pow er 
like Indiana. Eighty m inutes w ent by that April after­
noon w ith N otre Dame and Indiana even at 1-1 on the 
scoreboard , until the H oosiers finally broke free for tw o 
goals in the last ten  m inutes and a 3-1 victory.

Five m onths later, Rich H unter and his band o f n o ­
nam es sit patiently, aw aiting the arrival o f St. Louis Uni­
versity — the fifth ranked team  in the nation, a school 
w ith all kinds o f scholarships, and the closest th ing to a 
UCLA basketball like legend offered by Division I soc­
ce r — for a show dow n Sunday ( 3 p .m .) on Alumni Field. 
W hen H unter and his players talk about St. Louis, they 
talk about that Indiana game last spring.

"T here is every good reason why w e should have a 
good chance Sunday and w hy w e should do well all year 
long,” says H unter, now  in his fifth season as the only 
coach in Irish history. “W e’ve go tten  b e tte r every year. 
D uring the spring last year, the kids just gained in co n ­
fidence because they w orked hard all year long and 
made them selves b e tte r  ballplayers. They proved it 
against Indiana." ,

The levels o f m aturity  and sophistication in the Irish 
game w hich fell m iserably short last fall in a 6-1 th rash­
ing by St. Louis have im proved markedly in 1981 for 
N otre Dame w ith the re tu rn  of a healthy, in-tact lineup 
w ith ano ther year's w ork and experience  under its belt. 
D on’t expect the Billikens to  score six goals inside the 
10 -yard line as they did a year ago, and don 't expect the 
Irish to  exhib it the lack of poise and confidence of last 
year’s disaster.

"The biggest th ing last year, aside from people  being 
aw estruck, was that ou r forwards chased St. Louis’ ful­
lbacks all over the field,” recalls junior halfback Jay 
Schwartz. “Bv overcom m itting, a lot o f two-on-onc 
situations w ere  created. O n Sunday, w e’ll try to  channel

them  m ore and no t com m it to  the ir back passes.
"W e're m uch b e tte r  con tro lling  the ball th is year." he 

adds “ I know  the guy I’ll he playing is going to  be a 
scholarship p layer and by all rights, he should be better, 
but w e 're  all just gonna have to  hustle, beat them  to 
every ball and be physical

"1 th in k  a b o u t th a t In d ia n a  g a m e  a  lot. I  k n o w  we 
can p la y  w ith  those g u ys."  Go captain Sami Kahale. 
playing the best ball o f his ca reer this fall, ex p ec ts  the 
Irish to  show  the Billikens a w hole new  dim ension in 
N otre Dame soccer.

“W ere  going to  take con tro l o f the tem po right away 
by contro lling  the ball and passing it slowly — not just 
trying to  get rid o f it,” says the sen ior striker w ho rates 
as N otre Dam e’s fourth all-time leading scorer. "If we 
keep o u r cool and a ren ’t in tim idated  and just play under 
contro l, w e can stay w ith them .

"Against Indiana last spring, they  w eren ’t expecting  
us to  he so com petitive," rem em bers Kahale. “We 
played a defensive game because th e ir skills are so 
good, bu t we d idn’t let them  th rough  By the second 
half, Indiana began to  get im patient and make mistakes. 
If w e can stay w ith St. Louis for that long, anything can 
happen. But w e can 't have an off day.

"I k n o w  w e can d o  it."
Inconsistency w as the biggest Irish prob lem  during 

the ir 1980 campaign. But H unter begins this season 
w ith  one critical ingredient he was missing a year ago in 
St. Louis and all season long — perfect health. Except 
for sen ior fullback Jim  Stein’s low er back pains ( he will 
start tom orrow  against Loyola and Sunday against St. 
W uis), N otre Dame has a healthy lineup. Last fall, H un­
te r  played the Billikens w ithout th ree  key starters and 
lost a fourth 10 m inutes in to  the m atch w ith stom ach 
problem s.

“We w ere  disorganized and confused last year (with 
so many guys ou t,” H unter recalls. "But w e’re hc&lthy 
now  and the kids know  w hat they can do. O ur p lasers 
are m uch better. If they play to th e ir potential, w e’ll 
have a chance. ” \

And if the autum n Irish ex tend  St. Louis for an en tire  
gam e the way they did against Indiana last spring, this 
gam e could be the one  to  pull N otre D am e’s so c c tr  
program  out o f its holding pattern  and into th e  race fo ra  
long-awaited NCAA playoff bid. ,

Belden leads specialty squads

Tony Belden has always ow ned 
the repu tation  as a team  player. So it 
cam e as no surprise to  those w ho 
know  him  best — his coaches and 
his team m ates — tha t th e  big senior 
w as voted  specialty team s captain 
for N otre D am e’s 1981 season.

“He’s a team  m an all the way,” 
praises C oach Jo e  Yon to, w ho 
tu to red  Belden on defense. “He’s en ­
thusiastic, hard w orking and unsel­
fish. And he’s accep ted  every 
position change th a t’s com e his 
way.”

Belden’s list o f  position  sw itches 
is alm ost as long as the w in ters in his 
hom etow n of Crystal, Minn. He has 
been  shuffled from offense to 
defense, from  fullback to  linebacker, 
back to  fullback, again to  linebacker 
and then  over to  defensive end. And 
he doesn’t p re ten d  to  have enjoyed 
i t  .

“I guess the biggest d isappoint­
m ent in my career has been  not 
being able to  spend  four years at one 
position,” offers Belden. “For a w hile 
I thought the coaches w ere  on 
Planet Zoom -Zoom ,” he laughs. “It 
got to  be a joke am ong th e  guys — 
I’d go ou t to p rac tice  and everyone 
w ould  ask me w here  I was playing 
that day.”

As if bouncing  around  the dep th  
chart w asn’t bad enough, Tony’s 
career has been  in te rru p ted  by in­
jury, too  — a broken  w rist and a 
dam aged knee. But few heard  Tony 
com plain, and few er saw him give 
up.

“I never qu it anything in my life,” 
he states. “I just tried  no t to  dw ell on 
all the  p rob lem s I en coun te red .”

Belden’s resiliency im pressed his 
peers and his opponents. A ferocious 
tackier, the* 6 -2, 230 p o under has 
been a solid backup at linebacker 
and end, som etim es despite  cum ­
bersom e casts and crutches. And un ­
der N otre D am e’s new  w holesale 
substitu tion  policy, h e ’s finally 
found a hom e on th e  defensive line’s 
left side. But Belden’s biggest 
mark has been  m ade w ith the 
specialty units, and although his 
con tribu tions may have been m ore 
obvious had he excelled  in one par­
ticular position, a glam ourless 
c a reer w ith  th e  suicide squad hasn’t 
b o thered  Tony, w ho insists he's 
never taken headlines too  seriously 
anyway.

“I just enjoy playing football, and 
the specialty  team s are an im portant 
aspect o f every gam e,” he explains. 
I’ve been  a part o f them  for four 
years, and I know  the kicking game 
can tu rn  things around  im m ediate­
ly.”

Yonto, too, believes the value of 
th e  special units shou ldn 't go un­
noticed, so the  position o f a squad 
captain was reinstated  after a th ree 
year absence.

“T here w as just a feeling am ong 
all the coaches that it w ould  be great 
to  identify those squads and give 
them  a leader, and it’s appropriate 
that Tony was picked,” offers Yonto. 
“He has a trem endously  positive at­
titude  about team work. He 
sacrifices everything for the good of 
the o th e r players.”

O n Saturday, Belden will m arch to  
midfield, flanked by co-captains Bob 
Crable and Phil Carter, for the 
opening  co in  toss. “If som eone 
w ould  have to ld  me that w hen  I was 
a kid, I w ould  never have believed

them ,” he beams. And that ex ­
perience  w ill m ore than make up for 
any frustration th a t’s touched  his 
career.

“You see the Dome, the lakes , it 
doesn’t take long to  fall in love w ith  
th is place. No m atte r w hat’s hap­
pened ,” he proclaim s, “I w ou ldn’t 
w ant to  be any o th e r p lace on Satur­
day than N otre Dam e Stadium.” 
IRISH ITEMS. O ver 5000 LSU fans 
are com ing no rth  for Saturday’s 
game . . . Coach G erry Faust is dress­
ing 120 players for th e  game, the 
m ost ever for a N otre Dame hom e 
game.

McEnroe, Austin 
advance in Open

NEW YORK — D efending cham ­
pion John  M cEnroe shook off a first- 
set loss and rallied to  beat Ramesh 
Krishnan of India, 6-7, 7-6, 6-4, 6-2, 
yesterday, advancing into the sem i­
finals o f the U.S. O pen T ennis Cham­
pionships.

M oving in to  the w om en’s 
sem ifinals w ere  th ird  seeded  Tracy 
Austin, No.4 Martina Navratilova 
and No. 11 Barbara Potter. Austin 
tro u n ced  N0.6 Sylvia Hanika of W est 
G erm any, 6-4, 6-3; Navratilova
s topped  Anne Smith 7-5, 6-4, and 
P o tte r elim inated  am ateur Barbara 
G erken 7-5, 7-5.

In a m en’s fourth  round  m atch

w hich was postponed  Tuesday night 
by rain, N0.8 Eliot T eltscher ou t 
lasted No. 14 Brian G ottfried, 6-4, 6 
0, 5-7, 1-6, 6-3-

Krishnan, son o f a form er Indian 
Davis Cup star and the 1979 
W im bledon jun ior cham pion, took 
the first set from the top  seeded 
McEnroe, w inning a tieb reaker 12- 
10. The sm ooth  stroking Krishnan 
kept McEnroe at bay w ith  perfectly  
placed g round  strokes and a delicate 
touch  at the  net.

The tw o traded  service breaks in 
the n in th  and 10th  gam es of the 
second  set before M cEnroe 
squeezed ou t a 7-4 tiebreaker, w in­

A certa in  AMF-Voit com m ercial em phasizes a point 
on the definition and art o f relaxation.

W hile one may think that he is relaxing w ith a good 
brisk sit w ith in  the confines o f four walls w ith the boob- 
tube  blaring away, he doesn ’t realize that true  relaxa­
tion  could  stem  from participation in recreational 
activities.

Senior Jerry  Daus, p residen t o f the N otre Dame 
Sailing Club, along w ith  at least 120 o th er m em bers of 
the club  realize the d istinction  quite well.

“T here is an idea o f being w hen  you go ou t sailing on 
a quiet, peaceful afternoon w ith the sun shining dow n 
on you and th e  w ind blow ing behind you,” explains 
Daus. "It’s really relaxing and it can relieve so many of 
the  tensions that you can build up  so easily. “It su re  is 
b e tte r  than just sitting  around  in a room  for an hour ”

W hile Daus’ praises o f the sport make him sound  like 
a co  p ro d u ce r o f a C hristopher Cross album, his feelings 
obviously are shared w idely around the cam pus as stu­
d en t participation  in sailing makes it one o f the most 
popular activities on campus.

Basically, the popularity  is derived for tw o reasons — 
th e  first often being overlooked.

“T here  is absolutely no experience  necessary for 
jo in ing the club ,” po in ts ou t Daus. “We had about 30 
peop le  alone on Activities Night w ho thought you had 
to  have at least som e background on sailing. We have a 
fine novice program  w hich will provide the ex ­
p e rience .”

A second  reason for it’s popularity  is because the 
program  is one of the m ore laid-back operations at the 
University.

“T here  is no com m ittm en t that a person has to  make 
o nce  he joins the  club, ” says Daus. “It’s w hat the person 
w ants to  get ou t o f the club that m atters. W e’re mostly 
o u t to relax and have som e fun at St. Joseph  Lake. On 
W ednesdays and Thursdays w e ll run som e races, but 
it’s no t a requ irem en t to  take part in them .

The races usually take 15 m inutes, and are run all-day 
on Saturdays and half-days on Sunday — obviously for 
th e’ gung ho’s” o f sailing as Daus says.

“We have about 10 o r 15 people  w ho really com pete 
hard ,” he concludes, “bu t this is som ething that m ost 
anyone can definetly enjoy on the ir ow n free tim e.”

And tha t’s w hat relaxation is all about.
"T he only th ing  you have to do to  join the club is to

pay a $25 fee. The great part though  is that for the rest o f 
the year you can check  ou t a sail boat at ou r lake w ith ­
ou t charge since you’re a m em ber. In contrast, 
som eone else may have to  pay $30 for just an hou r to  go 
sailing.”

O ne should no t get the im pression, how ever, that 
com petition  is minimal.

W ith a past that p roduced  som e all-Americans and 
Top 10 national rankings, a trad ition  has been  -built 
w here the Irish have been  regarded  as one o f the b e tte r  
team s from th e  M idwest region — a trait that often leads 
to  dem anding schedules.

Last w eekend’s show ing at Yale for instance resu lted  
in a d isappointing  14th place finish ou t o f the 18 team s 
that com peted.

“The result really w asn’t that d isappointing  since we 
com peted  against som e o f the to p  schools in th e  nation 
that had lots o f all-Americans, ” m aintains Daus. “We 
have som e regattas com ing  up now  (every  w eekend  for 
th e  rest o f the sem este r) in w hich w e’re p re tty  optom is- 
tic about doing qu ite  well. ”

Among them  is the one w hich  the club  will host Sep­
tem ber 19-20 at Eagle Lake in Michigan, one o f the 
largest regattas in the Midwest.

The regattas them selves consist o f only four o r six of 
the m em bers from the team  com peting  in th e  tw o divi­
sions o f the race. A skipper and the crew  make up the 
people  w ho race the boat, w ith  th e  crew  usually being a 
female.

N otre Dame’s A Division represen tative consists o f 
the fine sen ior duo  of Skipper (an d  race crew  captain ) 
Phil Reynolds and crew  Carol Silva, w hile the B- 
Division alternates sophom ores J.B. K uppe and Chris 
Hussey along w ith  Daus. O ther top  perform ers include 
sen ior Skipper Jay Kiley, and tw o outstanding  freshman, 
Bob H annon and Tom Fink, w ho have com peted  in Na­
tional A m ateur Sailing Regattas.
