w ith  the issue o f  r a c ia l p re ju d ic e  in  
a s m a l l so u th e rn  to w n . "H o s p ita l"  
co n ce rned  i ts e lf  s o c ia l re s p o n ­
s ib i l i t y ,  a n d  "W ar W ith o u t W in ­
n e rs " m a y  best be described  as a n  
a n t i-w a r  f i lm .  "B re a k e r M o ra n t "  -  
w h ic h  w i l l  be s h o w n  to n ig h t,  
F rid a y  a n d  S a tu rd a y  — co n c lu d es  
th is  d is t in g u is h e d  series o f  th o u g h t-  
p ro v o k in g  c in e m a tic  e ffo rts .

As he is be ing  led  to  his e x e c u tio n  
by f ir in g  squad, H arry  "B re a k e r”  
M oran t waves o f f  a m in is te r  and 
c la im s he is a pagan, desp ite  hav ing  
p re v io u s ly  re c o lle c te d  Sunday B ib le  
read ing  sessions w ith  h is fam ily . Fel­
lo w  p ris o n e r Peter H ancock, ig ­
no ran t o f  the  te rm , is to ld  by M oran t 
that: “ A pagan is one w h o  does n o t  
be lieve  in  a D iv in e  B e ing  above 
d ispens ing  ju s tice  in  th is  w o r ld . ” 
H ancock q u ic k ly  acknow ledges  tha t 
he to o  is a pagan. V ie w e rs  o f  
“ B reaker M o ra n t”  m ig h t w e ll share 
tha t fa ith lessness in  jus tice , D iv ine  
o r  o th e rw ise , so p o w e rfu l and 
c o n v in c in g  is the film .

M oran t and H ancock ’s paganism  
evo lves fro m  th e ir  be la ted  rea liza­
tio n  tha t they  are scapegoats o f  the 
B rit ish  E m pire , sacrifices on  the a lta r 
o f  Ang lo-C ierm an re la tions. The 
c o u r t m artia l and e x e c u tio n  o f  these 
tw o  hapless Austra lians by the 
B ritish , as w e ll as the life  sentence o f  
a th ird , is b u t a “ s ideshow  o f  the  
(B o e r )  w a r”  in te n d e d  to  p re ve n t 
G erm any fro m  e n te r in g  on  the side 
o f  the  Boers and to  im p ro v e  the

image o f  Austra lians, w h o  are 
regarded as u n c iv iliz e d  outlanders. 
B u t as an aide to  Lo rd  K itc h e n e r 
w ry ly  notes, M oran t and H ancock 
w i l l  h a rd ly  p rize  these v ic to rie s  o f  
d ip lo m a cy  and p u b lic  re la tions 
respective ly .

N e ith e r w i l l  v iew e rs  o f  the  film . 
D ire c to r  B ruce  B eresford  never le ts 
us fo rg e t the travesty o f  ju s tice  and 
m o ra lity  w e are w itnessing , n o r the 
hum a n ity  o f  these sacrific ia l v ic tim s. 
T hough  the f ilm  m oves a long  b risk ly  
because o f  cu ts  fro m  c o u rt ro o m  to  
co u n trys id e  action , fro m  lo n g  shot 
to  close, fro m  lo w  angle to  h igh, 
Beresford  is ca re fu l to  pause lo n g  
enough to  make M oran t, H ancock 
and W itte n  com e alive.

The  ve ry  genu ine  h u m a n ity  o f 
these characters is b ro u g h t o u t 
th ro u g h  flashbacks and dream s 
( w h ic h  pa ra lle l the  cu ts  to  the  ba ttle  
f ie ld )  as w e ll as in  the  casting  itse lf. 
A c to r  E dw ard  W o o d w a rd  is e x ­
q u is ite  as the  regal, exacting, poe tic , 
even B y ro n ic  M oran t. L ikew ise  Jack 
T hom pson  has jus t the r ig h t rugged, 
d a rk ly  handsom e face to  p lay the 
s im ple , h o t-b lo o d e d  and sensual 
Hancock. And so to o  does Bryan 
B ro w n  have the  p e rfe c tly  y o u th fu l 
face to  cap tu re  h is in n o c e n t sense o f  
fam ily , c o u n try  and em p ire .

T hey are rea l m en, w ith  b o th  gal­
la n try  and fo ib les, and thus w e feel 
the po ignancy, indeed  tragedy, o f  
th e ir  s itu a tio n  a ll the  m ore. For all 
th e ir  s k ill at w ar and lo ya lty  to  the 
G row n , B eresford  w ise ly  lets us 
k n o w  tha t H ancock jo in e d  the Bush 
v ille  C arboneers because he was un ­
e m p lo ye d  at hom e and became 
u n fa ith fu l in  Transvaal. A nd  tha t the 
n ob le  M oran t can succum b  to  the 
desire  fo r  vengeance a fte r seeing his 
b ro th e r- in  la w  to -b e ’s m u tila te d  
body, w h ile  the  naive W itte n

opposes e x e c u tin g  B oer p risone rs  
and ly in g  in  c o u r t desp ite  
o v e rw h e lm in g  ev idence  tha t the 
B rit ish  h ie ra rch y  condones the  fo r ­
m er and, even u n d e r oath, p ractices 
the  la tte r.

As w e  are show n b o th  sides o f  
th e ir  characters, so to o  w e are 
show n b o th  sides o f  the  co m p le x  
war. W hen, fo r exam ple , Captain 
H u n t leads the ra id  tha t resu lts  in  his 
death, the lo y a lty  o f  the na tive  scou t 
and B oer tran s la to r is ca lled  in to  
question . Yet s h o rtly  the rea fte r we 
see B ritish  o ffice rs  at an o p u le n t 
m eal d in in g  w ith  and be ing  e n te r­
ta ined  by o th e r Boers.

O r  again, in  cu ts  fro m  the  c o u rt 
roo m  to  the b a ttle fie ld , Beresford 
v isua lly  juxtaposes the sterile , 
abstract ru les  o f  war, m artia l jus tice , 
and m ilita ry  h ie ra rch y  to  the lush  if  
treacherous c o u n trys id e  w here  
“ r ig h t”  and “ w ro n g ”  are n o t so easi­
ly, n o r so p e rfid io u s ly  a jud ica ted . I f  
s trong, re a lis tic  cha ra c te riza tion  
th ro u g h  close-ups and flashbacks is 
one great asset o f  th is  f ilm , the u n ­
flin c h in g  lo o k  at the co m p le x itie s  o f  
the  s itua ion  is c e rta in ly  another.

T rag ic  th o ug h  the loss o f  lives  a l­
ways is, how eve r, the  f ilm  its e lf 
focuses upon  and is s tru c tu re d  
a round  the  c o u rt m artia l p ro ce e d ­
ings. A m erican  audiences cannot 
he lp  b u t th in k  o f  the  tr ia l o f  Lt. W il­
liam  G alley fo r  the M y Lai massacre. 
In  V ie tnam , as in  the  B oer War, “ the 
gen tlem an ’s w a r is o ve r.”  M ore  
spec ifica lly , as the defense a tto rney  
pleads in  his c lo s in g  a rgum ent, “ the 
a tro c itie s  o f  w a r arc n o t c o m m itte d  
by abnorm al men, b u t by no rm a l 
m en in  abnorm a l s itua tions .”

W hat is f in a lly  on tr ia l in  “ Breaker 
M oran t," as it  is to  a ce rta in  e x te n t in  
"T o  K il l a M o c k in g b ird ,”  is n o t so 
m uch in d iv id u a ls  b u t ju s tice  itself.

I see, in the A W A C s fo r Saudi 
Arabia, a long and tangled shadow o f  
sym bolism , and that is a pity.

Because, upon reflection —  and 
this is w ritten  by someone whose 
critic ism s o f  Saudi Arabia arc on the 
record —  Congress should authorize 
the sale.

Here are the salient considera­
tions:

1. Do we desire that Saudi Arabia 
should have the in form ation it would 
get by (lie use o f  the A W  AC?

2. Is the security o f  Israel 
threatened by the AW AC s?

3. Is the prestige o f  the United 
States government jeopardized by a 
"efusal to sell the AW AC s?

I f  the answers to the above are 
Yes, No and Yes —  then we should 
go through w ith  the proposed deal.

In geopolitical terms, Saudi 
Arabia is im portant as the principal 
source o f  western o il reserves. These 
reserves need to be protected as ob­
viously as we need to protect the 
economic life  o f  our allies. As things 
now stand, the Saudis would receive 
tw o to four m inutes' warning from  
the land-based Saudi radar installa­
tions in the event the Soviet Union 
decided to cripple Saudi o il fac ilities , 
which are congested in a small area 
o f  the k ingdom . W ith  A W A C s on 
duty, this c ritica l interval rises to 15 
minutes, during which Saudi 
airplanes —  and its allies —  can get 
launched in order to prove cover fo r 
the fields.

Now i f  that were the whole o f  the 
problem, presumably the Congress 
would vote overw helm ing ly fo r the 
sale.

The ir radars 
were designed sometime in the early 
'60s. T he ir computers, though ade­
quate, are only a state or tw o more 
refined than the kind o f  thing you can 
get at Radio Shack.

What is o f  course special is the 
software, and some critics  cla im  that 
i f  the airplanes fe ll into enemy hands 
—  i f  Saudi Arabia were to go, say.

I f  the Soviet Union 
elected to pounce on Saudi Arabia, it 
would not be the Saudis alone who 
could deter it. O ur presence w ould be 
indispensable. But a technical and 
m ilita ry  cooperation between the 
United States and the Saudis must be 
exactly that, a cooperation that pre- 
emps the Saudis' alternative. W hich 
is, quite s im ply, to turn to the Soviet 
Union.

M r. Begin cannot seriously 
believe that the United States is going 
to risk the security o f  Israel. He is 
p laying sym bolic stakes. And so are 
a number o f  congressmen and 
senators. Begin wants to prove to his 
people that fo r any deal in the M iddle 
East invo lv ing  another powr, he is in 
a position to veto. The congressmen 
w ish to register that no conceivable 
opponents running fo r public o ffice  
can outdo the incumbents in serv ility  
to M r. Begin.

It is not right. The haunting part o f  
it is that it isn 't right fo r Israel, 
e ither. Because the strength o f  the 
Am erican presence in the area is the 
p rincipal source o f  Israeli security. 
M r. Eugene Rostow, than worn no 
stauncher friend o f  Israel was ever 
bred, is (thankfu lly ) in charge o f  
arms contro l programs fo r the 
Reagan adm inistration. His 
wholehearted backing o f  the A W  AC 
deal deserves considerable respect. 
Senator Pack wood, who is heading 
the opposition, wears another hat: he 
is in charge o f  the Republican Senate 
Re-election Committee. Gentlemen, 
please behave.

Evidence doesn’t 
support attack  
on programs
D ear E d ito r:

It is always a bit amusing to see a 
po litica l conservative like Andrew 
Cochran suggest how best we can im ­
prove our economic system lo r the 
poor ("R eaganom ics the remedy to 
Great Society dam age." Sept. 16), a 
social group he most probably is not a 
member o f  and probably not well ac­
quainted w ith .

Cochran argues that since we still 
have econom ic inequality and 
poverty amongst us, w h ile  em ploy­
ing Great Society aid programs, that 
these programs are not on ly  inet- 
fective in battling poverty and ine­
qua lity  but are in fact contributing 
causes to them. Needless to say he 
fa llaciously assumes simple correla­
tion im plies causality.

Does Cochran really th ink that 
rem oving programs designed to al­
leviate poverty is the way to 
elim inate it? W ill the poor, suddenly 
"u n ch a in e d " from  their "econom ic  
s lave ry" (Cochran's terms to the 
welfare system im mediately go out 
and get computer programm ing jobs 
w ith  IB M ? A  more probable vision is 
afforded by the experience o f  
England this past summer, where 
conservative economic policies con­
tributed to the social tensions that led 
to the race riots.

The basic problem w ith  Cochran’ s 
argument is that it is not supported by

em pirica l evidence. The w ork- 
disineentive effects o f  welfare are not 
s ign ificant. Neither is it true that 
econom ic grow th is the panacea fo r 
poverty, as the benefits o f  econom ic 
g row th arc not necessarily dis­
tributed evenly. How ideo log ica lly 
convenient fo r conservatives like 
Cochran (and more famous types like 
George G ilder) to overlook this.

G regorek. an o lym p ia n  in  the 
steeplechase and a 3:56. m ile r

Last w eekend  the Ir ish  w e re  able 
to  run  e igh t o u t o f  th e ir  n ine  m en in  
a pack w h ic h  beat the  e n tire  OSU 
squad. “ The key to  o u r w in  was 
g ro u p  run n in g , i ’m  sure that 
dem ora lized  the o th e r  team, ”  said 
Piane.

W ith  19 teams rac ing  tom  m o r­
row . ru n n in g  as a team  shou ld  be 
m ore  d if f ic u lt  and p ro b a b ly  even 
m ore  im p o rta n t “ In  o rd e r  fo r  any 
team  to  w in ,”  Su llivan said, “ They 
w il l  have to  run  as a g roup.

G eo rg e to w n  is a new  a d d itio n  to  the 
m eet th is  year. “ T he  c o m p e tit io n  
shou ld  b o il d o w n  to  M arquette , 
N o tre  Dame, and G e o rg e to w n ,” 
Piane said.

“ W e’re in  b e ttte r  shape than last 
year and a ll the  guys seem to  be 
hea lthy.

a p p o in tin g  losses. T he  p sycho logy  in  sports  is an in te re s tin g  
sub ject, and coaches are faced w ith  the p ro b le m  o f  h o w  to  
deal w ith  i t  each week.

E xactly  w h a t is the  best approach  a coach  shou ld  take? 
W hat are the  cho ices, and is th e re  one b e tte r  than  another? 
I ’ve been to ld  tha t w hen  John M cKay coached  at S outhern  
Cal, he never scrim m aged  his team  once  the  season started, 
w in  o r  lose. O th e r successful coaches feel th a t the  best w ay 
to  get teams back on tra ck  a fte r p o o r pe rfo rm ances is to  make 
the  p rac tices  in tense, w ith  a lo t  o f  h it t in g  and run n in g . G e t­
t in g  back to  th e  basics — b lo c k in g  and ta c k lin g  — is an o th e r 
ta c tic  used by others.

Some coaches have gone to  ex tre m e s  by  sc rim m ag ing  
th ree  o r  fo u r  days in  a ro w . I guess i t  bo ils  d o w n  to  h o w  each 
asseses the  reasons fo r  t a defeat. I f  i t  was the  re su lt o f  a to ta l 
lack  o f  co n ce n tra tio n , then  a m ore  m en ta l approach, such as 
d r i lls  and a th o ro u g h  re v ie w  o f  assignments, m ig h t be in  o r ­
der. I f  the  pe rfo rm a n ce  was a la ck lu s te r one  w ith o u t  em o ­
tio n , then  the p rac tice s  w o u ld  be geared to  reg a in in g  the 
p ro p e r e m o tio n a l level. Perhaps a coach w i l l  fee l tha t fu ll-  
scale, gam e-like  scrim m ages m ig h t p ro d u ce  b e tte r  c o n ­
c e n tra tio n , e m o tio n  and in te n s ity  a ll at the same tim e.

I ’ve always fe lt th a t you  have to  have a ce rta in  am o u n t o f  
phys ica l co n ta c t d u r in g  the  ea rly  pa rt o f  a game w eek in  o r ­
d e r to  im p ro v e  te chn iques  and sharpen e xe cu tio n , and then  
taper o f f  the  last tw o  days p r io r  to  the game. It w o u ld  be my 
guess that m ost teams th a t w a n t to  be be tte r, e xp e c t to  w o rk  
hard at im p ro v in g  and in  e lim in a tin g  m istakes, and are w i l ­
l in g  to  do  w h a te ve r the co a ch in g  s ta ff feels i t  takes to  be 
b e tte r  than its  n e x t opponen t.

O u r n e x t o p p o n e n t is Purdue, and th is  game is a lways a 
ty p ic a l backyard  ba ttle . B o th  teams usua lly  are w e ll-p re p a re d  
m en ta lly  and p h ys ica lly  fo r  th is  con test, and som e classic 
games have resu lted  fro m  th is  in tras ta te  r iva lry .
