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Irish square off with Seminoles
Faust says offense, 
defense back on track

B obby B ow den  and G erry  Faust b o th  got 
th e ir  “ m ust w in s "  last Saturday, b u t th is  Satur­
day's m ee ting  be tw een  th e ir  tw o  schoo ls w i l l  
m ark the end o f  the com eback tra il fo r  one 
team.

F lo rida  State bounced  back from  an early  
season defeat to  upset O h io  State a w eek ago. 
“ T ha t was a game w e needed to  have,”  adm its  
Sem ino le  Head Coach B ow den. "A  loss at that 
p o in t co u ld  have rea lly  c r ip p le d  us w ith  the 
schedule  w e ’ve go t ahead.”

And N o tre  Dame c raw le d  back up to  the 
.500 m ark a lte r tw o  s tra igh t losses on the 
road. “ I fe lt like  the M ich igan  State game 
tu rn e d  th ings a round fo r us," o ffe rs Faust. 
“ W e’ve s till go t a long  w ay to  go, b u t w e ’re 
g o ing  in  the r ig h t d ire c tio n  again.”

But 19th ranked FSl and the  unranked  Irish  
are on a co llis io n  cou rse  that co u ld  spell lo n g ­
te rm  d isaster fo r  the loser o f  th is  con test. As 
far as the p layers are conce rned , th e  balance 
o f  the season hangs on the I 30 p.m. c o n ­
fron ta tion .

“ Th is game is p ivo ta l — it co u ld  show  the 
path o f  o u r  season,”  be lieves Sem ino le  w id e  
rece ive r Dennis M cK innon . It  wMI show  h o w  
m uch  togetherness w e have as a team  and 
ho w  m uch w e ’ve m atu red .”

“ I t ’s a big, p iv o ta l game fo r  us,”  ech i. *s Ir ish  4 
i r i  captain T ony Belden. "T h e  p layers fc I 
good  that w e ’ve w o n  tw o  games, bu t F lorida  
State is a b e tte r q u a lity  team than the  ones 
w e ’ve beaten. A w in  o v e r som eone like  them  
co u ld  be the sta rt o f  a great year fo r  us.”

A w in  fo r  the Sem inoles, how ever, w o u ld  
add ano th e r s tro n g h o ld  to  an a lready so lid

fo o tb a ll p rogram . “ P laying N o tre  Dame is a 
trem endous  bene fit fo r  us,”  Bow den c o n ­
firm s. “ O u r p rog ram  has no w  reached the 
leve l w here  i t ’s recogn ized  on  a na tiona l scale, 
bu t a w in  against N o tre  Dame w o u ld  rea lly  pu t 
us on the  m ap.”

Q ua rte rback  R ick S to cks till pu ts the 
Sem inoles in  the endzonc. He shares his 
coach ’s sen tim en ts  about the  game. "N o tre  
Dame know s w e have a good  team  a fte r w e 
defeated O h io  State, and th e y 'll be ready fo r 
us. 1 lo o k  at th is  as a chance to  m ove up in  the 
p o lls  and a chance to  beat ano th e r established 
po w e rh o u se ."

The  6 -1 ,1 85-pound  se n io r en jo ye d  the best 
day o f  his career against the  Buckeyes, th ro w ­
in g  fo r  299  yards and tw o  touchdow ns. He’s a 
sm art p laye r w h o  posseses the a b ility  to  
aud ib le  at the  lin e  o f  scrim m age and attack a 
defense’s weakness.

"S to cks till p icke d  O h io  State apart w ith  the 
sho rt passes, ” Faust acknow ledges. "H e  rea lly  
makes the linebacke rs  w o rk  because he

State Sem inoles w e re  in  trou b le . C om in g  o f f  a 
3 4 -14 th rash ing  by Nebraska, they w e re  t ra i l­
ing  O h io  State, 7-3, w ith  2:53 rem a in ing  in  the 
second quarte r.

H la ir  K ie l w i l l  be hard-pressed to  m a tc h ­
u p  w ith  I i t  r id a  S ta te ’s A ll-A m e r ic a

p u n te r  R ohn  Stark. (P h o to  b y  Jo h n  
M ac o r )

It was at that prec ise  m om e n t that th ings 
tu rn e d  a round  fo r  them . L inebacker Ron Hes­
te r  b lo cke d  a B uckeye p u n t and re tu rn e d  it  fo r  
a to u ch d o w n . Suddenly the  Sem inoles w ere  
ahead, and ga the rin g  m om entum .

Q u ie tly , B la ir K ie l has been estab lish ing  
h im s e lf as a firs t rate k icke r. He has the a b ility  
to  d rive  the ba ll m ore  than 60  yards at any 
g iven  tim e, his accuracy has been a ttested  to  
m any tim es  by v ir tu e  o f  his a b ility  to  d ro p  a 
p u n t o u t o f  bounds deep in an o p p o n e n t’s te r ­
r ito ry . M ost im p o rta n tly , how eve r, he has 
deve loped  k icks that stay in the  a ir long  
enough fo r his team m ates to  p re ve n t run  
backs.

But fo r  a ll K ie l’s a b ility , he w i l l  be hard 
pressed to  m atch up w ith  F lorida  State’s Rohn 
Stark.

“ Dadgum  thank goodness he ’s around, ” FSU 
coach Bobby B ow den  says o f  Stark. “ He is a 
ve ry  va luable to o l fo r  us. XX hen w e 've  been in 
tro u b le  w e ’ve been able to  co u n t on Rohn to 
get us ou t ”

Stark is, w ith o u t m uch  question , the  finest 
p u n te r in  co lle g e  fo o tba ll. He was nam ed to  
firs t-team  A ll A m erica  squads by CPI, the  
F ootba ll W rite rs  o f  Am erica, The S p o rtin g  
News  and Kodak p r io r  to  th is  season, and is an 
A cadem ic A ll A m erican  as w e ll.

He is the  leader o f  the team. O ne o f  five  co- 
captians. Stark neverthe less is the man w h o m  
the Sem inoles lo o k  to  fo r guidance.

" I 'm  n o t the  rah-rah type ,”  he says. " I  try  to  
lead by do ing. The schedule th is  year has to  he 
the  toughest ever. For me, that means the 
k ic k in g  game w i l l  be that m uch  m ore  im p o r­
tan t.”

The  im p o rta n e  o f Stark and his ta len ted  fo o t 
has n o t gone u n n o tice d  by Bow den

“ Against Lou isv ille , w e re backed up to  o u r 
one-yard  lin e ,”  the coach recalls, "and he 
boom s a p u n t 61 yards to  get us ou t o f  trou b le . 
Tha t had to  dem ora lize  Lou isv ille . It may have 
been the  p lay o f  the  game.

Stark is used to  m aking  the b ig  plays. He 
averaged 51.1 yards p e r k ick  th re e  w eeks ago 
at Nebraska, b reak ing  a schoo l reco rd . His 
4 5 .1 yard  average o ve r the course  o f  last 
season established ano th e r F lorida  State stan­
dard. As a freshm an, he b oo ted  one 72 yards

against M iam i. Last year he k icked  one 67 
yards against P ittsbu rgh . The lis t goes on and 
on.

K ie l w i l l  he fac ing  a fearsom e rush  from  the 
Sem ino le  defensive lin e m en  and linebackers, 
a s itu a tio n  he is used to. The  Ir ish  p u n te r  has 
yet to  have a k ic k  b locked . In fact, he to o k  ad­
vantage o f  an aw esom e rush  at A rizona last 

. season and loped  a ro u n d  the le ft end fo r  an 
8 0 -ya rd  to u c h d o w n  run.

Stark w i l l  face the rush o f  Ir ish  de fenders 
the likes  o f  Bob ( rah lc  and M ark Zavagnin, 
w h o  have a few  b lo cke d  k icks o f  th e ir  ow n. 
But tha t p ro b a b ly  does n o t w o r ry  h im .

"1 rea lly  be lieve  he does b e tte r  under 
pressure, w hen  the o th e r  team  has a co u p le  o f  
peop le  bea ring  d o w n  on h im ," Bow den says. 
"H e  just gets the ba ll o f f  so q u ic k ly  I f  he had 
all day, I d o n 't kn o w  that he w o u ld  he success­
fu l."

In lig h t o f  that, the  Irish  m ig h t do w e ll to  lay 
o f f  the  k icke r just a lit t le . I f  he has a weakness, 
it is that he o ve r k icks the coverage Teams 
have had some success at ru n n in g  k icks  hack

“ It caused som e p ro b le m s  in the  Nebraska 
game, ” Bow den adm its. "T h e y  b roke  one fo r a 
to u ch d o w n  and cam e c lose to  g e ttin g  ano lh  
er.

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Autry makes transition

“ E ve rybody  asks me about the  s w itc h ,"  says 
Jon  A utry  in  h is qu ie t, unassum ing vo ice . “ I t  
re a lly  isn ’t  th a t b ig  o f  a change. The  o n ly  d if ­
fe rence  is th a t now , 1 have to  pass rush ."

T h e re ’s a l i t t le  m ore  to  i t  than  that, no  m at­
te r  h o w  m uch  A u try  tr ies  to  c o n v in ce  you  
o th e rw ise . A t its  m ost basic, A u try ’s new 
de fensive  end p o s itio n  requ ires  h im  to  lin e  up 
tw o  o r  th ree  yards c lose r to  the  ba ll than he 
w o u ld  w h e n  p la y in g  at the  ins ide  linebacke r 
spo t he used to  occupy.

Also, h is n ew  assignm ent does n o t req u ire  
im m e d ia te  p u rs u it —- he is fo rce d  to  h o ld  his 
p o s itio n  u n t il the  ba ll crosses the  lin e  o f  
scrim m age, desp ite  the fact tha t the  the in ­
s tin c ts  w h ic h  co m e  fro m  s ix -p lus  years o f  
p la y in g  lin e b a cke r te ll h im  o the rw ise .

A u try  n o w  has to  freeze an op p os ing  b lo c k ­
er, h o ld in g  h im  in  p lace long  enough to  a llo w  
th e  th re e  Ir is h  linebacke rs  tim e  to  react to  the 
play and make the  stop. In  th is  sense, he is like  
an o ffens ive  lin e m an  — he does the  d ir ty  w o rk  
in  th e  trenches, so tha t the  o th e r guys can get 
a ll th e  c re d it.

C lea rly , then, the re  is a d is t in c tio n  be tw een  
the p o s itio n  A u try  has p layed since his fresh ­
man year at F o rt W ayne’s Snyder H igh  School, 
and the  one  he n o w  occup ies. T o  hear h im  
describe  i t  th o ug h , one  w o u ld  th in k  the  d if ­
fe rence  to  be a lm ost negligable.

“ F oo tba ll is fo o tb a ll,"  he says. “ N o m atte r 
w h a t p o s it io n  you  play, i t  s t ill bo ils  d o w n  to  
b lo ck in g , ta c k lin g  and run n in g . The o n ly  
change re a lly  is in  y o u r  assignm ents and 

resp o n s ib ilitie s . ”

A c c o rd in g  to  A u try ’s coach, B il l Meyers, the

6-2, 230 -pound  sophom ore  is having  little- 
tro u b le  ad jus ting  to  those changes in  assign­
m ents  and respons ib ilitie s .

“Jon  has o b v io u s ly  adjusted real w e ll to  the 
change — he ’s s ta rting , ” says Meyers. “ He has 
accep ted  the change, and 1 th in k  he re a lly  en ­
jo ys  it. He’s d o in g  very, v e ry  w e ll."

A u try  w o u ld  p ro b a b ly  exp e rie n ce  tha t en ­
jo y m e n t regardless o f  w he re  he plays, 
w h e th e r i t  be defensive  end o r  spec ia lty  team 
psycho, so lo n g  as the  p o s itio n  is som ew here  
on  th e  p la y in g  fie ld .

“ 1 d o n ’t rea lly  have a p re fe rence  fo r one 
p o s itio n  o r  the  o th e r,"  says A u try , w h o  is en­
ro lle d  in  the  C o llege  o f  Business A d m in is tra ­
tion . "1 jus t like  to  p lay.”

T hus far, the H ow ard  H a ll res iden t has been 
fo rtu n a te  enough  to  p lay in  a ll bu t one game in 
h is N o tre  Dam e career, m issing o n ly  the 
season-opening w in  o ve r Purdue in  1980. He 
earned a m onogram  fo r his perfo rm ance, 
w h ic h  in c lu d e d  a th ree -tack le  game against 
N avy in  a back-up ro le , and a five  m in u te  s tin t 
against the  G eorg ia  Bu lldogs in  the  1981 
Sugar Bow l.

L ike  the  rest o f  the  Ir ish  squad, A u try  has e x ­
p e rienced  som e d isa p p o in tm e n t o ve r the past 
few  w eeks w ith  the  s lo w  s ta rt o f  G e rry  Faust’s 
firs t N o tre  Dam e team. He also has heard the 
rum o rs  tha t th is  is a team  tha t s t i l l  feels un ­
beatable, desp ite  its  tw o  losses. He o ffe rs a 
s im p le  exp lana tion .

“ A p la ye r and a team  have to  have a ce rta in  
am oun t o f  co n fid en ce ,”  he says. “ W ith o u t 
that, you  m ig h t as w e ll n o t even su it up. That 
co n fid en ce  com es o u t at d iffe re n t leve ls in

S en io r o ffens ive  guard Larry K issner has a 
rem e d y  fo r  th e  less than spectacu la r p e rfo r ­
m ance b y  the  N o tre  Dame o ffensive  u n it th is  
fall.

“ A c tio n s  speak lo u d e r than w o rds ,”  says the 
6-4, 255 -pounder. “ Y ou  can’t  ta lk  about it, 
y o u ’ve g o t to  do  it . ”

A nd fo r  the  Del Ray Beach, Fla., na tive  there  
w i l l  be a lo t o f  in c e n tiv e  to  d o  i t  th is  week. 
Besides h a ilin g  fro m  the  Sunshine State, Kis- 
sner’s o ld e r  b ro th e r  M ichae l p layed  fo r  th is  
w eek ’s o p p o n e n t — F lo rida  State.

“ Tha t's  a ll I eve r heard as a k id . It  was F L O  
R I D A  S T A T E , ”  rem em bers  Kissner.

B o th  K issncrs had several o ffe rs  to  p ic k  
fro m  a fte r h igh  school. M ichae l, how ever, 
w a n te d  to  stay c lose to  hom e w h ile  Larry

“ He w an ted  to  stay in  F lorida . 1 d id n ’t,”  the 
fo rm e r C oach a n d  A th le te  a ll-A m erican  says.
“ I w e n t to  the best schoo l, o r  at least w ha t I 
th o ug h t was the  best schoo l

M eanw h ile , th ings  d id n ’t go to o  w e ll fo r 
M ichae l at F lo rid a  State.

“ He had som e bad tim es. T hey w e n t 
th ro u g h  th re e  coaches in fo u r  years," b ro th e r 
Larry  says o f  M ich ae l’s ca ree r at F lo rida  State. 
“ I t  was a m ixe d  up p rog ram  . . N o w  (B o b b y )  
B ow den  has tu rn e d  th a t p rog ram  a round .” 

K issner isn ’t exaggerating . The  Sem inoles 
are 3 -1 a fte r u p e nd in g  O h io  State last Saturday 
and have w o n  23 o f  th e ir  last 26 regu la r 
season games.

Even w ith  the  p rospec t o f  p la y in g  ano the r 
n a tio n a lly  ranked c lu b  ( F lo rida  State is ranked

2 0 th  in  the  fastest A ssoc ia ted  P o ll) ,  th is  game 
w i l l  have ye t ano th e r a ttra c tio n .

It w i l l  be the  firs t N o tre  Dame hom e game 
m y paren ts have e ve r seen me p lay,”  K issner 
says. “ M y b ro th e r  is rea lly  p ro  F lo rida  State. 
I t ’s a b ro th e r ly  th ing , bu t he ’s been g iv in g  me 
p le n ty  o f  stuff. ”

Th ings d id n ’t lo o k  like  they w e re  go ing  to o  
w e ll fo r  Larry K issner w h e n  he a rr ive d  at 
N o tre  Dame. He was re c ru ite d  as a tack le  b u t 
the  Ir ish  a lready had peop le  lik e  Rob M ar­
t in o v ic h  and T im  Foley (an  a ll-A m erican  in 
1979 and n o w  a m em b e r o f  th e  B a ltim o re  
C o lts  ) at tha t pos itio n . The  co a ch ing  s ta ff then  
dec id e d  to  try  K issner at ce n te r w h e re  he had 
to  co n ten d  w ith  a ll A m ericans Dave Huffm an 
and John Scully.

A fte r sp ring  d r i lls  o f  1980, K issner rece ived  
the  H c rin g  A w ard  as the  m ost im p ro ve d  o f­
fensive p layer, and w ith  S cu lly ’s g radua tion  
last May, it  lo o ke d  like  the  jo b  was a ll Kis- 
sner’s. But then  G e rry  Faust was nam ed head 
coach, and his o ffens ive  sty le  needed a d if ­
fe re n t type  o f  p laye r at ce n te r than w h a t Kis- 
sner’s a ttrib u te s  w e re  su ited  fo r. An in ju ry  
fu r th e r  co m p o u n d e d  the  p ro b le m , and K is ­
sner’s name began to  be heard less and less.

But th ings s ta rted  to  fa ll in to  place. K issner 
p ra c tice d  at b o th  guard p o s itio n s  and ce n te r 
th is  fall, w a it in g  fo r a chance. W hen Randy E l­
lis  in ju re d  h is knee at M ich igan, K issner was 
ready.

"T h e re  are a lo t o f  g reat p layers here. I just 
w an ted  to  p u t m y best fo o t fo rw a rd ,”  K issner 
says. “  I ’ve go t a chance. I j ust go t to  try  to  take 
advantage o f  it . ”

The Ir ish  d id n ’t  take advantage o f  oppor- 
tu n tie s  in  the Purdue game, los ing  15-14, as 
Purdue staged its o w n  “ m ira c le  fin ish ." But

K issner was p a rt o f  th e  o ffensive  u n it  tha t 
racked up  season highs o f  300 yards rush ing  
and 394 yards to ta l offense in  d o w n in g  M ic h i­
gan State, 20-7, last Saturday.

“ As C oach Faust says, ‘W hen w e  do  break it, 
w e ’re g o in g  to  break it  big, ”  K issner says. 
“ W e’re s ta rtin g  to  c lic k . W e ’re g e ttin g  b e tte r 
and b e tte r  every day. A team  can fee l tha t.”

The  Ir ish  w i l l  have to  feel at the  to p  o f  th e ir  
game th is  week. The  Sem inoles su rrende red  
jus t 38 yards on  the  g ro u n d  in  31 ca rrie rs  to

O h io  State, a team  n o to r io u s  fo r  its  “ th ree  
yards and a c lo u d  o f  dust”  s ty le  o f  foo tba ll.

As fo r  Kissner, w h e n  E llis ’ knee is ready fo r 
ac tion , he is p repared  fo r  w h a te ve r happens. 
“ You can’t lo o k  ahead. The  coaches w i l l  p lay 
the  best peop le ," K issner says. “ I co n s id e r 
m yse lf a team  p laye r.”

U.S., Israel offer support to Egypt
CAIRO, Egypt (A P ) — President- 

designate llo s n i M ubarak gu t new  
assurances o f  U.S. and Israeli support 
yesterday in  his e ffo rts  to  com p le te  
the peacem aking o f  assassinated 
President A nw ar Sadat.

The Egyptian g o ve rnm en t ba ttled  
fundam enta lis t M oslem  sn ipers 
sou th  o f  C a iro  and prepared  to  bu ry  
Sadat in  s tr ic t  se cu rity  to  p ro te c t 
scores o f  w o r ld  leaders w h o  as­
sem bled fo r the  funera l.

The  a tm osphere  was charged by a 
w a rn in g  fro m  e x ile d  leader Gen. 
Saadeddin Shazli tha t C a iro  w o u ld  
he unsafe fo r  o ffic ia ls  at the funera l 
today, and an appeal from  Ira n ’s 
A ya to llah  R uho llah  K h o m e in i fo r  the 
Egyptian peop le  to  re v o lt and 
p ro c la im  an Is lam ic repub lic .

But Egyptian au tho ritie s  said 
the re  was no unrest in  C a iro  and 
v o w e d  to  p ro te c t those a rr iv in g  fo r 
the  services, in c lu d in g  Secretary o f  
State A lexander M. Haig Jr., fo rm e r 
Presidents J im m y C arter, G era ld  
Kurd and R ichard N ixon , and Israeli 
P rim e M in is te r M enachcm  Begin.

Haig to ld  re p o rte rs  at C a iro  a ir ­
p o rt that "P residen ts C arter, Ford 
and N ixo n  w o rke d  c lose ly  w ith  
P resident Sadat to  b u ild  fr ien d sh ip  
and co o p e ra tio n  be tw een  o u r  tw o  
coun tries . President Reagan has 
reso lved to  co n tin u e  th is  co o p era ­
t io n ."

Sadat, in  1977, b roke  the pa tte rn  
o f  w arfare in  the M id d le  East and 
made a h is to ric  jo u rn e y  to  Israel to  
o ffe r the hand o f  peace to  the Jew ish 
state. His a ttem p t to  ach ieve  peace 
in  the tro u b le d  reg ion  b ro u g h t h im  
the N obe l Peace Prize, bu t also 
earned h im  the e m n ity  o f  ha rd line  
Arab slates.

Cam p near th is  l i t t le  desert to w n  are su rro u n d ed  by 
coyotes, rattlesnakes and the  trackless expanse o f  the 
M ojave — bu t no walls.

A m in im u m  se cu rity  fa c ility , the  12-acre p rison  no t 
o n ly  has no w alls, b u t its  p rogram s encourage m any o f  
its  inm ates to  leave the  cam p every day.

Its supe rin te n d e n t, B ill Story, says it  has an a tm os­
phere that sets it  apart fro m  the tu rb u le n c e  o f  o th e r 
prisons.

"T h is  p lace is to ta lly  d iffe re n t fro m  any jo in t  I ’ve eve r
heard o f,”  s a i d ----------------------------------------------------------
bank ro b b e r 
D onne l T o rto ra ,
52. “ I t ’s good 
therapy. W e’re
o u t here  m iles ___________________________________
from  anyth ing . It
g ives us a chance to  re fle c t on w ha t w e ’re g o in g  to  do  
w ith  o u r lives w hen w e  get o u t o f  here.

But the fa c ility  o ffe rs  m ore  than just an o p p o r tu n ity  
to  re fle c t o r  get a tan by the  sw im m in g  poo l. Story, 41, 
ca lls the  cam p a "h a lfw ay  halfw  ay house.”

Some o f  the  cam p ’s 223 co n v ic te d  bank robbers, 
d ru g  dealers and con  m en h o ld  ou ts ide  jobs. Last June, 
15 inm ates co m p le te d  fina l exam s at Barstow C o m ­
m u n ity  C ollege  42 m iles  away. The p risoners  go to 
classes unaccom panied, in  a bus d rive n  by an inm ate.

"O b v io u s ly  w e  screen those p lann ing  to  e n ro ll in  the 
co llege  courses, ” S tory said “ No men w ith  reco rds  o f  
escape, sex offenses o r  assault are p e rm itte d  to  pa r­
tic ip a te  in  th e  p rog ram .”

A lth o u g h  the a tm osphere  is re laxed, no one can just 
lie  around, he said. Everyone m ust w ork.

Inm ates run  the  cam p ’s fire  departm en t. H a lf a dozen 
p risoners  spend Saturdays at a v o lu n te e r p ro je c t to  
renovate  the B oron  C o m m u n ity  Museum , and 30 
o thers  have regu la r jobs  as m aintenance men at Ed­
w ards A ir  Force Base, land ing  site  o f  the  space shu ttle , 
five  m iles to  the  south.

Inm ates also earn m oney re p a ir in g  a lte rna to rs  and 
generators, m a in ly  fo r  nearby m ilita ry  fac ilities .

The p ro x im ity  o f  Edwards b ro u g h t the e n tire  p rison  
staff and inm ate  p o p u la tio n  o u t to  a desert b u tte  last 
A p r il to  ch e e r as the space s h u ttle  C o lum b ia  landed 
s m oo th ly  on the desert floo r.

" I t  came a lm ost d ire c t ly  above us as it  made its 
sweep to  go to  Edw ards," S tory said.

T he  cam p is a deactiva ted  A ir  Force radar base that 
was deeded to  the  U.S. Bureau o f  Prisons. It  has been 
o p e ra tin g  s ince  1979. T he  inm ates range in  age from  19 
to  63, and the average is the  u p p e r 30s, S tory said. A bou t 
30 p e rce n t are se rv ing  te rm s fo r  d ru g  v io la tions.

“ O u r inm ates are sho rt tim ers , m any sent here at the 
ta il end o f  long  sentences,”  S to ry said. "T h e re  are no 
w alls o r  fences to  p re ve n t escapes, no tow ers , no arm ed 
guards.

“ T hey k n o w  w h e re  the o u t-o fb o u nd s  lin e  is and ve ry  
few  go past it . ”

"W e ’re supposed to  be beyond  tha t p o in t ( o f  try in g  
to  escape) w hen  w e  com e here ," said T om  Palm er, 28, 
w ho is se rv ing  th re e  years to r bank rob b e ry . "A n y  one o f  
us c o u ld  w a lk  away, ca tch  a r id e  in to  tow n . B u t the 
resp o n s ib ility  o f  n o t d o in g  that is the  part I rea lly  like  
about th is  place. ”

O th e r th ings to  like  in c lu d e  five  day-a-week v is it in g  
p riv ile g es  fo r re la tives and four-day fu rlo u g h s  eve ry  
th ree  m onths.

The p risone rs  w ear c iv ilia n  c lo thes, o fte n  just sho rts  
because o f  the heat. T hey may eat in  a mess ha ll o r  at 
ou ts ide  tables.

P rison sports  teams o ften  play teams fro m  the 
su rro u n d in g  area, as in a rece n t so ftba ll to u rn a m e n t tha t 
drew  teams fro m  Edwards and Boron. Inm ates also 
served as L ittle  League baseball um p ires  in  B oron, seven 
m iles away.
• “ W e do  have escapes on occasion,”  S to ry said. 

"Inm a tes  can set up a r id e  on the  h ighw ay and som e "go 
ou t on fu rlo u g h  and fa il to  re tu rn ."

The  last escape o ccu rre d  in late May, and a w eek 
be fore  tha t an inm ate fa iled  to  re tu rn  fro m  fu rlo u g h . 
S tory said. Such in c id e n ts  o c c u r about o nce  a m on th .

H ow ever, S tory emphasized that the p risone rs  sent to  
the fa c ility  are no t cons ide red  dangerous.

T here  have also been occasions o f  d ru g  d rops  a long  
the road to  the prison . H ow ever, the  su p e rin te n d e n t 
said the re  is no great d ru g  p ro b le m  at the camp.

Latest figures reflect upswing
W A S H IN G TO N  (A P ) -  In fla tio n  

at th e  w ho lesa le  leve l d ip p e d  last 
m o n th  to  the low es t rate in  m ore  
than th re e  years, w ith  stable food  
costs and fa llin g  car p rices  h o ld in g  
the o ve ra ll rise to  an annual pace o f  
just 2.2 p e rcen t, the  gove rn m e n t 
re p o rte d  yesterday.

The o n ly  c lo u d  in  the  re p o rt 
wasn’t ve ry  dark: a m odest 0 .6  p e r­
cen t m o n th ly  increase in  energy 
prices. Tha t was the firs t such in ­
crease a fte r fo u r  m on ths o f  dec line .

And the re p o rt's  figu res on  food  
p rices  at the  earliest stages o f  
p ro d u c tio n  s tron g ly  in d ica te d  that 
the re  w i l l  he m ore  good new s fo r 
shoppers in  co m in g  m onths.

S eptem ber’s seasonally ad justed 
0.2 p e rce n t gain in  the P roducer 
Price In d ex  fo r fin ished  goods 
w o u ld  mean a 2.2 p e rce n t ye a rly  in ­
crease i f  w ho lesa le  p rices rose at the 
same pace fo r  12 s tra igh t m onths.

The  Septem ber figure, d o w n  just 
s lig h tly  fro m  A ugust’s 0.3 pe rcen t, 
was the low est s ince the 0.1 pe rcen t 
increase in  August 1978.

The PPI, c o m p ile d  by the  Labor 
D epartm en t, has n o w  risen 0.4 p e r­
cen t o r  less in  each o f  the  past five  
m onths, and analysts are saying 
th e re  is no in d ic a tio n  o f  any b ig  
surge be fore  the end o f  the year.

The in d e x  has risen at an annual 
rate o f  7.6 pe rcen t so tar th is  year, 
w e ll b e lo w  last year’s 1 1.8 pe rcen t 
rate.

A n o th e r p rin c ip a l g o ve rn m e n t in ­
fla tio n  measure, the  C onsum er Price  
Index , has been ru n n in g  s lig h tly  
h ighe r than the P ro d u cer P rice  In ­
dex, bu t so far it  also is b e lo w  its 
1980  leve l o f  12.4 percen t.

The  PPI, w h ic h  measures the 
p rices  o f  goods at an e a rlie r stage o f  
d e live ry , is o ften  a good  gauge o f  the  
d ire c t io n  co nsum er p rices  w i l l  
m ove.

Septem ber’s PPI increase p ro b a b ­
ly  w o u ld  have been as m uch  as one- 
h a lf percentage p o in t h ig h e r i f  no t 
fo r  an au to  and lig h t tru c k  p ric e

d ro p  due to  liq u id a tio n  at the  end o f  
a m ode l year, said D ona ld  Ratajczak, 
a p riva te  e conom is t w h o  specializes 
in  p ro d u c e r prices.

Canadian bo rn  D avid  H. H ubei, 
55, w h o  is a na tura lized  Am erican, 
and his Swedish co lleague at H ar­
vard, T ors ten  N. W iesel, 57, w i l l  
share the honors  and h a lf the 
$ 180,000 e q u iva len t cash aw ard 
w ith  Dr. Roger W. Sperry, a 68-year- 
o ld  A m erican  w h o  is a p ro fesso r at 
C a lifo rn ia  In s titu te  o f  Techno logy.

The aw ard announced here  by the 
K aro linska M ed ica l In s titu te  N obe l 
Assem bly was the  firs t in  th is  year's 
series o f  N obe l p rizes to  be an­
nounced  and m arked the e igh th  
consecu tive  year tha t A m erican  
re c ip ien ts  have do m in a te d  the 
aw ard in  m ed ic ine  o r  physio logy.

Last year’s m ed ica l aw ard  w e n t to  
th re e  im m u n o lo g is ts  — Venezuela 
b o rn  H arvard  p ro fessor Baruj 
Benacerraf, re tire d  M aine research­
er G eorge D. Snell and French sc ien ­
tis t Jean Dausset — a ll o f  w hose 
w o rk  was im p o rta n t in  the fie ld  o f  
genetics, organ transp lan ts and the 
f ig h t against m any c h ro n ic  diseases.

The 20 years o f  w o rk  by H ube i 
and W iesel “ rep resen t a 
b reak th rough  in  research in to  the 
a b ility  o f  the b ra in  to  in te rp re t the 
code  o f  the  im pu lse  message fro m  
the  eyes,”  the  K aro linska  aw ard ing  
assembly said. The H arvard  p a ir  
found  that the  c a p a b ility  o f  the  
v isua l system to  in te rp re t images is 
deve loped  d ire c t ly  a fte r b ir th  and 
tha t a p re re q u is ite  is fo r  the eyes to  
be exposed to  va ried  v isua l s tim u li.

"It is o n ly  a s ligh t exaggera tion  to  
say tha t w ha t w e  see today, in  o th e r 
w ords, h o w  w e pe rce ive  the v isual 
w o r ld  a round us, depends on the  
v isual experiences w e  had d u rin g  
the f irs t stages o f  o u r  lives,”  the 
K aro linska c o m m itte e  said. “ I f  those 
are d u ll and d is to rte d  — fo r  e x ­
ample, th ro u g h  e rro rs in  the  lens sys­
tem  o f  the  eye —- i t  may lead to  
p e rm anent im p a irm e n t o f  the 
b ra in ’s a b iliity  to  analyze visual im ­
pressions.”

The  H arvard p ro fessors fo u nd  that 
a step-by-step process is in v o lv e d  in  
tra n s m ittin g  in fo rm a tio n  fro m  the

It 
is “ the  m ore  aggressive, d o m in a n t 
e xe c u tiv e ’ b ra in  h a lf in  c o n tro l o f  
the  ce n tra l ne rvous system .”

The r ig h t hem isphe re  o f  the  b ra in  
was once  described  by Sperry as “ a 
passive, s ile n t passenger w h o  leaves 
the  d r iv in g  o f  b e h av io r m a in ly  to  the 
le ft hem isphere .”

O n tha t in it ia l d rive , w e  tw ic e  w e re  faced w ith  fou rth -and- 
onc dec is ions w h e th e r to  go fo r  the firs t d o w n  o r  k ick  the 
f ie ld  goal. O n the firs t one at th e ir  14 it  d id  cross m y m ind  to  
k ick  one, b u t I had co n fid en ce  o u r  kids co u ld  score  seven and 
th a t’s w h y  I w e n t fo r it. U n fo rtuna te ly , w e los t C arte r on the 
p lay  a fte r he made n ine  yards.

T here  was no d o u b t in  m y m in d  to  go fo r  the  to u c h d o w n  
the n e x t t im e  w e  had a fo u rth -d o w n  p lay at th e ir  one. Since it 
was early  in  the game, I fig u re d  i f  w e  missed, M ich igan  State 
w o u ld  s t ill have bad fie ld  pos itio n . As it  tu rn e d  ou t, the  
p layers made the dec is ion  a good  one.

The second c ru c ia l d riv e  came a fte r M ich igan  State had 
scored  on  a 63-yard  to u c h d o w n  pass late in  the  firs t half. I had 
fe lt w e  had c o n tro lle d  the game to  tha t p o in t, b u t tha t one b ig  
p lay had p u t them  back in to  the game and g iven  them  some

m om entum . W e needed to  take some o f  "it away be fore  
ha lftim e.

There  was o n ly  1:02 le ft on  the  c lo c k  w h e n  w e  g o t th e  ba ll 
back at o u r o w n  18, and o u r  kids d id  an e x c e lle n t jo b  m ov ing  
the  ba ll d o w n fie ld  to  the  M ich igan  State 21 w he re  H arry  
O liv e r  k icke d  a 38-yard fie ld  goal fro m  a tough  angle w ith  five  
seconds le ft. Those w e re  th ree  very b ig  po in ts .

The  key to  o u r defensive  pe rfo rm a n ce  was the w o rk  o f  o u r 
defensive  line , one  that has been h it  hard  by in ju ries . O u r  
lin e m en  have p layed w e ll th is  season, e xce p t on  the  fe w  o c ­
casions w h e re  th e y 've  lost co n ta in m e n t on  the  quarte rback. 
Tha t d in  t  happen Saturday, and I was pleased w ith  th e ir  fo u r 
qua rte rback  sacks, the  th ree  they b ro ke  up  and the tw o  
fum b les tha t G r if f i th  recovered .

I ’m  s t i l l  n o t pleased tha t w e  a llo w e d  a n o th e r b ig  play. 
.We’ve go t to  w o rk  to  e lim in a te  them , b u t som etim es you  
can’t. W ith  so m any great a th le tes today in  co lle g e  foo tba ll, 
b ig  plays w i l l  o c c u r m ore  because o f  g rea t e x e c u tio n  on the 
pa rt o f  y o u r  o p p on e n t than by y o u r o w n  mistakes.

I t ’s so d if f ic u lt  to  co m p le te ly  shu t d o w n  an op p on e n t, and 
anyone w ho plays as d if f ic u lt  a schedu le  as w e  play w i l l  f in d  
ou t Moose Krause, o u r  re tire d  a th le tic  d ire c to r , is one o f  m y 
best friends, b u t he sure le ft us w ith  one tough  schedu le  th is
year.

I t ’s easy to  see w h y  th is  w eek ’s opponen t, F lorida  State, is 
3-1 They have e x c e lle n t team  speed, they  th ro w  the ba ll w e ll 
and th e ir  defense and k ic k in g  game are e xce lle n t. Thay are 
s tron g  in  a ll aspects o f  the game. C oach B obby B ow den  has 
done an e xce lle n t jo b , p a rt ic u la r ly  w hen  you  cons id e r his 
team ’s schedule  is also one o f  the  toughest in  the  co u n try .

Saturday’s game w il l  be F lorida  State’s th ird  s tra igh t on the 
road. They m ust trave l to  P ittsbu rgh  and Louisiana State after 
o u r game and th e y ’ve a lready p layed  at Nebraska and O h io  
State. Last week, O h io  State’s hom e fie ld  advantage d id n ’t 
b o th e r F lo rida  State at all. T ha t’s a sign o f  a great fo o tb a ll team 
and a w e ll coached one.

The average N o tre  Dame sports  fan finds no 
d if f ic u lty  fo llo w in g  ac tion  on the  fie ld , bu t 
beh ind-the-scenes w o rk  o ften  goes u n ­
no tice d . Associated w th  the  u n iv e rs ity ’s a th ­
le t ic  teams stands a c re w  o f  tra ine rs  tha t bears 
the heavy re s p o n s ib ility  o f  te n d in g  to  the da ily  
phys ica l needs o f  a ll va rs ity  athletes.

Foo tba ll coach  G e rry  Faust calls the tra iners  
"the backbone o f  o u r o rgan iza tion .”  From  tw o  
in  the a fte rnoon  u n til seven at n igh t, they 
spend th e ir  t im e  in a va rie ty  o f  a c tiv itie s  as­
socia ted w ith  th e ir  rep o n s ib ilitic s .

A fte r classes are over, they head to  the tra in ­
ing  room  to  tape up the fo o tb a ll p layers fo r 
p ractice . "1 tape about 40 ankles a day,”  c la im s 
ju n io r  Steve Power, "a t f irs t the  bu rden  was 
o ve rw h e lm in g , bu t I'm  at the  stage no w  
w he re  I co u ld  do  it  in  m y sleep.”

A fte r the ta p in g  is fin ished , the tra ine rs  ac­
com pany the p layers to  p rac tice . T h e ir  jo b  at 
tha t tim e  is n o t rou tin e . From  tim e  to  tim e, e x ­
hausted p layers com e to  them  fo r  w ater. For­
tunate ly , the  c o o le r  w e a th e r o f  O c to b e r 
makes tha t aspect o f  tra in in g  less b u r­
densom e. Freshman V ince  H o cke tt reca lls  a 
sum m er day w hen the  p layers consum ed 
enough  w a te r to  f i l l  s ix  coolers.

The  b ru n t o f  the  managers’ tasks on the 
p rac tice  fie ld , h o w e ve r conce rn s  m o n ito r in g . 
W hen the  p layers fin ish  th e ir  w a rm -u p  e x ­
ercises and break in to  in d iv id u a l groups, the 
e igh t s tuden t tra ine rs  also s p lit  up. "Y o u  have 
to  keep a m enta l lis t”  a cco rd in g  to  ju n io r  Jane 
Truscla, “ o f  w h ic h  p layers have w h ic h  in ­
juries. I f  you  kn o w  tha t som eone has had 
tro u b le  w ith  his neck in th e  past, then  you 
w atch that p laye r to  see signs o f  m ore  neck 
problem s.

"T h e  s itua tion  at N o tre  Dame is e n tire ly  d if-

S tockstill, w h o  fin ish e d  10th am ong NCAA 

passers in  1980, u tilize s  his backs in  FSU’s pas­
sing  game, ev idenced  by fu llb a ck  M ike  
W h it in g ’s n ine  re ce p tio n s  against O h io  State. 
H e ’s second in team  recep tions  beh ind  flanker 
D ennis M cK innon .

“ F lorida  State bu ilds  th e ir  w h o le  attack on 
the  passing game,”  exp la ins  Bclden, w h o  a l­
ternates at defensive  end w ith  Jon A utry.

An in ju ry  r id d le d  Irish  offense, w ith  to p  ta il­
backs Phil C a rte r and G reg Bell at less than fu ll 
s treng th , w i l l  have to  co n te n d  w ith  a defense 
that accounted  to r  a goa l-line  stand and a 
b locked  pun t re tu rn e d  fo r  a to u ch d o w n  
against the  Buckeyes. Tackle  G arry F inch, end 
Jarvis C ourscy  ( defensive MVP in the 81 
O range B o w l) and co rn e rh a ck  James H arris 
are the  o n ly  regu la rs from  last year’s u n it, bu t 
Faust is s t ill im pressed.

“ I just feel that i f  they can keep a great pas 
sing team like  O h io  State from  m aking  the b ig  
p lay w h ile  a llo w in g  them  o n ly  38 yards rus­
h ing, th e y ’ve go t a darn  good u n it on  the  
f ie ld . ”

A n o th e r S em ino le  u n it that conce rns Faust 
is the k ic k in g  team. FSU’s p u n te r Rohn Stark is 
cons ide red  the best co llege  p rospec t since 
Ray G uy, n ow  w ith  the O akland Raiders. 
Aw arded a ll A m erica  honors  in  1980, the 
sen io r averaged 51.1 yards on e igh t punts

perience . Players here d o n ’t sit o u t in ju r ie s  fo r 
a lo n g  tim e  and show  o f f  th e ir  le tte r  jackets. 

T hey ’re n o t a lways w il l in g  
to  te ll us about m in o r  in ju rie s , so w e  have to  
w a tch  them . ”

"B ig  J o h n " W h itm c r, the  head o f  the  tra in ­
ing  staff, has to  h ire  the  students. “ We lo o k  fo r  
peop le  w ith  a h igh  schoo l backg round  and an 
in te res t in  w o rk in g  w ith  us. W e co rrespond  
w ith  those in c o m in g  freshm en w h o  express a 
desire  to  be a N o tre  Dame tra ine r, asking them  
to  in te rv ie w  w ith  us a fte r th e y ’re accepted at 
the  u n ive rs ity . Even though  o u r  s ta ff can no t 
a fford  to  a ttend  every vars ity  sports  p ractice  
session, w e  s till hand le  a ll the  athletes.

O n p o in t a fte r a ttem pts, Rendina has h it on  
e igh t o f  n ine, w h ic h , co m b in e d  w ith  his fie ld  
goals, g ives h im  the  team  lead in  sco rin g  w ith  
17 points.

Rendina, a South Bend na tive , is lo o k in g  fo r ­
w ard  to  the  Sem inoles’ game against N o tre  
Dame It w il l  g ive  h im  an o p p o r tu n ity  to  p e r­
fo rm  in fro n t o f  several fr iends  and re la tives  
th is  Saturday.
