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Shooting for the top

Police battle mobs 
in Chilean protest

SANTIAGO, Chile (A P ) — Police 
battled hundreds o f demonstrators 
in Santiago Thursday during  a “ Day 
o f National Protest” against the 
m ilita ry  regime o f President 
Augusto Pinochet 

The demonstrators, m ostly uni­
versity students, th rew  rocks and 
shouted “ He's going to  fall, he's 
going to fa ll!”

The police used tear gas, clubs 
apd water cannons against the 
demonstrators.

Scores o f  people were arrested, 
inc lud ing  Copper W orker's Union 
President Rodolfo Segue! and for­
m er Senator Patricio Aylw in, both af­
filia ted w ith  the five-party 
Dem ocratic Alliance that called the 
protest, according to reporters on 
the scene.

Witnesses said policem en beat 
A y lw in  as he watched a ra lly and put 
him on a po lice bus. Reporters saw 
many marchers pu lled by the neck 
or the hair on to po lice  buses, 
th row n to the ground and stomped 
on.

The day o f protest was the fifth  in 
as many months o f  rising unrest over 
an econom ic recession and Pinoc­
het's authoritarian rule.

The non-Marxist alliance had 
urged Chileans to beat cooking pots 
in th e ir  homes for an hour in the eve­

ning. However, Communists and 
some youth groups from the alliance 
parties formed marches dow ntow n.

Communists and o ther leftist 
groups have called fo r street 
demonstrations to  last through Sun­
day, the 10th anniversary o f the 
b loody coup that overth rew  M arxist 
President Salvador Allende and 
brought Pinochet to  power.

M ore than 1,000 marchers con­
verged from  three d irections tow ard 
Plaza Italia, a square at the end o f  the 
main dow ntow n boulevard. Hel- 
meted police, descending from  
buses and running in small groups, 
used clubs and tear gas to  try  to  cut 
them off.

T w o  po lice trucks fired w ater can­
nons to disperse them, soaking al­
liance president Gabriel Valdes, who 
w as standing nearby watching.

Most o f  Santiago's t m illio n  
people stayed home from  work, 
some out o f  protest and others out 
fear o f  violence. The governm ent 
closed schools fo r the rest o f  the 
week.

Pamphlets were scattered all over 
the c ity , some urging people to  jo in 
the protest and others suggesting 
they turn up the volum e o f the ir 
radios to drow n, out the noise of 
clanging pots.

preference o f dorms, they neverthe­
less are guaranteed housing on-

“ They w ill have on campus 
housing i f  that is the ir preference. 
They can. like anv other student, 
choose to  go o ff campus. ( B u t) they 
are not assured that they w ill be in 
the dorm s they want,”  Charles said

That 
year a controversy arose in the HPC concern ing the 
election o f a hom ecom ing king and queen. The idea o f 
such royalty was term ed “ regressive” by a num ber o f 
hall presidents. The wom en’s halls were the most 
opposed to the idea. Farley Hall President M ichelle Kel­
ly called the idea “ child ish and degrading.”

W hile some halls boycotted the election, some halls 
nominated joke candidates. 
Nominees in this group in ­
cluded the Zahm moose 
mascot, the Holy Cross hog, 
a roach from Badin and Far­
ley’s janitor.

Hom ecoming went on as 
scheduled, though, com ­
plete w ith  mums, movies, a 
“ Find the Pitt Panther ” con­
test, a pep rally, a firew orks 
display, a dance and a con­
cert appearance by Neil 
Young. In 1979, the 
hom ecom ing game was 
against USC on the Saturday 
before Fall Break, and in te r­
est waned markedly. By 
1980, this “ trad ition ”  was 
dead.

But there is no reason 
why it cannot be revived, and revived in a bigger way 
than it ever was. So much talk this year has been cen­
tered on the sp irit o f Texas A&M and its “ T w elfth  Man” 
tradition. I f  you have not heard. Coach Jackie Sherrill 
was so impressed w ith  the sp irit o f the school that he 
form ed a k icko ff team out o f student volunteers. I ’d bet 
the Irish could show even m ore sp irit i f  given the 
chance.

When 1 see the enthusiasm at the pep rallies and the 
dedication o f students w ho stand on the benches cheer­
ing from  the k icko ff to the final gun, 1 see a tremendous 
source that remains untapped, wa iting to  be given the 
o p po rtun ity  to show its stuff.

It is up to the organizers o f Hom ecom ing (o r  
whatever it w ill be ca lled ) to provide the fram ework for 
such a display. The tim ing  is right; the opponent is 
tough. The students should be given the chance to 
show that the ir sp irit can he turned on before Friday at 
7 p.m.

“ Women help ing wom en,”  is the 
goal w h ich  Susan Streibe hopes to 
see realized in th is first year o f Notre 
Dame Graduate W om en’s Support 
G roup (GW SB).

Responding to  what she saw as a 
neglected need for psychological 
support and encouragement o f the 
Un iversity ’s graduate women, 
Streibe, a c lin ica l psychologist fo r 
Notre Dame’s Counseling and Psy­
chologica l Services Center, has o r­
ganized a counseling service aimed 
specifically at meeting the needs and 
concerns o f this m inority.

Much o f  the emphasis o f the Uni­
versity’s counseling and psychologi­
cal services has been on its 
undergraduate population and al­
though undergraduates make up the 
m ajority o f the student body a

St. Michael’s 
laundry alters 
pick-up days

St. M ichael’s Laundry, w h ich  
services nearly 4,500 students and 
faculty weekly, has altered the rota­
tion  schedule fo r pick —up from  the 
m en’s dorm itories this year.

The Hall President’s Council 
revised the schedule in response to 
student requests fo r a more effic ient 
and fair m ethod o f laundry pick-up. 
W ith in  a five year period each dorm  
w ill have had th e ir  scheduled day o f 
retrieval fall on each o f the five 
weekdays.

According to Norm M uller, D irec­
to r o f the laundry service, “ Last year 
about 89 percent o f the overcharges 
(th e  surpassing o f the student 
laundry lim it )  w ere fo r $50 o r less.” 
This year the overcharge lim it was 
raised to  that $50 level so ove r­
charging w ill be at a m in im um  and 
the same, services w ill be offered 
w ithou t the additional charge.

An optional laundry plan fo r males 
has not yet been devised, however. 
N o r is a laundry service fo r women 
students like ly in the near future, 
according to Muller. St. M ichael’s 
does wash wom en’s c lo th ing  on a 
“ cash and carry" basis, but the 
fac ility  is not p roperly  equipped to 
wash delicate materials.

Last semester a new com ­
puterized washing machinefwas in ­
stalled to  handle the 12,000 lbs. o f 
laundry processed each day and 
now  that the staff has had a chance to 
adjust to the new equipment the St. 
M ichael’s laundry is ready to con ­
tinue serving the Notre Dame com ­
munity.

from  Saint Mary's in 1972 and 
received her master’s degree in 
American government from the Un i­
versity o f  Notre Dame in 1976.

defin ite need fo r programs targeted 
at graduate student s concerns does 
exist Graduate women, especially, 
arc easily isolated in an institu tion  
whose coeducation is s till relatively 
recent. Certain departments have 
few wom en involved in graduate 
w ork and those few can suffer 
feelings o f  divison. inadequacy, and 
confusion.

After discussion w ith  different 
department heads, campus ad­
ministrators, and grad students, 
Streibe, w ho holds a Ph.D. in psycho­
logy, decided to organize a group in 
w h ich graduate women can connect 
w ith  one another to share problems, 
interests, ideas and concerns. After 
tw o  years o f counseling at Notre 
Dame, Streibe has found that the 
concerns and needs o f the graduate 
women whom  she has encountered 
have been s trik ing ly sim ilar and thus 
a group type o f counseling w ou ld  he 
ideal in establishing, o r reestablish­
ing, a sense o f suppport, trust and 
strength.

“ The philosophy behind counsel­
ing and advising women is to  give 
them a sense o f  power and respon­
s ib ility ,”  says Streibe; a sense w hich 
aids in counteracting the pressures 
and anger w h ich  the traditional 
stereotype or cu ltu ra l role has 
caused, and continues to cause, 
women today.

The need to reaffirm  power and 
responsibility is reflected in the o r­
ganizational structure o f the GWSG.

The women involved w ill decide 
upon the agenda and format them ­
selves. I f  a need fo r outside speakers 
or in fo rm ation is felt, then that need 
w ill he met. I f  a preference fo r group

discussion o r questioning is 
expressed, then the meetings can he 
held accordingly. Thus, those 
attending w ill define what the group 
is and what they want from it. The 
main thrust o f the service is to 
provide counseling and a chance to 
share and compare experiences and 
ideas.

“ We have many high achievers 
among our wom en,”  notes Streibe, 
w ho suspects that the pressing 
issues w ill include the com petitive 
pressures o f an occupation, the 
balance o f career and marriage, and 
the personal pressures o f maintain­
ing relationships.

So far, the Counseling and Psycho­
logical Services Center has funded 
what pub lic ity  has been entailed in 
the form ation o f the support group, 
such as flyers sent to o ff campus 
townhouses, the library, the 
graduate student union, and various 
academic departments. Streibe does 
not predict many related expenses, 
but those that occur w ill he met by 
the psychological services center.

Streibe, w ith  Jane Pitz, the rector 
o f the student townhouses w ho has 
been greatly involved in Notre 
Dame’s campus m in isrty, w ill begin 
meetings o f the group on Monday 
evenings from 6:15 to 8:00 in the 
W ilson-Commons Graduate Student 
Center on Bulla Road. Streibe, who 
has already received several phone 
calls regarding the group, is eager to 
see and w ork w ith  the women who 
attend, and hopes that a com m it­
ment to the group w ill qu ickly 
enable those involved to bu ild a 
feeling o f constancy, trust, and sup­
port.

MAN11A, Philippines (AP ) —

Aquino family 
members had said they w ou ldn ’t he 
welcome.

Vlarcos, in an in te rv iew  w ith  The 
Associated Press and visiting 
Japanese newspaper editors, said the 
k illing  o f Aquino as he arrived home 
from three years' self exile  in the 
United States was a “ national 
shame ”

I shed tears for him. and every 
F ilip ino should have," said Marcos

Marcos acknowledged for the first 
tim e that lie has been ill in recent 
weeks, although not seriously as had 
been rumored. He said he had 
recovered and he appeared to he in 
good health during  the interview.

Mrs. Marcos, in a less-formal in te r­
view in a Malacanang Palace gues 
thouse, said she m ight step down 
from  public office.

“ I am considering not running 
next year fo r my elected position," 
Mrs. Marcos said She said she wants 
to give up all governm ent posts to 
w ork w ith  the “ private sector ” hack­
ing Marcos’ government.

“ I t ’s unfair. And how w ill I he 
benefited by it, to have somebody 
killed?" she asked.

Japan says the Soviets have found 
debris from the downed South 
Korean a irline r and w ill turn the 
material over, but there was no sign 
Thursday o f any o ther cooperation 
between the K rem lin and the na­
tions and institu tions outraged over 
the Soviet attack.

An angry Secretary o f State 
George P. Shultz emerged from a 
contentious m eeting w ith  Andrei A. 
Gromyko in Madrid and called the 
Soviet foreign m inister's explana­
tion o f the attack “ preposterous” 
and totally unacceptable.

Gromyko to ld  Shultz the United 
States had staged a “ gross provoca­
tio n ” by sending the South Korean 
jum bo jet in to  Soviet airspace and 
called the act a “ crim ina l deed,” 
according to the Soviet news agency 
Tass.

President Reagan ordered all U.S. 
offices o f the Aero flot to be closed 
and demanded that all American air 
carriers sever ties w ith  the Soviet 
airline, the w o rld ’s largest.

Aeroflot has been banned from  
landing in the United States since 
1981, and its U.S. offices in Washing­

ton and New York book on ly con­
nections out o f M ontreal and other 
foreign cities.

Earlier. Reagan announced 
lim ited  sanctions on cultura l ex ­
changes and transportation agree­
ments.

At the United Nations, A 
U.S.-backed draft resolution was in ­
troduced in the U.N. Security Coun­
c il deploring the dow ning o f a South 
Korean a irliner and calling fo r a fu ll 
U.N. investigation, but not exp lic itly  
condem ning the Soviet Union

Soviet diplomats, speaking 
privately, said the ir delegation 
w ou ld  veto it.

British Airways cancelled its 
flights to Moscow, and European 
p ilo ts ’ associations jo ined in a 60- 
day boycott to protest the missile at­
tack that claimed the lives o f 269 
people The Soviets say the plane, 
w h ich  flew through Soviet air space, 
was on a spy mission fo r the United 
States — a charge the United States 
denies.

The pilots, from  France, Italy, N or­
way and Denmark, were ahead o f 
the ir gove t rnments in taking con­
crete measures against the Soviet 
Union. NATO m inisters meeting in

Madrid were s till considering how 
to  punish the Soviets.

The U.S. State Departm ent cau­
tioned Americans against going to 
the Soviet Union because the airline 
protests could seriously disrupt 
travel.

In Tokyo, Soviet Ambassador 
V lad im ir Pavlov, in a m eeting at the 
Foreign M inistry, said the Soviets 
w ou ld  tu rn  over to Japan recovered 
materials and docum ents from the 
crashed airliner, Japanese officials 
said.

They said he also to ld  them his 
governm ent w ill report on its search 
operations off the tin y  Soviet island 
o f Moneron.

It appeared that the reason the 
plane’s debris was to  be turned over 
to  Japan is the absence o f d ip lom atic 
relations between South Korea and 
the Soviet Union. Seoul has repor­
ted ly asked Tokyo to  represent i t ’s 
interests in the affair.

The Soviets have not p inpoin ted 
the crash site yet, Pavlov reported ly 
said, but they found fragments in 
fou r areas near Moneron.

There were strong indications 
that the Soviet refusal to  offer an ac­
count that satisfies the United States 
was leading to a fu rthe r deteriora­
tion  in relations between Moscow 
and Washington.

In Madrid, a senior State Depart­
ment officia l said Shultz probably 
w ou ld  cancel a previously 
scheduled meeting w ith  Gromyko 
in New York later th is month.

Grom yko said he w ou ld  have no­
th ing  to say about his m eeting w ith  
Shultz fo r the tim e being.

The United States has demanded 
an apology, restitu tion  fo r the v ic ­
tim s’ families, and assurances that 
such an attack w ill no t occu r again.

Navy faces 
first clash 
in Lebanon

BEIRUT, Lebanon (A P ) -  The 
U.S. Navy unleashed its firepow er in 
Lebanon for the first tim e Thursday, 
destroying a Druse m ilit ia  battery 
that shelled Beirut a irpo rt w h ile  tw o 
Marine generals were inspecting 
Marine positions.

No casualties were reported at the 
airport, where four Marines have 
been k illed  and 28 wounded since 
late last month. But po lice  said 52 
Lebanese were k illed  and 114 
wounded in fierce Christian Druse 
figh ting in the mountains overlook­
ing the airport.

The Druse, in a statement issued 
by the ir Progessive Socialist Party, 
claimed Lebanese troops and Chris­
tian Phalange m ilitiam en burned 
down a Druse re lig ious shrine in 
Ebey, 7 miles southeast o f Beirut and 
“ massacred” 40 men, wom en and 
children who had taken refuge 
there.

There was no independent con­
firm ation o f the claim, the latest in a 
series o f reports o f massacres by 
bo th  Christians and the Syrian- 
backed Druse since Israeli troops 
pu lled out o f the m ountains Sunday. 
Israelis redeployed its troops to 
safer positions.

On Wednesday, U.S. and French 
jet fighters roared over Lebanon for 
the first tim e in a show o f force after 
Marine and French positions in West 
Beirut were shelled. One Marine 
was wounded and at least tw o  
French soldiers were killed. In ­
form ed sources said a French soldier 
w ho was wounded later died.

The 1,200 Marines ashore are part 
o f a 5,400 m ultinational peacekeep­
ing force that also includes French, 
Italian and British troops. They have 
been in Lebanon since Israel troops 
forced’ the evacuation o f thousands 
o f Palestine Liberation Organization 
fighters from  Beirut last summer.
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Nicaraguan rebel planes 
attack airport, killing

MANAGUA. Nicaragua (A P ) — 
Two low -fly ing  planes that the 
government said were p ilo ted by 
rebel exiles rocketed Managua 
Thursday, destroying part o f the a ir­
port's main term inal bu ild ing  and 
w ounding three soldiers, officials 
said.

O fficials o f  Nicaragua's Marxist 
government said one o f  the planes 
fired rockets near the home o f  the 
foreign m inister. Deputy In te r io r 
M in ister Luis Carrion said one plane, 
a prope lle r driven Cessna 402, was 
shot down at the a irport by anti­
aircraft guns, k illing  the tw o  men on 
board. He said the other plane 
escaped.

A lthough the attack was blamed 
on anti-government forces, ne ither 
o f the tw o  rebel groups — one based 
in Costa Rica and the other in Hon­
duras — claimed responsibility.

Elsewhere in Central America, 
Defense Secretary Caspar W einber­
ger inspected U.S. m ilita ry  exercises 
in ne ighboring Honduras, and there 
was heavy figh ting in El Salvador be­
tween government troops and guer­
rillas.

Carrion said the Cessna 402 
crashed at the base o f the a irport 
con tro l tower. He added that flight 
plans and other documents found 
w ith  the dead pilots indicated the 
tw o planes had taken o ff from Tobias 
Bolanos airport, seven miles west o f 
San Jose, the Costa Rican capital.

There was no im m ediate com ­
ment about the attack from  Costa 
Rican authorities, w ho claim  that 
the ir coun try  — w h ich has no army 
— wants to remain neutral in  the 
Nicaraguan conflict.

departure overseas.
Lochary said that during  the 

semester in Mexico, she was in ­
form ed that she w ould not be liv ing 
on campus in the upcom ing school 
year. She said the reason for th is was 
t that she was one o f several students 
w ith  a leave o f absence status. 
Accord ing to Lochary, however, she 
had no t declared herself on leave of 
absence.

Du Lac states that students on 
leave o f  absence cannot he con­
sidered regular students o f the Uni­
versity, and therefore are not 
guaranteed housing on campus. 
These students also cannot receive 
academic cred it for courses they 
take in  other schools. Earned credits 
can on ly  he accepted by Notre 
Dame under “ special consideration " 
to be arranged w ith  the deans o f the 
colleges, according to Charles.

Charles said that last year’s 
M exico Program had been different 
from previous years. “ O nly tw o  stu­
dents were considered a part o f the 
regular (sch o o l) year because they 
had registered for our form er 
program "

The M exico students were sent to 
Ibero Americana, said Charles, w ith ­
out agreement w ith  the Mexican 
university to transfer the one-year 
program there. Technically, the rest 
o f the students on the M exico 
program were on a leave o f absence

Lochary said that the problems 
w ith  on campus residency put a 
cloud over my last few  weeks in 
M exico. I was really disappointed in 
how the Adm inistra tion handled 
( the situation ).”

Charles said that w h ile  a few stu­
dents have problems due to  “ a 
m isunderstanding about the status

Agency (C IA ), and President Reagan 
earlier this year called them 
“ freedom fighters.”

But, so far as is known, the smaller 
Dem ocratic Revolutionary A lliance 
based in Costa Rica, has received no 
help from  the United States.

Carrion said one plane fired  tw o 
rockets at the home o f Foreign M in ­
ister M iguel d'Escoto, in Managua’s 
southwest d is tric t o f Villafontana, 
but missed. “ One d idn ’t exp lode and 
the o the r h it a tree," he said. He said 
the plane fled southward towards 
Costa Rica.

D'Escoto, a Roman Catholic 
priest, was in Panama City, attending 
a conference o f the Contadora 
group — made up by Mexico, 
Colombia, Venezuela and Panama — 
try ing  to  negotiate peace in Central 
America. This was the group’s e ighth 
meeting since January , so far w ith ­
out success.

ou r society. Instead o f presenting itse lf as an 
institu tion  for the developm ent o f the m ind, 
universities are all too often seen as 
playgrounds for ath le tic contests.

This distortion has been particularly shame­
ful since it has damaged the disadvantaged

sectors o f society. As Henry Edwards com ­
mented, “ The life circumstances o f young 
blacks and the aspirations o f student athletes 
make these students especially vulnerable to 
victim ization.

Major college athletics has sold far too 
many young people the idea that the un iver­
sity is a tra in ing  ground for bigger and better 
things in the professional sports world. For 
the vast m ajority  o f athletes this is s im ply not 
the case. Instead o f te lling  m in o rity  students 
that the way up is through sound study in high 
school, universities te ll them that the way up 
is through a good jum p shot. Granted many 
may make it in to  college and even graduate, 
but countless others are left behind w ith  no 
more saleable skills than a good jumper.

Even Notre Dame, whose ath le tic programs

have been highly praised, has re inforced this 
jum p shot ethos. More than one th ird  o f the 
University ’s aid to  m inorities goes to athletic 
grant in aids. It is certainly admirable that the 
University is helping these m in o rity  student 
athletes, but it seems that the way to an N.D. 
education fo r m inorities is disproportionate ly 
t ilted  towards partic ipation in athletics.

To reform  in tercollegiate athletics, a few  
changes are in order. First o f all, ath letic 
scholarships should be severely curtailed. The 
resources could be channeled tow ard reward

ing high school students w ith  talents and 
abilities more reflective o f a un iversity ’s 
ideals.

A thle tics should be less o f a revenue 
generating device. The richest country in the 
w o rld  should be able to fund its institu tions o f

higher education w ithou t a system w h ich  is 
inconsistent w ith  the ideal o f the un iversity at 
best, and highly explo itative, at worst. Fur­

therm ore, our universities should be able to 
sell a product to  alum ni w h ich is m ore consis­

tent w ith  the ideals o f h igher education than a 
w inn ing football team.

Finally the Un iversity should seriously 
reconsider its current drive to endow Notre

Dame athletic programs. Since the U n iver­
s ity ’s donor base is lim ited, the use o f these

resources to endow athletics constitutes a 
serious m isallocation o f  funds. N otre Dame

has a myriad o f  more w orthy  causes for 
fundraising.

at Stepan Center Monday. The overw helm ing 
variety o f social, service, academic and recrea­
tional organizations available to Notre Dame 
students is impressive, to say the least.

rem inded o f another activ ity  that demands my 
tim e — the pursuit o f  education. 1 g loom ily 
surveyed the stack o f  books on my desk and 
knew w ith  a grim  certa in ty that the stack 
w ou ld  only increase w ith  time. The meager 
tw en ty four hours a day allotted to  mankind 
are hopelessly inadequate

Alter being in form ed at freshman orien ta ­
tion  that we should expect to devote fifty 
hours a week to study, a small group o f ne rv­
ous freshmen gathered to discuss the 
problem. We surmised that if classes end at 
approximately 3 o ’clock, we should study

w ithou t ceasing to eat dinner, visit the 
bathroom o r speak to our fe llow  classmates.

Journey ing to the library w ou ld  certainly k 
cut down on distractions but the precious 
minutes that the tr ip  w ould require could be 
better spent.

We are young 
and have possibly several years o f college 
ahead o f us. What can’t he accomplished this 
year may he accomplished the,next.

Selecting and choosing among many op ­
tions is an art. Develop this art un til you can 
decide w ith  relative ease that it is unwise to 
jo in  the karate c lub  and the Spanish club, 
promise to  tu to r the ch ildren o f South Bend, 
sing in a drama produc tion  and carry 18 cred it 
hours as well. Rather, narrow  your interests to 
include the organizations most im portan t to 
you.

In  order to maintain at least a semblance o f 
sanity, do a few things very w e ll instead o f 
many things in a m ediocre manner. Always 
remember that tim e  devoted to reading an un­
required novel, s tro lling  around the lake or 
seeing a movie purely fo r en terta inm ent’s 
sake is not necessarily wasted time. D on’t 
hesitate to re evaluate i f  necessary.

In a society and a un iversity that prizes the 
active individual, it is essential that we 
remember that sometimes our firs t ob ligation 
is to  ourselves.

Soviets for the ir m urderous attack. The main 
problem  w ith  such a response is that there is 
litt le  that we could do to harm the USSR ( short 
o f starting W orld War I I I ) that w ou ld  have 
perceivable effects.

The downing o f an unarmed c iv ilian  jet, 
even though it stray ed over Soviet airspace, is 
clearly an act o f war and a v io lation o f in te rna­
tional law. As ahhorent as the unnecesssary 
death o f 269 people is, it is still not w o rth  
reducing the earth to a smoldering c inde r in a 
therm onuclear war. As far as the v io la tion  o f 
in ternational law is concerned, there is no in ­
ternational court that could enforce a guilty 
sentence. And w ith  the Soviet veto pow e r in 
the Security Council, even the United Nations 
can have litt le  effect besides verbal con ­
demnation and a decrease in Russian prestige

Another possible alternative w ou ld  he t< 
put the squeeze on the USSR economically 
through the use o f sanctions. In the past, 
wheat and gas pipeline equipment have been 
restricted from export to the Soviet Union.

Unfortunately, these embargoes harmed US 
commerce and the com m odities in question 
were supplied by other nations.

In the case o f  wheat, the USSR purchased 
what it needed from  Canada, Australia, and Ar­
gentina. The American farmer suffered, but 
the greatest costs were born by the people o f 
India and Pakistan who were forced to  pay 
higher grain prices due to the increased 
demand caused by the Russian in trusion into 
the market.

Canada and Australia are tw o  o f our closest 
allies. It was because o f the ir actions that the 
grain sanctions failed. This points out that the 
international system is one w h ich  involves 
many com plex interdependencies. It can no 
longer he dominated by e ither one o f  the 
world 's tw o  superpowers, o r nations in the ir 
respective blocs.

For sanctions o f any type to be effective 
against the Soviet Union, they must he 
respected by the pi odcers o f the specific com ­
modity. Some opportun is tic  nations can 
destroy the embargo and receive a financial 
w indfall at the same time. In this particular 
case, the sanction w h ich  has the greatest 
like lihood o f ho ld ing together d id  not come 
from a group o f nations, but rather from  the

International Federation o f A irline  Pilots’ As­
sociations w h ich  called for a 60 day ban on 
flights to Moscow.

The Reagan Adm inistration is pushing fo r­
ward w ith  the talks to restrict m edium range 
nuclear weapons in Europe. In the ligh t o f

what has happened, this may seem odd. Even 
though the negotiations w ill take place in a 
coo le r d ip lom atic atmosphere, ne ither side 
wants to see them end fo r fear that US-USSR 
relations m ight destabilize. Such an occur­
rence could have the gravest possible conse­
quences.

On the dom estic front, the destruction o f 

the je t gives Congressional hawks more am­
m un ition  as they attempt to get the MX 
missile in to production.

In short, though the attack on the jet is met 
w ith  the strongest possible protests, there is 
litt le  that can be done to  punish a nation o f  the

superpower status and s till maintain peace. 
W hile  this may seem frustrating, it 
demonstrates that the in ternational system is 
one that is largely anarchic. It also shows that

each nation is so conscious o f its pow er that a 
single international incident is not w o rth  set­
ting  o ff a nuclear war.
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Campbell vs. ND Secondary
Remembered more because of failures, 

they are now the key to the game

T om orrow ’s matchup between Notre 
Dame and Purdue features tw o teams out to 
prove som ething alter tw o  straight seasons 
o f m ed iocrity and losing records.

T om orrow ’s matchup also features a 
Purdue quarterback and a Notre Dame 
secondary that don’t have to prove much. 
Based on the ir personal efforts and past ac­
complishments, anyway, that is true  Unfor­
tunately, Campbell and the N otre Dame 
secondary lately haven’t been judged by 
the ir c ritics  on the basis o f the ir many suc­
cesses, but on the basis o f the ir failures.

Scott Campbell was the darling o f  the 
Purdue campus early in his career. His guts 
and com petitive sp irit were im m ediate ly 
evident in his very first collegiate game 
against Notre Dame in 1980. A thum b in ju ry 
to  senior all America Mark Herrmann forced 
the freshman Campbell in to  the spotlight.

Despite facing a fired up Notre Dame 
crow d and team, on national te levis ion no 
less, Campbell rallied Purdue from  an early 
17-0 defic it to  a close 17-10 halftim e score 
by com pleting 14 passes in a row.

“ I wasn’t scared at all,”  said the calm 
Campbell after the game. “ I wasn't any more 
nervous than I was fo r any game in high 
school ”

The Irish went on to w in  despite 
Campbell’s stats o f 17 com pletions in 26 at­
tempts fo r 1^8 yards, but it was apparent 
that Purdue w ou ld  continue its trad ition  o f 
excellence at the quarterback position once 
Herrmann graduated.

The Purdue c row d even booed Herrmann 
and called for Campbell in the fou rth  game 
o f the season that year when Herrmann was 
having one o f his rare sub-par performances.

As expected, Campbell took over as a 
starter his sophomore year. Since then he 
has passed for more than 2,600 yards the 
past tw o seasons, com pleted his passes at a 
56 percent c lip , hit on 33 touchdowns 
passes, and, at one point, did not th ro w  an 
in terception in over 200 straight pass at­
tempts.

He’s touted as one o f the nation ’s best at 
his position, and coaches such as Notre

Dame’s Gerry Faust get headaches just th in k ­
ing about defensing him.

“ I’ve seen more than enough o f  Scott 
Campbell in the last tw o  years," said Faust 
earlier in the week.

Amazingly, some people at Purdue feel 
that they’ve seen enough o f  Scott Campbell 
too. Purdue won 28 games and traveled to 
three straight howl games in Herrmann’s last 
three years. W ith Campbell at the helm, 
Purdue finished w ith  a record o f  5-6 in 1981, 
and 3-8 last year.

Included in those losing seasons was a 
nine game losing streak w h ich  included the 
final fou r games o f 1981 and the first five 
games o f  last year. In a few of those games he 
d id  not play well. But in most o f them, like 
the 1981 45-33 loss to O hio State in which 
he com pleted 31 passes in 52 attempts for 
516 yards, he carried m ore than his share o f 
the load for the team.

A lthough the defense gave up .30 points a 
game last year, w hich put Campbell and his 
m ostly inexperienced offensive teammates 
in precarious positions, Campbell was an 
easier target fo r critic ism  since he played the 
g lam our position o f quarterback.

In last year’s final game against arch rival 
Indiana, he threw  three in terceptions and 
led the team to just one touchdown in a 1 3--T 
defeat. His critics came out at fu ll force. 
They demanded that Jim Everett, Campbell s 
backup, take over the offensive controls. He 
has pressed Campbell hard fo r the starting 
position this fall.

“ 1 never had to deal w ith  such critic ism ," 
savs Campbell. “ I never had to deal w ith  
people booing me. I qu it reading the paper. I 
haven't read one since last year I used to 
enjoy reading about the team and myself."

Campbell, an active leader in the Fellow­
ship o f Christian Athletes, has weathered the 
storm for the most part.

“ Sure it bothers me. But you just have to 
ignore it, listen to your coaches, w ork hard, 
and do what you can to help the team.”

The words could have just as easily come 
from  the mouths o f tw o  N otre Dame seniors

‘Spoilermakers’ look to ruin another ND year

"'W e’re N um ber One’ bu ttons  w o u ld  vanish lik e  rose 
blossoms a fte r a spring frost. T a lk o f  N a tio n a l Cham ­
p ionsh ips w o u ld  subside. G loom  w o u ld  be the o rder o f  
the day. The sym ptom s were an nu a l, and the diagnosis  
was sim ple: Purdue Depression Week. ”

That’s how The Observersummarized the Notre Dame 
rivalry w ith  Purdue ten years ago.

Today, some o f the anxieties seemed to he relieved. 
W hile N otre Dame has lost in its last tw o  visits at Purdue, it 
has trounced Purdue 10 times in its last 13 meetings But 
should a Notre Dame team ever take an indifferent attitude 
towards a Purdue football team o r have the slightest o f an 
off-day, well, tha t’s when Purdue backers usually sm ile at 
one another and say, “ A’Notre one bites the dust.”

Joe Yonto, an assistant defensive line coach for Notre 
Dame from  1964-1980, remembers we ll the fire  that 
Purdue always has in the ir eyes when they see Notre Dame 
Blue and Gold.

“ Purdue rises to its heights when they play us,”  says 
Yonto, cu rren tly  Notre Dame’s special assistant to the ath­
letic d irector. “ It doesn’t m atter what the odds say, what 
the records are, or what kind o f personnel they have. It ’s 
always been a great riva lry w ith  very few  lopsided scores.”

Before 1950, Notre Dame had w on 14 o f its 15 previous

meetings w ith  the Boilermakers. It was in 1950 that the 
tone o f the series as it is know n today was set. It was the 
year that the Purdue football team became known in Notre 
Dame annals as the “ Spoilermakers.”

Frank Leahy’s Notre Dame squad had t , up to  then, 
com piled the longest w inn ing  streak in Irish history at 39, 
and had won three o f  the last fou r national championships. 
Purdue, on the other hand, was on its way to  a 2-~! season 
mark.

But a s terling performance by sophomore quarterback 
Dale Samuels, w ho is cu rre n tly  the associate ath letic d irec­
to r at Purdue, led Purdue to  stunning 28-14 upset over the 
Irish at Notre Dame Stadium.

“ The personal sadness o f o u r first loss in five seasons is 
indescribable,”  said a m ourn ing Leahy after the game. 
“ Where had 1 as a coach failed in ou r preparation for our 
tim e honored friends?”

The Notre Dame football mystique was brought back 
dow n to earth. Purdue became represented as the David 
who, on any given Saturday, in any given year, cqu ld knock 
out the Goliath o f college football.

“ A national holiday was declared for all o f those who 
were anti Notre Dame, fo r the same reason some people 
are anti Yankee in baseball and anti-Dempsey in boxing,” 
w ro te  a sportsw rite r after the 1950 clash. “ They get tired 
o f extended success and want to see the champ knocked 
out.”

Four years later the “ Spoilermakers”  struck again.

Terry Brennan’s first N otre Dame team went 9-1, but the 
aspiration for the national tit le  was w iped out in the second 
game o f  the season when Purdue upset the Irish at home 
again, 2*M 4. Purdue w ent on to w in  on ly three more 
games that year.

Soon thereafter, the F ighting Irish became known as the 
“ Fainting Irish.”  From 1956 to 196.3, Notre Dame had three 
losing seasons and three more in w hich it was 5-5.

The Shillelagh Trophy, w h ich  goes to  the w inner o f this 
annual series, became an added incentive fo r bo th un iver­
sities when the tw o  teams first started com peting for it in 
195T The Shillelagh was donated by the late Joe McLaugh­
lin, a merchant seaman and an Irish fan w ho brought the 
shillelagh from  Ireland

Purdue won five o f the first seven Shillelagh battles 
before Ara Parseghian arrived in 1964. Parseghian teams 
d id manage to defeat Purdue in 1964 and 1966, but the 
I9 6 0  s was an era when Purdue week at Notre Dame 
became the tim e to  “ stop smiling, start grum bling, and 
begin praying,”  as The Observer reported hack in 1973 

In 1965 ju n io r quarterback Bob Gricsc h it 19 o f 22 
passes fo r 283 yards as Purdue defeated a Parseghian- 
coached team for the firs t time. Griese's successor, Mike 
Phipps, then became the only quarterback in history to 
beat a Notre Dame team three years in a row  (19 6 "’ -69 ). In 
all three o f  those years Notre Dame finished No. 5 in the

nation, its hopes fo r a national title  always vanquished in 
the second game o f the year against the “ Spoilermakers."

After Parseghian-coached teams defeated Purdue squads 
from 1970 to 1973, Purdue gave Parseghian its fitting  
farewell gift in 1974 — ;u3L20 upsofcover the defending 
national champions in Notre Dame Stadium. Purdue 
finished that season at 4-6-1.

But, overall, the 1970 s was an era in w h ich  good fortune 
smiled on the Irish at Purdue's Ross Ade Stadium.

In 19"7! for instance, the Irish were tra iling  7-0 w ith  only 
three minutes left It seemed that once again Purdue’s cam­
paign to “ Stop Ara P o llu tion" w ould he a success. But 
Purdue’s punter hobbled a wet hall in the end/one and 
Notre Dame defensive end I red Swenson recovered it for 
the touchdown.

The Irish ta llied the tw o  point conversion for the w in by 
way o f the “ Genuflect Play." Tight end Mike Creaney fell to 
one knee ( genu flec t) at the line o f scrimmage, thus making 
it seem to the defenders that he missed his assignment. 
Once the secondary w ro te  him off as worthless in the play. 
Creanex sneaked in to  the hack end o f the endzone and 
caught the pass that quarterback Pat Steenberge barely got 
oft

In 19^5, Notre Dame had a 3-0 lead, hut Purdue had the 
hall on Notre Dame’s one yard line w ith  five minutes left to 
play. On th ird  down, tailback Scott D ierk ing ’s pass was in ­
tercepted by Luther Bradley and returned a Notre Dame- 
record 99 yards for a touchdown to seal another close 
Notre Dame v ic to ry  at Purdue.

In 19T 7, Notre Dame was predicted No. 1 in most pre- 
season polls Dan Devine’s job was on the line though 
when his team, com ing oft a loss the previous week against 
Mississippi, tra iled Purdue in the fou rth  quarter. 24 14 In 
desperation, Devine turned to a th ird  string quarterback 
who had sat out the previous season w ith  a shoulder 
seperation, to rally the team Joe Montana responded hx 
com pleting 9 o f his 14 pass attempts fo r 154 x ards and one 
touchdown as the Irish trium phed by a 31-24 count. M on­
tana went on to lead the team to the 19"’’ "’ national cham­
pionship.

“ As well as had things, we've also had good things 
happen against Purdue," smiles Yonto. "That’s what
makes this riva lry so great — there is no predictable scale 
as to what w ill happen."

No, gloom doesn’t pervade the Notre Dame campus as it 
once did during Purdue Week.

But respect always w ill as it should, lest “ A Notre one 
bite the dust against the “ Spoilermakers."

The Game Plan: ND defensive Mr 
Purdue defense

O peners : “ Purdue cou ld be as im proved as any team 
in the Big Ten." starts Notre Dame Coach Gerry Faust. 
“ They w ill come in determ ined to start things o ff better 
than last year when they lost the ir first five games. We 
lost o u r last three last fall, so w e ’ve both got something 
to prove to ourselves. It should be everyth ing you 
w ou ld  want in a season opener."

I r is h  o ffense  ve rsus  B o ile rm a k e r  de fense : “ An 
awful lo t w ill he determ ined by what happens when 
we’ve got the ball,”  remarks Faust. “ Purdue thinks its 
defense is better, and we know  our offense has to be 
more consistent and productive. That w ill te ll the tale 
right there."

The big question centers around how m uch better 
the Purdue defense w ill be, i f  it is better at all. Last 
season Boilermaker opponents had ne ither d ifficu lty  
m oving the football (412 yards per game) no r problems 
pu tting  points on the board (29  5 points per game).

Purdue’s outstanding defensive perform er is senior 
linebacker Brock Spack who has a total o f 258 tackles 
oxer the last tw o seasons. But, after Spack, there is a 
sharp dropoff in experience at the linebacker position 
No o ther player has more than 90 m inutes o f game 
playing time.

Because o f this lack o f experience, look fo r Notre 
Dame quarterback Blair Kiel to exp lo it the Purdue 
defense in the m iddle by th row ing  short to  t his backs 
and tigh t end.

K ie l’s front wall (from  tackle to tack le ) o f Mike 
Shiner, Tim Scannell, Mike Kelley, Neil Maune, and Lar­
ry W illiam s should afford him  plenty o f tim e to throw  
the football too. For w ith o u t a doubt, the Boilerm aker 
defensive line is the team's m ajor weakness.

W hether senior Melvin Menke (235 lbs.) o r sopho­
more Derek W im berly (245 lbs.) gets the starting b irth  
at defensive tackle, he w ill have his hands fu ll playing 
across the line o f scrimmage from N otre Dame’s 
prem ier offensive lineman, Larry Williams. W illiams, in 
addition to his tw o  years o f experience, w ill have at 
least a 35 pound weight advantage against e ithe r Menke 
or W im berly.

Expect Irish offensive coord inator Rod Hudson to 
call a lot o f running plays designed to  fo llow  the 
strongside blocking o f Maune, Williams, and tigh t end 
Mark Bavaro.

How  well the young Purdue secondary plays when 
Hudson decides to  pass the ball w ill be a cruc ia l aspect

o f tom orro w ’s contest. Last season the secondary sur­
rendered an average 223 yards per game, but Purdue 
Coach Leon Burtnett claims, “ O ur defensive secondary 
w ill he vastly im proved over last year due to the fact 
that our young kids now haxe more experience.”

The young kids are juniors Don Anderson and Corey 
Cooper, sophomore Ray Wallace, and freshman Rod 
Woodson.

Anderson, the strong corner, lead the team in inter­
ceptions in 1982 w ith  five. Cooper, a ju n io r college 
transfer from Northeast (O kla.), w ill start his first game 
fo r Purdue at strong safety.

Weak corner Wallace, hailed as one o f the best fresh­
man defensive backs in the country just a year ago, has a 
tendency to give up the big play despite his accolades. 
W oodson is extrem ely qu ick and gifted, bu t he is only a 
freshman. W oodson’s weak corner w ill be an area of 
ac tiv ity  all afternoon should Kiel and Hudson decide to 
p ick  on the freshma t n.

B o ile rm a k e r  o ffen se  versus I r is h  de fense : What
can be said about quarterback Scott Campbell that 
hasn’t been said already? Faust sums up the sentiments 
o f the entire Notre Dame fo llow ing  when he savs 
We ve seen more than enough o f Campbell already " 

Faust, o f course, is re ferring  to  his th ird  game as a col­
lege coach when Campbell single-handedly snatched 
v ic to ry  from  the jaws o f defeat fo r Purdue w ith  a last 
second touchdown toss and tw o-po in t conversion.

But Campbell is on ly part o f the story on offense. His 
tigh t end, senior C liff Benson, is an all-America can­
didate in his own right. “ I f  he’s not the finest tigh t end in 
the country,”  says Burtnett, “ he’s ce rta in tly  one o f the 
top  tw o."

Tailback Mel Gray is a speedster who just missed a 
1,000-yard season in 1982. Gray is also a threat as a 
receiver, catching 38 passes just a year ago.

Up front, the Boilermakers boast both the size and 
strength needed to establish a running game. Although 
they lost a starting tackle in Tom Jelesky ( 285 lbs.) due 
to  academic problems, Purdue w ill s till average 265 
pounds on the offensive line.

I f  the line can open holes fo r Boilerm aker ballcar­
riers, Campbell w ill be that much tougher to  stop when 
he decides to put the ball up.

in the secondary, co-captain Stacey Toran 
and Chris Brown.

Like Campbell, the tw o  w on immediate 
fan favor as freshmen when they played key 
roles in the 1980 Sugar Bow l season for the 
Irish. The last tw o years, however, have had 
the ir try in g  moments.

Brown, especially, was subjected to a 
painful tr ia l when Campbell com plet t ed a 
touchdow n pass and then a tw o  point con­
version against him  in one-on-one coverage 
in the fina l seconds as Purdue nipped the 
Irish, 15-14, tw o  years ago.

In essence, Brown and Toran have been 
very steady and consistent players (Toran 
has even been good enough to  be named to a 
few  pre-season all-America checklists) that 
qu ie tly  get the ir jobs done.

But, even though they have been part o f a 
secondary that has lim ited  opponents to just 
under a 50 percent com ple tion  rate the last

touchdow n passes last year, they are bette r 
rem em bered as being part o f the un it w h ich  
got burned late in the game last year by the 
Penn State and Southern Cal passing attacks.

Campbell him self had 25 com pletions in 
39 attempts fo r 279 yards and tw o  touch­
downs against the N o tre  Dame secondary 
last year. Can the Irish secondary contain 
him  this year?

“ He’s a great quarterback, a good runner, 
good team man, and a very good com ­
pe tito r,”  summarizes Toran “ 1 th ink  w e ’ll 
have problems, but a lo t o f our play w ill 
depend on our defensive line and and what 
k ind o f pressure they pu t on him. We plan to 
keep him  in the pocket so he w on ’t run all 
over the place and have the tim e to  find 
open receivers.”

Maybe the defensive backs w ill e x ­
perience problem s w ith  Campbell, but the 
secondary plans to give Campbell and his 
outstanding set o f receivers some o f the ir 
own.

“ We have a smart experienced secon­
dary," says Notre Dame defensive coo r­
d inator and secondary coach, Jim Johnson. 
“ We don’t have the super speedy athletes, 
but we are physical and we probably use 
more types o f coverages than most o ther 
teams do.”

“ 1 th ink  ou r secondary has more security 
than ever since I ’ve been here,” says Toran 
defending his o ft c ritic ized  unit. C ritics 
have un justly put Campbell and the Notre 
Dame s econdary under the gun recently. 
And, although they have nothing to prove to 
the critics, how  they do fare tom orrow  
when they oppose each other may say a lo t 
about the game’s outcome.

NOTRE DAME PURDUE
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Not Hurting for originality W h a t ’ s h a p p e n in g

The tem ptation fo r anyone when listening to a new 
band is to draw comparisons to  other groups w h ich  

sound something like them. Because o l a lack o f ex­
posure to the new sound, find ing a po in t o f reference 
through another band is a natural reaction.

Listening to the The H u r t in g , Tears fo r Fears’ debut 
album evoked the same type o f response. Two years ago 
this type o f music probably w ou ld  have been con­
sidered avant garde new wave. But thanks to the recent 
successes o f new bands, such as The F ixx and Soft Cell, 
audience acceptance o f  the new sound has augured and 
is not considered as radical as it w ou ld  have once been.

A lthough many w ill associate The H u r t in g 's clean, 
uncom plicated arrangements and use o f instrum ents 
w ith  o ther bands it is no t an album o f borrow ed themes 
and melodies. There is a trem endously refreshing 
sound to  this LP.

Englishmen Roland Orzabal (vocals, guitar, 
keyboards and rhythm  program m ing) and Curt Smith 
(vocals, bass, keyboards) form  the nucleus o f the band, 
w ith  o ther musicians making smaller contribu tions. 
The tw o  form ed the ir first band. Graduate, at 19, even­
tually changing the ir name to the ir present moniker.

The band signed a contract w ith  Phonogram U.K. A f­
ter releasing the ir first tw o  im port singles ( “ Suffer the 
Children and “ Pale Shelter” ), they began draw ing at­
ten tion from dance clubs on the East Coast. It wasn’t un ­
t il the ir th ird  and fou rth  singles, “ Mad W o rld ”  and 
“ Change” were released that they gained a fo llow ing  in 
the ir homeland. A lter all this, the band went in to  the 
studio to record what eventually became the rest oiThe  
H urting . “ Suffer the C h ild ren” and “ Pale Shelter”  were 
re-recorded fo r the album.

“ Suffer the Children ”, despite its negative sounding 
title , has a modern, bouncy beat w h ich  could give it a

chance on U.S. pop charts. The bass line, drum s and 
keyboards are very sim ilar to the ones in the Go-Gos’ 
“ O ur Lips Are Sealed” . “ Change” also has a great reggae 
dance (n o t to  he confused w ith  d isco) sound.

Drums are up fron t on many o f the LP s tracks. On the 
tit le  track, the drum  beat echoes a prim al sound 
rem iniscent o f the Talking Heads. Acoustic guitars are 
used sparely but effectively. The H u rtin g  is not syn­
thesizer music; though used throughout, they are never 
overwhelm ing.

“ Mad W orld  ” features a lush sound but deceptively 
simple melody. (The latest Police album shows this 
style.)

Tear For Fears’ greatest strength lies in th e ir w ritin g  
ability. Many o f the song’s lyrics evoke past memories o f  
fear and o f childhood. In this respect, The H u rtin g  
rem inded me o f Pink Floyd’s “ The W all”  Though not as 
skeptical and dark, the ly rics  w i ll grab and ho ld you and 
remain after the song is over.

“ Ideas as Opiates” is just as m oody sounding as the 
impression its tit le  gives. A drum  solo like  the beating o f 
a distance heartbeat sets the re flective mood o f the 
song, enhanced by Orzabal s strain ing lyrics.

Tear For Fears sounds like it can go in any d irection 
on its next LP. The instrum enta l portions o f many songs 
are very danceable and they can easily go in that d irec­
tion  on the ir next LP However, it w ou ld  be unfortunate 
i f  they were to  go so far as to  abandon the ir w r itin g  in 
do ing this. The H u rtin g  is an exquisite debut album. 
Barring any breakup, this is one band you ’ll be hearing 
from  in vears to come.

On being thin- skinned

I love spunkiness, sassiness, 
spiritedness: the attitudes w ith  

wh ich figh ting mad m in o rity  m em ­
bers stick up fo r themselves and 
resist being treated demeaningly. 
But I hate  the revisionism in w h ich  
the perpetrators o f the alleged 
abuses take back, modify, or attempt 
to  soften the ir uses o f language 
w h ich  have been perceived as 
insulting. This week, Howard Cosell 
is being roasted by certan c ritics  o f 
the Black com m unity. This summer, 
President Reagan drew  flak because 
he was graceless in one o f his com ­
ments about women. Several years 
ago, Father Hesburgh had to 
apologize because he referred to 
Notre Dame students as “ kids.”  A 
w ord  once spoken, says the Lord, is 
registered in heaven; we w ill be held 
responsible at the judgement seat 
fo r ever)- idle w o rd  we have spoken. 
No pub lic  figure has the right to bad- 
m outh anyone except an outlaw  o r a 
Russian. Yet there are watchdogs in 
the country w ho almost seem to 
make it a profession to  be thin- 
skinned. Doctors take out insurance 
to  pro tect themselves in mal­
practice suits. Speakers and w rite rs  
w ill soon need a sim ilar kind o f 
defense against the verbal am­
biguities. It hurts to be called a bigot. 
A mis placed w ord  can betray a 
w rite r by its fuzziness. In an im ­
precise world, where language tries, 
and often fails, to communicate an 
ob jective tru th  between tw o  highly 
subjective minds whose chem istry 
changes w ith  the phases o f the 
moon, a w rite r hopes that a reader 
w ill be patient enough to  look fo r his 
good intentions. Otherwise, poetry 
w ill disappear. Imagery w ill be dis­
trusted as unreliable. Liveliness w ill 
disappear from public discourse. 
Gingerbread men w ill become g in ­
ger persons. God w ill be neutered, 
because no preacher wants to be 
labeled sexist. Bigots, not bothering 
to he bland or neutral, w i l l inherit 
the earthiness, from w h ich  some o f 
the best rhe to ric  comes.

H. L. Mencken, as quoted in ' Ann 
Landers” this week, w ro te : “ In old 
age, you forget faces. You forget to 
pu ll you r zipper up You forget to 
p u ll you r zipper dow n.”  I t ’s a lovely 
passage, fu ll o f  tru th , humor, and 
wistfulness. But after the lines were 
published in the B a ltim ore - S un , 
le tte r-w rite rs  complained: “ He was 
making fun o f the senior citizens. ”

I w rite  weekly fo r a national 
publication. So far, I have caught hell 
fo r hu rting  the feelings o f o ld maids 
w ith  a fondness for sweets, the v ic ­
tim s o f epilepsy, the hard of-hearing 
w ho sit next to me at weddings, 
Christians w ho clap the ir hands 
when they get the Spirit, and trad i­
tional Catholics offended by 
know ing  I have a to rn  pair o f pants. 
This summer, 1 w ro te  a mood pie t ce 
on some o f the local co lo r seen in 
Manhattan.

“ Three o ld  dolls rode across from 
me on the dow n tow n bus, all o f 
them  w ith  dyed hair, one o f them in 
sandals w ith  painted toenails. The 
m iddle lady had a can o f liqu id  diet 
the drugstore had given her. A ll o f 
the vitam ins I w ould need fo r a day 
are here,’ she said. The other tw o  lis­
tened th ink ing  o f th e ir own vitam in 
needs. I wondered i f  they w o rried  
about sickness and death, and kept 
staring at the toes painted in 
defiance o f the aging process.”

In today’s mail, I got a sheet o f 
paper w ith  my paragraph clipped 
and pasted in the corner, along w ith  
the fo llow ing  typed response:

"O ne old priest rode across from 
me, balding and w ith  uncombed hair 
that w ou ld  have looked better w ith  a 
touch-up and dressed in his hot c o l­
lar on a summer night; but o f course 
that was fo r showing us he deserved 
respect, even w h ile  he took up a 
m alicious pleasure in calling us old 
dolls w ith  dyed hair.’ Oh, he probab­
ly  also stared at the young girls, most 
o f  whom  also tin t th e ir  hair but w ith ­
ou t his scorn. And instead o flo ok ing  
at our faces, our lined faces that had 
somehow survived and, w ith  the ir

a rtific ia l co lo r were on ly  try in g  to 
look m ore presentable to  the w o rld  
( w h ich  did not see them  anyway), 
he kept staring at our manicured 
toenails w ith  contem pt in his heart.”

I w ou ld  have loved the response, 
i f  it  were not fo r the bitterness. Some 
reader obviously found my descrip­
tion unnecessarily sad o r discourag­
ing. I was not wearing a Roman 
collar; my artic le makes it  clear I was 
wearing a necktie. The fee ling in my 
heart — w h ich  sticks out all over the 
p rin ted page — was sympathy, iden­
tification, and concern, and not con­
tem pt and malice.

I try  never to be de liberate ly 
unkind. Each o f us represents some 
tru th  about life, w h ich  is fu ll o f d ir ty  
tricks. I ’m not going to  take back an 
impression that has haunted me fo r 
weeks, let the chips fall where they 
may. Dyed hair doesn’t deny that the 
head is s till young. O ld dolls 
represent the rest o f  us w ho are 
figh ting  on the fron t line in a losing 
battle. The best o f them give us 
courage by the ways they are fiesty, 
but tha t’s another story belonging to  
another busride. S t u ftlc ient fo r the 
day are the painted toenails thereof. 
Painted toenails have a beauty o f 
the ir ow n at any age.

In a m ulti-m edia age, we are being 
subjected to  a censorship through 
hurt feelings; someone, ru ffled  by 
belonging to the human condition, 
is w a iting  to silence us, as soon as a 
spade is called a spade. We already 
have enough problem s w ith  the lies, 
the propaganda, the perversions, the 
obscenities, the deliberate insults.
To Father Hesburgh’s generation, 
and mine, eighteen and nineteen 
year olds are kids, w ith  no disrespect 
intended. Howard Cosell says 
“ monkey ” is a w ord  he w ou ld  use to  
his ow n grandchildren. President 
Reagan feels i f  it  w eren ’t fo r women, 
men w ou ld  s till be carry ing around 
clubs. He doesn’t know  w hat’s 
w rong w ith  that. Maybe the human 
race w u ld  be bette r o ff i f  men were 
still carry ing clubs. A club, sk illfu lly  
applied, never left a deadly fallout 
from a mushroom cloud. Maybe 
that’s the po in t wom en are making.

Montana’s 
arm burns 
Minnesota

MINNEAPOLIS (A P ) -  Q uarter­
back Joe Montana th rew  a career- 
high four touchdown passes in the 
first ha lf and the San Francisco 
secondary made five interceptions, 
three by Eric W right, as the 49ers 
blitzed the Minnesota Vikings 48-17 
last night in a nationally televised 
National Football League game.

Montana com pleted on ly 11 o f 18 
passes in the first ha lf but four went 
fo r scores as the secondary 
recovered a Minnesota fumble and 
picked o ff tw o  passes. The 49ers 
added three m ore in terceptions in 
the second half.

The five in terceptions tied a 
single game record against the 
Vikings, while San Francisco’s 48 
points were the most scored against 
Minnesota in the last 20 years.

The 49ers b u ilt a 13-7 lead after 
the first period as Montana threw  his 
first touchdow n pass, a 21-yard 
strike to  Dw ight Clark, and Ray 
W ershing kicked tw o fie ld goals.

It was the second period that 
proved the Vikings’ undoing, 
though. Just over four m inutes in to  
the period, San Francisco had put 
three touchdow ns on the hoard and 
added another five m inutes later.

Tennis team aims for big year 
as 1983 fall campaign begins

For all those making the road tr ip  
to  Purdue this weekend, there is an 
attraction other than the football 
game aw aiting you. Tom orrow 
morning, the Notre Dame wom en’s 
tennis team w ill open its fall season 
against the female Boilermakers at 9 
a.m.

For all those w ho w on ’t he making 
the road tr ip  th is weekend, you can 
catch you r first glimpse o f the Irish 
Sunday m orn ing on the Courtney 
tennis courts at 10 a m. against an­
other Big Ten opponent, Illino is

In a schedule that Coach Sharon 
Petro characterizes as “ tough,”  the 
inaugural weekend is an apt begin­
ning.

“ We have ou r tw o  toughest 
matches o f the season this 
weekend,”  she said. “ I t ’s not going to  
be easy to  beat Purdue at Purdue.the 
day o f a home football game.”

It hasn’t been easy fo r the Irish to  
beat Purdue in the past either. In the 
fall last year, the Boilermakers 
handed Petro s squad an unm ercifu l 
7-0 lashing in West LaFayette. The 
home cou rt advantage gave the Irish 
litt le  inspira tion in the spring as they 
lost once again 7-2.

Illino is was a more equal op ­
ponent, but s till beat Notre Dame 5-

4 early in the fall season. These 
scores provide Petro w ith  all the 
m otivation she needs.

“ I ’m excited to w in, ” she said. 
“ I ’m tired o f  losing to  those two 
teams. 1 th ink w e should w in these.

“ When we played 1 T llino is  last 
year, we had three freshmen in the 
starting lineup, and it just happened 
to be our first match o f  the season. 
That really worked to  our disad­
vantage.”

This year, Petro has a more ex­
perienced group o f players on the 
roster. Only one freshman, Jo-Anne 
Biafore, w ill be tilling  a spot in the 
top six singles positions.

The other five spots w ill he 
determ ined between five return ing 
players — Suzie Panther, Lisa LaFrat- 
ta. Pam Fischette, Mary Colligan, and 
Laura Lee. This weekend should 
help Petro so lid ify  that lineup. For 
the time being though, she isn’t 
worried. She is pleased w ith  the 
overall talent o f  the group.

“ This team is much stronger than 
last year,”  Petro said. “ The in ­
dividual players came hack as better 
tennis players.”

Raw talent w o n ’t carry the Irish to 
the ir goal, and Petro knows it.

“ We have ou r eye on the National 
Championship," she said, referring 
to the D ivision II  cham pionship that

barely eluded the team last year. 
“ That’s what’s m otiva ting us now. 
We have to w ork — w ork hard from 
day one. That’s ou r attitude.”

Petro s ou tlook w ill he tested in 
the new North Star Conference 
w h ich  Notre Dame jo ined in the off 
season. Eight schools includ ing 
Notre Dame are part o f the newly- 
formed league — Butler, Dayton, 
DePaul, Detro it, Evansville, Loyola, 
and Xavier.

As o f now, the on ly tw o  teams 
from the North Star that the Irish 
w ill face are DePaul and Butler. But 
South Bend w ill be the site o f the 
conference tournam ent the 
weekend o f O ctober 1 4 - 1 5 . The 
w inner o f the tournam ent w ill be 
crowned the North  Star champion.

Tw o other tournam ents Petro is 
looking forward to  are the Irish In ­
v itation ( O ctober 8-9 ) and the first 
W ildcat Inv ita tiona l w h ich w ill he 
held at Northwestern University 
(O ctober 1-2), a trad itional pow er­
house o f talent. “ That (the  
W ildcat tou rney) should be some 
great tennis. ” Petro said.

As in every other sport, on ly tim e 
w ill te ll i f  Petro s expectations w ill 
he fufilled. From now  until May, the 
Irish w ill w o rk  tow ard that coveted 
and, as o f yet, un attained National 
Championship.

U.S. Open Tennis
Arias, Lendl move to semi-finals

NEW YORK( AP) -  N inth seeded 
jim m y  Arias surprised Yannick 
Noah, and ivan Lendl m ethodically 
and e ffic ien tly  elim inated Mats 
W ilander yesterday to advance to 
the semifinals o f  the U.S. Open Ten­
nis Championships.

The 19 year-old Arias ousted 
Noah '-6 , 4-6, 6-3, 1-6, 7-5, w hile 
Lendl stopped W ilander 6-4, 6-4, 7-6 
to  set up a semifinal battle tom orrow  
in America’s prem ier tennis event. 
The other semifinal w ill p it defend­
ing champion Jimmy Connors 
against 16th seeded Bill Scanlon.

The w om en’s semifinals today 
w ill send top seeded Martina Nav­
ratilova against No. 5 Pam Shriver, 
w h ile  defending champion Chris 
Evert Lloyd, seeded No. 2 this year, 
w il l play No. 14 Jo Durie o f Britain.

Noah, the 1983 French Open 
champion who was seeded fourth

here, was serving fo r the opening set 
when Arias, th is year's Italian Open 
and U.S. Clay Courts w inner, pulled 
o ff his first surprise. W ith  the score 
40-30, Arias reeled o ff the next three 
points to break the Frenchman and 
pu ll w ith in  5-4.

The tw o then battled into a tie­
breaker and again Noah jumped out 
front, this tim e 4-1. But Arias took 
the next six po in ts and the first set.

Arias lost his serve in the fifth  
game o f the second set as Noah 
evened the match But Arias brought 
the crow d o f 20,556 to  its feet in the 
eighth game when Noah hit a stop 
volley and the Grand Island, N.Y., 
native raced towards the net and 
dove to the court, just liftin g  the hall 
over the net.

Noah, who went on to w in  the 
game, lost that po in t, however, 
when he netted the ensuing back­

hand volley.
After having his le ft w rist taped — 

he apparently hurt it when he dove 
for the ball on the hardcourts at the 
National Tennis Center — Arias 
puled o ff the only service break o f 
the th ird  set, breaking Noah at 15 in 
the sixth game, the final po in t com ­
ing on a w icked backhand service 
return to Noah’s feet.

Noah, who hit a ball between his 
legs w ith  his back to  the net in an 
earlier match, delighted the crow d 
again when, in the n in th  game o f the 
th ird  set, he was w rong  footed, but 
was able to h it the ball behind his 
back, pu tting  up a deep lob that Arias 
returned wide.

Noah breezed through the fourth  
set, breaking Arias in the second and 
fourth  games. But in the fourth

Gerry Faust and the N otre Dame football 
team w on ’t be the only ones facing a battle on 
the playing fie ld tom m orow  in West Lafayette. 
Jan Galen Bishop’s fie ld hockey team w ill also 
open its season tom m orow  at Purdue as it 
faces a tough Boilermaker squad.

Tom orrow  w ill be the first tim e the Irish 
have played the Boilermakers in tw o  years and 
Bishop expects the match to be a good chal­
lenge fo r her team. She feels i f  the Irish “ can 
match Purdue for speed, then w e ’ll be fine. ”

Bishop has named the travel squad, but has 
not yet decided w ho w ill start against Purdue. 
She expects team captains Janet Hlavin and 
Jettsie Totten as w e ll as re tu rn ing  veterans 
Claire Henry and Molly McCabe to perform  
w e ll in tom orro w ’s game.

A lthough the Irish have on ly been practic­
ing fo r 12 days, Bishop expresses confidence 
in the team despite the fact that there are 
seven freshmen on the squad.

“ This is a better team than last year’s,”  says 
Bishop. “ There is more depth and talent. The 
talent level o f the incom ing freshmen is better

than in the past ”
Last year, the Irish w ent 13-8 on the season 

and graduated several top  players. To com ­
pensate for these loses, Bishop has shifted 
positions and is using a d iffe rent game system 
to provide more defense w h ich  she feels w ill 
he the key to  w inn ing when playing tough 
teams like Purdue.

In her fourth  and final year at Notre Dame, 
Bishop plans to w ork on closing the “ talent 
gap” between Notre Dame and the NCAA 
D ivision 1 teams. She expects to  defeat at least 
one o f the D ivision 1 squads th is season and 
says, “ this year, w e’re out to  get them.”

This year. Bishop feels the veterans are 
ready to  face D ivision 1 teams like  Purdue.

“ They're past the po in t o f being scared,”  
she says. “ Now they w ant a chance to beat the 
D ivision 1 teams.”

Another o f Bishop’s goals th is season is to 
w in  the Dayton Invita tiona l Tournament 
w h ich  w ill he held on Novem ber 4 and 5 and 
she is op tim is tic  o f an Irish  victory.

According to Bishop, the highlight o f  the 
season w ill he the team's tr ip  to  tournaments
