Roemer reaffirms ban on parties 
in Knights of Columbus building

The K n igh ts  o f  C o lum bus may n o t 
re n t o u t its  pa rty  space to  cam pus 
o rgan izations, Dean o f  S tudents 
James R oem er stated in  a le tte r  to  
Joe A n thony , g rand  k n ig h t o f  the 
K n igh ts  o f  Co lum bus.

The le tte r  rea ffirm ed  a p o lic y  es­
tab lished last year bann ing  the serv­
in g  o f  a lcoho l in  the  K n ig h ts  o f  
C o lum bus b u ild in g . K. o f  C. o ffic ia ls  
said th e ir  p o lic y , fo r  insurance 
reasons, is no t to  re n t the  b u ild in g  to  
anyone.

A n th o n y  said “ i f  anyone w an ts  to  
use the  b u ild in g , they  can jo in  the  K. 
o f  C. T h e ir  insurance o n ly  covers  
m em bers o f  the  Knights.

R oem er’s le tte r  was w r it te n  in  
response to  a S tudent Senate reso lu ­
tio n  p ro p o s in g  tha t the  K. o f  C. be 
a llo w e d  to  re n t its  p a rty  space to  
d o rm s and cam pus g roups and o r ­
ganizations, sub jec t to  ce rta in  
gu ide lines. The re s o lu tio n  was 
needed, says its  au thor, Senator 
Dave M cAvoy, because several 
south  quad do rm s lack adequate 
p a rty  space.

A n th o n y  said he gave ta c it ap­
p rova l to  the  senate re so lu tio n  on  
the day i t  was p resented  and agreed 
to  “ discuss the  m a tte r w ith  Dean 
Roem er.”  N ow , how ever, “ He has 
w r it te n  th is  le tte r  tak ing  the 
backbone o u t o f  the Student Senate 
re s o lu tio n  and th re a te n in g  to  take 
the b u ild in g  away fro m  us.”

R oem er said h is p r in c ip le  o b je c ­

t io n  to  using the  b u ild in g  is the  lack 
o f  su p e rv is ion  tha t has been a 
p ro b le m  the re  fo r  m any years. He 
rem in d e d  students tha t “ no  one  in  
the State o f  Ind iana  u n d e r 21 may 
lega lly  d r in k .”  The  U n ive rs ity  
neverthe less p e rm its  underage 
d rin k in g , he said, because he feels “ i t  
is b e tte r  to  have i t  superv ised on 
campus, than to  have unsuperv ised  
d r in k in g  off-cam pus.”

M cA voy n o ted  tha t the  senate’s 
re s o lu tio n  spec ified  several c o n tro ls  
on the use o f  the  K. o f  C. b u ild in g , 
w h ic h  he fe lt  shou ld  make its  use ac­
cep tab le  to  the adm in is tra tion . 
These c o n tro ls  in c lu d e d  hav ing  “ a 
m em ber o f  the  head staff, a fa cu lty  
advisor, o r  the  K. o f  C. chap la in ”  su­
perv ise  a ll parties. R oem er d o u b te d  
that adequate superv is ion  c o u ld  be 
p rov ided .

O th e r res tra in ts  in c lu d e d  o b se rv ­
in g  parie ta ls  and HPC p a rty  
gu ide lines, hav ing  ID  checks to  l im it  
adm ittance  to  N o tre  Dam e o r Saint 
M ary ’s students, and p ro v id in g  ad­
vance n o tif ic a tio n  to  the  dean o f  s tu ­
dents.

M cA voy be lieves th a t m em bers o f  
the a d m in is tra tio n  shou ld  be 
re ce p tive  to  h is proposa l, especia lly  
i f  i t  is backed by the Cam pus Life 
C o u n c il, because “ some adm inis- 
ta to rs  fee l the  s tru c tu re  co u ld  be p u t 
to  b e tte r  use.”  He said Father John 
Van W o lv lea r, v ice  p re s id e n t fo r  s tu ­
d e n t affairs, w o u ld  have th e  fina l say 
on  the  reso lu tion .

A n th o n y ’s refe rence  to  th rea ts  
stems fro m  a sta tem en t near the end 
o f  R oem er’s le tte r: “ M ay 1 resp e c tfu l­

ly  request the  s tudents in  the 
K n ig h ts  o f  C o lum bus to  advise i f  
they  w o u ld  be n o w  w il l in g  to  m ove 
fro m  the  b u ild in g  so th a t the  U n ive r­
s ity  c o u ld  deve lo p  th is  b e a u tifu l 
lo ca tio n  in to  a non  a lco h o l ce n te r 
fo r  a ll undergraduates.”

S tudent B ody President B rian Cal­
laghan said he d o u b ts  i t  w o u ld  hap­
pen because i t  w o u ld  be d if f ic u lt  fo r 
the  a d m in is tra tio n  to  rem ove  the 
K n igh ts  fro m  the  campus. He added 
tha t the  K. o f  C. “ is n o t a ve ry  active  
g roup, and th e re  are p le n ty  o f  
g roups  th a t co u ld  use the b u ild in g  
b e tte r.”

A n th o n y  d ispu tes th is  c la im , 
saying “ w e  have the  m ost m em bers 
o f  any v o lu n te e r o rgan iza tion  on 
cam pus (3 0 0 -4 0 0  studen ts), and w e  
are also the  rich es t.”  He c ite d  
several o rgan iza tions that the  K. o f  
C. donates to , in c lu d in g  C o rve lla  
House and a hom e fo r  d e lin q u e n t 
boys. A n th o n y  com m en ted , “ I f  
R oem er feels these a c tiv it ie s  are a 
waste, then  I have to  ques tion  w he re  
h is p r io r it ie s  lie .”

The  grand k n ig h t agrees tha t i t  
m ay be d if f ic u lt  to  rem ove  the  o r ­
gan iza tion  fro m  th e  site, because i t  
has a 50-year lease on  the  b u ild in g . 
W h ile  i t  is a u n ive rs ity -o w n e d  b u ild ­
ing, th e  K. o f  C. pay fo r  a ll insurance 
and m aintenance.

T hey also pa id  fo r  the  $250,000 
renova tions  to  the  b u ild in g  w hen  it  
was co n v e rte d  fro m  a post o ffice , 
and c o n tr ib u te d  $500,000 to  a 
scho la rsh ip  fu n d  fo r  m in o ritie s .

A fu ll-scale  in te rn a l aud it o f  a ll 
1983 An Tosta l reco rds has been o r ­
de red  b y  D ire c to r  o f  S tudent A c­
tiv it ie s  James M cD onne ll. T h is  
ac tion  stems fro m  a d e f ic it  o f  
“ be tw e en  fo u r and five  thousand 
d o lla rs ”  fro m  last year’s annual 
sp ring  festival.

The  e x te n t o f  the  d e fic it was un ­
cove red  e a rlie r th is  fa ll w h e n  the 
check  annua lly  donated  to  Sister 
M arita ’s P rim a ry  Day School fro m  
the U gly Man on  Cam pus (U M O C ) 
con test rece ip ts  neve r reached the 
school. F u rth e r inves iga tion  
revealed tha t the a c tiv ity  had gone 
ove r budge t and co u ld  n o t issue the 
check  on  last year’s account.

S tudent G ove rnm ent o ffic ia ls  
fin a lly  issued the  $1,684 check  on  
Friday to  represen ta tives fro m  the 
Day School.

A cc o rd in g  to  M cD o nn e ll, the  U n i­
ve rs ity ’s In te rn a l A u d it in g  D e p a rt­
m en t annua lly  exam ines the reco rds 
o f  various cam pus departm en ts  and 
ac tiv ities . The  An Tosta l aud it, 
how ever, was unschedu led  and 
resu lts  d ire c t ly  fro m  the  d e fic it. “ W e 
w a n t to  k n o w  h o w  the even t w e n t 
o ve r budge t,”  M cD o n n e ll said.

Jay Reidy, cha irm an  o f  the  1983 
An Tosta l C om m ittee , said that 
m uch  o f  the  d e fic it  was the  resu lt o f  
a $2,000 loss fro m  the  “ H eatw ave”  
conce rt, w h ic h  was schedu led  on  an 
e xp e rim e n ta l basis last year. The 
1983 graduate said tha t the  c o m m it­
tee had expected  a tu rn o u t o f  ap­
p ro x im a te ly  3000 peop le  fo r  the  
show , 2000  m ore  than ac tua lly  at­
tended.

Ryan V e r Berkmoes, d ire c to r  o f  
p u b lic ity  fo r  An Tosta l, d isagreed 
w ith  Reidy, n o tin g  tha t the  causes o f  
the  financ ia l d iff ic u lt ie s  w e re  m ore  
extens ive  than Reidy adm its. “ T here  
was n o t a lo t  o f  obv ious  cost c o n ­
tro ls ,”  he said, “ and no em phasis on 
budge t.”

V e r Berkm oes no ted  tha t th e  c o n ­
c e rt c o u ld  have been a success had 
the c o m m itte e  chosen a less-

o ve rp r ic e d ,”  he m ainta ined, "and 
w e  c o u ld  have had the same tu rn o u t 
fo r  ano th e r band tha t d id n ’t cost an 
arm  and a leg.”

The  lack o f  financ ia l c o n tro l was 
n o t l im ite d  e xc lu s ive ly  to  the  co m ­
m itte e ’s co n ce rt scheduling, acco rd ­
in g  to  V e r Berkmoes. “ I th in k  there  
was a genera l happy-go-lucky at­
titu d e  o f  spend, spend, spend, be­
cause w e ’re g o in g  to  graduate, ”  he 
said. “Jay (R e id y )  gave a carte 
b lanche  to  us.”

T h is  co n tra d ic ts  a c la im  by Reidy 
tha t o v e r 90  p e rce n t o f  the checks 
had a lready been fille d  in  by  the tim e  
they  w e re  s igned by h im se lf and the 
An Tosta l C o m p tro lle r , Jane Ben­
ne tt. “ For expenses ove r $100, we 
som etim es gave the  cha irm en  blank 
checks,”  he said. “ B u t fo r  all e x ­
penses u n d e r $50, w e  re im bursed 
them  a fte r the  purchases ”

B enne tt d isagreed w ith  Reidy’s 
p o lic y  o f  d is tr ib u t in g  b lank checks 
fo r  th e  m ore  expensive  purchases. “ I 
d o n ’t  th in k  i t  a llo w e d  me enough 
c o n tro l,”  she said. She no ted  that 
pa rt o f  the  fina n c ia l p ro b le m  was 
caused by R eidy himself. 
“ S o m e tim e s ja y  and M ike  ( Perez, as­
sistant An Tosta l ch a irm a n ) w e ren ’t 
respons ib le  enough to  rem em ber 
the  to ta ls  on  the  b lank checks they 
them selves had w r it te n .”

B enne tt said tha t R eidy’s p rob lem  
s tem m ed fro m  a lack o f  com m un ica ­
tion . “ Saint M ary ’s always co n ­
tr ib u te s  a s ign ifican t am oun t to  An 
Tosta l, b u t Jay never rea lly 
s tra igh tened  o u t h o w  m uch they 
w e re  to  donate  and w he re  the 
m oney was to  go. I also th in k  that he 
shou ld  have had m ore  com m un ica ­
t io n  w ith  J im  M cD o n n e ll ”

T h is  c o n ce rn  was echoed by Ver 
Berkm oes. “ M cD o nn e ll d id n ’t assert 
any in flu e n ce  and was p re tty  in e f­
fe c tive  in  w a tch in g  the  m oney,”  he 
said.

V er Berkm oes suggested that 
fu tu re  An Tosta l com m ittees  be re ­
q u ire d  to  stay w ith in  a certa in  
budget. “ T hey shou ld  get someone 
in  th e re  w h o ’s co n ce rned  about 
s tay ing  w ith in  a d e fin ite  budget,”  he

The  a ttacks caused m ore  headlines than  heavy damage 
bu t re fle c t a d rive  fo r rebe l c re d ib il ity  and a sh ift fro m  sporad ic 
harassm ent o f  N icaraguan troo p s  to  h ig h ly  v is ib le  ra ids on  im p o rta n t 
e c o n o m ic  targets. U n til re ce n tly , m ost o f  the  f ig h tin g  against 
N icaragua’s le ftis t Sandinista gove rn m e n t has been c la im ed  by the 
H onduras based N icaraguan D e m o c ra tic  Force, a r ig h tis t led  m ove­
m ent tha t gets U.S. help. I t  may have as m any as 10,000 troo p s  in  o r  
near Nicaragua. But the Costa Rica-based R evo lu tio n a ry  D em ocra tic

M oroz. The N ationa l C o m m itte e  to  C om m em ora te  G enoc ide  V ic ­
tim s  in  U kra ine  1932-33 sponsored the m arch  as pa rt o f  a w eek-long  
series o f  events in  rem em brance  o f  w ha t they ca ll the  “ fo rg o tte n  
ho locaust ”  M ost peop le  in  the ga the rin g  w ere  o f  U kra in ian  descent.

TUCSON, A riz . — F loodw aters up 
to  e igh t feet deep surged yesterday 
th ro u g h  hundreds o f  hom es in 
sou the rn  A rizona , c lo s in g  h ighw ays 
and bridges, fo rc in g  thousands to  
evacuate and leaving  n ine  people  
dead o r  m issing.

In  o th e r areas o f  the c o u n try , 
re c o rd  b reak ing  storm s pounded  
the C a lifo rn ia  coast w ith  ra in  Friday, 
dous ing  p o w e r to  m ore  than  27 ,000 
custom ers and snarling  tra ffic , b u t 
T ro p ic a l S torm  Dean spu tte red  
ashore in  V irg in ia  and b roke  apart 
w ith o u t causing m a jo r damage.
• In  the Pacific, m eanw h ile , T ro p i­

cal S torm  N arda m oved away from  
the  H aw aiian Islands a fte r fo rc in g  
the  evacuation  o f  n ine  fam ilies  in  a 
lo w - ly in g  area.

A m ong  the  v ic tim s  in  th e  series o f  
A rizona  desert sto rm s w h ic h  began 
last w eek, w e re  tw o  h e lic o p te r 
c re w m e n  k ille d  in  a crash d u rin g  a 
rescue m iss ion  yesterday fo r  a m o t­
h e r and baby.

M ore  ra in  p e lte d  the state yes te r­
day, the  day after h e lico p te rs  
p lu cke d  stranded res iden ts fro m  
ro o fto p s  in  Tucson  and the hard  h it  
m in in g  to w n  o f  C lifton .

The East Race W ay deve lopm ent, 
a cco rd in g  to  Seitz, w i l l  be one o f  five  
O ly m p ic  q u a lity  w h ite w a te r sports  
runs if i the  co u n try . The ru n  w i l l  be 
1900 feet in  leng th, and w i l l  feature 
a co n c re te  b o tto m  and man-made 
fiberg lass bou lders. I t  w i l l  also have 
a c o n tro lle d  w a te r o u tp u t, w ith  a 
m ax im um  o f  1300 c u b ic  feet o f 
w a te r pe r second.

The East Race W ay w i l l  s tart at Jef­
ferson Street and run  a long the east 
bank o f  the St. Joseph r iv e r  to  near 
M adison Street. A c e n tu ry  ago th is  
was a canal w h ic h  was used to 
p o w e r South Bend factories, b u t 
w hen  the  fac to ries  closed, the  canal 
was f il le d  in  and fo rgo tten .

The c o n s tru c tio n  o f  the  East Race 
W ay has cost $4.5 m illio n , and has 
been financed by  a $3 5 m illio n  park 
bond  issue and a federa l land grant.

“ W e hope tha t the race w i l l  spur 
e co n om ic  g ro w th  in  the  East Bank 
area o f  South Bend," Seitz said.

The  East Race W ay is scheduled  to  
open June 30, 1984. I t  is n o t kn o w n  
ye t i f  the  fa c ility  w i l l  be open fo r  the 
use o f  the  pub lic .

debate.

The reso lu tio n  m oved th ro u g h  
Congress to  fina l approva l on

Thursday w ith  unusual speed be­
cause o f  the fast tra ck  re q u ire d  by 
la w  fo r  ac tion  u n d e r the W ar Powers 
A c t o f  1973.

Reagan said he w o u ld  sign it, bu t 
w ith  reservations. T h is  announce­
m en t a lready has d raw n  c r it ic is m , 
w h ic h  c o u ld  in tens ify  w hen  he e x ­
p la ins h is reservations.

Even w ith  Reagan’s s ignature, the 
measure may n o t be Congress’ last 
w o rd  on the  \  ,600 M arines w h o  
have sta tioned in  B e iru t fo r  m ore  
than one year as pa rt o f  an in te rn a ­
tio n a l peacekeeping force.

A t any tim e  d u rin g  the  n e x t 18 
m onths, Congress can take up  a n o th ­
e r re s o lu tio n  to  b r in g  the  troops  
hom e sooner, and the measure

w o u ld  go to  the House and Senate 
flo o rs  q u ick ly .

Such a proposa l also w o u ld  re ­
q u ire  Reagan’s signature, w h ic h

means tha t i f  he opposed it, b o th  
houses w o u ld  have to  m uste r a tw o - 
th ird s  m a jo r ity  to  o v e rr id e  his veto. 
T h is  w o u ld  be a far g rea te r m argin 
than h is opponen ts  managed in  
e ith e r cham ber th is  week.

The vo te  fo llo w e d  p a rty  lines  w ith  
o n ly  s ligh t dev ia tion . O n ly  tw o  o f  45 
D em ocra ts b ro ke  pa rty  ranks in  the 
Senate to  jo in  52 R epublicans in  sup­
p o rt o f  the  agreem ent s tru ck  by 
Reagan, Speaker Thom as P. O ’N e ill 
Jr. and R epublican leaders o f  b o th  
houses.

Thursday h is d e p a rtm en t was to ld  
b y  th ree  o th e r  p o lic e  departm ents, 
w h ic h  he d e c lin e d  to  id e n tify , “ have 
th ree  pe o p le  in  cus tody  th a t shou ld  
be investiga ted  to  see i f  the re  co u ld  
be a co n n ec tio n . W e w e re  in fo rm e d  
these pe o p le  have the  c a p a b ility  o f  
c o m m itt in g  such a c r im e .”

R egard ing the  leads in  th e  o th e r 
c ities, Letz said on ly , “ T he re ’s been 
a ll d iffe re n t k inds o f  in fo rm a tio n , n o t 
necessarily  c rim es  o f  v io lence . ”

The lack o f  a m o tiv e  is th e  p rim a ry  
p ro b le m  fac ing  inves tiga to rs  in  the 
bea ting  deaths o f  O sborne, 35, his 
w ife , Jane, 34, and th e ir  11-year-old 
son, Ben jam in. The  bod ies w e re  
fo u n d  in  the  fa m ily ’s sou ths ide  hom e 
Sept. 19.

P o lice  be lieve  th e y  w e re  beaten 
to  death  the  n ig h t o f  Sept. 16 o r  ea rly  
Sept. 17.

Police, able to  trace  the  O sborne ’s 
a c tiv itie s  th ro u g h  in te rv ie w s  w ith  
ne ighbors, be lieve  11 p.m . Sept. 16 
was the  last t im e  the  O sbornes w e re  
seen a live, d e te c tive  Sgt. Ronald L. 
K e lle y  said.

“ W ith o u t a m o tiv e  yo u  have v ir ­
tu a lly  no alleys o f  in ve s tig a tion  to  
focus y o u r  a tte n tio n  on ,”  said Letz, a 
to p  in ve s tig a to r in  the  case.

“ I t  does n o t appear at th is  tim e  it  
was a resu lt o f  a b u rg la ry  a ttem p t,”  
Letz said. “ A nd  i t  does n o t appear at

th is  p o in t, th o ug h  it  hasn’t  been 
ru le d  ou t, tha t i t  was a ro b b e ry  a t­
te m p t.”

Nevertheless, Letz said, “ I th in k  
e ve rybody  feels th a t e ve n tua lly  w e 
w i l l  so lve th is  h o m ic ide .”

A v ideo tape  o f  in fo rm a tio n  about 
the  case is be ing  show n to  o ffice rs  
n o t d ire c t ly  in v o lv e d  in  the inves­
tig a tio n  to  keep them  abreast o f  the 
s itua tion .

O ne ite m  in  the  tape is in  ques­
tio n . T ha t was an eyew itness ac­
c o u n t o f  a man, his A rm y  f ie ld  jacke t 
sp la tte red  w ith  w h a t appeared to  be 
red  pa in t, w h o  was re p o rte d ly  seen 
in  the  area o f  the  O sborne  hom e ear­
ly  Sept. 17.

Letz said investiga to rs  had d is ­
co u n te d  m uch  o f  the  in fo rm a tio n  
the  re p o rte d  w itness had offered.

“ W hen w e  checked o u t w h a t he 
to ld  us, a lo t  o f  i t  w asn ’t  tru e ,”  said

Letz. “ T o o  m any th ings just w e ren ’t 
c lick in g .

“ The  o n ly  co n c re te  th ings we 
have are phys ica l th ings at the  hom e 
itse lf,”  he added.

H is face is p lastered on 
da rtboards th ro u g h o u t the hom es o f  e n v iro n ­
m enta lis ts  in  the  U.S. due to  h is pro-business 
leanings. W a tt’s “ w ide , arrogant, lee ring  
sm ile  ” and h is som ew hat p las tic  appearance 
u n d e r b r ig h t te lev is ion  ligh ts  also make h im  
an easy target. A p ro u d  and d o m in a tin g  man, 
W a tt is a se lf professed “ born-again C hris tian  ”

Sure, N o tre  Dame co u ld  have 
scored  m ore  po in ts . Sure, C o lo rado  
m oved the ba ll som e on  offense. 
Sure, the Buffa loes are no t a great 
team. Sure, the  C o lo rad o  campus 
and scenery pu ts  South Bend to 
shame.

But, does i t  rea lly  m atter?
The fact is tha t the  Ir is h  p layed 

som e o f  th e ir  best fo o tb a ll o f  the 
season, snapping a tw o-gam e los ing  
streak in  the process, as they  ro lle d  
o ve r the C o lo rad o  Buffaloes, 27-3, at 
Folsom  F ie ld  on  Saturday.

W ha t rea lly  m a tte red  was tha t the 
N o tre  Dam e o ffensive  line , desp ite  
b e ing  c r ip p le d  by in ju ries , p layed  its 
best game o f  the year; tha t freshm an 
qua rte rba ck  Steve B eue rle in  looked  
im pressive  in  h is firs t start; and that 
the  team  pushed peop le  a round  and 
ju m pe d  a round  lik e  a psyched up 
team  should.

“ W e had som e fun  o u t the re , ” said 
sen io r s tron g  guard N e il Maune. 
“ The p layers go t to g e th e r and 
dec id e d  tha t w e  w e re  g o in g  to  play 
fo r  ourselves.

“ T he re  was a b ig  d iffe re n ce  today. 
W e used to  go in to  games so tigh t, 
lik e  w e  w e re  a fra id  to  lose. But w e ’re 
back having  fun  again.”

The  peop le  w h o  had the m ost fun  
w e re  the  ru n n in g  backs tha t had 
huge ho les to  ru n  th ro u g h  and 
B eue rle in  w h o  had o u ts tan d in g  pass 
b lock ing . The  backs team ed fo r  334 
yards on  the g round , a lm ost b reak­
in g  the  season h igh  th e y  set against 
Purdue in  the  firs t game o f  the 
season.

the  last fe w  weeks (years?) fo r  its  
p lay-ca lling , m ixe d  up  the  runs and 
passes ve ry  w e ll against an o v e r­
m atched  Buffa lo  defense. Realiz ing 
tha t th e y  had a huge size and 
s tren g th  advantage o ve r C o lo ra d o ’s 
th ree  man fro n t, the  coaches 
devised  a game p lan tha t re lie d  m ore  
heav ily  on  the  rush than the  p lan fo r 
any o f  the  p rev ious  th ree  games.

Part o f  the  reason fo r  th is  was to  
g ive  B eue rle in  som e co n fid en ce  and 
make h is  f irs t start an easy one. Part 
o f  the  reason was that the re  was no 
w ay C o lo rad o  was go ing  to  s top  the 
run  unless they  p u t Ralphie the  B u f­
fa lo  o v e r the  center.

“ W e fe lt w e  w e re  s tron g  enough 
to  take it  r ig h t at them , ” said ta ilback 
A lle n  P inke tt, w h o  p ic k e d  up a 
ca ree r-h igh  132 yards in  18 carries. 
“ W e d id n ’t do  an y th ing  fancy, bu t 
w e  tr ie d  to  con ce n tra te  on o u r basic 
game p lan .”

“ W e basica lly  w e n t r ig h t at them , ” 
said Larry W illiam s  w h o  m oved  o u t 
o f  h is  usual s tron g  tack le  p o s itio n  to  
take o v e r the  in ju re d  M ike  S h iner’s 
spo t at q u ic k  tackle. “ W e had to  
make up o u r m inds to  go r ig h t 
th ro u g h  them .”

P len ty  o f  peop le  w e re  able to  go 
r ig h t th ro u g h  them  — and q u ite  
easily. F ive d iffe re n t backs gained 
o ve r 30 yards and a ll th ree  to u c h ­
dow ns w e re  scored by runners  w h o  
had b ig  ho les to  run  th rough.

o m o re  tack le  M ike  P errino , w h o  was 
s ta rtin g  h is  f irs t game e ve r in  W il­
liam s’ o ld  spot, P in ke tt rom p e d  
th ro u g h  th e  Buffa lo  defense p ra c ti­
c a lly  un touched .

But, w h ile  the  offense seemed to  
be having  its  way, so, i t  seemed, was 
the  C o lo rad o  offense. M arch ing  
d o w n  the  f ie ld  as ra p id ly  as the Ir ish  
had, o n ly  using the  passing attack 
m ore , th e  Buffa loes had a f irs t d o w n  
at th e  N o tre  Dam e 29 H ow e ve r, the 
Ir is h  defense cam e th ro u g h  w hen  it  
had to  and fo rce d  th e  Buffa loes to  
k ic k  a 4 3 -yard f ie ld  goal.

“ I ’d lik e  to  th in k  o u r  defense bent, 
b u t d id n ’t break, ” said G e rry  Faust 
a fte r the  game.

The N o tre  Dame offense s truck  
back q u ic k ly , though , tra ve lin g  77 
yards in  s ix  p lays and th ree  m inutes. 
I t  was in  th is  d riv e  tha t the  in ­
c re d ib le  ta len ts  o f  B eue rle in  w e re  
showcased. He th re w  five  passes 
d u r in g  the  d rive , c o m p le tin g  fou r, 
a lth o ug h  one was ca lled  back be ­
cause o f  a penalty.

Possib ly the  w o rs t o f  the  fo u r 
co m p le tio n s  p ro d u ce d  the  best 
resu lts  as B eue rle in  th re w  a flo a te r 
o f f  the  fa m ilia r fle a -flicke r p lay  that 
Joe H o w a rd  caught fo r  a 58-yard  
gain to  the C o lo rad o  7. O n the  n ex t 
p lay, B euerle in  ca lled  an aud ib le  — 
som e th ing  tha t a freshm an in  his firs t 
s ta rt usua lly  does no t d o  — c o m p le t­
in g  a p e rfe c tly  th ro w n  pass to  t ig h t 
end M ark  Bavaro w h o  w a ltze d  in to  
the endzone. The p lay was ca lled  
back because o f  o ffensive  pass in te r ­
ference, g iv in g  the Ir ish  a second 
d o w n  on the 22.

A fte r  a bad ly  o v e rth ro w n  pass in ­
tended  fo r  Sm ith, B eue rle in  th re w  
h is best pass o f  the  day, a b u lle t tha t 
Bavaro caught inside th e  10-yard 
line .
