Court allows radiation transport

WASHINGTON — The Suprem e 
Court, rejecting  argum ents that it 
could lead to  a catastrophe, yester­
day allowed trucks to  continue 
transporting radioactive materials 
on highways passing through dense­
ly populated cities.

The adm inistration said it careful­
ly w eighed the consequences before 
adopting a rule in 1981 that perm its 
radioactive material to be carried  in 
trucks on interstate highways. The 
risk o f a m ajor disaster is 
“infinitesimal,” T ransporation
D epartm ent officials concluded.

The court dismissed an appeal by 
New York City and New York state 
officials w ho said the Reagan ad­
m inistration has failed to address 
adequately the possible
“catastrophic” im pact on the en­
vironm ent of a highway accident 
involving nuclear waste.

Among o ther actions yesterday, 
the court:

— Entered a dispute involving mil­
lions of dollars in welfare benefits by 
agreeing to  an adm inistration re ­
quest to  review  a ruling favoring 
California recip ients of Aid for De­
pendent Children. The adm inistra­
tion says som e 45,000 California 
families are getting an average $83 
m ore p e r m onth than C ongress in­
tended w hen it cut federal spending 
in 1981.

— Refused to becom e em broiled 
in the case of W alter Polovchak, the 
Soviet youth w ho refused to  return  
hom e w ith his paren ts four years 
ago. The decision still Iqaves the fate 
of the boy — w ho is living in 
Chicago — very m uch in doubt.

—Agreed to  decide w hether 
Trans W orld Airlines m ust com ­
pensate pilots w ho w ere prevented  
from taking low er ranking jobs as 
flight engineers w hen they becam e 
60. The cou rt will review a ruling 
that TWA ow es back pay and o th er 
benefits to  10 pilots w ho w ere found

Break-ins decrease 
after three arrested

Since the arrest of three alleged 
burglars last fall, residential break- 
ins in the N otre Dame area have 
been drastically reduced.

Reported burglaries peaked for 
1983 in July, prior to the arrests. 
Since the arrests, the num ber of 
burglaries has decreased to  just 16 
in January, 1984.

Many of these crim es are against 
students. “Students are prim e ta r­
gets for burglaries because of their 
regular hours and stereos,” accord ­
ing to Corporal Douglas Way of the 
South Bend Police Departm ent.

One suspect com m itted most o f 
his crim es against student's hom es 
and apartm ents. He told Way stu ­
dent hom es w ere easy to pick out

because of flags, beer banners, 
bicycles and ou t o f state license 
plates on cars parked in front of 
houses.

Most o f the burglaries at student 
houses happened, “on the spur of 
the m om ent,” Way said, although 
som e w ere  m ore extensively 
planned."

O ne technique burglars use is to 
stake out a studen t house during a 
party. They can then learn w here 
everything is located, and return  at 5 
or 6 a.m. w hen the residents are as­
leep and hungover and lake what 
they want. Because students w ere 
up all night, they usually sleep 
through the intrusion.

Asked if he had any trouble en te r­
ing an occupied  hom e, one suspect 
replied students never locked their 
doors w hile they w ere home.

Increase of burglaries 
on D-2 cars reported

to be victim s o f illegal age dis­
crim ination. ,

In the case involving transporting 
nuclear waste, the federal rule 
p reem pted  a grow ing num ber of 
state and local regulations restric t­
ing shipm ents o f radioactive 
materials.

The adm inistration, adopting a 
rule that was drafted by the Carter 
Admininstration, decided it was 
safer to  use interstate highways that 
passed through urban areas than lo­
cal roads that bypassed the cities but 
w ere in p o o rer condition.

New York City officials filed suit 
in March 1981, claim ing the rule 
was illegal because the federal 
governm ent had not conducted  a 
formal study o f the environm ental 
impact. Such studies are required  
under the 1969 National Environ­
mental Policy Act, said the city in a 
suit that was joined by New York 
state and Sullivan County, N.Y.

O ver $70,000 w orth of T-tops in 
the South Bend area have been 
stolen in the past four m onths 
reported  Sgt. Sam Walsh of Crim e 
Stoppers. Each set o f tops is valued 
betw een $800 and $ 1600.

According to Campus Security, at 
least th ree thefts have occurcd  at 
Notre Dame. Senior Al Thom pson, 
w hose car has been broken into 
tw ice, said the thieves first broke his 
w indow s and then rem oved the 
tops, valued at $600 each, from his 
car. Although the car was parked in 
D-2 at the tim e of the incident. Uni­
versity insurance did not cover the 
replacem ent cost.

This prom pted Thom pson to  buy 
locks for his tops. The second tim e 
his car was broken into, the thieves 
w ere unsuccessful. The locks are not 
foolproof; they only slow dow n the 
time of the theft, according to D irec­
to r o f Security Glenn Terry . He also 
said burglar alarms will w ork well, 
too. Terry added som e of the ow ners 
have not even gone through the

trouble of buying locks for their 
tops.

As for precautionary measures 
Security was taking, Terry said the 
night crew  had tw o people on 
grounds and student lot patrol. He 
said one plain car routinely patrols 
the lots. A request for additional 
lighting has also been made

In the tw o tim es Thom pson's car 
was broken into, the same type of 
entry was used. Also on the same 
nights, o ther cars in the South Bend 
area w ere also burglarized. Sgt. 
Walsh said the same group is 
probably responsible.

Walsh reported  a group of five to 
six black males steal the tops locally 
and take them  to northw estern  In­
diana, w here they are sold to  salvage 
yards. These yards in turn resell 
them  as e ither new  or replacem ent 
parts.

Thom pson has both an alarm sys­
tem  and . locks on his car now. 
According to Thom pson, "Students 
should he aware o f the problem . I 
was never aw are until it happened to 
me.”

In a move to  provide m ore in ter­
action betw een  nuns and students at 
Saint Mary’s, tw o  Sisters of the Holy 
Cross have m oved into one o f the 
residence halls. Sister Elena Malits 
and Sister Veronicc Fisher said they 
w ant to foster b e tte r religious, 
educational and social ties in the 
College com m unity. The sisters, 
now living in the basem ent of Holy 
Cross Hall, hope to provide services, 
and w ork w ith the residence d irec­
to r and staff.

At first, students w ere ap­
prehensive. Many students opposed 
the idea because they thought the 
nuns w ere there  as disciplinarians 
and this w ould be the end of loud 
stereos and parties.

Most have found their first im­
pressions couldn’t have been further 
from the truth. O ne student ad­
m itted she thought her social life

w ould he ham pered. She now  feels 
fortunate because she has the o p p o r­
tunity to have a contact with the sis­
ters o th er students do not have.

Jun ior Kathleen Pape likes the 
idea of living with the nuns because 
in all her years at Saint Mary’s she 
had never taken the initiative to get 
to know any sisters well She 
believes the students no longer feel 
intim idated and w ould like to sec- 
m ore of this in o ther dorm s. Her on­
ly concern is w hether the nuns are 
taking room s from students w ho 
might then be placed in temporary- 
housing.

D irector o f Residence Life Pat Ris- 
sm eyer is very optim istic about the 
program, but says Saint Mary’s 
probably w on’t be seeing any o ther 
sisters in the dorm s next year. There 
has been a vocational decline in the 
past 20 years.

Rissnteyer explained this is just a 
pilot program, although in the early 
1970s a few Holy Cross sisters w ere

hall directors. After an increase in 
enrollm ent, those few sisters w ere 
asked to  vacate their dorm  room s to 
make room  for incom ing students.

Presently, the sisters receive one- 
year appointm ents after having suc­
cessfully com pleted  an interview  by 
a com m ittee o f staff and students. 
Like all staff mem bers, the nuns are 
evaluated at the end o f each sem es­
ter.

According to  Fisher, she loves 
living in Holy Cross. “1 attend w eek­
ly staff m eetings and I feel that we 
are able to  bring Campus Ministry- 
closer to the students.”

The sisters have Mass in their 
apartm ent at 10 p.m. every Tuesday 
and a prayer service Monday- 
through Friday at 7:45 a m. All arc- 
invited to the services, but very few 
attend.

Malits and Fisher are there to offer 
an ear to  students who need help 
w ith problem s.

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Poetry Editor for Village Voice 
reads works during literary festival

The Sophom ore Literary Festival 
con tinued  last night as Joel Oppen- 
heim er cam e to N otre Dame. He is 
the second of six literary figures 
w ho com prise the 1984 version of 
this 17 year old N otre Dame tradi­
tion.

O ppenheim er, poetry  ed ito r of 
The Village Voice, is also the Poet-in- 
Residence at City College o f New 
York and is an Associate Professor of 
C om m unications at New England 
College. He com es to Notre Dame 
from New Hampshire, the location 
of his “extended  leave” for the past 
tw o years. He set the m ood for the 
evening w ith his light and often 
hum orous poem s about day-to-day 
life in New Hampshire. These 
poems, w hether dealing w ith the 
beauty of nature or the incon­
venience of living away from a big 
city, allowed O ppenheim er to  “stay 
light at the beg inn ing” as he 
prom ised

He gradually moved on to m ore 
serious poem s w hich dealt w ith 
such diverse subjects as the anniver­
sary o f the death yf his m other and 
his, “mid-life crisis.” He spoke of his 
w ork as stem m ing from the small 
events and occasions o f life, w hich 
can convey deeper meaning. His 
poem s “com e of occasions, inci­
dents and small acts.” He also 
dem onstrated  that he can use his 
poetry to deal effectively w ith the 
m ore serious side of life w ith poem s 
such as “Celebrating the Peace,” 
w hich describes the w eek that the 
w ar ended  in Vietnam. It says, “D on’t 
celebrate  the end of the war, nobody 
wins.”

O ppenheim er read published 
poetry  and also poetry that has yet to 
be published. He interspersed his 
“cutie-pie” poems, those that are 
short and hum orous, th roughout his 
poetry reading. He effectively used 
them  to balance his serious poem s 
and they em phasized his down-to- 
earth  manner. His unpretentious 
nature allowed the audience to em ­
pathize w ith his poetry.

In the question and answ er ses­

sion w hich followed, O ppenheim er 
spoke of his fascination w ith poets 
such as E E Cummings, Ezra Pound 
and William Carlos Williams that 
eventually led him to “put som e­
thing on paper ” at about the age of 
19. He attended the University of 
Chicago for a few m onths w here he 
found that he “couldn’t stand the no­
tion of the intellectual elite that was 
encouraged at the time.” He grate­
fully found Black Mountain College 
in the hills o f North Carolina and en ­
coun tered  the legendary attitude 
tow ards learning that flourished 
there. He spoke spoke of the lack of 
Administration, w here the teachers 
“taught as they saw fit.” He felt that 
many of their m ethods have been 
adopted by present day colleges and 
universities. He loved the freedom

and transferred it to his poetry. He 
said, “for me it was an extraordinary 
experience.” O ppenheim er stressed 
that poetry  is his preferred form and 
he only uses prose w hen his ideas 
dem and those forms for expression.

W hen asked how  his poetry
com pares w ith that of Ntozake
Shange, last night’s speaker, he said 
he felt that he used the small events 
o f life to  infer the large, m om entous 
ones w hile Shange w orked in
reverse order. He adm ired the oral 
aspect o f her poetry  and in contrast: 
“I find my voice an interference w ith 
my poem s ”

O ppenheim er will conduct a
w orkshop tom orrow  at noon in the 
Library Lounge. T om orrow  night's 
speaker is Chaim Potok. He speaks at 
7:30 in W ashington Hall.

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Poll says Mondale to win primary

CONCORD, N.H — As W alter 
M ondale shook the last hand of th  t e 
New Hampshire campaign, a poll 
said yesterday Sen. Gary Hart was 
closing in on the D em ocratic front- 
runner a day before the state’s 
primary.

“I’m  not looking at the polls. . 
W e’re doing well, ” the form er vice 
president said as he greeted w orkers 
outside a shoe factory.

Hart, hoping to oust Sen. John 
Glenn as Mondalc’s closest rival, 
said, “T here’s a lot o f voter sw itch­
ing" at cam paign’s end. He said he 
already has w on here because he is 
deem ed “a serious candidate.”

Two polls said Mondale holds a 
lead over Hart, now  No. 2 thanks to  a 
surprise runner-up finish in Feb. 20’s

lead-off Iowa caucuses.

An ABC news-W ashington Post 
poll said Mondale had 32 percen t 
support to  25 for Hart, 1 5 for Glenn 
and 8 for the Rev. Jesse Jackson. For­
m er Sen. G eorge McGovern had 5 
percent; Sen. Ernest Hollings had 3, 
followed by Sen. Alan Cranston w ith 
2 and form er Florida Gov. Reubin 
Askew w ith 1 in a survey of 450 
voters. The poll was based on a 
three day rolling average and had a 
margin of erro r o f 5 percent.

That poll held a seven point 
Mondale lead over Hart, dow n from 
14 points in the same poll for the 
three day period ending 24 hours 
earlier

A poll conducted  for Cable News 
Network show ed Mondale w ith a 
w ider lead; 38.2 percen t for 
Mondale, 22 for Hart and 15.4 for 
Glenn. The margin of erro r was 4.4

percent, and the poll surveyed 500 
Dem ocrats and independents who 
said they are likely to vote today.

Still, the candidates w orried about 
a snow storm  forecast for primary 
day, and how that w ould affect a tu r­
nout w hich New Hampshire 
Secretary of State William G ardner 
said w ould run to 112,000 
D em ocrats and independents.

Mondale campaigned only briefly 
here during the day. He spent less 
than a half-hour standing outside a 
M anchester shoe factory, then  flew 
to Boston to  accept the endorse­
m ent o f Mayor Ray Flynn.

He has a strong, labor backed o r­
ganization that is the envy o f his 
seven rivals; one that has made him a 
prohibitive favorite in a state w hich 
will send 22 delegates to the 
Dem ocratic National Convention.

Radiation may be answer to EDB 
drawbacks, ND professor claims

The use of radiation against in­
sects may be the most suitable sub­
stitute for the fumigant ethylene 
dibrom ide, o r EDB, according to  Dr. 
Geofgc Craig, d irector of the Vector 
Biology Lab at N otre Dame.

EDB was used to com bat pests in 
stored  grains and fruits until it was 
banned last w eek by Enviomental 
Protection Agency Chief William 
Ruckelshaus.

Craig did cite tw o draw backs to 
the use of radiation: the em otional 
response the p rocedure  arouses and 
its high cost. But he added there  is 
no physical danger involved in 
eating irradiated food. “Astronauts 
eat irradiated food regularly,” he 
said.

The EPA action was in response to 
a nationw ide scare over the chem i­
cal’s p resence in such substances as 
ground water, cake mixes, and 
stored grain and fruit products.

EDB joined the list o f substances 
proven to  cause cancer in 1974, 
w hen studies show ed prolonged ex ­
posure to  m inute traces of it caused 
cancer in laboratory animals. A 1977 
study linked the fumigant to  genetic 
defects and reproductive disorders.

The EPA was previously 
prohibited  from banning the sub­
stance because of a 1956 law w hich 
granted EDB an exem ption based on 
the now-disproven theory that it 
was elim inated from food by 
cooking.

In 1980, the EPA proposed 
phasing out the chem ical but the 
Reagan Administration blocked the 
effort because of industry ob jec­
tions.

Only a small percentage of 
products, how ever, contain critical 
levels o f the substance. Ap­
proxim ately tw o percen t o f all fruit 
is sprayed w ith it. In addition, 
processing elim inates 80-95 percen t 
o f EDB in grain products. EDB’s can­
cer risk com es from prolonged ex ­
posure on a regular basis, and

occasional exposure is relatively 
harm less.

In response to  the controversy, 
Margaret Heckler, secretary of the 
D epartm ent o f Health and Human 
Services, last w eek announced radia­
tion is a good substitute for EDB as a 
fumigant. This sparked a new  con ­
troversy as consum ers pictured red, 
glowing fruits and vegetables.

NICOSIA, Cyprus — Iraqi jets yes­
terday attacked oil tankers near 
Iran’s oil expo rt term inal at Kharg Is­
land in the Persian Gulf, an Iraqi 
military com m unique reported.

N either the num ber no r the 
nationality o f the oil tankers was im ­
mediately known. It was also not 
known if anyone was killed or 
injured in the air attack.

An unidentified Iraqi military 
spokesman, reading the co m ­
m unique over state television, said 
the raid was in "fulfillment o f a 
th reat made by Iraq earlier this

m onth and to punish the Iranian 
regim e for attacking our people and 
our territories.”

Baghdad radio, m onitored in 
Nicosia, repo rted  the air attack was 
in retaliation for Iran’s latest of­
fensive and the capture of Iraqi oil 
wells north  of Basra, Iraq’s second 
largest city.

The military spokesman said the 
air raid “signals beginning of the 
blockade w hich we have decided to 
impose on this area.”

Iraq has repeatedly threatened to 
attack Kharg Island, 120 miles sou t­
heast o f Iraq. The island is Iran’s 
main term inal for oil exports in the 
Gulf region.

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Want to buy a watch?
W hen I lived in Africa , I stopped 

w earing a watch. A Tim ex  seem ed useless in a 
land w here the sun and the pace o f the camel 
set the rhythm . Hut last August, on a trip to 
Haiti, I found myself constantly asking: “What

time is it?" And the Haitians, a smile crossing 
their lips, w ould answer: “Tim e to  buy a 
w atch!”

As I am rem inded of Haiti now (7200  
"detained" Haitians w ho voyaged to  this 
country  under Jim m y C arter’s tentative 
w elcom e in 1980 are being denied  reidency 
status by a tight-fisted Reagan adm inistration) 
it is the sense of tim e missed that lingers, o f a 
smile sparkling across a face.

Haiti is an island of contrasts — poorest 
country  in the W estern hem isphere, yet 
peopled w ith a spirit, a song, a dance ever in 
the air. And w hen I, an American, an outsider 
— irresistibly draw n by the rhythm  — tried  to

snatch a glim pse of the spirit o r spin a few 
dance steps, I seem ed to  be a m om ent late, 
always a few steps out o f sync, pressing too 
hard to  m atch my footfalls to  those o f the 
C reole dancers.

It’s not that simple. It’s not a question of 
imitating a m ovem ent, but o f understanding a 
heritage.

Some 50 years before the American Civil 
War, the black slaves of Haiti revolted, driving 
their slave m asters into oblivion. Anyone 
w ho loves liberty must appreciate the force 
that m obilized those slaves to  throw  off the 
yoke o f oppression. But a history of despotic 
rulers and foreign infiltrators, a terrain of 
steeply sloped mountains, and a plot by 
sm aller plot m ethod of farming have given 
Haiti a difficult time.

And it is the ability to transcend such dif­
ficulty that vitalizes the Haitian spirit — so at­
tractive and com pelling. Almost like a spell o r 
a charm , it w orks to make you want to pitch in, 
to  do your part in reducing som e of the pain.

O ne night I stayed in a hospital guesthouse 
in the m iddle of the island. All sorts of 
nationalities ( French, Italians, Americans, 
H aitians) w ere gathered there to create m edi­

cal care w here nothing but pow dered  roots 
and burn t herbs had served before.

The telephone in the guesthouse w here I 
stayed had the same num ber as the hospital’s 
anesthesiologist. There w ere calls all through 
the night, sum m oning him to num b 
som eone’s pain, to soften the blow s of a taun t­
ing Disease and a punching Death. And each 
time that phone rang I started awake, moving 
to  answ er it — w ondering at the pain that 
p rom pted the call.

Did you ever want to  answ er the call o f an­
other, even though you knew you had nothing 
to  say?

1 hardly slept that night, pum m elled by the 
ringing phone as much as by my ow n w onder­
ing at w hat contribu tion  I was making to 
reduce som e of the misery.

I began to curse that phone Why couldn 't I 
have shared a num ber w ith a cook, o r a 
gm undskeeper? I k n o w  how to bake bread. I 
k n o w  how  to sickle grass.

W hen it w ould eventually stop ringing. I’d 
sink back in my bed, know ing the anes­
thesiologist had awoken The crack o f the 
swinging screen door told me he was on his 
way. He was doing his job; soon som eone

w ould feel relief.
In the m orn ing  a family was dancing 

outside the guesthouse. Their sick child 
would survive, the doctors had prom ised. 
They invited me to  dance w ith them , and, 
lead-footed though I am, I d id  dance. If no­
thing else, I could celebrate this victory w ith 
them.

As we danced all through th e  morning, 
mindless of the passage of time, I missed the 
truck back to  the city. And w hen I finally 
rem em bered to ask about the time, they said: 
“It’s tim e to buy a w atch!”

And they laughed and sm iled at the 
prospect of my dancing a few m ore hours w ith 
them until the  next truck w ould go. And I 
laughed w ith them  — laughs loud and bois­
terous that reverberated  through the gray 
hospital com pound.

For I saw, reflected in those shim m ering 
eyes, in those smiling faces, that a w atch on 
my wrist w ould have denied us these m o­
m ents of harm ony linking strangers in joy.

As my friend and 1 pass fellow runners, I al­
ways try to  blurt out, betw een gasping 
breaths, som e form o f g ree ting  My greeting is 
e ither a nice, loud “Howdy!" o r a quick

“How’s it going? ” To this greeting non 
walkman runners will respond w ith a friendly 
“Hi” o r a “Fine, thank you. ”

W ith walkman carrying runners it is a far 
different story. The walkman runner either 
ignores my greeting com pletely o r gives me a 
disturbed look. This look seem s to  say, “How- 
dare you try and in terrup t my enjoym ent of 
Thriller even though 1 have already listened to 
it over a thousand times?” Such looks dftcn 
ruin any pleasure I might receive from my 
som ew hat masochistic hobby.

Award to 
Moses

W orld cham pion hurdler Edwin 
Moses was nam ed yesterday as the 
w inner o f the Jam es E. Sullivan 
Memorial Award for 1983

Moses, 28, o f Laguna Hills, Calif., 
was selected  from a field o f 10 
finalists to  join a list o f previous 
am ateur athletes for the award, 
w hich has grow n trem endously  in 
presitge in recen t years.

The award was presen ted  by 
Glenn Cunningham , w ho received 
his plaque from th e  A m ateur Ath­
letic Union 50 years ago.

“This is the th ird  tim e I’ve been 
selected  as a finalist, ” Moses said. “I 
have w on quite a few awards 
through my career, and this is one 
that seem s to  have escaped me. ”

Moses was selected in nationw ide 
voting by m ore than 2,400 par­
ticipants, including past w inners, 
m em bers o f the media, the U.S. 
O lym pic C om m ittee executive 
board and the sponsoring AAU.

“T here was not m uch to  do  about 
it," recalled Cunningham , 74, a for­
m er m iddle distance runner w ho 
had the distincition of p resenting  
the aw ard in recognition of his being 
the first to  receive it 50 years ago.

Cunningham , a form er University 
o f Kansas miler, received his Sullivan 
Award during an AAU m eet in New 
York’s Madison Square Garden.

CHICAGO, III. — The N otre Dame 
w om en’s basketball team easily 
defeated the University of Illinois 
Chicago last night 77-58. The hom e 
team, w ith only seven players w ho 
dressed, was no m atch for the m ore 
exerienccd Irish.

N otre Dame had trouble at the 
start w ith a testy 2-3 UIC zone. But a 
six point spurt gave the Irish a 14-8 
lead at the 15:42 mark and got them  
on their way. The six points w ere 
the result of th ree  careless UIC tu r­
novers.

Trena Keys was responsible for 
tw o of the baskets w hile Laura Doug­
herty scored the last one on a fast 
break layup.

At 15:08, O.J. Johnson stole the 
ball from N otre Dame and con­
verted a layup to close th e  gap at 14- 
12. The Irish quickly responded 
w idening it to six again. Mary Beth 
Scheuth scored four o f the points 
that ended in a 22-16 N otre Dame 
lead.

The tw o team s traded baskets for 
the rest o f the first half, ending with 
the Irish ou t front at 40-33.

The star of the first half was Tanya 
Matz o f UIC. She had 17 points, 
(eight o f w hich cam e off offensive 
rebounds) and six rebounds. The 
Flames took advantage o f 10 Irish 
turnovers to stay in the game.

The N otre Dame first half totals 
displayed m ore o f a team effort. Six 
Irish players had six points each. The

team also converted  an amazing 20 
o f 32 shots.

The Flames cam e flying out at af­
te r  halftime w ith a 6-2 spurt keyed 
by Tracy Manuel. H er efforts 
brought them  w ithin three w ith 
17:47 left in the game.

Revenge, struck hard as the Irish 
reeled off 10 points in th ree 
minutes. C arrie Bates and T re t na 
Keys each had four points. The score 
was 52-39, and the Irish put it into 
cruise contro l from there.

t The m ajor difference of the tw o 
halves was the perform ance of UIC's 
Matz. After her super show ing in the 
first 20 m inutes, she could only 
manage seven points the next time­
out o f the lockeroom . Bates was 
guarding her one-on-one.

“Carrie decided  to  bear dow n and 
not let Matz dom inate her at e ither 
end o f the court, ” said N otre Dame 
coach Mary DiStanislao: In the 15 
m inutes Bates guarded her, Matz 
was held to  th ree points. The Irish 
did a good job o f denying her the 
ball.

Aiding their ow n cause, the Irish 
kept their tu rnovers at a low total of 
four in the second  half. U nfortunate­
ly for the Flames, they w ere not able 
t to do the same thing, as the ir game 
total hit 27 by the end o f the night.

Distanislao was pleased w ith the 
team  effort.

“ I was happy w ith C arrie’s ( Bates) 
second half e ffo rt," she said. “Lynn 
F.bben played well and Lavetta 
(W illis) gave us a good boost o f the 
bench  w ith six rebounds.”

Matz led all scorers w ith 24 
points. For the Irish, Keys and Bates 
had 16 each. Ebbcn was next w ith 
13 points.

The im portant scoring story was a 
disappointm ent to  N otre Dame’s 
Scheuth. She had an eight game 
streak of scoring in double figures 
going into last night that was broken 
by the Flames.

In the rebounding category, 
Scheuth joined Willis at six. but 
Bates lead N otre Dame w ith seven. 
Manuel o f UIC had a game high of I 1 
rebounds w hile Matz ended up with 
eight.

Saturday, the Irish travel to 
Dayton to take on the Flyers.

“ Dayton will be quite a game," 
DiStanislao said. “The Flyers are an 
accom plished and experienced  
te am .”

A ccomplished is a subtle way of 
describing Dayton. They are cur 

.rcntly  23-1 and ranked first in the 
Division II national poll.

Golic hurt

Regionals disappoint wrestlers

It’s like going to  the dentist. It’s 
not som ething that you enjoy, but 
it's good for you.

The N otre Dame w restling team  
d idn 't enjoy finishing a dismal 
tw elfth at the NCAA Regionals this 
past w eekend, but it was good for 
them .

“It was good experience for 
everyone to  go dow n there,” said 
heavyweight Mike Golic afterward. 
"In Regionals it's really physical 
w restling, w hich is som ething that 
ou r younger guys aren’t accustom ed 
to. It was good for them  to ex ­
perience that type of wrestling.”

Although the Irish placed twelfth 
ou t o f th irteen  teams, they show ed 
considerable im provem ent over last 
year’s perform ance at Regionals, in 
w hich they failed to win a m atch. 
John Krug, Golic, and senior Mark 
Fisher all finished in sixth place in 
their respective classes.

"W e definitely im proved since 
last year," said captain Phil Baty. 
“And it should im prove next year.”

Krug, a sophom ore, was the big­
gest surprise for the Irish at 167. 
Entering the m eet unseeded, he lost 
his first m atch against the 167- 
pound T ennessee w restler 9 3 The 
Dayton, O hio resident then cam e 
hack w ith tw o wins in a row, one  on 
a referee’s “criteria  decision,” and 
the second  com ing  by default 1.

Krug’s second  defeat cam e at the 
hands of Indiana State as he was shut 
out 18-0. In his last match, t he again 
met up w ith his foe from T ennessee 
losing a close one 6-5. His opponent 
w ent on to  the NCAA Finals as a 
wildcard.

“I d idn ’t expect to  do this well 
com ing in, ” said Krug afterward. 
“But, w hen I saw how  close I cam e 
to beating him  I was disappointed.”

Krug was a mainstay for the Irish 
all-year long posting an im pressive

not missing a36-21 record , while- 
single match.

“This makes me hungrier for next 
year because o f how  well I did (a t 
Regionals),” said Krug. “And I think I 
should he able to make Nationals 
next year.”

Golic had the best chance of any 
Irish w restler to  make it to the Na­
tionals, but a reinjured shoulder 
kept him from that accom plishm ent. 
Golic, w ho en te red  the m eet seeded 
fourth, beat his Eastern Illinois op ­
ponen t 9-5 in his first match.

Then, the problem s began. His 
second m atch had him p itted  against 
the second ranked heavyweight in 
the country  from N orthern Iowa. 
The jun ior injured the shoulder 
during the first period o f the m atch 
while trailing 2-0. The injury cam e 
on an illegal move used by his op 
ponent for w hich Golic was 
aw arded w ith a penalty point, a 
small consolation for a probable trip 
to  the Nationals shot dow n the 
drain.

“The m atch was going well w hen I 
hurt my shoulder, ” said Golic. “He 
used an illegal m ove on my elbow .” 

G olic was then forced to default 
the rest o f his m atches for a sixth- 
place finish. Had he com e back and 
pulled off an upset in his match 
against N orthern Iowa, Golic would 
have been guaranteed of no w orse 
than a second place finish and a trip 
to Nationals.

“I'm very disappointed, ” said a 
dejec ted  Golic. “That is tw o years in 
a row  (tha t I haven’t been able to 
co m p e te ). This isn’t real fun. I guess 
I just have to  wait until next year.” 

Golic was kept ou t o f last year’s 
Regionals because of a concussion.

A real disapppointm ent for the 
Irish was the 177-pound Baty. The 
junior was seeded seventh in the 
meet, even though he had a knee in­
jury. He received a bye in the first 
round  and then  lost 11-3 against a 
177-pounder from Gal Poly-San Luis 
Obispo, w ho ended  up going to Na­

tionals. Baty then rebounded  w ith 
an 11-2 win over Drake before 
losing to  an LSU w restler on a pin.

The w eek prior to the m eet was 
filled w ith speculation for Baty. He 
was unable to p ractice m uch of the 
tim e because o f the knee, and the 
practice tim e he got in was limited. 
He also w asn’t sure w hether he was 
going to  w restle until almost im­
mediately prior to  the meet.

“The injury really d idn’t bo ther 
me,” said Baty. “I think not being 
able to  practice is what bo thered  
me. I just d idn’t have a good attitude

Tragedy struck the Bengal Bouts’ 
practice session yesterday after­
noon, w hen Pete Culhanc, an MBA 
student from Seabrook, Tx. passed 
out after he finished sparring w ith a 
friend.

A ccording to Bengal Bouts officer, 
Angelo Perrino, Culhane “took a few 
shots like you always do,” but no­
thing unusual happened while he 
was in the ring. After his round, 
G ulhane headed for the drinking 
fountain but had to stop because he 
started  to  feel dizzy.

It was w hen Culhane was on his 
way to visit the training room , that 
he lost consciousness. Ambulances 
w ere called, and Culhane was taken 
to  St. Joseph’s Hospital.

Marti Matthews, R.N. is the nurse 
taking care o f Culhane in the In­

tensive Care Unit. She inform ed The 
O bserver the patient is in stable co n ­
dition.

According to Matthews, Culhane 
regained consciousness after about 
one hour, and he has been awake 
since then.

"H e's awake and fairly o rien ted ,” 
M atthews said. “He’s frustrated be­
cause he can’t rem em ber every­
thing. He can recall most things, but 
som e o th er things, like South Bend, 
he has trouble rem em bering.”

C ulhane’s injury is broadly being 
term ed  a subdural hem atom a 
(b leed ing  near the brain). But the 
ex ten t o f any possible dam age can 
not be determ ined  until further ex ­
aminations.

Officers o f the Bengal Bouts arc 
quick to  point ou t that blame for the
