Chances are slim for FM ‘Voice 
of Fighting Irish’ station next year

The chances that student-run 
WSND-AM w ill make a sw itch to the 
FM radio dial next year are “ slim ,” 
according to a consultant hired by 
the University to look in to  the pos­
s ib ility  o f such a move.

Paul Matwiy, consultant to  the 
O ffice o f Student Activities on the 
project, said the application for the 
necessary license from  the Federal 
Com munications Commission is

being w ithhe ld  un til those involved 
can decide i f  there is a good chance 
the FCC w ill approve it.

“ We don’t want to  prom ise the 
students a new FM radio station un­
less we have a good shot at it,”  said 
M atwiy. He poin ted ou t the Un iver­
sity already owns one non­
com m ercial license w h ich  allows 
WSND-FM, the student-run classical 
music station, to broadcast over the 
airwaves in South Bend.

The executive board o f WSND- 
AM started its b id  fo r the sw itch to

FM last fall, w hen its members began 
preparing the FCC license applica­
tion  in cooperation w ith  student ac­
tiv ities. The board’s members (a ll 
students) decided the new FM sta­
tion  w ou ld  operate in place o f 
WSND-AM, and proposed the station 
be renamed WVF1 (Voice o f the 
F ighting Irish). M atw iy was then 
h ired to  advise the board on the FCC 
application process.

M atw iy said the prospects fo r get

Loret M ille r Ruppe, d irec to r o f 
the Peace Corps, w ill be Notre 
Dame’s commencement speaker for 
1984, The Observer learned yester­
day.

A lthough Assistant D irec to r o f In ­
form ation Services Michael Garvey 
said, “ I can ne ither confirm  nor deny 
anything u n til we have lined up all o f 
the honorary degree recipients,” 
The Observer was to ld  by Ruppe s 
secretary she w ill be the com m ence­
ment speaker and w ill be on campus 
May 20.

President Reagan appointed 
Ruppe head o f the Peace Corps on 
Feb. 14, 1981. P rior to that she was 
co chairwom an o f the Reagan-Bush 
Com m ittee in Michigan during the 
1980 election. Ruppe is also the w ife  
o f form er congressman Philip 
Ruppe.

An offic ia l W hite House press 
release said Ruppe “ has spent most 
o f her life in volunteer efforts,” 
inc lud ing the International Neigh­
bors C lub IV, and “ has traveled ex­
tensively and shared ideals w ith  past 
Peace Corps volunteers in many 
countries.”  Before taking over the 
Corps, Ruppe had no previous 
professional experience.

The Peace Corps, in itia ted by the 
late President John Kennedy, has 
changed from  its original image. 
When in itia lly  established by Ken­
nedy, the Corps was staffed mostly 
by young people affiliated w ith  Ken­
nedy’s Dem ocratic administration. 
In recent years, however, most 
Corps leaders have been loyal 
Republicans.

Recently, Ruppe has been 
accused o f libera liz ing  the Peace 
Corps po licy  on offering abortions 
to volunteers. Accord ing to a Jan. 13, 
1984, W ashington Times article, 
Ruppe was responsible fo r a “ more 
permissive po licy that allows vo lun­
teers to remain in the Peace Corps 
u n til after a second abortion,”  rather 
than being dismissed after one abor­
tion.

The artic le  fu rthe r states Ruppe 
decided to continue the practice o f 
using federal money to fund abor­
tion  counseling, transportation and 
per diem  expenses o f pregnant 
volunteers. The artic le  continues on 
to say about 200 volunteers have 
used the funds for abortions during 
the past three years. Ruppe has been 
critic ized  fo r th is po licy  because it is 
not consistent w ith  the current ad­
m in is tra tion ’s.

Thomas Paulken, d irec to r o f the 
Peace Corps’ parent organization, 
ACTION, said the po lic ies “ were to ­
ta lly inconsistent w ith  the presi­
dent’s philosophy and approach on 
this issue . . .  I t  was the po licy  o f this 
adm inistration and th is agency and 
all o f  its components that in no way 
w ou ld  we use federal funds or 
federal encouragement to aid or 
abet abortions.”

A Jan. 7, 1984 article, in  The 
W ashington Post, said Ruppe 
secretly tape recorded a conversa­
tion  w ith  her deputy, Edward Cur­
ran, about d ifficu lties  in the ir 
w o rk ing  relationship. The article 
also said the inc ident was reviewed 
by W hite House counsel Fred F ield­
ing and he reported ly  found the 
taping vio lated agency regulations 
but was not illegal and should be 
handled as a personnel dispute.

Askew, Glenn, Rollings in Mock Convention

Ernest Rollings
As governor o f  South Carolina, Ernest Hol- 

lings was able to balance the state’s budget for 
the first tim e since Reconstruction.

As president, Hollings says he w ou ld  call for 
an across-the hoard freeze on the federal 
budget, and repeal the 10 percent tax cut 
com ing in July to help reduce the federal 
deficit.

“ Ernest Hollings sees the de fic it as the big­
gest crisis o f today, ” says Joe Malvezzi, cam­
paign manager for Hollings in the Mock 
Convention. “ He believes that the economic 
grow th o f today is just a knee je rk reaction to 
fa lling energy prices.”

Hollings says government should act as a 
leader in industria l policy. By assisting in 
research and finance, Hollings thinks govern­
ment can act as a catalyst in bring ing business, 
labor and agriculture in to  a partnership.

Besides a de fic it freeze, Hollings sees the 
econom ic recovery po licy as having a founda­
tion in an im proved education system. 
“ Hollings believes in im proving the pub lic  
school system,”  says Malvezzi. “ I f  you im ­
prove the school system in every c ity, you can 
also improve the state school system and the 
national school system. By educating people, 
you can decrease unem ploym ent.”

Hollings believes democracy in  Central 
America can be sustained through econom ic 
and m ilita ry  aid to the region. In o rder to  assist 
in establishing democracy, aid from  outside 
forces like Cuba and Russia must be stopped.

Foreign po licy  is another issue Hollings 
sees as im portant. Hollings said about 
American marines in Lebanon, “ i f  they’re 
there to fight, there are too few. I f  they’re 
there to die, there are too many. ” He does, 
however, believe the U.S. should support the 
president in any foreign po licy decisions.

Hollings supports the Kennedy-Hatfield 
freeze on nuclear weapons. But he does not 
support nuclear bu ild  down because he 
believes it raises the chance o f war, especially 
in Western Europe.

“ The reason Hollings dropped out is be­
cause he did poorly  in New Hampshire,”  says 
Malvezzi. “ I believe Hart became a national 
candidate because o f the coverage he 
received from  the media. Hollings d idn ’t 
receive that k ind o f coverage.”

Malvezzi is running the Hollings campaign 
on campus by h im self because he doesn’t 
want people to get involved po litica lly  w ith  
someone they don’t know. “ I just want people 
to take a look at Hollings and get to know  what 
he stands for,”  says Malvezzi. “ Hollings has 
good ideas where the Mondale and Hart cam­
paigns are based on em pty promises.”

Reubin Askew
Dave McAvoy, campaign manager fo r 

Reubin Askew, believes Askew’s campaign is 
m ore organized than anyone else’s on 
campus. “ A t the beginning o f the campaign we

came in last in a random po ll throughout
campus,”  says McAvoy. “ Recently, w e ’ve been 
targeting the campus w ith  banners and plat­
form s and have clim bed to fourth  in a recent 
preference po ll.”

Askew is a conservative democrat who 
believes the U.S. should support El Salvador. 
“ Askew believes we should give econom ic aid 
on ly to those regimes w h ich  do not violate the 
human rights o f people,”  says McAvoy. “ He 
does see Central America as vita l to our in te r­
ests.”

Defense spending is another issue Askew 
has addressed. He believes in strong defense

and favors an annual increase o f about 5 per­
cent in the defense budget. Askew w ou ld  
spend more on defense on ly i f  it  would 
achieve specific objectives as part o f a nation­
al defense strategy.

Askew opposes a unilateral nuclear arms 
freeze, but he believes the U.S. should resume 
arms con tro l talks w ith  the Russians. As a reac­
tion  to the reduction o f nuclear weapons, As­
kew favors a bu ild-up o f conventional forces 
in  NATO. Another defense cut Askew 
proposes is the elim ination o f the B-1 bom ber 
and the MX missle.

Askew recognizes a strong need to reduce 
the federal deficit. He w ou ld  apply restraints

on spending to assist in reducing the deficit. 
By repealing the 10 percent across-the-board 
tax cut, Askew says the federal de fic it could be 
reduced by $30 b illio n  in fiscal 1984, and by 
$ 177 b illion  over the next five years.

As a pro-life supporter. Askew is the only 
dem ocratic candidate to  come out against 
abortion. He supports the idea o f a constitu ­
tional human life amendment.

McAvoy says Askew has a good chance o f 
w inn ing in the M ock Convention. “ In order to 
w in, we have to create a momentum , ” says 
NfcAvoy. “ We want the delegates to know  
how  Askew stands on the issues.”  There are 
curren tly  10 students w o rk ing  on the Askew 
campaign, five o f whom  are student govern­
ment officers.

In an effort to fam iliarize students w ith  the 
Askew campaign, M cAvoy plans to  ho ld a hap­
py hour in w h ich  platform s and buttons w ill 
be distributed. M cAvoy w il l  also begin a 
phone drive in w h ich  the election com m ittee 
w ill contact each delegate by phone.

“ I believe Askew’s rise in popu larity  is due 
to  the hard w ork  the com m ittee has put in on 
the campaign, ” says McAvoy. “ Askew is an 
appealing candidate and i f  we can get the stu­
dents fam iliar w ith  his ideas, we have a good 
chance.”

John Glenn
John Glenn, another conservative 

dem ocratic presidentia l candidate in the 
Mock Convention, is a strong supporter o f job 
legislation as way o f figh ting  unemployment.

I f  elected, Glenn plans to  provide 8225 mil-

They’re called “ parking lo t issues ” — the litt le  things 
student government workers do to make life fo r the rest 
o f us a litt le  better.

More this, and m ore that. A m eeting here, a store 
there. O ft repeated on the tra il to the presidency (o r  
the senate or hall governm ent), these w anton promises 
rarely materialize, and the campaign posters are long 
gone come August o r September. In addition, very few 
candidates are ever put to the test o f re-election.

But bureaucratic miracles do happen, and outgoing 
Student Senator Dave McAvoy and Student Union 
Movie Commissioner Mary Jane Costello have fo llowed 
up on particular problem s about the campus w ith  a 
laudable amount o f fervor.

You know this scenario. He’s been on the phone for 
tw enty minutes. Tw isting and un tw isting  the cord, he’s 
shifted from  his left to his righ t foot 42 times. To his 
right, she’s been staring in to  the grey marble fo r up­
wards o f fifteen minutes, blankly gazing around the 
graffiti-covered sign w h ich  
reads “ Please lim it calls to 
five minutes.”  The line 
begins at the large Rubber­
maid trash can and begins to 
extend up the stairs.

This is the entrance to the 
Pit in the M emorial Library, 
where a litt le  w h ile  ago, on ly  
tw o  campus phones served 
the hundreds o f students 
w ho use the fac ility  daily.
Now that number has been 
bumped up to three, and 
w ord  from  student govern­
ment is that a fou rth  may be 
added.

McAvoy began the drive 
to get that phone last 
December. A fter getting 
Ombudsman to determ ine i f  
there was sufficient demand, McAvoy says he w ent to 
see Fred Baumer, com p tro lle r o f the University, to see if  
another telephone cou ld  be installed.

“ Baumer w ou ldn ’t pay for it, but he said i f  Student 
G overnm ent paid fo r it, OK, and i f  you get the lib ra ry ’s 
approval,” says McAvoy, w ho adds it  took him  un til 
January to get all the necessary yeses. From there, 
McAvoy called Indiana Bell to get price  quotes on the 
rental and the installation.

“ I took all these facts to Brian (Callaghan, student 
body president) who got Student Government to pay 
fo r it. A fter that it  was a good tw o  months before any­
th ing  happened,” he says.

Finally in February, the long-awaited phone appeared 
on the wall, at an in itia l cost o f $80 and a m onth ly 
charge o f $ 17. The process took almost four months to 
complete, but M cAvoy seems to believe the 
bureaucratic to il was w o rth  it.

Says McAvoy, those smaller projects “ take a lo t o f

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tim e because you ’ve got to go and h it every base, talk to 
every person," but he adds, “ The tu rn ing  po in t came 
when we decided we were going to pay fo r it.”

O ver in Cushing Hall, “James Bond Week ” begins 
tonight, the latest in a series o f great movies brought to 
Notre Dame w ith  the help ofSU’s m ovie commissioner. 
Under Costello’s d irection, such blockbuster’s as 48 
Hours, Gandhi, T rading Places, R isky Business and  
W ar Games have been shown on the screen in the 
Engineering Auditorium .

Costello chose all o f the 
movies fo r this semester, a 
change from  when the 
sponsoring c lub coy Id not 
on ly p ick the film , b u t the 
exact date as well, she says 
last year "clubs could pick 
any m ovie they wa Gntcd. It 
d idn ’t a llow  me to r^ake any 
package deals w ith  any film  
company.”

The quality o f campus 
film s "had been deterio ra t­
ing,” she says, and clubs who 
received bad lo tte ry  picks 
often had to show un­
popular movies. The pro fits 
from  the showings now  arc- 
pooled and d is tribu ted to 
campus clubs.

Costello says she has 
received complaints from  some students about the 
weekend price hike to $ 1.50, but rising rental fees jus­
tify  the increase, she says. From the v iew er’s side, it 
seems the biggest problem  has been keeping change 
supplied to the ticket-takers, and problem s w ith  film  
p ro jection  have also been greater this year.

Nonetheless, the bette r movie offerings have made 
the problems seem m inor, and it ’s hard to argue a 
recent release isn’t w o rth  another 50 cents.

Senate abolishes one 
OC commission seat

The off-campus student com m is­
sioner w ill no longer be a member o f 
the student senate as a result o f  a 
reso lution passed unanimously at 
last n igh t’s student senate meeting.

The current off-campus com m is­
sioner, Doug Honeywell, was not 
present at the meeting. “ I have no 
com m ent," he said later in a phone 
interview.

Student Body Vice President 
Cathy David recommended the 
com m issioner be made a m ember o f 
the Hall President’s Council, saying 
“ there are curren tly  tw o o ff campus 
representatives on the student 
senate, and no off-campus 
representatives on the Hall Presi­
dent’s Council. ” She reasoned the 
off-campus commissioners have no 
means o f receiving pertinent in ­
form ation discussed at the HPC 
meetings.

“ The hall presidents seemed 
favorable to  the idea,”  David added, 
responding to arguments the senate 
could not mandate po licy  fo r the 
HPC.

Student Body President Rob Ber­
tino  announced the form ation o f a 
com m ittee to study the proposal to 
increase the student activities fee

from  $30 to $40. The issue w ill be 
discussed in future meetings.

A debate regarding the candidacy 
o f Harold Augustine for Senior Fel­
low  was opened. Debate ended 
when some student senate members 
objected to the discussion. Ex­
ecutive Coord inator Ray Wise said 
“ I don’t  th ink  that i t ’s fo r us to 
decide.”  David echoed this 
philosophy, saying “This is a deci­
sion fo r seniors . . i t ’s not really any 
o f ou r business.”

Bertino announced a new po licy 
regarding the recording o f senate 
votes and o ther inform ation. He said 
votes, attendance, and sub­
com m ittee partic ipation w ill be tab­
ulated henceforth, and “ w ill be 
made pub lic  in the future.”

Office hours have been set up so 
that anyone can discuss student 
government-related issues w ith  the 
student body president and vice 
president. Bertino w ill be available 
on the second floo r o f La Fortune 
from  10-11 p.m. on Sunday and Mon­
day, and David from  11-12 p.m. 
Tuesday and Wednesday.

In o ther business, Bertino noted 
the cabinet application deadline has 
been extended to Friday. He stated a 
new constitu tion  w ill be voted on at 
the next senate meeting.

Deadline past, but new alcohol policy remains undisclosed

both attending a session o f the 
Provost Advisory Committee. N e it­
her the Provost’s office nor the Uni­
versity In form ation Services office 
were able to provide in form ation 
regarding the im pending policy.

Student Body President Rob Ber­
tino  is playing the w a iting  game 
along w ith  the students he 
represents. He has “ no idea”  what 
the po licy  w ill be. I t  w i l l  be released 
by the week o f A p ril 9 he assumes, 
but he is unsure w hether it  w il l be a 
general release o r a release to the 
rectors fo llow ed by a general 
release.

Although it  is unclear exactly 
when the po licy w ill be released, 
Callahan shed some light on the 
delay, “ I th ink  they (the  University 
offic tffsyforw arded it to the Univer­
sity trustees and they are w a iting for 
a response. It should be out later this 
week o r very early next week.”

A lthough unable to discuss 
details o f the new po licy  un til it  is 
announced, he spoke o f his w illin g ­
ness to discuss the details o f the

said, “ I don’t feel it is the best com ­
promise available. I s till feel there 
were bette r alternatives and I spoke 
up about that at every m eeting”

Fr. Mark Poorman, D illon  Hall rec­
to r and com m ittee member, agreed 
w ith  Callahan that the po licy is now 
being discussed by the University 
trustees. He said the com m ittee 
finished the docum ent before spring 
break and subm itted it  to the Lhiver- 
sity officers (the  President, Provost 
and o ther adm inistrators.) A fter the 
officers reviewed the document, it  
was sent to the University trustees, 
where it remains.

Changes have been made in this 
semester’s Beaux Arts Ball, accord­
ing to Dan Rectenwald, vice presi­
dent o f the student chapter o f the 
American Institu te  o f Architects. 
The AIA sponsors the dance each 
semester.

The Beaux Arts Ball was cancelled 
last fall due to the com bination o f 
crow ded conditions in the A r­
ch itecture  Build ing and alleged in ­
stances o f alcohol abuse. According 
to Rectenwald, crow ding was a 
problem  at the last Ball because t ic k ­
ets were sold before the Ball and at 
the door. W hen a surprisingly large 
num ber o f people turned out, the 
bu ild ing  cou ld not house all those 
who had purchased tickets. Add i­
tional com plications arose from  the 
presence o f alcohol, w h ich  was 
prohibited.

Consequently, almost tw o  weeks 
after the event, Dean o f Students 
James Roemer said there w ou ld  be 
no more Beaux Arts Balls in the 
future. “ I t ’s a University bu ild ing  and 
what you do inside o f a school b u ild ­
ing is very contro lled, and I guess 
. . the re ’s a question as to  whether

we were com plying w ith  those 
rules,” said Rectenwald.

Since then, officers o f the AIA 
have talked w ith  Roemer, rectify ing  
previous problems. As a result, the 
AIA w ill sponsor another Beaux Arts 
Ball. “ We v iew  the Ball as one good 
too l fo r us to  reach out and open up 
to the campus," said Rectenwald.

Approxim ately, 600 people at­

tended the last Beaux Arts Ball. 
Proceeds from  the event are a ll­
ocated for various operating ex­
penses o f events designed to 
prom ote campus awareness o f the 
A rch itecture School. Such events in ­
clude lectures, seminars and ex­
hibits. “ W e’ve delegated authority 
and gotten more people involved,” 
said Rectenwald.

ting  a new FM station on campus 
were much better last fall when the 
group first looked in to  applying for 
an FM license. He said the odds have 
dim inished since then because an­
other group in the South Bend area 
decided to apply to the FCC for the 
on ly frequency available for a new 
non com m ercial FM station.

“ Given the fact that there are al­
ready five non com m ercial FM sta­
tions in South Bend, I don't th ink  the 
FCC w ould  grant tw o pub lic  
licenses to anyone,”  said Matwiy. He 
said he believes the situation is fu r­
ther com plicated by the fact the U ni­

versity also owns several 
com m ercial radio stations in South 
Bend. M atw iy stressed, however, the 
final decision about subm itting the 
FCC application rests w ith  WVFI’s 
executive board.

M atw iy also emphasized he and 
the members o f the station’s ex­
ecutive board are "exp lo ring  lots o f 
different avenues ” in the ir attempt 
to determ ine the future o f the new 
station. One o f the options being 
considered is a com plete rebuild ing 
o f the carrier current system w h ich 
transmits WSND-AM’s signal. This 
would allow the new station to 
broadcast in stereo on the AM dial. 
WVFI w ill also relocate its facilities 
to the LaFortune Student Center, 
m oving in to  a new studio described 
by M atw iy as “ one o f the top tw o  in 
the South Bend area.”

lion  in funding to aid v ictim s o f the 
recession. Glenn is an advocate o f 
the Women, Infants and Children 
program and by g iving $100 m illion  
to this program. Glenn claims the 
governm ent cou ld  reduce 
econom ic problem s w ith in  families.

Like Hollings, Glenn believes 
education is an im portant issue in 
the upcom ing election. By ensuring 
equal access and oppo rtun ity  to all 
people in the school system, Glenn 
sees the U.S. as con tinu ing  to be a 
leader among nations.

Glenn also strongly endorses the 
Kennedy-Hatfield freeze However, 
Glenn feels it is not enough to  adv­
ocate a freeze, i f  the freeze per­
petuates unnecessarily high levels o f 
strategic arms. Glenn holds that the 
only safe and sensible rou te to 
nuclear reduction is to return to  the 
bargaining table w ith  the Soviet I Ini­
on.

Along w ith  the reduction o f 
nuclear weapons, Glenn supports an 
increase in conventional forces. He 
also endorses the replacement o f the 
Joint Chiefs o f Staff w ith  a centra l 
m ilita ry staff and establishing an in ­
dependent office fo r evaluating the 
Defense Department.

Glenn says he w ou ld  cancel the 
MX missle and develop a small, more 
accurate land-based missle.

Glenn wants to establish a strong 
and diverse m anufacturing base 
w hich he sees as essential to the 
United States econom ic security. By 
developing a coherent set o f 
policies, Glenn says the I S. can bet­
ter compete at home and abroad.

Allen Gates, campaign manager 
for Glenn on campus, was un­
available fo r comment.

Technology. It shapes ou r lives. 
The telephone has become essential 
in every home. The television set is 
for many, an in trins ic  part o f daily 
living. In 1984, com puters are the 
“ new" technology.

The Social Science Train ing and 
Research Laboratory is m ailing to 
random students a survey concern­
ing attitudes towards computers. 
The survey is aimed at discovering 
different conceptions of, and 
feelings toward, computers.

Dr. Stephen Arndt, a program ­
m er/consultant at the Lab, came up 
w ith  the idea o f the survey w h ile  in 
his own w ork  w ith  computers. He 
explained, “ Once I sat next to  a guy 
w ork ing  a com puter, and he was 
sweating. Some people fear com ­
puters. 1 had never thought o f them 
(com pute rs) that way." A rndt said 
he worked w ith  com puters in the 
Navy and now has a com puter in his 
home.

The survey was mailed last week 
to 1500 undergraduate students, 
about 20 percent o f the student 
body, and were sent com ple te ly at 
random. About 250 surveys have 
been returned, and A rnd t said the 
re turn rate is less than what he had 
hoped for. A rndt said he expects to 
receive the rest o f the surveys w ith ­
in  next tw o  weeks.

The survey itse lf includes a w ide 
range o f questions. It begins w ith  
questions aim ing at categorizing stu­
dents by year, sex, department o f

study, and experience w ith  com ­
puters.

The survey then asks the student 
how he views com puting and 
people w ho w ork  w ith  computers. 
For instance, do you view  com ­
puters as fem inine o r masculine? Do 
you view  people w ho spend a lo t o f 
tim e w ith  com puters as socially in ­
ept o r socially adept? For these ques­
tions, a student may c irc le  a num ber 
one through seven, one being one 
extrem e and seven being the other. 
A ll o f  the questions have degrees to 
the ir answers such as this.

The survey next asks fo r the stu­
dent’s personal attitude toward 
computers. For example, using a 
scale o f one through seven, it asks i f  
you view  com puters as easy o r d if­
ficu lt, as humanizing o r dehumaniz­
ing.

The survey’s purpose, as Arndt 
admits, is unclear at this time. He has 
no hypotheses yet. “ For now ," he 
said, “ 1 just want to find out what the 
conceptions (o f  com puters) arc. 
You see advertising making assump­
tions o f what people’s m isconcep­
tions are, bu t no one ever really 
went ou t to ask them ” . A rndt also 
said, “ Once I know  what the concep­
tions are, 1 can then th ink  about 
ways o f softening the impact o f tech­
nology on society.”

A rnd t expects the results o f the 
survey to be com pleted by the end 
o f May o r June. To find out more 
about the survey o r its results, A rndt 
can be contacted in the Social 
Science T ra in ing and Research 
Laboratory on the fifth  floo r o f the 
Mem orial Library.

Splash — unreal but amusing

W hat is it like to fall in love w ith  a 
mermaid? W ell, i f  you are in ­

terested in acquiring an answer to 
this question, “ Splash”  is the movie 
fo r you.

"Splash" is a w onderfu lly  funny 
and de lightfu l movie about a New 
Y orker named Alan Bauer (played 
by Tom  Hanks) w ho has his dreams 
fu lfilled . Alan shares ownership o f a 
New York-based fru it and vegetable 
supply company w ith  his b ro ther 
(played by John Candy from  SCTV). 
The business is do ing great, but 
Alan’s life  has taken a plunge. Sad­
dened by the fact that he has no one 
to love, Alan plods around in a 
dejected state fo r the firs t 15 
m inutes o f the film . After taking an 
extrem ely costly cab ride from  New 
York C ity to Massachusetts, Alan 
falls out o f a small m otorboat in to  
the bay ( I w on ’t te ll you what he was 
do ing there in the firs t place ) and 
because he has never learned to 
swim, sinks s low ly to the bottom .

Enter our mermaid (sw im m ing ly  
portrayed by Daryl Hannah) w ho 
rescues Alan and drops him  on the 
shore where he awakens a few hours 
later. A fter g iving him  a qu ick kiss, 
the mermaid jumps back in to  the sea 
and leaves Alan standing alone on 
the beach w ith  a bunch o f questions.

A few days later, the mermaid 
shows up in the bu ff at the Statue o f 
L iberty where she causes qu ite a 
scene. When she is arrested by the 
police, Alan’s w alle t is found in her 
possession and he is immediately 
notified. Alan picks her up at the 
po lice station and takes her to his 
apartment. Throughout the course 
o f the fo llow ing  days, Alan educates 
her, names her Madison and falls 
deeply in love w ith  her.

Life is not all peaches and cream 
fo r this couple, however, as they are 
continuously pursued by a crazed

scientist ( played by Eugene Levy, 
another SCTV veteran) w ho is try ing  
to prove to his peers that Madison 
rea lly is a mermaid.

Being a hom etown Noo Yawk 
boy, I im m ediate ly knew that I had a 
good flic k  on my hands when I 
noticed that the opening scene was 
film ed on the Staten Island Ferry.
But don’t get the idea that this film  is 
on ly  fo r New Yorkers. On the con­
trary, it  is a film  fo r anyone w ho en­
joys a good laugh.

The acting is o f a high caliber and 
each o f the four o f the m ajor charac­
ters' roles are w ritte n  and portrayed 
in such a manner as to  augment the 
efforts o f the o ther three. Tom 
Hanks is exceptional as Alan. He

defin ite ly  succeeds in playing the 
straight ro le to  Daryl Hannah’s naive 
humor. Hannah is also very goofa as 
the beauty from  the sea. And what 
more needs be said about the talents 
o f Candy and Levy w ho have been 
mainstays o f the Second City Televi­
sion N etw ork fo r years. Their 
raucous and qu ick-w itted  hum or 
keeps the action m oving at a fast and 
funny pace throughout the film .

The story suffers s lightly from  un- 
be lievab ility  at times, but come on; 
this is a movie about a guy w ho falls 
in  love w ith  a mermaid; the w hole 
premise is just a lit t le  overboard.

Despite this fact, “ Splash”  is w o n ­
derfu lly entertain ing and w o rth  the 
price o f admission. One w o rd  o f 
advice: Buy your popcorn and soda 
before the show starts because 
every m inute is filled  w ith  laughs 
and fun w h ich  you w on ’t w ant to 
miss.

Qe What was born on a rainy af- 
• ternoon in 1979 in Montreal, 
Canada?

A: T riv ia l Pursuit, an adult board 
game that Scott Abbott and Chris 
and John Haney hope w ill be the ir 
“ m illion  do lla r baby.”

Abbott and Chris Haney, form er 
Canadian journalists, got the idea to 
invent the ir own game w h ile  playing 
Scrabble. It took the tw o less than an 
hour to design its basic structure.

The ob ject o f Pursuit is to move 
around the wheel-shaped board by 
ro llin g  a die and then answering a 
question. There are six categories o f 
questions: geography, history, art 
and literature, science and nature, 
entertainm ent, and sports and 
leisure. There is a special space on 
the board that corresponds to each 
o f these categories. A player obtains 
a marker by answering the question 
correc tly  when he lands on such a 
space. A player must co llec t a 
marker from  each category and then 
travel to the center to w in.

Sounds pre tty  simple, right? Just 
answer six litt le  questions and get to 
the center. No big deal.

A defin ite m isconception. This is 
where the “ adult”  aspect o f the 
game comes in to  play. There are 
1,000 questions fo r each category,

and the answers are not obvious.
T riv ia  buffs feel this game was 

made fo r them. Finally something to 
challenge the in te llect. That’s some­
th ing you can’t say about video 
games o r Dungeons and Dragons, 
w h ich  relies mainly on imagination.

Pursuit has been called the most 
successful game to com e along in 
the last 30 years. So far this seems to 
be ho ld ing true. Stores have been 
selling out the $40 game as fast as 
they get them in. Translations o f the 
game arc being marketed around the 
world , and a second supplement 
(the  orig ina l is called Genius I ) 
called Silver Screen is already 
available in the U.S. Also due out 
soon are tw o  o ther supplements, All- 
Star Sports and Baby Boomer. Baby 
Boomer w ill contain questions span­
ning the 1950’s through the early 
1970’s.

The appeal o f Pursuit is obvious. 
I t ’s a great get together game in that 
anywhere from  tw o  to 24 people 
can play. I t ’s a lo t o f fun, but it may 
have an adverse effect on your ego. 
Remarked one student, “ I always 
considered m yself p re tty  inte lligent, 
but after an hour and a half (o f  
T riv ia l Pursu it) I'm  not so sure.”  But 
don’t let that stop you.

Records

A new dimension to Jackson

Joe jackson fans w ill be surprised i f  
not, perhaps, aghast at his latest ef­

fort, Body a n d  Soul. Once b itte r and 
cynical, Jackson has become per­
sonal and hopeful in his music, 
w h ich  has developed and matured 
both m usically and ly rica lly  since his 
earlier work.

Body an d  Soul fo llow s musically 
along lines rooted in Jackson’s last 
tw o  albums, in w h ich  Jackson 
showed his ab ility  w ith  40’s and 50’s 
era jazz and the clean, m ore modern 
sounds o f N igh t a n d  Day. Jackson’s 
musical expertise and m aturity  is 
prom inent throughout the album, 
and is most pronounced in the last 
tw o  songs, “ Be My N um ber Tw o ” 
and “ Heart o f Ice. ”

“ Be My Num ber T w o”  is a song 
about love and hope threatened by 
cynicism  and self-doubt, and 
features an impressive com bination 
o f tenor sax and vio lin , w h ich  brings 
the clean and m usically superb song 
to a close. Liberal use o f saxes, vio lin , 
trum pet, and piano gives Body and  
Soul a full, well-orchestrated sound. 
“ Heart o f Ice ” closes the album on 
an upbeat and positive note w h ich  is 
p rim arily  instrumental, and is in ­
dicative o f where Joe Jackson stands 
musically.

Like his music, JoeJackson's lyrics 
have matured m arkedly since his 
early albums. Body an d  Soul 
delivers a much m ore personal 
message than Jackson fans have 
heard before, as a closer p ic tu re  o f 
the artist is allowed to  develop. “ The 
Verd ict ” sees Jackson’s cynicism 
m elt away as he gropes for what he 
knows to  be righ t amidst fra ilty, in ­
decision, and fear. “ Go fo r I t ”  dis­
plays an op tim is tic  side o fjo e  
fackson that has never before shown 
itse lf in such clear terms.

W hile Body a n d  Soul deals w ith  
p rim arily  the same themes that Jack­
son has w ritte n  about in the past, 
glaringly absent are the bitterness 
and cynicism  that once colored 
Jackson’s po in t o f view  and that are 
evident in the w e ll played “ Is She 
Really Going O ut W ith  Him?”  from  
Look Sharp! In looking at how  we 
treat one another and ourselves, Joe 
Jackson has, apparently, grow n up 
and accepted the im perfection o f 
life.

Much o f what Joe Jackson tries to 
accomplish through Body an d  Soul 
is w ritte n  in an exp lica tion o f the al­
bum prin ted  in generously super­
lative terms on the back o f the cover. 
Most o f the album was recorded in  a

stone and w ood hall using dig ita l 
systems. The record ing quality o f 
Body an d  Soul is excellent.

As a whole, Body a n d  Soul is 
much m ore instrum ental than Joe 
Jackson’s earlier albums. Most o f its 
songs are able to  stand up by them ­
selves, bu t are bette r taken as parts 
o f the w hole album. Likely can­
didates fo r radio airplay are “ The 
Verd ict,”  “ Be M y Num ber Two, ” and 
“ Happy Ending,”  a cute boy meets 
g irl duet. These three songs seem to 
have enough ly r ic  to attract radio- 
listener interest, whereas other cuts 
may prove to be too instrumental.

B ody an d  Sou l is, like most Joe 
Jackson albums, d ifferent than all o f 
his o ther work. This fact may com ­
fo rt some disappointed fans who 
w o n 't appreciate Jackson’s musical 
progress. It seems to be taking him  
farther away from  his earlier expres­
sions o f bitterness and cynicism, 
w h ich  so accurately exposed many 
human wants, weaknesses and disap­
pointm ents w ith ou t g iving in to 
these personal s tum bling blocks.

Dancin’ Irish not just a sideshow

T he Dancin' Irish, a squad o f ND 
and SMC girls w ho perform  to 

the tunes o f such singers as M ichael 
Jackson, The Cars, and George Ben­
son, are in the process o f steppin’ 
ou t in to  areas o ther than the home 
basketball scene.

The squad, composed o f sixteen 
o r seventeen girls, is best 
recognized for its performance o f 
various dance routines during 
halftim e at ND varsity basketball 
games. They are, however, involved 
in o ther activities w h ich  extend 
beyond these occasional, b r ie f per­
formances. In fact, the character o f 
the Dancin’ Irish, shown in the ir en­
hancement o f campus sp irit and en­
terta inm ent and the ir p rom otion  o f 
un ity  between schools, is that o f one 
o f the m ore dedicated and social o r­
ganizations on campus.

Preparation fo r events begins 
w ith  a tw o  day c lin ic  w h ich  instructs 
all prospective Dancin’ Irish can­
didates on the choreography o f tw o 
dance routines. D uring the tryouts 
w h ich  fo llo w  these clinics, the girls 
are judged by a com m ittee on the ir 
ab ility  to master one o f the routines 
and on the ir showmanship. After ac­
ceptance, the squad fo llow s a 
rigorous schedule w h ich  includes a 
one o r tw o  hour da ily w orkou t 
fin ishing w ith  a final videotaping 
w ith  the help o f Saint Mary’s Assis­
tant A th le tic  D irec to r T im  D illon.

A ll routines perform ed by the 
squad are choreographed on a 
volun teer basis through group in ­
put. So far, aside from  home basket­
ball games, the Dancin’ Irish have 
participated in such activities as the 
hom ecom ing parade, dancing on the 
quad, selling programs before foo t­
ball games, and on occasion 
perfo rm ing at halftim e du ring  a ND 
soccer game.

Co captains C heryl Diaz and J ill 
McPartlin agree the season has been 
successful, w ith  the exception o f a 
few unforeseen problems. These

problem s began w ith  the loss o f 
the ir moderator, Jan Bishop, and the 
lack o f a replacement.

When asked about the effect on 
the squad o f coping w ith o u t a 
moderator, Patty W hitehouse, a tw o  
year veteran, com m ented that Bis­
hop had never closely associated 
w ith  o r assisted the squad. The cap­
tains had always been self-sufficient 
and responsible fo r coord inating ar­
rangements fo r games and choosing 
uniforms.

W ithou t the au thority  o f a 
moderator, the squad faced various 
scheduling problem s due to  a lack o f 
voice in the ath le tic department. 
Eileen Hogan, also a tw o  year m em ­
ber, expressed frustration over the 
apparent apathy on the part o f the 
department, w h ich  resulted in the 
squad being denied the oppo rtun ity  
to perform  at the best attended 
games.

To fu rthe r com plicate matters, 
the Dancin’ Irish were forced to

operate w ith o u t University funding, 
although they d id  receive asssis- 
tance from  Saint Mary’s College.

The squad is op tim is tic  w ith  
regard to the future. T he ir main ob­
jective is to  broaden the ir horizons 
and to overcom e some o f the d if­
ficu lties encountered this year.

An im portant p r io r ity  this year is 
the quest fo r a “ home base ” offering 
guidance and representation to 
authority. Such guidance cou ld be 
found in  departments o ther than 
Student Activ ities, w ith  w h ich  they 
ire  cu rren tly  affiliated. Once this is 
ittained, the Dancin’ Irish hope to 
,‘xpand the ir performances in to  
other areas, possibly inc lud ing ND 
soccer games o r dance recitals in the 
South Bend com m unity.

In any case, the Dancin’ Irish are 
tru ly  a dedicated and professional 
group, w illin g  to make the sacrifices 
and com m ittm ents necessary for 
quality performances. W ith  the con­
tinued support o f the student body, 
(and the hope o f a new sound sys­
tem ), the Eftncin’ Irish look toward 
continued expansion in to  o ther ac­
tiv ities  w h ile  always remaining 
Notre Dame basketball’s ’halftime 
show.”

Sotd, 17-10, a year ago w ith  242 
strikeouts and league-leading 18 
com plete games, fanned eight w h ile

Georgetown to top
Associated Press

SEATTLE — Georgetown has 
Patrick Ewing and Houston has 
Akeem O lajuwon, but the Hoyas are 
NCAA basketball champions be­
cause they also have a host o f 
reserves, led by freshmen Michael 
Graham and Reggie Williams.

W hile Ewing was named the Most 
O utstanding Player in the Final Four 
after his personal battle o f 7-footers 
w ith  O lajuwon, W illiam s and 
Graham carried second ranked 
Georgetown to  an 84-75 v ic to ry  
over Houston for the national cham­
pionship last night.

“ It's a fabulous feeling. W e’re 
elated to  w in  the national cham pion­
ship,”  said Coach John Thompson, 
whose team narrow ly missed the 
tit le  in 1982. “ It's m uch’ arder to get 
here than w in  one game fo r the na­
tional championship.

"G uy Lewis is an excellent coach. 
They’ve been to the Final Four three 
straight years.”

Thompson and his players 
embraced jo y flly  as the final seconds 
ticked off, the memories o f the 
runner-up finish to N orth  Carolina 
tw o  years ago were w iped away.

But it was sorrow  again fo r Hous­
ton, w h ich  was upset 54-52 by 
N orth  Carolina State a year ago. 
O lajuwon and his Cougar 
teammates sobbed on the bench as 
tim e ran out Monday night, before 
39,471 fans in the Kingdome.

It was the first tim e since O hio 
State in 1961-62 that a school had 
lost the cham pionship game two 
years in a row. Houston also reached 
the Final Four in 1967, '68 and ’81, 
but has never w on the title .

The depth o f the Hoyas, who 
finished 34-3, was never m ore ev i­
dent than in the final 7:35 o f the first 
half. Ewing was on the bench w ith  
tw o  fouls, w h ile  O lajuwon picked 
up his second and th ird  personals. 
O la juwon picked up his fou rth  foul 
less than a m inute in to  the second 
half, and played tentatively the rest 
o f  the way.

In w inn ing  the ir 11th straight 
game and 21st o f the last 22, the 
second ranked Hoyas culm inated 
the rebu ild ing  program that 
Thom pson began when he took ove 
a 3-23 c lub  in 1972. The form er 
backup center fo r the Boston Celtics 
has been critic ized  fo r some o f his 
tactics on and o ff the court, bu t he 
said after the cham pionship v ic tory 
that "the bottom  line is that my kids 
graduate."

" I  don’t have a problem  w ith  
people c ritic iz ing  us,” he said. “ I ’m 
not concerned w ith  my critics. ”

" I 'm  elated about w inn ing  the 
championship,”  Thompson con­
tinued, “ but the hardest th ing is to 
get here. Anyone can w in  one 
game.”

For a while, it looked as i f  it  w ou ld  
be Houston w inn ing  that elusive 
“ one game ”

The Cougars, 32-5, h it the ir first 
seven shots, inc lud ing three field 
goals by Young and tw o  by Reid Get 
tys to take a 14-6 lead. But George­
tow n came back to  tie  it at 14 and 
again at 16 before taking the lead for 
good.

The Hoyas went in to  the locker 
room  leading 40-30 at halftim e be­
hind a basket by Jackson and tw o by 
Wingate. They led by 12 tw ice  early 
in the second half, the last at 44-32 
before O lajuwon connected.

W hile the N igerian A ll American 
was s itting  dow n for six m inutes,- 
Franklin picked up the slack w ith  his 
jum per cu tting  the Georgetown 
margin to 51-47 w ith  13:56 to  play. 
Franklin continued to drive  the 
m iddle but the shooting o f W illiam s 
and Graham held o ff the Southwest 
Conference champions.

Houston three o ther times cut the 
margin to  five points, the last on a

fie ld goal by Eric Dickens to make it 
72-67 The Hoyas made good on the 
free th ro w  line  dow n the stretch, as 
they snapped the Cougars’ six-game 
w inn ing  streak.

Houston could take some con­
solation in ro llin g  up 75 points 
against the Hoya defense, w h ich  had 
held opponents to an average o f 57.4 
po ints in previous games this season.

Georgetown, champions o f the 
Big East, usually uses 10 players but 
had to do w ith o u t standout 
defensive guard Gene Smith, who 
suffered a sprained righ t foo t in  a 53- 
40 v ic to ry  over Kentucky in the 
semifinals Saturday.

W hile Ewing was s itting  down to 
avoid fu rthe r fou l problem s late in 
the first half, O la juwon picked up his 
second and th ird  personals before 
s itting  out the last 42 seconds o f the 
half. This marked the first tim e in 
four tournam ent games that 
O lajuwon did  not play the entire 
game.

Ewing got his th ird  personal w ith  
12:08 to go and G eorgetown leading 
55-49. But he w ent out fo r on ly 
about a m inute just before Franklin’s 
tw o  free throws cut the Houston 
de fic it to 57-54.

Toronto Maple Leafs fire Nykoluk
TORONTO — Mike Nykoluk, 

described this season by Toron to  
ow ner Harold Ballard as “ too nice a 
guy”  to  fire, was to ld  by the Maple 
Leafs yesterday his contract w il l not 
be renewed for the 1984-85 N ation­
al Hockey League season.

But rather than call a news con­
ference about the move, w ord  o f the 
firing  came du ring  the c lub ’s annual 
Molson Cup award presentation. 
N ykoluk was expected to attend the 
noon-hour luncheon, but remained

in his Maple Leaf Gardens office, un­
available for comment.

There was no im m ediate com ­
ment from  team officials concerning 
N yko luk ’s successor. Dan Maloney, 
an assistant coach, w ou ld  be the like ­
ly heir. Another possib ility  is Roger 
Neilson, a form er Leafs’ coach who 
was released by Los Angeles yester­
day, several hours after Nyko luk was 
le t go.

Nyko luk appeared to be on his 
way ou t from  behind the bench as

long ago as the all-star break, but was 
given a vote o f confidence at that 
tim e by Ballard.

Team captain Rick Vaive, who 
registered his th ird  successive 50- 
goal season fo r the Leafs to claim  the 
Molson Cup for the th ird  con­
secutive time, said it was un for­
tunate the blame for the Leafs’ poor 
performance this season had to rest 
on one person’s shoulders.

“ I t ’s everybody’s fault,” said Vaive,

one o f the brigh t spots on a c lub that 
finished last in  the N orris  D ivision 
w ith  a 26-45-9 record. The 45 losses 
were the most ever suffered by the 
Leafs in one season. “ I t ’s unfortunate 
one guy has to lose his job  over it.”

The c lub  also was wracked by in ­
juries in every area for most o f the 
season and the club Nykoluk had to 
w ork  w ith  put together three w in ­
ning streaks all season — one o f four 
games and tw o  o f tw o  games.

notes. “ I t ’s not like starting over, but 
it knocks you ou t o f your groove, 
and M ike is find ing  it hard to get 
back in the groove. Right now, he 
lacks the necessary tim ing."

W ith  Larkin forced to redshirt the 
'83 season, the Irish coaching staff 
called upon Kovaleski, then a fresh­
man, to f i l l  Larkin's shoes.

Kovaleski started the first nine 
games o f the season before getting 
hu rt in the P ittsburgh game. After 
s itting  out the Penn State and A ir 
Force games, he re turned to start in 
the L iberty Bowl.

“ Not having Kovaleski in there 
really hu rt us,”  K e lly  says.

The 6-2, 218-pound Kovaleski 
turned ou t to be the surprise o f the 
defensive un it last season, fin ishing 
th ird  on the team in  tackles w ith  62.

“ Kovaleski is a real com petito r,”  
praises Kelly. “ He surprised us last 
year. He learned fast, but more im ­
portantly, he perform ed w e ll under 
pressure. ”

The mainstay fo r the Irish at 
m iddle linebacker w ill be jun ior-to - 
be Tony Furjanic. Besides having to 
meet the need to excel as a player, 
the ro le  o f a leader may also fall on 
the shoulders o f the Chicago native.

" I  w ou ld  hope he 'll be a leader,” 
Kelly says o f his 6-2, 231 -pound star. 
“ He’s not the type to speak out. In ­
stead he leads by example.”

As a freshman, Furjanic earned a 
monogram through his impressive 
play on special teams. He had a stel­
lar season in 1983, leading the Irish 
defense w ith  142 tackles, and start­
ing all 12 games. He also shined in 
the Liberty Bowl, garnering a pass in ­
te rcep tion  and later being named 
the N otre Dame defensive MVP.

“ He’s had an outstanding spring. 
He has started where he le ft o ff last 
season,”  com m ents Kelly. “ His 
abilities at ths po in t are on par w ith  
the Zavagnins and Crables.”

One problem  Kelly w ill face is 
what to  do w ith  all the talent and on­
ly tw o  starting positions to  fill.

“ I'm  not sure," says Kelly. “ I t ’s s till 
too early to  te ll, but one may play 
outside linebacker.”

W ith  all o f  the talent Kelly has 
available, the inside linebacking 
positions again w ill be a strong suit 
fo r the Irish.

Men’s tennis team 
gains weekend split

Battling gusty, c h illin g  winds, the 
men’s tennis team split a triangular 
match last weekend at Courtney 
Tennis Center.

The Irish dropped a 7-2 decision 
to  the University o f Hawaii Friday, 
before regrouping to  defeat a tena­
cious O hio University squad, 6-3, on 
Saturday.

The v ic to ry  raised the Irish record 
to 10-6, halfway to  the ir s ix th  con­
secutive 20-w in season.

Earlier Saturday m orning, Hawaii 
im proved the ir record to 31-3 after a 
6-3 v ic to ry  over the Bobcats.

The cold winds seemed to affect 
the Irish more than Hawaii. “ I was 
disappointed in our play," said 
Coach Tom  Fallon, “ especially 
against Hawaii w ith  the weather in 
our favor. We lost four matches w ith  
a 6-1 first set o r worse. This tells me 
that we d idn ’t get used to the w ind 
before the match. I ’m very disap­
pointed in that.”

A fter Friday’s disappointing 
showing, wh ich ended a three- 
match w inn ing  streak, the team 
showed up Saturday determ ined to 
make amends.

“ Everyone wanted to w in  this

N otre Dame linebacker coach 
George Kelly should feel lucky.

He has three high school all- 
Americans to  f il l tw o  spots at inside 
linebacker fo r next year’s football 
team.

In addition to  being high ly touted 
ou t o f high school, Tony Furjanic, 
M ike Larkin and M ike Kovaleski 
each has proven his ab ility  to  per­
form  w e ll in cruc ia l situations.

I f  there is one th ing  that the three 
lack, however, it is experience. Each 
o f the three have on ly  one year o f 
experience on the starting defensive 
unit.

“ They’re all young. They’ve on ly 
played one year (o n  the starting 
team )," says Kelly. "But, the ir 
ab ilities are far in excess o f the tota l 
linebacking p ic tu re  that I have had 
in years.”

To what degree the Notre Dame 
linebacking corps w ill be able to 
dom inate opponents depends on 
w hether Larkin returns to his form  
o f 1982.

Tony F u rja n ic

Larkin had a banner sophom ore 
season in ’82, making a second- 
leading 112 tackles for the Irish. The 
6-1, 221-pound, M oe lle r High
School graduate broke his arm p rio r 
to the opening o f last year’s season 
and was forced to  sit ou t the entire 
year.

"Larkin 's progress has been fine. 
But, when you sit ou t a year, it  sets 
you back,”  the veteran Irish m entor

Overcome slow start

Lacrosse team defeats Kenyon

The ultim ate goal th is year fo r the 
Notre Dame lacrosse team is to w in  
the M idwest Lacrosse Association 
title , so, although games against the 
Dukes and Georgetowns are im por­
tant, the MLA contests are the games 
that really matter. This past 
weekend, Coach Rich O ’Leary’s Irish 
took a step in  the righ t d irec tion  by 
pounding Kenyon College# 17-7, in 
the ir MLA opener.

Notre Dame used its superior 
depth to an advantage against its 
hosts. The Irish gradually turned a 
close game in to  a rou t by pu lling  
away in  the second half.

“ We used a lo t more players than 
they did,”  said O ’Leary. “ We tried  to 
run, be aggressive, and wear them 
down. I d id feel we had a better 
team, but i f  things w ent wrong, like 
them getting ahead, then I fe lt we

could w in  the game because o f our 
cond ition ing .”

W hich is p re tty  much what hap­
pened. Kenyon surprised Notre 
Dame by scoring the firs t tw o  goals 
o f the game and hold ing the 2-0 lead 
un til 10 m inutes were gone in the 
firs t quarter.

Then the depth o f  the Irish 
seemed to pay o ff as they exploded 
fo r four goals in the last five minutes. 
Sophomore T im  Corrigan started 
things going w ith  an unassisted goal 
and Don Gayhardt tied  the score 15 
seconds later. Bob T rocch i and 
Steve Pearsall finished o ff the 
scoring in the quarter.

Pearsall added his second o f five 
goals to give Notre Dame a 5-2 lead 
early in the second quarter, but 
Kenyon rebounded, scoring tw o  un­
answered goals to close the gap to 
one.

“ They were able to stay in the 
game because the ir few shots went 
in,”  explained O ’Leary. “ We were 
con tro lling  the ball so w e ll on o f­
fense that we fell asleep on defense.” 

The teams traded goals late in the 
half to make the score 6-5, but then 
the Irish suddenly turned the game 
around in the closing seconds. W ith  
25 seconds left in the half, Pearsall 
scored his th ird  goal o f  the game. 
Then, w ith  one second le ft on the 
clock, T rocch i p icked up his th ird  o f 
five goals to increase the halftime 
lead to 8-5.

Kenyon made one last run at the

Notre Dame lead when it scored at 
the 13:38 mark o f the th ird  quarter 
to close to two, 8-6. However, the 
Lords ran out o f gas as the Irish 
scored the next nine goals o f  the 
game. By the tim e Kenyon scored its 
next goal (w ith  25 seconds left in 
the game), the outcom e was no lo n ­
ger in doubt.

Pearsall and T rocch i were ob­
viously the offensive stars fo r Notre 
Dame, each adding an assist to go 
w ith  his five goals. For Trocchi, the 
ou tput brought his totals through 
four games to 13 goals and three as­
sists, pu tting  him  in position to chal­
lenge the Irish goal-scoring record. 
Steve Linehan set the record o f 42 in 
1982 .

The offense was not lim ited  to just 
Pearsall and Trocchi, though. Tom 
Grote and Joe Franklin each con­
tribu ted  a goal and tw o assists, w h ile  
Kevin Rooney and Gayhardt added 
tw o goals apiece.

On defense, Rob Simpson started 
in the goal and came up w ith  eight 
saves. Pat Poletti and Brian McKcon 
con tribu ted  a save apiece in relief, 
w h ile  Steve Cloud led a defense that 
had to play w ithou t one o f its stars, 
Justin Shay, who missed his second 
straight game w ith  a thigh bruise.

Notre Dame w ill now take its 2-2 
record to Lake Forest tom orro w  in 
what O ’Leary hopes w ill be a good 
tune-up for Saturday’s crucia l test 
against O hio Wesleyan in Delaware, 
Ohio.
