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U.S. awaits return 
of detained sailors

NOME, Alaska ■ Diplomats and 
anxious relatives waited on land yes­
terday while a Coast G uard cu tte r 
sailed to the edge of Soviet w aters to 
pick up five American seam en held 
in Siberia for the past week.

The five w ere detained w hen 
their 120-foot supply ship, the 
Frieda K, apparently w andered Into 
Soviet waters near the D iomede Is­
lands in the Bering Strait and asked a 
Soviet naval vessel for directions. 
They had been held In a hotel at 
Urellk in Siberia.

The 378-foot cu tte r Sherman, 
based in Alameda, Calif., was 
diverted from a routine fisheries pa­
trol In the southern  Bering Sea to the 
rendezvous area, w here the in terna­
tional date line slices betw een  the 
Soviet Union and St. Lawrence Is­
land.

The exchange had been set for 
about noon EDT yesterday, but it 
was postponed until later In the day, 
the Coast Guard said. The reason for 
the delay was unclear.

The w eather in the rendezvous 
area was reported  to be fair, w ith 
swells running to  four feet, the Na­
tional W eather Service reported.

The seam en are skipper Tabb 
Thoms, 25; engineer Tate Thoms,

18; first mate Mark Halpin, 20; cook 
Charles Burrall, 29; and deckhand 
Tony Miller. All live in Homer, 
Alaska.

Coast Guard spokesm an Dan 
Dewell said from Juneau, that a 
Coast Guard C-130 carrying about 
30 reporters and photographers was 
en route from Anchorage to  Nome, 
w here they w ould wait for the 
release.

Dewell said the five sailors and 
their ship could be taken either to 
Nome or Gambell on Alaska’s St. 
Lawrence Island. The C-130 w ould 
not land on the island unless there  
was life-threatening em ergency, 
Dewell said, because of the condi­
tion of the runw ay there.

The Frieda K disappeared while 
returning to Nom e after taking fuel 
and w ater to the Digicon Explorer, a 
seism ographic research ship 
w orking in the Chukchi Sea, said 
Alistair Caroll, m arine supervisor for 
Digicon Geophysical Corp. o f Hous­
ton.

The Frieda K is ow ned by Kemp 
Paluccl Sea Food of Duluth, Minn.

John Hughes, a State D epartm ent 
spokesman, said the Americans ap­
parently  lost their way and sailed 
tow ard another ship to  ask direc-

Workshop conducted 
for food sales workers

Dorm food sales com m issioners 
received instruction in health and 
safety p rocedures Tuesday night in a 
workshop given by Mike McCauslln 
of the N otre Dame Environm ental 
Health and Safety Departm ent.

McCauslln also said that there will 
be Im prom ptu inspections th rough­
out the year, probably at least one 
per sem ester.

St. Joseph County Health D epart­
m ent officials had asked his depart­
m ent to  hold the workshop, said 
McCauslln. The Office of S tudent Af­
fairs supported  the Idea, he added, 
and student senator Dan McNamara 
"was instrum ental" in producing  the 
w orkshop.

Food sales com m issioners had 
mixed reactions to the w orkshop. 
Co-com m issioner Rose Apodaca of 
Lewis said that som e recom m en-

College Board announces largest
increase in SAT scores since 1963

NEW YORK - W omen and future 
teachers w ere am ong the biggest 
gainers as average scores on  the 
Scholastic A ptitude Test registered 
their largest rise in tw o decades last 
year, The College Board announced 
yesterday.

Average math SATs w ere up three 
points to  471 In 1983-84, while 
average scores on the verbal section  
of the exam rose a m ore m odest one 
point from the previous year to  426. 
The SAT exam is scored on a scale of 
200 to  800, w ith 800 a perfect score. 
Nearly a million college-bound high 
school seniors take the SAT each 
year.

Verbal score averages w ere  up in 
32 states, fell In eight and w ere u n ­
changed from 1982-83 in 10 states. 
Math scores rose in 37 states, 
declined in 11 and w ere unchanged 
in two, the board  reported .

President Reagan hailed the in­

crease at a political rally in Water- 
bury, Conn., bu t said, “It's not 
enough. W e’ve got to  do better."

"Significantly, the increase in this 
year’s math average can be a ttrib ­
u ted  largely to  w om en, w hose 
scores rose four points over 1983, 
w hile m en’s rose by two, ” said Col­
lege Board presiden t G eorge H Han­
ford at a news conference. W om en 
still trailed men, how ever, w ith 
males averaging 495 In math, 
com pared w ith 449 by women.

Iowa led the nation w ith average 
m ath scores o f 570 and verbal scores 
of 519 - bu t only 3 percen t o f that 
sta te’s high school graduates took 
the exam  last year. South Carolina, 
w here 49 p e rcen t of high school 
graduates took the test, scored the 
low est average • 419 on the math, 
and 384 verbal.

Particularly encouraging in this 
year’s results, said Hanford, was that 
seniors expressing an in terest in 
majoring in education  im proved 
their math perform ance by seven 
points to  425, and by four points to 
398 in the verbal section. Many

educators have voiced concern  
lately over the steadily declining 
calibre of new  teachers.

Hanford said the nationw ide gains 
m eant that "Instruction  In the 
schools has been  Im proving and 
high school students arc giving 
greater a tten tion  to  academ ic 
study. ” But he added th e re ’s a long 
way to  go before schools made up 
the losses in test perform ance over 
the last 20 years.

The erosion in average SAT scores 
has been cited  as p roo f that public 
education  has deteriorated . Hanford 
Insisted, how ever, that "SAT scores 
do no t paint a com plete  p ic tu re  of 
the state of American education. ”

Scores on bo th  math and verbal 
SATs have leveled off during the last 
five years, following 20 years of 
nearly un in te rrup ted  declines. The 
1983-84 results marked the first sig­
nificant move upw ard in recen t 
years.

The million seniors w ho take the 
SAT represen t a th ird  of their high 
school class, bu t tw o-thirds of those 
w ho go directly  to  college.

The salad bar is a very trendy  item  to  include on 
m enus of fast food restaurants these days. Everyone, 
from Burger King to  W endy’s to  Ponderosa is jum ping 
on the lettuce and crou ton  bandwagon.

But who do these places think they’re fooling? N otre 
Dame Food Services and SAGA Foodservice have'm ade 
salad bars a staple o f college culinary pleasure for many 
years now. In fact, the salad bar could probably be 
called the most popular item  on the m enu at alm ost any 
school.

That is, it is popular w ith those w ho have never 
w orked the salad bar at e ither school. Take it from a 
veteran salad bar w orker: once you’ve handled, lifted, 
carried and replaced that stuff, you don’t w ant to  even 
look at it during non w orking hours.

Every salad bar w orker 
knows the first thing you do 
upon getting to  w ork is to  
exam ine the m enu for the 
meal you are working. That 
will give you an indication of 
exactly how  hard you will 
be working. If you’re  lucky, 
the food will be w orth
eating, and the salad bar traffic will be light. H owever, if 
it is Chinese pep p er steak night, w atch  out.

Students start lining up outside the dining hall at 
about 4:15. It is truly pitiful to  see them  staring at you in 
anticipation, m outh  w atering, as they  w atch  you eat. By 
4:25, everyone starts to  assum e their places: servers, 
cold and ho t food runners, silverw are people, etc. The 
salad bar w orkers, cloth in hand, assum e their posts 
nex t to  it. At 4:30, doors open  and the stam pede begins. 
If it is the aforem entioned, Chinese p ep p er steak night, 
students frantically wave ID cards at the checkers and 
head for the salad bar.

This part always rem inds me of the K Mart com m er­
cial w here the m anager asks custom ers to  please not 
run  dow n our em ployees, cause “w e really do  need 
them .” The row s are often th ree  peop le  deep  as stu ­
dents grab in a frenzy at Chinese noodles, mushroom s, 
cheese, etc.

The popular item s always keep us running. A salad

Please 
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Nobel winners predict 
extinction of mankind

WASHINGTON N ineteen Nobel 
Prize w inners and the leaders of 
about 100 of the coun try ’s environ­
mental and arm s contro l organiza­
tions joined yesterday in a w arning 
that mankind faces ex tinction  either 
through a nuclear o r an environ­
mental catastrophe “unless 
humanity changes its ways.”

At the start o f a five-day confer­
ence on “The Fate of the Earth," they 
made public a policy statem ent 
declaring that an exploding popula­
tion and the nuclear arm s race are 
both threats to  the future.

“What nuclear war could do in 50 
to 150 m inutes an exploding po p u ­
lation assaulting the Earth's life- 
support system s could do  in 50 to 
150 years,” says the statem ent, 
signed by w inners of Nobels in 
physics, m edicine, chem istry and 
cconm m lcs and 175 leaders of envi­
ronm ental and peace groups.

Shaped at m eetings in Washing­
ton, San Francisco and New York 
and in exchanges through the mails 
over the last tw o m onths, the sta te­
ment lays ou t a com m on course of 
action to  influence national policy.

Stanford University biologist Paul 
Ehrlich, an expert on population, 
called the conference “the most im ­
portant m eeting that’s ever been 
held on Earth.”

He told reporters the session 
w ould not endorse a candidate in 
the presidential race bu t that he p e r­
sonally w ould back any opponen t to  
President Reagan. He term ed  
Reagan blind to the threats o f a nu ­
clear end to the w orld o r a popula­
tion explosion that will exhaust the 
globe’s resources.

“I make no bones about it,”

Ehrlich Staid. “I am a registered Re­
publican bu t I cannot imagine a 
D em ocratic candidate 1 -would not 
p refer over Ronald Reagan simply 
because Reagan pushes the w rong 
way on virtually every issue I’m in­
terested  in and seem s to be totally 
d isconnected  from w hat’s going on 
in the world. Ronald Reagan’s 
policies tow ard the environm ent 
could shove us dow n the drain 
som etim e in the nex t 50 to  150 
years.”

The adm inistration has responded 
to such criticism  by m aintaining that 
its strengthening o f the U.S. military 
will lessen chances of hostilities, and 
it has blam ed Soviet intransigence 
for the breakdow n of arm s control 
talks. It has defended its environ­
mental reco rd  as being as good as 
that o f previous adm inistrations.

“N uclear scientists have given us 
reason to  reth ink all ou r old 
thoughts," David Brower, founder of 
Friends of the Earth and one of the 
country’s best known conser­
vationists, told the news conference.

“Six m inutes from now, based on 
the failure of a Soviet com puter, the 
end of the earth  as w e know  it could 
be under way. It’s a different bal- 
lgame and the rules need  to  be 
looked at again.”

The policy statem ent, w hich is ex ­
pected  to  be endorsed by the con ­
ference, says even a lim ited nuclear 
w ar involving only a fraction of 
existing atom ic w eapons “could 
produce enough sm oke .and soot to 
block out nearly all of the N orthern 
H em isphere’s sunlight, plunging the 
planet for many m onths into a dark, 
lethal “nuclear w in ter” that could 
end hum an life.

Strike claims 30,000 more workers

DETROIT - Thirty thousand m ore 
autow orkers joined the strike 
against General M otors Corp. yester­
day, shutting dow n four m ore plants 
as the w alkout began forcing layoffs 
in related industries.

Two trucking com panies said 
they w ere laying off hundreds of 
w orkers because they w ere running 
out o f cars to  ship. A supplier of plas­
tic trim  and panels said it was losing 
$300,000 a day from the strike.

Meanwhile, bargainers for GM 
and the U nited Auto W orkers union 
continued trying to  w rite  a new  na­
tional con tract for the N o.l 
autom aker’s 350,000 UAW w orkers, 
of w hom 92,000 are now  on strike in 
local disputes.

The new  strikes w ere authorized

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by UAW leaders before dawn, after 
con tract negotiations stalled at GM 
headquarters in D etroit. They raised 
to  17 the num ber o f local strikes - 13 
w ere called Friday w hen the na­
tional UAW GM con trac t exp ired  at 
midnight.

O f the 17 sites now  struck, 15 are 
plants for final assembly of cars, 
trucks and buses.

GM s vast internal supply pipeline 
was beginning to  clog, leaving seats, 
steering wheels, radiators, w iring 
and o ther parts sitting on loading 
docks at hundreds of GM plants.

O ne parts plant was closed and 11

o thers scaled back operations, idling
8,000 non striking m em bers o f the 
UAW and o ther unions.

While GM has nearly $12 billion 
of cash on hand, it is losing at a rate 
o f about $ 150 million a week, said 
David Healy, an industry analyst for 
Drexel Burnham Lambert Inc. in 
New York. A nationw ide strike 
w ould cost the autom aker $250 mil­
lion a week, he said.

Struck yesterday w ere the main 
O ldsm ohile plant in Lansing, a Cadil­
lac p lant in D etroit, a truck and bus 
p lant at Flint, Mich., and a truck  and 
bus stam ping plant in Indianapolis.

Babbitt calls federal deficits 
‘a crisis waiting to explode’

WASHINGTON - Congress should 
re trac t every pledge not to tinker 
w ith  Social Security, M edicare and 
deductions that benefit various in­
dustries and in terest groups, Gov. 
Bruce Babbitt o f Arizona said yester­
day.

And Mayor William H udnut o f In ­
dianapolis likened the huge federal 
deficit to “fiscal child abuse ” and 
said D em ocrats have to  quit defend­
ing cuts in en titlem ent program s 
w hile Republicans m ust stop resist­
ing reductions in defense spending.

Babbitt and H udnut are co-

chairm en of the Roosevelt C enter 
for American Policy Studies’ task 
force on the budget.

“Reality m ust prevail. .. It will take 
a bipartisan effort to  tackle the defi­
cit,” Babbitt said in p resenting  a six- 
m onth study by the national policy 
group.

“O ur plan is based on the p rinci­
p le that federal tax breaks and 
spending benefits for individuals, 
businesses and governm ent entities 
should be linked m ore closely to 
genuine need,” the study said.

Babbitt said continued huge 
federal deficits are a crisis waiting to 
explode and will exact a heavy toll 
on all Americans.

tions.
“The vessel to  w hich they sailed 

tu rned  ou t to be a Soviet w arship ... 
Instead o f getting directions, they 
got arrested,” he said.

The Frieda K was due in Nom e on 
Sept. 12 and was repo rted  missing 
Friday. The State D epartm ent has 
lodged an official pro test that U.S. of­
ficials w eren ’t notified until Friday 
that the Americans w ere in custody 
and w eren ’t allow ed to  talk to  them  
until Sunday.

In a te lephone conversation w ith 
Sen. Ted Stevens, Tabb Thom s said 
the Soviets repeatedly  pressured  the 
Americans to  sign statem ents that 
they en tered  Soviet Water in ten tion ­
ally.

Mondale has abandoned tradition 
of Kennedy and FDR, Reagan says

W alter F. M ondale accused Presi­
den t Reagan yesterday of “traveling 
around  this nation in a cocoon ,” 
w hile th e  p residen t told thousands 
o f vo ters in th e  N ortheast that 
M ondale has abandoned the trad i­
tion  of “good and d ecen t” 
D em ocrats such as John  F. Kennedy 
and Franklin Delano Roosevelt.

Reagan, confident of Republican 
votes, stepped  up his cam paign to 
w oo D em ocrats to  his side. At the 
W aterbury, Conn., tow n green 
w here  Kennedy delivered a speech 
in I960 , Reagan rem inded the 
10,000 peop le  there  that he was 
once  a D em ocrat and said, “It can be 
a w renching thing to  change par­
ties.”

But he added, “You can feel as if 
you are abandoning your past. But I 
tell you truly, the only abandoning I 
see is the D em ocratic leadership 
abandoning the good and decen t 
D em ocrats of the JFK, and FDR and 
Harry Trum an tradition.”

In H am m onton, N.J., Reagan 
derisively described  M ondale’s defi­
c it reduction  plan as a “b lueprin t for 
bondage” that w ould hang a “ball

and chain around  A merica’s neck.”
N oting that Mondale unveiled his 

plan in Philadelphia, Reagan said he 
should have done so in Atlantic City, 
w here there is legalized gambling.

In Stockton, Calif., M ondale again 
called on Reagan to  reveal his plan to 
reduce  the federal deficit before the 
Nov. 6 election.

“This country  belongs to  you and 
you’ve got a right to get answ ers 
right now ,” M ondale said.

At a question  and answ er session 
before college students, Mondale 
portrayed  him self as som eone open 
to  questions and Reagan as the oppo ­
site.

“ What w e’ve got h ere  is a Holly­
w ood, question  free isolated

president, traveling around this na­
tion in a cocoon, no t telling anybody 
anything, not answ ering questions, 
no t telling us w hat he’s doing, not 
being around the American peop le ,” 
he said.

Two new  Mondale Ferraro cam ­
paign com m ercials m ade their 
debut Tuesday night. O ne television 
ad show s a m an digging a ho le  in his 
backyard, a takeoff on a Reagan ad­
m inistration official’s p ronounce­
m ent that peop le  could survive a 
nuclear attack by digging an earth  
shelter. “It’s tim e to  think about how  
deep a hole w e are digging for o u r­
selves,” intones the som ber announ-

Economy shows signs 
of speedy slowdown
Associated Press

WASHINGTON - Americans' p e r­
sonal incom e in August posted  the 
smallest gain in th ree m onths while 
new housing construction  plunged 
12.8 percent, the governm ent said 
yesterday, as the econom y gave fur­
ther signs o f a rapid slowdow n.

The new  reports sent many 
econom ists scurrying to revise their 
predictions for econom ic grow th 
for the rest of 1984, but the Reagan 
adm inistration said it was sticking by 
earlier forecasts.

The C om m erce D epartm ent said 
Americans’ personal incom e rose 
0.5 percen t in August, the smallest 
gain since May.

The report show ed ' that
Americans wVre also not as eager to 
spend their earnings. Personal con ­
sum ption spending rose by only 0.1 
percen t, m atching the m eager in­
crease of July. Early in the year, 
spending grew  as m uch as 1.8 p e r­
cent in a single m onth.

The governm ent said construc­
tion of new  hom es in August 
p lum m eted to an annual rate o f 1.54 
million units, the low est level since 
D ecem ber 1982 w hen the country  
was beginning to pull ou t o f the long 
recession.

The housing decline was led by a 
19.5 percen t d rop  in construction  
starts on apartm ents. Single-family 
construction  starts posted  their 
third straight m onthly decline, d ro p ­
ping 9.7 percent.

While no one  disagreed that the 
new  reports confirm ed a marked 
slowdow n in grow th, there  was 
debate over how  precip itous the 
decline will be.

The governm ent is due to  release 
on today its prelim inary "flash” esti­
mate for econom ic grow th, as m ea­

sured by the gross national p roduct, 
for the cu rren t July Septem ber quar­
ter.

Treasury Secretary Donald Regan 
said he saw no reason to revise the 
adm inistration’s cu rren t estim ate 
for grow th around 4.5 percen t in the 
th ird  quarter and 4 percen t in the 
fourth quarter. He poin ted  ou t that 
this w ould be half o f the 8.8 percen t 
pace turned  in from January through 
June.

But Allen Sinai, chief econom ist of 
Shearson Lehman American Ex­
press, said the personal incom e and 
spending figures show ed a 
“surprisingly decided slow dow n in 
the grow th of the econom y.”

He pred ic ted  th ird  quarter 
grow th at a 3 to  3 5 p ercen t rate.

O ther econom ists p red ic ted  the 
expansion w ould dip even low er to 
perhaps 2 percen t in the th ird  quar­
ter.

“This is just a real weak quarter,” 
said Michael Evans, head of Evans 
Economics in W ashington. “Every 
num ber we have go tten  in the past 
few weeks has been  low er than ex ­
pec ted .”

Analysts blam ed high in terest 
rates for not only the slow dow n in 
housing construction  bu t also the 
decline in consum er spending.

Regan, at a news conference, said 
long-term bond  rates have already 
declined som ew hat and he 
p red icted  that o ther rates including 
mortgage rates should go low er as 
the pace of econom ic grow th slows. 
Housing industry officials w ere  not 
as optimistic.

Jack Carlson, chief econom ist for 
the National Association of Realtors, 
said GNP grow th could even regis­
te r a negative num ber in the first half 
of 1984 "as high in terest rates con­
tinue to dam pen econom ic grow th.”

The cou rt also voted  8-1, w ith 
Justice William H. Rehnquist dis­
senting, to deny a request by Florida 
officials to  execu te  convicted  child 
killer Aubrey Adams today along 
w ith Henry.

Earlier yesterday, the 11th U.S. 
C ircuit C ourt of Appeals in Atlanta 
decided to  let a 24-hour reprieve H 
had granted H enry expire at 7 a.m. 
today, said deputy  co u rt clerk 
Brenda Hauck.

“It means he can be execu ted  law­
fully anytime after 7 a.m. and befo re  
noon” w hen the w arrant expires, 
said Assistant A ttorney General 
George Georgieff.

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San Diego mayor indicted 
for conspiracy and perjury

SAN DIEGO - San Diego Mayor 
Roger H edgecock was ind icted  by a 
county grand jury yesterday on one 
count o f conspiracy and 14 counts 
o f perjury, ending a tw o-m onth in­
vestigation o f H edgecock’s personal 
and cam paign finances.

Also ind icted  by the grand jury 
w ere  J. David “Jerry” Dominelli and 
Nancy Hoover, executives in the 
now  defunct J. David & Co. invest­
m ent firm, and Tom Shepard, 
H edgecock’s form er political con ­
sultant.

The indictm ent was announced 
by San Diego County D istrict A ttor­
ney Edwin Miller.

H edgecock’s finances becam e 
new s in February, w hen he revealed 
he had received a $ 130,000 loan in 
1983 on an oral agreem ent from 
Hoover.

Shortly thereafter, the grand jury 
announced  its investigation of the 
38 year old mayor, and in May, tw o 
w eeks before the mayoral prim ary 
election, he was accused in a civil 
suit o f failing to  report m ore than 
*357,000 in illegal cam paign con tri­
butions in 1983

The suit claim ed the m oney cam e 
from  Dominelli and H oover o f the 
now  defunct J. David & Co. 
D ominelli has been  in jail since April 
28 on charges o f bankruptcy  fraud, 
crim inal con tem pt and perju ry  in 
connection  w ith the collapse o f his 
m oneytrading firm.

Task force
recommends
intervention

WASHINGTON - A Justice D epart­
m ent task force, calling family vio­
lence “the darker side of American 
life, ” yesterday urged the crim inal 
justice system to  “in tervene 
vigorously” to  p ro tec t its victims.

“Child abuse, spouse abuse, and 
the abuse of the elderly, incest and 
child m olestation are no t m atters of 
personal belief or how  to  deal w ith 
children o r keep o rd e r in the 
house, ” said the report. “They are 
crimes, they are p roh ib ited .”

A ttorney G eneral William French 
Smith, w ho established the task 
force, prom ised to  im plem ent the 
recom m endations of the nine- 
m em ber panel and to  coord inate  
that effort w ith  the Health and 
H uman Services D epartm ent.

The task force chairm an, D etro it 
Police Chief William Hart, no ted  
that “a victim  of family v io lence is no 
less a victim  than one set upon  by 
strangers ”

“The legal response to  family vio­
lence m ust be guided prim arily by 
the nature of the abusive act, no t the 
relationship betw een  victim  and 
abuser, ” he said in a w ritten  sta te­
m ent accom panying the report, 
w ritten  by the panel o f law  enforc- 
m ent officials, psychologists and 
family experts.

Specifically, the rep o rt recom ­
m ended  that:

-People charged w ith violent fam­
ily crim es be arrested  just as if there  
was no relationship  betw een  the  vic­
tim  and the alleged attacker.

-W hen no arrest is w arranted, the 
investigating officer should file a 
rep o rt on  an incident.

-Prosecutors cease requiring  al­
leged victim s to  sign a form al com ­
plain t against a close relative to 
initiate prosecu tion .

-Victimized children  be handled 
w ith g reater sensitivity by 
p rosecu to rs and judges. The panel 
p roposed  videotaping the testim ony 
o f child ren  so that they don’t have to 
confron t their alleged attacker in a 
courtroom .

-Judges jail v io lent abusers w ho 
inflict serious injury.

The grand jury investigation into 
H edgecock’s finances was 
suspended until after the June 5 p ri­
mary, in w hich the mayor failed to 
win a majority o f the votes cast and 
was forced into a N ovem ber runoff 
against fellow  Republican Dick 
Carlson.

The jury was considering allega­
tions that the campaign money 
changed hands illegally through the 
political consulting firm of Tom 
Shepard & associates, w hich was 
w orking to e lec t Hecjgecock.

That transaction was alleged to 
have occurred  p rio r to H edgecock’s 
victory in a 1983 special election 
called to  fill the m ayor’s post after 
Pete Wilson left to  becom e a U.S. 
senator.

H edgecock is a form er county  su­
pervisor w ho has never lost an e lec­
tion.

The lawsuit filed in May by Miller 
has been  pu t on hold until the state 
Fair Political Practices Comm ission 
decides w hether it will file a similar 
action.

H edgecock has alleged that Mil­
ler, w ho supported  the m ayor’s o p ­
po n en t in th e  1983 election, filed 
the lawsuit in an effort to  damage 
him politically.

The mayor said in a recen t in ter­
view  that “nothing really criminally 
w rong has happened. T here have 
been  som e late filings o f forms, 
mistakes that w ere clerical in nature 
... bu t that’s all that (investigators) 
are going to  find ”

I t was an August like any o ther at

Jaram illo settled  in to  begin his 
college career.

The University had been in ter­
ested  in Narcisco from the m om ent 
he applied. The question rem ained, 
how ever, w hether he was in ter­
ested in N otre Dame. “He began 
looking at several institutions 
across the country ,” rem em bers 
Admissions C ounselor Don Bishop.

N otre Dame does 
receive a large am ount of applica­
tions from “th ree  year” high school 
graduates. Bishop com m ents, 
how ever, that most o f these appli­
cants do not actually finish the 
com plete high school curriculum . 
“They just w ant to  get ou t in m ost 
cases, and this was different w ith 
N .J .”

B ishop notes tha t N .J . was ready 
for college. “He needed  to  be stim ­
ulated. Too many tim es a studen t is 
m erely told by paren ts o r a high 
school counselor that he is ready 
for college.” N.J. visited the cam pus 
for th ree  days last year, and he  w ent 
through a series of adm issions in te r­
views. After these m eetings, “there 
was a consensus from  the adm is­
sions level,” Bishop says, “that he 
was ready for the collegiate level of 
study and life.”

And it seem s N.J. enjoys N otre 
Dame. He adm its the people he  has

m et have been  great, and the oppo r­
tunity  to m eet people from all over 
the country  was a motivating factor 
in his final decision  to  a ttend  N otre 
Dame. His high school counselor, in 
fact, is a die-hard alum. "And there 
haven’t been  any real problem s In 
adjusting,” N.J. happily says. “I just 
think of N otre Dame as another 
school -  m ore work, m ore study­
ing. I’m not h o m esick ... yet.’ It 
appears N otre Dame made the right 
decision in adm itting N.J. "The key 
to  the w hole decision  was his 
maturity," Bishop asserts. "An indi­
vidual, especially at his age, can be 
very intellectual, bu t no t m ature 
enough to  handle college life.” 
Bishop hopes N.J.’s freshm an year 
will be a “moving forw ard ” year, 
w hile the follow ing years rep resen t 
years o f definition. “We really want 
him  to take advantage of everything 
N otre Dame has to  offer. He loves 
learning, and the faculty here  truly 
enjoy som eone like that."

“There is a lo t of tradition here, 
and 1 think I made the right choice 
in com ing here ,” N.J. believes. His 
transition from high school appears 
to  be going sm oothly. Friends in 
Cavanaugh see N.J. as “one of the 
boys.”

It has been  said that college is 
w hat you make of it, and it seem s 
that N.J. will make the most of 
N otre Dame. And yes, he Is enjoying 
N otre Dame life. Just before leaving 
his room , he sm iled, chuckled, and 
said, “the girls are kind of nice to o . . .

L ast Friday, w hile m ost N otre 
Dame students w ent to  classes 

and ate lunch in the dining hall, 
Javier Oliva, senior governm ent 
major, had tea w ith President 
Ronald Regan in the rose garden at 
the W hite House.

As part o f a w eek long celebra­
tion of Hispanic Heritage Week, the 
W hite House and the National 
Hispanic C ham ber of C om m erce 
recognized, at a national level, 
Hispanic students w ho excelled 
academically. They selected  thirty 
students and six educators to  com e 
to W ashington to  be honored  by 
the President for their achieve­
m ents and to  be distinguished as 
exam ples for o ther Hispanics. A 
com m ittee selected  students who 
had show n outstanding achieve­
m ent in leadership, com m unity 
service, and academics.

Javier, the single N otre Dame 
student to receive this honor, hails 
from San Antonio, Texas, w here he 
attended  his freshm an year of co l­
lege at Saint Mary’s University

before transferring to  N otre Dame.
“I think I was chosen, first of all, 

because I go to  N otre Dame w hich 
is known for its com petitiveness," 
said Javier "and second, because of 
my involvem ent in politics.” Javier 
gained national a tten tion  last sum ­
m er w hen he was chosen from
5,000 applicants to  serve as one of 
five assisstant chief pages at the 
Republican National C onvention in 
Dallas, Texas. Cable News N etw ork 
and several Dallas news stations 
interview ed Javier focusing m ore 
on  him than the o th er pages b e ­
cause Javier was a Hispanic serving 
in a position usually held by an 
affluent w hite. Javier doesn’t think 
he was chosen because of his in­
volvem ent in Republican politics. 
“There w ere Hispanics o f bo th  lines 
of thought (R epublican and Dem o­
cra t) being honored  by the Presi­
dent," he said. “We w ere 
recognized for ou r e thnic and not 
our political backgrounds.” Javier 
was notified last W ednesday by 
Earnest Olivas, a W hite House staff

m em ber, w ho had called to  inform 
him he had been selected  to  com e 
to W ashington and be honored  by 
the President and receive an award. 
“I w ondered if it was a prank at 
first," Javier said, “but he (O livas) 
had the official tone of a guy w ho 
d idn’t w ant to w aste time. ” A few 
m inutes later, his doubt was erased 
w hen his parents called because 
they too had been  notified. The 
next day, Thursday, Javier flew to 
W ashington, D C. The honorees 
stayed in the Shoreham Hotel near 
G eorgetow n, one of the Omni 
H otels ow ned by Ted Turner. "The 
hotel was beautiful, ” rem arked 
Javier.

Thursday, Javier a ttended  a m ixer 
in Kennedy C enter w ith the thirty 
o th er Hispanic students and six 
Hispanic educators including two 
college presidents. Thursday night, 
Javier was given tw o invitations for 
the President’s private box at the 
symphony. “The box was a plush, 
dark wine colored  room  w ith a 
refridgerator, and extra cushiony 
seats,” recalled Javier. "The 
presidential seal and p ictures of the 
President adorned the walls.” 
Javier’s guest was his father, w ho 
had flown up from Texas. “It was

funny to  sit in the box,” said Javier. 
“People in the audience kept 
looking up to  see w hat im portant 
people  w ere using the box this 
tim e.”

Friday, the honorees m et at the 
W hite House. “It was thrilling to 
walk across the W hite House lawn,” 
rem arked Javier. “People stood  
dow n on the sidewalk, on the 
outside o f the fence looking in, and 
I was on the inside -  in the place 
w here history and new s are m ade.”

The President spent about forty- 
five m inutes w ith the honorees in 
the rose garden, recognizing them  
and presenting  them  w ith pins. I sat 
five feet away from the President of 
the United States," said Javier. “We 
drank W hite House lem onade and 
tea together ”

Although h e ’s only been  in co l­
lege for tw o years, Javier plans to  
graduate this spring, having picked 
up the rem aining credits in sum m er 
school. Javier transferred from Saint 
Mary’s tw o years ago because he 
w anted an opportun ity  to leave 
hom e in o rder to  m ature and face 
new  responsibilities. "I w anted to 
a ttend  a quality institu tion  w ith a

national repu tation  and excellence 
w hich w ould b e tte r my skills. I also 
w anted to  keep w ithin Catholic 
lines."

"I’m proud  of N otre Dame," said 
Javier. “People look at m e through 
different eyes w hen they find ou t 1 
go here. First, they’re im pressed 
because of N otre Dame’s com ­
petitiveness. Second, they ask me ■, 
"How’s the football team?’”

Javier lives off cam pus in his ow n 
apartm ent. "I have my ow n dorm ,” 
he quipped. “I like the com araderie 
o f dorm  life,” he said, but he prefers 
living on his own. He does spend a 
great deal o f tim e in 2 West Keenan. 
“Those guys are largely responsible 
for making my transfer here  so 
good.” W hen he revisits N otre 
Dame as an alum, he w on’t be able 
to  claim any dorm  as his hom e. “I 
can’t point to a dorm  and say 1 lived 
there, bu t 1 can point to  Keenan and 
say I hung around in that dorm .”

Being personally congratu lated  
by the P resident was a m ost 
m em orable experience. "It was a 
great honor and very thrilling to  
m eet the President," said Javier. He 
paused “I have a feeling w e’ll m eet 
again som e day.”
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Drawing the line on 
religion in politics

After having endured  nearly tw o w eeks of 
having my favorite TV program s pre-em pted 
by the D em ocratic and Republican conven­
tions, I was certain  I had heard  every issue or 
psuedo-issue conceivable ardently  endorsed

or passionately denounced  by one politician 
o r another. However, one thing stood ou t as a 
p rincip le them e of the '84 cam paign: religion.

Religious issues have probably assum ed 
greater im portance and com plexity  in this 
presidential race than any other. Both candi­
dates, Reagan and Mondale, have exp lo ited  re ­
ligion's em otional im pact to  p rom ote  their 
political ends. At an "Ecum enical Prayer 
Breakfast" several w eeks ago, P resident 
Reagan rem arked that religion and politics 
are, and always will be, com ponen t and in­
separable parts o f each other. He w en t on to  
declare that opponents of school prayer are 
"in to leran t of religion.” Five days later, W alter 
M ondale re to rted  that "the Founding Fathers 
spelled (relig ious freedom ) ou t in  great 
detail...in the separation of church  and state.” 
Mondale further ripped Reagan by adding that 
"real faith is personal and honest 
and ..uncorrup ted  by political in terference."

torate, bu t w e’re  m ajor enough to  determ ine 
w ho gets elected.

As the relig ion/politics issue gains steam, 
both  Reagan and Mondale have pu t them ­
selves at the palpable degree of risk. Each 
chances alienating one segm ent or ano ther of 
the population. The ultim ate effect is that 
som e will end up m isrepresented; failed by 
the very system of governm ent that aims to 
serve all. It becom es clear that the fine line 
betw een  religion and politics m ust be draw n 
darker. Then, how ever, the pressing question  
becom es "W here?”.

as prayer in public schools, tax exem ption  of 
certain  religious organizations, nuclear dis­
arm am ent, and, of course, abortion.

partially paranoid

From these specifics arise several b roader 
concepts. To w hat degree, if any, should 
politicians mix religion w ith policy - making? 
To w hat degree should religious groups in ­
volve them selves in politics? For exam ple, w e 
have the Catholic bishops of the U.S. uniting  to 
support the nuclear arms freeze m ovem ent. 
On the o ther hand, the fundam entalist Moral 
Majority endorses defense spending in­
creases. Certainly both  groups are en titled  to 
p rom ote  their respective view points, 
how ever, things start to  get troubling w hen 
in terest groups attem pt to force their views 
upon o thers via politics. Says the Rev. Jerry  
Falwell about the Moral Majority’s new found 
pow er: “We may not be  a m ajority o f the e lec­

proach, pause, and then  lift the  statue off of its 
pedestal. "Com e on Father Sorin, let's go for a 
walk..." The tim e is the mid 1930’s; and Father 
Sorin is kidnapped once again.

Today, the statue of Father Sorin stands 
proudly  again in Sorin Hall. The statue no 
longer goes for walks; its form erly hollow  
shell and pedestal are now  full of concrete. 
Father Sorin w ould rather crash through the 
old floor o f the dorm  than go for anym ore 
walks w ith students.

K idnapping Father Sorin’s statue used to  be 
a fun, little prank. Sometim es gone for years at 
a time, the statue always seem ed to  find Its 
way back hom e to Sorin Hall. Presently, 
how ever, this trendy  type of practical joke has 
expanded to  bigger issues. The bust of Knute 
Rockne was kidnapped from  its pedestal last 
May. The ransom  no te  called for the adm inis­

tration  to  loosen up its new  alcohol policy. 
P ictures have tu rned  up show ing K nute in a 
variety o f places, including Purdue University. 
Hopefully, as in the past, Rockne will even tu ­
ally com e hom e to his pedestal of honor.

Something alarming is happening here  at 
N otre Dame. Apparently, kidnappings are be­
com ing a new  fad am ong practical jokers and 
p ro testo rs alike. It is all cen te red  on som e­
thing called publicity; people like to  attract 
public a tten tion  to them selves o r the ir cause. 
Unfortunately, there  is only one th ing w orse 
than publicity - com petition.

If this fad continues, all too  soon certain  
people will begin com peting w ith one an­
o ther for public attention. After all, com peti­
tion  is a natural part of N otre Dame. Their 
daring feats of kidnapping will escalate in both 
size and com plexity. At first, only small statues 
and busts will disappear. Then, w hen  no one 
cares about statue kidnapping anym ore, 
people will begin to hold larger things for ran­
som:

“O h no!”
“W hat’s wrong? ”
“Look, up on top  of the dome...
She’s gone!” Police investigators later u n ­

covered that the culprits used hang gliders, 
blow  torches, and a blim p to  do their dirty 
work.

Apparently, the peace­
ful sounds of jackham m ers and explosives a t­
tracted  their a tten tion  around 3:00 am.

Not too long after that, a p hone  rang 
som ew here in the Adm inistration Building. 
"Father Hesburgh, Father Hesburgh! The 
G ovenor of Indiana is on the phone. Boy is he 
upset!”

“Why, w hatever is w rong, my dear sir?” 
“Someone walked off w ith his H oosier 

Dome! The ransom  note says they’ll re tu rn  it 
w hen N otre Dame gets a rem atch against 
Purdue there...”

As Kurt Vonnegut says, “so it goes...” A fad is 
a fad, unless of course it’s at N otre Dame. Then 
it escalates to  new  p roportions w ith a sense of 
com petition. Hopefully kidnapping will 
rem ain w hat it is • just a fad, and no t becom e a 
tradition.

Sometim e in the no t to  distant future:
"O h no!”
“W hat’s w rong, w hat's wrong?”
“Father H esburgh’s statue...It’s gone!”

Cuomo outlines stance on religion in politics
All day long, the skies w ere  dram atic, 

pouring  rain and darkness, in te rru p ted  by 
short m om ents of bright sunshine. The tu r­
bu lence  reached the plane in w hich Gov. 
Mario Cuom o was flying from  N ew  York to  
m eet an early com m itm ent to  N otre Dame

U niversity’s theology departm ent. Asked at 
the delayed press conference if, from  the 
rough plane flight, "you th ink  you w ere  gettin  
a message,” he  said he had been  sabotaged all 
evening, spilling orange juice over the tex t of 
his talk.

Later, in response to a question, he  said: 
“Oh, I am not God. Ask som eone higher than 
me, w hoever spilled the orange juice." A ctu­
ally, Cuom o need  have no fear about 
m eterological providences - farther up  on  the 
N orth  American continen t, it had been  raining 
on  the pope all day.

Some repo rte rs  argued that the Catholic 
bishops seem  not only to be condem ning can­
didates such as Cuom o and Ferraro, bu t en ­

dorsing Republicans by their appearances 
w ith them  at political events. He said, “Gee, I 
hope not, because then  they w ould  be co n ­
tradicting them selves.” This w ould  “make a 
sham bles o f their ow n rep resen ta tion ,” since 
the bishops have issued a jo in t sta tem ent that 
they do no t endorse a particu lar candidate o r 
a party. A journalist pu rsued  the m atter: Aren’t 
the bishops’ ow n actions making a sham bles of 
the ir stated attitude? “It is no t a sham bles yet,” 
he  said. Then he grinned: “pre-sham bles.”

After the p ress conference, w hich was held 
in a m odern  new  building, w e walked through 
the spongy night tow ard  the school’s famous 
golden dom e, fuzzily glowing. U nder a moist 
tree, a circle o f anti-abortion pro testo rs was 
quietly  reciting  the  rosary. We w ent in to  a 
building nex t to  the main one, w hose small 
auditorium  - G othic groining and tracery  at 
the w indow s, bu t classical pilasters along the 
wall holds only 600 people. A spillover crow d 
w ould w atch th e  talk on  closed-cir- cu lt TV.

The heart o f C uom o’s argum ent is that he  is 
a loyal Catholic opposed to  abortion, divorce, 
birth  control, adultery and hom osexuality. As 
governor o f New York, he  adm inisters laws 
that facilitate the practice  o f all those acts, and 
the bishops have no t tried  to  in terfere w ith his 
doing so in m ost cases. He gets no ecclesiasti­

cal p ressure to  change the laws on divorce, for 
instance.

The best way practically to  support his ow n 
values, yet keep his oath of office, is precisely  a 
practical judgm ent. He thinks prayer, for ex ­
ample, and persuasion carry m ore w eight ( e.g. 
on  adu ltery) than trying to  in troduce  a law  the 
majority w ould no t support.

The m ost persisten t questioning took tw o 
lines. Why does he no t actively advocate a 
change in the abortion  laws? Because he does 
no t think the proposed constitu tional am end­
m ents w ould work. They w ould  no t only be 
ineffectual, in a society w here the vast 
m ajority of people  do no t think abortion  is 
m urder; they w ould cause hatred  and conflict 
in w hich religion itself - the opportun ity  to 
preach, teach and give exam ple - w ould  be an 
even greater victim  than w ould respect for 
th e  law.

The second argum ent was the “ unbearable 
evil” one. In som e cases - slavery, genocide - 
m ust one oppose the governm ent w ith all 
o n e ’s force? C uom o was no t as sure in han­
dling this m atter, because he  did no t show  the 
questioners the full force of their ow n argu­
m ent. It is an argum ent for revolution, for 
declaring the state illegitimate - no t only for 
advocating change, bu t for supporting  an

overthrow : John  B row n’s civil war, o r the 
p lots o f the H itler tyrannicides. Most 
churchm en, and certainly m ost Catholics, did 
no t take that position  w ith regard to  H itler 
(ev en  if they should have). Even m ore clearly, 
they did no t feel that way about slaves. I 
s tudied in a Jesuit sem inary that was built by 
slaves, and once talked w ith a man in his 
nineties w ho was bo rn  a slave of the Jesuits.

How can Cuom o oppose the death  penalty  
yet no t try to  change the abortion  laws? For 
that he had tw o argum ents, both  sound. He 
thinks bo th  the death penalty  and an anti- 
abortion  am endm ent ineffective in the p rac ti­
cal realm. Also, he gets a vote on the death 
m atter - his veto, w hich the N ew  York 
Legislature has no t overriden. As governor of 
New York, how ever, "I cannot vote ou t of 
existence Roe against W ade.”

It was a thoughtful perform ance, a thousand 
tim es m ore nuanced than John  K ennedy’s 
simple distinction betw een  his faith and his 
oath back in 1960. It will no t satisfy the 
zealots. But nothing would.

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Does Cuomo really guarantee freedom for all?
Judging by the applause G overnor Mario 

Cuomo received last Thursday night, many 
seem ed to approve of his position w ithout 
seeing the con trad ictions w ithin it. The fol­
lowing criticism  of C uom o’s belief in the

separation of private religious belief and 
public acts seeks to  make evident w hat that 
position truly represents: the denial of 
freedom  for all.

Cuomo claim ed that by not letting  his 
private religious beliefs dictate his public 
decisions he ensures the freedom  for all to 
em brace the religion of their choice. A ccor­
ding to Cuomo, "m oral standards depend  on a 
consensus view ,” for “w e create  our public 
morality by consensus, the com m unity 
decides."There are tw o things inherently  false 
in Cuom o’s Idea: one is the suppression of the 
very freedom  Cuom o claims to be preserving; 
the o ther Is the belief in a changeable body of 
laws based on m ajority opinion.

Cuom o’s conclusion, i.e., that his position 
results In religious freedom  for all, was dis- 
proven by C uom o himself. He began by em ­
phatically stating that he will no t im pose his 
personal relgious beliefs on people: "Values

from religious belief are not part of public 
morality unless part of the com m unity 
decides by consensus.” Yet, w hen New York’s 
Congress passed the death penalty statute, 
Cuom o vetoed it. O ne man overtu rned  a deci­
sion reached by representatives for the com ­
munity! Cuom o him self re jec ted  com m unity 
morality by consensus.

Furtherm ore, he did so not because of p e r­
sonal religious belief in the sanctity o f life, a 
belief based on G od’s laws and one w hich 
makes him subordinate and answ erable to 
those laws. Instead, Cuom o vetoed the death 
penalty bill simply because, in w ords spoken 
Thursday night, “I took the position that it 
doesn 't work. I’m against it so I vote that way - 
my vote is law. ” C uom o’s decision was based 
neither on religion nor the com m unity’s dec i­
sion. It was purely a personal belief, and not 
even a religious personal belief. The com m u­
nity speaking through its representatives was 
silenced by Cuomo.

Is this the “freedom  for all” Cuom o guaran­
tees? Is Freedom  - religious o r o therw ise - one 
person’s opinion overriding that o f Congress? 
Yes, in this case, C uom o’s vote does save lives, 
bu t keep in m ind that he never claim ed he 
voted against the death penalty because 
taking life was w rong in and of itself; the  im ­
portan t point is that he acted  m erely on a p e r­
sonal belief. This leads to  the second flaw in 
C uom o’s position.

If there  are no unchanging laws, no m ini­
mum num ber of absolutes w hich are always 
right or wrong, if law is m erely the opinion of 
the “m ajority” at the m om ent, then  the doo r is 
open for the m inority to  dictate  the law - al­
m ost any law they wish.

Assuming that C ongressm en usually vote to 
reflect the opinion held by the m ajority of 
their constituents, ra ther than according to 
their ow n personal beliefs J religious o r o th e r­
wise, C uom o’s veto  revealed the pow er a few 
have over the decisions o f the "many." And if 
those w ho can say “my vote Is law” are not 
bound by a set of unchanging laws dic ta ted  by 
God, then  the majority of peop le  will be 
bound by the laws of those few w ith pow er. 
The consequences are unthinkable.

Yet, Congressm en do no t always vote the 
way their constituen ts w ould have them  vote, 
but, like Cuom o, vote according to  personal 
belief, even m ere opinion as opposed  to  a reli­
gious conviction. Cuom o said, "even if God Is 
gone, the im portant gift” ( if th e re ’s no God, 
w ho gave us the gift?!) “is left us - life itself, and 
society decides on how  to p ro tec t it." But, if 
the  absolutes o f G od’s laws are absent from 
these tw o branches of governm ent, then  soci­
ety may not be able to  p ro tec t life. The 
destruction  of life - even to  the point o f killing 
all defenseless o r useless people  is no t a dis­
tant possibility: it becom es an im m ediate o p ­
tion.

For exam ple, instances o f euthanasia have 
already gone unchecked: certa in  cases are 
“excused ” But accepting  som ething by sup­
porting  the idea behind it, and consequently  
allowing its law to continue, is the first step 
tow ard makiVig it m andatory. This is not to  say 
a m andatory law will necessarily follow from 
the acceptance of “certa in  cases,” but, the ac­
ceptance of the princip le is a p re re q u is ite  for 
later enforcem ent to occu r peacefully - and 
m ore im portant - unnoticeably. If there  Is no 
absolute law prohibiting  the taking of any life, 
(p roh ib iting  m urder has never prohib ited  
freedom  of religion), then  as a nation we are 
subject to  the changeable laws of the few in 
pow er. No longer will there  be freedom  for 
all; w e could  be  bound  by laws w hich may 
som eday call for our ow n deaths.

To avoid the enforcem ent of many laws 
based on the decisions o f a few, w e m ust ad­
here  to the few basic laws given to  us by God. 
Either w e acknow ledge God as ou r "Celestial 
Party Chairm an,” o r w e give that title to  our 
politicians - they can then  make laws based on 
personal beliefs w ithou t consulting  God.

Cuom o stated  that “if G od is gone, the 
greatest gift is still left to  us - life Itself ” To 
disagree once m ore, C uom o’s position  shows 
that if G od Is gone, life itself becom es subor­
dinate to  changing laws based on the whim s of 
a few. Realize w hat C uom o’s position actually 
rep resen ts before supporting  it.

The students deserve 
decent parking spots

1 am w riting this le tte r to  bring your a tten ­

tion to  som e of the new  parking regulations 
that are being enforced for this sem ester. For 
years 1 am seeing off-campus students being 
pushed further and further behind as far as 
parking is concerned . For the last tw o years 
we are being forced to park near the Senior 
Bar and trudge all the way in because the 
prim e parking spots w ere always taken by on 
campus students w ho never moved their cars. 
I can appreciate the adm inistration's concern  
for our health and I am sure Richard Simmons 
w ould approve of a need for a brisk invigorat­
ing walk in the m iddle of w inter. But now  I 
think that things have gone too  far (literally).

For this sem ester, the Lords-that be have 
decided that because of a new  faculty building 
(D eclo ) the en tire  N orth end of the studen ts’ 
parking lot should be reserved for the faculty. 
The existing faculty parking lot is right nex t to 
this new  lot and from w hat I could see over 
the years, it was never  full. By my estim ate, it’s 
a 2-minute walk from the old lo t to  the Decio 
building. I may be being too  harsh, b u t I don’t 
think that the extra walk is going to  h u rt the 
faculty too  much.

As an engineering major, 1 w ould be im ­
m ensely Interested in seeing som e statistical 
m easures of the m ean walking tim e from the 
parking lot to  the building of interest, o f the 
faculty as com pared to the students; bu t since 
scientific thinking is a dirty w ord in this 
school, I know  I am asking for the m oon.

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Tigers must stay sharp 
after winning division

DETROIT Reality set in quickly 
for the D etroit Tigers after they 
clinched the American l eague East 
title.

The Tigers c lubhouse was joyous 
Tuesday night im m ediately after 
relief ace Willie H ernandez had 
blow n a th ird  strike past Milwaukee 
catcher Jim Sundberg to preserve a 
3-0 victory over the Brewers.

Corks w ere popping and cham ­
pagne was flowing in rivers.

O ver in a corner, how ever, relief 
pitcher Doug Bair - one o f the few 
Detroit players w ith any postseason 
experience - tried to  make som e 
sense of the situation.

“This is the easy part," said Bair, 
who was with the St. Louis Cardinals 
In 1982 w hen they w on the National 
League East and cap tured  the W orld 
Series against Milwaukee. "It’s a long 
haul, but this is the easy part."

The point certainly w asn’t lost on 
Manager Sparky Anderson, either. 
He still has vivid m em ories of 
guiding the 1973 C incinnati Reds to 
a 99-63 season in the NL west, only 
to be upset by the New York Mets, 
three games to  two, in the playoffs.

"You've got now here to  go if you 
lose th re e ( in the playoffs), so you’re 
going to shoot everything you’ve 
got, ” Anderson had said before the 
division crow n was officially settled.

There is the added factor that the 
Tigers ran away from the rest o f the 
Al. east, jum ping off to  a reco rd  35-5

start and never allowing anyone 
closer than th ree and a half games 
after that.

In the AL w est - also known as the 
AL w orst and the Mild, Mild West - a 
fierqe three team  battle has been 
raging for weeks.

C ouldn’t the fact that the Tigers 
clinched their division so early give 
their AL w est opponent a fighting 
edge in the playoffs?

"...It doesn’t m atter to  me what 
you did in the regular season," An­
derson said. “The playoffs and the 
W orld Series are a w hole different 
deal. They d o n ’t always determ ine 
the best Uram, either. ”

Anderson is qualified to  say that, 
since his 1970 Reds also w ere 102- 
60 and sw ept Pittsburgh in the 
playoffs but lost the W orld Series to 
Baltimore in five games.

Now that the title has been 
clinched, Anderson will rest his 
regulars, a few at a time, for one or 
tw o days. He has a bench  hill of 
prospects, called up early this 
m onth and eager for playing time.

But Al Kaline, the Hall of Fame 
outfielder w ho played on D etroit's 
1968 World Series cham pionship 
team and on the 1972 AL east w in­
ner, cautioned the players against 
letting down.

“Don’t relax and do n ’t take too 
many games off betw een now and 
the playoffs,” advised Kaline, who 
now is a Tiger broadcaster. “You 
must stay sharp and you can only do 
that by playing."

Ali's condition said to be under control

NEW YORK - Form er w orld 
heavyweight boxing cham pion 
Muhammad Ali was given test 
m edications yesterday by doctors 
w ho said he was suffering from 
“Parkinsonism," o r m inor sym ptom s 
of Parkinson’s disease.

Ali, 42, apparently did not have 
Parkinson’s disease, a degenerative 
brain disease, “per se," and experts 
believed his condition  could be co n ­
trolled by m edicine, one of his d o c ­
tors, Martin Ecker, said.

“He’s not in any danger. It’s not a 
fatal disease,” said Ecker, medical 
d irec to r o f Ali’s boxing managem ent 
com pany. “You d o n ’t die from what 
he has and I feel very optim istic that 
w hat he has can be contro lled  by 
m edication."

Ecker, a diagnostic radiologist 
w ho was consulting on Ali’s case, 
said docto rs at Columbia- 
Presbyterian Medical C enter w ere 
testing drugs on Ali “to  see if it helps 
him and how  m uch it helps him ."

Ali, com plaining of slow ed m o­
tion and slu rred  speech, underw en t

five days of tests at the hospital this 
m onth before leaving Sept. 11 for a 
trip  to Europe He re tu rn ed  Tuesday 
for m ore tests and treatm ent.

Because his condition  apparently 
was not w orsening and he lacked 
classic sym ptom s, docto rs ru led  out 
both  Parkinson’s disease and "the 
punch-drunk syndrom e," caused by 
repeated  blow s to  the head, Ecker 
said.

Ali is the only fighter to have won 
the heavyw eight boxing cham pion­
ship th ree  times, in a 21 -year career 
from 1960 to his re tirem en t in 1981. 
His title was stripped  away in 1967 
w hen he refused to  be drafted into 
the Army; he w on it back from 
G eorge Forem an and later lost and 
w on it against Leon Spinks.

Ali’s speech has been slurred, at 
tim es unintelligible, for about tw o 
years. “I’m in good shape," he told 
fans at K ennedy International Air­
p o rt on Tuesday night. “I’m a little 
tired, but I’m in good shape."

An in terview er in Germany 
quoted  Ali as saying, “I always feel 
tired  bu t d o n ’t feel pain at all. ... 1 
don 't know exactly  w hat it is."

must be  able to  play offense to a ce r­
tain extent.

"Soccer’s no longer a game of 
backs, m idfielders and forwards,” he 
says. “You have to be the total soc­
cer player. You can’t just be a 
w ingback or sw eeper; you have to 
possess the offensive skills so that 
you can go in the last th ird  of the 
field and pu t the ball in the net.”

Fullbacks w ith good offensive 
skills are particularly valuable on a 
team  coached  by G race, w ho 
believes that all 11 players m ust ap­
ply them selves to defense w hen the 
opposition  has the ball and to  of­
fense w hen the Irish gain possession.

“It’s a bit of a change from  the ph i­
losophy that (fo rm er Irish coach) 
Rich H unter held, ” Driano explains. 
“It’s a different style o f play w ith 
Coach Grace. I think it lends itself to  
m ore creativity by allowing us to  go 
into the offensive th ird  of th e  field. I 
enjoy going up  on the attack.

“O nce I start the attack w ith a wall 
pass, I like to  finish. I like to  keep 
going up  the field instead of letting 
som ebody else take over. It’s just 
som ething you w ant to  see the com ­
p letion  of.

“But I’m not the best on offense,” 
Driano admits.

W hatever his talents as an individ­

ual player may be, how ever, Driano 
remains, first and forem ost, a team 
player. Everything that he does, he 
does for w hat he hopes will be the 
good of the team.

“I w ould like the team  to play 
well,” he says, “and I try to do every­
thing in my pow er to  keep the team 
as a cohesive unit. A team  that is 
fairly close is going to  play a lot b e t­
ter.

“If I can get the best o f each 
player, get them  up  for these games, 
keep the intensity up during 
practice, eventually the w ins will 
come.

“I w ant to coax the best ou t of 
everybody,” Driano continues, 
“because the poten tia l is there. We 
have very good players, som e of the 
best-skilled players N otre Dame has 
ever had, and all it takes is confi­
dence  that w e can do it and a lot of 
com m itm en t.”

This w eekend, the Irish will be 
playing tw o games, including a 
m atch at top-ranked Indiana on Sun­
day, w hich may be  N otre Dame’s 
toughest game of the season.

“W e’re usually p re tty  good about 
getting up for the big games, ” Driano 
says confidently. “It’s a m atter o f atti­
tu d e .”

The Irish can be certain  o f one 
thing: Dom Driano will do w hatever 
it takes this w eek  and all season to 
give the team  the right attitude.

McCartney breaks down during interview

CHICAGO - C olorado’s Bill 
M cCartney broke dow n during a dis­
cussion w ith N otre Dam e’s Gerry 
Faust about stricken player Ed Rein­
hardt.

McCartney, invited to  take part in 
Faust’s w eekly telephone interview  
Tuesday, choked up while discuss­
ing Reinhardt, the tight end w ho had 
a b lood clo t rem oved from his brain 
after collapsing during a 27-20 loss 
at O regon last Saturday.

“We lost a great player in Ed Rein­
hard t and it has had a trem endous 
im pact on the team ,” said 
McCartney. “It w eighs heavily on 
everyone’s heart. ”

Faust recalled a similar situation 
w hen he was coaching at Moeller 
High School in  Cincinnati.

“I know  w hat Bill’s going 
through,” said Faust, “I w ent 
through a w eek of w hat h e ’s going 
through. You just don’t care about 
anything else excep t the kid w ho is 
in a coma. Right now  Bill cou ldn’t 
care about anything else, let alone 
wins and losses.”

Faust added that the youngster at 
M oeller recovered  and graduated 
w ithout suffering any brain damage 
and said he hoped  the same proved 
true for Reinhardt, w ho rem ained in 
critical condition  yesterday.

“I know  the C olorado players will 
com e in and play their hearts ou t for 
their team m ate Saturday,” said 
Faust.

N otre Dame and C olorado m eet 
Saturday at South Bend.

D espite the situation, chances of

Colorado, 0-2, upsetting N otre 
Dame are rem ote. Injuries in losses 
to  Michigan State and O regon have 
taken their toll on the Buffaloes.

“W e’re crippled  and hurting  
badly,” said- McCartney.

‘AJ’ effective backup to PinkettBy PHIL WOLF

It is about an hour before game 
tim e, and the N otre Dame soccer 
team  huddles quietly in the locker- 
room  in the bow els of Spartan 
Stadium at Michigan State U niver­
sity. The players are listening in­
ten tly  as Irish head coach Dennis 
G race explains the im portance of 
the game they are about to  play.

W hen G race finishes his speech, 
he  turns the floor over to  the team ’s 
captains, and senior tri captain 
Dom inick Driano stands up  to  face 
his team m ates. He is no t an e loquent 
speaker, bu t he  know s w hat the 
team  needs to  hear.

Driano tells the Irish that they 
m ust have confidence in the ir ability 
and that they m ust attack the Spar­
tans aggressively right from  the start 
o f the game. He encourages each of 
his fellow  fullbacks and then  
p rocedes through the en tire  lineup 
offering a vote of confidence for 
m ost of the players, singling them  
ou t and telling them  to  capitalize on 
their individual talents.

W hen the Irish take the field, they 
im m ediately p u t p ressure on  the 
Spartans, and, less than th ree 
m inutes in to  the game, N otre Dame 
leads, 1-0.

Dom Driano is the sw eeper on the 
Irish soccer team. He is the last line 
of defense in front of the goalkeeper, 
and he is the general w ho d irects the 
players on the field. He is the vocal 
captain on  the squad, w hile forw ard 
Rich H erdegen is th e  silent leader on 
the front line.

“Coach Grace said w e w ere 
reciprocals o f each o ther ( in  The 
Observer, Septem ber 13),” Driano 
recalls. "I think tha t’s p re tty  true. 
Rich is kind of silent all the tim e, and 
I guess I’m in the habit o f yelling. I 
get kind o f boisterous at tim es.”

Driano does m uch m ore than 
make a lot of noise in the defense. He 
constantly  m ust be aw are of the 
presence  of his opponen ts and the 
location of the ball. He then  m ust be 
able to  com m unicate w ith  his 
team m ates in front of him  to tell 
them  w here to  m ove on th e  field.

“Being the sw eeper on a team, 
you kind of have to  be vocal,” Driano 
claims. “I mean, you have to  tell guys 
to  slide left, slide right. (Y elling) 
kind of goes w ith  the position, I 
su p p o se .”

Although Driano is som ew hat re ­
sponsible for the m ovem ent of the 
fullbacks, he says that he does not 
need to  keep a very close w atch  on 
their activities on the field.

"Most of the players know  w hat 
they have to do,” he explains. 
“They’ve been  playing for so long 
that they know  w here the ball has to

go, and they know  how  to go about 
playing their positions. ”

In addition to  d irecting  his 
team m ates, Driano m ust be able to 
play solid defense himself. O ver the 
past tw o years, the 5-11, 170-pound 
senior has p roven  him self particu ­
larly capable at handling one-on-one 
situations. He says that he feels that 
he is in  a position to  affect the tem po 
o f the game, so it is im portan t that he 
play good defense.

“I guess being the sw eeper you 
kind of set a tone  on the team, ” 
D riano says. “If you go ou t there  and 
you’re  really fran tic .. . ,  well, then  it 
kind o f sets a tone for the game th a t’s 
frantic. But if you show  poise ou t 
there  on the field, the players think, 
‘Well, hey, he ’s got a lot o f poise,’ and 
it calms them  dow n so they  can play 
the ir ow n game. I think tha t’s im por­
tant.”

There is m ore to  playing sw eeper 
than just defending the goal, though. 
Driano explains that every player

W hen Irish enthusiasts think of 
N otre Dame’s offensive game, m ost 
m inds im m ediately conjure  up  vi­
sions of Heisman Trophy candidate 
Allen Pinkett. But there is a little 
know n force brew - ing in the Irish 
backfield and it broke ou t in last Sat­
urday’s con test against Michigan 
State. The force cam e in the form of a 
5-9, 187-pound package nam ed 
Alonzo Jefferson.

Jefferson, a sophom ore from  West 
Palm Beach, Florida, made the move 
from w ide receiver to  tailback late in 
his rookie season. W ith his im pres­
sive show ing in spring practice, he 
established him self as the top 
backup to  Pinkett.

• “I am very happy playing at the 
tailback position  now,' says Jeffer­
son. “I played tailback in high school 
so I’m com fortable w ith it.”

A gifted athlete w ith lots of savvy 
and a knack for running w ith the 
football, Jefferson gained 40 yards 
on 11 carries versus the Spartans. He 
also assists in the kickoff re tu rn  
duties w here he led the ”83 Irish 
squad w ith 10 for a 17.4-yard 
average.

“Alonzo is good enough that there 
is no reason he should be sitting on 
the bench,” claims head coach 
Gerry Faust. “This way w e can keep 
P inkett fresh, the same way w e do at 
fullback using bo th  Chris Smith and 
Mark Brooks. Allen will be m ore ef­
fective this way, plus h e ’s bound  to 
run a little harder w hen  he is in there 
knowing AJ (Jefferson) is around .” 

Certainly one w ould think that 
being the backup to  an Allen Pinkett 
w ould cause a player to  be a bit of a 
defeatest, bu t Jefferson’s attitude is 
far from that.

“A lot of team s key on Allen, so 
som etim es it is really hard for him  to 
get going,” explains Jefferson. “I 
think I can take som e of the pressure 
off of Allen. W hatever I have to  do to 
help the team, I’ll do.”
