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Rob Bertino, student body  p res i­
dent, called th e  special session to 
clarify the elec tion  ru les before 
ton igh t’s m andatory cand ida tes’ 
m eeting.

Unlike all previous senate 
m eetings, yesterday’s session was 
closed to the  public. Several 
senators w ere unable to explain the  
reason for the secrecy, b u t Bertino 
said, “I’m  trying to p ro tec t the m em ­
bers o f the senate.”

Apparently som e poten tia l candi­
dates for student offices had  already- 
begun to  collect endorsem ents for 
th e  upcom ing elections, and  Bertino 
called the  m eeting  to clarify e n ­
dorsem en t rules that Sienkiewicz 
said “have always been  a little  
fuzzy."

“We w anted to  nip the problem  in 
the bud ,” said Bertino. “It ( th e  
m eeting ) was for verification of the  
e lec tion  rules and Rule 11 in partic­
ular.”

Election Rule 11 states: “No one 
may receive o r solicit public en ­
dorsem ents from  any official organi­
zation o r  its m em bers w ith  the sole 
excep tion  of th e  media. “Official 
organizations are defined as all 
cam pus organizations w ith  norm al

D uring the past fou r years, this 
ru le  has been in te rp re ted  rather 
loosely, and m em bers of S tudent 
Senate, HPC and o ther organizations 
have been  allowed to endorse  candi­
dates, said Sienkiewicz. “It hap­
p en ed  last year a lo t,” h e  said. 
“W e’ve had no prob lem  w ith that.”

This year, how ever, w ith fou r pos­
sib le tickets for studen t body presi­
d en t, “In Joni Neal’s (d irec to r of 
S tudent Activities) w ords, th e  u n ­
d e rcu rren ts  have been  s tronger than 
in the past,” said Sienkiewicz. Neal 
w as presen t at yesterday’s m eeting.

The vote on  w hether to change 
th e  rule, and thus officially allow  the 
len ien t endorsem ent policy to  con ­
tinue, stood even at 5-5, w ith 4 
abstentions. A tw o th irds m ajority is 
need ed  to change election  rules.

Because the senate reaffirm ed the 
s tr ic t wording, O m budsm an now  
p lans to enforce a m ore literal in ter­
p re ta tion . “This year, w e’re  going 
w ith  the le tter of th e  law ,” said 
Sienkiewicz.

S tudent Senator Pat Brow ne said 
th e  senate’s decision “ really w on’t 
have an effect on  the  elections. ...
( E ndorsem ents) could give a person  
an undue advantage, but I don’t 
th ink  so."

Bouts continue amid controversy

The continuation  of the  Bengal 
Bouts boxing tournam ent, w hich 
raised more than $15,000 for th e  
missions of Bangledesh last year, 
has becom e a topic o f debate 
recently.

The tournam ent, w hich uses 
the m otto  “We fight to feed, ” has 
been a N otre Dame trad ition  
since 1929.

But the serious injury sus­
tained last year by graduate s tu ­
dent Pat Culhane and th e  
negative atten tion  focused on  
boxing in recen t years has 
brought the fu ture of the  Bengal 
Bouts into question.

The American Medical Associ­
ation recently  released a report 
condem ning boxing as “brutal, 
barbarous, and dangerous.” Long 
time boxing p roponen t H oward 
Cosell will no longer provide 
com m entary on the sport b e ­
cause of its danger. And th e  
strongest ou tcry  against boxing 
cam e w hen Ray “Boom Boom ” 
Mancini killed Duk Koo Kim in a 
bout several years ago.

Yet, on M arch 3, 5, and  8, th e

Bengal Bouts, involving 85 N otre 
Dam e students, will b e  fought for 
th e  55th consecutive year.

Mike Latz, presiden t o f the 
N o tre  Dame Boxing Club, 
defended  the  tournam ent, 
saying, “I think it’s im portan t that 
you distinguish betw een profes­
sional and am ateur boxing. In  p ro  
box ing  the fight is geared tow ard  
a knockout. For exam ple th ere  is 
n o  head gear, there are lighter 
gloves, and fifteen rounds.”

“The Bengal Bouts are  an 
am ateu r tournam ent," Latz con ­
tinued . “In am ateur boxing it is 
on ly  th ree  rounds, six teen ounce  
gloves are w orn, head gear and 
m ou th  pieces are required , and 
any stunning blow  stops the fight 
fo r a standing eight count. Every­
th ing  is geared for safety.”

Tom Kelly, D irector of Non- 
Varsity Athletics, also stressed 
th e  safety precau tions taken for 
th e  Bengal Bouts. Kelly said, 
“O ur safety record  is very good. 
T he boxers are given physical ex ­
am inations before they begin 
tra in ing  and again im m ediately 
p rio r to  their bout. There are  also 
first aid personnel at all training 
sessions and docto rs at ringside

during  the  actual bou ts .”
C oncern  for safety is also a 

de term inan t is the scoring. Kelly 
said “The fights are based on style 
and technique. O lym pic scoring, 
u sed  in the bouts, rew ards te c h ­
n ique equally w ith pow er. For in­
stance, a jab counts equally w ith 
a knockdow n.”

Pat Culhane, w ho suffered a 
b rain  hem orrhage w hile training 
for the bouts last year, was the 
first to  sustain a serious injury in 
th e  history of the Bengal Bouts. 
C ulhane was released from  the 
hospital after three days w ith  no 
ill effects.

Latz said that the Bengal Bouts, 
because of their p reventative 
m easures, have a b e tte r  safety 
re co rd  w ith regard to  serious in ­
jury than  interhall football.

W hen asked about the fu ture 
o f the  bouts in light o f the 
negative attention focused on 
boxing, Latz replied, “I’m  very 
optim istic. We had huge crow ds 
last year and I see no reason for 
tha t to  change. In regard to  the 
criticism  focused on  b o x in g - I’m 
suspicious of anyone w ho 
critic izes a sport they are no t a 
p a rt o f ”

Poets attending the festival are 
Alan Dugan, Howard N em erov, Mi­
chael Anania, and Jon Silkin. Dugan 
has w on tw o Pulitzer Prize awards 
and a National Book Award. 
N em erov has also w on a Pulitzer 
Prize and a National Book Award, 
and has published several w orks of 
fiction and non  fiction

Anania is a poet novelist most 
no ted  for his poem s in The C olor o f  
D u st  and R iversongs, and  for his 
novel The R ed  M enace. Silkin is an 
English poet w hom  Miller considers 
one o f the top  English p o e ts  living 
today.

“We w ere asked by the  peop le  
w ho run  the Rex Parade,” said Band 
D irector Robert O ’Brien. T he Rex 
Parade is the  official start o f  the 
Mardi Gras celebration.

Assistant Vice P resident for Stu­
dent Affairs Father Francis C-afarelli 
c ited  “intrusion into the  academ ic 
schedu le” as the main reason for not 
allowing the band to go. The band 
w ould have to leave for the  trip  on 
Sunday, Feb. 20, and miss c la s * s  the 
next th ree  days.

The Mardi Gras is an “entirely  
new  event,” Cafarelli said. Post 
season play in both  basketball and 
football are “expec ted” so partic ipa­
tion by the band is perm itted .

O ’Brien said that for th e  band to 
do anything out of the  ordinary, 
such as the trip  to New O rleans, re ­
qu ires special university perm ission. 
He said studen t affairs d en ied  the 
band perm ission to go fo r “various 
reasons, including missing clases.”

“U ndoubtedly there  w ere  o ther 
reasons,” O ’Brien said. “T he band 
has a p re tty  high (acad em ic ) 
average ”

T he only reason m en tio n ed  by 
Cafarelli was academ ic considera­
tion.

O ne band mem ber, w ho asked not 
to  be identified, said the b an d  d irec­
to rs sen t form s to the m em bers as­
king them  how  they w o u ld  feel 
about missing the th ree days o f class. 
“The decision was overw helm ing," 
he said, “Only four, five o r  six ou t of 
212 m em bers said they w o u ld  care.

But there is that 
rem aining ten  p ercen t w hen  - G od forbid - we actually 
need cheerleaders. Indeed, tha t’s w hy the school 
dresses, trains and flys these individuals to all po in ts of 
the country.

But these people aren’t leading cheers. They’re ro l­
ling around the floor of the  ACC doing im pressions of 
Jennifer Beals and Kurt Thomas.

Simple creativity is the request here. The best ch ee r­

leaders don’t just offer up the same old hash. The last 
cheer I can rem em ber the skirted crew  com ing up w ith  
is the “arm swim m ing back and fo rth” cheer. But even 
that crow d  favorite makes a rare appearance now  in the 
ACC. Handstands and a dance move that looks like an 
a ttem pt to dry fingernail polish is the standard fare. N ei­
ther p rom pt m uch in the way of response, save a sm at­
tering  of applause from  kinds patrons on the o ther side 

of the  arena.
I t’s clearly tim e to take

WASHINGTON - A band of p irates 
boarded  an American cargo ship 
leased to the Navy on Tuesday as it 
passed through th e  Strait of Malacca, 
tying up the sh ip’s captain  and 
making off with $19,471 from the  
ship’s safe, the Pentagon said yester­
day.

The incident o ccu rred  at night off 
the coast o f Indonesia as the SS Fal­
con  Countess w as traveling from 
Bahrain to  Guam, the M ilitary Sealift 
Com m and said in a statem ent. No 
one  was injured in the inc iden t and 
the  ship continued  on its route.

The assault by the pirates, w ho 
w ere  said to  be arm ed w ith knives 
and bayonets and travelling in a 
speedboat, is the  second  in tw o 
years involving a Navy chartered  
ship in the Strait of Malacca. The 
Sealift Arctic was boarded  by pirates 
on  Jan. 10, 1983, p rom pting  the 
Navy to issue instructions calling for

guards to  be posted  w hen  travelling 
through the  area.

The Military Sealift C om m and said 
guards had been  posted  on the Fal­
con  Countess, bu t that the ir special 
w atch  “had just ended  as the ship 
was leaving the “p irate  zone.”

According to  the com m and, 
p iracy attacks in the area have 
becom e alm ost rou tine since 1981 
and most com m ercial oil tankers 
traversing the strait have begun pos­
ting guards as well.

The Falcon C ountess was travell­
ing at roughly 13% knots at the tim e 
of incident, according to  the Pen t­
agon statem ent. The p irates ap­
parently  used bam boo poles w ith 
hooks to  clim b from  their boat on  to 
the  ship’s stern.

“The pirates then  rifled the ship’s 
safe, taking $19,471, and th rea tened  
and tied up the m aster, Capt. 
William Haney o f W est Palm Beach, 
Fla.,” the statem ent said.

Snow on campus parking lots sparks widespread criticism

Recent snowfalls have clogged 
m any cam pus parking lots, 
causing problem s for com m uting 
students and staff.

Lanes heavily clogged w ith 
snow  and parking spaces w hich 
are often im penetrab le  have 
provoked criticism  of th e  U niver­
sity’s snow  rem oval p ro ced u re  
am ong both students and staff.

Robert Miller, D irector of Uni­
versity Libraries, described  the

reaction  to snow  rem oval efforts 
as one of “alm ost universal u n ­
happiness recen tly .” Professor 
M ichael Etzel observed that 
“many m ornings it seem s they 
haven’t cleared the lots at all.”

Student Senator Javier Oliva 
agreed, saying that he had just 
spen t half an hour digging o u t his 
ow n  car and suggesting that the 
snow  crew s m ust be u n d e r­
m anned and ill equipped.

Dan Dedrick, d irec to r of Physi­
cal Plant, denied  O liva’s 
allegation, how ever, stating that

he is allowed to  spend as m uch 
m oney as he needs to  em ploy 
w orkers overtim e after a heavy 
snowfall.

C urrently th ere  are 15 men 
using 11 vehicles, tw o snow  
blow ers, and shovels to  c lear the 
cam pus of snow. The prio rity  list 
for these m en descends from 
roads and im portant sidewalks to 
studen t lots, w hich are dealt w ith 
last.

D edrick cited  several obsta­
cles to  effective p low ing of stu­
den t lots, noting that o th e r areas

OPEC decision to cut prices 
will not affect costs at pump

NEW YORK - Analysts said OPEC’s 
split decision yesterday to  cu t som e 
p rices for only the second  tim e in its 
25-year history is not likely to  lead 
to  im m ediate p rice cu ts at th e  gas 
pum p.

And for the tim e being, they said, 
p rices may level off o r nudge slightly 
higher.

“OPEC was responding  to  condir 
tions on the open  m arket, ra ther 
than leading the  way,” said Philip 
V erleger Jr., an oil industry  analyst 
for th e  consulting firm o f Charles 
River Associates. “The consum er has 
been  able to take advantage of m ost 
of w hat has happened  already. ”

W ith earlier price cu ts by OPEC 
com petitors, such as Britain, N or­
way, Canada and U.S. oil com panies, 
the average p rice  o f a gallon of 
gasoline has fallen 5.3 cen ts  in the 
past th ree  m onths, accord ing  to  a 
recen t nationw ide survey by Dan 
Lundberg, a Los Angeles gasoline 
price  consultant.

V erleger said that if th e  industry  
in te rp re ts  OPEC’s action  as a sign 
that the  price-cutting  is over, oil 
com panies that had p o stp o n ed  p u r­
chases because of p rice  uncertain ty

may resum e buying, pushing prices 
up  initially.

O n the New York M ercantile Ex­
change, p rices of con trac ts  for 
fu tu re  delivery of c ru d e  oil opened  
sharply h igher after the  O rganiza­
tion  of Petro leum  Exporting 
C ountries concluded  its special 
th ree  day m eeting w ith  its pricing  
announcem ent. The 27 cen t rise to 
$25.65 a barrel in con trac ts  for 
M arch delivery of W est Texas In ter­
m ediate m arked a rebound  from  a 
slum p that earlier in the  w eek had 
dragged the top  U.S. grade o f oil 
be low  $25 for the first tim e in m ore 
than five years.

Earlier today in Geneva, Sw itzer­
land, nine o f OPEC’s 13 m em bers 
ag reed  to reduce  som e p rices by up 
to  $1.41 a barrel. But th ree  m em bers 
w ho have been  pressing for holding 
the  line on prices - Algeria, Libya and 
Iran - refused to  go along and Gabon 
abstained. Nigeria raised its prices 
by 65 cents, restoring  part o f a $2 
cu t im plem ented  in O ctober, w hen 
it b roke ranks w ith the carte l to 
m eet com petition  from  Britain and 
Norway.

Each $ 1 cu t in the p rice  o f oil is 
equivalent to  a reduction  of 2% 
cen ts  a gallon in the price  of refined 
petro leum  products, such as 
gasoline or heating oil.

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Congressmen release new tax plan

WASHINGTON - Agreeing that 
A mericans need still low er tax rates 
and that solid support of P residen t 
Reagan is necessary, m em bers o f 
Congress yesterday in tro d u ced  
th ree  plans to  make sw eeping 
changes in the federal incom e tax.

The bills share one m ajor goal: all 
th ree  w ould  reduce  individual tax 
rates, continuing the three stage cu t 
that was enacted  at Reagan’s insis­
tence in 1981. They are aim ed at 
making the tax law fairer and 
simpler, although sponsors have dif­
ferent ideas on how  to reach  those 
goals.

At one new s conference yester­
day, Sen. Bill Bradley, D-N.J., Rep. 
Richard G ephardt, D Mo., Rep. Jack 
Kemp, R-N.Y., and his co-sponsor, 
Sen. Robert Kasten, R-Wis., appeared  
side by side urging support for the ir

different plans. A second new s co n ­
ference p rov ided  a forum  for Sens. 
D ennis DeConcini, D-Ariz., and 
Steven Symms, R Idaho, to  spell ou t 
th e ir proposal.

H ere are key provisions affecting 
individuals:

• Bradley G ephardt w ould
com press the p resen t tax rate 
struc tu re  (1 5  rates for single people , 
14 for joint returns, ranging from  11 
pe rcen t to  50 p e rc e n t)  into th ree  - 
14 percen t, 26 p e rcen t and 30 p e r­
cent. Sponsors say th ree-quarters o f 
taxpayers w ould pay only th e  14 
p ercen t rate.

N um erous deductions w ould be 
elim inated; those tha t rem ained 
w ould  be applied only against the  14 
pe rcen t rate. Personal exem ptions 
and standard deductions w ould  be 
increased. The first $11,200 earned  
by a four m em ber family w ould  be 
tax-free and autom atic annual tax

cu ts to offset inflation w ould be 
repealed.

* Kemp Kasten features a single 24 
p ercen t tax rate, b u t in effect there  
w ould  be a tw o rate  s tructu re  b e ­
cause the first 20 pe rcen t of wages 
sub ject to  Social Security tax - 
$39,600 this year - w ould be  exem pt 
from  incom e taxes at m ost incom e 
levels. Exem ptions and standard 
deductions w ould be raised. A four- 
m em ber family’s first $12,540 
w ould  be exem pt. A utom atic annual 
tax reductions w ould  be retained.

•The p lan  outlined  by DeConcini 
and Symms is a tru e  “flat tax ” be­
cause a single 19 p ercen t tax rate 
w ould  apply to all taxable incom e. 
All deductions w ould  be  repealed. 
The first $ 12,600 earned by a family 
of four w ould be  tax free. It is so 
sim ple that any perso n ’s tax re tu rn  
w ould  fit on  a postcard.

U.S. posts 
worst deficit 
in its history

WASHINGTON - The United 
States posted  its w orst trad ing  year 
in history in 1984 - a $123-3 billion 
deficit that nearly doubled  the old 
record, the governm ent rep o rted  
yesterday.

Both the Reagan adm inistration 
and private econom ists p red ic ted  0  
the trade deficit will grow  even n 
larger this year. X

The C om m erce D epartm ent said ^  
the 1984 deficit topped the  old mark 
of $69.4 billion set in 1983 and was 
alm ost th ree  tim es the 1982 level of 
$42.7 billion.

The grow ing deficits have been  
blam ed prim arily on the streng th  of 
the U.S. dollar, w hich since the fall of 
1980 has surged upw ard by m ore 
than 40  percen t against m ajor c u r­
rencies.

Since the dollar is not ex p ec ted  to 
drop significantly this year, m ost 
analysts expect the trade deficit will 
w orsen farther hitting $ 130 billion.

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Finns find wreckage of Soviet missile; apology issued
Associated Press

HELSINKI, Finland. - Finnish officials 
said yesterday they have found the 
wreckage of the  Soviet missile that 
strayed from a m ilitary exercise last 
m onth and that the  Russian w ords 
on  it confirm  it was a target drone, 
not a cruise missile.

Pieces of the  missile, hun ted  ever 
since it strayed from  Soviet naval e x ­
ercises in the B arents Sea Dec 28, 
w ere found on  a frozen Finnish lake.

The missile’s flight, first over a 
th in ly  populated area o f no rthern  
N orw ay and then  in to  Finland, 
w h ere  it disappeared from  radar 
screens, caused a sensation  w hen it 
w as initially described  by N or­
w egian officials as a stray cruise 
missile.

“ We found the nose o f the  missile 
and  chunks of m etal on th e  ice and 
th e  Russian tex t on  them  confirm s 
th a t the object was a flying target,”

Air Force Maj. Lars Fredriksson said 
at a new s conference.

Finnish Air Force divers are to  go 
beneath  the frozen surface of 
rem o te  Lake Inari today to  hunt for 
th e  main body of th e  missile, he said. 
The missile is believed to  be about 
45 feet under the ice.

“By the size of the  nose I w ould 
estim ate that the m issile was about 
10 m eters (3 3  fe e t)  long,” 
Fredriksson said.

In the area w here the  nose was

found th e re  was a cra ter like depres­
sion su rrounded  by packed ice, an 
indication  that som ething heavy had 
pen e tra ted  the frozen lake, the 
m ajor added.

He said he did not expec t the 
Soviets to  ask Finland to  re tu rn  the 
rem nants of the missile, because 
“junk is th e  best w ord to  describe 
w hat is now  left of it.”

The Soviet Union m ade an un ­
p reced en ted  apology to  N orway and 
Finland, saying a target missile had

gone off course during firing ex e r­
cises.

The search area was closed to  o u t­
siders after re indeer h e rd e r Veijo 
Saijets found a p iece of plastic there  
Monday.

“At first I thought the ob jec t was 
som ething fisherm en had left b e ­
h ind bu t on second though t it 
looked so peculiar and so unlike 
anything I have ever seen tha t I took 
it to the bo rder guard peop le ,” 
Saijets said.

Curtains up! Keenan stars come out tonight

E veryone in Keenan Hall is going 
crazy.

“I t’s a mess,” one residen t an­
nounced  last Sunday night be tw een  
breaths. “Just wait until W ednes­
day.”

He paused to answ er a fellow  
residen t’s question. “Yeah, 
Publicover. H e’s a freshm an dow n 
on th e  second floor.”

“People are just opening books 
n o w  (Sunday n igh t) for tom orrow , ” 
he continued. “And no one will do 
any w ork for the rest of the  week. In 
fact, I’m going to be at Saint Mary’s 
every night this w eek from  six until 
m idn igh t.”

He and m ore than 200 o th e r 
Keenan residents have had to  hold 
their calls as they p repared  for this 
year’s Keenan Revue, the  annual 
show case of Keenan talent w hich  
opens tonight at 8 in O ’Laughlin 
Auditorium  at Saint Mary’s. The 
show  also runs tom orrow  and Satur­
day nights at 8. Admission, as al­
ways, is free

“It’ll be new, and creative, b u t w e 
can’t tell you w hat’s in it,” says this 
year’s producer, Bill Boraczek, a 
senior from Larchmont, N.Y. B orac­
zek and d irec to r Neil K eohane, a 
jun ior from Natick, M ass, have 
been  devoting a lot of tim e to  p u t­
ting together this year’s revue. A lot 
of tim e.

“I do  the logistics work, ” says 
Boraczek. “The behind-the-scenes 
stuff. I take the p roduction  to  the 
steps o f O ’Laughlin, and Neil takes it

up th e  steps and on to  the stage. ”
A ccording to Boraczek, p repara­

tion for the  revue began as soon as 
"the curtain  w ent dow n” on  last 
year’s show. So although m ost 
peop le  may have just started  to 
realize w ith in  the last w eek or so 
that yes, th e  Keenan Revue does 
open  to n igh t, it actually has been  in 
its in troduc to ry  stages for som e 
tim e already.

Before th e  spring sem ester of 
1984 ended, the Revue’s new  d irec­
to r and p ro d u cer w ere chosen  (last 
year’s p roducer, Randy Fahs, and 
director, David Magana, bo th  
graduated). Last sem ester the 
rem aining staff was form ed by 
Boraczek and Keohane Jun io r 
Stephen Thom as and freshm an Paul 
Kane w ere picked as assistant d irec ­
tors, and sen ior Jim MacLennan 
com es all th e  way from San Ber- 
nadino, Calif., to serve as head . 
w riter.

O perating  under this small, 
sleepy eyed elite is most o f Keenan 
Hall. The show  will feature approxi­
m ately 225 enthusiastic residen ts in 
ro les as actors, musicians, w riters, 
ads salesm en, ushers, make-up 
artists, program  designers, T-shirt 
salesm en and p roduction  people. 
Non residents will be involved only 
in technical positions in O ’Laughlin, 
and as make-up artists. O nstage it 
will be Keenan, and no one else.

Planning lasted a long tim e. The 
majority o f skits, how ever, have a 
lifespan of no t m uch m ore than tw o

weeks. The typical skit is b o rn  as a 
sudden flash in the mind o f  som e­
one w ho is in  the m idst o f som e­
thing trivial, such as a ttending a

class, taking a show er, or just plain 
lyin’ around.

From th ere  the idea is w eaned for 
several m inutes in the mind, then  
schooled at See W hat Your 
Room mates- Think-Abou t-I t U niver­
sity, a grueling program  w hich 
operates on  a pass/fail grade sys­
tem. If the idea makes it past that 
point, it is sen t to  Audition College 
for the  M aster’s program , and if it 
survives there , it is ready to  face the  
real w orld, o r at least those m em ­
bers o f the real w orld  w ho w ere 
able to  get tickets.

“We had about 75 acts audition 
this year, ” notes Keohane. “T hat’s 
the m ost ever.”

If every ac t w ere allowed to 
perform , says Boraczek, the  show  
w ould run well over six hours. So 
from Friday afternoon until Satur­
day night, th e  acts w ere called and 
the few  w ere  chosen  to fill the tim e 
allotted the show. “It hu rt to cu t 
som e of the  stuff, ” admits Boraczek. 
“We had to  pick on  the basis of the  
m ost original, m ost prom ising acts. 
We had to  think o f what w ould look 
funny on stage.”

In the last week, the w hole show  
falls into place. O n Monday the acts 
w ere first p rac ticed  at O ’Laughlin; 
on Tuesday, m ost technical aspects 
of the  show  w ere ironed out; yes­
terday perform ers staged dress 
rehearsal.

Tonight, it’s show tim e.
“People are p re tty  excited ,” says 

sophom ore Brian Quinn, a fourth-

floor resident. “But everyone’s 
p re tty  relaxed, because it’s so m uch 
fun.”

“We re all looking forw ard to  it," 
adds freshm an Tom  Thanopolous. 
“T here’s a lo t o f dorm  p ride  in­
volved. It’s a lot o f fun for everyone 
around h ere .”

The fun began in 1977 as the 
concep t of tw o form er Keenan 
residents, Rick Thom as and Tom  
Lenz, as a m ethod  to  p rom ote  hall 
unity  and spirit, w hich Thom as and 
Lenz felt was no t up  to par. In its 
initial th ree  years, it was staged in 
W ashington Hall on  the N otre 
Dame cam pus, b u t was m oved to  
O ’Laughlin in 1980 to accom m o­
date its grow ing popularity. T here 
was som e fear that the large num ­
ber of people  in W ashington w ould  
literally bring the  house dow n.

So, in this, its n in th  anniversary 
( th e  Inform ation Please Almanac 
suggests, quite appropriately, that 
you bring a gift o f lea ther), the 
Keenan Revue is still going strong, 
its popularity  ram pant enough that 
som e w ere in line for the gratu itous 
tickets by 7 a.m. on  Tuesday m or­
ning. D istribution began at 4:30 
p.m.

But why, asks the  intelligent 
reader, is the  show  so popular?

“Well, i t’s free, ” says Keohane. 
“And it’s unique. I t’s a great date.
The w ea ther’s cold, so th e re ’s n o t 
many parties. It’s early in the  sem es­
ter, so studies are  just beginning, 
and that way K eenan residents can 
pu t a lot of w ork in to  it.

O f course, Keenan Revues d o n ’t 
grow  on trees, and the costs in­
cu rred  w hile pu tting  the show

together prov ide a p re tty  steady 
cash flow in one d irection . So ads 
are  sold, K eenan Revue T-shirts are 
sold, and m ost im portant, donations 
are encouraged at the d oo r in o rd e r 
to  offset th e  liabilities.

“Donations are ou r largest 
source,” says Keohane. “If w e d idn ’t 
have that, w e cou ldn ’t make it.” 

“O ur costs are just enough ,” adds 
MacLennan, pausing pensively,
“that if each person  com ing in to  the  
revue em ptied  his o r her w allet o r 
purse, w e’d just break even .” 

Keohane and Boraczek stress 
the ir thanks to  everyone associated 
w ith the revue, especially th e  staff 
at O ’Laughlin and Dr. Emil Hoffman, 
w ho is a staunch suppo rte r of the 
show.

And so, the annual barrage of 
talent and hum or w hich in the past 
has targeted  for abuse topics such 
as Cap’n C runch, the exam  and 
alcohol policies, Billy Joel, and 
N otre Dame stereotypes, goes on. 
Very little is sacred. Maybe n o th in g  
is sacred.

The Keenan Revue dem ands a lot 
o f work, from b o th  those involved 
in its p roduction  and those w ho 
m ust wait in line for tickets and 
th en  traverse the distance to  Saint 
Mary’s in cold, d reary  w eather. But 
fo r most, it’s w orth  it, even though 
th e  long hours may take their toll.

“Look at us,” said Keohane last 
Sunday in the lobby of LaFortune as 
he  po in ted  out the  double streng th  
bags under his eyes. “A w eek from  
today, w e’ll all b e  very tired 
peop le .”

Probably. But for now, they’re 
havin’ som e  fun.

There’s just no substitute for

D uring the Christmas holidays, I 
saw the R eplacem ents in co n ­

cert at a bar in Chicago. It was kind 
of a silly show, and the band, w hich 
hails from  Minneapolis, was in good 
spirits. The lead singer and rhythm  
guitarist, Paul W esterberg, kept 
pulling the co rd  o u t of lead guitarist 
Bob Stinson’s guitar and running 
away. Bob played a solo using his 
shoe as a pick, the roadie sang a 
song, and the band, w hich is filled 
ou t w ith  Bob’s 18 year-old bass- 
playing b ro ther Tomm y and d rum ­
m er Chris Mars, even sw itched 
instrum ents for a song.

W hat really struck me was that 
these four guys w ere not only 
having a good tim e, but they w ere 
also playing m usic that is not always 
funny; it has som e very serious 
m om ents. This delicate balance, in

general, results in “m usic that m at­
ters.”

This is exactly w hat the Replace­
m ents produce.

They put th e  fun, creativity, and 
message so dearly  needed  back in to  
music. Let I t B e, their latest album, 
displays their increasingly inim ­
itable style of garage rock and 
show s just w hy hip America is 
beginning to have a love affair w ith 
the Replacem ents.

Let I t  Be begins w ith  the single 
that could  very well break them  
th rough  to a larger audience. The 
song is “I Will Dare,” and it has 
been  receiving considerable ex p o ­
sure in clubs across the  country. It 
is a lighthearted, bouncy tune  about 
an aging man trying to  arrange a 
rendezvous w ith  a younger woman. 
He sings:

H ow  y o u n g  are  you?

H ow  o ld  a m  I?
Let's co u n t the rings a ro u n d  m y  

eyes
H ow  sm art are  you?

H ow  d u m b  am  I?
D on t co u n t a n y  o f  m y  advice

The lead singer, Paul, has a te r­
rific rock n ’ ro ller’s voice: gritty  yet 
still capable of sensitivity and em o­
tion, kind of like Bruce 
Springsteen’s. In “I Will Dare,” he 
plays the  old man perfectly, dow n 
to  the admission that he  needs 
som eone in his ii fe .A in ’t  lo s t y e t  so  

I  go tta  be a  w inner  
B acon a n d  cigarettes is a lousy  

d in n er

W hat h e ’s saying is tha t he needs 
som eone to care for him , to cook 
for him. He’s sick of bacon and 
cigarettes. Q uite unusual a concern  
for a rock band, huh?

It seem s as if the R eplacem ents 
have done som e serious thinking 
about loneliness and despair; p e r­
haps they’ve experienced  m ore 
than  their fair share o f it. “Sixteen 
Blue” is a serious song about the 
loneliness of grow ing up. It is about

real life, and how  kids try  to  cope 
w ith it. In it, W esterberg  sings how  
life can be so frustrating and boring 
w hen  you’re young:

D rive y o u rse lf  right up  the w a ll 
N o one  hears a n d  n o  o n e  calls 

I t ’s a boring  s ta te  
I t ’s a  useless w a it 

I  k n o w

This last statem ent about know ing 
w hat it’s like is a very ten d e r one, 
and w e know he means it. O ur 
teenage years are the hardest ones 
in ou r life. They’re filled w ith 
awkwardness, sexual am biguity, 
peer pressure, and just plain 
boredom . All these things are ad­
dressed in this song, and the  result 
of this is a confused W esterberg  
saying, “I don’t understand .” We 
can feel the tension in his voice, and 
suddenly  we rem em ber o u r high 
school days. “Sixteen B lue” gives a 
realistic view about m aturing, yet it 
show s empathy, in a way. Bob Stin­
son’s beautiful solo at the  end 
practically  speaks to us, and it 
evokes som e strong em otions. No 
o th e r song about youth that I know 
of does it better.

Off the dance floor, it’s mediocre music

T fm erg en cy  -Kool and the Gang, 
JOj the nine m em ber band from 
Jersey City that appeared on the 
scene over fifteen years ago w ith  a 
self titled  debu t song, has released a 
new album. It is named, o f course, 
Em ergency and is filled w ith the 
same com bination  of sleek pop, 
rythym and blues and fimk that has 
frequented  the charts regularly for 
the last seven o r so years. The band, 
led by bassist R obert “Kool” Bell 
and vocalist Jam es Taylor (yes, a 
d ifferen t Jam es Taylor ), is best 
know n for the  joyous pop  rom p 
“C elebration,” still a favorite at 
dances and parties, as well as the 
dow nright funky “Get Down on It,” 
the reggae tinged “Let’s Go Dan­
cing,” the sm ooth  middle-of-the- 
road R&B of “Joanna,” and o thers 
like “Ladies Night,” “Too Hot,” and 
“Tonight.” All these songs display 
the band’s knack for w riting irresis- 
table and professional songs.

Em ergency  w ill not disappoint ou r 
Top 40 music cu ltu re . “Misled,” 
already being heard  on  radios 
throughout th e  country  con tinues 
the  band ’s tradition  o f danceable, if 
shallow, hits.

The album blasts open  w ith the 
slam bam  title cut. “Em ergency” 
quickly establishes a catchy hook 
charged  by p o w er chords and 
th robbing  bass. Taylor’s unm is­
takable vocals shift in to  an apt and 
m elodic verse about heavy and 
uncontrollable passion bordering  
on the  suggestion o f violence. The 
song is tailor- made for dance floors, 
but th e  continuous beat tends to  
becom e m onotonous.

“Fresh ”, an easy-going love song, 
follows. The song is sleekly 
p roduced  and the image of an ind i­
vidual being fresh like a spring day 
engages but flounders w ith the 
standard  fare tha t fills the rest o f the 
lyrics.

“Misled,” the highlight of this 
collection , com es next. The tu n e’s 
title  is a pun referring  to the h ero ’s 
m isfortune in love and to th e  w o­
man w ho wreaks tha t havoc. Pow er 
chord ing  gives the song its p o w er­
ful feel and irresistable dance beat. 
H ow ever, the group’s lyrical weak­
ness rears its head in a line tha t gave 
m e a good laugh: She’s as heavy  as a  
C hevy! p u re  excitem en t/M isled ."

“Cherish,” a sw eet love song, 
ends the side. The song is genuinely 
p leasant to  listen to  despite my 
dislike of the w ord “cherish .” The 
lyrics foreshadow  la ter divine refer­
ences w hen Taylor wistfully croons: 
I f  y o u  receive y o u r  ca lling  before I  
w ake. This may be th e  next single.

The second side explodes like 
th e  first w ith the hypnotic beat of 
“Surrender.” The reco rd ’s sleek 
p roduc tion  continues, and the 
lyrics, though still about love, take a 
different approach, alm ost as if the 
song w ere politically o r morally 
motivated.

“Bad Woman, ” a soulful slow er 
song follows. The lyrics start on a 
b itte rsw eet ton e: Every tim e I  see 
lovers lo o k  in to  each o ther’s eyes, I  
rea lize  the best o f  m y  life  w as yo u , 
b u t slip into confusion in the 
chorus: B ad w om an, m ad  w o ­
m a n /y o u ’re the o n ly  one to  sa tisfy  
the m a n . I may be slow, but I find 
no t even a hint of explanation  as to 
w hy the wom an is bad  or mad.

The album ’s final song is in 
keeping with same musical groove, 
b u t takes an in teresting  lyrical turn. 
“You Are the O ne” is sprightly 
synth funk about a different kind of 
love love of God. T he w ords create 
a new  dim ension to  th e  g roup ’s 
music, for me anyway, w hich has so 
often relied on standard  them es of 
love and fun. H ere’s an excerp t 
from  the only lyrics p rin ted  on the 
album  jacket:
In  the nam e o f  the o n e  w ho’s gra­

cious,
the  one w ho’s m ercifu l, h igh and  

m ighty,
w e can fe e l it, through  y o u r  p res­

ence
a l l  a ro u n d  us everyday. When  

w e’re
sing ing , w orking, p la y in g , w e g ive  

praises  
to  y o u r  name. We th a n k  the  

Creator fo r  
blessing us w ith  success.

The w ords are touching, bu t the 
song’s seven m inutes runs too  long.

Kool and the Gang have as­
sem bled a sleekly p roduced  pack­
age of danceable ditties. T here are 
tw o no tes to make though.

First, after a decade o f fluffy, 
disposable lyrics, I find it hard  to 
take them  any m ore seriously than 
sm artly fitted dressing. T hat’s 
p recisely  why “You Are the O ne” 
surprised  me. So many o f their

songs have dealt w ith love tha t the 
w ords have becom e m eaningless 
and indifferent.

Second, excepting the  occasional 
clicks of brilliance that have 
produced  m em orable songs like 
“M isled” and “C elebration,” m uch 
of th e  band’s material struggles to 
rise above m ediocrity, desp ite  
danceable rythyms and pleasant 
melodies.

Still, “Misled” lingers in my ears ..

ou tcom e.” This may seem  to be 
an exaggeration, b u t Jim  Schaf­
fer, author o f “How to  G et a 
B etter Job in Indiana - Bullish 
Success,” believes th e  heart of an 
in terview  is in the first four 
m inutes and the greatest im pact 
is m ade in the opening seconds.

“A good beginning and closing 
will leave the best im pression on 
an in terview er,” Schaffer says.
He notes that creativity in an 
interview  will leave a lasting 
im pression on the prospective 
em ployer. Schaffer uses the term  
“Halo effect” to describe the act 
o f em phasizing notable achieve­
m ents that will w o w  the  in te r­
v iew er and overshadow  m inor 
po in ts that might d e trac t from 
o n e ’s desirability as a potential 
em ployee.

Schaffer offers these and o ther 
“new  and radical” concep ts  in 
“Bullish” to provide an updated  
approach to a job search. He felt 
a fresh outlook was needed  to 
survive in a job m arket flooded 
by new  college graduates as well 
as new ly unem ployed.

Schaffer focused on  four basic 
prob lem s usually en coun te red  
during  an applicant’s search  for a 
job. First and most im portan t is 
the  applicant’s ability to deal 
w ith  rejection  - it generally ac­
com panies interview ing. Self­

confidence is a m ust w hen 
making th e  rounds of in terv iew ­
ing.

O f alm ost equal im portance  is 
th e  need to  focus o n e ’s energies. 
Many people  head  in too m any 
d irec tions as they consider em ­
ploym ent possibilities. A good 
h ard  look at what one w ants do 
w ith  his o r her life is necessary 
to  find success and happiness in 
th e  vocational world.

O ne im portant strategy for 
interview ing is the use of m ar­
keting tactics. The applicant 
should  “hook” the p rospective 
em ployer into w anting to know  
m ore  about their p rospective 
em ployee. Schaffer stressed  that 
sensitivity to  the needs of the  
interview ing com pany will help 
th e  applicant to assert talents 
and  interests according to  w hat 
w ill best fit those needs. This 
gives an opportunity  to  d em o n ­
stra te  creativity w hile m aintain­
ing an image that w ould fit the ir 
“te a m .”

Although an applicant may 
no t, at first, seem to  fit the p e r ­
ceived image of a com pany, 
Schaffer feels there  are ways to 
reac t w ithin an interview  that 
w ill overcom e these 
deficiencies. A good strong  a tti­
tu d e  and self pro jection  show  
th e  interview er that one is 
seriously in terested  in the co m ­
pany.

The Kinks, a legend in their own time

The R eplacem ents give an a lte rn ­
ative look at ano ther seem ingly 
superficial topic - androgyny. 
“A ndrogynous" tells about tw o 
people, Dick and Jane, w earing 
clo thes associated with the op p o ­
site sex. Dick and Jane love each 
o ther, b u t peop le  laugh at them . 
T hey’re happy w ith  how  they are, 
and as Paul W esterberg po in ts out, 
“Cupie dolls and urine stalls w ill be 
laughed at the w ay you’re laughed 
at now .” The song doesn’t en co u r­
age androgyny p e r  se, bu t it does 
seem  to support individualism, 
ano ther im portan t them e for the  
Replacem ents.

This them e is touched  upon in 
“A nsw ering M achine,” a song about 
how  m achines can interfere w ith 
hum an com m unication. It poses a 
sim ple question: How to  say “I love 
you” to an answ ering machine? O r 
“I’m lonely”? O r “good night”? O r “I 
miss you”? Obviously, you can’t say 
any of these to a m achine; only a 
real person  will do. So Paul quiver- 
ingly says, “Oh, I hate your answ er­
ing m achine.” T he song is solely 
Paul’s, as he  plays a pow erful guitar 
part w ith no  backing. The song

fades w ith a reco rd ing  o f an o p e r­
a to r repeating itself over and over, 
and it makes a s ta tem en t on the 
difference betw een  m achines and 
humans.

Not all o f Let I t  Be's songs are as 
thought provoking as these, but, 
nonetheless, they  are still great. 
“Favorite Thing” is full o f incom ­
p le te  statem ents like “Yeah, I know. 
I love. I kill. I sm oke. I drink. And 
I’m feeling sw ell.” It is probably  just 
a nonsensical song played very 
tightly, bu t it does say som ething. It 
is kind of a love song, w ith  its 
chorus of “You’re  my favorite 
thing. ” The playing on this song is 
great, and it is o n e  of th e  album ’s 
m ore fun num bers.

T here are tw o really hilarious 
songs on Let I t  B e, “Tom m y G ets 
His Tonsils O ut,” and “Gary’s G ot a 
Boner.” “Tom m y” is a visit to  the 
local psychopathic dentist, or 
w hoever it is w ho takes ou t tonsils. 
M onster guitar riffs and fast bass and 
drum s accom pany Paul W ester 
berg ’s overanxious yellings like: 

Let’s ge t th is  over w ith  
I  tee o f f  in  a n  h o u r  

D idn ’t  w ash up

Yesterday  /  to o k  a  show er  
This tain ted  look at dentists is 
played up  to  the  max. Paul’s d oc to r 
character is tense, im patient, and 
not very  ded ica ted  to  his work. For 
instance, the cho rus goes “Rip rip! 
Rip ’em o u t now! Rip rip! W e’re 
gonna rip  ’em  ou t now !” Not too  
subtle. And if you listen carefully, 
you can hear the  patien t asking the 
dental assistant w hat she’s doing 
after the operation . You’ll crack up. 
“Gary’s G ot a B oner” is p re tty  self- 
explanatory, and morals d ictate  that 
I not go any fu rther into details. It’s 
sufficient to  say that it is really 
funny. And the  R eplacem ents even 
give partial songw riting  cred it to 
Ted Nugent, w hose “Cat Scratch 
Fever" riff they obviously stole.

They do perform  one legitim ate 
cover version on Let I t  Be, and that 
is Kiss’ “Black D iam ond.” This 
cho ice is kind of a bow  to  Kiss, w ho 
really d idn’t make lousy m usic at 
th e  start of the ir career. Kiss helped  
to  form the R eplacem ents’ trashy 
sense of m usic taste; Kiss was, at the 
beginning, just a garage band like 
th e  Replacem ents. The Replace­
m ents play “Black D iam ond” as it’s

m eant to  be played - very  loose. 
G one are Peter Criss’s opera tic  
tendencies. Gone are the  droning 
guitar chords at the end. This is 
minim alist garage rock. C hris Mars' 
drum m ing is perfect, and th e  Stin­
son bro thers do  it right, too . Paul 
W esterberg’s singing com es close 
to  m asterpiece quality. At one 
poin t, he sings the w o rd  “thum b,” 
as in “they got you u n d e r their...”, in 
a way that I w ish 1 cou ld  frame. This 
song is done so well, it d o esn ’t even 
sound like a cover version. Q uite 
impressive.

As you m ight have guessed, I 
really like this album. I th ink  that 
only Bruce Springsteen’s B o ra  in  
the  U SA . surpasses it as the  best 
album  o f 1984 .Let I t  B e  h its hom e 
in so many ways that it is hard  to 
resist. It is bo th  tender and  hard- 
rocking, and always inspired . Bands 
o f this caliber are rare, and they 
rep resen t the small m inority  of 
good American rock n ’ ro ll bands.

non Beatle g roup  from Britain to  
have a num ber one  song in America 
- “You really G ot Me, ” ( 1964). 
Twenty-one years later, they p e r ­
form  in th ree  videos for MTV, one  
of w hich is the channel’s finest.

This g roup  needs no fu rther 
in troduction . I’m  referring, of 
course, to  The Kinks.

How does this band rem ain so 
strong, in teresting  and popu lar after 
over 20 years? T he answ er is very 
simple: Ray Davies, the  lead singer 
and songw riter, is a charism atic 
genius. Musically, h e ’s been  able to 
create  over tw o decades of 
pleasurable music. Lyrically, his w it 
and optim ism  are  reknow ned, com ­
bining social satire w ith personal 
statem ents. Personally, h e ’s able to 
win anyone to his side w ith  his 
warm, friendly approach. His p e r­
sonality, m ore than anthing else, has 
held  this group toge ther and kept 
its audiences in terested .

And now , Ray Davies has done it 
again. W ord o f  M o u th , released 
about a m onth  ago, is a co llec tion  of 
intelligent, fun songs from  rock ’s 
m ost accessible perform er. Al­
though Davies h im self has been  
beset by personal p roblem s (re c e n t 
dissension w ith in  the band, and the 
recen t defection  of Chrissie H ynde 
of the P re tenders from his life), his 
lyrics rem ain ultim ately optim istic 
and at times, hum orous.

Ray Davies is usually at his w orst 
w hen experim en ting  w ith hard  
rock. Even this type of song 
succeeds to  a degree  on  W ord o f  
M outh. T he tw o exam ples of this 
type of song, “Sold Me O ut” and the 
title song, are m ediocre  in th em ­
selves, bu t are saved by the sm ooth  
guitar w ork of Ray’s b ro th e r Dave.

The Kinks are at their best w hen  
Ray is mellow, th e  sound becom es 
lighter w ithou t becom ing  easy 
listening m aterial. Here his lyrical 
w it shines, and h e  dem onstates the 
in teresting  qualities of his voice.
For exam ple, “G ood Day” is a quiet, 
nostalgic p iece  w ith  an optim istic 
look to th e  future, in w hich his 
voice sounds confident and sm ooth. 
In this song, h e ’s like a m odern  
Dickens, c reating  vivid and in te re st­
ing characters and draw ing us in to  
his w orld. H ow ’s this for a bit of 
nostalgia?

h e  becom es to o  sentim ental. The 
song is very short, b u t stands out as 
one  of Ray Davie’s g reat mistakes.

The album  bounces back with 
“Sum m er’s Gone, ” a song w hich 
seem s con trad ictory  in them e to 
“G ood Day” b u t is in teresting  m usi­
cally. “Going Solo ” is a brilliant 
p iece  o f music, a song as good as 
any h e ’s done in the eighties, w ith 
the  possible excep tion  o f “Too 
H ot.”

Even Dave, in the tw o  songs h e ’s 
w ritten  for the  album, appears in 
fine form  here. His song “Guilty,”

like “Sold Me O ut,” is w eak in itself 
b u t is streng thened  by great guitar 
work. His o th e r  song, “Living on a 
Thin Line,” is good sim ply because 
it sounds m uch like Ray’s work. His 
voice is d ro p p ed  dow n from  its 
usual screech  in this w ork and its 
them e recalls som e o f  the g roup’s 
w ork  from  the sixties, w ith refer­
ences to  “kings in days of old, ” 
rem in iscen t o f “Victoria.”

The Kinks make great music as 
they have for over tw en ty  years. It’s 
th e  personality  of Ray Davies that 
makes th e  g roup  a legend in its ow n 
tim e. H e’s an ex trem ely  likeable 
person  and a terrific showman. It is 
this warm , absorbing personality 
that has kept th e  Kinks musically 
active and im portan t after tw o 
decades o f w ork.

O ne band, nearly dating back to 
the b irth  of rock, deserves 

special a tten tion  in that they dem ­

A few days ago, a landm ark case involving 

journalism  was settled. After digesting a 64- 
page charge and deliberating  for considerable 
time, a jury ru led  tha t Tim e magazine, w hile

negligent in checking the accuracy of its 
reporting, had not libeled form er Israeli 
Defense Minister Ariel Sharon in a Feb. 21, 
1983 cover story  regarding an official Israeli 
governm ent report on the 1982 mass m urder 
of several hundred  Palestinian refugees in 
Beirut, Lebanon.

The $50 million lawsuit c en te red  on one 
paragraph in the eight page story. The passage 
stated  that “Sharon told (L ebanese officials) 
that he expected  (m ilita ry ) forces to  go into 
the refugee cam ps and . . . that th ere  was a 
need  to take revenge for” th e  then-recen t as­

sassination of Lebanese President-elect Bashir 
Gemayel. In effect, alleged Sharon, the Tim e 
story  im plied that he bore “ind irect responsi­
bility” for the massacre and thus tarn ished his 
reputation

The trial itself was ex trem ely  unusual, as 
bo th  plaintiff and defendant claim ed that Is­
raeli security  m easures den ied  them  access to 
inform ation vital to  their respective cases. An­
o th e r oddity  was the fact that the jury, instead 
o f re turn ing  a guilty or not gulity verdict, had 
to  rule on th ree  issues: First, could the 
aforem entioned passage be in te rp re ted  as 
defam ing Sharon? Second, was the  co n ten t of 
th e  paragraph false? Finally, did Tim e  p rin t the 
item  w ith a “high level o f aw areness” o f its 
falsity? The jury answ ered “yes” to the first 
tw o, “n o ” to  the third. The magazine was 
found not guilty.

Regardless of the ou tcom e, the 
Sharon/7t'me case sets a dangerous precedent. 
Every tim e a politician, foreign o r dom estic, 
disagrees w ith som ething repo rted  by the 
new s media, he  could conceivably sue and

then  orchestrate the  suppression  of evidence 
on “security” grounds. “I don ’t see w hy 
(controversial Libyan lead e r) Muammar 
Khadaffi can’t sue and then  say every piece of 
evidence is a state secre t,” said Tim e Inc.’s 
ch ief defense counsel Thom as Barr.

This entire debacle calls in to  question the 
role of the news media in today’s w orld. In my 
opinion it has never changed: to inform  the  
general public about w hat is going on and 
how  it affects them . G ranted, m odern  techno l­
ogy has drastically changed the  m ethodology 
of new s gathering over the years, bu t the u l­
tim ate objective rem ains the  same. O f course, 
the m edia is obligated to  accom plish this task 
in as objective and im partial m anner as possi­
ble.

The journalistic profession has always been 
largely self regulating Does the Sharon case, 
and o thers similar to it like W estm oreland vs. 
CBS, mean that the m edia needs m ore regula­
tion? Do w e need a w atchdog  agency to keep 
an eye over the press! A b so lu te ly  no t!

Let’s face it: public figures such as generals, 
p residen ts and dictators are all adults now. 
T hey’re heavy h itters in the na­
tional/in ternational spotlight. T hey’re in the 
big leagues now. Assuming that the press 
satisfies its responsibility to  be fair, accurate 
and impartial, these public figures have n o th ­
ing to snivel and w hine about. By doing so, 
they only succeed in show ing the ir childish 
nature  to  the w orld, so rt of like the Little 
Leaguer w ho threatens to  go hom e and take 
the  only baseball bat unless he gets to  bat 
leadoff and play w hatever position  he wants.

Public figures are exactly  that: public. 
Everyone should be accountable for their ac­
tions. Why should such persons be  any differ­
ent? If Sharon had asked me for advice, I w ould 
have made it brief:grow  up .

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Gary Voce emerges from shadows 
to contribute much to Irish team

It is hard to imagine a 6-9 person  
becom ing lost in the shadow  of a six- 
footer, bu t w hen one considers that 
the shadow  is that of David Rivers, a 
figure w ho stands larger than life on 
the N otre Dame basketball team , it is 
easier to picture.

W ith all of the com m otion  sur­
rounding the arrival o f Rivers last 
fall, th ree  o ther freshm en on  the 
Irish squad w ere nearly forgotten. 
Among these three “fo rgo tten” 
players was Gary Voce, a 6-9, 235- 
pounder from  the Bronx, N.Y.

D espite the fact tha t Rivers 
received m ost of the atten tion  from 
the public early in the season, the 
Irish coaches knew  that they had  a 
player that they could co u n t o n  in 
Voce. He has seen playing tim e in 
every one o f N otre Dam e’s 16 games 
so far this season.

Voce has averaged only about 
nine m inutes in those games, b u t he 
has learned to  live with his ro le as a 
substitute player. He has com e off 
the bench  to  lead th e  team  in 
scoring on  tw o occasions. He 
pum ped in 17 points and grabbed  15 
rebounds against St. Francis, and  he 
led th e  Irish over Valparaiso w ith  14 
po in ts and 13 rebounds. Still, Voce 
know s that this is not his year to  lead 
the team .

“All I can really do th is year,” he 
admits, “is w ork as hard as I can  at 
prac tice  to  help  the  team  to  get b e t­
ter and be ready w hen I’m called 
upon. I w on t be the deciding factor 
in a game, b u t I can help  the team  
w in a game by practicing  hard  and 
help ing to get the team p um ped  up .”

H ead Coach Digger Phelps says he 
cou ldn ’t be  happier w ith  the way

Voce has accep ted  his role this year. 
A coach can ask for little m ore than a 
player w ho knows w hat is expected  
of him  and th en  delivers on tha t ex ­
pecta tion  as Voce has.

“He’s got to  becom e a player for 
us,” Phelps says. “The po ten tia l’s 
there, and h e ’s just got to get the 
game experience. By the tim e h e ’s a 
junior, he should b e  able to  step 
right in .”

That necessary playing tim e 
com es slowly, though, and Voce says 
sitting on the bench was the biggest 
adjustm ent he  had to  make com ing 
to  N otre Dame after starting on his 
high school team  for th ree years.

“I guess th a t’s p re tty  hard  to  ac­
cep t at first,” Voce says w ith  an 
honesty  that is manifest in his quiet 
tone, “b u t you just look dow n the 
road and see that everyone does it; 
you ’ve got to go through it. So th a t’s 
the  ro le for this year, and nex t year I 
hope to  be playing a lot m ore. And 
junior year it’s up to  me, I guess, b e­
cause th ere  w o n ’t be anybody else in 
front o f me.”

Voce seem s to be  at the age at 
w hich h e  is young enough to  believe 
that he can do anything if he p u ts  his 
m ind to  it and m ature enough to  ac­
cep t th e  criticism  and lim itations 
given him  by  his coaches. He 
m odestly  states that he  thinks h e  is a 
good reb o u n d er and inside scorer, 
b u t w hen  asked about his w eaknes­
ses, he rec ites Phelps’ criticism s.

“My w eakness is lack o f consis­
tency and  aggressiveness 
som etim es,” he  says. “Coach says I 
fall in to  lapses and I can  play hard  for 
probably  only a tw o-m inute spurt. 
H e  says this, n o t me.”

Voce recognizes, how ever, the 
im portance o f im pressing his coach 
w ith his ability and his effort.

“Some games, I’ll get in and find 
o u t that no th ing’s going right for the  
first tw o m inutes or so,” he explains. 
“And I’m  not going to be in there  for 
too  long, so I hope that for the few  
m inutes I’m in there, it’s going to  
start w orking right off the bat.”

W hen things do  fall into place for 
th e  big man, im pressive things can 
happen, as he  show ed against St. 
Francis and Valparaiso. It seem s as 
though Voce has a knack for com ing 
up  w ith a big play w hen he is in the 
game. Indeed, as Phelps po in ts out, 
th e  native of Jam aica has a knack for 
the  game of basketball, w hich he 
d idn ’t begin playing until he was 13

“This kid’s a raw  talent,” Phelps 
says. He w asn’t th ree years old, ou t 
there  dribbling  on the streets. He 
w as out in Kingston, Jamaica, having 
p ina coladas.”

Although Phelps’ account is em ­
bellished a little  bit, the underlying 
po in t is clear: Voce still is at an early 
stage in his career. He certain ly  has 
com e a long w ay since his friends in 
seventh grade tried  to  in terest him 
in  using his th en  6-6 frame to  play 
basketball, b u t his full potential is 
ju st now  being tapped. It’s just a m at­
te r  of getting  game experience.

So w hat of playing in the shadow  
o f  David Rivers? Does it b o ther 
Voce? No.

In fact, Rivers and Voce have been 
good friends since they m et last 
year. Rivers has nothing b u t praise 
for his classm ate, and Voce sits back 
and  takes it w ith  a hum ble smile.

Of course, it’s only a m atter o f 
tim e before Voce could be regularly 
on  the end o f Rivers’ fast break 
passes. The tw o friends may eventu­
ally cast quite a large shadow  to ­
gether.

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Freshmen McNeill, Mooney rank 
among top scorers for hockey team

Every ath lete  strives to play to  the 
best o f his o r her abilities. Gaining 
recognition  from  coaches and  fans 
can give the ath lete added satisfac­
tion for the  effort put forth.

Two freshm en hockey players 
have d iscovered  that hard  w ork  can 
make th e  adjustm ent to  the college 
hockey environm ent bo th  beneficial 
and enjoyable.

Of th e  seven freshm en w ho have 
seen action  thus far w ith  this 
season’s N otre Dame hockey team , 
Mike McNeill and Tom  M ooney 
have stood  out above the  crow d.

Both are cen te rs and bo th  are  in 
the top  five on  the Irish scoring 
chart, w here  they have been  from 
the beginning o f the campaign.

McNeill, a 6-1, 175 p o u n d er from 
South Bend St. Joseph’s High School, 
recen tly  jum ped ahead of M ooney 
into th e  fourth  spot by v irtue  o f his 
tw o goal and three assist p e rfo r­
m ance against Lake Forest o n  Jan. 
23. In 19 games, McNeill has 
no tched  12 goals and 15 assists.

M ooney, a native of th e  P ittsburgh 
area, stands 5-11 and w eighs 180 
pounds. He has tallied 26 points, 
w ith 11 goals to  his credit.

N either M ooney nor McNeill 
flaunts his achievem ents. But at the 
same tim e, bo th  are ex trem ely  
proud  to  be contribu ting  to th e  team  
at such  an early po in t in their 
careers. And each expresses his 
feelings in his ow n m odest way.

“It makes me feel great,” says 
M ooney, “because in the beginning, 
I was just happy to make the team . I 
d idn’t know  if I was good enough, so 
I was really scared about th e  situa­
tion at first.”

“Things are going w ell,” adds 
McNeill. “I get a lot of help  from  my 
team m ates and that makes it easier. 
My goal is to  keep im proving as a 
player. The points a ren ’t th e  m ost 
im portan t factor. I w ant to  rem ain  a 
team player. ”

D espite the ir hard w ork and de­
term ination  on the ice, both  
M ooney and McNeill are actually  ex ­
trem ely  shy and quiet w hile away 
from the  game. Both seem  to  have 
found a way to  successfully separate  
the tw o  different parts of the ir lives.

“I really am a shy perso n ,” says 
McNeill w ith a slight grin. “I have a 
hard tim e sitting dow n and really 
talking to  som eone. I think in a way, 
this a ttitude  carries over to  th e  ice, 
bu t n o t in such a way that I am  afraid 
to play my game. I can change 
enough to  be outgoing and  ag­
gressive w hen  I play.”

“Well, yes I am pretty  qu iet off the 
ice,” M ooney responds politely . 
“But I do  change w hen I’m playing. 
Actually, I prefer rough gam es to  
skating games.”

M ooney is not a regular v isitor to  
the penalty  box, but he has m ade 10 
trips in that d irection  this season. 
And he  has also dem onstrated  that 
he can effectively throw  his w eight 
around. A Hartford w riter c ited  a 
crunch ing  check delivered  by 
M ooney against a Yale p layer - 
during the  Phoenix Mutual - as the 
best check  of the tourney.

McNeill on the o ther hand, has 
had just tw o penalties, bu t th a t is in 
part due to  different s treng ths and 
styles o f play.

“I try  to  anticipate things,” says 
McNeill. “I feel com fortable playing 
hockey and I like to believe tha t b e ­
cause of my understanding o f the 
game, I can be a sm ooth p layer.” 

“The line I’m on now  is m ore  of a 
grinder line, ” says Mooney, w h o  was 
m oved before the Alaska-Fairbanks 
game to  the second line to  add 
quickness to the abilities of 
linem ates Dave Waldbillig and  Jeff 
Badalich. “Now we try to  get up  on 
the play and force things.”

Up until the change, M ooney had 
skated betw een  co-captain Brent 
C hapm an and Tim Reilly on  the 
team ’s top  scoring line. McNeill has

now  assum ed that spot. But the 
change gives Mooney a b e tte r  
chance to  utilize what he considers 
his best ability.

“My skating is my strongest 
point,” says Mooney. “I d o n ’t have a 
great shot, so playing w here  I am, I 
can rely on my skating to help make 
things happen .”

“Moving to  first line was really no 
big deal,” responds McNeill. “I just 
try to do  my best w herever I play. 
Tom ’s ability will help add m ore 
consistency to  our lines.”

Aside from the m ost recen t 
change for McNeill, he also spent 
five games on  defense due to  a 
shoulder injury to co-captain Bob 
Thebeau in th e  series at Michigan 
Dearborn.

“My first series on defense w as at 
St. Thom as,” says McNeill. “They

w ere very quick and I felt very un­
com fortable playing back there. I’m 
m ost used to playing forw ard.”

Getting o rien ted  to  a new  style 
and level of play can be a difficult 
task. But Irish head coach Lefty 
Smith feels that M ooney and McNeill 
have adjusted quite well to college 
hockey.

“Both of them  have done a 
fabulous job,” says Smith. “They are 
probably w ithou t a doubt the brig­
htest spots am ong the freshm en.”

Each has con tinued  his sm ooth 
play and will be  coun ted  on in the 
games still ahead.
j  M ooney and McNeill are both 
new com ers to  college hockey, but 
their drive and determ ination  can 
only help s treng then  the N otre 
Dame hockey program  in the  u p ­
com ing years.

Women’s team faces friendly rival

Friendly com petition  - it’s rarely 
seen betw een  tw o team s w ho are 
considered  b itte r rivals.

But the  m ood will be cordial 
w hen the  N otre Dame w om en’s 
swim team  w elcom es Saint Mary’s 
College to  the  Rockne M emorial 
Pool nex t Saturday afternoon at 2.

In preseason activity, N otre  Dame 
handily defeated the Belles in the  
N otre Dame Relays last N ovem ber. 
While the  Irish expect to  defeat the  
Belles on  Saturday, they anticipate 
som e com petative races.

“I think both team s are o u t to  have 
fun,” says Irish co-captain V enette 
C ochiolo. “W e’ll try to use  each 
o ther to  im prove ou r tim 
don’t w ant to  p e rp e tu a te  th e  
rivalry.”

Relations betw een  N otre Dame 
and Saint Mary’s thaw ed w hen  th e  
tw o team s shared a ho tel during a 
training trip  to  Puerto  Rico over 
Christm as Break.

“W e have a good relationship, 
even though w e’re dom inant,” says 
N otre Dame head coach D ennis 
Stark.

“T hey’ve got a good program , but 
w e’v e  got m ore d ep th ,’’says C oc­
hiolo. “T here should be  som e good 
races, but the  edge w e have is our 
dep th .”

T he Irish jum ped back into action  
this sem ester after an im pressive 
th ree  m eet sw eep on th e  East Coast 
last w eekend. The six-day road trip 
im proved N otre D am e’s overall 
season record  to  6-1.

“T he trip  gave us a little  exposure 
for o u r program  out East and gave 
the team  a chance to see a part o f the 
country  it may never see again,” ex ­
plains the veteran  swim coach. “It 
also gave the  team  an oppo rtun ity  to 
pull together a little m ore.”

O n Sunday, the Irish decisively 
defeated Holy Cross College, 79-60, 
and Providence College, 84-40, in a 
triple dual m eet in W ooster, Mass. 
N otre Dame com piled 10 first-place 
finishes against Holy Cross and 12

first place finishes against Provi­
dence.

As the m eet progressed, the Irish 
swam exhibition against the ir oppo­
nents.

“In the second half of th e  m eet, 
w e got the chance to  move th e  girls 
around and le t them  swim different 
things,” explains Stark.

“It was a lot of fun and w e got to 
relax ,” no tes Cochiolo. “Som etim es 
it’s nicer sw im m ing m ore relaxed 
than all tigh t and w e learned  o ther 
events in th e  m eet.”

The intensity  of last Friday’s 77-63 
victory  over Saint B onaventure Uni­
versity surprised  th e  Irish. N otre 
Dame never clearly dom inated  the 
m eet and the contest was not 
decided  un til N otre Dame’s win in 
the final relay race.

“They surprised  us, they  had 
stronger girls than we ex p ec ted ,” 
says Stark. “We w ere  not expecting  
this to  be tha t com petitive bu t our 
seconds and thirds w on it for us.”

N otre Dame jum ped ou t to  a 7-0 
lead after th e  relay team o f Barbara 
Byrne, Suzanne Devine, Ju lie Boss 
and Cochiolo edged Saint 
B onaventure by one  second in the 
first race. Action becam e m ore in­
tense in subsequent races th e  lead 
volleyed betw een  N otre Dame and 
Saint Bonaventure in the first half of 
the meet.

The Irish missed the services of 
top freshm en diver Andrea Bonny, 
w ho spent this w eekend in N otre
Dam e’s infirmary, but Colleen
A mbrose’s perform ance in th e  one- 
m eter dive turned things a round  for 
the Irish at Saint B onaventure.

“Colleen Ambrose really pulled 
through for us,” said Cochiolo. “The 
divers had their jobs cut o u t for 
them  especially at Saint
B onaventure because of th e  p res­
su re.”

Last w eekend’s 3-0 sw eep
generated confidence on the  team  as 
the Irish e n te r  the final phase of its
season.

“Everybody came together,” said 
Cochiolo. “W e w ere so high com ing 
off the  Saint Bonaventure m eet and 
now  w e can look back and know  we 
can swim th a t well.”

ND routs Butler
INDIANAPOLIS - The N otre 

Dame w om en’s basketball team 
ne tted  its highest po in t p ro d u c­
tion  o f the season last night, as 
the  Irish rom ped to  a 79-40 win 
over Butler University in Hinkle 
Fieldhouse.

Trena Keys led a balanced 
N otre Dame scoring attack  w ith 
15 points, and the junior forw ard 
added eight rebounds and three 
b locked  shots in the game. Kathy 
Brom m eland (13  points, four 
reb ounds) and Lynn Ebben (12  
p o in ts) sparked N otre Dame 
from  the bench, along w ith 
Denise Basford, w ho added  10 
po in ts on five of five shooting 
from the field. Mary Beth 
Schueth, w ho graduated from 
nearby Perry Meridian High 
School, had eight points and five 
rebounds for the Irish.

The Irish jum ped o u t to a 
quick 14-4 lead w hen Brom ­

m eland hit a short jum p shot, b u t 
B utler tied the game at 18 w ith  
6:32 rem aining in the first half. 
The lethargic Irish cam e to life 
tow ards the end of th e  first half, 
and ran off a 20-0 spree tha t 
spanned 8:13 over b o th  halves 
and p u t the game out o f reach.

T he Irish had the rebound ing  
edge, 46-30, and shot 50 p ercen t 
from the field in the second  half 
to add  to their lead. N otre Dame 
hit o n  15 o f 18 free th row s in the  
game to maintain its advantage, 
while the Lady Bulldogs hit only 
12 o f 22 foul shots and just 33 
p ercen t of their shots from th e  
field.

N otre  Dame is now  9-7 overall, 
2-1 in the N orth Star C onference, 
w hile Butler d ropped to  3-11, 1-3 
in th e  NSC.

T he Irish will take on 
Evansville Friday night at th e  
ACC.

The last 
thing Phelps w anted  to d o  was tire  
his troops ou t against a team  like St.

Louis w ith UCLA next on  tap.
“I’m just happy the  way w e han­

d led  it ( th e  half co u rt gam e) and 
w on the game,” Phelps com m ented . 
“W e can’t con tro l a team  that takes a 
m inute and a half to  take a shot. 
W e’re not going to go ou t and ex ­
pen d  a lot of energy w hen  w e have 
th e  lead. ”

After opening up a 9-4 lead in the 
opening  m inutes w ith the help  of

Men’s swim team beat Holy Cross, 
Providence in last weekend’s meets
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Rivers, Barlow, Royal pace Irish as 
Billikens fall short in upset attempt

Scott Hicks wasn’t in the starting lineup last night, but the soph­
omore guard came o ff the bench to contribute 10 points in 22 
minutes, hitting on fo u r o f six  shots from  the fie ld  and two o f two 
free throws. The Irish raised their record to 11-5 with a 48-42 win 
over St. Louis in theACC.JoeBrunetti has the game story a t right.

C urrently, 
the Irish stand at 3-4 on the  season.

The Irish dom inated the m eet 
against Holy Cross w ith nine first 
place finishes. The 400-vard m edley 
relay o f Paul Benz, Blaise Harding, 
co-captain Brian Casey, and Jeff 
Grace w on in a time o f  3:45.47. 
O ther first place perform ances in ­
cluded co-captain Tim Bohdan in 
the 1000-yd. freestyle, Jim  Dowd in 
the 200 yd. freestyle, Jo h n  Koselka 
in the 50-yd. freestyle, C hris G reen 
in the 200 yd.
