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Notre Dame 
hoops team 
returns to 
cheering fans

The Notre Dame basketball team 
was greeted by the ch ill o f the arctic 
and the warm th o f jub ilan t fans as 
they stepped o ff the bus at the Notre 
Dame main c irc le  at 2:50 this m or­
ning.

Follow ing yesterday afternoon’s 
away game against UCLA, a student 
manager made contact w ith  Student 
Body President Rob Bertino w ho 
qu ick ly  coordinated the welcom ing 
o f the team.

Bertino phoned all the hall presi­
dents w ho had signs placed in all the 
dorms, he said. He had also con­
tacted some off-campus students. 
“ We want people to be there,”  he 
said.

Notre Dame had not beaten UCLA 
in  basketball in  the ir last seven at­
tempts.

A pproxim ate ly 1,000 students 
and a make shift band filled  Notre 
Dame Ave. from  the c irc le  to the end 
o f the M orris Inn parking lot. P rior to 
the bus’ arrival, trees were strewn 
w ith  to ile t paper, and firew orks 
were l i t  as the c row d  cheered.

The bus was sighted at 2:35 a.m. 
and students rushed down Notre 
Dame Ave. to greet it. The bus took 
15 m inutes to cover the length o f 
Green Field.

W hile the bus inched along more 
than 25 people clim bed on top. 
Head Basketball Coach Digger 
Phelps smiled and waved from  the 
fron t seat.

At one po in t the bus door was 
opened just enough to a llow  Phelps 
to take a beer from  the crow d w h ich  
he opened and consumed.

The team was engulfed by a mob 
o f enthusiastic fans as they le ft the 
bus. Led by Phelps the team stood in 
fron t o f the guardhouse o f the main 
c irc le  and held an im prom ptu pep 
rally.

Phelps opened by te lling  the 
crow d  they were “ the greatest stu­
dent body ever.”  He reported te lling

Dry Driving Club 
to start Wednesday

The Senior A lum ni C lub w ill 
begin its version o f the “ I ’m  D riv ing  
C lub" program this Wednesday, said 
Senior Bar Manager Charley M oore 
and Student Governm ent A lcoho l 
Concerns Commissioner Bryan 
Dedrick.

The idea fo r the “ I ’m D riv ing  
Club ” was suggested by a s im ilar 
program institu ted  at Marquette 
University in  Oct. 1984.

Senior Bar w ill be the firs t bar to 
im plem ent the program in  the South 
Bend area.

The original c lub was founded in 
the M ilwaukee area by Don Todd, o f 
Restaurant Beverage Consultants, 
Inc., as an organization to he lp low er 
the number o f alcohol-related traffic 
accidents.

According to Todd, 25,000 deaths 
annually are the result o f alcohol- 
related accidents, and among per­
sons under the age o f 24, drunk 
driv ing  is the leading cause o f death 
in  this country.

Membership in  the c lub at Senior 
Bar w ill sim ply require showing 
p ro o f o f being 21 and requesting an

“ I ’m  D riv ing  Club ” ID  card. The ID  
card may then be used anytime to 
receive free coffee o r soft drinks if  
the m ember agrees to refrain from  
alcohol in  order to drive others in  
his group home.

Dedrick said the “ I ’m D riv ing  
C lub”  assumes that members o f the 
club w ill not abuse the system. The 
program  was institu ted as a com m u­
n ity  service, he said, and he hopes 
students w ill use the ir good judg­
ment when partic ipating in  the club.

“ The Senior Bar management has 
been very cooperative in  assisting us 
in founding the program at Notre 
Dame, ” Dedrick said. Senior Bar is 
anxious to see the club succeed as 
we ll, Moore added. "M y staff and I 
are very concerned about the p ro b ­
lem o f d rink ing and d riv ing  and 
we re w illin g  to  try  any program  that 
w ill combat the situation,”  said 
Moore.

Even though Senior Bar w ill be 
losing money by sponsoring the 
club, Moore said, i t  is just another 
one o f the precautionary measures 
Senior Bar w i l l  take to ensure the 
safety o f its patrons after leaving the 
bar.

Defense, domestic cuts 
necessary on budget

WASHINGTON - Congressional 
leaders o f bo th parties said yester­
day that President Reagan’s $974 b il­
lion  budget is top-heavy w ith  
defense spending and is like ly  to un ­
dergo major revision, bu t they also 
agreed that deep domestic cuts are 
inevitable.

Reacting on the eve o f the 
budget’s form al submission, House 
and Senate leaders predicted 
widespread congressional resis­
tance to the budget’s call fo r a m ili­
tary spending increase o f some $31 
b illio n  over this year’s levels.

Senate M ajority  Leader Robert 
Dole, R Kan., suggested that the 
GOP con tro lled  Senate m ight slice 
the president’s defense proposal

from  the 5.9 percent increase his 
budget seeks - after in fla tion is sub­
tracted - to a level o f around 3 per­
cent.

Such a move w ou ld  he lp to 
reduce the de fic it by $18 b illio n  to 
$20 b illion , Dole asserted. “ No pres­
ident ever gets precisely what he 
sends up in his budget message,”  he 
added. Dole was in terviewed on the 
ABC TV program “ This Week w ith  
David Brinkley.”

“ The president, I must say, is in  a 
fa irly  com fortable position. He says, 
Don’t  touch Social Security. Don’t 

touch defense. Don’t raise taxes. 
And you can’t touch interest on the 
(na tiona l) debt.’ That doesn’t leave a 
great deal,” Dole added. “ Those o f us

Keenan Revue party brightens North Quad until 4 a.m.

Keenan Hall shone like a 
b righ tly  l i t  star on the N orth  Quad 
early Sunday m orn ing as Keenan 
Revue parties filled  the dorm  w ith  
noise, beer and people un til 4 a.m.

Parietals were extended to 4 by 
special perm ission o f the student 
affairs office. “ This was an unusual 
request approved by student af­
fairs because Keenan had to clean 
up O ’Laughlin A ud ito rium ’s back­
stage area. The residents cou ldn ’t 
re turn  un til 1 o r 1:30. I f  parietals 
were extended un til 3, this w ou ld  
on ly give them about an hour fo r 
the ir party. Therefore, Mr. 
G o ld rick (associate vice president 
fo r residence life ) said ‘all r ig h t.’ ”

And as the ha ll’s residents and 
guests, inv ited  and otherwise, cele­
brated the ir successful three-night 
run o f the revue, Father David Gar­
rick, Keenan Hall rector, kept the 
party under contro l.

“ We enforced all o f the rules,” 
Garrick said. “ There were no ho r­
ro r stories here whatsoever.” 

Accord ing to Garrick, the party 
never w ent ou t o f bounds. “ Before 
the party occurred, it  was under­
stood that the party  was to  be non­
alcoholic. And that is what was 
enforced,” he said.

Keenan Hall President Kevin 
Howard said that G arrick to ld  him  
i f  the party got ou t o f con tro l there 
w ou ld  be no Keenan Revue party 
next year.

G arrick said he and members o f 
the hall staff pa tro lled the halls

every 15 to 20 m inutes “ to check 
on alcohol being in  the corridors.” 
He said that there were some in c i­
dents o f this, bu t most people were 
cooperative in  going back in to  the 
rooms.

“ We had cooperation from  
Keenan residents. Some guests, 
however, were not as 
cooperative,”  G arrick said.

Howard agreed. “ I th ink  the 
Keenan people were all very well- 
behaved. We had a real problem , 
though, w ith  the people from  
other dorms.”

He added that there m ight be 
some change next year, and there 
m ight be some lim its  on w ho w ill 
be allowed in to  the hall. “ W e’re 
going to look at that next week

when we look back on how  the 
revue went.”

A lthough Howard said that there 
were no real problem s at the party, 
“ I t  was a l itt le  uncom fortable w ith  
all those people wandering 
through the hall.”

Last week, G arrick issued a le tte r 
to the residents o f the hall advising 
them o f the regulations to  be en­
forced at the party. “ I made i t  crys­
tal clear that this was a 
non-alcoholic party, ” he said.

“ The party was very c iv ilized,” 
N eil Keohane, the Revue’s 
producer w ho helped to organize

the party. “ I th ink  most o f the 
people, and especially the Keenan 
residents, d idn ’t want any p ro b ­
lems w ith  the party and were very

careful about obeying the policies 
o f Father G arrick’s letter. ”

Accord ing to  Keenan Junior 
Dave Stang, “ As far as I know, what 
the le tte r said was enforced during 
the party.”  He added, however, 
that the corridors were unusually 
crowded. “ You could barely walk 
through the halls.”

This year’s party was bigger than 
the past tw o  years. Stang said.

Keohane attribu ted this to the 
popu larity  o f the Revue. “ Over the 
past few  years, the Keenan Revue 
has gotten the reputation o f get­
ting  bette r and bette r every year.

And there wasn’t much else going 
on around campus. And it  v/as very 
cold.”

A  h i g h w a y  f u n d i n g  b i l l  that s till needs congres­
sional approval in  the U.S. Senate w ou ld  like ly  mean $ 130 m illion  
dollars in  new highway construction  funds fo r Indiana, a state officia l 
said. The money is part o f m ore than $7 b illio n  in federal highway 
and mass transit funds raised through federal gasoline, diesel fuel 
and truck taxes. The dollars were frozen after Senate and House con­
ferees reached a stalemate last O ctober over pet construction  p ro j­
ects attached to the b ill, but a Senate com m ittee last week took the 
firs t step in  breaking the impasse. - AP

J U V C l l i l c S  in Tippecanoe County Indiana are being placed 
under house arrest, bu t i t ’s m uch m ore preferable to  the alternative: 
jail. A program  called In  House D etention  allows some juven ile  of­
fenders to  sk irt a ja il sentence by signing a contract w ith  the ir par­
ents in w h ich  the ch ild ren ’s freedom  is drastically restricted. 
Margaret Hand, a county juven ile  cou rt referee, and Jeffrey Savitsky, 
a ch ild  c lin ica l psychologist at Purdue University, said the programs 
offers diverse benefits. “ Putting them  in  ja il isn’t always the answer,” 
the referee said. “ T he ir home situation, being in school o r ho ld ing a 
job  can be very im portan t to what happens to them. We need an 
alternative to  releasing them w ith o u t restric tions." - AP

N O I S C  is the most inescapable fo rm  o f po lu tion  and one that 
poses a long lis t o f po tentia l health hazards. Scientific studies show it  
can harm the ears, reduce learning ab ility  and possibly increase 
b lood  pressure, according to  the March issue o f Science Digest. 
There are even indications that i t  may in ju re  the brain. John M ills, o f 
the Medical College o f South Carolina, believes the brain is “ the 
most significant area in need o f fu rthe r study. ” He reports that in 
several experiments, 65 dcibels o f sound - the noise level o f an air 
cond itione r - caused damage to the brain stem. - AP

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Being unprepared would be 
worst fate for the U.S.

The news has a fam iliar ring. Once again, the most 
pow erfu l man in the w o rld ’s second-most pow erfu l na­
tion  has come down w ith  a serious bu t unspecified i l l ­
ness. Konstantin Chernenko, it  seems, is going the way 
o f his predecessor and nearing his death after on ly a 
year in  office.

A long w ith  this news, as usual, rum ors are fly ing  and 
speculation ba llooning as the West tries in  vain to peek 
over the mystery shrouded walls o f the Krem lin. 
Everybody is w a iting  w ith  curios ity  and apprehension. 
Is there a desperate struggle fo r pow e r going on? W ho 
w ill succeed? Most im portant, w hat w ill the new 
leader’s a ttitude be toward the United States?

This tim e the guesses aren’t as random, though, be­
cause it appears the P o litbu ro  has already chosen its 
new leader. M ikhail Sergeivich Gorbachev is 
everybody’s bet fo r the next General Secretary o f the 
Communist Party. For the past year o r two, this man has 
been getting increasingly responsible posts and assign­
ments that indicate a prepa­
ration fo r the top job.

At 53, Gorbachev is the 
youngster o f the P o litbu ro  — 
part o f a new generation that 
does not rem em ber the 
Revolution o r the c iv il war.
Since Breshnev’s death, the 
o ld  guard has been hanging 
on tigh tly, and the reigns o f 
Andropov and Chernenko, 
w ho were already old  and 
sickly when they took 
power, may have been just a 
transitional phase to ease 
the anxiety o f handing the 
reins over to the young set.

Gorbachev, i f  he is cho­
sen, cou ld signal the begin­
ning o f a new era in Soviet 
leadership. He cou ld con­
ceivably ru le fo r 20 years, o r more. He may be less tied 
dow n by the caution and restraint o f the o lder Politburo 
members. So far, the U.S.S.R.’s leaders have all been rad i­
cally d ifferent from  one another, and there is no reason 
to th ink  Gorbachev w ill be an exception.

Like all Soviet leaders, Gorbachev lives under a c loud 
o f secrecy and the West knows litt le  about him. But i t  is 
w o rth  taking a look at the man whose whim s o r am bi­
tions could have great effect on the fu ture course o f 
w o rld  events.

Unlike most P o litbu ro  members, w ho w ent to  h igh ly 
specialized technical schools, Gorbachev graduated 
from  the law  school o f M oscow State University. The 
son o f a peasant, he later became an expert in  
agricu lture and is now in  charge o f Soviet agricu lture as 
the second-ranking member o f the Central Com m ittee 
Secretariat.

In  a recent tr ip  to Great Britain, Gorbachev dem on­
strated a shrewdness and understanding o f Western

po litics  unusual fo r a Soviet dignitary. He tailored 
speeches to suit his audiences. He seemed to be 
w ork ing  hard to push an image as a friendly, easy to get 
along w ith  po litic ian . He sm iled and waved at crowds 
and chatted w itt ily  w ith  the press. But fo r the e lite  in a 
government w h ich  takes such pains to  hide its inner 
workings, appearances don 't reveal much.

In a display o f apparent indifference to  form alities, 
Gorbachev skipped a wreath laying cerem ony at the 
tom b o f Karl Marx.

He has also showed a 
qu ick  temper. When asked 
about re lig ious freedom in 
the Soviet Union he replied, 
“ I cou ld give you a few  facts 
about human rights in the 
United Kingdom. For exam­
ple, you persecute entire 
com m unities, en tire
nationalities. You have 2.3 
m illio n  unemployed. You 
govern your society. You 
leave us to govern ours.” 

C urrently  i t  is rum ored 
that most o f Chernenko’s 
speeches are actually w r it ­
ten by Gorbachev. I f  so, he 
sees eyc-to eye w ith  the 
usual hard-line stance 
toward the United States. 
There w ill be no visible 

change in foreign po licy  when the new leader steps in, 
K rem lin  watchers insist, because the P olitburo is such a 
tigh tly -kn it group. Its ob ject is to preserve the status 
quo; i f  there are any changes they w ill be s lightly bo lder 
econom ic reforms.

But attitudes and long-term  polic ies are bound to be 
affected once someone settles in to  office fo r a long stay. 
And from  the po in t o f v iew  o f the West, the w orst th ing 
to do is to be com ple te ly unprepared.

Military and draft 
counseling available

Although there has been no con­
scrip tion  in the United States since 
the Vietnam conflic t, Notre Dame 
has offered draft and m ilita ry  coun­
seling through University M in is try  
since 1981.

Margaret Garvey, m ilita ry  and 
draft counselor fo r the Notre 
Dame/Saint Mary’s com m unity, said 
the program is designed to  he lp stu­
dents understand the ir position re­
garding m ilita ry  service: All
counselors are trained professionals 
w ho receive inpu t from  both m ili­
tary and church officials she said.

Garvey said that programs sim ilar 
to  the one at Notre Dame began after 
The Bishop’s Pastoral Letter “ The 
Challenge o f Peace”  w h ich 
recognized conscientious ob jection 
as a valid moral position.

O ther institu tions such as Mar­
quette and Western Illino is  U n iver­
sities and Pax Christi USA are

involved in  draft couseling Garvey 
said. Notre Dame recognizes and 
supports the status o f conscientious 
ob jecto r she said.

Counseling is available to any stu­
dent w ho wishes to discuss the ir po ­
sition on m ilita ry  action, inc lud ing  
students who may wish to  leave 
school to jo in  the m ilita ry  and ROTC 
students w ho are questioning the ir 
ro le  in  the armed services.

Garvey said that students d id  not 
seem pa rticu la rly  concerned about a 
possible draft, but that last year 
du ring  the U.S. invaision o f Grenada 
45 students expressed concern.

Several resources were made 
available to those w ho considered 
themselves conscientious objectors. 
They received the aid o f tw o  m ili­
tary lawyers and the counsel o f the 
O ffice o f University M inistry, she 
said.

Garvey said the program  is free 
and available to any student at e ither 
Saint M ary’s o r N otre Dame.

Yale protest reminicent of ND’s

Recent student involvem ent in 
U niversity employee relations at 
Yale as reported in  the Jan. 23, 1985 
issue o f The Chronicle o f H igher 
Education resembled action taken 
by students at N otre Dame in the fall 
o f 1977.

The Chron ic le  o f H igher Educa­
tion  reported that Yale University 
students had occupied the presi­
dent’s office to protest the lack o f a 
settlement in  a contract between 
Local 34 o f the Federation o f Un iver­
sity Employees and Yale University.

Yale students presented Univer­
s ity President A. Bartle tt Gamatti 
w ith  a 1,500-signature pe tition  
signed by graduate and undergradu­
ate students demanding a contract 
settlement between Yale and the 
w o rke r’s union.

In  the fall o f 1977, N otre Dame 
students protested when 21 
groundskeepers were layed off. The 
workers had attem pted to unionize 
in order to  protest w o rk ing  cond i­
tions.

The 1977 decision by the Un iver­
s ity m et w ith  student opposition,

according to then Student Body Vice 
President Tom  Soma. Soma p re ­
sented U niversity President Father 
Theodore Hesburgh w ith  a pe tition  
protesting the U niversity ’s possible 
decision “ to perm anently lay o ff the 
groundskeepers.”

"Approxim ate ly  550 members o f 
Notre Dame com m unity  gathered to 
attend a Mass fo r Social Justice at the 
G rotto, ” The Observer reported in 
1977. Soma said the mass was to be 
“ an instrum ent o f dem onstration 
against the University.”

Thomas Mason, cited in  a Nov. 
1977 issue o f The Observer as “ a 
member o f the (N o tre  Dame) ad­
m in istration,”  stated his views on 
“ the effects o f a p ro  un ion decision” 
and said the w orker decision was “ a 
matter w h ich  bears heavily on the 
welfare o f the University o f Notre 
Dame.”

Mason said in  a le tte r to The 
Observer dated Nov. 11 ,1977 that 
the National Labor Relations Board 
was “ seeking a representaion elec­
tion  fo r a selected group o f 
employees in the Notre Dame 
laundry in  addition to  the 
groundskeepers.”

The Jan. 1985 C hronicle o f Higher 
Education said “ the 2,600 Yale 
workers represented by the Local 34 
o f the Federation o f University 
Employees, re turned to  w o rk  during 
the holiday season after ten weeks o f 
picketing.”

Although student support o f U n i­
versity employees was sim ilar on

bo th  campuses, the situation o f the 
workers was not. The Yale workers 
“ gaining atten tion through unions” 
as stated in  The Chronicle “ have 
been unionized fo r about 30 years,” 
said D irecto r o f Personnel at Notre 
Dame, G. Thomas Bull.

The groundskeepers and other 
workers here that “ sought to  be u n i­
onized were subject to  the Taft- 
Hartley act,”  said Bull.

The Nation.il Labor Relations 
Board is responsible fo r making cer­
tain that the un ion “ cover all the 
b luecollar workers ..  . not just w ith  
m u ltip le  units, ” said Bull.

The proposal “ never got a vote”  
added Bull because “ fo r there to be 
an election at least 30 percent o f 
them  must want to vote.”

At present, the groundskeepers 
and laundry workers are not mem­
bers o f a union.

Concerned w ith  the NLRB in  the 
fall o f 1977, Mason concluded “ that 
all o f these employees - not just the 
groundskeepers and selected 
laundry workers, should be allowed 
to decide w hether they wished to be 
represented by a un ion and i f  in  fact, 
the Teamsters is the ir choice.”

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State legislators to visit capital, 
ask for federal bailout of farmers

CHICAGO — M idwestern 
legislative leaders say they plan to 
descend on Washington la ter this 
m onth, armed w ith  resolutions car­
ry ing  a “ clear message" that federal 
officials should bail out financially 
strapped farmers.

“ We need to  go ou t because w e ’ve 
got a catastrophe about to happen, 
and they don’t understand that, ” Ne­
braska Sen. Tom  Vickers said. “ The 
first th ing  you ’ve got to do is make it  
very clear that there is a huge p ro b ­
lem  ou t here,"

The lobbying effort was s tirred  at 
a m eeting Saturday, when law ­
makers from  a dozen Farm Belt 
states asked for $3 b illio n  in  im m edi­
ate federal he lp to bail ou t a farm 
c red it “ nightmare. ”

They also agreed to  ask Congress 
to  seriously consider a fou r year, 
$10 b illio n  program  to lo w er farm 
in terest rates and asked fo r faster 
processing o f federal loans.

They dodged the issue o f w hether 
there should be a ban on forced farm 
sales.

“ The resolutions by them *, 
w on ’t mean much unless the federal 
governm ent really understands the 
seriousness that comes w ith  them ," 
said Iowa Senate M ajority  Leader 
Lowell Junkins. “ Frankly, I th ink  you 
have to  start ta lking about such 
things as m eeting w ith  the presi­
dent, spec ifica lly .”

More than 50 lawmakers attended 
the meeting, representing states 
from  O hio to Kansas and Minnesota 
to Missouri.

“ Iow a’s w ors t fears have turned 
in to  an ever increasing nightmare, ” 
Junkins said.

Debating federal action needed, 
the lawmakers centered the ir call on 
proposals to ins titu te  a 90 percent 
federal loan guarantee on troub led 
loans, com bined w ith  interest rate 
reductions on a case by case basis.

Lawmakers from  10 states said 
they w ou ld  consider sending 
delegations to Washington Feb. 24- 
26 to  lobby fo r m ore farm aid. One 
state, South Dakota, said it  was con­
sidering sending its entire 
Legislature.

President Reagan has announced 
a $650 m illio n  loan guarantee p ro ­
gram, but the legislators said that 
should be boosted to $3 b illion .

Much o f the debate centered on 
whether the lawmakers should call 
fo r a m oratorium  on foreclosures.

“ You can always fish fo r the small 
ones. I like to  go after the ones w ith  
teeth," Minnesota Sen. Charles Berg 
said.

Berg conceded a m oratorium  
w ou ldn ’t solve the problem  bu t said 
it w ou ld  send a message that m ight 
force federal officials to  change 
policies. “ I f  this adm inistration 
doesn’t change its policies, w e ’re 
dead, ” he said.

The issue never came to a vote.
Economists said the M idwest is in 

the grip  o f a c red it crisis, and Iow a’s 
problem  is by far the worst.

Neil Harl, an Iowa State University 
farm economist, to ld  the group that 
42 percent o f M idwest farmers are 
“ s lid ing toward insolvency. W e’re 
losing some o f our be tte r managers."

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Thirteen U.S. servicemen injured in bomb blast in Athens

ATHENS, Greece — Thirteen 
in ju red  U.S. servicemen and depen­
dents, among the 69 Americans 
wounded when a bom b exploded in 
a crow ded bar, were a irlifted  to a 
U.S. base in  West Germany yesterday 
fo r treatment, U.S. and Greek o ffi­
cials said.

The explosion Saturday night 
in jured 78 people and was the first 
reported te rro ris t attack on a fac ility  
frequented by U.S. m ilita ry  person­
nel in  Greece. A caller to an Athens 
newspaper claimed responsib ility 
fo r the blast, c ritic ized  U.S. po licy  
and said attacks on Americans w ou ld  
continue.

Seven Greeks, a West German and 
an Ethiopian also were reported 
in ju red when, Greek po lice said, a 
“ pow erfu l tim e bom b" w ent o ff un­

der one o f the tables at Bobby’s, a bar 
in the seaside Athens suburb o f 
Glyfada.

The bar is popu lar w ith  many o f 
the 1,500 U.S air Force personnel 
stationed at Hellenikon A ir Base 
next to Athens airport.

A caller c la im ing to represent the 
“ National Front ” asserted responsi­
b ility  fo r the blast in  a call last night 
to  the Athens da ily Eleftherotipa. He 
critic ized  the United States fo r the 
“ con tinu ing  situation ” on Cyprus, 
where Turkish troops occupy 33 
percent o f the island.

Some Greeks feel Washington has 
not done enough to  pressure NATO 
ally Turkey in to  rem oving its troops 
from  Cyprus, w h ich  Turkey invaded 
in  1974 fo llow ing  a coup led by 
Greek army officers.

The caller to ld  E leftherotipa the 
group w ou ld  “ strike again where 
Greeks and Americans frequent. ”

The bom b w ent o ff at 11:36 p.m. 
when about 200 people were 
packed in to  the bar near Glyfada’s 
central square.

“ There was an ear-splitting blast, a 
c loud o f smoke and the lights w ent 
out, ” bartender Yannis Kaptanis, 24, 
to ld  The Associated Press.

The concussion collapsed part o f 
the ceiling, smashed chairs and 
barstools, b lew  the bar’s doors o ff 
the ir hinges and showered the street 
w ith  glass. Some patrons, the ir 
clothes scorched, were tram pled in 
the rush to get out. Dazed customers 
were staggering through the streets 
when Greek and U.S. A ir Force 
po lice arrived.

A doctor at Athens Hygeia Hospi­

tal, where U.S. personnel were taken 
fo r surgery, spoke o f deep cuts from  
fly ing  debris, and bad burns.

A spokeswoman at the Hellenikon 
base said 32 Americans, the Et­
hiopian and a Greek were released 
after rece iving first aid at the base 
hospital.

Th irteen servicemen and depen­
dents were a irlifted  to Ramstein A ir 
Base in  West Germany and taken to 
the nearby U.S. A rm y hospital in  
Landstuhl, a hospital spokesman 
said.

One v ic tim  was in  “ very serious ” 
condition, seven were in  
“ satisfactory" cond ition  and five 
were undergoing evaluation late 
yesterday bu t appeared to  ou t o f 
danger, a spokesman fo r the A rm y’s 
7 th Medical Command said.

A spokesman at Hygeia Hospital 
identified four o f the in ju red 
Americans as Charles C urm utt, 23, 
w ho he said was badly burned; his 
w ife  Carla, 20, also burned; Mark

Krom er, and A ttile  Downing, 21, o f 
Fayetteville, N.C.

Tw o Americans treated fo r burns 
at Athens General C lin ic  were iden­
tified  as Mark Gordon, 35; and Ervin 
Stewart, 30.

Peace being restored 
after violent uprisings

PENDLETON, Ind. • State Correc­
tion  Commissioner G ordon 
Faulkner said yesterday that his staff 
is concentrating on re turn ing the 
Indiana Reformatory to normal as 
soon as possible and review ing the 
procedures used to  defuse last 
week’s v io len t upris ing there.

Nine inmates involved in the 
Friday disturbance have have been 
segregated from  the rest o f the 
prison population, Faulkner said.

Correction officials conducted a 
weapons shakedown at the 
maxim um  security fac ility  Saturday, 
Faulkner said, and were proceeding 
w ith  a review  o f Friday’s events and 
w ith  meeting the conditions o f a 
settlement agreed upon by his staff 
and negotiators fo r the hostages.

“ We’re p rim arily  concerned w ith  
cleaning up the ins titu tion  and get­
ting  the in s titu tion  back to an o r­
derly operating procedure,” 
Faulkner said in  a telephone in te r­
view  w ith  the Associated Press from  
his home in Indianapolis.

Faulkner said there was “ no major

damage ” to the reform atory, w h ich 
was litte red  w ith  debris from  the dis­
turbance in w h ich seven guards 
were stabbed w ith  homemade 
knives and tw o staff members were 
held hostage fo r more than 15 hours. 
Another hostage, a guard, had been 
released after five hours.

Asked how  he thought prison 
guards m ight react now to prisoners 
w ith  whom  they had a v io len t con­
fronta tion, Faulkner said, “ O ur 
guards are h igh ly trained. There w ill 
not be reprisals. There w ill be an o r­
derly  investigation .”

As part o f the agreement w ith  the 
inmates, state po lice  w ill investigate 
alleged m istreatment o f the inmates 
by guards, and FBI agents w ill be 
asked to look in to  possible v io la ­
tions o f the inmates’ c iv il rights.

Faulkner said State Police Superin­
tendent John Shettle had assured 
him  that the state po lice investiga­
tion  w ou ld  begin as soon as possible.

“ We (co rre c tion  offic ia ls) w ill do 
the in terna l investigation whether 
there was a bette r way to react to the 
s ituation,”  Faulkner said.

Transplant’s costs are prohibitive

WASHINGTON — Raymond 
Krueger o f Auburn, Mich., w ho had a 
heart transplant in 1983, said a pa­
tie n t’s recovery can be hindered by 
stress caused by anxiety about how  
to  pay huge medical bills.

Bradford Bennett o f  Denver, who 
said he’d lost a daughter w a iting  fo r a 
live r transplant, said insurers were 
"denying lives to people w ho have a 
rig h t to live.”

“ I ’m not you r adversary,”  rep lied 
Dr. Thomas Gulley, medical d irec to r 
o f Aetna Life and Casualty Insurance 
Co.’s em ployee benefits division.

In  fact, Cu lley said, he has argued 
fo r insurance coverage o f m ore 
transplants.

Culley was one o f several health 
insurance representatives w ho on 
Friday met w ith  a group o f people 
whose lives had been deeply af­
fected by organ transplants.

Besides adult recipients, the room  
was filled  w ith  the parents o f 
ch ild ren  w ho had received o r were 
in desperate need o f organs, as w e ll 
as parents m ourn ing ch ild ren  who 
died waiting.

Except fo r Bennett’s statement, 
the speakers d id  not talk d irec tly  o f

lives lost because o f lack o f insur­
ance money. But there was the clear 
suggestion, during the meeting 
sponsored by the American Council 
on Transplantation, that greater 
backing o f new transplant 
procedures by federal and private 
insurers w ou ld  mean expanded ef­
forts and lives saved in  the future.

A decade ago, said Dr. Ronald Fer­
guson o f O h io  State U niversity 
Hospital, people talked o f transplant 
specialists “ p laying God.”

Now, he said, the people taking 
the ro le  o f a de ity  - decid ing who 
w ill live  o r die - are those respon­
sible fo r d is tribu ting  re la tive ly 
scarce organs and making decisions 
w hether o r no t to reim burse 
patients fo r operations that can cost 
$ 100,000 o r more.

Availability o f suitable organs is 
s till the biggest problem , according 
to those at the workshop on “ th ird- 
party payment fo r transplant
procedures.”

For example, the private council 
said at Thursday’s session, on ly  163 
live r transplants were perform ed in 
1983, although about 8,000 people 
w ou ld  have benefited from  such 
operations.

And, although 20.000 cornea

transplants were performed, the 
same number o f people were left 
waiting.

W illiam  Berry, d irec to r o f the gov­
ernm ent’s new O ffice o f Organ 
Transplantation, gave no guidelines 
on how  the governm ent w ill make 
$25 m illio n  in  grants to aid the na­
tional organ procurem ent effort.

Ferguson said some insurance 
companies seemed to be “ h id ing  be­
h ind a smoke screen,”  in  re jecting 
payment for most heart, lung and 
live r transplants on grounds that 
such operations are experim ental in  
nature rather than accepted medical 
practice.

Federal programs also reimburse 
patients fo r few  transplants — other 
than kidneys, w h ich  are part o f a p ro ­
gram specifically mandated by 
Congress.

Culley said the answer lay in  de­
velop ing accepted standards fo r in ­
stitu tions perfo rm ing the newest 
kinds o f transplants — so employers, 
who pay the b ills  fo r insurance, 
could be assured quality con tro l in 
little -charted areas.

"W e have to sell the concept o f 
paying fo r that to  large businesses,” 
he said. “ The way we can do that is 
to make sure i t ’s cost-effective.”

BCAF celebrates black journey

T he black experience has been 
an unique journey in the history 

o f the U nited States. This February, 
an extraordinary assemblage o f 
leaders, th inkers and artists who 
have con tribu ted  to this journey 
w ill be present on campus in  a 
series o f plays, speakers, dances, 
and concerts. This series o f events 
make up the 1985 Black C ultura l 
Arts Festival. The theme fo r this 
year's festival is “ Pioneers - Looking 
Tow ard New Horizons." Leading o ff 
the series o f events was a concert 
by the Notre Dame Gospel Choir, 
w h ich  took place last night. O ther 
highlights include the acclaimed 
Broadway play, "A in ’t M isbehavin’,” 
and the 1985 BCAF Fashion Show.

Greg Martin, the chairman o f the 
BCAF, says that the BCAF offers an 
exce llent op po rtun ity  fo r the Notre 
Dame/Saint M ary’s com m unity, 
and, indeed the entire  region, to 
en joy and learn about the abun­
dance o f A fro Am erican h is to ry and 
culture.

The BCAF was started 9 o r 10 
years ago as a way fo r the black 
students at N otre Dame and Saint 
M ary’s to celebrate Black H istory 
Month. The purpose o f the BCAF is 
to  expose and educate the com m u­
n ity  in  black culture. When M artin 
took  over as BCAF chairman, his 
firs t task was to choose a theme fo r 
this year’s festival. Th ink ing o f the 
areas where blacks have made firsts, 
such as a viable presidentia l can­
didacy and an astronaut, and the 
increase o f blacks in leadership 
roles in  business, industry, and the 
m ilita ry, M artin decided on 
“ pioneers”  as a fittin g  concept. 
M artin  wanted to d iversify the 
festival’s focus by showcasing suc­
cessful blacks from  a m u ltitude  o f 
fields. This goal was helped by an 
increase in  the money the BCAF 
raised, and plans were acccordingly 
m ore elaborate.

Expand they did. The BCAF was 
able to  get a professional actor, 
Dennis Raheim Watson, to appear 
in  the one-man play "The First 
Black President o f America.”  The 
BCAF, responding to  the wishes o f 
Saint Mary's black students, decided 
to  ho ld a semi-formal dance, the 
“ Saint Mary’s Festival Party.”

Randall Robinson, president o f 
TransAfrica, the black American 
foreign lobby, w ill speak on South 
Africa. Robinson and TransAfrica 
have been im portant c ritics  and 
consultants on foreign p o licy  in 
Africa and the Carribean.

Black artistry w ill be represented 
by Terri Lyne Carrington, w ho w ill 
give workshops and a performance. 
Carrington, a 19-year o ld  jazz per­
cussionist and a student at M ichigan 
State University, has perfo rm ed 
w ith  such jazz greats as Lionel 
Hampton, Buddy Rich, Dizzy G il­
lespie, and W ynton Marsalis.

The Talent Show w ill feature the 
varied talents o f black students.
And, to fin ish the festival, the Fas­
h ion  Show w ill show o ff the finest 
in  c lo th ing  styles.

Tony Brown, the syndicated 
co lum nist whose “Tony B row n ’s 
Journal”  has enjoyed success as a 
radio and TV show and a magazine, 
w ill also be speaking at the festival.

The BCAF is hoping to generate 
an energetic response from  the 
U niversity com m unity. There has 
already been a lo t o f student 
cooperation and support, according 
to BCAF officers, w ho are qu ick  to 
emphasize that the BCAF is not 
solely fo r black students. I t  is meant 
fo r the w hole com m unity  to gain 
in terest and knowledge in  black 
h istory, a h istory that has no t been 
trad itiona lly  represented in  its fu ll 
im portance, but that is integral to 
ou r American heritage.

As these speakers have managed 
to open doors o f opportun ities, and 
serve as ro le  models fo r a younger 
generation, M artin summarizes the 
BCAF’s a ttitude as, “ looking at a 
brigh te r tom orrow , and find ing  that 
i t ’s not as bad as it  seems.”

Being black and C atholic 
- a student’s perspective

O f  all the months o f the year, 
i t  is usually February - Black 

H istory M onth - that causes me 
to  deeply re-examine what it 
means to  be both black and 
Catholic in America. To many 
people, being black and Catholic 
is an incom patible concept in 
m odern American society. 1 have 
always considered m yself to be 
an op tim ist when it  came to  this 
issue. But now, even I am begin­
ning to question the fu ture  o f 
the black Catholic.

The Catholic Church has 
come a long way over the past 
50 years. Most Catholic in s titu ­
tions o f h igher learning, in c lud ­
ing seminaries, used to  bar 
blacks, and Catholic churches 
were segregated. My grand­
m other w ou ld  te ll me how  her 
priest used to wash his hands 
after serving black parishioners. 
W hile much has changed, a lo t 
hasn’t. Even today, many w h ite  
parishes in the South have ob­
jected to  the assignment o f black 
priests. When blacks are in the 
m ajority, they are expected to 
be, as one black Catholic pu t it, 
the “ silent, sm iling recip ients o f 
w h ite  ideas, d irections, and deci­
sions.”

Race relations have been, 
trad itionally, a lo w  p r io r ity  fo r 
the Church in  the United States. 
The bishops publish e loquent 
pastoral letters on racism and 
social justice, bu t very few have 
done anything about it. A larm ­
ingly, the National Catholic Con­
ference fo r Interracial Justice 
has dropped from  100 local chap­

ters to  35 - in  the space o f on ly  a 
few  years.

The Catholic Church is be­
com ing less attractive to  black 
Americans. The changes o f 
Vatican II alienated many older 
black members, w h ile  the 
g row ing emphasis on black 
pride  has led many young paris­
hioners to all-black Protestant 
congregations. In  just three 
years, more than 115,000 o f the I 
m illio n  strong black Catholic 
popu lation have left the church. 
The firs t b lack priest was o r­
dained in 1854, and since then, 
on ly  290 additional black men 
have become priests, an average 
o f approxim ately tw o to three a 
year.

I tru ly  believe that it is possi­
ble to be black and Catholic 
today. But what about tom or­
row? Blacks must be allowed to 
impress the ir character upon the 
Church; the appointm ent o f 
black bishops has been one posi­
tive  step in this d irection, but 
m ore steps need to be taken.

The Church can tru ly  become 
the “ universal" Church - not 
on ly  in  regards to blacks, bu t to 
all races. I f  it  doesn’t, however, 
then the Church's g low  w ill be 
dimmed; these words from  a 
black ex-nun should serve to 
make all Catholics aware o f the 
forces present: “ I w ou ld  never 
want to have to choose between 
a w h ite  authority-bound in s titu ­
tion  in to  w h ich  I had pu t myself 
and the black race in to  w h ich  I 
was born.”
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Nazz shines once more
D ry Land Blues Band, “ saving our 
souls from  the drudgery o f rock, the 
chaos o f jazz, and the quaintness o f 
barbershop quartets,”  w ho bar­
re lled through “ Gimme Some 
Lovin”  and “ Soul Man,” as w e ll as 
the “ Chem 115 Blues,”  W icked Sh , 
a raucous heavy metal parody, folk 
singers Bob Maravich and K urt 
M ille r, progressive rock bands the 
DSBs and the Super Band Waste 
Band, fou r seniors w ho vowed to 
play the Nazz but lacked a name, 
and guitarist Mike Reinhart, who 
closed the show w ith  a w e ll- 
received tribu te  to the 60s.

Each act paid a *5 entry fee and 
was given tw enty m inutes to ta l to 
set up and perform . Acts were 
judged on instrum ental ab ility , 
vocal ab ility, quality o f material, 
presentation, and stage presence on 
a scale from 0 to 5. A sixth category, 
audience rapport, was recorded, "  
but on ly  used in the case o f a tie. 
Judges were Steve Beurlein, Fr. 
W illiam  Beauchamp, Carl Stam, 
d irec to r o f the Glee Club and 
Chorale, Margaret Linhart, secretary 
fo r the Student Activ ities Board, and 
Paul Matwiy, assistant d irec to r o f 
Student Activities.

The standing-room-onlv crow d 
reacted enthusiastically to  every act 
and to Master o f Ceremonies Ken 
Dice, who entertained w ith  his 
nu tty  sense o f hum or between acts. 
Besides sim ply stunning the audi­
ence, the quality o f talent reaf­
firm ed the existence o f the Nazz. 
D uring  the 70s, according to singer 
John Kennedy, the Nazz thrived, 
w ith  a large and fa ith fu l audience o f 
its own. In  the 80s, however, its 
popu la rity  dw indled. Performers 
w ou ld  attract crowds o f the ir 
friends and admirers, but ac tiv ity  at 
the Nazz remained sporadic at best. 
For the last few years, the music 
com petition  had been the on ly 
major attraction at the Nazz. The 
show’s excellence, however, en­
couraged the coordinators and 
performers. The com ing weeks w ill 
probably see a num ber o f the acts 
described above perfo rm ing in  the 
basement o f LaFortune. Maybe it  is 
tim e fo r the Nazz to once again 
become a social alternative.

70s. The group perform ed such 
trad itional favorites as “Java Jive,” 
“ Boogie-Woogie Bugle Boy," and 
the humorous “ All-American G irl,” 
as w e ll as a tremendous version o f 
“ Boy from  New York C ity,”  w h ich 
was made popular by the Manhattan 
Transfer. The group’s members, 
Donna Gavigan, Debbie H ill, Rachel 
N igro, and Mary Nessinger, all pos­
sess beautiful voices, and have 
mastered the art o f singing in  close 
harm ony w hile  enterta in ing at the 
same time.

Second place w ent to Something 
Else, a male barbershop quartet 
consisting o f members o f the Glee 
Club. As displayed in  songs like 
“ Oedipus Rex” and “ R igeletto” , and 
in the b rie f talks between numbers, 
the guys can sing very w e ll and 
c low n  w ith  the best. They also 
showed a more serious side on 
“ Caroline” and the G atlin Brothers’ 
“ Hallelujah.”

Coming in th ird  was 
p ian ist/vocalist Bob Corrigan, a 
glee club member and extrem ely 
talented musician. Corrigan per­
form ed Randy Newman’s humorous 
“ Politica l Science, ” Simon and 
Garfunkel’s “ The Boxer,”  Don 
McLean’s “V incent,”  and a strik ing  
version o f Lennon and M cCartney’s 
“ B lackbird.”

CINCINNATI — W ith  spring tra in ­
ing three weeks away, C incinnati 
Reds player manager Pete Rose 
already is w ork ing  out furiously to 
prepare fo r the 1985 season and his 
pursu it o f Ty Cobb’s all-tim e career 
record fo r hits.

Rose, 43, is h ittin g  baseballs in  a 
C incinnati tra in ing cage, chasing 
tennis balls in  partnership w ith  his 
lawyer, Reuven Katz, and w ork ing  
ou t in  a gymnasium.

“ I ’m in  shape. I mean, I can’t go 
out here and run tw o miles, but I can 
run a m ile,”  Rose said. “ I ’m in  shape. 
I ’ve always been in shape fo r what I 
have to  do — play baseball. ”

He weighs 209 pounds, but hopes 
to  have trim m ed about 15 pounds o f 
that from  his 5-foot, 10-inch frame 
by the tim e spring tra in ing starts at 
the Reds’ camp in Tampa, Fla. So, 
Rose is on a diet.

He said he hasn’t always sub­
scribed to the idea o f diets.

“ I always thought a steak a day 
kept the docto r away,”  he said.

Rose has high hopes fo r im p rov ­
ing the Reds in  1985 from  a team 
that finished fifth  in  the National 
League West last season and last in  
the previous tw o  years.

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Fuel flow, electrical problems decide fate of 24-Hour race

DAYTONA BEACH, Fla. — W hile the 
w inners celebrated the ir good 
fortune, Englishman Derek Bell 
sadly explained the problem s that 
cost h im  and his teammates a v ic to ry  
yesterday in  the Daytona SunBank 
24-Hours sports car endurance race 
that had seemed secure un til the 
final tw o hours.

The quartet o f A.J. Foyt, 
Frenchman Bob W ollek, A1 Unser 
and Belgian T h ie rry  Boutsen drove a 
Porsche 962 p ro to type  — v irtua lly  
identical to the one driven by Bell,
A1 H o lbert and A1 Unser Jr. — to a stun 
ning trium ph at Daytona Interna­
tional Speedway in Am erica’s most 
prestigous endurance event.

“ I t ’s just an aw ful feeling,”  said 
Bell, who watched helplessly as 
W ollek drove his car past and in to  
the lead w h ile  Bell was desperately 
try ing  to restart his Porsche. “ I t  ( the

v ic to ry ) d idn ’t just slip away, i t  w ent 
w ith  a d ir ty  great fall. ”

The Bell H o lbe rt Unser Jr. car led 
from  the fou rth  hour u n til just 43 
m inutes from  the end, a tota l o f 574 
laps around the 3 56 m ile, seven- 
tu rn  road c ircu it.

But a com bination o f fuel f lo w  and 
electrical problem s turned the last 
tw o  hours o f the race in to  a 
nightmare.

Foyt approached Bell as in te r­
views were beginning fo llow ing  the 
race and said, “ I t ’s like  a storybook. 
Everything was going good ( fo r  
you ), then everyth ing w ent to he ll ” 

W ollek drove the last tw o  hours 
fo r his team, w h ich  had tra iled by as 
much as 13 laps Saturday night and 
was s till fou r laps behind going in to  
the fina l tw o  hours.

“ I knew w hen I got in to  the car 
that we were p ick ing  up 10 seconds 
a lap, ” said W ollek, w ho along w ith  
Foyt w on here in  1983 and finished 
second last year. “ We knew they

Foyt said that after the lead car 
began to develop problem s yester­
day, car-owner Preston Henn’s team 
made a decision.

“ We all agreed to go fo r broke," 
Foyt said. “ We were gonna break the 
car o r w in. And we all p re tty  much 
agreed that Bob could go the fastest 
and take care o f the car the best at 
the end ”

The winners, w ho took the lead 
fo r good on lap 681, com pleted 703 
laps, covering 2,502.68 m iles at an 
average speed o f 104.162 mph.

Bell s till was leading by a 
seemingly com fortable three laps 
when the car stalled on the high 
banking w ith  46 m inutes remaining. 
He managed to restart the Porsche 
after the lead was cut to less than 
tw o  laps, bu t i t  stalled again 
moments later.

This time, it  took an agonizing 13 
minutes to restart the engine.

I t  was the second v ic to ry  in  this 
race fo r Foyt and W ollek, w ho won 
here in  1983 and fin ished second 
last year, all in  cars owned by Florida 
flea market ow ner Preston Henn.

Both Foyt, 50, and W ollek, 41, had 
com plained about feeling i l l  p r io r  to 
and during the race, apparently suf­
fering from  flu. That’s w hy Henn 
hired Boutsen, the on ly Formula 
One regular in  the 76 car starting 
field, as a fou rth  d rive r Saturday 
night after the car in  w h ich  he 
started the race re tired  w ith  a me­
chanical problem .

But both Foyt, a four-tim e In ­
dianapolis 500 w inner, and W ollek, 
a six-tim e Porsche Cup champion, 
were able to  continue taking the ir 
d riv ing  shifts yesterday.

I t  was the firs t such v ic to ry  fo r 
bo th Boutsen and Unser, a three­
tim e Indy 500 w inne r making his 
debut in  the International M otor 
Sports Association Camel GT series.

I t  looked like  a runaway by early 
yesterday u n til the leaders were 
slowed by a near-miss w ith  the 
younger Unser at the wheel, a pa ir o f 
clogged o il filte rs  and, fina lly, the 
firs t ig n itio n  prob lem  just 90 
minutes from  the end.

H o lbert’s crew  had to change the 
fron t bodyw ork on the car after Un­
ser was tapped by another car in  the 
early-m orning hours. Then there 
were tw o  long stops to change the 
fuel filters and clean out the fuel 
lines.

Then, w ith  just 1 % hours left, H o l­
be rt drove the car slow ly in to  the 
p its w ith  an apparent ign ition  p ro b ­
lem. In  fact, the car failed to start fo r 
a few  moments and the p it  stop took 
three minutes, eight seconds.

Bell nursed the car through the 
final 90 seconds, at times turn ing 
laps nearly a half-m inute s lower than 
it  had been earlie r in  the race.

He ro lled  s low ly in to  the pits one 
hour from  the end. The crew  
changed “ a few  ig n itio n  parts”  in the 
one-m inute stop and the car was 
back up to speed fo r a few  moments. 
Bell had just radioed his crew  that 
everyth ing was back to normal 
when the car qu it fo r the firs t time.

They s till managed to finish 
second after Bell restarted the car 
the second tim e and made an eight- 
m inute p it stop. However, i t  stalled 
several m ore times, com ple ting just 
seven laps in the final hour, and 
w ound up just over 17 laps behind.

The 962s that swept the top four 
spots are the latest in  a series o f 
Porsche models that have 
dom inated this race.
. In fact, it was the n in th  straight 
tim e that a Porsche powered car has 
w on this event and the 11th tim e in 
12 years. The on ly others to take the 
checkered flag here during that time 
were a Porsche powered March in 
1984 and a BMW csl in  1976.

T h ird  place w ent to the 962 co­
driven by Jim Busby, Rick Knoop 
and West G erm anjochan Mass, a dis­
tant 29 laps behind, w h ile  the 
fou rth  place 962 was shared by Bob 
Akin, West German Hans Stuck and 
Paul M ille r, 33 laps back o f the w in ­
ner.

One o f the o lder Porsche Turbo 
935s was fifth , co driven by Jim M ul­
len, Ray M cIntyre and Canadian 
Kees N ierop, 35 laps behind.

The GTO div is ion w inner, a Ford 
Mustang driven by Canadian John 
Jones, W ally Dallenbach and Doc 
Bundy, finished eighth overall, w h ile  
the GTU div is ion was taken by the 
Mazda RX-7 o f Amos Johnson, Jack 
Dunham and Y o jiro  Terada o f Japan, 
w h ich  was 12th overall.

There were several crashes and 
o ff course excursions during the 
long race, bu t the on ly notable in ­
ju ry  was incurred by veteran I MSA 
racer Bob Tullius, w ho suffered 
m inor burns on his righ t hand.

Tullius, d riv ing  a Jaguar XJR-5 in 
second place Saturday night — on the 
same lap w ith  the leader — was in jured 
w hen a tire  w ent flat as he drove 
through the chicane on the long 
backstretch. The car’s o il cooler was 
cu t open in  the incident.

Rivers leads Irish to first victory over UCLA in five years
After seven consecutive losses to the Bruins,
Notre Dame wins at Pauley Pavilion, 53-52

LQS ANGELES — When David 
Rivers was in troduced fo r yester­
day's Notre Dame UCLA basketball 
game, the UCLA student section 
chanted, "W h o ’s he?”  Forty minutes 
later, a national audience and all 
12,034 fans in Pauley Pavilion knew 
exactly w ho Notre Dame’s freshman 
guard was.

His 18 po in ts and 8 assists 
propelled the Irish to a come from  
behind, 53-52 v ic to ry  over the 
Bruins. I'he w in, w h ich was not 
ensured un til UCLA’s attem pted lob 
fo r a basket w ith  one second le ft fe ll 
harmlessly away, broke a string o f 
seven straight UCLA w ins over 
Notre Dame.

Ding dong, the w itch  is dead.
“ I t ’s great to fina lly beat UCLA, ” 

said a jub ilan t Irish coach Digger 
Phelps after the narrow  vic to ry. 
“ This is a big w in  fo r us. We needed a 
big road w in. We knew we cou ld 
grab it and needed the confidence 
this w in  w ill give us now .”

Notre Dame, w h ich  had led fo r 
most o f the game’s first 10 minutes, 
then fe ll behind and did  not regain 
the lead un til Rivers’ 20-foot jum per 
from  the righ t side w ith  7:21 le ft in  
the game. Follow ing a UCLA tim eout 
at 6:59, Jim Dolan h it a corner 
jum per o ff a Rivers feed, and the 
Irish had a three po in t lead at 48-45.

Nigel M iguel rebounded his ow n 
miss to bring the Bruins back to 
w ith in  one, but Rivers then fed 
Donald Royal fo r  an easy layup on an 
inbounds play. Royal was fouled, 
stepped to the line and made the 
free throw , and Notre Dame's lead 
was up to  four, 51-47, w ith  4:52 
showing on the clock.

Miguel responded a m inute and 
a half later w ith  an uncontested

layup after Brad W right stole the ball 
from  Dolan and sent it  up upcourt to 
the w ide-open Miguel.

A fter a tim eout, Notre Dame ran 
its delay offense fo r a m inute and a 
half, u n til Rivers broke free and 
drove the m iddle o f the lane before 
pu lling  up fo r a short jum per to  send 
the Irish margin back to four, 53-49 

Ten seconds later, M iguel 
powered in fo r a layup, and was 
fou led by Joseph Price. He 
proceeded to convert the three- 
po in t play, pu lling  UCLA back to 
w ith in  one, 53-52, w ith  84 ticks o f 
the c lock s till remaining.

Dan D uff then had the ball stolen 
from  him  by Miguel w ith  47 seconds 
left, and the Bruins called tim eout to 
set up fo r a final chance at the w in.

Gary M aloncon’s jum per clanked 
o ff the rim  and w ent out o f bounds 
w ith  20 seconds left, but Price had 
fouled W right underneath in  going 
fo r the loose ball.

Lucky break and another gasp fo r 
the Bruins.

A fter another UCLA tim eout, 
Reggie M ille r, UCLA’s leading scorer 
in the game w ith  14 points, lo fted a 
bom b from  the le ft side w ith  seven 
seconds left. It, too, w ent wide, but 
the ball w ent ou t o f bounds o ff the 
Irish w ith  one second le ft in  the 
game.

A fina l gasp fo r the Bruins.
“ Reggie usually makes that shot,”  

said a weary UCLA coach Walt Haz- 
zard later. “ They were giv ing i t  to 
him. Sometimes weeks go by w ith ­
out h im  missing it .”

“ I t  looked good from  where I 
was,”  M ille r said o f the shot. “ But 
when it  h it  the rim , I knew  i t  was 
short. 1 just d idn ’t put enough En­
glish on it .”

Follow ing its final tim eout, UCLA 
had Miguel try  fo r the lob to M ontel 
Hatcher o ff the inbounds. But, like

most everyth ing o f UCLA’s in the 
fina l minutes, it  w o u ld n 't c lick, and 
the Irish le ft Southern California 
w ith  the ir firs t w in  over the Bruins 
in eight games and five years.

“ I ’m  really proud o f the kids,’ 
Phelps said. “ There were a lo t o f 
times when we could have lost our 
composure bu t d idn ’t. In  previous 
games, we had lacked the knockout 
punch. Today we had it.”

“ This w in  gets us over a big 
hum p,” added Rivers, w ho d idn ’t 
seem to be at all bothered by the raz­
zing he received throughout the 
game from  the UCLA student sec­
tion. “ We’d been struggling lately. 
Hopefu lly what we accomplished 
here can carry over to the rest o f the 
season.”

Hazzard adm itted that UCLA’s 78- 
77 double-overtim e loss at USC on 
Friday n ight, as w e ll as the inexperi­
ence o f his team, may have affected 
yesterday’s outcome.

“ The turnovers k illed  us,”  said the 
firs t year head coach. “ We re s till 
g row ing and learning to w in. But 
w e ’ll  take the g row th  and move on 
from  here. “ O ur players defin ite ly  
were tired today. We played a 50- 
m inute game just 36 hours ago. The 
kids are on ly  human.”

UCLA had started the game 
strong, reversing an 18-12 Notre 
Dame lead to its favor, 21-18, w ith  a
9-0 run over a 2:33 period m idway 
through the firs t session.

When M ille r h it tw o free throws 
w ith  4:08 le ft in  the half, g iving the 
Bruins a 31-25 advantage, it  marked 
the end o f a 19-7 UCLA spurt over 
6:53 w h ich  w ou ld  give the home 
team the impetus to go in to  the lock- 
erroom  up at the half, 35-32.

Notre Dame’s w in  im proved its 
record to 12-5 overall this season, as 
the Irish head to  a Wednesday battle

w ith  LaSalle in the ACC. UCLA drops 
to .500, now standing at 9-9.

Women raise season record to 10-7 
with 74-53 trouncing of Evansville

The Notre Dame wom en’s basket­
ball team made its hom ecom ing a 
happy one Friday night at the ex­
pense o f the Lady Aces o f Evansville. 
In  the ir first ACC contest since Jan. 
14, the Irish dom inated every phase 
o f the game en route to  a convincing 
74-53 victory.

Notre Dame raised its record to
10-7 w ith  the w in, and now stands 
3-1 in the N orth  Star Conference. 
Evansville fell to 3-14, 2-.2 in the 
NSC.

The game provided litt le  drama 
aside from  the record-setting pe rfo r­
mance o f senior forw ard Mary Beth 
Schueth, who pulled dow n 12 
rebounds to raise her career total to 
752, breaking Shari Matvey’s school 
record o f 745.

The Irish were w ith o u t the 
services o f senior center Carrie 
Bates," as they w ill be fo r the 
remainder o f the season. Bates left 
the team last Thursday, c iting  per­
sonal reasons. She was averaging 
12.5 points per game fo r Notre 
Dame this season, and has scored 
1,060 points in  her career.

Bates’ loss d idn ’t appear to  affect 
the Irish Friday night, as Notre Dame 
employed fu ll cou rt pressure along 
w ith  tenacious defense to pu t the 
game away early.

Trena Keys tied her career high 
w ith  a 25-point effort, and the ju n io r 
fo rw ard/guard also grabbed 11 
rebounds. Sandy Botham added 16

points and six rebounds, w h ile  
Schueth had 15 po ints and Kathy 
Brommeland chipped in  w ith  12.

Evansville’s high scoring guards. 
Shelly Brand Adlard and Barb 
Dykstra, were held in  check by the  
Irish fo r  most o f the night. Each 
managed just 12 points, w ith  Brand 
Adlard h ittin g  just six o f 20 shots 
from  the fie ld  and Dykstra on ly six o f 
14.

The Irish opened up a nine po in t 
lead in the firs t three minutes, and 
stretched the ir advantage to 19-3 
over the next three m inutes as Keys 
( 10 po in ts), Schueth (five ), and B ot­
ham (fo u r)  dom inated the game. 
The Lady Aces made it  25-17 w ith  
8.35 le ft in  the firs t ha lf as Dykstra 
and Brand Adlard h it back-to-back 
jumpers, but that was as close as 
they could get.

The biggest m om ent o f the firs t 
ha lf came at the 7:40 mark when 
Schueth pu lled  down her s ixth  
rebound o f the n igh t to break Mat­
vey’s record. There was litt le  doubt 
that Schueth w ou ld  break the mark 
Friday night, because the ta ller Irish 
were dom inant on the boards 
throughout the contest. Notre Dame 
enjoyed an overall 47-24 advantage 
in the rebounding department.

“ They (Evansville) were a small 
team, but we were very aggressive in 
going to the boards,”  said Schueth. “ I 
knew 1 needed six rebounds to 
break the record, but I wasn't th in k ­
ing about it  that much because I 
figured that i f  I d idn ’t get six 
rebounds 1 w ou ld  have had a bad

game. I had the record in the back o f 
my m ind, though.

"The record means a lo t to me 
righ t now, bu t I th ink  i t ’l l  mean even 
more in  the years ahead when I look 
back on it. I t ’s not a glaring record in 
itself, bu t i t ’s som ething that sig­
nifies a lo t o f effort. I ’d like to  th ink  I 
got the record by w ork ing hard.”

Notre Dame worked hard enough 
Friday night to rou t an Evansville 
team that lost to conference leader 
Dayton by just three points earlier 
this season. A fter leading by 16 
points at interm ission, the Irish put 
the game out o f reach by opening 
the second half w ith  a 9-0 spurt that 
put them ahead, 54-27. Evansville, a 
team that relies on outside shooting 
fo r its points, was clearly in over its 
head. The Lady Aces shot just 35 pe r­
cent in  the second half and never got 
closer than 20 points the rest o f the 
way.

Notre Dame, meanwhile, had one 
o f its best all-around games o f the 
season. The Irish shot a scorching 
19-of-30 (63  pe rcen t) from  the field 
in the firs t half, and h it 59 percent o f 
the ir shots fo r the game as they won 
the ir second straight laugher against 
an over-matched N orth  Star op­
ponent. Last Wednesday Notre 
Dame made short w o rk  o f Butler in 
Indianapolis, w inn ing by a 79-40 
score.
