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Two resident assistants lose jobs 
for furnishing alcohol to minors

Two Notre Dame resident as­
sistants have been dism issed 
from  the ir jo b s  after they were 
cited for fu rn ish ing  alcohol to 
m inors at an off-campus party.

Kurt Petersen o f Keenan Hall 
and Anne DeWald o f Lewis Hall 
said they were dism issed Tues­
day by Associate Vice President 
for Residence Life John QoldricK.

The decision came after state 
excise police issued cita tions to 
Petersen and DeWald at a Friday 
n ight party.

Petersen and DeWald said they 
received the cita tions because an 
undercover officer had watched 
them collecting money and 
g iv ing  cups to party goers, some 
o f whom were m inors. Those 
who purchased the cups could 
then fill them with beer.

Both Petersen and DeWald said 
they thought their dism issals 
were unwarranted.

"We know as RAs that we are 
representing the University in a 
special way," said Petersen. "So 
we agree retribution was neces­
sary.

"But the punishm ent they gave 
us d idn 't fit the circum stance," 
he said.

Added DeWald: “ We were
hop ing  he (Qoldrick) would take 
our character and past behavior 
m ore in to  consideration."

Both said they sympathized 
w ith Goldrick's position, 
however.

"He (Qoldrick) said it was the 
m ost d ifficu lt decision o f his 
life ," said Petersen. He said he 
wasn't try ing to make an example 
o f us but that we were being

given a punishm ent that we 
deserved."

Qoldrick and Vice President for 
Student Affairs Father David 
Tyson were ou t o f town and 
could not be reached for com ­
ment.

Petersen and DeWald said they 
had collected money fo r about a 
half an hour when the police ar­
rived at the house, located on 
the corner o f Douglas and Ivy.

About 200 people were still at 
the party, but few wanted to pay 
fo r a cup, they said. Up to that 
point, neither Petersen nor 
Dewald believed they had done 
anyth ing illegal, they said.

"We made a bad judgem en t," 
said Petersen. "We d idn 't realize 
that what we were do ing  was ille ­
ga l."

He added that they never 
thought that those at the party 
were underage.

State excise police said they 
ticketed a large num ber o f 
m inors for consum ption o f alco­
hol at the party, it was unclear 
exactly how many, however.

Petersen and DeWald's d ism is­
sals mean that they m ust move 
out o f the room s provided to 
them as resident assistants, they 
said. In addition, they'll no 
longer receive free room  and 
board.

Petersen and DeWald said they 
haven't decided whether they will 
remain in their dorm s.

Qoldrick s decision to d ism iss 
the two came du ring  the last o f 
three meetings w ith Petersen 
and DeWald, they said. Keenan 
Hall Rector B rother Bonaventure 
Scully, Lewis Hall Rectress Chris 
Mengucci and Assistant Vice

President for Student Affairs 
Sister Jean Lenz also attended 
the meetings.

Petersen and DeWald said they 
cannot appeal Q o ldricks deci­
sion at the University level.

"It's  not like student and Uni­
versity," Petersen said. "It's  an 
employee and em ployer rela­
tionship. So there's no mode o f 
appeal except the courts."

Petersen and DeWald said the 
party was not particulary loud 
when the 15-20 police officers 
arrived to break it up. They said 
the long lines at the two kegs 
kept the d rink ing  under control.

Petersen and DeWald added 
that neither o f them  drank any 
alcohol at the party. "A ll I had 
was a glass o f m ilk, " said Peter­
sen.

Indiana State Police, state ex­
cise police and Notre Dame Se­
curity  were involved in the raid, 
they said.

DeWald said when the officers 
arrived, the undercover officer at 
the party grabbed her arm  and 
led her to a Notre Dame Security 
officer. "The Security guard was 
very nice and reassurred me that 
Notre Dame would never find 
ou t."

D irector o f Security Rex Rakow 
said that the Security officers 
were only there to observe.

Despite the citations, Petersen 
and DeWald said they still believe 
they'd make good resident assis­
tants. “ We feel th is m istake 
w ould not hinder our ab ility  to 
do  a good jo b ,"  said Petersen.

But, he added, "We know the 
loss o f the jo b  is not the end o f 
the w orld ."

Civilians killed as Israelis attack 
Palestinian arms depot in Lebanon

SI DON, Lebanon - Israeli 
warplanes attacked a Palestinian 
arm s depot yesterday, k illing  
three civilians and destroying 
m ore than 90 shops in an indus­
trial d istrict on the edge o f this 
port city.

Shortly before the raid, an Is­
raeli gunboat intercepted a rub ­
ber dinghy carrying Palestinian 
guerrillas on a m ission to attack 
Israel, Israeli and Palestinian o f­
ficials said.

Hospitals said 13 other 
civilians were injured in the air 
raid, which began ju s t after 6 
a.m.

It was Israel's e ighth a ir raid in 
Lebanon this year. Israeli o ff i­
cials said it was not linked to Sat­
urday's terrorist k illing  o f 21 
Jews in a synagogue in Istanbul, 
Turkey, which Israel has vowed 
to avenge. Turkish offic ia ls have 
said they do not know who was 
responsible for that attack but 
thought the two terrorists, who 
were blown up by the ir own

grenades, were Arabs.
The Israeli com m and in Tel 

Aviv said the p ilo ts who carried 
out the Sidon raid reported ac­
curate hits on a warehouse used 
by the Popular Struggle Front to 
store weapons.

But police and witnesses in 
Sidon said Israeli rockets missed 
the front's two am m unition  
depots.

" It would have been a disaster 
i f  the am m unition  dum p blew 
up, " a police spokesman said on 
condition o f anonym ity.

Another guerrilla  group, the 
Palestine Liberation Front, 
issued a com m unique saying the 
raid came after fou r o f its fighters 
tried to carry ou t a seaborne a t­
tack on the Israeli coastal town 
o f Nahariya.

Both the Palestinians and Is­
raelis said one o f the four guer­
rillas wAs wounded during  an ex­
change o f gunfire  at sea, and the 
Palestinians said he died later on 
shore.

The Palestine Liberation Front 
said an Israeli gunboat in te r­

cepted the guerrillas ' rubber 
d inghy o ff the south Lebanon 
town o f Sarafand, about 25 m iles 
north o f Israel.

In Tel Aviv, an Israeli m ilita ry 
o ffic ia l confirm ed the in filtra tion  
a ttem pt and shootout. The o ff i­
cial, speaking on condition o f 
anonym ity, said the a ir raid was 
in reta lia tion fo r the attem pted 
guerrilla  attack.

A Palestine Liberation Front 
source said that after the gun ­
boat intercepted the dinghy, the 
Israelis "called in helicopter gun- 
ships, which dropped flares all 
over Sidon and Sarafand. Our 
guerrillas then came under fire 
from  the gunboat. They fired 
back and changed course to 
return to S arafand."

Sidon police said the Israeli 
je ts  swooped in from  the Mediter­
ranean and struck three tim es at 
the, am m unition  depots and 
other Palestinian targets in the 
industria l d istrict.

Hospitals said two sisters, 
aged 32 and 40, and a 16-year- 
old boy were killed.

Flood in Planner Hall 
caused by tampering

The urinal valve that came o ff 
and flooded the second floor o f 
Planner Hall last Thursday was 
tam pered w ith according to Don 
DedricK d irector o f the physical 
plant.

A lthough the person respon­
sible has been identified, Planner 
Hall Rector B rother Michael 
Smith declined to name the in ­
dividual, saying only that the per­
son was not a student.

Naming the person "W ouldn't 
do anyth ing but hu rt som eone," 
he said.

Dedrick said he did not know 
who was responsible.

The individual touched the 
urinal because it had been m al­
function ing  fo r a couple o f 
weeks, according to Smith.

Dedrick said the person re­
sponsible "probably did it in all 
innocence," unaware o f the high 
pressure behind the valve. He 
said the person may have been 
a ttem pting  to repair the valve.

“ It was probably someone 
try ing  to help the s itua tion ," he 
said.

Wrench m arks on the d is­
placed valve led Dedrick to de­
term ine tam pering had caused 
the accident. He also said that 
"no  am ount" o f pressure could

forcefu lly unscrew the valve's 
one and one-half inches o f 
thread.

By the tim e University m ainte­
nance shut o ff the valve, water 
had soaked carpeting and 
created a hole in the ce iling o f 
the first floo r study lounge, said 
Smith.

No damage estim ate was avail­
able yesterday.

Vice President o f Business Af­
fairs Thomas Mason said his o f­
fice w ill determ ine how much 
students are compensated fo r 
the ir damaged property. A l­
though Du Lac states that the 
University assumes no such re­
sponsibility, Mason said his 
o ffice has never taken such a 
hard-line approach.

Mason said his office has not 
yet received any student damage 
reports o r claims.

One student rug was consid­
ered ruined because the owner's 
allergies were affected and 
several students' books were 
destroyed, according to Richard 
Froh, Planner Hall's second-floor 
section resident assistant.

Froh said the students planned 
to  file a cla im  fo r the carpet and 
books in Mason's office.

"But it was m ainly a b ig  incon­
venience, no th ing m a jo r," he 
said.

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Think o f the Notre Dame student who made 
every attem pt to protect his newly bought stereo 
from  being stolen from  his off-campus residence.

He smuggled the sleek Japanese speakers 
through the back door at m idnight, so nobody 
would see them. He kept the volume o f his stereo 
set at a reasonable level most o f the time, so 
nobody outside could hear it. And he bought a 
huge padlock for his bedroom door so nobody 
could get to his system.

The secrecy, the attem pts to stay inconspicuous 
and the padlock d idn 't help. The student placed 
the box which the stereo had come in at the end 
o f his driveway with the rest o f his trash. Some 
fellow walked by and saw "S-A-N-Y-O" w ritten on 
the box, and three days later his new stereo system 
was gone.

It seems not even padlocks and w indow bars 
are 100 percent effective in deterring burglars 
from  cleaning a house out. If a crim ina l knows 
there's a pearl inside, he's likely to try to crack 
the shell.

Having a stereo system taken from  your room - 
-speakers, am plifier, turntable and alldoes not 
happen very frequently on campus. Once every 
30 years, possibly. But it can and often does occur 
o ff campus. Those o f you who are dying to m igrate 
to the Great Land o f Freedom Beyond the Shadow 
o f the Golden Dome, know well that life there is 
more than keg parties and no parietals. Living o ff 
campus entails much more.

Right at the top o f every off-cam pus student's 
lis t o f realistic concerns is security. Sgt. John 
McCullum o f the South Bend Police Department 
said he thinks the big problem  righ t now is the 
student's lack o f awareness on how to deal with 
crime. He said m ost students at Notre Dame and 
Saint Mary's have never put a great deal o f worry 
in to  the subject o f security. At home, the parents 
took care o f locks and keys. In the dorms, the 
students are still In a protected environment.

"Protected environm ent" is not a good way to 
describe the Northeast Neighborhood o f South 
Bend: the area in which many Notre Dame stu­
dents choose to live, the area hardest h it by break- 
ins.

The police do what they can to clam p down on 
the shifty-eyed characters who prowl the area 
around the Five Corners, Notre Dame Avenue, 
Corby and St. Louis streets. Most o f these suspi­
cious types are under the age o f 18 and are out 
in the alleys instead o f at school.

Most o f these individuals can whip through a 
residence in five m inutes or less and get every­
th ing  they want, McCullum said. They know what 
they're after, they know where it is and they know 
how to get it ou t in a hurry.

In short, students in this area are liv ing  in a 
crim e zone. But s till the crim e is not so bad that 
it can't be prevented.

The frequency o f break-ins is not high at this 
tim e -th e  num ber o f reports is norm al fo r this

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tim e o f year, according to McCullum. O ff-campus 
students that fall prey to burglars are fa lling  prey 
to their own ignorance. The police are w illing  to 
in form  students on the ways to make their homes 
safer and more secure.

Ways such as preparing for semester breaks, 
insta lling security systems, recovering stolen o b ­
jects, buying the righ t types o f locks, and becom ­
ing part o f a neighborhood watch program .

Ways such as ge tting  to know the neighbors 
and the police themselves, and learning how to 
become more com fortab le  in the neighborhood. 
Ignorance is the danger factor w ith off-cam pus 
security.

Off-campus students have long argued that they 
are ignored by the University, student govern­
ment, The Observer- and that they are hated by 
the com m unity and the police. A change is needed 
in th is attitude.

By becom ing more aware o f how to deal with 
crime, and by m aking others aware o f the c ircum ­
stances in which they live, off-cam pus students 
can help im prove an otherwise d ifficu lt s ituation.

O f course getting  tough on burglars won't make 
them go away.

But ignoring  them won t either.

Insurance difficulties 
to hurt student events

Student-organized events may 
run into problem s in ob ta in ing  
University sanction because o f 
insurance liability, according to 
Senior Class President Dave 
Miklos.

Miklos recently encountered 
reluctance on the part o f the ad­
m in is tra tion to sanction a senior 
class tr ip  to Chicago's Rush 
Street.

"The nature o f the Chicago 
tr ip  was obvious. O f course, on 
a trip  like that, students are likely 
to  get ro w d y ."

A lthough Vice President for 
Student Affairs, David Tyson, 
and D irector o f Student Activi­
ties, Joni Meal, were unable to 
be reached .for com m ent, Vice 
President foe Business Affairs, 
Tom Mason, said the usual p ro ­
cedure is for the University to 
take liab ility  only fo r "University-

sponsored activities o f 
University-sanctioned groups. "

M iklos said th is policy leaves 
student organizers o f unspon­
sored events in a bind. Since the 
event would not be backed by 
the University, the liab ility  would 
rest on the shoulders o f the 
events' organizer, he said.

Miklos, who is in the m idst o f 
contacting lawyers about the 
problem , hopes to come to some 
agreem ent whereby students 
who wish to partic ipate in an 
event not sponsored by the Uni­
versity w ould sign a waiver 
release form . "Th is is a proce­
dure already used fo r some class 
events, like the ski tr ip ,"  he said. 
By s ign ing  the release, the stu ­
dent w ould claim  full respon- 
s ib ilty  fo r his o r her actions and 
w ould agree in the case o f an 
accident not to file su it against 
the University o r the student o r­
ganizers o f the event, he said.

Superpowers discuss early release of detained journalist

WASHINGTON President 
Reagan said las t n igh t he 
received a reply irom  Soviet 
leader Michail Gorbachev to the 
U.S request for the early release 
o f jo u rn a lis t Nicholas Daniloff, 
who is being held by the Soviets 
on spy charges.

But Reagan gave no details o f 
Gorbachev's response, saying, "I 
don 't want to rock the b o a t.'

Reagan spoke briefly to 
reporters fo llow ing a state dinner 
at the White House held in honor 
o f Brazilian President Jose Sar- 
ney.

Reagan's remarks le ft the im ­
pression that an intense 
d ip lom atic  e ffo rt was under way 
for securing Daniloff's release 
but he said it's "no t safe to com ­
m ent" on the subject.

He also declined to predict 
when thfe issue m ight be re­
solved.

Reagan had asked Gorbachev 
for Daniloff's release on grounds 
that the U.S. News &  World 
Report correspondent was not a 
spy.

Earlier yesterday D anilo ff said 
Soviet investigators liked the 
idea o f releasing him  to the cus­
tody o f the U.S. am bassador 
pending his tria l on spying 
charges, a colleague said.

Soviet authorities made clear, 
however, that the release would 
have to be reciprocal, the co l­

league, Je ff Trim ble, quoted 
D anilo ff as saying.

Authorities did not m ention d i­
rectly the case o f Gennadiy Zak­
harov, a Soviet United Nations 
employee arrested last m onth in 
New York and indicted Tuesday 
on three counts o f espionage, 
Trim ble  quoted D an ilo ff as 
saying.

Daniloff's wife, Ruth, has a l­
leged that Soviet authorities 
framed her husband in response 
to the Zakharov arrest.
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KGB investigators suggested 
to D an ilo ff that for h im  to be 
freed pending his trial "was a 
good id e a ," and that what was 
needed is "a coo ling -o ff period, " 
T rim ble  quoted his colleague as 
saying.

D an ilo ff was arrested Aug. 30 
and indicted on Sunday. I f  con­
victed, he could face the death 
penalty. He has denied the a lle ­
gations.

He made his com m ents in a 
phone call from  Lefortovo Prison 
to his w ife who was at the office 
o f U.S. News &  World Report.

Investigators o f the KGB secret 
police were w ith D an ilo ff when 
he placed the call. Trim ble, w ith 
the consent o f the Daniloffs, lis ­
tened to the conversation at the 
office o f the magazine fo r which 
he also works.

D anilo ff also said the best way 
to defuse U.S.-Soviet tensions 
over his arrest would be to 
release both h im  and Zakharov 
pending the ir trials, Trim ble 
said.

"What is needed is a cooling 
o ff-period. There is no need for 
a swap. Let's firs t get ourselves 
into a m ore com fortab le  spot, 
say liv ing  in Spago House, then 
go from  there, " T rim b le  quoted 
D anilo ff as saying.

Spago House is the residence 
o f U.S. am bassador A rthur 
Hartman.

Mrs. Daniloff, who visited her 
husband Tuesday, said he d idn 't 
want his case to thwart attem pts 
to im prove ties between Moscow 
and Washington or become an 
im ped im ent to ho ld ing  a super­
power sum m it later this year.

President Reagan wrote to So­
viet leader Mikhail Gorbachev 
earlier th is week and warned that 
re lations between the two 
countries are seriously 
threatened by Daniloff's deten­
tion.

"I th ink  what he was saying was 
Let's cool down the situation and 

one way to deal w ith the s ituation 
is to let both o f the quote- 
unquote spies out o f ja il in to  the 
custody o f the ir respective am ­
bassadors," Mrs. D anilo ff said.

Under such a deal, the 
d ip lom atic  m issions would serve 
as guarantors that the defen­
dants show up fo r trial.

Mrs. D anilo ff said she did not 
th ink  her husband had changed 
his stand .against trad ing  him  
o u tr igh t fo r Zakharov.

U.S. o ffic ia ls have ruled out a 
deal to  free D an ilo ff in exchange 
for Zakharov.
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Chief of Lions Club for Lebanon 
kidnapped in Moslem west Beirut

BEIRUT, Lebanon - The top o f­
ficial o f the International Lions 
Club fo r Lebanon and Jordan 
was kidnapped yesterday in Mos­
lem west Beirut, one day after an 
American educator was ab­
ducted on his way to play golf.

Police said three men arm ed 
w ith silencer-equipped pistols 
and rid ing  in a w ine-colored BMW 
intercepted Lions Club governor 
Victor Kenou at 9:35 a.m . near 
the French Embassy com pound 
on Rue Clemenceau.

Two o f the assailants forced 
Kenou out o f his white Mercedes- 
Benz at gunpo in t and bundled 
him  in to  the ir car, police said.

Kenou, 50, heads the 39 In te r­
national Lions Clubs in Lebanon 
and Jordan. A Syrian-born Chris­
tian, Kenou is a naturalized 
Lebanese citizen who runs a 
prosperous im port-export busi­
ness in both the Moslem and 
Christian sectors o f the Lebanese 
capital, according to police and 
fam ily friends.

His wife, Rose, who lives in 
west Beirut, told The Associated

Press by telephone, "Contacts 
are under way at the highest 
levels to win my husband's 
release. I am hopeful. "

The Lions Clubs are am ong 
few social institu tions still oper­
a ting  despite Lebanon's 11 -year- 
o ld civil war.

Kenou's abduction, like the 
k idnapping o f American educa­
to r Frank Herbert Reed on Tues­
day, was an apparent challenge 
to Syria, which sent troops into 
west Beirut in Ju ly in an e ffo rt to 
restore order and end the deadly 
anarchy spawned by w arring 
Moslem m ilitias.

Police said they have no clues 
to either man's whereabouts.

Reed, 53, d irector o f the 
Lebanese International School in 
west Beirut, was the first A m eri­
can kidnapped in Lebanon in 15 
m onths. A school associate said 
Reed has lived in Lebanon about 
e ight years and converted to Is­
lam. His wife, Fahima Dalati, was 
born in Syria.

The kidnappers freed Reed's 
Lebanese driver a few hundred

yards from  the headquarters o f 
Syrian intelligence officers in 
charge o f west Beirut's security 
plan, police said.

A telephone caller c la im ing to 
speak for Islam ic Jihad, a Shiite 
Moslem group espousing the 
teachings o f Iran's Ayatollah 
Ruhollah Khomeini, claimed re­
sponsib ility  fo r Reed's abduction 
and charged he was a CIA spy.

Syrian troops, who have been 
deployed in Lebanon for a de­
cade, pulled out o f west Beirut 
during  the 1982 Israeli siege and 
did not return in force until this 
summ er.

Islam ic Jihad has claimed re­
sponsib ility  for k idnapping four 
o ther Americans and four 
Frenchmen m issing in Lebanon 
but has said it killed one cjf the 
Americans and one Frenchman. 
Their bodies have not been 
found.

Most Westerners wSre driven 
from  west Beirut by a sf>ate o f 
po litica lly motivated kidnap­
pings in 1984 and 1985.

Jakowski said the applicants 
go through a series o f interviews, 
and then recom m endations are 
passed on to Hickey who in turn 
passes on his recom m endations 
to the Sisters o f The Holy Cross, 
who make the final appointm ent.

Jakowski was notified Septem­
ber 5, and the o ther seven app li­
cants received hand delivered 
letters September 8.

According to Jakowski, the stu ­
dent regent m ust be a person 
who can represent Saint Mary's 
well. She m ust be one who has 
dem onstrated thifpugh leader­
ship, an understanding o f and 
appreciation for the Catholic 
character o f the College, as well 
as it's wom en's and liberal arts

dim ension.
"Involvem ent is the key 

credentia l," said Jakowski. "The 
m ore involved an applicant is the 
m ore qualified she is." She said 
Hetland fits that category quite 
well.

In addition to being a m em ber 
o fT he  Board o f Regents, Hetland 
is the Liturgical Assistant for 
Campus Ministry, the Campus 
Ministry C om m isioner on Board 
o f Governance, a w riting  clin ic 
worker and Editor o f the Saint 
Mary's Literary Magazine, 
Chimes.

As student regent, Hetland 
hopes to represent general s tu ­
dent op in ions on issues and be 
sym pathetic to the needs and 
wants o f the student body.

Tanker spills crude oil 
in the Delaware River

GIBBSTOWN, N.J. - A tanker 
spilled 150,000 gallons o f 
crude o il in to the Delaware 
River yesterday. The Coast 
Guard said it was a m ajor spill.

"The total environmental 
im pact w ill not be determ ined 
until m orn ing ," said Coast 
Guard Lt. j.g . Aaron Daven­
port o f the Gloucester City Sta­
tion. “ It's a m ajor oil sp ill."

Late yesterday night, a 10- 
m ile o il sheen existed from 
the Com m odore John Barry 
Bridge in Bridgeport to the 
m outh o f the Schuylkill River 
in Philadelphia, Davenport 
said. The oil was expected to 
reach the New Jersey and

Pennsylvania shores by this 
m orning.

The vessel, the V iking 
Osprey, was carrying 550,000 
barrels o f o il (a barrel is 42 
gallons) and was docking  at 
the Mobil Oil Co. refinery 
when the spill was discovered 
at 2:40 p.m., Davenport said. 
The refinery is located across 
the river from  Philadelphia.

The vessel, which is regis-, 
tered in Singapore, was under 
contract to deliver the o il to 
the Mobil facility, said Mobil 
spokesman Edward Kolaloski.

It was not known how the 
spill started, Davenport said.

"It's  qu ite  obvious there's a 
hole in the ship somewhere. 
There's the possib ility  the ship 
touched bo ttom ," Davenport 
said.

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Jewish mourners pay last respects 
to 21 victims of terrorist massacre

ISTANBUL, Turkey - In the 
tem ple still stained with the 
blood o f the dead, more than 
1,000 m ourners said final 
prayers yesterday fo r the 2 1 vic­
tim s o f a terrorist massacre at 
Istanbul's largest synagogue.

Women, the ir heads covered in 
black shawls, wailed as rabbis 
read Jewish prayers, including 
one asking revenge fo r the death 
o f innocent people and another 
norm ally said du ring  war.

"Those worshipers who lost 
the ir lives had not even the tim e 
to realize and understand why 
they were chosen as targets for 
such a brutal s laughter," said Jak 
Veissid, legal adviser to Istan- 
b u l \c h ie f  rabbi.

"No act o f violence or aggres. 
sion could have been so in ­
human, so insane, so crue l," he 
said in his eulogy to the victims 
o f Saturday's submachine gun 
attack at Neve Shalom 
synagogue. " It is hard even to 
th ink about the motives o f this 
madness and ba rb a rism ."

With helmeted rio t police

standing in fron t o f the lectern, 
Israel's ch ief Sephardic rabbi, 
Mordechai Eliyahu, solem nly
read out the names o f the 21 
men gunned down by terrorists 
du ring  prayers Saturday.

Signs o f the carnage
rem ained: blood and small
pieces o f flesh on walls and 
ceilings, b lown-out w indows in 
the synagogue dome, streaks o f 
black soot next to the double 
d o o r! o f the cabinet that holds 
the torah, o r sacred scrolls.

Outside, police linked arm s to 
barricade the streets around the 
50-year-old synagogue, the larg­
est o f 13 in Istanbul. About 5,000 
people gathered to watch as 19 
plain, wooden coffins were 
loaded onto green funeral trucks 
for the 6-m ile  procession to a 
Jewish cemetery in the residen­
tial d is tric t o f Ulus.

Two o f the dead were buried 
in Israel Tuesday.

Religious and d ip lom atic  o ff i­
cials from  the United States, Is­
rael, England, France, West Ger­
many, Italy, Greece and Sweden 
attended the funeral. The Cath­
olic, Protestant, Greek Orthodox

The one-story synagogue on 
the narrow Buyuk Hendek street 
near the l,400-year-o ld  Galata 
Tower was open to relatives and 
friends o f the dead, Neve Shalom 
com m unity members, offic ia ls 
and reporters.

One elderly woman entering 
the tem ple collapsed. Others* 
men and women alike, had to be 
supported as they walked in to 
the hall.

Under police escort, m ourners 
were bused to the cemetery, no r­
m ally used only by Ashkenazi, o r 
northern European Jews. The 
victim s were Sephardim, descen­
dants o f those who fled the 
Spanish inqu is ition in the 15th 
century, but the ir cemetery in Is­
tanbul is full.

Relatives pounded on the 19 
coffins as they were placed on 
tables draped w ith black cloth in 
fron t o f hundreds o f wreaths. 
After a b rie f prayer reading, the 
caskets were lowered by rope 
in to  individual graves dug side 
by side in a semicircle._________

Egypt-Israel 
agree to meet 
for summit

CAIRO, Egypt - O fficials an­
nounced that the leaders o f Is­
rael and Egypt w ill hold the first 
sum m it m eeting between their 
two countries in five years today 
after negotiators reached a last- 
m inute  accord on a form ula to 
end a border dispute.

The m eeting between Israeli 
Prime M inister Shim on Peres and 
Egyptian President Hosni 
Mubarak is to take place in the 
Egyptian port city o f Alexandria.

They w ill meet less than 12 
hours after Israeli and Egyptian 
negotiators signed an agree­
m ent on international arb itra tion  
o f the ir lingering  dispute over 
Taba, a beach resort on the Sinai 
Peninsula. Mubarak had 
dem anded a settlem ent on Taba 
before m eeting Peres.

Egypt's foreign m inister, Es- 
mat Abdel-Meguid, said, "We 
hope that the upcom ing sum m it 
between President Mubarak and 
Prime Minister Peres can end with 
positivity, which w ill help to push 
all e fforts to reach a com prehen­
sive and durable peace in the 
Middle East."

He said the arb itra tion  process 
itse lf would begin in about one 
m onth.

N egotiating teams reached the 
agreem ent after days o f intense 
discussions, inc lud ing  talks 
th roughout yesterday.

Mubarak's Cabinet unani­
m ously gave final approval to the 
agreem ent at about m idn igh t 
yesterday.

David Kimche, co-chairman o f 
the Israeli delegation, said his 
governm ent had also approved 
the document.

Asked i f  the sum m it would be 
held today, Kimche said: "Yes. 
Prime M inister Peres is arriv ing 
(today)."

In Jerusalem, governm ent 
sources said Peres was conven­
ing his Cabinet fo r a pre-sum m it 
session at 8 a.m . (2 a.m . EOT) 
and would fly to Alexandria, 
Egypt's Mediterranean port, d i­
rectly afterward.
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Utah senator donates left kidney 
to long-suffering diabetic daughter

WASHINGTON - Sen. Jake Gam 
donated his left kidney yesterday 
to daughter Susan Garn Horne 
in what doctors called "an ex­
trem ely successful" operation 
that le ft the senator "p roud and 
happy."

"The best o f our expectations 
have been m et and everyone is 
fine ,"sa id  Dr. Baird Helfrich, who 
transplanted one o f Gam's k id ­
neys in to  the senator's 27-year- 
o ld daughter in a nearly six-hour 
operation.

Another surgeon, Dr. Ian 
Spence, removed Gam's le ft k id ­
ney after a tim e-consum ing inc i­
sion which extended from  the 
senator's back to his left rib  in 
the front. In an adjacent operat­
ing room, Helfrich im planted the 
kidney in to Mrs. Horne, a 
diabetic who suffers from  kidney 
failure.

“The senator is awake, has a 
b it o f a g rin  on his face ... He 
seems very self-satisfied, and 
happy and peaceful," Helfrich 
said. The doctor added that he 
had spoken to Garn at length in 
advance o f the surgery about 
Gam 's concern fo r his daughter 
and the senator's gratitude that 
he was able to  donate the kidney.

"He was proud and happy," 
Helfrich said o f Garn, a physically 
fit 53-year-old who flew on the 
Discovery spaceship with a crew 
o f NASA astronauts in April 1985.

T im  Sites, spokesman for 
Georgetown University Hospital, 
said later yesterday that both 
Garn and his daughter were in 
fa ir condition.

Senate Majority Leader Robert 
Dole, R-Kan., said, "Needless to 
say, all our thoughts and prayers 
are w ith the Garn fam ily. This is 
a m ost generous and coura­
geous act." Dole said that two o f 
Gam 's sons could have donated 
a kidney to the ir sister, but that 
the senator fe lt it was his duty as 
a father to do so. "This is typical 
o f Senator G am ," Dole said.

Sen. W illiam Proxmire, D-Wis., 
called Garn “a rem arkable man, 
a man o f courage."

While the senator awaited the 
start o f the surgery, Helfrich said, 
Garn conversed w ith his doctors 
about science and the senator's 
interest in the space program .

"He indicated he had never 
been fam ilia r w ith a hospital. He 
had been in his own home for 
$25," Helfrich recounted o f his 
conversation w ith Garn. 

"Everything went w e ll," Mary

Thiriot, an aide to Garn, said fo l­
low ing the side-by-side opera­
tions that took about six hours.

"I am very happy and proud to 
be the dono r," the Utah Repub­
lican had said as he entered 
Georgetown University Hospital. 
"Her m other carried her for nine 
m onths and I am honored to give 
her part o f m e."

Garn interrupted his re- 
election campaign Tuesday to 
check in to the hospital.

Gam's operation, called a 
nephrectomy, was needed be­
cause his daughter, Susan Rhae 
Garn Horne, has suffered since 
childhood with diabetes.

Gam's doctors said the senator 
likely would be kept in the hospi­
tal fo r at least a week, could drive 
a car and resume his campaign 
for re-election in three to four 
weeks, and even go jo g g in g  
w ith in a month.

In juvenile , diabetes, the type 
Mrs. Horne contracted, the 
pancreas quits producing insulin 
and sugar builds up in the body's 
bloodstream. A victim  needs one 
o r m ore insulin shots a day to 
compensate. However, blood 
sugar levels still rise occasion­
ally, and the kidneys attem pt to 
filte r excess sugar from  the

BOSTON - News and feature 
stories about suicide, as well as 
te levision movies on the subject, 
seem to induce teen-agers to 
take the ir own lives, two new 
studies conclude.

The research suggests that 
even w ell-in tentioned exam ina­
tions o f the ris ing  suicide rate 
can prom pt troubled adoles­
cents to k ill themselves.

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However, experts are unsure 
what, i f  anything, the news 
media should changfe in the ir 
portrayal o f suicide.

"I don 't th ink  we should not 
tell the public that the suicide 
rate is go ing  up. That would be 
r id icu lo u s ," said Dr. Leon Eisen- 
berg o f Harvard Medical School. 
“ Yet i f  this is right, that may be 
some sort o f stim ulus to people 
who are th ink ing  about it. I don 't 
know what the so lu tion is."

A lthough the studies con­
cluded that teen-age suicides in­
crease after television news p ro ­
gram s or movies dealing with 
suicide, neither showed that the 
v ictim s had seen the programs.

Dr. David Phillips o f the Uni­
versity o f California at San Diego 
found that the nationwide 
suicide rate am ong teen-agers 
was 7 percent higher than usual

fo llow ing 38 television news and 
feature stories about suicide 
du ring  the 1970s.

Dr. Madelyn Gould o f C olum ­
bia University found that the 
num ber o f teen-age suicide a t­
tem pts in the New York City area 
rose significantly fo llow ing three 
o f four m ade-for-television 
movies about suicide that were 
broadcast during  the fall o f 1984 
and w inter o f 1985.

Both studies suggested that 
teen-agers im itate suicides they 
hear about on television. The 
reports were published in today's 
New England Journal o f 
Medicine, a long with an editoria l 
by Eisenberg.

After accidents, suicide is the 
leading cause o f death am ong 
American adolescents between 
the ages o f 15 and 19. Since 
1950, the suicide rate has trip led

in this age group, and alm ost 
1,700 kill themselves each year.

Phillips' study concluded that 
"educators, policy makers and 
jou rna lis ts  may wish to consider 
ways o f reducing public expo­
sure to stories, both general and 
specific, about suicide." Gould's 
study sa1<*. “ the presum ptive 
evidence suggests that fictional 
presentations o f suicide may 
have a lethal e ffe c t."

“There is an im plication that 
there should be censorship. I am 
very much opposed to tha t," said 
Charlotte Ross, executive d irec­
tor o f the Youth Suicide National 
Center in Washington.

In interviews, neither Phillips 
nor Gould advocated censor­
ship.

"I would be very upset if  people 
were to use my find ings to pres­
sure the news media to reduce

coverage o f certain kinds o f 
stories, " Phillips said.

He suggested that news 
reports about suicides m ight in ­
clude m ention o f the find ing  that 
suicides often fo llow  such 
coverage. This way, friends and 
relatives o f potential suicide v ic­
tims, as well as despondent 
people themselves, could be es­
pecially alert.

Gould's study found that in the 
two weeks before three o f the TV 
movies, there were 14 teen-age 
suicide attem pts in the New York 
area. Afterward, there were 22. 
After another movie about 
suicide, however, there was no 
significant change.

Two o f the programs, inc lud­
ing the one that had no apparent 
negative effect, were broadcast 
by CBS.

Three Notre Dame researchers 
are looking  for a m icroscopic o r­
ganism w ith a voracious appetite 
fo r coal tar.

The organism, when found, 
w ill be given the banquet o f a 
life tim e on the site o f a 19th cen­
tury Mew York gas plant.

Dr. Robert Irvine, civil eng i­
neering department, began his 
search in October 1985, when he 
was contacted by Niagara 
Mohawk Power Corporation. 
Niagara Mohawk had decided to 
reclaim  a 65 acre site in Utica, 
NY, that was once the location 
for a gas plant operated by the 
Utica Qas and Electric Company.

The manufacture o f gas fo r 
cooking, heating and ligh ting  le ft 
the site covered w ith a th in layer 
o f coal tar residues.

Irvine was called upon because 
he had done work sequencing 
batch reactor technology while 
teaching at Texas A&M from 
1968 to 1970. This process 
prom otes the growth o f harm ­
less m icroorganism s to break 
down wastes.

Irvine and two colleagues, 
Charles Kulpa and Loyd 
Ketchum, began w orking on the 
project in early June after receiv­
ing a grant o f $150,000.

The experim ent is divided into 
three phases. Phase one involves

testing organism s to eat the coal 
tar. The first step o f th is phase, 
where the researchers test basic 
organisms, should be com pleted 
by the end o f this month, accor­
d ing  to Irvine.

The second step o f the phase, 
which w ill begin in November 
and continue for five months, w ill 
involve using the organism s in 
soil decontam ination studies. 
The th ird  step w ill be to design 
a full scale dem onstration.

Phase two w ill be a lim ited 
dem onstration o f what they 
found in the lab on the site o f 
the gas plant. The th ird  phase 
will be a fu ll scale, on-site 
dem onstration.

Irvine is pleased with the prog­
ress o f the experim ent so far.

"Everything looks good. The 
bugs are happy and they're 
eating the waste."

In 1975, the University gave Ir­
vine a grant o f $ 1,500 to develop 
a proposal on the sequencing 
batch reactor technology to send 
to  the National Science Founda­
tion for funding. The next year, 
the Enviromental Protection 
Agency provided $350,000 fo r a 
dem onstration in Culver, In. Ac­
cord ing to Irvine, those projects 
have lead to the establishm ent 
o f 75 full-scale plants dealing 
w ith sequencing batch reactor 
technology and m ore than a m il­
lion do llars in research grants for 
the University.

Our efforts are directed toward African 
people. But now Rally Against Starvations 
has ben banned by the Notre Dame Ad­
m in istra tion, and we are confused. We 
believe our organization to be a good 
one, a hum anitarian one, a Christian one. 
The goals o f ou r group, whose m em bers 
are both Notre Dame and Saint Mary's 
students, are simple: We a ttem pt to 
create awareness o f the issue o f African 
famine, and we directly fund long-term  
developm ent, research and localized 
projects in Africa.

Last year the Rally Against Starvation 
held twenty-three events: twenty-three 
com m unity  events. We hosted guest 
speakers, coffee nights, masses, fo lk

concerts, movies, afternoon rallies on the 
mall, an African food night, a slide show, 
and a show o f African arts. Members o f 
Rally Against Starvation also visited high 
school classes in order to generate a tten ­
tion and enthusiasm for ou r campaign.

$2,400.

These cultura l events were successful

Africa (for Africa is not a colorless land, 
but one rich in trad ition and potential) 
and in raising money to send to our cho­
sen project - nourishm ent tra in ing  and 
developm ent in Sierra Leone. The twenty- 
three activities enabled us to make a s ig ­
nificant difference in the lives o f the 
African poor.

We realize that as humans we m ust 
make a resolution to care for fellow 
humans. We realize that as Christians we 
hav an ob ligation to serve others. Rally 
Against Starvation is an organization 
which supports our com m ittm ents. Now, 
however, in the name o f Rally Against 
Starvation we are no longer allowed to 
act. Our status as an offic ia l student o r­
ganization has been "perm anently res­
cinded." We are not to  raise funds, we 
are not to use on or o ff campus facilities, 
and we are not to advertise in the Obser­
ver o r through any other means.

The decision to ban Rally Against 
Starvation was made jo in tly  by the offices 
o f Student Activities and. o f Student Af­
fairs. The July 3, 1986 letter from  Joni 
Neal explains the reason as a vio lation o f 
the University's a lcohol policy and o f the 
State Drug laws at the May 3, 1986 Rally 
Against Starvation concert. Security 
reports to have found evidence o f alcohol 
use and o f d rug  paraphernalia. The letter 
states that officers and mem bers o f Rally 
Against Starvation were am ong the 
violators, though no individuals have 
been charged, accused, o r even con­
fronted by Security. Rather, actions have 
been taken against the entire group.

The letter goes on to say that any un i­
versity organization, according to Du Lac, 
must be consistent with the m ission o f 
the University as a whole, whether the 
m ission be spiritual, moral, intellectual, 
cultural, social, o r recreational. Ms. Neal 
wrote, RASTA certainly was not operating 
w ith in these guidelines. "

This bewilders us. The May 3 concert 
was a com m unity experience. The music 
was music o f peace. The break which 
Rally Against Starvation m em bers passed 
through the crowd sym bolized our com ­
mon bond with each o ther and with in d i­
viduals around the world. Our year long 
efforts clearly show our dedication to the 
human mission.

We are not denying Security's accusa­
tions, though the vio lations were out o f 
our im m ediate control. But we are an ex­
tremely worthwhile interest made o f 
caring, moral people. If there was a p rob­
lem we are w illing  to face it and correct 
it. To abolish an entire group, a sympa­
thetic cause, is unjust.

We are unsure o f the future for Rally 
Against Starvation. Appeals are being 
made, and support is appreciated. We 
want to be able to act once again. We are 
surprised by and we sincerely regret the 
decision o f the University, but ou r com ­
m ittm ent still stands. Now we can only 
encourage you, too, to  continue your in ­
dividual efforts in a id ing  African re lie f 
funds. Please rem em ber Rally Against 
Starvation, for the cause is a special one 
and it needs special attention.

a closer look

When Ronald Reagan unveiled his Stra­
tegic Defense Initiative, instantly dubbed 
Star Wars, in March, o f 1983, it became 
the source o f a great deal of discussion 
both in the West and in the Soviet Union. 
Would it work? Were the Soviets try ing to 
do the same th ing? Would it worsen the 
already strained re la tionsh ip  between the 
two superpowers? I believe that concrete 
answers to all these questions exist. 
However, I do not believe that they will 
be easily found if the United States con­
tinues to fo llow  Reagan's secretive policy 
toward Star Wars technology. Instead, we 
should seek a lasting peace by w orking 
in con junction  w ith the Soviets in try ing 
to develop a system that w ill finally make 
nuclear weapons, as Reagan expressed 
it, " im po ten t and obsolete. "
President Reagan's present stance toward 
the developm ent o f Star Wars technology 
is that the United States should perfect it 
first, and only then let the Soviet Union 
in on what we have found. This view can

only force the Soviets in to a position o f 
more than the ir ord inary jus tifiab le  
paranoia and will probably lead to an 
esclation o f the arm s race both sides 
cla im  they don't want. Our refusal to bar­
gain over the SDI program  only enhances 
the possibility o f th is happening.

A further cost o f this policy is that in 
our e ffo rt to adamantly refuse answers 
to any Soviet questions on Star Wars we 
are also preventing ourselves from  an- 
sewring valid ones o f our own. One that 
has not been adequately answered is the 
m ost basic one: "Are we capable o f per­
fecting th is technology by ourselves?" Ac­
cord ing to a report from  the Congres­
sional Office o f Technology Assessment 
the prospects o f this happening are "so 
rem ote that it should not serve as the 
basis for public expectations or national 
policy. " This is understandable when one 
considers what Star Wars is try ing  to do: 
shoot down incom ing enemy m issiles 
from  what w ill easily be hundreds, even 
thousands o f m iles away. There are 
several ideas about how this can be ac­
com plished. Most center around the firing  
o f a laser o r particle beam through space 
either from  a satellite o r from  a ground- 
based system which would then be 
bounced o ff reflecting m irro rs in space. 
Laser technology is the m ost advanced, 
but it has the disadvantage o f needing 
an enorm ous am ount o f energy. A satel­
lite based sytem would require that fuel 
tanks capable o f supplying the equivalent 
o f 60% o f U.S. electric ity production be 
launched in to  space. Launching a 
payload this large is obviously a fo r­
m idable task, but even i f  th is proves 
feasible there still rem ains the problem  
o f m aking sure that these lasers h it the ir 
targets. At present, com puter and sensor 
technology cannot guarantee this, and

seem to be far from do ing  so. What, then, 
can we do to make Star Wars a reality 
more quickly?

According to Time magazine "Experts 
say, the Soviets are about abreast with 
the United States in p roducing high- 
energy lasers and ahead in the power 
sources needed U ,-. in them . But the 
United States is believed to hold a sub­
stantial lead in com puter technology and 
sensors.' If th is is true, I believe it would 
make the m ost sense in term s o f money, 
manpower, tim e and m ost im portan tly  
trust fo r the two countries' scientists to 
work jo in tly  and openly fo r so lu tion to 
the technical problem s o f th is modern 
m ethod o f warfare in the hope that we 
w ill someday e lim inate its very need for 
existence.

Trust is m ost im portan t at the negotia t­
ing table, and that is precisely where Star 
Wars is at its weakest. It s im ply cannot 
be negotiated using the m ethods that the 
superpowers have utilized in com ing to 
past agreements. I believe that any con­
ventional type o f negotiation on Star Wars 
is predestined to failure, and that the only 
feasible accord on the topic w ould be for 
the Soviets and the United States to agree 
to work together on perfecting the tech­
nology. In the past both the United States 
and the Soviet Union have understand­
ably been very cautious at the bargain ing 
table using the ponderous "We w ill give 
a little  if  you give a l it t le " style. With Star 
Wars this cannot be done. It is an all o r 
no th ing  kind o f system which Time 
d ip lom atic  correspondent Strobe Talbott 
says, “ No single com ponent (can) be 
given away at the barga in ing table. " And 
if the United States decides to continue 
with other arms reduction talks, Talbott 
warns, The Soviets are all the less likely

to cut back on their offensive forces. " 
This, o f course, means that the develop­
ment o f Star Wars w ill become even more 
complicated, possibly hopelessly so. It 
w ill be argued that it may well be equally 
as com plicated fo r us ever to work to ­
gether, but w ith only the madnss o f the 
present policy o f Mutually Assured 
Destruction we m ust try som ething.

Trust is, o f course, the key elem ent in 
the search fo r peace. One o f the o ldest 
and m ost sucessful ways o f p rom oting  
trust is through the exchange o f people 
and in form ation. As was evidenced in the 
recent O lym pic boycotts and aborted 
arm s talks both sides have been ex­
trem ely reluctant to  exchange either o f 
these two valuable com m odities. This 
hurts both countries. People are unw illing  
to compete or even speak w ith each other 
have little  change o f ever understanding 
each other's backgrounds and the views 
they influence, and thus, have a lm ost no 
hope o f ever being able to negotiate a 
realistic, lasting peace. The lack o f in fo r­
m ation exchange hurts all people fo r it 
can cause needless su ffe ring  as new in ­
dustria l, agricu ltura l and medical tech­
niques which could aid many rem ain h id ­
den under a cloak o f suspicion. It is 
because o f th is lack o f exchange that I 
see another benefit to  a jo in t  e ffo rt on 
Star Wars. I believe that even if a consor­
tium  o f Soviet and Western scientists are 
incapable o f find ing  a technical so lu tion 
to the peace process the mere fact that 
they are w ork ing  together on such a 
sensitive project w ill add much to it as 
the two superpowers w ill slowly learn to 
do  som eth ing they have never done 
before: trust each other.

Just when it was tim e fo r a 

final-m onth free-for-all in the 
American League East, the Red 
Sox wrecked it.

With a 1 1-game w inn ing  streak 
through yesterday, Boston holds 
its largest lead o f the season, 
e ight-and-a-half games over 
second-place Toronto.

Now, it appears the Red Sox 
may have to hold o ff only history.

Baltim ore was not able to catch 
them. Nor was Detroit. The New

York Yankees surged, them 
stumbled, and are 11-and-a-half 
games back.

Ever since the Red Sox moved 
in to  firs t place on May 14, the 
rest o f the AL east has been 
w aiting for them  to fold.

near the bo ttom  o f the league in 
home runs. They could w ind up 
w ith the ir worst stand ing in that 
departm ent in 25 years.

Cleanup batter J im  Rice is 
choking up and h itting  to the o p ­
posite field. The J im  Rice?

"Last season, I cou ldn 't see the 
holes in right. This year, I can 
see holes there b ig  enough to 
drive two trucks through, " said 
Rice, ba tting  .330 w ith 17 
homers and a team -leading 95 
RBI.

The biggest difference is p itch­
ing, particu larly the Cy Young 
year o f Roger Clemens, breezing 
w ith a 21-4 record. But does 
everyone realize ju s t how good 
Boston's p itch ing  has been?

The Red Sox are w ith in  a few 
hundredths o f a run o f leading 
the AL in earned run average. 
Boston has not done that since 
1916, when the star o f the s ta ff 
was a pudgy left-hander named 
Babe

It is p itching, a long w ith a fa­
vorable schedule, that the Red 
Sox believe w ill carry them  to 
their firs t d ivision cham pionship 
since 1975. Boston plays its final 
10 games at home, three each 
against Toronto  and Baltim ore 
and the final fou r against New 
York.

On the road, the Red Sox play 
three games this weekend in New 
York and three more the fo llow ­
ing weekend in Toronto.

Boston has won four o f seven 
games against the Blue Jays this 
season and 13 o f 20 in the last 
two years.

Dennis “Oil Can" Boyd, despite 
his off-the-fie ld  episodes, is 14- 
9. Bruce Hurst has won 10 
games and Tom Seaver is still 
p itch ing  well. Calvin Schiraldi, 
acquired in a trade that sent Bob 
Ojeda to the New York Mets, has 
overcom e arm  problem s and has 
become Boston's stopper since 
being recalled from  the m inors 
seven weeks ago.

Boston has also kept itse lf 
ahead this season by beating up 
on the weaker AL west. After 
go ing  ju s t 40-44 against West 
teams in 1985, the Red Sox pu l­
verized the other division this 
year w ith a 51-33 mark.

Only once this year did Boston 
weaken, when it went 3-11 at the 
end o f July. That's when the 
other teams made their moves.

The Orioles pulled w ith in 2 'A 
games in the first week o f Au­
gust. When Baltim ore fell o ff  the 
pace, the Yankees got w ith in  3'A 
games. Two weeks later, the 
Tigers broke a season-long 
malaise and clim bed w ith in 4 'A.

Experience and execution. 
Those are the two Key words for 
Metre's Dame kicking game this 
season.

Both senior placekicker John 
Carney and senior punter Dan 
Sorensen are noted fo r their con­
sistency. Carney currently holds 
the school record in field goal 
percentage (.732) and is only 10 
field goals away from  becom ing 
the all-tim e Irish leader in that 
category. Sorensen averaged 
40.2 yards on 58 punts last year, 
rarely ge tting  o ff a bad kick.

The other key, execution, was 
som etim es m issing from  the 
special teams last season. Car­
ney, whose field goal production 
fell to .600 last season (13 o f 
22), believes the consistency will

be there th is season.
"We probably d id 't practice as 

much as we should have last 
season," he said. "But things are 
w orking sm ooth now. I'm 
looking forward to a good special 
team s."

Sorensen will be the holder for 
Carney, and freshman Tim Grun- 
hard w ill be the snapper. The 
synchronization o f these three 
players w ill determ ine whether 
Carney will return to the form  o f 
his sophom ore season, when he 
hit 17 o f 19 field goals and was 
a perfect 25 o f 25 on point-after 
tries.

“ I can't th ink o f anybody who 
is go ing  to give you a better 
chance o f m aking it than John 
Carney, " said Head Coach Lou 
Holtz.

Carney is also noted for his ac­
curacy from  long ranges. He has

made 15 o f 16 attem pts in the 
40-49 yard range.

Carney will also be the kicko ff 
specialist, a position he has held 
since his freshman year.

A lthough Sorensen was very 
consistent last year, he had to 
ward o ff a challenge from  ju n io r 
Vince Phelan to get the starting 
nod for the Michigan game.

"The consistency there really 
and tru ly  scares m e," Holtz said 
o f his two punters.

Sorensen best ou ting  last 
season came against Purdue. He 
kicked 9 punts for a 47.2 yard 
average, inc lud ing his career 
best o f 57 yards.

Much w ill be expected o f 
Sorensen this year, as Assitant 
Coach Mike Stock noted that the 
com petition  fo r the jo b  con­
tinues to be on a day-to-day 
basis.

Henson was a scout fo r the 
Reds. He got the ring  from  Pete 
Whisenant, who batted .200 in 
28 games w ith the 61 Reds. 
Whisenant had trouble cracking 
an outfie ld  that included league 
MVP frank Robinson, Vada Pin­
son and Wally Post.

It was the only World Series 
ring Whisenant collected. His 
m ajor league career ended after 
that 61 season. So the g ift o f the 
ring was a warm statem ent o f his 
friendship w ith Henson.

Mrs. Stewart said she believes 
Whisenant currently lives som e­
where in Florida.

"Pete and my father were very 
close, " Mrs. Stewart said. " It 
started ou t du ring  spring  tra in ­
ing in Florida. My father was a 
real personable fellow, and never 
hesitated to walk up and ta lk  to 
people. Over the years, he and 
Pete became real good fr ie n d s ."

But now, 13 years after her fa­
ther's death, the unemployed 
m other o f three is hop ing to sell 
the ring.

INDIANAPOLIS - Jon Hand, far 
from  satisfied w ith his NFL debut 
w ith the Indianapolis Colts, is 
look ing  to Sunday's game at 
Miami as a personal challenge.

"You can't get down on your­
self. You ju s t have to keep p lug ­
g ing ," says (he 6-foot-6, 280- 
pound rookie defensive end.

Hand, the Colts' No. I pick and 
the fourth  player chosen overall 
in th is year's college draft, had 
1 I tackles, inc lud ing two unas­
sisted stops, in last week's 33-3 
loss at New England.

But he had no sacks and wasn't 
even credited w ith pressuring

quarterback Tony Eason. He 
wants to do better this week 
against M iami's Dan Marino.

"As they say, he is the best in 
the league, " said Hand, a starter 
at righ t end. "And I like that 
m yself because it's a personal 
challenge. It would do me a great 
honor to get back there to him  
a couple o f tim es."

In last week's 50-28 loss at San 
Diego, Marino h it 64 percent o f 
his passes fo r 290 yards and 
three touchdowns, but he was 
sacked four tim es fo r losses o f 
29 yards. The Colts managed 
only one sack, by Donnell 
Thompson, against the Patriots.

"The th ing  is to win as a team,

and we're go ing  to work towards 
that, " said Hand.

The Colts have lost to the Dol­
phins in their last 1 I m eetings 
and in 16 o f their past 17 games.

"We ju s t have to keep a posi­
tive attitude and go in to  Miami 
w ith the attitude that we re go ing  
to win that game. We have to try 
to keep noth ing  from  deterring 
us from  it,"  said Band. "We have 
to ju s t go at it from  start to finish 
... ju s t go crazy ou t there."

Hand, who totaled 234 tackles 
in his college career at Alabama, 
said the Colts were unable to ac­
com plish what they tried to do 
against the Patriots.

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Patriots to face Jets 
in wild card rematch

EAST RUTHERFORD, N.J. - The 
strange brew that makes up the 
New England Patriots in many 
ways defies logic. But it works, 
as the Patriots' tr ip  to  the Super 
Bowl proved last year.

New England visits the New 
York Jets ton igh t in a nationally 
televised NFL contest that w ill 
provide an early ju m p  in the AFC 
east race fo r one o f the teams. 
The Patriots, who beat the Jets 
26-14 in the AFC wild card game 
last December, routed In ­
d ianapolis 33-3 in the ir season- 
opener. New York edged Buffalo 
28-24.

The Patriots are directed by 
Coach Raymond Berry, who was 
a Hall o f Fame wide receiver w ith 
the Baltim ore Colts. Yet, the 
team favors a conservative attack 
bu ilt around runn ing  backs Craig 
James and Tony Collins and a 
solid offensive line.

They lost two o f the ir longtim e 
stars, perennial All-Pro guard 
John Hannah and defensive end 
Ju lius Adams to retirem ent. Still, 
as All-Pro linebacker Andre T ip ­
pett claims, the Patriots are a 
closer group now than in any o f 
his fou r years o f te rro riz ing  o f­
fenses.

And New England's plays are 
called by Steve Grogan, the 
backup quarterback, from  the 
sidelines, while starter Tony 
Eason puts them in to  m otion.

Regardless, as Jets Coach Joe 
Walton notes, the Patriots m ust 
be do ing  a whole lo t o f th ings 
right.

"They are confident and e ff i­
cient and we 11-coached, " Walton 
said. "They're the m ost talented 
team in our d iv is ion  and maybe 
in the entire NFL."

T ippett likes the sound o f that.

"Our defense is much better 
than last year," said the man who 
led the AFC with 16 '6  sacks last 
season. "I th ink  our perform ance 
Sunday symbolizes that and the 
confidence we have out th e re ."

Berry took over fo r Ron Meyer 
m idway through the 1984 
season. His practices are lighter, 
w ith v irtua lly no hard contact, 
and he is m ore accessible than 
Meyer.

"He's a players' coach," T ippett 
said. %

New England buried the Colts 
last Sunday as Eason connected 
on 18 o f 29 passes fo r 252 yards 
and a touchdown to Stanley Mor­
gan, who suffered a m ild  concus­
sion on the play. Despite the 
short week, Morgan is expected 
to play.

Tony Franklin had four field 
goals and the defense, led by 
linebacker Don B lackm on w ith 
three sacks, trapped Colts quar­
terback Gary Hogeboom  six 
times. The Colts, one o f the 
league's best rush ing teams, had 
only 83 yards on the ground.

"You have to stop the ru n ," T ip ­
pett said, " not neglect it and 
worry only about the pa ss ."

But T ippett said the Jets pres­
ent a double d ilem m a - they can 
ram the ball down a defense's 
throat and have as good a crew 
o f receivers as anyone.

The Jets overcame a noisy 
crowd and a h igh ly motivated 
Bills team in the debut o f Q B jim  
Kelly. Ken O'Brien threw for 318 
yards and touchdowns o f 46 
yards to Al Toon and 71 to Wesley 
Walker.

Toon said the Jets are ready 
for whatever the Patriots send 
the ir way in New York's home 
opener.

Defensive end Barry Bennett 
th inks the Jets w ill provide some 
o f the ir own fireworks in stop­
ping the Patriots.

"The m ost im portant th ing is 
we've go t to hurry Eason and 
make him  throw quicker than he 
wants to ," Bennett said. “ I f  your 
defense can get the ir offense off-

balance, it can do even more. We 
have to shut down James and 
Collins and, i f  we are aggressive, 
we can get in to  the ir backfield. 
Then we'll be able to shut them 
dow n."

Attitude will be key to Irish grid turnaround
Right now, Tlotre Dame is down. But from  these 

ashes a phoenix w ill emerge; a new  Tlotre Dame, a 
better Tlotre Dame, w ill come back to its place in 

college football.

Those m igh t not be the exact words, but Notre 
Dame fans may recall them  nevertheless. They fell 
from  the lips o f som eone who knows, perhaps better 
than anyone else, where Notre Dame has been and 
where it should be. They also came at perhaps the 
low-water m ark in the history o f Notre Dame's great 
g rid iron  tradition.

Ara Parseghian, the fo rm er Irish head coach and 
CBS-TV's com m enta tor on Nov. 30, 1985, stated 
those sooth ing words to all the dazed Irish fans who 
were w itnessing the w aning seconds o f M iami's 58-7 
hum ilia tion  o f the Irish in the last game o f last year's 
season.

Most people by that po in t in the game had already 
turned o ff the ir sets, but as Parseghian was saying 
those words, a lm ost m ocking ly the camera was 
show ing the dejected and battered Notre Dame 
players stragg ling  around in an tic ipation  o f the final 
gun.

The general a ttitude o f the team was one factor 
Holtz felt would play a m ajor role in his e ffo rt to turn 
the Irish fortunes around.

The players have all worked very, very hard, but 
I'm  not sured how how much confidence they have 
that they can win., " Holtz has stated. “ I don 't know 
what their a ttitude w ill be the first tim e adversity 
strikes. These are questions that concern m e."

The u ltim ate answer, o f course, w ill come Saturday 
when the Irish players will a ttem pt to put the past

There is a strik ing  s im ila rity  in the situation Notre 
Dame finds itse lf in this year and the one in which 
Michigan found itse lf a year ago. When the Irish went 
in to Ann Arbor last season, they were the favorites 
over a team that was com ing o ff one o f its m ost 
d isappoin ting campaigns in mem ory.

The starting quarterback was recovering from  a 
broken arm  that some felt was not good enough to 
use in college football anyway. An untested sopho­
m ore tailback was go ing  to be the rush ing game. 
Inexperience prevailed over the offensive and defen­
sive lines. Many questioned whether the team had 
the desire to put the program  back on the w inn ing 
track.

The Wolverines surprised Notre Dame first and 
then the rest o f the country in ro llin g  up a 10-1-1 
record and a final spot at num ber two in the national 
polls.

For those o f you who wonder what it takes to be 
the football coach at Notre Dame, o r fo r those o f 
you who ju s t want to hear someone else echo a 
com m on campus lament, Lou Holtz has som ething 
to say.

"I ju s t have absolutely no social life whatsoever," 
he says. "I get up about 5:30 in the m orn ing  and 
come in to start ou r s ta ff m eeting from  7 to 12. At 
one o 'clock or so, I get ready fo r practice. After prac­
tice gets done, then I look at film  and go home 
around 9:30.

"Then from  10-12 or so, I prepare for the next 
day's meeting. I don 't find it boring  or d ifficu lt. I ju s t 
don't know how to do it any other way."

Question marks abound for fall Irish baseball squad

I f  Irish head coach Larry Gallo 
were to symbolize the 1986 
season, that sym bol m igh t ju s t 
take the form  o f a question mark.

"I'm  not much o f a prognos- 
ticator, so if you want to ta lk  to 
me about the season, come talk 
to me on May 10," said Gallo, 
who w ill lead his team onto  the 
diam ond at Jake Klein Field this 
weekend. On Saturday a t lO a.m , 
the Irish w ill play a game against 
form er Irish players before fo r­
m ally opening the fall exh ib ition 
season against Bradley in a 
doubleheader at 1 p.m . Sunday. 
It w ill m ark Gallo's seventh 
season as the Irish head coach, 
who will be using this fall to im ­
prove on last spring 's 22-28 
record.

“ Fall baseball at Notre Dame

is the equivalent o f spring  tra in ­
ing in the m ajors," said Gallo. 
“ We play 10 games, all on the 
weekend, and intrasquad games 
du ring  the week. We want to 
develop situational baseball and 
work on the fundam entals."

Aside from  a host o f uncer­
tainties, one brigh t spot for the 
Irish th is season is that the basic 
offensive and defensive players 
on the team rem ain intact, which 
should be bad news for Irish o p ­
ponents. Last year, the Irish hit 
opposing p itch ing  at a consistent 
and powerful .31 I clip. Senior 
John Loughran, who broke the 
Irish single- season h it record 
(69) on his last at-bat o f the '86 
season, anchors an offensive a t­
tack that also includes ju n io r  Pat 
Pesavento, senior Scott Rogers, 
and senior captain Ken Soos.

“ Youthful enthusiasm in so far 
as h itting  is concerned can really

carry it fo r the team ," explained 
Gallo. “ I have guarded optim ism  
about the h itting. We've only 
been practic ing fo r two weeks, 
so it's hard to tell. But I haven't 
seen a team h itting  as well as 
th is team since I've been here. 
They've still go t to bear down and 
work on things, though."

After the hitting, even the 
guarded optim ism  runs dry for 
the Irish. The team has a load o f 
problem s to work on this fall, the 
biggest o f which is pitching. In 
last year's roller-coaster season, 
no one group exem plified the 
lack o f consistency on the team 
than the p itch ing staff. The loss 
o f veteran and consistent staffers 
Brad Cross, Mark Watzke, and 
Steve Powell to graduation only 
make the problem  more acute 
fo r Gallo,

Right now I have 19 pitchers, 
and all 19 w ill get an opportun ity

to pitch. We don 't have an expe­
rienced p itch ing staff, and we 
weren't consistent last year. 
There were also a few arm prob­
lems. For instance, Kevin 
Chenail was not 100 percent last 
season, and he and Paul Mauk 
both had operations over the 
summer.

“ But as far as I'm concerned, 
it all starts on the mound. If we 
have some good pitching, it 
helps the whole team. The 
pitchers know that they're on a 
team that can score runs for 
them, but they've go t to get it 
go ing  by p itch ing consistently."

The Irish also suffered from  a 
plague o f mental errors last 
season, but Gallo, w ho norm ally 
goes at length about such prob­
lems, a ttributed m ost o f the 
problem  to injuries.

“ We had people in there last 
season who were hurt o r inex­

perienced. They thought about 
the ir mistakes. But mental con­
centration has to be a lot better, 
has to be. The team realized it 
had a frustra ting season, but 
som etim es you have to get 
knocked d o w n 'be fo re  you can 
get up.

One big change for the team 
when they start the season in 
March is that they have dropped 
out o f the Midwestern Collegiate 
Conference, thereby m aking any 
NCAA berth a tall order fo r the 
new independent.

“ I'm  disappointed, but it was 
an Athletic Departm ent decision 
and I respect it (dropping out o f 
the MCC), " said Gallo. “ An inde­
pendent in collegiate baseball 
needs 40-45 wins to be consid­
ered fo ra  tournam ent berth. Just 
ask Clemson. They had an excel­
lent team last year and d idn 't 
make it to  the NCAA's."
