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New policy 
for SMC 
registration

A new reg istra tion procedure for 
Saint M a ry ’s students begins next week 
in the south lounge of Regina H all.

Before students can reg ister fo r core 
classes and electives fo r the Spring se­
mester, they must complete an advise­
ment fo rm  to be signed by th e ir ad­
visors, said Sister Francesca Kennedy 
of the R eg is tra r’s Office. Students who 
a rr ive  at reg istra tion w ithout a com­
pleted and signed fo rm  w ill be turned 
away, she said.

The new reg istra tion  procedure also 
enters a ll class selections d irec tly  into 
a computer. Students w ill no longer 
have to stand in separate lines to obtain 
com puter cards fo r each class. Each 
student w ill leave reg istra tion  w ith  a 
printed copy of her completed schedule.

R egistration begins next Monday 
w ith  the seniors. The signed advise­
ment fo rm  w ill be stamped fo r adm it­
tance into the south lounge. A t one of 
five  computer te rm ina ls students’ se­
lections w ill be checked fo r openings. 
I f  available, a space in the class is then 
reserved.

Any pre-registration that took place 
in the departments w ill a lready be on 
file.

No plan yet 
for payment 
of damages

The H a ll Presidents’ Council decided 
Thursday to ask the classes and student 
governm ent to help pay the $1,400 in 
food fig h t damages but did not come 
up w ith  a specific plan fo r d iv id ing  the 
b ill, said Bob Daley, HPC co-chairman.

HPC mem bers w ill meet before Mon­
day ’s student senate meeting to devise 
a fo rm u la , he said.

Last F rid ay , HPC members m et w ith  
John G oldrick, associate vice president 
fo r residence life . G o ldrick said the stu ­
dent body as a whole should take 
responsib ilty fo r the damages which 
resulted from  the food fights fo llow ing 
the v ic to ry  over M ichigan because as 
m any as 800 students were involved, 
HPC members said.

G o ldrick placed no restric tions, guid- 
lines or a deadline on how or when the 
b il l should be paid, Daley said.

A  plan to collect the money through 
a fundra iser was rejected, Daley said. 
“ That would draw  too much a ttention,”  
he said. “ We want to get it  out of the 
way as soon as possible.”

Though Daley said he hoped the 
whole student body would go along w ith  
the plan, “ I t ’s more im portan t tha t the 
student leaders agree,”  he said.

Notre Dame students on- 
campus reportedly have been 
solic ited by the same group of 
Hare K rishnas who have con­
ducted door-to-door campaigns 
at Campus V iew Apartm ents.

Residents of A lum ni, Fisher, 
Pangborn and Grace Halls con­

firm ed  reports of solicitations 
before and a fte r October 
break. Notre Dame Assistant 
D irec to r of Security Ph il 
Johnson said his departm ent 
received in form ation  “ from  a 
couple of ha lls .”

The ind ividuals c la im  to rep­
resent Appalachian Projects, 
an um bre lla  group of the In te r­
national Society fo r Krishna

Consciousness (ISKCON), who 
have been d is tribu ting  Notre 
Dame hats and stickers in  ex­
change fo r donations at football 
games.

The Observer reported last 
week tha t members of ISKCON 
conducted door-to-door cam ­
paigns on Campus V iew  resi­
dents before and a fte r break. 
M any of those solicited said

they believed the people to be 
from  Notre Dame Appalachia 
groups, but la te r found out they 
were Hare Krishnas.

Solic itors opened w ith  the 
line, “ We’re  going to have to 
issue you a c ita tion  fo r having 
too much fun ,”  according to 
Chris Dahlen, a F isher Hall 
sophomore. He said the man 
handed h im  a sticker last Tues­

day and began to ta lk  to h im  
about what a $10 donation 
would mean to a s ta rv ing  fa m ­
ily .

When pressed fo r in fo rm a ­
tion by another F isher res i­
dent, the man said he was from  
Appalachian Pro jects and was 
based in  South Carolina.

Cease-fire plan is ‘concrete’

WASHINGTON -Nicaraguan 
President Daniel Ortega, a fte r 
ta lks w ith  House speaker J im  
W righ t, said Thursday he has 
come up w ith  a “ concrete p ro­
posal”  fo r achieving a cease­
f ire  w ith  the Contra rebels.

Ortega, here fo r a meeting of 
the Organization of Am erican 
States, to ld  reporters he w ill 
announce his plan on F riday .

There were stong hints that 
the proposal would include a 
role fo r W righ t in the e ffo rts  to 
reach a cease-fire, but Ortega 
said he could not provide 
details because “ we’re s till 
re fin ing  a ll of th is .”

As Ortega spoke,

N icaraguan C ardinal M iguel 
Obando y  Bravo, who has been 
designated in te rm ed ia ry  in 
pending cease-fire ta lks be­
tween the Sandinista forces 
and the Contras, was heading 
fo r Washington and was ex­
pected to take pa rt in  the 
F rid a y  announcement.

Congressional sources said 
last week tha t W righ t had 
declined an o ffer to serve as a 
cease-fire in te rm ed ia ry  be­
tween the Sandinistas and the 
Contras because he did not 
have the tim e  and fe lt tha t such 
a role was inappropria te  fo r 
someone outside of Central 
Am erica.

But meetings Wednesday 
and Thursday between W righ t

and Ortega le ft the impression 
tha t the speaker m ay have 
agreed to p lay a role.

W righ t has been an in fluen­
t ia l figure  on the Central A m er­
ican issue and the signs of 
cooperation between h im  and 
Ortega contrasted sharp ly w ith  
Reagan adm in istra tion  e fforts 
to shun d ip lom atic  contacts 
w ith  the Sandinistas.

A t a news conference 
Thursday m orning, Ortega ac­
cused President Reagan of 
reneging on a prom ise Reagan 
was alleged to have made last 
August to hold d irec t ta lks w ith  
Sandinista authorities.

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Market crash should get 
us to reduce the deficit

As long as you’re  not an economist, i t  should 
be c lear tha t a p a rticu la r Monday during  last 
break has spelled the end of an era.

Only a few  days a fte r W all Street la id  its 
second egg, i t  looked like  some of Our M other’s 
ve ry  own had taken i t  r ig h t through the nose. 
I  had never seen such a deathly quiet crowd of 
footba ll fans as the one watching the band 
before the USC game. Of course, m y fe llow  busi­
ness and econ m ajors continue to reassure me 
tha t although W all Street has gone to the bears, 
a ll ta lk  about an upcoming depression is a 
bunch of bu ll. But then President Reagan kept 
repeating “ the economy is fundam enta lly 
sound”  w hile  the index fe ll even fu rth e r-m u ch  
like  the W izard of Oz saying, “ Ignore tha t man 
behind the cu rta in .”

Econom ists ’downplay Crash I I  because they 
are in  the business of fa ith  - th a t ’s w hy they 
ca ll the foundation of our economy a fid uc ia ry  
system. True the stock m arke t has stabilized 
at a level $1 tr i l l io n  poorer. To ensure this, 
however, Fed Chairm an A lan Greenspan has 
had to low er interest ra te s -a ll of which 
amounts to nothing m ore than another fo rm  of 
taxation  through devaluating the do lla r. The 
height of irony  was of course tha t the Secretary 
of the Treasury had to beg the West Germans 
to low er th e ir in terest rates. Sooner or la te r, 
w ith  debts soaring into space and the do lla r on 
the verge of becoming as valuable as lira , we 
ju s t better hope the Europeans are nice enough 
to give us a M arsha ll plan.

In  concrete term s, of course, the crash of the 
stock m arke t has ruined the economy about as 
l it t le  as the crash of the Challenger has actua lly  
ru ined the space program . In  both cases, the 
p rinc ipa l e ffect is psychological. S till, i t  doesn’t 
take much of a genius to figure  out tha t th is 
con firm s tha t our coun try ’s economic day of 
reckoning has come.

The day of the yuppy is o ffic ia lly  over. I 
p red ic t tha t in  his place w ill  be an en tire ly  new 
breed, which, fo r lack of a better im agination, 
I  w ill ca ll the “ puppy” - th a t is, Poor Un­
employed Post Preppie.

Someone m ay be asking, does th is guy get 
pleasure out of repeating the obvious and being 
such a pessimist? A ctua lly , no. M y purpose is 
quite  the reverse. Despite the fact that the 
m eltdown on W all Street is a financ ia l Cher­
nobyl tha t should not be underestim ated, I say, 
i t  could prove to be one of the best things tha t 
ever happened to th is country.

A  good pa rt of th is mess has resulted because 
we have refused to face pain. This is the whole

sto ry of the Reagan adm in istra tion. F o r a ll his 
promises to stream line the budget and ba il us 
out of the stagfla tion a lready a fflic tin g  the 
country, Reagan s im p ly got out a $2 tr ill io n  
c red it card. He had no stomach to cut popular 
p rogram s like  social security, as Stockman 
shows, and so became jus t another ineffective 
C arter. He was too nice to refuse his pork- 
b a rre llin g  constituents, and nice guys fin ish 
la s t-n o t only in campus romance, but in po litics 
as well.

Maybe, hopefully, though, the crash w ill have 
a big enough im pact to jo lt  us out of the 
daydream  which has taken increasing hold of 
us. The stock m arket crash does mean the end 
of an era. I f  it  means the end of the era of 
spending as i f  it were a re lig ion , then it  could 
head o ff a disaster even worse than a handful 
o f speculators jum ping  out of windows.

I t ’s when people are too op tim is tic  tha t I w ill 
get nervous, however. I f  B lack Monday doesn’t 
convince us that we need more than a $30 b illion  
reduction of the de fic it, then I ju s t hope we get 
tha t M arsha ll Plan.

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Iran vows to continue fighting

M AN AM A, Bahra in  -Iraq  
c la im ed its warplanes h it an­
other tanker in the Persian 
G u lf on Thursday and Iran  
responded to Arab leaders’ 
ca lls fo r a cease-fire by vowing 
the w ar would continue until 
“ the aggressor”  Iraq  is 
defeated.

Ira n ’s p rim e  m in is te r, Hus­
sein M usavi, denounced an 
Arab League sum m it in Jordan 
as a “ defeat fo r the Arabs, be­
cause its decisions were d ic­
tated by the United States.”

Iran  also announced its gun­
boats intercepted and searched 
e ight unidentified “ fo re ign ”  
cargo ships and o il tankers in 
the S tra it of Horm uz on Wed­
nesday and Thursday but let 
them  go a fte r no Iraq-bound 
cargo was found aboard.

Tehran ’s m ilita ry  com­
m unique sa id ,“ A foreign w a r­
ship was also reconnoitered by 
the Iran ian  navy ,”  but i t  re ­
ported no incident and gave no 
details.

Another convoy of U.S.- 
flagged tankers and Am erican

warships, the largest since es­
co rt operations began in Ju ly , 
moved up the g u lf in rough 
seas.

The Greek owners of a super­
tanke r under charte r to Iran  
confirm ed tha t Ira q i planes 
damaged the vessel Wednes­
day n ight, and Iraq  said it  a t­
tacked another tanker in 
Iran ian  waters early  
Thursday. That would be Ira q ’s 
s ix th  a ttack on a tanker in four 
days, but only the ra id  on the 
Greek ship was confirm ed in ­
dependently.
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Campaign visits 
to Gulf banned

WASHINGTON -Dem ocratic 
presidentia l contender Jesse 
Jackson w ill not be allowed to 
make a planned Thanksgiving 
v is it to U.S. forces in the Per 
sian G ulf, the Pentagon said 
Thursday, unveiling a new 
policy.

O ffic ia ls  said the Pentagon 
w ill not sanction v is its  by 
presidentia l candidates and 
other public figures w ith  U.S. 
forces in the gu lf unless o ffic ia l 
duties ju s t ify  the journey, o ff i­
cia ls said.

Jackson is free to v is it 
fr iend ly  g u lf nations fo r con­
sultations w ith  government 
leaders, but he w ill not be a l­
lowed to board Navy ships or 
v is it U.S. forces on duty in the 
region, the o ffic ia ls  added.

The policy, signed by 
Defense Secretary Caspar

Weinberger, was released by 
the Pentagon on Thursday. 
Several ranking  o ffic ia ls  
agreed to discuss the m atte r on 
condition they not be identified.

James Zagbe, an aide to Jack 
son, said the candidate would 
proceed w ith  the fact-find ing 
aspects of his tr ip  to Bahrain, 
Saudi A rabia  and E thiopia. A 
m a jo r focus of the tr ip , 
however, had been to v is it U.S. 
troops in the region over 
Thanksgiving.

Jackson campaign press sec­
re ta ry  F rank W atkins accused 
the Reagan adm in istra tion  of 
“ sending o ff conflic ting  sig­
nals,”  because, he said, Jack­
son had received offers of 
cooperation from  the State 
Departm ent and also from  L t. 
Gen. Colin Powell, named by 
President Reagan as the new 
National Security adviser.

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Impact of drastic cuts in nuclear arms discussed

“ I t  is d iff ic u lt to forsee the 
to ta l e lim ina tion  of nuclear 
weapons from  th is earth  w ith ­
out drastic  changes in the in ­
ternational o rder,”  physicist 
Wolfgang Panofsky said
Thursday.

“ The reason fo r th is some­
what pessim istic conclusion 
lies in  the ve ry  nature of nu­
clear weapons. The explosion 
of even a sm all num ber of nu­
c lea r weapons can w reck un­
speakable havoc,”  said
Panofsky in a lecture entitled 
“ Under What Circumstances 
A re  D rastic  Cuts in  Nuclear 
Weapons Feasible?”

The speech, sponsored by 
N otre  D am e’s Ins titu te  fo r In ­
te rna tiona l Peace Studies, was 
the second in a series on “ The 
Cost of M ilita r is m .”

Panofsky, d irec to r em eritus 
of the Stanford L inear Ac­
ce le ra to r Center, said the

Dahlen said the man ind i­
cated he had perm ission from  
the U n ive rs ity , but tha t “ his su­
p e rv iso r”  had the le tte r from  
N otre  Dame.

There was no confirm ation  
th a t Appalachian Pro jects had 
a p e rm it, but Du Lac states 
th a t “ no door-to-door sales or 
so lic ita tion  in  the dorm ito ries”  
w ill  be perm itted , even i f  the 
group has authorization to so­
l ic it  on campus.

Du Lac states that 
“ U niversity-approved organ i­
zations, campus residence 
halls and ind iv idua l students 
are e lig ib le  to apply fo r a per­
m it a llow ing  them  to engage in 
a m erchandising a c tiv ity  on 
the N otre  Dame cam pus.”  
ISKCON does not meet any of 
those c rite r ia .

A lum n i ju n io r R ichard 
Abood said he was one of four 
or five  people he knew who 
donated money to Appalachian 
P ro jects  before October break. 
He said the so lic ito r gave them 
N otre  Dame hats and stickers 
w ith  the logo of the G ratefu l 
Dead.

Abood, who donated $10, said 
he d id  not know i f  the hats were 
o ff ic ia lly  licensed by Notre 
Dam e, but las t week Notre 
Dam e Assistant General Coun­
sel P a t Lyons said ISKCON is 
being investigated fo r 
copyrigh t in fringem ent of col­
lege and un ive rs ity  logos and 
professional sports teams.

Abood said none of his group 
in fo rm ed anyone of the so lic ita ­
tion  and did not th ink  much of 
the donations u n til the Obser­
ve r sto ry ran  last week.

Johnson said ind iv idua ls 
caught so lic iting  w ithout a per­
m it w ill be asked to stop. 
“ F a ilu re  to heed tha t w arn ing  
w ill  resu lt (in  a trespassing ar- 
re s t) .”  he said.______________

w orld  leaders “ have not 
analyzed the possib ility  of ac­
h ieving success (in  arm s con­
tro l)  along the d irection  of 
trad ition a l paths.”

Discussion has proceeded to 
the point tha t most recently 
Reagan and Gorbachev have 
agreed to meet Dec. 7 to dis­
cuss m ore reduction plans, 
Panofsky said.

R ather than reducing abor­
tions, i t  w ill lead to 69,000 more 
of them , as w ell as increases 
in m ate rna l deaths and un­
planned b irths, she said, c iting  
a study done fo r her group.

An A ID  spokesman said la te r 
Thursday “ the prem ise of the 
study appears to be based on 
assumptions tha t (a) fa m ily  
p lanning funds w ill be reduced 
and (b) i f  Planned Parenthood 
does not provide the services 
no one else w ill. Both are 
wrong. F a m ily  planning fun­
ding has not been reduced and 
other organizations are ready 
to p ick up any slack tha t may 
occur as a resu lt of Planned 
Parenthood tak ing  itse lf out of 
the p ro g ram .”

“ This adm in istra tion
strong ly  supports fa m ily  p lan­
ning. I t  does oppose abortion. 
Planned Parenthood is try ing  
to tu rn  a fig h t over abortion 
into a fig h t over fa m ily  p lan­
n ing ,”  said the spokesman, 
who declined to be identified.

“ This is an adm in istra tion  
th a t’s out to defund the le ft and, 
boy, Planned Parenthood is the 
pelt they ’re wanted on th e ir 
w a ll fo r years ,”  commented 
Sharon Camp, vice president of 
the p riva te  Population Crisis 
Committee.

A lready other adm in is tra ­
tion  cuts in  population pro­
gram s, based on abortion 
policies in other nations, have 
had an im pact on fa m ily  p lan­
n ing around the w orld , she 
said.

WASHINGTON -Supreme 
Court nominee Anthony Ken­
nedy won words of support 
from  fo rm e r opponent Jesse 
Helms Thursday in a day of 
W hite House peacemaking ses­
sions free of the bitterness that 
fo llowed President Reagan’s 
previous two nominations.

“ I  th ink  he’l l  make a fine 
m em ber of the Supreme

C ourt,”  Helms, R-N.C., an out­
spoken m em ber of the Senate’s 
conservative w ing, told 
reporte rs a fte r meeting sepa­
ra te ly  w ith  Reagan and w ith  
the federa l appellate judge. 
However, a spokeswoman said 
Helm s w ouldn’t make a deci­
sion u n til a fte r confirm ation  
hearings.

Late  last month, a fte r the 
Senate voted down Reagan 
nominee Robert Bork, Ken-

man of the Jud ic ia ry  C om m it­
tee, as Kennedy made courtesy 
ca lls on senators, many of 
whom have reacted favorab ly 
but cautiously to the nom ina­
tion.

The Jud ic ia ry  C om m ittee ’s 
top-ranking Republican, Strom 
Thurm ond of South Carolina, 
also took pa rt in the White 
House meetings. He told 
reporte rs conservatives would 
back Kennedy, adding,

You’re  not going to get 
anybody who w ill please 
everybody.”

On Capitol H ill, during  a 
meeting w ith  Senate Republi­
can Leader Bob Dole and other 
GOP senators, Kennedy, 51,

said, “ I  like  th is; i t ’s been won­
d e rfu l.”

“ I f  anyone has a chance to 
be confirm ed, he does,”  T hu r­
mond said of Kennedy before 
the White House meeting.

He urged confirm a tion  by 
Christm as, but Biden indicated 
there would be no vote before 
the Senate returns early  next 
year from  its year end recess.

Reagan, in introducing Ken­
nedy at the White House on 
Wednesday, adopted an apolo­
getic tone in  regard to the 
contentious previous nom ina­
tions and praised his new 
nominee as a “ courageous, 
tough but fa ir  ju r is t . ”

S teinberg ’s natu ra l m other and 
hundreds of strangers 
Thursday m ourned the death of 
the 6-year-old who was found 
beaten in  her adoptive parents’ 
apartm ent, a death a rabb i said 
he hoped would save the lives 
of other children.

“ We k ick  ourselves. Why 
couldn ’t we see, why couldn’t 
we te ll? ”  Rabbi Dennis M ath 
asked at a funera l a fte r more 
than than 1,000 people paid 
th e ir  respects at E lizabeth ’s 
co ffin .

“ We m ust r is k  being wrong, 
em barrassed, or even evoking 
a neighbor’s anger when we 
feel a ch ild  is being harm ed,”  
said M ath, who conducted a 
jo in t service w ith  a Catholic 
p riest. “ M ay L isa ’s death help 
to save the lives of other 
ch ild ren. Then her life  w ill  be 
sanctified .”

The c h ild ’s natu ra l mother, 
M iche lle  Launders, saw her 
newborn daughter fo r only 20 
seconds before g iv ing  her up 
fo r  adoption, but fought in  court 
fo r  the r ig h t to bu ry  the child 
because she did not want it  to 
be done by “ the people who 
k ille d  he r.”

Police found E lizabeth com­
atose and b ra in  dead Nov. 2 in 
law ye r Joel S teinberg’s Green­
w ich  V ilage apartm ent.

A judge ruled Tuesday that 
E lizabeth  was never lega lly  
adopted, and sources fa m ilia r  
w ith  the investigation said 
Thursday tha t police were s till 
try in g  to determ ine whether 
the g ir l  was a com m odity in  a 
b lack m arke t baby-selling 
r ing .

Steinberg, a law yer, and his 
live -in  lover, Hedda Nus- 
sbaum, are charged w ith  m ur­
der and endangering the wel­
fa re  of a ch ild  in  the case.

C ard inal John O’Connor was 
among m ore than 1,000 v is itors

to the casket of the g ir l whose 
death outraged the c ity . The 
co ffin  was surrounded w ith  
sm all ind iv idua l bouquets from  
v is ito rs  as w ell as la rge r flo ra l 
arrangem ents.

Other cards and le tters from  
m ourners who had never met 
the g ir l  were le ft beneath or 
atop the casket.

“ To L isa, God bless you,”  
read a hand-made card w ith  
flowers drawn in  crayon from  
9-year-old Padre Smith. “ I 
hope the angels watch over 
you .”

M ourners, m any weeping 
openly, filed  past the white 
steel casket in a steady stream 
Thursday m orning at the Red­
den Funera l Home.

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Trade gap eases, market rallies

WASHINGTON -The nation ’s 
trade d e fic it eased to $14.1 b il­
lion in September, the govern­
ment reported Thursday in sta­
tis tics  that suggested the U.S. 
im port export p icture  was 
brightening even before the 
stock m arke t crash.

The report, m arking the 
lowest trade shortfa ll in four 
months, touched off a ra lly  in 
the financ ia l markets.

The Commerce Departm ent 
said the merchandise trade 
de fic it, the gap between im ­
ports and exports, decreased 
by a strong $1.6 b illion  in Sep­
tem ber from  the $15.7 b illion  
level of August.

The Dow Jones industria l 
average surged 69 points by 
early  afternoon while the dol­
la r, which had sunk to new 40- 
year lows earlie r in the week, 
ra llie d  strongly in New York, 
ris ing  m ore than 1 yen in  value 
to 136.35 yen. I t  also was 
sharp ly h igher against 
European currencies.

A lthough much of the trade 
im provem ent came from  a 
decline in  o il im ports, im ports 
of m anufactured goods also fe ll 
while  exports of U.S.-made 
products rose sharply.

Economists took this as a 
sign that the long-awaited tu r ­
nabout in trade accounts from  
a declin ing do lla r m ay have fi-

So fa r, the ro ll ca ll of head coaches fo r the Notre 
Dame football team has read like  a Who’s Who of 
college football: Rockne. Layden. Leahy. Parseg- 
hian. And a fte r A ra  decided that he had had enough, 
yet another great stepped to the fore -Dan Devine.

During the years 1964-1974, A ra  Parseghian had 
won enough accla im  in South Bend to w arran t his 
nom ination fo r sainthood, and his decision to re tire  
from  coaching came as quite a shock to Ir ish  fa ith ­
fu l everywhere. Who would resume the duties of 
the most v isib le, many tim es most second-guessed 
college coach in the country?

Once again, legend followed legend on the Ir ish  
sidelines. Dan Devine, a lready an accomplished 
college head coach at Arizona State and M issouri 
(120-40-8 over 16 seasons), and head coach of the 
N F L ’s Green Bay Packers from  1971-1974, took the 
job w ith  quite a b it of momentum in his favor. Par- 
seghian’s Ir ish  had won two s tra igh t post-season 
bowl games, and Devine was the rec ip ient of the 
ninth ranking  in the opening AP poll of 1975 w ithout 
coaching a down.

His squad fin ished a respectable 8-3 in 1975 and 
the fo llow ing year, w ith  the same record, Devine 
took the Ir ish  to Num ber 15 in AP and the Gator 
Bowl against 20th-ranked Penn State. Not exactly 
the Granddaddy of them A ll, but Notre Dame 
prevailed, 20-9, behind the 102-yard, two-touchdown 
perform ance of ta ilback A1 Hunter. The v ic to ry  
propelled the Ir ish  to 12th in the fina l AP poll and 
p lanted hopes fo r even better things to come the 
fo llow ing year.

Those hopes sprouted into bona fide celebration 
in 1977. A fte r su rv iv ing  the in it ia l test of the season

by downing seventh-ranked P ittsburgh 19-9 on 
opening day, Notre Dame was stunned by the 
Rebels of Ole Miss, 20-13, in Jackson. That loss, the 
only one ever dealt to the Ir ish  by M ississippi, 
toppled Notre Dame to 11th in  the nation, and only 
the diehards held out fo r a national championship.

But the Ir ish  rebounded, capturing  th e ir fin a l nine 
regu la r season games in  convincing fashion, inc lud­
ing a 49-19 buria l of fifth -ranked  USC. Notre Dame 
took over that spot at the end of the year and was 
assigned to p lay the number-one Texas Longhorns 
at the Cotton Bowl in Dallas fo r the national cham ­
pionship. Behind fu tu re  pros Joe Montana, Ross 
B rowner, Ken MacAfee, Dave W aym er and Bob

Golic, the Ir ish  routed Texas, 38-10. Notre Dame 
converted five  of the Longhorns’ six turnovers into 
scores, three of them touchdowns by running back 
Vagas Ferguson, to spoil F red  A kers ’ f ir s t year 
w ith  Texas and b ring  yet another national cham pi­
onship, the 16th and latest, to South Bend.

In  1978, the Ir ish  had fin ished 8-3 and were coming 
o ff a heartbreaking, last-second loss to USC when 
they headed back to Dallas to p lay Houston in  the 
Cotton Bowl. The tem perature was a Cotton

USC) hadn’t been called back. 
On the phone, someone asks if  
the th rea t of a penalty is in  the 
back of his m ind when m aking 
a re tu rn . Or even i f  he would 
p re fe r his blockers not to block.

“ T ha t’s something tha t you 
would like  to do, but i t ’s almost 
impossib le to do,”  he said. “ On 
k ic k o ff re tu rns you have to 
have people blocking fo r you 
because they have so much 
tim e  to get down there tha t they 
can re a lly  zero in  on you. 
Whereas on punt returns 
th ey ’re  there so quick tha t you 
can get by them.

“ The problem  w ith  our 
re tu rns  is we have a lo t of 
people cross k ick ing  and stu ff 
like  that. Sometimes it  puts 
(the blockers) in a position 
where they c lip  people. Then 
when I ’m  back there throw ing 
moves on people and going d i­
rections I ’m  re a lly  not sup­
posed to be going, i t  doesn’t 
m ake th ings any be tte r.”

Just B row n ’s presence in  a 
game is enough to a lte r it. 
Teams, most notably USC, 
w on’t k ick  to h im . They’d 
ra th e r give the Ir ish  the ba ll at 
m id fie ld  than see the backs of 
B ro w n ’s heels as they cross the 
endzone. When he goes deep, 
he can norm a lly  expect an es­
co rt of at least two, and some­
tim es three, defenders. In  the 
Novem ber 9 issue of The Sport­
ing News, M ike Downey called 
Brown “ the greatest college 
footba ll p layer I ’ve never 
seen”  because of the opposi­
tions reluctance to see h im  do 
anything.

“ The possib ility  of me 
scoring from  anywhere on the 
fie ld  is a th rea t fo r the 
defense,”  Brown te lls  someone 
on the phone. “ They have to be 
re a lly  a le rt about what they ’re 
doing.

“ Even on offense there are 
tim es when I ’m  having a big 
im pact on the game, and I ’m 
not even touching the b a ll.”

One of the areas he has the 
biggest im pact, pun intended, 
is his b locking. Most receivers 
are content to run down fie ld , 
screen o ff a defensive back and 
le t the b a llc a rr ie r read o ff of 
tha t -but not Brown. Brown 
bowls them  over.

“ Not ta lk ing  about the kick- 
o ff re tu rns and punt re turns, I  
th ink  b locking is a lo t of fun ,”  
Brown says. “ I f  you’re out 
there one-on-one w ith  a man 
and you keep h im  from  m aking 
a tackle, tha t should give you 
a l it t le  pride and sense of ac­
com plishm ent. You ’ve done 
your job and allowed your ta i l­
back to score a touchdown or 
make a f irs t  down.”

Heck, the guy can even 
tackle. Witness his stop of EC’s 
Ed D uran a fte r an intercep­
tion.

“ I  played free safety in  high 
school,”  Brown laughs when 
tha t question comes up. “ But I 
d idn ’t  make too m any tackles 
like  that. I  usually le t the guys 
run  by me and jus t go catch 
them  -jum p on th e ir backs.”

About the only th ing  he hasn’t 
done in  his career, is throw  the 
ball. Don’t be surprised i f  on 
one of his carries he pulls up 
and heaves i t  deep. I t ’d prob­
ab ly go fo r a touchdown.

E ve ry  w rite r, as would be ex­
pected, wants B row n’s opinion 
on the Heisman Trophy (Brown 
says i t  is asked every tim e), 
and today is no exception, es­
pec ia lly  since the day before 
USA Today ran a poll of Heis­
m an Trophy voters which 
showed h im  fa r ahead in  the 
race.

“ I t ’s nice that people th ink 
I ’m  so fa r  ahead,”  Brown says. 
“ B u t i t ’s not over yet. We’ve 
s ti l l  got three games to play.

What about the competition?
“ (F lo rid a ’s) E m m it S m ith ’s 

having a good year, and

(Syracuse’s) Don McPherson 
is re a lly  com ing on.”

How much do you know about 
Johnny Rodgers, the last 
rece iver to w in  the Heisman 
Trophy out of Nebraska in 
1972?

“ I ’ve heard a lo t about h im ,”  
Brown answers. “ When I went 
to Nebraska on m y rec ru iting  
tr ip , they showed me a whole 
f i lm  of h im  because they said 
I rem inded them  of h im . I ’ve , 
heard tha t I ’m  p r im a r ily  the 
same kind of athlete as h im , 
w ith  quickness and things like  
that. But tha t was 15 years ago 
and i t ’s hard to te ll.”

W hat about A labam a’s Heis­
man candidate?

“ Bobby H um phrey,”  Brown 
im m edia te ly  replies. “ I  met 
h im  th is sum m er in  Phoenix. 
H e’s a nice k id. We got along 
p re tty  w ell. Bobby’s a good 
guy, and he’s hell of a ta ilback. 
Our defense is scheming to stop 
h im . There ’s been a few things 
said tha t they don’t want h im  
to come in  here, have a good 
game and knock me out of the 
race .”

E ventua lly , ta lk  turns to 
B row n ’s re lationship  w ith  his 
m other, who hasn’t seen h im  
p lay in person. I t ’s a fa ir ly  
well-known story, but the 
reporters s til l want to ta lk  
about it.

“ She heard a lo t bad things 
about footba ll p layers -‘How 
they always get involved w ith 
d rugs’ and th ings like  th a t,”  
Brown says. “ I  tr ied  to con­
vince her tha t m y reasons fo r 
getting in footba ll were tha t I 
re a lly  enjoyed the sport and not 
because of the pub lic ity . A fte r 
a w hile, i t  wasn’t  rea lly  a prob­
lem . She realized tha t I  rea lly  
loved the game.

“ She’l l  watch on television, 
up u n til the tim e  I get h it that 
is. I  told someone the other day 
th a t’s why I  run  the way I  do.
I  want m y mom to watch the 
whole game. I f  I  get h it hard, 
she has to tu rn  the channel.”

Of course, Brown gave his 
m other some reasons fo r w orry  
w hile  he was growing up in D al­
las.

“ W ell we p lay football a litt le  
d iffe re n tly  down there ,”  
Brown explains. “ We played 
tackle  in  the street, but the 
rules were tha t you only got h it 
i f  you ran  on the sidelines. That 
w ay you kept everybody in the 
m iddle of the fie ld . We had such 
th ings as car timeouts when the 
cars came by.

“ I t  was fun. I t  was dangerous 
at tim es, but that was part of 
it. Mom d idn ’t like  that, either. 
I came home w ith  bumps on

the head a couple of tim es and 
th ings like  that. I  was a ll 
r ig h t.”

“ I d idn ’t even know what a 
Heisman Trophy was rea lly  
when I was a jun io r in high 
school. M y only goal was to 
reach college. T ha t’s a ll I 
wanted to do was to get there. 
I made i t . ”

E ventua lly , the reporters 
run out questions a fte r 35 
m inutes. The reporte r who was 
s itting  in thanks h im  fo r his 
tim e, but Brown isn ’t done yet. 
A crew  from  Cable News Net­
w ork is w a iting  in a room down 
the hall.

Bow l-record low 20 degrees and 
N otre  Dame was jus t as cold 
in  the early  going on New 
Y e a r’s Day. A fte r bolting out 
to a 12-0 lead, the Ir is h  were 
com plete ly stym ied by the 
Houston defense u n til m idw ay 
through the fou rth  quarte r. The 
Cougars scored 34 unanswered 
points to lead 34-12, and the 
Ir is h  looked like  they would end 
th e ir Cotton Bowl w inning 
str4eak at one.

But then the m irac le  began. 
To s ta rt was has been called by 
m any the greatest comeback in 
N otre  Dame h istory, freshm an

reserve running back Tony Bel- 
den blocked a punt and Steve 
C ichy ran  i t  in  33 yards fo r a 
touchdown. Devine, looking 
ahead, went fo r two on the con­
version and got i t  on a pass 
from  Joe Montana to Vagas 
Ferguson. Three m inutes la ter, 
a fte r fo rc ing  another punt, 
N otre  Dame scored again when 
Joe Montana swept le ft end fo r 
two yards and a touchdown. 
N ever one to go fo r the tie, 
Devine again went fo r two, and 
again i t  paid o ff when Montana 
th rew  to K ris  Haines to narrow  
the score to 34-28.

The Ir is h  were ro lling . They 
forced another punt and took 
over deep in th e ir own te rr ito ry  
w ith  jus t over two m inutes left. 
But then, a fte r p ick ing  up 16

yards on a scram ble, Montana 
fum bled and the ba ll was 
recovered by Houston. I t  
looked like  the Cougars would 
be able to run  out the clock, but 
Houston ended up facing fourth  
and one from  th e ir own 29 w ith  
35 seconds le ft. F igu ring  that 
they could get one ya rd  and not 
w anting to risk  a big punt 
re tu rn , Houston went fo r it  and 
the Ir is h  defense held, tu rn ing  
the ba ll over to Montana and 
the offense w ith  28 seconds left.

Montana threw  to Haines fo r 
a gain of 10 and then scrambled 
fo r 11 more. W ith seven 
seconds le ft, Montana, who had 
a lready throw n four intercep­
tions, th rew  behind Haines in 
the corner of the endzone. Two 
seconds rem ained, enough fo r

one m ore play. Montana ran 
the exact same play and h it 
Haines fo r the gam e-tying 
e ight-yard score. Joe Unis 
kicked the extra  point to give 
Notre Dame the hard-earned 
w in.

Devine’s Ir ish  went 7-4 in 1979 
in  an up-and-down year. Notre 
Dame knocked o ff sixth-ranked 
M ich igan in  Ann A rbor to open 
the season, lost by six at 17th- 
ranked Purdue, destroyed 
number-seven M ichigan State, 
27-3, at home, lost by 19 at 
fourth-ranked USC, won two 
m ore home games, and then 
got ob litera ted by unranked 
Tennessee, 40-18, in fron t of 
86,500 in  Neyland Stadium. 
N otre  Dame fin ished the 
season unranked.

Devine announced tha t he 
would re tire  at the end of the 
1980 season and he made his 
last year one of his best as the 
Ir is h  compiled a 9-1-1 record 
and Top Ten status throughout 
the season. But once again, 
USC rained on Notre Dam e’s 
parade when the 17th-ranked 
T ro jans upset the Ir ish , then 
num ber two, 20-3, in Los An­
geles. The Ir ish  couldn’t 
recover in the Sugar Bowl, 
where they m et top-ranked 
Georgia. A lthough Notre Dame 
outgained the Bulldogs 328-127, 
they fe ll, 17-10.

Devine fin ished his Notre 
Dame coaching s tin t w ith  a 53-
16-1 m a rk  (.764), and a place 
in hallowed ha ll of great Notre 
Dame coaches.

Joe Montana Devine after another tough USC game

W ith the end of Notre Dam e’s home 
schedule comes the onset of the big 
three, the part of the season that every­
one has been looking fo rw ard  to, yet 
s t il l having nightm ares about.

The f irs t of the dangerous tr io , A la ­
bama (11th AP, 10th U P I), comes into 
Notre Dame Stadium Saturday (2:45 
EST) in fu ll stride. The Crimson Tide 
has notched vic to ries at Penn State and 
against Tennessee. Last week, the Tide 
added the most impressive w in to the 
lis t by thum ping LSU 22-10. That w in 
le ft Ir ish  head coach Lou Holtz very 
impressed.

“ I th ink A labam a rig h t now is 
p laying like  one of the top five  teams 
in the coun try ,”  he said. ‘ ‘They rea lly  
have m omentum going and they ’re 
p laying ve ry  w e ll.”

These two teams have met only five  
tim es, but those few games have in ­
cluded games legends are made of, in ­
c lud ing two Notre Dame wins over top- 
ranked A labama squads in the ’73 
Sugar Bowl and the ’75 Orange Bowl.

But last ye a r’s meeting was not a 
classic. A labam a’s Greg Richardson 
returned a punt 66 yards fo r a touch­
down and A lbert Bell took in a M ike 
Shula pass and raced in fo r a 52-yard 
touchdown to spark a 28-10 Tide v ic to ry. 
The Ir ish  were dominated in that game 
more than at any other tim e last 
season.

New A labama head coach B ill C urry, 
who replaced Ray Perkins, has his 
team figh ting  fo r the Southeastern Con­
ference’s Sugar Bowl bid and fighting  
to do the alm ost unheard of, overlook 
Notre Dame.

‘ ‘ I t ’s probably the firs t tim e in h istory 
tha t has been a concern, but i t ’s a pos­
s ib il ity ,”  said C urry. “This game is a 
great challenge coming on the heels of 
several challenges fo r our team .”

And fo r the Irish , i t ’s jus t the begin­
ning of the season’s greates challenge.

Notre Dame’s offense 
vs.

Alabama’s defense

The Notre Dame offensive attack has 
been less-than-im aginative, but no less 
than spectacular. The Ir ish  rushing 
game has totaled 2,125 yards this 
season, a lready more than last yea r’s 
m ark of 2,083, and has averaged over 
353 yards in the last four games. W ith 
that surge, the Irish  now rank 11th in 
the nation in rushing offense.

The Game
Leading the w ay is M ark  Green. The 

ju n io r ta ilback continues to assert h im ­
self as a potent rusher. He has two con­
secutive 100-yard games coming into 
the game, and his 629 yards fo r the 
season has already surpassed his team- 
leading to ta l fo r last season.

Last week, the Holtz called on his big 
offensive line to erase Boston College’s
17-6 lead, and they responded. Holtz 
isn ’t so sure that his horses can pu ll o ff 
the same tr ic k  against Alabama.

“ There ’s jus t no way in the w orld 
we’re going to control the football 
against A labam a,”  Holtz said. “ We’re 
going to have a lo t of no-gain plays.
T ha t’s jus t the nature of the way they 
p la y ."

Despite H oltz ’ apparent worries, ex­
pect the well-stocked crew of Ir ish  rus­
hers, fu llbacks Anthony Johnson (262 
yards) and Braxston Banks (169yards) 
along w ith  halfbacks R icky W atters 
(261 yards) and Tony Brooks (206 
ya rds), to have plenty of chances to 
prove Holtz wrong.

The man in charge of keeping the 
Ir ish  from  running w ild  is inside 
linebackers coach Don Lindsey, who 
served as defensive coordinator under 
Holtz at Arkansas fo r three years.

“ I  th ink he’s a genius,”  Holtz said.
“ One th ing he’s always going to do is 
he’s going to have four or five  things 
tha t you aren ’t ready fo r and he plays 
it  a lit t le  d iffe ren t than everybody, and 
he’s going to take your four or five  best 
plays and he’s going to s tu ff ’em .”

Alabam a also strips ’em and steals .
’em. The Tide defense has caused 33 
turnovers, which also makes Holtz 
w ary  of tu rn ing  to the pass.

“ I know we’re going to have to throw 
the football and yet I don’t th ink we can 
th row  it on A labam a,”  Holtz said.
“ W e re  averaging one interception 
every nine throws, and you jus t can’t 
do th a t.”

The most dangerous man on the 
Bama defense is outside linebacker 

D errick  Thomas. The 6-4, 222-pound 
jun io r has registered 14 sacks, has 
caused seven fumbles and also has 50 
tackles. Sophomore nose tackle W illie  
W yatt, 6-1, 255 pounds, leads the 
defense w ith  80 tackles.

The secondary has been a ball- 
hawking unit. Cornerback John M ag­
num has four interceptions and con­
verted ta ilback Gene Jelks has three.

The punting game matches T im  
Brown, who averages 12.9 yards per 
re tu rn , against the A labam a coverage 
team  tha t has allowed an average of 
ju s t 4.6 yards per game.

The jun io r 
is the team  leader in rushing yards 
(1,078), receptions (18 fo r 159 yards), 
k icko ff returns (nine fo r 25.3 avg.) and 
scoring (78 po in ts). Perhaps the most 
im portan t part of the Tide offense is 
quarte rback Je ff Dunn. The redsh irt 
freshm an, who has started since since 
the T ide ’s 41-22 w in  over Tennessee, has 
h it on 29 of 60 passes fo r 429 yards. He 
is under the guidance of R ip  Scherer, 
who played quarterback under Holtz at 
W illiam  & M ary. But C urry  and Holtz 
agree Dunn’s on-field presence and 
leadership are his m ain attributes.

“ Dunn is such a leader,”  Holtz said. 
“ You can jus t te ll he has command 
when he walks on the f ie ld .”

“ He’s a g r it ty  guy, who doesn’t  look 
p re tty , but he’ll do the job fo r you,”  
said C urry. “He brings toughness and 
leadership to the position. He makes up 
in g r it  what he lacks in polish.”

A big problem  fo r A labam a m ay be 
the in ju ry  to senior guard B ill Condon, 
who was on crutches w ith  a leg in ju ry  
u n til Tuesday. I f  he is unable to s ta rt,

6-4, 290 pound John Fruhm orgen w ill 
move inside from  his backup r ig h t 
tackle  slot.

On the Ir ish  defensive fron t, in ju ries 
again have made th e ir presence fe lt. 
M a rty  L ipp inco tt w ill be out fo r at least 
two weeks w ith  a knee in ju ry  a fte r jus t 
recently  m oving to the defensive line 
and B ryan  F lannery m ay also be out 
fo r two weeks, continuing the revo lv ing  
door at defensive tackle.

On the prom ising side, Corny Southall 
is listed as “ questionable”  fo r the 
game. Southall was in ju red  at P it­
tsburgh game and could possibly see 
action fo r the f irs t  tim e  since then.

The defense held Boston College to 94 
yards rushing, the fourth  tim e  an Ir ish  
opponent has been held under 100 yards 
rushing th is season.

Inside linebacker Ned Bo lcar con­
tinues to lead the Ir is h  w ith  81 tackles.

While Holtz expressed concern over 
the lack of dominance his defense has 
displayed recently, he said he liked its 
perform ance in clutch situations.

“ Our defense has not been dom inat­
ing people so we can’t a fford  to tu rn  
the ba ll o ve r," Holtz said. “ But I have 
been pleased w ith  our perform ance 
when we have. We got the ball r ig h t 
back on a c ruc ia l d rive  against USC 
and also caused a fum ble r ig h t a fte r an 
in terception against Boston College.”

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Expo Roma 
unveiled

F ourth year architecture stu­
dents unveiled their Expo 

Roma '87 last Friday afternoon 
at the architecture building.
The exposition is a collection 
of student work produced by 
the 1986-87 Rome Studies Pro­
gram.

The unveiling was accompa­
nied by a reception hosted by 
the fourth year class. Chicago 
architects, ND alumni, faculty 
and students were invited to 
the opening day of this two- 
week exhibition, which included 
a slide show presentation high­
lighting various sights and 
scenes of Italy and Europe.

Fourth-year students were on 
hand to guide visitors through 
the exhibition, as well as an­
swer questions about the dis­
plays, the Rome Studies Pro­
gram and the Architecture 
Program in general.

Architecture majors tradition­
ally spend their third year 
studying in Rome. Approxi­
mately 30  students participated 
In last year's program.

The program, a combination 
of study and travel, emphasizes 
the study of the historical pat­
terns of Italian architectural 
design. The exposition is a col­
lection of student work done in 
Italy and while traveling.

Included in the exhibition are 
design projects, watercolors, 
sketches and photographs of 
many landmarks, buildings and 
various European scenes. Each 
student contributed those 
works which best represent 
their time in Rome. Students 
described the exposition as, 
“...a  taste of Rome, a taste of 
Europe, a taste of architecture. 
It is an expression of each per­
son who participated in the 
program."

Also displayed are students' 
sketch books which were a re­
quirement of the program. Stu­
dents explained that the 
sketchbooks are a "personal 
log of thoughts, recorded 
through visual expression."

"This is what we disappear 
for a year to do," says Rafael 
Carreira, a fourth-year student 
whose work is included in the 
exposition.

Chris Evans, another fourth- 
year student, explains, "The 
Expo is a taste of what we did 
for nine months of our life."

The idea behind Expo Roma 
is to make people more aware 
of the architecture program at 
Notre Dame. The five-year pro­
gram is a study of structure 
and design, and includes 
courses such as Building Tech­
nology, Architectural History 
and Structural Design.

the genuine conservatives con­
sidered me to be a top-of-the- 
line, state-of-the-art, horse's 
neck, with rather run-of-the-mill 
credentials; I daresay they were 
right. "The years like great 
black oxen tread the world, /  
And God the herdsman goads 
them on behind, /  And 1 am 
broken by their passing feet.' I 
am smarter today than I was 
when I first fell under the 
oxen's feet; maybe that's why I 
have moved from liberalism to 
conservatism. Perhaps it also 
means that I'm no longer on 
trial as a horse's neck.

Anyway, you may not believe 
this: I just ripped up a column 
that took me all afternoon to 
write, perhaps because that 
rating as a conservative set me 
wise. It was a hectoring 
column, knocking heads to­
gether, and pointing out the 
fallacies that have come up in 
our latest campus brouhaha. 
Finishing it, I typed half of it, 
and then went to dinner and 
had a drink. In vino, veritas, 
they say. Halfway through the 
vino, the veritas came to me: I

But isn't the chaplain, or 
shouldn't he be, a father-figure, 
especially if he's old enough to 
be a father or a grandfather to 
half the campus? Should a fa­
ther spend his time arguing 
with the undergraduates like a 
jailhouse lawyer? Shouldn't he 
have times when he's off-duty, 
or when his big speech of the 
day is: "Children, you are old 
enough to know right from 
wrong, good from bad, s h - 
from Shinola. All I have to say 
is: take care of yourselves, and 
beware of the geeks bearing 
gifts."

W.C. Fields is credited with 
the line: "It was a woman who 
drove me to drink, and I never 
wrote to thank h e r." Recently a 
woman wrote something about 
my father that she should have 
told me over a drink, and 
maybe would have, if we were 
drinking buddies. She said 
what she wanted to say without 
anesthetizing me first; that's 
alright; now I'll never have to 
write to thank her. Her words 
have been in my mind for a 
week or more; whatever she 
thought they meant, I now

know what they have come to 
mean to me.

My father taught me many 
things, but he was always em ­
barrassed to say that he loved 
me. This wasn't a great over­
sight on his part; however, I 
was a lumpish kid, and I 
needed his love more than his 
lectures. He was a wonderful 
father, the greatest papa a lad 
ever had; I might have been a 
better son, if only I had gotten 
the hang of it. As a kid I was 
lazy and took shortcuts. I didn't 
appreciate the value of money.
I told many lies, not because 1 
was naturally deceptive, but 
because I was imaginative; in 
lying, I was describing the 
world as I wanted it to be. My 
father, worried about the ways 
his Benjamin was screwing up, 
was always reminding me of 
what my duties and responsi­
bilities were, and we grew fur­
ther and further apart. When he 
finally died, we had lived for 
nearly a year under the same 
roof without speaking, except 
for the times he let me know 
rather forcefully what he ex­
pected me to do.

One evening in the fall of 
1945, he put me on the train 
that took me to college. At the 
train station at midnight, nei­
ther of us had anything to say. 
He couldn't even wish me good 
luck, because we were no 
longer close enough to make 
small talk. But both of us wept 
like toddlers. I was leaving 
home as a stranger to my old 
man. I had joined a religion 
that he hated; I was going to 
study for the priesthood 
against his will. He was not 
even paying for my education.

though he had money saved to 
send me to college. I got on 
that train so homesick that I 
felt like dying.

All that first semester, he 
never wrote. At mid-semester, I 
got a pink slip in math. My fa­
ther's comment, as 1 heard it 
later, was: "Maybe he's not as 
smart as he thinks he is." It 
wasn't a putdown. As I under­
stand it, by this time he was 
worried that I wouldn't make it 
into the seminary, as I had set 
my heart on doing.

Four days before Christmas 
break, 1 got a telegram saying 
that my father was sick. Calling 
home, I learned that he had 
died that morning. For forty 
years, I have remembered the 
silence of my father in the last 
months of his life. He had 
scolded me so often that when 
the time came for me to leave 
him, he didn't know how to 
give me his blessing, and I 
didn't know enough to ask for 
it. I understood all the while 
that his love for me was very 
great; but in our dealings, his 
disappointment was the emo­
tion that he showed the most, 
probably because he was afraid 
of what would become of me if 
I didn't get my act together.

Many years later, I told a 
therapist that I felt awkward in 
dealing with authority figures. 
The therapist replied: "Then 
you must have had a very strict 
father."

Eventually, from thinking 
about him so much, I became 
almost the kind of man he 
wanted me to be; though not 
as good, responsible, or 
generous as he himself was, I

hope he would have enjoyed 
having me as his son.

Tonight I realized that if just 
once, while I was going 
through a graceless adoles­
cence, he had put his arms 
around me, and said: "You're 
my boy, and I want you to do 
well, but even if you do poorly, 
you're still my boy, and I love 
you," he would have been as 
helpful to me as a moral 
miracle. What I really needed 
was for him to fill me with con­
fidence. His confidence would 
have saved me much suffering, 
from seeing myself as a klutz 
through his eyes.

Does this all sound very 
maudlin and accusatory? I've 
always known what he wanted 
from me. But only tonight, 
reviewing a piece that let the 
chips fall where they might, I 
suddenly realized how much I 
needed a show of affection 
from my father.

An hour ago, I destroyed the 
column it took me four hours 
to write. Let someone else be 
an aid to your conscience for 
once; I want a week off from 
nagging you.

"The exposition is an oppor­
tunity for people to see what 
the (Rome Studies) program is 
like and what architecture is 
like," says Pat Tedesco. “Unless 
you're involved, you don't 
know."

The Rome Studies Program is 
comprised of four major com­
ponents : Design, Architectural 
and Urban Studies, Directed 
Studies and Field Trips. Four 
mandatory field trips through­
out the Italian penninsula gave 
students opportunity to record 
impressions and analyses in 
their required sketch books.

Design projects are a major 
part of the student work and 
can be viewed at the exposi­
tion. Projects include an Analy­
sis of Urban Spaces in Rome, a 
Conference Center, a Museum, 
an Archeological Library, an 
Urban Development Zone and a 
Foreign Academy.

The Architecture Program is

exhibit in the Architecture Building, 
housed in a three-story build­
ing located behind Howard 
Hall. The Architecture Building 
contains classrooms, offices 
and a library, while the base­
ment is primarily studio space 
for the design work required of 
the program.

According to co-coordinator 
Steve Morita the event took 
about six weeks to organize, 
although most of the work was 
done in the two weeks after 
October Break. Said Morita, 
“Every year the Expo is becom­
ing more glamorous, more 
elaborate, which also means a 
lot more time."

“The event is getting better 
every year," said Carreira.

Co-coordinator Joye Reno 
explained that the entire class 
took part in putting the event 
together. Reno said, "Everyone 
has a subcommittee. It's really 
a class effort -it's  bringing our 
class together."

Responsibilities in pulling off

the event included the organi­
zation of the hundreds of dis­
plays, publicity and invitations 
and the details of the kick-off 
reception. Each of the 32 stu­
dents whose work was dis­
played was responsible for 
bringing together and labeling 
their work. The group as­
sembled the night before the 
opening and set up the dis­
plays.

The exposition continues on 
display in the lobby of the ar­
chitecture building through 
Saturday afternoon. Building 
hours are from 8 a.m. to 10 
p.m. Students and campus 
guests are invited to visit the 
exibit tomorrow before the 
game.

On Monday, the exhibit will 
be moved to LaFortune, where 
it will be on display until No­
vember 22 in the West Point 
Room. Expo Roma is open to 
the public and is free of 
charge.

A spell is cast in  which 
nobody wins the big one and a 
ta lented passer leaves town.

The past is filled  w ith  names 
tha t rev ive  m em ories of battles 
fo r jobs and choices tha t were 
made. Among them: 
W aterfie ld-Van B rock lin ; 
Gabriel-Munson; H arris- 
Jaw orsk i; Harris-Haden, 
Haden-Namath-Ferragamo.

This year, i t ’s W ilson-Hilger- 
Evans-P lunkett, the four quar­
terbacks of the Los Angeles 
Raiders.

F o r decades, the Los Angeles 
Rams, followed into the 
Coliseum by the Raiders in

1982, have been consistent w in ­
ners who could not w in  the big 
ones. Coaches and fans debated 
the perennial question: which 
of our talented quarterback 
can w in  i t  a ll fo r us?

Inev itab ly , the loser le ft fo r 
Ph iladelphia, where N orm  Van 
B rock lin  won an N F L  t it le  and 
both Roman G abrie l and Ron 
Jaw orski had extended 
careers, throw ing  lots of touch­
down passes fo r losing teams.

When the Raiders inherited 
the Coliseum and the ghost, the 
sc rip t d idn ’t adapt w ell to a 
team  w ith  jus t one superb quar­
terback, J im  P lunkett, who led 
them  to Super Bowl trium phs 
in 1981 fo r Oakland and 1984 fo r 
Los Angeles.

But P lunke tt’s age and in ju r ­
ies and the a rr iv a l of M arc W il­
son revived kind of “ a lm ost”  
seasons tha t were the Ram s’ 
specia lty fo r 30 years.
