The tickets of Julie P arrish  
and Annie Buch will m eet in a 
run-off election Friday  after 
none of the three tickets won a 
m ajority of the votes in the 
Saint M ary’s student body elec­
tion, according to Frannie 
Thompson, elections commis­
sioner.

Two of the three class elec­
tions also resulted in run-offs.

P arrish , running with Lisa 
Hill, candidate for vice presi­
dent for student affairs, and 
Christy Wolfe, candidate for 
vice president for academ ic af­
fairs and college relations, 
received 37 percent of the 
votes.

The ticket of Buch, Kim Sar­
tori and Carol Mahony took 31 
percent closely followed by 
Ann Reilly, Julie M arozas and 
Kelly Connery with 30 percent 
of the votes.

The results showed the larg ­
est voter turnout that Saint 
M ary’s has ever had with 57 
percent of the eligible student 
body participating, according 
to Thompson. “ I think it’s 
g reat because we’ve never had 
that m any vote before and it 
shows that in terest in student

governm ent is up ,” Thompson 
said.

“ We’re  very excited about 
such a high voter turnout be­
cause it shows that students 
really do care about their 
elected governm ent,” P arrish  
said.

Buch added that their ticket 
“will continue to give 100 per­
cent. We’ve had a g reat time 
and will keep up a positive a t­
titude.”

Reilly stated that their ticket 
was very disappointed.

“ I t ’s unfortunate that the stu­
dent body did not recognize the 
strength of our ticket,” Reilly 
said. “ We are  not anti-student 
government, but the eliteness 
of student governm ent must 
end,” she said.

Running unopposed, the new 
senior class officers for 1988-89 
are  Rose P ietrzak, Rozel Gat- 
m aitan, Lisa Emlong and 
M aria Koch. Fifty-six percent 
of the junior class voted and 
the ticket acquired 84 percent 
of the vote.

“ We’re  glad we had a good 
class turnout, and we’re 
looking forward to continuing 
the tradition ,” P ietrzak said.

G atm aitan added, “ We want

Juvenile arrested 
in D-2 lot assault

Notre D A re Security a r ­
rested a 17-year-old Ed 
wardsburg, Mich, resident 
Wednesday afternoon in 
connection with the Feb. 7 
assault of a female Notre 
Dame student in the D-2 
parking lot, said Rex 
Rakow, director of Security.

Security officers arrested  
the juvenile in E lkhart 
County. Rakow said the 
suspect lived near the 
Indiana-Michigan border. 
“ We had him under surveil­
lance along with Michigan 
State Police for three days,” 
Rakow said.

Security received the go- 
ahead from the prosecutor’s 
office and juvenile au t­
horities to a rres t the suspect 
and apprehended him Wed­
nesday afternoon when he 
re-entered the state.

The female Notre Dame 
student was abducted at 
knife point in the late afte r­
noon Feb. 7 while clearing 
snow from the windshield of 
her ca r in the D-2 parking 
lot. She was stabbed in the

knee during the assault.
The juvenile was arrested  

on charges of Class D felony 
crim inal confinement, Class 
C battery  and Class A felony 
attem pted rape.

Rakow had said at the 
time of the incident that the 
victim  was not sexually as­
saulted. He said Wednesday 
the attem pted rape charge 
was m ade because “ at one 
point, (the suspect) asked 
her to take her coat off.” 
Rakow said he didn’t know 
if the attem pted rape charge 
would stand.

Rakow said Security 
brought in the Indiana State 
Police to do evidence analy­
sis of the suspect’s vehicle, 
including analysis of fibers 
and hairs found in the vehi­
cle. Security was able to 
make a positive identifica­
tion of the suspect.

“ We’ve had the jeep for 
about three days now,” 
Rakow said. “ (The suspect) 
traded it to a dealership. The 
dealer cooperated to let us 
have it since it no longer 
belonged to the suspect.”

Reagan holds press conference

WASHINGTON- President 
Reagan said Wednesday night 
“we’ve never let up and we 
never will” in efforts to win 
freedom for American 
hostages in Lebanon, and said 
if Republican presidential con­
tender P a t Robertson knew 
anything of their whereabouts, 
it was “very strange” that “ he 
kept it to him self.”

At a nationally televised 
news conference, Reagan also

said he had “ every confidence” 
in the personal integrity of em ­
battled Attorney General E d­
win Meese III. but said he could 
not comment on reports of the 
investigation of Meese s role in 
a proposed Middle E ast oil 
pipeline.

In a session with reporters 
that blended international af­
fairs with the domestic 
presidential cam paign swirling 
around him, the president con­
firm ed anew that Vice P resi­
dent George Bush expressed

reservations during the 
Iran-Contra affair. But he 
refused to say precisely what 
Bush had told him.

R eagan said he didn’t want 
to become involved in the GOP 
nomination fight, but he 
showed plenty of zest when it 
cam e to bashing the 
D em ocrats vying to succeed 
him. To hear them , he said, 
“ we’re  in an economic slum p” 
suffering from a variety  of ills.

S. Africa bans groups’ acts

JOHANNESBURG, South 
Africa- The government on 
Wednesday banned political 
activity by 18 opposition 
groups, including the nation’s 
largest anti-apartheid organi­
zation and its biggest union 
federation, in the most sweep­
ing crackdown in a decade.

Anglican Archbishop Des­
mond Tutu said the move would 
be seen by many government 
opponents as a “declaration of 
w ar.”

Law and Order Minister 
Adriaan Vlok, however, said

the regulations “will contrib­
ute to a clim ate of stability, 
peaceful coexistence, and good 
neighborliness among all pop­
ulation groups.”

Vlok’s order prohibits the 
United Democratic Front, 
which represents more than 2 
million m em bers, from any ac­
tivity except bookkeeping and 
court action. The sam e order 
was applied to 16 other groups, 
covering most of the large 
m ilitant black political groups 
in South Africa.

It gives Vlok the power to 
prohibit any organization 
“ from carrying on or perform ­

ing any activites or acts what- 
sover. ”

Security police notified at 
least nine UDF m em bers of re ­
strictions on their activities, 
which included being confined 
to home and prohibited from 
speaking publicly.

UDF co-president Archie 
Gumede was prohibited from 
participating in any UDF ac­
tivities and banned from speak­
ing to journalists.

Albertina Sisulu, the other 
co-president, was ordered con­
fined to her home from 6 p.m.

When Humphrey Bogart spoke that line in 

the final moments of “Casablanca,” a tear 
slowly rolled down Ingrid Bergman’s cheek. As 
she stared back into Bogart’s eyes, longing to 
stay with him forever, a generation fell in love 
with the two movie legends.

Bogart’s generation was the last that would 
fall in love with a teary-eyed Swede in a rain­
coat. They were the same people who had fallen 
in love with Errol Flynn dressed in green tights 
and Olivia D’Haviland dressed in long robes in 
“The Adventures of Robin Hood” . Movies were 
simpler a generation ago. Romance reigned in 
America’s hearts.

In Robin Hood’s final scene Prince John’s 
forces battle Robin Hood’s. Hundreds of w ar­
riors a re  stabbed, beaten and clubbed -but none 
bled. In the clim ax, Flynn thrusts his sword 
through Claude R aines’ heart. Raines quietly 
grits his teeth as he dies. That sam e year 
Dorothy threw a bucket of w ater at the Wicked 
Witch of the West who m elted to death. Such 
violence is tam e com pared to today’s stand­
ards; th a t’s how the generation wanted it.

In the  1985 movie “ Scarface;” A1 Pacino 
buries his face in a mountain of cocaine piled 
on his desk. His body is la te r riddled with 
hundreds of bullets, turning his white sh irt red 
as blood is spewed into the cam era’s lens. In 
“ F riday  the 13th” and its five sequels, a psyc­
hopath wearing a hockey m ask buries hatchets 
in victim s’ sculls and lops off women’s arm s 
and legs. In one famous scene, he shoots an 
arrow  through a teenage g irl’s eye. Audiences 
felt sick to their stom achs. They loved it.

A couple of years ago Tom Cruise, in “ Risky 
Business,” ran  a bordello from his p aren t’s 
home. Teenage girls swooned over him. 
Today’s teenage boys fall in love with the latest 
blonde who takes off her shirt on the big screen.

Every generation has a different set of 
values, beliefs and priorities.

Y ears ago, families ate dinner together and 
then gathered around the radio to hear Edw ard 
R. Murrow report the w ar news from London. 
L ater, after the kids said their prayers, S inatra 
and Crosby sang them  to sleep.

Today, as fam ily m em bers run in and out of 
the house, they catch a glimpse of the news

from M ary H art on E ntertainm ent Tonight. 
Kids parade around the house with Sony 
W alkmans attached to their heads, oblivious to

paren ts’ words. Their only communication 
comes when they ask mom if the TV dinner she 
plans to pop in the microwave is chicken or 
turkey.

The values of the “ m icrow ave” generation 
have obviously changed from those of the “ E d­
w ard R. M urrow” generation.

Change, however, is inevitable. As much as 
we wish our kid brothers and sisters would al­
ways be kids, we realize they will not. While 
we m ay rem inisce about the “ good old days” 
in years to come, we’ll also regret some of the 
things we did. I still regret wearing that leisure 
suit for my eigth grade picture.

Although thoughts of the past bring feelings 
of safety and comfort to our hearts, change 
brings progress and progress m akes life better.

I still wish, however, that I was born 50 years 
ago.

Rep. R ichard Gephardt 
echoed a George Wallace 
refrain  on Wednesday, saying 
there is “ hardly a dim e’s worth 
of difference” between his 
chief Dem ocratic presidential 
rivals on economic issues. Re­
publican Sen. Bob Dole sought 
to slice into Vice President 
George Bush’s Southern sup­
port.

Gephardt blistered Gov. Mi­
chael Dukakis and Sen. Albert 
Gore J r . while a fourth Demo­
cra t announced he would not 
compete in the delegate-rich 
round of prim aries known as 
Super Tuesday on M arch 8. Il­
linois Sen. Paul Simon, reeling 
after a spate of poor finishes, 
insisted he would rem ain  in the 
race but conceded he lacked 
the money to compete across 
the South.

Among the Republicans, 
form er television evangelist 
P a t Robertson said his Christ­
ian Broadcasting Network 
once knew the whereabouts of 
the Am erican hostages in 
Lebanon and suggested they 
could have been rescued.

The assertion drew a ta rt 
response from the White 
House, where spokesm an M ar­
lin F itzw ater said, “ Why didn’t 
he tell us where they w ere?”

It was the second startling 
com m ent in as m any days from 
Robertson. He suggested on 
Tuesday that Bush’s cam paign 
aides were behind the recent 
public disclosure of television 
evangelist Jim m y Sw aggert’s 
sexual misconduct, and said 
they timed the disclosure to 
m ake life difficult for another 
television evangelist running 
for president.

Bush denied that charge 
anew, saying, “ I ’d like to see 
an apology or proof.”

The vice president shrugged 
off Dole’s solid victories Tues­
day night in the South Dakota 
prim ary  and Minnesota 
caucuses, saying, “ You can ’t 
win them  all.” He m ade a 
flying tour through New E n­
gland, where he hopes to win 
the Maine caucuses over the 
weekend and the Vermont p ri­
m ary  next Tuesday.

But those events - one in a 
state  where the vice president 
owns a home and the other that 
has no bearing on the hunt for 
convention delegates - drew 
little attention from the rest of 
the field.

Instead, other eyes turned to 
Dixie, which is hosting most of 
the 20 Dem ocratic and 17 Re­
publican contests that will be 
held on a single day on M arch 
8 .

Dole cam paigned in South 
Carolina with Sen. Strom Thur­
mond at his side, and said he 
supports legislation on textile 
im ports that is popular in the 
state.

Role of layperson defined g^n

The call of the Catholic 
layperson goes beyond church- 
going on Sundays, according to 
Bishop John D’Arcy of the Fort 
Wayn&South Bend diocese.

D’Arcy spoke Wednesday in 
the Law School Lounge at a 
lunch-tim e lecture sponsored 
by Jus Vitae, a right-to-life 
group. “The layperson is 
seen, in the light of the Second 
Vatican Council,” said D’Arcy, 
“ as someone who acts as a 
leaven or a yeast from within, 
to transform  the world . . .  by 
being com petent in his or her 
profession, but also by living 
the values of the gospel.”

He said all laypeople have a 
vocation to influence and 
change the world they live in 
“ by bringing Christ to all those 
aspects of his or her fam ily life, 
social life (and) professional 
life.”

“ It (the vocation) is con­
cerned with what they do every 
day, not just what they do on 
Sundays,” he added.

D’Arcy urged students to 
“ look a t the signs of the tim es,” 
and told them  to “ scrutinize 
and in terpret, discern the signs 
of the tim es, strengthening

what is good, opposing . . . 
what is evil.”

“ A m an is m ade by his 
choices,” he said. “ We will 
have to m ake a determ ination 
. . . whether we stand in the 
faith given by Jesus Christ . . . 
or whether we stand outside it 
and m arch to the beat of this 
particu lar tim e,” he added.

D’Arcy praised the work of 
Sir Thomas More, an English 
law yer, statesm an and author 
of the early  and middle 1500’s. 
He lauded M ore’s quest for 
tru th , counter-cultural activi­
ties in the nam e of Catholicism 
and incorportion of m oral law 
into his practice of civil law. 
D ’Arcy encouraged the audi­
ence of law students to do the 
sam e in their future endeavors.

He gave hum an rights, abor­
tion and the rights of women as 
exam ples of signs of the times 
which laypeople should 
scrutinize and devote their 
energies towards in order to 
change the world for the better.

The bishop also talked of the 
Church’s necessity to be 
“ counter-cultural” a t times. 
He quoted Pope John Paul II in 
saying that Am erican Cat­
holics’ “discernm ent (of good 
and evil), which the layperson 
especially practices, requires a 
m ore m ature readiness to be 
counter-cultural.”

“ Freedom  to follow your 
Catholic faith does not auto­
m atically m ean it will be easy 
to speak and act in ine nam e 
of the Lord Jesu s,” said 
D’Arcy, still quoting the pope.

He said detectives developed 
leads on the suspect’s vehicle 
through information from the 
victim.

“ The Palestinians are a very 
ancient and dignified people 
and they are appalled that 
Am ericans can be so blind to 
their cause,” said F ather 
Jam es Burtchaell in a lecture 
Wednesday night. Speaking 
in St. Edw ard’s Hall, 
Burtchaell said, “ The PLO is 
the only viable political rep re­
sentation of the Palestinian 
people.” Burtchaell outlined 
the history of the Palestinians 
and their lands and focused on 
the Palestinian viewpoint in 
recent developments.

He said he focused on the P a l­
estinian’s view “ because 
Am ericans have a fairly good 
access to the Israeli view.”

“ These people have trained 
the Palestinians for the first 
tim e since the 1930s, to have a 
hope that they m ight have their 
own land back,” said 
Burtchaell of the PLO. “ In 
their view they m ust free a por­
tion of the land.”

Previous Palestinian claim s 
to want to drive the Israelis to 
the sea a re  only rhetoric now, 
said Burtchaell. “ It has been 
widely understood that there is 
going to rem ain an Israel but 
also tha t there has got to be a 
P alestine,” he said. “ This ac­
ceptance on the part of the 
Palestinians has not yet been 
m atched by any corresponding 
politically viable group on the 
p art of the Israelis,” according 
to Burtchaell.

“ From  the Palestinian point

of v iew . . . their entire land has 
been occupied and there can 
not be a peace until the P ales­
tinians, the people of the land, 
have some portion of that land 
them selves,” he said.

Burtchaell said the West 
Bank and Gaza Strip do not rep­
resent a viable portion of the 
land. He said the Palestinians 
would need to be aw arded land 
suitable for farm ing and indus­
try  so that the they would be 
willing to em igrate.

According to Burtchaell, the 
land aw arded to the Pales­
tinians m ust be good enough to 
draw  them  out of Israel.

The hostility between the 
Arab and the Jew  is not an old 
rivalry. The Jew s were not a 
factor in the Middle E ast until 
after World War I, he said.

Students denied aid must explore options outside ND

“ I ’ve lived my life to come 
here,” said Jim  Cunnar, a soph­
omore with a strong grade 
point average in the pre-med 
program  who won’t be re tu rn ­
ing to Notre Dame next year 
because of financial reasons.

Having exhausted years 
worth of savings, a $2,500 stu­
dent loan and a $500 scholar­
ship from a local Notre Dame 
Club, Cunnar said “ It is

impossible for me to return 
here next y ea r,” he said.

Cunnar is one of about ten 
students who are presently 
financially unable to re tu rn  to 
Notre Dame next fall accor­
ding to Joe Russo, director of 
Financial Aid.

Cunnar and other students 
applied for financial aid but 
were turned down this year and 
told that their chances are  not 
good for next year either be­
cause the financial aid office 
“ is out of money,” Cunnar said.

Until students are 
guaranteed that they will 
receive aid they all m ust deal 
with the sam e gnawing uncer­
tainty. F rank Tarin, a fresh­
m an from El Paso, Texas, said 
he will “ return  next year but 
probably not after th a t.” He 
said the money he’ll get 
through financial aid loans and 
scholarships should be enough 
for next year, but a t that ra te  
he would be about $18,000 in 
debt by graduation. He has 
begun to apply to other schools

to prepare for when he has to 
leave. Cunnar is less for­
tunate. He is uncertain about 
being able to attend school at 
all next year. “ I ’ve tried to ap­
ply to other schools,” he said, 
“but Notre Dame won’t send 
my transcrip ts until I pay my 
debts.”

Russo said that the num ber 
of students in danger of not 
being able to re turn  is about 
the sam e as in previous years. 
They “ all will get special 
help,” but the Financial Aid Of-

Angry parents protest demotion of elementary children

CHICAGO- Angry parents in 
a tough South Side neighbor­
hood kept nearly half the pupils 
home from  a public school 
W ednesday after the principal 
dem oted 250 youngsters at 
m idyear because of poor 
reading skills.

“ I will never agree to dem ot­
ing my child,” said Brenda 
W imberly, whose 9-year-old

son, Dontae, was demoted from 
third to second grade. “ If his 
reading doesn’t come up in 
April, then he can rem ain in 
the third grade for next y ea r.”

About half of Beethoven 
E lem entary  School’s 830 stu­
dents have been kept out of the 
school since Monday by angry 
parents.

Principal G race Dawson said 
Wednesday she would try  to 
m ake her decision stick.

“ I took the step because my 
children were so fa r behind - 
two, three, four years behind 

in reading - that we had to do 
som ething,” Dawson said in a 
telephone interview.

“ We had to take a stand that 
children can’t just sit in the 
classroom  and do nothing,” she 
said.

Dawson appealed to the par- 
ents to come in for individual

meetings on their children’s 
academ ic problems.

While some parents taught 
their children at a m akeshift 
a lternative school Wednesday, 
about 20 m et with Dawson at 
the school and another contin­
gent attended the Chicago 
Board of Education’s regular 
m eeting to protest the demo­
tions.

Most of Beethoven’s students 
live in the nearby Robert

Taylor Homes, the nation’s 
largest high-rise public 
housing project. It stands in 
one of the city ’s poorest South 
Side neighborhoods, an area 
rife with crim e and street 
gangs.

Dawson said the students 
were dem oted Feb. 15 because 
of low reading scores on 
achievem ent tests.

P rivate  voluntary organizations 

direct services internationally, free of 
interference from their own or host gov­
ernm ents. PVOs have become m ajor 
establishm ents in development and 
hum anitarian assistance work; they 
act as relief agents, lobbying groups 
and international diplomats.

In recent years they have begun to 
work closely both with other PVOs and 
with academ ic institutions. For exam ­
ple, in 1987 the Ecum enical Working 
Group on Africa, which includes church 
organizations such as Catholic Relief 
Services, Luthern World Relief, A m er­
ican Friends Service Committee and 
others, met at Notre D am e’s Kellogg 
Institute to discuss collaborative ef­
forts.

PVOs are accessible. They a re  trying 
to get a fam iliar reputation, and they 
want to be used as access groups; for 
students they can be alternative job 
sources; for facuty they can supply 
“ real world” (i.e. broad, international) 
information for teaching or research.

So the “ PVO intiative” in progress is 
an attem pt to conciliate PVOs with 
other PVOs, with students and facutly 
and with universities as a whole. Kel­
logg Institu te’s Mutumbo Mpanya is ac ­
tively polling newcomers to m ake the 
PVO initiative successful.

His latest effort is a conference to 
take place Thursday, February  25,1988, 
on AIDS in Africa.

Soviet ski jumpers’ 
absence causes stir

CALGARY, Alberta- The So­
viet Union’s two specialist ski 
jum pers went home without 
competing in the showpiece 90- 
m eter event, an Olympic offi­
cial said Wednesday.

The two jum pers, Edw ard 
Soubotch and Mikhail Essine, 
left on an Aeroflot charte r Mon­
day after finishing 38th and 
39th, respectively, in the 70- 
m eter competition on Feb. 14.

Their failure to appear at 
Tuesday’s 90-meter event 
caused Olympic organizers to 
search  for them , especially 
after another Soviet jum per in 
the Nordic combined event did 
not compete and two other Nor­
dic team  m em bers failed to 
m ake the required three 
jum ps.

The m ystery was solved 
Wednesday when Soviet offi­
cials informed organizers that 
Soubotch and Essine flown 
home as scheduled after the 90- 
m eter event was postponed 
from Saturday until Tuesday 
because of strong winds, said 
Olympic press officer T erry 
Bullick.

She said the Soviets 
withdrew from the Nordic com­

bined 70-meter team  event be­
cause one jum per, Allar 
Levandi, was ill and the coach 
applied too late for a substitu­
tion.

Without three jum pers, the 
team  had no chance of winning, 
so the two healthy athletes, 
Vassili Savine and Andrei 
Doundoukov, did not complete 
the required three jumps.

It was the third tim e during 
these Games that athletes 
either abruptly left or their 
whereabouts were sketchy.

INDIANAPOLIS- If your nam e 
is Mount and you live in 
Lebanon, Ind., you’re  expected 
to play basketball.

If your nam e is Rich Mount, 
you’re  also fighting inevitable 
com parisons with a famous fa­
ther who is still regarded as one 
of the best players to come out 
of this basketball-crazy state.

The younger Mount, a 6-foot- 
3 junior at Lebanon High 
School, already gets about 10 
letters a week from  m ajor col­
leges around the country. But 
with his 27-point scoring 
average, it’s more than just 
family history th a t’s drawing 
the attention.

"Being Rick Mount’s son has 
been a g reat deal of help, from 
the standpoint his father has 
taught him  a lot about offensive 
basketball,” Lebanon Coach 
Dave Carney says of Rich, 
already seen as one of the top 
candidates for Indiana Mr. 
Basketball next year. “ But it’s 
been tough for him at tim es be­
cause people want to com pare 
Rich with his fa ther.”

R ich’s grandfather, Pete 
Mount, led Lebanon to a 
runner-up finish in the 1943 
state  tournam ent and was con­
sidered the school’s greatest 
p layer of all tim e ... until Rick, 
P e te ’s son and Rich’s father, 
cam e along.

Rick Mount, of course, be­
cam e even more famous than 
Pete. He was Mr. Basketball in 
1966, the first high school ath­
lete pictured on the cover of 
Sports Illustrated  and an All- 
Am erican at Purdue, where he 
led the Boilerm akers to a 
runner-up finish to UCLA in the 
1969 NCAA tournam ent.

Rick Mount played profes­
sional ball for five years and 
re tired  when his son, Rich, was 
five years old. He now works

at a sporting goods store in 
Lafayette.

“ I saw him play in Utah, but 
I was too young to rem em ber 
m uch,” says Rich, 18. T was 
m aybe eight or nine when I 
realized how great he was. I 
thought it was pretty  neat, 
having a dad like that is pretty 
cool.

“ I said if I worked a t it, 
maybe I could be as good. The 
thing is, most people rem em ­
ber him at Purdue m ore than 
in high school. T hat’s what 
they’re  com paring me with, 
and th a t’s hard  to com pare.”

Rick Mount is the second 
leading scorer in Indiana high 
school history with 2,595 points 
and a 27.3 ca ree r average. In 
college, he was a two tim e All- 
Am erican and averaged 34.8 
points a gam e for his career.

Rich Mount has 1,353 points 
and a 21.8 ca ree r average 24.2 
over the past two years, 27.8 
this season and 29.4 over the 
past nine gam es. He hasn’t said 
where he wants to play college 
ball. Purdue, naturally , has 
shown a lot of interest.

“ He taught me to really work 
hard  a t everything,” Rich says 
of the help he got from his fa ­
ther. “ He said stick with it, and 
I got a lot out of it. We’d play 
a t the park  every evening for 
two hours. In the afternoons, 
I ’ll shoot an hour and a half. I 
end up playing five or six hours 
a day since I was in seventh 
g rade.”

It was when Rich was in the 
eighth grade that he first got 
statew ide attention, although it 
w asn’t the kind of publicity he 
would have preferred.

His father got him “ red- 
sh irted ,” held back a year so 
he could gain m ore m aturity  
and experience.

“ I think it helped m e,” Rich 
says. “ I don’t talk  about it 
much, it’s been forgotten about

mostly, but it helped m e a lot, 
m entally and physically. Men­
tally, mostly. It m ade me m en­
tally tougher. I don’t know why, 
but I knew at that point I 
needed to be m entally toug­
h er.”

The Lebanon School Board 
voted to let Rich, an honor stu­
dent, repeat the eighth grade. 
The Indiana High School Ath­
letic Association, which has 
rigid eligibility regulations, 
has no jurisdiction at the junior 
high level, but the statew ide 
publicity surrounding the 
Mount case la ter prom pted the 
Lebanon board to ban the prac­
tice.

By that tim e, Rich was in 
high school, where he averaged 
17.1 points a gam e as a fresh­
m an and 21.5 as a sophomore. 
This year, besides the 27.8 
average, he’s rebounding 
about 3.5 per gam e and shoot­
ing better than 50 percent from 
the field and 90 percent from 
the foul line. He had a streak 
of 38 straigh t free throws, 
which was snapped last week.

If he does become Mr. Bas­
ketball next year, he would be 
the first one whose father also 
was a Mr. Basketball.

“ T hat’s a d ream  for every 
kid in high school basketball. 
I ’m working on th a t,” the 
young Mount adm its. “ But 
what happens is you go out and 
work hard  and m ake yourself 
a better player and that 
(rew ard) comes later. You 
don’t concentrate on Mr. Bas­
ketball. You do things that help 
the team  win, and if those other 
things come along, th a t’s 
g rea t.”

Going into the final gam e of 
the regular season F riday  
night, Lebanon has a 14-5 
record.

Fencers to defend GL titles

I t’s tim e for the real thing.
The 1988 postseason is finally 

upon the varsity  fencing team , 
and this weekend the Irish 
squad will set its sights on the 
G reat Lakes region, to partic i­
pate in a qualifying tourna­
ment for the NCAA Champion­
ships.

All postseason fencing is ded­
icated to qualifying to the 
NCAA Championships, held in 
Princeton, NJ. The winner of 
the NCAAs is considered the 
national champion, and the 
team  that has the best collec­
tive perform ance will gain the 
national title.

The upcoming qualifier, the 
G reat Lakes Championships, 
will determ ine some of the fen­
cers who will be able to attend 
the NCAAs.

The m en’s squad, coming off 
a 24-1 (.960) season with its only 
loss last weekend to Illinois, 
has won the G reat Lakes 
Championships for the past 
four years. Its m ain com peti­
tion is Wayne State, who the 
Irish again defeated twice this 
year.

“The G reat Lakes Champi­
onship is a key qualifier for the 
NCAAs,” said m en’s head co­
ach Mike DeCicco. “ I really 
think we should be able to win 
the title again this season.”

At the G reat Lakes, Notre 
Dame is allowed to en ter three 
fencers in each of the foil, sabre 
and epee divisions. The top 
three fencers in the tourna­
ment from each weapon will 
qualify for the NCAAs.

The rest of the qualifiers

from the surrounding region 
will be from the NCAA Midwest 
Regionals, in which Notre 
Dame will also compete.

The women fencers have also 
experienced success a t the 
G reat Lakes in the past, win­
ning the last two Champion­
ships. However, the 17-2 wo­
men will face stiff competition 
from their arch rival Wayne 
State fencers, who beat the wo­
men in both home and away 
m eets this year.

“ I t ’s going to be a tough com ­
petition,” said women’s head 
coach and 1988 Olympic fen­
cing coach Yves Auriol. “ I t’s 
going to be a different compe­
tition, though. I t’s individual 
and open. I t’s a different for­
m at from what happened 
before. We’ll w ait and see what 
happens.”

The women do not have the 
num bers in their favor as the 
men do. Only one woman fen­
cer qualifies to the NCAAs 
from the G reat Lakes, one 
qualifies from the Big Ten, and 
three qualify from the Midwest 
Regionals.

The women also will be with­
out the services of senior fencer 
Molly Sullivan, who is in 
Europe participating in an in­
ternational meet.

Sullivan hopes to gain more 
points a t the m eet in order to 
have enough points to qualify 
for the 1988 Olympic Games in 
Korea. P resently  she has the 
fourth most points of any wo­
m an fencer in the nation, and 
the women’s Olympic team  
takes the top five.

The women will be taking 
sophomore Anne B arreda (47- 
4), juniors Kristin Kralicek (30-

9) and B renda Leiser (30-12), 
and freshm an Lynn Kadri (32- 
7).

“We are  going to have a 
tough tim e defending our 
title ,” said Auriol. “ Wayne 
State is very talented, and we 
won’t have Molly. A positive is 
that Leiser and Kadri will be 
getting some good experience 
fencing in this tournam ent.”

The men, sending three fen­
cers from each weapon, should 
have a good chance of qualify­
ing a good num ber of fencers 
to the NCAAs, and winning the 
meet.

In the foil division, senior 
Yehuda Kovacs (41-5) and 
freshm an Phil Leary (36-6) 
both have a good chance of 
qualifying, and Derek 
Holeman (29-5) also is a 
legitim ate possibility.

Notre D am e’s sabre team  is 
very young and talented, and 
all th ree potentially could 
qualify. F reshm an Leszek 
Nowosielski is having an out­
standing season (24-0) and is 
hoping to win the Champion­
ships. Sophomore Dan Yu (29- 
6) and freshm an Chris Bauger 
(20-5) both have optimistic 
hopes for a positive outcome.

The epee division is Notre 
D am e’s weakest, but still m ay 
qualify any of their three fen­
cers. They are  junior Todd 
Griffee (31-11), senior Doug 
Dudinski (35-9), and junior Ted 
F ay  (29-10). Wayne State has a 
talented epee squad and its fen­
cers will give the Irish their 
main competition.

“ I t ’s obviously going to be 
hard  to qualify all of the men 
fencers, because of the com pe­
tition,” said Auriol.

After a season of peaks and 
valleys, the women’s swim­
ming team  has picked the right 
tim e to be on an upswing.

The women put everything 
together last weekend in win­
ning the M idwestern Collegiate 
Conference Championships in 
Evansville and hope that suc­
cess and effort carries over to 
this weekend’s Midwest Inde­
pendent Championships in 
Chicago. The Irish finished 
sixth in last y ea r’s meet.

The m en’s squad has the 
week off before playing host to 
the Midwest Independent 
Championships next weekend 
at Rolfs Aquatic Center. The 
men also won the MCC meet, 
easily outdistancing
Evansville.

Irish coach Tim Welsh wel­
comes the chance for the men 
to rest before the next cham pi­
onship meet.

“ This is a much-needed week 
off from competition and this 
team  requires m ore re s t,” 
Welsh said. “ The men have 
been a spirited, very deep team  
and their com m itm ent to com­
pleting the season with pride is 
incredible.”

The women finally got some 
of the breaks to go their way 
a t the MCC meet. The Irish 
rallied from a 11-point deficit 
after the first day of competi­
tion to down the Aces 634-573 
for the title.

That close win is more im­
portant than it seem s for the 
Irish. At 9-7, the Irish record 
m ay not appear impressive, 
but four of those losses have 
been by 12 points or less, a very 
sm all m argin in collegiate 
swimming.

“ The women have gotten 
stronger as a unit,” Welsh said. 
“ E very tim e we cam e out of 
those close m eets, their char­
acter developed and we said, 
one of these days’ and here it 

is .”

With the confidence gained 
late in the season and the talent 
Welsh has assembled, a better 
showing m ay be in the cards 
for the women in Chicago.

Nykanen sets Olympic record 
with third ski-jumping gold

CALGARY, Alberta- Matti 
Nykanen, the Flying Finn, 
soared to his third gold medal 
and becam e the first triple 
jum ping winner in Olympic his­
tory, while the Soviets were 
shut out for the first time Wed­
nesday at the W inter Olympics.

Already an unprecedented 
winner of the 90- and 70-meter 
individual events, Nykanen 
added the third gold when F in­
land won the new 90-meter 
team  event. Yugoslavia won 
the silver and Norway won the 
bronze.

Since 1964, when ski jumping 
was split into two events, no 
jum per had won them  both. In 
1984, Nykanen won the 90- 
m eter event and took silver at 
70.

Vreni Schneider won the gold 
m edal in the giant slalom, 
giving Switzerland a victory in 
its battle for Olympic Alpine 
suprem acy with Austria.

“ I ’m going to phone home 
and say hi to everybody,” 
Schneider said.

The gold rush E ast was 
bound to get going again soon, 
though.

K atarina Witt of E ast Ger­
m any took the first compulsory 
steps in her own battle against 
Am erican Debi Thomas in fig­
ure skating and the Soviets’ 
powerful women’s cross­
country ski team  gets back into 
action on Thursday.

But Wednesday was a day of 
em barrassm ent for the 
Soviets. Their Nordic com­
bined team , heavily favored for 
a medal, pulled out of the com­
petition afte r finishing last in 
the ski jum ping portion the day 
before.

It was little consolation to the 
hapless Americans, though. 
With the Soviets gone, they 
finished last in the 10-team 
field.

At the same time, the U.S. 
Olympic Committee said it was 
asking the help of George 
Steinbrenner, hoping he could 
do the same thing with the U.S. 
Olympic team that he did as 
owner of the New York 
Yankees. Steinbrenner, a 
USOC member, will be head of 
a panel to review the U.S. ef­
fort.

“We can do better,” 
Steinbrenner said. “We should 
do better. The American public 
deserves the very best we can 
give them .”

CALGARY ’88
The Soviets still lead the 

m edal standings with 22, in­
cluding eight golds. The E ast 
Germ ans have 17 medals, 
seven golds, while the United 
States is stuck at four medals, 
including the golds of figure 
skater B rian Boitano and speed 
skater Bonnie Blair.

Schneider, a slight favorite, 
took advantage of a fall by 
first-run leader Blanca F er­
nandez Ochoa of Spain to win 
with a two-run time of 2 
minutes, 6.49 seconds. 
Schneider was nearly a second 
ahead of Christa Kinshofer 
Guetlein of West Germ any, 27- 
year-old veteran who won a sil­
ver slalom m edal in 1980. 
Switzerland’s M aria Walliser 
won the bronze.

“ I was hoping for a chance 
in the first th ree (races), and 
I am  overwhelmed with my 
success,” Schneider said.

That gave Switzerland nine

Alpine m edals at the Games, 
but only its second gold. P irm in 
Zurbriggen of Switzerland won 
the m en’s downhill. Austria, 
meanwhile, has only five Al­
pine m edals but three gold in 
m en’s combined and women’s 
combined and super giant 
slalom.

Defending gold m edalist 
Debbie A rm strong of Seattle 
finished 13th, one spot behind 
Diann Roffe of Williamson, 
N.Y.

West Germ any held onto its 
big lead after the jum ping to 
win the Nordic combined team  
medal, despite finishing eighth 
in the cross-country relay  race 
Wednesday. Switzerland, with 
the fastest relay  tim e, won the 
silver, and Austria claim ed the 
bronze.

The Soviets fell behind when 
one team  m em ber got sick and 
couldn’t jum p Wednesday. The 
other two Soviets didn’t even 
bother to take all their jum ps, 
and they pulled out of the event 
Wednesday.

West G erm any is a two-time 
world champion in this event, 
which is new to the Olympics.

In a sport th a t’s fast becom­
ing a battle of initials, B&B 
succeeded T&D as Olympic ice 
dancing champions. B&B are 
N atalia Bestem ianova and 
Andrei Bukin of the Soviet 
Union, and T&D are the incom­
parable Jayne Torvill and 
Christopher Dean.

T&D turned pro after win­
ning the 1984 gold medal, and 
B&B haven’t been beaten 
since.

“ When we won second place 
in Sarajevo, we were very 
happy and pleased we got 
recognized by the public,” Be­
stem ianova said, tears  running 
down her cheeks after winning 
Tuesday. “ But today was the 
happiest day of my life.”

Cubs move closer 
to night baseball

CHICAGO- For 72 seasons, 
day baseball and the Chicago 
Cubs have been synonymous at 
Wrigley Field.

The Cubs are the last of the 
big league team s to end their 
day when the sun goes down.

But if Thursday’s City Coun­
cil vote goes as its supporters 
expect, one of baseball’s 
longest traditions will come to 
an end in six weeks when the 
73rd season begins.

“ Yeah! all right! te rrific !,” 
said Joanne Budka, a lights 
advocate who can hear the 
crack of the bat a t her home in 
Wrigley F ield’s shadow. 
“ Night baseball is exciting. 
The Cubs need th a t.”

But m any residents com­
plain that w hat’s good for the 
Cubs is not necessarily good for 
the neighborhood.

They say night gam es in 
Wrigleyville, the neighborhood 
around the park, will m ean 
rowdy fans pouring out of bars 
in the wee hours. Parking will 
be limited for residents re tu rn ­
ing home from work, and lawns 
and streets will be littered.

“ I ’ll move out,” Noreen 
Gleeson, 27, said Wednesday. 
“ It will ruin the neighbor­
hood.”

A plan endorsed by Mayor 
Eugene Sawyer and aggres­
sively pursued by the Tribune 
Co., owner of the Cubs, would 
allow eight night gam es during

lowing years until 2002.

The City Council delayed a 
vote on the issue Wednesday, 
but a special meeting was 
scheduled for Thursday and 
supporters say they have the 
votes to see it through.

Some alderm en have ac­
cused Sawyer and his council 
allies of fashioning a plan that 
has few benefits for 
Wrigleyville residents. Alder­
m an B ernard Hansen, whose 
w ard includes the ballpark, 
says he m ay go to court to 
prevent lights.

During a council com m ittee 
vote this week, Paul Kendall, 
a fervent opponent of night 
gam es, issued this warning: “ I 
think you will find some real 
problem s when fans s ta rt com­
ing ... especially if they are 
wearing Cubs hats.

Wrigley Field, named

built in 1914, is the only m ajor 
league ballpark without lights.

It is bordered by sm all ap a rt­
ment houses behind the out­
field. Some buildings a re  so 
close that residents can open a 
lounge chair on roofs and watch 
the gam es for free.

During batting practice, 
youngsters dodge traffic on 
Waveland and Sheffield 
avenues to shag balls tha t clear 
the fence.

The Cubs’ inabilitv to olav 
home gam es after dark  put 
Wrigley Field in danger of 
losing National League playoff 
gam es and the World Series, if 
the Cubs ever got that far, be­
cause of baseball’s com m it­
ments to television networks.

Gleeson says she loves the 
Cubs, but her affection fades a 
bit when she’s asked about 
night gam es.

“ I ’ll have drunks staggering 
on the sidewalk from 10 in the 
evening until 2 in the m orning,” 
she said. “ I ’ve always been 
able to deal with the parking 
problem s during the day, but 
night gam es, they’ll bring the 
worst elem ent into the neigh­
borhood.”

The Cubs have threatened to 
move to the suburbs or outside 
Illinois if lights a re  not erected.

“ You’re  not going to get the 
sam e type of crowd that comes 
to Wrigley Field now. You’re 
not going to get the fam ilies,” 
she said.

Durso and Geneser also have 
both enjoyed an extraordinary  
amount of success. Durso had 
a 63-15 record in his first two 
years, and he currently  is 
ranked fourth in the country’s 
134-pound division. Geneser, 
with a combined record of 56-20 
in his first two years, is ranked 
eighth among the country’s 177- 
pounders.

But neither one of them  has 
reached his goal of being an 
All-American. Durso was in­
jured at Regionals his fresh­
m an year, then lost early  the 
NCAA Championships last 
year. Geneser swept through 
the Regionals last year, but a 
knee infection kept him  from 
competing in the NCAA’s.

“ Our freshm an year, we 
wanted to do it, but we realized 
we had tim e left,” said 
Geneser. “Now, tha t tim e is 
here .”

The two juniors have been on 
their own since joining the 
Notre Dame team . Since 
McCann was just building the 
program , the Irish had no s ta r 
upperclassm en to lead them  
when they were freshm en. 
Now, as juniors they realize the 
im portance of working with the 
team ’s freshm en and leading 
by example.

“ When we were freshm en, it 
was hard  because we were 
leaders for the upperclassm en 
who’d been here,” said 
Geneser. “ Giving orders to a 
senior seemed kind of weird.

“ I kind of like working with 
the freshm en,” Geneser said. 
“ I t’s an advantage for them  
that we didn’t have, so I figure 
the m ore they have, the better. 
I t’s just going to put them  that 
fa r ahead from where I was as 
a freshm an, plus I learn stuff 
from them .”

McCann is quick to praise 
Durso, the team ’s co-captain 
with senior Ron Wisnieski, and 
Geneser for helping out a stan­
dout freshm an class that in­
cludes M ark G erardi, Todd 
Layton and Todd Tomazic.

“ Chris has been a laid-back 
kid, but now he’s opening up 
and showing leadership,” said 
the fourth-year Irish coach. 
“J e r ry ’s a team  leader as far 
as by exam ple and taking the 
bull by the horns and telling 
kids like the G erardis and 
Laytons their potential be­
cause he’s been through it 
before.

“ This year they’re  both na­
tionally ranked and both have 
excellent chances of placing 
nationally,” McCann contin­
ued. “ They’re  doing what 
they’re  capable of, and they’re 
right on schedule. I ’ll be disap­
pointed if they don’t place at 
the NCAA’s and be All- 
Americans.

If they don’t achieve that 
goal this year, McCann won’t 
be the only one disappointed.

“ We’ve got the facilities and 
a coaching staff as good as any 
in the country,” Durso said. 
“You can’t goals so high you 
can’t reach them , but you’ve 
got to know what you’re  capa­
ble of and not sell yourself 
short. We have a month before 
nationals, and our goal is to be 
All-Americans.”

Notre Dame next faces M ar­
quette on the road Saturday.

steal a base, they were 3-23.

“ We have good team  speed, 
and we’ll use it to its nth 
degree,” Murphy continued. 
“ Pesavento has got to steal a 
bunch of bases, Skupien and 
Moshier will get their share 
and don’t be surprised if (Pat) 
O’Brien and Peltier steal five 
to 10 bases.”

E ither junior Tim Hutson or 
sophomore Ed Lund will get the 
first base job. The starting  po­
sition also is up for grabs at 
catcher, with O’Brien, sopho­
m ore Dave Yawman and fresh­
m an Jeff Knight in the hunt.

“Yawm an has m ade giant 
strides, O’Brien can do an ade­
quate job and Jeff Knight is 
young but has a trem endous 
amount of potential,” said 
Murphy. “ We’ll have to see 
how they perform  when we get 
under the lights.”

Andrysiak will be flanked by 
either O’Brien or junior Jam es 
Sass (another football player) 
a t left field and Peltier a t right 
field.

“ I ’m fairly  confident with the 
situation,” Murphy said. 
“We’ve got a good athlete in 
Terry. He’s just picking the 
gam e back up, and he picks 
things up quick. When m id­
season rolls around, he’ll be a 
heck of a player.

“ The two football guys I 
really  believe in for some re a ­
son,” Murphy continued. 
“They’re  like an atom ic bomb 
waiting to explode and come 
into their own.”

Pitching is the most glaring 
question for the Irish going into 
the season. Murphy is counting 
on production senior Mike H ar­
mon, juniors E rik  Madsen and 
Mike Passilla  and sophomore 
Brian Piotrowicz.

“ Talk about question m arks, 
pitching is going to be a real 
key,” said Murphy. “These 
kids have worked extrem ely 
hard. They m ay be short on 
ability, but I ’ll guarantee 
they’ll fight to the end. We re 
just using the best available 
pitcher at the tim e. We don’t 
have the luxury of (a rotation) 
right now.”

The pitchers will be tested 
quickly in a week of reunions 
for the Notre Dame baseball 
team . Against Duke, Murphy 
will m eet first-year Duke coach 
Steve Traylor. Murphy 
coached under Traylor at 
F lorida Atlantic, as the school 
reached the top five in the na­
tion’s Division II polls. At Wake 
Forest, the Irish  m eet their 
previous coach L arry  Gallo, 
who now is an assistan t coach 
for the Demon Deacons.

“ We s ta rt with seven very 
difficult gam es,” said Murphy. 
“ I ’m just looking for the con­
sistency and composure that is 
necessary for a winning pro­
gram . We just can’t worry 
about our record and just have 
to worry about playing good 
ball. The nature of baseball is 
not to have an undefeated 
season, but if we can approach 
a 65 percent winning clip, we’ll 
be in the hunt for an NCAA bid. 
It m ay not happen this year, 
but in years to com e.”

Is coaching im portant in wo­
m en’s Interhall basketball? It 
is if your team  is coached by 
senior Gary Sasse.

Sasse led Pasquerilla  E ast to 
an undefeated season last year 
and has done it again, this time 
with rival Pasquerilla West. 
Sasse has not lost as a coach in 
two complete regular seasons.

Tuesday night, PW capped 
off a perfect 8-0 season with a 
com fortable 41-30 win against 
Howard (2-6).

Lewis clinched a tie for 
second place by defeating 
Walsh (1-7). Lewis finished the 
season with a 6-2 m ark.

PE , the defending women’s 
Interhall champions, won by 
forfeit over F arley , but still 
finished 3-5 and out of the 
playoff picture. Farley  
dropped to 2-6 on the season.

Breen Phillips, who had a 
bye the last week, grabbed the 
fourth playoff spot with a 4-4 
record.

Baseball team heads to Duke 
to begin ‘Wonderdokter’ era

First-year Notre Dame 
baseball coach P a t Murphy 
isn’t interested in thinking 
about the past. He’s much more 
excited about the future of the 
Irish baseball program , and 
before the team  has even taken 
the field for the first tim e, he 
has given it an entirely new 
identity.

Welcome to the world of 
“ W onderdokter” and his 
junkyard dogs.

“ We can ’t wait for other 
people to take it to us, we’ve 
got to take it to them ,” says 
Murphy, referring to the ag­
gressive style of play he has 
had his players adopt. “ Our 
whole team  identity is not to 
look for excuses, just play the 
gam e with a junkyard dog-like 
desire. I call them  the junkyard 
dogs.

Murphy has been called 
“W onderdokter” in other parts 
of the globe. At least so says a 
newspaper collage in his office, 
com m em orating his perfor­
mance m anaging the Dutch na­
tional team  last sum m er. The 
Holland team  placed a surpris­
ing second in last sum m er’s 
European championships, and

Murphy will coach the team  in 
the 1988 Seoul Sum m er Olym­
pics.

But Holland is fa r from 
M urphy’s mind right now, and 
for that m atter, so is South 
Bend. The Irish s ta rt their 
season at Duke today, go from 
there to Wake Forest, then 
have road gam es with Indiana 
and Indiana State, then go to 
Texas over spring break. Notre 
Dame plays its first home 
gam e on M arch 22, after 
playing its first 17 gam es on the 
road. Half of the home gam es 
will be played at South Bend’s 
new Stanley Covaleski 
Stadium. “We have to play 
60 gam es to be competitive 
with the other team s in the 
country because they all play 
60 gam es,” said Murphy. “ The 
only way we re  going to be able 
to do it is to play early  in w arm  
w eather.”

M urphy’s top dogs this 
season look to be senior 
shortstop P at Pesavento and 
sophomore outfielder Dan P el­
tier. Pesavento, last y ea r’s 
team  MVP with a .333 batting 
average, re turns to the Irish 
after being drafted by the Bos­
ton Red Sox last sum m er. Pel­
tier provided the most power

last season, with six home runs 
and 39 runs batted in.

“ Peltier will be a leader from 
the standpoint that he’s an ex­
cellent player and person,” 
said Murphy. “ H e’s a great kid 
and and excellent p layer who 
constantly works on his game. 
People respect th a t.”

Returning to the infield with 
Pesavento are senior captain 
Steve Skupien at third base and 
junior Mike Moshier at second 
base. Murphy is hoping the in­
fielders will best exemplify his 
aggressive style.

“ Pesavento is a good athlete 
especially a t short, but what 
really  m akes that infield go are 
Skupien and M oshier,” said 
Murphy. “They’re  hardnosed, 
tough kids and won’t get the 
writeups Pesavento will get, 
but they deserve a lot of cred­
it.”

Although the Irish did not a t­
tem pt m any stolen bases last 
season, they were successful 
when they tried to run. Notre 
Dame runners were safe on 85 
percent of their steal attem pts 
last season, and the Irish were 
12-6 in gam es where they stole 
a base. When the Irish didn’t

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ND women travel to Valpo 
riding five-game win streak

PW claims No. 1 seed for women’s IH playoffs

VALPARAISO, In.- Looking 
to run its winning streak  to six 
gam es, the Notre Dame wo­
m en’s basketball team  will 
travel west (but not far) 
tonight to take on the Val­
paraiso Crusders a t Val­
paraiso.

At 17-6 and sporting the best 
record after 23 gam es in their 
10 year history, the Irish look 
to beat North S tar Conference 
foe V alparaiso for the second 
tim e this season. On Dec. 19, 
the Irish  clobbered the 
C rusaders 93-60, with Heidi 
Bunek and K aren Robinson 
scoring 15 points each and 
Bunek pulling down eight 
boards.

“ They’re  playing better now 
then they were last tim e we 
played,” says Irish head coach 
Muffet McGraw. “ They are 
playing a lot better together 
and working h ard .”

In the last gam e, the Irish

defense held the C rusaders to 
20 of 72 shooting (.278) while 
the Irish, who led the nation in 
field goal shooting at the time, 
shot 53 percent.

Notre Dame still leads the 
nation at 53 percent but Val­
paraiso will probably be better 
both ofensively and defensive­
ly. The Crusaders look like a 
better team  to McGraw despite 
their 5-18 record after Tuesday 
night’s loss to DePaul.

“They don’t have the size to 
m atch up with ours, so we’ll try  
to go inside,” says McGraw. 
“But they a re  a good perim eter 
shooting team . They are  shoot­
ing a lot better than they did 
against us before. They are 
also playing really  good 
defense.”

The Irish were 5-1 going into 
the last m eeting, and the 
schedule has been tough since 
then. McGraw expects another 
Irish victory and says the team  
has im proved since December.

“ We’ve gelled as a unit,” she

said. “ Lisa Kuhns has really 
come on for us. We did not have 
a very good perim eter gam e at 
all a t the tim e, but now our of­
fense is much more balanced.”

Are the Irish ready for the 
rem atch?

“ We were looking good this 
week,” McGraw said of the 
Irish. “ We didn’t play well 
against M arquette, but we re 
fired up for these next few 
gam es.”

The Irish beat M arquette 70- 
69 on the road last Saturday. 

"“ These next few gam es” in­
clude Valparaiso and Sunday’s 
home finale against DePaul, 
both im portant in the Irish 
NCAA hopes. With five gam es 
rem aining, the team  is on ta r­
get for a 20 victory saeson and 
possible post-season play.

“ If we don’t win the confer­
ence regular season, we won’t 
go to the tournam ent,”
McGraw said. “ I wouldn’t 
mind being in the tourney 
anyway, but I don’t think 
they’ll let us do th a t.”
