New, tougher lockout 
policy for SMC dorms

Saint M ary ’s students this y ea r d is­
covered getting  back into th e ir locked 
room s won’t be as easy  as in the past. 
A new lockout policy keeps locked out 
residen ts locked out, sa id  D irector of 
R esidence Life and Housing L issa Van- 
Bebber.

S tudents in the past w ere only re ­
quired  to com plete a lockout slip and 
p resen t it to th e ir residen t ass is tan t. 
But now they m ust follow a s tr ic te r  p ro ­
cedure.

R esident a ss is tan ts  will no longer 
c a rry  m a s te r  keys. A student who is 
locked out m ust follow these 
procedures as outlined in the policy:
•  R eport to her hall desk and com plete 
the n ecessary  form s.
•  W ait until one of the  designated  room- 
opening tim es.
•  At the designated  tim e, rep o rt to the 
hall desk and m eet a residen t a ss is tan t 
who will open h er room .
•  Go to her room  w ith the  RA who will 
verify  the s tu d en t’s ID.

The th ree  designated  room -opening

tim es for M cCandless, LeM ans, and 
Holy Cross halls a re  7 a .m ., 7 p .m . and 
m idnight.

T im es for R egina Hall, w hich is com ­
prised  m ain ly  of singles, a re  7 p .m ., 9 
p .m . and m idnight to 7 a .m .

The policy w as designed th is y e a r by 
second-year residen t assis tan ts . In an 
effort to d ecrease  the high num ber of 
lockouts, which la s t y ea r to ta led  800 in 
each  dorm , V anB ebber asked the RAs 
for th e ir opinions on how to deal with 
the problem . V anB ebber em phasized 
th a t RAs m ust consider th e ir  own stu ­
dent life as well. She noted th a t students 
who w ere locked out would often d is­
tu rb  the residen t a ss is tan ts  while they 
w ere studying or sleeping.

F u rth e rm o re , V anB ebber said  she 
feels the new policy will “ encourage 
responsibility  on the p a r t of the  s tu ­
d en t.”

It is necessary  for the studen t to keep 
h er room  locked and h er valuables 
sa fe ; the  protection of a s tu d en t’s pos­
sessions is “ the individuals responsibil­
ity, not the  h a ll’s ,” she said.

Late hours in Oak Room in 
jeopardy, says Hickey

U nless late-night use of the new 24- 
hour Oak Room increases  w ithin the 
next few weeks, the all-night a spec t of 
the lounge m ay be in jeopardy , said 
U niversity  Food Services D irector 
W illiam  Hickey, J r .

“ T h e re ’s been a serious decline in a t­
ten d an ce ,” said  H ickey. “ This p ro ­
g ram  m ust be m easu red  in num bers. 
If it doesn’t  produce, it w on’t su rv iv e .”

The num ber H ickey re fe rred  to w as 
the am ount of m oney taken  in each  
night. H ickey said  th a t it w as n ecessary  
to take  in enough to cover the costs of 
keeping the Oak Room open a t night. 
At the p resen t pace, the m oney brought 
in is not sufficient.

Hickey m ade an ag reem en t w ith Stu­
dent G overnm ent P resid en t Tom Doyle 
and V ice-President Mike P aese  th a t the 
24-hour lounge would s tay  open only if 
no m oney is lost. S tudent G overnm ent 
would be responsible for recom pensing

U niversity  Food Services for any 
m oney lost because of the p rogram .

A ttendance a t  the Oak Room during 
the n ight has continually  fluctuated  
since its opening on Sep tem ber 6. At 
tim es during the m iddle of the  week, 
th e re  a re  no m ore than  five students 
occupying the lounge, yet on a football 
w eekends it can  becom e quite busy with 
m any patrons.

“ We w ere sho rt of help the  night of 
the M ichigan g am e ,” said  V irginia 
C leary , a M ishaw aka residen t h ired  to 
w ork the n ight shift.

U sually  th e re  a re  two em ployees 
w orking the 11:00 p.m . - 7:30 a .m . shift 
during  the w eek (except on football 
w eekends, when m ore help is re ­
qu ired ). Both w orkers a re  responsible 
for running  the cash  reg is te r, cleaning 
and cooking to o rder. C leary  said  th a t 
every th ing  seem s to be going sm oothly 
a t night bu t adm its  th a t the  all-night 
lounge is “ still highly ex p erim en ta l.”

Gunman kills police officer, three 
others near Chicago school

CHICAGO- A gunm an killed two 
people yeste rd ay  in an  auto  p a r ts  store, 
then fa ta lly  wounded a police officer 
and a custodian a t a n earb y  school 
before police shot the  m an  dead, a u t­
horities said.

A city  g a rb ag e  m an also w as 
wounded, as  w as a second police officer 
a t the M ontefiore School on the c ity ’s 
W est Side, and it w as the in jured  officer 
who gunned down the m an , said 
Chicago Police Superin tendent LeRoy 
M artin.

The dead police officer w as Irm a  
Ruiz, 40, a m other of four who had been 
on the force 12 y ears , M artin  said.

The gunm an, described  by a friend 
as full of anger since his com bat serv ice  
in V ietnam , had  a h istory  of b a tte ry  
com plain ts and drug  use, M artin  said.

“ I ’m  assum ing  he m ay  have had  som e 
type of g rievance , but I don’t  know.

“ All the w itnesses s ta te  th a t th is in­
dividual never said  a w ord” in the sto re  
before opening fire , M artin  added.

At an  afternoon  news conference, 
M artin  gave the following account:

The gunm an, C lem ie H enderson, 40, 
w alked into the Com et Auto P a r ts  sto re  
about 10 a .m . and shot and killed two 
c lerks behind the counter- John  Van 
Dyke, 41, and R obert Quinn, 26. H en­
derson m issed a th ird  clerk , who 
p retended  to be hit and  fell to the 
ground.

Quinn died w ith a pencil in one hand 
and a telephone in another.

H enderson then  w alked out a side en ­
tra n c e  and encountered  city  g arb ag e  
m an Laplose C hestnut, J r . ,  34, fired  his

M r. Quayle, a re  a political science m a jo r in 
w hich you get Cs and even a D. To top things 
off, you a re  req u ired  to tak e  a com prehensive 
exam  in your field in o rd er to g rad u a te  and  you 
fail. According to the  W all S tree t Jo u rn a l (819), 
th is is not a  difficult exam  a t D ePauw  - hard ly  
anyone fails - but D an Q uayle failed. Not to 
w orry. R ead  m y lips: G rades do not m a tte r. 
You’ll have an  even chance to get w h atev er job 
you w ant.

M yth #  2: T ran sc rip ts  will be eva lua ted ; the 
h igher the GPA, the b e tte r  your chances.

You’ve probably  been p ro g ram m ed  to believe 
th is one, too, but forget it. I t w as probably  m ade 
up by lad ies in re g is tra rs ’ offices a ll ac ross the 
country  who w ant to m ake a bundle by charg ing  
you $2 a shot for a copy.

Dan Quayle has asked  D ePauw  U niversity  
and the U niversity  of Ind iana  Law  School not 
to re lease  his academ ic  records. Again, acco r­
ding to the Wall S tree t Jo u rn a l, Senator 
Q uayle’s g rad es w ere not good enough for ad ­
m ission to th  U niversity  of Ind iana  Law School, 
but the  C leveland P la in  D ealer found th a t he 
w as adm itted  under an  “ equal opportunity  p ro ­
g ra m ” designed in p a r t  to ass is t poor and 
m inority  students.

P ersonally , I like these  com m ents from  Mr. 
Q uayle on defense best of all: “ Why w ouldn’t 
an  enhanced  d e te rren t, a m ore s tab le  peace, a 
b e tte r  p rospect to denying the ones who en te r 
conflict in the firs t p lace to have a reduction  of 
offensive system s and an  in troduction  to defen­
sive capability . I believe th a t is the  rou te  this 
country  will even tually  go .” (The New York 
T im es, 94088).

A pparently , M r. Bush knew a  good th ing when 
he saw  it. M r. Quayle told D avid B roder of The 
W ashington P o st th a t G eorge Bush “ has leaned 
on m e on national secu rity  m a tte rs .”

Or w as th a t R obert Ludlum ?
Will people w onder how?
Don’t  get nervous.

M any facu lty  
pro tested , signed petitions, and  argued  th a t he 
w as “ v ap id ,” a poor studen t, a  lightw eight. 
M ost p rofessors rem em b ered  him  as to tally  un­
distinguished ; som e as a goof-off. A fellow s tu ­
dent reca lled  him  as  in te rested  in “ g irls, golf 
and a good tim e .”

The p residen t overrode the  veto and con­
fe rred  an  honorary  deg ree  to a C studen t who 
failed his com ps.

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Speaker Wright 
denies charges

WASHINGTON- House 
Speaker J im  W right denied yes­
te rd ay  th a t he revealed  any th ­
ing classified when he
criticized a covert CIA o p e ra ­
tion in N icaragua, while 
R epublicans pressed  for fo r­
m al eth ics and intelligence in­
vestigations of the sp e a k e r’s 
rem arks.

W right, who has becom e a 
lightning rod for D em ocrats on 
C entral A m erica policy, found 
him self again  em broiled in con­
troversy  for his revelation  two 
days ea rlie r th a t the C entral In ­
telligence Agency had in­
stigated  dem onstrations aim ed 
a t provoking the leftist 
M anagua governm ent and 
sabotaging peace ta lk s with the 
Contra rebels.

The speaker repea ted  th a t 
assertion  to rep o rte rs , but con­
tended such CIA activ ity  w as 
a lready  well known through 
news reports.

“ I d idn’t say  anything th a t 
w as revealed  to m e as c la ss i­
fied inform ation ,” said  W right, 
D Texas.

While he denied b reak ing  
ru les against disclosing
secre ts , W right did not specify 
how he had learned of the 
covert operation in N icaragua. 
He and other D em ocrats 
sought to focus atten tion  on the 
adm in istra tio n ’s action ra th e r  
than the proprie ty  of W right’s 
disclosure.

“ In la te  August of last year,
I becam e aw are tha t e lem ents 
of the U.S. governm ent w ere

seeking to d istu rb  the dom estic 
tranqu ility  in C entral A m erica, 
to fom ent d istu rbances w ith a 
view to seeing if they could 
provoke” the Sandinistas into 
a crackdow n th a t would d era il 
peace ta lks, W right said.

“ T hat seem s to m e ju s t in­
to lerab ly  tw o-faced,” he said. 
W right added th a t he had been 
given “ indirect a ssu ra n c e ” 
th a t the p rac tice  has now been 
halted.

House R epublican L eader 
R obert M ichel of Illinois and 
Rep. Dick Cheney, R-Wyo., 
ch a irm an  of the House R epub­
lican  Conference, form ally  r e ­
quested  investigations in both 
the In telligence Com m ittee 
and the E th ics C om m ittee, 
which has responsibility  for en­
forcing non-disclosure rules.

The E th ics P anel, form ally  
known as the C om m itee on 
S tandards of Official Conduct, 
a lready  is investigating  W right 
on un re la ted  allegations.

And a p rim ary  sponsor of 
legislation to tigh ten  C ongress’ 
control over covert CIA ac tiv i­
ties, Sen. W illiam Cohen, R- 
M aine, sa id  the sp e a k e r’s com ­
m ents had apparen tly  violated 
non-disclosure ru les and 
jeopard ized  the bill.

“ The c lea r im plication ... is 
th a t the sp e a k e r’s s ta tem en t 
could only have been derived 
from  classified  inform ation in 
the, possession of the House In­
telligence C om m ittee ,” Cohen 
said. “ The sp eak er owes his 
colleagues in Congress and the 
A m erican  people an exp lana­
tion .”

The constitution 
b a rs  G em ayel from  seeking an ­
o ther presiden tia l te rm .

E a rlie r  G em ayel w as try ing  
to form  a civ ilian  governm ent 
under business tycoon P ie rre

Helou, a M aronite Catholic who 
is a  P a rlia m e n t deputy.

The shift to a m ilita ry  
C abinet appeared  aim ed  a t 
heading off the fo rm ation  of 
two governm ents, one C hrist­
ian and one M oslem , th a t would 
have fu rth e r cem ented  the sec­
ta r ia n  can tons th a t have 
form ed during  a 13-year civil 
w ar th a t has left m ore than  
150,000 dead.

The decrees appointing the 
C abinet m em bers, who re p re ­
sen t the six m ain  sec ts  in 
Lebanon, cam e five m inutes 
before G em ayel’s p residency  
expired  a t m idnight (5 p .m .

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Soviets offer to reduce long-range weapons

WASHINGTON- With the 
R eag an  ad m in is tra tio n ’s tim e 
runn ing  out, Soviet G eneral 
S ec re ta ry  M ikhail G orbachev 
sought y este rd ay  to give new 
m om entum  to a rm s  control e f­
fo rts  by p resen ting  the U nited 
S ta tes w ith a broad  ran g e  of 
proposals to sharp ly  reduce 
long-range nuclear weapons.

A lthough senior U.S. officials 
have v irtua lly  abandoned 
hopes for cu tbacks in m issiles, 
bom bers and  subm arines of 30 
to 50 pe rcen t as p a r t  of a new 
tre a ty , G orbachev sen t
F o re ign  M inister E d u ard
S hevardnadze here  w ith sug­
gestions for c learing  two of the 
m ain  roadblocks.

Shevardnadze took the 
p roposals to S ec re ta ry  of S tate  
G eorge Shultz along w ith a  le t­
te r  from  G orbachev to P re s i­
den t R eagan . The Soviet 
foreign m in iste r is scheduled to 
see R eag an  a t  the  W hite House 
today.

“ The agenda is very  broad, 
but we have little  tim e ,” 
Shevardnadze said .

In an  effort to fac ilita te  prog­
re ss , the  Soviets had sen t som e 
of th e ir  p roposals to the  U.S. 
side before S hevardnadze’s 
tw o-day visit. Asked if the 
foreign m in is te r had  brought 
good new s, R eagan  said , “ I 
th ink so ,” as he boarded  a 
he licopter a t  the W hite House 
to begin a  cam paign  tr ip  on be-

Bush in Texas.

The two tre a ty  obstacles the 
Soviet foreign m in iste r singled 
out to rep o rte rs  a t  the  S ta te  D e­
p artm en t involve the  re s tr ic ­
tions to be im posed on the 
ran g e  of non-ballistic cru ise  
m issiles th a t can  be launched 
by bom bers and w arsh ips and 
w ays of verify ing th a t any 
agreed-upon cu tbacks on the ir 
num ber a re  not exceeded.

N egotia tors in G eneva have 
been unable  to reso lve these 
p roblem s, as well as re la ted  
questions dealing  w ith 
R eag an ’s S tra teg ic  D efense 
In itia tive , the sea rch  for a 
space-based  shield aga in st So­
viet ballistic  m issiles.

Im m ed ia te ly  a fte r  Shultz 
g ree ted  Shevardnadze, team s 
of U.S. and Soviet experts  
began  p riv a te  deliberations on 
the tw in issues of reducing  s t r a ­
teg ic  nu c lear w eapons and  on 
an ti-m issile  defenses. V eteran  
A m erican  and  Soviet 
nego tia to rs P au l N itze and  Vik­
to r K arpov headed  th e ir 
respec tive  delegations.

Shevardnadze also  singled 
out hoped-for reductions in con­
ventional w eapons in E urope 
as a m a jo r item  on the Soviet 
agenda. “ We w an t to see w here 
we a re , w here we stan d  and 
w hat the p rospects a r e ,” he 
said. “ We believe th e re  a re  
som e good p ro sp ec ts .”

N egotations in V ienna a re  
sta lled  over U.S. dem ands th a t

the Soviets give equal weight 
to hum an rig h ts  in any  negotia­
tions betw een the N orth A tlan­
tic T rea ty  O rganization and the 
W arsaw  P a c t to reduce  troops, 
tan k s and o ther conventional 
a rm am en ts  from  the  A tlantic 
O cean to the  U ral M ountains in 
the  Sovet Union.

“ We have specific proposals 
in m any a re a s ,” Shevardnadze 
said , adding th a t the d iscus­
sions here  would cover n uclear 
and  space w eapons and con­
ventional a rm a m e n ts  and 
chem ical w eapons as well.

E ven  before his a rr iv a l, 
som e U.S. officials w ere opti­
m istic  th a t an  ag reem en t could 
be reach ed  on verify ing com ­
pliance w ith a 1976 tre a ty  to 
lim it underground  n uclear 
te s ts  for so-called peacefu l p u r­
poses to 150 kilotons.

The idea is to c lea r  the w ay 
for R eagan  to subm it the tre a ty  
to  the Senate for ra tifica tion  
before he leaves office in J a n ­
uary .

W rapping up a tre a ty  to 
reduce  long-range nu c lear m is­
siles is a m uch tougher and 
m ore  im p o rtan t task . R eagan  
had  hoped to com plete the ac ­
cord during  his second te rm  as 
evidence th a t he is com m itted  
to rolling back  the nuclear 
a rm s  race .

L ast yea r, R eagan  and G or­
bachev  signed ano ther tre a ty  
to abolish all U.S. and Soviet 
in term ed ia te -ran g e  nuclear 
w eapons.

Savings institutions post $7.5 
billion loss, bailout urged

WASHINGTON-The nation’s 
sav ings institu tions lost $7.5 bil­
lion in the firs t half of th is year, 
the governm ent repo rted  yes­
te rd ay , as a  Senate leader 
called for the b iggest federal 
bailout in history.

The F ed e ra l Hom e Loan 
Bank B oard said  S&Ls lost $3.6 
billion in the A pril-June q u a r­
te r, a  m odest im provem ent 
over the $3.9 billion loss of the 
firs t q u a rte r.

N evertheless, the industry  in 
only the firs t half of the y ea r is 
a lread y  approaching  the post- 
D epression reco rd  loss of $7.8 
billion for all of 1987.

Senate Banking Com m ittee 
C hairm an  W illiam  P roxm ire , 
D-Wis., who is re tirin g  a fte r 
building a repu ta tion  as a 
penny-pinching leg islator 
during 31 y ea rs  in office, said  
yeste rd ay  th a t the  next 
Congress will have to app rop ri­
a te  a t least $20 billion -about 
$81 for every  m an, w om an and 
child in the  country  -to bail out 
the industry .

And healthy  S&Ls, which

have been paying to close or 
m erge  failed  institu tions so far, 
will have to con tribu te  an  ad ­
ditional $30 billion, he said.

“ The bailout to-com e will be 
the la rg es t ev er in the  history  
of the U.S. I t will be fa r  b igger 
than  the com bined cost of the 
assis tan ce  ... to C hrysler 
(C orp.), Lockheed (Corp.) and 
New Y ork C ity ,” he said.

The bank board  rep o rt and 
P ro x m ire ’s s ta tem en t cam e 
w ithin a week of severa l new 
-and la rg e r  than  previous - 
e s tim a tes  of the  cost of c lean ­
ing up the th rift industry .

The G eneral A ccounting Of­
fice, C ongress’ auditing  a rm , 
says it will cost $45 billion to 
$50 billion. The A m erican 
B ankers A ssociation, the trad e  
group for com m ercia l banks, 
says $74 billion, and som e 
p riv a te  analy sts  put the  cost as 
high as $100 billion. The bank 
board  say s it in tends in October 
to ra ise  its $31 billion p ro jec­
tion.

M eanw hile, T reasu ry  S ecre­
ta ry  N icholas B rady  on W ed­
nesday  d irec ted  a  top deputy, 
U n d ersec re ta ry  G eorge Gould,

to independently  assess the 
conflicting estim ates .

T hat would be the firs t step  
in a possible re-evaluation  of 
the ad m in is tra tio n ’s stance , 
w hich has been th a t the 
F ed e ra l Savings and Loan In­
su ran ce  Corp. has as m uch 
m oney as it can  efficiently 
spend well into next yea r.

At a tim e  when the adm in is­
tra tio n  is s trugg ling  to reduce 
the federa l budget deficit, the 
question of how m uch m ust be 
spent on S&Ls is becom ing in­
c reasing ly  c ritica l.

Since m id-A ugust alone, the 
bank board  has pledged nearly  
$13 billion in a ss is tan ce  to 
resolve the cases  of m ore than 
50 institu tions. B ecause FSLIC 
lacks the cash  to com plete re s ­
cue packages, its aid is com ing 
in the form  of p rom m issory  
notes and g u a ran tees  against 
c e rta in  kinds of fu tu re  loss.

A ccording to figures 
re lea sed  la s t week a t  a House 
B anking C om m ittee hearing , 
FSLIC has m ore  than  $19 bil­
lion in ou tstand ing  com m it­
m ents.

Burnley blames deregulation for 
high airfares, local domination

WASHINGTON- M em bers of 
a Senate com m ittee  faulted  a ir ­
line deregulation  yeste rd ay  for 
ra ising  a irfa re s  for m any 
A m ericans and leaving som e 
cities dom inated by c a rr ie rs  
th a t control local a ir  service.

But T ransporta tion  Secre­
ta ry  J im  B urnley  told the Sen­
a te  C om m erce C om m ittee th a t 
even though “ the airline indus­
try  has its flaw s,” n early  10 
y ea rs  of deregulation  has 
benefited m ost trav e le rs .

“ O verall the airline  industry  
has becom e m uch m ore com ­
petitive as to p rice  and serv ice 
as a re su lt of econom ic 
deregu la tion ,” B urnley told the 
legislators.

B urnley cited  sta tis tics  
showing th a t since 1978, dom es­
tic a ir  traffic  has grow n from  
275 million p assengers to m ore 
than  450 m illion, while av e rag e  
fa res have declined 13 percen t, 
ad justed  for inflation.

The se c re ta ry  said  th a t if

m ost A m ericans a re  asked if 
deregulation  has been helpful, 
“ you’ll find an  overw helm ing 
perception th a t the country has 
benefited enorm ously .”

B urn ley’s defense, how ever, 
did little  to ease  the concerns 
of m em bers of the com m ittee, 
m any of whom com e from  
sp arse ly  populated  sta tes .

“ My fa re s  have zoomed up, 
up and aw ay, and m y serv ice  
has gone dow n,” said  Sen. 
E rn e s t Rollings, D-S.C., ch a ir­
m an of the panel.

Rollings said  it now costs him  
$510 to fly from  C harleston, 
S.C., to W ashington, com pared  
w ith $120 in 1977, before 
deregulation , w hich m ark s  its 
10th an n iv e rsa ry  next m onth.

Sen. L a rry  P re ss le r , R-S.D., 
sa id  it costs $269 to fly from  
A berdeen, S.D., to R apid  City, 
S.D., while a W ashington to Los 
Angeles ticket can  cost $239.

“ T hat is a  very  b izarre  
re su lt,” he said. “ Our sm all 
cities and towns a re  rea lly  suf­
fering  from  th is th in g .”

Sen. John  D anforth  of M is­
souri, rank ing  R epublican on 
the com m ittee , also com ­
plained th a t som e airlines have 
been able to dom inate a ir  tr a f ­
fic so thoroughly in individual 
cities th a t “ com petition 
doesn’t rea lly  e x is t.”

He said  C ongress m ust d e te r­
m ine “ w hether deregulation  is 
tru ly  w orking and if i t ’s not 
w orking, w hat a re  we supposed 
to do about i t .”

With the  1986 m erg e r be­
tw een T ran s  W orld A irlines 
and O zark A ir L ines, TWA con­
tro ls 82 percen t of tra ffic  a t 
L am bert-S t. Louis In te rn a ­
tional A irport. A rep o rt 
re leased  T uesday  by the G en­
e ra l A ccounting Office, an  in­
vestiga ting  a rm  of C ongress, 
found th a t a f te r  the  m erg e r, the  
num ber of St. Louis rou tes 
served  by two or m ore c a rr ie rs  
fell from  64 to 36, while TWA 
fa re s  from  the city  grew  by 13 
p ercen t to 18 percen t.

Alfred K ahn, who w as chief 
of the now-defunct Civil 
A eronautics B oard in 1978 
when deregu la tion  w as 
c rea ted , told the sen a to rs  th a t 
“ the a irline  industry  is today 
fa r  m ore com petitive  th an  it 
w as under reg u la tio n .”

To deal w ith problem s faced 
by cities dom inated  by individ­
ual a irlines, he suggested  toug­
h e r enforcem ent of an titru s t 
law s when a irline  m erg e rs  a re  
being considered, allowing 
foreign a irlines to purchase

SHREVEPORT, La.-A civil 
righ ts leader say s decades of 
rac ism  and black unem ploy­
m ent m ade it inevitable th a t 
Shreveport would see an  out­
break  of violence like this 
w eek’s rock-throw ing and a r ­
son following the killing of a 
black m an.

“ S hreveport’s been dodging 
the bullet for 25 y ea rs , ” said  
L arry  E nglish of the  local 
NAACP chap ter.

The violence T uesday and 
W ednesday nights, se t off when 
a white wom an shot a black 
m an, was confined to a few 
blocks in C edar Grove, a 
m ostly residen tia l neighbor­
hood of m odest houses and 
sm all businesses about six 
m iles from  downtown.

Police spokesw om an Cindy 
Chadwick said no problem s 
w ere reported  in C edar Grove 
a fte r dozens of heavily a rm ed  
Special R esponse T eam  offi­
cers left the a re a  ea rly  y es te r­
day.

Police took down roadblocks 
th a t sealed  off the a re a  for 
about four hours W ednesday 
night, but Chadwick said  
beefed-up patro ls w ere ready  
to seal off the a rea  again  if vio­
lence resum ed.

The rioting was set off by the 
killing Tuesday night of 
W illiam David M cKinney, 22.

A 17-year-old w hite g irl w as a r ­
rested  and officials said  the 
shooting followed a drug  deal 
th a t w ent bad, w ith the victim  
an  innocent bystander.

B lack leaders said  another 
fac to r w as anger over the kil­
ling of a black teen-ager by a 
w hite teen-ager a t a re s ta u ra n t 
last m onth.

And, they said , th e re  w as lin­
gering  fru stra tio n  over the 
recen t acqu itta l in w est Texas 
of th ree  law  officers accused in 
the beating  death  of a F lorien , 
La., b lack m an a rre s te d  last 
C hristm as D ay on suspicion of 
drunk driving.

But those th ree  incidents 
w ere only ca ta ly sts , black 
lead ers  said.

The Rev. E. E dw ard  Jones, 
p residen t of the N ational B ap­
tis t Convention and a long-tim e 
Shreveport civil rig h ts  leader, 
b lam ed long-standing “ in stitu ­
tional rac ism  ” for the trouble. 
B ut he w arned  blacks ag a in st 
violence.

“ D estruction  is not the way. 
We need reasoning  and logic,” 
said  Jones.

The Rev. Je sse  Jackson  
blam ed the u n rest on poverty  
and  illiteracy .

“ T hey’ve had too m uch 
access to guns and drugs and 
too little  access to jobs, to 
sch o la rsh ips,” Jackson  said  in 
Baton Rouge. _______

Senate Democrats fail to defeat 
fillibuster on minimum wage bill

W ASHIN GTON-Senate 
D em ocrats failed y este rd ay  to 
b reak  a R epublican filibuster 
of a bill to ra ise  the  $3.35-an- 
hour m inim um  w age for the 
f irs t tim e since 1981.

On a 53-43 vote -six sho rt of 
the  60 needed -the Senate 
refused to lim it to 30 m ore 
hours deba te  on legislation by 
Sen. E dw ard  K ennedy, D- 
M ass., to ra ise  the w age floor 
to $3.75 in Ja n u a ry , $4.15 in 1990 
and $4.55 in 1991.

“ I t ’s only c lea r th a t th e re  is 
a  d e libera te  a ttem p t to s ta ll ac ­
tion on this b ill,” said  M ajority  
L eader R obert B yrd, D-W.Va., 
who called the R epublican ta c ­
tics a filibuster.

Sen-. O rrin  H atch, R-U tah, 
the lead er of the  R epublican op­
position to any in crease  in the 
m inim um  w age th a t does not

include a subm inim um  w age 
for new h ires, sa id  the issue 
needs extended debate.

“ I know a little  bit about 
filibustering  and  I ’ve ce rta in ly  
led m y sh a re  around h e re ,” 
H atch said. “ But I only lead 
them  on very , very  im portan t 
issues w here we rea lly  have to 
have extended debate  or w hat 
I would call extended educa­
tional dialogue. This p a rticu la r  
bill needs a lot of th a t .”

A week ago. H atch in tro­
duced the firs t Republican 
am endm ent in the debate  -a 90- 
day, 80 p ercen t subm inim um  
w age applicab le  to all new 
hires.

As a p a rlia m e n ta ry  tac tic , 
K ennedy im m edia te ly  offered 
a substitu te  am endm ent 
slightly  expanding a cu rren tly  
allowed, but little  used, 85 p e r­
cen t subm inim um  w age for

full-tim e studen ts  who w ork no 
m ore than  20 hours a week.

Since then, th e re  have been 
no votes in five days of debate .

U nder the S en a te ’s ru les, ap ­
proval of K ennedy’s substitu te  
would effectively  kill w hat 
R epublicans call a  sub­
m inim um  tra in in g  w age th a t 
P re s id en t R eagan  and Vice 
P res id en t G eorge Bush have 
coupled to th e ir approval of any  
in crease  in the $3.35 w age floor.

“ W e’re  not going to get a fa ir 
hearing  on the tra in in g  w age 
because the  labor lead ers  don’t 
w ant i t ,” sa id  Senate R epubli­
can  L eader Bob Dole of 
K ansas. “ I t ’s not the 
R epublicans versu s  the 
D em o cra ts ; i t ’s the 
R epublicans versus the labor 
leaders. T hey’re  telling  us we 
can  take  th is o r leave i t ; w e’re  
not going to p lay  th a t g am e .”

LOS ANGELES- R epublican 
vice p residen tia l cand ida te  
D an Q uayle said  y es te rd ay  th a t 
p e re s tro ik a  in the  Soviet Union 
has ye t to live up to its  prom ise, 
and he cautioned ag a in st 
m aking  u n ila te ra l concessions 
to the Soviets a t the a rm s  table.

The Ind iana  sena to r 
w rapped  up a four-day swing 
ac ro ss  the  W est w ith w hat 
a ides billed as a m a jo r foreign 
policy add ress, and  he used a 
T e lep rom pter for the  firs t tim e 
since his convention accep ­
tan ce  speech.

In a foreign policy speech 
e a r lie r  th is  m onth in Chicago, 
Q uayle d iscarded  his tex t and 
gave a ram bling , d iscursive 
add ress.

A ddressing 1,300 people a t a 
Los Angeles W orld A ffairs 
Council luncheon, Quayle 
m ad e  no m ention of M ichael 
D ukakis, the  D em ocratic  
p resid en tia l cand idate . But he 
critic ized  sev era l D ukakis 
foreign policy and  defense 
stances.

Q uayle said  Soviet leader

M ikhail G orbachev recognizes 
th a t “ w ithout m a jo r changes, 
the  Soviet Union could well en ­
te r  the next cen tu ry  ... (like) a 
T hird  W orld nation .”

Of perestro ika , or re s tru c tu r­
ing, he said , “ Like the book of 
the  sam e  nam e, ac tu a l content 
has so fa r  not lived up to the 
advance  p ress no tices.”

A m ericans should judge the 
Soviets’ actions by w hether 
they  pull back from  “ global 
pot s tirrin g  ” in A fghanistan, 

Angola, N icaragua  and other 
p laces, he said.

He called  the Soviet ra d a r  
sta tion  a t  K rasnoyarsk  a b la ­
ta n t violation of the  ABM 
tre a ty  and it should be d is­
m antled  im m ediately , not 
tu rned  into an  in ternational 
space  track in g  sta tion  as G or­
bachev  recen tly  suggested.

He also urged  the Soviets to 
d em o n stra te  th e ir  seriousness 
on a rm s  contro l by reducing  
th e ir  long-range SS 18 m issiles 
and th e ir  new, m obile SS-24s 
and SS-25s.

And G orbachev should 
“ show his good faih by 
renouncing the B rezhnev

D octrine unequivocally” and 
agreeing  to a pullback of Soviet 
troops from  E a s te rn  E urope, 
he said. B ecause of the  cu rren t 
im balance  of Soviet and NATO 
forces, the Soviets m ust pull 
back  m ore troops, Quayle said.

He also called  for the  Soviets 
to  allow freedom  to em ig ra te  
“ for Jew s and  refuseniks and 
anyone e lse .”

“ One does not deal w ith the 
Soviet Union by un ila tera lly  
rem oving negotiating leverage  
before the negotiations even 
beg in ,” he said, in w hat ap ­
peared  to be a  re fe rence  to 
D ukakis’ opposition to the 
m obile MX and M idgetm an 
m issiles.

Turning to S ta r W ars, he said  
the proposed space-based  m is­
sile defense system  “ is not a 
‘fa n ta sy ’ or a  ‘f ra u d ’ or a 
‘gizm o’ as som e have called 
i t .”

“ It is the m arg in  of su rv ival 
for A m erican  citizens if a nu­
c lea r  m issile, w hether by 
design or accident, is ever 
launched aga in st our lan d ,” he 
said.

The V incennes w as operating  
a t the  tim e in the  Gulf of Om an. 
A m onth before, on Ju ly  3, the 
c ru ise r accidently  shot down 
an  Iran ian  Air Bus, killing all 
290 aboard , while s team ing  in 
the nearby  P e rs ia n  Gulf.

F or Reggie Ho, six out of six 
is nothing.

N otre D am e’s m in ia tu re  
walk-on field goal k icker is 
used to scoring 100 out of 100. 
T h a t’s how he earned  nearly  a 
3.8 g rade  point av erag e  as  a 
pre-m ed m ajor over his firs t 
th ree  y ea rs  a t N otre D am e.

But now the 5-5, 135 pounder 
is kicking field goals and pul­
ling out last m inute v ictories 
for the  F ighting  Irish . And 
when you’re  doing tha t, six out 
of six adds up ju s t fine.

Ho tied the N otre D am e 
single-gam e record  by m aking 
four field goals, including a 
gam e-w inning 26-yard boot 
with one m inute and 13 seconds 
left, a s  N otre D am e edged M ic­
higan 19-17 in the season opener 
two weeks ago. He added two 
m ore last week in a 20-3 Irish  
trium ph over M ichigan S tate, 
and has been perfect on th ree  
e x tra  points in those v ictories.

But the senior from  Kaneohe, 
Hawaii, insists on keeping a 
low profile and a high GPA.

“I’m just an ordinary,

av erag e  gu y ,” says Ho, who 
ca lls  rep o rte rs  ‘S ir ,’ gives 
c red it for his success to ev e ry ­
one but h im self and  spends 
m any hours a day  in the  li­
b ra ry .

“ I ’ve got to s tu d y ,” says Ho, 
who has am bitions of becom ing 
a doctor and perhaps joining 
the P eace  Corps.

Two y ea rs  ago, Ho decided 
he w as doing enough studying. 
He kicked for his high school 
team  during his jun io r and 
senior y ea rs , and decided in the 
fall sem este r of his sophom ore 
y e a r a t N otre D am e th a t he 
w anted to give college football 
a try .

The N otre D am e coaching 
sta ff suggested  Ho kick for 
C avanaugh’s In terhall team  
during  the fall season and give 
v a rs ity  a shot in the spring . Ho 
did ju st tha t. He p rac ticed  a l­
m ost every  day  and m ade the 
team  in the spring  of 1987. He 
kicked a 42-yard field goal in 
the 1987 Blue-Gold gam e and 
hit the uprigh t with a 48-yard 
a ttem p t la te r  in the contest.

“ I never thought I could play

Boilermaker pass defense takes 
over for top offense of the past

In 1985, P u rd u e  had  the 
second-best pass offense in the 
country, but how tim es change.

Now the Boilers have the 
coun try ’s No. 1 pass defense.

Although the B oilers have 
played ju st two gam es, the ir 
s ta tis tic s  a re  im pressive. 
P u rdue opponents have com ­
pleted only 8-of-34 p asses (23 
percen t) for 118 y a rd s  (59 per 
g am e), with six in terceptions 
and two touchdowns.

Much of the te a m ’s e a rly  suc­
cess defending the pass is due 
to the  p lay  of senior safeties 
M arc F o ste r (10 tack les this 
season) and Ronnie Beeks (12 
tack les). Both have picked off 
th ree  passes, ty ing them  for the 
national lead in th a t category .

“ I ’ve said  all along th a t M arc

F o ste r is one of the top safe ties 
in th is co u n try ,” P u rdue Coach 
F red  A kers said  a t his weekly 
teleconference T uesday. “ He is 
deserv ing  of A ll-A m erican 
m ention .”

C onsidering the fac t th a t 
B eeks w as sidelined la st season 
because of academ ic  in­
eligibility, his p lay  has been an 
added bonus for the Boilers.

“ W hat he (Beeks) has been 
doing has rea lly  been a p leas­
an t su rp rise  for u s ,” A kers 
said . “ He gives us som e 
s tren g th  not only in the pass 
defense, but in defending 
ag a in st the run. His im pac t on 
our football team  can be felt 
m ore aga in st the  run  than  
anyth ing  e lse .”

P u rd u e  scored defensive 
honors in the Big Ten as well. 
It leads the conference in to tal

defense (242.5 y a rd s) and 
ran k s  second in the league in 
scoring defense (15 points).

The defensive secondary  
isn ’t the  only th ing m aking 
noise these  days in W est 
L afaye tte . The Boiler rushing 
a tta c k  has accounted for over 
50 percen t of th e ir  touchdown 
to ta l so fa r  th is season.

T hree  of P u rd u e ’s five touch­
downs have com e by the way 
of the  ground a ttack . The 
B oilers have rushed  for 349 
y a rd s  th is season  (174.5 y a rd s  
p er gam e) w ith a 4.2 y a rd s  p er 
c a r ry  av erag e .

A kers c red its  the success of 
the rush ing  a tta c k  to two 
a r e a s : the  in terio r of the  offen­
sive line and the backfield.

“ B ruce C rites has played 
v ery  well a t c e n te r ,” A kers

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Purdue safety Marc Foster Is tied for the national lead with three 
Interceptions this year.

N otre D am e a lread y  has 
p layed  two of the p resen t Big 
Ten pow ers in this young 
season. T h is S atu rday , the 
Irish  will see the fu tu re  of the 
la te ly  inept league.

P u rd u e , once a perennial 
th re a t and m ost recen tly  one of 
the  doorm ats in the Big Ten, 
will b ring  a s tab le  of young ta l­
en t into N otre D am e S tadium  
(12:10 p .m ., WGN, WNDU).

“ T hey’re  a m uch-im proved 
football te a m ,” Irish  coach Lou 
Holtz said. “ I know P urdue 
p lays us exceptionally  well and 
th e y ’re  a very  ta len ted  football 
team . T h e re ’s no doubt th a t 
th ey ’re  getting  b e tte r .”

It is the rebuild ing e ra  of 
F red  A kers in W est L afayette , 
and if A kers’ tra c k  reco rd  is 
any indication, th is team  m ay 
be only a few y ea rs  aw ay from  
play ing  w ith the e lite  again .

In two y ea rs  a t W yoming, 
A kers w ent from  2-9 in 1975 to 
8-4 in 1976 and a F ie s ta  Bowl 
ap p ea ran ce  aga in st O klahom a. 
At T exas, he w as 86-31-2 during 
his 10-year tenu re . A kers 
sported  a  3-7-1 m ark  in his firs t 
season  a t P urdue. The Boilers 
a re  c u rren tly  1-1 a fte r  a  20-6 
loss to W ashington and a 33-10 
v ic to ry  over Ohio la s t S a tu r­
day.

“ It will be quite an  uphill b a t­
tle for us in South Bend, ” A kers 
said . “ This is a big trad itional 
g am e and  P u rd u e  has played 
N otre D am e tough for m any 
y ea rs . This will be a big chal­
lenge for us and  an opportunity  
to im prove .”

The Irish , still ran k ed  No. 8 
in the country , will be going for 
a sw eep of its 1988 Big Ten op­
ponents. They downed M ic­
h igan  19-17 in the  season- 
opener and  M ichigan S ta te  20-3 
la s t S a tu rd ay  in E a s t  Lansing.

E ven  w ith the Irish  ap p aren t 
favo rites  on p aper, the Boilers 
have a  h isto ry  of pulling the big 
upset in the  b a ttle  for the  Shil­
lelagh. Since 1950, P u rd u e  has 
defea ted  then  No. 1 N otre 
D am e team s five tim es. 
P u rd u e ’s 21 wins ag a in st the 
Irish  tra il  only Southern C al’s 
23.

Notre Dame offense vs.
Purdue defense

The passing  g am e is still the 
big question su rrounding  the 
N otre D am e offense. In  two 
g am es, Irish  q u a rte rb a ck  Tony 
R ice is only 5-of-21 through the 
a ir  for 90 yards. Add to those 
s ta tis tic s  the  fac t P u rd u e  has 
the  No. 1 pass  defense in the 
country , and  N otre D am e’s
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passing  woes could continue 
th is week. P u rd u e ’s opponents 
have com pleted only 8-of-34 
p asses for 118 y a rd s  and  two 
touchdowns.

“ We have to be ab le to throw  
the foo tball,” Holtz said. 
“ W hat rea lly  fru s tra te s  a  co­
ach is the lack  of consistency. 
We do it enough tim es well (in 
p rac tice ) and occasionally  in 
the gam e, bu t we do not do it 
on a consisten t basis. The one 
th ing you cannot to le ra te  as a 
coach is inconsistency. If 
you’re  going to throw  the 
sucker in the  eighth  row of the 
stands, then  do it every  single 
tim e .”

The B oilers boast one of the 
best secondaries in the 
country. Safeties M arc F o ste r 
and R onnie B eeks each  have 
th ree  in tercep tions, ty ing  them  
for the national lead. F o ste r 
needs only th ree  m ore thefts to 
becom e the all-tim e P u rd u e  
lead er in th a t category .

With the s ta tu s  of the passing  
situation , N otre D am e will 
re so rt once a g a in  to the  ru n ­
ning gam e. A questionable of­
fensive line has m a tu red  
quickly for the  Irish  in the  firs t 
two gam es, becom ing one of 
the te a m ’s dom inating  forces. 
P aced  by senior tri-cap ta in  
Andy H eck and  jun io r Tim  
G runhard , the  line a t tim es has 
allowed the backs to run  a t  will 
in w ins over M ichigan and  M ic­
h igan S tate.

The backs have gained 524 
y a rd s  on 97 a ttem p ts  for an  im ­
p ressive  av e rag e  of 4.9 y a rd s 
p er ca rry . T ailback  and t r i ­
cap ta in  M ark G reen is the  Irish  
rush ing  lead er w ith 202 yards. 
Tony Brooks will be forced into 
the fu llback spot against 
P u rd u e  because of in ju ries to 
Anthony Johnson and B raxston  
B anks.

B anks is out indefinitely  with 
a  knee in jury , while Johnson is 
doubtful for S a tu rd ay ’s gam e 
w ith a sp ra ined  ankle. B rooks, 
who took over a t M ichigan 
S ta te  a fte r  the in ju ries, is 
p lay ing  in a padded  shoe be­
cause  of a frac tu red  foot th a t 
will req u ire  su rg ery  a t  the end 
of the season.

“ Tony Brooks stepping in at 
fu llback w as a  very , very  pos­
itive sig n ,” Holtz said. “ We had 
his foot X -rayed and th e re ’s no 
change on it. I would like to 
think h e ’s going to be ab le to 
go the re s t of the y e a r th a t 
w ay .”

Sophom ore D arrin  T rieb 
leads the Boiler defense with 
25 to ta l tack les, 20 unassisted . 
Senior outside linebacker Je r-  
rol W illiam s boasts 20 tack les,

15 unassisted . E ven  w ith the 
n a tion ’s best pass defense, the 
B oilers have not reco rded  a 
q u a rte rb ack  sack.

Purdue offense vs.
Notre Dame defense

N otre D am e’s defense con­
tinues to be one of its strongest 
advan tages. The Irish  have a l­
lowed only 20 points in two v ic­
tories, holding the M ichigan 
S ta te  offense silen t in the 
second half last Satu rday . T hat 
defense will get a te s t this 
week, though, as  P u rd u e  boasts 
a strong, tw o-dim ensional a t­
tack . The B oilers av e rag e  179 
y a rd s  p er gam e through the a ir  
and 174.5 on the ground. Som e­
th ing will have to give, w ith 
N otre D am e allowing only 114 
y a rd s  per gam e ag a in st the 
run.

Ju n io r Shaw n M cC arthy 
anchors the offense a t  the q u a r­
te rb ack  spot. M cC arthy, who 
also handles the punting duties, 
has a lread y  a ttem p ted  69 
passes, com pleting  33 for 341 
y a rd s  and two touchdow ns. On 
the down side, opposing 
p lay ers  have in tercep ted  five 
of M cC arthy’s passes.

Ju n io r Calvin W illiam s is the 
leading rece iv e r w ith nine 
ca tches for 121 y a rd s  and eight 
c a re e r  touchdow n receptions.

Senior Scott Nelson is the 
leading ru sh e r for the Boilers 
w ith 134 y a rd s  on 25 ca rrie s , 
while sophom ore J a r r e t t  Scales 
has gained 107 y a rd s . D arrin  
M yles has scored  th ree  touch­
downs while rush ing  for 52 
yards.

“ They have a very  balanced  
offense,” Holtz said . “ A nytim e 
you play  a balanced  offense, it 
sca re s  you. The ju ry ’s still out 
on our ab ility  to p lay  ag a in st a 
te am  th a t can  both run  and 
p a s s .”

M ichael S tonebreaker con­
tinues to be the  sp a rk  for the 
N otre D am e defense. He w as 
nam ed  the  Sporting News de­
fensive p lay e r of the  week a fte r  
the M ichigan g am e and the AP 
M idwest defensive p lay e r of 
the week following la s t S a tu r­
d a y ’s contest. S tonebreaker 
has reco rded  33 tack les and 
re tu rn ed  an in tercep tion  39 
y a rd s  for a touchdown to seal 
the win over the  S partans.

G eorge W illiam s, Chris 
Zorich and Je ff Aim will be the 
tack les for the Irish , while the 
ends a re  F ra n k  S tam s and 
hard-h itting  A ndre Jones. 
Zorich has 19 tack les, W illiam s 
17 and Aim 15. N otre D am e’s 
ro ta tin g  linebackers rem ain  
am ong the best in the  nation 
w ith Wes P ritc h e tt, Ned B olcar 
and S tonebreaker.
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Boilermaker running back Darren Myles, a senior and the top re­
turning Purdue rusher coming into this season, has scored all three 
of his team's rushing touchdowns.

Wide receiver Calvin Williams leads the Boilermakers in receptions 
with nine for 121 yards, including one for a touchdown.

Montana ‘miraculous’ in 1977
Irish slip past Purdue 31-24 en route to national title

They called it the “ M iracle 
of M ontana.”

It was the 1977 N ational 
Cham pionship season when the

Com eback Kid, Joe  M ontana, 
adm in iste red  an Irish  come- 
from -behind victory  over 
P u rdue , 31-24. He did it by pu t­
ting 17 points on the scoreboard  
in only 17 m inutes of action.

A fter having to s it out the 
previous season because of a 
shoulder separa tion , M ontana 
was re lega ted  to th ird -string  
signal-caller, behind q u a rte r­
backs R usty  Lisch and G ary  
Forystek . Blit N otre D am e 
coach Dan Devine sought the 
a rm  of M ontana to help ra lly  
his team .

P urdue opened a 10-point 
lead on a 32 y a rd  field goal by 
Scott Sovereen and an  eight- 
y a rd  touchdown pass  from  
freshm an  phenom  M ark H er­
m ann to Reggie Arnold.

By this tim e, Devine w as d is­
satisfied  w ith L isch’s produc­
tion and rep laced  him  with 
F orystek . But it seem s P urdue 
linebacker F red  A rrington w as 
offended by th is q u a rte rb ack  
change, so he knocked F o ry s­
tek out of the gam e.

ju s t w anted to be on the team . 
It w as kind of fru s tra tin g  a t 
first, but I never considered 
quitting . I decided I d idn’t w ant 
to be a geek .”

H o’s only action last y ea r 
w as a th ird -q u a rte r e x tra  point 
ag a in st N avy. But w orking as

While still p laying In te rh a ll 
football and d ream in g  of the 
day  he would w ear a v a rs ity  
uniform , Ho w orked obses­
sively to tu rn  his d ream  into a 
rea lity . L ate  one n ight, he and 
a friend w alked to the A thletic 
and Convocation C enter to kick 
footballs into a net, but found 
the building locked up for the 
night.

On th e ir w ay back, the two 
spotted  lights in one of the 
park ing  lots on Ju n ip e r Road 
and decided to tu rn  the lot into 
a football field.

“ It w as the only p lace with 
lig h ts ,” Ho explains. “ People 
thought we w ere n u ts .”

T hat w as in the fall, alm ost 
two full y ea rs  before Ho kicked 
under the lights of N otre D am e 
Stadium  ag a in st M ichigan.

Ho also has been known to 
kick in the  snow, but now the 
Loftus Indoor A thletic F acility  
gives him  a w a rm e r c lim a te  in 
the w inter.

“ No one w orks h a rd e r  than  
R eggie H o,” Irish  coach Lou 
Holtz says. “ R eggie kicks 
every  single day. He kicks 
every  day  even in the  w inter. I

knew we w ouldn’t  have a p rob­
lem  w ith our placekicking this 
y e a r .”

The only question about H o’s 
foot is w hether he can split the 
uprigh ts from  outside 40 y a rd s  
as well as  he does from  inside 
th a t range. Holtz says sopho­
m ore kickoff m an Billy Hack 
e tt will try  the longer field 
goals, bu t Ho is read y  if called 
upon.

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Forums facilitate lively debate
L ately  the subject of studen t apathy  

has ap p eared  in both cam pus and na­
tional news. Studies reveal th a t the  ac ­
cum ulation of m onetary  w ealth  is m ore 
than  a m ere  preoccupation with today ’s 
college students, and a w eighty em pha­
sis on c a re e r  cu rricu lum  by schools 
them selves th w arts  the goals of liberal 
education. S tudents seem  m ore in te r­
ested  in fu rthering  job opportunities for 
the  fu tu re  than  in d iscussing the g rea t 
issues of the day. C ertain ly , a p a rt of 
th is trend  is understandab le : a college 
degree  no longer gu aran tees  success in 
the m ark e tp lace  and, unlike th e ir p a r­
en ts, today ’s studen ts will be strapped  
with the burden  of paying back a huge 
national debt.

But here  a t N otre D am e, one would 
expect the problem  of student apathy  
to be less severe  than genera lly  expe­
rienced. A fter all, th is studentIbody is 
selected  from  a pool of the m ost in tel­
ligent, inform ed and gifted high school 
g rad u a tes  in the country. One could, I 
suppose, speculate  endlessly on why 
studen ts do not express th e ir  in terest 
in in tellectual, political and social is­

sues. Some arg u e  th a t our students 
com e from  backgrounds th a t do not 
value in tellectual inquiry; o thers point 
out th a t N otre D am e studen ts a re  so 
w ell-rounded th a t non academ ic  in te r­
ests, like a th letics, leave little  tim e for 
academ ic  type pursu its  outside the 
classroom . W hatever the analyses 
revea l, I believe th a t p a r t of the p rob­
lem  can  be a llev iated  if s tudents a re  
sim ply  m ade aw are  of the opportunities 
for political and social debates and a c ­
tivity.

L ast sem este r, som e friends and I 
decided to begin a w eekly rad io  show 
th a t would debate  cu rren t political and 
cam pus issues. None of us had ex ten ­
sive rad io  ex p erien ce : w hat brought us 
together w as our in te rest in politics. 
Since we so often seem ed to be engaged 
in fr ien d ly -an d  som etim es not-so- 
frien d ly -a rg u m en ts  due to d ifferen t po­
litical o rien tations, we thought it m ight 
be fun to try  to debate  on the  radio . We 
found th a t it is a lot e a s ie r  to arg u e  in 
a dorm  room  th a t in a rad io  studio. The 
show is s tru c tu red  around th ree  re p re ­
sen ta tives of the  political sp e c tru m -a  
libera l, a m odera te  and a conservative.

Our firs t show w as a d isaste r. 
P lay ing  the role of the libera l, I did m y 
best to defend th a t perspective. To m y 
su rp rise , m id-w ay through the show, 
the m odera te  changed his course and 
suddenly sounded like Je sse  Helm s.

T here I w a s-s ittin g  next to a conser­
vative  and a m odera te  who could have 
been running for p residen t of the  Col­
lege R ep u b lican s-d esp era te ly  try ing  to 
reca ll the fac ts  and figures I had 
studied to support m y arg u m en ts . Noth­
ing I said  w ent unattack ed  as the b lu rry  
fac ts  in m y m ind w ere a rticu la ted  in 
loud shouts. My defense becam e less 
and less ra tional, and the response of 
m y friends w as to laugh hysterically . 
Soon the en tire  W VFI sta ff w as in the 
studio laughing a t m y ridiculous com ­
m en tary . As the w eeks progressed , 
how ever, we developed a m ore profes­
sional debating  style.

This sem este r, the show prom ises to 
be even be tte r. With the election, th ere  
will be no lack of news to d iscuss. The 
show has convinced us th a t W illiam 
Buckley, John  M cLaughlin, and Phil 
D onahue we a re  not, and we have in­
vited  severa l experts  to join us as 
guests. P ro fesso rs P e r i Arnold and 
R obert Schm uhl will provide election 
analysis, and Rev. O liver W illiam s will 
d iscuss the  “ Y ear of C ultural D iver­
s ity .” We a re  p lanning a debate  be­
tw een cam pus rep resen ta tiv es  from  
each  cam paign , and this Sunday, we 
hope to a ir  an  exclusive in terview  w ith 
Gov. B ruce B abbitt. Issues ’8 8 -the 
n am e we gave to our show -w ill also 
continue to ad d ress  the  cam pus issues 
th a t concern you the m ost (i.e., the

d eath  of the SYR, the alcohol policy, 
and SMGND re la tio n s).

W hat does all th is have to do with 
studen t apa thy , you say?  Well, I would 
be lying if I c la im ed  th a t th is  a rtic le  is 
not in p a r t in tended to get you to tune 
in to Issues ’88 (Sundays, 12:30 p .m ., 
W VFI 640 AM). But aside from  m y en ­
thusiasm  for the show, I hope m y ex ­
perience is evidence th a t even in this 
period of apa thy , it is not only possible 
but also rew ard ing  to be involved in 
in tellectual debate . You can  and  should 
voice your concerns and becom e in­
volved. F ro m  the Anti A partheid  N et­
work to the  new ly-established, cam pus- 
w ide deba te  se ries, th e re  a re  a wide 
v a rie ty  of vehicles for political ac ­
tiv ism  and discussion. The pages of The 
O bserver and  Scholastic need to be 
filled w ith our insights. A new hall fel­
lows p ro g ram  will fail unless studen ts 
begin to tak e  an  ac tive  in te rest. And 
studen t governm ent has scheduled an 
exciting  lec tu re  se ries  beginning with 
B abbitt th is F rid ay . My advice, then, 
is th ree fo ld : F irs t, find a forum  to ex ­
p ress  your views. Second, find a 
cam pus group and help im plem ent 
those view s through social serv ice . And 
th ird , tune into Issues ’88 th is Sunday.

As you a re  sea ted  by the 
hostess, a  huge bowl of sa lad  
(which se rves everyone a t the 
tab le) and basket of g arlic  
b read  a re  a lread y  on the 
tab le  ju s t w aiting  to be eaten . 
And th is is not ju s t any  salad .

especially  for the am ount of 
food served . The portions a re  
so huge th a t ap p aren tly  i t ’s 
typ ical for p a trons to take  
p a r t of th e ir  d inners hom e in 
doggie-bags.

These p rices also include 
d e s s e r t-a  p la te  of various 
brow nies, cookies and 
p as trie s  brought righ t to the 
tab le , again  w ithout you 
having to o rd er it.

One th ing th a t is not in­
cluded in the p rice  of the 
e n tree  is the  wine, but i t ’s 
w orth the e x tra  m oney. The 
wine list is fa irly  extensive,

Papa Joe’s
This is an  Ita lian  sa lad  w ith 
pepperoni, pepperocini (little 
hot g reen  p ep p ers), P a r ­
m esan  cheese and delicious 
Ita lian  d ressing  in addition to 
the  usual sa lad  ingred ien ts.

You don’t have to w ait to 
o rd er to s ta r t  eating, but i t ’s 
v e ry  h a rd  to put down the 
fork to pick up the m enu and 
choose an  en tree . Then once 
you do pick up the m enu, i t ’s 
even h a rd e r  to choose an 
en tree  from  the 31 chicken,

but the Sauvignon Blanc 
(Gallo, $8.95) com plem ents 
m ost of the  dishes.

A lm ost su rpassing  the m eal 
in au then tic  Ita lian  flavor is 
the  a tm osphere  of P a p a  Jo e ’s. 
The tab leclo ths a re  red-and- 
w hite checked, as m ay  be ex ­
pected  in an  Ita lian  re s ta u ­
ran t. Sm all iron chandeliers, 
resem bling  candle-holders 
m ore than  light fix tures, 
dim ly light the in terio r. The 
la rg e  p lan ts th a t a re

veal, eggplan t, p a s ta  and 
seafood d ishes th a t all sound 
equally  enticing.

A good choice is the  E g ­
gp lan t Joseph  ($8.75), sau teed  
eggp lan t in olive oil and g a r­
lic, served  over p a s ta  and 
sm othered  w ith fresh  m ush­
room s and cheese. The p as ta  
and  sauce, both “ casa- 
m ad e ,” w ere especially  good.

A nother delectab le  dish is 
the  Chicken Papino  ($9.25): 
fried  b re a s t s trip s  over p asta  
topped w ith sau teed  m ush ­
room s, tom ato  sauce, rico tta  
and  m ozzarella  cheese.

O ther en trees  include 
Chicken M arsa la  ($9.50), 
Shrim p Scam pi ($11.25), Veal 
P a rm ig ia n a  ($11.95) and 
B aked M anicotti ($7.95).

The p rices a re  reasonab le ,

ev ery w h ere-su rro u n d in g  the 
en tran ce , nex t to tab les, 
hanging from  ce ilin g s-m ak e  
P a p a  Jo e ’s seem  m ore like a 
w arm  V enetian garden  th an  a 
M ishaw aka re s ta u ra n t.

The best th ing about P ap a  
J o e ’s is th a t it g ives you a 
chance to re lax  and enjoy a 
m eal from  the m om ent you 
sit down a t the tab le  through 
desse rt, w ithout having to 
scru tin ize the m enu and 
choose betw een d ifferen t ap ­
petizers, side d ishes and 
d esse rts  in addition to the 
en trees. I t ’s the perfec t place 
to go when you w ant to enjoy 
good food and good com pany 
in a re laxed  atm osphere.

A re  you looking for six 
inches of pure  ecstasy  in 

South Bend? T ry F ra n k ’s Red 
Hots, on S tate  Road 23 ju st 
e as t of cam pus.

F ra n k ’s is nothing fancy. 
One w ouldn’t  tak e  a friend 
h ere  to im press them  with the 
atm osphere , but ra th e r  w ith 
the food. T hat explains the 
re la tive ly  m odest prices.

A v isit to F ra n k ’s is not one 
to a typ ical hot dog stand. 
R a th e r, the in terio r rem inds 
one m ore  of a tidy, m odern 
fa s t food re s ta u ra n t.

F ra n k ’s, as the n am e im ­
plies, specializes in hot dogs. 
The m enu also offers 
h am b u rg ers , cold cu t sand ­
w iches, ice c ream  and ribs, 
but we chose to stick  w ith the 
m ain  fare .

F ra n k ’s hot dogs com e in 
m any  varie ties. T heir 
specialty  is the Chicago Dog, 
w hich includes relish , onions, 
tom atoes, pickles, ce lery  sa lt, 
hot peppers and m u sta rd  
($1.45). One of us did not ca re  
for the  color of the  relish , 
w hich appeared  neon green. 
H ow ever, th is did not affect 
the  tas te .

F o r the trad itio n a lis ts  
am ong us, F ra n k ’s offers the 
New Y ork Dog. The New 
Y ork Dog is loaded w ith 
m ounds of sau e rk rau t, ac ­
cented  by your choice of B el­

g ian  or reg u la r  m ustard .
We also sam pled  the plain, 

boring hot dog with ketchup 
and m u sta rd , to te s t the 
quality  of the bun and dog 
($1.29). The s team ed  bun w as 
a bit soggy, but th is w as due 
to the  ju ices of the Vienna 
beef hot dog, w hich w as of 
the  finest quality .

And the cheese fries. Ah, 
the cheese fries. The fries, by 
som e b izzarre  trick  of 
m odern  physics, m anaged  to 
s tay  w arm  the en tire  m eal. 
One of us chose the plain 
cheese fries ($1.25), while the

o ther opted for the chili- 
cheese fries com bination 
($1.75).

The cheese, basica lly  your 
p lain  m elted , sticky-gooey 
cheddar, sm othered  the 
generous helping of thin, deli­
ca te  fries. F ra n k ’s 
“ hom em ade” chili w as delec­
tab le , a definite im provem ent 
over the basic  cheese fries if 
your ta s te s  run  in th a t d irec ­
tion.

F ra n k ’s also offers a 
m y riad  of o ther hot dog pos- 
sib lities, which unfortunately  
we w ere not able to sam ple.

Robert Cray brings 
the blues to all

T he blues? Isn ’t  th a t w hat 
you’re  supposed to listen 

to w hen your b ab y ’s got you 
down?

Not accord ing  to R obert 
C ray. C ray  and his band  use 
a  sharp , flashy sty le  in an 
a tte m p t to b ring  the blues to 
the people. D on’t  Be A fraid of 
the D ark , C ray ’s fifth album , 
succeeds in le tting  people 
know th a t the blues a re  not 
ju s t for drunk, depressed  old 
m en.

N otre D am e had  a  firs thand  
experience w ith C ray  two 
y ea rs  ago when he opened for 
Huey Lewis and  the News. 
C ray ’s sho rt but inspired

b eer and  som e c ig a re tte  
sm oke. Add those ingred ien ts 
and I ’d sw ear I ’m  listening to 
a live show.

C ray ’s horn  section, the 
M em phis H orns, continues to 
provide a lively backdrop  for 
his vocals and  g u ita r. The 
horns also  rece ive  the added 
bonus of D avid Sanborn’s 
saxophone on “ Acting this 
W ay.” S anborn ’s searing  
guest solos provide an  added 
touch of finesse to C ray ’s 
a lread y  solid album .

Although D on’t Be A fraid of 
the  D ark  continues C ray ’s 
trad itio n  of pu re  blues, it m ay 
not be as successful as his 
1986 a lbum  Strong P e rsu ad e r. 
Those fam ilia r w ith C ray ’s 
w ork will rea lize  th a t Don’t

opener had to p lay  second 
fiddle to the  fluffy pop of 
Huey Lewis, but his e lec tric  
blues stole the  show. U nfor­
tunately , m ost of the  ND 
crow d w as a t  the concert to 
h e a r Lewis and  never rea lly  
noticed w hat C ray  had  to of­
fer.

C ray ’s new est a lbum  has a 
nice m ix of sh a rp  upbeat 
tunes and  slow er trad itiona l 
blues num bers. Songs like 
“ Your S ec re t’s Safe w ith M e” 
and the title  tra c k  testify  to 
C ray ’s ta len t in producing 
rive ting  popular songs w ith­
out losing his blues backbone. 
“ I C an’t Go H om e” is the 
h ighlight of the a lb u m ’s 
slow er num bers.

In “ N ight P a tro l,” the  a l­
bum ’s best track , C ray suc­
cessfully  com bines his sooth­
ing voice and g u ita r into an 
insp ira tional look a t  the down 
and  out. C ray ’s g u ita r seem s 
to w ander the lonely s tree ts  
alongside the hero of th is 
song, a policem an on the 
night patro l.

A nother highlight, “ A cross 
the L ine,” m akes m e feel a l­
m ost like I ’m  sitting  in a 
d a rk  Chicago blues club. The 
in terp lay  betw een the sax  and 
g u ita r solos lacks only a  cold

Be A fraid  of the  D ark  lacks 
the rive ting  focus C ray  
produced two y ea rs  ago.

E ven  tak ing  a step  down 
from  Strong P e rsu ad e r, C ray 
is s till ab le to produce a suc­
cessful a lbum . Don’t Be 
A fraid of the D ark  has a s ­
su red  us th a t the next tim e 
C ray  and his band com e to 
South Bend, they  w on’t be 
opening the show for som e 
teeny  bop popster like Huey 
Lewis.

F o r those of you who have 
nev er listened to the blues or 
a re  m aybe ju s t a little  bit 
a fra id  of em bark ing  on a new 
road , I challenge you to give 
R obert C ray  a try . As fa r  as 
the  blues go, C ray ’s m usic 
provides a good s ta rtin g  point 
to begin your journey  into the 
world of the  blues. His m usic 
succeeds in bridging the gap 
betw een the rock n-roll of 
today  and the  blues of 
Chicago in the 50s and  60s.

Don’t  be m istaken : R obert 
C ray  p lays nothing but the  
blues. His m usic, how ever, is 
not for the lonely, depressed  
wino but for all of us. So sit 
back , tak e  a  long d raw  from  
w h atev er you’re  drink ing  and 
give R obert C ray  and his 
blues a chance. C’m on, Don’t 
Be A fraid of the  D ark!

Chaos in the ring 
spoils Olympics

SEOUL, South K orea -B yun  
Jong  il sa t 67 m inutes in a 
boxing ring  T hursday , try ing  to 
understand  the nine m inutes of 
fighting th a t w ent before and 
the 4-1 decision th a t followed, 
the  two penalty  points th a t 
w ent aga in st him  and w hat 
they m ay have cost him .

But no m a tte r  how h ard  or 
how m any tim es Byun tried , 
w hether he sa t in the g laring  
lights or the glowing dark , the 
num bers ju s t w ouldn’t add up. 
Which explains, perhaps, how 
he could have begun T hursday  
full of fancy and ju s t 19, and 
ended it feeling all of 90 and 
looking for a p lace to bury 
those d ream s.

“ He is sleeping, it is be tte r 
th a t he sleep s,” a m em ber of 
the K orean O lym pic delegation 
who identified h im self only as 
M r. Chun, said  in a telephone 
in terview  from  the a th le te s’ 
v illage ea rly  F riday .

“ He feels th a t he won the 
gam e and so he sits in pro test. 
Now, it is b e tte r  th a t he sleeps 
for a w hile,” he continued. “ His 
problem  has ended .”

A ctually, it m ay ju s t be 
beginning. And the problem  is 
no longer ju s t his.

Byun, a  ban tam w eight, w as 
suspended indefinitely from  
com petition by the In te rn a ­
tional A m ateur Boxing Associ­
ation (AIBA), and m ay  not box 
again  for years.

F ive South K orean officials 
one an  a ss is tan t coach and an ­
o ther a tra in e r  -  who took p a r t 
in the  punch-kick and  ear- 
pulling a ttack  on re fe ree  Keith 
W alker following the decision 
w ere throw n out of th e ir  own 
O lym pics by the AIBA.

And W alker, who assessed  
the penalty  points aga in st Byun 
for butting  in his m orning bout 
aga in st B u lgarian  A lexandar 
H ristov, is heading hom e to 
New Zealand and ea rly  re tire ­
m ent.

“ W alker had  said  this 
(O lym pics) would probably  be 
his la s t anyw ay ,” said  Pau l 
Thom pson, a m em ber of 
A u stra lia ’s N ational Olympic 
C om m ittee. “ F o r his own bene­
fit, he did the sm a r t thing. Why 
stay  here  and get crucified?

“ B u t,” Thom pson added,

“ g l a s n o s t  just keeps on cornin’ at 
you. By 1990 it may not be nec­
essary to go to the CIA for a 
reliable map o f  M oscow . At the 
sam e time, though, KGB chairman 
Viktor C hebukov reminds us o f  
the vital distinction between lib­
erty and license. A tim ely warn­
ing.

As Thom pson spoke to 
re p o rte rs  a t the close of the 
evening session, A ustralian  
boxer D arre ll H iles stood 
nearby , nodding and dabbing a 
towel on the nasty  gash  K orean 
boxer Lee Jae-hyuk  had opened 
m om ents e a r lie r  -  also by bu t­
ting. Lee won 5-0.

“ I th ink (w hat happened) 
th is m orning affected  D a rre ll’s 
m ind ,” said  te a m m a te  D arren  
Obah, unsolicited. “ We noticed 
it in the firs t round. It w as kind 
of sc a ry  out there .

“ You could feel it in your 
bones,” Obah said. “ It gave me 
the sh iv e rs .”

Indeed, AIBA officials had 
expressed  doubts e a r lie r  in the 
day  about w hether th e re  would 
even be a  night session, but 
rem oved them  a fte r  a s ­
su ran ces from  the Seoul O lym ­
pic O rganizing C om m ittee th a t 
additional secu rity  m easu res  
would be in p lace a t ringside.

F o r m uch of the afternoon, 
the  New Zealand E m b assy  in 
Seoul w as deluged with calls 
p ro testing  the sp lit decision. 
S everal ca lle rs  cu rsed , one 
m an identified h im self as a 
businessm an  and said  he had 
canceled  a  co n trac t, ano ther 
dem anded  severing  diplom atic 
ties.

And even before the Byun- 
H ristov fight K orean 
new spapers had stoked the lo­
ca ls  w ith accounts of how U.S. 
officials w ere lobbying ag a in st 
K orean boxers.

A ccording to the  sto ries, the 
A m ericans w ere still upset 
over the  elim ination  ea rlie r  
th is w eek of m iddlew eight An­
thony H em brick , who m issed 
the bus, a rriv ed  too la te  for his 
fight ag a in st Ha Jong  ho of 
South K orea and w as dis­
qualified.

Before the H em brick  fiasco, 
the K oreans w ere undefeated. 
They lost four s tra ig h t a fte r, 
the la s t being Byun.

The South K orean team  is 
now m inus a coach and a 
tra in e r , who w ere knocked out 
of th e ir  own O lym pics for a t ­
tack ing  W alker.

The suspensions, announced 
T uesday  night, also involved a 
m em b er of the K orean Boxing 
F ed era tio n  executive board  
and two O lym pic helpers.

“ I have no w ords to defend 
i t ,” sa id  A nw ar Chow dhry of 
P a k is ta n , p resid en t of the In ­
te rn a tio n a l A m ateu r Boxing 
A ssociation.

“ They w ere  kicking and 
punching and pulling m y h a ir 
ou t,” W alker said . “I w as 
punched in the back  by the 
K orean coach .”

Lewis hunts for more gold

SEOUL, South K orea -T h e  
100-meter dash  offers Carl 
Lewis a double chance at O lym ­
pic distinction.

The headline even t on D ay 7 
-S a tu rd a y  in Seoul, F rid ay  in 
the United S ta tes - c a r r ie s  with 
it the chance a t ea rn ing  the 
title , “ the w orld’s fa s te s t m a n ” 
for Lewis, and is the firs t step  
of his quadruple  gold chase.

The final of the 100-meter 
dash  is expected  to offer a 
m atchup  betw een Lewis and 
C anadian  Ben Johnson, the 
w orld ’s two faste st sp rin te rs .

“ I t ’s good for tra c k  and field 
ju s t like M uham m ad Ali and 
Jo e  F ra z ie r  w ere good for 
boxing,” Lewis said. “ I feel 
w hat we re  doing is focusing a t­
tention on our spo rt and ad ­
vancing our sp o rt.”

The 100-meter dash  will also 
be the firs t step  for Lewis in

his quest to rep ea t his four gold 
m edal perfo rm ance  of 1984 - a  
fea t duplicating  the efforts of 
Je sse  Owens in the  1936 Olym ­
pics.

“ I ju st w ant to ru n  each  step  
one a t a  tim e ,” Lewis said. 
“ The 100 m ete rs  is a big event 
for m e. I ’ll pu t 110 p ercen t into 
th a t. Then com es the  200, the 
long jum p and the re lay . T h a t’s 
the  w ay I ’m going to go into 
this. I ’m  not going to an ­
tic ip a te .”

The trip le  jum p  will also be 
contested. A m erican  Willie 
B anks, who won the even t four 
y ea rs  ago, is again  the favorite .

The w om en’s heptath lon 
m oves into its  second day. 
A m erican  Jack ie  Joy n er 
K ersee, the  only hep ta th le te  to 
su rp ass  7,000 points - s h e  has 
done it four tim es - h a s  said  she 
will a im ing  to b reak  h er world 
record .

M ary T. M eagher, an  O lym ­

pic triple-gold m edalist in 1984, 
will begin h e r a ttem p t to dupli­
c a te  th a t fe a t in the w om en’s 
100-meter b u tte rfly  - f r id a y  
n ight in Seoul, F rid ay  in the 
U nited S ta tes  - a  day  of five 
sw im m ing finals, the firs t 
th ree  track  and field m edal 
events, and  the firs t a p p e a r­
ances of Lew is and Edw in 
Moses.

M eagher, who will tu rn  24 
next m onth, is the  oldest m em ­
ber of the  U.S. w om en’s swim 
team . She has held world 
reco rds in the w om en’s 100-and 
200-meter bu tte rfly  for m ore 
than  seven y ears .

But the  doctor thought 
sh e ’d b e tte r s tay  hom e since 
we re  expecting a baby in No­
v em b er,” the  A m erican 
p itcher explained.

“ I know it’s h a rd  on h er righ t 
now, m y not being there .
