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Student reportsexamined 
by the Board of Trustees

Student government repre­
sentatives presented a series of 
reports concerning campus life 
to the Notre Dame Board of 
Trustees at a meeting last 
Thursday.

The reports addressed four 
issues, including coresiden 
tiality, social life, transporta­
tion and parking.

According to a survey con­
ducted by the social life com­
mittee, only 54 percent of the 
freshmen, 21 percent of the sop­
homores and 29 percent of the 
juniors surveyed find the social 
life at Notre Dame “ ade­
quate.”

Social com m ittee m em ber 
Kerry Sieger said she blam es 
the lack of student involvement 
at campus activities on three 
factors, including publicity, 
consistency and “ ru t behav­
ior.”

“ Basically, there’s not 
enough emphasis on publicity, 
and there’s not enough consis­
tency in the activities that are 
planned,” Sieger said. “At 
some schools they set aside 
every Wednesday night for a 
comedy show or something, 
and students can plan that 
event into their schedules.

Here, there aren ’t m any activ­
ities that take place on a regu­
lar basis.”

To com bat such social prob­
lems, the com m ittee recom ­
mended “ sponsoring more ac­
tivities conducive to healthy 
interaction among students,” 
such as m ixers, campus-wide 
competitions, them e weeks, 
concerts and date nights.

The com m ittee also planned 
to promote faculty-student in­
teraction by expanding support 
for the College Fellow P ro­
gram  and “encouraging atten­
dance at intellectual and cul­
tural events as p art of course 
requirem ents.”

Budget allocations were a 
prim ary area of concern as 
well. The com m ittee suggested 
the “ multi-sponsorship of 
cam pus activ ites,” which 
would encourage several 
cam pus organizations to “ pool 
their financial resources.”

The com m ittee also proposed 
converting the LaFortune Stu­
dent Center into a 24-hour cen­
ter and making Theodore’s a 
“ coffeehouse,” which would be 
open to students both day and 
night during the week and on 
weekends.

As a long-run objective, the 
com m ittee broached the idea of 
establishing a com m ercial
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complex on the University 
property surrounding campus. 
This complex would include 
several social alternatives, 
such as restauran ts, shops, 
movie theaters and night clubs.

The B oard’s response to the 
coresidentiality report was 
“especially positive,” accor­
ding to Student Body Vice P res­
ident Mike Paese. Paese said, 
“This was the first time 
coresidentiality was a discus­
sable option, and we were able 
to talk  about the issue as a com­
m unity.”

Student Body President Tom 
Doyle agreed, “ The Trustees 
were very receptive to the 
coresidentiality report....I
think the com m ittee really  took 
a responsible approach to the 
issue.”

Trustee m em ber and Notre 
Dame Associate history profes­
sor F r. Thomas Blantz said he 
felt the report “ raised several 
im portant points,” although 
many issues rem ain  un­
resolved.

According to Blantz, one 
m ajor issue that m ust be con­
sidered is the effect coresiden­
tiality would have on the pres­
ent stay-hall system . While 
Blantz said coresidentiality

3 youths are apprehended 
for car thefts on campus

Notre Dame Security, with 
help from the South Bend police 
departm ent, has apprehended 
three youths, and implicated a 
fourth in connection with a 
recent wave of ca r break-ins on 
campus.

According to Phil Johnson, 
assistant director of Security, 
a  total of 26 break-ins occurred, 
eight on the weekend of Oct. 22 
and 23, and another 18 on the 
weekend of October 29 and 30. 
The youths targeted cars in D 2 
and other campus lots, Johnson 
said.

Item s stolen included car 
stereos and other dashboard 
components, as well as some 
auto parts, according to 
Johnson.

Security has recovered some 
of the property stolen from stu­
dents’ vehicles, and is in the 
process of identifying the 
owners.

Johnson said, “Not all of the 
recovered property has been 
identified because m any of the 
owners did not keep records of 
serial num bers.” It also ap­
pears that some of the items 
recovered “ m ay have been 
stolen from other people” in the 
South Bend area, said Johnson.

In another unrelated inci­
dent, two adult m ales were 
stopped by Notre Dame Secur­
ity on Old Juniper Road near 
Edison at approxim ately 6a.m . 
Saturday, Nov. 12, on suspicion 
of bicycle theft.

The suspects allegedly took 
a ten-speed bike, a calculator, 
two wall signs, and a nam e 
plate from O’Shaughnessy 
Hall.

Later the sam e morning, se­
curity officers recovered an­
other bike near the sight where 
the men were initially con­
fronted.

The case will go to the pros­
ecutor .

MANAMA, Bahrain
Gambling that peace will 
prevail despite a deadlock in 
Iraq-Iran  peace talks, the 
United S tates’ European allies 
are stepping up the postwar 
dism antling of their m ilitary 
forces in the P ersian  Gulf.

In recent days the mine 
sweeper Crocus, the last of

three Belgian warships 
deployed to the gulf a year ago, 
sailed for home. The last five 
Italian warships and one from 
the Netherlands are preparing 
to leave by Dec. 31.

Officials said those moves, 
like an earlier cutback in 
F rance’s regional fleet from 11 
to seven ships, came because 
the Iraq-Iran  cease-fire, three 
months old Sunday, had

brought stability to the gulf.
The European actions could 

add pressure on President­
elect George Bush to step up 
an American pullout, accor­
ding to U.S. diplomats and mil­
itary  officials, speaking on con­
dition of anonymity.

The United States has 
withdrawn one ship and scaled 
back convoys and other opera­
tions.

There was 
no word on whether results of an autopsy perform ed on 
the 37-year-old daughter of Greek shipping tycoon Aristotle 
Onassis would be released. In P iraeus, Greece, a spokes­
m an for the fam ily’s Springfield Shipping company said 
Miss Onassis will be buried on her fam ily’s island, Skor- 
pios, off northwest Greece by the end of the week. The 
spokesm an said the Onassis fortune had been left to the 
daughter born in 1985 to Miss Onassis and her fourth hus­
band, Thierry Roussel. -Associated Press

“ Homecoming ’66: Who, What, When,” read 
the page 4 headline of the first Observer ever 
published. That was in 1966, before most of the 
women presently attending Notre Dame and 
Saint M ary’s were born.

Underneath the head is a picture of B arbara 
Cunneen, with a graphic explaining that she is 
“ 133 pounds, 5 foot 8, brown eyes, brown haired 
queen.” She was nominated by her steady, Bill 
Follete. Or maybe it was Foilette - the article 
seems to be unsure on the nam e. Said B arbara, 
“ I liked him from the s ta rt . . .  I didn’t believe 
it. Neither did my friends because we had al­
ways heard that Notre Dame boys had a line a 
mile long.”

B arbara felt that she would receive a “a bet­
te r education and very im portant finishing” at 
Saint-M ary’s-of-the-Woods in Terre Haute. “ I 
alm ost died when I found out I had won. I t ’s a 
dream  come true .”

Another interesting tidbit from 1966 was a 
column in this paper called “ Observed. ” . Ap­
parently a random girl (they were never called 
women) from Saint M ary’s was chosen every 
week to be written about and photographed for 
the newspaper. “ Peggy, a junior at S.M.C., is 
a girl out to have fun,” read  the first column. 
“ ‘If I had my way there would be poetry all 
over the p lace.’ She’s also wild about sports 
cars (‘Corvettes and X .K .E.’s are gorgeous’) 
and nice, big, hairy m asculine hunks.’” This 
was accompanied by a picture showing a 
healthy amount (for 1966) of leg and a pretty 
smile.

“ Not all the girls a re  at SMC to get hus­
bands,” Peggy added.

The advertisem ents of 1966 a ren ’t exactly 
charitable to women. We have the “ m ake her 
fondest dream s come tru e” diamond ring ad, 
the “ Dodge fever” girl, and scantily-clad 
buxom blondes cheering behind a “ cool” man 
wearing a polyester shirt. Don’t forget the pic­
ture of m em bers of the Notre Dame football 
team  gathered around Jill St. John, with lots of 
sexual innuendo in the photo caption.

Then we have the controversy over the Saint 
M ary’s allotment of tickets to the Michigan 
State game. Yes, that Michigan State gam e, 
with the tie and the national championship. 
Seems that originally Notre Dame Social Com­
missioner Jim  Polk had planned to take along

Troops raid Palestinian settlements in West Bank, kill 1

JERUSALEM-Troops 
raided Palestinian settlem ents 
in the West Bank and Gaza 
Strip on Sunday, fatally shoot­
ing a 22-year-old m an and 
wounding six Arab youths in 
clashes, Arab hospital officials 
said.

Five Palestinians suffered 
beating injuries during an 
arm y raid in the West Bank vil­
lage of M adama, Arab doctors 
said. The injured included a 9- 
year old boy with head wounds, 
they said, adding that the cause 
of the injuries was not known.

The arm y command con­
firmed that there was “ ac­
tivity” in M adama but said it 
had no reports of injuries.

Three Israelis suffered injur­
ies when buses they were riding 
in were pelted with rocks in the 
West Bank.

In Lebanon, an Israeli soldier 
was killed and four others in­
jured when their arm ored per­
sonnel ca rrie r overturned Sun­
day in southern Lebanon, the 
arm y said. “ It was a road ac­
cident,” said an arm y spokes­
man, who declined to elabo­
rate.

Israel radio said the accident

occurred north of the Lebanese 
city of Naqoura, two miles 
north of the Israeli border in 
Israel’s self-declared buffer 
zone. The zone is patrolled by 
about 1,000 Israeli troops and 
the 2,000-member South 
Lebanon Army.

Meanwhile, underground 
PLO leaders distributed 
leaflets praising the declara­
tion of an independent P ales­
tinian state  last week by the 
Palestine National Council, the 
PLO’s parliament-in-exile.

The leaflet said the Palestine 
Liberation Organization had 
seized a historic opportunity to

boost the 11 month-old uprising 
against Israeli occupation of 
the West Bank and Gaza Strip. 
The pro-PLO leaders also 
urged Moslem fundam entalist 
extrem ists to stop criticizing 
the declaration publicly.

“W hether you like it or not, 
that will serve the enem y,” 
said the leaflet, signed by the 
Unified National Leadership of 
the Uprising.

The pro-PLO leaders called 
for “escalating the struggle” 
against Israel in the next two 
weeks and announced three 
one-day strikes.______________

Egypt on Sunday becam e the 
latest nation to recognize the 
Palestinian state. A statem ent 
said it hoped the proclamation 
would “serve the cause of 
peace and stability in the 
region.”

At least 31 other nations, 
mainly Moslem, have recog­
nized the state.

In Jordan, P rim e Minister 
Zaid Rifai said the PLO has 
met conditions for taking part 
in the Middle E ast peace 
process and accused Israel of 
blocking a settlem ent.

sarial relations” between the 
sexes and “ broaden 
friendships,” he said, “ I ’m not 
sure we re ready to move in 
that direction now.... but we 
should certainly consider it for 
the fu ture .”

In response to a student sur­
vey conducted by the
coresidentiality committee, 67 
percent of the students who 
participated were in favor of 
coresidential housing, and 65 
percent said they would choose 
to live in a coresidential dorm 
if that option were open to 
them.

The com m ittee suggested 
that the conversion from

single sex dorm s to coresiden­
tial housing begin with four or 
six dormitories. Among those 
considered for conversion are 
Siegfried, Knott, Pasquerilla 
E ast, Pasquerilla West, P lan­
ner, Grace, Stanford and 
Keenan. These dorm s are con­
ducive to conversion because 
of their “L shaped sturucture ,” 
according to the report.

The committee suggested 
separating the dorm s by sec­
tion, with each wing sharing a 
common study lounge and 
recreation area.

The current transportation 
uation at Notre Dame was 

so discussed. Steve Bishop,
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who chaired the transportation 
committee, considers the pres­
ent transportation service 
“ adequate,” but thinks stu­
dents should have additional 
access to South Bend.

“ South Bend has several so­
cial and cultural opportunities 
to offer,” said Bishop. “These 
opportunities enhance the total 
college experience, but right 
now, we re  not offering very 
good m eans of transportation 
to access these opportunities.”

The committee proposed im ­
plementing a “ Special Events 
Bus Service,” which would in­
clude a movie shuttle, a restau­
ran t shuttle and a University

P ark  Mall shuttle to ac­
complish this goal.

The com m ittee also recom ­
mended the University finance 
the Weekend Wheels Program , 
which is currently  funded by 
the Hall P residents’ Council.

Bishop said he was very 
happy with the Trustees’ rep 
sonse to the report, and com­
mented, “ I think it (the report) 
really opened a lot of eyes. This 
was a relatively new issue, and 
I think the Board was really 
interested-especially  with all 
the em phasis th a t’s recently 
been placed on street crim e 
and drunk driving.”

K aren Flaherty, chairm an of 
the parking committee, said 
the parking issue was ad­
dressed prim arily  because, 
“ there seemed to be no organi­
zation at all in regard  to the 
current parking situation.”

The com m ittee proposed 
several im m ediate and long­
term  m easures which would 
enhance the present parking 
system , such as improving the 
condition of the lots, increasing 
the num ber of available 
parking spaces and adding se­
curity m easures to deter crim e 
in the lots.

According to Flaherty, stu­
dent government will work in 
conjunction with Associate 
Vice President of Residence 
Life John Goldrick, a m em ber 
of the Committee on Parking, 
to implement some of the sug­
gested proposals.

According to Blantz, “ The 
m eeting between the students 
and the Trustees was very 
worthwhile, because it ed­
ucated the Board in regard  to 
students’ concerns. ”

Doyle commented, “The 
people who worked on the 
reports really did a fantastic 
job; they definitely turned out 
a quality report.”

between death and survival. We turned 
around and walked back, and I stood 
and watched David gain all of my 
respect and adm iration in one of the

most dignified exchanges I have ever 
witnessed. He said, “Sir, would you like 
some pizza?.” And the guy smiled his

toothless grin and answered almost 
philosophically, “Yeah. . .thanks. . .1 
like pizza.”

I walked away and felt very good-not 
because I ’d spent a day foraging 
through M arshall F ield’s Thirty- 
Percent-Off Sale and needed to quell 
my capitalistic guilt, but because it 
m ade me realize how good life is. Even 
in the m idst of glaring poverty and op­
pression, there is a sense of hum an dig­
nity and spirit in this world which is 
almost unbreakable. Some m ight say 
that there is a lack of dignity in digging 
through cast-offs, but I ’d disagree. 
Having the ability to accept a m eal with 
a simple “ thank you” shows perhaps 
the greatest courage of all.

Hell Week is coming up for a lot of 
us, and with exam s and papers coming 
out of my ears, I ’m no exception. 
Nevertheless, I ’ll take tim e out tonight 
to walk to the Grotto, kneel down, and 
pray. I won’t say long, complicated 
prayers or stay there for hours; in­
stead, I ’ll simply whisper, “Thank you, 
thank you.” Because, after all, is there 
any better way for us to express all that 
we feel?

to change this University for the bet­
term ent of its principle beneficiaries, 
its students. We have the right and ob­
ligation to challenge our U niversity’s 
Board of Trustees, its president, adm in­
istration, and faculty to stand up and 
m ake a bold, national statem ent on col­
lege racism  and its detrim ental effects.

We expect such a statem ent from the 
nation’s prem ier Catholic university, 
and we have the right to challenge the 
“ powers that be” when they m is­
represent m em bers of the Notre Dame 
community. Notre Dame is seen 
worldwide as a first-rate Catholic uni­
versity and its leadership must clearly 
define its position and efforts in these 
m atters. The African-American stu­
dent population, as well as the rest of 
the student body, wants to know exactly 
the leadership’s sentim ents about these 
m atters and about the dark cloud over 
the Golden D om e-that is, continued in­
vestm ent in companies dealing 
(directly or indirectly) in South Africa.

The student body, and especially the 
African-American student community, 
has serious questions about the Univer­
sity’s leadership and its sincerity in 
dealing with the aforementioned issues. 
The student body deserves a P residen­
tial Statem ent. The African-American 
community, as well as other so-called 
“ m inority” communities, simply 
deserves better.

We know that we cannot challenge 
the U niversity’s leadership without of­
fering some constructive recom m en­
dations. The ND/SMC NAACP proposes 
the following:

F irst, the establishm ent of a Univer­
sity Study on the Racial and Sexual At­
titudes of m em bers of the Board of 
Trustees, administration, faculty, and 
student body.

Second, the establishm ent of a task- 
force to combat racism  and sexism 
based out of a proposed “ Office of Race 
and Gender Awareness” located in 
either the LaFortune Student Center or 
the Administration Building.

Third, a presidential directive to each 
dorm itory and the Office of Student Af­
fairs, and student government to dis­
cuss racial, ethnic, and gender sensi­
tivity.

Fourth, a presidential visit to each 
dormitory, the Office of Student Af­
fairs, and student government to inves­
tigate what efforts have been taken to 
elim inate this benign environment that 
allows racism  and sexism to grow un­
checked.

Fifth, a presidential directive to each 
dorm itory to establish a race/gender 
awareness committee.

Sixth, a presidential statem ent to 
each college dean and departm ent head 
(1) directing these individuals to sup­
port minority student awareness func­
tions and (2) emphasizing to these in­
dividuals the implications of not doing 
so.

Seventh, a presidential statem ent to 
the Vice President of Student Affairs 
stressing the im portance of monitoring 
and editing senseless and tasteless ac­
tions taken on the part of m em bers of 
the student body and establishing cor­
rective m easures when such actions 
are taken.

Eighth, a presidential directive that 
each racial and/or sexual offense will 
be handled by the proposed Office of 
Race and Gender Awareness and that 
a report be given to a proposed Race 
and Gender Awareness Board and the 
Office of Student Affairs. The Office of 
Student Affairs will take corrective 
m easures and the Race and Gender 
Awareness Board, out of the proposed 
Office of Race and Gender Awareness, 
will issue a report to the Board of Trus­
tees, who will, hopefully, look at cor­
recting the problem at the institutional 
level.

Ninth, a presidential com m itm ent to 
be more accessible to minority student 
organizations through periodic visits to 
their meetings and functions if properly 
notified.

Tenth, a presidential statem ent to the 
whole Notre Dame community and the 
nation concerning the need for campus 
racial and gender sensitivity and ac­
tions taken by the University of Notre 
Dame to address these issues.

If the University can study and take 
actions to cure the sickness of al­
coholism, through the Office of Alcohol 
and Drug Awareness, why cannot the 
University take sim ilar actions dealing 
with the sickness of racism , sexism, 
and other social injustices? To many 
students and in m any ways, this is the 
best of times and the worst of times. 
Minority student enrollm ent is slowly 
increasing. Through such unfortunate 
yearly events as the “ blackface” skit 
in the Sorin Hall Talent Show, many 
students find them selves shut out from 
the Notre Dame community. To be a 
true part of the Notre Dame family 
each of us m ust constantly battle rac ­
ism and sexism.

Notre Dame students must take 
many tests. Now the University’s lead­
ership, from the Board of Trustees and 
its president to its newly-hired instruc­
tors and teaching assistants, must take 
a test. This is a test of the m oral and 
ethical fortitude of the University’s 
leadership concerning racial and 
sexual harmony. Since Notre Dame and 
its leadership are nationally recognized 
and em ulated, this test accurately 
serves as a litmus test of the advance­
ments in term s of race and gender re ­
lations. The students will monitor this 
test; there will be no curving of grades 
and, as always, the Honor Code is in 
effect. Many students wish you good 
luck on your test.

Status quo not enough for GSU
In the past few weeks, graduate stu­

dents have been getting a lot of atten­
tion. The G raduate Student Union has 
been working very hard to m ake the 
com m unity aw are of the situation of 
graduate students and is therefore ex­
trem ely pleased that this has been the 
case. We write this article to clear up 
some inaccuracies and m isunderstand­
ings that have been given expression 
in an artic le (“ G raduate Students E n­
joy their Anonymity,” Nov. 17) by a 
graduate student in the physics depar­

First, the graduate student situation: 
The w riter suggests that it is m erely 
the GSU’s opinion that “ graduate stu­
dents a re  trea ted  poorly by the Univer­
sity and that m ajor changes in Univer­
sity policy toward grads are needed.” 
But the fact is that this situation is em ­
phatically recognized by graduate stu­
dents and adm itted by most m em bers 
of the University adm inistration. The 
w riter himself wrote last sem ester, in 
an inflam atory leaflet passed around 
the G raduate Student Council m em ­
bers: “The purpose of the GSU is to 
promote the im provem ent of grad stu­
dent life. In the two years I have been 
a grad student, conditions have not im ­
proved, but have only gotten w orse.” 
Things have not improved much since 
then, so we wonder what could have 
changed his mind.

Second, graduate student represen­
tation: The w riter asks, “ some grads 
have called for more representation’ 
a t the University. I’m not sure exactly 
what that m eans.” It is alarm ing to us 
that, having been a departm ental rep­
resentative, the w riter is still not quite

clear about what he was supposed to 
be doing. But he continues, “ there is 
practically nothing that any student or­
ganization can do for me with ten years 
of resolutions and meetings that my ad­
visor or my departm ent can ’t do with 
a single phone call.” Good for him.

But the issue for the Graduate Stu­
dent Union is the well-being not of one 
graduate student or even one depart­
ment, but of the whole graduate student 
body. To that purpose, the GSU re­
quires every departm ent to designate 
representatives to the Council and tries 
to place graduate representatives in as 
m any University com m ittees as possi­
ble to provide graduate student input 
for those decisions which affect us all 
in the Notre Dame community. Only in 
this concerted way can graduate stu­
dents work as a unified body for the 
im provem ent of conditions in all con­
cerned areas.

Third, graduate student housing: It 
is false that “ most students prefer to 
live off cam pus,” as the w riter states 
in his article. In the 1987 Housing Sur­
vey (of which the w riter should have 
been aw are since he was then a 
departm ental representative) 42 per­
cent of single graduate students 
preferred  the on-campus option. Only 
15 percent preferred off-campus 
housing, and the rest (43 percent) had 
no preference. One can reasonably ex­
pect that, even if only for financial 
reasons, the on-campus alternative 
would be preferred by most of them.

Of course the w riter is right in claim ­
ing that the University cannot be forced 
into building housing for graduate stu­
dents, nor is that what the GSU is sug­
gesting we do. Nor are we “ begging 
and pleading.” Our task is to m aintain 
an ongoing dialogue with the adm inis­
tration to m ake the University aw are 
of the problem, until they recognize the 
urgency of the issue. In fact F r. Malloy 
has recently reiterated  the University’s

com mitment to graduate housing 
during a forum in St. E dw ard’s Hall by 
saying: “We are exploring now ways 
to finance the construction of graduate 
housing (on-campus) as soon as possi­
ble.” It is changes like this that are 
necessary and that the GSU is trying 
to help come about.

Fourth, graduates and undergradua­
tes: the w riter suggests that the GSU’s 
Graduate/Undergraduate committee is 
expecting “ that grad students try  to be­
come more like undergrads.” This is 
foolish. (It is as foolish as to suggest 
that when we ask for more faculty- 
student interaction we are expecting 
faculty m em bers to try  to act like stu­
dents again). He further claim s that 
“ (the GSU) demands that the Uni- 
versty trea ts us like undergrads.” This 
is not only preposterous, it is also false. 
His fears that we m ay s ta rt being 
treated  as undergrads are therefore to­
tally unwarranted. The w riter also as­
sumes that we want graduates to inter­
act with the undergraduates in their 
social functions. We know that is one 
of the areas where graduates and 
undergraduates have the least in com­
mon, so we would be m istaken in trying 
to change that.

The main purpose of the 
Graduate/Undergraduate com m ittee is 
to integrate graduate students into the 
life of the University, not to transform  
graduate students into undergraduates 
(or into adm inistrators, or into anyth­
ing else for that m atter.) The thrust of 
our efforts is to improve the quality of 
life for graduate students. This m eans 
fulfilling their unique needs as well as 
helping to improve the cultural and in­
tellectual life of the University by in­
tegrating the distinctive identities of 
graduate students into the community. 
Our prem ise is, as we wrote in the 1988 
GSU report to the Board of Trustees, 
that as graduate students we have very

much to contribute to the Notre Dame 
community.

One specific area where graduates 
and undergraduates can indeed inter­
act is the intellectual life of the com­
munity. Now the w riter is entitled to 
his unwillingness to participate in “ in­
tellectual activities” outside his school 
work. But there are plenty of graduate 
students who don’t see their intellectual 
life restricted to their classrooom or 
lab hours. Moreover there are many 
graduate students who are happy for 
the opportunity to help other m em bers 
of the community with their talents and 
experience. That m ay be altruistic. But 
if the GSU is being accused of being too 
altruistic, then we think the accusation 
speaks for itself.

We at the GSU are all proud of these 
changes of late, and we will persevere 
and encourage others to join us in in­
tegrating graduate students into the 
University community and in im prov­
ing the present quality of graduate 
student life despite the efforts of those 
few who are satisfied with the status 
quo, w hatever their reasons m ay be.

These guys annihilate some of the classic rock tunes 
of our time including “ House of the Rising Sun” , “ White 
Room” , “ I Can See for Miles” , and (brace youselves) 
“ Lucy in the Sky With Diamonds” .

But the legendary Bob Dylan sustains the greatest 
abuse as “ Blowing in the Wind” , “ It Ain’t Me, B abe” , 
and “ Like a Rolling Stone” m eet with the likes of Eddie 
Albert and Sebastian Cabot. Mr. French even has his 
string quartet behind him as he recites the famous 
lines.

The most slanderous Dylan song comes, however, 
when William Shatner photon torpedoes the heck out of 
“ Mr. Tambourine M an” . It sounds like he is scream ing 
to his arch foe Kahn when he yells his final “Mr.

not talent Tambourine M aaaaaaaan !” The entire fiasco m akes me 
wonder if copyright laws offer any protection, not only 
for the artist, but also to the listening public as a whole.

Without a doubt, the greatest auditory assault occurs 
when Mae West squeals out the lines “ Twist and 
Shout” . I had always been led to believe that her voice 
was one of the most alluring in feminine history. When 
she attem pts to sing, however, listeners should be 
advised to turn tail and run (or at least fast-foward).

Irish hockey destroyed by Lake Forest

The 1988-89 Notre Dame 
hockey schedule features some 
of the finest team s in the 
country.

Lake Forest is not one of 
them , but don’t tell that to the 
Foresters.

After losing to Notre Dame 
(3-7-2) five tim es last season, 
the Foresters returned to the 
Joyce ACC Fieldhouse with a 
vengeance F riday night, 
trouncing the Irish 5-1 en route 
to a sweep of the home-and- 
home series. Lake Forest com ­
pleted the sweep Saturday on 
their home ice with an 8-4 vic­
tory over the Irish.

Lake Forest exploded for 
four goals in the third period of

Friday night’s gam e, including 
three within just 71 seconds. A 
series of defensive miscues by 
the Irish sparked the Forester 
attack.

“ I t’s not that the players 
don’t want to win,” said Irish 
coach Ric Schafer, “we just 
keep making costly m istakes. 
We’re  not quick enough to 
cover up for those m istakes.”

Following a scoreless first 
period, forward Dennis Moran 
took a pass from Jeff Sather 
and slid the puck behind Irish 
goalie Lance Madson to give 
Lake Forest a 1-0 advantage in 
the second. The Irish applied 
consistent pressure on the 
Foresters, but failed to cash in 
on a num ber of scoring oppor­
tunities.

Right wing Andy Slaggert

broke away down the left side 
of the ice in the first period, but 
his shot from the left face-off 
circle banked off the left cros­
sbar. Left wing M att Hanzel 
also had a chance to put the 
Irish on the board early, but his 
shot from the crease sailed just 
wide left of an open net.

Notre Dame bounced back 
into the gam e two minutes and 
35 seconds into the third stanza 
when Michael Curry skated out 
from behind the net and cen­
tered the puck onto the blade 
of right wing Rob Bankoske, 
who slam m ed it home for the 
lone Irish score of the game.

But just 35 seconds later Sat­
her put the Foresters on top 
again, scoring am idst a flurry 
of activity around the Irish net. 
Forw ard Dan Slavin was

credited with an assist on the 
play. Slavin, Sather and for­
ward Glenn Whalen closed out 
the scoring for Lake Forest.

“ There are  glaciers in 
Alaska that move faster than 
some of our p layers,” said a 
solemn Schafer after the game. 
“We need an infusion of 
talented hockey players.”

Lake Forest catapaulted to a 
5-1 lead in the first period Sat­
urday night on its way to an 8-4 
victory over Notre Dame. Once 
again, defensive breakdowns 
and a failure to convert scoring 
chances did in the Irish.

“ We had quite a few scoring 
opportunities,” said Schafer. 
“We outshot our opponent, but 
we just didn’t convert.”

BOSTON -Larry Bird under­
went “very successful” sur­
gery on both heels Saturday 
and the Boston Celtics’ s ta r 
should be able to return to bas­
ketball in three to four months, 
his surgeon said.

Dr. Arnold Scheller, who per­
formed the 90-minute opera­
tion, said Bird would rem ain 
hospitalized for one to two days 
and wear fixed casts for about 
six weeks. He estim ated that 
for the following six weeks Bird 
would w ear removable casts.

Then, he said, it would be up 
to Celtics’ Coach Jim m y 
Rodgers to decide when the 31- 
year old Bird could play.

Scheller said at a news con­
ference that his reason for 
changing his original estim ate 
of a three-month rehabilitation 
“ is the potential for rup tu re” 
of the Achilles’ tendons. The 
tendons were cut in both heels 
to remove the bone spurs that 
were irritating them.

He said 30 percent of the su r­
face area of the tendons was 
dam aged in the operation, per­
formed under general anes­
thesia, ra ther than the 40 to 50 
percent he suspected Friday 
night.

It almost was a case of bad 
news getting worse Friday 
night at the Joyce ACC.

The Notre Dame basketball 
team  was taken to the final 
seconds before winning an ex­
hibition gam e 81-78 over Zadar 
of Yugoslavia, a team  the Irish 
had defeated 120-81 a year ago.

Jam ere  Jackson led the 
Irish with 21 points, while Saric 
added 20 for Zadar.

Despite shooting just 43 per­
cent and being outrebounded 
23-19, the Irish led by as many 
as nine points during the first 
period. Zadar kept chipping 
away behind the three point 
bombs of the 29-year old 
Popovic, who scored 18 points 
(all on three-pointers) during 
the half.

Z adar’s Darko Pahlic fol­
lowed the lead of Popovic a t the 
buzzer, nailing a three pointer 
from behind half court to tie the 
36-36 a t the half.

For the gam e, Zadar shot 13- 
of-23 from three-point range 
and 17-of-40 on two-point shots.

“ I t’s a situation where you’re 
used to going back from transi­
tion and working from the in­
side out,” said Jackson. 
“ They’ve got guys on the three- 
point lane, so you have to stop 
at the three-point lane and pick

up the shooters. T hat’s what 
the coaches told us to do, but 
we w eren’t concentrating 
enough.”

Zadar led for the first few 
minutes of the second half, but 
Ellis tipped in Joe F red rick ’s 
missed shot with 17:11 left to 
give the Irish a 42-41 lead they 
never relinquished.

Notre Dame again built its 
lead up to nine points, leading 
68-59 with 7:22 left in the game.

Petrovic hit a trio of three- 
point shots in the next five 
minutes to help cut Notre 
D am e’s lead to 76-73 with 2:16 
to play.

Notre D am e’s lead was down 
to one when Saric hit a three- 
pointer with 15 seconds left. But 
Fredrick m ade both ends of a 
one-and-one with 12 seconds 
left for the final points of the 
game.

Fredrick, who scored only 
five points and played just 10 
minutes after picking up three 
fouls in the first half, cam e off

the bench to score 12 points in 
the second half.

“ We expected that Notre 
Dame is a stronger team  than 
the other team s w e’ve played,” 
Zadar coach Dragan Sakota 
said through an interpreter.

Leaving Kalamazoo, Mich., 
Saturday night, the Notre 
Dame women’s volleyball 
team  saw an usual sight on the 
horizon.

No, it w asn’t Elvis incarnate. 
It was an NCAA bid, which is 
finally in sight as the Irish 
finished the eleventh week of 
their season by winning the 
Western Michigan Invitational.

The Irish, now 18-9, improved 
their chances of earning a spot 
in the NCAA tournam ent by 
defeating Miami (Ohio) Friday 
night in three gam es, 15-11, 15- 
8, 15-4, and winning the cham ­
pionship m atch over host West­
ern  Michigan in four gam es, 
15-13, 4-15, 15-2 and 15-3.

“ I thought it was g rea t,” said 
Irish head coach Art Lam bert. 
“ Right now the girls are 
playing under a lot of pressure 
because every m atch is like a 
m ust win situation. But the 
girls are  responding and 
playing well and I think they 
can only get better.”

Freshm an setter Julie Brem- 
ner proved she could handle the 
tournam ent’s pressure, as she 
was nam ed the invitational’s 
most valuable player after 
recording 72 assists, 12 digs, 12 
total blocks and 11 kills during 
the team ’s two matches.

Seniors Mary Kay Waller 
and Zanette Bennett also

earned all-tournament honors 
for the Irish.

Despite a brief lapse of con­
centration in the second game, 
Notre Dame dropped Western 
Michigan for the second time 
this season Saturday night.

The Broncos, who had fallen 
to the Irish earlier this season 
in three gam es 15-8, 15-6, 15-8, 
had advanced to the champion­
ship m atch by defeating Min­
nesota on Friday.

Western Michigan could not 
m aintain a consistent offensive 
attack Saturday though, hitting 
only .119 for the m atch, and 
could not handle the well- 
balanced Irish attack.

“ We struggled a bit in the 
second gam e,” said Lam bert, 
“ but we cam e back strong in 
the other gam es and played 
very well. We didn’t pass very 
well in the second gam e and 
when you don’t pass, you can’t 
h it.”

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Nittany Lions know Irish, Mountaineers very well
But having lost to both, 
they won’t pick a favorite

With the bowl bid official and 
the Notre Dame-West Virginia 
matchup set, it takes an expert 
to analyze the team s on their 
perform ances and predict how 
they’ll play in the F iesta Bowl.

The Nittany Lions, who lost 
to the Irish Saturday 21-3, also 
m et a sim ilar fate at the hands 
of the Mountaineers on Oct. 29, 
51-30. If anyone is an expert on 
the Irish and the Mountaineers, 
Penn State head coach Joe 
Paterno and his players fit the 
bill.

“ Notre Dame is a fine foot­
ball team ,” Paterno said Sat­
urday after his team ’s loss. 
“ I t’s hard to beat a team  with 
that kind of enthusiasm. I wish 
Notre Dame the best.

“ Notre Dame plays hard, 
they play alert. The are aggres­
sive defensively and skilled of­
fensively. They will be tough to 
beat.”

Paterno gave the credit to the 
Notre Dame players, not the 
Notre Dame mystique.

“ They’re  well-coached, 
they’re organized, they play 
with a lot of enthusiasm ,” 
Paterno said. “ It adds color to 
college football, but it’s not a 
mystique. I didn’t see any 
ghosts making any tackles out 
there .”

Paterno and most of his 
players did not want to com­

pare the Irish and West Vir­
ginia directly. Nittany Lion 
tailback Gary Brown did have 
something to say.

“ I give West Virginia the 
edge on offense,” Brown said, 
“ but not by much. I thought we 
did a better job on defense 
today, but Notre Dame still got 
the big plays and scored what 
they needed. No m atter how 
people try  to m atch them up, 
though, it’s going to be a great 
gam e.”

“ I will not do th a t,” Paterno 
said when asked to com pare 
the F iesta Bowl opponents. “I 
don’t think th a t’s fair to either 
team . I think they’re  both fine 
football team s that have 
everything-good offense and 
solid defense, the whole bit. I 
think it’s nice that they’re 
going to play each other.”

“ They’re both outstanding,” 
said Penn State heroback 
Eddie Johnson. “ Notre Dame is 
tough, hard-nosed and strong. 
West Virginia is talented; 
they’ve got guys who can do a 
lot.”

All the Nittany Lions were 
im pressed by the Irish defense, 
giving them  the edge over West 
Virginia.

“All the guys are good on D,” 
Brown said. “ When they come 
together, they’re great. They 
put together such a g reat de­
fensive u n it- th a t’s tougher 
than anybody’s. They all do 
everything so well.”

“ You won’t see many 
defenses as tough as ND and 
West V irginia,” said Lion quar­
terback Lance Lonergan. 
“ Notre Dame is different. They 
never quit, they just keep com­
ing at you, no m atter what. The 
players are good physically 
and mentally. There’s no ques­
tion how tough they were on us. 
Not only that, but they were ta l­
ler than I thought.”

Lonergan had several passes 
broken up and two intercepted 
by the taller Irish defensive 
players.

“ The thing about Notre 
Dam e,” Lonergan continued, 
“ is that they know how to stop 
you. We felt good out there 
today. We thought all we had 
to do was m ake one big play 
and it would put us back in it.

“ But the thing is, Notre 
Dame doesn’t let you back in 
it. They don’t let you get the 
big plays. We got some shots 
at West Virginia, but if a team  
keeps you down like that, 
they’ve always got an advan­
tage.”

Irish, USC meet in 60th playing of ‘The Game’
Top ranking at stake in battle of unbeatens

E arly  Americans traveled 
west and expanded the nation.

Over Thanksgiving break, 
Notre Dame is heading west in 
an attem pt to expand its claim 
as the nation’s top college foot­
ball team  against arch rival 
Southern California. And 
though the top-ranked Irish will 
have an easier tim e getting to 
Los Angeles than did the fron­
tiersm en, Saturday afternoon’s 
battle in the Coliseum is ex­
pected to be an historic one.

They call it “The G am e,” 
and this year it is.

“ They’re going to be ready 
for Notre D am e,” said Irish 
head coach Lou Holtz of the 
second ranked Trojans after 
Notre D am e’s 21-3 drubbing of 
Penn State on Saturday.

USC beat UCLA 31-22 to win 
the Pac-10 title and secure a 
spot in the Rose Bowl against 
Michigan on Jan. 2. Notre 
Dame will face West Virginia 
in the F iesta Bowl.

But Saturday’s 60th meeting 
between the Irish and Trojans 
will decide which of the two 
team s will control its own fate 
on bowl day.

“ We’re looking forward to 
playing USC and proving we 
are  the best team  in the 
country,” said Notre Dame 
tailback M ark Green, a native 
of Riverside, Calif. “ Being 
from Southern California 
makes this a big deal for me,

but we need to win this game 
for more obvious reasons. I t ’s 
just g reat to be in a position 
where we control our own des­
tiny.”

But to control their own des­
tiny, the Irish a re  going to have 
to control Heisman Trophy 
hopeful Rodney Peete. The 
senior quarterback holds 
numerous gam e, season and 
career records at Southern Cal 
and is dangerous both running 
and passing the football.

“ H e’s everything you dread 
playing against as a defensive 
p layer,” said Notre Dame in­
side linebacker Wes Pritchett. 
“ He’s very sim ilar to 
(P ittsburgh quarterback) D ar­
nell Dickerson because he can 
throw the ball or he can kill you 
on the ground.

“ I t ’s going to be a great chal­
lenge on defense to be able to 
contain him ,” P ritchett contin­
ued. “ He can do a lot of things 
when he breaks containm ent.”

Peete completes 63 percent 
of his passes and averages 240 
yards per gam e through the 
air. He has thrown for 18 touch­
downs and been intercepted 
only eight times.

USC’s rushing gam e is 
sim ilar to Notre D am e’s in that 
a num ber of backs share the 
load. Sophomore tailbacks 
Scott Lockwood and Ricky E r­
vins, junior tailback Aaron 
Em anuel (113 yards and two 
touchdowns against UCLA) 
and junior fullback Leroy Holt 
each have rushed for more than

300 yards for the nation’s 
seventh ranked team  in total 
offense heading into the victory 
over UCLA.

Split end and All America 
candidate Erik Affholter and 
flanker John Jackson are 
P eete’s favorite receivers, ac­
counting for more than half of 
the Trojan receptions.

The USC defense has been as 
stingy as any in the nation this 
year. It held both ASU and 
Oklahoma to single digits on 
the scoreboard and, not includ­
ing the UCLA gam e, was 
ranked in the top 10 nationally 
in rushing (No. 1), scoring (No. 
5) and total defense (No. 5).

Inside linebacker Scott Ross 
is the leading tackier on the 
team , while safety and Jim  
Thorpe Award candidate Mark 
C arrier is second.

USC’s 14-game regular- 
season winning streak  is tops 
in the nation, but the Irish have 
come out on top the last five 
times the team s have met.

Notre Dame leads the series 
32-23-4.

EXTRA POINTS: The entire 
Notre Dame team  is scheduled 
for vaccinations against 
m easles and influenza today.

California health officials 
say 30 cases of m easles, includ­
ing that of Peete, have been re ­
ported on the USC campus.

“ The good news is that 
coaches over 40 don’t need 
them ,” Holtz said. “ T hat’s why 
I approved the shots. I hate a 
needle.”

Trojans top Bruins to seal Rose Bowl berth

PASADENA, Calif.-Rodney 
Peete, who got measles earlier

lOth-ranked Arkansas in the 
Cotton Bowl on Jan. 2.

Peete, a senior considered to 
be one of the top contenders for 
the Heisman Trophy, played 
the entire gam e at quarterback 
for the Trojans despite his 
questionable status entering 
the game.

He completed 16 of 28 passes 
without being intercepted and

Seniors get first career win 
over Nittany Lions 21-3

Revenge might be sweet, but 
nobody said it had to be fair.

Saturday it w asn’t, as top- 
ranked and F iesta Bowl bound 
Notre Dame took out the 
frustration of three straight 
losses to strong Penn State 
team s on a ra re  weak one. The 
Irish totaled 502 yards and 
powered to a 21-3 victory at 
Notre Dame Stadium in their 
last home gam e of the year.

The win was the first over 
Penn State for Notre D am e’s 
seniors and sent Nittany Lions 
coach Joe Paterno home with 
his first losing season (5-6) in 
23 years at the helm.

Notre Dame brings its 10-0 
record and No. 1 ranking to the 
Los Angeles Colusium on Sat­
urday for The G am e-a  battle 
with second ranked USC (10-0) 
that will determ ine the nation’s 
top spot going into the bowl 
gam es. The Trojans clinched a 
Rose Bowl berth by stopping 
UCLA 31-22.

“ I just feel g reat for the 
seniors and the things w e’ve 
done,” said Irish senior tail­
back Mark Green, who scored 
on a 22-yard run in the second 
quarter. “ I t’s great to go out 
with a bang and finally beat 
Penn State. We’ve never 
beaten them  before.”

The Irish not only beat the 
Nittany L ions-they nearly 
blanked them. Penn State 
scored its only points on Eric 
E tze’s 52-yard field goal on the 
last play of the first half. The 
attem pt was made possible 
only after Notre Dame was hit 
with a 15-yard facem ask 
penalty on the previous seven- 
yard run by Penn S ta te’s Leroy 
Thompson.

In fact, Penn State moved the 
ball more on Notre Dame 
penalties (eight for 94 yards) 
than on pass completions (5-of- 
24 for 74 yards). The Irish 
defense broke up 10 Lion pass­
ing attem pts and Jeff Aim and 
Steve Roddy each snared an in­
terception.

Penn State did not complete 
a single pass in the second or 
third quarters.

“ We just didn’t have enough 
offensively,” said Paterno, 
whose team  m anaged 105 yards 
on 31 rushing attem pts and held 
the ball for only 21 minutes. 
“ Notre Dame played hard, 
they played alert, and played 
very aggressive defensively. 
They’ve got a good, tough sec­
ondary.”

The Irish offense set the 
tempo for its control of the line 
of scrim m age in its first series 
of the gam e. Notre Dame 
m arched 87 yards on 12 plays 
and took a 7-0 lead when Rice 
rolled out to the left, pump- 
faked to a wide-open Rod West 
in the end zone to get a Penn 
State defender off his feet and 
scored from two yards out.

The Irish took a 14-0 lead in 
the second quarter when Green 
broke through a hole at the line 
of scrim m age, headed for the 
right sideline and somehow 
m anaged to stay inbounds on 
his 22-yard score. F reshm an 
split end Raghib Ism ail threw 
a clinching downfield block on 
the play.

“ I looked up and saw three 
of their guys go down,” Green 
said. “ I saw three of our block­
ers on three of their blockers, 
and it was kind of like the 
domino effect.”

Rice led all rushers with 84

“ This is really a thrill for 

u s,” said Phil Motta, president 
of the F iesta Bowl team  selec­
tion committee. “ The history of 
the F iesta Bowl has probably 
reached its peak-to  have Notre 
Dame, and to have them  unde­
feated and ranked No. 1.”

The m atchup will occur 
regardless of the outcome of 
the Notre Dame USC game 
Saturday in Los Angeles. In 
fact, the Penn State outcome 
did not m atter. The committee 
wanted the Irish that much.

The bid was extended to Irish 
head coach Lou Holtz before 
Saturday’s victory over the 
Nittany Lions. The Irish got $3 
million for accepting the bid, 
the largest ever offered by the 
bowl.

Notre Dame students will be 
able to get a ticket to attend 
the 1989 F iesta Bowl in Tempe, 
Ariz.

F iesta Bowl tickets will go on 
sale to Notre Dame seniors 
beginning on Tuesday, Novem­
ber 29, a t Gate 10 of the Joyce 
ACC beginning at 1:30 PM.

Notre Dame juniors will be 
able to purchase tickets on 
Wednesday, November 30; 
Notre Dame sophomores, 
graduate students and law stu­
dents m ay purchase tickets on 
Thursday, December 1; and

tickets for Notre Dame fresh­
men and all Saint M ary’s stu­
dents will be sold on Friday, 
December 2.

“ Notre Dame students are 
our number-one priority, with­
out question,” said Notre 
Dame ticket m anager Bubba 
Cunningham. “ Every student 
who wants tickets will be able 
to get one will be able to, as­
suming there will be 2,000 to 
4,000 students who want to 
m ake the trip  to Phoenix.”

While students m ay pur­
chase the $35 tickets for them ­
selves, the process will elimi­
nate the purchasing of tickets 
for non-student use.

One student will be able to 
bring four IDs and $35 per 
ticket to the JACC on the spe­
cified day and fill out ticket ap­
plications for four students.

At the tim e of the purchase, 
however, the students will not 
be able to pick up the tickets.
