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Eastern purchase deal by Ueberroth collapses

Drug smugglers kill at least 12 in Satanic rites in Mexico

NEW YORK - P e te r  V. 
U eberro th ’s proposed $464 m il­
lion purchase of s trike  bound 
E aste rn  A irlines collapsed 
over an im passe w ith its unions 
and paren t T exas Air C orp ., the 
fo rm er baseball com m issioner 
announced W ednesday.

“ We a re  deeply disappointed 
this tran sac tio n  collapsed last 
night and is done,” U eberroth  
told a news conference. “ Our 
ag reem en t w ith T exas Air is 
te rm ina ted , its finished, its 
o v e r.”

E a s te rn  P resid en t P hil 
B akes said  the M iam i-based 
a irlin e ’s s tra teg y  is to reo r­
ganize as a sm alle r c a r r ie r  se r­
ving 50 p ercen t to 60 percen t of 
its p re-strike schedule of 1,040 
flights a day and em ploying 
15,000 to 18,000 people, com ­
pared  w ith 31,000 before the 
strike.

The announcem ent th a t the 
U eberroth  deal had collapsed 
cam e following days of in tense 
negotiations th a t continued 
W ednesday as a federa l bank­
ruptcy  judge tried  to salvage 
the sinking deal.

A key issue blocking the deal 
was w hether an outside tru stee  
should be appointed to ru n  the

airline until the  sale w as com ­
pleted. The union proposal has 
been opposed F ran k  Lorenzo, 
ch a irm an  of T exas Air, who 
would lose his au thority  over 
E a s te rn  under the  union plan  
even if the U eberroth  deal 
failed.

“ The m ajo r hurdle I defined 
as in terim  m anagem en t and 
the bankrup tcy  p ro cess ,” 
U eberroth  said . “ We w ere not 
able to bridge th is hurd le  a l­
though both of us I think tried  
to do th a t .”

E a s te rn ’s unions have a c ­
cused Lorenzo of gross m is­
m anagem en t and of stripp ing  
E a s te rn  of v ital asse ts  since 
T exas Air bought the  airline in 
1986, and have expressed  con­
cern  he would continue doing 
so if left in charge .

U.S. bankrup tcy  Judge B ur­
ton L ifland m et W ednesday 
w ith a tto rneys for E as te rn , its 
unions and the U eberroth  
group to try  to save the deal 
negotiated  only days ea rlie r, 
saying it rep resen ted  a h istoric 
opportunity  to save one of the 
n ation’s biggest airlines.

Any deal requ ired  full a g ree ­
m ent from  U eberroth , 
Lorenzo, E a s te rn ’s th ree  uni­
ons and E a s te rn ’s cred ito rs.

E a s te rn  has been flying only 
a fraction  of its schedule since 
its M achinists union began a 
s trik e  M arch 4 th a t has been 
supported  by its flight a tten ­
dan ts  and pilots unions.

In  a re la ted  developm ent 
W ednesday, a federa l judge in 
M iam i upheld the E a s te rn ’s

pilots partic ipa tion  in the  M ac­
hinists s trike. The ruling by 
U.S. d is tric t Judge  E dw ard  
D avis seriously h u rt the com ­
p an y ’s effort to get the airline 
flying again.

D avis said  in his opinion 
th ere  w as no evidence the Air 
Line P ilo ts Association would

have gone on s trik e  if the M ac­
h inists h ad n ’t.

The com pany said  it would 
ask  the federa l appeals court 
to overtu rn  D avis, but pilots 
union a tto rneys said  appellate 
courts trad itionally  accept 
such findings of fac t by lower 
court judges.

Ju n io r Sean Bannon com ­
peted  in the final round of the 
college week com petition on 
April 8 in B urbank which will 
be a ired  the week of M ay 15-20. 
He rep resen ted  N otre D am e in 
th is round and won $13,000 for 
the U niversity  and two vans 
w orth about $50,000 for use by 
the C enter of Social Concerns.

The four studen ts each 
played one day  for them selves 
before the final round for the 
U niversity .

Bannon won $40,500 in cash 
for him self. He plans to spend 
the m oney paying off his ca r, 
Visa bill and tuition. A fter tha t.

Bannon plans to invest and 
spend the re s t of the money. 
Bannon said  he tried  out for 
The Wheel of F o rtune  because 
“ It seem ed like a nea t th ing to 
do .”

Sophom ore Sharon V alus is 
the big w inner from  N otre 
D am e w ith a cash  to ta l of 
$50,000. “ I don’t know w hat I ’ll 
do w ith the m oney yet. I ’m 
p lanning to tak e  a trip  to Ita ly  
next yea r, and a fte r th a t, I will 
p robably  save  and invest the 
r e s t .” said  Valus.

“ I don’t know why I tried  out 
for the show. It never crossed 
m y m ind th a t I ac tually  would 
m ake the cu ts .” said  Valus.

Sophom ore D erek M ohr w as 
the only student who played on 
a  reg u la r Wheel round and not 
on college week. He won $36,600 
in cash . “ I ’ll p robably  invest

$30,000 and p lay  w ith the r e s t .” 
M ohr said.

M ohr said  he tried  out for The 
W heel of F o rtu n e  b ecau se"  I 
like to do dum b and useless 
th ings, such as p lay  gam es. I 
also like to have fu n .”

M ohr w as also one of th ree  
people who rep resen ted  N otre 
D am e la s t y e a r  on E S P N ’s The 
Superbowl of Sports T riv ia.

F re sh m an  J ill Jones won 
$10,000 in cash . She plans to pay 
tuition with it. Jones said  she 
tried  out for the  show to win 
m oney.

The studen ts left for B ur­
bank, Cal. on F rid ay , taped  the 
college week shows on S a tu r­
day, left B urbank M onday m or­
ning and a rriv ed  back a t N otre 
D am e for dinner.

The w inners will receive 
th e ir m oney in 120 days.

protection to th e ir illegal ac tiv ­
ities, officials said  today.

Police said  they would con­
tinue digging today for two 
m ore bodies believed buried a t 
a ran ch  ju st below the M exican 
border.

“ V ery c learly  they believed 
the hum an sacrifices and the 
an im al sacrifices put a m ag i­
ca l shield around them  th a t 
p ro tected  them  from  evil or 
h a rm , even up to bu lle ts ,” said  
T exas A ttorney G eneral J im  
M attox.

C am eron County Sheriff Alex 
P erez  said  the scene w as “ like 
a hum an s laugh terhouse .”

M exican officials said  five 
m en have been a rre s te d  in the 
case, but U.S. officials listed 
only four. A uthorities on both 
sides of the border a re  seeking 
the alleged ring leader, Adolfo 
de Jesu s Constanzo, a Cuban in 
his la te  40s.

At least one victim  w as kid­
napped in Brownsville w ithin 
the la s t m onth, and as m any as 
th ree  of the dead m ay be A m er­
ican, officials said.

Twelve bodies w ere d is­
covered in a  m ass g rave  on 
T uesday. The bodies w ere m u t­
ilated , and au thorities said 
they found candles and kettles 
full of body p a rts  and an im al 
bones.

Suspects in M exican custody 
have told police of 14 hum an 
sacrifices, and evidence indi­
c a tes  th e re  m ay  be m ore, said  
O ran Neck, U.S. Custom s chief 
agen t in Brownsville.

C on trary  to officials’ a s se r­
tions on T uesday, Neck said 
today th ere  w as no evidence of 
cannibalism .

Constanzo app aren tly  in tro ­
duced a so rt of voodoo or b lack 
m agic to the  a rea , Neck said.

The ritu a l “ has overtones of 
a  religious cult th a t h as  been 
exported  out of Cuba and H aiti 
as  ‘S an te ria ,’” Neck said, 
based  on fea th ers  and other 
evidence of ritu a ls  a t  the ranch  
and the M atam oros hom e of a spring  b reak , Sheriff’s Lt.
w om an sought by police. G eorge Gavito said.

The dead  included 21-year- K ilroy ap p aren tly  w as cho-
old U niversity  of T exas student sen a t random  a fte r  the cult
M ark Kilroy, who vanished la s t
m onth in M atam oros while on see SATAN/ page 6

Israeli army officials said  W ednesday the a r re s t  of four 
alleged lead ers  of the P alestin ian  uprising  w as a m a jo r blow to 
the 16-month-old revolt, but P alestin ian s said  the cap tu res  would 
not end the ir struggle. Also W ednesday, police charged  a Jew ish  
se ttle r  leader, R abbi Moshe Levinger, w ith m an slau g h te r in the 
dea th  la s t y e a r  of an A rab shopkeeper in the  W est B ank town of 
H ebron. In c lashes in the occupied G aza S trip , troops shot and 
wounded 15 P alestin ians, including a 7-year-old boy, A rab hospi­
ta l officials said . The a rm y  confirm ed five casualties.

A SU person ic Concorde jet ca rry in g  lOO A m ericans dropped 
a chunk of its ta il over the South P acific  W ednesday during an 
a ttem p t to se t a speed record , but it landed safely  and p assengers 
w ere repo rted  eag er to try  again . The 9-foot ta il section of the 
B ritish  A irw ays plane ripped  off about 25 m inutes a fte r  the plane 
left C hristchurch , New Zealand, for Sydney 1,000 m iles aw ay. 
P assen g e rs  said  the p lane shuddered, but the c ra f t landed in 
Sydney about an  hour la te r. No one w as in jured . The p lane is 
a ttem pting  to set speed reco rds for each  of 12 p a r ts  of a three- 
week journey  around the word. The passengers, who included 
com m en ta to r W illiam F . Buckley J r . ,  each  paid  $39,000 for the 
trip , which began  in London on April 1.

Democratic partisanship 
unfairly damages Bush

T uesday the United S ta tes Senate passed  a 
bill authorizing an  increase  in the m inim um  
w age to $4.55 w ithin th ree  y ears . P resid en t 
Bush had m ade it quite c lea r th a t he would veto 
such a la rg e  ra ise , and thus T uesday’s vote 
seem ed to g u aran tee  th a t a m a jo r face off be­
tw een Bush and Congress will be forthcom ing.

The vote, la rgely  along p a rty  lines, w as led 
by Senate D em ocrats in ten t on confronting 
Bush ea rly  in his P residency  in an  ill-conceived 
fattem pt to determ ine  w hether his bite  is as bad 
as his bark .

Senate D em ocrats, along with th e ir  House 
colleagues who passed  a s im ila r bill ea rlie r, 
believe they a re  in no-lose situation. If they  can 
m u ste r the  votes n ecessary  to override  the in­
ev itab le  Bush veto, they will have dealt the 
p residen t an  ex trem ely  dam aging  political 
blow. M uch m ore likely, B ush’s veto will be 
sustained , and Congressional D em ocrats can 
h a rp  to th e ir labor special in te rest groups th a t 
they  did all they  could for the $4.55 wage.

This has not been the only exam ple of such 
obstinacy from  Congress since Bush took the 
O ath of Office in Jan u a ry . The d isg racefu l h an ­
dling of Senator T ow er’s nom ination for 
D efense S ecre ta ry  by our illustrious Senate is 
ano ther instance in which ideology outweighed 
fairness. W hatever Senator Tow er’s alleged 
shortcom ings, the m em bers of the  Senate com ­
m ittee  who took it upon them selves to ac t as 
judge and ju ry  of another m an ’s personal life 
w ent fa r  beyond th e ir constitu tional m andate  
for confirm ation.

The case  against Senator Tow er w as based 
largely  on rum or and innuendo. F o r our elected 
officials to vote again st Senator Tow er on p e r­
sonal grounds w as certa in ly  hypocritical. Can 
you im agine w hat would happen if these 
sena to rs w ere requ ired  to be confirm ed by an 
independent panel of judges before they  th em ­
selves could be sea ted  in Congress? Could they 
all pass the sam e te s ts  they have devised for 
p residen tia l nom inees?

They could not, but fo rtunately  for them , they 
a re  in the envious position of being th e ir  own 
judges. W itness the ongoing investigation into 
the doings of House Speaker J im  W right. In

com parison to the  w ringer th rough which 
Tow er w as put, the  E th ics C om m ittee’s m is ­
handling of the W right a ffa ir leaves m uch to 
be desired , and exposes a double s tan d a rd  to 
which som e m em bers of Congress hold th em ­
selves.

The la rg e r issue underlying these incidents 
is sim ply th is: for all of the  rheto ric  of a new 
e ra  of b ipartisansh ip , D em ocrats in both houses 
of Congress a re  e ag e r to challenge Bush from  
the outset of his presidency . They believe 
(possibly righ tly  so) th a t if they can hand the 
new presiden t a series of defea ts on m ajo r is­
sues from  the outset of his te rm , the executive 
b ranch  will for the next four y ea rs  be w eak and 
ineffectual. D em ocrats could then safely  ad ­
vance the ir own agenda w ithout fe a r  of a 
p residen tia l challenge.

Bush b rings to the Oval Office a p rag m atism  
unseen in governm ent for m any y ea rs . The 
Bush adm in istra tion  seem s willing and able to 
find p rac tica l solutions to the n a tion ’s pressing  
p roblem s, and is eag er to w ork w ith Congress 
to s ta r t  m aking som e rea l p rog ress on national 
and in ternational issues.

Which is p recisely  w hat m akes the recen t in­
tran sig en t actions by the 101st C ongress so 
reprehensib le . One can only hope th a t the a tt i­
tude shown by these Congressional D em ocrats 
will not p ersis t for the rem ain d er of B ush’s 
te rm .

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Dating situation topic 
of panel discussion

Perceptions of da ting  in the 
Notre D am e and St. M ary ’s 
com m unity w as the topic of a 
student panel d iscussion ,“ The 
Dating G am e.”

The six-m em ber panel, 
m oderated  by D aniel Lapsley, 
assistan t professor of psychol­
ogy a t N otre D am e, focused on 
SYRs, stereo types, sex, and 
date  rape , and a ttem p ted  to 
“ com e to grips w ith w hat is 
problem atic in the  dating  s it­
uation here  a t N otre D am e.”

“ Are the problem s a function 
of Notre D am e’s size? I ts  t ra d i­
tions?” L apsley asked  the 
panel, introducing a discussion 
of N otre D am e’s m ain  dating 
institu tion : the SYR. Most
m em bers of the panel and au ­
dience felt th a t while SYRs 
p resen t an opportunity  to da te  
and m eet people, “ they  are  
rea lly  aw kw ard if you don’t 
know the person w ell.” O ther 
m em bers of the  audience com ­
m ented on the “ to tal lack of 
spontaneity” in SYRs. “ The 
SYR is an event so scrip ted  and 
s truc tu red  th a t it encourages 
m ore superficial in te rac tio n ,” 
said  Lapsley, sum m arizing  the 
panel’s views.

O ther audience m em bers 
com m ented th a t SYRs had 
changed a lot since the change 
in the alcohol policy and 
“ presen ted  really  stressfu l s it­
uations” because “ th e re  is a lot 
of p ressu re  to find a good- 
looking d a te .”

Communist party chief in 
Georgia offers resignation
Gorbachev calls for calm as unrest continues

MOSCOW -P re s id e n t Mik­
hail S. G orbachev appealed  
W ednesday for calm  in Soviet 
G eorgia but re jec ted  the 
dem ands of local nationalists 
and b lam ed them  for igniting 
le thal s trife  he said  had 
dam aged  his d rive for reform .

M eanwhile, the Com m unist 
P a r ty  chief of Soviet G eorgia 
offered to resign  a fte r the 
repub lic ’s leaders m et to dis­
cuss a clash  betw een troops 
and nationalist p ro teste rs  th a t 
left 19 people dead, a F oreign 
M inistry  spokesm an said  
today.

“ The in te rests  of the working 
people have nothing in com m on 
w ith a ttem p ts  to sever the 
existing ties of friendship  and 
cooperation am ong our 
peoples, (to) d ism antle  the 
socialist system  in the republic 
and push it into the slough of 
ethnic en m ity ,” G orbachev 
said.

They w ere the Soviet le ad e r’s 
firs t d irec t public re m a rk s  on 
the u n rest since a t least 19 
people w ere killed Sunday in a 
clash  betw een pro­
independence ac tiv ists and se­
cu rity  forces.

S cattered  s trikes continued 
in the  southern  republic and

funera ls  w ere read ied  for the 
people who w ere killed during 
the suppression of p ro tests  ca ll­
ing for independence.

G ennady G erasim ov, the 
F oreign  M inistry spokesm an, 
said  p a rty  lead er D zhum ber 
P atiash v ili “ asked  to be 
relieved of his du ties” a t a lead­
ersh ip  m eeting  T uesday night 
and th a t the p a rty  will now 
decide his fate.

G erasim ov said  P a tiashv ili 
acted  a fte r  w idespread  
c ritic ism  of G eorgian leaders, 
but the  spokesm an did not 
specify w hat prom pted  the 
com plaints.

O fficials have said  18 
civilians died in the violence 
Sunday, but G erasim ov today 
said  another girl had died Tues­
day, bringing the d eath  toll to 
19. T heir funera ls will be held 
T hursday , F rid ay  and S a tu r­
day, he said.

P ra v d a  put the  num ber of 
police and troops in jured  in a 
clash  Sunday betw een Soviet 
troops and pro-independence 
d em onstra to rs  a t 91.

Fierce fighting flares up in 
Beirut residential areas

BEIR U T -M oslem  and C hr­
istian  forces tu rned  the ir howit­
zers on residen tia l a re a s  of 
B eiru t on W ednesday, killing 12 
people in a  w ithering a ttack  on 
the eve of the civil w a r’s 14th 
ann iversary .

The leader of the C hristian  
a rm y  said  the fighting had 
reduced  Lebanon to “ a cad av er 
in a coffin” and urged  the su­
perpow ers to help end the fight­
ing.

The shelling duel w as the 
fie rcest since the A rab League 
called a cease-fire in Lebanon 
a week ago. I t  began a few 
m inutes a fte r  a group of right- 
wing C hristian  politicians left 
B eiru t for m ore peace ta lk s in 
K uwait.

The b a rrag e , which sh a t­
tered  an overnight lull, took 
civilians by su rp rise  and forced 
them  to rush  back to bunkers 
and underground bomb shel­
ters.

Shopkeepers low ered the ir 
sh u tte rs , em ployees ra n  out of 
th e ir offices and pedestrians 
ran  in all directions seeking 
shelter.

The whooshing sound of out­
going rockets and the thuds of 
shell explosions rocked 
B e iru t’s M oslem and C hristian  
sectors.

B lack sm oke billowed from  
w est B e iru t’s Corniche M azraa 
com m ercial thoroughfare and 
the low-income Cola d istric t. 
F ire  engines raced  to battle  the 
blaze, police said.

M otorists sped aw ay a fte r a

shell slam m ed into the seaside 
boulevard  n ear fish re s ta u ­
ra n ts  in M oslem w est B e iru t’s 
R aouche d istric t.

F ren ch  A m bassador Pau l 
B lanc told rep o rte rs  a shell 
scored a d irec t hit on the 
F rench  E m bassy  com pound in 
the C hristian  suburb  of Haz- 
m iyeh. “ It inflicted dam age, 
but no ca su a ltie s ,” B lanc said.

A lebanese C hristian  secu r­
ity guard  a t the U.S. em bassy  
w as found shot to d eath  n ea r 
the em bassy  com pound in a 
suburb north  of B eiru t 
T hursday , police reported . 
E lias  H addad, 24, w as shot in 
the head, and his body w as 
dum ped in a building en tran ce  
about a m ile from  the com ­
pound in A ukar, they  said.

Almost 1 million semi-automatic weapons 
could enter U.S. if Bush ends suspension

WASHINGTON -Close to 1 
million new sem iau tom atic  
assault-sty le rifles could flood 
the U nited S tates if the Bush 
adm inistra tion  decides to end 
its suspension of such im ports.

Gun im porters have applica­
tions to bring in 965,000 of the 
weapons pending a t the B ureau  
of Alcohol, Tobacco and 
F irea rm s, according to spokes­
m an Dick Pedersen .

The im port suspension w as 
im posed M arch 14 a fte r  public 
and police outcries over the in­
creased  use of the w eapons 
such as sem iau tom atic  v e r­
sions of AK-47s and Uzi c a r ­
bines in d rug-rela ted  violence, 
and the Jan u a ry  slayings of five 
schoolchildren in Stockton, 
Calif..

The suspension covered 
som e 400,000 weapons includ­
ing about 300,000 for which im ­
port perm its  a lready  had been 
approved. L ast week, the ad ­
m in istra tion  expanded the 
suspension to cover 240,000 sep­
a ra te  weapons.

“ We noticed the increase  in 
these showing up in crim es, an 
increase  in dem and, and we 
reac ted  to i t ,” P edersen  said. 
“ The m ain  thing is th a t we 
m ight be nipping the sem i­
au tom atic  assau lt type rifle  in 
the  bud ra th e r  than  have m il­
lions of them  flooding in h e re .” 

N evertheless, gun im porters 
a re  continuing to subm it appli­
cations, he said  Tuesday.

“ It ap p ears  th ere  have been 
a lot m ore applications th a t 
cam e in a fte r the b an ,” P e d e r­
sen said.

The B ureau  of Alcohol, 
Tobacco and F ire a rm s  is re ­
quired  by law  to p erm it im ­
ports only of w eapons suitable 
or adap tab le  to “ sporting  p u r­
poses,” and it is studying the 
use of the sem iau tom atic  rifles 
to de term ine  how they a re  
being used. The review  should 
tak e  two to th ree  m onths m ore 
m onths.

D espite the u p ro ar over such 
w eapons, F B I c rim e sta tis tics  
reveal th a t m ost m u rd ers  by 
firea rm s  a re  still com m itted  by 
people wielding handguns. Of

the 17,859 m u rd ers  com m itted  
nationw ide in 1987, 10,556 w ere 
com m itted  w ith firea rm s of 
w hich 7,807 w ere handguns, ac ­
cording to the FBI.

D rug E nforcem ent A dm inis­
tra tio n  spokesm an Con Doug­
h erty  says th a t increasing  
num bers of pow erful and 
sophisticated  handguns such as 
the 9m m  sem iau tom atic , p a r­
ticu la rly  guns such as the Uzi 
pistol, a re  being confiscated 
during a rre s ts .

N evertheless, P ed ersen  said 
it is ex trem ely  unlikely th a t the 
c u rren t im port suspension on 
rifles will be expanded to any 
handguns.

“ H andguns a re  used in sport, 
in ta rg e t shooting, ex tensive­
ly ,” P edersen  said. “ T h a t’s 
negligible as fa r  as assau lt 
w eapons a re  concerned .”

M any local and federa l police 
agencies have recen tly  begun 
to a rm  them selves w ith 
foreign-m ade 9m m  sem i­
au tom atic  handguns, he said.

Slayings not part of widespread 
Satanic church, says expert

M UNCIE, Ind. -G ro u p s th a t 
com m it crim inal ac ts  such as 
the  recen t slayings and m ass 
buria l of 12 people in n ear 
M atam oros, Mexico, a re  not 
p a r t of a  w ide-based sa tan ic  re ­
ligion, a Ball S tate U niversity  
expert said  W ednesday.

“ H um an and anim al 
sacrifices a re  not p rac ticed  by 
the Church of S a tan ,” said  Ju lia  
C orbett, a philosophy professor 
a t Ball S ta te  U niversity.

M em bers of w hat has been 
called  “ a voodoo cult of drug 
sm u g g lers ,” a rre s ted  in a t 
least 12 ritu a l slayings, said 
they sacrificed  th e ir v ic tim s to

gain  dem onic protection from  
police.

C orbett, who resea rch es the 
philosophic basis of religions, 
said  w hat is often labeled as a 
sa tan ic  cult is a group of 
troubled  or m entally  ill 
teen ag ers  who have no connec­
tion to the Church of Satan, 
w hich w as founded in 1966.

C orbett said  the devil im age 
in C hristianity , Ju d a ism  and Is ­
lam  is not only an im age of evil, 
bu t also the u ltim ate  im age of 
rebellion. She said  youth 
“ tee tering  on the edge” som e­
tim es find th a t calling them ­
selves S atan  w orshipers is an 
easy  w ay to rebel against soci­

ety  and be accepted  in a sm all 
peer group.

“ The rea lly  sca ry  p a r t  is th a t 
people believe w orshipping the 
devil gives them  a license to 
com m it these a c ts ,” she said.

Corbett stressed  th a t even 
though the groups com m itting  
these crim es a re  not d irectly  
connected to the Church of 
Satan , they a re  still dangerous.

“ The persons in these groups 
do not have a coheren t philos­
ophy of devil w orsh ip ,” she 
said. “ But th ere  a re  m entally  
ill people out th e re  convinced 
th a t the  devil speaks to tbem . 
And those people a re  a d an g er­
ous force to be reckoned w ith .”

Michigan House names official state soil
Associated Press

M ichigan would have an offi­
cial s ta te  soil to nourish its of­
ficial s ta te  tre e  and sta te  
flower under legislation passed 
W ednesday by the s ta te  Senate.

The bill, approved 25-8 and 
sen t to the House, would honor 
the K alkaska  soil series. The

sandy soil, one of about 450 soil 
types, is located across both 
peninsulas and covers 500,000 
ac re s  of the s ta te ’s 35 million 
acres.

The soil type is nam ed for 
K alkaska County, w here it first 
w as found by s ta te  soil re ­
sea rch e rs  in 1927. The soil is 
p rac tica lly  exclusive to M ic­

higan, with only a sm all 
am ount found in northern  Wis­
consin.

Some law m akers expressed  
concerns about approving 
legislation th a t vo ters could 
re g a rd  as triv ia l. But a t least 
none proposed an official s ta te  
m anure  to fertilize the s ta te  
soil.

Rostropovich to return 
to USSR for concerts

Key School provides innovative education

INDIANAPOLIS -Seven- 
year-old C hauncey Duff 
doesn’t seem  like the sam e  shy 
little boy who en tered  the Key 
School Option P ro g ram  one 
y ea r ago, his m other said.

“ He w ants to be a p a r t  of 
w hat’s going on th ere  now. I 
c an ’t believe i t ’s the  sam e 
ch ild ,” M yra Duff said  of her 
son, a second-grader.

Like other e lem en tary  school 
children, the 150 studen ts a t the 
Key School on the c ity ’s n ear 
eastside a re  taugh t the th ree  
R ’s.

In addition, the k indergarten  
through six th-grade students 
partic ip a te  alm ost daily  in 
physical education, Spanish, 
visual a r ts  and vocal and 
instrum enta l m usic courses.

The e lem en tary  m agnet - th e  
only one of its kind in the 
n a tio n - w as c rea ted  by P rin ­
cipal P a tr ic ia  J .  Bolanos and 
seven o ther teach ers  who 
w anted to spark  the in trinsic  
m otivation in all s tudents to 
learn .

“ People have called  from  
across the nation and C anada 
asking for inform ation about 
the Key School,” M rs. Bolanos 
said. M any teach e rs  and p a r ­
ents w ant to begin such a school 
in th e ir a rea , she said.

The teach ers  used How ard 
G ard n e r’s theory  of m ultiple 
intelligences as the basis for 
th e ir  proposal to Indianapolis 
Public Schools.

G ardner, a cognitive psy­
chologist a t H arv ard  U niver­
sity, a rgues in his book 
“ F ra m e s  of M ind” th a t people 
have a t least seven kinds of in­
te llectual ability.

These include the linguistic 
and log ical-m athem atical 
facu lties usually  developed in 
school.

He adds m usical intelli­
gence; spa tia l in telligence; in­
te rpersona l in telligence; in­
trap e rso n a l intelligence, or 
understand ing  one’s own
feelings; and bodily- 
k inesthetic  intelligence, w hich 
is the  ability  to control the 
body.

U nder a  g ran t from  the Lilly 
E ndow m ent, the group 
developed a p ro g ram  in which 
each  of the  in telligences would 
receive equal em phasis, allow­
ing each  child to d iscover and 
develop his streng ths.

They won a th ree-y ear finan­
cial com m itm ent from  IPS sup­
erin tenden t Ja m e s  A. A dam s 
and the Key School w as on its
way.

S tudents a t the 2-year old 
Key School w ere random ly  se­
lected  through a com puter lot­
te ry  th a t followed deseg rega­
tion guidelines.

“ We have a w ide range, with 
slow lea rn e rs , but yes, we do 
have som e gifted s tu d en ts ,” 
M rs. Bolanos said.

M ulti-aged “ pod” groups -  
w hich studen ts and p aren ts  
s e le c t-  em phasize w ork in one 
of the cognitive a reas . E x am ­
ples include the a rch itec tu re  
pod, ac to rs  unlim ited, the video 
pod and the en trep reneu rsh ip  
pod.

WASHINGTON -Soviet-born  
conductor M stislav
R ostropovich, tearfu lly  hailing 
a new e ra  of a rtis tic  freedom  
in his hom eland, announced 
W ednesday he will re tu rn  to the 
Soviet Union for a concert tour 
w ith the N ational Sym phony 
O rchestra  next F eb ru ary .

It will be his firs t v isit to the 
Soviet Union -e x c e p t for a 
brief, unnoticed stopover in the 
Moscow a irp o rt a few y ea rs  
a g o -  since he fled into exile 
w ith his wife, soprano G alina 
V ishnevskaya, in 1974. They 
w ere stripped  of th e ir  Soviet 
citizenship four y ea rs  la te r.

Rostropovich, 62, a world- 
renow ned cellist who has been 
m usic d irec to r of the N ational 
Sym phony since 1977, told 
rep o rte rs  a t the K ennedy Cen­
te r  he w as “very  excited  and 
very  nervous” about visiting 
the hom eland w here he for­
m erly  w as reviled  and 
h a rassed  by Soviet authorities.

He and Soviet am bassador 
Y uri Dubinin, te a rs  stream in g  
down th e ir faces, em braced  
a fte r the news conference. 
Dubinin hin ted  broadly  th a t if 
R ostropovich gave a signal, the 
K rem lin  would be willing to in­
itia te  the  p rocess of resto ring  
his Soviet citizenship.

But R ostropovich carefu lly  
avoided giving any indication 
of his fu tu re  intentions, choos­
ing instead  to lavish p ra ise  on 
Soviet P resid en t M ikhail S. 
G orbachev’s refo rm  policies.

“ The Soviet people have so 
m uch m ore freedom , so m uch 
m ore g lasnost, th an  before Mr. 
G orbachev ,” he said. “ F o r a r ­
tistic  freedom , th e re  has been 
enorm ous ch an g e .”

R ostropovich acknow ledged 
th a t he had  once vowed never 
to re tu rn  to his hom eland until 
th e re  w ere m a jo r changes in 
the Soviet system . But he said 
W ednesday th a t G orbachev’s 
far-reach ing  refo rm s “ give me 
the m oral rig h t to  go th e re .”

A fter the N ational Symphony 
com pletes a two-week tour of 
J a p a n  in la te  Ja n u a ry  and early  
F eb ru a ry , R ostropovich and 
the 103-member o rch es tra  will 
fly to the  Soviet Union for two 
concerts in Moscow and two in 
L eningrad  in about a week.

Although the concert pro­
g ram s for the Soviet tour w ere 
undecided, R ostropovich said 
his firs t choices w ere Antonin 
D vorak’s double concerto  for 
cello and o rch es tra , w ith h im ­
self a t  the cello, and  D m itri 
Shostakovich’s F ifth  Sym ­
phony, a pow erful m usical 
denunciation of the political 
and hum an  rig h ts  abuses of the 
S talin  e ra .

It w as un c lear W ednesday 
w hether R ostropovich’s wife 
would join the Soviet tour.

Dubinin said  the tou r will be 
“ a very , very  im portan t page 
for his biography, for develop­
m ent of cu ltu ra l exchanges ... 
and for deep changes in our so­
cie ty  and our re la tions w ith the 
U nited S ta te s .”

Concern for Lebanese human rights violations

D ear E d ito r  :
As a residen t of the N ortheast 

Neighborhood, I would like to 
thank  all the N otre D am e stu ­
dents who w orked so h a rd  for 
us this past weekend. I w ork in 
one of the dorm s on cam pus, 
and I know how precious the 
w eekends a re  for sleeping in 
a fte r a week of getting  up early  
for classes. But last S aturday , 
hundreds of N otre D am e stu ­
dents volunteered for the 
C hristm as in April p ro ject, and 
we saw  them  w orking on 
houses a t seven in the m orning. 
N either the cold w eather nor 
the long hours showed any 
signs of lessening th e ir sp irits, 
and we a re  very  thankful.

Although m y house w as not 
one of those ta rg e ted  by the 
p ro ject for aid, I saw  students 
w orking up and down m y stree t 
from  the early  hours of the 
m orning until la te  afternoon.

F o r the p ast m onth, the 

Syrian  a rm y  has m ercilessly  
shelled the C hristian  com m u­
nity  in Lebanon. A ccording to 
the la te s t AP reports, 6,000 
shells daily  s trike  an  a re a  the 
size of M anhattan , sparing  no 
civilian ta rg e ts  or 
hu m an ita rian  institutions. The 
com m unity, now w ithout fuel, 
has re tre a ted  to d a rk  bomb 
she lte rs  and  p ray s for safety. 
This region has w ithstood 15 
y ea rs  of w ar, but the cu rren t 
a tta ck  am ounts to no less than  
genocide. The F rench  a re  a t­
tem pting  to send two relief 
boats, one carry in g  fuel and 
m edication and the o ther a

floating hospital, but the 
Syrians have vowed to shell the 
boats if they a ttem p t to unload. 
As of yet, th ere  has been no of­
fe r of aid  from  the U.S. The 
A m erican m edia has been 
equally  unresponsive, m aking 
scan t m ention of the  cu rren t 
crisis.

I am  w riting  to you because, 
as a m em ber of the Lebanese- 
A m erican  com m unity  a t N otre 
D am e, I would like you to 
rep o rt on th is situation m ore of­
ten  and fully. On a  personal 
level, m any studen ts and fac ­
ulty  a re  concerned about fam ­
ily and friends in Lebanon and 
a re  anxiously following the

crisis  situation. In a m ore gen­
e ra l sense, the  a ttem p t to an ­
n ih ilate a n a tion ’s C hristian  
population should not go
unnoticed, especially  not by a 
Catholic com m unity  which has 
been so vocal on the sub jec t of 
hum an rig h ts  issues in o ther 
countries.

The C hristian  population in 
Lebanon is facing ex te rm in a­
tion w ithout the U nited S tates 
tak ing  any m easu res to 
p rev en t it. At least, do not let 
these people die unnoticed.

ND seniors deserve their day in the sun
D ear E d itor:

I w as sitting  around a t lunch 
a week or so ago talk ing with 
som e buddies of m ine who, like 
m yself, will be g raduating  in 
M ay. We got to ta lk ing  about 
why, given we have undoubt­
edly one of the  m ost beautiful 
college cam puses in the en tire  
country, g raduation  is indoors, 
in the  Joyce ACC. T radition 
alone isn ’t  a good enough re a ­
son because if a trad ition  stinks 
it should end. We thought th a t 
e ith er the football s tad ium  or 
the South Quad would be a fa r 
m ore enjoyable setting  on a 
nice spring  day  than  the JACC. 
Also, and perhaps m ore im por­
tan tly , all friends and re la tives 
w anting to a ttend  graduation  
could do so, unlike the w ay it 
s tands now.

I told m y friends th a t, a while 
back, I had looked into the pos­
sibility  of an outdoor g rad u a­
tion (as did, incidentally , a fel­
low senior who, la s t  yea r, got 
a petition going around to have 
graduation  outdoors). I w ent 
d irec tly  to the Com m encem ent 
C hairperson  and asked her 
point-blank w hat would be 
w rong w ith an outdoor g rad u a ­
tion. She said  the num ber one 
problem  (obviously) would be 
the th re a t of ra in .

While it m ight be highly un­
usual for the adm in istra tion  to 
tak e  a risk , I proposed w hat m y 
high school sensibly does every  
y ea r for g rad u a tio n : plan  a  1 
p .m . outdoor cerem ony, and in 
case  of heavy ra in , have an  a l­
te rn a tiv e  a rran g em en t la te r

th a t afternoon (say  4 p .m .) in­
doors, w ith only those having 
been given tickets able to a t­
tend. (G raduating  students 
would each  have given the 4 
tickets to w hom ever he or she 
chose to a ttend  in case  of ra in .) 
Of course, p rio r set-up would 
be necessary  a t the JACC in 
case  of ra in , and could be com ­
pleted  th a t day.

The C om m encem ent C hair­
person then responded th a t 
those who had trav e led  g rea t 
d istances to see g raduation  yet 
who would not be am ong the 4 
given tickets would be unable 
to see the c e rem o n y - ju s t as 
they  a re  unable to do now.

The th ird  and final reason  
she offered against an  outdoor

cerem ony w as th a t if it  ra ined , 
those individuals receiv ing  
honorary  degrees from  the Uni­
versity , as well as the  principle 
speaker, m ight not be ab le to 
or w ant to w ait around those 
ex tra  2-3 hours while the c e re ­
m ony w as m oved indoors. I 
would hope, how ever, th a t 
these individuals could m ake 
the sacrifice  for the g rad u a tes  
ce leb ra ting  the successful 
com pletion of y ea rs  of dem and­
ing work.

I hope o ther seniors feel as 
strongly  about th is as I do. 
G raduation  is still a m onth and 
a ha lf aw ay, and  unless th ey ’ve 
s ta rte d  pu tting  up the podium  
in the JACC, I don’t think i t ’s 
too la te  to change. P e rh ap s  the 
U niversity  officials could con­
s ider an  outdoor g raduation  
reg a rd less  of w eather, and 
have an  aw ning over the stage  
in case  of ra in .

Seniors, rem em b er th is is 
our com m encem ent cerem ony, 
not the  A dm in istra tion’s. We 
should be able to g rad u a te  the 
w ay we w ant. I u rge  those 
seniors in te rested  to w rite  a 
b rie f note to the  C om m ence­
m ent C hairperson, 202 Adm in­
is tra tio n  Building. If enough 
support is shown, perhaps 
U niversity  officials will a c tu ­
ally  b reak  w ith th is senseless 
trad ition  of having graduation  
indoors a t th is beautifu l un iver­
sity.

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Honors Program denies equal opportunity
It is an  odd thing to find N otre 

D am e possessing an Honors 
P ro g ram . N orm ally, one would 
find an  honors p rog ram  a t a 
very  la rg e  s ta te  un iversity  
w here the quality  of students 
varies  considerably. Typically, 
honors p rog ram s serve  as 
“ selling-points” w hereby a 
m ediocre s ta te  school can  lure 
b righ t students to cam pus. As 
a top-notch high school senior, 
one m ight be m uch a ttra c te d  
to an honors p rogram  because 
it would m ean  not having to 
face  the  la rg e  lec tu re  c lasses 
typ ically  associated  w ith an 
enorm ous s ta te  university .

At N otre D am e, these 
reasons serve as inadequate 
justification for an honors p ro ­
g ram . N otre D am e does not 
have a v ariab le  pool of s tu ­
dents. By and la rg e  everyone 
has a considerable degree of 
academ ic  ta len t. B right s tu ­
dents do not have to be enticed 
to cam pus w ith the perk  of spe­
cial trea tm en t. Beyond th a t, 
s tuden ts a re  told of th e ir ad ­
m ission into the p rog ram  only 
a fte r  having m atricu la ted  to 
N otre D am e. W hatever use an 
H onors P ro g ram  would have as 
a rec ru itm en t tool is effectively 
nullified by th is m ethod of se ­
lection.

E ven  if N otre D am e w anted 
to a ttra c t the absolute best, the 
reg u la r p ro g ram  seem s to be 
of sufficient rigor and quality. 
F u rth e r , freshm an  y ea r class 
sizes, although vary ing  g rea tly  
by d ep artm en t, a re  kept r e a ­
sonably sm all. In any case, 
c lass size beyond the freshm an

y ear is not m uch of a problem  
a t N otre Dam e.

Why then does N otre D am e 
have an  H onors P ro g ram ?  This 
is ra th e r  s tra ig h tfo rw ard  ques­
tion th a t no one seem s to ask  
around cam pus. Does an 
honors p ro g ram  contribute sig­
nificantly  to the in tellectual life 
of the U niversity  as a whole?

Does it ren d er any benefits 
to those students who a re  not 
m em bers of the P ro g ram ?  If it 
does contribu te  so m uch to the 
U niversity , why is the program  
only in the Colleges of Science 
and A rts and L ette rs?  Why 
isn ’t th ere  a p ro g ram  in busi­
ness and engineering as well?

Again, these questions never 
seem  to be asked. P e rh ap s  one 
of the reasons these questions 
a re  not asked  is because the 
Honors P ro g ram  is run  alm ost 
covertly. One would have to 
look very  hard  in the A cadem ic 
Course Booklet to find any 
c lass m arked  “ Honors P ro ­
g ram  Students O nly.” There 
does not seem  to be m uch 
publicity  when the Honors P ro ­
g ram  studen ts a re  nam ed. F u r­
therm ore , no one quite seem s 
to know ju s t how this sm all 
group of studen ts is selected. 
The 40 or so studen ts in each 
class a re  obviously bright, 
m aybe even the m ost intelli­
gent 40 studen ts in each  class. 
But th e re  seem s to be a veil of 
ignorance on the adm issions 
c r ite r ia  and the selection 
process.

Although the U niversity  has 
had  the P ro g ram  for six years

now, th ere  does not seem  to be 
any publicity about it a t all. It 
is a lm ost as if the Honors P ro ­
g ram  has taken  on M asonic 
secrecy , com plete with 
p riva te , closed door m eetings 
and secre tive  handshakes. 
Why is the Honors P ro g ram  
run so secretively? Is there  
som ething to hide?

The U niversity  m ight be 
keeping the p rog ram  under 
w raps because no one would 
like to be accused of fostering 
an  elitis t p rogram . N otre 
D am e is well known for going 
out of its w ay in o ther a re a s  to 
prom ote ega lita rian ism  am ong 
the student body. N otre D am e 
contends it does not have spe­
cial “ jock" classes. Yet, 
having special “ n e rd ” classes 
seem s ju st as e litist. The 
Honors P ro g ram  has an iso lat­
ing quality  th a t sm acks of in­
te llectual snobbery.

A m ajo r booster of the 
Honors P ro g ram  on cam pus is 
P rofessor D avid Soloman. Mr. 
Soloman served  as d irec to r of 
the  P ro g ram  for its e a rlie s t 
y ea rs  (a space cu rren tly  taken  
by P rofessor W illiam K rie r). 
A pparently , P ro fessor
Solom an fought very  hard  for 
the crea tion  of the p rogram .

In d iscussing the p rogram  
w ith an  alum na who had the 
p leasu re  of taking a course 
from  P rofessor Soloman when 
he d irec ted  the London P ro ­

g ram , she cla im s Soloman ac ­
tively d iscrim inated  in his 
g rad ing  p rac tices  due to m em ­
bersh ip  in the p rogram . One 
would hate  to accuse P rofessor 
Soloman of eth ical lapses in his 
g rad ing  policies and I am  no 
doubt su re  he has a very  good 
explanation for this occur­
rence, if it indeed happened.

But one is tem pted to wonder 
w hether p referen tia l grading 
of Honors P ro g ram  students is 
not a com m on p ractice  
throughout the U niversity. 
Knowing a student to be 
m arked  in the top five percent 
of his c lass as an Honors P ro ­
g ram  m em ber could certa in ly  
lead to som e g rade  inflation.

T here is a need for g rea te r  
in tellectual stim ulation  on 
cam pus. This is a p ro ject I 
h eartily  endorse. But it would 
seem  N otre D am e needs sus­
tained efforts to im prove the 
general in tellectual quality  of 
all classes for all students. This 
is a p ro ject which should go 
beyond a sm all group of s tu ­
dents in the A rts and L etters  
and Science Colleges to 
em b race  all students in all of 
the four colleges.

By focusing the U niversity ’s 
a tten tion  on the Honors P ro ­
g ram , we a re  denying precious 
resources to this m ore broad 
effort. E v ery  dollar spent on 
the Honors P ro g ram  m eans 
one less dollar to im prove edu­
cation across the board. The 
tim e and effort m aintain ing 
such a p rogram  could be con­
cen tra ted  elsew here.

M oreover, by selecting the

m ost senior professors to teach  
H onors P ro g ram  classes, non­
p rogram  students a re  being 
denied their equal opportunity 
to those sam e professors. Non­
p rogram  students a re  often 
denied the chance to tak e  a 
course from  a Kozak or a 
D elaney. This actually  m ight 
serve to dem ote the quality  of 
the general course offering.

P erh ap s there  a re  sound ju s ­
tifications for an Honors P ro ­
g ram  a t N otre D am e. Surely 
the p rog ram  would not have 
been institu ted  w ithout good 
reason. F o r its members,* the 
Honors P ro g ram  no doubt 
serves as a stim ula ting  and 
academ ically  rigorous educa­
tion th a t m ay have not been 
availab le  in the general 
cu rricu lum . F acu lty  m ight 
also enjoy teach ing  honors 
courses.

U nfortunately , by running 
the p rog ram  in a secretive 
w ay, none of these accom plish­
m ents a re  ever heard . The in­
te llectual debate  th a t is so vi­
tally  a p a r t of all academ ic life 
is denied by not allowing the 
p rogram  to be open to careful 
scrutiny. One will never know 
w hether the p rog ram  serves 
the best in terests  of the U niver­
sity until it is brought out into 
the light of inquiry.

If, in the end, the Honors P ro ­
g ram  is a good thing, the Uni­
versity  should stop hiding it. If 
not, it should be disbanded.

D onald Woods, whose expe­
rience w as the basis for 

the movie “ Cry F reed o m ” , 
will speak tonight in Cushing 
A uditorium , in conjunction 
with A partheid Week 

Woods studied law  a t the 
U niversity  of Capetown, en­
tered  into journalism , and in 
1965, a t age thirty-one, be­
cam e the Editor-in-Chief of 
The Daily D ispatch, a long- 
established South A frican 
new spaper.

D uring his tw elve-year stay  
as Editor, he w as prosecuted  
in court seven tim es due to 
his ed itorial a ttack s  on the 
South A frican rac ia l policy. 
The country has stringen t 
publication law s restric ting  
critic ism s of governm ent 
policies.

In 1977 a friend of his, the 
| young black leader Steven 
Biko, w as killed. Woods pub­
lished the deta ils  of this m ur- 

’ der and w as subsequently  ar- 
I rested  and punished without

I

legal process.
He w as banned from  

w riting, speaking in public, 
being quoted in the press, 
speaking w ith m ore than  one 
person a t a tim e, and even 
being in a room  with m ore

than  one person a t a tim e. 
These banning o rders w ere 
im posed upon him  for five 
years.

But Woods did not w ait for 
five y ears , he d idn’t even 
w ait for one year. Three

m onths a fte r  his a r re s t, fol­
lowing personal a ttack s  on his 
wife and five children, he 
m anaged  to escape  w ith his 
fam ily  across the  border into 
the country  of Lethoso, which 
is officially under b lack rule.

In 1978, the Woods fam ily  
reached  London, E ngland  
w here they still live today. 
D onald Woods p resen tly  
w orks as a  w rite r, a 
b ro ad caste r, and a lec tu re r 
on apartheid .

Woods also has penned 
th ree  books on South A frica: 
“ B iko” is a biography about 
his young friend of the  sam e 
nam e, “ B lack and W hite” 
describes South A frica’s r a ­
cial situation, and “ Asking 
F o r T rouble” is his autobiog­
raphy . Due to his experience, 
he trav e ls  throughout the 
world, briefing governm ents 
and addressing  audiences on 
the sub jec t of apartheid .

F o r the p as t severa l y ears , 
though, Woods has m ainly  
toured  A m erican cam puses, 
s tressing  the need to p lace 
econom ic p ressu re  on the 
South A frican governm ent 
through divestm ent.

W oods’ lec tu re  tonight is a t 
8 p .m . and  th e re  is a $2.00 
adm ission charge. I t is spon­
sored by the Student Union 
B oard.

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‘Sugar Ray’ Robinson dead at 67

CULVER CITY, Calif. -  
Sugar R ay  Robinson, whose 
nam e and style spaw ned a gen­
eration  of im ita to rs, died Wed­
nesday, rem em b ered  as the 
rea l “ Sugar R a y ,” the best 
fighter pound-for-pound who 
ever lived.

Robinson, who held both the 
world w elterw eight and m id­
dlew eight titles, died a fte r  a 
long illness a t the age of 67. Al­
though details w ere not im m e­
diately  availab le , Robinson 
had been repo rted  to be suffer­
ing from  A lzheim er’s d isease 
as well as  d iabetes and hyper­
tension.

Robinson re tired  from  
boxing in 1965 a fte r  a record  of 
175-19-6 w ith 110 knockouts. He 
won the v acan t world w elte r­
w eight, title  on Dec. 20, 1946, 
with a 15-round decision over 
Tom m y Bell and never lost a 
fight to a w elterw eight the  re s t 
of his ca ree r.

“ G enerations of figh ters 
copied his sty le, including 
M uham m ad Ali,” said  A rchie 
Moore, fo rm er light

heavyw eight cham pion and a 
friend for nearly  50 years. “ Ali 
got a lot of his sty le from  Rob­
inson. . . W e’ll all m iss him . I 
know I ’ll m iss h im .”

Robinson won the m id­
dlew eight title  when he stopped 
J a k e  LaM otta in the  13th round 
on Feb . 14, 1951, in Chicago. 
When he m et LaM otta, his 
reco rd  a lready  w as 119-1-2.

P e rh ap s  his m ost 
m em orab le  riv a lry  w as with 
Gene F u llm er, whom  he beat 
only once in four m eetings. He 
lost the  m iddlew eight title  to 
F u llm er on Jan . 2, 1957, on a 
15-round decision, then 
regained  it on M ay 1 in Chicago 
w ith one of the m ost fam ous 
one-punch knockouts in boxing 
history, ending th a t fight in the 
fifth round.

He and F u llm er fought to a 
d raw  on Dec. 3, 1960, and he 
lost a 15-round decision to F u l­
lm er on M arch 4, 1961 in Las 
V egas.

“ He w as a good figh ter, p rob­
ably one of the b e s t,” F u llm er 
said. “ He w as rangy . He w as 
fast, quick and sm art.

“ I alw ays adm ired  him  and

apprec ia ted  the fac t th a t he 
gave m e the chance to win the 
cham pionship. He w as a classy  
fig h te r.”

F o rm er heavyw eight ch am ­
pion L a rry  Holm es, reached  by 
telephone in P h iladelphia , des­
cribed  Robinson as a pioneer 
and “ the g rea te s t little figh ter 
th a t I ’ve know n.”

Said H olm es: “ a lot of tim es 
people say  M uham m ad Ali w as 
the g rea te s t of all tim e. He w as 
the g re a te s t of his tim e. L a rry  
Holm es w as the g rea te s t of his 
tim e. M ike Tyson is the 
g rea te s t of his tim e.

“ Sugar R ay Robinson w as 
the m an, along with Joe  Louis. 
Those two guys opened the door 
for the re s t of us. A nytim e you 
get into a conversation about 
old-tim e g rea ts , those a re  the 
two people everyone ta lks 
ab o u t.”

Los Angeles County 
co roner’s spokesm an Bob 
D am bacher said  Robinson w as 
pronounced dead a t 10:09 a.m . 
a t B ro tm an M em orial. “ It ap ­
p ea rs  to be of n a tu ra l c au ses ,” 
he said.

The co roner’s office w as in­

volved because it had been 
som e tim e since Robinson had 
seen his p riv a te  physician, 
D am bacher said.

“ We will be investigating  the 
c ircum stances surrounding  his 
dem ise and tak ing  c a re  of the 
cause and  m anner of d ea th ,” 
he said. “ It does not ap p ear a t 
th is tim e th ere  will be an 
autopsy. We will know m ore to­
m orrow .”

Judy  Davis, the public re la ­
tions a t B ro tm an M em orial, 
said  Robinson w as brought to 
the hosp ita l’s em ergency  room  
by p aram ed ics  a t 9:55 a .m ., 
along with his wife Millie.

D avis declined to describe 
his sym ptom s.

“ His fam ily  called 
p aram ed ics  this m orning, they 
brought him  in ,” she said . “ We 
c a n ’t com m ent beyond th a t .”

In L as Vegas, boxing 
prom oter Bob Arum  said  Rob­
inson had been in poor health  
for som e tim e.

“ Sugar R ay Robinson w as 
the g rea te s t boxer th a t ever 
lived ,” A rum  said.

The w om an had testified  
M onday th a t som eone grabbed  
h er and  led h er into the d a rk ­
ened bedroom  and began unzip­
ping h er dress. Fennell sa id  the 
zipper, w hich ra n  diagonally  
across the fron t of the dress, 
w as not unzipped.

F ennell sa id  H all tu rned  out 
the ligh ts in the bedroom . Soon, 
he and  o thers in the fron t room

heard  a sc ream  and he, Clay, 
Keith T ray lo r and Bell ra n  into 
the bedroom .

He said  H all tried  unsuccess-- 
fully to have in tercourse  w ith 
the w om an and then Clay a t­
tem pted  to have in tercourse  
w ith the  w om an while H all sa t 
on h er upper body. Fennell sa id  
the w om an told Hall ‘“ tak e  
your hand off m y m outh. I ca n ’t 
b rea th e . I ’ll do anyth ing  you 
w an t.’”

Clay then  got up, Fennell 
said , and H all took his p lace 
and “ th a t’s when he p ene tra ted  
h e r .”

“ She said, ‘P lease , no, don’t 
do this. I ’ve never been w ith a 
guy before ,” ’ Fennell said.

Fennell sa id  Clay and Bell 
then had sex w ith the woman, 
but he did not.

He said  T ray lo r w as off in a 
co rner of the  room  during the 
attack .

Fennell sa id  before the a t­
tack  H all had told him  “ if we 
have to we re  going to take  
som e from  h e r” McCoy asked 
Fennell w hat H all m ean t by 
“ so m e,” Fennell said  “ sex .”

Fennell testified  he w ent to 
his own room  a fte r  the  attack .

U nder cross-exam ination  by 
a tto rn ey  F red  Shaeffer, F en ­
nell sa id  he gave investigators 
from  M cCoy’s office different 
sto ries the firs t two tim es he 
w as interview ed.

“ I told him  (the investigator) 
tw ice two different ones. The 
th ird  tim e I cam e out and told 
him  ev ery th in g ,” Fennell said.

Fennell also said  the victim  
w as drunk. The w om an’s friend 
“ had  to keep rem inding her. 
(The w om an) w as sitting  down 
and  every  now and then she 
would open h er legs up and (the 
friend) would have to say 
‘w atch  yourse lf,” ’ Fennell 
said.

Hackett, Sexton thinking big
Irish have experience in both sections of kicking game

If J im  Sexton and Billy Hack 
e tt had the ir w ay, the 1989 Irish  
football season would begin 
rig h t now.

The two a re  N otre D am e’s re ­
tu rn ing  pun ter and placekick- 
e r, respectively , and, as som e 
would say, both have been kick­
ing “ the dog” out of ball a t this 
sp rin g ’s football p rac tices.

Sexton and H ackett feel the ir 
kicking has im proved trem en ­
dously th is spring.

“ I ’m  in a groove rig h t now,” 
said  Sexton, who averaged  38.7 
y a rd s  per punt la s t y ea r as  he

handled 38 of N otre D am e’s 44 
punts. In w ork-outs th is spring, 
Sexton’s punts have averaged  
41-42 yards.

In the firs t Irish  scrim m age 
th is spring, Sexton had five 
punts for 215 yards. Sexton 
gunned the longest of these for 
48 y ard s and averaged  43 
y ards. D uring the April 7th con­
test, Sexton averaged  41.9 
ya rd s  and had  one punt 
blocked.

Sexton s ta ted  th a t the  recen t 
cold w eather has affected  his 
p rac tice  because the chilly a ir  
m akes the ball h a rd e r, m aking 
the re su lts  m ore difficult to 
judge. D espite the problem , 
Sexton fires betw een 40 and 60 
punts a lm ost every  prac tice .

H ackett, who with the 
graduation  of R eggie Ho will 
be N otre D am e’s only re tu rn ­
ing p lacekicker, also thinks he 
is kicking m uch b e tte r  than  last 
y ear.

The im provem ent is due in 
p a r t to a  change in NCAA rules. 
Instead  of kicking field goals 
out of a tee, nex t y ea r the ball 
will be held and kicked off the 
ground. H ackett feels this dif­

ference enhances his p a rticu ­
la r  s ty le  of kicking and m akes 
him  m ore consistent.

“ This is m uch m ore produc­
tive w ith the w ay I k ick ,” said  
H ackett. “ I t ’s a lot m ore 
flowing than  kicking from  a 
te e .”

H ackett em phasized the in­
c reased  im portance of the 
holder in the  new system . This 
spring Sexton has taken  over 
the role filled by P e te  G raham  
last season.

“ I t ’s m ore crucia l th a t 
th e re ’s a good hold,” explained 
H ackett. “ The snap  has to be 
th e re  and the tilt m ust be ju st 
r ig h t.”

Irish  coach Vinnie C errato  
echoed H ack e tt’s com m ents.

“ The holder has a  b igger job 
and Billy has to concen tra te  a 
lot m o re ,” said  C errato . “ J im  
and Billy have been working 
well together this sp rin g .”

N either H ackett nor C errato  
would specu la te  if Sexton 
would continue to hold the ball 
next season, although C errato  
noted th a t “ i t’s ideal if the 
pun ter can  hold because they 
work together ev e ry d ay .”

The two have lifted w eights 
together all spring  to im prove 
the m uscles in th e ir  legs. The 
work has paid  off for H ackett. 
In the firs t scrim m age, the 
jun io r com pleted 7-11 field 
goals from  37 y a rd s  and 1-1 
from  27 yards. In the  m ost 
recen t ba ttle , H ackett m ade a 
field goal from  46 yards.

Both k ickers feel la s t y e a r ’s 
experience has helped them , 
especially  w ith the m ental 
aspect of the gam e. C erra to  
ag reed , adding th a t the confi­
dence level of both k ickers has 
been a key fac to r in th e ir  im ­
p rovem ent th is spring.

“ Both had lots of gam e expe­
rience  la s t y ea r and know w hat 
it ta k e s ,” said  C errato . 
“ T hey’re  a y ea r o lder and a 
y e a r s tro n g e r.”

C erra to  added th a t the p e r­
fo rm ance of both p layers a t  the 
F ie s ta  Bowl has ca rried  over 
into the spring.

“ J im  kicked the ball well 
down th ere  and  B illy’s field 
goal rea lly  added to th e ir  con­
fidence,” C erra to  said  of H ack­
e t t ’s 45 y a rd e r to open the 
scoring in th a t gam e.

While Sexton does not have 
any riv a ls  for his position this 
spring , walk-on R usty  R anallo  
is try ing  out for the p lacekick­
ing job. H ackett sa id  he enjoys 
having som eone to kick with.

“ E ven  though he h asn ’t got­
ten  any  gam e experience, h e ’s 
kicking rea l w ell,” H ackett 
com m ented.

Both Sexton and H ackett will 
face som e stiff com petition 
next fall when fresh m an  C raig 
H enrich com es to N otre D am e. 
The Alton, 111. n a tive  has been 
touted as the top kicking 
rec ru it in the country. H enrich, 
who will challenge for both the 
punting and place kicking pos­
itions, averaged  47 y a rd s  a punt 
during his senior y e a r and 
lauched four field goals of 50 
y a rd s  or longer.

Sexton and H ackett say  these 
im pressive num bers do not 
th rea ten  them . In fac t, they 
welcom e the ta len t.

“ I need the com petition to 
push m e ,” said  Sexton.

“ H e’ll m ake us perfo rm  be t­
te r ,” added H ackett. “ He m ay 
be the best in the country , but 
lots of us w ere the best in the 
country  when we cam e here. 
I t ’s a m a jo r transition  from  
high school to college.”

While Sexton and H ackett 
anxiously aw ait the 1989 foot­
ball season, they feel Irish  fans 
can  re s t assu red  th a t the  kick­
ing gam e will be experienced, 
solid and consistent when 
N otre D am e tak es the field 
next year.

Ind iana high schools and colleges have tu rn ed  out such 
g rea ts  as L a rry  B ird, O scar R obertson, G eorge M cGinnis, 
Isiah  Thom as and Austin C arr. E ven  Gene K eady couldn’t 
lose the big one w ith th a t team .

On M arch 18 m ore than  100,000 people w atched som e form  
of basketball in Indiana. The NCAA T ournam ent w as in the 
Hoosier Dome in Indianapolis, the  P a c e rs  played the Bulls 
before a sold-out crowd in Indianapolis and high school 
sem ista tes  w ere played before a lm ost 50,000 fans a t four 
sites throughout the sta te .

So why in the nam e of Bobby K night does B ookstore B as­
ketball persist in giving the Hoosier A w ard to the  w orst 
shooter in the annual tourney?

A h istory  of the aw ard  fu rth er confuses the  situation . The 
firs t Hoosier Award for Gunning debuted in the 1975 tourney, 
while the nam e w as changed to the H oosier Aw ard for E x­
otic Shot Selection in 1976. L a te r, the nam e w as shortened 
to the presen t-day  Hoosier Award.

L ast y e a r’s w inner (loser?) of the aw ard  shot l-of-23 from  
the field. If an Ind iana p layer shot ju s t l-of-10, he would 
find him self sitting  next to Knight. A l-of-23 perform ance 
m ight provoke K night to sea rch  for the infam ous chair.

M aybe the initial inventors of the aw ard  d idn’t yet ap ­
p rec ia te  the quality  and devotion to basketball in Indiana. 
No one can  now claim  ignorance as an  excuse for giving 
th is “ honor.”
