The bodies of the  deceased  w ere 
flown hom e and  fam ilies of the b a ttle s ­
h ip ’s 1,600 crew m en  learn ed  if the ir 
re la tiv es  w ere  am ong the  dead.

No eyew itnesses su rv ived  W ednes­
d a y ’s explosion in one of tw o fo rw ard  
16-inch gun tu r re ts  on the Iow a, one of 
the  la rg es t w arsh ips ev er to sa il the 
seas.

The N avy organized a board  of in­
quiry  and p laced  a m o ra to riu m  on 
firing  16 inch guns, found only on the 
Iowa and its  th ree  s is te r  b a ttlesh ip s, 
the New Je rsey , the  W isconsin and  the  
M issouri.

Pentagon  officials declined to spec­
u la te  publicly  about the ex ac t cause  of 
the  d isaste r, the  w orst to s tr ik e  a  Navy 
ship since 1977, but officers sa id  the 
“ logical exp lanation” w as th a t red-hot 
debris from  a previous round ignited 
new charges as they  w ere loaded into

stopped. He then  underw ent 
eight w eeks of hospital c a re  
and h as  been aw ay from  his 
office for seven  m onths.

The 1933 N otre D am e 
g ra d u a te  h as  lessened his 
w ork load and is increasing  
h is s tren g th  an d  health  d a i­
ly. E ach  d ay  he w alks “ a l­
m ost two m iles as fa s t as I 
c a n .”

D anehy h a s  been actively

involved in the  com m unity  
in  the p ast.

He con tribu ted  a s  a volun­
te e r  in m any  a re a s  around 
th e  city  along w ith a  w eekly 
rad io  show on WSND. 
“ Hopefully, som e d a y  I ’ll 
g e t back  to those th ings,” 
sa id  D anehy.

D anehy sa id  he did not ex ­
p erience  any  type of out of 
body experience  th a t is often 
thought to occu r d u ring  the 
f irs t s tag es of death .

Chinese protest continues

B E IJIN G - About 1,500 s tu ­
dents b raved  a daylong 
downpour and m arched  for 
d em ocracy  in the  cap ita l 
T hursday , and  au thorities 
th rea ten ed  h a rsh  m easu res to 
c rush  four days of dissent.

About 1,000 students 
m arched  in the cen tra l Chinese 
city  of N anjing, and studen ts in 
T ianjin , a  port city  eas t of 
Beijing, p la s te red  posters on 
w alls. O ther m arch es  w ere r e ­
ported  in S hanghai, W uhan and 
Hefei, but d e ta ils  w ere sketchy.

N ationally  televised  news led 
w ith a s te rn  w arn ing  th a t the 
p ro tests, the  b iggest since the 
pro dem ocracy  d em o n stra ­
tions of 1986-87, would no longer 
be to lerated .

“ These ac tiv ities have gone 
beyond the lim its of the  law  and 
the tak ing  of h a rsh  m easu res  
to end the d is tu rb an ces has be­

com e n e c e ssa ry ,” the announ­
c e r  said , quoting from  an ed i­
to ria l by the official X inhua 
News Agency.

“ These p ro tes te rs  do not 
rea lly  c a re  about the fu tu re  or 
happiness of China, all they 
w an t to  do is overthrow  the  
C om m unist P a r ty  and the gov­
e rn m e n t,” the  ed ito ria l said.

The p ro tests  w ere  prom pted  
by the death  S a tu rd ay  of Hu 
Y aobang, an  outspoken 
re fo rm er who w as ousted as 
C om m unist P a r ty  chief in 1987. 
Hu w as accused  of encouraging 
liberal ideas and  failing to 
c rack  down on the  1986-87 s tu ­
d en t d em onstra to rs.

The B eijing  c ity  governm ent 
issued ‘ regu la tions th a t 
re s tr ic te d  com m em oration  a c ­
tiv ities for Hu to  inside un iver­
sities, businesses and  fa c ­
tories.

The regu la tions also  said  
“ rio te rs  and o th e r Jaw b reak ers  
would be d ea lt w ith severe ly ,

E a rly  T hursday , thousands

B abbitt ea rn ed  a deg ree  in 
geology from  N otre  D am e in 
1960 and  a m a s te rs  d eg ree  in 
pa leom agnetism  from  the  Uni­
v e rs ity  of D urham , E ngland .

He then  decided to  change his 
c a re e r  goal to public serv ice  
an d  g rad u a ted  from  H arv a rd  
Law  School before  going to 
w ork in the governm en t of his 
hom e s ta te , Arizona.

Although B abb itt spoke on 
h is  c u rren t vocation of govern­
m ent, he said , “ I s till look back 
fondly on m y day s as  a 
geo log ist.”

The firs t of these  issues is e t­
h ics, accord ing  to B abbitt. He 
cited  fo rm er Sen. John  Tow er 
and  House S peaker J im  W right 
a s  exam ples of the  need to in ­
still a  new code of e th ics  in gov­
e rn m en t.

The second issue  is social 
p ro g ress , sa id  B abb itt. “ We 
have a  responsib ility  to try  new 
social p ro g ram s, even though 
som e p ro g ram s a re  bound to 
fa il,”  said  B abbitt.

B abb itt concluded his ad ­
d re ss  say ing  th e  th ird  problem  
A m erica  m u st face  is the “ w ar 
betw een  the dem ands of the 
p re sen t and th e  needs of the  fu­
tu re .”  He said  the n a tiona l debt 
show s th a t lead ers  of today a re  
in a “ spend to d a y ” fram e  of 
m ind. “ We m ust invest in the 
fu tu re  in the form  of ed u ca­
tio n ,”  B abb itt suggested .

An asteroid big enough to wipe out cities whizzed
p a s t the  E a r th  la s t m onth before astro n o m ers  even knew  it w as 
th e re , showing how h a rd  it is to fo recast a  n a tu ra l d isa s te r  from  
space, a  NASA scien tis t sa id  T hursday. The m ountain-sized a s ­
tero id  flashed  by the E a r th  a t a  speed of 46,000 m iles an  hour 
and  w as no t even detec ted  until days a fte r  it had becom e a  
reced ing  point of light, NASA announced. A stronom ers rep o rted  
th a t the ob jec t m issed the  E a rth  by a h a lf  m illion m iles- about 
tw ice the d is tan ce  betw een the  E a r th  and moon. In  cosm ic te rm s , 
th is  is considered  “ a close c a ll.” H ad it h it the E a rth , said  B evan 
F ren ch , a sc ien tis t in NASA’s so la r sy stem  exploration  division, 
th e  aste ro id  would have c rea ted  a  c ra te r  the  size of the  D istric t 
of C olum bia and sp read  destruction  for 100 m iles in all d irections.

“ He said  th ey  w ere  going to leave port tom orrow  m orning and 
go down to P u erto  Rico and  shoot the big g u n s,” said  M rs. 
W oodsmall.

Bein, how ever, sa id  he couldn’t  p lace  a value on the  
nine piece, 4-by-5-foot m ap , bu t would be w illing to explain  its  
h isto rica l significance to C hristie ’s. “ W hat i t ’s w orth  is w hatever 
a buyer is w illing to pay  for i t ,” sa id  Bein, who has re sea rch ed  
the  m ap. “ I have no idea  w hat i t ’s w orth. I ’m no t an a r t  d ea le r; 
I ’m  a p ro fesso r.”  The buyer had  o rig inally  offered $10 m illion 
for the m ap , one of sev e ra l copies believed com m issioned by 
King Louis XIV in 1671.

Hit or ‘near miss’: 
something to consider

Ju s t when you thought w e had enough on this 
tiny  p lanet to  w orry  about, som ething cosm ic 
happens.

An astero id  la rg e  enough to w ipe out New 
York City and  p a r t  of Long Island  passed  as 
close to E a r th  on M arch 23 as any  in m ore than  
a cen tury , the  Wall S tree t Jo u rn a l rep o rted  yes­
terday .

The Jo u rn a l lea rn ed  of th is  “ n e a r  m iss” from  
NASA, w hich w as tipped off by astrogeologist 
H enry  Holt a t  N orthern  A rizona U niversity .

How n ea r is n ea r?  In th is  case , the  astero id  
passed  w ithin 450,000 m iles of E a rth , about 
tw ice the d istance  to  the moon. T h a t’s a  long 
w ay  by te r re s tr ia l  s tan d a rd s , bu t cosm ically  it 
w as a close ca ll.

I t ’s nice to  know NASA is keeping an eye on 
these  things. Too bad , how ever, th a t it d is­
covered th is  “ n ea r m iss” on M arch  31, eight 
days a fte r the  a ste ro id  would have  m ade quite 
a h it (pardon the  pun) with the denizens of som e 
hapless m etropolis.

A p lan e ta ry  sc ien tis t a t NASA said  the  as­
tero id  w as abou t a half-m ile across and tra v e l­
ing 46,000 p e r hour. H e estim ated  if th e  astero id  
had  hit E a r th  it would have m ade a  c ra te r  five 
to 10 m iles ac ro ss  and  leveled buildings up to 
100 m iles aw ay.

T h a t’s qu ite  a  wallop.
Im agine w hat m ight have  happened  if the 

a stero id  landed  on a  m a jo r city  such  as New 
Y ork or Chicago. Millions of lives snuffed out 
by an  e r ra n t rock from  ou ter space . I t ’s  the 
kind of th ing  you’d expect to re a d  in a su p e r­
m a rk e t tabloid.

W hat m ak es an  incident like th is even  sca rie r , 
according to Holt, is there  is no w ay  to te ll if 
an  astero id  w ill hit E a r th  until i t ’s too la te  be­
cause  it would a p p ea r as a  s ta tio n a ry  object in 
the  sky.

This also applies fo r little  as te ro id s  (a few 
y a rd s  w ide), w hich a re  too sm all for even pow­
erfu l telescopes to detect. The im p ac t from  an 
astero id  th a t size would be com parab le  to  the 
force of the H irosh im a bom b, a NASA scien tist 
said.

A n  errant rock from 
outer space. It’s the 
kind of thing you’d 
expect to read in a 
supermarket tabloid.’

The sp ec te r of a re la tiv e ly  sm a ll ob ject from  
space causing  such trem endous d am ag e  is 
frigh ten ing , com pounded by th e  fac t th a t a s ­
te r  oiffs have no set agenda. One could strik e , 
o r ju st p ass  by , at an y  tim e.

Most people don’t  think abou t such  th ings. 
We re  preoccupied  w ith  thoughts of nu c lear w a r 
and the m ass destruction  b rought on by our 
fellow earth lings.

We tend  to th ink in te rm s  of m egatons w hen 
we visualize m ass  destruction . A one m egaton 
atom ic bom b h as th e  explosive pow er of one 
m illion tons of dynam ite , enough to destroy  
every th ing  w ithin 30 m iles of it and c re a te  b i­
ological havoc for m ost living th ings for m iles 
outside th a t.

L e t’s not h ide behind p robabilities, but stop  
to consider the possibility  of som eth ing  beyond 
our contro l destroy ing  every th ing  hum an  h is ­
to ry  has achieved.

The E a r th ’s sc ien tis ts  should g e t together and  
think abou t such  th ings once in a while. P o n ­
dering  how a ca ta s tro p h e  could happen  is fa r  
b e tte r  th a n  w ondering why one did happen.

We have  the technology to send m en to th e  
moon and  b ring  them  back, land  sp acec raft on 
M ars, launch  long-distance o rb ite rs  to  Ju p ite r  
and S atu rn . B u t we c a n ’t  stop a po ten tia lly  
dead ly  astero id .

I t ’s so rt of ironic, though, to th ink  th a t a “ big  
b an g ” w hich m ay  h av e  c re a te d  the un iverse  
m ight end it all.

Philippine m ilita ry ’s C apital 
R egion C om m and said  Rowe 
w as chief of the a rm y  division 
a t  the Jo in t U.S. M ilita ry  Advi­
so ry  G roup. He said  R ow e’s 
chauffeur w as w ounded in th e

shooting and w as in serious 
condition.

Tiangco sa id  the  a ssa ilan ts  
opened fire w ith M-16 rifle s  as 
th e  v ic tim ’s ca r app roached  
th e  group com pound in su b u r­
b a n  Quezon City abou t 7:10 
a .m . T iangco said 21 bulle ts 
s tru c k  the c a r .

He sa id  the  a ssa ilan ts  sped 
aw ay . W itnesses sa id  th e  vic­
t im ’s c a r  w as able to  re a c h  the 
com pound, about two blocks 
from  th e  shooting.

Toto A ustria , a c a sh ie r  a t a 
gaso line  station , sa id  he heard  
sho ts and  tu rned  to see a  white 
c a r  pull alongside the  v ic tim ’s 
s ilv er-g ray  vehicle w ith tin ted  
w indow s.

As th e  c a rs  tu rn ed  righ t 
a long  a  traffic  circ le , A ustria  
sa id  he saw one M-16 rif le  ex ­
tend ing  from  the w indow  and 
firing  a t  the o ther vehicle.

B ecause  of the la ten ess  of the 
hour, ju ro rs  w ere sen t to  the 
n ea rb y  hotel w here they  w ill be 
seq u este red , and o rd e red  to 
begin deliberations on F rid a y .

You have  heard  
testim ony ind ica ting  th a t  o ther 
governm en t officials m ay  in 
som e resp ec ts  have concealed  
fac ts  known to them , and  som e 
ran k in g  above o r below  the 
defendan t m ay  have engaged  
in conduct s im ila r to  th a t 
ch a rg ed  ag a in s t the defendan t 
on t r ia l .”

But, he sa id , the conduct of 
o th ers  w as no ju stifica tio n  for 
N o rth ’s conduct and “ you are  
not to  judge d e fen d an t’s guilt 
o r innocence based  so lely  on 
the  actions of o th e rs .”

The ju d g e ’s ch a rg e  w as 
delayed  fo r a ha lf d a y  by a 
p rob lem  involving ju ro rs  who 
m ay  have given m islead ing  
an sw ers  in p re -tria l question ­
ing. W hen he  convened co u rt in 
the  afternoon, G esell sa id  he 
had  denied a  N orth m otion for 
a  m istria l, filed  on grounds th a t 
“ the  ju ry  h ad  been infec ted  by 
public ity  abou t som e of its 
m e m b e rs .”

The five a lte rn a te s  w ere  d is­
m issed  a fte r  G esell gave  th e  in­
s truc tions and  w ere d riven  
hom e individually  by U.S. m a r ­
shals.

WASHINGTON- House 
Speaker J im  W right accused  
the eth ics com m ittee  of d ra g ­
ging its fee t on the  allegations 
against him  T hursday , while 
the R epublican  lead er who 
brought the  ch a rg es  in the  firs t 
place suggested  D em ocrats  
will try  to  nudge W right aside 
before h is case  can  reach  the 
full House.

“ I would be very  su rp rised  if 
the sen ior m em b ers  of the 
D em ocratic  leadersh ip  don’t 
try  to ta lk  the sp eak er into s tep ­
ping down before going through 
the agony of a  public defense, 
public c ross ex am in a tio n ,” 
said  R ep. N ew t G ingrich of 
G eorgia, the  GOP whip.

G ingrich said  he still believes 
th a t R ep. Thom as Foley  of 
W ashington, now the m ajo rity  
leader, will be speaker before 
the end of June . .

M eanw hile, published 
repo rts  ind ica ted  th a t a T exas 
oil deal w hich brought a  huge 
profit to W right la s t y e a r  in­
volved businessm en w ith an  in­
te re s t in a  $3 billion Air F o rce  
je t tra in e r  p ro g ram  now being

“ I t ’s a little  b it d is trac tin g  
th a t I w rite  le tte rs  to the c h a ir­
m an  and rank ing  m inority  
m em b er of the com m ittee  and 
get a  rep ly  from  M r. P helan , 
and  i t ’s a lw ays som e foot d ra g ­
g in g ,” W right said . “ I ’m  an x ­
ious to le t them  ask  m e qu es­
tions. I am  ce rta in  the  charges 
can  be answ ered  em phatica lly  
and abso lu te ly .”

A W right supporte r, R ep. 
C harles W ilson (D -Texas), a c ­
cused  P helan  of leaving the

sp eak er to be b a tte re d  in the  
new s m edia.

S everal 
m em bers of anti-N azi vig ilante 
g roups w ere  a r re s te d  for c a r ­
ry ing  w eapons.

S ecurity  w as heav iest here , 
a t  the  tw o-story yellow house 
w here H itler w as born  on April 
20, 1889. The house, a fo rm er 
inn now used a s  a d ay -care  cen ­
te r  fo r hand icapped  children, 
w as sea led  off w ith m eta l b a r ­
r ie rs  m anned  by dozens of 
police and special r io t squads 
w ith dogs.

About 50 to  100 onlookers 
stood n earby . N early  all shops 
along the s tre e t w ere  closed, 
som e b a rricad ed  w ith  wooden 
boards.

Police sa id  unspecified n u m ­

A police spokesm an  sa id  two 
A ustrians, th ree  Ita lian s , two 
W est G erm ans and  an A m eri­
can  w ere  a r re s te d  and face 
fines of up to $2,300 for the ir 
public behavior.

The Ita lian s , one A ustrian  
and  th e  A m erican  gave  the 
N azi sa lu te , said  a  police offi­
c ia l who did not g ive his nam e. 
One W est G erm an  w as a r ­
re s te d  a f te r  he shouted Nazi 
slogans and sp a t a t rep o rte rs .

ERA reports high levels 
of radon in schools
Associated Press

WASHINGTON- P re lim i­
n a ry  te s ts  suggest unhealthy  
levels of radon  ex ist in schools 
ac ro ss  the country, the  E nv i­
ro n m en ta l P ro tection  Agency 
sa id  T hursday  in urging every  
school to  te s t for the odorless, 
carcinogenic  gas.

“ B ased on m easu rem en ts  
tak en  in 3,000 schoolroom s in 
16 s ta te s , it ap p ea rs  th a t 
e levated  levels of radon  gas 
c a n  be found in schools 
th roughout the U nited S ta te s ,” 
E P A  a d m in is tra to r W illiam 
R eilly  told a luncheon a t the 
N ational P re ss  Club.

The E P A  said  th a t 54 p ercen t 
of the 130 schools tested  in 41 
com m unities had  a t leas t one 
room  in which radon  levels 
w ere  found to exceed  4 
picocuries per lite r  of a ir , indi­
ca ting  a need fo r additional 
te s ts  and, likely, co rrec tiv e  ac ­
tion.

E PA  spokesw om an M artha  
C asey sa id  th a t no lis t of

schools w as ava ilab le  bu t th a t 
affec ted  sta te  au tho rities  and 
school officials have been  told 
of th e  te s t resu lts.

R eilly  called indoor radon , 
the re su lt of n a tu ra l ra d io a c ­
tive  decay  in the  ground, “ one 
of the m ajor env ironm en ta l 
h ealth  th rea ts  facing 
A m erican s” and  u rg ed  th a t 
school officials nationw ide te s t 
th e ir  schoolroom s for th e  gas.

T h ere  is no federa l law  r e ­
qu iring  tests  for the rad io ac ­
tive  gas, although the  E P A  by 
law  is requ ired  to conduct 
sam p le  tests nationw ide in 
hom es and schools to  d e te r ­
m ine potential health  th re a ts .

L a s t Septem ber, the  E P A  
u rg ed  a ll hom eow ners to con­
duct radon  te s ts  a f te r  un­
healthy  levels (4 p icocuries p e r 
lite r  of a ir)  of radon  w ere  found 
in one out of four hom es tested  
in 17 sta tes.

T he agency has sa id  th a t ex ­
posure  over a lifetim e a t  th a t 
level is equivalent to  sm oking 
10 c ig a re tte s  a day.

WASHINGTON- T he Rocky 
M ountain region for the firs t 
tim e  rep laced  the S ou theast a t 
the bottom  of the n a tio n ’s p er 
cap ita  incom e scale  la s t y ea r, 
as its  incom e grow th w as held 
back  by w eakness in oil and gas 
exploration , the  governm ent 
rep o rted  T hursday .

P e r  cap ita  personal incom e 
in th e  R ocky M ountain s ta te s  
av e rag ed  $14,282 la s t yea r, 13 
p e rcen t below the national 
a v e rag e  of $16,444. New E n ­
g land , m eanw hile, c la im ed  the 
top slot for the fifth s tra ig h t 
y e a r, w ith incom e of $20,013, 22 
pe rcen t above the national 
average .

Leaving school has 
never been so easy

It w as the w idest gap  since  
1969 betw een  the h ighest and  
low est regions, based  on p er 
cap ita  incom e as a p e rcen t of 
the U.S. average , the C om ­
m erce  D ep artm en t rep o rted .

It also  continued the p a tte rn  
of the n a tio n ’s six-year-old eco­
nom ic expansion, in w hich p er 
cap ita  incom e has grow n fa s te r  
th an  av e rag e  in the h igh 
incom e regions and  h as  a d ­
vanced  slow er than  a v e ra g e  in 
low -incom e regions.

“ The high-incom e s ta te s  a re  
still m oving fu rth e r aw ay , 
above the  U.S. average , and  the  
low er-incom e sta te s  a re  
m oving fu rth e r aw ay, below  
the a v e ra g e ,” said  R udolph 
D eP ass, a  C om m erce D e p a rt­
m en t ana lyst.

On a sta te-by-sta te  basis , 
C onnecticut claim ed the  top 
spot for th e  th ird  s tra ig h t y e a r  
in 1988, w ith  av e rag e  per ca p ita  
incom e of $22,761, while M issis­
sippi rem ain ed  in the b asem en t 
w ith av e ra g e  incom e of $10,992.

M ississippi has been la s t  in 
every  y e a r  for w hich the C om ­
m erce  D epartm en t h as  
reco rd s, s tre tch ing  back  to 
1929, ex cep t for 1933, w hen

South D akota  briefly  bum ped 
it out of ce llar.

L ast y e a r  w as the f irs t tim e 
the Southeast, w ith  av e ra g e  in­
com e of $14,331, did not ran k  
la s t am ong the  eight regions. 
Incom e grow th in the Southeast 
m atched  the national av e rag e  
la s t y e a r  of 6.2 p ercen t, while 
its  rep lacem en t on the bottom  
rung, the  R ocky M ountains, 
saw  incom e grow  by 5.4 p e r­
cent.

W hen the national figu res a re  
ad ju sted  for inflation, a v e rag e  
p er cap ita  incom e grew  2 p e r­
cen t la s t y ea r, up from  th e  1.4 
p e rcen t pace  in 1987.

Am ong th e  top-ranking  
s ta te s , C onnecticut w as fol­
lowed by New Je rse y , w ith  per 
cap ita  incom e of $21,882; M as­
sach u se tts , $20,701; A laska, 
$19,514; and M aryland , $19,314.

The D istric t of Colum bia 
would have ran k ed  th ird  if it 
had  been ran k ed  along w ith  the 
s ta te s , w ith p e r  cap ita  incom e 
of $21,667 la s t yea r.

At the  o ther end of the  list, 
M ississippi w as followed by 
W est V irgin ia, $11,658; U tah , 
12,013; A rkansas, $12,172; 
L ouisiana, $12,193; and South 
D akota , $12,475.

Eligibility rules 
won’t play in sports

The University of Iowa and the Big Ten Conference 
are proposing an athletic policy whereby students 
would not be eligible to participate in varsity athletics 
during their freshman years.

If this was the only stipulation of policy, it would 
have considerable merit. Unfortunately, the Iowa pro­
posal allows freshmen to practice with their teams 
during their first years, and allows every player four 
years of competition after that.

The resulting policy amounts to mandatory red- 
shirting.

Every student-athlete must sit out a year, and all 
are automatically eligible for four years at their in­
stitution.

The creators of this policy are missing the point, 
in addition to being unfair to the athletes.

Despite the headlines, there are athletes who adjust 
well to collegiate life. They do not receive, nor do 
they require, special treatment, but they would be 
forced to wait a year to begin athletic competition. A 
college or university would not ban all freshmen from 
any other extra-curricular activities. Athletics should 
not be treated any differently.

There are those athletes who would benefit from a 
period of adjustment to the academic requirements 
of colleges and universities, but the Iowa 
policymakers seem bent on exploiting those individ­
uals by ensuring that they have four years to compete 
for the University. In addition, the proposal does not 
include any process by which to help these students 
adjust. Plus, by giving them five years instead of 
four, the students have an excuse to not concentrate 
on academics.

The policy is not likely to be accepted by the general 
public, which will have to foot a portion of the bill to 
keep every athlete at a state school in school for five 
years, if they follow the plan.

Athletic administrators at Iowa and in the Big Ten 
are correct in suggesting policy changes need to be 
made concerning student athletes and freshmen 
eligibility. Unfortunatly, the Iowa proposal misses the 
point and would be ineffective in achieving its goals.

I shouldn’t  say  he w as killed

in a  c a r  acc iden t; ra th e r , he 
killed him self in  a car. Though 
I would love to be ab le  to blam e 
fa te , or God, o r som e o ther out­
side force, the fac t is, he m ade 
the  choice h im self. And th a t is 
p rec ise ly  why his death  is so 
difficult for m e to accept. If he 
w e ren ’t  dead, I ’d like to kill 
h im  m y se lf; I am  so an g ry  a t 
him . A ngry for being so stupid, 
for te rm in a tin g  such a v ib ran t 
young life needlessly . Angry 
th a t he w as too intoxiodted to 
nav ig a te  a sim ple  tu rn , and 
m ak e  it the rem ain ing  100 
y a rd s  to his d rivew ay  in safety.

Congress not as unfair as author claims

In his a r tic le  “ D em ocratic 
pa rtisansh ip  un fa irly  dam ages 
B ush” (The O bserver, April 
13), Dave B ru n er m akes som e 
serious m isrep resen ta tions 
both of the n a tu re  of the Con­
stitu tion  and of the  cu rren t po­
litical a tm osphere  in this 
country . A pparen tly , Mr. 
B runer would have  the read e r 
believe th a t C ongress, being an 
inferior p a r tn e r  in  our govern­
m en t’s system  of checks and 
balances, is p lo tting  deviously 
to  unm an G eorge Bush before 
his adm in is tra tio n  gets a 
chance to lead , m aking the 
p residen t a  “ w eak  and ineffec­
tu a l” leader.

One of M r. B ru n e r’s m ost 
g laring  oversigh ts is his a s ­
sum ption th a t the  Senate is un­
d e r  a  “constitu tional m an ­
d a te ” to confirm  w hatever 
nom inees Bush m ight throw  its 
w ay. Though it h as  been the 
convention to g ra n t Cabinet ap ­
pointees th a t courtesy , the  ac ­
tu a l process of confirm ation 
c lea rly  falls under the advise 
and  consent’ du ties of 
Congress.

wing ideologue.

M r. B ru n er’s a rg u m en t tha t 
the  C ongress is hypocritica l in 
its ind ictm ent of S enato r Tower 
also  h as  a basic  flaw . Ind iscre­
tions by C ongressm en a re  often 
issues in elections, and every  
S enato r who voted gainst 
S enato r Tow er is  su b jec t to a 
s im ila r  sc ru tin y  every  six 
y ea rs . As D efense S ecre ta ry , 
T ow er would n ev er have faced 
th e  vo ters d irec tly , and  so it 
w as the  S enate’s  du ty  to verify  
o r re fu te  the  w isdom  of B ush’s 
belabored  decision. The 
C ongress can  and  does investi­
g a te  im proprie ty  am ong its 
m em bers. The final judge of 
S peaker W right, how ever, will 
be th e  voters of h is d is tric t.

M ost curious is M r. B ru n e r’s 
c la im  th a t, by d isag ree in g  with 
the  p residen t on th e  m inim um  
w age and the T ow er nom ina­
tion, the  Congress will inflict 
ir re p a ra b le  d am ag e  on B ush’s 
im g ae  as the ch ief executive of 
th is country. W hile it is true  
th a t these issues a re  and will 
be im portan t te s ts  of the  p re s ­
id en t’s leadersh ip , th ey  should 
not be seen as any th ing  m ore 
th an  norm al d isag reem en ts  be­
tw een the execu tive  and 
leg isla tive  b ran ch es. The 
Congress is not obliged to m ake

long-term  concessions to the 
p residen t as p a r t  of a 
honeym oon’ package ; to  do so 

would be a  b e tray a l of the ap ­
p a re n t intention of the  e lec to r­
a te  in  electing a  D em ocratic  
Congress.

At the sam e tim e , Mr. 
B ru n e r’s assertion  of this 
C ongress’s com bative ten ­
dencies flies in th e  face  of a t 
leas t one recen t even t, the  Con­
tra  com prom ise. C ongress as 
well as  the  p residen t cam e  a 
long, difficult way to see  eye to 
eye on th a t issue, bu t patience  
on both  sides paid off in a  c lear, 
coheren t policy fo r p eace  in 
C en tra l A m erica.

I t m ust be c le a r  th a t 
C ongress is not ju s t  in te rested  
in handing th is new presiden t 
cripp ling  d e fe a ts ; nobody 
w an ts a w eak P resid en t across 
the tab le  from  G orbachev. But 
the w ay  in which Bush chooses 
to handle  h is d efea ts  is an  im ­
p o rtan t b a ro m eter of his ac tual 
potency as a  leader.

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A Modest Proposal for College Football
By J.J. Carberry and

In terco lleg iate  football com petition 
h as in recen t y ea rs  f lir ted  w ith d is­
g race . W itness the CFA (College Foot­
ball A ssociation). O rganized some 
seasons ago to fulfill lofty goals of true  
a m a te u r  a th le tic  com petitiveness, 
sev e ra l CFA m em ber schools, we have 
noted today, have been found guilty of 
g rievous violations of even NCAA rules 
(e.g ., T exas A&M; U. of Houston; 
SMU; O klahom a; O klahom a S ta te ; Il­
linois, in te r a lia ).

It is v irtually  com m on knowledge 
th a t football p layers of less than  m a r­
ginal academ ic  poten tia l a re  too often 
rec ru ited  to “ fill s ta d iu m s” and then 
a re  passed  on, sans a leg itim a te  a ca ­
dem ic degree, to fend fo r them selves: 
A frac tion  find a  r ich  but brief 
livelihood in the N FL or CFL. In sum , 
a t  too m any institu tions (CFA in p a r­
ticu la r) football p layers a re  naugh t but 
“ m e a t”  ca rried  on board  for a few 
y ea rs  fo r no o ther purpose but to en­
hance revenues and “ s ta tu s ” of the of­
fending institution.

It w as the p residen t of a well-known 
s ta te  un iversity  who dec la red  “ We need 
a un iversity  th a t our football te am  can 
be proud of.”

It w as a body of p residen ts of 
academ ica lly  quite re sp ec tab le  sta te  
un iversities  who im plicitly  adm itted  
th a t th ey  knew not of th e  corruption 
which m arked  th e ir a th le tic  p rogram s.

W hether the school be f irs t o r second- 
ra te  academ ically , evidence of decep­
tions, corruptions and, m ost im p o rtan t­
ly, exploitation  of so-called “ student 
a th le te s”  is endem ic - p a rticu la rly  
am ongst CFA m em bers. E v e ry  m ajor 
school chastised  by the NCAA is a CFA 
m em ber. So m uch for the hypocrisy  of 
the CFA. Of course th e re  a re  to be found 
virg ins in the w horehouse, bu t a  bor­
dello is a  bordello. How to escape  the 
bordello while re ta in ing  its  leg itim ate  
rew ard s?

The leg itim ate  rew ard s of in terco l­
leg iate  a th le tic  com petition a re  legion 
and of signal im port. They a re  so ob­
vious a s  to requ ire  naugh t bu t passing 
re fe ren ce : team w ork , c h a ra c te r  devel­
opm ent, school sp irit - in sum , educa­
tion of th e  body, sp irit, on the  field to 
com plem ent the m ind ’s nurtu ring  
w ithin th e  classroom . A G reek  ideal, to

be su re . But a rea lity  d ea rly  needed to 
be resto red  in our age.

L ess lofty, som e would aver, but 
nevertheless leg itim a te  is the m one­
ta ry  rew ard  to th e  school which fields 
a com petitive te am  (in the ever keen 
eyes of TV and rad io ).

T here  then can  be no doubt th a t a 
ju s t balance m ust be susta ined  betw een 
the educational function of a sports p ro ­
g ra m  and its  revenue genera ting  c a p a ­
bilities w hich su sta in  th a t very  p ro ­
g ram .

1) C om parable bases  for adm ission.
2) Aid based  upon need.
3) No spring  p rac tice .
4) No freshm an  v a rs ity  eligibility.
5) Com petition la rg e ly  w ithin the 

league.
The negatives?
1) They lose m oney.
2) They lose m oney.
3) etc.

Why do they  lose m oney? Sim ple, 
rea lly . The Iv ies a re  geograph ically  
and dem ograph ica lly  lim ited. T heir a p ­
peal is quite lim ited  to a  very  lim ited  
body of people in the  narrow  confines 
of the  N ortheast. The Ivy L eague is not 
national.

Let us then postu la te  an  Ivy L eague 
of national recognition, i.e ., an  a sse m ­
bly of schools rep resen tin g  geograph i­
cal d iversity  and  acknow ledged a c a ­
dem ic v irtues. A ten ta tiv e  list of such

schools is  se t fo rth  below:
E a s t (5): Boston College, A rm y, 

N avy, P en n  S ta te , Syracuse.
Southeast (3): Duke, UVA, UNC. 
M idw est (4): N otre D am e, N orthw es­

te rn , M iam i (Ohio), V anderbilt. 
Southw est (3): R ice, SMU, Tulane. 
W est (4): A ir F orce, S tanford , UCal 

B erkeley, USC.
Obviously o th e r w orthy institu tions 

could be cited  and invited - our lis t is 
naught b u t a suggestion.

Surely of the  19 team s noted above, 
it should be possible to c re a te  a  league 
of 10 (Note: m any  of the  c ited  team s 
a re  independents). E ach  team  would 
then  p lay  9 g am es w ithin the  league, 
one outside th e  league (e .g ., N otre 
D am e vs. P u rdue , N ational Iv ies vs. 
Ivy L eague) an d  a bowl gam e, if so 
offered an d  desired .

The public response? Does anyone 
believe th a t the public (i.e., TV, R adio) 
would eschew  a  N otre D am e-Stanford  
gam e, A rm y-N avy, SMU ND, BC-USC, 
e tc .?  P enn  S ta te  B erkeley? T his is 
indeed a na tional le ag u e ! W hat a re  its 
unique, com m on qualities?  Q ualities 
w hich could well rescue m a jo r college 
from  its now low esta te?

All league m em bers would a g re e  to:
1. A cadem ic C riteria :

a) Adm ission based upon GPA  and 
SAT w ithin 10% of the m ean  of the  gen­
e ra l s tuden t body. Twelve H.S. quality  
points a  m in im um  req u irem en t. 
C rite ria  m onitored  w ithin the  league, 
as is done in the  Ivy L eague. (The issue 
of m inorities req u ires  com m ent. 
M inority s tu d en t a th le tes could be ad ­

m itted  based  on the  m ean  scores of 
m ino rities in the g en era l s tuden t body. 
Q uite frank ly , we find such  distinctions 
to be patronizing, suggesting  th a t 
m inorities a re  incapable  of scores com ­
p a ra b le  to those of all s tuden ts.)

b) G rants-in-aid  based  upon need as 
m onitored  v ia  the P rin ce to n  serv ice .

c) In  residence 2.04.0 GPA for a th ­
letic  elig ib ility . M onitored. All courses 
m ust be degree cred its .

d) T otal of 4 acad em ic  y ea rs  plus 
su m m e r school for all m ajo rs  w ith 
g ra n ts  except E ng ineering , Science, 
P re-M ed w here a 5-year tenu re  is a l­
lowed.
2. A thletic C rite ria

a) No freshm an  v a rs ity  eligibility.
b) No spring  p rac tice .
c) No red  shirting .
In su m , the  studen t-a th le te  can  only 

com pete  a t the  v a rs ity  level for a m a x ­
im um  of 3 y ea rs  while receiv ing  a g ra n t 
b ased  on need fo r 4 or 5 y ea rs  
(depending upon the acad em ic  m ajo r).

Conclusions
This proposal is not id e a lis tic -  it is 

rea lis tic . I t is a p ro g ram  in accord  w ith 
the  r e a l  e lem ents of education  of the  
body an d  sp irit, such as to  justly  com ­
p lem en t the m inds’ jo u rney  in the col­
lege env ironm ent. P a ten tly , the N FL 
au th o rities  would shudder a t the 
p ro sp ec t of our schem e gaining genera l 
app rova l. A fter all, in terco lleg ia te  foot­
ball is the N F L ’s fa rm  system . They 
m igh t fo rw ard  education  by estab lish ­
ing, a t  th e ir  expense, a sem i- 
professional fa rm  sy stem , as does p ro ­
fessional baseball.

Obviously th is schem e can  only be­
com e a  rea lity  if 10 schools join the  
league. But 10 or m ore  schools will 
s c a rc e ly  join ranks un less a  persuasive  
pow er such a s  N otre D am e leads the 
w ay in bringing about th is  refresh ing  
coalescence of m a jo r un iversities 
devoted to the  re sto ra tio n  of in terco l­
leg ia te  a th le tic  nobility.

J.J.  C a rb e rry , a g ra d u a te  o f  both Y a le  
and N o tre  D am e and a se lf-p ro c la im ed  
c o n se rv a tiv e , is a p ro fesso r  o f  ch em ica l 
en g in eerin g  a t N otre D a m e. D ’A rcy  
C h ish olm , a se lf-p ro c la im ed  libera l, is 
A sso c ia te  D irec to r o f  th e In stitu te  fo r  
P a s to ra l and Social M in istry  a t N otre  
D am e. T hey sa y  th a t on co sm ic  issu es  
such a s  in terco lleg ia te  a th le tic s  th ey  
a re  o f  one m ind.

tion of th e  E a s te r  Vigil a t S a­
c red  H ea rt Church, four young 
U niversity  students, M atthew  
Azer, Cynthia Redding, J o n a t­
han B aker, and S tephanie 
Tolstedt, w ere initiated  into the 
R om an C atholic Church.

D ear E d ito r:

Today’s “ D oonesbury” 
(April 14, 1989) contained an 
ap p ro p ria te  response  to the  ev ­
ident ignorance an d  rid iculous­
ness of The O bserver’s 
d isc la im er of the com ic s tr ip ’s 
“ insensitive” and  “ offensive" 
tre a tm e n t of the  AIDS topic 
(The O bserver, April 7). In 
today ’s s tr ip  the p h y s ic ia n - re ­
fe rrin g  to h is p a tien t A ndy- 
says, “ Andy uses hum or to sof­
ten  the rag e  he feels and to help 
him  face the abyss. I encourage 
it, because AIDS c a re  is about 
helping people cope, helping 
them  die w ith dignity. . .” .

The physic ian ’s w ords m ake 
it c lea r th a t the ed ito ria l sta ff 
of The O bserver is m ore a tte n ­
tive  to the few seconds of d is­
com fort of the  m a jo rity  of p e r­
sons in the  N otre D am e 
com m unity  w hen they  read  the 
com ic s tr ip  th an  to  those of us 
in the com m unity  who c a re  for 
persons with AIDS or who have 
AIDS, for whom  the  d iscom fort 
is not for a  few seconds a day,

but for 24 hours each  day, seven 
days a  week, and y ea rs  long.

M r. T rudeau  is obviously 
sensitive  to th e  burden  th a t p e r­
sons with AIDS and  persons 
who love them  c a rry . If we deal 
w ith our situa tions w ith contin­
ual g rav ity  and w ithout oc­
casional hum or - such as th a t 
b rillian tly  cap tu red  by 
T rudeau  on AIDS - we will c e r ­
ta in ly  not surv ive for very  long. 
To those of us whose ringing 
phone brings a slight panic 
about whose HIV test m ight 
have com e back  positive, about 
w hose positive h a s  tu rned  to 
sym ptom s, w hose sym ptom s to 
sickness or dea th , the com ic 
s trip  is not offensive, but un­
derstand ing  and com pas­
sionate.

I ask  sim ply  th a t The O bser­
v e r ed itoria l b o ard  consider if 
th e ir  d isc la im er w as “ about 
helping people cope, helping 
them  die w ith d ig n ity ” or about 
re liev ing  the m o m en ta ry  d is­
com fort of th e  N otre  D am e 
com m unity , w hich daily
p re ten d s th a t AIDS is som eth­
ing about w hich it need not be 
concerned.

Hacienda is a Mexican-style 
pleasure any day of the week

M a rg a r ita s . These 
h ave  a lw ays been 
one of m y favorite  
d rinks, and  no 
M exican re s ta u ra n t 

is com plete w ithout them .
One m a n ’s opinion, anyw ay.

The H acienda re s ta u ra n t 
has them  and  they a re  good. 
No ifs, ands or buts, these  a re  
the  best in town. Not only 
th a t bu t th e re  is decen t food 
too.

T here a re  th ree  or four 
H aciendas in the a re a , the 
closest being in Ind ian  Ridge 
P laza  off of G rape  R oad. I 
paid  a  v isit th e re  on W ednes­
day  night expecting  cheezy 
decor, m ediocre  food, and 
p e rh ap s passab le  d rinks. Only 
one of these  th ree  cam e  to 
p ass  - a p leasan t su rp rise .

The la rg e  num ber of ca rs  in 
the park ing  lot tipped m e off 
th a t th is  w as no o rd in a ry  re s ­
ta u ra n t. We d idn ’t h av e  to 
w ait a t  5:30 p.m . but th e  w ait 
a t 7:30 p.m . w as 10 to 15 
m inutes. M oral of the  sto ry : 
go early .

The decor w as in fac t 
cheezy. T here  w ere som e 
pseudo-M exican pain tings on 
the  w alls and  the obligatory  
pseudo-stucco w alls and 
rounded  archw ays, bu t the 20- 
foot ceilings c rea ted  v a s t ex­
panses of undecora ted  wall.

Som e ta ll p lan ts  and fa lse  
ceilings would have helped 
im m easu rab ly .

As I m entioned before, the  
frozen m a rg a rita s  a re  ex ce l­
lent. They com e in g lasses, 
m ugs, ha lf-lite rs and lite rs , 
and  in re g u la r , s traw b e rry , or 
ra sp b e rry  flavors. The g lass  
(no rm ally  $2) was only $1.25 
for p lain  and $1.50 for 
flavored  on W ednesdays. 
Lucky u s ! The flavoring and  
the teq u ila  w ere th ere  bu t not 
o v ers ta ted , and the g lasses  
w ere  co rrec tly  salted  w ith 
nice big lim e wedges. T hese 
d rinks alone m ake H acienda 
w orth  th e  tr ip  (for the over-21 
crow d, of course.)

The food w as also excellen t 
and v e ry  plentiful. The 
N achos F ie s ta  we o rdered  
($3.95) w as very  M exican, u n ­
like o th e r nacho p la tte rs  in 
South Bend. There w as lo ts of 
le ttuce  and  Ja lap en o  pep p ers  
and cheese  and stuff. The 
guacam ole  we got on the  side 
w as second-rate , accord ing  to 
m y guest, but there  w as 
p len ty  of goop on the nachos 
a lready .

H ac ien d a ’s “ F am ous W et 
B u rrito ” ($3.95, ex tra  for 
sh redded  chicken or beef) 
w as a m ea l by itself. I t w as 
about the  size of a m edium  
textbook and  sm othered  in 
cheese an d  tom ato  sauce , and  
filled w ith ground beef and  
beans. I o rd e red  refried

beans on the side  (for $1) but 
hard ly  touched them  since the 
bu rrito  w as so m uch.

The taco  sa la d  ($3.95 re g u ­
la r, $2.95 sm all) w as equally  
m onstrous. C onsisting of a  big 
crunchy  shell filled w ith 
cheese, le ttuce , tom ato , 
ground beef an d  o ther tidb its  
served  cold, th is  w as ano ther 
m eal th a t could not be 
finished.

F o r d esse rt w e tried  the  
sopapillas ($1.25), flaky  
dough p a s tr ie s  covered  w ith 
pow dered su g a r and served  
w ith honey. They w ere  the  
rig h t consistency  and ta s te  
but we only got two m easly  
p lastic  packe ts of honey. A 
nice sized bowl would have 
been ta s tie r  an d  a bit m ore  
classy .

Go there . Go rep ea ted ly  on 
W ednesdays.

A friend  once sa id , “ The 

trouble  w ith N otre D am e 
is th a t the whole goddam ned 
place is run  as though it 
w ere som ebody’s hobby .’’
This opinion, ripped off in 
anger, tu rned  out to be one of

the tru th s  th a t m ake m en 
free, because it’s the  clue 
th a t explains every th ing . ND 
m ay  be  a fine un iversity , but 
i t ’s a lso  a hobby lobby, in  my 
m ind a t  least.

W hen m istakes a re  m ade, 
or silly  things are  done, when 
I ’m m istaken  m yself, in stead  
of asking, “ How is it possible 
in th is enclave of sa in ts  and 
sch o la rs?” I rem ind  m yself 
not to  tak e  th is p lace as 
seriously  as it takes itself.
I ’m  g lad  it w as pointed out to 
m e th a t  N otre D am e is e as ie r 
to ta k e  if I judge it as I would 
judge the  space se t aside  for 
a r ts  and  c ra fts  on the funny 
fa rm , w here grow nups jo in  
the ch ildren  to work a t th e ir  
hobbies.

This m orning, a w om an 
w rote m e a le tte r: “ The C hri­
stian  a rm y  is the only a rm y  
th a t shoots its w ounded.” The 
im p act of th a t to re the top  of 
m y h ead  off before I could 
even g e t a handle on w h a t it 
m ean t. Do C hristians shoot 
the ir own wounded? You can 
bet y ou r a-double-s they  d o !

Of all the  tru th s  th a t m ake 
m en free , m aybe th a t’s the  
m ore pow erful of them  all. 
M aybe, in getting  a handle  on 
it, we could realize  how d an ­
gerous Je su s  w as as a revo lu ­
tionary , because  his revo lu ­

tion w as one of love.
D idn’t  he te ll us th a t it 
w asn ’t th e  well people, bu t 
the sick who needed a doctor? 
T hat is i t ’s not the saved  He 
cam e to help , but the lost? 
T hat it is not the righ teous 
who need H im , but the s in ­
ners?  In o th e r words, He 
founded th e  Church as a well, 
w here th e  th irs ty  could a l­
w ays get a  d rink ; as  a su p ­
per, w here  the fam ished 
could ge t a  m eal; as  a hom e 
the s tre e t people could a lw ays 
com e to ; a s  a  party , w here 
the naked  would be d ressed  in 
fine robes; as a sheepfold, 
w here the  b lack sheep a re  
alw ays aw aited . But who 
tu rned  it into a club run  by 
the self-righteous for the  
already-saved?

The w eakness of P resid en t 
Johnson’s w ar on poverty  w as 
th a t the  poor d idn’t get to  run  
it; ha lf th e  m oney set aside  
for the  poor w as paid out in 
sa la rie s  to  b u reau cra ts  who 
ad m in iste red  the p rog ram . 
Who ru n s the  Church? The 
a lready-saved , though it w as

not the  a lread y  saved  whom 
C hrist had  in m ind when He 
estab lished  the Church, as He 
clearly  told us.

But as  P au l w rote, all have 
sinned and com e short of the 
glory of God; so m aybe you 
can say  th a t the “ a lread y - 
saved” have a  p a r t  in the 
Church to o ; if they  could only 
understand  w hat it m eans to 
say, “ The tru th  will m ake 
you fre e .”

W hat is th e  tru th ?  The 
tru th  is th a t God is love, and 
he who ab ideth  in love, 
abideth  in God. This is the 
tru th  the C hris tian  should be 
aw are of a s  though his soul’s 
b rea th  depends on it, because 
it does.

U nfortunately , the tru th  
th a t the “ a lread y -sav ed ” 
cling to  th e ir  sm ugness is the 
tru th  about fa ith  and m orals. 
Je su s d idn ’t get a  reputation  
as a rad ica l because he w as a 
m oralist, and  His theology 
w as tam e  and  wholesom e, 
com pared  w ith the  m yths 
about the  gods you can dis­
cover in V irgil and Hom er. 
The stunning revelation  He 
brought us is th a t the F a th e r  
in heaven is perfec t in love.
Of all c re a tu re s  on earth , 
m en and w om en are  the 
lovers and ach ieve the ir high 
destiny as lovers.

W hat did C hrist say of the 
w om an tak en  in adultery? 
“ M uch is forgiven her, for 
she has loved m uch .” Then 
he said  to h e r, “ Go and sin no 
m o re .” W as He absolving h er 
from  a  m o ra ls  charge , or w as

He telling h e r  th a t as an 
adu lteress, she w as squander­
ing love in a  w ay th a t would 
never b ring  h e r happiness or 
fulfillm ent? Love is the fulfill­
m ent of the  law , bu t lust is 
the use of a  p riv ilege  th a t 
belongs to love. As such, i t ’s 
an  ac t of in ju stice  tha t can 
bring troub le  to the  com m uni­
ty. You can  understand  why 
adu lte ry  is w rong when i t ’s 
finally rev ea led  to you th a t 
God’s firs t law  is love.

W hat happens to a Church 
th a t tries  to  live as  though its 
highest du ty  is to teach  faith  
and m orals?  It se ts  up in­
quisitions to defend the tru th  
of the faith , and  it sets up 
w atch-and w ard  societies and 
tem p eran ce  leagues to en ­
force its m o ra l teachings. The 
Church th a t ge ts  puffed up 
over itself as  a defender of 
tru th  has to  insist on its infal­
libility and its r ig h t to be 
in to leran t of e rro r , despite 
heresy. But even if the 
Church is en titled  to claim  
these  special perrogatives, 
every  a rtic le  of the  Creed 
serves as c h a p te r  and verse 
showing w hat it m eans to say  
th a t God is love.

The Church, believing th a t 
the tru th  it should live by is 
th a t God is love and th a t its 
m ission is to  m ake God’s love 
v isible to the  w orld, should 
feel very re s tle ss  in a p a r t­
nership  w ith the secu lar 
pow ers w hich obliged, in the 
nam e of the  com m on good, to 
w age w ars, to  punish the 
guilty, and to shoot the

wounded. I t  seem s hard ly  
likly tha t the secu la r p a rtn e rs  
would be m uch insp ired  to 
accep t the  sensitive  du ties of 
C h ris t’s Church a s  the ir own.

The Church w hich fails to 
be the Church of C h ris t’s love 
m ade visible, does so a t  g rea t 
risk  to itself, because it 
b e tray s the  M aster. If I w ere 
to list groups of these people, 
you could see how m en have 
suffered inord inately  because 
of the C hurch’s abuse o r ne­
g lec t of them . How would it 
be possible for th e  Church not 
to be held responsible in the 
judgem ent for its  fa ilu re  to 
love?

I ’m  not in fav o r of pulling 
down the C hurch for its  sins 
against the  light. I t ’s a t  least 
possible, as a C hurch m em ­
b er, to becom e aw are  of the 
C hristian ’s vocation to w ear 
h im slf out, or lay  down his 
life, in the  serv ice  of love. I t ’s 
even possible fo r a Church 
m em ber to be com e a sain t. 
M aybe som eday  the Church 
will be tu rned  inside out, in a 
revolution of love. I don’t 
believe th a t C hrist has 
finished y e t w ith the Church 
th a t He, a s  the In carn a tio n  of 
love, w ants for H is servan t.

I don’t re g a rd  th is colum n 
as a  powerful ex erc ise  in 
re len tless logic. Any 
lightw eight, I expect, could 
prove th a t the a rgum en ta tion  
is silly. I ju st w an ted  to  see 
how far I could go in flying 
the idea of the C hurch a s  an 
a rm y  th a t shoots its wounded.

H e sa id  he w anted  to  sign 
w ith the  Cowboys because  
every  Sunday he used to w atch  
S taubach  on television  from  his 
hom e in H en ry e tta , Okla.

“ I rem e m b e r all those com ­
eback  v ic to ries and I ’d like to 
be p a r t of th a t som eday ,” A ik­
m an said. “ I c a n ’t  s tep  into 
R oger’s shoes bu t m aybe I can  
do som e of the  things he d id .”

Cowboys coach J im m y  
Johnson sa id  th e  th ird  tim e  w as 
the ch a rm  in his try ing  to a t ­
tra c t  A ikm an.

“ He tu rn ed  m e down out of 
high school and w ent to O kla­
ho m a,” sa id  Johnson , who w as 
then  coaching a t O klahom a 
S ta te . “ Then, w hen I w as at 
M iam i, I tr ied  to  get him  when 
he left O klahom a, but he w ent 
to  UCLA.

Q u arte rb ack  W arren  Moon 
recen tly  signed a  co n trac t w ith 
th e  Houston O ilers for five 
y e a rs  a t $2 m illion p e r season. 
Leigh S te inberg , A ikm an’s

agen t, also nego tia ted  th a t con­
tra c t.

A ikm an’s $11.2 m illion con­
tra c t  included a  signing bonus 
believed to be w orth m ore than  
$2 million.

“ It w as the  h ighest contact 
fo r a rookie ,” S teinberg  said  of 
A ikm an’s deal.

“ I w as proud to pay  it ,” Cow­
boys ow ner J e r r y  Jones said. 
“ In m y  opinion, T roy could 
have gotten  m ore  m oney if he

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Ohio Wesleyan next up for upstart ND lacrosse
Irish look to defense to continue stellar play as they put seven-game winning streak on line

The N otre D am e lacrosse  
team  will p lay  th e ir  own v e r­
sion of the “ Blue-Gold” g am e 
S a tu rday  when it faces the 
om inously black-clad  B attling  
B ishops of Ohio W esleyan Uni­
v ersity  a t “ M oose” K rause  
Field.

The Irish  (7-3) a re  rid ing a 
school-record seven-gam e win­
ning stre a k  and  face  off ag a in st 
the Bishops (9-1) a t  4 p .m ., not 
a t 1:30 p .m . as previously 
publicized.

But no m a tte r  when they 
p lay, the  Irish  know they  will 
need full efforts in m any a re a s  
if they  a re  to chip  aw ay a t 
OWU’s 8-0 series edge. The 
team  will be looking for the 
sam e type of effort th a t has 
propelled it to  three-goal, upset 
wins over Air F o rce  and 
Denison, gam es th a t re sp ec ­
tively m ark  the s ta r t  and the 
m ost recen t win of the cu rren t 
s treak .

“ I th ink i t ’s im portan t th a t 
our defense rea lly  play  w ell,” 
said  Irish  coach K evin Cor­
rigan . “ We will a lso  have to 
ride  and c le a r  well and w e’ll 
have to  have possession.

“ I t ’s im portan t th a t we m ake 
them  play the  whole field and 
w e’ll also  need to be able to  cut 
off th e ir  tran s itio n .”

L ittle  b reak s “ here  and 
th e re ” could play  an  im portan t 
role in the gam e and  vocal fan 
support will be m ore im portan t 
than  ever, accord ing  to sen ior 
tri-cap ta in  John  O lm stead.

“ In a  g am e like th is, when 
you’re  p laying such  a good

team , if they  can  see th a t we 
have good support, th a t could 
h e lp ,” said  O lm stead, the  Irish  
all-tim e a ss is ts  leader.

“ If anything, a good crow d 
will help us, especially  if the 
sco re  is close and we need to 
be w orking h a rd .”

The N otre D am e defense will 
again  key the Irish  effort, a s  
C orrigan  noted. The defense 
h as  allow ed an  im pressively  
low 6.4 goals p e r g am e this 
y e a r  while using seven v e te ran  
p lay ers  in the  re g u la r  ro ta tion .

The Irish  defense is com ing 
off an im pressive  la s t two 
gam es, in w hich they  allowed 
a  com bined six goals. B ut the 
defensive un it knows they  will 
face  th e ir  s tiffest test of the 
y e a r  ag a in s t the  B ishops, who 
w ere  ran k ed  second in Division 
III  la s t w eek.

“ Our defense is p lay ing  well 
and we re  going to need a  very  
good g am e from  th e m ,” Cor­
r ig a n  said. “ Ohio W esleyan is 
a  team  th a t does score very  
well and if we give up 17 goals 
like we did la s t y e a r , we know 
we c a n ’t win.

“ In th a t w ay, w e’re  re a lis ­
t ic ,” he continued. “ All y ear 
w e’ve tried  to  hold the  opponent 
under 10 goals and , if we can 
do th a t S a tu rday , then  we could 
be in a position w here we could 
win it .”

L ast y e a r  Ohio W esleyan 
jum ped  out to an  8-0 halftim e 
edge on th e ir  w ay  to d ism an­
tling  N otre D am e 17-1 in D ela­
w are , Ohio. In th a t gam e, the 
B ishops outshot the  Irish  40-18 
and  won 15 of 21 faceoffs while 
N otre D am e converted  only

one of nine m an-up  opportun i­
ties.

The s treak in g  Irish  a re  in 
p e rh ap s th e ir  best position to  
upset Ohio W esleyan since 
1983, when th ey  ba ttled  th e  B is­
hops to a 14-12 loss. Ohio W es­
leyan  has a lw ays scored  in 
bunches ag a in s t N otre D am e, 
scoring  12 o r m ore goals in 
each  of th e ir  e igh t v ictories. 
The B ishops ta llied  16 o r  m ore 
scores in five of those gam es, 
including the  la s t four wins.

B ut the Irish  dep th  on 
defense should enab le  them  a 
fighting chance  a g a in s t the

B attling  B ishops, accord ing  to 
sen io r tr i-cap ta in  Doug Spen­
cer.

“ E v ery  tim e  they  tu rn  
around, w e’ll be ab le to  throw  
fresh  legs a t  th e m ,” S pencer 
said . “ We h av e  no w orry  to put 
any  m em b er of o u r defense on 
the field because  we know h e ’ll 
hold up his en d .”

T his season  the Bishops a p ­
p e a r  to h av e  as po ten t an  a t ­
tack  as ev e r. A fter losing a 
close 9-8 g am e  w ith C ortland 
S ta te  last w eek, Ohio W esleyan 
bounced back  to pound Ohio 
S ta te  20-4 W ednesday.

Ohio S ta te  hosts th e  Irish  
A pril 29 in a g am e  th a t could 
d e te rm in e  the NCAA to u rn a ­
m en t w estern  bid. But the  Irish  
a re  concen tra ting  for now on 
Ohio W esleyan and  th ey  plan  
to  change little  on the offensive 
end, accord ing  to O lm stead.

“ W e’re  not going to app roach  
the  g am e any d ifferen tly  th an  
any  o th e r g am e ,” he said. 
“ W e’ll ju s t  go out and  do w hat 
h as  helped us to  win, and  th a t’s 
p lay  as a  team .

“ T h e re ’s no reaso n  fo r us to 
be in tim idated  by an y th in g .”

New college football plan skirts real problem
The purpose of college a th le tics, o r so we would 

like to  believe, is to provide en te rta in m en t for the 
fans as they  enjoy the physical efforts of gifted 
studen t a th le tes.

In  som e cases, th a t purpose  is extended to provide 
a college education to stu d en ts  to whom it would 
o therw ise be unavailab le .

The rea lity  of college a th le tic s  is getting  the  best 
a th le tes a t all costs (studen ts by definition o r no t), 
pu tting  them  into p re ssu re  filled situa tions and 
covering up th e ir  p roblem s instead  of w orking to 
solve them .

This is not to say  th a t a th le te s  a re  v ic tim s of the 
system . M any tak e  ad v an tag e  of th e ir  s ta tu s  and 
“ a th le tic  im m unity” to b reak  th e ir  school’s  ru les, 
not to  m ention federa l law s.

The problem s we see a t  Southern M ethodist, Illi­
nois, T exas A&M and, m ost notably , O klahom a, 
a re , in all likelihood, th e  tip  of the iceberg . In frac ­
tions a re  fa r  g re a te r  th an  accusations, and th e  polic­
ing system  in the NCAA is, a s  yet, unable  to  keep 
up w ith the ru lebreak ing .

D espite all th a t gloom and  doom, th ere  a re  col

leges and universities in the  U nited S ta tes  th a t do, 
or a t least have not been found not to, avoid scandal 
and ab ide by ru les and law s. T hese schools, 
how ever, still com pete on the  p laying field w ith the 
ru le  benders, ignorers, and b reak ers .

Dr. J a m e s  J . C arberry , a  p rofessor of chim ical 
eng ineering  a t N otre D am e, and D ’Arcy Chisholm , 
A ssocaite D irec to r of the  In stitu te  for P a s to ra l and 
Social M inistry , have w ritten  “ A M odest P roposal 
R egard ing  In terco lleg iate  F o o tba ll,” the purpose 
of w hich is “ to reduce, if not a r re s t  the  decline of 
the  tru e  m ean ing  and am a te u r sp irit of in terco l­
leg ia te  football com petition. . .(suggest) the  fo rm a­
tion of a N ational Ivy L eague of som e dozen schools 
of b road  geograph ical c h a ra c te r  yet m ark ed  by 
co m p arab le  academ ic  and a th le tic  a sp ira tio n s .”

(The en tire  proposal ap p ea rs  in the  Viewpoint 
section of to d ay ’s O bserver.)

Although I believe th ere  is m erit in m uch of the 
proposal, I th ink  it is an ineffective w ay of shoving 
the problem  aside, ra th e r  th an  com batting  the  prob­
lem s w here  they  s ta r t. The problem s a ffec t ev e ry ­
one involved in college ath le tics, not ju s t those who 
b reak  th e  ru les.

C arb e rry  and  Chilsholm have a  list of 19 possible 
schools (including N otre D am e), w hich a re  
p resu m ed  to have  higher c r ite r ia , or to be pursu ing  
h igher c r ite r ia , for a th le tic  as well as  academ ic  
eligibility . The schools a re  a rran g ed  regionally , 
w hich would form  the league, m em b ers  of which 
w ould ab ide by the  guidelines the proposal stes 
forth.

The p roposal includes no freshm an  elegibility , no 
red sh ir tin g , and no spring  p rac tice .

C arb e rry  and  Chisholm a re  w orking to d raw  a t­
tention  to  th e ir  ideas and a re  encourag ing  debate  
on the issue. I ’d like to do the sam e. R ead  the  p ro ­
posal in Viewpoint (no, th is is not an ad ), and  you 
can  send  your opinions to m e at The O bserver, P.O.

F or the  first tim e since Lou 
Holtz took over as head  coach 
fo r the Notre D am e football 
team , som eone else is keeping 
an  eye on the q u a rte rb ack s  for 
him .

U sually, Holtz takes on m ost 
of the coaching him self in th a t 
dep artm en t, bu t th is y e a r he 
nam ed  A ssistan t Coach P ete  
Cordelli q u a rte rb ack  coach, a l­
lowing an  ass is tan t to take  
over.

And w hat a job. N otre D am e 
h as  a history  of tu rn ing  out ex ­
ceptional q u a rte rb ack s , and 
th is  y e a r ’s crop  has its own 
can d id a te  for the position, 
Tony Rice.

“ I t ’s a  g rea t opportunity  to 
w ork w ith th e m ,” Cordelli 
says. “ I can give them  m y full 
a tten tion , and th a t ’s som ething 
th a t h asn ’t been possible in the 
th ree  y ea rs  w e’ve been h e re .”

Lack of atten tion  is usually  
not a problem  you th ink about 
when discussing N otre D am e 
quarte rbacks .

R ice is a lread y  a ttrac tin g  a t­
tention as a poten tia l H esim an

Trophy w inner in 1989. The 6-1, 
200-pound junior led the Irish  
to th e  N ational Cham pionship, 
and Irish  fans who com plained 
th a t N otre D am e d id n ’t have a 
passing  gam e w atched  him  im ­
prove d ram atica lly .

“ T ony’s gotten b e tte r ,” Cor­
delli says. “ In  the fall, you 
could see him get b e tte r  every  
week. In the spring, h e ’s picked 
up w here  he left off.”

R ice  say s it h asn ’t  been quite 
th a t easy  th is  spring. He 
m issed  p rac tices  for academ ic 
reasons, but re tu rn ed  for the 
final sc rim m ag e  before S a tu r­
d a y ’s Blue-Gold gam e, in 
w hich he will play  on both 
sides.

“ T hings have been going 
p re tty  good,” R ice says. “ I t ’s 
tak ing  som e tim e, going a little  
slow. I ’m  very  pleased with 
w hat p rogress we’re  m aking, 
but we all know it doesn’t  stop 
here .

“ I got a  little  behind,” R ice 
says of his m issed ap p earan ces 
on th e  p rac tice  field. “ I h ad  to 
do w hat I had to  do. . .1 h ad  to 
ca tch  u p .”

R ice  led the Irish  in to ta l of­
fense la s t season, averag ing

171 y a rd s  p er gam e. He 
av erag ed  5.8 y a rd s  p e r c a r ry  
on the ground and com pleted  
51 p e rcen t of his passes. He 
th rew  fo r eight touchdow ns and 
ra n  for nine m ore.

In  the  F iesta  Bowl against 
W est V irginia, R ice w as 7-for- 
11 for 213 y a rd s  and  two touch­
downs, plus he ra n  fo r 75 y a rd s  
on 13 ca rrie s . Cordelli expects 
the  im porvem ent to  continue.

“ Now we re  w orking to m ove 
him  to the  next level,” Cordelli 
say s . “ We w ant him  to consis­
ten tly  p ass  as well a s  he runs. 
H e’s rig h t on schedule. H e’s 
doing a fine job th is spring.

“ We w ant to work on im prov­
ing his knowledge of the  gam e. 
H e’s been in the system  for 
th ree  y ea rs , he know s w hat 
w e’re  try in g  to do. We w ant 
h im  to ge t a feel for every th ing  
th a t can  happen in a gam e. 
H e’ll be able to an tic ip a te  
th ings, both good and  bad. H e’s 
p rog ressed  in th a t re sp ec t th is 
sp rin g .”

R ice finds h im self in a new 
ro le  in 1989, th a t of a  tr i-cap ta in  
of the  N otre D am e team . But 
to h im , i t ’s a m a tte r  of d e leg a­
tion.

“ The th ree  cap ta in s  got the 
sen io rs together, and we sa id  
th a t a ll the  seniors w ere rea lly  
the  c a p ta in s ,” R ice says. “ We 
decided  th a t it w as im p o rtan t 
for ev e ry  one of the sen io rs to 
be lead e rs  on the field. I th ink  
w e re  m oving in the r ig h t d i­
rec tio n .”

R ice is backed up a t the  q u a r ­
te rb ack  spot by K ent G rah am  
and S teve Belles. Senior P e te  
G rah am  is ano ther m an  
looking for a backup ro le, but 
he in ju red  his shoulder and  w as 
unable  to p a rtic ip a te  in m ost of 
the sp ring  drills. F re sh m a n  
Mike M iadich has also  tu rn ed  
som e heads this spring.

“ We a ll work well to g e th e r ,” 
R ice say s  of the q u a rte rb ack s . 
“ I t ’s a lw ays a  team  effo rt, not 
an  individual one.”

“ T hey’re  a close g ro u p ,” 
C ordelli says. “ I t ’s been a  lot 
of fun w orking with them . They 
respond well to coaching, and 
they w ork together well. All the 
q u a rte rb a ck s  a re  im proving 
th e ir level of p lay. K ent 
G rah am , Steve Belles, P e te  
G rah am , th ey ’re  all getting  
b e tte r. M iadich has done a heck 
of a  jo b .”

The o ther p layers rea lize  
they m ight be overshadow ed 
by the  presence  of R ice, but 
they  sa y  they  enjoy the  c h a l­
lenge.

“ R igh t now, w e’re  th e re  to 
back up  Tony if he needs i t ,” 
said  Belles, one of seven fifth- 
y e a r seniors on the Irish  squad . 
“ We w an t to  help each  o ther 
out. E veryone is push ing  
everyone e lse .”

Ju n io r K ent G raham  w as  the 
top sub last season, com pleting
16-of-25 passes for 144 y a rd s . 
Belles appeared  a t both q u a r ­
te rb ack  and ta ilback  fo r the 
Irish  and  com pleted two of his 
four passes. P e te  G rah am  w ent 
one b e tte r, going th ree  of-four, 
bu t both of B elles’ passes w ere  
for touchdow ns.

The q u arte rb ack s , like 
everyone else, a re  looking fo r­
w ard  to re tu rn in g  to  the 
p lay ing  field in the fall.

Eagles to a starting fullback for the 
national champions.

Serving his second season as an 
Irish tri-captain, the 6-2, 229- 
pounder from Phillipsburg, N.J., is 
returning for a fifth year of eligibility. 
Bolcar, a second-team All- 
American in 1987, will lead the 
Gold team's linebacking corps.

This 6-3, 236-pounder Chicago 
is back from a shoulder injury that 
sidelined him for all of last season. 
Foley is listed as a linebacker on 
the Gold roster, but should play de­
fensive end this fall.

Zorich earned several national 
honors as a sophomore last 
season. The 6-1, 268-pounder 
from Chicago, who will suit up with 
the Blue on Saturday, will lead one 
of the best defensive lines in the 
country this fall.

W hat is rem ark ab le  about 
this is th a t last y e a r  a t th is 
tim e, the  line w as one of the 
question m ark s on the team .
The designated  s ta r te r s  a t the

tack le  po sitio n s-Jeff Aim, 
G eorge W illiams and Chris 
Z o rich -had  never s ta rted  a 
gam e. But as the season wore 
on, the  trio em erged  as the 
anchor for the defense.

“ We w ere supposed to be one 
of the w eaknesses of the team  
la s t y e a r ,” said  Zorich. “ I ’m 
very  happy with how we did 
la s t y ea r, bu t I ’m  sure  if you 
ta lk  to the o ther guys on the 
line th e y ’ll te ll you th a t we have 
a lot to le a rn .”

Com pared to la s t spring, 
when the tack les w ere an  un­
ce rta in ty , th is y e a r ’s crew  is 
an experienced  unit looking to 
im prove. Coach John  P a le rm o  
says th a t the team  has m ade 
significant p rogress this 
spring.

“ The line is m uch fu rth er 
along th is  y e a r th an  it w as last 
y e a r ,” he said. “ The p layers 
a re  a little  b igger, s tro n g er and 
faste r, and th ey ’ve im proved 
fundam en ta lly .”

At the  cen te r of th e  defensive

line is the nosetackle, Zorich, 
who ran k ed  th ird  on the team  
las t y e a r  in to tal tack les with 
70. D espite sitting  out his en tire  
fresh m an  yea r, Zorich es tab ­
lished him self as one of the best 
p lay ers  a t his position.

“ All of h is football is ahead  
of h im ,” P a le rm o  said  of 
Zorich. “ I would d escribe  him  
as a fierce  com petitor, som e­
one who ha tes  to lose. H e’s a 
g re a t football p la y e r .”

F lank ing  Zorich a t  left and 
righ t tack le  positions will be 
G eorge W illiam s and  Je ff Aim, 
respective ly . Aim, who will be 
a  senior, led the  Irish  last 
season  in an  unusual category  
for a  linem an: in terceptions. 
His 6-7, 270-pound fram e  and 
defensive skills con tribu ted  to 
the p ass  ru sh  a tta c k  for N otre 
D am e.

W illiam s se ttled  into the  left 
tack le  spot, s ta r tin g  all 12 
g am es a fte r  being sw itched 
from  nosetackle. His 41-2 sacks 
ran k ed  second on the  team  and 
he w as a m a jo r p a r t of a 
defense th a t allowed only 112 
rush ing  y ard s  p e r gam e.

“ The thing about G eorge is, 
h e ’s p robably  the slow est of the 
th ree  tack les speed w ise, but 
the qu ickest in the group of the 
th re e ,” P a le rm o  said . “ H e’s a 
good fundam enta l football 
p lay er, he ju s t needs to get a 
little  s tro n g e r.”

B acking up the th ree  s ta r te rs  
will be Bob Dahl, T roy R idgely 
and Mike C rounse. The tack les 
a re  looking to im prove in all 
a re a s  as a  unit th is sp ring  in 
p rep era tio n  for the  ’89 c am ­
paign. P a le rm o  ta lk s  as  if he 
w ere the coach of the w orst- 
ran k ed  defense in the  nation.

“ O verall as  a group w e’d like 
to be b e tte r  ag a in st the run, 
and you can  never be good 
enough rush ing  the  p asse r. I ’d 
like to see m ore sack s ,” 
P a le rm o  said .

F o r­
tunate ly , the  rep lacem en ts  
a lread y  have experience  and 
have m ade a  m ark  on the  foot­
ball field.

“ Arnold played a lot for us 

as a  freshm an  la s t y e a r ,” said  
H ayes. “ H e’s fundam enta lly  
sound, and he know s his tech ­
niques very  well. H e’s a guy I 
can  count on.”

A ndre Jones will be backing 
up Ale a t the  drop end position. 
Jones played over 100 m inutes 
on the  field la s t y e a r  and will 
p rovide leadersh ip  for the 
team .

K owalkowski will s tep  into 
F ra n k  S tam s’ ru sh  end spot, 
w here he backed  up S tam s for 
the la s t two years. He has also 
seen a lot of action  on special 
team s.

“ Scott’s b iggest a sse t is th a t 
he h as  a lot of d esire  and  a lot 
of ex p erien ce ,” H ayes noted. 
“ He has p layed  a lot for us in 
the p as t and  will add  a  lot of

leadersh ip  to our defense .”
Devon M cDonald from

“ My m ain  concern is keeping 
th em  from  th inking th a t they 
have  to go out and  be F ran k  
S tam s,” he said. “ They m ay be 
as good a s  F ra n k  S tam s, but I 
don’t  know.

“ We w ant the defensive ends 
to be p roduc tive ,” he contin­
ued. “ We w ant them  to go out 
and  tak e  c a re  of the ir respon­
sibilities but if they have a 
chance to  m ake a  big p lay, we 
w an t them  to m ake it. In our 
schem e, th e  defensive end is a 
big-play position .”

F am ilia r Irish  backs An­
thony Johnson and Rodney Cul­
ver will be joined by freshm an  
tailback K enny Spears in the  
backfield for the  Blue squad. 
Johnson, q u arte rb ack  Tony 
R ice and linebacker Ned Bol­
c a r  a re  tri-cap ta in s  of the  1989 
team .

Sophomore R yan M ihalko 
s ta r ts  a t fu llback for the  Gold 
team . Lining up behind 
Mihalko a t  ta ilback  will be 
Ricky W atters, who has had an  
outstanding spring, and R usty  
Setzer.

W atters, who has sw itched 
back to ta ilback  a fte r spending 
his sophom ore y ea r a t flanker, 
has had an  outstanding spring.

M eanw hile, R yan  M ihalko 
will provide stab ility  for the  
Gold ground-gainers. “ R yan is 
consistent, and  re liab le . H e’s 
w hat I call a ‘N otre D am e 
p lay e r,” ’ p ra ises  Strong. 
“ R yan has m ad e  som e im ­
provem ent th is  spring. H e’s 
stro n g er and m ore physical as 
a ru n n er and  has also shown 
the  ability  to  ca tch  the ball 
com ing out of the  backfield a t 
tim es .”

Looking to push the pigskin 
into the opposite end zone will 
be Anthony Johnson , who w ill 
not take  this g am e very  lightly. 
“ Anthony Johnson  has a g re a t 
com petitive sp irit. He does not 
like to lose,” says Strong.

Johnson, who gained 282 
y ard s  on 69 c a rr ie s  and scored 
five touchdow ns la s t fall, is e f­
fective p rim arily  because he is 
very  difficult to tackle. “ A n­
thony is a v e ry  s trong  runner, 
and  he is h a rd  to bring down 
because he ru n s  so low to the  
g round,” explains Strong.

“ He has a  g rea t ability  to 
change direction , which I like 
to c red it to the  fac t tha t he 
played soccer when he w as 
young,” says Strong. “ He has 
the  ability  to see the c reases  in 
th e  running lanes, and his 
change of d irection  allows him  
to get his body into those 
lan es .”

F resh m an  Rodney Culver, 
an  outstanding young ath le te , 
joins Johnson in the  backfield. 
“ R odney’s had  a good sp rin g ,” 
says S trong, “ He played 
p rim arily  a t fu llback in the fall, 
bu t our num bers a re  rea lly  
down in te rm s  of overall backs 
to work with th is sp rin g .”

C ulver’s v e rsa tility  h as  
helped S trong solve his n u m ­
bers problem . Culver is pow er­
ful enough to be a fullback, bu t 
he also has th e  speed to excel 
a t  tailback. Look for him to 
c a rry  the  ball from  both posi­
tions tom orrow  for the Blue 
team .

W atters is also quick to 
p ra ise  C ulver. “ Rodney is 
tough, h e ’s fa s t, h e ’s physical, 
h e ’s ju s t a good all-around foot­
ball p lay e r,”  says W atters. 
“ H e’s definitely  high on m y 
list. ” Indeed, a f te r  averag ing  
6.5 y ard s  p e r c a rry  last fqll, 
Culver is high on everybody’s 
list.
