struggle of an American family 
in a foreign nation, the role of 
women in the foreign service, 
and the improvement of in te r­
national relations over the past 
forty years.

The Ransoms have been in 
foreign service for over twenty 
years. Mr. Ransom, director of 
the U.S. State Department’s Of­
fice of Arabian Peninsula A f­
fairs, has been in the foreign

service since 1965, spending 
most of that time in embassies 
of Middle East countries.

Mrs. Ransom, executive assis­
tant to the counselor fo r the 
U.S. In form ation Agency, has 
also been in the foreign service 
fo r over twenty years in the 
same stations as her husband. 
Both speak fluent Arabic.

A m ajor point o f the lecture 
was the situations tha t the 
Ransoms had to deal w ith  in 
the M iddle East. The couple 
often had to enterta in  d ip lo ­
mats from the Arabic nations.

“ It was always a challenge,” 
Mrs. Ransom said, “ to figure 
out what you could do to cross 
the cultural barriers.”

The couple also had to raise 
three daughters while in the 
Middle East. Mrs. Ransom said 
that the children had d ifficu lt

ND dining halls cited for numerous health code violations

The latest sanitation inspec­
tions done by the St. Joseph 
County Health Department on 
North and South Dining Halls 
show a 20-po int decline in 
scores over the last two years.

The d in ing  halls were in ­
spected on May 2, 1989, by 
Emma Carter and Rex Emrick. 
South D ining Hall scored 74 
out o f a possible 100 points 
and was cited for 15 violations 
out of 44. North Dining Hall 
scored 73 and w ith  16 vio la ­
tions noted.

Both dining halls were cited 
for two major violations involv­
ing the storage o f toxic items 
and rodent activity.

“ None of our facilities have 
ever been put on any type of no­
tice. We do our own in terna l 
san ita tion  checks. We have

never received notice from (St. 
Joseph County Health Officer) 
Dr. P la in ,” said D irector of 
U n iv e rs ity  Food Services 
W illiam Hickey.

“ I don ’t th ink  th is  report 
(from May) reflects adequately 
on University Food Services. I 
th ink  M r. H ickey has come 
great distances in the past few 
years,” said Michael McCauslin, 
e n v iro n m e n ta l hea lth  and 
safety specialist and industria l 
hygienist w ith  the University’s 
Risk Management department.

“There weren’t  any violations 
directly relating to the quality, 
wholesomeness or condition of 
food,” McCauslin said.

The 2-hour inspections are 
completed on standard inspec­
tion forms. Each of the 44 vio­
lations carries a weight from 
one to five which are then de­
ducted from 100.

Violations weighted five have

a g r e a te r  p o te n t ia l  
“ contribution to food-borne i l l ­
ness,” according to Plain.

The violations regarding the 
storage o f toxic items and ro ­
dent activity were also noted in 
C arte r’s inspection o f North 
Dining Hall on Oct. 13, 1988. 
That inspection yielded a score 
o f 90.

On A p r il 15, 1988, North 
Dining Hall scored 99 w ith  one 
violation. On Jan. 15, 1988, its 
score was 97 w ith  three viola­
tions; 98 on July 22, 1987, w ith 
one violation; 81 on A p ril 29, 
1987, w ith  11 violations and 90 
on Jan. 20, 1987, w ith  three v i­
olations.

In a 1988 inspection, South 
Dining Hall scored 94 w ith  four 
violations. On July 22, 1987, it 
scored 94 w ith  four violations 
and on Jan. 12, 1987, 97 points 
w ith  two violations.

In the May inspection both

dining halls were cited for one 
fiv e -p o in t v io la tio n  w h ich  
reads, “ Toxic items properly 
stored, labeled and used. Only 
necessary toxic items on hand.” 

A comment on the repo rt 
made in North Dining Hall said, 
“ P roperly store insectic ides 
(not w ith  cleaning supplies).” 

“That is a real technical area. 
It  is unfortunate that in South 
Dining Hall and in North Dining 
Hall even w ith  the remodeling 
there is a shortage of storage 
space. Both are techn ica lly  
chemicals, but they must be 
kept separate from  one an­
other,” said McCauslin.

A fou r-po in t v io la tion  was 
also noted on each of the re ­
ports. This v io la tion  states, 
“ No evidence of insects or ro ­
dents present and outer open­
ing adequately protected. No 
other animals present.”

A comment on the N orth

D in ing  H a ll re p o rt stated, 
“ Rodent activity in food storage 
area.”

“ We dea lt w ith  tha t th is 
summer,” McCauslin said. The 
U niversity contracted w ith  a 
new pest control company.

“ W ith the students gone it 
was a golden opportunity to do 
a very intensive job, which w ill 
include follow-ups. I f  the prob­
lems continue, they can attack 
again over w in te r break,” said 
McCauslin, fo rm erly  a health 
department inspector in M ichi­
gan.

“ Especially in South Dining 
Hall, the tunnels are a great 
breeding ground fo r rodents. 
I t ’s the way the build ing was 
designed before there were uni­
form  hea lth  codes fo r food 
establishments.”

USAir pilot cannot explain crash

NEW YORK— A USAir p ilo t 
told the control tower he was 
aborting takeoff moments be­
fore his je t lin e r slid into the 
East River, k illing  two passen­
gers, but did not say what the 
problem  was, o ffic ia ls  said 
Thursday.

“ There was no indication of 
why he was abo rting ,”  said 
Federal Aviation A dm in is tra ­
tion spokesman Fred Farrar.
“ Until we know why the guy 
aborted the takeoff, we have no 
way of knowing the cause of 
the accident.”

Survivors clung to the wings 
o f the broken a irc ra ft  or 
grasped floating timbers after 
the Boeing 737-400 slid into 
Bowery Bay o ff LaGuardia A ir­
port at 11:29 p.m. Wednesday.
Two women were killed, but 59 
people including crew members 
survived.

The je t ’s flig h t data and

Hurricane Hugo strikes 
South Carolina Thursday

CHARLESTON, S.C.— 
H u rrica n e  Hugo s tru ck  
South Carolina w ith  renewed 
fu ry  Thursday a fte r thou ­
sands of coastal residents in 
southeastern states grabbed 
w hat they could carry and 
fled inland on jammed high­
ways.

“ This is a disaster staring 
us righ t in the eye,”  Mayor 
Joseph P. Riley Jr. said from 
his City Hall command post 
in Charleston, where the 
hurricane downed power and 
telephone lines, snapped 
trees and caused u t i l i ty  
transformers to explode.

“ A ll we can do now is pray 
and hope all the precautions 
we have taken have been 
su ffic ien t,”  Riley said as 
Hugo’s eye bore in on the 
city. “ 1 jus t hope and pray 
we can get through th is 
w ithout any loss of life .”

By m idn igh t, 119 mph

w inds were reported  in 
Charleston. The roof cracked 
at City Hall, a 188-year-old 
b rick  b u ild in g  th a t has 
w ithstood  several h u r r i ­
canes, and torrents of water 
poured in to  the paneled 
council chamber. Phone and 
electric service to the com­
mand post was knocked out.

No injuries were imm edi­
ately reported.

H u rr ic a n e -fo rc e  w inds 
firs t h it the coast by 9:15 
p.m. EDT, and about three 
hours la ter the eye of the 
storm passed over the Isle of 
Pa lm s ju s t  east o f 
Charleston, said Bob Sheets, 
d ire c to r o f the N ationa l 
Hurricane Center in Coral 
Gables, Fla.

The eye was about 10 miles 
across and top winds were 
s till at 135 mph. Hugo was 
expected to tu rn  gradually to 
the north , causing severe 
flooding as it moved up the 
East Coast.

Campus attacks can lead to 
racial paranoia

Last weekend, a group o f us were w alking 
across campus around 2 a.m. I expressed my 
re lie f that I wasn’t walking home alone in light 
of all the recent attacks on campus.

“ Y ou ’ re r ig h t , ” someone rep lied , “ You 
wouldn’t want some group of black guys to at­
tack you." It wasn’t the firs t time I heard some­
one say that in reference to our recent crime 
wave.

As the number of assaults reported on and off 
campus increases, a lot of students are dwelling 
on the race o f the attackers. No one refers to 
these assailants as “ crazy kids,” “ perverts,” or 
even “ townies”— the definition of choice seems 
to be limited to one race of people.

This is problematic because the people who 
th ink  th is way are forgetting  one im portant 
point: we re all in this together, no m atter what 
the color o f our skin. Right now, we’re in an “us 
against them ” situation. The way we should 
th ink about this situation is predator against 
victim, not black against white.

By now some o f you are th inking, “ But the 
guys who attacked our students were black.” In 
some instances this was the case, but a couple 
of weeks ago it was reported that a white jogger 
came up to several Notre Dame women and also 
acted suspiciously. You see, there  is no 
“ standard" type o f w eirdo; they come in all 
shapes, sizes, and colors.

Last semester I took a crim inology course, 
and I found out that most crimes committed 
against whites were by whites and most crimes 
committed against blacks were by blacks. Un­
fortunately, there are those o f us who see our 
present situation as black on white, w ith  no 
gray area in between.

I don’t th ink i t ’s wrong to report the descrip­
tion o f the attackers; i f  there is a rap ist out 
there I would certa inly like to know what he 
looks like. But i f  we only concentrate on the 
color o f the attacker’s skin, we’ll only end up 
alienating our fellow students instead of band­
ing together to get these creeps— black or 
white— away from our campus.

If  we keep te lling each other to watch out for 
“ black guys” we’re including a lot o f innocent

people in that description. Everyone w ill be so 
busy looking out for black males that they won’t 
know what h it them i f  that white jogger comes 
around again. I t ’s w rong fo r us to blame a 
whole race of people for what some trouble­
makers are doing, and tha t’s what we are doing 
i f  we assume that every crim inal is black.

What scares me most about the situation on 
campus is not the color of the attackers, i t ’s the 
fact that there have been so many attacks. It 
seems as i f  the Adm inistration was able to mo­
bilize quickly to avert a measles epidemic, but I 
don’t th ink the same can be said about the ir 
handling o f the series o f assaults on Notre 
Dame and Saint Mary’s students.

Frankly, I ’m sick and tired of worrying about 
walking across the quad at n ight and i t ’s up to 
the Adm inistration to take measures to make 
this campus safer for all of us. And i t ’s up to us 
to stop le tting  ignorance and prejudice color 
our perceptions of the current situation.

The real issue here is not who’s out to get 
whom; what we have to concern ourselves with 
is beefing up security and try ing  to get better 
ligh ting  in dark parking lots and pathways. 
You don’t have to be white to have a stake in 
added security, and I ’m pretty sure that those 
teenagers on bikes would attack black women 
just as soon as they would attack white women.

We all need to work together to get these 
punks away from our campus. Race is not the 
question. I t ’s a question o f who w ill win out: the 
attackers or the victims. Let’s not add the m i­
norities on campus to our lis t o f victims.

Notre Dame implemented a

A rth u r Decio, chairm an of 
the board and chief executive of 
Skyline Corporation, w ill receive 
the University o f Notre Dame 
A lum ni Association’s John J. 
C avanaugh C S C .  A w ard  
September 22.

Decio, who rece ived an 
honorary doctor of laws degree 
from the University in 1975 and 
who sits on the U nivers ity ’s 
board o f trustees, attended 
DePaul University before going 
to work at Skyline and becom­
ing its president in 1956.

He has received appoint­
ments to several presidentia l

commissions and servied on the 
boards o f more than 35 civic, 
religious, educational, business 
and financial organizations.

The C avanaugh A w ard  
memorializes the U niversity ’s 
14th president and has since 
1984 been given annually to a 
Notre Dame graduate for ex­
traordinary public service.

in South Dining Hall were also 
the cause of another violation.

Carter inspected the fac ility  
on Dec. 16, 1988, in a manda­
tory response to a complaint. 
No score was given.

“ Major cleaning scheduled for 
Christmas break,” was noted 
on the report.

A t tha t tim e Carter noted, 
“The upstairs prep room was 
generally norm al soil, based 
upon capacity o f food service. 
The downstairs prep area was 
found to be roach (dead and 
alive) infested, and daily clean­
ing o f equipm ent needed ... 
Food prepared under sewer 
lines. Manager stated imm edi­
ate corrective action would be 
taken.”

A t the o f the report, it  was 
noted, “ Recommend drop ceil­
ings for downstairs prep area 
or relocate equipment because 
of waste lines.”

In the May 2 inspection done 
by Carter and Em rick, “ Food 
prepared under sewage lines 
(downstairs prep room). To be 
corrected today,” was again 
cited.

“ The concern is that a sewer 
line can break or leak and con­
taminate food,” McCauslin said.

The waste-water lines run 
throughout the main floor of 
South Dining Hall “ all over the 
place,” according to McCauslin.

McCauslin said attempting to 
locate the prep room away 
from  any sewage line “ would 
effectively elim inate the entire 
basement.”

Instead, the University pays 
special attention to the pipes. 

“ We go way beyond what is

required o f us regarding the 
maintenance and inspection of 
pipes,” McCauslin said.

McCauslin conducts his own 
semesterly inspections o f the 
d in ing  halls and an annual 
course fo r University Food Ser­
vices supervisors and m an­
agers through the Educational 
Foundation o f the National 
Restaurant Association.

Regarding the unannounced 
sanitation inspections, required 
at least twice annually by state 
law , there  is no “ passing” 
score, Plain said.

“A fa c ility  could have one 
treacherous th ing, but score 
95,” he explained.

“W ith scores of 84 and below 
we take a careful look. The su­
pervisor brings it to my atten­
tion,” said Plain.

“When an inspection comes in 
(from the county) w ith  an ab­
norm ally high amount of re ­
marks, the manager and assis­
tant d irecto r o f food services 
are called in ,” Hickey said.

McCauslin stated tha t not 
only the num ber of violations 
but also the types are im por­
tant to notice.

“There were lots of one-point 
vio la tions, such as walls or 
ligh ting  needing repa ir,” Mc­
Causlin said.

“The question you have to ask 
is, does tha t rea lly affect the 
food we are serving? In fact, it 
has very litt le  bearing,” said 
McCauslin.

“ The firs t section, numbers 
one through ten are the most 
im portant. This is where the 
most serious things affecting 
food can occur.”

“ For a fa c ility  th a t size, 
you’re going to have a lot of l i t ­
tle things that you are not go­
ing to have in a smaller fac il­
ity ,” McCauslin said.

Accord ing to Plain, Notre 
Dame consistently serves the 
highest number of meals at any 
facility in the county.

O ffering possible explana­
tions fo r the sudden drop at the 
Notre Dame fac ilities , Plain 
said, “A manager may have 
been on vacation or the student 
help was ready to go home.”

“ We come by different types 
of inspectors that can h it you 
more severely. It has a lot to do 
w ith  the in s p e c to r,” said 
Hickey.

“ Some demerits may be due 
to m alfunction ing  equipment 
fo r which the contractor has 
been called in ,” he continued.

McCauslin said often when in ­
spectors come in  teams it  ind i­
cates that one is being trained, 
leading to a “ much more thor­
ough investigation.”

“The main th rust is to take 
care o f the serious food-related 
items. Food protection, tem ­
perature requirements are the 
th ings tha t rea lly  effect the 
quality of food that is served to 
the students,”

“ I am sympathetic w ith  the 
health department. They have a 
job to do,” McCauslin said.

“ On any day you could point 
out things tha t aren’t exactly 
perfect, things that are slated 
for maintenance.”

“ University Food Service is 
very, very good about taking 
care o f problems as they come 
up,” McCauslin said.

“ The record at the University 
speaks fo r itse lf. We go to 
great lengths to ensure a safe 
product fo r the students,” said 
McCauslin.

Ransoms talk on foreign service
them 100 times a day in as 
many areas,” said Ransom. Ac­
cording to Ransom, the Saudis 
played a m ajor role in the So­
viet w ithd raw a l from  Afgan- 
istan.

In the area of business, Ran­
som warned Saudi competition 
in the oil m arket may become 
fierce. The Arab nation wants 
to become more than simply 
exporters o f crude oil; to as­
sure the ir footing in this area, 
the Saudis are buying many gas 
stations in the eastern U.S., he 
said.

Moving fu rthe r east, Ransom 
"said he d idn ’t see the United 
States re tu rn ing  to good re la ­
tions w ith  Iran  “ any tim e 
soon.” Calling Iran a “ very d i­
vided state,” Ransom said Iran 
must do something to re affirm  
its a lliance w ith  the United 
States,

“ We don’t say release of the 
hostages is a condition, but it is 
almost a condition,” said Ran­
som of the United States’ once 
dearest ally in the Middle East 
possibly rejoining its alliance.

and, according to Ransom, is 
fina lly beginning to co-operate 
w ith  the United States in the 
area.

“ I t ’s a most amazing trans­
form ation,” he said of the Sovi­
ets’ willingness to share in for­
mation and help in negotiations 
in the M iddle East. Ransom

added that the Soviets w ill not 
be the threat they once were, 
but could become a great in flu ­
ence fo r change in the region.

The United States, he added, 
“ w ill s till be the big boy on the 
block.”

N oting  th is  com bin ing o f 
powers and co-operation be­
tween states, Ransom cau­
tiously added, “ I th ink we can 
hope for a more stable area for 
the next 15 to 20 years. It w ill 
be better.”

times, but fe lt that life in a fo r­
eign land was an experience 
they w ou ldn ’t trade fo r any­
thing.

To make sure that the family 
stayed together, Mr. Ransom 
said that they often took vaca­
tions and had designated days 
of the week to spend time to­
gether.

Although in  many cases a 
dual-career situation can be a 
strain on a marriage, the Ran­
soms felt that the ir common in ­
terest in foreign service was a 
“ source o f s tren th ” in the ir 
marriage. Mrs. Ransom said it 
was fortunate  they both had 
“ portab le careers” and were 
able to concentrate on their ca­
reers while at the same time 
raise a family.

The role of women in the fo r­
eign service has, according to 
Mrs. Ransom, improved over 
the past fifteen years, but there 
is s til l much room fo r im ­
provement. Although the per­
centage o f women has in ­
creased, the number of women 
in the higher levels of the ser­
vice has not grown s ig n ifi­
cantly.

An example of the d iscrim i­
nation against women in the 
service is the now-repealed rule 
w hich d id n ’t a llow  m arried  
women to be foreign service 
officers, although men could 
m arry. This stipulation forced 
Mrs. Ransom to resign when 
she m arried Mr. Ransom, but 
she was asked back a few years 
la te r  a fte r  the ru le  was 
dropped.

Mr. Ransom placed a heavy 
emphasis on the improvement 
of in ternational relations over 
the past fo rty  years. He a t­
tributed this to the fact that the 
U.S. now has embassies in 144 
countries and re lations w ith  
157 nations. He said that the 
threat of the Soviet Union and 
communism that Americans felt 
fo rty years ago has now been 
reduced.

Mr. Ransom also addressed 
the issue of how foreign policy 
is affected by Congress and 
other branches of the govern­
ment.

“The government,” Mr. Ran­
som said, “ is like a huge a ir ­
c ra ft ca rrie r. It takes a long 
time to turn it around.” He em­
phasized tha t any attempt to 
drastically affect foreign policy 
is an exhausting process, and 
that the President has the final 
say in matters.

He also pointed out that, in 
light of recent developments in 
the nations of Eastern Europe, 
there w ill be a need to change 
fore ign policy in the coming 
decade.

come acquainted w ith  the 
Macintosh through hands-on 
use, said Brian Daugherty, con­
tro lle r o f the group.

The Notre Dame group w ill 
make a presentation to judges 
from Apple and related compa­
nies in Chicago in December. 
The judges w ill determ ine at 
this presentation which o f eight 
colleges did the best job  in 
prom oting  and p lanning the 
M acintosh awareness event, 
Sherman said.

Notre Dame w ill be compet­
ing against Ohio State Univer­
sity, University o f Wisconsin, 
University o f Kansas, Kansas 
Stale, Kent State, University of 
Nebraska, and St. Thomas, ac­
cording to Daugherty.

The w inn ing  school w ill re ­
ceive a Macintosh l ab. How­
ever, Apple has not defined 
what exactly is entailed in that 
award, said Sherman.

Apple donated a Macintosh II 
CX and $2000 to be used for an

advertising campaign and the 
actual p lanning o f the event, 
Sherman said. The advertising 
campaign w ill include posters 
and radio slots, said Daugh­
erty.

Apple w ill “see the project as 
successful i f  more people see 
the Macintosh as a useful tool,” 
Sherman said.

Design A lliance is w ork ing  
w ith  Apple in the way that an 
advertising firm  m ight in peti­
tion ing them fo r th e ir Pbusi- 
ncss. “ The experience  is 
making real world experiences 
happen in  the c lassroom ,” 
Sherman said.

According to Daugherty, De­
sign Alliance, which consists of 
nine design majors and one 
business m ajor, has already 
surveyed about 200 people on 
campus to get a general feel of 
computer awareness.

“ I w ou ldn 't say that seniors 
knew more about the Mac than 
freshm en,” Daugherty said, 
adding that computer p re fe r­
ences seemed to be related 
most closely to majors and the 
intended usage.

cockpit voice recorders were 
analyzed Thursday by the Na­
tiona l T ransporta tion  Safety 
Board, but provided no imme­
diate clues on the cause o f the 
crash, said NTSB Chairm an 
James Kolstad said.

“ There were no noises or 
voices that suggested there was 
any problem w ith the takeoff or 
why the takeoff was aborted,”  
Kolstand said at an evening 
news conference at Kennedy 
A irpo rt.

The flight data box recording 
in d ica te d  th a t the p lane 
swerved s ligh tly  instead o f 
moving straight down the run ­
w ay and show ed some 
“ deviations”  in rudder move­
ment, Kolstad said, but investi­
gators did not immediately un­
derstand what effect that might 
have had on the takeoff.

Meanwhile, the New York 
Times in its Friday editions 
said law enforcement officials 
were checking reports that the

co-pilot told Port Authority po­
lice shortly after the crash that 
the p ilo t had been “ m um bling”  
and “ acting irra tio n a lly ”  jus t 
before takeoff.

H owever, Port A u th o r ity  
spokesman John Hughes said 
PA police had no interviews 
w ith the crew after the crash. 
Commenting on the Times re­
port, Hughes said, “ I have 
heard nothing about that.

The paper, quoting unidenti­
fied a irline  industry officials, 
said the pilo t and co-pilot had 
little  experience aboard 737s. 
The pilot had flown the planes 
fo r only two months and the 
co-pilot was said to have been 
in a 737 cockpit crew for the 
first time, the newspaper said.

A tape-recorded message an­

swered USAir’s public relations 
office telephone and referred 
all questions to the NTSB.

A spokeswoman for the Na­
tiona l T ransporta tion  Safety 
Board, Rachel Halterman, said 
the NTSB had “ no d irec t 
knowledge”  o f the Times re ­
port.

Sanitation in dining 
halls must improve

Recent sa n ita tio n  inspections o f bo th  N o rth  and 
South D in ing  H alls by the St. Joseph’s C ounty H ea lth  
D epartm en t showed a d ra m a tic  decline  in  the scores o f 
both d in in g  ha lls . In the past tw o  years, U n ive rs ity  
Food Services has rece ived exem p la ry  scores, averag ing  
near 94 ou t o f a p e rfec t 100. H ow ever, inspections o f 
both d in in g  ha lls  in  M ay 1989 resu lted  in  scores o f 73 
and 74 fo r N o rth  and South D in ing  h a lls  respective ly .

These sub-pa r scores are c le a rly  unacceptable.
C ounty hea lth  o ffice r D r. George P la in ind ica ted  th a t 
scores be low  85 are cause fo r concern . C lea rly , N otre  
Dam e’s scores are  cause fo r concern.

U n ive rs ity  Food Services serves the m ost m ea ls-per- 
day o f any es tab lishm en t in  the county, P la in  said. The 
r is k  o f food-borne  disease, w h ich  is w h a t the  inspec­
tions m easure, poses serious th re a t in  an in s titu tio n  
w h ich  feeds thousands o f students da ily .

It is unacceptable  fo r  o u r Food Services to receive 
poor scores on hea lth  inspections. C ons idering  the 
am oun t o f m oney ava ilab le  to the U n ive rs ity  to  re c tify  
serious p rob lem s, h ea lth  p rob lem s such as ro d e n t and 
insect co n tro l, and im p ro p e r storage o f c lean ing  sup­
plies should not be present.

F u rth e rm o re , the exp lana tions  o ffe red  by U n ive rs ity  
Food Services D ire c to r W illia m  H ickey are  no t ade­
quate. H ickey chose to b lam e the inspectors  and e qu ip ­
m ent, o r po in ted  to N otre  D am e’s fine  reco rd  in  the 
past.

The p rob lem s ind ica ted  in  the inspections, how ever, 
do no t suggest th a t i t  m e re ly  is a m a tte r o f tough  in ­
spections. Inadequate  p ro te c tio n  o f food, ro d e n t and 
insect a c tiv ity , p re p a rin g  food u nd e r sewage lines, and 
tox ic  item s im p ro p e rly  s to red  canno t be exp la ined  away 
by tough  inspectors.

In fact, the on ly p laus ib le  exp lana tions  w ere  o ffe red  
by P la in, w ho p o in ted  to the p oss ib ility  o f Food Services 
being shorthanded  due to the ongoing  exams.

It is tru e  th a t Food Services has an o u ts tan d in g  h is ­
to ry  o f h igh  scores; i t  is p rec ise ly  th is  th a t m akes the 
recen t lo w  scores tro u b lin g .

Fifty years ago this month, 
the world was plunged into 
World War II— and we haven't 
been the same since.

WORLD W *A*R

T H E  5 0 t h  A N N I V E R S A R Y

The immediate aftereffects of 
the war led to the Baby Boom 
in this country, and a cold war 
abroad that is only now begin­
ning to thaw out. The bombing 
of Hiroshima and Nagasaki 
brought us into the nuclear 
age, leaving us w ith the respon­
sibility to settle our differences 
w ithout destroying the world.

The wartime need for civilian 
workers also had a lasting im ­
pact on our nation. Women 
were brought out of their 
homes to work in the factories, 
and Rosie the Riveter became 
the symbol of the American 
working woman during the 
war.

During World War II, the 
media and our government 
stressed that everybody should 
do their part at home and 
abroad to help win the war. 
Civilians rationed food, major 
manufacturers shifted almost 
all of their production toward 
planes, tanks and ammunition, 
and everyone was encouraged 
to buy war bonds.

Maybe the reason why Am eri­
cans were able to be so enthu­
siastic and patriotic is because 
we were miles away from the 
ravages of war. A total of 50 
m illion people died in World 
War II — a majority of them in 
the European theater. Six m il­
lion of them died in the concen­
tration camps as part of 
H itle r’s “ Final solution to the 
Jewish problem.” When the 
world found out about the 
atrocities at camps such as 
Auschwitz and Buchenwald, 
H itle r’s dream became Ger­
many’s shame, and the burden 
of guilt haunts the German 
people to this day.

Across the ocean. Notre 
Dame along w ith the rest of the 
country, went through many 
changes, as we tried to show 
you this week. But the changes 
here were more superficial: un­
derneath the University was 
still the same — the changes

had not left her unrecognizable.
Back then, football was still a 

very important part of life at 
ND, though the major riva lry 
was w ith Army, not Miami just 
yet. Even though a war was be­
ing waged, football season 
went on. In 1941, we were one 
game from a perfect season. 
Interhall sports seemed to have 
been as competitive as they are 
now, though w ith less dorms, 
and many a pick-up game was 
played out on the quad.

The social life did not suffer 
in any way, either. Class 
dances, proms, and cotillions 
were held “ war or no w ar” , and 
ND men still took out Saint 
Mary’s women.

Student life remained un­
changed as well. Studies came 
first, w ith an occasional break 
in the Huddle (which suppos­
edly used to serve the best 
hamburger ever). Another pop­
ular item at the Huddle was ci­
garettes— back then, smoking 
was the “ in ” thing for young 
men, and there were ads for 
Chesterfield cigarettes in every 
issue of the Scholastic.

Then, as now, Domers com­
plained about the dining hall 
food, but they were told to grin 
and bear it “ for the duration.” 
According to the August 14, 
1942 issue of the Scholastic, it 
was the students’ duty as U.S. 
citizens to put up with inconve­
niences brought on by the war, 
“As the w ar goes on, many un­

desirable features w ill undoubt­
edly arise, but students must 
remember that they are living 
in a trying period of w ar.”
This is not to say the students 

were unaware or apathetic.
They served their time when it 
came. But until then, there was 
no reason to worry unduly. Life 
must go on as usual, and those 
who were here instead of “ over 
there” could certainly consider 
themselves lucky.

When we look back at World 
War II, it seems far removed, 
because the whole attitude to­
wards the war effort was d if­
ferent. It wasn’t until Vietnam 
that the atrocities of war really 
hit home by coming directly 
into our living rooms through 
television, and the conscious­
ness of the country was raised. 
’Nam made us realize that war 
— any war — was a bad thing.

World War II was the biggest 
event of the 20th century. 
Whether we lived through it or 
not, the effects of the w ar can 
still be fe ll socially and po liti­
cally. The Notre Dame com­
munity was forced to make a 
lot of sacrifices during the war, 
and those faculty members who 
participated in the war carry 
their experiences w ith them to 
this day.

The war was so long ago, and 
our attitude towards w ar is so 
different now, that the entire 
conflict seems unreal— unfor­
tunately it was.

...and I  think it ’s going to be a long long time 
'til touchdown brings me once again to find  

I ’m not the man they think I  am at all...
I ’m the Rocket Man.

Notre Dame’s Rocket Man, Raghib Ismail, may have to 
w ait a long long time for a touchdown.

Irish opponents won’t  kick to him any more, not after 
the 89- and 92-yard k ickoff returns he had against the 
Michigan Wolverines. They know better.

Ismail is the man they th ink he is. He’s the one w ith  the 
4.28 speed in the 40 that makes him  a te rro r fo r anyone 
try ing to stop him . But i t ’s not jus t speed that puts him  
in the endzone.

“There are a lo t of people that are track men that play 
football,” Irish head coach Lou Holtz says. “ Rocket Is­
mail is a football player who runs track. He plays foot­
ball very very well. He’s got natural instincts and natural 
inclinations. He’s got an awful lo t of natura l moves and 
he does d ifferent things. I was impressed w ith  h im  in 
many areas. He’s done an outstanding job .”

The 5-10, 175 pound sophomore from  Wilkes-Barre, 
Penn., proved him self to be a dangerous weapon for the 
Irish against Michigan.

“ I visualize catching the ball and crad ling the ball 
firs t,” Ismail says. “Then try  to look for some crease in 
there and try  to h it i t  as fast as I can. Our entire kickoff 
re turn  team is very confident. We fell that i f  we all do 
our assignments correctly, then something positive w ill 
happen.”

"The young man did lead the country in kickoff returns 
last year,” Holtz says. “ Over the past three or four years 
we’ve taken great pride in what we do in special teams. 
We’ve been successful.”

Notre Dame’s success in that department is always the 
resu lt o f a team effort, but having names like Tim  
Brown and Rocket Ismail deep doesn’t hurt.

Ismail has two brothers, Qadry (The Missile) and Su- 
Iaiman (The Bomb), a ll w ith  excellent speed. Qadry is a 
wide receiver and returner at Syracuse, Sulaiman, still in 
high school.

“The Missile and the Bomb,” Rocket said proudly after 
the Michigan game. “ Qadry had a 56 yard return  against 
Temple, and I ’l l have to call and see how Sulaiman did."

The Michigan game was the second time Ismail had 
two k ickoff returns fo r touchdown in one game. He did 
it  last season against Rice. As a freshman, he was a l­
ready rem ind ing the Irish fa ith fu l o f the recently de­
parted Heisman Trophy w inner Brown.

His stats from last year include six starts in 11 games, 
12 receptions fo r 331 yards, an average of 27.6 per 
catch. He had four receptions fo r 96 yards against M i­
ami.

A ll told, he caught two touchdown passes, in addition 
to the two kickoffs he returned fo r scored against Rice. 
He averaged 36.1 yards per re tu rn  last season and was 
credited w ith  the NCAA title  in that category despite be­
ing two returns short of the necessary mark.

Had he had two additional returns fo r zero yardage 
each, he still would have won the title . He also returned 
five punts fo r 72 yards.

The attention on Ism ail has been amazing since the 
game, including a seven page feature on him  and his 
family in this week’s Sports Illustrated.

Irish  fans hope that the attention on Ismail w ill con­
tinue, and that the opponents can’t keep the ball away 
from him.

The Irish have been successful 
keeping the ball on the ground 
lately.

I f  the Irish plan to continue 
th a t pa tte rn  Saturday, the 
fine ly  sheared sod o f Notre 
Dame Stadium may be looking 
fo r cover a fter seeing the Irish 
and Spartans rack up more 
than 600 yards in the ir wins 
last weekend on its more re­
s ilient relative, a rtific ia l turf.

Last year, the Irish travelled 
to East Lansing, Mich, and beat 
the Spartans, 20-3, not by using 
a ste lla r passing attack—only 
tw o  c o m p le tio n s — b u t by 
amassing 245 yards rush ing 
aga inst a Spartan  defense 
which led the nation against the 
run the year before.

Head Coach Lou Holtz and his 
MSU counterpart George Perlcs 
respect each o the r’s ab ility  to 
tear up the tu r f  on both sides 
o f the ball.

“ This is a typ ica l M ichigan 
State team th a t’s going to be 
tough on defense and as physi­
cal as anyone we play all year," 
Holtz said. “ You’re jus t not go­
ing to be able to run the ball 
consistently against them.

“ Ezor we know is an excellent 
running back, and they always 
have an offensive line  w ith  
tremendous size and ability. I t ’s 
not going to come easily and 
our players are going to know 
they’ve been in a football game 
when its over.”

Perlcs expressed his awe for 
the unbeaten and top-ranked 
Irish.

“ It seems they don’t have a 
weakness," Perles said. “ Notre 
Dame has great speed. They 
have a lo t o f amm unition w ith  
th e ir great quarte rback Tony 
Rice, running the ball, p itching 
the option and keeping on the 
option. They have a good offen­
sive line.

“ You’re ta lk in g  about the 
best team in the nation. They 
are a patient defense. You gain 
a lit t le  b it o f yardage, bu t 
they’ re motive is to keep you 
out of the endzone.”

Notre Dame’s offense 
vs. M ichigan State’s defense

M any co ns ide red  N o tre  
Dame’s play ca lling against the 
Wolverines last weekend bland

and unim aginative, but these 
conservative calls got the job 
done.

The Irish  took a punishing 
ground attack—led by fu llback 
Anthony Johnson’s 80 yards 
rushing, Rice’s 79 and tailback 
Rod Culver’s 35— mixed in a 
little  Rocket fuel and exploded 
past the Wolverine defense.

But Notre Dame’s runn ing  
game was only able to find 
daylight because o f the moving 
m onstrosity known as the of­
fensive line.

A bruising crew of veterans— 
Mike Brennan, Tim  Grunhard, 
Dean Brown, Mike Heldt and 
Tim  Ryan—are the anchors for 
quick but powerfu l line which 
has flattened all comers in the 
early going.

The Irish add a fleet-footed 
flanker named Ismail and the 
explosive Ricky Watters at ta il­
back to the fo rm u la , g iv ing 
Heisman trophy candidate Rice 
more than one tempting target 
on deep o r sh o rt passing 
routes.

Notre Dame has yet to utilize 
the soft hands of 6-7, 235- 
pound tigh t end Derek Brown 
thus far, but his presence con­
tributes to a potentia lly potent 
passing game.

Holtz m a j be a b it more lib ­
eral in his playcalling this week, 
but he is, as usual, hesitant to 
predict greatness and cites his 
fear o f the Spartan defense as 
the principle reason.

“ I always feel like we need to 
im prove our passing game," 
Holtz said “ and tha t’s the case 
now even though the weather 
prevented us from throw ing the 
ball much last week.

“ They’ve established a trad i­
tion w ith  the ir defense, espe­
cially against the run. Its bound 
to be effective when you have a 
g reat linebacke r lik e  Percy 
Snow in the middle o f it."

M iddle linebacker Snow led 
the Spartan defense w ith  13 
tackles last weekend as MSU 
steamrolled M iami (Ohio).

And despite playing only two 
plays into the second h a lf of 
the ir shutout, Snow forced and 
recovered a fumble while help­
ing teammates like tackle Tim  
Ridinger w reck havoc upon M i­
ami.

R id inger scalped the Red­
skins, packing th e ir  q ua rte r­
back tw ice fo r a 17-yard loss 
and catching three o f M iam i’s

runn ing  backs in th e ir  own 
backfie ld, knocking the Red­
skins back 19 yards.

The Spartans w ill also look to 
outside linebacker Dixon Ed­
wards and tackle B ill Johnson, 
who recorded nine and six 
tackles, respectively.t

M ichigan State’s offense 
vs. Notre Dame’s defense

The Spartans come to South 
Bend after ann ih ila ting an out­
classed Redskins squad in a 
glorified scrimmage last week­
end and w ill face the ir firs t test 
offensively when they take on 
the Irish.

Like the Irish, the Spartans 
relied heavily upon a slew of 
talented running backs in the ir 
season opener as they trampled 
the Redskins en route to rack­
ing  up 415 yards on the 
ground.

Of the Spartan's big guns, 
one name in the lineup even 
sounds noxious.

Blake Ezor.
Ezor, a 5-10, 188-pound ta il­

back who packs a pow erfu l 
punch in his compact frame, 
enters Saturday’s game ranked 
second in the nation in scoring 
w ith  18 points per game and 
e ighth in rush ing  w ith  130 
yards per game. But few can 
deny that Ezor is the Spartan’s 
m ost dangerous w eapon, 
averaging 7.2 yards per carry, 
and w ith  fellow ta ilback Scott 
Selzer p icking up 99 yards and 
two touchdowns against the 
R edsk ins , the S p a r ta n s ’ 
backfield is indeed impressive.

Junior quarterback Dan Enos 
w ill be the signal caller against 
the Irish  Saturday and may 
have to produce more than 78 
yards passing i f  they Irish are 
able to stifle the run as they did 
against the Wolverines.

Holtz is again doubtfu l that 
his tiny Irishmen can overcome 
the giants from East Lansing.

“ They’re aw fu lly  strong of­
fensively,” Holtz said. “They’ve 
got two o f the top 40 rushers 
a fte r one footba ll game and 
Dan Enos w ill be fa r more 
com fo rtab le  at qua rte rback 
this week w ith  a game behind 
him . This w ill be ju s t like our 
game at Ann A rbor—we’ll have 
to w ork tremendously hard for 
a n y th in g  we get a ga in s t 
Michigan State."

But Notre Dame came into

Ann A rbor listening to ta ll tales 
of M ichigan’s te rrify ing  offen­
sive line—sporting an average 
o f 290-pounds apiece—and in ­
stead of making holes for their 
running backs, the Irish made 
the Wolverine line feel as i f  it 
had been dropped into one.

The Irish slammed the brakes 
on M ich igan ’s runn ing  game, 
which averaged 252.6 yards per 
game last year, and allowed the 
Wolverines jus t 94 yards on the 
ground.

Mike linebacker Ned Bolcar 
made quite an impression on 
the W o lve rin e s— espec ia lly  
qua rte rback  M ichael T ay lo r 
who was knocked out o f com­
mission Saturday a fter Bolcar 
introduced his helmet to Tay­
lo r’s shoulder blades.

Bolcar, who had 12 solo 
tackles against the Wolverines, 
as well as one o f the defense’s

three sacks, got some help 
from  eagle linebacker Donn 
Grimm who added eight tackles 
and one sack last week.

Both w ill have to help nose- 
tackle Chris Zorich, righ t tackle 
Je ff Aim  and rig h t end Scott 
Kowalkowski shut down the 
run Saturday, while the Irish 
w ill look to hitmen like corner- 
back Todd Lyght to put more 
vicious hits on those daring to 
tread into the secondary.

Lyght w ill be joined by free 
safety Pat Terrell, strong safety 
D’Juan Francisco and fe llow  
cornerback Stan Smagala in 
the secondary.

“ I s til l expect to see im ­
provement in a number of a r­
eas," Holtz said. “ If there ’s one 
th ing I ’ l l  say about this team 
i t ’s tha t we compete. I th ink 
our players know that we have 
to play as a tota l team every 
week fo r us to w in .”

Notre Dame can have its 
Four Horsemen, but M ichigan 
State has its own brand of 
thoroughbreds.

A g a in s t M ia m i (O h io ) 
September 16, the four Spartan 
ta ilbacks, senior Blake Ezor, 
ju n io r Hyland Hickson, sopho­
more Scott Selzer and freshman 
Tico Duckett ran a ll over the 
Redskin defense.

The M ichigan State quarte t 
rushed for a total of 415 yards 
and six of the Spartan’s seven 
touchdowns in the 49-0 w hite ­
wash. The only thing that could 
stop them was Head Coach 
George Perlcs and the gun sig­
naling the end of the game.

Ezor ran for 130 yards on 18 
carries and scored three times. 
Hickson tota lled 80 yards on 
seven attempts, but what was 
really remarkable was that nei­
ther played in the second half.

Perles thought a 35-point 
lead was good enough to send 
in his reserve ball carriers and 
sat Ezor and Hickson down. No 
one figu red  the th ird  and 
fourth team backs would do as 
well as they did.

Selzer scored two touchdowns

Spartan tailbacks.Blake Ezor, one of the four talented

and ran fo r 99 yards on 16 
carries. Duckett’s number was 
called 12 times, and he an­
swered w ith  72 yards. The 
other M ichigan State touch­
down also came on the run, as 
ju n io r  quarte rback Dan Enos 
scored on an option play.

“ It was a good game fo r the 
rush,” Perles said. “ I d idn ’t use 

any number-one or number-two 
backs in  the second half. Hy­

land ran hard, not only w ith  his 
legs, but w ith  his upper body. 
Tico w ill be a great one on a 
dry fie ld . Selzer has a great 
cutback style and Blake is a 
com bination o f D uckett and 
Selzer.”

In the past, Ezor has been 
characterized  as a slashing 
type ta ilback who w ill run  up 
the backs of his own blockers. 
He is very fast, but his best at­

tribute is quick acceleration out 
of the backfield.

Hickson, on the other hand, is 
the opposite in style, maybe be­
cause both are from the same 
high school. Hickson runs a lo t 
like fo rm er Spartan Lorenzo 
White, now w ith  the Houston 
Oilers. Quick changes of d irec­
tion, slippery hip movement and 
an uncanny filed sense enable

“ Blake’s a slashing type run ­
n e r,” Hickson said. “ He has 
both speed and strength, I have 
speed, bu t I ’m more o f a 
strong, p ow erfu l runne r.

Ara Parseghian d idn ’t know 
what to expect when his unde­
feated 1973 squad headed into 
a game against the w inless 
M ichigan State Spartans as 
overw he lm ing  28 -po in t fa ­
vorites.

T i m e  C a p s u l e
After all, this was the same 

Ara Parseghian who b u ilt a 
four-gam e w in n in g  s treak 
against M ichigan State. The 
same Parseghian whose stingy 
Notre Dame defense allowed 
only two Michigan State points 
in the last three years. Hey, 
A ra ’s team scored a 44-0 vic­
tory over Northwestern, a team

which upended Michigan State 
14-10. He cou ldn ’t possibly 
have been worried.

Although the Irish dominated 
the game statistically (299 total 
yards to 151), five cruc ia l 
turnovers kept the Notre Dame 
offense out of the endzone for 
most of the day.

The firs t h a lf was all Notre 
Dame. Ara ’s potent offense, led 
by ju n io r  quarte rback Tom 
Clements, rolled up 261 yards 
in the firs t h a lf alone. The 
Irish defense, anchored by All- 
Americans Ross Browner, Steve 
Niehaus, Luther Bradley and 
Townsend, held Michigan State 
to jus t one firs t-ha lf firs t down.

After a scoreless firs t period, 
the Irish put together a long 
80-yard drive fo r the game’s 
first score. Wayne Bullock, who

amassed a game-high 77 yards, 
gave Notre Dame a 7-0 lead 
w ith  a touchdown plunge from 
the one-foot line.

M inutes la te r the Ir ish  re ­
gained possession at the Irish 
37 and began th e ir  second 
scoring drive. Clements h it tight 
end Dave Caspar w ith  a 30- 
yard screen pass that went all 
the way to the State 30, and 
then two plays later, Clements 
found split end Pete Demmerle 
on a touchdown hook pattern 
that gave Notre Dame a com­
manding 13-0 lead. Kicker Bob 
Thomas h it the extra-point and 
the Irish  ca rried  a 14-point 
edge into the half.

The second stanza proved to 
be a defensive struggle. The 
Irish  managed only 38 yards 
against the Spartans, but a st­

ingy defense managed to keep 
Denny Stolz’s team out of the 
endzone.

So the Michigan State defense 
contributed the ir own scoring.

A th ird-quarter fumble recov­
ery on the Irish  18 led to a 
State 3 3-yard field goal by D irk 
Kryt. That gave the Irish a 14-3 
lead.

Four possessions la ter, the 
Irish offense found itse lf deep 
in its own te rr ito ry  on th ird - 
and-22. Clements dropped back 
and directed an e rran t pass 
to w a rd  a w ide-open  E ric  
Penick, but it was picked o ff by 
linebacker Ray Nester, who 
lumbered in 22 yards fo r the 
touchdown to narrow  the m ar­
gin to 14-10.

A fte r the Spartan defense 
stopped Notre Dame on four 
plays, qua rte rback Charlie  
Baggett and his troops th reat­
ened w ith  a late 64-yard drive 
tha t brought the ball to the 
Irish 24. W ith under five m in­
u tes re m a in in g , Baggett 
dropped back to pass and spot­
ted Damond Hays streaking 
down the righ t sideline. He let it 
r ip , but Townsend leaped on 
the east sideline to intercept the 
pass and retu rn  it 47 yards to 
insure the victory.

The victory proved to be a
crucial one, as the Irish  went 
on to a perfect 10-0 season and 
a th ird  national championship 
under Parseghian.

The Church ritualizes and 
makes sacraments of 
nostalgia. The Church justifies 
itself for the way it packages 
the transcendent by referring 
to Christ, as the one who 
institutionalized the fraternal 
and divine love present in the 
Upper Room by turn ing it into 
a liturgy. Nostalgia may seem 
like a weak word to use for the 
Communion between God and 
man, but what else is the 
Eucharist but nostalgia w ith a 
m iracle added to keep a 
moment from the past alive in 
the present until the end of 
time?

Nostalgia goes to work to re ­
capture the past, allowing it to 
wash over us, leaving us afloat 
in bittersweetness, saddened by 
our recollections o f fine feel­
ings that may not come our 
way again.

DARDEN
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Irish will face Southern Cal in baseball, tennis next month

W ith  24 freshm en  and 
sophomores on the pre-season 
roster, the Notre Dame base­
ball team expects to have many 
question marks going into the 
1989-90 campaign.

Those questions w ill get quick 
answers in the second Irish Fall 
Classic Baseball Series when 
Notre Dame hosts perennial 
power Southern California for 
a pa ir o f games at Stanley 
Coveleski Regional Stadium in 
South Bend.

“ It w ill be a good measuring 
stick fo r us,” Irish coach Pat 
M urphy said Thursday in a 
teleconference prom oting the 
games. “ It w ill be good for us.”

The games w ill be played at 7 
p.m. Thursday, Oct. 19 and 
8:30 p.m. Friday, Oct. 20, in 
conjunction w ith  the Saturday, 
Oct. 21, football game between 
the two schools.

Officials also unveiled plans

for a dual tennis match be­
tween the men’s squads from 
both USC and Notre Dame. The 
match w ill be played at 6 p.m. 
Friday, Oct. 20, at Eck Tennis 
P a v ilio n . The m en ’ s and 
women’s cross country teams 
w ill run against USC Saturday 
morning, Oct. 21.

In last year’s Fall Classic, 
Notre Dame stunned a visiting 
M iami team by sweeping the 
two-game set. That victory cat­
apulted the Irish baseball pro­
gram into the national spot­
light.

They carried that momentum 
to the spring season and posted 
a 48-w in campaign, the most 
wins in the history of the pro­
gram.

Notre Dame made the NCAA 
tournament for the firs t time in 
19 years, losing to Fresno State 
be fo re  b e a tin g  P o rtla n d . 
Fresno State then elim inated 
the Irish in the double-elim ina­
tion event.

But several players graduated

from  that record-setting sea­
son, and Murphy w ill have sev­
eral spots to f il l on the field. 
His firs t chance to see the re­
sults of his decisions w ill come 
against the Trojans.

“ USC is a g rea t team ,” 
Murphy said, “ and I ’m excited 
the Trojans are coming. We can 
get so much out of this game. I 
ju s t hope they don’t come in 
here and blow us out. They’re 
capable of that. We’ ll find out 
what we’re all about.”

Murphy doesn’t w orry about 
subjecting a young and inexpe­
rienced team to a squad w ith  
the reputation of USC.

“ There ’s no substitu te  fo r 
bring ing in a national power­
house and playing against them 
and letting your kids see where 
they’ve got to do in  order to 
beat a to p -ran ked  te am ,” 
Murphy said. “ We’re going to 
find out jus t how quickly they 
can grow up and face the com­
petition.”

USC won 41 games last sea­

son, finished th ird  in the Six 
Pac and advanced to the NCAA 
Regional in Austin, Tex., where 
it was elim inated early in the 
tourney. This w ill be the firs t 
meeting between Notre Dame 
and USC on the baseball field.

“ We’re quite grateful for the 
opportunity that has been ex­
tended to us,” USC coach Mike 
Gillespie said. “ We all know the 
h istory and tra d itio n  o f the 
N otre  Dame-USC fo o tb a ll 
series. To be a part o f this 
weekend is going to be fun.

“ October is World Series time 
for the big-league guys, but it ’s 
ju s t the s ta rt fo r us. (But) I 
really th ink the quality of play 
for so early in the year w ill be 
doggone good. I th ink the peo­
ple who come out to see these 
games w ill be entertained, and I 
th ink they w ill be impressed by 
the level of play they witness.”

The Trojans boast a great 
deal of depth and are two-deep 
at most positions. Senior cen- 
terfie lder John Jackson, possi­

bly the most talented player on 
the Trojan squad, w ill miss the 
baseball series because he han­
dles the receiving duties for the 
football team.

T icke ts  to the baseball 
games, priced at $5 for box 
seats, $3 general admission 
and $2 for students, w ill go on 
sale Monday, Oct. 2, at Notre 
Dame t ic k e t o ffice  and 
Coveleski Stadium box office. A 
shuttle w ill run from the cam­
pus to the stadium.

The USC tennis team w ill 
make its f ir s t t r ip  to the 
Midwest when it stops at Eck 
Pavilion. The Irish  dropped a 
match to the Trojans last year 
on a West Coast roadtrip.

Tickets fo r the tennis match, 
priced at $5 fo r courtside, $3 
general admission and $2 for 
students, w ill be available be­
ginning Monday, Oct. 2 at the 
Notre Dame ticket office.
