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$20K in hall matching 
funds suspended

Matching funds for residence 
halls have been suspended in ­
definitely as a result of damage 
caused by the Oct. 19 snowball 
fight, Father David Tyson said 
in a letter to hall presidents.

The matching funds account 
for over $20,000, which is a l­
lotted to the residence halls for 
capital improvements.

“ I cannot see any point in al­
locating funds for hall life im ­
provement when those funds 
should be used to defray the 
cost o f repairs to the ha lls ,” 
Tyson said in the letter, which 
was delivered to hall presi­
den ts ’ rooms d u rin g  m id- 
semester break.

The Office of Student Affairs 
refused to comment.

Six stained glass chapel w in ­
dows, as well as many dorm 
windows, were damaged during 
the snowball fight.

Several dorms had gained 
approval for funding before the 
suspension, and purchases 
were made w ith the assumption 
that tw o-th irds of the money 
would be matched by the Uni­
versity, said Megan Hanley, 
Hall Presidents' Council co- 
chairperson.

Trisha Power of Pasquerilla 
West and Christina Quiong of 
S iegfried  said th e ir  ha lls

bought pianos for their chapels 
w ith  the understanding that the 
University would g rant $700 
and $1100, respectively, for the 
pianos.

Planner, D illon, and A lum ni 
halls also purchased items w ith 
matching funds in mind.

“ I t ’s a rather silly measure to 
revoke the funds that the halls 
have already spent w ith  the un­
derstanding that they would get 
a tw o-th irds reim bursem ent,” 
said Jim Schilder, student gov­
e rnm ent com m issioner fo r 
campus improvements and se­
curity.

“ Something needs to be done 
to make students aware that 
(vanda lism ) ca n ’ t happen 
again,” Student Body President 
Matt Breslin said, “ but i f  this 
many dorms have spent the 
money, it may have a devastat­
ing effect.”

Tyson stated in the letter that 
“ Residence Life personnel met 
w ith  student leaders to solicit 
the ir assistance. Apparently, 
the efforts of these people were 
insufficient to stem what is ap­
proaching a r io t.”

This meeting, according to 
Hanley, was called at 4 p.m. on 
Oct. 19, the day o f the firs t 
snowfall on campus. The Office 
of Student Affairs asked Han­
ley, HPC Co-Chairperson Diane

A Notre Dame graduate stu­
dent was critica lly  injured in a 
h it and run accident on Notre 
Dame Avenue.

The accident occurred on 
Friday, Oct. 20 at 9:30 p.m., 
according to Chuck Hurley, as­
sistant director o f Security.

Zheng-de Wang is presently 
listed in critica l condition in the 
in tensive  care u n it at St. 
Joseph’s Medical Center, said a 
spokesperson from  the center.

Hurley said that a person in a 
m otor vehicle told the officer at 
the Main Gate that there was a 
man lying in the road. He said 
that it was ra in ing fa irly  hard 
that evening and the vis ib ility  
was poor.

When H urley approached 
Wang a nurse was attending to 
the victim. Hurley said he called 
fo r an ambulance and Wang 
was taken to St. Joseph’s Medi­
cal Center.

Security is pursuing leads in 
this case, but Hurley said that 
no fu rther information could be 
released at this time.

A rth u r Grubert, d irecto r of 
In te rnationa l Student Affairs, 
said that Wang’s parents are

Senior falls 5 stories from balcony during Cancun trip

Diane Toohey, a Notre Dame 
senior, was injured while on the 
Senior Class tr ip  to Cancun, 
Mexico.

According to the Office of 
Public Relations and Inform a­
tion, Toohey was injured at the 
Hotel Oasis at about 4 p.m. on 
Thursday, Oct. 26.

She fell while try ing  to tra ­
verse from one room balcony 
to another. Public Relations

said that she fell five stories 
onto concrete.

Toohey was taken to La Clin- 
ica in Cancun and suffered cuts 
to the head, a possible concus­
sion, and knee and elbow in ­
ju r ie s , according to Public 
Relations.

Toohey was part of a group 
of over 70 Notre Dame and 
Saint Mary’s students spending 
break in Cancun under the su­
pervision of two Saint M ary’s 
staff members, including Mary 
Ellen Smith, director of student

ac tiv ities  who called Saint 
M ary’s w ith  word o f the acci­
dent, according to Public Rela­
tions.

Smith said tha t she would 
make no comment except that 
Toohey was presently at home 
w ith  her family in Erie, Penn.

Sister Jean Lenz, assistant 
vice president fo r student af­
fa irs, said tha t Mrs. Toohey 
telephoned her office on Mon­
day. She said that her daughter 
was at home recuperating and 
hopes to re tu rn  to school by

Candy X-rays ‘ineffective’ safety measure

Most o f the nation ’s hospi­
tals have pulled the plug on 
offers to X -ray Halloween 
goodies, saying the once 
popular way to detect pins 
and needles is too costly and 
is ineffective in preventing 
poisoning.

“ It costs a fo rtune,”  said 
Rose Ann Soloway, of the Na­
tional Capital Poison Center at 
Georgetown University Hospi­
tal in Washington, D C.

“ Someone calculated the 
cost in health care dollars, 
and i t ’s an enormous amount 
o f money nationw ide, ” Ms. 
Soloway said. “ I t ’s money 
that’s probably not well spent.

“ If  candy is going to be tam ­
pered w ith, there’s any num­
ber o f ways of doing it , ”  she 
said. “ X-rays can only detect 
fo re ign  objects, especia lly

metallic objects. X-rays can’t 
detect chemicals or anything 
that could be put on or into 
foods.”

Donna Siegfried, technical 
safety specialist fo r the Na­
tio n a l Safety C ouncil in  
Chicago, said hospitals began 
using X-ray machines to ex­
amine Halloween treats in the 
m id-1970s, when reports of 
glass and pins lodged in goods 
became more frequent.

But some o ffic ia ls  said 
hospitals are jus t provid ing 
parents w ith  a false sense of 
security.

“ We were concerned that 
parents who brought candy in 
to the emergency room to 
have it X-rayed and were told 
that there was nothing in it 
were led to believe it  was 
safe,”  said Janet Ferguson, 
Cabell H untington Hospital

spokeswoman in Huntington, 
W.Va.

Not all hospitals are taking 
the advice o f the nation’s poi­
son centers. Bob Blackburn, 
ch ie f technician fo r Logan 
General Hospital in Logan, 
W.Va., said the hospital has 
X-rayed candy fo r the past 
several years and w ill do so 
again this year.

“ There is no way to detect 
poisons, but we try to detect a 
metallic fo rc^n  body. A t least 
w e ’ re g iv ing  the ch ild  a 
chance,”  Blackburn said.

“ In the past, we have found 
d iffe ren t things, pins stuck 
into fru it and candy,”  he said. 
“ We caution the people when 
we do the candy for the kids. 
We caution them that we can’t 
detect any poison.”

Breslin said he spoke to Toohey 
on Sunday. “ She sounded real 
good,” he said. “ She knows 
she’s very fortunate.”

Breslin said she flew home 
Saturday w ith  her mother and 
spent the night in a hospital in 
Erie. Toohey le ft the hospital 
on Sunday.

She suffered a concussion, 
cuts and abrasions on her body 
and her knee was cut up, stated 
Breslin.

“ She said she feels like she 
has the flu ,” said Breslin. He 
added that she has no broken 
bones.

Toohey hopes to come back 
to school Friday, Breslin said. 
“She’s looking forward to com­
ing back.”

He said a mass o f thanksgiv­
ing was offered Sunday in Pas­
querilla East where Toohey re­
sides. Toohey said she is grate­
fu l fo r the support of the stu­
dents who have called, accord­
ing to Breslin.

Black actor seeks to 
change stereotypes

Giancarlo Esposito, black 
broadway and film  actor in 
movies such as “Do the Right 
Thing,“ “ School Daze,” and 
“ Taps,” spoke to Saint M ary’s 
and Notre Dame students 
about his life and the issue of 
racism in films, television and 
theater Monday.

Esposito expressed his wish 
fo r the development of a new 
culture when “ people w ill rea l­
ize tha t being d iffe ren t from  
what you are is not bad.” He 
discussed the effect o f film s 
which promote racia l stereo­
types and shared his decision 
not to accept roles in the future 
which include violent m inority 
behavior.

“ I don’t want to perpetuate 
the stereotypical black drug 
dealer because young black 
people take it  seriously and 
that is not healthy,” ' said Es­
posito. “Television violence is 
not the real w orld .”

Esposito shared w ith  his au­
dience many anecdotes and 
lessons he has learned in his 26 
years o f experience in show- 
business. He believes in love as 
the “ universal language,” and 
expressed the idea o f self -ap­
preciation and self- love.

“ In a country where being a 
m inority  is not easy, the only 
way to get accepted is to love 
yourself.”

Esposito believes that it w ill 
take independent film  makers

Ozone layer 
needs to be 
protected too
Substance abuse.
We hear a lot about 

the abuse o f alcohol 
and other drugs, but 
we don’t hear enough 
about a substance 
abuse we are a ll 
gu ilty  of: chlorofluo- 
rocarbons (CFC’s).

Everyone has heard 
the ozone laye r is 
being depleted, but
goes in one ear and ___________________
out the other. Maybe
no one realizes how bad the problem is. Or 
maybe everyone th inks i f  they ignore i t  it 
w ill go away, or that someone else w ill take 
care of it.

It was discovered in the m id-’70s that the 
widely used CFC’s would someday erode the 
upper atmospheric ozone, but “someday” 
came a little  sooner than predicted. The 
th inn ing o f the ozone layer was expected to 
begin over the South Pole, but i t  hasn’t 
stopped there. The layer has not ju s t 
thinned — there is a large hole in the ozone 
tha t is w iden ing  qu ick ly  tow ard  South 
Am erica, A ustra lia  and New Zealand. In 
1984, this hole was larger than the United 
States and ta lle r than Mt. Everest, and 
these places are already feeling the effects 
o f the hole. So are we.

I live in New York and I can remember we 
always had snow at Christmas and some­
times even at Easter. Not anymore. In 
January, one o f the coldest months of the 
year, I couldn’t even find enough snow in 
the Catskills to have a snowball fight.

Some effects (or symptoms) o f global 
w arn ing  and ozone depletion are te rrib le  
natura l disasters. We have had several of 
these recently: H urricane Hugo, w hich 
swept the Southeast, and the earthquake 
that rocked Oakland County in California.

We have to find alternatives to CFC’s. But 
what do we use that contains these deadly 
CFC’s? A ir-cond ition ing , aerosol sprays, 
so lvents , S ty ro foam , in s u la tio n  and 
re frige ra to rs  a ll contain them. Because 
CFC’s arc cheap and easy to make they have 
become very wide spread.

This problem is worldwide, and it cannot 
be solved by a few government officials. We 
all need to be aware of it and stop it now. 
Instead of buying aerosol hairspray, we can 
jus t as easily buy pump sprays; we can tone 
down the air-conditioning; we can stop pur­
chasing Styrofoam cups. Every time you 
break that little  tab o ff the Big Mac con­
ta iner at McDonald’s you are contributing 
to the breakdown of our ozone layer.

Research has been done and still is under 
weigh to discover methods o f preventing 
CFC’s from escaping into the atmosphere. 
Scientists are try ing  to develop recovery 
systems to recycle CFC’s into the ir orig inal 
source. This is a start, but alone it  is not 
enough. I f  the w o rld ’s nations and the ir 
people continue the ir apathetic attitudes 
any research w ill be alm ost worth less. 
Everyone must become aware and begin to 
care about the a ir they and the ir children 
have to breathe. This awareness and con­
cern must begin w ith  us right now.

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Notre Dame trustee 
killed in auto accident
Services will be held at ND

ND/SMC relations to be analyzed

Father Thomas Oddo, presi­
dent of the University of Port­
land and a member o f the 
board o f trustees of the Uni­
versity of Notre Dame, was 
killed Sunday, Oct. 29, in an 
auto accident fo llow ing his re­
tu rn  to Portland from  a tr ip  
that included the annual fa ll 
trus tees ’ m eeting at Notre 
Dame.

Father Oddo, 45, died in ­
stantly about 3:40 P.S.T. when 
his car was struck by an out- 
of-control flatbed tra ile r carry­
ing a disabled vehicle. The 
tra ile r had become unhitched 
from a pickup truck.

A native o f New York City, 
Father Oddo rece ived his 
bachelor’s degree in philosophy 
and his m aster’s degree in  
theology from Notre Dame in 
1965 and 1969 respectively, 
and a docto ra l degree in 
C h r is tia n  th e o lo g y  fro m  
Harvard University in 1979. He 
had been Portland’s president 
since 1982 and a Notre Dame 
trustee since May 1989.

“ Father Oddo was a charis­
matic leader fu ll of energy and 
drive and was extraord inarily  
gifted as a pastor,” said Uni­
versity President Father Ed­
ward Malloy. “ The students of 
the University of Portland, the 
university’s faculty and admin­
is tra tion , the Portland com­
m unity and many others— in ­
cluding the Notre Dame fam ­
ily — all have benefitted from

his g ifts . His death is a 
grievous loss to us a ll.”

Father Oddo entered the Con­
gregation of Holy Cross in 1965 
and was ordained in 1970. 
While preparing for the priest­
hood, he served as a teaching 
assistant in theology at Notre 
Dame, as an assistant campus 
m inister and as a resident as­
sistant in Planner Hall. He was 
an assistant professor of re li­
gious studies at Stonehill Col­
lege in North Easton, Mass. 
from  1974 u n til his appoint­
ment as Portland’s president.

Father Oddo had served on 
Holy Cross Provincial Commis­
sions on justice and peace and 
on continu ing education. He 
was a member of the Provincial 
Council and of the Congrega­
tion ’s task force on higher edu­
cation. He had served as a 
trustee of Stonehill and of St. 
Edward’s University in  Austin, 
Tex., was a member of the 
board of advisors o f Portland 
State University, and was a d i­
re c to r o f U nited Way o f 
Columbia-W illam ette and the 
Louisiana-Pacific Corporation.

Follow ing services at Port­
land, Father Oddo’s body w ill 
be transported to Moreau Sem­
inary on the Notre Dame cam­
pus, where a wake service w ill 
be held at 7:30 p.m. on Thurs­
day, Nov. 2. The Mass of the 
Resurrection, w ith  Father M al­
loy presiding, w ill be celebrated 
at Moreau at 3:30 p.m. Friday, 
Nov. 3. Burial w ill be at Notre 
Dame in the Holy Cross com­
munity cemetery.

Matched funds fo r residence 
halls w ill be frozen this year as 
the result o f the damage from 
the snowball fight on October 
19, said a senate representa­
tive . The funds am ount to 
about $20,000.

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‘Military impostor’ sues the 
U.S. Army for $5 million

LOUISVILLE, Ky. — Ron 
Ferguson never learned how 
to salute or put on a m ilita ry 
uniform  properly, because 
the only time he spent in  the 
Army was a fter he was a r­
rested as a deserter and 
threatened w ith  court-m ar­
tial.

Ferguson, who has sued 
the Army for $5 m illion, says 
the whole mess began when 
someone “ stole his identity,”  
by taking his name and So­
cial Security number and en­
listing.

The Arm y admits the a r­
rest was in error, but claims 
it was Ferguson’s respon­
sibility to clear up the confu­
sion before it got tha t far. 
Ferguson says he notified a 
rec ru ite r, whose name he 
can ’ t rem em ber, several 
years before the imposter 
deserted.

Now Ferguson, 35, o f 
Lou isv ille , is a w a iting  a 
judge ’s ru ling  in the case 
after a non-jury tr ia l earlier 
this month in U.S. D is tric t

Court here. The judge has 
not indicated when he w ill 
rule.

A fter Ferguson’s arrest in 
June 1985, he spent two days 
in the Jefferson County ja il 
and nine hours at Fort Knox 
before his w ife, w ith  the as­
sistance o f U.S. Rep. Ro­
mano M azzoli’s office, got 
him released.

Ferguson said he was 
frightened when an officer 
said he was to be sent to a 
m ilita ry prison at Fort Leav­
enw orth , Kan., fo r court- 
m artia l.

“ A ll this was new to me,”  
said Ferguson, who said 
when he was told to put on 
an Army uniform , he d idn ’t 
know he was supposed to 
tuck his pants into his boots. 
“ And jus t because I d idn ’t 
put it on right, they made me 
do push-ups.”

The ca lis then ics, along 
w ith  sleeping on a concrete 
flo o r at the ja i l  fo r two 
nights, aggravated a back 
condition, he said.

Poll: hostages must be freed

NEW YORK — Most A m eri­
cans favor rapprochement w ith 
Iran in exchange for the release 
o f the U.S. hostages in Le­
banon, even though they see the 
Islamic republic as a sponsor 
o f world terrorism , a national 
poll has found.

Ten years a fte r the Iran  
hostage crisis poisoned U.S.- 
Iran relations, 61 percent in the 
Media General-Associated Press 
poll said Washington should of­
fer to resume normal ties i f  
Iran got the Americans in Le­
banon freed.

Support was somewhat lower 
fo r releasing Iran ian  assets 
locked in  U.S. banks in trade 
for the hostages' freedom, w ith 
50 percent in favor. And re ­
spondents overwhelm ingly re ­
jected paying ransom directly 
to the captors, w ith  85 percent 
opposed.

Respondents divided evenly on 
the idea of d irect negotiations 
w ith  the hostage takers, while 
most favored ind irect negotia­
tions. A m ajority favored m ili­
ta ry action, but that fell to a

m inority i f  the hostages might 
be killed in the effort.

Eighteen Westerners, includ­
ing eight Americans, are held in 
Lebanon, most by groups be­
lieved loyal to Iran. Iran has of­
fered to help free the captives if  
its assets held in U.S. banks 
were released.

It is unclear to what extent 
Iran controls the captors, i f  at 
all. In the poll, though, 72 per­
cent said they believed Iran 
does control the hostage tak­
ers, and 79 percent said Iran 
supports in ternational te rro r­
ism.

Iran  and the United States 
have been estranged since Nov. 
4, 1979, when Iranian students, 
apparently w ith  o ffic ia l sup­
port, seized the U.S. embassy in 
Tehran and took 52 Americans 
hostage.

They were held for 444 days, 
c r ip p lin g  President C a rte r’s 
adm in istration and contribu t­
ing to his defeat in the 1980 
e lection. A rescue attem pt 
failed, k illing  eight servicemen, 
and the prisoners were freed 
only on Jan. 20, 1981, the day 
o f Ronald Reagan’s inaugura­
tion.

Reagan and now President 
Bush have labored w ith another 
hostage crisis, the Americans 
captive in Lebanon. Longest 
held is Terry Anderson, ch ief 
Middle East correspondent for 
The Associated Press, k id ­
napped in March 1985.

Washington’s official position 
has been that negotiating for 
the captives’ release would en­
courage more hostage taking. 
Forty-seven percent in the poll 
nonetheless favored d irect ne­
gotiations, w hile  45 percent 
opposed the idea. The rest were 
unsure.

A m ajority, 55 percent, fa ­
vored in d ire c t negotia tions 
through a th ird  party such as 
the Red Cross.

Respondents at f irs t blush 
supported m ilita ry action, w ith 
62 percent favoring the use of 
U.S. forces to try  to free the 
hostages. But i f  the hostages 
m ight be killed in a rescue at­
tempt — something strategists 
have been unable to rule out — 
just 43 percent supported it.

M ilita ry  action was more 
popular w ith  men and w ith  
people who described them ­
selves as conservatives.

Detroit confronts annual problem of ‘Devil’s Night’ fires in the metropolis

DETROIT — Fires broke out 
on the firs t n ight o f a three- 
n ight H alloween-tim e curfew  
Sunday as police, fire fighters 
and citizen volunteers tried to 
keep "D evil’s N ight" arson un­
der control.

Asked how many fires had 
broken out, authorities said the 
m ayor’s office would compile

figures and release them on 
Monday. No in juries were re ­
ported in any of the fires.

Figures were also not avail­
able on the number o f people 
arrested under the curfew, said 
Police Officer John Leavens.

An abandoned home was set 
on fire twice w ith in  90 minutes, 
rad io  s ta tion  WWJ-AM re ­
ported. The second tim e, the 
blaze spread to an occupied 
home.

Several fires were reported in 
garages on the city ’s lower east 
side, according to the station. 
F ire fighters on the east side 
were so busy that firefighters 
were called in from  the west 
side.

Police found several cases of 
dynam ite, b lasting caps and 
radio contro l devices in  the 
garage of a vacant home on the 
northeast side Sunday n ight, 
but weren’t sure whether it was

connected w ith  Devil’s Night, 
Leavens said.

The police bomb squad took 
the explosives away fo r d is­
posal.

Fires are set during  Devil’s 
Night, which trad itionally lasts 
three nights, in a destructive 
celebration o f Halloween. The 
practice drew national atten­
tion in 1984, when 810 fires 
were set in Detroit.

Since then, the num ber of 
fires has decreased each year. 
Last year, there were 229 fires 
reported, for an average o f 76 
per night. About 65 fires are 
reported on a normal night in 
Detroit, fire officials have said.

The curfew, which allows po­
lice to detain anyone under 18, 
went into effect at 6 p.m. and 
was to be in effect until 6 a.m. 
Monday.

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Student military pilot crashes into naval ship

PENSACOLA, Fla. — A stu­
dent p ilo t m aking  his f irs t 
landing attempt on an a ircra ft 
carrier was “ low and slow”  be­
fore his tra in ing je t crashed on 
the USS Lexington, k illing  him 
and four others, the ship’s cap­
tain said Monday.

The T-2 Buckeye slammed 
into the island, the same part 
of the ship h it by a kamikaze 
plane in W orld War II, before 
cartwheeling across the deck 
and exploding in flames Sunday 
afternoon, said Capt. C. Flack 
Logan.

“ It looked like a battle zone,”  
said Lt. Bruce Adams, a physi­
cian and the ship’s medical of­
ficer. “ There were pieces of 
a irc ra ft and of metal all over

the place. Bodies were spread 
throughout different areas.”

In addition to the five dead, 
19 people were injured, Logan 
said.

The pilot, Ensign Steven Pon- 
tell, 23, o f Columbia, Md., was 
the only one aboard the two- 
seat tra iner, a normal situation 
when aviators make the ir firs t 
ca rr ie r landings, Logan said. 
Pontell, a 1988 graduate of the 
U.S. Naval Academy in Annapo­
lis, Md., was a mem ber of 
T ra in in g  Squadron 19 at 
Meridian, Miss., Naval A ir Sta­
tion.

The Navy identified the other 
dead as Petty Officer 3rd Class 
Burnett Kilgore Jr., 19, of Holly 
Springs, Miss.; Petty Officer 3rd 
Class Timmy Garroutte, 30, of 
Memphis, Tenn.; and A irm an

Lisa Mayo, 25, o f Oklahoma 
City, all Lexington crew mem­
bers ; and B yron  G ervis 
Courvelle, 32, o f M erid ian , 
Miss., a c iv ilian  employee of 
DynCorp which has a contract 
to maintain Navy aircraft.

The dead other than the pilot 
were all on the flight deck, offi­
cials said.

The ship was steaming in the 
Gulf o f Mexico in  clear weather 
about 30 m iles south o f its 
home port here when the je t 
crashed.

“ As I see it , ”  Logan said, “ he 
ended up in a position which in 
naval aviation is known as be­
ing low and slow, which is a 
very te rrib le  place to be when 
you are coming aboard a ship.”  

Landing signal officers ra ­
dioed the p ilo t to add power

and waved him  off, but he did 
not comply, Logan said. He said 
an investigation would try  to 
explain why.

The plane flipped  upside 
down before a w ing tip h it the 
island ju s t below the control 
tower, the captain said. The 
w ing  tip  broke o ff and re ­
mained embedded in  the super­
structure when the Lexington 
docked Monday.

The je t ’ s fuselage then 
smashed into the side of the is­
land, but the ship showed little  
evidence of the accident other 
than the wreckage of the plane, 
s till upside down, covered w ith  
orange and white parachutes.

i t  h it at the feet o f A irm an 
Dee Votolato o f Houma, La., 
who was inside a glassed-in

area operating a video camera 
used to tape all landings.

The Lexington is the Navy’s 
oldest carrier, its only one used 
exclusively fo r tra in ing  and the 
only one w ith women aboard.

The impact knocked Votolato 
to the floor, but she got back 
up and pointed her camera at 
the fligh t deck in time to cap­
tu re  the plane burs ting  in to  
flames.

Airm an Darrell Gurley o f In ­
dianapolis was d irecting crew 
members on the deck where to 
park planes as they landed.

“ He was headed straight for 
us,”  Gurley said. “ 1 turned and 
there was just a great boom. It 
shook me and I buckled down, 
but I knew I had to get out the 
door because the flames were 
coming rig h t fo r my station.”

‘Open door’ not yet a reality

BEIJING — Less than a year 
ago, Chinese and U.S. officials 
gathered at a g litte ring  hotel 
and celebrated 10 years o f 
friendship w ith  dumplings and 
Coca-Cola.

Then came the Chinese army 
attack in  June on students 
dem onstrating for democratic 
re form , and both sides w on­
dered i f  they hadn’t made a te r­
rib le mistake.

Americans expressed horro r 
that a country they regarded as 
friend ly was capable o f such 
harsh repression.

Chinese o ffic ia ls  accused 
Americans o f taking advantage 
of China’s “ open door”  to sow

subversive ideas among in te l­
lectuals and students.

The topic of relations has be­
come so ideologically sensitive 
that Chinese scholars on U.S. 
affairs refuse to be interviewed. 
Many have been investigated 
for alleged involvement in the 
democracy movement.

Months have gone by but 
emotions remain high on both 
sides, w ith  lit t le  prospect of 
cooling soon. Leading propo­
nents o f rea lpo litik , including 
fo rm e r P res iden t R ichard  
Nixon and his fo rm er aide, 
A lexander Haig, have visited 
Beijing and said it is in  both 
sides’ in terests to m a in ta in  
good relations.

Pravda’s editor meets the press

MOSCOW — The Gorbachev 
confidant who is now Pravda’s 
editor met the foreign press 
Monday and made himself the 
target, a definite change at a 
paper that has bashed impe­
ria lis ts  mercilessly fo r gen­
erations.

Asked how he w ill stop a 
sharp decline in  readership in 
President M ikhail Gorbachev’s 
era o f glasnost, or openness, 
Ivan Frolov said: “ We shall 
not seek to increase circu la ­
tion at all costs.”

A lthough he offered some 
ideas for enlivening the gray 
columns — interv iew s w ith  
members o f the ru ling  Polit­
buro, for instance — the 60-

year-old editor seemed to hold 
weak commitment by today’s 
Communists as responsible as 
the party daily ’s content for 
its flagging fortunes.

“ I can ask the question even 
more d irectly : Do we need 
more genuine Communists, 
members o f the CPSU, than 
the already known number of 
Pravda subscribers?”  Frolov 
said, im plying that the real 
Communist today is one who 
dutifu lly reads the paper.

Only one week into his new 
job, the w hite-haired form er 
Gorbachev adviser already has 
done something tha t would 
have been a surprise coming 
from  his remote predecessor 
V iktor Afanasyev, who ran the 
paper for 13 years.

Frolov opened Pravda’s 8th 
floor conference room to fo r­
eign corresponden ts  and 
sought the ir questions.

It  was a unique opportunity 
to hear the views of a member 
o f the policy-m aking  party 
Central Committee now in  
charge of the most authorita­
tive, i f  no longer most widely 
read, Soviet newspaper.

As is the custom in such 
confrontations, Frolov occa­
sionally avoided straight an­
swers — on Pravda’s circula­
tion, for example.

A lso, Soviet c itizens no 
longer are required to take 
Pravda to get another pub li­
cation they really want, such 
as a lite ra ry  m onthly or a 
magazine about movies.

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4,000 hold rally for quake victims

OAKLAND, Calif. — There 
was no parade for baseball’s 
w orld  champions on Monday, 
just a muted ra lly in which the 
O akland A th le tic s ’ tr iu m p h  
mingled w ith  memories of this 
city ’s recent tragedy.

More than 4,000 fans of the 
A ’s, who completed a four- 
game sweep o f the San Fran­
cisco G ia ijts  on Saturday, 
joined in the ra lly in Jack Lon­
don Square. It began w ith  mu­
sic and a Hag procession. A 
moment o f silence planned for 
v ic t im s  o f the  re c e n t 
earthquake was forgotten  in 
the excitement.

“ The longer you have to wait 
fo r som ething, the m ore it 
means to you,”  said A ’s Man­
ager Tony La Russa. “ Nobody 
likes the reason we had to w ait 
so long to be the w orld  cham­
pions, but I know it means a 
great deal to all of us.”

Each o f the players, standing 
in fron t o f a banner that read, 
“ O akland ’s W orld  Serious,”  
spoke briefly to the crowd.

A few minutes earlier, w ork­
ers c learing battered vehicles 
from a crumpled section of In ­
terstate 880 removed the car in 
which the last survivor o f the 
freeway’s collapse, longshore­
man Buck Helm, was trapped 
for four days.

Helm rem ained in  serious 
cond ition  bu t continued to 
show slow improvement, said a 
spokeswom an fo r H igh land  
Hospital. T h ir ty -n in e  people 
died in the freeway collapse.

There had been plans fo r a 
more tra d itio n a l parade and 
ceremony at City Hall i f  the A ’s

won the W orld  Series. But 
those plans were canceled after 
the 7.1 magnitude quake struck 
Oct. 17, a half-hour before the 
originally scheduled th ird  game 
at Candlestick Park.

The game was postponed un­
t il 10 days la ter, and the A ’s 
quick ly  ended the Series by 
w inn ing  the th ird  and fourth 
games at Candlestick.

Many o f the buildings along 
the planned parade route re ­
main roped off, s till too dan­
gerous to enter, and the ornate 
City Hall is so badly damaged it 
may never reopen.

The ra lly , though small and 
tame compared w ith  the parade 
after the San Francisco 49ers’ 
Super Bowl v ictory last Jan­
uary, signaled another step to ­
ward recovery by the Bay area.

“ People now are try ing  to 
find hope,”  said the Rev. Cecil 
W illiam s before his sermon 
Sunday at G lide M em oria l 
Church in  San F rancisco. 
“ Some people don’ t w ant to 
face the traum a, they don’t 
want to face the pain. I ’m hop­
ing this w ill be a learning expe­
rience. This is a tremendous 
opportunity fo r the city to be 
what’s never been before, a new 
Jerusalem, a city that is more 
loving and equal and kind.”

Bay area companies, hoping 
to bring back nervous tourists 
and conventioners, are mount­
ing an advertising campaign to 
show the w orld  that San Fran­
cisco and Oakland still stand.

“ We’ve had our natura l dis­
aster, we don’t want an eco­
nomic d isaster,”  said Shelby 
Allen, vice president for m ar­
keting fo r the San Francisco 
Convention and V is ito rs Bu­

reau, which is kicking o ff its 
pitch Thursday.

Hyatt, which owns 10 hotels 
in the Bay area, is launching a 
s im ilar campaign in six news­
papers across the coun try  
starting Tuesday.

“ We’re doing a lot because 
the world thinks we’ve tumbled 
into the bay. We’re try ing  to 
project the image that the city 
is not in rubble,”  said Charles 
McElroy, general manager of 
the IJyatt-Regency in San Fran­
cisco.

In Oakland, a coa lition  of 
business groups called Cele­
brate Oakland hired three ad 
agencies to put together a 
campaign to show that the city 
is re tu rn ing  to norm al. The 
Port of Oakland also is running 
ads headlined “ Oakland Can 
Take I t ”  in trade magazines. 
“ We’ve taken some licks, but 
we’re on our way back,”  the ad 
says.

Recovery efforts also are con­
tinu ing  strong w ith  donations 
from around the country.

A big truck rig  carrying dis­
aster re lie f supplies donated by 
the people o f Evansville, Ind., 
was unloaded in Los Gatos for 
quake victims in that city, the 
Santa Cruz M ounta ins and 
Watsonville.

The American Society of Plas­
tic  and Reconstructive Sur­
geons, holding its annual meet­
ing in  San Francisco, asked 
each o f the 2,000 a ttending 
doctors to donate $100 to help 
quake victims.

T ra ff ic  rem ains a m a jo r 
problem tha t may be getting 
worse, w ith  1-880 partly closed 
and the San Francisco-Oakland 
Bay Bridge still closed .

Miss M id ler testified, “ 1 
don’t do commercials,”  and 
said one o f her fo rm er 
backup singers was hired 
to perform  the song “ Do 
You Wanna Dance?”  for a 
1986 M ercury Sable car 
co m m erc ia l a fte r  she

tu rned down a request 
from Ford Motor Co.

Miss M idler also filed a 
$10 m illion  lawsuit against 
Ford, but U.S. D is tr ic t 
Judge W allace Tashim a 
ruled Thursday there was 
in s u ffic ie n t evidence to 
proceed against the car 
company.

Miss M id le r’s attorney, 
Peter Laird, said he hoped 
“ national advertisers and 
advertis ing  agencies w ill 
th ink tw ice in the future 
before they disregard the 
rights of artists.”

Laird  told the ju ry  his 
client never agreed to sing 
in the commercial, and she 
never would have. The 
agency “ took what they 
couldn't buy from M id ler,”  
he said.

MOSCOW — Helmeted r io t 
police w ielding truncheons re ­
peatedly charged and clubbed 
dem onstrators Monday n ight 
after a candlelight vigil outside 
KGB headquarters in  memory 
o f S talin 's victim s. Scores of 
protesters were knocked to the 
ground, beaten and dragged 
into police buses.

About 40 people were de­
tained, the o ffic ia l Tass news 
agency said, in what was the 
h a rs h e s t c ra c k d o w n  on 
protesters in Moscow in more 
than 1 1/2 years. Tass said the 
protesters were “ try ing to cre­
ate as much disruption as pos­
sible, to d isplay anti-Soviet 
posters and shout anti-Soviet 
slogans.”

The clashes took place on 
some of central Moscow’s busi­
est streets and were especially 
ja r r in g  because o f the more 
permissive political climate in ­
s titu te d  u n d e r P re s id en t 
M ikh a il Gorbachev’s w ide- 
ranging reforms.

About 1,000 Soviets con­
verged on KGB headquarters at 
Dzerzhinsky Square after dusk 
to m ark the unofficial “ Day of 
the P o litica l P risoner”  and 
mourn the m illions who were 
w rongly imprisoned or k illed  
under Josef Stalin.

The hou r-long  pro test, in 
which two rows o f people hold­
ing flickering candles lined up

on three sides of the building, 
proceeded peacefully. I t  had 
been organized by the Memorial 
Society, which seeks to com­
memorate those who suffered 
unjustly under Stalin, and the 
Democratic Union, a self-styled 
opposition to the Communist 
Party.

At the end of the demonstra­
tion, a splinter group of about 
500 people, mostly young men, 
marched o ff in  the direction of 
Pushkin Square, a favorite ra l­
lying site fo r human rights ac­
tivists.

Chanting, “ Shame on the 
KGB!”  and “ The KGB is the en­
emy of the people!”  the group 
was confronted w ithout w arn ­
ing by r io t police two blocks 
from  Pushkin Square as they 
passed out leaflets to home- 
bound commuters.

The w hite-helm eted police, 
armed w ith  long black rubber 
truncheons, formed a line, then 
waded in to  the p ro testers, 
clubbing at least four of the ir 
leaders to the ground, then 
dragg ing them into  nearby 
buses for detention.

The demonstrators retreated, 
then formed again and headed 
to Gorky Street, the main thor­
oughfare leading to Pushkin 
Square. The r io t police and 
other uniformed officers sealed 
o ff the square and sp lit the 
protesters into two groups.

On Gorky Street, r io t police 
again charged the demonstra­
tors, taking about six into cus-

tody. As the protesters were 
dragged to the buses, specta­
tors shouted: “ Shame! Shame!”  
Several passers-by spat at a 
police car.

Another group of demonstra­
tors, gathered on the southeast 
side o f Pushkin Square, was 
also repeatedly charged by rio t 
police, who ignored the dozens 
of television camera teams and 
foreign reporters who flocked 
there.

Police formed a flying wedge 
to charge young people gath­
ered under a Gorky Street 
archway, and dozens were 
seized bodily and dragged away 
to the waiting buses.

It was the roughest treatment 
of an unsanctioned demonstra­
tion in Moscow since December 
1987, when about 200 burly 
men in civilian clothes roughed 
up Jews who staged a protest 
demanding the r ig h t to emi­
grate on the eve of Gorbachev’s 
departure fo r his Washington 
summit w ith  Ronald Reagan.

The 6 p.m. protest outside 
KGB headquarters began qui­
etly as dozens of regular un i­
form ed police watched the 
dem onstra tion  and d irected 
tra f f ic  around Dzerzhinsky 
Square. At the center o f the 
square is a statue of Felix Dz­
erzhinsky, founder of the Soviet 
secret police.

The demonstrators held can­
dles and signs saying, “ Shame 
on the KGB Executioners”  and 
“ Down w ith  the KGB.”

Indian leader 
finds hostility 
in elections

A fte r a three- 
hour delay, in  which no bomb 
was found but an unspecified 
techn ica l problem  was re ­
ported, the plane again took o ff 
for Kanpur, the nearest a irport 
to Fatehpur.

A fter that, Singh had to drive 
two hours to reach Fatehpur in 
time, an aide in New Delhi said.

The 58-year-old opposition 
leader, a form er ally of Prime 
M inister Rajiv Gandhi who has 
served him  as defense and f i­
nance m in is te r , c la im ed  
Gandhi’s governing Congress

“ It is a defeat of the govern­
ment,”  said N.C. Jain, a Janata 
Dal o ffic ia l. “ He reached 
Fatehpur barely 30 minutes be­
fore the nominations were to 
close, but he did it.”

“ Further, the student body as 
a whole w ill be held account­
able fo r any damage done to 
University p roperty ,” D irector 
of Residence Life Ann Firth said 
in the bulletin.

John Moorman, d irec to r o f 
maintenance, said that no d i­
rect fund ing  is a llo tted  fo r 
snowball damage. “ We have a 
modest amount o f maintenance 
money fo r each bu ild ing ,” he 
said, but not fo r “ non-routine 
wear and tear. ”

Breslin said Tyson is freezing 
the $20,000 as a punishment, 
and also to only allow the halls 
to bring themselves back up to 
par, not fo r any capita l im ­
provements.

Dear:
I am writing concerning the snowball fight of 

Thursday, October 19, 1989. This activity has 
degenerated into a dangerous situation which in recent 
years has involved an increasing amount of vandalism. 
Each year there are more injuries and broken windows. 
This year, six stained glass chapel windows received 
serious damage. The restoration of these windows, if 
even possible, will be very expensive.

The University has repeatedly requested that this 
dangerous activity be tempered to stop injury and 
vandalism. This year Residence Life personnel met with 
student leaders to solicit their assistance. Appar­
ently, the efforts of these people were insufficient to 
stem what is approaching a riot.

The "mob dynamic" which develops makes crowd 
control and apprehension of those who intentionally 
damage property and persons near impossible. Though 
primarily a freshman phenomenon, upperclassmen have 
encouraged this activity. In short, it is a campus 
issue and requires campus responsibility.

After consultation with other officers and the 
Student Affairs senior staff, I have requested that the 
matching funds for all residence halls be frozen 
indefinitely. I cannot see any point in allocating 
funds for hall life improvement when those funds should 
be used to defray the cost of repairs to the halls.
When I am convinced that this type of activity will 
cease, there will be a reconsideration of the matching 
fund program.

I suspect that this letter is disappointing.
However, be assured that I am equally disappointed to 
have to write it. It was my expectation that common 
sense and concern for persons and property would have 
prevailed. Unfortunately, I was not correct. It is my 
understanding that the Office of Residence Life will be 
conducting a meeting of student leaders to again address 
this issue. It is my hope that the future efforts of 
everyone will prevent a recurrence of activities that 
intentionally cause harm and damage to persons and 
property.

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30 mil. pensions at stake
Supreme Court decision expected by July
Associated Press

WASHINGTON — Federal 
protection for 30 m illion  Am er­
ican w orkers ' pensions could 
be at stake in a dispute the 
Supreme Court agreed to re­
solve Monday.

The justices said they w ill de­
cide what authority the Pension 
Benefit Guaranty Corporation, 
a federal agency, has to order 
employers to revive scraped 
pension plans.

A federal appeals court lim ­
ited such authority by setting 
aside the agency’s order that 
LTV Corp. and its subsidiary, 
LTV Steel Co., restore three 
pension plans w ith unfunded l i­
abilities of $2.3 billion.

Government lawyers say the 
ruling, i f  not overturned, could 
make the agency “ an open- 
ended source o f in d u s try  
bailouts”  and spark a financial 
crisis s im ilar to the one facing 
the governm ent’s insurance 
program for the savings and 
loan industry.

The justices’ decision is ex­
pected by July.

In other matters Monday, the 
court:

•L e t stand ru lin g s  th a t 
blocked a Nebraska agency 
from  im posing  m anda to ry  
blood testing for AIDS of em­
ployees who come into d irect 
contact w ith  the mentally re ­
ta rded  people the agency 
serves.

•Turned down an appeal by 
James Earl Bay, serving a 99- 
year prison sentence for the 
1968 assassination of the Rev. 
Martin Luther King in Memphis, 
Tenn.

•Rejected, in a V irgin ia case, 
arguments that states must not 
favor the clergy over secular 
humanists in licensing people to 
perform weddings.

•Barred a lawsuit against the 
Christian Science church by a 
M ichigan couple whose 15- 
month-old boy died after they, 
as church members, were coun­
seled to re ly  on fa ith  healing 
and avoid seeking medical help.

•Left intact rulings that may 
let Urbana, Ohio, ban as ob­
scene five nationally distributed 
“ a du lt”  magazines generally 
no t considered  h a rd -co re  
pornography.

•Agreed to decide whether the 
Port A u th o rity  o f New York 
and New Jersey, and perhaps 
other m ulti-state agencies as 
well, may be sued in federal 
courts.

•Said it w ill use a Chicago 
drug case to consider expand­
ing the authority  of police to 
search homes w ithou t court 
warrants.

•Was urged during  an oral 
argum ent session to s tr ike  
down as “ taxation w ithout rep­
resentation”  a federal judge’s 
order that doubled local prop­
erty taxes to pay for rac ia lly  
desegregating Kansas City, 
Mo., public schools.

•Heard argum ents over a 
challenge to the partia l merger 
of D etro it’s two daily newspa­
pers.

The pensions case focuses on 
the power of the Pension Bene­
fit Guaranty Corporation, the 
agency that protects the pen­
sion benefits o f the 30 m illion 
Americans who partic ipate in 
single-employer defined benefit 
pension plans.

When a pension plan is ended 
w ith  insufficient money to sat­
isfy promised benefits, the fed­
eral agency becomes the pen­
sion plan’s trustee, taking over 
its assets and liab ilities . The 
agency then pays a ll benefits 
workers had earned as of the 
date the pension plan ended.

In fiscal year 1988, the PBGC 
paid $324.7 m illion  in insured 
benefits to 113,000 retirees 
who participated in  1,476 te r­
minated pension plans.

The Dallas-based LTV Corp. 
and LTV Steel, after filing  for 
reorganization under federal 
bankruptcy law  in  1986, ad­
vised the PBGC that they could 
not and would not fund the 
three pension plans they spon­
sored. The plans, which have 
about 100,000 partic ipan ts , 
were terminated in 1987.

In a deal w ith  the United 
Steelworkers of America union, 
however, LTV Steel agreed to 
what government lawyers con­
tend is a “ fo llow-on”  arrange­
ment. Under it, LTV agreed to 
make up any benefits lost to 
employees because of the pen­
sion plans’ term ination — those 
benefits not covered by the fed­
eral pension insurance p ro ­
gram.

The resu lt was employees 
continued to receive the same 
benefits they did before the 
plans were te rm ina ted, and 
payment o f unfunded pension 
liabilities shifted to the PBGC.

The PBGC contends such ar­
rangements are abusive, and 
the agency ordered LTV to re- 
assume responsibility  fo r the 
three pension plans.

Marcos contends Reagan 
approved plea bargain

NEW YORK — Then- 
P r e s id e n t  R e a g a n  
personally approved a plea 
b a rg a in  o ffe re d  to 
Ferdinand and lmelda M ar­
cos three days before they 
were indicted in October 
1988 , M rs . M a rc o s ’ 
a tto rney  says in  cou rt 
papers.

The papers add detail to 
reported failed negotiations 
ju s t before the deposed 
Philippine leader and his 
w ife  were charged w ith  
siphoning more than $100 
m il l io n  o u t o f th e ir  
country’s treasury and into 
the United States.

Marcos died Sept. 28. His 
w ife awaits tr ia l at U.S. 
D is t r i c t  C o u r t  in  
Manhattan.

M rs. M arcos’ law ye r, 
Richard Hibey, said in the 
papers filed  last month 
that government lawyers 
made the plea offer during 
a meeting at the Justice 
Department in Washington 
attended b rie fly  by U.S. 
A ttorney General Richard 
Thornburgh.

“ The a tto rney general 
started the m eeting by 
adv is ing  us th a t the 
president was aware that 
the m eeting was tak ing  
place, and what would be 
conveyed to us during the 
c o n fe re n c e  had the
president’s fu ll knowledge

and approval,”  Hibey said.
W h ile  the  p e rso n a l 

attention o f the president 
in  a c r im in a l case is 
unusua l, W hite  House 
in v o lv e m e n t can be 
expected in  sens itive  
m a tte rs  th a t  c a r ry  
im p lic a tio n s  fo r  U.S. 
foreign policy, government 
spokesmen said.

“ I t ’s not usual fo r the 
White House to be involved 
in  the conduct of cases. I t ’s 
not usual for the attorney 
general to be involved in 
the handling  o f c rim ina l 
cases,”  Dave R unke l, 
J u s t ic e  D e p a r tm e n t 
spokesman, said Monday. 
“ But there are those times 
when issues do rise to the 
level o f the attorney gen­
eral or the White House.”

Runkel and Reagan’s 
s p o k e s m a n ,  M a rk  
W e inberg , dec lined  to 
comment on the Marcos 
case because it is pending 
in the courts.

Marcos, who died Sept. 
28, and his w ife  were 
charged in a racketeering 
ind ictm ent Oct. 21, 1988, 
th re e  days a fte r  the 
meeting described by Hibey.

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Militarism vs. religion: the great ND paradox

Notre Dame is a great place 
to be. Yet, at the same time, it 
is one gigantic paradox. It is 
schizophrenic to the point of 
psychosis. There are many rea­
sons,.but I w ill talk about only 
one. This concerns its iden tifi­
cation as a Catholic university 
and its actual practices. More 
specifically, there is a funda­
mental and contradictory ten­
sion between associating itself 
w ith  Christianity and w ith  the 
m ilitarism  and violence it pro­
motes.

M ilita rism  and violence, you 
say, what is this guy ta lk ing 
about? I ’m ta lk ing about the 
fact that ten percent of the un­
dergraduates at Notre Dame 
are in ROTC. Well yes, you say, 
ROTC is a big thing here, but is 
it necessary. After all, we need 
a strong defense in order to de­
fend this nation which God has 
chosen as special, and since 
this is true, an institution asso­
ciated w ith  Catholicism should 
do what ever it can to fu rther 
this effort.

What arrogance, and what a 
to ta l d is tortion  of the “ tru e ” 
message of Jesus which people 
here believe they fo llow . 
W hether one sees Jesus as a 
historica l figure or as some­
th ing more, the message a t­
tributed to him is quite clear. It 
was pacifism, pure and simple. 
It was turn  the other cheek. It 
was love.

Notre Dame hardly advances 
these causes by advocating and 
benefitting from the teaching of 
k illin g  and mass destruction. 
I t ’s not jo in  the army and see 
the world. I t ’s jo in  the army 
and learn how to napalm v il­
lages, or jo in  the A ir Force and 
learn how to commit genocide 
against the people of the Soviet 
Union. The university d irectly

benefits from this instruction in 
violence. It gets s ign ifican t 
amounts of money—millions of 
dollars— from ROTC scholar­
ships which they might not get 
otherwise, and ROTC provides 
instructors, thereby re lieving 
Notre Dame’s financial burden 
even fu rthe r. W hat a great 
deal.

At the same time, let us look 
at the flip side—the teaching of 
peace ra the r than w ar. The 
only degree program in peace 
studies is for an M.A.— about 
twenty-five people or so. There 
is, in addition, a concentration 
in peace studies in which about 
one hundred and fifty students 
participate—less than two per­
cent o f the undergraduates, 
and even this program is not 
accorded nea rly  the same 
stature as ROTC. Why? Well, 
among o ther things, money. 
Notre Dame does not make 
money o ff o f these people in the 
same way it does w ith ROTC. If 
the federal government decided 
to change its massively skewed 
priorities and decided it was a 
good idea to instruct students 
in the peaceful resolution of 
conflicts and thought it was 
im portan t enough to fund (I 
know i t ’s a fantasy, but we all 
need a few), I am sure Notre 
Dame would be more than 
happy to take the money and 
set up a real m ajor in  peace 
studies. As it stands, this con­
tradiction glares as a testimony 
to the power of money.

Moving away from  money, 
and back to Catholicism, I am 
sure that many people at this 
very conservative ins titu tio n  
w ill be shocked to find out that 
Jesus was a radical. Yes, you 
heard me right, a radical. Love 
thy neighbor, as well as thy en­
emy, is a radical concept. How 
many people here, or anywhere, 
follow this? Not many. An even 
more radical concept is nonvio­
lence—tota l, absolute nonvio­

lence. I w ill bet some of you feel 
sort o f uncomfortable hearing 
this, and tha t’s good. If  any of 
you out there who consider 
yourselves Christians are not at 
least attempting to lead a non­
violent life, how can you say 
tha t you fo llow  Christ? The 
message is clear—do not harm 
other people. By the same to­
ken, a university which p ro ­
fesses to be Catholic cannot 
condone the teaching of m ur­
der. The Catholic Church, in a 
se lf-righ teous p roc lam ation , 
has decided tha t abortion is 
m urder and therefore immoral. 
I wonder, then, why they do not 
tota lly and absolutely condemn 
all other violence and murder, 
and the teaching thereof.

Some w ill say tha t it is not 
the responsibility of the Univer­
sity to outlaw certa in form of

knowledge, to engage in cen­
sorship by not allow ing ROTC 
on campus. In addition, many 
w ill argue that the University 
exists to tra in  people in the ir 
chosen vocation, and tha t to 
deny ten percent of the under­
graduates what they want to 
learn is irresponsible. On the 
firs t question, I m ight agree to 
a point. I t  is definitely not the 
role of education to censor 
ideas, whether they come in the 
form of advocating violence or 
a movie like The Last Tempta­
tion  o f C hrist. I f  i t  a llows 
tra in ing in violence, however, 1 
would say that, by defin ition, 
Notre Dame cannot be a 
Catholic university.

On the second point, is voca­
tional tra in ing the point o f col­
lege? I would hope not. Educa­
tion should be about expanding

Rolfs was fixed . In  s ta rk  
co n tras t to these a th le tic  
improvements, only a couple of 
hundred yards away stand the 
tra ile rs  w hich compose the 
Aerospace building, a structure 
‘tem porarily ’ erected in 1950. 
Elsewhere on campus, only 
to k e n  im p ro v e m e n t to 
classroom space has taken 
place.

A lth ou g h  new  academ ic 
buildings are now under con­
struction, i t  is interesting to 
note that the athletic facilities 
came first. While I realize that 
co n s tru c tio n  p ro je c ts  are 
funded m ainly by donations, I 
th ink the University should take 
a stronger position as to how 
the donations are spent. 
Overcrowded classes and class­
rooms should not be tolerated 
as long as our athletes have 
spacious facilities in which to 
train.

I am also disturbed that few

horizons and finding out about 
new things as much as, i f  not 
more than, learn ing a trade. 
Therefore, it is hardly incum­
bent upon Notre Dame to have 
ROTC. In addition, ROTC d i­
rectly contradicts this view of 
education because it advocates 
the use of violence, and, indeed, 
blind obedience to a hierarchy 
over though t and reason. 
Hardly the stu ff of a free and 
open discourse on ideas.

I f  Notre Dame wants to be 
true to its professed identity as 
both Catholic and a University, 
I should reexamine its support 
for ROTC.

The old 
dorms and buildings on campus 
are filled w ith phantoms just 
awaiting your call. A ll you need 
is a good medium, and a few 
friends and candles to set up 
your very own seance.

“ Notre Dame is an incredibly 
powerful positive force, and 
therefore a great place to have 
a seance,” said the Reverend 
Barbara Anne Bell, a psychic 
and medium from South Bend. 
She explained that a seance re­
quires the maximum amount of 
positive power from each ind i­
vidual in order for it to work. 
You must avoid those who emit 
a negative force - that is, those 
who do not wholly believe in the 
validity of the seance. Bell also 
recommended purifying the air 
w ith holy water and incense be­

fore beginning the seance.
In addition, Bell added that 

people shouldn’t go to cemeter­
ies in order to create a more 
ghoulish, frightening atmo­
sphere. “ People shouldn’t be 
afraid of cemeteries.
Cemeteries are consecrated 
ground. Evil spirits cannot be 
called up on consecrated 
ground.”

Spirits make contact w ith  the 
material world through a per­
son called a medium, o f whom 
there are two kinds.

The mental medium acts as a 
filte r or receiver for messages 
from the spirits. Bell noted that 
“ the spirit does not die, only the 
body dies.”

Physical mediums d iffer from 
mental ones in their ability to 
create physical phenomena, 
such as moving objects, making 
noises, and creating outpour­
ings o f ectoplasm which can 
take on human shapes.

Most psychics recommend the 
use o f a professional medium 
to control evil, unruly and mis­
chievous spirits.

Certain characteristics ac­
company the medium’s contact 
w ith  spirits.

First, during the sitting, the 
medium w ill usually rest quietly 
w ith closed eyes. A rapid 
change in breathing generally 
indicates the beginning of a 
trance. As he/she progresses 
into the trance, the medium w ill 
appear to fall asleep. W ithin a 
few moments, the medium w ill 
awaken and his/her personality 
w ill be taken over by the spirits.

It is a good idea to th ink up 
several good questions before 
consulting your medium. 
According to “ Channeling: The 
Intuitive Connection, ” questions 
posed for purposes of material 
gain can often times block the 
medium’s “connection” w ith the 
spirit. In other words, to con­
duct a seance for the “ th r il l” of 
it w ill probably not work.

Rev. Bell had several predic­
tions for Notre Dame this year. 
One in particu lar was that 
“ Notre Dame w ill beat Miami 
and go to a bowl game for 
three consecutive years. ” Bell is 
w illing  to conduct seances for 
students for a small donation. 
” I ’d love to investigate the 
ghost in Washington Hall, but I 
haven’t had the opportunity to 
look into it yet,” she said. Call 
her at 255-1625 for an 
appointment.

The ghosts of 
Washington Hall

I was sitting in  the center of the 
stage in Washington Hall and it 
was completely dark. Not even 
the Exit lights were on. The 
room was pitch black. I looked 

up in the balcony and there, in the cen­
ter of the very last row, I saw the shadow 
of a person! Really!”

Many of the numerous Notre Dame 
alumni have related this story, as it is a 
rum or that has been around Washington 
Hall for years. Notre Dame has its own 
supposedly haunted building, just as any 
town or community does. But, is Wash­
ington Hall supposedly haunted, or is it 
rea lly  haunted?

The rum or of Washington Hall being 
haunted began back in the 1920s. For 
months, students living in the Hall heard 
peculiar noises coming from the locked 
band room — noises like someone play­
ing a tuba or a trumpet. The band room 
was locked, however, and when opened, 
no one was inside.

People have speculated that the phan­
tom is George Gipp (he slept on the steps 
of Washington Hall on a cold night and 
became fatally ill), or a Cavalry soldier 
slain by Indians (the campus is bu ilt on 
hallowed Indian buria l grounds.)

After the spectral trumpeteer passed 
on, other ghosts took its place. These 
ghosts slammed doors on windless nights 
and flushed all the toilets at once, after 
all the students were in bed (they had a 
curfew back then.) One man claimed 
he saw a ghost on a phantom 
horse outside climbing the 
steps to the second floor.

The ghost sightings 
were not just a 20s 
fad, either, because in 
the 60s the ghostly 
claims were still going

strong.
One student turned off 

the lights on stage and was 
then unable to turn them 
back on — there was some­
thing, or someone, keeping the 
switch in the “ off” position.

In addition, before the Washing­
ton Hall renovations, one room in the 
hall was painted black. A student 
sleeping in the room awoke w ith  the 
feeling of not being alone in the room. In 
the moonlight coming through the window, 
he saw a figure, ten feet tall, standing in the 
window.

Even as recently as 1985 the haunting has 
been reported. A group of students w ith  a 
Ouija board set up on stage and asked the 
ghost i f  he (it?) wanted to speak w ith them.

The pointer darted to “No" and “ Good­
bye” and stopped, when the students asked 
why, the pointer moved back and forth be­
tween the letters “ S” and “G,” moved to 
“ Goodbye” again, and stopped. The stu­
dents fled. Once out of Washington Hall, 
they looked back and saw that a securi­
ty guard had jus t woken up. They had 
been warned just in time.

Is this ghostly figure a figment of 
active alumni imagination, or is 
someone tru ly  there? Maybe this 
year we w ill find out.

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LSU’s Jackson winning battles against nervous disorder
BATON ROUGE, La. (AP) — 

The letters make the loss of 
privacy w orthw h ile  fo r Chris 
Jackson.

Only the second freshm an 
ever named a college basketball 
A ll American, Jackson suffers 
from Toure tte ’s syndrome, a 
nervous d iso rde r th a t can 
cause v ic tim s  to tw itc h , 
gesture, g runt or shout invo l­
untarily.

Jackson seemed almost em­
barrassed las t year when 
knowledge o f his illness accom­
panied national attention given 
his basketball exploits. He av­
eraged 30 points a game for 
Louisiana State University and 
tw ice topped 50 points in  a 
game, breaking records set by 
Oklahoma’s Waymon Tisdale 
when he was a freshman A ll- 
American at Oklahoma in the 
1982-83 season.

Going into his second season 
at LSU, Jackson is flooded with 
letters from  other victim s of 
Tourette’s syndrome.

“ I ’ve had a lot of feedback on 
it — a lot of kids, a lot of par­
ents w rite  me te lling me about 
their kids,”  he said.

“ Grown men have told me 
they were afraid to go outside 
for years. One man told me, 
‘You’re doing so much. I ’m not 
a fra id  to go out anym ore.’ I 
read one letter, a k id ’s mama 
wrote and said he read the ar­
ticle in Sports Illustrated. She 
said he was read ing  about 
some of the things I do, and 
that encouraged him  to try  to 
do more.”

lie  said there is now an o r­
ganization devoted to providing 
information on Tourette’s syn­
drome.

“ They showed us a film  w ith 
a guy, every second he was 
moving, ta lking, spitting, m ak­
ing signs. They told me I have a 
m ild case. I ’m kind o f lucky. 
People have it worse than I 
have,”  he said.

Opponents sometimes m is­
took his invo luntary gestures 
for hot-dogging and thought he 
was “ woofing”  at them when 
he grunted spontaneously.

Medication can help control 
the symptoms, but work d iffer­
ent ways on each person and 
have d ifferent side effects, he 
said.

“ I ’m on some new medication 
prescribed by a specialist in 
Houston — Prozac in the 
morning and Prolyxin at night. 
It doesn’t have some of the side 
effects o f the medicine I was 
us ing ,”  Jackson said. “ I t ’s 
working pretty good.

“ The last medicine made me 
gain weight and retain water. I 
fe lt bloated all the time. This 
makes me lose weight, which I 
p re fe r. I feel qu icke r and 
stronger. I ’m 168 this year, and 
I got up to 188 last year. I fe lt 
stuffy. It made me w ant to 
sleep a lo t. I was always 
drowsy. These don’t make me 
drowsy at a ll.”

M isdiagnosis is a common 
problem for victims.

Jackson was to ld  he had 
some unfortunate habits.

“ I was in elementary school, 
and I ’d like black out. 1 d idn 't 
know what was happening un­
less someone tapped me our 
shouted real loud at me,”  he 
said.

“ I went to a doctor, and he 
gave me some medicine. He told 
me I was going to have some

‘hab its .’ Tha t’s all I knew it 
was — habits.’

“ When I got in high school, 
the coach took me to a doctor, 
and th a t’s when I found out 
there was a name for what I 
had. I felt a lot better. I knew I 
wasn’t the only one in the 
world, and I knew there was 
something I could do for it .”

A common theme in the le t­
ters he gets from other victims 
is that they feel better knowing 
they are not alone, he said.

His worst time was during his 
senior year in high school when 
rec ru itin g  got tru ly  ugly, he 
said. Rumors circulated that he 
was almost a hostage of his 
mother, being auctioned o ff to 
the highest bidder. He denies 
those rum ors but admits his 
mother tore up the firs t letter 
of intent he signed at LSU.

“ I d idn ’t know what to do,”  
he said.

“ When you get upset about 
something, that’s when it really 
gets you. In high school, I was 
under so much pressure fo r a 
high school kid, and I d idn ’t 
know w hat I wanted to do. 
That’s when it was worst.”

Pressures of the game don’t 
seem to bother him. He always 
appears calm on the court, even 
in nationa lly  televised close 
games against ranked teams.

“ I ’m always nervous before 
the game. I ’m nervous, but I try 
to control it. Once I touch the 
ball, everything’s OK,”  he said.

I t ’s o ff the court that things 
get rough. There ’s no such 
th ing  as a quiet s tro ll, any­
more; i t ’s always a procession. 
He’s learned to w rite  faster to 
get through throngs of auto­
graph seekers. And he’s learned 
to get to the gym early on 
Saturday’s fo r a litt le  private 
sh o o tin g  p ra c tic e  be fo re  
throngs gather fo r foo tba ll 
games.

“ You don’t have time for jus t 
basketball, anymore. You have 
to h it the books, and sometimes 
when you have free time, you 
jus t want to sleep,”  he said. “ I 
like to get out in public, but I 
also like some peace some­
times.”

18 apply for

NEW YORK (AP) — Mark 
Langston ended his b rie f stay 
w ith  the M on trea l Expos 
Monday when he was among 18 
p layers who filed  fo r free 
agency on the firs t possible 
day.

O u tfie ld e r H ub ie  B rooks, 
Langston’s teammate on the 
Expos, also filed Mondav.

Others filing  included pitchers 
Jeff Reardon and Shane Rawley 
o f Minnesota, pitchers Floyd 
Bannister and Steve Crawford 
of Kansas City, catcher Tony 
Pena and pitcher Ted Power of 
St. Louis, firs t baseman Pete 
O'Brien of Cleveland, pitchers 
Frank Tanana of Detro it and 
Walt Terre ll of the New York 
Yankees, and outfielders Rick 
Leach of Texas and Lee Mazzilli 
of Toronto.

Also filing  Monday were out­
f ie ld e r  Dave C o llin s  o f 
Cincinnati, pitcher Rick Rhoden 
o f Houston, in f ie ld e r Tim  
Teufel of the New York Mets 
and o u t f ie ld e r  C arm elo  
Martinez of San Diego.

Black scored to make it a 5-3 
game w ith  15 minutes left.

The w o m e n ’ s cross

Irish  coach Tim  Connelly 
was pleased w ith the results 
and praised his runners for 
a “ good team effort.”

The MCC meet was another 
story.

Notre Dame placed a dis­
appointing second, finishing

behind a tough Dayton 
squad. Both teams placed 
two runners in the top ten, 
but Dayton finished w ith  a 
to ta l score o f 35, while the 
Ir ish  ended up w ith  57 
points. Lucy Nusrala again 
finished firs t fo r the Irish, 
taking fourth  overall. The 
other top ten fin isher fo r 
N otre  Dame was Am y 
Blaising , who took n in th  
overall. Both B laising and 
Nusrala were awarded A ll- 
Conference honors.

“ We should have w on ,” 
said the coach. “ We jus t 
d idn ’t run well. Dayton had 
a better team last year, but 
they beat us more convinc­
ingly this year. They beat us 
by two points last year, but 
at least we competed last 
year.”

“ I ’m not really sure why 
we ran  so p o o rly ,” said 
Connelly. “We were certainly 
well rested. Dayton jus t beat 
us. They’re not a better team 
in terms o f talent, they jus t 
wanted it more than we did.”

Men capture conference title again

They did it again.
For the second year in a row, 

the men’s cross country team 
cap tu red  the M id w es te rn  
Collegiate Conference champi­
onship, beating out seven other 
teams for the title.

The Irish won in impressive 
fashion, placing six runners in 
the top ten to edge second place 
Loyola by eight points, 27-35.

The meet, held Saturday in 
Milwaukee, ended up as a battle 
between N otre  Dame and 
Loyola, a team the Irish  de­
feated earlie r this year at the 
National Catholics, when Notre 
Dame finished firs t and Loyola 
took th ird.

Head coach Joe Piane and the 
rest of the Irish runners antic i­
pated tha t Loyola and Notre 
Dame would be the dom inant 
teams, which proved to be cor­
rect as runners from  the two 
teams made up nine of the top 
ten fin ishers. But Loyola was 
unable to upset the Irish.

“We knew it would be a dual 
meet between Loyola and us, 
and th a t’s the way it  turned 
out,” said Piane. “ It was a good 
meet, though, and a good

preparation for the NCAAs.”
Mike O’Connor continued to 

lead the Ir ish  at the MCC 
Championships as he has done 
all year fo r the team. O’Connor 
was the th ird  overall fin isher in 
the race, follow ing two runners 
from Loyola.

Freshman J.T. Burke placed 
fourth , and Pat Kearns was 
close behind in  fifth . Kearns 
confines to post good numbers 
as he struggles to come back 
from injuries.

Loyola took the sixth spot in 
the race, but Notre Dame’s 
Tom O’Rourke came in seventh 
to complete the Irish  scoring 
and secure the victory.

“ I was pleased w ith  our top 
seven runners, but I am also 
confident that our fourth, fifth , 
sixth and seventh can run bet­
te r,” Piane said.

Marquette was a distant th ird 
in the meet, w ith  a total o f 80 
points. The rest of the field of 
eight squads accumulated over 
100 points each.

The Irish  victory at the MCC 
Championships was the second 
trium ph for the team over fall 
break. On October 21, the Irish 
hosted Southern California and 
had an easy victory, trouncing 
the Trojans 17-44.

O’Connor, Burke, O’Rourke 
and Kearns were the top fin ish­
ers in  the race. Southern Cal 
averted a sweep by taking the 
fifth  and sixth places, but Ryan 
Cahill placed seventh to round 
out the Ir ish  scoring. Notre 
Dame had seven runners across 
the finish line before USC had a 
th ird  fin isher. Southern Cal’s 
m uch-touted Fredson Mayiek 
did not present any challenge 
fo r the victory, and the Irish 
payed the Trojans back fo r last 
year’s defeat.

“They had beaten us the year 
before, so the guys wanted to 
prove something,” Piane said. 
“Our kids were really very fired 
up.”

The USC meet and the MCC 
championships both served as 
valuable experience and confi­
dence boosters fo r the Irish as 
they head in to  the NCAA 
D istrict IV  meet in two weeks. 
The meet qualifies four teams 
for the NCAA championships, 
held on November 20. Notre 
Dame has placed in the top ten 
in the country in  the past two 
years w ith  strong performances 
in  the NCAAs, and the Irish  
w ou ld  like  to repea t tha t 
success.

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Baseball squad falls to USC, 8-1

Bearing a lineup almost en­
tire ly d ifferent from that which 
reached the NCAA tournament 
last year, the Notre Dame 
baseball team fe ll 8-1 to 
Southern California in the Irish 
Fa ll C lassic at Coveleski 
Stadium.

Aside from Joe Binkiewicz at 
first base, Cory Mee at second, 
captain Fd Lund at catcher and 
Brian Piotrowicz as the starting 
pitcher, none of the players on 
last year’s Irish starting  lineup 
were returning starters at their 
positions. The Irish  w ill be 
entering this spring w ith  v ir ­
tually a brand-new team.

The inexperienced Irish team 
compiled five errors and man­
aged only six hits o ff a very 
sound USC pitching staff.

“ Our youth showed,” Notre 
Dame coach Pat Murphy said 
after the Oct. 21 afternoon con­
test. “ The cred it goes to USC. 
That team, like Miami last year, 
w ill be in the College W orld 
Series. You can’ t beat teams 
like that every time.”

Notre Dame developed a rep­
utation last season for knock­
ing o ff the n a tio n ’s e lite , 
sweeping a two-game exh ib i­
tion series w ith Miami over the 
fa ll, then beating Texas and 
Miami during the regular sea­
son.

Texas and Miami each were 
ranked among the nation’s top 
five teams before playing Notre

Dame, and both eventua lly 
reached the College W orld 
Series.

But the only surprising ele­
ment of this contest, sponsored 
by the South Bend Tribune, 
was that it even came off at all. 
Regulary scheduled fo r the 
nights of Oct. 19-20 (the two 
days before the Notre Dame- 
USC football game), those con­
tests got postponed by the un- 
seasonal snowfall.

The exhibition contest finally 
was played on a sunny Sunday 
afternoon, the day a fte r the 
football game.

USC wasted no time getting 
on the scoreboard, w ith  Brett 
Jenkins h itting  a towering two- 
out solo home run to left field 
o ff P iotrow icz in the firs t in ­
ning. The Trojans added a sin­
gle run in the second inning.

Notre Dame then kept the 
game close, w ith  freshm an 
p itcher David Sinnes holding 
USC scoreless fo r the next 
three innings

USC put the game away w ith  
a four-run outburst in the sixth 
inning. The Trojans had only 
two hits in the inning, but they 
took advantage o f a Notre 
Dame fie ld ing e rro r and four 
walks allowed by Irish pitchers.

Damon Buford, the son of 
form er m ajor leaguer Don, de­
livered the key blow, a bases- 
loaded double that scored Mike 
Robertson and Corey Aurand. 
Buford went on to score on a 
sacrifice fly by Bret Boone, the 
son o f major leaguer Bob.

The Irish  scored the ir only 
run in the eighth, when pinch- 
h itter Jason Martinez h it a sac­
rifice fly that scored Mee, who 
had led o ff the inn ing w ith  a 
double.

USC added two runs in the 
n inth, as the Irish committed 
two errors.

Three of Notre Dame’s errors 
came from the th ird  base posi­
tion. Follow ing the departure 
o f Pat Pesavento last spring, 
Murphy moved th ird  baseman 
Mike Coss to shortstop and had 
Craig Counsell go from  the 
outfield to th ird  base. Counsell 
committed two errors, and re ­
placement Mike Rooney had one 
of the ninth-inning miscues.

“ We’ve got a problem at th ird  
base,” said Murphy. “We don’t 
have a solid th ird  baseman. 
W e’re going to rec tify  tha t 
problem really quick.”

Sophomore B rian  Conway 
and freshmen Pat Leahy, Chris 
Michalak and Alan Walania all 
had turns on the mound after 
Sinnes le ft the game in the 
sixth.

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Oakland marks win 
in quiet celebration

OAKLAND, Calif. (AP) — 
A mile from  the site of the 
earthquake’s worst disas­
ter, Oakland celebrated a 
W o rld  Series v ic to ry  
Monday in a muted ra lly  
that recalled the wreckage 
and marked the c ity ’s re­
newal.

More than 4,000 fans of 
the Oakland Athletics, who 
com pleted a four-gam e 
sweep of the San Francisco 
Giants on Saturday, joined 
in the ra lly in Jack London 
Square tha t began w ith  
music, a flag processional 
and a moment o f silence 
fo r quake victims.

The parade was subdued 
compared to the celebra­
t io n  a f te r  the  San 
Francisco 49e rs ’ Super 
Bowl victory last January, 
but the A ’s were still grate­
ful.

“ The longer you have to 
w a it fo r something, the 
more it means to you,”  A ’s 
Manager Tony La Russa 
said. “ Nobody likes the 
reason we had to w ait so 
long to be the world cham­
pions, but I know it means 
a great deal to all of us.”

The 1989 Athletics, La 
Russa said, are among the 
best teams in baseball his­
tory, inc lud ing  the 1975 
C incinnati Reds and the 
1927 New York Yankees.

Each o f the p layers, 
standing in front of a ban­
ner that read, “ Oakland’s 
W orld  S e rious ,”  spoke 
briefly to the crowd.

“ A fter last year’s disap­
p o in t in g  loss to the 
Dodgers, the most g ra tify ­
ing part about w inning this 
year was show ing the 
whole world what the A ’s 
are re a lly  l ik e ,”  th ird  
baseman Carney Lansford 
said.

Pitcher Dave Stewart, an 
Oakland native and MVP of 
the Series after w inning the 
firs t and th ird games, drew 
one of the loudest ovations.

“ Last year when the 
Series was over,”  he said, 
“ the one thing we all said 
in the clubhouse is that 
there were two teams that 
played in the World Series. 
One won, but there was 
only one ballclub that could 
expect to come back again 
next year. And we were 
that club.”

A few minutes earlier and 
a m ile  away, w orke rs  
c learing battered vehicles 
from the crumpled section 
of Interstate 880 removed 
the car in which the last 
su rv ivo r of the collapse 
was trapped for four days. 
Thirty-n ine people died in 
the Oct. 17 earthquake.

Plans fo r a more tra d i­
tional parade and ceremony 
at City Hall were canceled 
because o f the disaster, 
which occurred a half-hour 
be fo re  the o r ig in a lly  
scheduled th ird  game at 
Candlestick Park.

That made it 24-7 and gave 
New York a run o f 17 points in 
2 m inutes and 25 seconds

against a team that hadn’t a l­
lowed a point in the th ird  pe­
riod  in  its previous seven 
games.

For Minnesota, which fell to 
5-3 and into a tie w ith  Chicago 
atop the NFC Central, it was a 
matter of fa iling to take advan­
tage of chances after the loss 
of Simms, who was hurt when 
he was sacked by A1 Noga.

Tommy Kramer h it Herschel 
Walker w ith an 8-yard pass to 
give the Vikings a 7-0 lead 6:45 
into the game — the firs t points 
allowed in the firs t quarter by 
the Giants this season.

But the Vikings spent the rest 
of the firs t ha lf squandering 
chances only to be thwarted by 
a defense led by Leonard 
M arsha ll, Carl Banks and 
Lawrence Taylor that rose up 
when it had to while the offense 
sputtered under Hostetler.

The Giants finished w ith  six 
sacks against K ram er and 
Wade Wilson. Taylor, dormant 
for New York’s last two games,

had 2 1/2. M arshall had two 
and Banks 1 1/2. And they held 
W alker, who had gained 237 
yards in his firs t two games as 
a Viking, to 68 yards in 12 car­
ries, many late in  the game w ith  
New York in a prevent defense.

N aturally, the gam e-turning 
play was the product of pres­
sure and came 3:56 into the 
second h a lf w ith  the Vikings, 
unable to convert the ir oppor­
tunities, s till holding that 7-0 
lead.

W ith cornerback Mark Collins 
b litz in g  from  the le ft side, 
Kram er tried  to th row  under 
pressure.

He o v e r th re w  A lf re d  
Anderson and Johnson was 
there to grab the ball. He raced 
down the righ t sideline, bulling 
past Vikings and dove into the 
end zone to tie it 7-7.

On the next possession, 
Taylor and Banks combined on 
a sack o f K ram er, knocking 
him  out o f the game w ith  a 
bruised shoulder.

Bo concerned about Boilermakers
ANN ARBOR, Mich. (AP) — 

See i f  this sounds fam ilia r. A 
stoic Bo Schcmbechler strides 
into his weekly press luncheon 
Monday, his brow  fu rrow ed 
and concern on his face.

A fte r a ll, his team is 6-1 
overall and unbeaten at 4-0 in 
the Big Ten. M ichigan’s next 
opponent is Purdue, which has 
lost six s tra ig h t despite a 
va liant comeback attem pt at 
home last Saturday against 
Michigan State.

This is no tim e to re lax, 
Schembechler said. M ichigan 
w on’ t look past Purdue to 
Illinois, a game that likely w ill

decide the Big Ten cham pi­
onship.

“ Our feeling is that we have 
to w in all o f our games to win 
the championship outright and 
go to the Rose B o w l,”  
Schembechler said. “ We cannot 
afford to lose a game.”

No. 5 Michigan beat Indiana 
38-10 on Saturday, giving it 
one more victory in its attempt 
to make consecutive Rose Bowl 
appearances this decade.

“ I look at the ir film  and I get 
nervous,”  Schembechler said of 
the Boilermakers, who scored 
21 points in the final 6 1/2 m in­
utes against Michigan State. “ I

always figure i f  1 get nervous, 
the kids do the same th ing ... 
An underdog w ill come in and 
let it  a ll out. But it is how we 
th ink that w ill determine i f  we 
win this game.”

Schembechler said he expects 
the Boilermakers (1-6, 0-4) to 
s ta rt freshm an quarte rback 
E ric H unter, who adds his 
scrambling ability  to Purdue’s 
run-and-shoot offense.

“ I th ink we had better pre­
pare for a scrambling quarter­
back. I f  we don’t, i t ’s a m is­
ta k e ,’ Schem bech le r sa id . 
“ Michigan State couldn’t  catch 
him, he’s so quick.”

Harbaugh gets nod 
against Green Bay

LAKE FOREST, 111. (AP) — 
Coach M ike D itka  said 
Monday he’s going to do 
things “ my way”  from  now 
on. For s ta r te rs , J im  
Harbaugh w ill start at quar­
terback against Green Bay.

“ My way,”  said Ditka after 
a 20-10 victory over the Los 
Angeles Rams that broke the 
Chicago Bears’ three-game 
losing streak.

“ And I don't care i f  there 
are hard feelings by any­
body.”

D itka  not only yanked 
s ta rting  quarterback Mike 
Tom czak in  fa v o r o f 
Harbaugh in Sunday’s sec­
ond quarter w ith  the Bears 
tra ilin g  3-0, he also took 
over the ca lling  o f plays 
from assistant Greg Landry.

“ I don’t  know i f  we turned 
it around,”  said Ditka, “ but 
yesterday’s w in  was very 
satisfy ing to th is footba ll 
team. The guys who d idn ’t 
play like they should heard 
about it.

“ The business o f life is to 
produce and we have to pro­
duce, go out and do it to the 
best of our ab ility ,”  he said. 
“ This team is too good and 
has too much potentia l to 
sell short. I ’m not going to 
sell this team short.”

Ditka singled out Richard 
Dent, Dave Duerson and 
Steve McMichael as being 
outstanding on defense and 
said punter Maury Buford 
“ kept us in the game when 
we w eren ’t doing anything 
on offense.

“ The defense was very ag­
gressive but the offense has 
a long way to go,”  he said.

“ The key to the offense is 
when I call a slant play we 
should gain three yards, not 
lose three ya rds ,”  D itka 
said. “ Right now the execu­
tion is lacking.”

He c o n ce d e d  th a t  
Harbaugh, who came in and 
d irec ted  th ree  s tra ig h t 
scoring drives, gave the team 
“ a spark — yes, it happened.

“ Jim took the bull by the 
horns, but Mike was the vic­
tim  o f other peoples’ errors. 
That happens.”

Prodded as to what got the 
team going, D itka  said, 
“ Nothing got the team go­
ing. The Rams got the team 
going.

“ The defense played out­
standing. The defense played 
hard. They are capable. A ll 
they needed was to believe in 
themselves,”  he said.

D itka  w o u ld n ’ t answ er 
questions directly concerning 
who would call the plays 
from  the sidelines, saying 
“ anyone can call the plays.”  

Indications were tha t he 
w ill continue to do so.

D itka  said “ no decision 
was made”  on ca lling  the 
plays: “ When you are cross­
ing the street and a car is 
coming, you react.”

On his television and radio 
shows Sunday n igh t and 
Monday morning, D itka c r it i­
cized the fans.

ever, have become more limited.
While representatives from  

nine bowls—Citrus, Cotton, Fi­
esta, Gator, Hall of Fame, John 
Hancock, Orange, Peach and 
Sugar—were on hand Saturday, 
the list appears to be three, at 
the very most, i f  Notre Dame 
finishes the season at 12-0.

The Orange and Sugar Bowls 
have the inside track on the 
Irish, w ith  the Fiesta BowTllnr 
long shot in the race to land the 
national title  contest.

Here’s a sketch of those ma­
jo r  bowls and Notre Dame’s 
chances of playing in each con­
test.

Orange Bow l - This is the 
game everyone has ta lked  
about all year. The w inner of 
the Big Eight has an automatic 
bid. Nebraska and Colorado, 
both undefeated, play this Sat­
urday in Boulder w ith  the w in ­
ner most likely going to the Or­
ange Bowl, barring a collapse.

Most people thought the w in ­
ner o f the M iam i-Notre Dame 
game would provide the opposi­
tion. But w ith M iam i’s loss, the 
Irish w ill probably get the inv i­
tation when unofficial bids go 
out Nov. 17, one week before 
the ir clash w ith  the Hurricanes.

“ The Orange Bowl is in a 
good position ,” Orange Bowl 
President Thomas Wood said 
Saturday at the Notre Dame- 
P itt game. “ We have the top 
four teams to look at (before 
M iami lost). We have no idea 
how this th ing is going to turn 
out in the end."

The Orange Bowl has turned 
out four nationa l champs in 
this decade—Miami in 1983 and 
1987, Oklahoma in 1985 and 
Clemson in 1981.

Sugar Bowl - Alabama could 
come into this game as the un­
defeated cham pions o f the 
Southeast Conference i f  it beats 
LSU and Auburn in late-season 
contests.

For the Ir ish  to p lay the 
Crimson Tide, Nebraska would 
need to beat Colorado and then 
lose to Oklahoma. A labam a 
must then w in  its rem ain ing 
games.

One possible drawback is that 
Alabama meets Auburn on Dec. 
2, two weeks after the unoffi­
cial bids go out. I f  the Irish ac­
cept the bid to play in the Sugar 
Bowl, they could risk not p lay­
ing the highest-ranked oppo­
nent.

Fiesta Bow l - This is the 
longshot o f the group. For 
Notre Dame to play in Arizona 
again, a lo t o f pieces would 
have to fall into place.

For starters, Nebraska must 
t beat Colorado th is  Saturday 

and then lose to Oklahoma

la ter this fa ll. Alabama must 
then drop one o f its remaining 
games, but before the Dec. 2 
contest against Auburn because 
the Irish may have already se­
lected the Sugar Bowl.

The matchup would put the 
Ir ish  against F lo rida  State, 
losers o f tw o early-season 
games but still possibly one of 
the top five teams in the coun­
try . The Seminoles sta rted  
slowly, but are finishing w ith  a 
fervor, evidenced by the w in 
over Miami. Florida State must 
s till play Florida.

“ We’d love to have the Irish 
back," F iesta Bowl Board 
M ember Purd Thomas said. 
“ They w ill w ant to play the 
highest-ranked opponent. We 
would have to find an opponent. 
F lorida  State has illus tra ted  
that i f  you’ re going to lose, do 
it early. They’re a great team 
tha t ju s t got o ff to a slow 
s ta r t .”

Right now, it  looks like the 
Fiesta Bowl could get the le ft­
overs from  the Orange Bowl, 
maybe Miami and the loser of 
Colorado-Nebraska.

Don’t forget about Michigan, 
losers to Notre Dame in the 
opening game o f the season. If  
no team is unbeaten after Jan. 
1, the Wolverines could sneak 
into the picture i f  they can win 
the Rose Bowl.

Florida State back where it began
Florida State is back where it 

s ta rted  in  The Associated 
Press’ college football poll.

The Seminoles were sixth in 
the preseason rankings, but 
dropped out o f the Top 25 after 
losing th e ir firs t two games. 
However, they have won six 
s tra ight and climbed back to 
No. 6 in Monday’s poll.

Saturday’s 24-10 victory over 
Miami moved the Seminoles up 
three places in the rankings. 
Miami fell from No. 2 to No. 7 
after losing for only the second 
time in its last 50 regular-sea- 
son games.

The victory put Florida State 
back into contention for a ma­
jo r  bow l bid and probably 
ended M iam i’s bid for the na­
tional championship.

M eanw h ile , N otre  Dame 
strengthened its grip on the top 
spot by routing previously un­
beaten P ittsburgh 45-7. The 
Fighting Irish, who have won 
20 in a row, received a season- 
high 58 o f 60 first-place votes 
from  a nationw ide panel o f 
sports w rite rs and broadcast­
ers.

The other two votes went to 
second-ranked Colorado, whose 
20-3 w in over Oklahoma was 
its first victory in Norman since

1965. The Buffaloes are ranked 
jus t ahead o f Nebraska, which 
also improved to 8-0 by beating 
Iowa State 49-17.

The w inne r o f Saturday’s 
Colorado-Nebraska showdown 
in Boulder w ill probably play 
for the national championship 
in the Orange Bowl.

Michigan, which beat Indiana 
38-10, is ranked fourth while 
Alabama, which remained un­
defeated by edging Penn State 
17-16, is fifth . F lorida State 
and Miami are next, followed 
by Illinois, Southern California 
and Tennessee.

Illino is  stayed No. 8 a fte r 
b e a tin g  W isco ns in  32-9 ,
Southern Cal rose one spot 
a fter b lanking Stanford 19-0 
and Tennessee went from No. 
11 to No. 10 following its 45-39 
victory over Louisiana State.

A rk a n s a s , w h ic h  bea t
Houston 45-39, leads o ff the
Second Ten. Auburn is 12th, 
fo llow ed by West V irg in ia , 
P ittsbu rg h , A rizon a , Penn
State, Houston, North Carolina 
State, Florida and Texas A&M.

Auburn beat Mississippi State 
14-0, West V irg in ia  downed 
Boston College 44-30, Arizona

defeated Pacific 38-14, N.C. 
State beat South Carolina 20- 
10 and Texas A&M routed Rice 
45-7.

Rounding out the Top 25 are 
C lem son, Texas, B righam  
Young, V irg in ia  and Fresno 
State. Dropping out were South 
Carolina and Washington State, 
which lost to Arizona State 44- 
39.

V irg in ia and Fresno State are 
ranked fo r the firs t time this 
season. V irg in ia , w hich im ­
proved to 7-2 a fte r beating 
Louisville 16-15, is tied for first 
in the Atlantic Coast Conference 
w ith  N.C. State. The co-leaders 
meet Saturday in Raleigh.

Fresno State extended its 
w inn ing  streak to 15 games 
Saturday w ith  a 31-17 victory 
over Nevada-Las Vegas. Fresno 
has been ranked only tw ice 
since the AP poll began in 1936. 
The Bulldogs were No. 18 after 
s tarting  the 1942 season w ith  
seven straight wins and No. 19 
for one week in 1986.

Brigham Young dropped five 
places after getting crushed by 
Hawaii 56-14.

“ I apologize to Southern Cal 
because i t ’s our job  to avoid 
that. I promise tha t w ill never 
ever happen again as long as I 
am the coach. I f  that happens 
ever again, I w ill not coach 
again. Tha t’s how strongly I 
feel about th is.”

In the eyes o f the national 
press, and thus in the eyes of 
the nation, the Irish  were the 
v illa ins  here. Forget about 
USC’s Golden Boy, Todd 
M a rin o v ich ’s ta u n tin g  and 
finge r-po in ting  at the Notre 
Dame defense, w hen the 
Trojans were winning.

Forget about the T ro jans ’ 
singing o f the Notre Dame fight 
song at ha lftim e, when the 
Trojans were w inning. Forget 
about the T ro jans w h in in g  
about the Irish team and Notre 
Dame security, after they’d lost

the game. And forget the fact 
tha t the Notre Dame players 
weren’t  the only ones out there 
fighting.

N o tre  Dam e accep ted  
responsibility and was trashed 
for it. The Trojans came away 
w earing halos, accusing the 
Irish team of inciting the brawl. 
It takes two to tango, fellas.

The bashing wasn’t only in 
Sports Illustra ted . From M al­
colm M oran ’s column in the 
New York Times, Oct. 25:

“The fa c t that should alarm  
those in  the a dm in is tra tion  
bu ild ing  beneath the Golden 
Dome is that in spite o f years 
o f e ffo rt to achieve its  
exemplary graduation rate  o f 
athletes, the fo o tb a ll program  
has created the appearance o f 
being too much like  Those 
Places where the only th ing  
wrong w ith a 19-game winning  
streak is that it  hasn’t reached 
20. "

N oth ing  has changed at

Notre Dame, except the team is 
tougher. I t ’s had m ore to 
overcome, and more to live up 
to.

Notre Dame shou ldn ’t be 
turned into the scourge of the 
college football world because 
o f em otions ru n n in g  h igh  
before a b ig game. When 
beating you is the top p rio rity  
of every team you face, emotion 
is a plus, not a minus.

Of course, being a Notre 
Dame student, my heart lies 
w ith  the Irish. I ’ ll admit, they 
were in the middle of it, and it 
has happened before. But 
enough is enough. Notre Dame 
won the game. It was a good, 
clean game, another classic in a 
series where classics are ex­
pected.

Tunnel vision shouldn’t affect 
the the outlook on the game. 
Don’t let the pregame festivities 
outshine the game itself.

“ We did a great job  in the 
firs t half, bu t Notre Dame 
came out to play in the second 
ha lf w ith  more determ ination,” 
said USC defensive end Junior 
Seau. “ Tony Rice was able to 
make the big plays fo r Notre 
Dame when they needed them.”

The Ir is h  defense, w h ile  
le tt in g  freshm an sensation 
Todd M arino v ich  and the 
Tro jan  offense move up and 
down the fie ld , held USC to 
seven points in the second half. 
The Ir ish  kept USC from  
reaching the end zone on three 
consecutive plays from  the 
Notre Dame seven-yard line in 
the last two minutes.

“ It was a very intense game; I 
th ink everyone watching was 
enterta ined,” said USC coach 
Larry Smith. “ It  was college 
football at its best.”

Notre Dame s ta rted  the 
second half by capitalizing on a 
break in USC’s opening series. 
On a third-and-seven situation, 
Marinovich connected w ith tight 
end Scott Galbraith, who ap­
peared to have the firs t down 
w ith  room to spare.

The offic ials ruled that the 
Trojans were short of the firs t 
down, so USC was forced to 
punt from  the ir own 20-yard 
line. Notre Dame took the ball 
at m id fie ld  and scored eight 
plays (all rushes) la te r on a 
two-yard Ricky Watters carry. 
That cut USC’s lead to 17-14.

Notre Dame got 197 o f its 
266 rushing yards in the second 
half. The Irish rushed fo r four 
touchdowns against a vaunted 
Tro jan defense tha t had not 
allowed a rushing touchdown 
all season.

“We were running well in the 
firs t half, but we got some 
penalties tha t forced us into 
passing  s itu a t io n s ,” sa id

Watters, who gained 55 yards 
on 11 carries. “ Once we got 
back to basics, we started to 
run physical and did what we 
had to do.”

USC had two drives in the 
th ird  quarter, one set up when 
Mark Carrier intercepted a Rice 
pass, but the Trojans failed to 
score. The f irs t USC drive  
stalled at the Irish 44, and the 
other ended at the Notre Dame 
e igh t-ya rd  line  when Donn 
Grimm  tipped a M arinovich 
pass that Todd Lyght caught in 
the end zone fo r  an in ­
terception.

A fter the Lyght interception, 
the Ir ish  drove 80 yards on 
e igh t p lays, w ith  A n thony 
Johnson bursting 35 yards on a 
th ird -a nd -on e  p lay to give 
Notre Dame its firs t lead of the 
night.

“ It was jus t an off tackle play 
designed to get the firs t down,” 
said the senior tri-captain, who 
had 13 rushes fo r 78 yards.

“ We ju s t caught the r ig h t 
defense where th e ir corner- 
backs were up and the ir safety 
was on the other side o f the 
play. We were lucky and 
guessed right.”

Johnson’s luck changed on 
Notre Dame’s next series. The 
no rm a lly  surehanded South 
Bend product lost a fumble on 
the Irish  33-yard line. USC’s 
Brian Tuliau recovered it w ith 
10:24 left in the game.

From there, Marinovich and 
flanker John Jackson, the duo 
that had te rro rized  the Irish  
defense a ll n ight, continued 
their assault.

Marinovich h it Jackson for a 
23-yard gain on the firs t play 
o f the drive, and later threw to 
a wide-open Gary Wellman for 
the touchdown. The score put 
USC back ahead 24-21 w ith  
9:01 to play.

That’s where Rice took over. 
A fter six consecutive running 
plays, the Heisman Trophy 
candidate threw  a perfect toss 
to Raghib Isnjail on the righ t 
sideline for a 40-yard gain.

Ism ail’s fumbles on a k ickoff 
return and punt re turn  had led 
to two USC’s two f irs t-h a lf 
touchdowns.

Rice took it in h im self from  
15 yards out on the next play to 
give Notre Dame the w inning 
points.

USC proceeded to drive 56 
yards and advanced inside the 
Irish 10, but D’Juan Francisco 
batted away a fourth -dow n 
pass w ith  1:40 left .

“ Notre Dame dropped a lot of 
people back, but I thought my 
man was open in the end zone,” 
said M arinovich, who had a 
school-record 33 completions 
but threw four interceptions. “ I 
d idn ’t see the end of the play 
because I was fla t on my back.

“ During the entire game, we 
wanted to run  a contro lled 
passing game. And when we got 
the ball, I d idn ’t  th ink they 
could stop us.”

M arinovich passed fo r 333 
ya rds , and Jackson ’ s 13 
catches set ano ther school 
record.

The M arino v ich -Ied  USC 
offense wasted no time getting 
started. A 12-yard pass to 
Larry Wallace and a 15-yard 
toss to Jackson sandwiched a 
Tony Rice seven-yard run  and 
gave the Trojans a 14-7 lead 
after a quarter.

Dame. I said a long time ago 
Notre Dame and Miami are on 
a different p la in.”

Whatever plain Notre Dame 
is on, they certa inly got there 
on the ground. The Irish ran. 
And then ran some more. In 
fact, Holtz selected 57 running 
plays to a staggeringly low nine 
passes to extend Division I ’s 
longest w inn ing  streak to 20 
games, one shy o f the Notre 
Dame record o f 21 games. The 
Irish marched fo r 310 yards 
against a Panther defense that 
was ranked tenth in running 
defense, a llow ing a mere 92 
yards per game. Tony Rice went 
a dismal l-o f-7  passing on the 
day, not completing a pass until 
the six m inute m ark o f the 
second quarter.

“ We can’t continue to play 
unless we s ta rt to th row  the 
ball,” said Holtz. “ We know we 
have to throw  the ball and not 
be one-dimensional."

R unn ing  has been the 
mainstay of the Irish offense all 
season, and it may not have to 
change in the eyes o f Tim  
G runhard, who drove his Pitt 
defender into the Notre Dame 
band so that he cut his arm on 
a tuba.

“ I f  we get th a t k ind  o f 
performance each week from  
the line we w ill do very w e ll,” 
said Grunhard. "We don’t get 
the hype but the guys across 
from  us know who won the 
battle.”

Perhaps w hat allowed the 
Irish to shine in the ir matchup 
against the ir th ird  Top 10 op­
ponent o f the season was the 
b c n d -b u t-n o t-b re a k  I r is h  
defensive squad. The “ Evil 
Eleven ” held the 16th-rated 
collegiate offense to 302 net 
yards. More impressive was the 
fact that Irish stymied Panther 
redshirt freshman quarterback 
Alex Van Pelt, who was eighth 
in passing efficiency at 146.8 
entering the game, to a 16-33 
(.480) perform ance fo r 170 
yards. The Irish defense pinned 
Pitt in the end zone w ith  6:07 
le ft in the firs t qua rte r and 
recorded th e ir firs t safety o f 
the season when Van Pelt lost 
his footing.

The Ir ish  defensive line  
turned in an effective pass 
rush, u tiliz in g  an increased 
number of stunts and blitzes to 
disrupt Van Pelt and the entire 
Panther offense. Notre Dame 
did not record any sacks, but 
had five  tack les  fo r loss 
tota ling 26 yards. The defense 
also batted down five passes, 
three by defensive tackle Jeff 
Aim.

“ It was getting to the point 
when it became a business 
atmosphere,” said Aim. “Today, 
we tried  to have fun on the 
fie ld. As fa r as knocking the 
ball down, I settle for batting it 
down. I ’m no t look ing  to 
score.”

One defensive player who was 
looking to score and did was 
free safety Pat Terre ll. W ith 
3:05 let in the second quarter, 
Terre ll stepped in front o f Pitt 
sp lit end Henry Tuten and 
picked o ff Van Pelt's throw . 
Terrell raced up the righ t side 
to the thirty-yard line, where he 
cut across field and into the left 
corner o f the endzone. For 
T e r re ll,  it was the f if th  
interception of the season and 
his second time he has returned 
one for a touchdown.

“ It fe lt like a punt re turn. I 
got some great blocks from the 
entire defense, and guys were 
just flying all over the place and 
I jus t took it to the house,” said 
Terrell. “We are always looking 
for the big play when we get in 
certain situations. ”

The Irish  secondary, which 
has been the recipient o f much 
of the recent critic ism  of the 
Irish defense, picked o ff three 
passes fo r the fourth  time in 
the last five games.

Rams experiencing tough times
ANAHEIM, Calif. (AP) — John 

Robinson says he is experienc­
ing an interesting time fo r a 
coach.

“ Horrible but interesting.
“ I f  I knew what to do, I ’d al­

ready have done it,”  he added, 
pondering how to halt the Los 
Angeles Rams’ three-game los­
ing streak and transform them 
back into the winners they were 
through the firs t five weeks of 
the season.

When the Rams were sailing 
along w ith  a perfect record, 
Robinson warned it w ou ldn ’t 
last, that all teams are doomed 
to slump at times, and he pre­
dicted “ We’ll stink up the jo in t 
some Sundays.”

A fter s tarting  5-0, the Rams 
lost at Buffalo 23-20 on Oct. 
16, then did in fact stink up the 
jo in t in a 40-21 loss to New 
Orleans the fo llow ing Sunday. 
That was followed w ith a 20-10 
loss to the Bears — themselves 
snapping a mysterious three- 
game losing streak — last 
Sunday.

Robinson, speaking Monday 
at his weekly meeting w ith re­
porters, said the Rams simply 
must fight through the adver­
s ity , and th a t no d ra s tic  
changes are called for.

“ We clearly have some prob­
lems; we don't have that confi­
dence and fla ir we had earlier,”

Robinson said. “ The precision 
we played w ith earlier jus t isn’t 
there.”

Reflecting on the loss to the 
Bears, Robinson said, “ The 
things that seem to make a d if­
ference, we just d idn't do. ... We 
made 130 plays OK, but the 10 
important plays, we d idn’t.”

The most obvious change be­
tween the firs t five games and 
the last three are a lack of con­
sistency on offense, particularly 
in the passing game.

had a poor 61.3 rating  in the 
three losses.

The three teams that have 
beaten the Rams seemed to 
have put considerably more 
pressure on Everett, sacking 
him 10 times compared to eight 
in the opening five games.

Robinson, however, said he 
thought the pass pro tection 
was adequate, but that Everett 
— and the rest of the team — 
was jus t a little  out of synch.

Again  ta lk in g  about the 
Chicago game, Robinson said, 
“ I don 't th ink the pass rush 
was a factor.

EAST 1ANSING, Mich. (AP) — 
Indiana running back Anthony 
Thompson is welcome to break 
the national touchdown record 
against Michigan State, just as 
long as his team loses. Coach 
George Perles said Monday.

“ I don’t worry about records. 
A ll we want to do is play them 
as hard as we can,”  Perles said. 
“ We’ll do everything we can 
and make a ll our decisions 
based on try ing  to w in the 
football game.

“ As fa r as records go, you 
can get yourself into a lot of 
problem s when you w o rry  
about things other than w in ­
ning the football game. Records 
w ill take care of themselves.”

Make no mistake, the sturdy 
M ichigan State defense w ill 
work to keep Thompson out of 
the end zone, which it has done 
successfully over the past two 
years.

Thompson has gotten only 
one of his 59 career touch­
downs against the Spartans, 
back in 1986, when he picked 
up 126 yards on 35 carries. In 
1987, he gained 23 yards on 10 
carries and got 34 yards on 
nine rushes last year.

The key, Perles said, is to get 
a lead against the Hoosiers.

“ Over the last two years, he 
hasn’ t hurt us that bad, be­
cause we got ahead. We scored 
and we controlled the ball. We 
ran the ball very well and we 
got a lot of yardage,”  he said.

“ So he wasn’t on the field 
that much and we got a good 
lead where it was d ifficu lt for

them to do the th ing tha t he 
does best, and that’s pound the 
ball.”

M ichigan State, 3-4 overall 
and 2-2 in the Big Ten, travels 
to Bloomington, Ind., this week 
to take on the Hoosiers, 4-3 
and 2-2. The game w ill be 
shown nationally by ESPN, the 
cable television sports network.

The Spartans snapped a two- 
game los ing  s tre a k  las t 
S a tu rd ay  w ith  a 28-21 
squeaker over Purdue tha t 
wasn’t decided until the fina l 
play, while the Hoosiers were 
pounded 34-10 by Michigan.

Thompson scored in the 
M ich igan game to tie the 
touchdown record of 59 held by 
P itt’s Tony Dorsett and A rm y’s 
Glenn Davis.

Michigan State punter Josh 
Butland could be sidelined for 
th is week’s game w ith  a sore 
foot. Somebody stepped on his 
foot while  he was try in g  to 
scramble for a firs t down after 
a bad snap against Purdue, 
Perles sa id , add ing  th a t 
Butland also hurt his back dur­
ing the pre-game warmups.

Place-kickcr John Langeloh 
and sp lit end James Bradley, 
who punted during his ju n io r 
college career, w ill practice at 
punting this week.

M eanwhile, No. 1 backup 
quarterback John Giesclman is 
expected to be out for the rest 
of the season w ith a knee injury 
he suffered in the fourth quar­
ter of the Purdue game, Perles 
said.

Big comeback drowns 
hopes of Trojan upset

Irish boost mark to 8-0 
after week of adversity

For a ll the excitem ent Notre Dame and 
Southern California created on the field in a 
28-24 Irish victory, all the talk afterward con­
cerned two incidents in the tunnel leading to 
the locker rooms.

The tryst everybody w ill remember came be­
fore the Oct. 21 contest, when a fight ensued 
as Southern California players tried to enter 
the tunnel as the Irish were running punting 
d rills  in the end zone. The episode had Irish 
coach Lou Holtz saying he would quit i f  such 
an event occurred again.

“ I sincerely apologize to Southern Cal,” said 
Holtz. “ I promise this w ill never happen again 
at Notre Dame regardless o f who was at 
fau lt.”

But the Trojans also made a big mistake in 
that fateful Notre Dame Stadium tunnel, while 
both teams were exiting the field at halftime. 
And that e rror might have been what propelled 
the Irish to the ir seventh consecutive victory 
over Southern Cal.

With a 17-7 halftim e lead over the nation ’s 
top-ranked team, the Trojans fe lt they had 
cause for singing. So the taunting Southern Cal 
players appropriately broke into a rendition of 
the Notre Dame Victory March.

“They were taunting us, and that woke up a 
sleeping g ia n t.” said offensive guard Tim  
Grunhard.

Tony Rice and the Notre Dame defense were 
the m ajor figures to break out o f the ir slum­
ber. Rice compiled 71 o f his 99 rushing yards 
in the second h a lf and scored the w inn ing  
touchdown on a tw is ting , d iv ing  15-yard 
keeper w ith 5:18 to play.

A fter a week fu ll of battling perhaps the ir 
toughest opponent of the season—the media— 
the top-ranked Fighting Irish were jus t glad to 
be playing football again. And after a week of 
try ing to preserve a gentleman like image, the 
Irish let out all the ir frustrations on the sev­
enth-ranked Pittsburgh Panthers.

Simply put, the Panthers were in the wrong 
place at the wrong time. The Irish put forth 
th e ir  finest complete game to date and 
trounced the Panthers 45-7 at Notre Dame 
Stadium in front o f the usual sellout crowd of 
59,075.

“ Pitt is a fine football team ,” said Holtz, 
holding to form. “ This is the firs t time we 
played a complete game as a complete team. I 
thought our football team played well and they 
played together. It was just one o f our days. 
P itt had an extra week to get ready for us, but 
we did have an advantage. The week we had 
seemed like a good month.”

Barring the firs t six minutes of the game 
when the Panthers, u tiliz ing  a no-huddle of­
fense, marched 68 yards to draw firs t blood in 
this battle, Notre Dame dominated. As fa r as 
Pittsburgh is concerned, the ir h igh ligh t film  
m ight as well end after the firs t drive. It was 
all Irish after that. The game was so one-sided 
that Panther coach Mike Gottfried suggested 
that his team totally reevaluate itself.

“ Notre Dame just whipped us in every area,” 
said a dejected Gottfried, who looked liked he 
had been to hell and back again by this time. 
“We unravelled and we played inconsistent. We 
made so many mistakes. We self-destructed. 1 
don’t want to take anything away from Notre

Putting tunnel incident 
in a proper perspective

dled w ith  the blame—a blame that 
unnecessarily overshadowed Notre 
Dame’s com e-from -behind v ic to ry Theresa Kelly
and was blown completely out o f Sports Editor
propo rtion  in its re la tion  to the
game._________________________________________________

Notre Dame bashing has become a 
sport unto itself, and a certain
amount of that is to be expected. A fter all, when you can’t 
criticize a team for the ir on-field performance, you have to 
look for something else to exploit.

Some excerpts from  Douglas S. Looney’s artic le  from 
Sports Illustrated, Oct. 30:

“A fte r completing the ir pregame warmups, the Trojans 
discovered tha t they would have to run a Notre Dame 
gantlet to enter the tunnel leading to both teams’ locker 
rooms. Several Trojans brushed shoulder pads w ith  their 
Irish counterparts, who had gone out o f their wag to block 
the path to the tunnel...Unpleasantries were exchanged, 
and about 20 Southern Cal players, surrounded by a sea o f 
blue and gold, had to braw l their way free. ”

“As fo r  Notre Dame, i t  survived, though w ithout much 
style and w ithout much class. Now Holtz has to get the 
Irish cranked up again this week fo r  a home game against 
Pitt. Le t’s hope that while he’s doing it, he also teaches his 
children some tunnel etiquette. ”

This actual description of the melee is unprovable. No 
one is te lling what really happened, if, in fact, anyone really 
knows.

Looney says Notre Dame head coach Lou Holtz “ admitted 
that the episode was the fault of his players.”

Holtz d idn ’t find fau lt or assign blame. Holtz took re­
sponsibility, which is not the same thing. Holtz took re­
sponsibility on Notre Dame’s behalf; after all, it was Notre 
Dame Stadium. The host won’t blame his guest fo r a fight 
at the party.

“ I am deeply disturbed and distressed by the incidents 
that happened before the ballgame," Holtz said. “ I have to 
believe that that should have been avoided by Notre Dame. 
No m atter what actually happened, that was to be avoided 
at all costs.
