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Schlafly justifies 
‘traditional’ roles 
for most women

The people who are most w e ll-o ff are 
those in “ intact fam ilies,” conservative 
activist Phyllis Schlafly said Monday.

The trad itiona l one-income fam ily is 
s till the most efficient way of support­
ing people, said Schlafly, who lectures 
around the nation and has w ritten  
several books.

In a lecture sponsored by the Student 
Union Board’s Ideas and Issues Com­
mission, Schlafly cited the fem in ist 
movement as a cause for most o f the 
recent changes in the roles of men and 
women in society.

One th ing that has changed society 
most in recent years is the change in 
divorce laws, Schlafly said, because 
“ one person can do it  w ithou t the 
consent of the other.”

A fte r d ivorce, a w om an’s income 
usually drops 73 percent, while a man’s 
income rises 42 percent, according to 
Schlafly. “ That can hard ly be called 
liberation for women,” she said.

Schlafly also pointed to the trend to­
w ard abortion , which she called a 
“ battle between forces of life and forces 
of death.”

Schlafly, a graduate o f Harvard and 
Washington universities, defended the

in the development of our na­
tional drug policy.”

W ith  d rug  policy d ire c to r 
W illiam  Bennett at his side, 
Bush urged the advisors to find 
better ways to:

•Encourage em ployers to 
keep workplaces drug-free.

•Enlist the aid o f volunteers 
in the fight against drugs.

ND researcher links 
extinctions to environment

A Notre Dame researcher 
believes he may have discov­
ered why dinosaurs became 
extinct.

J. Keith Rigby, associate 
professor o f geology, re ­
ported his findings to the 
annual meeting o f the In ter­
national Society o f Verte­
brate Paleontology last week 
in Austin, Texas. Though the 
findings are s till open for 
debate, Rigby was encour­
aged by the paper’s recep­
tion.

Rigby’s theory is that d i­
nosaurs died due to changes 
in the global environment. 
According to the theory, ele­
vated levels o f carbon diox­
ide trapped the sun’s energy, 
making the earth much hot­
ter than it  is now. This heat 
and abundance o f carbon

dioxide caused a flowering 
plant explosion.

As the p la n ts  f lo u r ­
ished,they reduced the car­
bon dioxide levels, allowing 
enough clim atic change to 
produce seasons where be­
fore there had been only a 
perpetual summer.

To adapt to this change, 
Rigby m aintains, dinosaurs 
developed therm oregulatory 
structures to allow  them to 
give o ff excess heat in the 
summer but still stay warm 
in the w inter. The fr ill o f the 
famous Triceratops, he says, 
is not arm or, as has long 
been thought, but a soft 
mass o f near-surface blood 
vessels for heal dispersion 
akin to an elephant's ear.

Furtherm ore, Rigby has 
stated tha t the horns o f 
T r ic e r a to p s  c o u ld n 't

Bush unveiled a nearly $8 b il­
lion  a n tid ru g  stra tegy two 
months ago.

Malloy said, “ I wanted to be 
involved on the local and na­
tional level in the fight against 
drugs and (the P res iden t’s 
Council) provides the form at to 
do so.”

According to a White House 
spokesman, Bush “ wanted a 
broad cross section o f d isci­
plines and professions involved 
in the battle against drugs. ” He 
added that Malloy was chosen 
“ because he represents the a r­
eas of higher education and re­
lig ion  and because he is a 
leader in the fight against ille ­
gal drugs.”

According to Malloy, he is 
“ the only representative from  
higher education and one of 
those from significant religious 
trad itions, two sources o f po­

ten tia l support” fo r the w ar 
against drugs.

According to the press re ­
lease: “The Council w ill com­
p lem ent D ire c to r B enne tt’s 
public sector efforts by com­
m unicating w ith  the American 
people, encouraging priva te  
sector involvement, establishing 
a national support group and 
soliciting the view of the Am eri­
can people.”

The 27-member council is 
headed by W illia m  Moss of 
Texas, the p res iden t and

Few women hold faculty positions

Provost T im o thy  O’M eara 
said that Notre Dame has made 
significant progress in the last 
ten years regarding to the h ir ­
ing of women faculty members, 
but he said the University still 
has quite a way to go.

Th is year, acco rd ing  to 
O’Meara, the College o f Arts 
and Letters hired 18 new regu­
lar teaching and research fac­
u lty  o f whom  e igh t were 
women.

In the College o f Business 
Adm inistration, he said six new 
regular teaching and research 
facu lty  were h ired , two o f 
whom were women. There is a 
to ta l o f seven women on the 
faculty.

Ten new facu lty  members 
were h ired in the College of 
Engineering, two of whom were 
women, he said. These are the 
firs t two women faculty mem­

bers in the college, excluding 
architecture.

O’Meara said the College of 
Science hired ten new faculty 
members, three o f whom were 
women. There is a total o f ten 
women faculty in the college.

“ We’re m aking some head­
way,” said O’Meara.

In the fields o f science and 
eng ineering the num ber o f 
available women is jus t not as 
great as the number of men, he 
said.

“The percentage of women on 
the faculty is not where we’d 
want it to be,” said Eileen Kol- 
man, associate provost.

She said that there are still 
situations on campus in which 
women are not represented, or 
only one woman is present.

“There are no women officers 
o f the U niversity, no female 
deans and two female depart­
ment chairs, ” said Kolman.

Kathleen Biddick, associate 
professor o f h istory and co­
cha ir o f the Faculty Senate 
Committee on the Status of 
Women, said the JIoiii&EsityJias 
a p ro blem re ta in in g  w o m e n  
faculty menjbers.

She said that although many 
women have agonized over the 
decision to leave Notre Dame, 
they leave mostly because of the 
quality o f life here.

“A ll other things equal, ” Bid­
dick said, “ many women w ill 
chose another university be­
cause of such things as parent­
ing leave.”

“We are behind peer ins titu ­
tions in parenting leave,” she 
said. Other U niversity ’s allow 
either father or mother time off 
and allow time o ff when adopt­
ing a child, said Biddick.

Presently Notre Dame has a

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Socialist states 
leaving people 
alone for good

The w o rld  w ill  . 
never be the same.
The courage and v i­
sion o f thousands 
who have marched 
fo r  fre e d o m  in  
Poland, China, and 
now East Germany 
have inflicted a m or­
tal blow upon com­
munism and the cen­
tra lized  a dm in is tra ­
tive state. ---------------------------------

The quest for freedom in East Germany 
has swelled past the point of no return. The 
people’s w ill fo r se lf-de te rm ina tion  has 
proven superior to the state ’s quest for 
tyranny.

The throngs o f East German emigrants 
who have left their homes for a better life in 
the West bear witness that socialism is on 
its deathbed. The failure o f centralized state 
p lanning o f economic and po litica l life  is 
clear. Communism has failed in theory and 
in practice.

But some refuse to acknowledge the 
obvious. On Friday, Barbara Ehrenreich, 
co-chairperson o f the Democratic Socialists 
o f Am erica, to ld  a na tiona l te levis ion 
audience that “ nothing has changed to alter 
the relevance and urgency of socialism — 
democratic socialism.”

“The Russian coal miners who struck last 
summer did not strike to have their socialist 
bosses replaced by capita list bosses. What 
the Russian miners struck for... is what we 
call democratic socialism," she said.

What the Russian m iners, the Chinese 
demonstrators and the East German em i­
grants yearn for is not socialism but auton­
omy and freedom, the antithesis o f social­
ism. Socialism increases the state’s power 
and legitimizes state tyranny; socialism has 
proved adept at oppression. Freedom 
seekers everywhere recognize that demo­
cratic capitalism is the best hope for p o liti­
cal autonomy.

Of course, the demonstrators and em i­
grants are seeking more than po litica l 
freedom; they can no longer tolerate the ir 
desperate economic conditions. Here, too, 
cap ita lism  is the be tte r ins trum en t o f 
re fo rm : Dem ocratic cap ita lism  is more 
productive, more efficient and works better 
than socialism, “ democratic ” or otherwise.

About the only rem ain ing  cla im  that 
socialism has for its legitimacy is its sup­
posed m ora l su p e rio rity  to cap ita lism . 
Because capitalism lacks a focused center, a 
“ m aster p la n ” fo r the developm ent o f 
society, i t  is sometim es a ttacked as 
immoral, or, m inimally, amoral.

The lack o f a central plan, however, is 
precisely w hat gives capita lism  its m oral 
strength. By giving humans freedom to 
choose how they spend their lives, capita l­
ism allows them the potentia l to fu lly  
develop the ir skills and talents. The lack of 
a master plan for society allows humans to 
achieve through libe rty  a level o f d ignity 
impossible under any known socialist order.

Capitalism is not w ithout problems, and 
our society is far from utopian. We should 
learn from Eastern Europe, however, that 
socialism is not an answer but a problem.

More than 200 Japanese m iniature a rt
objects valued at $300,000 were stolen before dawn 
Monday from  the Japanese A rt Museum in Haifa, 
Jerusalem.There is a $5,000 reward for inform ation 
leading to recovery of stolen objects. The thieves ap­
parently entered through an opening that was left un­
locked.

China has plans for major crackdowns on
prostitution and “ other repulsive deeds,”  China’s top 
security official said Monday. The program w ill punish 
all who copy or sell pornography; engage in p rostitu ­
tion; produce, sell or use drugs; gamble, or conduct 
superstitious activities for a profit.

The Soviet legislature, as part of President 
M ikhail Gorbachev’s drive to create a law-based soci­
ety, approved a plan to restructure the court system 
that includes a provision fo r tr ia l by ju ry  in cases 
where the defendants are accused of crimes that carry 
15 years’ imprisonment or the death penalty. Currently, 
judges decide cases w ithout juries.

More than a million gallons of water flooded 
into a coal mine in eastern India on Monday, trapping 
at least 73 miners. The miners were safe but their sur­
vival depended on the availability of oxygen. Six pumps 
were set up to flush out the water, which might take at 
least two days.

Syndicated news colum nist 
and conservative radio com­
mentator Phyllis Schlafly said 
that reports o f the death of the 
American fam ily are exagger­
ated, in a press conference 
Monday.

“ We ought to look at how we 
can enhance and respect and 
increase the ability of the family 
to take care o f its young, its old 
and continue to provide a nest 
from  which people can face 
life ’s challenges,” said Schlafly.

Sch lafly, best know n fo r 
leading the effort to defeat the 
Equal Rights Amendment, was 
at Notre Dame to deliver a lec­
ture Monday as part o f SUB’s 
Family Issues Week, entitled: 
“ How the Family is Changing: a 
Conservative Viewpoint.”

A “ p ro - fa m ily ” a c tiv is t , 
Schlafly said the Women’s Lib­
eration movement proclaimed 
many new ideas to young 
women, of which the “ biggest 
single factor is divorce. When it

came along in the 1970s it was 
proclaimed as something that 
would liberate women, presum­
ably from home, husband, fam­
ily and children.”

She cited as evidence o f d i­
vo rce ’s negative e ffect on 
women a Stanford University 
re p o rt tha t showed divorce 
lowers a woman’s standard of 
liv ing by 73 percent while the 
husband’s goes up by 42 per­
cent.

Schlafly said that the way to 
get out o f poverty is to “ get 
m arried and stay m arried.” She

said it was nearly impossible 
fo r a woman to raise herself 
out of poverty and raise her 
children at the same time.

She advised college women 
who want to have a fam ily to 
choose a career that w ill be 
compatible w ith  raising a fam ­
ily. She said “ medicine is in ­
compatible fo r a woman who 
wants a career and fam ily” but 
th a t nurs ing , teaching and 
w riting, because of their sched­
ules, are careers that won’t in ­
terfere  w ith  the ra is ing  o f a 
family.

Schlafly said that career and 
family could be mixed but that 
it  depends on the choice of ca­
reer and the time in a woman’s 
life. “ I th ink it works best i f  you 
raise your children and then go 
into your career,” she said. “ I 
spent 25 years w ith zero incomtj 
raising my six children and now 
I can come out and speak to the 
Notre Dame students and do 
other exciting things.”

She said there are other ways 
for women to have both career 
and fam ily  but tha t women

shouldn’t expect the govern­
ment to subsidize the care of 
their children. “You can devise 
your life any way you want to, 
jus t don’t ask me to pay for i t . ” 

Schlafly refuted a reporte r’s 
claim tha t there is a growing 
p ro -a b o rtio n  sen tim en t in 
America. “ It is clear that the 
media are very pro-abortion. 
They are as outrageous about 
this as the way they attacked 
Dan Quayle last year and I 
th ink it is going to boomerang 
on them,” said Schlafly.

She added that the abortion 
issue did not play a major part 
in  the e lection o f Douglas 
W ilder as governor of V irg in ia  
as many media analysts had 
said. She said, “ From the in ­
formation I got from  exit polls, 
o f those voters who voted 
based on the issue o f abortion, 
the election was a wash—half 
for and ha lf against.”

Schlafly said that the issue of 
ERA has no chance o f resurfac­
ing. “ I t ’s dead. The American 
people don’t want a gender- 
neu tra l socie ty." she said.

Problems with DART assessed by senate

A resolution requesting ad­
m in is tra tive  in tervention  re ­
garding the present shortage of 
faculty, large class sizes, and 
increasing number o f “ closed” 
classes at Notre Dame was 
passed unanimously at the Stu­
dent Senate meeting last night.

The resolution outlined these 
three problems, and asked that 
“ appropriate members o f the 
adm in istration, the Academic 
Council, the Faculty Senate, and

the Campus Life Council” ad­
dress these issues.

It was recommended in the 
resolution that the Office of the 
Provost “ contact student and 
faculty leaders in regard to this 
issue, in the near fu ture.”

“The problem is money,” said 
Ken Scheve, academic commis­
sioner o f the Student Senate.

The addition of an a rb itra ry 
100 facu lty  members would 
change the entire tu ition struc­
ture, Scheve said, but added 
that there m ight be other, as of 
yet undiscovered solutions to 
the problem.

“ I would like to see the budget 
committee put some effort into 
th is.” he said.

Dean o f the College of Arts 
and Letters Michael Loux has 
appointed a committee to ana­
lyze the quality of education at 
Notre Dame, Scheve said. The 
com m ittee consists o f e ight 
faculty and two student mem­
bers, including Scheve.

“ This committee is looking 
for d ifferent ways to improve 
the situation.” Scheve said.

Senate member Lisa Bost- 
wick, who drew up the resolu­
tion, said that the DART system

is not the sole cause of the stu­
dents ’ in a b ility  to get the 
classes they want.

“The problems are fundamen­
tal to the system,” she said.

Some senate members men­
tioned that the DART system, 
as a lottery, does put the stu­
dents who have early registra­
tion dates at a great advantage 
over other students.

Also passed unanimously at 
the senate meeting was a reso­
lution to “ recognize and sup­
p o r t” a N otre  Dam e/Saint

South Africa: 
Dartmouth 
will disinvest

HANOVER, N.H. (AP) — 
Dartm outh College w ill sell o ff 
$11.5 m illion  w orth  o f invest­
ments in companies doing busi­
ness in South A frica by the end 
o f the year, the Board o f 
Trustees announced Monday.

The Ivy League school, which 
has been a hot spot in the de­
bate in  this country over South 
A frica ’s apartheid policies, w ill 
also re fra in  from such invest­
ments in the future, the board 
said in a statement.

The investments have “ great 
symbolic m eaning,”  and dis­
putes over them underm ine 
Dartm outh ’s ab ility  to achieve 
some educational goals, the 
board said.

“ The trustees recognize that 
many firm s continu ing to do 
business in  South A frica  are 
m aking positive contributions 
to the lives o f the ir employees 
and the po litica l process in 
South A frica ,”  the statement 
said.

The board said i t  made the 
decision to d ivest Saturday 
a fte r discussing the adverse 
impact o f “ these nom inal in ­
vestments.”

D artm ou th ’s investments in 
companies doing business in 
South A frica  have declined 
from $63 m illion, or 15 percent 
of its endowment, to $11.5 m il­
lion, or less than 2 percent, the 
board said.

By law  and custom, South 
A frica ’s apartheid policy estab­
lishes a racia lly segregated so­
ciety in which the 28 m illion  
blacks have no vote in national 
affa irs.

W HAT’S THE FUTURE OF THIS RELATIONSHIP?

They were both seniors. They had dated for almost 
two years. Graduation was looming in their future. They 
both were interviewing for jobs. They felt that this 
relationship was special; they were serious about each 
other. But they just weren't sure what the next step 
was. Should they look for jobs in the same city or 
should they test the relationship with some distance? 
Should they get engaged now or should they work for a 
year or two first and establish some career goals?

They came into the Campus Ministry Office hoping for 
some information. Perhaps we had a compatibility test 
they might take to see if they were truly meant for each 
other. Did we have any articles they might read? Did we 
have any advice on what they should do?

This was a new twist. Though we had offered programs 
for engaged couples for many years, we had not really 
thought about this category of couple; what should we 
call them? "Serious but not yet committed?" "Pre- 
engaged?" We were greatly impressed that a couple 
would so seriously question their future as to come to 
our office for advice. Yet a program for the engaged 
would not be appropriate for this couple. They were still 
exploring their relationship— the decision was not yet 
made; and the decision might eventually be to not 
continue the relationship. What could we do for couples 
like these?

After much discussion with rectors, R.A.s, counseling 
center personnel and some couples in serious 
relationships we focused on some of the issues and 
questions facing couples in significant relationships: 
•How can we determine if we re really ready for 
marriage?
•Should we try to find jobs, or pick graduate schools, 
that are in the same city?
•How will a long distance relationship affect us?
•How can you express your true feelings without 
pressuring for commitment?
•How will the demands of career/graduate school affect 
our relationship?
•How might differences in our families of origin affect 
our relationship?
•How can we communicate better?

After identifying the issues we put together a program 
and called it “W hat's the Future of this 
Relationship?” It includes some presentations on 
the stages of relationships and decision-making. While 
we were able to avoid "compatibility tests,” we did 
include a marriage expectations quiz. There is time for 
answering questions, and a lot of time for discussing 
answers with the partner. There is a discussion period 
for questions. There is a folder of articles for additional 
information and reflection.

Some comments from participants attending the 
program last spring:

“Very good program! The questions made us think now 
and will give us a lot to discuss later on "

"I really enjoyed the thorough questioning and 
reflection. I learned so much about my partner and 
myself."

"It was a great afternoon to stop and think about my 
relationship. Very helpful!"

“The most helpful thing was the opportunity to discuss 
the material presented, which facilitated discussion 
about many things we hadn't previously discussed."

What most couples seemed to enjoy about the 
program was the time and the opportunity to discuss 
their relationship, especially areas or topics they hadn’t 
considered before.

If you are in a significant relationship and are asking 
the kinds of questions listed above perhaps you'd like 
to attend the program this semester. (The program will 
be offered second semester, also.)

“What’s the Future of this Relationship?” will 
take place December 2, 12:30 - 5 p.m. Pre­
registration is required. Registration papers 
can be obtained In both Campus Ministry 
Offices (Library Concourse and Badin Hall). 
Registration deadline Is November 28. The 
program is limited to 25 couples. There is no 
cost for the program. If you have any 
questions, please call Tracey Sandman or 
Carol Guenther.

cha irm an  o f the board o f 
W illiam  Moss Corporation. I t ’s 
members include former Dallas 
Cowboy head coach Tom

Malloy said that he is pleased 
to be part of a “very interesting 
and qualified people who are 
addressing the drug problem.”

Members o f the group met 
w ith  Bush on Monday to w it­
ness the signing of the executive 
order which brought the council 
in to  existence and also was 
briefed by Drug Czar Bennett 
and his top officials.

“ We then met in fo rm a lly  to 
in troduce ourselves and our 
backgrounds,” said M alloy. 
“ We can’t meet form ally until

our charter is approved by var­
ious government agencies.”

The White House spokesman 
said that the Council probably 
won’t meet until after January 
1, 1990. “ The next step is for 
them to meet and determ ine 
which specific d irection  they 
w ill take in the ir e ffo rts ,” he 
said.

Monday’s appointment marks 
the second time since August 
that Malloy has been named to 
a task force on drugs. On Au­
gust 24, Malloy was named to 
the steering committee o f the 
G overnor’s Committee fo r a 
Drug Free Indiana by Indiana 
Governor Evan Bayh.

Malloy said that the objectives 
of both commissions are s im i­
la r and that he hopes to “serve 
as a conduit between the na­
tional and state committees.”

Bayh’s committee has already 
met three times according to 
Malloy and is planning an open 
forum for December 7, in Ind i­
anapolis.

possibly be used as weapons. 
“To get the fragile nose bones 
out of the way, a Triceratops 
would have had to low er its 
head so far that it would have 
targeted the ground, ” Rigby 
said.

Rigby believes he has found 
therm oregulatory structures in 
four of the five latest surviving 
dinosaur groups. In addition, 
dinosaur bones and teeth were 
found in layers younger than 
those containing the remains of 
“ asteroid impact. ” This would 
cast doubt on the theory that a 
comet or meteorite struck the 
earth, causing mass ex tinc ­
tions.

His w ork ’s reception has en­
couraged Rigby. “ This would 
upset a rea lly big cart o f ap­
ples,” Rigby said. “ A ll the d i­
nosaur p icture books showing 
T rice ra tops  charg ing  Tyra - 
nosaurus Rex, using his horns 
like  can openers, would go 
right out the w indow.”

Four years ago Rigby began 
work on his theory in Montana, 
where he continues to lead 
sum m er rese a rch  team s. 
Rigby’s findings were published 
in  J u n e ’ s E a rth  W atch  
Magazine. Responses are ex­
pected in the upcoming issue of 
Science News.

about the negative effect it 
m ight have on the tenure pro­
cess.

“ I would like us (the Notre 
Dame adm inistration) to con­
sider for mothers the option of 
stopping the tenure clock, ” said 
Kolman. In some departments 
the m aternity leave is handled 
case by case. “ This sounds all 
r ig h t theo re tica lly , but I ’ ve 
heard women say that they feel 
that it (the granting of leave) is 
not done even-handedly... per­
haps the policy is too vague... 
there ought to be some way to 
be more consistent.”

“ I believe that the parental 
leave policy is a problem that 
has to be addressed and is be­
ing addressed, ” said O'Meara.

The issue of spousal h iring  is 
also im portant to married cou­
ples who teach, said Biddick.

“ When a m arried  woman 
comes to Notre Dame there 
should be serious efforts to get 
her husband a job in the area,” 
said Biddick.

O’Meara said that to some 
extent the University does have 
some spousal h iring  strategies.

“ I f  the spouse is a philosophy 
professor, we know where to 
look,” he said. But i f  the spouse 
is not in an academic field it is 
more d ifficu lt to provide job 
assistance, he said.

“We m ight make a call or 
two; we could do significantly 
more n e tw o rk in g ,” O’Meara 
said.

A spousal h iring  program is 
not as easy to im plem ent in 
South Bend as it is in a larger 
city like Chicago, said Kolman. 
“ It is very complex when the

other person is an academic,” 
she said.

It is d ifficu lt, said Kolman, 
because one would like to sup­
port spousal h iring w ithout im ­
posing upon the independence 
o f the department's h iring pro­
cess.

In regards to day care, the 
N o tre  Dame c o m m u n ity  
presently has access to the 
Early Childhood Development 
Center (ECDC). An appendix to 
the report by the Status of 
Women C om m ittee states: 
“ Beginning w ith  the academic 
year 1986-87 and continuing to 
the present, Notre Dame no 
longer provides any direct sub­
sidy o f ECDC, the only p re­
school/day care program on ei­
ther campus.”

According to the Status of 
Women report, the ECDC serves 
151 ch ildren and is at m axi­
mum capacity. “ The issue of 
on-site child care and the Uni­
vers ity ’s role in supporting it 
deserves continued a ttention,” 
states the report.

“ How your children are taken 
care o f while you’re working is 
an im portan t issue fo r p a r­
ents,” said Kolman. “ How the 
University ought to play into 
this is not really clear. ’

The ECDC has a fine reputa­
tion, said Kolman, but it does 
not accommodate as many ch il­
dren as need care.

Regarding the specific rec­
ommendations made in the Sta­
tus of Women Committee’s re­
port, O’Meara said he is sup­
po rtive  o f the idea o f a 
wom en’s advocate, but said 
tha t one would only be ap­

pointed through the “ normal 
academic channels.”

“ It is im portant at this time 
in the history of Notre Dame to 
have someone who is concerned 
w ith  women’s affairs and can 
be an advocate for wom en’s 
concerns, ” Kolman said.

In add ition, she said, “ My 
sense is that we’re going to 
have a committee (on the status 
of women) in the fu ture .”

Regarding women’s compen­
sation, O’Meara said that it is 
comparable to that o f men in 
the same department and at the 
same rank. He said his office 
constantly keeps an eye on 
women’s salaries.

A guide to gender-inclusive 
language is som ething tha t 
Biddick would like to see in the 
facu lty  handbook. F. E llen 
Weaver, associate professional 
specialist, assistant cha ir o f 
theology, co-chair o f the Status 
o f Women Committee, said that 
the theology department passed 
a resolution in 1983 to use 
gender-inclusive language.

Weaver said that sexual ha­
rassment is a problem on this 
campus.

Kolman said that sexual ha­
rassment complaints are filed 
in her office. “There are some 
attitudes that some men have 
towards women that don’t help 
the learning environment,” she 
said.

Weaver said that she is ex­
cited that University President 
Father Edward Malloy has de­
clared the school year 1990-91, 
the Year of the Woman.

M ary's committee “ to analyze 
relations between the two cam­
puses... to synthesize concrete 
plans o f action for the better­
ment o f relations... and to eval­
uate the success o f the pro­
gram s.”

The resolution stated that the 
progress o f the com m ittee 
would be reviewed by March 5, 
1990.

The senate also evaluated the 
problem o f overcrowding that 
arises during final examination 
week, when many South Quad 
residents go to dinner at North 
D in ing  Hall because o f its 
proxim ity to the library.

Some suggestions to accom­
modate the extra flow o f stu­
dents were made by Food Ser­

vice employees and Hall Council 
members, said senate member 
Sigi Loya. Included in the sug­
gestions were the extension of 
d in ing hours, the addition of 
staff, and a menu during exam­
ination week that does not en­
courage sit-down meals.

Another idea was to put signs 
in the lib ra ry  rem ind ing stu­
dents that a five-minute walk to 
South Dining Hall could prevent 
a 45-minute wait for dinner.

Food Service hall representa­
tives w ill begin discussing the 
issue in early December, Loya 
said.

Loya is also meeting w ith  
post o ffice  employee Mike 
Walsh on Wednesday to discuss 
ways to facilitate better postal 
service. Walsh said that plans 
arc being made to put a federal 
mailbox in LaPortune Student 
Center, Loya said.

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Panel discusses pros, 
cons of divestment

Grace Hall hosted a panel 
discussion on aparthe id  in 
South Africa, Monday.

The panel consisted of John 
Paul, Gary Sugarman, Oliver 
W illiam s, Peter Walsh, Anand 
Pillay and Michael Travis. The 
members o f the panel agreed 
upon the need for a change in 
South A frica , but they d is­
agreed on how it  should be 
done.

Sugarman takes a three- 
prong attack o f divestm ent, 
strong sanctions and the re in ­
vestment in black South Africa. 
He stressed the reinvestment in 
black areas and townships by 
corporations. He says that im ­
plem enting divestm ent alone 
results in  unem ploym ent of 
blacks.

T rav is  agreed and said, 
“ Once businesses divest from  
South A frica , they w ill never 
come back. We should use 
tra d e  c re d it  ins tead  o f 
divestment and w ith  this policy 
we could shut down South 
Africa w ith in  one week.”

W alsh em phasized th a t 
apartheid has been a long and 
bru ta l struggle for the blacks 
of South Africa. Internal pres­
sure, black protests and eco­
nomic sanctions are the keys to 
negotiation w ith  the white gov­
ernment. “ It  is only when the

th rea t o f sanctions are held 
over white heads that they ne­
gotiate w ith  the black people of 
South A frica .”

W illiam s considers it  crucial 
that the blacks of South Africa 
be consulted on any decision 
because they need to speak 
w ith  one united voice. A key 
p o in t o f re fe re n c e  fo r  
W illiam s’s decision-making has 
been the guidance offered by 
the Catholic bishops of South 
Africa.

According to the Catholic 
Bishops of South A frica , “ At 
the moment, we can see no jus­
tifica tion  fo r the sort of pres­
sure that would leave a libe r­
ated South A frica  in  an eco­
nomically non-viable situation.”

According to Pillay, a non-ra- 
cially segregated South A frica 
can be achieved through m ili­
tary action and economic sanc­
tions. The purpose o f these 
sanctions would be to hurt the 
government and gain freedom 
for black people.

Paul says that divestm ent 
alone is not the solution. The 
key, according to Paul, is the 
refusal to im port South African 
goods by other countries.

As an introduction to the is­
sues in South A frica , a film  
about the history and the con­
tin ua l struggle o f the black 
people in  tha t country was 
shown p rio r to the discussion.

Vatican conference ‘assails’ 
condom use to prevent AIDS

VATICAN CITY (AP) — Cardi­
nal John O’Connor of New York 
on Monday opened the firs t 
Vatican conference on AIDS by 
assailing the use o f condoms 
and the distribution of syringes 
to addicts as a means of stop­
ping the spread o f the disease.

He also urged that AIDS vic­
tims not be treated as outcasts, 
perceived only as public health 
hazards and left to die.

“ The tru th  is not in  condoms 
or clean needles,”  O’Connor 
said. “ These are lies, lies perpe­
trated often fo r politica l rea­
sons on the part of public o ffi­
cials ... by some health care 
professionals who believe they 
have nothing else to offer per­
sons w ith  AIDS or at risk ... lies 
to ld  by often w ell-m ean ing  
counselors.”

O’Connor was the f ir s t  
speaker at the three-day con­
ference bringing together more 
than 1,000 delegates from  85 
countries, including church of­
fic ia ls, scientists, theologians 
and health care workers.

Robert Gallo, d irector of the 
Laboratory o f Tumor Cell B iol­
ogy of the National Cancer In ­
stitute in Bethesda, Md., said he 
believes an anti-AIDS vaccine 
could be available for some pa­
tients by 1991 or 1992.

“ And we hope and believe 
that sooner than is often be­
lieved by some scientific circles 
.. the problem w ill be solved,”  
he said.

The use of condoms in figh t­
ing AIDS has been a delicate is­
sue fo r the Roman Catholic 
Church, w h ich  opposes a ll 
forms o f a rtific ia l b irth  control 
and condemns homosexual ac­
tivity.

Monsignor Carlo Caffarra, an 
adviser on sexual issues to the 
pope, said condom campaigns 
fu rthe r expose society to AIDS 
because “ the means of protec­
tion are far from reliable.”

“ In addition, the ir use en­
courages ind iv idua ls to con­
tinue their h igh-risk behavior,”

he said, citing homosexual ac­
tivity.

W illiam  Blattner, ch ief o f the 
vira l epidemiological section at 
the National Cancer Institute, 
agreed tha t advocating con­
doms “ promotes risk behavior, 
as does the d istribu tion of sy­
ringes for drug addicts.”

On Thursday in  Baltim ore, 
the U.S. bishops’ conference 
dropped e a r lie r  cond itiona l 
support fo r condom education 
in schools and urged that AIDS 
prevention instead emphasize 
chastity.

During Monday’s session at 
the Vatican, a man briefly in ­
terrupted the proceedings when 
he approached the podium  
wearing a sandwich board with 
the slogan “ The church has 
AIDS.”  The man, identified by 
the ANSA news agency as a 
U.S. priest, was led out of the 
hall by security guards.

O’Connor said doctors have 
an obligation to discourage the 
lifestyles that can cause AIDS, 
pointing out that an estimated 
72 percent o f AIDS victims in 
the United States contracted 
the disease from  homosexual 
acts and 17 percent from drug 
use.

The Roman Catholic Church 
condemns homosexual acts, but 
not homosexuals themselves, as 
immoral.

“ Sometimes I believe the 
greatest damage done to per­
sons w ith  AIDS is done by the 
dishonesty of those health care 
professionals who refuse to 
confront the m oral dimensions 
o f sexual aberrations or drug 
abuse,”  O’Connor said.

“ Good m o ra lity  is good 
medicine, ” he added.

Caffarra said m arried  cou­
ples should choose abstinence if  
one of the spouses becomes in ­
fected w ith  AIDS. He also said 
doctors have “ the duty”  to ad­
vise one spouse i f  the other 
spouse has AIDS, w ith  or w ith ­
out the partner’s permission.

Indiana initiates bonds for college
INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — The 

state o f Indiana w ill s ta rt a 
program next year to promote 
tax-exem pt bonds as a way 
parents can save money for 
their ch ild ren ’s college educa­
tion, officials said Monday.

Gov. Evan Bayh said the state 
hopes to sell its firs t Indiana 
College Savings Bonds in Jan­
uary as part of a larger issue 
of tax-exempt bonds to be sold 
by the State Office Bu ild ing 
Commission, which is financing 
expansion o f the Statehouse 
complex in Indianapolis.

“ We in Indiana need to do a 
better job o f encouraging our 
citizens to save for the ir own 
and their children’s education,”  
said Bayh, a firs t-te rm  Demo­
crat.

The $5,000 bonds would pay 
interest of 6.5 to 7.5 percent, 
exempt from  federal and state 
taxes. The bonds would be 
available at an in itia l cost of 
$1,200 to $2,600 depending on 
the m aturity o f the bond. The 
interest earned over the 10- to 
20-year m aturity would make 
up the difference between the

purchase price and the value of 
the bond.

Normally, a bond purchaser 
would put up the entire amount 
when buying the bond and then 
get regular interest payments.

Although intended to help 
middle-income parents pay for 
the ir ch ild ren ’s college, there 
w ill be no restrictions on who 
can buy the bonds or on the use 
o f the money when the new 
bond matures. The proceeds 
could be used for tu ition  at 
public or private colleges, in or 
outside Indiana, or fo r any 
non-college expense.

Bayh said he expects about 
$20 m illion  to $30 m illion  of 
the January bond issue to be 
set aside fo r investors in the 
college bond, which w ill be 
marketed through banks and 
brokerage firms.

He estim ated th a t 4,000 
Hoosiers could be helped by the 
firs t issue and as many as 
12,000 through a series of 
bond issues planned for various 
state projects during 1990.

“ We’d like to see this become 
a permanent part of the financ­
ing o f state government, as-

suming, o f course, the public 
reaction is positive,”  he said.

Bayh said he hopes the pro­
gram, s im ilar to one already in 
place in Illinois, w ill be a ttrac­
tive to m iddle-income families 
who m ight be in tim idated by 
the high up-front investment in 
some other savings plans.

The g ove rn o r sa id a n ­
nouncement o f the program , 
which requires no legislative 
approval, doesn’t mean that the 
state’s Baccalaureate Educa­
tion System Trust, or BEST, 
program has been scrapped.

That p rogram , enacted in  
1987, was designed to guaran­
tee tu ition for children of par­
ents who paid into an invest­
ment fund over several years. 
However, the p rogram  has 
never taken any investments 
and is currently being re-evalu­
ated by a board appointed by 
Bayh.

Bayh said a m arket survey is 
planned to see who would par­
tic ipate in BEST. In form ation 
from  M ichigan, w hich has a 
s im ilar program, indicates that 
upper-income families use the 
program  most frequently.
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East Germany elects 
Modrow to top post

BERLIN (AP) — East Ger­
m any’s Parliam ent elected a 
leading re fo rm er as the new 
p re m ie r Monday n igh t, but 
hundreds o f thousands o f 
protesters took to the streets 
o f Leipzig to say Communist re­
forms are moving too slowly.

A fter a h istoric weekend in 
which m illions o f East Germans 
took advantage o f th e ir new 
freedom to travel west, Parlia­
ment also picked a non-Com- 
m unist speaker in the cham ­
ber’s firs t secret ba llo t and 
urged accelerated changes.

And the government said it 
was dismantling internal b a rri­
ers tha t fo r three decades 
form ed a notorious “ death 
strip  ” between the Berlin Wall 
and the city ’s sealed-off eastern 
sector.

Deputies appealed fo r tru ly  
free elections, a coalition gov­
ernment and removal from  the 
c o n s titu t io n  o f language  
declaring their nation a social­
ist state.

The parliament, known as the 
People's Chamber, then ap­
proved the Communist Party’s 
nom ination o f Politburo mem­
ber Hans Modrow to lead a new 
government as prem ier. The 
governm ent tra d itio n a lly  has 
been subservient to the party.

Modrow is a well-known re ­
form er w ith in  the party, which 
has been led by Egon Krenz 
since Oct. 18. K renz has 
promised some reforms, includ­
ing free elections.

As deputies argued into the 
n ig h t in East B e rlin , p ro ­
democracy activists in Leipzig 
pressed for continued change 
to prolong the sp ir it o f hope 
sweeping the nation a fter the 
festival o f freedom over the 
weekend. West German te levi­
sion estimated the number of 
protesters at between 200,000 
and 300,000.

The protesters urged the gov­
e rnm ent to live up to its

promise o f free elections and 
questioned the commitment of 
the new leadership.

“ The question is, are you (the 
new government) really d iffe r­
ent from  the o thers?”  one 
speaker said at the rally.

A t the session to approve 
Modrow, the firs t secret ballot­
ing in the Com m unist-dom i­
nated Parliament elected a new 
speaker, Guenther Maleuda, 
who told the assembly it was 
duty-bound to heed the calls of 
the reform movement.

Maleuda, 58, is the chairman 
o f the Dem ocratic Peasants 
party, one o f the four small 
parties allied w ith  the ru ling  
Communists. The Communist 
Party did not propose a candi­
date for the post.

In addition to the parliamen­
tary session, the pa rty ’s 163- 
member Central Committee set 
Dec. 15 for an emergency party 
congress that w ill elect a new 
leadership and rewrite its polit­
ical platform.

The party, which has had a 
monopoly on power in the 40 
years since East Germany was 
created, is struggling to meet 
the pent-up demands o f 16.5 
m illio n  c itizens  who have 
w atched  th e ir  C om m unist 
neighbors restore democracy 
while they were denied the same 
freedoms.

Modrow is an anti-establish­
ment Communist who enjoys 
broad popular support. He was 
nom inated to replace W illi 
Stoph, who resigned last week 
along w ith  his entire 44-mem- 
ber cabinet.

About 100,000 more East 
Germans crossed in to  West 
Berlin  and West Germany on 
Monday, but the arrivals were a 
trickle compared w ith the wave 
o f 3 m illion  visitors that went 
west over the weekend after 
travel restrictions were lifted.

Boston cops allowed 
random drug testing

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
Supreme Court on Monday 
permitted random drug testing 
for Boston police, offering new 
evidence the justices condone 
widespread testing o f govern­
ment employees in jobs affect­
ing public safety.

The court, w ithout comment, 
let stand a ru ling  that forcing 
police officers to undergo the 
random  tests — even when 
there is no reason to suspect 
drug abuse — does not violate 
the ir privacy rights.

A Boston police union official 
panned the action.

“ I ’m disappointed in the fact 
tha t the Supreme Court has 
said that police officers in this 
city and in this country have 
d iffe ren t constitu tiona l rights 
than o th e r c itiz e n s ,”  said 
Robert Guiney, president of the 
Boston Police Patrolmen’s As­
sociation.

The c o u r t ’s action  came 
w ith in  m inutes o f President 
Bush’s naming 27 citizens, in ­
c lud ing m edical pioneer Dr.

Jonas Salk and former Attorney 
General W illia m  Sm ith, as 
advisers in the war on drugs.

W ith  d rug  policy d ire c to r 
W illiam  Bennett at th is side, 
Bush urged the advisory panel 
to encourage private employers 
to keep workplaces drug-free 
and to coordinate anti-drug ef­
forts.

The high court last March 
upheld drug and alcohol testing 
fo r ra ilroad  w orkers involved 
in accidents and fo r U.S. Cus­
toms Service agents who apply 
for drug-enforcement posts or 
jobs requ iring  that a gun be 
carried.

Weeks la ter, the justices si­
lently let stand a ru ling  that a l­
lowed adm in is te ring  random 
drug tests w ith in  the Washing­
ton Township, N.J., police de­
partment.

The court never has ruled 
defin itively in a case involving 
random drug-testing  o f gov­
ernment employees and its ap­
proval o f such tactics is not a 
certainty.

high ratio o f men to women in 
careers
such as engineering, where 96 
percent
are male. “That is the way the 
American people want it , ” she 
said.

“ You w ill probably never be

paid w ha t you th ink  you’ re 
w o rth ,” Schlafly said o f the 
idea o f com parable w orth , 
which argues that occupations 
should have a set value relative 
to other jobs. “ I f  you don’t like 
the job  you are in, go find 
another job .”

Schlafly also advised young 
women at Notre Dame to “ look 
around and see who’s got the 
kind of a life that you want.”

Walesa receives the Medal of Freedom
WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi­

dent Bush bestowed the presi­
dential Medal o f Freedom on 
Lech Walesa in an emotional 
White House ceremony Monday 
and promised “ Am erican aid 
has begun and more is coming”  
to Poland.

“ Lech Walesa showed how 
one individual could inspire in 
others a fa ith so powerful that 
it vindicated itself, and changed 
the course of a nation,”  Bush 
said, re fe rrin g  to the 1981

m artia l law crackdown against 
the firs t free trade union in the 
Soviet Bloc and its rise to 
power this year.

“ History may make men, but 
Lech Walesa has made h is­
tory,”  Bush said.

As the president spoke of the 
crackdown and W alesa’s 11 
months incarceration, Walesa’s 
eyes filled w ith tears.

The Polish trade union leader 
arrived in Washington as the 
Senate reached a b ipartisan

compromise on a plan to give 
$657 m illion  in aid to Poland 
and $65 m illion  to Hungary, 
ending a long battle over the 
proper scale o f aid to those 
countries.

Walesa’s tr ip  to the White 
House was the firs t stop on a 
U.S. tour that w ill include a 
speech to Congress, a private 
dinner at the White House and 
attendance at the annual con­
vention o f the AFL-CIO, the 
American trade union federa­
tion.

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Rebel onslaught 
reaches third day
245 killed in El Salvador

Students give aid to the hungry

SAN SALVADOR, El Salvador 
(AP) — Rebels held large parts 
o f several poor neighborhoods 
Monday and battled soldiers in 
a th ird  day o f the worst figh t­
ing the capital has experienced 
in a decade of civil war.

At least 245 had been killed 
and 378 wounded since the 
rebels attacked Saturday night 
in the ir biggest offensive since 
1981, according to the armed 
forces m o rtu a ry , c iv ilia n  
morgues and hospitals, and 
unofficial m ilita ry  figures.

Thousands o f civilians were 
trapped in the ir homes by ex­
changes of gunfire between the 
army and guerrillas of the le ft­
ist Earabundo National Libera­
tion Eront. H e licop te r gun 
ships and m ilita ry  planes flew 
over the city to attack rebel po­
sitions.

Few o f the c ity ’s 1 m illion  
people were on the streets and 
nearly a ll downtown stores 
were closed. People went to the 
armed forces m ortuary looking 
for missing relatives.

F ighting also was reported 
outside Usulutan, a m ajor city 
in eastern El Salvador, but not 
in the city itself.

The a rm y  press o ffice  
stopped provid ing in form ation 
Monday and whether combat 
continued in the provinces was 
not clear. Telephone calls to 
p rov inc ia l c ities did not go 
through.

No new o ffic ia l counts of 
dead and wounded were given, 
but the armed forces m ortuary 
had the bodies of 55 soldiers,

29 more than the army included 
in its official count.

President A lfredo C ris tian i 
announced a state o f siege and 
a 6 p.m.-6 a.m. curfew Sunday 
and legislators were consider­
ing more restrictions on civ il 
rights. A photographer who 
tried to reach the legislature’s 
build ing Monday was turned 
back by gunfire.

U.S. Embassy spokesman 
B arry  Jacobs said an arm y 
coun te ro ffens ive  had been 
slowed because soldiers were 
ordered to avoid civilian casu­
alties.

The Bush adm inistration said 
C ristiani’s government had not 
requested U.S. assistance in re­
pelling the rebel attack.

“ It ’s our belief that they are 
in control o f the situation at 
this point, ” said White House 
press secretary M arlin Fitzwa- 
ter. Asked whether he would 
rule out U.S. involvement in the 
figh ting , He said: “ We can 
never predict the future, but at 
this point it ’s not anticipated.”

Fifty-five U.S. m ilita ry  tra in ­
ers are stationed in El Salvador 
but are not supposed to partic­
ipate  in  m ilita ry  m issions. 
Fitzwater said their status was 
unchanged.

At the United Nations in New 
York, Secretary-General Javier 
Perez de Cuellar said it  was 
“ essential that m in im al condi­
tions be restored w hich w ill 
perm it talks to resume and the 
peace process to be put back on 
track”  in El Salvador.

The issue o f w orld  hunger 
was discussed by Oxfam Am er­
ica Executive D irecto r John 
Hammock, Monday at Saint 
Mary’s College.

Hammock spoke to a small 
group o f people in  a lecture 
entitled “ Hunger: The Tragedy 
we choose.” His ta lk focused on 
the reasons why hunger exists 
and the choices tha t can be 
made to avoid it.

Ham m ock said th a t ju s t 
sending money to recent disas­
te r areas is not enough. “The 
key is long term  commitments... 
It takes a commitment to rad i­
cal w ork  at the grassroots 
level.”

He also stressed that Oxfihn 
is not a re lie f agency and that “ 
85 percent of (Oxfam’s) money 
goes into long term  develop­
ment.”

According to Hammock, some 
o f the reasons for the existence

o f hunger are a g r ic u ltu ra l 
policies of Th ird  W orld coun­
tries, wars, and food being 
used as a political weapon. He 
f irm ly  believes tha t “ people 
should be able to receive food 
regardless o f th e ir  po litica l 
preference.”

Oxfam America is an interna­
tional agency whose focus is to 
fund self-help development in 
several poor nations through­
out the world. Hammock has 
held the position o f Exective 
D irector since 1984. He has 
been le c tu r in g , te ach ing  
courses, and w riting  extensively 
on international relations and a 
variety o f developmental issues 
for many years.

The lecture was in conjunc­
tion w ith the sixteenth annual 
“ Fast fo r a W orld H arvest” 
which w ill take place on Thurs­
day, Nov. 16.

The M a rr io t C orpora tion , 
Saint M ary’s food service, w ill 
make a monetary donation to

the cause for each student who
partic ipates. Last year, Saint 
M ary’s was able to raise a total 
o f $3,900 which was divided 
between several local and na­
tional agencies.

The fast w ill o ffic ia lly  begin 
to m o rro w  evening w ith  a 
prayer vigil held in the Regina 
chapel. On Thursday, there w ill 
be a series of films and discus­
sions dealing w ith  the contro l­
lab le  forces w h ich  in f l ic t  
hunger on hum anity. A three 
part presentation on how the 
media shapes our understand­
ing of social problems w ill be­
gin the day’s events at 10:30 
a.m.

The programs are open to the 
public, free of charge, and w ill 
be held in the Stapleton Lounge 
of LeMans hall.

The sponsors o f th is year’s 
events are the Saint M ary ’s 
W orld Hunger Coalition, Saint 
M a ry ’s Peacemakers, Saint 
M ary ’s student government, 
and Campus Ministry.

Hoosier Holiday Millionaire raises booty
INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — The 

Hoosier Lottery w ill o ffe r a 
larger top instant prize and 
better odds o f w inn ing when 
the state’s second game be­
gins Nov. 21, lo ttery officials 
said Monday.

The “ Hoosier Holiday M il­
liona ire ”  w ill have a top in ­
stant prize o f $10,000, com­
pared w ith  the $5,000 avail­
able in the cu rren t “ Hoosier 
M illio n a ire ,”  the m onth-old 
game fo r which $60,985,000 
in tickets had been sold by last 
Friday.

In the second game, whose

scratch-off tickets have red 
and green type and a red 
Santa Claus cap emblazoned 
on them, the odds o f w inning 
some kind o f prize w ill be 1 in 
6.46, compared w ith 1 in 7.17 
in the lottery’s firs t game.

Besides the top prize, the 
game w ill also o ffer instant 
payoffs o f free $1 tickets and 
$2, $5, $10, $20, a new $50 
prize and $500. As in the first 
game, a ticket w ith  three tele­
vision symbols can be mailed 
in fo r a chance for the p u r­
chaser to compete on the lo t­
te ry ’s television show, which

offers a top prize o f $1 m il­
lion.

In the new game, the odds of 
winning a lower level prize w ill 
be better than in the firs t 
game. However, the odds of 
w inn ing bigger instant prizes 
w ill be longer.

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Mayan civilization emerged earlier than once thought
LOS ANGELES (AP) — A r­

chaeologists who excavated a 
city in Guatemala’s jungle have 
learned that Mayan civilization 
emerged centuries earlier than 
previously thought, hundreds of 
years before the Christian era.

“ Our findings indicate large- 
scale Mayan development, in ­
cluding huge temples and other

stone bu ild ings, were con­
structed during  a period in 
which it was thought the most 
advanced form  o f construction 
was sm a ll v illa g e s ,”  said 
Richard Hansen o f the Univer­
sity of California, Los Angeles.

H ansen ’s resea rch , a n ­
nounced Monday by UCLA, “ is a 
very significant discovery,”  said

A rthur Demarest, anthropology 
chairman at Vanderbilt Univer­
sity in Tennessee.

Archaeologists once believed 
advanced Mayan c iv iliza tion  
emerged A.D. 300 and ended
A.D. 900 during  what is de­
scribed as the “ classic period. ” 
Research conducted d u ring  
1978-83  a t E l M ira d o r,

Guatemala, pushed that date 
back to 200 B.C.

But Hansen’s 50-m em ber 
team excavated the ancient city 
o f Nakbe, 350 m iles from  
Guatemala City, and determined 
that roughly 100 stone pyra­
mids and other buildings dated 
to between 400 B.C. and 630
B.C. So did some of the 65,000

pottery pieces, sculptures, fig ­
urines and other artifacts.

Dates can be determ ined by 
the rad ioactiv ity  o f carbon in 
organ ic m a te ria l associated 
w ith  buildings. Pottery is dated 
by comparison w ith  the style of 
pottery from  elsewhere in Cen­
tra l America.

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Militarism in Israel shatters ideal of peace

Since its fo rm ation in 1948, 
the modern state o f Israel has 
survived several attempts by 
surrounding countries to anni­
hilate this new Jewish nation, 
which has developed into the 
most form idable m ilita ry power 
in the M iddle East today. But 
its m ilita ry  success, in a large 
p a rt, rests on a fan tas tic  
amount o f American monetary 
assistance, p rom pting  some 
critics to name Israel as Am er­
ica's fifty -firs t state. More sig­
nificantly, Israel’s excited m ili­
tarism  has created two great 
problems:

1.) an economy tha t rests 
heavily on arms production

2.) the displacement of Pales­
tinian Arabs living in Israel and 
the occupied territories.

Backed by the loud voice of 
A m erica ’s Jewish population, 
Israel has enjoyed a steady in ­
flux o f Am erican government

dollars into its ra ther unstable 
economy. Since the currency of 
this small country is not in te r­
nationally accepted, American 
dollars are v ita l to m aintain its 
furious m ilita ry  expenditures. 
Arms produced in the country, 
form erly used only for Israel’s 
own defense, are now being ex­
ported to provide a much- 
needed incom e, a p ractice  
which many Israeli citizens be­
lieve conflicts w ith  the Zionist 
principles on which their coun­
try  was founded.

An even greater threat to the 
moral fiber o f this Jewish na­
tion is its treatm ent o f Pales­
tinians living w ith in  its borders 
and in the occupied West Bank 
and Gaza Strip. This popula­
tion, w hich was displaced by 
the actual creation of the State 
o f Israel, has been the object of 
Israeli aggression since 1967. 
Yet un til recently, Israel has 
been able to jus tify  its bru ta l 
policies toward the Palestinian

nation as a defense against the 
v io lent te rro ris t acts o f the 
PLO. However, since the start 
o f the Intifada, a relatively non­
violent movement o f the Pales­
tin ian people, the people of Is­
rael have become divided over 
the ir policies toward the Arab 
nation in their midst.

Many view the continu ing  
co n flic t as a th re a t to the 
moral principles on which Is­
rael was founded. As this harsh 
struggle rages on, the people of 
Israel find themselves fighting 
a dual war, a w ar w ith the ir 
consciences as well as w ith the 
Palestinians. It is a war which 
now also has begun to divide 
the Am erican people who see 
the ir country’s continued sup­
port o f Israel as a statement of 
approval o f the aggressive ac­
tion against the Palestinian 
people.

For the most part, the Am eri­
can Jewish voice rem ains 
strongly opposed to any varia­

tion in U.S. foreign policy to­
wards Israel, regard ing any 
proposal fo r better relations 
w ith  the Palestin ians as a 
threat to the security o f their 
Jewish Holy Land. American 
Jews seem to have formed an 
exalted image of Israel as the 
land o f God’s chosen people; 
many view the country ’s po li­
cies as absolute, fearing to dis­
agree w ith  the ir revered gov­
ernment.

The great weakness of Am er­
ican Jews is the ir refusal to 
recognize the fact that even 
God’s chosen people are ca­
pable of making mistakes. And 
as long as the Jewish lobby 
fo re s ta lls  a ttem pts by the 
American government to in flu ­
ence a change in Israel’s policy 
towards the Palestinians, the 
situation w ill continue to grow 
more intense, resulting in an 
uncontro lled upsurge of v io ­
lence in that nation which they 
believe to be so holy.

Because o f its extreme finan­
cial ties w ith  Israel, its is con­
ceivable that America could use 
its influence to compel Israel to 
negotiate w ith the existing rep­
resentative body of the Pales­
tinians, the PLO. But as long as 
American Jews m aintain the ir 
opposition to any concessions 
w ith  Palestine, Am erica’s role 
w ill be s tilled . At th is time 
Am erica can either encourage 
Israel to take up peaceful nego­
tiations w ith Palestine, or it can 
play witness to the desecration 
o f the Holy Land through an 
increase  in  v io lence  and 
bloodshed.

Through a peaceful resolu­
tion, Israel could divert its huge 
m ilita ry  spendings to more 
benevolent industries, thus uni­
fying the nation in a return to 
the Zionist ideal that its forefa­
thers envisioned.

from  a diverse set o f back­
grounds in education, fam ily, 
race, career, m arita l status, 
work experience, and gender. 
Couples w ill offer explanations 
o f the ir experiences and deci­
sions while individuals w ill ex­
press the ir ideas and frus tra ­
tions concerning this conflict.

All of the panel members have 
a college education and many 
are professionals. These are 
the kind of people Notre Dame 
students have the potential to 
be. There is also representation 
o f the “ trad itiona l fam ily ” who 
w ill describe what it is like to 
stay home and w ork fo r the 
survival of the fam ily w ith in  the

home.
This event is jus t one o f many 

in the m onth o f November 
which focuses on gender issues. 
There are forum s, speakers, 
marches and meetings. More 
people are becoming involved 
than in the past. The ball o f re ­
alization has begun to ro ll to­
w ards  re co g n itio n  o f the 
inequalities on campus. A few 
groups on campus have begun 
this process. This core is acting 
to help women and men stand 
on equal ground at Notre 
flame. Of course this means a 
lot o f their events are targeted 
at Notre Dame women, but this 
place cannot change w ithou t 
men also realizing the vision of 
equality.

This gender conflic t w ith in  
society, which is finally reach­
ing  campus, has overflowed 
into the fam ily sphere. People

want to be equal in the ir world 
and this means equality in the 
fam ily is also considered. But 
how does this effect traditional 
roles? The entire conflict be­
tween the equal opportunity, 
especially in the career world, 
and the image of the traditional 
fam ily fits perfectly into Notre 
Dame’s “Year of the Family.

Notre Dame students are 
geared, through Notre Dame 
values and education, to strive 
for a good Catholic, American, 
and successful family. How can 
and should the family deal w ith 
the changing gender roles? 
How does a fam ily  operate 
when the w ife  and husband 
both want a fam ily and a ca­
reer at the same time?

Notre Dame does not do a 
fantastic job  o f resolving the 
conflict o f family and career, or 
fam ily  and changing gender

roles. Women are especially 
sensitive to th is con flic t o f 
fam ily versus career, but men 
are becom ing inc rea s ing ly  
aware o f the possible conse­
quences o f a family and career 
collision.

W hat i f  a women wants a 
career first? W ill she have time 
and energy for children later? 
Does a man feel he can give up 
his career to care for children? 
How do institu tions view the 
problem? Do they give support 
to house husbands?  Do 
ins titu tions  provide parenta l 
leave or child care? These are 
the kinds o f questions facing 
Notre Dame students in the 
future.

I magine walking into a 
room full of prints and 
drawings by artists such 
as Edgar Degas, Antoine 
Watteau, James McNeill 
Whistler, Albrecht Durer 
and Chuck Close. The 
Snite Museum of A rt is 
offering you this chance.

On display until Jan. 14 is the 
Snite’s newest exhibition 
“ Recent Acquisitions of Prints 
and Drawings.’’ Approximately 
40 works by well-known artists 
are being shown in the Print 
Drawing and Photography 
gallery of the museum.

Upon firs t entering the 
gallery, one immediately see’s 
Degas’ “ Study of a Ballerina ” 
hanging proudly on the wall. 
Moving on, the visitor views 
Antoine Watteau’s “ Seated 
Woman, ” James McNeill 
Whistler’s “ Soupe A Trois 
Sous,’’ Albrecht Durer’s “The 
Prodigal Son and the 
Promenade” and more modern 
works such as Chuck Close’s 
“ Robert I."

A ll of the displayed works are 
from the Snite s own collection. 
Featured are the most recent 
prints and drawings acquired 
by the Museum through dona­
tions, purchases and gifts. The 
pieces represent the museum’s 
collection of Italian, German, 
French, English and American 
prints and drawings, ranging 
from 14th century manuscripts 
to contemporary drawings.
Most of the works shown have 
not been displayed p rior to this 
exhibition.

Visiting the show gives the 
viewer a chance to see great 
works, yet this show goes one 
step beyond that. In an effort to 
enhance the visitor’s experi­
ence, the Snite has provided ba­
sic background information 
with almost every piece in the 
show.

In addition to the usual title, 
date and artist displayed on the 
placards by each work, Mary 
Frisk, curatorial assistant, has

included information on the 
artist, subject and technique. 
According to Stephen Spiro, the 
Snite’s chief curator, the 
museum w ill try  to continue 
this practice in future exhibi­
tions.

Spiro explained that the Snite 
has been able to significantly 
increase its p rin t and drawing 
collection in the last few years. 
While collecting prints is part of 
the normal activity for the 
museum, he said, “ this show is 
a chance for us to try to show 
the public what we are doing.”

Spiro also explained that part 
o f the reason for the noticeable 
increase in the p rin t and draw­
ing collection is the new in ter­
est taken in the Snite’s collec­
tions by Notre Dame alumni.

One graduate in particular, 
John D. Reilly (class of 1963), 
has shown a special interest in 
the museum’s collection of 
prints, and is responsible for 
the acquiring of approximately 
one-third of the pieces dis­
played in the current 
exhibition. According to Spiro, 
Reilly is jus t one of the many 
graduates who have recently 
become active in the building of 
the Snite’s collections.

The museum has done a won­

‘Three Sisters’ 
reflects on 

human nature

T he time has come for 
the second production 
of the Notre 
Dame/Saint Mary’s 
Theater season. Three 
Sisters w ill be playing 

this Thursday through Sunday 
at Saint Mary’s College.

Written by Anton Cnekov, 
Three Sisters is set in Russia 
near the turn of the century.
The play captures the dreams 
and frustrations of the three 
Prozorov sisters, Masha, Olgan 
and Irina. They yearn for 
Moscow, their childhood home, 
and they fantasize about finding 
love, happiness and a future 
there. Inevitably they become 
too caught up with their 
dreams to realize the present 
around them.

Three Sisters is a two-sided 
play: a psychological drama 
ana a romantic love story. It is a 
reflection of Chekov’s percep­
tion of human nature, and it is

a story which speaks across 
time to the hopes and dreams 
of people everywhere.

The set design had help from

U. Mass. students 
protest state aid cuts

AMHERST, Mass. (AP) — 
Hundreds o f University of Mas­
sachusetts students put down 
their books and picked up plac­
ards Monday to boycott classes 
in a protest o f state budget 
cuts tha t are forc ing fee in ­
creases.

“ The state of Massachusetts 
must not be allowed to let the 
younger generation pay for the 
mistakes of the present genera­
tion,’ ’ said Lisa Nelson, a jun io r 
from Sunderland and a boycott 
organizer.

The mood on campus was 
festive as picket lines snaked 
around buildings and people 
c a rry in g  banners marched 
th rough the Student Union. 
Nearly 2,000 o f the campus’
25,000 students gathered on 
the steps of the student center 
to hear speakers at an a fte r­
noon ra lly  ca lling  for raising 
taxes, not cutting education.

“ You need to convince your 
representatives and senators 
that you are a force to be reck­
oned w ith  — that you w ill sup­

port them i f  they support you," 
said h is tory Professor Bruce 
Laurie, vice president o f the 
faculty union.

Organizers said the length of 
the protest depended on enthu­
siasm and participation by stu­
dents at the university’s Boston 
campus and at o ther state 
schools.

The boycott protested a $25 
m illion cut in public higher edu­
cation brought on by Mas­
sachusetts’ fiscal cris is. The 
Amherst campus’ share o f the 
cutback is $6.4 m illion and fo l­
lows a 5 percent slash ordered 
in  July, said Paul Page, vice 
chancellor for finance and ad­
m inistration.

Laurie said an inform al cen­
sus among his colleagues ind i­
cated 60 percent o f Monday's 
classes were canceled because 
o f the boycott. U n ive rs ity  
spokesmen said they were still 
try ing  to determine the extent 
of the boycott by early a fte r­
noon, but some classes were 
being held.

(AP) — Unlike m illions o f 

p ro c ra s tin a to rs , m any o f 
college fo o tb a ll’s top teams 
a lr e a d y  a re  m a k in g  
reservations fo r New Year’s 
Day.

Bowl bids can’t o ffic ia lly  be 
extended until Nov. 25, but the 
matchups fo r fo r the m ajor 
games apparently are set.

It should be top-ranked Notre 
Dame vs. No. 2 Colorado in the 
Orange, Alabama vs. Miami in 
the Sugar, Tennessee vs. the 
Arkansas-Texas A&M winner in 
the Cotton and Florida State vs. 
Nebraska in the Fiesta.

Other likely matchups on Jan. 
1 are Southern California vs. 
Michigan in the Rose, the Big 
Ten runner-up vs. V irg in ia  in 
the C itrus and Ohio State vs. 
Auburn in the Hall of Fame.

The Notre Dame-Colorado 
game probably w ill decide the 
na tiona l cham pionsh ip . But 
Michigan, Alabama, Miami and 
the F lo rida  S tate-Nebraska 
w inner s till have an outside 
shot at the title.

Notre Dame is expected to go 
to the Orange even it loses its 
final two games to Penn State 
and M iam i. T ha t's  because 
Notre Dame still would be 10-1 
going into the Nov. 25 Miami 
game, and that won’t be over 
until after the bowl bids are 
announced. Colorado seems 
certa in to enter the Orange 
Bowl w ith  an 11-0 record 
because its last regular-season 
game is against 1-9 Kansas 
State.

Although he w ouldn ’t come 
right out and reveal it, Orange 
Bowl president Tom Wood left 
little  doubt Monday about the 
matchup in Miami.

“ If  you read the polls, you’ll 
see who my favorite  teams 
are,”  he said.

A labam a, the only o ther 
national title  contender w ith  a 
perfect record, clinched a tie 
fo r  th e  S o u th e a s te rn  
C on fe rence  c h a m p io n s h ip  
Saturday by beating Louisiana 
State 21-16. A uburn  could 
create a three-way tie for the 
title  by beating Alabama on 
Dec. 2, but the Sugar Bowl 
won’t w ait that long to pick its 
SEC team . T h a t means 
Alabama w ill play Miami, which 
wrapped up the other Sugar bid 
Saturday w ith  a 24-3 v ictory 
over Pittsburgh.

The Cotton Bowl had to 
scramble for its vis iting  team 
after Nebraska players voted to 
go to the Fiesta. As o f Monday 
afternoon, Tennessee appeared 
to be the most likely opponent 
for the SWC champion, which 
should be the w inner o f the 
Arkansas-Texas A&M game 
Nov. 24.

A N ebraska -F lo rida  State 
pairing in the Fiesta would be a 
rem atch o f the 1988 game, 
which the Seminoles won 31-28.

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Jackson ‘more relaxed’ after ‘88-‘89 All-American season
BATON ROUGE, La. (AP) — 

The shy, m um b ling  Chris 
Jackson o f last season is gone, 
replaced by a poised young 
m edia-w ise man who looks 
d ire c t ly  in to  the cam era, 
responds to questions w ith  fu ll, 
elaborate answers and lets his 
smile light up the room.

Part o f the change is due to a 
year o f dealing w ith  reporters 
who hounded Jackson all of the 
1988-89 basketball season as 
he set freshm an  sco ring  
re c o rd s , led  s u rp r is in g  
Louisiana State into its 11th 
s t r a i g h t  p o s ts e a s o n  
tournam en t and made A ll- 
A m erica , on ly  the second 
freshman ever to do so.

“ I guess I ’ m ju s t m ore 
re laxed around you guys,”  
Jackson said. “ I ’m used to 
you.”

But there ’s more to it than 
that. Faced w ith  a choice of 
s u m m e r jo b s ,  Ja ckso n  
deliberately took an internship 
w ith  the public relations firm  of 
Gus Weill. Jackson was the first 
athlete ever accepted fo r the 
part-tim e job  open to an LSU 
student every summer.

“ I d id n 't take any (public 
speak ing) courses, bu t I 
w orked in a public relations 
office during  the off-season,”  
he said.

“ Mr. Weill talked to me a lot, 
told me how to ta lk to people, 
what to say. We’d hold pretend 
interviews, and he would tell 
me, Chris, look at me when you 
ta lk  to m e.’ Relax, C hris .’ 
‘Chris, is this what you really 
want to say?’ ”

Weill is a published novelist, 
b iographer, p la yw rig h t and 
poet as well as a kingm aker 
w ith  a h is tory o f successful 
m anagem en t o f p o lit ic a l 
cam paigns over the past 
quarter century.

He laughed at the suggestion 
he had played Pygmalion to 
Jackson’s Galatea. F irs t, he

said, Jackson had a lo t of 
ab ility  to begin w ith, so there 
wasn’t much scu lp ting to be 
done. Second, Le Anne Weill, his 
wife and president o f the firm , 
w orked most d ire c tly  w ith  
Jackson.

Weill did admit one sim ilarity 
w ith  the Greek myth. He fell in 
love w ith his subject.

“ 1 never heard a word o f 
profanity from  his lips,”  Weill 
said. “ I ’ve never heard him 
speak i l l o f another athlete. 
You could p ick the w orst 
basketball player in the world, 
and Chris would find something 
good to say about him.
. “ He’s a m ost d e lig h tfu l, 
clean, quiet, unassuming man.”

A lthough h im se lf an LSU 
graduate, class o f ’55, W eill 
said he never had attended a 
b a s k e tb a ll gam e b e fo re  
becoming a friend  o f Coach 
Dale Brown four years ago. His 
d e s c r ip t io n  o f Ja ckso n ’ s 
summer revealed that Weill had 
accepted the stereotype of the 
“ jock.”

"O ff  the co u rt, there  is 
noth ing o f the athlete about 
Chris,”  W eill said. “ He’s not 
macho, no gold chains around 
his neck. He’s affectionate. He’s 
the sort o f kid you’d love to 
have as a son.

“ This kid is something, l ie ’s 
come up tough, but there’s such 
decency. I hate to use th is 
word, but th e re ’s a p u r ity ’ 
about him.

“ We kept waiting for the bad 
part to emerge. That never 
happened.”

Le Anne W e ill’s evaluation 
was equally glowing, but she 
ta lk e d  m ore  a bo u t the 
fundam enta ls  o f Jackson ’s 
transform ation.

“ His offic ial duty was as my 
assistant," she said. “ Whatever 
1 did, he did. He was right there 
by my side all the time. In this 
business, you have to work w ith 
clients, and you have to put

clients before the camera.
“ As we’d ride back, we’d talk 

about what they did well, what 
they m ight have done better, 
how we helped them.

“ He’s awfully bright, and he 
picked up everyth ing  r ig h t 
away.

“ A lot of his growth, the lack 
o f d iscom fiture , is probably 
ju s t a natura l m aturation. ... 
Here he is from  a small town 
on this great big campus w ith 
everything tha t’s happening. I 
imagine he was pretty much at 
sea.”

Jackson  has T o u re tte
Syndrom e, a n eu ro lo g ica l
d is o rd e r  th a t  causes
in v o lu n ta ry  tw itc h e s  and 
g es tu res  and som etim es

uncontrollable vocal outbursts.
“ Chris and I made a spot this 

sum m er fo r the T ou re tte  
Association — a public service 
spot,”  Mrs. Weill said. “ They’re 
going to start a iring it after the 
season starts.

“ A t the beg inning o f the 
summer, Chris would not have 
done that. He helped w rite  it, 
edit it, and he picked out the 
background music.

“ He's a pro. You want to give 
someone a 30-second speech to 
memorize and speak it sincerely 
before a camera, give it to him.

“ He has a wonderful ear — a 
photographic memory for the 
ear, i f  there is such a thing. His 
in te llect is probably the best

kep t secre t abou t C hris  
Jackson.”

Mrs. W eill, a New York- 
trained dancer, said she knows 
almost nothing o f basketball 
but apprec ia tes the sport 
because of the flu id beauty of 
the athletic moves.

“ Between Gus and me, we 
have three degrees from LSU, 
but w e ’d never attended a 
baske tba ll game — or a 
football game, e ither, for that 
m a tte r.”  she said. “ I don’ t 
know Chris Jackson as a 
basketball p layer, but I do 
know him as a person.

“ Our love fo r Chris is not 
because he can put a ball 
through a hoop.

The last tim e UNLV was 
ranked No. 1 was the 1986-87 
season when the Runnin’ Rebels 
held the top spot for 12 weeks.

LSU, w h ich  w ill  fea tu re  
sophom ore sensation Chris 
Jackson as well as a frontline 
b o ls te re d  by fre s h m a n  
Shaquille O’Neal and Prop 48 
sophomore Stanley Roberts, 
had 14 first-p lace votes and 
1,447 points, 16 more than 
Syracuse, which had eight first- 
place votes.

HEMPSTEAD, N.Y. (AP) — 

Ken O’Brien has been a New 
York Jet fo r nearly  seven 
seasons. He has been a 
battered p layer fo r most of 
that time.

Considering that, for anyone 
to question O’B rien ’s guts on 
one play has Coach Joe Walton 
incensed.

“ The way I see the play is it 
could happen to anybody,”

Even a New York Times 
columnist ripped into O’Brien 
fo r "w im p in g  o u t ’ ’ and 
questioned i f  his teammates 
might think O’Brien had lost his 
nerve.

tough fo o tb a ll p laye r and 
played very tough under trying 
situations.

“ And to ins inua te  he is 
anything else but a tough guy 
disappoints me.

“ 1 th ink some o f the press 
and media ought to re-evaluate 
when they start ta lking about a 
tough football player.”

Oliver had no doubts about 
why O’Brien didn’t score.

“ If  he dove, he could’ve made 
it, but he ju s t fo lded,”  the 
rookie said. “ I saw his face.

O’Brien has taken uncounted 
hits during his career.

Even this year, w ith  the Jets 2-8 
and going nowhere and w ith  a 
mediocre offense that O'Brien 
hasn’t been able to spark, his 
fo rtitude  never has been in 
doubt.

Oilers win barnburner 26-24 over Bengals in 4th quarter
Zendejas’ 4th field goal lifts Houston

Darville says he ‘never discussed’ payments with Holtz
MINNEAPOLIS (AP) — A 

former University of Minnesota 
adm inistrator testified Monday 
tha t basketball coach Clem 
Haskins knew of cash payments 
to players, but said he never 
discussed such payments w ith 
former Gophers football coach 
Lou Holtz.

Luther Darville, on tr ia l for 
a lle g e d ly  s te a lin g  a bo u t 
$186,000 from the university 
for his personal use, refused to 
identify any current football or 
basketball players who received 
money from him.

Darville has said he gave the 
money to needy students and 
athletes at the behest o f his 
superio rs, inc lu d ing  fo rm e r 
university Vice President Frank 
Wilderson. Wilderson and other 
university officials have denied 
any kn ow led ge  o f any 
payments.

Darville headed the Office of 
M inority  and Special Student 
A ffa irs until he was fired in 
A p ril 1988. He told Hennepin 
County D is tric t Court ju ro rs  
Monday that a system of cash

payments to university football 
players began under Coach Joe 
Salem and continued a fte r 
Holtz, currently at Notre Dame, 
took over at Minnesota.

“ I d idn ’t have to discuss it 
w ith him. Certain things were in 
place,”  Darville said of Holtz.

Darville was asked by defense 
a tto rn ey  James Law ton i f  
Holtz, who le ft M innesota in 
1985, had d irect knowledge of 
the payments.

“ I don’t recall,”  Darville said. 
“ He d id  not give i t  and 
encourage it  d irec tly  ... He 
d idn ’t want to be involved in 
c e rta in  th in g s ,”  he said, 
a d d in g , “ He was ve ry  
cautious.”

Holtz and Salem have denied 
any knowledge of payments to 
athletes, as has Haskins.

D arv ille  tes tified  th a t he 
rece ived  abou t $186,000  
dollars in cash payments for 
dorm fees by m inority students 
attending a special orientation 
program run by his office from 
1983-87.

“ Did the coaches know ?”

asked prosecutor Pete Connors.
“ Yes,”  replied Darville.

“ Who?”  asked Connors.
“ Clem Haskins. I had to pay 

bills for his athletes,”  Darville 
replied.

Earlier, Darville was asked by 
Lawton, “ Was (Haskins) fu lly  
aware you were p rov id ing  
fin a n c ia l assistance to his 
players?”

“ Yes, he w as,”  D a rv ille  
responded.

Asked by Connors whether he 
th ou gh t g iv in g  m oney to 
student-athletes violated NCAA 
rules, Darville replied, “ I was 
not fu lly  aware o f the NCAA 
rules. I d idn’t really th ink about 
it .”

The NCAA is aw a iting  the 
tr ia l’s outcome before deciding 
w h e th e r to pena lize  the 
university’s athletic program.

Fitzgerald tem porarily halted 
the tr ia l late in the day after 
Connors asked Darville  which 
members of the 1984 football 
team received cash payments 
from him in addition to Valdez

Baylor, Tony Hunter and Andre 
Gilbert, who testified earlier.

“ I can’t reveal their names ... 
because it would essentially 
affect the ir careers,”  Darville 
said.

A fter Connors asked him  at 
least tw ice more to provide 
a dd itiona l names from  the 
1984 football team, Fitzgerald 
to ld  D arv ille , “ S ir, th a t is 
app rop ria te  in fo rm a tio n  to 
disclose at this tim e.”

“ Your honor, I cannot, s ir,”  
Darville said.

Fitzgerald then asked ju ro rs  
to leave the courtroom  and 
Lawton and Darville also left to 
confer. When they returned, 
L a w to n , C o n n o rs  and 
Fitzgerald conferred privately 
before Fitzgerald dismissed the 
ju ry  for the day and said the 
tria l would resume at 9:15 a.m. 
Tuesday.

E a r lie r  M onday, D a rv ille  
testified that he was assigned 
to the university athletic office 
for the firs t six months of 1984 
because Holtz was concerned 
w ith  academic and m orale

problems and reported racial 
tension between w h ite  and 
black athletes.

“ He had apparently asked for 
h e lp ,”  D a rv ille  said. “ He
wanted the academic problems 
dea lt w ith . He was very 
concerned that harmony exist.”

D arv ille  said he collected 
about $27,000 in  cash fo r 
dorm itory fees in the firs t year 
o f the summer program  in 
1983 and did not deposit the 
money in university accounts. 
Instead, he said, he kept it in 
his desk.

He said he later informed his 
superiors, including Wilderson, 
that he had not deposited the 
money.

“ He to ld  me not to w orry  
about it at the time. He told me 
we’d decide what to do about it 
la ter on,”  Darville said. Later, 
Darville said, “ I was told, ‘Let’s 
use some o f this cash to help 
the players w ith  extra needs 
because we have to keep our 
stars happy.’”

HOUSTON (AP) — Tony 
Zendejas’ fourth  fie ld goal of 
the game w ith  no tim e le ft 
capped a fou rth -qua rte r duel 
between W arren Moon and 
Boomer Esiason that gave the 
Houston Oilers a 26-24 victory 
over C incinnati and put the 
Bengals’ hopes o f another 
Super Bow l t r ip  in  deep 
jeopardy.

Zendejas’ 27-yard kick came 
at the end of a 70-yard drive 
engineered by Moon that began 
w ith  4:47 rem a in in g  a fte r 
Esiason had twice brought the 
Bengals from behind.

Esiason, who left last week’s 
game in the firs t quarter w ith a 
bruised lung, threw a 73-yard 
touchdown pass to tigh t end 
Rodney Holm an a fte r the 
Bengals had fallen behind lb -  
13. He then completed two long 
passes to set up Jim Breech’s 
38-yard field goal w ith 7:27 left 
th a t p ro v id e d  a 24-23  
Cincinnati lead.

The loss left the Bengals at 5- 
5, two games behind Cleveland 
in the AFC Central and a game 
beh ind  the O ile rs , 6-4. 
C inc inn a ti also has w ha t 
appears to be the toughest 
rem ain ing  schedule o f the 
three.

The heroics a ll came in a 
firew orks-filled  fourth quarter 
that started after Zendejas had 
kicked field goals of 32, 42 and 
37 yards over a 4 1/2-m inute 
span late in the th ird  period

and early in the fourth to give 
Houston a 16-13 lead.

A ll were set up by the Oilers’ 
special teams, which also had 
scored the Benga ls ’ on ly  
touchdown to that point when 
Johnny Meads blocked a Lee 
Johnson punt and Eugene Seale 
fell on it in the end zone.

Just 57 seconds la te r, the 
Bengals were back in fron t, 
courtesy o f the Esiason-to- 
Holman pass.

That lead lasted less than 90 
seconds. Moon h it Leonard 
Harris for 36 yards, got a 15- 
yard face-mask call tacked on, 
then h it H arris  again fo r 23 
yards and a touchdown, the 
firs t o f H a rris ’ four years in 
the NFL.

Back came the Bengals as 
Esiason h it Tim  McGee for 40 
yards and Holman for 20 to set 
up the Breech kick that made it 
24-23 w ith  7:33 left.

Robinson, Liebscher combine for 46 points in Irish loss

The B u lg a ria n  w om en ’s 
national team arrived in .Joyce 
ACC Saturday sporting  some 
rather unique, tigh t silky red 
uniforms that looked as i f  the 
squad had borrowed them from 
some 1970s jogging fanatics.

But perhaps the Bulgarians 
were more concerned w ith their 
play than their appearance.

That seemed to be the case as 
they outlasted the Notre Dame 
women’s basketball team 78-73 
down the home stretch.

The Irish, who lost two post 
players, senior Annie Schwartz 
and freshman Dionne Smith to 
knee in juries, had the ir work 
cut out for them on the boards, 
as o n ly  6 1  sophom ore  
M arga re t N ow lin  and 6 ’ 5 
freshman Majenica Rupe were 
left to battle a Bulgarian squad 
that sported five players over 
six feet.

“ It was evident that we are 
weak in the post and in 
rebounding,”  Irish head coach 
M uffet McGraw said. “ W ith 
Dionne and Annie out w ith  
injuries, we’re going to have to 
tig h te n  up our p e r im e te r

de fense and hope th a t 
Margaret Nowlin and Majenica 
Rupe mature quickly.

“We haven’t necessarily been 
tra in ing  since Oct. 15 to play 
Bulgaria, but I wanted us to 
look better in spots. Some good 
things came of the game, but 
we have a lot o f work to do 
before we open our season at 
the Central Florida Classic. ”

Despite McGraw’s pessimism 
about her rather small squad's 
play in  the paint, the Irish, lead 
by K riss i Davis and Sara 
l. ie b s c h e r ’s com b ined  13 
rebounds, actually held a slight 
35-34 advantage over the 
Bulgarians.

Both teams seemed trapped 
in a stupor at the start o f the 
firs t half, but the Bulgarians 
fina lly  broke the scoreless tie 
after more than three minutes 
o f  p lay  and n u m e ro u s  
unsuccessful trips down court.

The score was tied five times 
in the first ha lf alone, including 
the 38-38 deadlock the teams 
took into the lockerroom  at 
halftime.

Notre Dame seemed stymied 
offensively th roughou t w hat 
proved to be a see saw battle 
w ith  the Bulgarian team, but 
it's  floor general, ju n io r  point 
guard Karen Robinson tossed 
in 16 points in the first half, en 
ro u te  to  a 25 p o in t  
performance, to keep the Irish 
in contention.
