Environmental protection can 
be profitable for large corpora­
tions, Grant Smith said in a 
lecture Thursday concerning 
toxic waste in Indiana.

Smith, director o f the Indiana 
Toxic Action Project, said that 
profitable environmental mea­
sures are dependent upon the 
shift in policy from waste man-
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agement to pollution preven­
tion.

Corporations and the gov­
ernment cu rren tly  focus the ir 
policies on toxic waste d is­
posal, accord ing to Smith. 
However, the most popular 
methods o f disposal, incinera­
tion and landfill, do not prevent 
exposure to waste.

“Toxic waste cannot be com­
pletely destroyed; the public is 
exposed in one way or an­
other,” Smith said.

Landfills can leak and incin­
era tion releases toxic waste 
in to  the atm osphere, Smith 
said. Other methods o f waste 
disposal po llu te  rive rs  and 
groundwater. Government and 
corporate support o f off-site 
recycling o f waste is not envi­
ronmentally effective either, he 
said.

Pollution prevention can be 
profitable, according to Smith, 
because, “ When an industry 
doesn’t produce waste, it  saves
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a trem endous am oun t o f 
money,” because transpo rta ­
tion and disposal o f waste as 
well as the ir liab ility  would be 
eliminated.

Sm ith’s group has proposed 
legislation making it manda­
tory fo r re ta ile rs to publicize 
the use o f alternative products 
to ones tha t are po ten tia lly  
harmful to the atmosphere. He 
cited as an example the use of 
vinegar and water as a cleaning 
agent in place o f one which 
contains ch loro flourocarbons 
(CPC’s).

For farm ers, low - or no­
chemical agriculture can reduce 
their total outlay by as much as 
a th ird  w ithou t substantia lly  
a ffecting the volume o f the 
crop, he said.

Smith noted that curren tly  
food is being overproduced and 
left to ro t in warehouses, so a 
slight decrease in production 
would not be a liab ility . Smith 
endorsed this solution particu­
la rly  for independent farm ers 
and secondarily fo r corporate 
farms.

“ Smaller farm s are more 
economically and environmen­
tally efficient,” he said.

The state o f Indiana is in  a 
particu la r bind, according to 
Smith, as it  is cu rren tly  the 
sixth largest em itte r o f toxic 
m ateria ls in the country and 
the sixteenth in toxic watei 
emissions.

In addition, 37 off-site recy­
cling areas in the state have 
been c ited  fo r Superfund 
cleanup efforts. While stating 
that the public supports envi­
ronm ental efforts, Smith said 
that lack o f government in te r­
est on the state level has led to 
this situation.

Even on the national level. 
Sm ith said, a new EPA b ill 
mixes preventive measures w ith 
waste management measures 
inc lu d ing  o ff-s ite  recyc ling , 
thus d ilu ting  the impact of the 
preventive legislation.

The Ind iana  Toxic Action  
Project is a member organiza­
tion  o f the C itizens’ Action 
Coalition(CAC). The CAC is 
com prised  o f un ions and 
church, urban, and env iron ­
mental groups, and is con­
cerned w ith  issues o f energy 
conservation, health care, and 
the environment, among others.

Consisting o f 150,000 mem­
bers and founded in 1975, the 
CAC’s p rim ary  purpose is to 
recommend leg is la tion, and, 
according to Smith, “ ...to work 
on sensible policies fo r busi­
nesses and consumers.”

Charity Ball is effort to 
alleviate world hunger

The 1990 Charity Ball, a 
jo in t e ffo rt by the Notre 
Dame and Saint M a ry ’s 
com m unities to a llev ia te  
world hunger, w ill take place 
tonight in the North Dining 
Hall at Notre Dame.

The goal o f the ball is to 
raise money to support both 
the Michiana Food Bank and 
the Catholic Relief Services.

The efforts o f the Notre 
Dame and Saint M a ry ’s 
communities began in 1983 
when the firs t Charity Ball 
was held in response to the 
food crisis in Ethiopia. That 
year the event raised over 
$10,000 fo r the Catholic 
Relief Services. Last year the 
ball raised $5,000 which was 
d iv ided between Catholic 
R e lie f Services and the 
M ichiana Food Bank.

Catholic Relief Services is a 
n o n -p ro f it  o rg a n iz a tio n  
which provides both devel­
opm ent assistance and 
emergency re lie f to seventy 
countries and 15 m illion  
people world wide. The self- 
help programs provided in ­
clude areas such as n u tr i­
tion, mother and child health 
care, sanita tion, food p ro ­
duction and other long term 
community development ac­
tivities.

The M ichiana Food Bank 
is also a non-p ro fit charity

organization which acts as a 
bridge between the food in ­
dustry and charity  feeding 
programs. This bank is only 
one o f 200 food banks which 
exist nationally and one o f 
nine food banks located in 
Indiana, a ll o f which are 
part o f the Second Harvest 
N a t io n a l Food B ank 
Network.

Part o f the money raised 
at the ball w ill go to the food 
bank which is currently serv­
ing 70 charitable agencies in 
five counties o f northe rn  
Indiana. The warehouse in 
South Bend alone has dis­
tribu ted  nearly 1.5 m illion  
pounds o f food since it 
opened.

The cost to run the Charity 
Ball this year is $3,000 w ith 
a goal of $8,000 to be raised 
for Catholic Relief Services 
and the M ich iana  Food 
Bank.

The honorary chairm an 
for this years ball is Father 
Malloy. His e ffo rts  along 
w ith  those of Notre Dame 
and Saint M ary ’s and the 
South Bend community have 
been strong so far and the 
vo lunteers hope to prove 
tha t strength  by reaching 
th e ir  $8,000 goal th is  
evening.

A Notre Dame student was 
attacked Thursday at 2:10 a.m. 
in  the D6 parking lo t west of 
the ROTC building.

This is second attack on a 
female student in the past two 
days that has been reported to 
Notre Dame Security.

The v ic tim  was w ea ring  
stereo headphones as she 
walked cast away from  her 
parked car. She heard a voice 
she described as “deep” call her 
nam e, a cco rd in g  to M ike 
Garvey, assistant d irec to r of 
P u b lic  R e la t io n s  and 
Inform ation.

A t that point, the student 
was seized from behind by the 
le ft shoulder. She was able to 
free herself by struggling out of 
her jacke t. She then fled to 
Lyons Hall where she reported 
the attack to a hall m onitor 
who im m e d ia te ly  n o tif ie d  
Security, according to the re­
port.

According to Chuck Hurley, 
assistant d irecto r o f Security, 
there, “ appear to be some sim i­
larities between the description 
o f th is a ttacker and the one 
from Easter Sunday.” A Saint 
M a ry ’s s tu d e n t re p o rte d  
Wednesday that she was a t­
tacked w hile  on her way to 
Easter mass at Notre Dame.

When asked i f  there was the 
p oss ib ility  tha t the a ttacker 
was a student, H urley said,

Environmental protection ‘profitable’

BEIRUT, Lebanon (AP) — 
P ro -Iran ian  kidnappers said 
T hu rsday  they postponed 
indefin ite ly  the release o f an 
American hostage because the 
United States refused to send a 
se n io r S tate D e p a rtm e n t 
official to Syria.

The Islam ic Jihad for the 
L ibera tion  o f Palestine in a 
lengthy statement repeated its 
demand that John Kelly, U.S. 
assistant secretary of state for 
Near Eastern a ffa irs , fly to 
Damascus.

It also renewed threats to 
attack je tlin e rs  and a irpo rts  
used to transport thousands of 
Soviet Jewish em igrants to 
Israel. Much o f the 500-word 
communique was devoted to the 
rise in Jewish emigrants, who 
A rab  leade rs  say could  
strengthen Israel and displace 
Palestinians from the occupied 
territories.

In Damascus. Syrian Foreign 
M inister Farouk al-Sharaa said 
his governm ent has “ been 
e xe rtin g  a g re a t deal o f 
in f lu e n c e ’ ’ to secure the 
hostage release by Sunday. He 
would not elaborate.

P resident Bush said the 
U nited States has “ been 
disappointed before”  by dashed 
hopes fo r the release o f 
A m e ric a n  hostages and 
repeated that he w ill not meet 
the demands of kidnappers.

“ The United States does not 
knuckle under to demands, ” 
said Bush when asked why he 
did not d ispatch Ke lly  to 
Damascus.

Bush’s stand was criticized by 
an Arab-American leader and a

re lative  o f Am erican hostage 
Terry Anderson.

Anderson’s sister, Peggy Say, 
told CBS News she was “ totally 
puzzled by the a ttitude  o f 
reluctance to move forw ard 
and get on w ith  this. I f  they 
want John Kelly, send them 
John Kelly.”

M.T. Mehdi, president of the 
A m e ric a n -A ra b  R e la tio n s  
Committee in New York, said in 
a statement tha t the United 
S ta te s  “ fu m b le d ”  the  
opportunity to help release a 
hostage.

The kidnappers’ statement 
was accompanied by an instant 
photograph o f Robert Polhill, 
one o f three U.S. educators 
held by the group since Jan. 24, 
1987. It was delivered to the 
B e iru t newspaper an-Nahar 
and to a Western news agency.

In a communique Wednesday, 
the group said Kelly should go 
to Damascus “ to coordinate 
some final steps to guarantee 
success w ith in  48 hours.”  They 
said a hostage would be freed 
w ith in  that time frame but did 
not say which one.

The White House refused to 
dispatch Kelly. Doing so would 
either have engaged the United 
States in negotiations over the 
hostages o r g iven  th a t
appearance, a sen ior U.S. 
o ffic ia l explained Wednesday 
night.

H o w e v e r ,  th e  U .S .
Ambassador to Syria, Edward 
D je r jia n , fle w  back to 
Damascus on Thursday. He and

More than 30,000 people in the Australian out­

back city of Brisbane have been isolated by near-record 
floods, police said Friday. Farm ing d istricts in central 
and southern Queensland state were hardest h it by rising 
flood waters that followed three weeks o f heavy rain. 
Meteorologists said the flooding was the w orst in the 
area for 40 years. Most of the normally dusty roads in the 
region were awash, forcing animals to high ground and 
many families from their homes.

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Abortion debate is over, professor says

The debate on abortion is 
over and the pro-life movement 
won years ago.

That is the view of Valparaiso 
I .aw Professor John Potts. To 
support his contention, Potts 
c ites W ebs te r's  C o lleg ia te  
Dictionary. The dictionary de­
fines child as, “ an unborn or 
recently born person.”

Potts said that “ the denial of 
the fact that unborn are human 
beings has the intellectual sta­
tus o f contending tha t the 
Earth is fla t.”

His comments came yesterday 
as part o f P ro-L ife  Day at 
Notre Dame. Events and speak­
ers were sponsored by ND/SMC 
Right to Life.

Potts focused on two issues 
as he discussed the future of 
the pro-life movement, local ac­
tiv ity and an upcoming pro-life 
rally in Washington, D C.

One area in which he believes 
the pro-life  movement should

focus is “ increased political and 
local activity.” 

lie  said that this year there 
were attempts to pass a ban on 
sex-selected abortions, but that 
the leg is la tion  fa iled to be 
passed. There was a failed at­
tempt to pass an informed con­
sent law in Indiana.

Potts also discussed local 
p ro -life  activities in Northern 
Indiana.

He said that in Valparaiso, 
there are already seven buses 
going to the A p ril 28 ra lly  in 
W ashington. Professor Potts 
appealed to students to go to 
the ra lly , and said that i f  any 
ND students are interested in 
attending, they should contact 
h im  through the Valparaiso 
Law School.

“ In a non-musical sense, this 
is our W oodstock," he said, 
predicting that at least 200,000 
would attend and it could be 
the largest rally ever.

Potts gave the last ta lk in a 
day of pro-life speeches and ac­
tivities at ND

Preceding Potts was a video 
titled “ Champions for L ife” and 
a speech by Chris Godfrey, a 
member o f the 1986 New York 
G i a n t s  S u p e r b o w l
Championship Team.

A symbolic graveyard was set 
up near the LaFortune Student 
Center, made up o f 100 small 
white crosses. Each cross rep­
resented 16,000 abortions con­
ducted in  the U.S. each year, 
according to Maria Rhomberg, 
one o f the organizers o f the 
day.

“ The speakers were excel­
len t," said Rhomberg, adding 
that she was disappointed w ith 
the turnout. She said that the 
low tu rnout was due to “ a lot 
of factors,” noting the time o f 
year, the fact that people may 
not have known about the 
speakers and apathy as possi­
ble reasons.

She said that she hopes that

ND administration expresses optimism about recycling program

Despite operating at a loss, 
the Notre Dame adm inistration 
has expressed optimism in the 
re cyc lin g  process at the 
U n ive rs ity  in the fo llow ing  
years.

“The costs have been higher 
than what we have been paid 
for the recycled items," said 
James Lyphout, assistant vice 
president for Business Affairs, 
“ And that's because, as w ith  
any program, the starting costs 
were high.”

According to Lyphout, rev­
enues from  the period  o f 
October 1989 to February 1990 
were $7,677 while the costs for 
the same period have been

$11,268, but should even out by 
next year.

“ The routine operating costs 
are going to be a lot less, obvi­
ously, than the starting  costs," 
said Lyphout. “ When that hap­
pens, the revenues w ill start to 
outpace the costs.”

Lyphout said the recycling is 
being handled by Superio r 
Waste Systems o f South Bend, 
in  c o n ju n c tio n  w ith  the 
University and student groups. 
Janitors carry out the materials 
to be picked up by a University 
maintenance truck which, in 
tu rn , deposits them  in  a 
ce n tra lly  located dum pster. 
Superior Waste Systems then 
picks up the container for pro­
cessing  and c re d its  the 
University w ith  the poundage.

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“ There’s been no money re ­
ceived because we have been 
buying our boxes and liners 
fro m  S u p e r io r  W a s te  
(Systems), so we’re jus t having 
them credit our expenses w ith 
the revenue. So the re ’s no 
money changing hands ye t,” 
said Lyphout.

“ As a m atter o f fact,” said 
Lyphout, “ we still owe them 
about $2,000, but by the end of 
the year, we should be even.” 

The newspaper and glass re­
cycling processes, according to

Lyphout, have not been im ple­
mented to a great extent on 
campus.

“We’ve tried the most obvious 
things, and as we become more 
fa m ilia r w ith  w hat it  takes, 
we’ll become a little  more so­
phisticated in our efforts,” said 
Lyphout.

The recycling o f newspapers, 
according to Lyphout, is being 
done fo r ecological purposes 
rather than fo r the sake o f f i­
nancial gain resu lting  in the 
process.

“ U n fo rtuna te ly  r ig h t now, 
there is no financial value for 
the newspapers,” said Lyphout. 
“As a m atter o f fact, some re­
cyclers are charging to pick up 
the papers. There is ju s t no 
market for them.”

There has been no m ajor 
problem w ith the recycling pro­
cess thus far, said Lyphout.

“ I have had a couple of com­
plaints from rectors who don’t 
like the boxes in the residence 
halls. They th ink  they are 
una ttractive  and a nuisance; 
however, they’ve all cooperated. 
There’s been no real problem, “ 
said Lyphout.

Lyphout expressed confidence 
in the progress o f the program 
in  its inaugural year.

“ I think, all things considered, 
i t  has been fa irly  successful, ” 
said Lyphout. “ W ith the same 
kind of cooperation next year, I 
th in k  w e ’ ll have a good 
program that might even turn a 
little  b it of profit.

Groupe Bull
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Toxic chemicals still 
prominent, ERA says

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
nation ’s factories released 
4.6 b illion  pounds o f toxic 
chemicals, including scores 
o f carcinogens, in 1988, the 
E nv ironm enta l P rotection 
Agency reported Thursday. 
More than ha lf o f the pollu­
tants went into the air,

The p o llu tio n , em itted  
from  19,762 in d u s tr ia l 
plants nationw ide, was 9 
percent less than a year ear­
lie r, but the EPA said the 
decline may be a result of 
better record keeping.

EPA o ffic ia ls  cautioned 
that they are unable from 
the raw  figures, the latest 
ava ilab le , to assess the 
health risks to individuals. 
The data do not take into 
account levels o f tox ic ity , 
release concentrations and 
actual exposure.

Nevertheless, federal o ffi­
cials have been surprised at 
the high volume of releases 
o f toxic chemicals in both 
1987, when 5 billion pounds 
o f po llu tion  was reported, 
and 1988. The reporting re­
quirem ent covers 332 toxic 
chemicals.

“ The figures are absolutely 
shocking ,”  declared Rep. 
Gerry Sikorski, D-Minn., who 
along w ith  several o ther 
members o f Congress ob­
tained a special computer 
run on the EPA figures and 
provided additional details 
about the releases.

Among the chemicals rou­
tinely em itted from indus­
tr ia l sources were 77 ca r­
cinogens. The most widely

released cance r-caus ing  
c h e m ic a l— 115 m il l io n
pounds—was
dichloromethane, a chemical 
often used as an industria l 
solvent and paint stripper.

Industry released a total of 
281 m illion  pounds o f car­
cinogens, includ ing chem i­
cals such as arsenic, benzene 
and vinyl chloride.

“ We’ve got to bring these 
pollu tion numbers dow n,”  
EPA A dm in is tra to r W illiam  
Reilly said as he released the 
latest data.

C lean-air legislation that 
already has passed the Sen­
ate and is being considered 
in the House would impose 
stringent controls on toxic 
industria l chemicals and re­
quire companies to use the 
best available technology to 
curb releases.

Under cu rren t law , the 
EPA is required to deal w ith 
each chemical separately. In 
more than a decade, it has 
placed controls on only eight 
o f the hundreds o f toxic 
chemicals in use. Many o f the 
chem icals, however, are 
subject to local and state 
regulation.

The releases reported by 
industry, however, are legal 
and w ith in  federa l stan­
dards, officials said.

Chemical and allied indus­
tries accounted fo r about 
h a lf o f the tota l releases. 
Two states with a concentra­
tio n  o f p e tro c h e m ic a l 
p la n ts — L o u is ia n a  and
Texas—accounted for more 
than one-fourth of the totals.

The day begins at 9 a.m. w ith 
a five k ilom eter run through 
campus, the “ Nature Streak,” 
according to Michael Garvey, 
assistant d irec to r o f the de­
partm ent o f Public Relations 
and Information. Students may 
register in the dining halls.

Later a mass w ill take place 
at the Grotto at 11:30 a.m. 
Father Edward M alloy and 
Father Michael Himes w ill pre­
side. Afterwards there w ill be a 
tree p lan ting  ceremony, at 
12:30 p.m.

From noon un til 7:30 p.m. 
there w ill be an Earth Day Fair 
on the Fieldhouse Mall. The fair 
w ill feature campus bands, re­
freshments and inform ation on 
the environment. The afternoon 
w ill also include activ ities to 
heighten awareness o f envi­
ronmental issues, such as an 
Earth Day obstacle course, a 
Styrofoam sculpture bu ild ing  
contest and a toxins scavenger 
hunt.

James Dailey, president o f the 
Env ironm enta l Action  Club, 
said that the goal o f the day is 
“ to make students more aware 
o f environm enta l issues and 
what they can do individually to 
a lle v ia te  the  (p ro b le m s  
concerning the environm ent).” 
The theme of the day is, “ Who 
Says You Can’ t Save the 
W orld?”

Dailey said tha t his group 
participated in the South Bend 
Earth  Day ce leb ra tion  last 
year, and wanted to hold some­
th ing at Notre Dame. “ There 
has been a big push because it 
is Earth Day’s tw entie th  an­
niversary.

composed o f a cross-section of 
leaders from  business, educa­
tional and volunteer organiza­
tions each having previous ex­
perience w ith  prom oting ser­
vice. It includes the presidents 
and ch ie f executive officers of 
IBM, Coca-Cola, W all Disney, 
and NBC, and several other in ­
dividuals involved in education 
and service organizations.

“ The main reason I accepted

United Way
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Norway will sell oil to 
Lithuania if necessary

OSLO, N o rw ay  (AP) — 
Norway said Thursday tha t 
L ithuania is free to buy its oil, 
but it urged Moscow to l if t  an 
energy embargo against the 
Baltic republic before outside 
supplies are needed.

A L ithuan ian delegation led 
by Prime M in is te r Kazim iera 
Prunskiene sought support 
from  Norwegian leaders, but 
there were no immediate con­
tracts or offers o f government 
aid, said Foreign M inister Kjell 
Magne Bondevik.

“ Norway has not used, and 
w ill not use, o il as a foreign 
policy to o l,”  Bondevik said, 
adding that it was up to the oil 
companies to decide whether to 
sell to Lithuania.

The Oslo trip , planned weeks 
ago, coincided w ith  the decision 
by Soviet President M ikhail 
Gorbachev to close the tap ol 
crude o il and res tric t natura l 
gas supplies to L ithuan ia  for

refusing to scrap pro-indepen­
dence laws.

“ We were expecting th is ,”  
Mrs. Prunskiene said when told 
by reporters of the cutback on 
n a tu ra l gas. “ We believe 
L ithuania w ill survive w ithout 
natural gas, but life w ill be re­
duced, cut o ff from  norm a l 
possibilities.”

Norway pumps 1.5 m illion  
barrels a day from  North Sea 
fields, making it the second- 
largest exporte r outside the 
OPEC oil cartel. It also exports 
natural gas, but i t  has no way 
to deliver it to Lithuania.

Bondevik said he summoned 
Soviet Ambassador Alexandre 
Teterine to express Norway’s 
opposition to the use o f eco­
nom ic p ressure  to th w a rt 
Lithuania’s independence drive.

He said Norway favored flex­
ib ility  by both Moscow and 
Lithuania and urged negotia­
tions w ithout pressure or pre­
conditions, before the conflic t

USSR shuts off most of Baltic gas
VILNIUS, U.S.S B. (AP) — 

The Krem lin tightened its eco­
nom ic squeeze Thursday on 
L ithuania by shutting o ff more 
than 80 percent o f the Baltic 
repub lic ’s gas supply follow ing 
a complete cutoff o f oil the pre­
vious night.

The independence-minded re­
pub lic prom ptly  ordered that
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the firs t to lose the ir energy 
supplies w ill be Soviet m ilita ry  
bases and factories run  by 
Moscow, according to the par­
liam ent’s press office.

Soviet P res iden t M ik h a il 
Gorbachev started his most 
d ra s tic  a tte m p t to fo rce  
L ithuan ia  to re tre a t from  its 
March 11 declaration o f inde­
pendence late Wednesday when 
a pipeline to Lithuania’s only oil 
refinery was shut off.

L ithuan ian Energy M in is ter 
Leonas Asmantas ordered im ­
mediate gasoline ra tion ing  of 
30 liters per month fo r private 
cars, a cco rd in g  to Daina 
Kalendra o f the parliam entary 
press office. A lite r is s lightly 
more than one quart.

“ Where we can give up the 
use o f gas, gasoline, any heat­
ing or ligh ting, le t us do this, 
and then we w ill be able to sur­
vive longer and, maybe, we w ill 
not be in tim ida ted  by these 
s a n c t io n s , ’ ’ g o v e rn m e n t 
spokesman Ceslovas Jursenas 
said on Lithuanian radio.

He said that in the areas of 
fuel and power, L ithuanians 
would be put on “ a starvation 
diet.”

L ithuania , fo rc ib ly  incorpo­
rated into the Soviet Union in 
1940, is entirely dependent on 
Moscow fo r its o il and gas, 
which it receives at below-mar- 
ket prices.

Soviet F o re ig n  M in is try  
spokesman Vadim Perfiliev told 
re p o r te rs  T h u rsd a y  th a t 
Moscow “ m ig h t have some 
other res tric tions”  to impose 
on Lithuania, but he refused to 
elaborate.

In Key Largo, Fla., President 
Bush and v is it in g  French 
President Francois M itterrand 
said they were both “ deeply 
disturbed”  by the Krem lin ’s re­
cent steps regarding Lithuania. 
Bush to ld  reporte rs he was 
“ considering appropriate mea­
sures to be taken in ligh t o f 
Soviet actions.”

Asmantas said the 96 facto­
r ies in  L ithu an ia n  run  by 
Moscow m in istries and Soviet 
m ilita ry  bases would be the 
firs t to feel the pinch o f short 
supplies.

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EPA rejects 
pesticic 
petition

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
E n v iro n m e n ta l P ro te c tio n  
Agency on Thursday rejected a 
petition from environmentalists 
asking that any pesticide that 
poses even a slight cancer risk 
be prohibited for use on pro­
cessed foods.

The EPA affirm ed its in ten­
tion not to use the “ zero-toler­
ance”  standard in cases where 
the cancer risk is considered 
neg lig ib le . Several suits are 
pending before various federal 
courts challenging the EPA po­
sition.

Under a provision o f the fed­
eral pesticide laws, a cancer- 
causing pesticide must be pro­
hib ited for use on processed 
food products i f  even the 
sligh test residue levels are 
found. The “ zero to lerance”  
standard is called the Delaney 
Clause a fter the congressman 
who pushed for its enactment.

The EPA in 1988 concluded 
that because o f modern tech­
niques that can discern even 
exceedingly small amounts of 
pesticide residue, it would not 
invoke the Delaney Clause in 
cases where residue levels were 
"negligible.”

That prompted several envi­
ronm ental groups, inc lud ing  
the Natural Resources Defense 
Council, to file a petition chal­
lenging the EPA policy.

Having lived in the economi­
ca lly and p o litica lly  ravaged 
country o f Peru, Bishop Juan 
C ipriani’s lecture last night of­
fered insights and perceptions, 
from  the C hurch ’s po in t of 
view, on the state o f this im ­
poverished  area in  L a tin  
America.

“ The economic s ituation in 
Ayacucho (Peru) is h o rrib le ,” 
said Cipriani, pointing out that 
the illite racy rate there is close 
to 50 percent and the average 
salary is a meager $20 per 
month.

The Catholic Church, as far 
as day to day life, is taking care 
o f almost 50,000 fam ilies in 
Ayacucho. “ It is in an emer­
gency situation. ” But the cur­
rent aid is not the solution, but 
a bridge to the solution, said 
Cipriani.

The Church is caught between 
the violence o f the te rro ris t 
guerrilla  group known as “ The 
Shining Path,” the corruption 
of the state, and drug dealers. 
“ I try  not to have contact w ith 
the army or w ith the terrorists. 
But I try to let the people know 
that 1 stand for them,” Cipriani 
noted. For fear o f his own 
safety, C ipriani said, “ I am in 
the hands o f God. I have lots of 
peace.”

On the controversial subject 
o f Liberation Theology, Cipriani 
said., “ I ’ve studied it. Eye regd

it. I ’ve met w ith many of its in ­
fluential authors.” He said that 
though Liberation Theology has 
awakened many people up to 
the social problems o f Latin 
America, and they definitely see 
the problems facing the coun­
try, they, however, do not have 
the means to actually solve the 
problems.”

Liberation Theology has dis­
qualified the social doctrines of 
the Church, said Cipriani, “And 
I for one could say that there is 
no institution in the world that 
has done more socially than the 
Catholic Church. ”

As for the in terna l situation, 
C ipriani expressed that he has 
g ro w n  w e a ry  o f  th e  
“ re v o lu tio n a ry  m ovem ents” 
th a t s p rin g  up in L a tin  
America, saying that they are 
short-lived and offer no per­
manent solution.

Cipriani offered hopes that an 
“ International System” could be 
developed tha t could aid in 
stopping the financia l w rong­
doings and exuberant debts ex­
istent in Latin America.

C ip ria n i po inted out tha t 
many bishops or priests would 
not want to go to Ayacucho, 
but that in the Catholic Church 
we must obey the Pope, “ so I 
went.”

C ip r ia n i is the a u x ilia ry  
bishop p f Ayacuchu, Peru. His 
lecture , title d  “ The Catholic 
Church and Social Change in 
Latin Am erica” was given last 
n igh t in Notre Dame’s Law 
School Courtroom.

He is to u r in g  the United 
States to speak about the 
Catholic Church’s involvement 
in the social a ffa irs o f Latin 
America, according to Michael 
G arvey o f N o tre  Dam e’ s 
Department of Public Relations 
and Inform ation.

Bishop C iprian i’s lecture was 
sponsored by the Graduate 
Student Union Inte llectual Life 
Committee and the Center for 
Social Concerns.

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NATO summit on changing 
Europe possible this year

KEY LARGO, Fla. (AP) — 
French P resident Francois 
M itte rrand  on Thursday p ro ­
posed to President George Bush 
that the 16 NATO allies hold a 
sum m it before year’s end to 
discuss the changing face of 
Europe.

M itte rrand , emerging from  
several hours o f ta lks w ith  
Bush at a seaside resort, said 
Bush agreed w ith  the idea.

The summit would discuss the 
“ requirements of the new times 
ahead, ” M itterrand said.

But a ltho ug h  bo th  men 
stressed the im portance o f 
m a in ta in ing  cohesion w ith in  
NATO and m a in ta in ing  U.S. 
troops in  Europe, M itte rrand  
appeared to place more empha­
sis on European self-reliance.

NATO must coordinate more 
closely “ w ith  the other bodies

w ith in  w hich  the a llies find 
th e m se lve s  to g e th e r  in  
Europe,”  including the 12-na­
t io n  E u ropean  Econom ic 
Community and the 35-nation 
Conference on Security and 
Cooperation in  Europe, the 
French president said.

"And I would add a very im ­
portant additional note on this, 
to prepare the Europeans for 
the idea of playing an increased 
role in  w orking fo r the ir own 
defense,”  said Mitterand.

“ And w ith  tha t in m ind, I 
suggested to President Bush, 
and he agreed, that we propose 
to our allies to hold a summit 
o f the alliance before the end of 
the year,”  he said.

M itte rand  said Europeans 
should also speed up their eco­
nomic and political union.

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Half the decade’s drug goals met
Cocaine use rising among adolescents

ATLANTA (AP) — Nearly 
ha lf o f the U.S. government’s 
decade-long goals fo r drug 
and alcohol abuse have been 
met, but others haven’t been 
reached because o f the 
spread o f cocaine use, fed­
eral health researchers said 
Thursday.

Goals set in 1980 for curb­
ing drunken-driv ing deaths, 
a lcohol consum ption and 
cirrhosis w ith in  the decade 
have been met, the national 
Centers for Disease Control 
reported Thursday.

But goals set for teen-age 
and young adult abstinence 
from  drugs and booze have 
been met only in part, as co­
caine use has increased dra­
matically, the CDC said.

“ The percentage o f per­
sons using cocaine at least 
once a week has increased 
from 5.3 percent in  1985 to 
10.5 percent in 1988,”  the 
A tlanta-based agency re ­
ported.

“ Increased use of cocaine 
among adolescents is o f 
particular concern,”  the CDC 
said, noting tha t previously 
published studies say people 
who are younger when they 
firs t try  drugs or alcohol 
have more substance abuse

problems as adults.
However, the CDC said, 

“ Since 1980, substan tia l 
progress has been made to­
w a rd  in c re a s in g  p u b lic  
knowledge and awareness of 
the adverse social and health 
consequences associated 
w ith  the misuse o f alcohol 
and drugs. Risk perception 
has generally increased.”

The goals fo r the end of 
1990 were outlined in a 1980 
report from  the U.S. De­
partm ent of Health and Hu­
man Services. Of eight major 
goals for curbing drug and 
alcohol abuse, the CDC said, 
three have been met, one is 
like ly  to be met and four 
have been met only in part.

Already achieved, accord­
ing to the what the CDC said 
was most recent data avail­
able:

•Fa ta lities from  all alco­
h o l-re la te d  car crashes 
should be less than 9.5 per 
100,000 population per year. 
That level was reached in 
1988, after years of decline.

•C irrhosis deaths should 
be less than 12 per 100,000 
per year. The rate fell from 
13.5 in 1978 to less than 10 
by 1986.

•Per capita consump­
tion o f alcohol should not 
exceed the 1978 level of 2.7 
gallons. By 1987, it stood at 
less than 2.6 gallons, the 
lowest level since 1958.

Probable:
• More than nine in  10 

women should be aware of 
the risks o f pregnancy and 
d rink in g , specifica lly feta l 
a lcoho l syndrom e. Such 
awareness, measured at 73 
percent in a 1979 poll, had 
risen to 88 percent by 1985.

Achieved only in part:
•Adolescents ages 12-17 

abstaining from  alcohol or 
drugs should exceed 1977 
levels. A lcohol abstinence 
rose from 69 percent in 1977 
to 75 percent in 1988, and 
m arijuana abstinence rose 
from  83 percent to 94 per­
cent. But cocaine abstinence 
fell 0.3 percent, from  99.2 
percent o f adolescents to 
98.9 percent.

•Young adults 18-25 re ­
porting frequent drug use — 
five days a month — should 
not exceed 1977 levels. Fre­
quent use o f m arijuana in 
this group declined from 19 
percent in 1977 to 7 percent 
in 1988, but frequent use of 
other drugs rose.

Dorms deserve option of 
two spring SYRs

On Wednesday, the Campus Life Council voted on rec­
ommendations suggested by the Student Government 
Committee’s report on A ll-H all Semi-Formals. A t the 
meeting a recommendation concerning two semi-for- 
mals in the spring, i f  the halls can acquire the neces­
sary attendance, was denied. This decision needs to be 
re-evaluated.

Though students, faculty and adm inistrators on the 
Council said that semi-formals are positive aspects of 
students’ social lives and opportunities for men and 
women to interact, members o f the Adm inistration and 
staff spoke against the idea of two semi-formals in the 
spring. They said that an additional semi-formal would 
suggest that semi-formals are the only opportunities 
for male/female interaction.

However, in the report, students showed great in te r­
est in increasing the number o f semi-formals. Ninety- 
live percent of the students surveyed by the committee 
said that semi-formals were opportunities for positive 
interaction w ith the opposite sex and members of the 
hall and 80 percent stated that they would attend addi­
tional semi-formals. Furtherm ore, many students felt 
that the semi-formals serve a very im portant social 
function and also aids in dating.

Therefore, i f  the students desire more semi-formals, 
they should be granted the opportunity. I f  the halls 
have the adequate funds and the student support, there 
should be no reason why they cannot have more semi- 
formals. In addition, since the semi-formals are seen 
as positive interaction between men and women, addi­
tional semi-formals would give the men and women 
more opportunities to break down the barriers.

“ The real issue is how to be more creative,” as Father 
Michael Sullivan, rector o f Carroll, said. His words 
serve as a challenge to student leaders in Student 
Government, Student Union Board, Student Senate and 
Hall government, to find ways for males and females to 
interact on campus.

Student leaders cannot let the issues brought up in 
this report die. If dorms have the support for two semi- 
formals in the spring, they should be able to hold the 
dances. Finally, students, faculty, staff and adm inistra­
tors need to make a commitment to im proving male 
and female re lations before students are completely 
driven off campus in search of a decent social life.

Over the past few weeks, our 

campus has been bombarded 
w ith  Earth Day supporters at 
the d in ing halls and in the l i ­
b ra ry concourse. 1 was p re tty  
curious at firs t and wondered 
exactly what “ Earth Day” was 
all about. I headed over to the 
lib ra ry  and did a l i t t le  b it o f 
investigating. I hope all o f you 
o u t th e re  w ho are s ig n in g  
pledges and making donations 
read what I discovered, 

i - ’ Paul E h rlic h , a d ire c to r  o f 
Earth Day 1990 who is consid­
ered an “ a u th o r ity ” on e nv i­
ro n m e n ta l issues, p re d ic te d  
that by 1979 all im portant an­
im a l life  in  the sea would  be 
e x tin c t and by 1984 the U.S. 
w ou ld  l i te r a l ly  be “ dy in g  o f 
th irs t.” E hrlich  also proposed 
c o n tro ll in g  the  p o p u la tio n  
through mandatory measures if  
necessary, “ Abortion is a highly 
effective method in the armory 
of population control...Many of 
my colleagues feel th a t some 
sort o f compulsory b irth  regu­
la tio n  w ou ld  be necessary to 
achieve control.” One plan often 
mentioned involves the addition 
of temporary sterilants to water 
supplies or staple food. Doses of 
the antidote would be carefully 
rationed by the government to 
produce the desired population 
size.

One of the past issues of “The 
E n v iro n m e n ta l H a n d b o o k ” 
stated, “ ...at least 10 percent of 
the defense budge t m ust be 
allocated to b irth  control and 
abo rtion  in  the United States 
and abroad.”

In 1989 Ehrlich approved of a 
plan to raise the price of gaso­
line to at least $2.30 per gallon 
to lim it its consumption.

F u rth e rm o re , “ H andbook” 
contributor Keith Lampe stated, 
“ Competition (capitalism) must 
be phased ou t and rep laced 
w ith  c o o p e ra tiv e  econom ic 
models.”

Lynn W h ite , ano the r E arth  
Day a c tiv is t and “ H andbook” 
contributor, even goes so far as 
to a ttack  C h ris tian ity , “ M ore 
science and m ore technology 
are not going to get us out of 
the present ecologic crisis until 
we find a new re lig ion, or re­
th in k  o u r o ld one ...w e  sha ll 
continue to have a worsening 
ecologic cris is  u n til we re ject 
the Christian axiom that nature 
has no reason  fo r  ex is tence  
save to serve man. ”

Gaylord Nelson claimed on a 
former Earth Day, “ Man is just 
one o f the crea tures th a t the 
Lord pu t on th is earth  and is 
not more im portant than all the 
rest.”

I could go on and on w ith my 
findings. The point is most o f us 
are being m isled and are not 
fu lly aware o f what supporting 
E a rth  Day re a lly  m eans.

Father 'Black Matt' 
Miceli finishes 27 
years of helping out 
Cavanaugh students

L
ast fall the incoming 
freshmen of 
Cavanaugh Hall filed 
into the hall chapel 
to receive Father 
Miceli’s official welcome to 

Notre Dame Mass. It is likely 
that any of Cavanaugh’s thou­
sands of alumni from the last 
three decades would be able to 
recall M iceli’s simple recipe for 
staying out of trouble as an 
undergraduate.

“You’ll be all righ t,” Miceli 
says as he peers down impos­
ingly from the pulpit at the 
front of the chapel, “ as long as 
you avoid the three “ W”s: 
wine. . . women. . . and weed. ” 
He is always quick to add the 
corollary that only the last “W ” 
need be avoided completely.

This year’s freshmen were the 
final recipients of M iceli’s 
unique brand o f wisdom. After 
30 years as a dorm rector and 
27 years as rector of 
Cavanaugh, Father Matthew 
Miceli w ill be turn ing in his 
latchkeys and flashlight for a 
more quiet spot on campus.

Miceli, whose term as rector 
is almost double that of his 
nearest competitor, has become 
a permanent fixture in the an­
nals of Notre Dame history. 
“Father Miceli is like a country 
pastor who knows his people 
and they know him, ” com­
mented Father Theodore 
Hesburgh, University president 
emeritus, “ and that’s a pretty 
good thing to be as rector o f a 
dorm.”

Miceli, who was known as 
“ Black M alt” in earlier days for 
his rather strict governance of 
dorm life, has never re lin ­
quished his firm  control over 
Cavanaugh affairs. However, 
his nickname as of late, “The 
Mooch,” may reflect the fact 
that he has softened somewhat 
over the years.

“You can be a little  tough with 
kids when they know you’re 
interested in them,” Hesburgh, 
a long-time friend of Miceli, 
observed. A fter a stream of 
thousands of students, Miceli is 
still quick to match a name with 
a face, even i f  that means 
memorizing the pictures that he 
takes o f every freshman when 
they arrive at the dorm.

On virtua lly any night,
M iceli’s door is open, and his 
light is on, until 2 or 3 in the 
morning for anyone who might 
want to stop in and talk about a 
problem. “The most important 
aspect of being rector is just 
being there when you’re 
needed,” Miceli said.

Father Thomas Blantz, a 
fourth floor resident of

Cavanaugh, said that Miceli 
likes to have another priest in 
the dorm precisely because he 
realizes that students may wish 
to talk to a religious figure that 
is not also their rector. “ In that 
way Father is extremely consci­
entious,” Blantz said, adding 
that Miceli makes it a point to 
visit students when they are 
hospitalized or ill and keeps in 
contact w ith  many alumni and 
parents w ith whom he has 
grown close.

Miceli established the Andy 
Sowder Fund ten years ago in 
memory o f the Cavanaugh Hall 
president who died of spinal 
meningitis during his senior 
year. With proceeds from the 
annual hall play and unsolicited 
donations, the fund now ex­
ceeds $21,000, and interest is 
currently used to help needy 
students in the dorm.

With M iceli’s rather hard-line 
reputation, a lot of people are 
not aware o f the number of 
times he has gone to bat for 
someone in his dorm, said 
Hesburgh, recalling a specific 
instance several years ago.

An incident came to 
Hesburgh’s office in which 
there was little  question that 
the student’s offense was 
grounds for expulsion,
Hesburgh said. On Miceli’s plea 
the student was allowed to 
graduate. Miceli “ didn’t want a 
single incident ” to spoil the 
student’s life, Hesburgh said. “ I 
know when Matt was talking 
about someone in his hall, he 
wasn’t jus t blowing smoke. He 
really knew him ,” Hesburgh 
said.

“Above all, Matt has an 
enormous enthusiasm for his 
job ,” Hesburgh said, “ I ’ve 
talked w ith  students in his 
dorm and I know that. I t ’s easy 
to get very stale in that job, ” he 
added.

Miceli, who has been dean of 
rectors for the past 14 years, 
w ill continue to teach theology 
and live on campus, although 
he is not sure yet of the loca­
tion. He hopes to use his spare 
time to w rite  down his memoirs 
and perhaps publish a book on 
his experiences as rector of 

Cavanaugh.
In his last newsletter to the 

dorm. Father Miceli officially 
announced his plans to retire 
and wrote: “ My proudest title, 
next to my priestly title , has 
been, and w ill continue to be. 
Rector of Cavanaugh.” The stu­
dents of Cavanaugh w ill honor 
M iceli’s retirem ent tonight w ith 
a catered banquet in  North 
Dining fla il.

“The closer you get to him, 
the better you like him, and you 
can’t say that about most peo­
ple,” Hesburgh said.
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Three theories on why God created man
F a t h e r  R o b e r t  G r i f f in
Letters to a  Lonely G o d

God created man, the rabbis 
say, because He loves stories; 
and man, in  his turn , loves sto­
ries o f God.

Here, for Eastertide, are 
three stories of God which you 
may have missed in your own 
reading. A fter all the “ Letters 
to God” taken up w ith  argu­
ments, I hope these creation ac­
counts w ill be like the taste of 
sherbert that cleanses the 
palate betwen the courses o f a 
heavy dinner.

The firs t is from 
Kazantzaki’s “ Zorba the 
Greek.” One morning God woke 
up feeling in  the dumps. “What 
a devil of a God I am! I haven’t 
even any men to burn incense to 
me and swear by my name to 
help pass the time away! I ’ve 
had enough of living all alone 
like an old screech owl.”

He spat on his hands, pulled 
up his sleeves, put on his 
glasses, took a piece of earth, 
spat on it, made mud of it, 
kneaded it well, and made it 
into a little  man which he stuck 
in the sun. Seven days later he 
pulled it  out of the sun. It was 
baked. God looked at it and be­
gan to split his sides w ith 
laughter.

God says, “ It ’s a pig standing 
up on its hind legs. That’s not 
what I wanted at all! There’s no 
mistake, I ’ve made a mess of 
things!” So he picks him up by 
the scruff o f his neck and kicks 
his backside. “ Go on, clear off! 
A ll you’ve got to do now is to 
make other little  pigs. The 
earth is yours! Now jum p to 
it. . .”

But it wasn’t a pig at all! It 
was wearing a felt hat, well- 
creased trousers, and Turkish 
slippers w ith  red tassels. And in 
its belt was a pointed dagger 
w ith  the words: “ I ’LL GET

YOU!” engraved on it. This was 
Adam! God held out his hand 
for the other to kiss, but man 
tw irled up his moustache and 
said: “ Come on, old one, out of 
the way! Let me pass!”

In T.H. White’s “The Once 
and Future King,” the badger 
has w ritten  a treatise for his 
doctor’s degree, showing why 
Man has become the master of 
animals. Which came first, the 
chicken or the egg? The badger 
tells us, “The firs t thing created 
was the egg.”

When God manufactured all 
the eggs out of which creatures 
come, he called the embryos be­
fore him. He said, “ Now, you 
embryos, here you are, all 
looking exactly the same, and 
We are going to give you the 
choice of what you want to be. 
When you grow up you w ill get 
bigger anyway, but We are 
pleased to grant you another 
g ift as well.

“ For instance, at the moment 
you cannot dig. Anybody who 
would like to tu rn  his hands 
into a pair of spades or garden 
forks is allowed to do so. At 
present you can only use your 
mouths for eating. Anybody 
who would like to use his 
mouth as an offensive weapon, 
can change it by asking. ”

A ll the embryos thought the 
matter over. They were allowed 
two or three specializations. 
Some chose to use their arms 
as flying machines, while others 
selected to use their bodies as 
boats and the ir hands as oars. 

The asking and granting took

up two long days. At the very 
end of the sixth day, they had 
gotten through all the little  em­
bryos except one. This embryo 
was Man. “Well, Our little  
man, ” said God. “What can We 
do for you?”

“ Please God,” said the em­
bryo, “ I th ink that You made 
me in the shape which I now 
have for reasons best known to 
Yourselves, and that it would 
be rude to change. I f  I am to 
have my choice, I w ill stay as I 
am. I w ill stay a defenceless 
embryo all my life, doing my 
best to make myself a few fee­
ble implements out of wood, 
iron, and other materials. I 
hope that the feeble decision of 
this small innocent w ill find 
favour w ith  Yourselves.”

“Well done,” exclaimed the 
delighted Creator. “ Here, all 
you embryos w ith  your beaks 
and whatnots, look upon Our 
firs t man. He is the only one 
who has guessed Our riddle, 
out of all of you, and We have 
great pleasure in  conferring 
upon him  Order of Diminion 
over the Fowls of the A ir, and 
the Beasts of the Earth, and 
Fishes of the Sea. . .”

In the firs t o f his “ Stories of 
God, ” Rilke tells us of God’s 
hands. God began the creation, 
Rilke says, by making the earth. 
As long as only things were be­
ing made, God did not need to 
watch the earth continuously, 
and He forgot it  completely 
when He began to create man.

Eventually, though, he was 
reminded of His need to be

watchful by an angel’s song: 
“Thou who seest all. . .” and 
then found He was in no posi­
tion to help a lost b ird home, 
fo r He had not seen out of 
which forest the poor creature 
had come.

Deciding not to take His eyes 
o ff the earth anymore, He left 
the work of creation to His 
hands. Although He wanted to 
find out what man m ight look 
like, He continued to gaze down 
at the earth. However, He had 
bidden His hands to show Him 
man before they should deliver 
him over to life.

Then suddenly, He saw some­
thing dark fa lling through 
space. Filled w ith  foreboding, 
he called to His hands. They 
appeared, blotched w ith  clay. 
“Where is man?” God thun­
dered. The righ t hand flew at 
the left, “You dropped h im !” 
Then the two raced each other 
in saying: “ Man was so impa­
tient. He was in such a worry to 
live. . . “

But God was very angry. He 
pushed both hands away. “ I ’ve 
finished w ith  both of you; go 
and do as you like.” Now, they 
are on the ir knees all day, doing 
penance. It appears that God 
was resting because He was 
angry w ith His hands.

In his second story of God, 
Rilke tells us how God called 
His right hand, which had so 
long been banished. When God 
saw it before Him in its beauty, 
He was inclined to forgiveness.

But He remembered in time 
and commanded, w ithout look­
ing at it, “ You are to go down 
to earth. You are to take on the 
form  you w ill see there among 
men, and to stand, naked, upon 
a mountain. As soon as you a r­
rive below, go to a young 
woman and say to her, but very

gently, ‘ I want to live.’
“At firs t there w ill be a little  

darkness about you and then a 
great darkness, which is called 
childhood, and then you w ill be 
a man, and climb the mountain 
as I have commanded you.”

This righ t hand then took 
leave of the left and, bowing 
down before it, said, “ Hail,
Holy Ghost.” But here St. Paul 
stepped up and smote o ff God’s 
righ t hand, and an archangel 
caught it and bore it  away.

A short time after, God, 
watching attentively, saw that 
men wearing armor were busy­
ing themselves about a particu­
lar mountain. God expected to 
see His hand climb up there.
But there came only a man in, 
as it seemed, a red cloud, who 
was dragging upwards some 
black swaying thing. . .”

This second tale of Rilke’s 
has the title  “The Stranger.” 
The stranger, who listens to the 
story o f God’s hands so under­
stand ing^, is probably the dark 
Russian Christ who wanders 
over the earth unrecognized 
and persecuted.

In her poem, “ God Speaks,” 
Stevie (christened Florence) 
Smith writes: “ I made Man w ith 
too many faults ./Yet I love him / 
And i f  he wishes, I have a home 
above for h im ./ I should like 
him to be happy. I am genial.

“ He should not paint me as if  
I were abominable./ As for in ­
stance, that I had a son and 
gave him for the ir salvation./ 
This is one of the faults I 
meant. It leads to nervous 
prostration./ A ll the same, 
there is a d ifficulty. I should 
like him to be happy in heaven 
here./ But he cannot come by 
wishing. Only by being already 
at home here.”

Women’s tennis team

The Notre Dame women's 
tennis team w ill embark on 
its final road tr ip  of the sea­
son when it heads to Illinois 
State to m o rro w  to face 
Indiana State and Illino is  
State.

“ I don’t know what we’re 
going to do yet,” said the 
Coach. “ We’re playing two 
matches, so we’ll probably 
play her singles in one match 
and doubles in the other.

“ (Her absence) could have 
an effect on how she plays," 
said Louderback. “ But what 
may hu rt her more is that 
we usually don’t get to play 
many Big Ten matches in 
A p ril. Not p laying these 
tough matches may h u rt 
her.”

Philadelphia returns to top with inspired win over Detroit

AUBURN HILLS, Mich. (AP) 
— The P h ilade lph ia  76ers 
clinched th e ir  f irs t A tla n tic  
D ivision cham pionship since 
1983 Thursday night as Charles 
Barkley scored 36 points to 
pace a 107-97 victory over the 
D e tro it Pistons in a game 
m arred by a melee in the 
closing seconds.

When the 76ers won the 
division in 1983, they went on 
to win the NBA championship.

The trium ph, Philadelphia ’s 
13th in its last 15 games, gave 
the 76ers a 53-28 record and 
made Sunday’s finale against 
the Boston Celtics meaningless. 
The 76ers, who won three of 
four from  the Pistons th is 
season, snapped a five-game 
losing streak on Detro it’s home 
court, where they last won on 
Nov. 11, 1987.

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Lacrosse to face Ohio Wesleyan
Irish hope to maintain momentum following Cornell win

The Notre Dame lacrosse 
team dropped a 14-8 decision 
to the 16th-ranked Cornell Big 
Red last weekend, but it w ill at­
tem pt to rebound w ith  a road 
match against trad itional pow­
erhouse Ohio W esleyan on 
Saturday afternoon at 2 p.m.

The Irish, who fell to 7-5 on 
the season, perfo rm ed ad­
m irab ly and are playing their 
best lacrosse of the season.

“ I was pleased w ith  three of 
the four quarte rs o f action 
against Cornell,” stated Notre 
Dame head coach Kevin 
Corrigan, “ because we were 
playing very well -  as well as 
we’ve ever played while  I ’ve 
been coaching here. I t ’s en­
couraging to see tha t we are 
able to play that well, but we 
still haven’t reached what we’re 
looking for, w hich is w inn ing 
games like that after sixty m in­
utes o f our best lacrosse. ”

The match was the first-ever 
lacrosse meeting between Notre

Dame and Cornell, but the up­
com ing m eeting w ith  Ohio 
Wesleyan w ill be the tenth in 
the lifetim e series between the 
Irish and the Battling Bishops. 
The Irish are at the bottom end 
o f the series, w ith  an 0-9 
record against Ohio Wesleyan 
dating back to 1981.

The Battling Bishops, under 
the d irection  o f Head Coach 
Mike Pressler, are 9-2 and were 
the NCAA Division III runner- 
up last season after posting a 
13-4 record and seizing the 
M idwest Lacrosse Association 
championship. Ohio Wesleyan 
has 20 le tterm en re tu rn in g  
from  last year’s squad- four 
attackmen, nine midfielders, six 
defensemen and one goa l­
keeper.

Last yea r, the B a ttlin g  
Bishops battered the Irish 18-5 
at Notre Dame after posting a 
17-1 win in 1988 and back-to- 
back 17-5 victories in 1986 and 
1987.

Nonetheless, the Ir ish  are 
fir in g  on a ll cylinders at this

point in the season and eagerly 
anticipate a chance to usurp 
nine years of dominance by the 
Battling Bishops.

“This is a team much like 
Cornell, because they have good 
players and good depth, but we 
can beat them. We know we 
can,” said Corrigan. “We’re go­
ing down there w ith  every in ­
tention of beating them. This is 
not one o f the ir greater teams, 
yet they’re still w inning. That’s 
a tribu te  to strong discipline 
and coaching. But the big thing 
for us is probably that we know 
we can beat them. We’re very 
capable of playing well against 
them, and we’re excited to play 
now.

“ We’re peaking at the righ t 
tim e, and we’re p laying our 
best lacrosse now. What we 
need to do is dictate the tempo 
o f the game to them, and force 
them to do things that they are 
not comfortable w ith. We really 
must take them out o f the ir 
transition m m p ”

Bayliss’ leadership propels men’s tennis into spotlight

It  was January o f 1989 
and Notre Dame men’s ten­
nis coach Bob Bayliss was 
ju s t glad M ich igan  was 
playing in Eck Pavilion.

The final score d idn ’t m at­
te r - 8-1 in  favor o f the 
W olverines fo r those con­
cerned w ith  the particulars.
These were the matches 
Bayliss wanted on the sched­
ule, matches against top op­
ponents on Notre Dame’s ---------------------------------
home court.

“ I t  wasn’t really a p rio rity  fo r them to put Notre 
Dame on the schedule,” Bayliss recalled. “ It really 
helped us to play the toughest schedule possible. My 
feeling is you have to shoot fo r the high goals and 
accept what you get.”

Bayliss knew the wins would come later after the 
Irish  had played several of the opponents on that 
tough schedule. You can’t learn to swim and w in the 
gold medal in backstroke the same day.

A fter more than a year o f playing that grueling

schedule, the Irish  played at M ichigan Tuesday 
afternoon and came away w ith  a dom inating 6-0 
victory. That was the firs t w in over the Wolverines 
in 29 seasons.

But the key to understanding how fa r the tennis 
program has come is that the Irish expected to w in 
in  such convincing fashion.

“ We did expect to w in ,” Bayliss said. “ We jus t 
went in  and took care o f business. This is kind o f a 
down year for Michigan, but they’ll be back.”

The tough schedule has paid dividends for Notre 
Dame, which is ranked 17th in  the latest poll. The 

■ Irish  w ill get another tough test when Ohio State 
visits for a 1 p.m. match Sunday.

The road to the rankings was over a year in the 
making for Bayliss and the Irish. It began w ith  the 
1989 meeting w ith  M ichigan and then continued 
through a West Coast roadtrip  in which they played 
well against some o f the top teams in the country, 
including USC.

“ It was exciting to be competing on the same 
court w ith  those teams, ” Bayliss said. “We were 
never really in  a position to w in. I t  was jus t fun to 
be out there.”

The next stage o f the Irish climb was the Naval 
Academy Invite in September, where several Notre 
Dame players made impressive showings.

Then USC came to Notre Dame fo r an October 
match, and the perennia lly strong Trojans barely 
escaped w ith  a 5-4 w in. That match gave Notre 
Dame the confidence that it could compete w ith  the 
top teams in  the nation.

Said Bayliss, “ A fter the match I thought, This is 
great. We were there w ith a trad itional power.’ We 
were really that close.”

The Irish  lost 6-3 to another powerhouse in 
Georgia w ith  Notre Dame No. 1 singles player David 
DiLucia downing A1 Parker, ranked firs t in  nation at 
the time of the match.

Notre Dame then got big v ictories over West 
Virginia, Ball State and Minnesota.

“That’s when I believed we had the makings of a 
top 25 team,” Bayliss said.

The Irish  were ranked 22nd in the next poll and 
traveled to Corpus Christi, Tex., fo r possibly the ir 
biggest weekend of the spring. They beat Oklahoma,
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
