Animal rights group 
protests Circus Flora

M em bers o f a loca l an im a l 
r igh ts  group staged a pro test 
last Friday against Circus Flora, 
a g ro up  w h ic h  re c e n tly  
p e rfo rm e d  on W a sh ing ton  
Street in  South Bend.

The protesting group, or the 
C o a lit io n  o f  H oos ie rs  
E n co u ra g in g  the  E th ic a l 
T re a tm e n t o f A n im a ls , 
(CHEETA) hoped to encourage 
e d u ca tio n  on the  issue o f 
a n im a l c ru e lty . CHEETA 
members passed out literature  
to circus goers regarding what 
they described as the horrib le  
trea tm en t anim als receive in  
tra in ing . The CHEETA organi­
zation admitted that the Circus 
Flora treats its animals better 
than many other animal shows, 
bu t they are s t i l l  caging w ild  
animals.

CHEETA is an a f f i l ia te  o f

People fo r  the  E th ic a l 
Treatm ent o f Anim als (PETA), 
lo ca te d  in  In d ia n a p o lis . Its  
purpose is to stop animal abuse 
in  the area.

One of PETA’s main targets is 
fa c to ry  fa rm in g , in  w h ic h  
animals are raised s tric tly  for 
profit. One example o f factory 
fa rm in g  is  the  ra is in g  o f 
ch ickens . A c c o rd in g  to L ia  
Klinkhamer, CHEETA member 
and coordinator of Saint M ary’s 
Language Learning Center, nine 
o r m ore chickens are shoved 
in to  sm all coops w here  they 
spend their entire lives.

These coops are stacked on 
top  o f  each o th e r  so th a t 
d ro p p in g s  fa l l  on the coops 
below, said Klinkhamer. When 
the farm ers decide to k ill the 
ch icke n s , the  a n im a ls ’ legs 
must be cut off, because the ir 
feet have grown in to  the w ire

Bush calls Iraqis ‘isolated’; U.N. weighs new sanctions
(AP)-As theU n ited  N ations 

w e ighed  new  sanctions  
aga in s t Baghdad , I ra q i 
te le v is io n  b ro a d ca s t a 
statement by President Bush 
Sunday in  w hich  he warned 
the Ira q i people th a t th e ir  
leader’s brinkm ansh ip  could 
plunge them into war “ against 
the world.”

Hours la te r, thousands o f 
m en, w om en and  c h ild re n  
marched through the streets 
o f Baghdad, chanting “ Death 
to Bush, Death to America!"

An official Iraqi response to 
Bush’s statement called it fu ll 
o f “ lies and contrad ictions, ” 
and said the U.S. p resident 
aimed to be the “ d ic ta to r o f 
the world."

M e a n w h ile , h un d red s  o f 
K uw aitis  continued to flood 
in to  Saudi A ra b ia  Sunday 
a fte r Ira q i troops opened a 
b o rd e r c ro ss in g  over the 
w eekend, and K u w a it ’s 
governm ent-in-exile  accused

Ira q  o f d e p o p u la tin g  the  
c o u n try  to re s e tt le  Ira q is  
there.

The U.N. Security  Council 
u n a n im o u s ly  condem ned 
Iraq ’s raids last week on the 
F rench , B e lg ian , C anadian 
and D utch  em bassy com ­
pounds in  K u w a it, and 
warned that fu rther sanctions 
against Baghdad were likely.

D ip lo m a ts  also began 
d ra fting  language fo r a new 
reso lu tion  to close o ff Ira q ’s 
a ir routes and punish nations 
flo u tin g  the trade  embargo, 
U.S. officials said.

Bush’s address to the Iraq i 
people, w ith  an Arabic voice- 
over and captions provided by 
the  S tate  D e p a rtm e n t, 
apparently was broadcast in  
its entirety Sunday evening.

“ Ira q  f in d s  i ts e lf  on the 
brink o f war, ” Bush said. But 
“w ar is not inevitable. It is still 
possible to bring this crisis to 
a peaceful end.”

“ Saddam Hussein te lls you 
th a t th is cris is  is a struggle 
between Iraq and America. In 
fa c t,  i t  is  I ra q  a g a in s t the  
w orld ,” said Bush, standing in 
f r o n t  o f h is  desk w ith  the  
American flag behind him.

The e ig h t-m in u te  speech 
was followed immediately by a 
25-m inute response from  an 
Iraq i TV announcer.

Efforts to recruit and keep minority 
grad students aided by new director

E rro l Law rence, the new ly 
appointed assistant d irector of 
Graduate Schools, plans to use 
his expertise to help recruit and 
retain m inority students.

The s c a rc ity  o f m in o r ity  
students on campus is a serious 
problem, according to Barbara 
T urp in , d ire c to r  o f Graduate 
Admissions.

“ Compared to the m in o r ity  
enro llm ent o f o the r graduate 
schools, we don’t stack up very 
w ell,” she explained. “We only 
have one new black student this 
year.” There are about 1,500 
s tuden ts  in  th e  g ra du a te  
program.

“ Part o f the problem is that 
we’ve had no coherent plan in 
the p as t,” T u rp in  said. “ Dr. 
Lawrence’s experience creating 
re c ru itm e n t p la ns  fo r  o th e r

colleges by assessing m inority  
e n ro llm e n t and m a k in g  
recom m endations  w il l  make 
him  a valuable addition to the 
staff.”

Before  b e g in n in g  a t N otre  
Dame, Lawrence worked for a 
year as an access and retention 
specialist fo r L illy, Lopez and 
A ssoc ia tes, an in d e p e n d e n t 
consu lting  f irm  in  P rinceton, 
New Jersey.

“ Because I ’ve deve loped  
sp e c ific  te ch n iq u e s  in  the 
re c ru itm e n t and subsequent 
retention o f m inority students, I 
have some ideas about w hat 
w i l l  a t t ra c t  them  to N otre  
Dame,” Lawrence said.

Law rence  sa id  th a t m any 
qualified m inority  students do 
n o t co n s id e r N o tre  Dame 
graduate school simply because 
they have never been exposed 
to the school.

“ Notre Dame does not stand 
out in the black community as it

Committee aims to improve 
male/female relationships

Improvement of undergradu­
ate male-female relationships is 
one o f the m ain  goals o f The 
Year o f Women, accord ing to 
E ileen  K o lm a n , dean o f the 
Freshman Year of Studies and 
C ha ir o f the Year o f Women 
Committee.

Kolman gave a 20-minute talk 
F rid ay , e x p la in in g  w h a t the 
Year o f Women means to the 
Notre Dame com m un ity  and 
outlining the committee’s goals 
for the upcoming year.

The 1990-91 theme was de­
c ided  upon  by U n iv e rs ity  
P re s id e n t F a th e r E dw ard  
M alloy. T h is  focus is  on the 
changing roles o f women in  so­
ciety today. The prim ary audi­
ence is the entire Notre Dame 
student body - not sole ly the 
female members.

The com m ittee  has several 
goals which it  hopes the Year of 
Women w ill accomplish at ND. 
The f i r s t  is to  im p ro v e  r e ­
la t io n s h ip s  b e tw een  u n d e r­
graduate males and females.

K o lm an  e xp la in e d  th a t an 
u n d e rg ra d u a te  w om an  w i l l  
need to make future choices in 
o rder to balance m arriage , a 
ca reer and a fa m ily . A m ale 
does not have to w orry about a 
fam ily in fring ing  upon his life, 
according to Kolman.

K o lm a n  sa id  th a t a n o th e r 
goal is to focus on scholarships 
and research of special interest 
to women. The Gender Studies 
concentration at ND also offers 
an e xce llen t o p p o rtu n ity  fo r  
both men and women to fu rthe r 
th e ir  u n d e rs ta n d in g  o f the  
sexes.

The committee’s fina l goal is 
to “ heighten awareness o f w hat 
it  is like to be a woman at ND ,” 
Kolman said. A fter 130 years 
o f strong male tradition the 37 
percen t fem ale p op u la tio n  is 
still experiencing inequalities.

There should be more aware­
ness between the sexes, said 
Kolman.

W omen w ith  ach ievem ents 
w ill  be spo tligh ted  th is  year. 
G e ra ld in e  F e rra ro , the  
D em ocra tic  v ice -p re s id e n tia l 
candidate in  the 1984 election, 
w i l l  k ic k  o ff  the  S tu d e n t 
Government sponsored lecture 
series on Wednesday a t the  
Fieldhouse Mall. There are also 
fu tu re  hopes fo r  a fe m a le  
commencement speaker.

According to Kolman, th is is 
exemplified in many aspects of 
life at ND:

• In  the c lassroom , on ly  12 
percent o f the faculty is com ­
prised o f women.

• In  many departments there 
are no women at all.

•In  one line of the Irish fight 
song, “ while her loyal sons are 
marching onward to victory,” a 
male bias exists.

•A t every  Sunday m ass, 
C a th o lics  re c ite  th e  “ O ur 
Father.”

Many educational events have 
been planned for the month of 
September, including the Emma 
G o ldm an E x h ib it  in  the  
Hesburgh L ib ra ry  Concourse. 
A lso, a magazine ce leb ra ting  
w om en ’s ta len ts  is be ing  a r ­
ran ge d  by the  R ector and a 
R es iden t A s s is ta n t in  Pas- 
querilla  West.

Irish 
expand

The Notre Dame campus 

produces close to 50,000 
pounds o f a lum inum  cans 
and about 250,000 pounds 
o f new spaper per year. 
Because o f th is, Recyclin ’ 
Irish , a s tudent-run  orga­
nization devoted to recycling, 
is tak ing  an active role in  
giving the University’s trash 
a second chance.

R ecy lin ’ Ir is h  re ce n tly  
decided to  expand  its  
p rogram  to  inc lude  the 
c o m m u n ity  s u rro u n d in g  
Notre Dame. A t a press 
conference last weekend, 
sen io r Paul Ruesch an ­
nounced the opening o f the 
U n ive rs ity ’s firs t Recycling 
D rop-O ff Center, w hich is 
located behind the A lum ni- 
Senior Club.

The A lu m n i Association 
provided space and publicity 
fo r the center. “Since it  is a 
student sponsored activ ity , 
we w ou ld  like  to be in ­
volved,” said Charles Lennon, 
executive d ire c to r o f the 
Alumni Association.

“The success o f this new 
program  is due in  a large 
p a r t  to  the  A lu m n i 
Association,” Ruesch said.

The center is designed for 
use by the entire community. 
“Just because it is a student- 
run activity and because it  is 
on the Notre Dame campus 
does not preclude the local 
community.” Lennon said.

The large recycling “boat” 
in  the rear parking lot o f the 
c lub  was p ro v id e d  by 
S upe rio r Waste Systems. 
This company also collects 
the waste m a te r ia l and 
transports i t  to its recycling 
fa c ility  in  Chicago. “ We 
began th is  program  w ith  
Notre Dame prim arily  due to 
the severe shortage o f 
la n d fill space,” said L inda 
Spear, a representative o f 
Superior Waste Systems.

“ The company hopes tha t 
this recycling program w ith  
Notre Dame w ill  s ta rt a 
precedent in  the surrounding 
community,” she added.

Last fa ll the Environmental 
Action Club helped in itia te  
the campus-wide recycling 
p ro g ra m . A  n e w
organization, Recyclin’ Irish, 
was created at tha t tim e 
expressly to support and 
expand the program.

A h ig h ly  o rg a n iz e d  
res idence h a ll re c y c lin g  
system has been established 
unde r the leadersh ip  o f 
Ruesch.

Ruesch has been pleased 
w ith  R e c y lin ’ I r i s h ’ s 
p ro g re s s . “ W e’ve had  
phenomenal pa rtic ipa tion ,” 
he said.

Ruesch, a self-proclaimed 
environmentalist, has fu tu re  
plans fo r Recyclin’ Irish. He 
hopes to provide receptacles 
in  U n ive rs ity  offices fo r  
recycling office waste paper. 
He would also like to coordi­
nate a program  w ith  Food 
Services to recycle old Ob­
se rve r’s le ft in the d in ing  
ha lls . “ I am devoted to 
establishing a comprehensive 
recycling program.” he said.

Gas tanker explodes in 
Michigan; 18 injured

BAY CITY, M ich. (AP) — A 
ta n k e r c a r ry in g  a bo u t 1 
m illio n  g a llons  o f gaso line  
exploded and burned Sunday 
on the Saginaw River, in ju ring  
most of the 18 people aboard 
and spilling fuel in  the water.

The fire  was too hot for fire ­
fighters to douse, and officials 
waited fo r it  to burn itse lf out, 
sa id  Coast G uard  L t. Tom 
Koontz.

One person from  the ship 
was missing, said Coast Guard 
Petty O fficer Gerald Backus. 
Gov. James Blanchard visited 
the site and declared the blaze 
an emergency, supplying state 
aid and assistance.

The f ir e  was re p o rte d  a t 
8:45 a.m ., w h ile  the tanke r 
was u n lo a d in g  at the T o ta l 
R efinery Dock F ac ility , and 
was s t i l l  b u rn in g  Sunday 
evening.

A u th o r it ie s  w a rn e d
spectators to clear the area in  
case of m ultip le explosions.

“A few people blew righ t o ff 
the b oa t and  s lam m ed  
ashore,” said Bay City police 
Officer Kenneth Adcock. “The 
sky is cove red  w ith  b la ck  
smoke. I f  i t  blows again, i t ’s 
going to be a big one.”

W itnesses sa id  the  b la ck  
smoke b locked  out the sun 
throughout the afternoon.

The ta n k e r, ow ned by 
C leve land  T ankers  Inc . o f 
Cleveland, was carrying about 
20,000 barrels o f gasoline or 
about 1 m illio n  gallons, said 
Koontz. I t  has a capacity o f 
about 54,000 barrels.

“ That’s the estimate. That’s 
a lot of gas,” Koontz said.

The s ta te  D e p a rtm e n t o f 
N a tu ra l Resources was 
c o n d u c tin g  w a te r  and a ir  
p o llu t io n  tests  Sunday to  
check fo r  e n v iro n m e n ta l 
contamination, spokeswoman 
Susan Henry said.

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because “ i t ’s vo la tile  and i t  
evaporates,” she said, adding 
tha t two booms were strung 
downstream from  the ship to 
contain any spilled fuel.

R onald  S topyak had 
re tu rn e d  home 15 m inu tes  
before the blast from working 
a t the  Bay C hem ica ls  Co. 
directly across the rive r from  
the tanker. He said he raced 
back to work after hearing the 
explosion.

“ I th o u g h t the  p la n t 
exploded and when I got out 
th e re  I saw  b la ck  sm oke 
everywhere,” he said. “ I saw 
the employees on the ship go 
overboard.

“ It  was re a lly  hot. I could 
feel the heat from  across the 
rive r.”

His w ife , Cheryl, said tha t 
their house was less than two 
blocks from  the explosion and 
was shaken.

“ It was like a slow rumbling, 
i t  got louder and louder like  
thunder,” she said.

Two Coast Guard helicopters 
sp rayed  f ir e - f ig h t in g  foam  
w h ile  th ey  rescued  c rew  
m em bers fro m  the ta n ke r, 
said Lt. Dennis Secor.

Coast Guard crews secured 
the  ta n k e r  w ith  cab les to  
prevent it  from  drifting into a 
nearby bridge, he said.

Bay M e d ica l C en te r 
spokesman C urt M ille r  said 
three of the 17 crew members 
treated there were admitted.

South African black leaders make joint 
call for peace; 800 deaths reported

SOWETO, South A frica (AP) 
— The king of the Zulus urged 
thousands o f a rm ed  
supporters Sunday to curb the 
fa c tio n a l f ig h t in g  th a t has 
caused almost 800 deaths in 
b la ck  to w n sh ip s  a ro un d  
Johannesburg.

“ Everybody must lay down 
th e ir  a rm s and ta ke  th e ir  
brother’s hand in friendship, ” 
Zulu King Goodwill Zwelithini 
to ld  fe llo w  tr ib e s m e n  in  
Soweto and Tokoza, tw o 
to w n sh ip s  th a t have been 
hard hit by the fighting which

began in  early August.
Zw elith in i shared the stage 

a t the peace ra ll ie s  w ith  
President Tu tor Ndamase of 
the  T ra n s k e i, the  t r ib a l 
homeland of the Xhosas. The 
Xhosas have jo in e d  fe llo w  
A fr ic a n  N a tio n a l Congress 
supporters in  clashes against 
Zulus loyal to the conservative 
Inkatha movement.

Both sides blame the other 
for the fighting.

But on Friday, ANC leader 
Nelson M ande la  said South 
A fr ic a n  P re s id e n t F.W. de

K le rk  now  believes some o f 
the violence may be instigated 
by a “hidden hand,” an appar­
ent re fe rence to r ig h t-w in g  
whites and others opposed to 
de K le rk ’s e ffo rts  to  a tta in  
power-sharing between blacks 
and whites.

Capitalism creeps closer to ailing Soviet economy
Radical forces and depressed economy ‘force’ Gorbachev into liberal decisions

MOSCOW (AP) — President 
M ikha il Gorbachev, driven by 
the radicals who contro l the 
Parliament of the largest Soviet 
repub lic , seems to have ac­
cepted th e ir p rescrip tion  for 
the gasping Soviet economy: 
capitalism.

The economy’s fa ll into de­
pression was a m ajor impetus. 
But the fina l push came from 
Russian President Boris Yeltsin, 
who won approval for the dras­
tic reforms in the Russian Par­
liam ent this week and forced 
Gorbachev’s hand.

Yeltsin threatened to pursue 
his economic revolution in  Rus­
sia — which contains h a lf the 
Soviet people and three-quar­
ters of the country’s land mass 
— w ith  or w ithout Gorbachev’s 
support.

Gorbachev went along.
The economic plan he dis­

tributed to the national Parlia­
ment on Friday “ 95 percent co­
incides”  w ith  the Russian plan,

Russian Deputy Prime M inister 
Grigory Yavlinsky told his Par­
liament on Saturday.

Tha t is an exaggera tion . 
Gorbachev rejected some key 
points and a parliam enta ry  
battle  rem ains to be fought. 
But the comment was a good 
ind ica tio n  th a t the Russian 
radicals feel they have already 
won.

In  the five years since he 
came to power proclaim ing the 
need for reform, Gorbachev has 
tinkered  w ith  the Communist 
system, trying to f il l the barren 
shelves o f Soviet stores.

Now, he has thrown his sup­
port behind an economic re ­
fo rm  plan fu ll of ideas tha t 
warm  the hearts of capitalists 
and h o rrify  die-hard Commu­
nists: private land, home own­
ership, m erit pay and profits.

It also contains the thorns of 
capitalism: unemployment, fac­
tory closings, bankruptcies and 
r is in g  prices. In the f ir s t

months o f sw itching to a m ar­
ket economy, the Soviet Union 
is likely to feel the fu ll pain of 
these thorns.

Gorbachev this week was de­
fensive, thum ping his fis t in  
Parliam ent as he to ld  Soviet 
legislators such radical change 
would have been impossible 
earlier.

“ A year and a h a lf ago, we 
were jus t ta lking about p lu ra l­
ism ,”  he said, refe rring  to the 
Soviet Union’s dramatic switch 
to multicandidate elections.

I f  he had heeded calls to 
change fro m  a c e n tra lly  
planned to a m arket economy 
then, Gorbachev said, “ Do you 
th in k  anyth ing  would  have 
come of it? That’s nonsense.”

“ We needed all that time to 
th ink about things. Otherwise, 
there would have been such a 
tragedy, such confusion in  the 
country, tha t we never could 
have escaped it , ”  he said.

Now, however, the changes 
must come quickly, Gorbachev 
admitted.

“ The o ld  s truc tu res  are 
fa lling apart and the new ones 
are not yet form ed,”  he said. 
“ There is no system in  the true 
sense of the word.”

His own economic re fo rm  
plan says the country already 
has entered an economic de­
pression, w ith  ris ing  foreign 
debt and declin ing ab ility  to 
pay. The coun try ’s in te rn a ­
tiona l economic position, the 
plan said, is “ catastrophic.”

As a result, Gorbachev’s eco­
nomic plan says the gradual 
transition to a m arket economy 
proposed by Soviet Prime M in­
ister N ikolai Ryzhkov would be 
too slow.

W ithout urgent action, “ we 
would be forced to choose be­
tween hyperinflation and direct 
seizure o f cash from  the popu­
la tion  and enterprises,”  the 
plan says.

Ryzhkov went on nationa l 
television Saturday night to a r­
gue fo r his moderate approach 
to reform  and to insist on re ­
taining, through 1991, the rig id  
Soviet bureaucracy tha t now 
runs the economy.

In arguing against the Rus­
sian repub lic ’s plan, Ryzhkov 
predicted it would lead to a 30 
percent drop in the country ’s 
standard of living.

But Ryzhkov’s p lan, which 
calls fo r dram atic  price in ­
creases on Jan. 1 w ithout fun­
damental structural changes, is 
so unpopular that legislators 
have called fo r his resignation. 
And about 50,000 Muscovites 
demonstrated near Red Square 
in  a cold ra in  Sunday evening, 
ca lling  fo r Ryzhkov to step 
down.

Still rem aining, however, is 
the battle over sections o f the 
Russian plan that would strip  
the central government of much 
o f its power.

Ivy Tech aids attempt to 
increase skilled workers

TERRE HAUTE, Ind. (AP) — 
Indiana Vocational Technical 
College w ill assume a new role 
in  the state’s efforts to create 
more jobs and develop a more 
highly skilled work force.

Sam Borden, Ivy Tech’s re­
gional vice president in Terre 
Haute, has been named to a 
new, state-level position and 
w ill work closely w ith  the state 
Department of Commerce, the 
governor, lieutenant governor 
and the General Assembly.

“ I ’m extremely enthusiastic,”  
he said Friday. “ I t ’s something 
new — a way to create and 
have an impact on the entire 
state system. .. I t ’s something 
the loca l boa rd  believes 
strongly in, and a na tu ra l f it  
for my personal interests.”

On Tuesday, Ivy Tech Presi­
dent Gerald Lam kin told re ­
gional trustees tha t the need 
for a skilled work force is be­
coming a crisis in  Indiana.

“ More and more the state is 
looking to Ivy Tech as the num ­
ber one vehicle to assist”  it  in 
developing program s to in ­
crease the number o f skilled 
workers, he said. “ Ivy Tech is 
not doing a bad job, but the job 
is getting bigger and tougher.”

Borden said Gov. Evan Bayh 
and Lt. Gov. Frank O’Bannon 
want to strengthen technical 
education in Indiana.

They also want economic-de- 
velopment packages to move 
away from  direct financial in ­
centives toward programs that 
supply a w e ll-tra ined, skilled 
workforce.

Under Borden’s leadership, 
the Terre Haute region has be­
come a leader in economic de­
velopment in itia tives w ith  its 
in d u s tria l tra in in g  program  
and its new plastics technology 
center, a jo in t e ffo rt w ith  in ­
dustries and economic develop­
ment groups.

Irate customers shred 
credit cards in protest
MINNEAPOLIS (AP) — 

Hundreds of customers o f a 
department store chain are 
tearing up the ir credit cards 
and threatening a Christmas 
season boycott in  a revo lt 
over the reta ile r’s uncharac­
teristic snub o f Planned Par­
enthood.

“ I don ’t th in k  they ex­
pected any big outcry,”  said 
Toni Tschann o f the M in ­
nesota W omen’s P o litica l 
Caucus. “ And fra n k ly , I 
never thought I ’d hear from  
this many. But people aren’t 
standing for i t . ”

Shredded credit cards be­
gan a rr iv in g  by m ail at 
D ayton Hudson C o rp .’s 
dow n tow n  h ea dq ua rte rs  
after the company’s charita­
ble foundation confirmed on 
Labor Day weekend that it 
was halting $20,000 educa­
tion grants to Planned Par­
enthood of Minnesota, end­
ing a 22-year association.

The decision to end the 
grant came about the time 
the Christian Action Council 
of Falls Church, Va., said it

would boycott Dayton’s and 
other corporations fo r sup­
porting Planned Parenthood.

D a y to n  H u d s o n
spokeswoman Ann Barkelew 
said the dec is ion  had 
nothing to do w ith  pressure 
from special interest groups, 
but arose from  confusion 
about the donations, which 
some m isco ns tru ed  as 
support for abortion.

Now the public response 
has prompted trustees of the 
Dayton Hudson Foundation 
to reconsider the ir decision 
and enter talks w ith  Planned 
Parenthood tha t are set to 
continue this week.

Barkelew said several hun­
dred customers have re ­
turned their credit cards. On 
Saturday, about 500 people 
ra llied  outside a Dayton’s 
store in  suburban Edina and 
repeated the ir vow to boy­
co tt a ll Dayton Hudson 
stores beginning the day 
after Thanksgiving unless 
funding is restored.

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Hispanic heritage month recognized at ND with 
native music and cuisine

South Bend mayor Joe 
Kernam proclaimed September 
16-October 15 Hispanic 
Heritage Month. In addition, 
Notre Dame’s Hispanic student 
organizations w ill be sponsor­
ing several events to promote 
the rich culture of 
Hispanoamerica.

Also during this month, 
Mexico’s Independence Day w ill 
be observed on September 16 
(Dieciseis de septiembre). 
Various celebrations, festivals, 
masses, dance, music, and food 
characterize the celebration. 
Dieciseis de septiembre is tan­
tamount to the United State’s 
Fourth o f July celebration.

On September 16, 1810, 
Father Miguel Hidalgo, a Jesuit 
priest o f the Mexican town of 
Dolores, called and adminis­
tered a m idnight mass, urging 
his parishioners to unite them­
selves in  a “ cause” against the 
Spanish rule that had so domi­
nated Mexico fo r about 300 
years. This mass has come to 
be known more famously as the 
“Grito de Dolores,” which 
translated to English litera lly 
means the “Scream of Pains.”

Hidalgo’s followers grew from 
600 to close to 100,000, most of 
whom were involved in the 
mining, agricultural, and 
manufacturing industries.

Shortly thereafter, Hidalgo

was excommunicated by the 
Bishop o f Michoacan, thus al­
lowing the Jesuit priest to mo­
bilize further southward. Also, 
this gave the revolutionaries 
more time to organize, as more 
and more leaders emerged. Key 
among them was Jose Maria 
Morelos, who led the movement 
from the south.

On July 11, 1911, Father 
Hidalgo was killed, as his 
movement to Zacatecas proved 
unsuccessful and fatal. Though 
the “ Father o f the Mexican 
Independence Movement ” died, 
his memory and martyrdom 
served as inspiration to the rest 
o f the revolutionaries.

Having fought a long, drawn- 
out war, which lasted a little  
less than ten years, the 
Mexicans emerged victorious in 
securing their independence 
from the imperialistic Spanish 
rule.

Mexico’s independence be­
came official through the 
Treaty o f Cordoba, signed on 
August 24,1821. On September 
27,1821 Agustin de Iturbirde 
became emperor, and Mexico 
was finally free from Spanish 
rule.

The celebration begins this 
Friday at Theodore’s. Hispanic 
music w ill be played from 9:00 
p .m .-1:30 a.m. Food such as 
salsa, merengiie, lambada, 
onda (Tex-Mex), w ill also be 
served. A ll are welcome to at­
tend.

To obtain the right to wave this flag Mexico had to obtain its independence from Spain which is celebrated annually on September 16.

Billy Bragg’s EP ‘the Internationale’ 
promotes strong socialist themes

Workers of the world unite! 
The vanguard of socialism, 
Billy Bragg, has released a 
seven song EP, The 
Internationale.

For those o f you who 
worship the ground that 
Ronald Reagan walks upon, 
this album is not fo r you. In 
fact, you w ill probably be 
sickened by the “ Pinko 
Commie” message this de­
mented Englishman spews.

Billy Bragg has never been a 
man who is afraid to espouse 
his political views, as is obvi­
ous by listening to songs on 
his five previous albums, such 
as “There is Power in  a 
Union,” “ It Says Here,” “Help 
Save the Youth of America,” 
and “Waiting for the Great 
Leap Forward.”

The overt left-w ing political 
message of Bragg is no less 
prevalent in The 
Internationale than in his 
other albums, but it  takes on a 
different form.

In The Internationale, Bragg 
only wrote two of the seven

songs, which is a major diver­
sion for this Brit, who is as 
much a song w rite r as a per­
former. Instead of w riting  his 
own songs, Bragg relies on 
traditional folk songs that ex­
plore various economic and 
political topics.

The EP is excellent, except 
for the firs t song, “ The 
Internationale.” This song, 
originally adopted by the 
French Workers Party and 
later embraced by the Soviet 
Union as its national anthem 
until 1943, is very much like 
the boring and stuffy “ Pomp 
and Circumstance.”

By including this song, 
Bragg le t his desire to be 
known as a socialist go too far, 
as he trades enjoyable music 
for purely ideological 
lyrics.After a struggle through 
this firs t cut, however, the rest 
o f the EP is very enjoyable.

In addition, Bragg’s songs 
are not devoid of humor, as is 
obvious in the upbeat “The 
Marching Song of the Covert 
Battalions," which pokes fun 
at the U.S. m ilitary, who Bragg 
believes are “ here to defend 
wealth" and make “ the world 
safe fo r capitalism.”

The most captivating song

on the EP is the stirring 
song’ The Red Flag,” originally 
w ritten  in  1889 by an 
Irishman and now used by the 
British Labour Party. This 
traditional tune contains 
inspirational lyrics and is set 
to the old Jacobite a ir o f “The 
White Cockade,” which 
compels one to tap one’s foot 
to the moving music.

The final song on The 
Internationale, “My Youngest 
son Came Home Today,” has 
to be ranked as one o f Bragg’s 
best. W ritten by Eric Bogle, 
author of great anti-war bal­
lads such as“The Band Played 
Waltzing M atilda” and ’The 
Green Fields of France,” this 
selection is dark and morbid.

The whining recorder 
creates an eerie atmosphere 
under which Bragg’s voice 
moans “The fife and drum 
beat out the time/While in his 
box o f polished pine/Like dead 
meat on a butcher’s tray/My 
young son came home today.”

The Internationale is a great 
album. It out does Bragg’s 
previous album, W orker’s 
Playtime, and is a positive 
indication that Bragg is back 
to the excellence of his earlier 
records.

Wilson Phillips has released 
their self-titled debut album 
which for the most part is fresh 
and innovative. The group con­
sists of sisters Carnie and 
Wendy Wilson and Chynna 
Phillips.

It is no coincidence that these 
names may sound familiar, for 
these ladies spring from fam i­
lies w ith strong musical back­
grounds. Carnie and Wendy 
Wilson are the daughters o f one 
o f the Beach Boys, Brian 
Wilson, and Chynna Phillips 
parents were members of the 
Mommas and the Poppas.

This history, as well as the 
fact that the girls have grown 
up together, may explain how 
effortlessly the ir voices seem to 
meld, producing a pure, clean 
sound.

The songs have soft, soothing

melodies which are pleasing to 
the ear, and words which are 
simple, but very appropriate. 
“ Hold On,” which was popular 
earlier this year, and 
“ Impulsive" are two songs 
which seem to exemplify this 
basic form, which borders on 
soft pop. However, they still 
manage to be catchy and fitting 
in the emotions they evoke.

The group features three very 
distinct voices. Unfortunately, 
they do not always highlight 
them. Wilson Ph ilips does not 
hide behind heavy synthesized 
guitar. In fact, the background 
music is soft. However, i t  some­
times seems like they try  to 
hide behind each other’s voices, 
and no one really gets an 
opportunity to shine.

After a few songs it  becomes 
d ifficult to distinguish where 
one song ends and another be­
gins. Promising songs like 
“ Release Me,” “ Over and Over”

and “The Dream is Still Alive” 
get lost in  the repetition o f beat 
and melody. This repetition 
tends to get monotonous and 
makes these songs seem more 
trite  than they actually are.

Two surprisingly strong 
songs, which show a depth not 
evident in many o f the other 
songs, are “ Next To You 
(Someday I ’l l  Be)” and “Eyes 
Like Twins.” In these two songs, 
but especially in “ Eyes Like 
Twins,” they seem to explore 
different qualities o f their 
voices and experiment w ith 
harmony and different beats. 
These songs are refreshingly 
different from the other songs.

For a debut album Wilson 
Phillips has put forth a very 
strong effort. In this album they 
skillfu lly  harmonize, and 
perhaps in their next album 
they can learn to combine this 
strength w ith  a little  experi­
mentation and a little  more 
depth.

SEC could try to woo Hurricanes
TALLAHASSEE, F la. (AP) — The 

Southeastern Conference’s search for a 
12th member turns to M iami this week 
now tha t F lo rida ’s o ther powerhouse 
football independent has spurned the 
league in  favor of the A tla n tic  Coast 
Conference

s ign ifican t because SEC com m issioner 
Roy-Kram er has vis ited only one o ther 
campus — Florida State.

Bu t Foote said i t  was p rem a tu re  to 
assume the SEC would extend a bid to the 
H u rr ic a n e s , an in d e p e n d e n t in  b o th  
football and basketball.

F lorida State coach Bobby Bowden, 
born and educated in the heart o f SEC 
country, said Sunday he wanted Florida 
State to keep away from SEC member­
ship despite his lifetime adm iration for 
the league. He proved that last week as 
the Sem ino les became the  n in th  
member o f the ACC.

“ We th in k  w e ’ve earned  o u r own 
identity,” said Bowden, a Birmingham, 
Ala. native who would like to coach 10 
more years at Florida State.

“ In regard to recruiting, we re defi­
nitely better o ff not in the same confer­
ence w ith  F lorida ,” he said. “ From a 
foo tba ll s tandpo in t, we s im p ly  have 
more flexib ility.”

M iami president Edward Foote said 
SEC officials w ill visit the university this 
week to discuss expansion.

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Irish gun down Michigan with fourth-quarter rally
ND scores 14 points in final stanza, holds on to defeat Wolverines and ruin Moeller’s debut

Rick M irer saved his best for 
last.

N o tre  D am e’s sophom ore  
quarterback, who shuns com­
parisons to Joe Montana, posed 
a s tr ik in g  resemblance to the 
49ers star when he led the Irish 
on a nine-play, 76-yard scoring 
drive in  the closing minutes of 
Saturday night’s th rillin g  28-24 
v ic to ry  over M ich igan. It  was 
not un like  the d rive  Montana 
spa rked  in  San F ra n c is c o ’s 
S uper Bow l X X III w in  over 
Cincinnati.

Top-ranked Notre Dame ra l­
lied  from  a 1 0 -po in t, fo u rth - 
quarter deficit to defeat fourth- 
ranked M ichigan and become 
the f ir s t  team  in  24 years to 
bea t the  W o lve rin e s  fo u r 
straight times.

M ire r  com pleted five  o f six 
passes on the  f in a l  sco rin g  
drive, including the game w in ­
n e r— an 1 8 -y a rd  s tr ik e  to 
flanker Adrian Ja rre ll between 
tw o de fenders w ith  1:40 re ­
maining— in his firs t collegiate 
start.

“ We never gave up h op e ,” 
Head Coach Lou Holtz said after 
the game. “ We ju s t  kep t our 
poise and moved the ball down 
the field. The thing I was scared 
of is that we scored too early.”

Holtz’s fear was compounded 
w hen  Desm ond H o w a rd  re ­

tu rn e d  C ra ig  H e n tr ic h ’s 
ensuing kickoff to the Michigan 
41. B u t on the  n e x t p lay, 
c o rn e rb a c k  Reggie B rooks 
intercepted Elvis Grbac’s pass 
in ten de d  fo r H ow ard  a t the 
Notre Dame 40, preserving the 
Irish  v ic to ry  and spoiling  the 
debut of Wolverine Head Coach 
Gary Moeller.

“ W hen we came in  h e re ,” 
M oeller said, “we fe lt like  we 
were going to w in this football 
game, and this hurts. A couple 
o f calls by me probably didn’t 
p ro ve  ou t to be ve ry  good 
calls.”

The most significant o f those 
calls came w ith  ju s t over ten 
minutes remaining in the game 
and Michigan looking to build 
on its 24-21 lead, facing a first- 
and-ten situation at the Notre 
Dame 11. A lthough  ta ilb a ck  
Jon Vaughn had already sliced 
th rough the Irish  defense fo r 
55 yards in  three carries on the 
drive (22 carries fo r 201 yards 
overa ll), M oelle r called fo r a 
pass play that was picked off 
by inside linebacker M ichael 
Stonebreaker in the end zone.

“ I made that call all on my 
own and we just didn’t  execute 
the play," said Moeller. “ I t  was 
quite honestly a high-percent- 
age pass, but nothing’s a given 
in  this game.”

Notre Dame jumped out to a 
14-3 f irs t-q u a r te r  advantage 
beh in d  an o p p o r tu n is t ic  
defense and a w ell-ba lanced 
offense. Safety Greg Davis set 
up the firs t Irish score when he 
recovered Vaughn’s fumble at 
the Michigan 26. The turnover 
was caused by a 
m is c o m m u n ic a tio n  in  the

Wolverine backfield, an indirect 
resu lt o f M ich igan ’s no-huddle 
offense.

“We knew we had to do one 
thing to come in  here and beat 
th is  team ," M oe lle r said. “ We 
had to set the tempo on both 
sides of the football. It seemed to 
be effective for the most part.”

The Ir is h  offense seized the 
opportunity and drew firs t blood 
when M irer completed a six-play 
drive w ith  a three-yard  option 
run for the opening score.

F o llo w in g  a 3 8 -ya rd  f ie ld  
goa l by J.D. C arlson , N o tre  
Dame put together an impres­
sive 11-play, 75-yard  scoring 
drive to go ahead 14-3. M irer 
h it ta ilback Ricky Watters for 
17 yards and a firs t down and 
flanke r Raghib Ism ail fo r  14 
yards. Fullback Rodney Culver 
(a career-high 95 yards on 19 
carries) set up the touchdown

Someone shouted  a good 
w a rn in g  in  the N o tre  Dame 
lo c k e rro o m  to sophom ore  
quarterback Rick M irer after he 
had rallied the Irish to a 28-24 
victory over Michigan Saturday 
night.

“ Get re a d y  R ic k ,” he sa id . 
“ Here they come.”

But M irer didn’t seem to mind 
because the reporters and TV 
cam eras w ere  th e re  fo r  the  
r ig h t reasons - to ta lk  about 
THE DRIVE in which he led the 
Irish to the winning touchdown 
in  the  c lo s in g  m in u te s  o f 
Saturday’s game.

Notre Dame runners hammer Hoyas

The Notre Dame men’s cross 
co u n try  team  s ta rte d  o ff  its  
season on the r ig h t foot, cap­
tu rin g  a decisive 20-41 upset 
over 12th-ranked Georgetown 
Saturday morning.

The Irish, who are currently 
ranked 13th in the nation, took 
a strong lead at the outset and 
held i t  un til the end o f the 5- 
mile race. A pack o f nine run­
ners, seven from Notre Dame, 
led fo r  the f ir s t  th re e  m iles. 
W hen the group s p lit  a t the 
four mile mark, Ir ish  harriers 
Mike O’Connor and John Coyle 
took the lead, followed closely 
by Ryan Cahill of the Irish and

Steve Holman of the Hoyas.
