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U.S. bishops 
issue report 
on sexuality

WASHINGTON (AP) — U.S. 
Roman Catholic bishops on 
W ednesday adopted  th e ir  
f i r s t  com prehens ive
g u id e lin e s  on hum an 
se xu a lity , p o r tra y in g  i t  in 
exalting terms and calling for 
i t  to be ta u g h t in  C atho lic 
schools.

A ga ins t some oppos ition  
and a ttem pts at delay, the 
document was approved by a 
s tro n g  vo ice  vo te  by the 
N a tio n a l C on fe rence  o f 
Catholic Bishops.

I t  says sexua l education  
should be taught in schools 
and parishes as w e ll as in 
families, a provision strongly 
opposed by several bishops 
who said many parents want 
such education kept in  the 
hom e. One sa id  fa m ilie s  
m ight remove the ir children 
from  Catholic schools i f  sex 
education is required.

D escrib ing sexua lity  as a 
“wonderful g ift," the bishops 
sa id  they a pp ro ach  the 
s u b je c t w ith  a “ deep and 
a b id in g  sense o f 
a p p re c ia tio n , w onde r and 
respect.”

They said, “ We are dealing 
w ith  a d ivine g ift, a p rim al 
dimension of each person, a 
m ys te rious  b lend o f s p ir it  
and body, w h ich  shares in 
God's own creative love and 
life."

Key issues of Student Bill of Rights being considered by Task Force

The Student Bill o f Rights, left 
for dead by most students, is 
s till very much alive, although 
some studen ts  m ig h t no t 
recognize it.

The B il l  o f U n ive rs ity  and 
Student Relations Task Force, 
fo rm ed  by the Campus L ife  
Council (CLC) on Mar. 28 of this 
year, is cu rren tly  w ork ing  on 
the ideas which the original Bill 
discussed. However, the B il l ’s 
o r ig in a l fo rm  has been d is ­
carded and many o f its ideas 
have been clarified, according 
to Raja Singh, executive coor­
dinator of the Student Govern­

ment Legal Department.
The Legal Department orga­

nized the issues that the Bill of 
R igh ts addressed in to  fo u r  
main areas. These areas are 
Judgem ent by Peers, Pub lic  
Knowledge of Hearings, Collec­
tive Punishment and Freedom 
of Expression.

Following Vice-President for 
S tuden t A f fa irs  P a tr ic ia  
O’Hara’s rejection of a Campus 
Life Council resolution regard­
ing the issue of collective pun­
ishm ent, the Task Force w ill  
compile a report addressing all 
four areas rather than submit­
ting separate resolutions.

In a meeting on Wednesday, 
the Task Force decided th a t

these recomm endations com­
bined into a single report and 
fo rw a rded  to the CLC. I f  the 
CLC accepts the report, it  w ill 
be forw arded to O’Hara, who 
said she w ou ld  respond in  a 
“ tim ely manner,” according to 
Singh.

The subm ission o f a single 
report to the CLC was not the 
o r ig in a l in te n t o f the Task 
Force, w ho had p lanned  on 
sending one report on each of

the four issues to the CLC, said 
Singh. O’Hara’s rejection of CLC 
R eso lu tio n  #909102  and 
subsequent Task Force discus­
sion prompted the Task Force 
to change its approach, Singh 
said.

In her letter to Student Body 
President Rob Pasin dated Nov. 
9, O’Hara rejected the resolu­
tion and urged against splitting 
the issues up into four separate 
resolutions.

“ I do not th ink it is advisable 
to dea l w ith  th is  issue on a 
piece meal basis. I believe this 
issue would be better examined 
in  connection w ith  the review 
o f existing U niversity ju d ic ia l 
p ro ced u res  c u r re n t ly  in

progress by the Task Force of 
the CLC,” she wrote.

O’Hara said on Wednesday 
she would like to see the CLC 
“ use the Bill of Rights as a way 
of surfacing issues and evaluat­
in g  e x is t in g  ju d ic ia l p ro c e ­
dures.” She said she advocates 
the CLC submitting the recom­
mendations in a report “ sim ilar 
to the Board of Trustees reports 
that Student Government does 
every year.”

“ I can’t tell them what to do. 
I t ’s up to them to de te rm ine  
their direction. ” she added.

The Task Force’s decision to 
submit a single report alters

Last n ig h t W illia m s  re ­
sponded.

Despite the fact th a t C hris­
tians are called to lives of non­
violence and justice, a career in 
the m ilita ry  is an honorab le  
calling for a Christian, accord­
ing to Williams.

In h is  le c tu re , W illia m s , a 
fo rm e r Navy officer, stressed 
tha t there are ce rta in  cond i­
tio ns  u nd e r w h ich  v io lence  
should be used to promote jus­
tice. “The just war tradition

Reading from his notes of the 
m ee ting . House M in o r ity  
Leader Robert M ichel, R-11L, 
quoted Bush as saying, “ We 
haven’t crossed any particu la r 
Rubicon here” w ith  the latest 
increase.

For his own p a rt, M ichel 
said, ”1 don’t look for the kind 
o f action ... some people are 
a n tic ip a t in g , re a l soon. We 
w an t to con tinue  to counsel

w ith  our allies” and the United 
Nations.

However, Michel said he was 
“ a litt le  distressed ” that some 
p a r tic ip a n ts  in  the m ee ting  
w ith  Bush had spoken o f 
w a itin g  up to 18 m onths fo r 
sanctions against Iraq to take 
full effect. He said that was “ far 
beyond the tim e  fra m e  I 
thought appropriate.”

Bush, Congress clash
WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi­

dent Bush clashed Wednesday 
w ith leaders of Congress trying 
to lim it his war-making powers 
but assured anxious lawmakers 
he has not decided to use m ili­
tary force to push Iraq i troops 
out of Kuwait.

In a tw o -h o u r  m ee ting , 
Democratic leaders insisted that 
Bush must seek congressional 
approval before taking m ilita ry  
action in the Persian Gulf. He 
re fused  to g ive  any such 
guarantee.

“ The president did not in d i­
cate either a commitment to do 
that or refusal to do tha t,” Se­
nate M a jo r ity  Leader George 
Mitchell said later.

S e c re ta ry  o f S tate  James 
Baker III said Bush would follow 
the C o n s titu tio n , b u t he 
pointedly added, “ It ’s a question 
o f w h a t the C o n s titu tio n  
requires."

While acknowledging that only 
Congress has a u th o r ity  to 
declare war, Baker said, “There 
are many, many circumstances 
and s itu a tio n s  indeed w here  
th e re  cou ld  be a c tion  taken  
aga inst Am erican  c itizens or 
against American interests that 
would call for a very prompt and 
substantial response.”

Fears o f w ar in  the M iddle 
East were flamed by Bush’s de­
c is ion  las t week to send u p ­
wards of 200,000 more troops to 
the g u lf, nea rly  d oub ling  the 
Am erican m ilita ry  force there 
and adding what Bush called an 
offensive capability.

Leader R ichard Gephardt, D- 
Mo., to ld  Bush tha t w a iting  a 
year or a year and a h a lf for 
sanctions to force Iraq out o f 
K u w a it was a b e tte r  choice 
than war. Michel told Bush he 
could not w a it tha t long, and 
Rep. John M u rth a , D -Pa., 
chairman of the House Appro­
p ria tions defense subcom m it­
tee, said the president should 
be prepared to move soon, the 
source said.

Rep. David Obey, D-Wis., said 
Democrats were unanimous in 
counseling patience.
“ How long are you w illin g  to 
wait it out to save lives? My an­
swer is, a fa ir amount of time."

Baker said the sanctions are 
w o rk in g  b u t m ig h t no t be 
enough to force an Iraqi w ith ­
drawal. “ I don’t  th ink we can 
say tha t today w ith  certa inty. 
We know they are beginning to 
bite," Baker said.

Some law m akers, inc lud ing  
Senate Republican Leader Bob 
Dole, have called for a special 
session of Congress to vote on 
the gu lf crisis, but that proposal 
appeared  dead W ednesday. 
“ There is no support for it on 
e ith e r s ide ,”  Senate Foreign 
Relations Chairman Claiborne 
Pell, D-R.L, said as he left the 
White House.

Rep. W illiam  Broomfield, R- 
Mich., senior Republican on the 
House Foreign Affairs Commit­
tee, said there was a bipartisan 
agreem ent th a t “ i t  w ou ld  be 
jus t poor judgm ent to have it 
righ t now.”

NCAA 
should not 

change policy 
on draft ■

A n y o n e  w h o  
watched the halftime 
show  d u r in g  the 
T ennessee  gam e 
le a rn e d  th a t the
N ationa l C olleg iate Bradley GalkO 
A th le tic  Association 
(NCAA) is considering
legislation that would Assistant News Editor 
a llo w  a fo o tb a ll 
p layer who applies 
for the dra ft as a
jun io r and does not get drafted to retain his 
college elig ib ility. This would be a big m is­
take fo r the NCAA because i t  discourages 
players from  fin ishing the ir education and 
makes a negative statement about college 
athletics.

Under the current system, a jun io r that is 
not drafted loses his college elig ib ility. This 
means he loses the chance to play football 
on national television in  fron t o f the pro 
scouts fo r another year. Additiona lly , in 
most cases, he loses the chance to finish up 
his education. W ithou t a degree and 
w ithout a football career, he finds him self 
between a rock and a hard place.

This discourages players from  applying 
fo r the d ra ft early because they have a lot 
to lose fo r a very small chance at a gain. I f  
the player stays in  school, however, he can 
have ano the r year o f p la y ing  w ith  
additional exposure and often finishes his 
degree p ro g ram . T he re fo re  he has 
something to fa ll back on after football or 
in case his career is ended prematurely by 
in ju ry or waiver.

I f  the system is changed as the NCAA now 
proposes, however, fa r more players w ill 
leave school as jun iors and relinquish their 
e lig ib ility . Then a few weeks, months, or 
maybe even a couple of years down the road 
when he gets cut from  tra in ing  camp or 
waived or seriously injured, the player w ill 
find him self w ith  no degree, no scholarship 
and lacking fo r a good job. Unfortunately 
the demand for sportscasters and spokes- 
people w ith  a one-year or less football ca­
reer is rather lim ited.

Another problem w ith  the NCAA would be 
the kind o f image this legislation gives to 
college football. Are colleges and universi­
ties places where people go fo r four years 
to gain an education and degree and sim ul­
taneously sharpen the ir athletic skills, or 
are they jus t places to bide your time until 
the pros pick you up?

U nfortunate ly , the new system would 
promote more o f the latter. Essentially the 
proposed legislation sends a message of 
“ go ahead and try  your hand at the pros 
and i f  you’re not successful ju s t come on 
back fo r a while u n til you can try  again.” 
This is not the image college athletics 
should project.

In ligh t of the long-term  damage to play­
ers and the negative image this new pro­
posed legislation would present, the NCAA 
should not adopt this new legislation but, 
rather, encourage guys to “stay in school.”

James Baker III, U.S. secretary of 
state, w ill meet this weekend w ith  the 
fore ign m in is ters o f U.N. Security 
Council members Ethiopia, Ivory Coast 
and Zaire, in  an effort to solidify sup­
port fo r U.S. actions in  the Persian 
Gulf. Baker hopes to persuade them to 
support a resolution authorizing the 
use of force to expel Iraq i invaders 
from  Kuwait. Baker last week 
lined up the Soviet Union, China, B rita in  and France, 
which, as permanent members o f the Council, could have 
killed  the resolution w ith  the ir veto. He then w ill fly to 
Paris to meet Sunday w ith  the foreign m inisters of Roma­
nia and F inland and hold another session w ith  Soviet 
Foreign M inister Eduard Shevardnadze and British For­
eign Secretary Douglas Hurd.

A television journalist w ill become the firs t 
Japanese citizen in  space when he joins Soviet cosmonauts 
on a mission Dec. 2, officials said. Toyekiro Akiyama of 
Japan’s TBS television network appeared at a news con­
ference Monday w ith  Soviet cosmonauts V ictor Afanasyev 
and Mussa Manapov at the Soviet space complex at Star 
City, the government newspaper Izvestia said Tuesday. 
The December flight, details of which have not been an­
nounced, w ill be the firs t fo r a Japanese citizen. Other 
foreigners, including those from  France, Afghanistan and 
Cuba, have flown on Soviet space flights. The Soviet Union 
has been try ing to boost the image and p ro fitab ility  o f its 
space program follow ing budget problems and a series of 
mishaps. A hatch on the Soviet space station M ir failed 
during a fligh t this year, and a rocket exploded on the 
launch pad last month, destroying what a U.S. expert said 
was probably a spy satellite.

International students discuss life in the U.S. at Saint Mary’s meeting

I f  there  was som ething the 
foreign students would change 
at Saint M a ry ’s, they agreed 
that there should be a manda­
tory geography course.

Am ericans’ geographical ig ­
norance was ju s t one o f the 
to p ics  d iscussed in  “ To See 
Ourselves As Others See Us.” 
Students and faculty from Bel­
gium, Spain, Bolivia, Germany, 
N igeria  and India gathered to 
share the ir American and na­
tive  experiences to increase 
worldwide awareness.

Ravi Parashar, v is it in g  in ­
s truc to r o f business adm in is­
tration and economics, said that 
when he came to teach at Saint 
Mary’s he was concerned about 
how people would receive him, 
but “students don’t wonder why 
you ’re d iffe ren t. They expect 
d iv e rs ity  s ince  th is  is a 
un ivers ity  and they take i t  in

s tr ide  th a t I ’m ju s t from  an­
other part of the universe.”

Born in India, Parashar has a 
strong Indo-Latin  background 
that he has chosen to preserve 
by w e a rin g  h is  t ra d it io n a l 
dress. Both men and women 
wear “ all colors of the rainbow” 
and P a rasha r’s own c o lo rfu l 
wardrobe reflects his attitude. 
“ I feel happy and larky all the 
time. It ’s a Latin phenomenon,” 
said Parashar, who has lived in 
Mexico.

One s tu d e n t fro m  In d ia  
pointed out that younger stu­
dents from  fo re ign  countries 
“ come w ith  ano ther po in t o f 
view and try  to integrate their 
dress.” Parashar attested to the 
graduate students being more 
prone to “ keep their culture ” in 
the visible sense. However, he 
said tha t no one forgets the ir 
cu lture  no m atter where they 
go-

Since Parashar came to South 
Bend d ire c t ly  a fte r  liv in g  in

Mexico fo r tw enty-one years, 
his American experiences have 
been chiefly in  this area. “ For 
the life of me, I can’t  remember 
an unfavorable experience in 
South Bend, ” Parashar stated. 
“There are things I don’t agree 
w ith, but I have many positive 
stories to relate.”

The bus system is a source of 
amazement for Parashar as he 
has been surprised at how ac­
commodating they are. He re ­
called getting on the wrong bus 
once w ith  two other foreigners. 
The bus d river called another 
bus, that took a detour from its 
route to pick them up and take 
them home.

“How come people are so nice 
in  South  B end?" P a rash a r 
mused and then answered his 
own question. “ I th ink  i t ’s be­
cause th is  is a sm a ll to w n . 
South Bend is d iffe re n t from  
Chicago and New York.”

“ I don’t feel anything by being 
o ld e r and hope nobody else 
does,” she said. “ I feel eighteen 
in my heart.”

Marechal described an in itia l

know  your way a round.” The 
way Am erican businesses are 
run was also foreign to her.

Marechal’s husband was put 
in  a position o f au thority  and 
she said that te rm ina ting  em­
ployees was d ifficu lt for him.

“ In Belgium, i f  you have din­
ner w ith  (employees), or have 
social contacts, you are consid­
ered  fr ie n d s . My husband 
couldn’t fire friends,” Marechal 
explained.

Atim Appio, a freshman from 
Nigeria, came to America after 
five years of schooling in Scot­
land.

“At the age of fourteen, I had 
to decide what I was going to 
do w ith the rest of my life ,” said 
Appio. “ I wanted to change my 
m ajor la te r on. I chose Saint 
M a ry ’s to get a l ib e ra l a rts  
education.”

O ther s tudents  re la ted  the

same reasons fo r  g o ing  to 
school in the states.

M aria  Trigo, a student from  
Bolivia, was impressed by the 
attendance here.

“ E u rop ea n  co lleges try  to 
flunk you. Here, the professors 
w ill do anything to help and ev­
erybody goes to class. In Spain, 
no one does,” Trigo said.

Students adm itted to having 
p re co n ce p tio n s  o f A m e rica , 
some of which were disproved.

“ I though t tha t a ll the land 
from  coast to coast was like  
New Y ork . W hen I came to 
South Bend, I was shocked,” 
E lizabeth Forester, a student 
fro m  London , sa id . 
“ (Foreigners) are intrigued and 
in te re s te d  by the  expansive  
thought and te rrito ry  in Amer­
ica.”

She is impressed by “ the d if­
fe re n t m odes o f d ress and 
practices that contribute to so­
ciety."

Parashar said th a t in te rn a ­
tional students are pleased w ith 
American hospitality and like to 
re tu rn  some o f it  by “ sharing 
the ir heritage w ith  hosts.

g re a tly  th e ir  o rig in a l p lan. 
Before Wednesday’s decision, 
the Task Force had planned on 
evaluating four ind iv idua l re ­
ports , com piled by the Legal 
Department, and then sending 
th e ir  recom m endations on to 
the CLC, according to Singh.

There the CLC would discuss 
the ind iv idua l report and sub­
m it any resulting resolution to 
O’Hara, who would then have 
seven days to respond. I f  ac­
cepted, the reso lu tion  would  
become o ffic ia l University pol­
icy. I f  vetoed, though, the par­
t ic u la r  re s o lu tio n  w o u ld  be 
dead.

Under the new process, the 
fina l recommendations w ill be 
sent to O’Hara fo r her consid­
eration. She told the task force 
tha t she w ill respond to each 
recommendation and that she 
w ill consider the recommenda­
tions and keep them in  m ind 
when the University revises du 
Lac this summer.

“This new method should ex­
pedite the entire process,” said 
Singh. “ Now, the debate w ill be 
over the s p ir it  o f the recom ­
mendations instead of the letter 
o f them.”

He added tha t the CLC had 
ru n  in to  p rob lem s d e b a tin g  
resolutions because they must 
be taken lite ra lly . The recom ­
m endations, because o f th e ir  
n o n -b in d in g  n a tu re , shou ld  
e lim ina te  these problem s, he 
said.

“The CLC can now talk about 
the ideas and let the practical 
aspects be worked out by Pro­
fessor O’Hara and her staff,” he 
said.

The Task Force, which w ill be 
m ak ing  recom m endations to 
the CLC is made up of represen­
ta tiv e s  o f the s tu d e n ts  and 
A dm in is tra tion . Jo in ing Singh 
are Student Government Judi­
cial Coordinator Vinny Sanchez, 
S tudent Senators Joe W ilson 
and Lisa Bostw ick, and Stan­
ford Hall Rector Bill Kirk.

Also on the Task Force are 
Law student Jim Hogan, Peter 
Lombardo, associate director of 
the CCE, Fr. Michael Sullivan, 
re c to r  o f C a rro ll H a ll, Sr. 
Jeannine Jochm an, re c to r o f 
Lyons Hall, and Ann F irth , d i­
rector of Residence Life.

The m em bers o f the  Task 
Force w ill readdresss the issue 
o f collective punishment, which 
appeared dead after O’Hara re­
jected the CLC resolution.

“ Professor O’Hara liked a lot 
o f the ideas in  the resolution,

she jus t didn’t like the fact that 
they  w ere  m a n d a te d ,” sa id  
Singh.

In the le tte r, O’Hara stated 
th a t the re s o lu tio n  d id  not 
c le a rly  define “ co llec tive  re ­
sponsibility,” which caused her 
to be hesitant in accepting the 
resolution.

“ I can th ink of few instances 
in which I would not be w illing  
to consu lt w ith  student lead­
ers,” she said, “ but I am unw ill­
ing to adopt a University p ro ­
cedure in which I am mandated 
to do so in every instance of an 
event that has been only loosely 
defined.”

While the issue o f collective 
punishm ent has already gone 
before O’Hara, the second is ­
sue, judgem ent by peers, is in 
the early stages of debate.

Wednesday’s meeting was the 
firs t tim e tha t the Task Force 
discussed the Legal D e p a rt­
ment’s report on judgement by 
peers . In  the  re p o r t,  m a jo r 
changes in  cu rren t U niversity 
J u d ic ia l p ro ced u re  are p ro ­
posed.

The report proposes changes 
in all three types of disciplinary 
p roceed ings: a d m in is tra tiv e  
hearings, d isc ip lina ry  confe r­
ences and res ide n ce  h a ll 
ju d ic ia l  p ro ced u res . In the 
m eeting Wednesday, only the 
p ro p o sa l d e a lin g  w ith  
a d m in is tra tiv e  hearings was 
discussed, said Singh.

An administrative hearing is a 
hearing before a three-member 
panel of Office of Residence Life 
staff. These hearings are only 
he ld  in  cases o f v io la tio n s  
punishable w ith  suspension or 
dismissal from the University.

These hearings are much like 
trials, said Singh, w ith  students 
being allowed the assistance of 
“ undergraduate student coun­
sel” and the petitioning of w it­
nesses. Approximately 130 out 
o f 400 cases heard each year 
goes to administrative hearings, 
said Singh.

The Legal Department report 
recom m ends the a d d itio n  o f 
one student to the panel.

“ We d id n ’t have m uch o f a 
problem w ith  this type of hear­
ing, but we felt a student on the 
panel would have a better idea 
of the context o f the violation,” 
said Singh.

In discussing the recommen­
dation, m em bers o f the Task 
Force questioned the number of 
panel members.

“ Some people  w ere  
concerned that an even number 
w o u ld  cause p ro b le m s  in  a 
vo te ,” Singh said. “ But these 
decisions are usually made by 
consensus and not by vote, so

the  n um be rs  re a lly  d o n ’ t 
matter,” he added.

The Task Force expressed 
agreement w ith  the recommen­
d a tio n  to add one s tu d e n t, 
Singh said.

The recommendation regard­
ing  d isc ip lin a ry  conferences, 
which w ill be discussed at next 
w eek’s task force m eeting, is 
more complicated.

A ll violations that are sent to 
Student Affairs and not handled 
by an adm in istra tive  hearing, 
are s e ttle d  th ro u g h  a d is c i­
p lin a ry  conference.

Heseltine to challenge Thatcher’s leadership of Conservative Party
LONDON (AP) — Former De­

fense Secretary Michael llesel- 
tine on Wednesday challenged 
P rim e M in is te r  M a rg a re t 
Thatcher in a six-day w ar for 
the leadership o f the govern­
m ent and the  C onse rva tive  
Party.

H ese ltine , who w il l  stand 
aga inst T h a tch e r in  a b a llo t 
among the 372 Conservative 
legislators on Tuesday, accused 
her o f s p lit t in g  the p a rty  on 
Europe and a liena ting  voters 
w ith  an unpopula r local gov­
ernment tax.

The challenge by Heseltine, a 
se lf-m ad e  m il l io n a ire  who 
espouses a "caring capitalism” 
in contrast to T ha tcher’s r ig ­
orous free-market views, poses 
the biggest th rea t to her su r­
vival since she won power more 
than 11 years ago.

“ 1 am persuaded that 1 w ill 
now  have a b e tte r  p rospect 
than Mrs. Thatcher o f leading 
the Conservatives to a fourth  
general election victory,” Hesel­
tine said.

Kenneth Baker, chairm an of 
the troubled Conservative Party, 
sa id the 6 5 -y e a r-o ld  p rim e  
minister w ill fight to the end to 
keep pow er — th ro u g h  a 
possible three ballots ending 
Nov. 29.

“This contest is unwanted and 
unnecessary," Baker said. “ I am 
sure she w ill w in on the firs t 
ballot.”

"She would fight her corner. 
That is wholly admirable," said 
Heseltine.

O ther m in is te rs  in  the 22- 
m em ber C abinet said i t  was 
w rong  to challenge Tha tcher 
now, w ith  some 16,000 British 
troops in the Persian Gulf and 
war threatening against Iraq.

H e se ltin e , who needs 159 
votes in the first secret ballot to 
force a runoff, said more than 
100 leg is la to rs  have pledged 
support. Tha tcher needs 214 
votes to w in outright.

If  a second ballot is needed it 
w ill be held Nov. 27 and may 
well b ring in other contenders 
from the Cabinet, such as For­
eign Secretary Douglas Hurd. If  
no one won o u tr ig h t then , a 
th ird  and final vote among the 
last three top contenders w ill be 
held Nov. 29.

Heseltine, defense secretary 
u n t i l  he s ta lke d  ou t o f 
Thatcher’s Cabinet in 1986 in a 
Europe-related dispute, stepped 
forward a day after her former 
deputy prime minister delivered 
a scathing attack on her a tt i­
tude toward Europe.

The onslaught by Sir Geoffrey 
Howe, who resigned Nov. 1, 
appeared to have tipped Hesel­
tine into his along awaited bid 
for the leadership.

R ebellion has sim m ered in 
the party for more than a year, 
partly over Thatcher’s isolation 
in  the s tepped -up  d riv e  fo r  
greater European unity. Britain 
alone re jected an agreem ent 
las t m onth in p rin c ip le  fo r a 
single central bank and single 
currency for the 12-nation Eu­
ropean community.

But Thatcher’s crisis is rooted

in the Tories’ 16-month lag in 
opinion polls, mainly because of 
high interest rates, double-digit 
inflation and an unpopular local 
per-capita tax dubbed the “ poll 
ta x .”

Heseltine said that i f  he wins 
he w ill order an immediate re­
view of that tax, which he said 
left “ a lingering sense of in jus­
tice.”

Thatcher is the longest-serv­
ing head of government in the 
W estern w orld , and B r ita in ’s 
longest-serving prime m inister 
in this century.

The attempt to overthrow her 
threatened to become a d irty, 
no-holds-barred campaign for 
the  le a d e rs h ip  o f the p a r ty  
w h ich  has a m a jo r ity  in  the 
650 -m em ber House o f Com­
mons. The party leader is au­
tomatically the prime minister.

On Tuesday, the 4-m illion c ir­
culation Sun newspaper carried 
stories w ith  intim ate details of 
the private lives of some of He- 
seltine’s known supporters, in ­
cluding that one had a mistress 
and another had visited a gay 
club.

Thatcher w ill vote for herself 
by proxy Tuesday from  Paris, 
w he re  she w i l l  be a t a 35- 
na tio n  su m m it o f leade rs  o f 
East and West.

H er s u p p o rte rs  expressed 
dismay at the prospect o f the 
party dumping the leader who 
faced down the unions, led the 
war in the Falkland Islands and 
whose gritty brand of national­
ism helped revive the country’s 
se lf- im ag e  as a E uropean  
power and America’s No. 1 ally.

An A lita lia  DC-9 je t l in e r  ap­
p ro a c h in g  Z u r ic h  a irp o r t  
crashed  in to  a h il ls id e  and 
b u rne d  W ednesday n ig h t, 
k illing all 40 passengers and six 
crew members aboard, police 
said.

F lig h t AZ404 o f the Ita lia n  
a ir l in e , com ing  from  M ila n , 
crashed about 8:20 p.m. (2:20 
p.m. EST) five m iles north  of 
K lo ten  in te rn a tio n a l a irp o r t 
outside Zurich, near the village 
of Weiach, a irpo rt spokesman 
Peter Gutknecht said.

Witnesses reported what ap­
peared to be fire and explosions 
before the plane crashed into a 
wooded hill, Zurich police told a 
press conference.

Only a few  on board  w ere 
I ta lia n s , an A li ta l ia  
spokeswoman said. Ita lian  re ­
ports  said m ost o f the o the r 
passengers w ere  a p p a re n tly  
Swiss and Japanese. A lita lia  
said it did not expect to publish 
a fu l l passenger l is t  be fo re  
Thursday.

The Swiss Federal M eteoro­
logical Office said v is ib ility  at 
the time of the crash was good 
— up to 10 m iles, w ith  lig h t 
rain and light winds. Early re­
ports had cited heavy rain.

F ire  raged in the wreckage 
and woodside for at least 1 1/2 
hours, police said.

Hanni Steffen, a nearby resi­
den t and a m ed ic , sa id  she 
rushed to the site but all help 
appeared too late.

“ The plane was burning like a 
volcano,” she said.

Ita ly’s state-run RAI television 
sa id  f i r s t  re p o rts  appea r to 
d isco un t the p o s s ib ility  o f a 
te rro ris t act, but that the crash 
did not seemed linked  to the 
weather.

The plane broke apart on im ­
pact. Smoking wreckage, cov­
ered w ith firefighting foam, was 
sca tte re d  a bo u t the m uddy 
h ills ide . The ta il section had 
broken off. One land ing  gear 
and a section of wing were also 
discernible.

The plane was on time follow­
ing a 50-minute flight from Mi­
lan when it disappeared from  
radar screens, Gutknecht said.

Swiss aviation authorities said 
they had begun an in v e s t i­
gation, and Ita lian  authorities 
sa id  they w ou ld  d isp a tch  a 
team of investigators.

The crash  s ite  is abou t 10 
m iles  n o rth e a s t o f c e n tra l 
Zurich in northern Switzerland.

teaches that, while violence is 
evil, the obligation to avoid this 
evil is conditional," he said.

W ill ia m s  sa id  th a t a 
“ nationa l, Catholic, research 
u n iv e rs ity ,"  such as Notre 
Dame, definitely has a mission 
to educate those who aspire to 
serve in the United States m ili­
tary. “ To educate young men 
and women to serve in the m ili­
ta ry  is no easy task," said 
Williams.

“What better place to edu­
cate such a leader than at the 
U niversity o f Notre Dame, a 
place that strives to educate the 
head as well as the heart?” he 
asked.

W illiam s read a portion  of 
the university ’s mission state­
ment and queried, “ Should we 
have ROTC at Notre Dame? ” He 
answered, “We would be be­
tray ing  our mission i f  we did 
not.”

W illiam s acknowledged that 
Jesus’ teachings stress love of 
our enemies and nonvio lent

struggle for justice, yet he said 
that there is more than one way 
to strive fo r the kingdom of 
God. W illiam s said, “A ll Chris­
tians should be actively pursu­
ing  ju s tic e ” and sometimes 
there must be violence in  that 
pursuit of justice.

Christians may feel that they 
are being pulled in two direc­
tions and an issue such as 
ROTC at a Catholic university 
may seem to present a conflict 
in values, said Williams. He ex­
plained that violence is a leg it­
imate last resort and stressed, 
“justice seems to demand the 
defense o f innocent persons, 
even i f  we must use violence.”

As an example of violence be­
ing “ clearly the lesser o f two 
ev ils ," W illiam s m entioned 
H itle r ’s regime. “ W hat i f  we 
hadn’t used violence against 
H itler?” he asked. In cases such 
as that, W illiam s said violence 
is justifiab le  because the a lter­
native outcome would have 
been worse.

In defending the fact that 
m ilita ry tra in ing does advocate 
k illing , W illiam s said, “ There 
are worse things than death 
and one is not having freedom.”

The firs t a lterna tive  raises 
the question o f matters which 
du Lac calls “ serious or sensi­
tive or [that] involve pastoral 
concerns.” In these cases, the 
report allows fo r d iscip linary 
conferences w ith  A dm in is tra ­
tors like the ones that are held 
now.

The second alternative would 
make the same provisions for 
pastoral concerns and serious 
and sensitive m atters, and 
would lead to the abolition of 
Hall J-Boards. “ It would also 
lead toward a standardization 
of ru les and sanctions w ith in  
the d is tric t; something that is 
much needed,” said the report.

The th ird  recom m endation 
attempts to c larify  the rule on 
“ serious and sensitive matters 
and pastoral concerns.”

As du Lac stands, students 
involved in in -ha ll v io la tions 
have the choice to have the ir 
case heard by the hall J-Board 
or by the hall Rector. An excep­
tion to this rule is made for se­
rious and sensitive matters and 
pastora l concerns, in  which 
case the Rector can choose to 
handle the case.

The re p o rt asks th a t “ a 
s tric te r de fin ition  o f ‘serious

and sensitive matters and pas­
toral concerns’ be developed so 
that Hall Judicial Boards be­
come more active.”

This provision was included 
in the report in the event that 
O’Hara accepts the University- 
wide Judicial Board, said Singh.

“ I f  she adopts the idea of dis­
tr ic t J-boards, this recommen­
dation isn’t needed.” he added.

The final recommendation of 
the report would assign the 
duty o f coordinating the new 
jud ic ia l procedures to the Stu­
dent Government Judicial Coor­
dinator (currently Sanchez.)

“We recommend that the duty 
of Judicial Coordinator be ex­
panded to include working w ith 
Residence Life to set the dock­
ets fo r U n ive rs ity  level J- 
Boards,” the report said.

This last recom m endation 
would force the Judicial Coor­
dinator to take on more official 
duties, said Singh.

“We’re try ing  to te ll the Ad­
m in istration that while we are 
p ro p o s in g  a ll o f these  
changes,” said Singh, “ w e ’re 
not a fra id  to take on the re ­
sponsibility of running th is.”

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Panel members regret late 
report on AIDS treatment

WASHINGTON (AP) — Some 
members o f a scientific  panel 
said Wednesday they should 
have m oved fa s te r to d ra f t  
guidelines for adding steroids to 
the tre a tm e n t o f a k i l le r  
p ne um on ia  in  people  w ith  
AIDS.

“ In retrospect, it should have 
happened more quickly,” said 
Paul Meier, professor of statis­
tics at the University of Chicago 
and vice chairman of the panel 
that convened last May.

AIDS activ ists also said the 
panel took too long, but federal 
m ed ica l o ff ic ia ls  sa id  these 
critics were disregarding some 
important facts.

S t il l o th e r panel m em bers 
said the approval process could 
no t have been s ig n if ic a n t ly  
speeded up.

The National Institute of Allergy 
and Infectious Diseases on Oct. 
10 sent an a le rt to physicians 
in fo rm in g  them  th a t re ce n t 
s tud ies  had found  b en e fits  
am ong some p a tie n ts  w ith  
Pneumocycstis carin ii pneumo­
nia whose treatment was sup­
plemented with steroids.

S te ro ids  are  know n  to 
weaken the im m une system, 
and AIDS is a disease of a col­
lapsing immune system.

The letter, sent to 2,600 med­
ical practitioners, was based on 
the findings of the 17-member 
panel organized by the institute 
and the University of California 
at San Diego.

Mike M erdian, executive d i­
rector of the National Associa­
tion o f People w ith  AIDS, said 
the five  m on ths i t  took  the 
panel to come up w ith  its rec­
om m en da tion s  was
“ u n c o n s c io n a b le ”  and
“unethical” but not unusual.

“ We’ve long said there  are 
many therapies available we’re 
not aware of,” he said.

But the chairman of the panel 
rejected the critic ism  and said 
the tim e  i t  took m em bers to 
analyze the studies was w e ll 
spent try in g  to agree on the 
w ord ing  o f any recomm enda­
tions as to which patients would 
b e n e fit m ost fro m  s te ro id  
treatm ent, in  what doses and 
for what period of time.

Panel discusses women’s role and merits 
of ordination of women in the Church

R e lig ious  devo tion  is in ­
ve rse ly  p ro p o r t io n a l to a 
woman’s desire to obtain o rd i­
nation, according to research 
data presented by senior Julie 
Shadd, a member o f the panel 
which discussed the position of 
women in the Catholic Church 
last night.

Shadd said that women more 
involved in the Catholic Church 
are the ones intim idated by the 
thought of being ordained. This 
is a fear based on the socializa­
tio n  o f the ch u rch  in  w h ich  
women are typ ica lly  subord i­
nate.

According to Shadd, “we need 
to realize that there may come 
a point when the (church) doc­
trine is irreconcilable w ith  the 
needs and desires o f m odern 
women.”

Shadd added that her genera­
tion may be affected by changes

in church  doctrine  i f  women 
begin to speak out now.

“ Sometimes I have found in 
discussion o f the wom an’s o r­
d in a tio n  issue, th a t theology 
smuggles its way in too quickly 
and may cloud w ha t I see as 
some o f the key issues,” said 
panelist Clark Power, associate 
p ro fesso r in  the P rogram  o f 
Liberal Studies.

Power m aintained tha t “ the 
failure to ordain (women) is an 
injustice.” He said, according to 
theologians, “ the ordained m in­
istry is not privileged, it  is not 
h igh  sta tus, i t  does no t hold 
power- it is a service.”

“ O bviously, in  the C atho lic 
Church ordained m in isters do 
have power,” said Power.

He po in ted  ou t th a t at the 
latest Synnod, bishops agreed 
th a t th e re  was no a p p a re n t 
problem  w ith  the priesthood, 
yet no women were involved in 
that decision-making process.

Power also d isc red ited  the 
argum ent tha t men are more 
moral than women by referring 
to studies of m orality tests. He 
noted that in  most cases women 
and men w ith  equal educations 
tested to be equally moral.

According to Power inequality 
breeds im m orality based on the 
process o f p ow e r a sse rtion  
while equality encourages mu­
tuality and shared power.

Power suggested that “ such a 
community (as the church) may 
effectively keep its members in 
line but it w ill be ineffective as 
a moral teacher.”

Power concluded by compar­
ing the subject of the ordination 
o f w om en in  the C a tho lic  
Church to the subject of an al­
coholic fa ther in a fam ily. He 
pointed out tha t the fam ily  of 
an alcoholic usually avoids the 
topic just as the church tends to 
avoid the topic of the ordination 
o f women.

Inventor reaches agreement with Ford 
Motor Co. over windshield wiper patent
DETROIT (AP) — The inven­

to r of the pausing w indshield 
w iper agreed Wednesday to ac­
cept $10.2 m illion  from  Ford 
M otor Co. to settle a 12-year- 
o ld  la w s u it  fo r  p a te n t in ­
fringement.

R obert K ea rns ’ agreem ent 
sends a signal to 19 other au­
tomakers he has sued, claiming 
they violated his patent for in ­
term ittent windshield wipers.

C hrys le r Corp. m ay be the 
next defendant up fo r tr ia l, a 
Kearns attorney said. Chrysler 
said it is ready.

“ Because o f the Ford settle­
m ent, we re encouraged tha t 
we w i l l  p ro b a b ly  be able to 
reach agreement w ith  Kearns 
w ith o u t extended lit ig a t io n ,” 
C h rys le r spokesm an Tom 
H ouston sa id. He w ou ld  no t 
elaborate.

Ford  a tto rn e y  M a lco lm  
Wheeler said the settlement re­
solves all disputes between the 
company and the 63-year-old 
Kearns.

“ We’ re pleased to be done 
w ith  the l it ig a t io n ,”  W heeler 
said. “We still believe that i f  we 
had a n o th e r shot a t i t ,  the 
patents would have been held 
invalid. We th ink this is an ex­
tremely reasonable settlement.”

Kearns said the size o f the 
award was beside the point.

“ I don’t  th ink the goal was the 
m a g n itu d e  o f the  m oney,”  
Kearns said after he signed the

settlement in U.S. D istrict Judge 
Avern Cohn’s courtroom. “ What 
I saw (as) my ro le  was to 
defend the patent system. I f  I 
don ’t go fu rthe r, there re a lly  
isn’t a patent system.”

In te rm it te n t  w in d s h ie ld  
w ipe rs , now standard  or op­
tional equipment on nearly all 
cars sold in  the United States, 
automatically start and stop at 
intervals.

B ill Durkee, an attorney fo r 
Kearns, said Chrysler probably 
would be the next legal target, 
but he also said Chrysler has 
agreed not to dispute the valid­
ity  of Kearns’ patents.

Durkee said the $10.2 m illion 
settlement, of which his firm  is 
expected to get 30 percent to 40 
percent, was a good deal fo r 
Ford.

“ I th ink  Ford got away w ith  
more than they should,” Durkee 
said. “They made a pro fit from 
their infringement.”

I t  has been estim a ted  th a t 
dealers have sold about 20 m il­
lion Ford, Lincoln and Mercury 
cars equipped w ith interm ittent 
wipers.

I f  the Ford settlement pattern 
were followed w ith  Chrysler’s 
estimated 13 m illion  cars w ith  
in te rm itte n t w ipers , it  wou ld

work out to about $4.3 m illion.
Kearns, who lives in Houston, 

claimed in  his law suit that he 
in s ta lle d  in te rm it te n t w in d ­
shield w ipers on a 1962 Ford 
Galaxie and took it  to the au­
tomaker.

Kearns, a professor at Wayne 
State U n ive rs ity  in  D e tro it at 
the time, said he was led to be­
lieve by the n u iu o jr  o f ques­
tions company engineers asked 
that Ford would buy his inven­
tion.

But that did not happen and 
Kearns sued.

During the course of the l i t i ­
g a tio n  one m is tr ia l was de­
clared after a ju ry  was unable 
to decide on an award. In a re­
tr ia l, Kearns le ft Cohn’s court­
room  a fte r  w r it in g  an angry 
le tte r to the judge and disap­
peared fo r several days.

Now, w ith  the s e ttle m e n t 
m oney due in  an escrow  ac­
count by the end o f the week, 
Kearns said he plans to pay off 
some legal debts and perhaps 
buy a house in  Texas. And he 
w ill continue the legal battles to 
protect his patent.

“They (lawyers) are running a 
business,” he said. “ I ’m running 
a cause.”

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Retailers waiting for the Grinch
Christmas sales expected to be ‘pretty lousy’

WASHINGTON (AP) — Retail 
sales growth slowed to a barely 
perceptible 0.1 percent in Octo­
ber, the governm ent said 
Wednesday, prom pting  ana­
lysts to predict that the holiday 
g ift-buy ing  season w ill be a 
bust.

" I  think holiday sales are go­
ing to be pre tty lousy,”  said 
economist Bruce Steinberg of 
M errill Lynch Capital Markets 
in New York. “ Compared to 
Christmases past, i t ’s ju s t not 
going to look very good."

Economist Sandra Shaber of 
the Futures Group in Washing­
ton agreed, basing her opinion 
on two months o f declin ing 
sales at department and cloth­
ing stores— often gauges of 
consumer sentiment.

“ Consumers have a lim ited 
budget,”  she said. “ W ith the 
rapid deterioration o f the job 
m arket and more in fla tio n , 
consumers just simply have less 
money to spend.”

The Commerce Department 
said sales totaled a seasonally 
adjusted $152.3 b illio n , up 
from $152.1 billion in Septem­
ber. But like the previous two 
months, sales were a rtific ia lly  
inflated by high gasoline prices, 
not volume.

In fact, the department said 
sales actually fell 0.1 percent in 
October when gasoline p u r­
chases were excluded. The price 
o f gasoline has spiraled since 
the Aug. 2 Iraq i invasion o f 
Kuw ait d isrup ted  w orld  o il 
markets.

Analysts saw the report as 
further evidence of weakness in 
an economy that many believe 
is now in a recession. Retail 
sales represent about half of all 
consumer spending which itself 
accounts for tw o-th irds of the 
nation’s economic activity.

Ms. Shaber predicted a repeat 
of last year’s holiday shopping 
season, when many re ta ile rs 
cut prices and offered other 
promotions to lure consumers 
to their salesrooms.

" I t ’s rea lly a very, very p ro­
motional Christmas a lready,”  
she said. “ We have too many 
stores and too many malls now 
being aggravated by the erosion 
o f househo ld  p u rch a s in g  
power.”

Retailers depend on the holi­
day shopping season for about 
half o f their sales and profits.

Automobiles, which represent 
about 20 percent of reta il sales, 
slowed to a 0.7 percent gain 
from a 2.9 percent increase in 
September. But Steinberg said 
un it sales were down in Octo­
ber, suggesting the increase 
represented higher prices for 
new-model-year cars.

Excluding the auto category, 
overall re ta il sales were un­
changed from  the previous 
month.

Sales of durable goods, which 
include cars and other items 
expected to last more than 
three years, rose 0.7 percent, 
ju s t ha lf o f the ir 1.4 percent 
gain a month earlier.

Purchases o f build ing mate­
ria ls  rebounded 1.5 percent 
from  a 1.5 percent drop in 
September, but sales o f fu rn i­
ture and other home fu rn ish ­
ings fell 0.3 percent.

Non durable sales, such as 
food and gasoline, slipped 0.2 
percent after rising 1.2 percent 
the previous month.

Gasoline service station sales 
were up 3.2 percent a fter in ­
creases o f 5.6 percent in  
September and 7 percent im ­
mediately after the August in ­
vasion.

Bankruptcy appears 
inevitable for Eastern

NEW YORK (AP) — Eastern 
A irlines begged a bankruptcy 
judge for more cash Wednesday 
to stay alive, but creditors de­
manded that the ca rrie r close 
down, sell whatever assets re­
main and pay at least part of 
its enormous debt.

Easte rn ’s trustee , M artin  
S h u g ru e , a sked  U.S. 
B a nkru p tcy  Judge B urton  
Lifland to let the a irline  have 
$30 m illion from an escrow ac­
count immediately, $40 m illion 
in late December and $10 m il­
lion in early January.

The immediate cash from the 
account o f $273.6 m illio n  
would keep Eastern operating 
through December, Shugrue 
said, lie  predicted the carrier, 
which has been in bankruptcy 
court since a cripp ling  strike 
began in March 1989, should be 
able to tu rn  its losses around 
early next year.

The a irline ’s unsecured credi­
tors, inc lud ing  banks, labor 
unions and airplane manufac­
turers, said Eastern has v irtu ­
ally no chance of becoming v i­
able.

In a response to Eastern’s 
request fo r the money, the 
creditors asked the judge to 
close Eastern so it can be liqu i­
dated. The creditors said East­
e rn ’s economic perform ance 
has repeatedly fallen short of 
Shugrue’s projections.

They worried that i f  any more 
money is handed out to keep

But departm ent store sales 
were down 0.6 percent after a 
1.1 percent loss the previous 
month, while apparel purchases 
declined 1.0 percent follow ing 
September’s 1.7 percent drop.

Sales at restaurants and bars 
were o ff 0.3 percent from a 0.4 
percent increase a month ear­
lier.

But purchases at drug stores 
rose 1.6 percent a fte r a 0.9 
percent gain in September.

“ People are tak ing  more 
aspirin  because they’re more 
w orried,”  Steinberg suggested.

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — 
The era o f “ fast buckaroos”  
is over in the savings and 
loan business, and the gov­
ernment needs to work now 
on a ttra c tin g  p riva te  in ­
vestors to th rifts , the new 
chairm an o f the S&L trade 
group said Wednesday.

S&L rescue legislation en­
acted 15 months ago has 
succeeded in ending th rifts ’ 
irresponsible growth, Don­
ald Shackelford told the U.S. 
League of Savings Associa­
tions, which completed its 
98th annual convention.

“ The new guys coming in, 
the fast buckaroos— th a t’s 
over,”  he said.

However, the new law has 
fa iled to a ttra c t the in ­
vestors needed to reduce the 
government’s risks, he said. 
Surviving S&Ls must a ttract 
new capital i f  taxpayers are 
to be insulated from  future 
losses.

“ The only way to get the 
government out is to get p ri­
vate capital in. There aren’t 
three sources. I t ’s either p r i­
vate money or the govern­
m ent’s money. There is no 
tin k e rb e ll com ing to put 
money in ,”  he said.

Shackelford, a H arvard 
Business School graduate, is 
chairm an o f State Savings 
Bank in Columbus, Ohio, one 
of the strongest S&Ls in the 
nation.

He is vau lting  over the 
head o f Robert O’ Brien, 
chairm an o f Carteret Sav­
ings Bank, Morristown, N.J., 
who asked to rem ain as 
league vice chairman while 
he works to solve the debt 
p ro b le m s o f C a r te re t’s 
holding company.

S hacke lfo rd , who was 
shunned by the league’s 
leaders a fter he warned in 
1985 that the insurance fund 
b a c k in g  dep os its  was 
bankrupt, told S&L execu­
tives that league policy now 
must coincide w ith  public 
policy.

Last year’s law is forcing 
thrifts to increase their capi­
ta l and “ we w ant capita l 
standards that are as high 
as anybody who takes your 
m other’s money, depositors’ 
money, ” he said.

Regulators file 
billions in claims 
against Drexel

NEW YORK (AP) — Fed­
eral savings and loan regula­
tors filed claims Wednesday 
fo r $6.8 b ill io n  aga inst 
Drexel Burnham  Lam bert 
Inc. alleging the firm  p lun­
dered more than 40 failed 
th rifts  th rough ju n k  bond 
dealings.

The f i l in g  in  U.S. 
Bankruptcy Court charges 
th a t the co llapsed W all 
Street investment bank en­
gaged in b ribery, coercion, 
extortion, fraud and other i l ­
legal activities that created 
huge losses fo r the savings 
and loans.

The Federal Deposit In ­
surance Corp. and the Reso­
lution Trust Corp. said they 
would seek to recover $750 
m illio n  from  Drexel and 
fo rm e r D rexel junk -bond  
leader Michael M ilken from 
two separate federal restitu ­
tion funds.

Eastern alive, there would not 
be enough left to oversee an 
orderly  liqu idation  o f assets, 
in c lu d in g  planes and gate 
rights at m ajor U.S. airports.

Shugrue critic ized the credi­
tors for seeking liqu ida tion , 
saying many of the a irline ’s as­
sets would lose value i f  it were 
forced to sell them out of des­
peration.

The two sides presented their 
cases at a jammed hearing in 
L if la n d ’s M anhattan  c o u rt­
room. It was unclear when the 
judge would rule.

Shugrue, a veteran airline ex­
ecutive who was named by the 
court to run Eastern seven 
months ago, has sought to woo 
travelers w ith  an aggressive 
m arketing campaign that in ­
cludes heavily discounted seats 
for vacationers and first-class 
upgrades for anyone paying full 
coach fare.

Miami-based Eastern’s traffic 
figures show more passengers 
are fly ing the a irline , but i t ’s 
s till confronting enormous ob­
stacles besides angry creditors 
and a debt exceeding $1 billion.

Why is it that, although there 
is a 5-bin recycling center be­
hind Alumni/Senior Club as well 
as recycling collection bins lo ­
cated in every dorm, in the din­
ing halls, and at virtua lly every 
classroom building exit, I con­
tinue to see an appalling num­
ber of newspapers on food trays 
o r in  tra s h  cans a long  w ith  
countless a lum inum  cans and 
glass bottles? These recyclable 
m a te r ia ls  are a lm ost always 
th row n away not more than a 
few steps from a collection bin. 
A re  the  e n v iro n m e n ta l

consciences of students so im ­
mature that each person’s hand 
must be held along the pathway 
o f waste reduction, reuse, and 
energy and resource conserva­
tion?

I find it hard to believe, espe­
cially in ligh t of the recent bar­
rage of media attention, that at 
an institution o f higher educa­
tion students do not 1) recog­
nize the benefits and necessity 
of recycling, 2) th ink about the 
environmental consequences of 
every action, and 3) feel pe r­
s o n a lly  o b lig a te d  to act in  
whatever way possible to tread

lightly on our fragile planet.
A great deal of the recyclable 

items on campus are collected, 
and that is commendable. But 
w ith  recycling  co llection bins 
located in  v irtua lly  every nook 
and cranny on campus, there is 
abso lu te ly no excuse fo r any 
newspaper, can or bottle to be 
thrown away. The real “w ork” 
o f recycling has already been 
done, thanks to the Recyclin ’ 
Irish who worked w ith  the ad­
m inistration to get the program 
im plem ented and continue to 
handle collections. Is it  too 
much to ask that students adopt

a m a tu re  and re sp o n s ib le  
a ttitu d e  to w a rd  re cyc lin g  in  
particular, and the environment 
in  g e n e ra l, by ta k in g  fu l l  
advantage of the program?

Recycling is only one o f the 
many conscience actions that 
must become everyday habit in 
order to preserve our precious 
environm ent. Because o f our 
d ive rse  b ackg ro un ds  fro m  
communities all over the nation 
and around the world, our ind i­
vidual actions can and do have 
global effects.

So I send out a challenge and 
a plea to our own Notre Dame 
com m unity: Take fu ll advan­
tage o f the recycling program 
that has been established, en­
thusiastically support other ef­
fo r ts  to  change va lues and 
habits that affect the environ­
ment, and be conscious of every 
one of your own actions.

Negative, slanted coverage disregards 
cross country team's successful season
D ear E ditor:

The w om en’s cross country 
team  has recen tly  completed 
th e ir  most successful season 
since the team achieved varsity 
status five years ago. However, 
this achievement has gone un­
noticed in light of the coverage 
w h ich  the w om en’s team  re ­
ce ived  fro m  the  O bserver 
th ro ug h ou t the course o f the 
season.

Although the women did suf­
fe r an opening season loss to 
national power Georgetown, it 
was not necessary to repeatedly 
mention th is loss in  a ll subse­
quent articles. The purpose of 
jo u rn a lis m  is to re p o rt in  an 
unbiased fashion. We do not 
feel that this purpose was suc­
cessfully accomplished by the 
Observer in its coverage of the 
1990 season. Perhaps the ig ­
norance which was portrayed 
in the articles rests solely in the 
assigned reporter’s coverage.

However, the Observer has a 
respons ib ility  to place know l­
edgeable reporte rs on the re ­
spec tive  team s w h ic h  they  
cover.

The culmination of this nega­
tive  p o rtra ya l was p rin ted  in  
the Monday, Nov. 12, edition of 
the Observer in reference to the 
women’s “ distant fifteenth place 
fin ish  ” in  th e ir  NCAA D is tric t 
ch a m p io n sh ip . R icha rd  
M athurin ’s statement that there 
“ w ere  no h ig h lig h ts  fo r  the 
I r is h  ” m e re ly  re fle c ts  the 
a tt itu d e  w ith  w h ic h  the  r e ­
porter has approached his a rti­
cles throughout the season.

One particular heading on an 
a rt ic le  w h ich  p rev iew ed the 
women’s Indiana Intercollegiate 
meet read to the effect that the 
Irish  were favored “ fo r once.” 
N ot o n ly  is th is  a p o o rly  
co n s tru c te d  g ra m m a tic a l 
statem ent, i t  is unnecessarily 
d e ro g a to ry  in  n a tu re . In 
ano ther instance o f negative 
language, the fo llow  up article 
on the  In te rc o lle g ia te s  was 
w o rde d  “ I r is h  a re n ’t 
disappointed after second-place 
fin ish.”

While we are aware that the 
reporter does not make up the 
titles to the articles, we feel that 
c red it should be given where

credit is due.
Additionally, the reporter has 

chosen to focus repeatedly on 
sub-par performances by cer­
tain individuals. It is the job of 
the reporter to report the facts 
of the competition w ith  minimal 
emphasis on subjective op in ­
ions. Any opinions should be 
d ire c t ly  associated w ith  the 
opinions o f those involved (i.e. 
team members, coach, etc.).

We earnestly  feel th a t th is  
negativism may be a resu lt of 
the ignorance o f the reporte r 
re g a rd in g  the spo rt o f cross 
country. In lig h t o f th is fact, 
perhaps a change o f reporters 
would solve the aforementioned 
problems.

If ,  how ever, i t  is the 
Observer’s intention to portray 
the  w o m e n ’s cross c o u n try  
team in a negative light, we feel 
that this is not only unfa ir but 
short sighted on the part o f a 
journalistic body.

One key to a successful television series may be the ability of the program to 
recreate situations that occurred in the youth o f the viewer. Although “The 
Wonder Years” has not demonstrated the quality of last year’s episodes this 
season, the series continued popularity originates from its ability to present 
scenes universal to childhood. “The Flash” also functions in a sim ilar manner.

“The Flash” can be seen on Thursday evenings at 8:30 P.M. on CBS. For 
much the same reason that “Twin Peaks ” could not obtain a popularity base 
on the Notre Dame campus, I firm ly believe that no one w ill ever watch this 
program. “ Cheers” w ill forever dominate our lives, but this continue reading 
th is evaluation o f “ The Flash ” because it  de fin ite ly  is a program  w orth  
watching.

While “The Wonder Years” excites memories of youthful events, “The Flash ” 
presents the comic book hero whose feats imitated as youths. The concept of 
the comic book hero is intrinsic to youth, and while you personally may not 
have had a closet bu rs ting  w ith  old Fan tas tic  Four com ics, everyone 
pretended to be Superman or Wonderwoman at one time or another.

The Flash may be a lesser known hero, but those fam iliar w ith the comic 
book scene claim that he is well-known in the inner circles, and his origins 
are common to all superheroes.

“The Flash ” uses the interchangeable parts o f generations of comics. How 
did the Flash become the Flash? By an electrical storm creating an explosion 
in a science lab, of course. Does the Flash have a girlfriend? Yes. Does she 
know of his powers? No, of course. Imagine a fast Spiderman who does not 
sling webs, and you have the Flash.

The Flash is actually Barry A llen (John Wesley Shipp), a hard-w ork ing  
police chemist in the Central City crime lab. His g irlfriend Iris (Paula Marshall) 
has no clue as to his identity, but she does know that her man is getting much 
closer to scientist Tina McGee (Amanda Pays). Tina is the one person who 
knows the secret powers that Barry possesses, and her assistance helps Barry 
deal w ith his more d ifficu lt situations.

To deal w ith these situations the Flash has only his incredible speed, and as 
far as superhuman abilities go. This speed seems kind of weak. Despite this, 
Barry uses his talent fa irly well in protecting the fa ir citizens o f Central City.

In this past week’s episode the Flash saved his father from a crim inal whom 
he arrested twenty years earlier. (Barry followed in the footsteps o f both his 
fa th e r and b ro the r when he chose to fig h t crim e .) H icks was th is  foul 
character’s name, and as tough as he claimed to be, he was no match for the 
rap id -fire  punches o f The Flash. Speed may seem dull compared to other 
possible powers, but it functions well in this particular series.

The nature  o f the true  comic book hero also has a d a rke r and more 
secretive side as may be witnessed in Michael Keaton’s portrayal of Batman. 
This series is missing th is harsh and m ulti-d im ensiona l side o f its main 
character, and this fact is somewhat disappointing. “The Flash ” presents a 
superhero who is almost too good and extremely flat.

However, these flaw s are easy to ignore  because th is  charac te r s t i l l  
m a in ta in s  the v ie w e r ’s in te re s t, and the p ro g ram  adds the ty p ic a lly  
overdramatic lines found in all good comics.

All things considered, this trip  down memory lane is quite pleasing.

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Drabek near-unanimous winner of NL Cy Young
’ ITTSBURGH (AP) — Doug 

D rabek, who p itc h e d  the 
P ittsburgh Pirates w ith in  one 
step of the World Series, came 
w ith in  one vote Wednesday of 
u na n im ou s  se le c tio n  as the 
N a tio n a l League Cy Young 
Award winner.

Drabek led the league w ith 22 
v ic to r ie s  a g a in s t s ix losses 
w h ile  lead ing  his team to its 
firs t d ivision tit le  since 1979. 
And he is Pittsburgh's firs t Cy 
Young w in n e r  since Vernon 
Law in 1960.

He received 23 o f 24 firs t- 
place votes and 118 of a possi­
ble 120 points in  ba llo ting  by 
the B a seb a ll W r ite rs ’ 
Association o f America.

Ramon M artinez (20-6), the 
Los Angeles Dodgers’ 22-year- 
old fastballer, was second w ith 
one f ir s t-p la c e  vote and 70 
points. Frank Viola of the New 
York Mets was th ird  w ith  two 
second-p lace  votes and 13 
thirds for 19 points.

B a llo ts  w ere  cast by tw o 
writers in each National League 
city.

It was Drabek's ability to win 
big games in a pressure-cooker 
pennant race that kept the Mets 
from overtaking the Pirates this 
season.

Pittsburgh lacked the bullpen 
stopper that most contenders 
have, but manager Jim Leyland 
contended all season it  d idn ’t 
matter, “ because we’ve got Cy 
Young (Drabek) on our staff. 
He’s our stopper."

Drabek, who never won more 
than 15 games before this sea­
son, said he was never worried 
he would win — or not win — 
the Cy Young.

Because of the pennant race 
and the p layoffs , I never a l­
low ed m yse lf to even th in k  
about this,” he said. “All of that 
in d iv id u a l s tu f f  was pushed 
aside. I d id n ’t th ink  about it, 
even after the season. I was just 
w ishing we were in the World 
Series."

D rabek was 1-1 in  the 
P ira tes ’ six-gam e NL p la yo ff 
loss to Cincinnati, w inning 2-1 
in Game *5. He a llowed three 
runs in  16 1-3 inn ings  fo r a 
1.65 postseason ERA.

And while he was one of the 
league’s hottest pitchers most of 
the season, he was also one of 
its coolest.

A Texan, like Nolan Ryan and 
Roger Clemens, Drabek was 12- 
3 in games he started a fte r a 
Pirates’ loss. The right-hander 
a lm ost s ing le -ha nd e d ly  p re ­
vented the Pirates from  losing 
more than six in a row.

He won 19 of his last 22 deci­
sions, had a 2.76 earned run 
average and was second in the 
league w ith  n ine  com p le te  
games, including two shutouts. 
He nearly  missed jo in in g  the 
majors’ no-hit club, pitching 8 
2-3 h it le ss  in n in g s  Aug. 3 
against Ph iladelph ia  u n til Sil 
Campusano sing led on a 3-2 
pitch.

“ I ’ve had tw o  Cy Young 
Award winners and six or seven 
20-gam e w in n e rs , b u t I ’ ve 
neve r had anyone p itc h  as 
co ns is ten tly  in b ig  games as 
D rabek ,”  p itch ing  coach Ray 
M iller said.

“ He's the best pitcher in the 
league — no doubt, no question 
about it," Leyland said. “There 
was nobody b e tte r  in  a b ig

Drabek is quiet, low key and 
contemplative off the field, but 
M ille r  sa id he became a b ig  
w inner by tem pering his tem ­
per.

“ He wouldn’t get a bunt down 
or something and he’d let it af­
fec t h is p itc h in g  fo r  tw o in ­
n in gs ,”  M ille r  said. “ He was 
w ork ing  too hard to let some­
thing like that get to him. He’s 
the hardest worker on his staff.

“ He can go out and th row  a

DALLAS (AP) — The W o rld  
League o f Am erican  Football 
announced Wednesday tha t it  
w ill k ick o ff its inaugura l sea­
son as scheduled in March 1991 
w ith  10 teams in  th ree  d iv i­
sions, in c lu d in g  seven N orth  
A m e rica n  c it ie s  and th re e  
European sites.

The announcement was made 
by president Mike Lynn, fo llow­
ing a report to shareholders in 
the unique operation.

The Europe division w ill be 
made up of London, Barcelona 
and Frankfurt. North America 
East in c lu d e s  New Y ork, 
M on trea l, O rlando, F la., and 
the Carolinas, and the N orth  
A m e ric a n  W est has 
S acram en to , C a lif., San

Antonio, and Birmingham, Ala.
Lynn said that the team in the 

Carolinas would be based at ei­
ther Raleigh or Charlotte, w ith  
a decision to be made by Dec. 1.

“ Starting tomorrow, we w ill 
hold a series o f press confer­
ences in  league cities involving 
ownership, fron t office execu­
tives, team nicknam es, logos, 
and un ifo rm  colors and other 
league news,” said Lynn, who 
has approved franchise owner­
ship com m itm ents in  e ight of 
the cities.

“ For businesses reasons, the 
league w ill own and operate the 
London and F ra n k fu r t f r a n ­
chises and w ill announce man­
agement groups for those fran­
chises,” he said.

The league w ill announce a 
playing schedule by Dec. 1, in ­
cluding a site for the inaugural 
W o rld  B ow l ch a m p io n sh ip  
game.

The WLAF w ill  open a 10- 
week regular season on March 
23 w ith  semifinal playoffs game 
scheduled  June 1-2 and the 
World Bowl on June 9.

ABC Sports w ill televise a na­
tiona l game o f the week each 
Sunday and USA Network w ill 
cablecast prime-time games on 
Saturday and Monday nights. 
There w ill also be six telecasts 
on Saturday afternoons during 
the season.

The league w ill have its firs t 
player evaluation combine and 
draft Feb. 11-24 at Orlando.

“We’ve signed some 100 play­
ers and we intend to sign about 
1,000 p layers  by F eb rua ry ,” 
Lynn said.

Lynn said that he received no 
opposition from  the NFL about 
the league, a lthough some of 
the sh a re h o ld e rs  d iscussed 
w h e th e r the s p r in g  league 
shou ld  have been delayed a 
year because o f the unstable 
economy.

“ It was decided that the time 
to negotia te is over and th a t 
everything is in  place and we 
need to go on w ith  i t , ”  Lynn 
said.

During the special NFL own­
ers meeting, a committee was 
formed to study giving commis­
s io n e r Paul T ag lia b ue  new

powers under a reorganization 
p lan, w h ich  included p u ttin g  
some television, NFL Films and 
NFL Properties under his office.

The committee includes own­
ers N orm an  B ra m a n  o f 
P h ila d e lp h ia , A r t M od e ll o f 
C leveland, M ike McCaskey o f 
C hicago and J e rry  Jones o f 
Dallas.

Tagliabue said the manage­
m ent council also w ill  be ab­
sorbed into the league office at 
a later date under his own dis­
cretion.

Dodge/NIT contest. The victor 
w i l l  p lay  the  w in n e r  o f the 
Temple-Iowa game on Saturday 
w ith  the time and the place to 
be announced.

“ I th ink this is something that 
is very good fo r college basket­
b a ll,” said Notre Dame coach 
Digger Phelps, who began his 
coaching career at Fordham.

The Hilltoppers advanced to the 
ch am p io nsh ip  game be fo re  
falling to UNLV in double over­
time.

Notre Dame players know this 
tourney could give them a lot of 
credibility from  people who are 
n o t g iv in g  them  m uch o f a 
chance for the entire season.

“ Look at Kansas last year,” 
sa id  Ir is h  c a p ta in  T im  
Singleton. “ Kansas won it (pre­
season NIT). They weren’t even

in the Top 20. Then they won it 
and then later they were num­
ber one.”

Said Irish forw ard LaPhonso 
Ellis, “ There ’s no pressure on 
us at all. We’re not even under­
dogs. N obody re a lly  know s 
what we are righ t now."

The Ir is h  have had exactly 
one m on th  to p re p a re  fo r  
tonight’s opener. They defeated 
Athletes in  Action 81-78 in  an 
exhibition contest last week be­
hind the 28 points and 13 re ­
bounds of Ellis.

’’These kids know what they 
can be as a team,” Phelps said. 
“They’ve worked very hard the 
past three or four weeks.”

F o rdham  re tu rn s  th re e  
starters from  last year’s 20-13 
team . The Rams de fea ted  
Southern in the firs t round of 
the N IT  be fo re  fa l l in g  to 
Rutgers.

R e tu rn in g  se n io r ce n te r 
Damon Lopez averaged 11.4 
points and 10.3 rebounds per 
game last season. Over the last 
12 games of the season, he shot 
71 percent from  the fie ld  and 
averaged 13 rebounds. Lopez 
had 22 rebounds in  the NIT loss 
to R utgers, the m ost by any 
p la y e r in  the  NCAA o r N IT  
tourney.

The Rams re tu rn  two other 
players who scored in  double 
figures last season. Junior fo r­
w a rd  Fred H erzog averaged 
10.6 points and 3.8 rebounds,

w h ile  ju n io r  g u a rd  John 
Prioleau scored at an 11.1 clip. 
Forw ard Stanley Jenkins and 
g ua rd  Jay Fazande shou ld  
round out the Fordham starting 
lineup.

“ I th ink  Fordham is a team 
th a t w i l l  s u rp r is e  p e o p le ,” 
Phelps said. “Their intensity is 
very strong. They have three 
solid players w ith  a lot of expe­
rience.”

Notre Dame w ill have experi­
ence in its firs t six players. Ellis 
and ju n io r Daimon Sweet (6.6 
ppg last season) w ill  s ta rt at 
fo rw a rd  w ith  ju n io r  K e ith  
Tower (2.1 ppg) in the middle.

The N o tre  Dame hockey 
team, looking to improve on its 
1-5-1 record, w ill host to the 
Beacons o f the U n ive rs ity  o f 
Massachusetts-Boston ton ight 
and tomorrow night at 7:30 at 
the Joyce A.C.C.

As a team, the Beacons have 
managed to spread the ir scor­
ing  a round , w ith  six p layers 
scoring m ultiple goals and eight 
players w ith four or more total 
points so early in the season.
