R epresenta tives Dave Sayer, 
Todd Sloane and Bruce Goyer 
also b rough t a la rge  d isp lay 
check fo r $25,000 th a t Cahill 
could accept in lieu of the car.

500 Iraqi civilians die 
in latest Allied raid

BAGHDAD, Ira q  (AP) — 
Rescuers and weeping families 
dug charred, m utila ted bodies 
from  a bomb shelter blasted by 
allied warplanes Wednesday in 
a pre dawn strike. Authorities 
said the attack k ille d  at least 
500 civilians.

I f  casualty figures from  civil 
defense officials were accurate, 
i t  would be by fa r the highest 
c iv ilia n  to ll yet reported from  
any s ing le  a tta c k  s ince  the 
Persian G u lf W ar began four 
weeks ago.

The U nited  States sa id  the 
targeted facility was a m ilita ry  
bunker used as a command and 
control facility. In Riyadh, Saudi 
A ra b ia , M a rin e  B rig . Gen. 
R icha rd  Neal describ e d  i t  a 
“ legitimate m ilita ry target” and 
said he could not explain why 
c iv i lia n s  m ig h t have been 
inside.

No evidence o f any m ilita ry  
presence could be seen inside 
the wreckage, and Iraq i author­
ities  denied tha t any m ilita ry  
personnel had been using the 
facility.

A nu rse ry  school, a supe r­
m arket and a mosque surround 
the shelter.

Foreign journalists, including 
tw o  re p o r te rs  fro m  The 
Associated Press, were allowed 
to inspect the s ite  and were 
to ld , fo r the f irs t tim e during  
the  w ar, th a t they  could  file  
th e ir  reports  w ith o u t censor­
ship.

A b d u l Razak Hassan a l- 
Janaby, a supervisor of the fa­
cility, said 235 bodies had been 
reco ve red  and a t le a s t 300 
m ore  w ere  b e lieve d  to  be 
trapped in the wreckage. Most 
o f the recovered bodies were 
charred and m utilated beyond 
recognition. Some clearly were 
children.

Shot Fired at U.S. Embassy
IBONN, Germany —  The terrorist Red Arm y Faction 

claimed responsibility fo r fir in g  bursts o f submachine 
gun fire  at the U.S. Embassy on Wednesday evening. No 
one was injured in the attack, police and embassy offi­
cials said. A letter sealed in  clear plastic and bearing the 
group’s emblem was found on the east side of the Rhine 
River, d ire c tly  across from  the embassy, said Hans- 
Juergen Foerster, a spokesman for the federal prosecu­
to r’s office. Hesse state radio said the Red Arm y letter 
found by police referred to the group’s opposition to the 
Persian Gulf War.

Crim e Reported Up in Czechoslovakia
■PRAGUE, Czechoslovakia — The justice m inister of 
the Czech republic has blamed last year’s presidential 
amnesty for a rise in crime, the government news agency 
CTK repo rted  Tuesday. In Romania, m eanw h ile , an 
o ffic ia l said nearly three times as many crim es were 
re p o rte d  in  1990 as in  the  p rev ious  y e a r u nde r 
C om m unist ru le . The s ta tis tic s  w ere in  lin e  w ith  a 
general trend throughout Eastern Europe since the fall of 
Communist rule. It is unclear how much of the increase 
is due to free r reporting  o f crimes. Under Communist 
rule, crime officially was considered nearly non-existent.

Baltics may get U.S. aid
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

Bush adm inistration is consid­
ering economic and diplomatic 
steps to expand U.S. support for 
the rebellious Baltic republics 
in their drive for independence 
from  the Soviet Union.

women while they look for jobs 
and homes. Two assistants help 
her provide meals, day care and 
support for the guests, who stay 
in  three bedrooms fo r up to two 
months.

The Catholic W orker House 
was founded six years ago by a 
g roup  o f C atho lic  lay  people 
who determ ined tha t services 
fo r homeless women and their 
dependents were needed. It is 
supported entirely by volunteer 
labor and charitable contribu­
tions, providing hospitality and 
assistance in the tradition of the 
Catholic Worker movement.

W a lte r came to South Bend 
after serving at a mental health 
center in  M ichigan City, In d i­
ana.

"War is a profanity.. i i

The United States is now at war with Iraq. Prior to this present 
military engagement, the issue of the justice of such an eventual war had 
stimulated wide discussion. Now that war has begun, the challenge to our 
conscience has gained in urgency and significance.

As members of the Holy Cross Community at the University of Notre 
Dame, we address these words to the university community:

* Many of us do not find that the moral criteria 
for a 'just war’ have been fully satisfied in
this case. However, Iraq’s aggression and occupation 
of Kuwait and Iraq’s defiance of the resolutions of 
the United Nations Security Council constituted severe 
violations of international law.

* But neither those who reject totally the use of 
force in international relations, nor those who 
affirm the ‘just war’ tradition, view the use of 
force as a solution to the complex problems in the 
Middle East. As General Norman Schwarzkopf,
Commander of the U.S. forces in the Middle East 
has said, “war is a profanity, because, let’s face it, 
you have two opposing sides trying to settle their 
differences by killing as many of each other as 
they can." Even as the war continues, we must 
constantly direct our efforts to the resolution of this 
conflict through a process of negotiation that will 
contribute to the settlement of the problems that cause 
instability throughout this region. This war may bring 
defeat to Iraq, but it will not bring peace unless one 
considers the silence of the graveyard to be peace.

* All of us must show sincere respect for the rights 
of others and concern for their hopes and fears.
This, of course, includes concern for those in our 
midst who are personally affected by this war, 
especially members of the armed forces and their 
families and friends, and those persons whose 
convictions summon them to demonstrate opposition to 
the war being waged by the United States in the 
Middle East.

They wanted to 
be c a re fu l no t to antagon ize  
Moscow, w ith which the United 
States had built good relations.

But Baker and o the rs  have 
now taken to endorsing inde ­
pendence d irec tly , p a rtly  be­
cause o f the tough m easures 
taken by Gorbachev against the 
secessionists.

“We’ve made it  very clear that 
we w ant to see the aspirations 
o f th e  B a lt ic  peop le  fo r  
independence fu lfilled ,” the sec­
retary said in  a televised in te r­
view Sunday.

Priests cope with 
mandatory retirement

The C a th o lic  C h u rc h ’s 
mandatory retirem ent policy for 
d iocesan p ries ts  leaves men 
who have been shaped by the 
c h u rc h  in  a w o r ld  o f g re a t 
paradoxes.

Dr. Bernard Riegel, a special­
ist in religion and aging issues, 
conducted a study on re tire d  
p rie s ts  and the im p lic a tio n s  
that the policy had on the men 
and the Church.

Much o f the in form ation, ac­
co rd ing  to Riegel, w h ich  was 
procured from a questionnaire 
c ircu la ted  among 428 re tire d  
diocesan p riests in  five  m id- 
w estern  dioceses, p rovided a 
representation of large, urban 
p a ris h e s  and s m a ll, r u ra l 
parishes.

The Church currently adheres 
to  the m anda to ry  re tire m e n t 
policy for diocesan priests; each 
diocese sets a specific age. The 
p o lic y  has fa r- re a c h in g  im ­
p lica tions fo r both the priests 
and for the Church, continued 
Riegel.

“This is a group o f men, ” he 
said, “ who never expected to 
re tire  and, in effect, are faced 
w ith  retirement. . . more or less 
out of the clear blue sky.” Most 
diocesan priests w ork adminis­
tratively under a bishop, fo llow­
ing a stable structure. “ There 
rea lly wasn’t a lot o f room for 
the in d iv id u a l to do h is  own 
th ing.”

The p rie s ts  w ho  are  now  
faced w ith  re tirem ent, contin ­
ued Riegel, “ they’re free fo r the 
f i r s t  tim e  to set th e ir  own 
course. At age 65, after a life ­
tim e  o f w ork ing  under p re tty  
r ig id  guidelines, th is could be 
quite a blow.”

“ I f  you look at a m a le ’s ca­
reer,” he said, “ retirem ent rep­
resents a kind of the end o f his 
sense o f w o rth  and v a lu e .” 
However, secular re tire e s  do 
n o t com p le te ly  g ive  up th e ir  
p ro fess io n  or, in  tu rn ,  th e ir

identity.
This re tirem en t s itua tion  of 

the priest is a unique one, said 
Riegel. “ For the priest, you’ve 
got a person whose whole sense 
o f value is tied up in his being a 
priest. A ll of his life he has con­
s idered  being a p rie s t is like  
being a human being.”

Riegel’s study, he said, sought 
to find out what happens to the 
priests when the organization 
w h ich  has tra in e d  them  and 
bonded them to the Church is 
no lon ge r o ff ic ia lly  the re  fo r 
them. Priests expressed loneli­
ness, and some complained of 
b e in g  neg lec ted  by th e ir  
bishops “as though they’re not 
really included in what's going 
on anymore.”

The new lives o f the re tired  
priests is dom inated by sharp 
c o n tra s ts , sa id  R iege l. For 
some, “ i t  was a great new ex­
perience that they were getting 
a lot o f happiness out of, they 
brought a lot of enthusiasm to 
it .  . . i t  was re a lly  a positive  
thing fo r them.”

While some completely aban­
doned the ro le  o f p riesthood, 
even to  the ex ten t o f ge tting  
m arried  or pursuing a second 
career, said Riegel, many found 
them selves p e rfo rm in g  th e ir  
form er duties part-time.

Retirement leads priests into 
a lives o f ambiguity, according 
to Riegel. “ I t ’s threatening, but 
they find it nice. They’re lonely, 
but they ’re reasonably happy. 
There’s a lot o f paradoxes.” 

Some of them even said this is 
the way things should be,” he 
continued, “ that now we ll see 
what the real world is like, how 
people really live, not ju s t the 
k ind  o f w orld  the p ries ts  are 
fam ilia r w ith."

As the diocesan priests retire, 
they are forced to address ma­
jo r  new  issues, he continued. 
“ The final stage o f life is to ac­
complish a sense of integrity or 
a sense o f despair. . . the last 
th in g  is  to b a s ic a lly  decide  
w hether it  was a ll w orth  it or 
not.”

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Two refuse to testify 
against Mandela

JOHANNESBURG, South  
A fr ic a  (AP) — Two key state 
w itnesses  sa id  they  fe a re d  
re p r is a ls  and re fu sed  
Wednesday to tes tify  aga inst 
Winnie Mandela, dealing a se­
vere blow to the prosecution’s 
case.

K enneth Kgase and Tabiso 
Mono appeared in  the Rand 
Supreme Court but their refusal 
to give evidence le ft the state 
w itho u t its  m ain  witnesses in  
the tr ia l against Mrs. Mandela, 
w ife  o f A fr ic a n  N a tio n a l 
Congress (ANC) leader Nelson 
Mandela.

She and th ree  o thers  have 
been charged w ith  four counts 
each of kidnapping and assault.

P rosecu to r Jan Swanepoel 
said the state’s case was based 
on the te s tim o n y  o f Kgase, 
M ono and G a b rie l M ekgw e, 
three of the four young men a l­
legedly abducted and beaten at 
Mrs. Mandela’s Soweto home in 
Decem ber 1988. The fo u rth , 
14-year-old Stompie Seipei, was 
found dead in  a fie ld  a week 
later.

Mekgwe disappeared Sunday. 
Sw anepoel said he was k id ­
napped, and Kgase and Mono 
sa id  they fe a r fo r  th e ir  own 
lives.

The South  A fr ic a n  Press 
A ssoc ia tion  (SAPA) re p o rte d  
th a t a m an  c la im in g  to  be 
Mekgwe called the news agency 
Wednesday night and denied he

was kidnapped. The caller said 
he was in Harare, Zimbabwe, 
and left South Africa voluntarily 
to avoid testifying against Mrs. 
M ande la  and o th e r ANC 
members, SAPA reported.

“ As someone involved in the 
(anti-apartheid) struggle and as 
a m em ber o f the ANC Youth 
League, 1 ca n n o t b e tra y  my 
com rades,” SAPA quoted the 
man as saying. It said a SAPA 
reporter fam ilia r w ith  Mekgwe 
said the ca ller’s voice was sim i­
la r to the missing witness’ .

The caller said he did not feel 
safe in South Africa because he 
knew he could be detained for 
refusing to testify, SAPA said.

Kgase and Mono cou ld  re ­
ceive up to two years in prison 
fo r refusing to testify, but Kgase 
sa id  he p re fe r re d  th a t to 
possible physical harm.

“ I rea lly  like  my life , I w ant 
my life," Kgase said.

Kgase’s lawyer, Paul Kennedy, 
sa id  h is  c l ie n t  had  been 
p re pa re d  to te s tify  u n t il the 
disappearance o f Mekgwe. He 
argued th a t h is  c lien t should 
not be imprisoned because the 
case was e x trao rd ina ry , w ith  
Kgase facing possible re c rim i­
nation long after its completion.

Judge M.S. Stegmann said he 
w o u ld  ru le  T h u rsd a y  on 
whether the witnesses would be 
imprisoned, which could effec­
tively halt the tria l.

this bunker was a dual-purpose 
location, i.e. c iv il on the top, 
m ilita ry underneath and, there­
fore, a legitimate target under 
the coalitions’ rules of engage­
m ent,” said Paul Beaver, pub­
lisher of Jane’s Defense Weekly.

The attack occurred about 4 
a.m. By nightfall, rescuers were 
s til l w o rk ing  to remove huge 
chunks o f concrete  from  the 
40-foot-deep fac ility  in the ai- 
Amerieh district, a middle-class 
neighborhood.

Smoke s t i l l  rose  from  the 
rubble, and about 5,000 people 
were gathered nearby, many 
aw a iting  w ord  about m issing 
relatives.

A t m id -m orn ing , more than 
40 charred bodies were laid out 
on the g ro u n d  a t a tim e  as 
dozens of ambulances shuttled 
back and forth to morgues.

Containers of water could be 
seen in the rubble. Outside the 
bombed fac ility  was a sign, in 
English and Arabic, designating 
the place as a bomb shelter, 
and loudspeakers w h ich  ap­
peared  to be used to sound 
alarms.

One teenager, Omar Adnan, 
said he was the only one in his 
family to escape alive. He said 
h is  th re e  yo u n g e r s is te rs , 
mother and father all died.

In a fa in t voice, Adnan, 17, 
said: “ I was sleeping and sud­
denly I felt heat and the blanket 
was burning. Moments later, I 
felt I was suffocating. I turned 
to trv  and touch  my m other

w ho was n e x t to me b u t 
grabbed nothing but a piece of 
flesh."

Residents o f the n e ig h b o r­
hood crowded the scene, look­
ing fo r re la tives and friends. 
Men beat on th e ir chests and 
yelled “A llahu A kba r!” Arabic 
fo r  “ God is  G re a t.”  Women 
cried hysterically.

Witnesses said the firs t m is­
sile or bomb h it the entrance of 
the fac ility , jam m ing  the only 
escape ro u te . The second 
s tr ike , m om ents la te r, pene­
trated the 9-foot-thick concrete 
roo f and exploded inside the 
w indow less she lte r, the w i t ­
nesses said.

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SEA sponsors weekend boycott of Coors

Students fo r Env ironm enta l 
Action (SEA) of Notre Dame and 
S a in t M ary 's  is sponsoring  a 
w eekend  b o y c o tt o f  Coors 
p ro du c ts  beg inn ing  today in  
light o f what the group views as 
a variety o f environmental and 
social violations.

Amy Jenista, co president o f 
SEA, sa id  th a t the Coors 
Company is guilty of several en­
v iro n m e n ta l v io la t io n s  fo r  
w h ich  they m ust be he ld  ac­
countable.

SEA has d is tribu ted  posters 
describing the actions and re ­

sults o f Coors practices, using 
in fo rm a tio n  co lla ted and d is ­
tributed by Colorado University. 
According to the posters, Coors 
has:

•opened a ceramics p lant in 
Brazil to take advantage of the 
growing pulp and paper indus­
try  resulting from the razing of 
rainforests;

•dumped 20 m illion gallons of 
toxic substances in  the Lowry 
L a n d f i l l ,  C o lo rado , w ith o u t 
identifying the contents;

• been iden tified  as a m ajor 
con tribu to r to Denver’s brown 
cloud;

•been identified  as a, m anu­
factu rer whose pollutants have

c o n tr ib u te d  to lo w e r b ir th  
weights and increasing cases of 
childhood cancer in Colorado.

Jenista also added th a t the 
Coors company has made a deal 
w ith  a lo c a l C o lo rado  gov­
ernm ent fo r nea rly  un lim ited  
d um p in g  o f w aste  p roduc ts . 
Coors reportedly pays $50,000 
per year fo r such righ ts , she 
said, and the local government 
accepts the money as payment 
for any necessary cleanups.

Mike Kam radt, a member of 
SEA, said th a t the group was 
conducting the boycott in order 
to  he lp  s tu d e n ts  to  become 
more aw are o f w ha t Coors is 
doing, and to try  to make Coors

more accountable for th e ir ac­
tions.

"We’d like  to get students to 
take more notice and to m ind 
the  e n v iro n m e n t m o re ,” he 
said.

Kamradt added that members 
o f the Coors fa m ily  in vo lve d  
w ith  the company have a record 
o f social and racial insensitivity. 
He c la im e d  th a t com pany 
p re s id e n t A do lph  Coors has 
a llo w e d  Ku K lu x  K lan  cross 
burnings on brewery property, 
and quo ted  a 1987 R eade r’s 
Digest as saying Joe Coors is 
“ one o f the co un try ’s lead ing  
anti-environmentalists.”

Jenista commented tha t SEA

decided to hold the boycott for 
only three days because they 
are acting in  conjunction w ith  
over 300 other regional campus 
env ironm en ta l groups across 
Indiana, Illino is and Michigan.

“ But we’d like  to encourage 
students to continue  the boy­
cott,” she said.

These other groups are mem­
bers o f  the  S tuden t 
Environmental Action Coalition 
(SEAC).

The boycott w ill be used as 
leverage w ith  the company, she 
said, from  w h ich  the campus 
groups w ill  d ra w  up a lis t  of 
demands la te r  to  ho ld  Coors 
responsible for the ir actions.

At least three die 
in Aspen crash

ASPEN, Colo. (AP) — A 
Learjet w ith  at least three peo­
p le  on b oa rd  c rash ed  and 
burned Wednesday n ig h t ju s t 
sho rt o f an a irp o rt in  a lig h t 
snow, authorities said.

Skitch Rounsefell, pa tro l d i­
re c to r  fo r  the P itk in  County 
S he riff’s Department, said the 
plan was ca rry ing  eight to 10 
passengers.

But s h e r if f ’s D eputy Bruce 
B e n ja m in , w ho was a t the  
scene, said only three people 
were on board.

“ I d o n ’ t know  how  m any 
people were inside. But nobody 
lived through th is." said Pitkin 
County Coroner Steve Ayers.

Rounsefell said the plane was 
a Learjet 35 and was on its way 
to  Sardy Field, w h ich  is near 
the Snowmass ski resort and is 
often used by celebrities visiting

the Aspen area.
The plane crashed about a 

ha lf m ile short of a runway on 
McLain Flats, a mesa across the 
R oaring  Fork R iver from  the 
a irp o r t ,  w itnesses sa id . The 
plane slid through snow about 
200 yards, los t its  w ings and 
le ft a t ra i l  o f debris before it  
burned, they said.

“ He (the pilot) was going real 
fast. He stood it  on one w ing  
and th en  h it  w ith  th e  r ig h t  
w ing ,” said Colorado state pa­
tro l trooper Bruce Berry, who 
saw the crash.
.“ The plane broke in to  pieces 
and  w as to ta lly  e n g u lfe d  in  
f la m e s ,”  he sa id . "T o  o u r 
knowledge, there was no radio 
tra ffic  regarding an emergency. 
I t  was snow ing  at th e  tim e , 
ligh tly, and had been snowing 
o ft and on all day."

Christian action solves conflicts

Christians are to take active 
roles in ending world problems, 
a c c o rd in g  to  F a th e r R obert 
D rin a n , p ro fe s s o r o f la w  at 
G eorge tow n  U n iv e rs ity  Law 
Center.

Centering on America’s in te r­
nal problems and the Gulf War, 
D rinan  said tha t people must 
f irs t in fo rm  themselves about 
world conditions, develop opin­
ion s , and  th en  ta ke  a c tio n  
based on the ir beliefs.

“ The one th ing  th a t m ora lly  
u n ite s  the  w o r ld  is  hum an  
rights," said Drinan. Citing the 
breakdown o f Communism and 
the end o f the Cold War, the 
United States was in  a unique

position a year ago to g reatly  
affect the world, he said.

Now, w ith  the G ulf W ar and 
the worsening plight of the poor 
and homeless, Drinan says he is 
dismayed and thinks Christian 
in v o lv e m e n t is d e s p e ra te ly  
needed.

Drinan denounced the War in 
the Gulf. He claimed that it  did 
n o t m ee t the  C h u rc h ’s re ­
quirements for a just war. The 
money being spent in the Gulf 
e ffort (over 200 b illion dollars) 
is needed more in  the U nited 
States to end the problem s of 
hunger and homelessness, he 
said. Drinan advocated an im ­
mediate cease fire.

“ M ore  th an  a n y th in g  e lse, 
people should be know ledge­
able, in form ed, p raye rfu l and 
active,” said Drinan. “We must

devote ourselves to the promo­
tion  o f ju s tic e , especia lly  be­
cause we live in  a country like 
the U n ite d  S tates w h ic h  is 
looked up to by other nations of 
the  w o r ld . To be a good 
Christian is to be a good citizen, 
and to be a good citizen is to be 
active  in  the  com m un ity . We 
m ust t r y  to  fa s h io n  c u rre n t 
situations to be the way we be­
lieve they should be.”

In reference to modern world 
problems, D rinan  quoted Elie 
Wiesel: “ Those who are silent 
help the executioner, and the 
ultimate sin is silence.”

The lecture was sponsored by 
N o tre  Dame D e p a rtm e n t o f 
Theology as p a r t o f the  Liss 
Lecture Series.

But Bush and Transportation 
Secretary Samuel Skinner said 
they believe that the legislation 
is p roperly balanced and that 
its  h ig h w a y  p ro v is io n s  are 
needed to f ix  d e te r io ra te d  
roads  and b ridg e s  “ so th a t 
America can stay competitive in 
the global economy o f the 21st 
century.”

Skinner said each $1 b illion  
spent on highway construction 
creates 30,000 to 50,000 jobs.

Hal Rives, p resident o f the 
Association o f State H ighway 
Transportation Officials, called 
the b ill a good start and added, 
“ On a scale of 1 to 10, we give 
the administration b ill a 6.”

“ It is not dead on a rriva l” on 
Capitol H ill, “ but it w ill not pass 
as a r r iv e d , ”  sa id  F ra n k  
Francois, executive d irector of 
the association.

“ The concept is good,” said 
Rives, who is Georgia’s trans­
p o r ta t io n  com m iss ioner. “ I t

streamlines the entire program. 
But the funding is clearly inad­
equate to m eet ou r n a tio n a l 
transportation needs. And what 
money is there is not fa irly  dis­
tributed.”

The b ill proposes spending, in 
addition to several m inor pro­
grams, $87.17 b illion  on h igh­
ways and $16.3 billion for mass 
transit over the next five years.

In a series o f policy shifts, the 
legislation proposes giving p r i­
ority for federal highway aid to 
a 1 5 0 ,0 0 0 -m ile  N a tio n a l 
Highway System, which would 
be composed o f the 42,000-mile 
interstate highway system and 
o the r h ighw ays im p o rta n t to 
the economy and the national 
defense.

The fe d e ra l g o ve rn m e n t 
w ou ld  pay 75 percen t o f the 
cost o f repairing existing roads 
and building new roads in this 
system.

The a n n u a l fe d e ra l sha re  
would rise in  each o f the five 
years from $7.7 billion in 1992 
to $11.2 b illion in  1996.

The o n ly  h ig h e r p r io r i t y  
would go to completing the un­
built 1 percent of the interstate 
system and to making c rit ica l 
repa irs . Such pro jects w ou ld  
continue to be financed by the 
fe d e ra l governm ent on a 90 
percent-10 percent basis.

MOSCOW (AP) — Iraq’s foreign 

m in is ter w ill  meet in  Moscow 
w ith  P re s id e n t M ik h a il 
Gorbachev to pursue ta lks to 
end the Persian Gulf War, and a 
top K uw a iti d ip lom a t a rrived  
Wednesday, Soviet officials said.

Elsewhere, the foreign m inis­
ters of Iran  and Saudi Arabia, 
and Pakistan’s prime minister, 
flew to Geneva on Wednesday. 
D ip lom a ts  w o u ld  not say 
whether the visits were linked 
to a peace in itia tiv e , but Ira n  
has been ac tive ly  seeking an 
end to the war.

And German Foreign M inister 
H ans-D ie trich  Genscher sa id  
Syria was ready to recognize 
Israel’s righ t to exist as part of 
a postwar o rder in the M iddle 
East.

Iraq i Fore ign M in ister Tariq  
Aziz is to arrive Sunday and w ill 
m eet w ith  G orbachev th e  
fo llow ing  day, Soviet o ffic ia ls  
said. It w ill be the firs t visit to 
Moscow by such a high-ranking 
Iraq i o ffic ia l since the war be­
gan.

The visit follows a diplomatic 
mission to Baghdad this week 
by Gorbachev’s envoy, Yvegeny

Primakov.
Ira q i P re s id e n t Saddam 

Hussein told Primakov that Iraq 
was ready to cooperate w ith the 
Soviets in the ir efforts to reach 
a se ttlem en t, Baghdad rad io  
reported.

He also told Primakov that the 
Soviets bear “ political, legal and 
m o ra l re s p o n s ib il ity  fo r the 
brutal crimes” against Iraq be­
cause they  a pp roved  U.N. 
S e cu rity  C ouncil reso lu tio ns  
supporting m ilita ry  action, the 
radio said in a broadcast moni­
tored in Cyprus.

When he returned to Moscow 
on Wednesday night, Primakov 
refused to comment about his 
negotiations w ith  Saddam.

“ I don’t want to jeopardize the 
p rocess ,”  he to ld  re p o rte rs . 
“ The process makes us hopeful 
because the process has begun. 
We are against the w ar and we 
want to stop it . ”

Primakov also said that d u r­
ing  a meeting w ith  an aide to 
Saddam  he ra is e d  “ in  ve ry  
sha rp  fo rm ”  th e  issue o f 
American POWs held by Iraq.

“ I sa id  i t  is  a v io la t io n  o f 
m ora lity  and the Geneva con­

vention and is counterproduc­
t iv e  because i t  tu rn s  p u b lic  
opinion against h im ,” Primakov 
said. “ In response, they told me 
th a t Am ericans a re  bom bing 
residential areas, which is also 
a viola tion of the Geneva con­
ventions.”

V ita ly  Ignatenko, a Krem lin  
spokesm an, to ld  re p o rte rs  
A z iz ’s t r ip  was in tended  “ to 
continue the S ovie t-Iraq  con­
tact.”

“ The discussions in  Baghdad 
give cause for hope,” Ignatenko 
said.

Another K rem lin  spokesman, 
Sergei G rigo rie v , sa id: “ The 
essence of the Soviet plan w ill 
never go beyond the lim its  of 
the U.N. Security Council reso­
lution obliging Iraq to withdraw 
fro m  K uw ait and resto re  the 
independence o f Kuw ait.”

Iraq has refused to negotiate 
a cease-fire cond itioned on a 
w ithdrawal from Kuwait, which 
Western leaders demand.

Also arriv ing in  Moscow was 
K u w a it ’s fo re ig n  m in is te r, 
Sabah a l-A h m e d  a l-Sabah. 
V italy Churkin, a Soviet Foreign 
M in is try  spokesman, said the

tr ip  had been scheduled long 
before  the P rim akov mission. 
The exiled Kuwaiti was sched­
uled to meet w ith  Gorbachev on 
Thursday.

Churkin said the Soviet Union 
was not trying to be a mediator 
but “ is try ing  to do everything 
possible to try  to cease blood­
shed as soon as possible and to 
achieve the full implementation 
o f the Security Council resolu­
tions.”

C hurkin  said Soviet offic ials 
w o u ld  b r ie f  the  A m e rica n s  
about Primakov’s discussions.

Baghdad rad io  said Saddam 
to ld  P rim akov he a lways had 
been w il l in g  to reach  a 
“ peaceful, ju s t and honorable 
settlement ... in a manner that 
would secure Iraq ’s rights and 
the righ ts  o f the A rab  nation, 
especially in Palestine.”

A KGB p o lit ic a l o ffic e r, 
meanwhile, questioned the mo­
tives o f the U.S.-led coalition.

Children mail 32,000 
hearts to soldiers
WASHINGTON (AP)— Whether 

via song, videotape or crayon 
and c o n s tru c t io n  paper, 
valentines o f love, longing and 
support poured out across the 
country fo r Am erican soldiers 
at war in  the Persian Gulf.

Thousands o f messages came 
from children in  the quiet New 
E ngland v a lle y  a ro un d  
Westover A ir  Force Base, the 
last sight o f home for thousands 
airlifted to the Persian Gulf.

War is as close to the l it t le  
farming villages and brick cities 
around the Chicopee, Mass., 
base as the hou rly  roar o f the 
massive C-5 cargo jets pound­
ing east to Saudi Arabia.

And the ch ild re n  who have 
watched the b ig  planes come 
and go fo r  s ix  m onths r e ­
sponded w ith  more than 32,000 
c o n s tru c tio n  p ap e r h e a rts , 
sometimes decorated w ith pa­
per lace, flags, and peace sym­
bols and sealed w ith  “ lots o f 
XXXs.”

“The word got out and it jus t 
exp lod ed ,”  sa id  Col. Joseph

Curley, who gives valentines to 
troops sh ipping out. “ We jus t 
te ll them to ca rry  them as far 
ou t in  Saudi as they can get 
them and then pass them on.”

Cards also festoon the hangar 
th a t serves as a m a ke sh ift 
passenger term inal.

The men and women waiting 
to ship out smile misspellings: 
One ca rd  w ishe d  “ A Happy 
Valentine’s Day to the trops.”

“ I ’m sorry you have to go to 
war, ” wrote Lorraine Rivera of 
H o lyoke , Mass. “ W hy ca n ’t 
Gorge Bush and Sadem ju s t 
arm w restle?  But I guess you 
can ’t do that. Anyw ay I hope 
you come home soon.”

“ Kids. You gotta love them,” 
said Navy Chief C.R. Wicks from 
Montgomery, A la ., as he read 
each message on a massive, 
heart-filled  poster contributed 
by the first grade at Holy Name 
School in  W e s tfie ld . “ And i t  
doesn’t m a tte r w he th e r they 
a re  A m e rica n  or* Saudi o r 
Iraq i.”

Is Saddam killing his own people?
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

Bush adm in is tra tion  declared 
on W ednesday th a t Saddam 
Hussein “ k ills  c iv ilians  in te n ­
tiona lly” and suggested he a l­
lowed Baghdad residents to use 
the structure h it by U.S. bombs 
in hopes o f shielding a m ilita ry 
bunker.

“ We s in c e re ly  re g re t any 
damage or any deaths caused to 
the  c iv i lia n  p o p u la t io n ,”  
Defense Secretary Dick Cheney 
said. But he sa id  the U n ited  
States would continue bombing 
m ilitary targets even i f  Saddam 
mixes them into  civilian areas, 
as U.S. officials contend.

As for the Baghdad structure, 
presidential spokesman M arlin  
Fitzwater said allied war plan­
ners had taken great care to 
single out a m ilita ry  target and 
h it  i t  at a t im e  — 4 a.m. in  
Baghdad — when few civilians 
might be in  the vicinity.

“We thought we had taken as 
many precautions as possible” 
to avoid h it t in g  c iv ilia n s ,

F itzw ate r said. That so many 
apparently w ere k ille d  in the 
underground s truc tu re  “ tends 
to lend itse lf to our suspicions 
that they were there on purpose 
and they were made vulnerable 
on purpose.”

Cheney said he d id n ’t know 
w h e th e r Saddam  had u rged 
c iv ilians to use the structure. 
But he said the Iraq i leader has 
show n such l i t t le  rega rd  fo r 
civilian life that “ the suggestion 
th a t he may have indeed en­
couraged c iv ilia n s  to occupy 
w ha t he knew to be a m ilita ry 
facility is possible.”

The w ar, Cheney sa id in  a 
speech before the U.S. Chamber 
o f Commerce, “ w ill not end un­
t i l  he gets out o f Kuw ait.” The 
secretary said the a llies were 
“ doing everything they can” to 
avoid  c iv ilia n  casua lties  and 
would continue to do so.

Iraqi authorities said at least 
500 civilians were killed by a l­
lied bombs that h it the Baghdad 
structure early Wednesday. But

Cheney sa id , “ T h e re  is no 
question in  my m ind ... that it 
was a m ilitary target."

F itzw ater term ed i t  “ a com­
m and and contro l center that 
fed instructions d irectly  to the 
Ira q i war machine.” He said it 
had been “painted and camou­
flaged to avoid detection,” and 
was o f the type that allies had 
been “ systematically attacking 
since the war began.”

Saddam has “ tim e and again 
... shown a willingness to sacri­
fice c iv ilian lives and property 
to  fu r th e r  h is  w a r  a im s ,”  
F itzw ater said. “ He k ills  c iv il­
ians intentionally and w ith  pur­
pose.”

The Iraqi leader can bring the 
bombing to a halt by pulling out 
o f Kuwait, both men said.

A t a Pentagon b rie f in g , Lt. 
Gen. Thomas Kelly, d irector of 
operations for the Jo int Chiefs 
o f  S ta ff, sa id D ese rt S torm

commanders were sure it was a 
m ilita ry  facility because it  had 
been “ used c o n s is te n tly ”  to 
communicate w ith Ira q i troops 
“ r ig h t up to the time we went 
fo r :t , ”  m ilita ry  personnel had 
been seen com ing and going 
from  th 1 structure and m ilita ry 
vehicles * ad been parked out­
side it.

“ We can’t foreclose a co ld ­
blooded decision on the part of 
Saddam Hussein to put civilians 
in  facilities” knowing they might 
be ta rgeted  as m ilita ry  sites, 
Kelly said.

Capt. David H erring ton , the 
deputy d irector o f inte lligence 
for the Joint Staff, showed sev­
eral sketches of the build ing at 
the briefing, saying it  contained 
communications equipment that 
had been specially protected to 
withstand even a nuclear blast, 
and th a t the top f lo o r  o f the 
s tructu re  had been re inforced 
w ith  metal over 10 feet thick.

a fte r  Ira q  c la im ed th a t h u n ­
d re ds  o f c iv ilia n s  had  been 
killed in an attack in Baghdad.

“ Is this a war for the sake of 
p ro te c t io n  o f s o ve re ig n ty  o f 
Kuwait? Was it necessary at all 
to destroy so many people, to 
p re se rve  the so ve re ig n ty?  
M aybe o the r m ethods m ig h t 
have been u se d ,”  sa id 
Golshchov, firs t deputy head of 
the politica l department o f the 
KGB’s frontier guards.

In  Dam ascus, G e rm a n y ’s 
Genscher said after ta lks w ith  
h is  S y ria n  c o u n te rp a r t th a t 
Syria  was ready to recognize 
Israel’s right to exist as part of 
a postwar peace accord.

Later, a statement was issued 
on b eha lf o f Syrian President 
Hafez Assad saying Syria’s po­
sition was linked to a 1973 U.N. 
resolution that demands Israeli 
w ithdrawal from occupied Arab 
territories and settlement o f the 
P a le s tin ia n  que s tion . The 
statem ent did not specifica lly  
m e n tio n  the issue  o f 
recognizing Israel.

“ a point at which we can come 
together.”

The GCAG and a n t i-w a r  
protesters in general have been 
criticized for not supporting the 
troo ps , bu t Colucci sa id  the 
group wanted to show its sup­
port in  a very specific way. She 
said, “ The best support is to 
help them come home safely.”

Both Crosbie and Colucci em­
phasized the GCAG’s so lidarity 
w ith  a ll v ic tim s  o f the  w ar. 
Colucci said, “ Due to censor­
ship on both sides, the public 
does not hear about all the ca­
sua lties.” She added th a t the 
GCAG sym pa th izes  w ith  a ll 
combatants and non-com bat­
ants who are suffering.

Crosbie called the blood drive 
a success, w ith  over 50 pin ts 
c o lle c te d . He said th a t  the  
donors represented  “ a good 
cross section of the community 
at Notre Dame” and th a t re ­
sponse had been u n ifo rm ly  
positive.

“ D oughnuts w o n ’t become 
popu la r as som ething tha t is 
c h ic , b u t so m e th in g  th a t is 
r e t r o -c h ic , ”  he p re d ic te d . 
“ Doughnuts are lumpish, lunky, 
greasy, heavy and nutritionally 
w an ton  in  a ll the  ways th a t 
people know they shouldn’t go. 
People are ea tin g  them  as a 
backlash to the health mania.” 

Doughnut sales are up, said 
an executive at Dunkin’ Donuts, 
by fa r the  la rg e s t doughnu t 
cha in  in  A m e rica  w ith  m ore 
than 2,000 stores worldwide.

Worse than war is the 
evil of Arab fascism

As Catholics, fans should practice 
compassion, not cast aspersions

I heard her 
say th a t the  Scud m iss ile  
a tta cks  a g a in s t the  c iv i l ia n  
popula tion  o f Israe l were not 
terrorist. I heard her denounce 
Israel fo r a pre-emptive strike 
against Iraq last month which 
never took place never took 
place  and w hich would have 
been justified by Iraq ’s pre-war 
th re a ts  and a c tu a l use o f 
c iv i l ia n  ta rg e te d  m iss ile s . I 
heard her lie that Yassir Arafat 
was n o t w a rm ly  e m b ra c in g  
Hussein, and I heard her give 
the usual veiled threats that the 
West w ill  su ffe r the w ra th  of 
mass Arab fascism. I heard her 
ignore the Kuwaiti predicament 
and the question o f principle by 
tu rn in g  a tte n tio n  to her own 
s e lf - in te re s t g ro up , the 
P a les tin ians . I heard a lm ost 
everyone present applaud her.

I h ea rd  my f r ie n d  P a tr ic k  
Gaffney, in  response to a ques­
tion, describe the assassination 
of A ra fa t’s number-two man as 
resu lting  from  his w an ting  to 
d is tan ce  P a le s tin ia n s  fro m  
Hussein. Hussein app a ren tly  
ordered Abu Nidal to have his 
people murder the man. I knew

these facts already, but what I 
learned from  Gaffney was that 
th is illu s tra ted  that there is a 
diversity o f opinion in  the PLO, 
th a t i t  is  n o t m o n o lith ic . 
Gaffney’s words are etched in

Democracy indeed!

S andw iched  a ro un d  an 
Amnesty In te rna tiona l factual 
inventory o f Hussein’s human 
righ ts  m urders , inc lud ing  the 
hundreds o f Kuwaiti premature 
babies disconnected from  life - 
support systems and killed after 
the invasion, were the opinions, 
d is s e m b lin g  o f fa c ts  and 
outright falsehoods I heard that 
evening.

Our war against Hussein was 
fueled by American foreign pol­
icy s tu p id ity  in  h e lp in g  a 
shrewd psychopathic assassin 
and by Am erican greed in  o il 
and arms sales policies.

For too long West has meddled in the Middle East
Dear Editor:

A fte r  re a d in g  M a tth e w  
M il le r ’s le tte r  (The Observer, 
Jan. 31), I was d isappo in ted  
th a t any Notre Dame student 
could w rite  such an ill-inform ed 
diatribe.

At the “ History of the Persian 
Gulf” lecture. Professor Gaffney 
presented  a h is to r ic a l b a ck ­
ground on the region. Since Mr. 
M iller apparently did not attend 
the lecture, I w ill briefly provide 
some background on this topic.

For a thorough understanding 
o f the s itu a tio n , one m ust go 
back to the entry o f the Ottoman 
Empire into World War I on the 
side o f the Central Powers on 
Oct. 31, 1914. T h is  even t 
marked the turn ing point in  the 
h is to ry  o f the  M id d le  East. 
T h ro u g h o u t the  n in e te e n th  
century, B rita in  and France sat 
like hungry vultures, waiting for 
the dem ise  o f the  O ttom an  
Empire so they could devour up 
the M iddle East and continue 
the ir im peria lis t expansion. In 
line  w ith  these am bitions, the 
A llie d  Powers in  May, 1916, 
reached a secret agreement (the 
Sykes-Picot Agreement) about 
the  f in a l d is p o s itio n  o f the 
Ottoman te rrito ry  after the war. 
This agreement unscrupulously 
d iv id e d  up the M id d le  East 
between B r ita in , France and

Russia.
It  was necessary that Sykes- 

Picot be absolutely secretive be­
cause, while the Agreement was 
being d raw n  up, B r ita in  was 
c o u r t in g  the  S h e r if  H usse in  
th rough  the M cM ahon c o rre ­
spondence o f 1915-16, w hich 
led Arab Nationalists to believe 
that, in return for their support 
o f the A llied  powers, indepen­
dence would be granted to the 
Arab States a fte r Turkey’s de­
feat. However, at the close o f 
the war, the A rab States were 
not granted independence and 
were placed under a mandatory 
regime.

In add ition , the Arabs were 
fu rth e r betrayed by the West 
because, during th is same time 
period, B rita in  had committed 
i ts e lf  to s u p p o r tin g  Z ion ism  
through the Balfour Declaration 
o f 1917, w h ic h  s ta ted  its  
readiness to help estab lish  a 
national home for Jews.

The point o f this b rie f lesson 
is to convey why Arabs feel that 
th e ir  dream  o f u n ity  was de­
stroyed by Western imperialism 
and that borders imposed by the 
West can and, indeed, should 
be called into question. Clearly, 
the issue o f Western- imposed 
b o rd e rs  and W este rn  
interference in  the region was 
on the mind o f Saddam Hussein

when he invaded Kuwait, for, in 
reality, the Kuwait-Iraq i border 
has a lways been d isputed by 
Iraq.

Immediately after Brita in  an­
nounced its  dec is ion  to g ive 
Kuwait its fu ll independence in 
1961, I r a q ’s P rim e  M in is te r  
Kassim  c la im ed  the te r r ito ry  
w as an in te g ra l p a r t  o f h is  
coun try. The Ira q i c la im  was 
based on the  b e lie f th a t the 
1899 tre a ty  w ith  B r ita in  had 
been forged and th a t K uw a it 
had been pa rt o f the Ottoman 
a d m in is tra tiv e  reg ion , w h ich  
inc luded Iraq . Given B r ita in ’s 
history of deceptive behavior in 
the region, th is  claim  was not 
unreasonable. A  borde r com ­
mission was established in 1963 
to settle the dispute; however, 
the commission never reached a 
d e fin itive  decision. I t  is c lear 
th a t K u w a it w as d isp u ted  
te rrito ry  and, in  Hussein’s mind, 
Iraq did have legitimate claim to 
the  reg io n . N a tu ra lly , I r a q ’s 
h istorical claim to Kuwait does 
n o t ju s t i f y  th e  in va s io n  o f 
Kuw ait o r Ira q ’s human rights 
violations in  the region, which 
are  a b h o rre n t. H ow ever, as 
Professor Ta lham i stated, the 
s itua tion  rem ains an in te rn a l 
Arab problem.

Finally, Mr. M ille r asserts that

environmentally abusive Coors
Dear Editor:

This weekend, from Thursday 
to Sunday, the ND Students for 
E n v iro n m e n ta l A c tio n  are 
calling fo r a campus-wide boy­
cott on all Coors Beer Products 
(including Keystone) as a reac­
tion to the long history o f bla­
ta n t env ironm enta l abuse in ­
flic te d  by th is  company. This 
boycott is part o f the on-going 
National Boycott o f Coors by the 
Student Environm enta l Action 
C o a lit io n  (SEAC) and is  in  
a ssoc ia tio n  w ith  a re g io n a l 
boycott in 300 other campuses 
in  M ic h ig a n , I l l in o is  and 
Indiana.

Several in fra c tio n s  by th is  
brewing company have been re­
ported in The Rocky Mountain  
News since 1981, when Coors 
firs t detected their contribution 
to g roundw a te r p o llu tio n  but

fa ile d  to n o tify  the  Colorado 
D epartm en t o f H ea lth  or the 
E n v iro n m e n ta l P ro te c tio n  
Agency. They were later cited in 
1985 and again in 1986 for wa­
te r  p o llu t io n  by the CDH. 
C u rre n tly , th e re  is a State 
Attorney’s crim inal investigation 
o f Coors in  su sp ic ion  th a t 
com pany o ff ic ia ls  w it t in g ly  
concealed leaking pipes at the 
can plant that tainted as many 
as five  u n d e rg ro u n d  sp rings  
w ith  to x ic  chem ica l so lvents 
co n tr ib u tin g  to many serious 
p hys ica l a ilm e n ts  and even 
death.

This investigation has led to 
the exposure o f illegal dumping 
o f con tam ina ted  w as tew a te r 
in to  C lear Creek tr ib u ta r ie s . 
This w a te r has subsequently 
been diverted into an ineffective 
chem ical trea ting  p lant w hich

has fa iled  to rem ove the ca r­
cinogenic substances from  the 
area ’s d rink ing  water, causing 
unusually low b irth  weights and 
e a r ly  ch ild h o o d  cancer. The 
Coors C om pany has also 
dumped approximately 20 m il­
lion gallons of th is toxic waste 
into the Lowry Landfill.

Please take these facts in to  
consideration and make a con­
scientious decision this weekend 
and in the future when choosing 
y o u r beer. I t ’s tim e  th a t we 
realize that the “ Silver Bullet" is 
k i l l in g  o u r e n v iro n m e n t and 
that maybe we should “ head for 
the m ountains,” or d rink  beer 
fro m  “ the la n d  o f sky -b lu e  
water ” instead.

Ira q ’s invasion o f K uw a it and 
the A ra b -Is ra e li co n flic t. One 
would have to be a righ t-w ing  
Zionist or a member o f the Bush 
re g im e  to  b e lie v e  th is  
p ro pa ga nd a . The tw o  are 
clearly linked by Western impe­
ria lism  in the region. The West 
has systematically created bor­
ders in the M iddle East which 
satisfy its own needs and has 
gone to the extreme in creating 
an entire nation—Israel—to suit 
its needs and m ilita ry  interests.

The s ta te  o f Is ra e l was 
created by Brita in  and the U.S., 
in  part, to perpetuate their own 
interests in the area—w ithou t 
regard to the Arab nation’s view 
on the matter and w ith  absolute 
d isregard fo r the p lig h t o f the 
Palestinians. Since its  creation 
in  1948, Israel has systemically 
a tte m p te d  to  expe l a ll 
Pa lestin ians from  Pa lestin ian  
lan ds .

H ow ever, as i f  to 
dispute herself, she asks i f  “ the 
United States (should) be the 
w o r ld  p o lic e ? ” The tw o 
sta tem ents are d ia m e tr ic a lly  
opposed and o n ly  serve to 
w eaken  h e r fe n c e -s itt in g  
position. I f  not us, Ms. Abood, 
then who? I would like to point 
ou t th a t the  UN has done 
nothing to play “ w orld  police," 
nor has any other nation. I f  the 
U.S. refrained from  interfering, 
i t  w ou ld  send a message to 
Saddam and every other petty

despot o f the  g lobe th a t 
unprovoked violence is perfectly 
acceptable.

L a te r, P ro fesso r E liza b e th  
Noel states that i f  “we get rid  of 
Saddam and libe ra te  Kuw ait,

have another problem .” May I 
ask who w ill unite against the 
Allies?

President Bush “ cannot tell the 
p u b lic  when the w a r w ill  be 
over,” even though  he stated 
that “ We re on schedule." Does 
Ms. Carroll th ink that President 
Bush is a god? He canno t 
foretell the future; when he says 
that the m ilita ry operations are 
on the  tim e ta b le  w h ic h  was 
expec ted , he m eans th a t 
everything is on schedule up to 
th a t tim e.

NEW YORK (AP) — R ichie  
Ph illips, executive d irec to r o f 
th e  M a jo r League U m p ires  
Association, said Wednesday he 
fears a spring tra in ing lockout 
o f  u m p ires  by m a jo r league 
ow ners  d esp ite  c o n tra c t 
n e g o tia tio n s  w h ic h  he 
described as on schedule.

“ Some owners feel they need 
to get a w in ,"  he said. “ They 
want to send a message to the 
um pires that ju s t because we 
gave (big money contracts) to 
the players, don ’t th in k  we’ll 
give it to you. There are teams 
w ith  $30 m illion  payrolls who 
w ill fight over who pays for the 
fe r t i l iz e r  in  tra in in g  camps. 
They’re saying, ‘ I t  stops here.

We draw the line with the play 
ers.’ They want to dash expec­
tations.”

P h illip s  w ro te  the u m p ires  
la s t w eek , w a rn in g  th a t a 
spring tra in ing lockout looms as 
a rea l possibility. The owners 
locked p la ye rs  out o f s p rin g  
tra in ing  fo r 32 days in  a con­
tract dispute last year.

Attorney Robert Kheel, repre­
senting the leagues in  negotia­
tio n s , w as o u t o f to w n  and 
unavailable fo r comment.

The u m p ire s ’ c o n tra c t e x ­
pired Dec. 31 and Phillips said 
negotia tions, underway since 
the end o f last season, are p ro ­
gressing according to schedule.

The umpires are scheduled to 
m eet Feb. 25-26  in  O rlando  
where Phillips w ill b r ie f them 
on the talks. He said that even 
w ith o u t an agreem ent before 
spring tra in ing , he would ad­
vise the um p ires  to continue 
working.

“ I see no reason fo r a w ork 
stoppage," he said. “ I am op­
tim is tic  th a t we can have an 
agreement before the s ta rt of 
the season. There is a real un­
derstand ing on both sides on 
what has to be done and we are 
go ing  abou t the business o f 
getting it done.”

Phillips said the umpires have 
“ heightened expectations ” for 
their new contract.

“You read the papers every 
day. There  are some p layers 
who m ake m ore  than  a ll 60 
umpires put together.

T ha t c re a te d  he igh te ne d  
expecta tions .

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Brawl will test NCAA rule
CHICAGO (AP) — Schools and 

a th le tic conferences share the 
resp on s ib ility  fo r suspending 
p layers fo r f ig h tin g  d u r in g  a 
gam e, the  NCAA sa id  
Wednesday.

The rule is being tested by a 
bench-clearing b raw l Tuesday 
during a game between Illinois 
State and Chicago State. Two 
players from Chicago State and 
one from  Il l in o is  State were 
ejected for fighting.

The ru le  sta tes th a t any 
player ejected for fighting must 
s it ou t the team ’s next game. 
S econd -tim e  o ffe n d e rs  are 
s id e lin e d  fo r  the re s t o f  the 
season and cannot partic ipate 
in postseason play.

“The rule is in the basketball 
ru le s  book, so th e  NCAA 
national office has nothing to do 
w ith  it , ” NCAA communications 
director James Marchiony said. 
“ Like any other game violation, 
i t ’s fo r the game o ffic ia ls  and 
the schools to resolve

The NCAA gets involved only 
i f  the rule in  question is listed 
in  the  NCAA M an ua l, 
M a rc h io n y  sa id . T h is  m ig h t 
involve violations of recru iting  
and s c h o la rs h ip  ru le s  or 
u n w a rra n te d  bonuses to 
players.

Chicago State, an indepen ­
dent, and Illinois State, a mem­
ber o f th e  M is s o u ri V a lley  
Conference, w ill abide by the 
rule and suspend the players 
ejected fo r fighting, officials of 
the universities said. But i t  re­
mains unclear what would hap­
pen i f  the schools decided to ig­
nore the rule.

Gene Bartow, chairman o f the 
NCAA’s B a ske tb a ll Rules 
Committee, said a school might 
be banned  fro m  postseason 
play fo r ignoring the ru le , but 
he acknowledged there was no 
c lea r precedent to deal w ith  
these cases.

“ I d o n ’t th in k  th e re ’s any 
doubt a team would pay some­

how fo r ignoring  the rule. I ’m 
sure they’d end up being pun­
ishe d ," sa id  Bartow , a th le tic  
d irecto r and basketball coach 
at Alabama-Birmingham.

Bartow  said he was ce rta in  
conference o ffic ia ls  have ad ­
vised referees to be especially 
cautious about ejecting players 
for fighting.

“We w ill definitely follow the 
rules of the NCAA. There ’s no 
second th o u g h t about th a t , ”  
Chicago State athletic d irector 
A1 Avant said. “ We don’t want 
to be an outlaw school.”

Avant said other teams m ight 
shy away fro m  p la y in g  the  
Cougars i f  the school ignored 
the rule.

Lokar quits Seton Hall in response to flag incident
SOUTH ORANGE, N.J. (AP) 

M arco Lokar could deal w ith  
the  boo in g  and even the 
nastiness after he decided not 
to w ear the Am erican flag  on 
his Seton Hall basketball u n i­
fo rm . The th re a te n in g  te le ­
phone calls that upset his preg­
nant wife were another matter.

On Wednesday, Lokar put an 
end to the problem. He quit the 
basketball team, w ithdrew  from 
Seton H a ll and announced  
p lans to re tu rn  to h is  native  
Italy.

“The consequences of my de­
cision have been quite surpris­
ing  to me, ” L oka r sa id  in  a 
s ta te m e n t re lea se d  by the 
school. “ I have received many 
threats, directed both tow ard

me and my wife, Lara, so that 
our life  has become very d iffi­
cult here.

“ In  o rd e r to com p le te  her 
pregnancy in  tra n q u ility  and 
peace (which is more important 
than anyth ing  else to us) we 
have decided to re tu rn  to our 
hometown, Trieste,” said Lokar, 
w ho w as no t a v a ila b le  to 
comment on the statement.

Coach P.J. C a rles im o  and 
athletic d irector Larry Keating 
expressed sorrow that the flag 
flap prom pted the sophomore 
guard to leave school, but said 
he would be welcome to return 
next year. The scholarship re­
mains intact, they said.

“ I t ’s very d isappoin ting and 
sad th a t the c ircu m s ta n ce s

evolved and he has to go back,” 
Carlesimo said Wednesday. “ I t ’s 
sad that he can’t  stay here and 
do what he wants to do because 
of concerns for the child.”

The controversy surrounding 
Lokar had its roots in a decision 
by 12 members o f the team in 
mid-January to put U.S flags on 
their uniforms. Only Lokar, one 
of three foreigners on the team, 
refused.

“From a Christian standpoint 
I cannot support any war, w ith  
no exception  fo r  the Persian 
G u lf War, ” Lokar said in  h is 
statement. “ I have heard many 
people  sa y in g  th a t the  f la g  
should be w orn  in support of 
the troops and not in support of

the war. Th is is a foolish a r ­
gument. The troops are in the 
gulf fighting a w a r!”

L oka r’s re fusa l to w ear the 
flag  w en t unnoticed  fo r  fo u r 
games, two of which he played 
in  a substitute jersey after his 
was stolen.

However, people seemed to 
notice the flag’s absence on his 
u n ifo rm  on Jan. 29 at 
Providence. Stories were w r it ­

ten, and Lokar said only that it  
was a personal decision.

The flag flap escalated 
ju s t  before  the Feb. 2 game 
against St. John ’s at Madison 
Square G arden in  New York 
City. .

The n igh t before the game, 
C arles im o  sa id  L o ka r got a 
te lephone ca ll from  h is w ife , 
say ing  th a t she had been 
receiving threatening calls.

three-paragraph letter from the 
NCAA, p ro m p tin g  a th le t ic  
d ire c to r  K ing  D ixon to near 
tears as he discussed it.

“ I can tru ly  say this is another 
red-le tter day in  the history of 
o u r in s t itu t io n , ”  D ixon  said 
d u rin g  a h a s tily  ca lled  news 
conference jus t hours after the 
letter arrived. “ The action ... is 
yet another cornerstone in  the 
foundation of the decade of the 
Gamecocks. ... We’re  now to ­
ta lly embarked on a new begin­
ning."

South Carolina football coach 
Sparky Woods said the end o f 
probation w ill send a message 
to the rest of the nation that the 
school is  tr y in g  to ru n  its  
program right.

“ I th ink we have good system 
set up to where i f  som ething 
does happen that we should be 
the one to recogn ize  i t  in  a 
h u rry , re p o r t  i t  and get i t  
f ix e d ,”  Woods said. “ I th in k  
th a t ’s about a ll the NCAA or 
anyone can expect o f a school 
righ t now.

“We certa inly can’t say noth­
ing bad’s ever going to happen. 
But I th ink we can put our sys­
tem up against everyone else.”

The end o f probation was a

long tim e coming. The p roba­
tion dates back to 1987, when 
the men’s basketball program  
was hit w ith  two years’ proba­
tion because of rule violations 
under ex-coach Bill Foster.

The NCAA extended the p ro ­
bation by six months in  July in 
the w ake o f the schoo l’s so- 
ca lled “ s te ro id  scandal” th a t 
also prompted questions about 
the  in s t itu t io n a l c o n tro l a t 
South Carolina.

In making its decision to ex­
tend the probation, the NCAA 
asked the school to subm it a 
report concerning the operation 
o f its  c o m p lia n ce  p ro g ra m  
during the 1990 fall semester.

The re p o r t ,  su b m itte d  in  
January, outlines its 17-po int 
m o n ito r in g  and co m p lia nce  
p ro g ra m  fo r  a ll  sports . The 
program , begun shortly  a fte r 
the b aske tba ll p rogram  was 
placed on probation, includes 
o r ie n ta t io n  p ro g ra m s  fo r  
coaches and p la ye rs , NCAA 
rules workshops and an educa­
tion program for boosters.

U niversity in te rim  president 
A r th u r  K. S m ith  sa id  the  
committee had “ high praise” in 
July for the 17-point program.

“ But the committee observed 
tha t during  the previous year 
we had three athletic directors, 
two head foo tba ll coaches ..., 
the death o f a foo tba ll coach

and the resignation o f a presi­
dent,” Smith said.

“The committee, while adm ir­
ing the university’s compliance 
and m o n ito r in g  p ro g ra m , 
wanted to see the program  in 
operation fo r a fu ll academic 
year p rior to rendering its final 
judgment."

The NCAA C om m ittee  on 
Infractions reviewed the report 
d u rin g  its  m eetings Feb. 1-3 
and then voted to remove South 
Carolina from the rolls of those 
on probation.

“ T h is  is  a m om en tous 
achievement,” Smith said, “ one 
that we have long awaited.”

A fte r  m e e tin g  w ith  the 
committee in  July, Smith said 
he was c o n fid e n t the  NCAA 
would take the school o ff p ro ­
bation after the fa ll semester.

“ D u r in g  the  la s t seven 
months, the university has not 
only continued its m on ito ring  
program but has strengthened 
i t , ” Smith said. “ We’ve had in 
place one o f the most ambitious 
and rigorous drug-testing p ro ­
grams of any Division I-A ins ti­
tu tion.”

The drug-testing program got 
a te s t o f a d if fe re n t  s o rt in  
September when members of 
the NCAA d ru g - te s t in g  a rm  
came to the school and tested 
numerous footba ll players fo r 
steroids and other drugs.

SYRACUSE, N.Y. (AP) -  
Syracuse’s o ff-th e -co u rt bas­
ketball problems haven’t damp­
ened booster enthusiasm, but it 
has m ade s u p p o rte rs  m ore  
wary.

The university last month be­
gan an internal investigation of 
its basketball program  fo llow ­
ing published allegations tha t 
players received benefits from  
boosters and o f recruiting vio­
la t io n s . The a ccusa tion s  o f 
w rongdoing also have drawn 
the a tte n tio n  o f th e  NCAA, 
which has reportedly begun its 
own in q u iry  to  d e te rm in e  
w he ther i t  shou ld  conduct a 
separate investigation.

So far, the investigation has 
re su lte d  in  the  school te m ­
porarily suspending seven play­
ers, who were immediately re­
instated by the NCAA, and the 
“ disassociation” of the school’s 
top basketball booster from the 
university.

“ I haven’t seen any negatives 
at a ll , ”  said John Passonno, 
f i r s t  v ice  p re s id e n t o f the 
H ardw ood  C lub , w ho  is the 
l ik e ly  successor to  Joseph 
Giannuzzi, who was ordered to 
res ign  h is  p o s it io n  as c lub  
president by the university on 
Monday.

“Actually, there’s been a posi­
tive from  th is. Everyone has 
ra ll ie d  to Joe and C ynth ia  
Giannuzzi’s side. We don’t th ink 
they were treated w e ll by the 
university,” Passonno said.

Passonno also sa id  t ic k e t 
sales fo r  the c lu b ’s annua l 
postseason dinner are ahead of 
last year’s pace.

Rosenthal helps women’s sports

The Notre Dame women’s soccer team gained varsity status under 
present Irish athletic director Dick Rosenthal.

Since 1986, women’s athletics 
at Notre Dame have undergone 
drastic changes.

The te n n is  team  began 
Division I competition in 1985- 
86, th e  same ye a r th a t the 
fencing team took second place 
at the NCAA tournam ent and 
the b a s k e tb a ll team  p laced  
th ird  in the NIT after seizing its 
second consecutive North Star 
conference title.

Yet the tru ly  monumental al­
te ra tio n s  w h ic h  w ere  p e r ­
formed on the women’s teams 
have their origins in  one of the 
final acts o f former Notre Dame 
athletic director Gene Corrigan- 
the August 4, 1987 h ir in g  o f 
Dick Rosenthal.

“Dick Rosenthal has gone out 
of his way to help non-revenue 
sports more than anyone else,” 
sa id  Ir is h  tra c k  coach Joe 
Piane. “ He has done a g reat 
deal and has had to make the 
tough decisions. Every coach 
wants m ore aid; coaches are

l ik e  l i t t le  c h ild re n  w ith  one 
piece o f candy—they a ll want 
seven.”

In  fa c t, R osen tha l has e x ­
panded  the co m p le m en t o f 
N otre  Dame w om en ’s va rs ity  
sports by four—including soccer 
(1988 ), s o ftb a ll (1988 ), g o lf 
(1988) and most recently, track 
(1990). Yet Rosenthal’s con tri­
bution has not been lim ited to 
administrative duties.

“ There is one thing that Dick 
has done that no other athletic 
d irec to r I know  o f has done,” 
explained Piane. “We ran in the 
NCAA ch a m p io n sh ip s  in  
Knoxville , Tenn., and he was 
there. There were 22 men’s and 
22 women’s teams there, but I 
don’t know o f any other athletic 
director who was on the course. 
He didn’t  have to do that, and

we really appreciated it.”

In  the tw o  years  s ince 
w om en ’s soccer, so ftb a ll and 
g o lf were e levated to va rs ity  
status, those teams have taken 
g ia n t steps to w a rd  n a tio n a l 
competitiveness.

The soccer team finished 25- 
16 under its f irs t head coach, 
Dennis Grace. Chris Petrucelli, 
who coached the Irish in  1990, 
guided his team to a 16-3-1 fin ­
ish— far and away the best in 
the history of the program.

“ We are the top team in  our 
conference,” noted Petruce lli, 
“ and we are very com petitive 
(top ten) in our region. We are 
not yet competitive nationally.”

Yet i t  is th a t ve ry  n a tio na l 
co m p e titive ne ss  w h ich  
Petrucelli has committed h im ­
self to.

“ I think that our schedule has 
taken a big step up, to the point 
w here n ine ty-n ine  percent o f 
our games are against Division I 
o p p o n e n ts ,” said P e tru c e lli.

Women’s basketball team to face top MCC challenger

The N o tre  Dame w o m e n ’s 
basketball team hopes its tr ip  to 
Detroit tonight doesn’t turn into 
a Valentine’s Day massacre.

The 20th-ranked Irish  (17-4, 
12-0) face the Lady Titans (11- 
10, 7-3) at 7 p.m. in a matchup 
o f the  top  tw o  team s in  the 
MCC. N otre  Dame posted an 
easy 87-53 victory over Detroit 
during Christmas break in  their 
firs t meeting this season.

O f the  Lady T ita n s ’ seven 
league victories, six have come 
against opponents at .500 or 
below in  MCC play, inc lud ing  
tw o w ins  over w in less  S a in t 
Lou is and one ve rsus 2-9 
M arquette . S till, D e tro it is a 
formidable 8-4 at home—4-1 in 
the MCC— and w ill be looking 
fo r  a m easure, o f revenge  
against the Irish.

“ D etro it is the most ath le tic 
team in the conference aside 
from  u s ,” I r is h  head coach 
M uffet McGraw said. “They’ve 
got good speed and quickness 
at guard, and pretty good post 
players. They’ re not a s tand­
s t i l l ,  g o o d -sh o o tin g  type  o f

team, but they play more o f a 
runn ing  style. They match up 
w ith us pretty well. It should be 
the best game we’ve had in the 
conference this year.”

The Lady Titans boast two of 
the league’s top three scorers in 
6-2 center Sharon M ille r (15.4 
ppg, 8.1 rp g ) and fo rw a rd  
Mandy Chandler (15.9 ppg, 8.6 
rpg). Two other players average 
in double figures: guard Penny 
K ro ll (11.0 ppg, 4.5 apg) and 
fo rw a rd  Patrice M a rtin  (10.9 
ppg, 3.8 rpg).

For the th ird  stra ight game, 
ju n io r M argaret Nowlin draws 
the challenge o f stopping the 
o p p o n e n t’s le a d in g  sco re r. 
Nowlin faces the tough task of 
stopping M ille r inside, an as­
signm ent M cGraw hands her 
w ith no qualms.

“ She’s p la y in g  re a lly  w e ll 
right now,” McGraw said. “ I just 
feel so good about her r ig h t  
now that I th ink she can guard 
anybody in the country.”

Detroit is unique in that it  has 
a be tte r th re e -p o in t shooting 
percentage (80-203, .394) than 
overall fie ld-goal m ark (.385). 
Both Kroll and Martin are in the 
39 percent range fo r the year 
and a re  am ong the league

leaders in that category.
The Lady T itans , however, 

had trouble w ith  Notre Dame’s 
pressure defense in  th e ir firs t 
m eeting. The Ir ish  forced 38 
turnovers and held D e tro it to 
only 30.5 percent shooting.

“ (Detro it) d id n ’t handle our 
pressure well, especially in the 
opening part of the game,” Irish 
assistant coach Kathleen Weber 
said. “We jumped all over them 
and w ere  in  th e ir  faces 
defensively. We got a lot o f fast 
break situations out of it.”

At the same time, Notre Dame 
has been successful recently in 
its zone defense. McGraw cites 
foul problems as a major factor 
in  h e r d ec is ion  to change 
strategy.

“The only reason we went to 
a zone (against Butler) was that 
we were p u ttin g  them  on the 
line too m uch,” she said. “ We 
need to stay out o f foul trouble 
because w e don ’t  have the 
depth, so we plan on using the 
zone at least for a little  while 
tonight."

A n o th e r key w i l l  be N otre  
Dame’s a b ility  to co n tro l the 
rebounds and get the fastbreak 
in high gear. Against Butler in
