Local ne ighborhood o rg an i­
za tio n s such  as UCADAA a re  
getting  tough in getting rid of 
d rug  dealers and drug houses 
from  th e ir  s tree ts . A hot line 
has been installed for people to 
re p o rt suspected drug dealers 
a n d  c ra c k  h o u se s  in th e i r  
n e ig h b o rh o o d s , sa id  G ladys 
M uham m ed, a m em ber of the 
St. Joseph’s Neighborhood Task 
Force committee.

Drug and alcohol abuse is a 
r e a l  p ro b le m  h e re  in St. 
Joseph’s County, ND Community 
Relations D irector Jim Roemer 
said at the St. Joseph’s County 
Coalition Against Drugs meeting 
on Wednesday.

“We need to show a real con­
cern through a united effort to 
resist and provide treatm ent for 
drugs and alcohol at all levels of

the community,” Roemer said.
U niversity  P resid en t F a th e r  

Edward Malloy, who is a mem ­
b e r of P resid en t Bush’s Advi­
sory Council Against Drugs, and 
m em bers of the coalition’s ten  
com m ittees, th e ir  p rofessions 
r a n g in g  from  ju d g e s  to  
teachers, attended the m eeting 
and  d iscu ssed  th e ir  p ro g re ss  
and plans for the future of the 
coalition.

“The criminal justice commit­
tee  h a s  been  very  su ccessfu l 
with its Drug and Alcohol Court 
w ith  its  d ru g  tr e a tm e n t  an d  
p r e - t r i a l  s u p e rv is io n  p r o ­
g r a m s ,” s a id  St. J o s e p h ’s 
C ounty  C irc u it C o u rt Ju d g e  
Terry Crone, who is a m em ber 
of the coalition’s crim inal ju s ­
tice committee.

Crone hopes th a t the federal 
governm ent will appreciate the 
Court’s success and renew  the 
federa l g ra n t for the Court in 
January.

The neighborhood task force 
committee discussed the lack of 
youth involvem ent as a m ajor 
w eakness in the  com m unity’s 
effo rts to com bat drugs, said  
Muhammed.

“We are focusing on creating 
m o re  yo u th  p ro g ra m s  in th e  
n e ig h b o rh o o d s  to  g e t th em  
m o re  in v o lv ed  in  th e  f ig h t 
against drugs,” she said.

O ther issues discussed w ere 
pre-em ploym ent drug testing in 
the workplace, high school and 
college drug and alcohol educa­
tion  p ro g ram s an d  tre a tm e n t 
p ro g ra m s  a v a ila b le  in  th e  
county.

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Gray talks on dioxin dangers

T he debate  over the  u n c e r­
tainty of the dangers of 2-, 3-, 
7-, and 8 -te trach lo rid eb en zo - 
dioxin (TCDD) is a highly emo­
tional and scientifically contro­
v e rs ia l  is su e , a c c o rd in g  to 
Kimberly Gray.

Gray, whose lecture was titled 
“S c ience  and  E m otion : The 
Dioxin D ebate ,” is a professor 
and currently a researcher with 
a grant from Occidental Chemi­
cal to study the effects of the 
Love Canal disaster.

She has stud ied  extensively  
the TCDD, once c a lle d  “The 
m ost toxic synthetic  chem ical 
known to hum ans.”

The dioxin chem ical is a by­
p ro d u c t of c h lo ro -o rg a n ic  
m anufacturing. This contam i­
nan t is not difficult to destroy 
and degrades slowly. Sources of 
th is  c o n tro v e rs ia l  c h e m ic a l 
include pesticides, leaded gaso­
line, m unicipal and hazardous 
w a s te  in c in e ra to r s ,  an d  the 
pulp and paper industry.

“W hat do you think of when 
you h e a r  the w ord ‘d io x in ’? ” 
Gray asked. She discussed the 
emotional issues th a t have oc­

curred  from chemical disasters 
such  as Agent O range, Times 
Beach, MO, and specifically, the 
Love Canal. The problem s that 
arose from this catastrophe re ­
su lted  from a poor a ttem p t to 
cover up the fact that a neigh­
borhood had unknowingly been 
b u il t  u p o n  a tox ic  c h e m ic a l 
dump site, she said.

Although dioxin did not play a 
part in the early concern for the 
Love C an al, G ray s a id ,  it  is 
associa ted  with its m em ories, 
and the uncertainty of its effects 
p ro v o k e  a h igh ly  e m o tio n a l 
reac tio n  from  tho se  w ho a re  
aw are of it and the conflicting 
research reports on it.

Gray discussed th ree  toxico- 
logical studies th a t w ere m ade 
on dioxins. One study by the 
g o v e rn m e n t sh o w e d  th a t  
“Vietnam vets were not exposed 
to high levels of TCDD,” during 
the war, she said.

M arilyn F ingerhut, w ith the 
National Institu te  for O ccupa­
tio n a l Safety and  H ealth , d e ­
te rm in e d  from  h e r  r e s e a rc h  
tha t “Tong time exposure and 
h igh  s e ru m  lev e ls  o f TCDD 
cause cancer,’” Gray said.

In a German study last week

at the Ham burg Departm ent of 
H ealth, sc ie n tis ts  d e te rm in ed  
that “‘at fairly high exposures, 
TCDD is a hum an carcinogen,’” 
Gray said.

The New York Times reported 
in A ugust 1991 th a t  d iox ins 
w e re  n o t  d is tin c tiv e ly  
dangerous, only com pounding 
the confusion of the contradict­
ing studies, Gray said.

But Gray, from  h er own r e ­
search, believes that a num ber 
of dioxin-like com pounds have 
toxic e ffec ts , som e of w hich  
concern several genes. Dioxin 
seem s to c a u se  c a n c e rs , b u t 
Gray concluded “when it comes 
to m easuring  effects of TCDD, 
cancer m ay be a poor ind ica­
tor.”

In conclusion, Gray rem arked 
on the uncertainty of the impli­
cations of dioxin and its impact 
on the w orld . She s tre ssed  a 
need for an  overall coming to ­
gether of policy and science to 
prevent problems such as those 
at Love Canal. “Scientists need 
to u n d erstan d  the political d i­
mensions . . .  to their activities. 
Policy  n e e d s  s c ie n c e  a n d  
science needs policy,” she said.

The lecture was sponsored by 
the Kroc Institu te for In te rn a ­
tional Peace Studies.

RHA b eg an  th is y e a r  as an 
entirely new  organization. The 
executive committee started  the 
p arie ta l com m ittee and  began 
working to change the system  
until a chair and other commit­
tee m embers w ere chosen.

They began by posting signs 
in all the residence hall lobbies 
asking for suggestions. From  
these  su g g estio n s, they  com ­
piled a survey for stud en ts  to 
answer on October 10 and 11 in 
the  d in in g  h a ll a t lunch  a n d  
dinner.

results were “representative” of 
w h a t th e  s tu d e n ts  liv in g  on  
campus want.

“L a te r  th ey  w ill se e  th e  
benefits.”

The survey polled students on 
c h a n g e s  th a t  co u ld  o c c u r
now —su c h  as th e  h o u rs
parietals would be in effect, and 
w h e th e r  th ey  sh o u ld  be th e  
sam e tim e every n igh t of the  
week—as well as changes th a t 
could be presented to the Board 
of R e g e n ts  in th e
fu tu re —includ ing  the  id ea  of 
2 4 -h o u r  v is i ta t io n , a n d  th e  
elimination of leaving an I D. at 
th e  f ro n t d esk  and  a llo w in g  
guests to be unescorted.

The la tte r  ideas w ould take 
much longer to im plem ent be­
cause they would need the sup­
port of the parents concerning 
safety issues, said McQuillan.

The m ajority  of studen ts re ­
sp o n d in g  to th e  su rv e y  p ro ­
posed th a t visitation hours be 
from 10 a.m . to 5 a .m . seven

days a week.
“(We) felt they w ere asking a 

lot,” stated McQuillan. The de­
cision was m ade by the commit­
tee to propose the change for 3 
am , the second m ost p o pu lar 
time am ong the surveyed s tu ­
dents.

“This would extend the hours 
by about nine hours a day,” said 
McQuillan. “Hopefully it will be 
enough to sa tisfy  s tu d en ts , if 
n o t, th ey  c a n  su b m it a new  
proposal later in the year.”

McCandless, Regina, and Holy 
Cross Halls would lock all doors 
except for the main door.

In R egina a ll m a le s  ta k in g  
classes w ould be req u ire d  to 
leave I.D.’s a t the fron t desk, 
and exit the building immedi­
ately following classes.

In Holy Cross, students would 
n o t be p e rm it te d  to e n te r  
through the Post Office door.

A ugusta Hall w ould rem ain  
on the honor system, but would 
extend visitation hours to the 
new ones.

LeMans Hall posed the m ost 
p ro b lem s. B ecau se  LeM ans

contains both stu d en t housing 
and administrative offices, more 
th a n  one  d o o r  m u s t re m a in  
unlocked in the buildipg.

RHA will propose the addition 
of another desk worker for the 
door n ea r Haggar. The salary 
for an o th e r desk  w orker has 
n o t b een  a llo tte d  fo r in th is  
year’s budget, so RHA will sug­
gest th a t each on-cam pus stu ­
d e n t  d o n a te  as l i t t le  as two 
dollars for an account to be set­
up to pay the w o rk e r for the 
year.

“Hopefully this can be allotted 
fo r in n e x t y e a r ’s b u d g e t ,” 
stated McQuillan.

Parietal Committee mem bers 
have also been contacting the 
offices tha t use o ther doors in 
LeM ans to see  if a l te rn a tiv e  
doors could be used, or o ther 
safety methods taken.

“E ith er all halls change, or 
none change,” said McQuillan.

Vanessa Brehl, a resident ad­
visor in LeMans Hall does not 
believe the changes will affect 
th e  w ay we (th e  R .A .’s) do 
things. “It won’t change the job

of the R.A.’s. It depends on the 
students, how m ature they are, 
and how well they hand le  it," 
said Brehl. “We will have to be 
m ore aw are though, especially 
in LeMans.”

A lso, M cQ uillan d ism is se d  
ru m o rs  th a t th e  sy s tem  w as 
starting  on a trial basis. “It (the 
new system) is not starting  on a 
trial basis,” said McQuillan. “If 
the senior officers decide on a 
trial basis, then tha t is w hat we 
will do, but it has not even been 
proposed yet.”

“We want to provide the best 
possible living environm ent for 
the women living on cam pus,” 
Kelleher said. “We don’t w ant 
to lessen security, but RHA has 
done a great job answ ering all 
the questions of logistics involv­
ing security.”

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Scrolls: Concept of ‘Messiah’ might not be unique
LOS ANGELES (AP) — Newly 

released text from the Dead Sea 
Scrolls mentions the execution 
of a M e ss ia h -lik e  le a d e r , 
suggesting  th a t som e an c ien t 
Jews shared the Christian con­
cept of the slaying of a Messiah, 
scholars said Thursday.

One frag m en t co n ta in s  five 
lines of tex t th a t  d e sc rib e s  a 
“leader of the com m unity” be­
ing “put to death” and mentions 
“p iercings” or “w ounds,” said 
Robert Eisenman, a professor of 
M iddle E a s t r e l ig io n s  a t 
California State University, Long 
Beach.

The tex t also uses M essiah- 
r e la te d  te rm s  su c h  as “ th e  
s ta ff,” “the B ranch  of D avid” 
and the  “ Root of J e s s e ,” said 
Eisenman, who helped translate 
the scroll fragments.

Its language is close to th a t in 
th e  Old T e s ta m e n t B ook of 
Isaiah, which says “for our sins

he was wounded.” Many Chris­
tians use Isaiah’s prophecies to 
aid th e ir understand ing  of J e ­
sus.

E ise n m a n  sa id  he d o e s n ’t 
know if the leader m entioned in 
the text was Jesus. But he said 
the tex t has “far-reaching sig­
nificance” because it shows the 
scrolls’ writers and early Chris­
tians shared  sim ilar M essianic 
ideas.

He said the text supports his 
c o n tro v ers ia l theory  th a t  th e  
most recent scrolls were w ritten 
by Jews who helped form early 
C h ris tia n ity . M any o th e r  
s c h o la rs  b e liev e  th e  s c ro lls  
were written by an ascetic Jew ­
ish sect called Essenes.

“We’ve known for a long time 
there are connections betw een 
ideas con tained  in the scrolls 
and Christianity. However, this 
particular idea — the idea of a 
dying M essiah  — is new  an d  
explosive, ” said Michael Wise, a

University of Chicago professor 
of Aramaic, the language of Je ­
sus.

W ise, w ho he lp ed  tra n s la te  
the fragm ents, said  it w as a l­
ways thought th a t Jews a t the 
time of Jesus expected a Mes­
siah who would restore Israel to 
dom inance politically. Yet the 
newly released text shows that 
the Jew ish  scroll w rite rs  had 
th e  id e a  o f a M ess iah  w ho 
would suffer and die.

“That shows this was no t an  
idea  u n iq u e  to C h ris tia n ity ,” 
Wise said.

“Anything w hich potentially  
impugns the uniqueness of the 
Christian m essage can be seen 
by some people as invalidating 
it or weakening it,” said Wise.

The scrolls contain the oldest 
known copies of the Old Testa­
m ent and num erous other w rit­
ings. Scholars believe they were 
w ritten by a Jewish sect some­

time between 200 B.C. and A.D. 
50.

T h e  800 s c ro lls ,  m o s t in 
fragments, w ere found in caves 
n e a r the Dead Sea in  the  late 
1940s and early 1950s. Stored 
in Je ru sa lem , the scrolls con­
tain priceless information about 
th e  p e r io d  th a t  sp a w n e d  
C h ris tian ity  an d  m o d e rn  J u ­
daism.

A group of scholars, w orking 
u n d e r Jo rd an ian  and la te r  Is­
raeli auspices, controlled access 
to m any of the  scro lls  for 40 
y ea rs , d raw in g  critic ism  th a t  
they were sluggish in publishing 
translations.

T he H u n tin g to n  L ib ra ry  in  
San Marino broke the monopoly 
in Septem ber by giving qualified 
scholars free access to its 3,000 
p h o to g ra p h s  o f s c ro ll  
fragm ents. E isenm an w as the 
first granted access.

“ I t ’s an  in te r e s t in g  te x t. I

doubt if one would call it explo­
sive or revolutionary," said Eu­
g en e  U lrich , a U n iv e rs ity  of 
Notre Dame theology professor. 
As ch ief e d ito r of the  sc ro lls , 
Ulrich was among the scholars 
w ho h ad  e a r ly  a c c e ss  to  th e  
documents.

Many concepts once believed 
to be uniquely C hristian  la te r  
w ere found to have been m en­
tioned by Jews who w ro te  the 
scrolls, Ulrich said.

Emile Puech, a n o th e r of the 
sc ro lls ’ e d ito rs , re v e a le d  the  
sam e text in Madrid last M arch 
during a closed-door m eeting of 
official scroll sch o la rs , U lrich 
said, adding it will be published 
soon.
If the  tra n s la tio n  of the  f ra g ­
m en ts is c o rrec t, th e  te x t “ is 
very  s ig n ific a n t,” sa id  Ja m e s  
Tabor, a U n iv ersity  of N o rth  
Carolina associate professor of 
C hristian  orig ins an d  a n c ien t 
Judaism .
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NASA sets  
launch date 
of Nov. 19

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) 
— NASA has set Nov. 19 as the 
launch  date for the sixth and  
f in a l sp a c e  s h u t t le  f lig h t of 
1991, a military mission by At­
lantis.

Mission m anagers announced 
the date  afte r m eeting  T hu rs­
day a t Kennedy Space Center.

Atlantis is scheduled to lift off 
a t  6 :5 1  p .m . EST w ith  six  
astro n au ts  and  a Defense De­
p a r tm e n t s a te ll i te  to be d is ­
p a tc h e d  th o u s a n d s  o f m iles 
above Earth. The satellite is de­
signed to w arn of nuclear deto­
n a tio n s  a n d  en em y  m iss ile  
launches.

After the satellite is released 
six hours into the flight, the as­
tronauts will devote their time 
to military observations, rad ia ­
tion m o n ito rin g  an d  m edical 
experim ents. The 10-day m is­
sion is supposed to end, if all 
g oes w ell, on Nov. 29 a t  
Kennedy.

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NATO invites Warsaw 
Pact to join their club

ROME (AP) — President Bush 
won assurances Thursday from 
NATO le a d e rs  th a t  th ey  still 
w ant America's help in defend­
in g  E u ro p e . In  a la n d m a rk  
summit, NATO agreed to invite 
old W arsaw Pact adversaries to 
jo in  th e m  in " a  new  e r a  of 
partnersh ip .”

In a long day of re-evaluation, 
NATO also adopted  a slim m er 
m ilitary s tru c tu re  in a bow to 
th e  end of the  Cold W ar and 
prepared  to call on the Soviets 
to put th e ir arm am ents under 
the control of a single cen tral 
authority.

“ We m u s t c la sp  the  
outreached hand of the people 
whose freedom has a t last been 
won by a com bination of their 
courage and our resolve,” said 
Bush.

“We have lost our form er en­
em ies ,” NATO S ecre tary -G en­
e ra l M anfred W oerner said  in 
opening  the  m eeting . “We all 
rejoice in th a t.”

But it was Bush’s challenge to 
NATO th a t  d o m in a te d  the 
opening sessions of the two-day 
su m m it. B ush  p le d g e d  the 
U n ited  S ta te s  w ou ld  n e v e r  
abandon NATO but bluntly told 
his West E uropean  allies they 
m ust say w hether they need or 
w ant America in their drive to­
w ard  closer European union.

“If, my friends, your ultimate 
aim is to provide independently 
for your own defense, the time 
to tell us is today ,” Bush told 
the allied leaders.

Bush’s challenge produced a 
flu rry  of p ro -A m erican  se n ti­
m ent as the alliance undertook

its largest transform ation since 
it  w a s  fo rm e d  in 1949  to 
counter Soviet expansionism.

A docum ent on future military 
stra tegy  issued by the  sum m it 
leaders stressed the im portance 
of the link betw een the  United 
States and Canada and Europe. 
It s a id  th e  p r e s e n c e  of U.S. 
conventional and nuclear arm s 
in Europe rem ained vital.

S e c re ta ry  o f S ta te  J a m e s  
Baker, asked la te r about Bush’s 
co m m en ts , s a id  su g g e s tio n s  
th a t  th e re  w a s  a m ove to 
eliminate the U.S. role in NATO 
were “a total red  herring.” But 
he said that as the goals of the 
a lliance  w ere red e fin ed , “we 
want to make certain th a t there  
a re  no am b ig u itie s  an d  th a t  
there is no confusion.”

Britain, doggedly pro-A m eri­
can, and  Italy dec la red  th a t a 
NATO political declaration to be 
issued Friday spells ou t w h a t 
Italian Foreign M inister Gianni 
De M iche lis  c a l le d  an  
“undoubtful answ er.”

“Europe does w ant to m ain ­
tain the trans-Atlantic p a rtn e r­
sh ip , in c lu d in g  th e  m il i ta ry  
a sp ec t, in c lu d in g  th e  c e n tra l 
ro le of the a llian ce ,"  said  De 
Michelis.

B ut F ra n c e , a lw a y s  ed g y  
abo u t U.S. dom ination  in E u ­
rope and  the prim e advocate of 
the W est E uropeans assum ing  
their own defense role, reacted 
coolly to Bush’s statem ent.

“We wish the American p res­
en ce  to  re m a in  in E u r o p e ,” 
French President Francois Mit­
t e r r a n d ’s s p o k e s m a n  J e a n  
Musitelli told reporters.

judge in case restricts access to jury

WEST PALM BEACH, Fla. (AP) 
— W illiam K ennedy Smith on 
T h u rs d a y  d e s c r ib e d  the  
prosecutor in his rape case as 
in co m p e ten t, a te rm  she had 
used to describe a prospective 
juror.

During the heated  sixth day of 
ju ry  se le c tio n , C ircu it Judge 
Mary Lupo took steps to shield 
p ro sp ec tiv e  ju r o r s ' id en tities  
after a tabloid television show 
purportedly offered an outspo­
ken ju ro r “a gift.”

H ow ever, th e  ju d g e  ag a in  
upheld live television coverage 
of the proceedings.

Smith, a 31-year-old medical 
school graduate, told reporters 
he objected to prosecutor Moira 
Lasch’s criticism of the 78-year- 
o ld ju r o r ,  w h o se  te le v is io n  
a p p e a r a n c e  led  to th e  new  
argum ents about banning cam­
eras in the courtroom.

Mexican president proposes major 
reform in collective farming system

MEXICO CITY (AP) — Presi­
dent Carlos Salinas de Gortari 
p roposed  m ajor constitu tional 
changes Thursday in M exico’s 
collective farm  system , a land 
d is tr ib u tio n  p lan  th a t  w as a 
c o rn e r s to n e  of th e  M exican  
Revolution.

The proposal Salinas sen t to 
C ongress would end d is tr ib u ­
tion of land under the system 
and allow occupants of “ejido" 
collective farms to sell, ren t or 
m ortgage their land — a p rac­
tice  b a n n e d  s in ce  th e  la n d  
parcels w ere handed out after 
the 1910-1917 Revolution.

Salinas’ Institutional Revolu­
t io n a ry  P a r ty  c o n tro ls  b o th  
h o u se s  of C o n g re ss . A tw o- 
th irds m ajority vote is needed 
to am end the constitution.

S in ce  ta k in g  office la te  in 
1988, Salinas has d ism an tled  
many of the once-sacred social 
and economic pillars erected by 
Mexican leaders in the spirit of 
the  revo lu tion . He has p r iv a ­
tized m ajor state-ow ned b u si­
n e sse s , b ru sh ed  as id e  t r a d i ­
tional xenophobic a ttitu d es to 
encourage  large-scale foreign 
investm ent, and said he would 
restore the legal standing of the 
Roman Catholic Church.

T ens of thousands of M exi­
c a n s  d ie d  in the  re v o lu tio n , 
whose cry was “Land and Lib­
erty.” The ejido system sprang  
from th a t sentiment.

Much of the land was confis­
cated from wealthy landowners, 
whose side lost the revolution. 
More recently, some ejido land 
h a s  com e from  c o n f is c a te d  
holdings of convicted drug tra f­
fickers.

“(The d istribu tion  of lands) 
was a necessary action and was 
possib le  in a little -p o p u la ted  
country with vast areas to col­
onize,” Salinas’ proposal read . 
“It no longer is. The ru ra l pop­
ulation is growing but the te rri­
tory rem ains the sam e.”

A b o u t 250 m illion  a c re s ,  
rough ly  h a lf of M exico’s s u r ­
face, is m ade up of ejidos, o r 
groups of farm ers who collec­
tively farm  small plots.

It is frequently arid or stoney 
land, and  the small-plot farm ­
in g  is g e n e ra lly  in e f f ic ie n t. 
M exico, which once ex p o rted  
sugar, beans and basic grains, 
now m ust im port those item s. 
Self-sufficiency in ag ricu ltu re  
has been a major goal of a suc­
cession of governments.

One high government official 
rem ark ed  T hursday w hen the 
a n n o u n c e m e n t w as m ad e  a t 
p r e s id e n t ia l  h e a d q u a r te r s ,  
“There will not be a difference 
between agriculture and indus­
try.”

The o ffic ia l, s p e a k in g  on 
condition of anonymity, w as re ­
fe rring  to S alinas’ aggressive 
program  of privatization. The 
g overnm en t divested itse lf  of 
banks, the telephone company, 
mines, sugar refineries, an a ir­
line, a ho te l chain  and  o th e r  
properties.

This b o osted  foreign co n fi­
dence in Mexico’s economy, and 
investm en t from abroad  is on 
the rise.

Salinas hinted at changes in 
the ejido system in his annual 
state of the nation speech Nov. 
1.

The o ffic ia l on T h u rs d a y  
noted tha t Mexico had changed 
radically from when it emerged 
from the revolution as an agri­
cultural nation.

Today, farm ers, who comprise 
a b o u t 25 p e rc e n t  of the  
population of 88 million, gen ­
erate only 10 percent of the

national production.
Incom es of the ru ra l sec to r 

are on average about a third of 
the r e s t  of th e  economy, and 
ru ral Mexicans live in poverty, 
the official said.

A n ew s r e le a s e  from  th e  
presidency said collective farm ­
ers could not be forced to sell 
their lands to pay debts under 
the Salinas proposal. “Agrarian 
tribunals” — fully autonom ous 
from the governm ent — would 
handle disputed cases.

Ejido farm ers could sell land 
to each  o th e r, to p riv a te  in ­
vestors or to foreigners.

U nder the ejido system , the 
farmers could will their land to 
an heir but could not rent, sell 
o r m ortgage  it. The th in k in g  
was that this would prevent the 
land from again winding up in 
the hands of the few.

If a farm er wanted to give up 
his ejido it reverted to the state, 
w ho a w a rd e d  it to a n o th e r  
farm er on the waiting list.

Ejido farm ers work their land 
together, usually using eq u ip ­
m en t ow ned in com m on an d  
using  th e ir  size to get b e t te r  
prices on seed and other needs.

WASHINGTON (AP) — House 
D em ocratic  le a d e rs  lined  up 
Thursday behind a new initia­
tive to top the ir 1992 election- 
year agenda: a tax credit of up 
to $200 a year per worker, paid 
for by u p p e r- in c o m e  A m eri­
cans.

N inety m illion  couples and 
individuals would get tax cuts 
in 1992 an d  1993 w hile the 
r ic h e s t  1 m illio n  w ould  pay 
more — permanently.

“It runs to the heart of what 
Democrats stand for,” said Rep. 
D an R o s te n k o w sk i, D -Ill., 
ch a irm an  of the  House Ways 
and Means Committee and au­
thor of the proposal.

The p lan  w as p ro m o ted  as 
good m edic ine  for a sluggish 
economy and as a major effort 
to make the tax system fairer. 
The D em o cra ts , who co n tro l 
Congress, em phasized th a t no 
action will be taken on the pro­
posal until early next year, even 
though they prom ised tha t the 
tax relief would be retroactive 
to Jan. 1, 1992.

While action m ust wait, said 
House Majority Leader Richard 
Gephardt, D-Mo., the mere fact 
that the top two tax-w riters in 
Congress — Rostenkowski and 
S e n a te  F in a n c e  C om m ittee  
C hairm an  Lloyd B en tsen , D- 
Texas — have called for middle- 
income relief should be “pretty 
co n v in c in g  in fo rm a tio n  ” to

Americans uncertain about the 
economy.

B e n tse n ’s ta x -c u t p ro p o sa l 
w ould  b e n e f it  fe w e r  p eo p le  
than  R ostenkow sk i’s, bu t the 
most striking contrast is in the 
fin an c in g  of th e  re d u c tio n s . 
While Rostenkowski would put 
the bite on higher-incom e tax­
payers — singles above $85,000 
and couples over $145,000 —

Abortion rights advocates ask for a quick decision
WASHINGTON (AP) — Abor­

tion rights advocates, hoping to 
ignite a major political fight in 
next year’s elections, asked the 
Supreme Court on Thursday to 
state definitively w hether it has 
abandoned its 1973 ruling that 
legalized abortion.

The groups said they expect 
the increasing ly  conservative  
court to overturn its 18-year-old 
ru l in g  in Roe vs. W ade an d  
sp a rk  a h ea ted  e le c tio n -y e a r  
battle.

But they said tha t even if their 
appeal in a Pennsylvania case 
still w ere pending  b efo re  the 
ju s t ic e s  n e x t N ovem ber, th e  
is su e  w o u ld  be on th e  f ro n t 
burner for candidates and vot­
ers in 1992.

M eanwhile, the D em ocratic- 
c o n tro lle d  C ongress s e n t  to 
P residen t Bush leg isla tion  a l­
lowing abortion counseling  at 
fe d e ra lly  su b s id iz e d  fam ily  
planning clinics.

The S e n a te  vo te  T h u rsd a y  
was 72-25, more than enough 
to o v e r r id e  a ve to . B ut the

H ouse v o te  W ed n esd ay  fe ll 
short of the two-thirds majority 
that would be needed to enact 
the bill over Bush’s objections.

Abortion rights groups held a 
new s conference to announce 
th a t  th e y  h ad  a sk e d  th e  
Supreme Court to review a fed­
eral appeals court ru ling  th a t 
upheld a new Pennsylvania law 
r e s t r ic t in g  a b o r t io n s .  T he  
groups asked the high court to 
use the case to decide w hether 
it s till  believes a b o rtio n  is a 
fundam ental right for women.

“The Supreme Court’s failure 
to reaffirm  Roe has fostered a 
s te a d y  e ro s io n  of (w o m e n ’s) 
liberties,” said Kathryn Kolbert 
of the American Civil Liberties 
Union. “We therefore call upon 
the Suprem e Court ... to deter­
mine w hether Roe vs. Wade re ­
mains the law of the land .”

“ If th e  a n sw e r  is n o ,” sh e  
said , “A m erican w om en m ust 
look elsewhere for redress.”

The abortion rights advocates 
said they intend to tu rn  to the

ballot box for help.
“ From  county sheriff to the 

U.S. president, no elected offi­
cial will escape scrutiny,” said 
Faye W attle to n , p re s id e n t of 
Planned Parenthood Federation 
of America.

“The political road is the only 
road left to travel to secure our 
r ig h t  to c h o o s e ,” s a id  K ate  
M ichelm an, executive d irec to r 
of the National Abortion Rights 
Action League. “We must elect a 
pro-choice president or a veto- 
proof, pro-choice Congress."

T h u rs d a y ’s a p p ea l m ay  in ­
crease the chances the Pennsyl­
vania case will be heard by the 
high court in its curren t term , 
and  will be decided som etim e 
be fo re  th e  1992 p re s id e n tia l  
election. But the tim etable r e ­
mains uncertain.

Pennsylvania officials p rev i­
ously announced they will ask 
the high court to review an Oct. 
21 ruling by the 3rd U.S. Circuit 
C ourt of A ppeals th a t u p h e ld  
som e, but not all, of the a n ti­
abortion restrictions contained

in the sta te  law.
State A ttorney General Ernie 

P rea te  sa id  T h u rsd ay  he w ill 
file a m otion w ith the appeals 
court asking it to lift an injunc­
tion that has been in place since 
1989 and let the law to go into 
effect. Then he will formally ask 
for Supreme Court review.

He said Thursday’s appeal on 
the o ther side “is not going to 
change our game plan."

The ab o rtio n  righ ts g roups, 
with 90 days to seek Suprem e 
Court review, w aited less than  
three weeks to appeal.

The high court could agree to 
review the case but not sched­
u le  a rg u m e n ts  u n til O c to b er 
1992, ju s t a few weeks before 
the presiden tia l election. T hat 
would m ean the case would not 
be decided until 1993.

“President Bush, you are re ­

The w itn esse s  sa id  W right, 
62, and Douglas, 59, got into a 
shouting  m atch Tuesday a fte r  
Douglas confronted Wright over 
com m ents he rep o rted ly  had  
m ade about Douglas’ secretary, 
Sue Pohlman.

T hey  s a id  D o u g las  d e n ie d  
m a k in g  th e  c o m m e n ts  a n d  
Douglas called Wright a liar. At 
th a t  p o in t, th ey  sa id  W righ t 
knocked Douglas against a desk 
a n d  g ra b b e d  a t h is  tie  an d  
th roat before law clerks pulled 
them  apart, the witnesses said.

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Philippine death toll 
from storm tops 3,300

ORMOC, Philippines (AP) — A 
wall of w ater swept up Shirley 
E rla d o , d e s tro y e d  h e r  hom e 
and killed most of her family — 
am ong more than 3,300 people 
who perished in the floods and 
la n d s l id e s  th a t  s t ru c k  tw o 
Philippine islands.

She jo ined  o ther dazed  s u r ­
vivors Thursday, w andering the 
stree ts  of this devastated port. 
Officials w ere still burying the 
dead  from T uesday’s d isaster, 
and  said they w ere concerned 
of the th rea t of disease and low 
food stocks.

“We are so busy burying the 
dead and taking care of the liv­
ing th a t we don’t have time to 
assess the dam age,” said Maria 
V ictoria Locsin, the m ayor of 
th e  o n ce-p ro sp ero u s fa rm in g  
and  sh ipp ing  cen te r  of abou t
160.000 people.

Officials said T hursday  th a t 
3 ,009  died  in O rm oc, on th e  
c e n tr a l  is la n d  of L eyte, a n d  
ab o u t 350 died e lsew here  on 
Leyte and on the neighboring  
is la n d  of N egros. M ore th a n
2.000 are missing in Ormoc and 
presum ed dead.

Hundreds of bodies have been 
b u lld o z e d  in to  m ass  g ra v e s  
after no one claimed them. Of­
fic ia ls  believe  fam ilie s  w ere  
wiped out and there will be no 
one alive to claim many of the 
bodies.

Yet many bloated bodies still 
lie unattended under the tropi­
cal sun, and the a ir is thick with 
the stench of death.

For the surv ivors, food and  
f re sh w a te r  a re  ru n n in g  low. 
Mud is sp read  over stocks of 
rice, fish and vegetables in the 
city m ark e t. A th ick  layer of

m ud covers the rice, sugar and 
coconut fields outside of town.

Authorities on T hursday  ap ­
pealed for food, m edicine and 
clo thing to help the surv ivors 
co p e  w ith  th e  fo u r th  m a jo r  
n a tu ra l d isa s te r  to s tr ik e  the 
country in two years.

The disaster came as Tropical 
Storm  Thelm a sw ept over the 
re g io n  so u th e a s t  o f M an ila , 
dum ping  nearly  six inches of 
rain  in 24 hours.

A fter the day-long  ra in s , a 
wall of w ater surged unexpect­
ed ly  a s  s tre a m s  sw o lle n  by 
m ountain landslides flowed into 
h ig h  tid e s  an d  s tro n g  o cean  
waves whipped up by Thelma.

“I was on my way home when 
I was met by w ater neck-deep,” 
s a id  E rla d o , a 3 4 -y e a r-o ld  
m a rk e t vendor. “W hen I got 
th e re ,  we no lo n g e r  h a d  a 
house.”

Her husband , W ilfredo, had 
been  p rep a rin g  lunch for the 
c h ild re n , and  h e r 8 -y ea r-o ld  
son Gilbert was able to scram ­
ble to safety on a roof. But her 
h u s b a n d  an d  th r e e  of th e ir  
children died, and three others 
a re  missing.

Rep. C arm elo  L ocsin , th e  
m ay o r’s husband , b lam ed  the 
d eg ree  of d ev as ta tio n  on the 
fact that illegal logging had de­
p le ted  vegetation  — n a tu r e ’s 
protection against landslides — 
in the nearby mountains.

As evidence of illegal tim ber 
o p e ra t io n s , fre sh ly  c u t logs 
could be seen amid the debris 
in Ormoc. Such logging is a na­
tionwide problem.

“I have been w arning against 
illegal logging,” he said. “The 
people are now suffering for it.”

Surveys: Smoking down in U.S.

Pee-wee Herman 
pleads no contest

ATLANTA (AP) — Smoking in 
the United States is down again, 
to its lowest level ever, and the 
age of those who s ta rt smoking 
also has dropped, according to 
two fed e ra l su rveys re lea sed  
Thursday.

The Centers for Disease Con­
tro l  r e p o r te d  th a t  th e  U.S. 
smoking rate  fell to 28 percent 
in 1988, dow n a p e rc e n ta g e  
point from a year earlier. That 
rate includes 31 percent among 
men, 26 percent among women, 
28 pe rcen t am ong w hites, 32 
percen t am ong blacks and  24 
percent among Hispanics.

S m oking  is s ig n if ic a n tly  
higher am ong those who have 
gone th rough  bad  m arriag es , 
the CDC n o ted . Among s e p a ­
ra te d  or d ivorced  people, 43 
percent smoke, com pared with 
27 percent of m arried or single 
A m ericans and  20 p e rcen t of 
widowed Americans.

“Separated and divorced per­
sons (are) less likely to have 
q u it  s m o k in g ,” th e  A tla n ta -  
based CDC said. “Social support 
p ro v id e d  in m a r r ia g e  m ay 
increase the probability of ces­
sa tio n , w h ile  s t r e s s  ... from

m arita l discord may decrease 
the likelihood of quitting.”

The CDC also re p o rte d  th a t 
the least educated  A m ericans 
smoke the most; 34 percent of 
h igh school d ro p o u ts  sm oke, 
com pared  w ith 16 p e rcen t of 
college graduates.

The CDC rep o rt, based on a 
1988  su rv e y  of U.S. a d u lts ,  
po in ts  to an  overa ll sm oking 
tre n d  th a t h as  been  in p lace 
s in c e  th e  s u rg e o n  g e n e r a l ’s 
la n d m a rk  w a rn in g  a g a in s t  
smoking in 1964. At that time, 
40 p e rc e n t  of th e  n a tio n  
sm oked ; by 1985 , it w as 30 
percent.

Meanwhile, the CDC reported 
th a t those who do sm oke a re  
starting younger and younger.

A s tu d y  of five d e c a d e s  of 
smokers found tha t those born 
in th e  1 9 5 0 s, on a v e ra g e , 
s ta rted  sm oking a t the age of 
17.4 years — co m p ared  w ith 
18.2 years for smokers born in 
th e  ’30s, an d  19.7  y e a rs  for 
smokers born from 1910-1919.

The CDC did not re p o rt the 
a v e ra g e  s ta r t in g  a g e s  fo r 
Americans born after 1959. But 
o ther data  show the trend  to­

w ard  younger smoking is con­
tinu ing , said  David N elson, a 
CDC smoking research  special­
ist.

“Things haven’t changed,” he 
sa id . “ If any th ing , it a p p e a rs  
people born from 1960-64 are  
even more likely to s ta rt smok­
ing at younger ages.”

The CDC study also found an 
increasing gap between races in 
the time smokers s ta rt smoking. 
Blacks and w hites bo rn  from  
1910-1919 started  a t the same 
a v e ra g e  ag e . By th e  tim e  
sm okers born in the 1950s got 
started, there was more than a 
year’s difference: whites started 
a t  an  a v e ra g e  ag e  of 17 .2 , 
blacks a t 18.3 years.

That tendency of white smok­
ers to s ta r t younger has been 
seen in o ther studies of high- 
school-age Americans. Possible 
explanations include black and 
w hite  social a ttitu d e s , hea lth  
beliefs and socioeconom ics — 
the ability to afford cigarettes, 
Nelson said.

“But there’s no good research 
on tha t,” he said. “Anything I’m 
saying is a guess. ... It clearly 
needs to be looked a t.”

SARASOTA, Fla. (AP) — The 
acto r who plays Pee-wee Her­
man pleaded no contest Thurs­
day to in d e c e n t  e x p o su re  
charges in a plea bargain  that 
requires him to m ake an anti­
drug public service commercial.

P ro s e c u to r s  s a id  P au l 
R eubens’ plea, if successfully  
c o m p le te d , w ould  leav e  him 
with no criminal record.

“Why go through a trial when 
this can be resolved ... in a plea 
th a t’s extrem ely  fa ir and re a ­
sonable to him and will allow 
him to ge t on w ith  his life?” 
a sk e d  R e u b e n s ’ a t to rn e y , 
Richard Gerstein.

“Mr. Reubens continues to in­
s is t upon  his in n o cen ce  — it 
was a plea of convenience.”

Reubens showed up in Sara­
sota County Courthouse clean­
sh a v e n  an d  w ith  h is  h a ir  
cropped short in Pee-wee style, 
in c o n tra s t to the m ugshot of 
him with a goatee, glasses and 
long hair after his a rrest at an 
adult theater July 26.

Reubens, 39, plays a chuck­
ling, bow-tied and nerdy char­
ac ter in television’s “Pee-wee’s 
Playhouse” and such movies as 
“Pee-w ee’s Big Adventure. ”

Detectives claim ed they saw 
R eubens m a s tu rb a te  tw ice in 
10 m in u te s . He w as ch a rg ed  
w ith  in d e c e n t  e x p o s u re , a 
m isd e m e a n o r  th a t  c a r r ie s  a 
maximum penalty of 60 days in 
jail and a $500 fine.

Under the plea, Reubens must 
pay a $50 fine plus $85 court 
costs. Producing and paying for 
the nationally distributed anti­
drug TV spot would fulfill a 75- 
h o u r  co m m u n ity  s e rv ic e  r e ­
quirement.

Reubens slipped in and out of 
the courthouse through a side 
door and gave only “yes” and 
“n o ” a n sw e rs  to Ju d g e  Judy  
Goldman.

She noted Reubens’ “creative 
g en iu s  an d  a b i l i ty ” an d  d e ­
clared, “It is my hope th a t by 
giving som eth ing  back  to the

community, some restoration of 
a positive m anner will occur. ”

R eubens will help w rite  and  
produce the com m ercial-length 
video but w on’t s ta r  in it, said 
defense law yer Ronald D res- 
nick. “There may be a charac­
te r  o r tw o  from  ‘P e e -w e e ’s 
Playhouse’ in it,” he said.

Under the plea, Reubens nei­
th e r  adm its  n o r den ies gu ilt. 
The co u rt re ta in s  superv ision  
for six months, bu t that can end 
earlie r if Reubens finishes the 
video and pays the fine.

R eubens’ attorney has m ain­
ta in e d  th a t  te s tim o n y  of th e  
u n d e rc o v e r  d e te c tiv e s  w as  
questionable and that a theater 
s e c u r i ty  c a m e ra  v id e o ta p e  
showed Reubens in the lobby at 
the time he allegedly was inside 
exposing himself.

“Paul is very p leased  by to ­
d a y ’s o u tc o m e ,” R e u b e n s ’ 
spokesm an Larry Goldman said 
in a statem ent. “Having estab ­
lished his innocence to his fans 
and his public, Paul has nothing 
more to win by going to tria l.”

Reubens, who lives in Studio 
City, Calif., grew up in Sarasota 
and  w as on a v isit w hen  a r ­
rested. Early plea negotiations 
broke down w hen au th o ritie s  
released his dour booking pho­
tos.

After his arrest, CBS dropped 
re m a in in g  ep isodes of “ Pee- 
w ee’s P layhouse” and Disney- 
MGM Studios in Florida cu t a 
Pee-w ee video from  a them e 
park  tour. Psychologists began 
suggesting  ways to b reak  the 
news to children.

At the sam e time, e n te rta in ­
e rs  such  as Bill Cosby, Jo a n  
Rivers and Cyndi Lauper rallied 
to his defense.

Critics questioned the p rio ri­
ties and tactics of the Sarasota 
County sheriff’s office, which on 
the night of the a rrest had three 
d e tec tiv es  in side  the  th e a te r  
w a tch in g  p a tro n s  as “ N ancy 
Nurse” and “Turn Up the H eat ” 
played on the screen.

Will the real Monk 
please stand up? •

Recently, Father Edward Malloy was elected to serve his 
second term as University president.

When he was elected to his first term five years ago, he 
had the burden of following Father Theodore Hesburgh at 
the University’s helm. While nobody expected Malloy to be 
another Hesburgh, it w as hoped that Malloy would use his 
adm inistrative abilities and dow n-to-earth personality to
f ive the President’s office a new identity. Sadly, that hasn’t 

appened.

After five years, we think the honeymoon is over.
When he was chosen president on Nov. 14 , 1986 , Malloy 

told The O bserver th a t he believed  “in con su lta tion , in 
c o lla b r a t iv e  s ty le ,  in  l i s t e n in g .” T h is  c o lla b o r a t iv e  
leadership strategy can be an asset, but in the past five 
years, it has come to be a liability for Malloy.

The m ost recen t ex a m p le  o f th is  liab ility  is M alloy’s 
handling o f the S tudents United For R espect issu e  last  
spring. Had Malloy taken quicker action on the issue, much 
of the controversy could have been avoided. However, he 
didn’t—which further angered ethnic students and white 
students alike. There are issues and events that require  
quick d ec is io n s , not e s ta b lish m en t o f task  fo rces  and  
committees.

Perhaps Malloy might try to increase s tu d e n t  input into 
his collaborations. He is known to be down-to-earth, but 
what happens during the walk from Sorin to the third floor 
of the Administration Building that seals Malloy off from the 
students?

Malloy needs only to look to his “State of the Faculty” 
address to see how he can increase student input. Why not 
have a “State o f the Students ” address, com plete with a 
question and answer period, to exam ine student concerns? 
That would allow students at least one avenue to provide 
input.

Having a higher profile on cam pus couldn’t hurt Malloy 
either. Unless you live in Sorin (or spend large amounts of 
time there), you probably don’t see much of nim. The first 
step  in g e ttin g  to know  so m eo n e  is k n ow in g  th ey  are  
around. With Malloy, som etim es w e’re not so sure.

The past five years w ith Malloy have been far from a 
disaster. Among other things, he has taken postive steps  
toward improving the status of women at Notre Dame and 
he has been successful at raising money. But the time has 
come for Malloy to shake off Hesburgh s shadow and come 
into his own. So we ask:

Will the real Father Malloy please stand up?

Navy ROTC unit announces food drive

My f r ie n d  a n d  c o lle a g u e , 
p h y s ic ia n -p h i lo s o p h e r  A1 
H o w s e p ia n ’s le t t e r  (T he 
O b se rv e r, Nov. 1) s ta te s  th e  
c o n c lu s io n  of a s in c e re  an d  
carefu lly  execu ted  c o n sid e ra ­
tion of the issues and literature 
relevant to the effectiveness of 
therapeutic strategies intended 
to modify homosexual behavior.

Obviously, how ever, it does 
o n ly  th a t .  Dr. H o w se p ia n ’s 
conclusion represen ts  his view 
of a field  he know s is h ighly  
c o n tro v e r te d . He know s, in  
o th e r  w o rd s, th a t  p e rso n s  as 
well or better qualified then he

d isag ree  bo th  w ith  th e  d e ta il 
and with the implications of his 
position. His le tte r  m akes no 
mention of such disagreem ent.

T he  p u b l ic a t io n  of Dr. 
H ow sepian’s le tte r has serious 
professional, m oral and clinical 
implications which can only be 
a d d re s s e d  c h a r i ta b ly  if Dr. 
Howsepian prepares, as expedi­
tio u sly  as p o ss ib le  g iven h is  
m any responsib ilities , a sh o rt 
essay analyzing the clinical lit­
e r a tu r e ,  e x p e r ie n c e  and  th e  
m oral reasoning supporting his 
position.

T h a t is , he  sh o u ld  d isc u s s  
published evidence supporting

a p re c is e ly  s ta te d  lev e l o f 
e ffe c tiv en e ss  fo r su ch  t r e a t ­
m ent. He shou ld  also  briefly  
s ta te  m oral reason ing  ind ica t­
ing that failure to call attention 
to this evidence is a fau lt ho- 
mophiles should remedy.

The Observer should publish 
th is  e s sa y  a s  so o n  as Dr. 
H owsepian m akes it available. 
The Observer should then give 
th e  sa m e  o p p o r tu n i ty  to  an  
equally  q u a lified  d e fen d e r of 
p a r t ia l ly  o r w h o lly  o p p o sed  
conclusions.

O n the field longer 
th a n  th e  football 
team . Able to defy 
gravity with ease. 
M ore sp irited  for 

four h o u rs  s tr a ig h t  th an  h u ­
m an ly  p o s s ib le . Is it th e  
Leprechaun? Not quite. It’s the 
cheerleaders.

An A ll-A m erican  sym bol of 
th e  N o tre  D am e im a g e , th e  
fourteen cheerleaders and two 
alternates have made a difficult 
job look alm ost easy. Smiling 
broad ly , the w om en p e rfo rm  
stun ts w ith no concern  to the 
sev e ra l m e te rs  of sp ace  th a t  
s ta n d  b e tw een  them  and the  
ground. The m en casually  lift 
th e i r  fe m a le  p a r tn e r s  h igh  
ab o v e  th e i r  h e a d s  b e fo re  
c a tc h in g  th e m  in a g ra c e fu l 
“cradle”.

“The feeling of being down on 
the field during the game is in­
c red ib le ,” said  co-captain , ju ­
n io r  Tyler M oore. He s ta te d  
fu rth e r , “W hen I f ir s t  jo in e d  
cheerleading, it was because I 
knew  I w a s n ’t big en ough  to 
play football. C heerlead ing  is 
the only o ther way ap art from 
m anaging  to be th a t involved 
with the sport. It’s great to be a 
m ediator betw een the  student 
body and the gam e.”

But who wouldn’t w ant to be 
a cheerleader for a nationally- 
ranked football team ? There is 
a defin ite p restige  associa ted  
w ith  th e  p o s itio n . “Plus th e  
f r ie n d s h ip s  b u i l t ,” a d d e d  
M oore. “T he c a l ib e r  of th e  
people on the squad is incredi­
ble.” Coach M aria Majerek an 
ex-cheerleader for the Los An­
geles Rams agreed . “You gain 
life -lo n g  fr ie n d s . Even a f te r  
th ey  g ra d u a te ,  m any  peop le  
keep in touch. In fact, during  
the Homecoming (Navy) w eek­
end, we had a  reunion for the 
four original female cheerlead­
ers from the class of ‘69-’70 .”

But w earing the blue and gold 
uniform has its  disadvantages. 
“We m iss  o u t  on a lo t of 
room m ate bond ing ,” adm itted 
Moore. “Especially much of the 
dorm  life. W hen w e’re on the 
road, we usually miss SYR’s and 
fo rm als.” M oore also added a 
com m ent from  his co-captain, 
senior Jessica Chiappetta, who 
w as a t the  tim e  ou t of tow n. 
“Jessica once said how w eird it 
w as to look a t  p ic tu re s  h e r  
room m ates h ad . Out of every 
te n , th e re  w ould  be one she 
was in.”

The time com m itm ent is im­
m en se . The sq u a d  p ra c tic e s  
Monday through Thursday from 
four to six. On Fridays before 
g a m e s , th e y  add a p ra c tic e  
before the pep rally. The squad 
is a lso  a s k e d  to m ake  a p ­
pearances in the a re a  th ree to 
four times a month. Add this to 
th e  tim e  ta k e n  d u r in g  th e  
S a tu rd a y  m o rn in g  b ooksto re  
p e rfo rm a n c e  and th e  a c tu a l 
game. It is no wonder that the 
squad  has little  tim e  ou tside  
cheering.

“O ne of th e  b e s t  p a r ts  of 
cheerleading is traveling, ” said 
Moore. “It’s great to go to away 
g a m e s  a n d  se e  how  w id e ­
sp read  the Notre Dame family 
is. The spirit at away games is 
in c r e d ib le .” B ut th e re  h av e  
b e e n  som e h o r r o r  s to r ie s . 
“W alk ing  by f r a te r n i ty  ta i l-  
g a te r s  a t S ta n fo rd , we w ere  
p e lted  w ith  su b m a rin e  s a n d ­
w iches an d  h e a d s  of le ttu ce . 
They thought we were hungry, ” 
said Majerek wryly.

T ry -ou ts for th e  sq u ad  a re  
e x tre m e ly  c o m p e tit iv e . Two 
w eeks after Spring Break, the 
try-outs consist of four stunts. 
S tu n tin g  r e f e r s  to a ll m o v e­
m ents involving a guy lifting a 
girl in the air. Also required is 
tumbling, a  perform ance of the 
F igh t Song and  a cheer, p e r ­
fo rm an ce  of an  ind iv idually - 
choreographed routine, and an 
interview.

“For m ost can d id a tes , w hat 
we do is a  new  e x p e r ie n c e ,” 
said Majerek. “Few high schools 
in v o lv e  boys in  th e ir  
cheerleading program s.” Moore 
can attest to this. “When I first 
jo ined cheerleading, there was 
some teasing about being a guy 
c h e e rle a d e r , a lo t of g en era l 
stereotypes. Most people don ’t 
realize w hat goes into it. But I 
th in k  w e’ve o p en ed  p e o p le ’s 
eyes once they’ve seen what we 
do.”

But what about the dangers? 
W atching  the sq u a d  perfo rm  
can give one a whole new fear 
of h e ig h ts . “We h a v e n ’t h ad  
a n y th in g  s e r io u s ,” a s s u re d  
M oore. “J u s t  a  few  s t i tc h e s  
earlier in the year ”

“We m ark  it th ro u g h ,” said  
M ajerek. “We exam ine w h a t’s 
going to happen if someone falls 
one way o r another. It’s very 
focused. Everything is spotted. 
Last year the Leprechaun broke 
his arm , and this was under the 
b e s t of c o n d itio n s . I told the 
guys on day  o n e . No m a tte r  
w hat, not one girl’s butt is going 
to hit the ground. I don’t care if 
they have to dive for it!”

Majerek also stressed the up­
com ing year. “I ’d like to e n ­
courage people to start thinking 
about try-outs. People shouldn’t 
be in t im id a te d . W h a t’s 
im p o rta n t is how  fa s t people 
catch on.”

J u s t th is  p a s t Tuesday, M a­
jerek  joined the new m en’s bas­
ketball coach, John McCloud on 
a trip  to see the Chicago Bulls. 
“It’s wonderful to have a coach 
that is interested in all facets of 
th e  gam e. G oing to the Bulls 
game, we got m ore ideas on in­
c re a s in g  th e  e x c ite m e n t b e ­
tween the cheerleaders and the 
b a n d . We re  w o rk in g  on a 
whole new program  this year ”

W hether leading the crowd in 
yelling “We are ND”, or defying 
gravity, the cheerleading squad 
has it’s work cu t out for them. 
M any h o u rs  o f ev e ry  c h e e r ­
lead e r’s life is directly devoted 
to the University. But the bene­
fits aren’t bad.

The n ig h t pep ra ll ie s  to the  
post-gam e alum ni reunions, 
N otre  Dam e hom e foo tball 
g a m e s  a re  c h o ck  fu ll of 
trad itions. T rad itions which 
loyal fans follow religiously.

One such tradition involves the Indiana 
State Police.

While “a brush  with the law can be a 
h a ir - ra is in g  e x p e rie n c e ” for m any, at 
N o tre  D am e, fo o tb a ll fa n s  e a g e r ly  
antic ipate  one m an ’s m essage of traffic 
safety. For the past thirty-one years, this 
m an  has had  the pow er to silence the 
crowds, and to m ake them  laugh a t his 
serious w ords of caution. Ju s t who is 
this guru of traffic safety, and why do we 
stop our cheering to listen 
to him with rap t attention?

W ell, s p o r ts  fa n s , h is  
nam e is Tim McCarthy, and 
he  h a s  k e p t N o tre  D am e 
fo o tb a ll  fa n s  in  s t i tc h e s  
since 1961, w hen  he firs t 
s ta r te d  using  puns during  
his traffic safety announce­
m ents in order to keep the 
crow ds’ attention.

McCarthy, who w as born 
in  F o rt W ayne, In d ., and
raised an Irish Catholic. He ___________
jo in e d  th e  In d ia n a  S ta te
Police Force in 1953, w here he served
for twenty-five years.

He retired  briefly, and was elected the 
sheriff of Porter County in 1979. After 
serving two successful four-year term s as 
sheriff, McCarthy re tired  again. Within 
seven m onths he w as appo in ted  to the 
position of Porter County Assessor, which 
he still holds. He currently resides with 
h is  w ife  in  P o r te r . T hey  h a v e  tw o 
children, Timothy and Colleen.

M cCarthy b ecam e involved in N otre 
Dame football w hen he was prom oted to 
sergean t and Public Inform ation Officer 
in  19 6 0 , w ith  tw o  g am es le f t  in  th e  
season . At the tim e, the  public safety 
ann o u n cem en ts  w ere  very fo rm al and 
s tra ig h tfo rw a rd . C ontinuing w ith  the 
form al tra d itio n , M cC arthy’s firs t two 
m essages w ere  very  m un d an e  and  to- 
the-point. However, no one listened  to 
him. At the beginning of the next season, 
McCarthy sta rted  using little quips with 
his m essages, hoping to gain som e a t­
tention.

His ploy w orked , and his fans w ere 
hooked. At one game during his fourth 
year, McCarthy decided not to use a pun.

A fter he w arn ed  drivers to be carefu l, 
“everyone sa t there  and w aited” for his 
pun. M cC arthy knew  he h ad  a good 
th ing  going, and  has not d isap p o in ted  
fans since.

Som e s im p le  m a th  w ill re v e a l  th a t  
M cCarthy has used a lot of puns in the 
past th irty  years. How does he come up 
with them ?

“T h ro u g h o u t  th e  y e a r  I ’m a lw a y s  
looking for a play on words, and when I 
h ea r one, I jo t it dow n,” M cCarthy ex­
plains. Before the season sta rts , he tries 
to pu t them  all together into quips which 
w ill r e l a t e  a n d  le a d  in to  h is  s a fe ty  
m e s s a g e . O c c a s io n a lly  h e  re c e iv e s  
suggestions from  N otre Dam e or Saint 
M ary’s s tu d e n ts , bu t m ost of them , he 
states, he “couldn’t possibly use .”

At the gam e, McCarthy can be found in 
the press box, and during 
the fourth q u a rte r  he sits 
w ith Mike Collins, the a n ­
n o u n c e r , in  th e  P u b lic  
A d d re s s  B o o th . W hen  
Collins anticipates a break 
in play, he gives McCarthy 
the go ahead signal. Still a  
little nervous afte r thirty- 
one y ea rs , M cC arthy h as  
every th in g , in c lu d in g  h is 
n a m e , w r i t te n  o u t on a 
no tecard . As soon as the 
fa n s  h e a r ,  “M ay I h av e  
y o u r  a t t e n t io n  p le a s e ?  

This is S e rg ean t Tim M cCarthy...,” the 
stadium  becom es silent.

Some McCarthy favorites:
“If you try  to  p u ll the  w ool ov er a 

policem an’s eyes, he may see through the 
yarn .”

“W h en  i t ’s on ly  c o ffe e , t h e r e ’s no  
grounds for trouble.”

“If you have too m any  g la sse s , you 
could become a spectacle.”

“If you horse around with traffic safety, 
you could get saddled with tickets.”

And a good one for last weekend: “It’s 
safe to keep out of the soup, even when 
it’s chili.”

A Notre Dame fan since he was a little 
kid, M cCarthy rem em b ers  listen ing  to 
Angelo Burteli on the radio, before TV. 
McCarthy states, “I never dream ed I’d be 
attending as many home gam es as I have 
since 1960.” He has high hopes for the 
football team  this year, and  com m ents, 
“They get better with each gam e.”

Of his job, McCarthy says, “I love to do 
it. I’ll keep doing it for as long as they 
ask  m e .” F o rtu n a te ly  fo r the  fans, it 
seem s this is one tradition w e’ll be able 
to enjoy for a long time to come.

the Friday Night Pep Rallies, Saturday  
morning a t the JACC for the alumni, and 
a perform ance in front of the bookstore.

“W ith p e r fo rm in g  on 
Fridays and  Saturdays, and all the other 
things w e need to do to keep th is club 
ru n n in g , we a v e ra g e  a m in im u m  of 
fifte en  h o u rs  w e e k ly ,” e x p la in e d  
P orto lesi. The “o th e r th in g s” inc lude  
fundraising  and choreography. “We’re 
not University endorsed,” offered Bueser. 
“W e’re only co n sid e red  a  club  sp o rt.

B eyond the m oney th a t  all c lubs a re  
given, we have to do everything on our 
ow n.”

The Pom Pon sq u ad  f irs t o rig in a ted  
several years ago in place of the Dancin’ 
Irish . The D ancin’ Irish , a group  th a t 
once  p e rfo rm ed  d u rin g  foo tball half- 
tim es, was disbanded by the University. 
T he follow ing year, a new  group  w as 
form ed. This was the start of the squad.

“The biggest d ifference betw een  the 
Pom Pon squad  and  th e  ch ee rlead in g  
squad would be tha t they’re more stunt 
o r ie n ta te d ,” explained Bueser. “We re 
m ore of a dance group, though we both 
p ro m o te  s p i r i t .” B oth P o r to le s i  an d  
B u ese r recognize the v isib ility  of the  
c h e e r le a d e rs  versu s  th e ir  so m etim es 
anonym ity. “I t’s u n d e rs ta n d a b le ,” said 
Bueser. “We re  in a building stage. We re

building our reputation , especially with 
the new talent coming in .”

Both captains adm itted their hopes for 
fu tu re  recogn ition . “We w ould love to 
perform  during  basketball h a lf-tim es,” 
expressed Bueser. “But we c an ’t expect 
it y e t .” “We fe e l we hav e  to  p ro v e

To become a 
member of the Pom Pon squad, one must 
endure th ree days of try-outs. The first

Lee A tw ater, s tr ic k e n  w ith  a 
b ra in  tum or, offered this vale­
dictory on w hat’s been happen­
ing in America: “Long before I 
w as s tru ck  w ith cancer, I felt 
som ething stirring in American 
society.

It w a s  a  s e n se  am o n g  th e  
p e o p le  of th e  c o u n tr y . . . th a t  
so m e th in g  w as m issin g  from  
th e i r  liv e s , so m e th in g  c r u ­
cial...But I w asn’t sure w hat ‘it’ 
w as. My illness he lped  me to 
see th a t w h a t w as m issing  in 
society is w hat w as m issing in 
m e: a l i t t le  h e a r t ,  a lo t o f 
brotherhood.”

The handw riting on the wall 
has been visible ever since the 
T ask  F o rc e  w as a n n o u n c e d : 
“S m o k ers , d rop  dead! W e’ve 
s ta r te d  the revolution w ithou t 
you.”

S till, I h a v e  fa ith  in  N o tre  
Dame as a kinder, gentler place. 
The m em bers of the Task Force, 
striving to be fair, could shine 
with a million points of light; for 
n o n e  of th e m , I ’m s u re ,  is a 
simply bluenose, like the killjoys 
in c h a rg e  of a te m p e ra n c e  
society. Some of them  may not 
b e lie v e  th a t  sm o k in g  is 
d e fe n s ib le ; bu t once th e y ’ve 
considered the alternative vices, 
they’d have to agree th a t when 
it’s done outside the bedroom

F a th e r  R o b e r t  G r i f f in
Letters to a  Lonely God

and  in th e  s tre e ts , it d o e sn ’t 
frighten the horses.

W hen I jo in e d  th e  C atholic  
Church in 1944, I was relieved 
to be libera ted  from the born- 
a g a in  B a p tis ts ,  fo r w hom  
sm oking  is a sin  th a t  sh o u ld  
w arn  you th a t your h ea rt isn ’t 
right with Jesus. As a Catholic, I 
learned th a t smoking is the one 
great sacram ent of grace under 
p r e s s u r e  e n d o rs e d  by th e  
priests; and th a t’s why soldiers, 
go in g  in to  b a t t le ,  sm o k e  so 
incessantly.

In 1917, th e  A m erican  Red 
C ross, h a n d in g  ou t p a c k s  of 
C am els to  th e  e x p e d itio n a ry  
forces on the ir way to F rance, 
elevated smoking to the level of 
a viatacum  th a t the lads could 
take with them , after an agape 
of coffee and doughnuts.

Professionals, left b rea th less 
by a client letting his cat out of 
the bag, appreciate smoking as 
a covering action they can hide 
behind, until they get the wind 
back in their sails. When I hear, 
“I ju st tested  positively for the 
AIDS v irus,” th is is one of the  
tim es I have to re a c h  for the  
m ask  th a t  h id es  com p assio n , 
since I’m not very sophisticated, 
and I reac t visibly to the tea rs  
of things and the mortality that 
touches the heart. W hen I find 
m y se lf  t ra v e ll in g  in  th e  fa s t  
lan e , I in h a le  thoughtfu lly  on 
the lighted cigarette tha t every 
c h a in - s m o k e r  k e e p s  a t  h is  
f in g e r t in s .  T h en  I a n s w e r :

“Quelle dommage! Did you take 
it to the Lord in prayer?”

As an u n d erlin g  serving the 
Good S h e p h e rd , I’ve n o ticed  
that smoking can be the tie that 
b in d s . As so o n  as you s t a r t  
sharing cigarettes with one of 
life’s losers, the bonding begins 
that will tu rn  you into his friend 
for life.

Once h e ’s r e c e p tiv e  to th e  
tru ths you live by, he’s halfway 
there, w hether he believes you 
or not. Smoking doesn’t gener­
ate m iracles ex opere operate; 
b u t lik e  p r e p a r in g  food o r 
making love, it can become an 
a r t  form  th a t  leaves you fu l­
filled, and  re p la c e s  th e  n a d a  
that keeps your soul empty.

If you show me a lonely m an, 
I’ll show you a fellow who has 
never learned the creative uses 
of sm oking, which, give him a 
lift when h e ’s reading a book or 
l is te n in g  to  m usic . But if  he 
should give up smoking, once it 
h a s  e n r ic h e d  h im , h e ’d fee l 
a b a n d o n e d , a s  th o u g h  h is  
muses had left him, turning him 
into an orphan.

I could  p ro v e  from  h is to ry  
th a t  sm o k in g  h a s  b e e n  th e  
helpm eet of geniuses; bu t if I 
should b e lab o r the point, you 
m ay accu se  m e of w hin ing . I 
d o n ’t ask N otre Dame for the 
right to sm oke always and ev­
erywhere.

I believe  th a t  n o n -sm o k e rs  
a re  en titled  to a p lace  in the 
su n ; b u t w hy m u st th ey  b e ­
grudge sm okers the ground that

they  w alk on. B ern ard  Levin, 
w ritin g  in the  London Tim es, 
h a s  p r e d ic te d  th a t  if  you 
ro u n d e d  up  sm o k e rs , a n d  
locked them  behind gates in a 
ghetto, eventually the hard-core 
n o n sm o k ers  w ould s ta r t  fire- 
bom bing the ghetto  as though 
they w ere pro-lifers a ttack ing  
an abortion mill.

N o tre  D am e sh o u ld  h av e  
places w here I can light up with 
dignity . On a cam p u s so b ig , 
why should sm okers be driven 
underground? Why should they 
be m a d e  to  fe e l gu ilty , as 
though  th e ir  c ig a re tte  sm oke 
w ere the only form of pollution 
that Domers have to try to su r­
vive.

T he no ise  p o llu tio n  can  be 
m a d d e n in g . T h e  g ra f f i t i  on 
walls is the kind of visual pol­
lution that insults the mind. The 
pollu tion  th a t w orries me the 
m ost is from  th e  garbage left 
strew n in the grass, after it has 
been dropped by students.

The A m erican  way is m ade 
possible by tradeoffs. I smoke 
heavily; on the other hand, I’ve 
n ev e r ow ned a car, o r had  a 
d riv e r’s license. The pollution 
fro m  th e  g a s -g u z z le r s  th a t  
speed p as t me on the road by 
the lakes is truly lethal. But if I 
can be tolerant of the cars, why 
c a n ’t the  s tu d e n ts  w ho d rive  
them  be to le ran t of my sm ok­
ing?

Are the thousands of cars left 
in the parking lots really neces­
sary? If the studen ts left the ir 
automobiles at home instead of 
bringing them  to Notre Dame, 
then the parking spaces would 
be left av a ilab le  for the s ta ff  
people and faculty to use when 
they drive their cars to work. If 
they would w alk from the off-

th e i r  c a rs  to  th e  b u ild in g s  
w h e re  th e i r  w o rk  is , N o tre  
D am e could becom e a p e d e s­
trian  campus free of gas fumes.

If the University w ere to a p ­
point a  task force th a t would 
even consider making the Notre 
D am e c a m p u s  t r a f f ic - f re e ;  
elim inating the cars  th a t keep 
us w orried about the safety of 
s tu d e n ts  a n d  s lo w -m o v in g  
p rie s ts  and o th e r m em bers of 
the  Notre Dame family —why, 
then, I would cheerfully sign up 
fo r a se m in a r  o ffe red  by the  
H eart A ssociation  th a t  w ould 
help me quit smoking.

One h a s  to t r u s t  th e  T ask  
F o rce  on sm oking  to be r e a ­
sonable and fair. As a curm ud­
geon, fallen into the se re  and 
yellow leaf, who has cultivated 
smoking as the m ajor vice of his 
life, I’m too low on the  totem  
pole to dem and tradeoffs; but 
shouldn’t tradeoffs be possible 
in  a C h r is tia n  co m m u n ity ?  
M aybe sm oke-free  dorm s a re  
an  idea whose tim e has come; 
bu t if it should happen, students 
should be told whose oxen have 
been  gored  an d  sac rific ed  to 
pay the price.

Young Catholics, who should 
be le a rn in g  t h a t ’s th e r e ’s no 
such thing as a free lunch have 
b e e n  a sk in g  to  be su p p lie d  
gratis with condoms, im printed 
no doubt w ith the lep rech au n  
logos. I’m only asking that I be 
allowed to keep my ashtray, and 
for a clean, w ell-lighted place 
w h e re  I c a n  u se  it. In th e  
w orld’s view, condoms are like 
life rafts that help you survive; 
an d  a sh  tra y s  a re  like  la n d ­
m ines triggering cancer in the 
lungs of a dying breed.

T ask F o rce  on sm o k in g , 
please give us a break.

Magic announces retirement after 
tests reveal presence of AIDS virus

INGLEWOOD, Calif. (AP) — In 
his most difficult m om ent, as 
f r iends and  fans a like cried, 
Magic Johnson still had a smile, 
th a t  f a m i l i a r  sm ile .  “ It can  
happen to anybody — even me, 
Magic Jo h n so n ,” he said as a 
stunned sports world watched.

Earvin “Magic” Johnson, of all 
people, has the AIDS virus. One 
of the greatest  players ever, a 
five-time NBA champion and a 
th r e e - t im e  MVP, is r e t i r i n g  
immediately from basketball.

“This is one of those things 
you think can 't  happen to you, 
but it can,” Johnson said, mak­
ing the announcem ent himself 
Thursday at a news conference 
te lev ised  n a t io n a l ly  an d  a t ­
tended by old teammates, doc­
tors  an d  NBA c o m m iss io n e r  
David Stern. “Sometimes you’re 
a little naive about it and think 
it can never happen to you. You 
th in k  it c a n  h a p p e n  to only 
other people. But it has h a p ­
pened  and I’m going to deal 
with it, and life goes on.”

In 12 s p a r k l in g  s e a s o n s ,  
J o h n s o n  a n d  his  t r a d e m a r k  
smile helped turn a struggling

NBA into  th e  b ig g e s t  sp o r ts  
success story of the 1980s. With 
him at the point, Lakers games 
were “Showtime.”

On Wednesday, Johnson got 
the news that the HIV virus had 
turned up in routine tests for a 
life insurance policy. He said his 
w ife  of tw o m o n th s  te s te d  
negative.

Both Johnson and the Lakers’ 
physician, Dr. Michael Mellman, 
said he doesn’t have AIDS, only 
the virus that leads to it. “I feel 
really good,” Johnson said. “ I 
feel great.”

N e i th e r  he  no r  his doc to rs  
said how or when he contracted 
the  virus, usually transm itted  
th r o u g h  sex  or i n t r a v e n o u s  
d rug  use. “ I don ’t believe we 
know at this point, specifically,” 
Mellman said.

Jo h n so n  sa id  it shows th a t  
gays aren’t the only people who 
a r e  in fe c te d  and  r e p e a te d ly  
s tre ssed  th a t  “safe sex is the 
way to go."

The NBA w as s trugg ling  to 
surv ive  w h en  in 1979, w hen  
J o h n s o n  left  M ichigan S ta te  
after winning the NCAA cham­

pionship as a sophom ore and 
becam e the No. 1 pick in the 
pro  d ra f t .  A long w ith  L arry  
Bird, he helped turn the league 
in to  a w o r ld w id e  e n t e r t a i n ­
m e n t ,  m a r k e t in g  an d  sp o r ts  
success.

The a v e r a g e  s a la r y  w as 
$171,000 in 1980. It was more 
than $1 million going into this 
season.

“No one has contributed more 
to the success of the NBA than 
Earvin ‘Magic’ Johnson, and I 
know  his fans  a r o u n d  the 
w orld ,  m y se lf  in c lu d e d ,  will 
miss the thrill of watching him 
compete,” Stern said. “We ex­
pect Earvin to continue to play 
an im portant role in the NBA, 
an d  the  e n t i r e  NBA fam ily  
pledges its full support to him in 
his fight against this disease.”

At 6-foot-9, Johnson revolu­
tionized the point-guard posi­
tion. He leaves the game with a 
l e a g u e - r e c o rd  9 ,921  ass is ts ,  
h a v in g  b r o k e n  O sca r  
R o b e r ts o n ’s c a r e e r  s ta n d a rd  
last season.

Rivals, fans in shock at Magic’s troubles
INGLEWOOD, Calif. (AP) — 

For the Los Angeles Lakers, the 
s a d n e s s  of l e a r n in g  M agic 
Johnson had tested positive for 
the AIDS virus was eased only 
by the strength displayed by the 
man who was the ultimate team 
player.

Johnson ’s re t irem ent T hurs­
day, one day after learning he 
h a d  th e  d e a d ly  v i ru s ,  lef t  
current and former teammates 
shocked. The void Johnson’s re­
tirement leaves on the Lakers, 
w ho w on five NBA c h a m p i ­
onships with him on the floor, 
was all but forgotten.

“What it does to our team is 
the last of our concerns,” coach 
Mike Dunleavy said. “You saw 
how strong he was (at the news 
conference). ... He ju s t  wants 
the team to be as strong as he 
i s .”

“ Like e v e ry b o d y  e lse ,  I ’m 
completely blown away by ev­
erything that has taken place,” 
said Larry Drew, who played a 
b a c k u p  ro le  to Jo h n s o n  la s t  
season. “But basketball is sec­
o n d a ry  now. W e’re  ta lk in g  
abou t his hea lth .  This is ju s t  
som ething th a t  reaches  down 
and pulls your guts out.”

Kareem Abdul-Jabbar, who said 
he cried when he learned  the 
news, said: “I’m happy to see he 
has a positive outlook. When I 
s a w  him , h e  t r i e d  to  be as  
positive as he could. He smiled 
like he always does.

“I ju s t  told him I’d be there  
for him, to offer  him  f r ie n d ­
ship.”

Emotion was evident from the 
floor of Congress to the world of 
e n t e r t a i n m e n t  to th o se  w ho 
played and coached with and  
aga ins t  him to the person  on 
the s t r e e t  — or m ore  im p o r ­
tantly, to the youngster in the 
playground.

“It’s really a tragedy. I mean, 
the guy has not only been such 
a g re a t  player, bu t h e ’s been  
such a g re a t  a m b a ssa d o r  for 
the game and everything else,” 
sa id  Boston  Celtics fo rw a rd  
Kevin McHale, Johnson’s oppo­
n en t  for two of his five NBA 
championships. “My heart  goes 
out to him. I think all you can 
do now  is j u s t  p r a y  th a t  he 
handles everything in the best 
way that he can.”

Johnson indicated he will be­
come a spokesman in the fight 
for awareness about the virus, 
which can lead to AIDS.

“All my love and  support  is 
w ith  h im ,” a c t re s s  E lizabeth  
Taylor said from London, where 
s h e  is m a k in g  tw o p e r s o n a l  
v is i ts  on b e h a l f  o f  th e  AIDS 
Crisis Trust. “God will help him 
and let us all pray to God that 
there will be a cure for him and 
everyone else soon.”

Still, those affected most were 
th e  p e o p le  w h o  w a tc h e d  
Johnson help the NBA become 
one of the world’s most popular 
forms of entertainment.

“That’s incredible. I can ’t be­
lieve  t h a t , ” P o r t l a n d  T ra i l  
B lazers  g u a rd  Clyde D rex le r  
said. “T h a t’s a shocker, some­
body th a t  g rea t .  H e’s he lp ed  
make the league w hat it is. My 
h e a r t  goes out to him and his 
family.”

“Wow. This is to ta l ly  sad , ” 
said Seattle SuperSonics coach 
K.C. Jones, a form er coach of 
the Boston Celtics. “This p e r ­
son, Magic Johnson, has given 
me so m u c h ,  a n d  a lso  the  
league and the world.

“I jus t  hope things work out 
for him. He’s what the league is 
a ll  a b o u t .  He c a m e  in w ith  
L arry  Bird and  j u s t  took the 
league to another level.”

NBC Sports chief speaks on pay-per-view

Pro football will be the first 
sport which will see experimen­
tation  in pay-per-view televi­
sion, President of NBC Sports 
Dick Ebersol revealed to an au ­
dience at the Notre Dame Law 
School last night.

Ebersol, who is also the co­
founder and current p roducer 
of NBC’s Saturday Night Live, 
said tha t within the next two- 
an d -a -h a lf  years viewers will 
be able to purchase a ticket for 
about $150 which will entitle 
them to see all of their team ’s 
games on television, in addition 
to the three network games ev­
ery Sunday.

“That will be a good experi­
ment for them," said the witty 
bu t im pressive  Ebersol, “b e ­
cause I think they will find out 
that, lo and behold, there isn’t

that much income from some­
thing like that.”

The NFL is waiting to see how 
successful pay-per-view is with 
the Summer Olympics on NBC 
in 1992, as they will be offering 
viewers to see the games live 
and  in th e i r  e n t i r e ty  be fo re  
taped, edited versions come on 
during prime time.

Ebersol also offered his views 
on the status of other sports in 
the pay-per-view m arket,  but 
assured that the World Series, 
Super  Bowl, and  NBA Finals 
will s tay  on free  TV until  a t  
least the end of the century.

After football, baseball  and 
basketball do not have an im­
mediate future in pay-per-view, 
since their season is longer and 
the regular-season games are 
far less meaningful.

One factor that has helped to 
ensure that sports will continue 
to flourish on free TV has been 
CBS’ m o n u m e n ta l  lo sses  on 
th e i r  c o n t r a c t  to b r o a d c a s t  
m a jo r - l e a g u e  b a s e b a l l ,  for 
which they paid $1.1 billion to 
own. To this point, they have 
lost $500 million on the cover­
age, and  they will lose more 
with other high-priced bids on

the 1994 Winter Olympics and 
the NFL.

CBS’ fa i lu re  has  given th e  
other networks reasons to pay 
less for  the  co n trac ts ,  c i t ing  
how their ridiculous offers have 
translated into big losses. This 
will hopefully keep TV free, as 
the only factor that could make 
all sports pay-per-view is a lack 
of ne tw ork  money and an in ­
ability for advertisers to pay the 
networks enough.

In a d d i t io n  to the pay-per-  
view debate, Ebersol also talked 
a t  length  ab o u t  the fu ture  of 
n e tw o r k  te lev is io n .  “You’re  
go ing  to see  one m a jo r  
American network, or two, by 
the end of this decade go out of 
business  because  ad ver t ise rs  
don’t support broadcast televi­
s ion th e  w ay  they  u se d  t o , ” 
noted Ebersol.

He c i te d  NBC’s t o p - r a t e d  
show Cheers, and the fact that 
no one knows how long it will 
run because of dwindling com­
mercial support. The advertis­
ers are  paying less and less to 
the n e tw o rk s  because  of the  
emergence of the cable stations.

Also b ro u g h t  up was NBC’s 
four-year deal with Notre Dame

to broadcast all of the ir  home 
games. The deal cam e about as 
a resu lt  of ND’s d es ire  to get 
th e i r  gam es  o u t  to fans  an d  
alumni across the country, and 
the deal has made that possible.

How has the d e a l  been  for 
NBC? “W e r e  m o re  th a n  
h appy—we re e c s t a t i c , ” sa id  
Ebersol. “We’ve m ade  money 
this first year...this is the only 
b ro ad cas t  te levision package  
that will make money.”

Ebersol s h a re d  a s to ry  th a t  
symbolizes Notre Dame foot­
ball’s role in sports  on televi­
s ion . He sa id  t h a t  in 1967 , 
when he first got into spo rts  
broadcasting, a m an  told him 
th a t  to be s u c c e s s fu l  in th is  
business, you have to own the 
rights to the NFL, the Summer 
Olym pics an d  N o t re  D am e 
football.

Ebersol asked  him w h a t  he 
m e a n t ,  s in ce  th e  ex c lu s iv e  
rights to one college’s football 
g a m e s  w e re  n o t  a v a i l a b le ,  
much less Notre Dame’s.

The man said, “Yeah, but you 
can dream .”

This one-time d ream  has be­
come a reality, th a n k s  to the 
resourcefulness of Dick Ebersol.

Junior linebacker fills void left by injuries, loss of Goheen

Waiting for your turn to play 
is a Notre Dame football tradi­
tion. So is making the most of 
that opportunity when it comes.

Linebacker Brian Ratigan got 
one of those chances last week 
a g a in s t  the  N aval Academy. 
After a confusing jumble of po­
sition switches to shore up the 
defense and the loss of regular 
backup Justin Goheen (to mo­
nonucleosis), Ratigan emerged 
from his role as understudy to 
Demetrius DuBose to move to 
the other inside linebacker spot 
and  played a key role in las t  
Saturday 's  win over the Mid­
shipmen.

Playing primarily in the first 
half, the ju n io r  from Council 
Bluffs, Iowa, made six tackles 
to help halt the Navy rushing 
attack.

“The defensive line took out a 
lot of b lo ck s ,” sa id  R atigan . 
“Pete (Bercich) and I must have 
had 20 tackles between us.”

Ratigan also plays on special 
team s, covering kickoffs and  
punts.

“He does a really good job ,” 
said special- team s coach Jay 
Hayes. “He goes and gets the 
job done. He's got a great atti­
tude.”

P lay ing  b e h in d  an  All- 
American like DuBose m eans 
that chances to play are  spo­
rad ic ,  bu t  you m u st  be p r e ­
pared to play at all times.

“I’m only one player away,” 
R a t ig an  sa id .  “ I h av e  to b e  
comfortable when I do get the 
chance to play.”

L in eb ack in g  ru n s  in h is  
blood. His older brother, Larry, 
is a fifth-year senior a t  Iowa 
S ta te ,  s t a r t i n g  a t  o u t s id e  
l in eb ack e r  for the Cyclones. 
During Brian’s sophomore year 
in high school, the  b r o th e r s  
w ere  s t a r t e r s  for th e i r  h igh  
school team, and the two a re  
still close.

“We ta lk  all the t im e,” said 
Ratigan. “We re even built the 
sam e.”

B r ia n  c r e d i t s  his o ld e r  
brother with helping to develop 
his athletic skills.

“When we were little, he al­
ways dragged me along” to play 
g a m e s  w ith  the  o ld e r  k id s ,  
Ratigan said.

His a th le t ic  pursu its  a r e n ’t 
limited to the gridiron, however. 
He plays basketball for Dillon in 
the winter, calling on skills that 
got him selected to the Iowa all- 
s ta te  team  in his senior year, 
during which his team won the 
state title.

“I like to play basketball and 
b a s e b a l l ,  b u t  fo o tb a l l ’s s t i l l  
first,” he said.

His high-school resum e was 
filled out with some other ex­
tracurricular activities as well. 
He found time to be the presi­
d e n t  of his N a t io n a l  H onor 
Society, as  w ell as his c lass  
president all four years of high 
school.

A m arketing major, Ratigan 
hopes to use his business ta l­
ents to own his own business in 
the future.

“I’m heading over to Europe 
this summer to try international 
marketing and see how I like it. 
I need some more experience,” 
Ratigan said.

So when he gets his chance in 
business, don’t be surprised to 
see him fully take advantage of 
it.

The p roposed  pay-per-view  
deal for Notre Dame’s Nov. 16 
game at Penn State has fallen 
through.

“ F o r  a v a r ie ty  of r e a s o n s  
w h ic h  I c a n ’t go in to ,  ABC 
S p o r ts  d e c id e d  n o t  to go 
th r o u g h  w ith  t h i s , ” ABC 
spokesm an Mark Mandel said 
yesterday in New York.

Notre Dame sports informa­
tion director John Heisler said 
ABC may have not had enough 
time to make the arrangements 
for the Nov. 16 game.

“They just  didn’t feel enough 
things w ere in place to make 
that be the case,” he said.

The game, which was to have

been viewed on the Showtime 
cable ne tw ork  for $9.95, will 
now be televised regionally to 
a b o u t  h a l f  the  na t io n  as  the  
second half  of an ABC college 
fo o tb a l l  d o u b le h e a d e r ,  w i th  
kickoff at 3:30 p.m. EST.

The pay-per-view deal would 
have provided a viewing option 
for the 50 percent of the coun­
try which lives within a Big Ten 
or Pac-10 broadcast region.

With or without the pay-per- 
view deal, viewers in Big Ten 
and Pac-10 regions would not 
have been able to see the game 
on free  television in any c i r ­
cumstances.

Forty percent of the pay-per- 
view revenues were to go to lo­
ca l  c a b le  o p e r a to r s ,  w h i le  
Showtime would have received 
ten percent and up to 40 p e r ­
cent w as to be shared  am ong 
Notre Dame, Penn State, ABC 
and the CFA.

M andel said  n e i th e r  school 
nor the CFA, all of whom sup ­
p o r te d  the  p ro je c t ,  h a d  any  
connection with the deal’s col­
lapse. He added that the failure 
does not close the door on fu­
tu re  p ay -pe r-v iew  TV s p o r ts  
deals.

“It’s ha rd  to speculate w ha t  
w e’ll do in the future,” he said.

ABC c o n t in u e d  to e x p r e s s  
some reservations, even af te r  
CFA officials said the  p ro jec t  
would  be com ple ted . M andel 
sa id  W ed n e sd a y  t h a t  ABC 
Sports must resolve “some in­
ternal things” before complet­
ing the deal. He declined to dis­
cuss details.

Pay-per-view plan for ND-Penn State game tabled

The Fighting Irish can clear 
another hurdle on the road to 
their d ream  season tom orrow 
with a win over  the ta len ted  
Tennessee Volunteers.

Of co u rse ,  if the  Vols have  
t h e i r  way, th e  N o tre  D am e 
d ream  season  could suddenly 
become a nightmare.

Notre Dame hopes to gain a 
bowl b e r th  aga ins t  e ither  the 
t o p - r a n k e d  te a m  o r  a t e a m  
which, w ere  the Irish to win, 
w ou ld  give th e m  a c re d ib le  
claim to the na tional cham pi­
onship.

Yet while Notre Dame head  
coach Lou Holtz maintains that 
his te am  can  still rea l ize  its 
dreams, he is quick to point out 
that all dreams would end with 
a d e fea t  a t  the  h an d s  of the  
Volunteers.

“On occasion  I will tell the  
team, ‘Every dream we had be­
fore th e  se a so n  is still alive. 
Every single one of them,'” said 
Holtz. “I haven’t told them that

I 
won’t tell them again until they 
get ready to hit the sign against 
Tennessee.”

The T en n essee  offense has  
b e e n  r u n n in g  in h igh  g e a r  
lately, piling up school records 
in ya rdage  (603 vs. Memphis 
State), outgaining opposing of­
fenses  in to ta l  y a rd a g e ,  a n d  
b re a k in g  th e  5 0 0 -y a rd  m a rk  
three times.

On the season, sen ior q u a r ­

The Irish will be led by 
ju n io r  Melissa H arr is  a t  first 
singles. Harris is playing strong 
tennis right now, compiling a 
17-2 record  and  w inn ing  two 
tournaments this fall.

Following Harris will be se ­
n io r  c a p ta in  T ra c y  B a r to n ,  
making her first appearance of 
the fall season and playing sec­

ond singles, with Laura Schwab 
at third, Christy Faustm ann at 
fourth, Lisa Tholen at fifth, and 
Terri Vitale playing sixth singles 
to round out the lineup.

“I think w e ’ve m ade  quite a 
bit of progress in the fall,” said 
Irish coach  Jay L o u d e rb a c k ,  
“and everybody has  h ad  good 
matches. All six in the singles 
lineup could be playing number 
one at a lot of schools. This will 
give us a lot of balance and be 
really helpful in the spring. The 
only th ing  th a t  c o n c e rn s  me 
right now is our doubles. We’ll 
find out today how these com­
binations work out.”

At doubles against Tennessee, 
the Irish will again be trying out 
new combinations, seeking the 
perfect teams to compete with 
in the spring. At first doubles, 
Harris will be making her  first 
a p p e a r a n c e  in  d o u b le s  
competition this season, team ­
ing with Ann Bradshaw a t the 
number-one slot.

At second doubles, the  Irish 
will p lay  Eniko B e n d e  a n d  
Faustmann, with Kristy Doran 
and Tholen com peting  a t  the  
third spot.

JB  t no other time in the history of the 
U n iv e rs i ty  of N otre  D am e  w as  
there  so m uch doubt, and yet so 

^  ^  much hope in its future.
By 1865  th e  U n iv e rs i ty  h ad  

begun to establish itself. Destroyed by fire 
in the spring of 1879, the main building was 
r e b u i l t  in j u s t  o n e  s u m m e r  d u e  to the  
incredible resolve of Father Edward Sorin 
and  the University faculty. Father Patrick 
Dillon, Notre D a m e ’s second  p re s id e n t ,  
supervised the  construction of the second 
Administration Building. The new building 
s e r v e d  as th e  fo c u s  of U n iv e rs i ty  life, 
containing student dormitories, classrooms, 
and offices.

To match the expansion of buildings on 
campus, the academic curriculum was also 
expanded in many ways. D epartm ents  of 
sc ience , law, and eng ineer ing  jo in ed  the 
department of commerce in augmenting the 
c la ss ica l ,  l ib e ra l  a r t s  p ro g ra m . F a th e r  
Auguste Lemonnier, the fifth president of the 
U niversity ,  d e v e lo p e d  a se t  o f  g o a ls  to 
expand  and im prove  academ ics a t  Notre 
Dame.

At this time, there were few good Catholic 
scholars in the United States. Few laymen 
accep ted  the $600 sa la ry  offered by the

U n iv ers i ty .  T hose  th a t  d id  w ere , o f te n  
alumni such as Professors Joseph Lyons and 
Timothy Howard.

Before students became alumni they were 
forbidden from being on the front porch of 
the Administration Building. They first were 
a l lo w e d  to w a lk  d o w n  th e  s te p s  a f t e r  
commencement. This regulation became a 
t r a d i t io n  th a t  is still o b se rv e d  by so m e  
students today.

As w ith  to d a y ’s Notre  Dam e s tu d e n ts ,  
many s tuden ts  derived the ir  identity from 
the do rm ito ry  in which he  lived. Before 
separate residence halls were built, students 
lived in one of the dorm itories in the Ad­
ministration Building. Brownson, Carroll, 
St. P a tr ick ’s, and St. Aloysius’ Halls w ere  
located in the various wings on the third and 
fourth floors of the building.

L eisure  time activities for the s tu d en ts  
included athletic competition between the 
halls in football (soccer), sailing, and other 
activities. S tudents par t ic ipa ted  in o th e r  
campus groups as well. The sailing club and 
b an d  p ro v id ed  a c h a n g e  from  the s tu d y  
environment within the dormitories.

In 1879, the University came incredibly 
close to shutting its doors forever. However, 
t h r o u g h  th e  h a r d  w o rk  of the  e n t i r e  
community, Notre Dame began to firmly 
establish itself as a premiere Catholic un i­
versity.

SEVERAL FINE ADJACENT 
BUILDINGS BURNED TO 

THE GROUND.

Within minutes the peace of 
a t r a n q u i l  sp r in g  a f te rn o o n  
w as d is rup ted . Within hours  
th e  M ain B u ild in g  of th e  
University of Notre Dame was 
destroyed.

At approximately 11 a.m. on 
April 23, 1879, several minim 
students (those under the age 
of twelve) reported fire on the 
roof of the building.

In o rder  to fight the  blaze, 
men and boys lined the steps 
up  to th e  s ix th  f lo o r  a n d  
p a s se d  b u c k e ts  of w a te r  by 
hand. The South Bend steam 
pumper arrived long after the 
fire had  begun, bu t aided in 
gaining control of the blaze.

As the building burned, stu ­
dents tossed items from w in­
dows. Most of these broke or 
caught fire when they reached 
the ground. The Holy Cross sis­
ters who were on hand carried 
articles from the kitchens, in­
f i rm ary  and  p re ss  to safety. 
Surprisingly, no lives were lost 
to the fire, and only minor in­
juries were incurred.

Once the blaze was brought 
under control, little remained. 
T he  in f i rm a ry ,  St. F ra n c is  
Home, and  Music Hall w ere  
d es troyed  in add it ion  to the  
Main Building.

F a th e r  William Corby, the  
U n iv e rs i ty ’s p r e s id e n t ,  m e t  
with advisors to plan a  course 
of action. They concluded that 
the school year would have to 
be terminated.

An h o u r  l a t e r  C orby a n ­
nounced  the  decis ion  to the  
s tu d en ts  g a th e red  in Sacred 
H eart  Church. He p rom ised , 
however, th a t  a new  college 
would be ready  for them  on 
the first Tuesday in September.

When the fire broke out, Fa­
th e r  E d w a rd  S o rin  w as  en  
route to Europe. A messenger 
was sent from the University to 
intercept him in Montreal and 
in fo rm  him of the  d is a s te r .  
Sorin cancelled his trip , and 
re tu rn e d  to Notre Dame the  
following Sunday.

After surveying the remains 
o f  the  b u i ld in g ,  S o rin

a d d r e s s e d  th e  U n iv e rs i ty  
community. Concluding with 
the words If it were all gone, I 
should not give up’, he gave a 
sense of hope to all gathered.

The University quickly began 
th e  p ro c e s s  of  r e b u i ld in g .  
Money came from all over the 
nation. The Notre Dame Club 
of Chicago organized a benefit 
concert to raise funds for the 
new  building, while s tudents  
and  a lum nae of Saint M ary’s 
Academy raised money to pur­
chase a new statue of the Vir­
g in  M ary for th e  top  of the  
building.

N o tre  D am e h e ld  fund  
raisers throughout the country 
during the summer in order to 
finance the construction . An 
architectural competition was 
held to choose the best plans 
fo r  the  new  b u i ld in g  an d  
ground was broken on May 17.

A crew of three hundred la­
b o r e r s  w o rk e d  in c e s s a n t ly  
throughout the summer to see 
t h a t  the  b u i ld in g  w o u ld  be 
completed for the new school 
term in September. In addition 
to the Main Building, the infir­
m a ry  an d  Minims Play Hall 
w ere  also constructed during 
this time.

The Main Building served a 
multitude of purposes for the 
University. The basem ent ini­
tially provided t runk  s torage 
for students and then was used 
as c lassroom s for the  sen ior 
students.

Two s tu d e n t  d in ing  room s 
were located in the building’s 
w ings ,  th e  e a s t  p o r t io n  for 
minim and prep students, the 
west portion for collegians.

The president and vice-presi­
den t’s offices, sleeping rooms, 
and parlor were located on the 
se c o n d  floor, th e  m a in  
e n t r a n c e  of the  b u ild ing .  A 
la rge  public p a r lo r  w as also 
located there.

Students studied in the com­
m unal study halls located  in 
the wings of this floor under 
th e  su p e rv is io n  of p r e f e c t s  
from 7 p.m. until 10 p.m. each 
night.

D o rm ito r ie s  o c c u p ie d  the  
th i rd  and fourth  floors, and 
twenty-tw o c lassroom s w ere

scattered throughout the build­
ing.

The destruction and recon­
struction of the Main Building 
exemplified the dedication to 
the University and its mission 
that existed at the time.

From fighting the flames to 
raising money for rebuilding, 
people demonstrated their sup­
port. The new building served 
th e  n e e d s  of th e  sch o o l  in 
many capacities, and remains 
a landmark of the University of 
Notre Dame.

Full Details of the Great Calamity.
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Students had to live under different rules

The life of students at Notre 
Dame has always fallen under 
the jurisdiction of the college’s 
rules, regulations, and policies. 
These “do’s” and "do not’s” of 
college living have  chan g ed  
and  evolved a lo n g  w ith  the  
ways students have sought to 
amuse themselves.

During Father Walsh’s reign 
as president of the University, 
thirty-two s tuden ts  primarily  
from the Preparatory  Depart­
m ent,  w en t to tow n w ithou t  
permission or a chaperon.

In town they frequented the 
local taverns and all returned 
to cam pus safely—except for 
two.

These two s tuden ts  “had a 
real problem trying to find the 
c a m p u s ,  d u e  to th e  v a r ie d  
routes suggested by the spirits 
they had so joyously consumed 
in town."

A special meeting of the fac­
ulty was convened, and it was 
d e c id e d  th e  tw o w ho h ad  
caused  the g re a te s t  scanda l  
would be suspended , the r e ­
maining thirty would receive a 
more mild punishment.

The group protested and de­
manded that the same punish­
ment be given to all. They be­
lieved th a t  the  two s tu d en ts  
w ou ld  be r e i n s t a t e d  an d  
receive the same punishm ent 
as the other thirty.

Instead, all th ir ty -tw o s tu ­
dents were suspended.

“It is better to have a small 
a t ten d an ce  a t  the University 
w ith  good d isc ip l ine  th a n  a 
large a t tendance  without i t ,” 
Walsh explained. “The rules 
will be preserved at any cost.”

During th is  t im e, sm oking  
became a privilege of seniors

(students over the age of 16) 
with the consent of their p a r­
ents. Chewing tobacco was not 
forbidden, but it was discour­
aged.

Those who decided to chew 
had to pay people to clean-up 
after them in study halls and 
classrooms.

P r in te d  w a r n in g s  w e re  
issued in papers threatening to 
p r o s e c u te  th o se  w ho  sold 
liquor or gave it to students.

Also a warning was issued to 
young women “to cease prowl­
ing  a b o u t  th e  U n iv e rs i ty  
g ro u n d s ,  e sp e c ia l ly  Sunday  
afternoon and evening...Their 
nam es are known and will be 
published.”

The South Bend Register re ­
ported that at Notre Dame the 
term “stag” did not take on the 
n o r m a l  c o n n o ta t io n s  of the  
word—beer and brawls.

At an  all-male school, s tag 
m eant “gentlemen dance with 
g en tlem en  w ithou t  shocking  
the proprieties, or violating the 
rules of decorum," the Register 
states. “It is at once a diver­
s ion  and  an  e x e rc i s e  in 
spiritual grace.”

G aso line  l a m p s —th e  f i r s t  
source of artificial light to be 
u se d  on c a m p u s —w e re  
replaced by the incandescent 
e l e c t r i c  l ig h t  d e v e lo p e d  by 
Edison.

Notre Dame claims to have 
been the first American college 
to be lighted by electricity.

When the lights were turned 
upon the statue of Mary above 
the  Dome for  the f irs t  time, 
p e o p le  th o u g h t  “th e y  w e re  
looking at a  new com et th a t  
had suddenly appeared above 
Notre Dame.”

Football, still a form of soc­
cer  then , began  to be played 
more frequently. With as many

One of the many activities in which 
Saint Mary's Lake, 
as  s ix ty  p la y e r s  on  a s id e ,  
gam es w ere  w atched  by s tu ­
dents, faculty, and workmen.

The Reds won over the Blues 
in a tough game in 1881.

The prize, a barrel  of cider, 
was not “pillow-soft,” because 
the Reds were found “slightly 
unm an ag eab le” th a t  evening, 
and “requ ired  firm words by 
Father Corby to quell them.”

A few p r iv a te  ro o m s  w e re  
made available in the new col­
lege buildings. These  rooms 
were set aside for s tudents of 
“superior talent and conduct.”

In 1873 the first te leg rap h  
was installed, and in 1878, the 
first telephone service between 
Notre Dame and South Bend 
was established.

The use of the phone devel­
oped into a social affair when 
m u s ic  w as  su n g  a n d  th e  
orchestra performed selections 
over the phone.

Also d u r in g  th is  t im e ,  the  
University began a circulating 
library. For the first time, stu-

students participated was the Notre

dents w ere  able to check-out 
books from the University li­
braries.

The first baseball team was 
o r g a n iz e d  by M a t th e w  
Campion in 1865. There were 
ap p ro x im a te ly  twelve te a m s  
who played among each other.

A d r ia n  “C ap ” A nson , w ho 
w ent on to play in the m ajor 
leag u e ,  becam e  a “d iam o n d  
i m m o r t a l , ” p la y e d  on the  
J u a n i t a s ,  one  of  s e v e r a l  
campus teams.

From its humble beginnings, 
Notre Dame’s varsity baseball 
program evolved. The Univer­
sity became known as a base­
ball school, until the  days of 
Knute Rockne.

Father Sorin amused himself 
by p la y in g  m a r b le s ,  w h i le  
others enjoyed weekly ex cu r­
sions, walks, hunting, skating, 
swimming, boating, baseball, 
and football.

Boating in particu lar  w as  a 
f a v o r i te  of s tu d e n t s .  Both  
ro w in g  a n d  sa i l in g  on  St.

Jo sep h ’s Lake were m eans  of 
physical exercise as well as en­
tertainment. Rivalries between 
crews developed, and in 1870 
the first race was held. Regat­
tas were part of the enterta in­
ment for St. Edward’s Day and 
commencement exercises.

University ru les have influ­
enced s tudent life throughout 
Notre Dame’s history. Students 
were expected at all times and 
in all p laces  to “behave  like 
gentlemen.”

“Good h ab i ts ,  g en tlem an ly  
deportm ent,  politeness, n e a t ­
ness ,  o rder ,  ap p lica t ion ,  r e ­
spect for God, and attention to 
religious duties are  expected 
from them .”

Throughout these years, stu­
dents have been  subjected to 
life l iv in g  a c c o r d in g  to th e  
r e g u la t i o n s .  Som e h a v e  
maintained them, others have 
broke  a n d  cha l len g ed  th em , 
and many have sought ways in 
w hich  to a m u s e  th e m se lv e s  
which do not violate the rules.

UNIVERSITY REGULATIONS.
S I P Z E O I A l L  R U L E S .

1. The Students of Notre Dame should at all times and everywhere behave like gentle­
men. Therefore, good habits, gentlemanly deportment, politeness, neatness, order, applica­
tion, respect for God and attention to religious duties are expected from them. r

2. All the Students are required to attend the exercises o f public worship with punctu­
ality and decorum. They must be provided with books suitable for divine worship.

3. As soon as the bell announces the beginning or end of a College exercise, every one 
shall repair in silence to the discharge of that duty to which he is called.

4. The time of recreation excepted, silence must be inviolably observed in all places.
5. Students must show themselves obedient and respectful towards the Professors and 

Prefects of the Institution. They must never absent themselves from the place iu which 
they ought to be, unless with permission from proper authority.

6. Students must carefully avoid every expression in the least injurious to Religion, their 
Professors, Prefects or fellow Studeuts.

7. Students are not permitted to visit private rooms.
8. Intoxicating liquors are absolutely prohibited.
9. Compensation for a ll damage done to the furniture, or other property o f the  

College, w ill  be required from the person or persons causing such damage.
10. No branch o f  study, once commenced shall be discontinued without permission of  

the Director of Studies.
11. Unless with parents aud guardians, Students are not allowed to remain with visitors.
12. No one shall leave the University grounds without permission from the President, 

Vice-President or Prefect o f Discipline.
13. Any breach o f pure morals, either in word or action, must be reported forthwith to 

the President, Vice-President or Prefect of Discipline.
14. Students are not allowed to enter the playgrounds of the other departments without 

special permission.
15. No students are permitted to take private walks unless accompanied by a Prefect,
16. No one shall keep in his possession any money except what he receives weekly from 

the Treasurer, on Wednesdays, at nine o'clock, a. m. The College will not be responsible 
for any valuables, such as watches, money, etc., unless deposited with the Secretary.

17. Bulletins are sent to parents every month.
18. Bath-rooms, provided with hot and cold water, are fitted up for the use of the Students.
19. Stationery, etc., will be delivered to the Studeuts daily, during the morning and the 

evening recess.
20. Students o f low and vicious habits will not be retained in the College.
21. Students who have failed to give satisfaction in the class-room, or who shall have 

been guilty of misconduct or breach of rule, will be sent to the detention-room during the 
recreations or promenades, and required to prepare their lessons or perform such tasks as 
shall be assigned them, and will be excluded from all College exercises until such tasks be 
accomplished.

22. Every month the Students must write to their parents or guardians. All letters 
sent or received-*may be opened by the President, Vice-President or Prefect of Discipline.

23. No book, periodical or newspaper shall be introduced into the College without being 
previously examined and approved of by the Director of Studies. Objectional reading- 
matter found in the possession of Students will either be destroyed or withheld from them 
until their departure from the University.

24. Whether in class or in recreation, when permitted to converse at table, or during 
their walks, students should endeavor to improve the purity of their language and cultivate 
urbanity o f manners. Bad habits and manners are sufficient to deprive a Student of De­
grees and Honors. .

25. The Students are reviewed on Wednesdays aud Sundays with regard to their per­
sonal neatness.

W . C O R B Y , C. S .  C., P r e s i d e n t

Upon first ^ance , the rules from the 1870‘s seem much stricter than the present 
rules today. However, upon closer examination, one sees the alarming similarities. 
Listed on the left are Father Corby’s University regulations from the 1870’s. On the 
right are the corresponding 1991 regulations either directly taken from Du Lac, or 
understood on campus. Compare for yourselves.

1991 UNIVERSITY REGULATIONS

1. Students are to abide by the rules and regulations in Du Lac on and off 
campus. Responsible behavior is expected at all tim es in all places; this 
includes at the University of Michigan.
2. The U n iversity  and R esidence h a lls  provide both daily  and Sunday  
m asses.
4. The Grotto maintains a respectable quiet at all times.
6. Any group which seeks to proselytize Catholic students or which in any 
way is disrespectful of or antagonistic to the doctrine and tradition of the 
Roman Catholic Church will not be approved. (Du Lac, 1991)
7. The University has instituted a policy of limited parietal visitation to 
foster the personal and social development of residence hall students while, 
at the sam e time, responding to the safety, security and privacy needs of 
students sharing common living space.
8. No Alcoholic beverages may be carried in the corridors or any other 
public area of the residence hall in any kind of container, including souvenir 
cups. Souvenir cups are prohibited. (Du Lac, 1991)
10. The student who wishes to transfer colleges within the University must 
have the approval of the deans of both colleges. (Du Lac, 1991)
13. Overnight parietal violations are considered serious violations and 
students who com mit such violations shall be subject to suspension  or 
dismissal. (Du Lac, 1991)
15. E scorts from N otre Dam e Safe Walk are ava ilab le  to accom pany  
students walking on campus after dark. (Du Lac, 1991)
17. Student report cards are sent to freshman parents at mid-semester and 
at the semester break.
18. Telephones are provided in each residence hall room. A resident may 
dial direct from his or her room to a campus or South Bend area telephone 
without charge. (Du Lac, 1991)
20. Because a genuine and complete expression of love through sex requires 
a com m itm ent to a total living and sharing together of two persons in 
marriage, the University believes that sexual union should occur only in 
m arriage. Students found in violation o f th is policy shall be subject to 
suspension or dismissal. (Du Lac, 1991)
21. The U niversity reserves the right to require the withdrawal of any 
student when academic performance, health status or general conduct may 
be judged clearly detrimental to the best interest of either the student or the 
University community. (Du Lac, 1991)
23. The U n iv ers ity  o f  N otre D am e sh ou ld  not p roh ib it th e ord erly  
distribution of student literature on cam pus except that which could be 
reasonably construed to be in violation of the law. (Du Lac, 1991)
24. The throwing of food or other objects in the dining halls is an offense 
against the entire community. (Du Lac, 1991)
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Lyons left behind more than just a dorm

Every student, faculty m em ­
ber, administrator, and friend 
of the  U n iv e rs i ty  of N o tre  
Dame is familiar with the vari­
ous la n d m a rk s  which  ad o rn  
the campus.

Although rarely  recognized 
as m o n u m e n ts ,  n e a r ly  all 
c a m p u s  b u i ld in g s  a lso  
document portions of the Notre 
Dame tradition.

Lyons Residence Hall is dedi­
cated to the memory of Prof. 
Joseph A. Lyons, one of Notre 
Dame’s most distinguished lay 
faculty members.

For more than a quarter cen­
tury, from 1862 to 1888, Lyons 
ac tive ly  p a r t i c ip a te d  in the 
building of Notre Dame as an 
academic institution.

In an era  which lacked quali­
fied  lay  t e a c h e r s ,  Lyons 
became the heart  and soul of 
th e  Notre  Dame faculty . He 
was a man respected not only 
for his teaching ability, but also 
for his g en u in e  c o n c e rn  for 
students.

Lyons f i r s t  cam e to N otre  
Dame in 1848, at the age of fif­
teen. An orphan, he entered 
the shoemaker’s shop as an ap­
p r e n t i c e  in o r d e r  to e a r n  
m o n ey  a n d  le a r n  a t r a d e .  
W ith in  t h r e e  y e a r s ,  d u e  to 
a d d i t io n a l  h a r d  w o rk  and  
study, Lyons had acqu ired  a 
fine education.

In 1851, F a the r  Sorin, im­
pressed with the boy’s attitude 
and determination, gave Lyons 
th e  p r e s e n t  of o n e  y e a r ’s 
tuition at the University. Lyons 
eagerly accepted the gift and 
e n te re d  the  Scho las t ica te  to 
study for the ministry.

After a num ber  of years  of 
study, Lyons began to exhibit a 
particular attraction to elocu­

tion and the classics. These in­
terests, coupled with a growing 
u n c e r t a in ty  r e g a r d i n g  the  
priesthood, convinced him to 
pursue a career in teaching.

S h o r t ly  t h e r e a f t e r ,  Lyons 
again entered the University of 
Notre Dame as a student. In 
1862, he g rad u a ted  with the 
highest honors.

Upon graduating, Lyons en ­
tered the teaching profession. 
As a Notre Dame English pro­
fessor, he became a very effi­
cient and popular faculty mem­
ber.

In one of Notre Dame’s first 
s o -c a l le d  “b a c h e lo r  d o n s , ” 
Lyons resided along with s tu ­
dents in a campus dormitory.

From his room in the old ad­
m in is t ra t io n  building, Lyons 
warmly welcomed all students. 
While sitting in his easy chair 
he would conduc t  congenial 
discussions, patiently answ er 
questions, and freely give com­
panionship.

In 1865, Lyons’ senior s tu ­
dents declared, “No one knows 
better than the student how to 
appreciate the worth of a good 
and noble friend; and such a 
f r ien d  have  the  s tu d e n t s  of 
Notre Dame ever found in you”

In addition to his regular du­
ties as a member of the Notre 
Dame faculty, Lyons also r e ­
mained very active in the reli­
gious and li te ra ry  life of the

studen ts .  A t ire le ss  worker, 
Lyons organized several l i ter­
ary  so c ie t ie s  and  p u b l ish ed  
s e v e ra l  b o o k s  of n a t io n a l  
r e p u ta t i o n ,  in c lu d in g  “T he  
American Elocutionist,” which 
became a standard text on the 
subject.

In 1869, he com piled  an d  
published the “Silver Jubilee,” 
a history of the  University of 
Notre Dame, and for a number 
of years he published an a n ­
nual, called the “Scholastic An­
nual.”

On August 22, 1888, Lyons 
passed away following an ex­
tended illness.

His death, although not u n ­
expected, was met with great

sadness throughout the coun­
try. At th e  fu n e r a l  m a ss ,  a 
sermon, delivered by the Rev. 
P.P. Cooney, summed up the life 
and  c o n t r ib u t io n s  of one of 
Notre Dame’s favorite sons.

“Although Prof. Lyons p o s ­
se s s e d  only his  sa la ry ,  th is  
money, as well as his time, was 
at the service of Notre Dame,” 
Fr. Cooney declared.

“The life of Prof. Lyons is a 
bright example of energy and 
pe rseverance  to every young 
man; for he was truly, by the 
grace of God, architect of his 
own fortune. By study, energy, 
and p e rsev e ran ce ,  he ra ised  
h im s e l f  from  th e  h u m b le ,  
though honorable position of a 
shoemaker, to the dignity of a 
most accomplished professor 
in the University”

The dramatic increase in stu ­
d e n t  p o p u la t io n  d u r in g  th e  
1920’s presented the opportu­
nity to create a lasting memo­
r ia l  to one of N otre  D a m e ’s 
academic forefathers.

In 1924, d u r in g  the p r e s i ­
d en cy  of Fr. W alsh ,  N o tre  
Dame experienced a shortage 
of on-campus housing for s tu ­
dents. The administration de­
sired to keep students on cam ­
p us  a n d  so a s e r i e s  o f  new  
freshmen residence halls were 
commissioned and built.

One of th e se  d o rm i to r ie s ,  
c o m p le te d  in th e  s p r in g  of 
1927 , w as  d e d ic a te d  to the  
memory of Lyons.

For twenty-six years, Lyons 
served as the heart and soul of 
the Notre Dame faculty. Dur­
ing his involvement with this 
institu tion , he w itnessed  the 
U n iv e r s i ty ’s g ro w th  from  
infancy to youthful vigor. Lyons 
invested his en tire  person in 
N o tre  Dam e; t h e  a c a d e m ic  
growth of this institution b e ­
came a personal labor of love.

N e w  s c h o o l s  e x p a n d  U n i v e r s i t y ’s  p e r s p e c t i v e

N o tre  D a m e ’s c u r r i c u lu m  
took  on m a jo r  e x p a n s io n s  
d u r in g  th e  p e r io d  of 1866-  
1895 . T he d e p a r t m e n t s  of 
Natural and Physical Science, 
Law, Civil E ng in ee r in g ,  and 
Modern Language were added 
to th e  a l r e a d y  ex is t in g  
academic programs.

Notre D am e, before  1886, 
was a college consisting of only 
a faculty of arts. The creation 
of the Science Course became 
a turning point in the scientific 
development of the University.

F a th e r  P a tr ick  Dillon, the 
s e c o n d  p r e s id e n t  of N o tre  
D am e, p r o m o te d  the 
fo u n d a t io n  of th e  S c ience  
C ourse .  T he c o u rs e  b e g a n  
with few var iances  from the 
a r ts  curriculum , substitu ting  
s c ie n c e  c o u rs e s  for the 
classical languages.

F a the r  Joseph  C arr ie r  was 
the first professor of physics 
and  chemistry . C a rr ie r  was 
g iven  th e  re s p o n s ib i l i ty  as 
c u r a t o r  of the  U n iv e rs i ty  
m useum  and  labora to ry . In 
1867 the first course of botany

w as e s tab l ish ed .  This c lass 
led  to the p lan ting  of w h a t  
w as  p e r h a p s  the  m o s t  
complete botanical garden  in 
the c o u n try  at th is  p o in t  in 
time.

In 1873, the Science Course 
expanded again, offering three 
times as many science courses 
as it had in the past.

In 1 8 6 9 ,  u n d e r  F a t h e r  
W illiam  C o rb y ’s
a d m in is t ra t io n ,  Notre Dame 
e s tab lished  the Law Course. 
The law  c la s s e s  w e re  f i r s t  
tau g h t  by Professor Colovin, 
b ro th e r  to Reverend Pa tr ick  
Colovin, the fifth president of 
the university.

During the initial years, the 
law  p r o g r a m  h a d  ve ry  few 
s tuden ts .  The reco rd s  from 
1871 r e c o r d e d  only t h r e e  
g ra d u a te s .  The d e p a r tm e n t  
did not become a success until 
1883 when Professor William 
Hoyes was appointed dean.

P rofessor  Hoyes in c rea sed  
the  n u m b e r  of  s tu d e n t s  to 
between 35 and 40 students. 
Besides the reg u la r  courses , 
s t u d e n t s  s tu d ie d  law s  
associated with their particular 
states and participated in the 
Moot Court (mock trials).

The Law C ourse  a t  N otre  
Dam e m a r k e d  the  
establishment of the first law 
p ro g r a m  in an A m e r ic a n  
Catholic university.

By 1874 , the  U n iv e rs i ty  
added  the Civil E ng inee r ing  
C ourse  as a two yea r ,  pos t  
g r a d u a t e  c o u rs e .  S tu d e n ts  
were not necessarily required 
to c o m p le te  a B a c h e lo r  of 
Science degree in the Science 
Course, but expected to pass

an  e x a m in a t io n  in 
M a th e m a t ic s  and  Physica l  
Science.

After only two years, the Civil 
Engineering program  became 
a one y ea r  co u rse ,  with the 
j u n io r  y e a r  in c lu d e d  in the  
Science Course.

Due to the students’ interest 
in m o d e rn  la n g u a g e s ,  1865 
m arked  the  beginning of the 
M odern  L a n g u a g e  C ourses .

French and German had been 
offered in the past, but at this 
t im e  they  b e c a m e  
requirem ents of the Scientific 
and Classical Courses.

F a th e r  A uguste  Lem onnier 
designed the three year course 
to offer more advanced work 
than was provided in the past.

Through the implementation 
of these changes, the college 
e x p a n d e d  its p o te n t ia l  as  a 
successful university.

A true student-athlete
DuBose a winner 
on and off field

th in k  of th e  te rm  
today, they tend to

W hen  p eo p le  
“student-athlete” 
laugh.

But one just has to look at players 
like Demetrius DuBose to realize that 
not all college a th le tes  th ink the ir  
classes are a joke.

Not that the junior linebacker from 
S e a t t le  c o u l d n ’t le t  h is  a c ­
complishments on the field speak for 
th e m s e lv e s .  T he  B u tk u s  A w ard  
semifinalist leads the Irish with 110 
tackles (66 solo), two fumble recover­
ies, and a 49-yard interception return 
for a touchdown (against Indiana).

But D uBose d o e s n ’t w a n t  to be 
known just for his perform ance on 
the gridiron. His athletic talents drew 
offers from West Coast powerhouses 
W a sh in g to n ,  USC, UCLA a n d  
C olorado , b u t  he w as  looking  for 
more.

“I chose Notre Dame because it was 
the chance to excel in both academics 
and athletics, to be in the best of both 
worlds,” he explained. “When I came 
here , I had two goals: to g ra d u a te  
and to win the Butkus Award. I’m on 
tim e  to g r a d u a t e  (a 3.0 GPA in 
governm ent and  English), so th a t ’s 
taking care of itself, and the Butkus 
will too.”

“H e’s a guy w h o ’s com m it ted  to 
doing the right things both on and off 
th e  f i e ld ,” a d d e d  d e fe n s iv e  
coordinator Gary Darnell. “He brings 
leadership to this team, and that’s an 
im p o r t a n t  q u a l i ty  fo r  a 
l inebacker—a n d  Dem etrius is very 
conscious of its importance.”

A fte r  e a r n in g  a m o n o g ra m  his 
f re sh m an  y e a r  and playing in the  
O ra n g e  Bowl a g a in s t  C o lo ra d o ,  
DuBose cam e into his own for the 
Irish last season. He began the year 
splitting time with Donn Grimm at 
inside l inebacker ,  b u t  e s tab l ish ed  
h im s e l f  as th e  s t a r t e r  m id w ay  
through the year.

He was the second-leading tackier 
coming back for the 1991 season with 
48 tackles (32 solo), and was named 
the defensive MVP for the Blue-Gold 
gam e th is  sp r in g  w ith  10 tack les .  
DuBose was also named a preseason 
second-team  All-American by Don 
Heinrich’s College Football as well as 
College & Pro Football Newsweekly.

He has not disappointed.
He has led the Irish in tackles in all 

but two games this season, including 
a career-high 19 against Air Force. 
He has been a constant in a lineup 
decimated by injuries—a force to be 
reckoned with in the middle of the 
Notre Dame defense.

None of which is a surprise to Irish 
coach Lou Holtz.

“I rem em ber  him getting into the 
game ag a ins t  Miami his f re sh m a n  
year, and even though we lost, it was 
obvious w atch ing  him on the  field 
tha t he belonged out the re ,  ” Holtz 
related. “He is an excellent talent, an 
o u ts ta n d in g  com petito r .  He is the 
emotional leader of our defense.”

“I’ve done w h a t’s been asked of me, 
and th a t’s the best I can do,” DuBose 
said. “A lot of people seem  to 
overemphasize my statistics, but 
my job is just to be a leader on 
defense and make the plays.”

At 6-2, 234 pounds, DuBose 
has similar physical dimensions 
to a n o th e r  o u ts tan d in g  inside  
l in e b a c k e r  to  com e th r o u g h  
N otre  D am e , M ichae l  
S t o n e b r e a k e r  (6-1 , 228). All 
S to n e b r e a k e r  did w as  f in ish  
th ird  in the Butkus voting his 
s e n io r  y e a r  an d  e a r n  All- 
A m erican honors  in 1988 and  
1990 before being drafted by the 
Chicago Bears in the 1991 draft.

“H e ’s (D uBose) go t a good  
degree of size, speed, strength; 
he h a s  good agility  and  good 
m ob il i ty ,” d e s c r ib e d  D arne ll .
“He’s not the fastest linebacker 
in the country, or the strongest,

or  th e  q u ic k e s t ,  b u t  he h a s  good 
qualities in each of those areas, and 
tha t’s what makes the total package 
for him.”

DuBose exudes confidence on the 
field and has a na tu ra l en thusiasm  
for the  gam e—two qua li t ies  which 
t r a n s l a t e  in to  his p o s i t io n  as  
“e m o t io n a l  l e a d e r ” for th e  I r ish  
defense. But the same spark he gives

Bettis, a late addition to the  
race, has rumbled for 824 yards 
on 128 c a r r i e s  for  a 6 .4  
average. T he sophom ore  also 
has 13 receptions for 151 yards 
for an 11.6 average.

With 12 rushing and four r e ­
ceiving touchdowns, Bettis leads 
the Irish in scoring with 16 TDs 
and needs only two more to tie 
Allen P in k e t t ’s s in g le -sea so n  
record of 18 in 1983 and ‘84. He 
should become the fourth Irish 
p layer ever to ru sh  for 1 ,000 
yards in a season.

To strengthen his spot in the 
Heisman race ,  Bettis needs  a 
stellar performance against the 
Volunteers and  must add con­

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Volunteers and Irish provide 
a high-octane matchup

Were Notre Dame located in a temperate zone, 
S a tu rday ’s m atchup  with Tennessee could be a 
offensive exhibition. Both teams bring high-octane 
offenses into Notre Dame Stadium, and last-year's 
34-29 Irish win was an explosive nail-biter.

However, with a predicted high in the mid-30s on 
game day, offensive fires could be smothered by 
northern Indiana’s early winter.

Tennessee runs a pass-oriented offense which 
scored  a sea son -h igh  52 points  in last  w e e k ’s 
defeat of intrastate rival Memphis State.

However, due to the low temperatures in South 
Bend this weekend, the Vols could be forced to use 
their running game, led by freshm an sensations 
Aaron Hayden and James Stewart.

Hayden gained a Tennessee season-h igh  169 
yards in last weekend’s win, and has compiled 440 
yards on the year, while Stewart has gained 416 
yards.

J u n io r  w id e o u t  C arl  P ick en s ,  a p r e s e a s o n  
Heisman Trophy candidate whose stellar season 
has been overshadowed by one Desmond Howard 
(of an unnamed school to the north of South Bend), 
leads the Volunteer passing game into battle.

Pickens dazzled the Irish in 1990, catching a 
Tennessee-record 13 passes for 163 yards. This 
season, Pickens leads the Southeastern Conference 
in re c e iv in g  w ith  38 c a tc h e s ,  
including a seven-reception, 145- 
yard effort when matched against 
Florida defensive back Will White.

The Irish will try to stop Pickens 
with a secondary  which re tu rns  
three starters from the unit which 
allowed T en n essee ’s Andy Kelly 
399 yards passing in 1990.

“The key people that make them 
go are Kelly and Pickens and their 
offensive l ine ,” said  Irish  coach 
Lou H oltz . “We d o n ’t h av e  a 
c h a n c e  if i t ’s a h ig h - s c o r in g  
game.”

Despite their  s treng th  in these 
areas, the Volunteers would seem 
to have lost some punch from their 
offense since last fall, especially 
after losing receiver Alvin Harper 
a n d  o ffensive  l in e m a n  A n tone  # # #
Davis to the NFL.

The Volunteers have had some ^
difficulty filling these holes in their ^ 0 0 %  
offensive fabric, but have found . - 
capable patches on the offensive 
line in guard  Tom Myslinski and 
center John Fisher, each of whom 
makes up for a relative lack of size 
with quickness.

Wingbacks Craig Faulkner and 
J.J. McCleskey have combined for 
a total of 46 receptions to partially 
fill the  void le f t  by H a r p e r ’s 
departure.

Despite its con tinued  success, 
however, the  V olunteer  pass ing  
a t tack  is the  m a in  focus of the  
Irish defense this week. Holtz has 
d e c l a r e d  h is  w is h e s  for a 
suffocating defense, and the Irish 
will t ry  to  live up  to th e  t a s k  
Saturday.

After in c rea s in g ly  im p ress iv e  
performances as the 1991 season 
has progressed, Holtz professes a 
strong belief in the abilities of his 
secondary.

Yet while the Notre Dame sec­
ondary has no definite leader, the 
Volunteers return All-American 
safety Dale Carter. Carter is one of 
20 returnees from the Volunteers’ 
defense of 1990, which ranked 
second in the nation in yards 
allowed.

Carter doubles as the 
V olunteers’ return man. The 
senior averages 22.1 yards on 
kickoff returns, but has faltered on 
punt returns, where he averages 
6.7 yards on 18 runbacks.

Besides Carter, linebackers  
Ernest Fields and Darryl Hardy 
lead the Volunteers into defense of 
their goal line.

Fields leads Tennessee with 74 
total tackles, while Hardy has 50 
tackles, two interceptions, and two 
blocked kicks (one field goal, one 
punt) one the 1991 season.

track team and has cleared over 
seven feet.

With his great ability, Pickens 
has become known as a  game- 
breaker. Pickens has totaled 16 
touchdowns in his career, aver­
aging 42.2 yards per score. This 
y ea r  he hooked up with Kelly 
for an 87-yard touchdown pass 
against Auburn, setting a school 
record for the longest pass play. 
P ickens  also snagged  a Kelly 
pass for a 66-yard score in the 
same game. Kickoff returns are 
another specialty of Pickens, as 
he raced  93 yards for a score 
a g a i n s t  th e  L o u is ia n a  S ta te  
Tigers in 1989.

“Pickens has great speed, but 
he  d o e s n ’t look p a r t i c u l a r ly  
quick, probably because of his 
s ize ,” com m ented  Irish coach 
Lou Holtz. “He has  good body 
con tro l,  and  he h a s  excellen t 
b a la n c e .  W hen you h av e  the  
size that he has, running down 
the field with g rea t  speed, he 
shakes a lot of people off.

”1 think Pickens is a very, very 
dangerous receiver. I don’t feel 
a n y  d i f f e r e n t  go in g  a g a in s t  
P ick en s  t h a n  we did a g a in s t  
D esm ond H ow ard —they  both 
can break the game open.”

Carl has racked up some stats 
in th ree  seasons of Tennessee 
fo o tb a l l ,  i n c lu d in g  All-SEC 
h o n o r s  in  1990 . In 1989 , 
P ickens p layed  bo th  re ce iv e r  
and free safety, being one of the 
few players today to play both 
w ay s .

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Confusion reigns over muddled bowl game picture

W ith only g a m e s  a g a in s t  
T e n n e s s e e ,  P en n  S ta te  an d  
Hawaii remaining on the Notre 
Dam e schedu le ,  the  time for 
bowl speculation has arrived.

Notre Dame Athletic Director 
Dick Rosenthal, who will soon 
be meeting with head coach Lou 
Holtz an d  E x e c u t iv e  Vice- 
P re s id e n t  F a th e r  E. W illiam 
Beauchamp, knows this: there 
is a chance that the Irish will be 
playing for the national cham ­
pionship in January.

“We are  clearly still playing 
one  g a m e  a t  a t i m e , ” sa id  
Rosenthal. “With our schedule, 
that is all you can do. But after 
the Penn State gam e we will 
have to make some decisions. It 
depends on where we are.

“We would like to play the 
n u m b e r  one team  if we have 
that opportunity—that  is what 
Notre Dame has trad it iona lly  
done. We might or m ight not 
have that opportunity. But there 
cou ld  be a few d i f f e r e n t  
opponents for us. I think tha t  
Notre Dame’s games have been 
c o n v in c in g  en o u g h  th a t  we 
would be an attractive option to 
one  of  th e  m a jo r  b ow ls .  We 
definitely feel good tha t a bowl 
game is in our future.”

Confusing w h a t  m igh t  have 
been an otherwise easily p re ­
dictable bowl picture is the fact 
t h a t  only  t h r e e  u n d e f e a t e d  
teams remain in Division I right 
now, and two of the three—top- 
ranked Florida State and num ­
b e r  t h r e e  M iam i—fa c e  e a c h  
other. The other team—second- 
r a n k e d  W a s h in g to n —could  
possib ly  c ru ise  into the  Rose 
Bowl undefeated.

“I t’s not im possible  th a t  we 
could have every major confer­
ence winner in the country and 
every other major independent 
with one loss," said Rosenthal. 
“If th e  se a so n  e n d e d  up this 
way, it would be a very unstable 
position, but it would also be a 
kind of C hristm as holiday for 
the bowls because there would 
be so m any  te a m s  to choose  
from.”

Dame will face Penn S ta te  in 
State College, Pa. Should the 
S e m in o le s  d e fe a t  the  
Hurricanes, they still must face 
a n o th e r  in tra -s ta te  r iva l—the 
s ix th - r a n k e d  F lo r ida  G ato rs .  
After a  week off, the Seminoles 
travel to Gainesville to take on 
th e  G a to r s  Nov. 30. The 
Hurricanes, meanwhile, travel 
to Boston College Nov. 23 and 
finish the season at home Nov.

30 against San Diego State.
This  w e e k e n d ,  M iami is a t  

home against the Mountaineers 
of West Virginia, while Florida 
State hosts South Carolina.

The number two Huskies must 
play at Oregon S tate  Nov. 16 
and Washington State in Seattle 
Nov. 23 in their season finale.

If the Irish dream  of playing 
for the national championship 
Jan u a ry  1 is to come to pass, 
several things very likely must

happen. Florida State must de­
feat Miami, and Florida State 
m u s t  ho ld  on to  d e fe a t  the  
Gators.

In th is  s c e n a r io ,  th e  I r ish  
(presum ably  11-1) could face 
the undefeated and top-ranked 
Seminoles in the Fiesta Bowl for 
the national championship.

The prob lem  is w hat would 
happen if Florida State falls to 
Florida. The Orange Bowl would

The fol­
lo w in g  year ,  an  u n r a n k e d  
Tennessee squad re tu rn ed  the 
favor with a 40-18 shellacking 
of the 13th ranked Irish.

The series was dorm ant until 
it picked up again last year in 
K noxville . The n u m b e r  one 
r a n k e d  Ir ish  jo u r n e y e d  in to  
Neyland Stadium to face a tough 
an d  t a l e n t e d  n u m b e r  n in e  
V o lu n tee r  team . The 9 7 ,0 0 0  
plus fans that packed Neyland 
were expecting an exciting con­
test, and they got exactly what 
they had anticipated.

Tennessee struck first in this 
offensive contest, getting on the 
b o a r d  w ith  a 4 6 - y a r d  G reg  
Burke field goal.
