K ate  F u ch e r ,  c a m p a ig n  s to p s  
like Gov. Bill Clinton’s tom orrow  
a t  N o t r e  D a m e  r e p r e s e n t  
o p p o r t u n i t i e s  to  r e a c h  a n  
i m p o r t a n t ,  h i s t o r i c a l l y  
“a l iena ted” youth vote.

“I t 's  t im e  to give A m e r ic a n  
young people the opportunity  to 
g e t  in v o lv e d  in  t h e  p o l i t i c a l  
p rocess .  T h e i r  e n e rg ie s ,  th e i r  
id e a s ,  a n d  t h e i r  e x p e r i e n c e s  
n e e d  to  b e  a d d r e s s e d , ” s a id  
Fucher, coord ina to r  of cam pus 
v i s i t s  in t h e  C l in to n /G o r e  
h e a d q u a r t e r s  in  L it t le  Rock, 
Ark.

F u c h e r ’s r o l e  is  t y p i c a l  o f  
Clinton s taffers w ork ing  to get 
th e  s a x o p h o n e -p la y in g ,  MTV- 
w a tc h in g  g o v e rn o r  e l e c te d  in 
November. At college cam puses 
across the country, w orkers  a re  
trying to galvanize suppor t  for 
the generation  Fucher  believes 
h a s  b e e n  “o v e r l o o k e d "  a n d  
m a d e  “c y n i c a l ” by t h e  B u sh  
administration.

But i f  C lin ton  h a s  a im e d  at 
a t tracting  younger voters, Bush

h a s  c o u n te r re a c te d  by s tay ing  
f a i t h f u l  to  h i s  f a i t h f u l — if  
older—supporters ,  according to 
Robert Schmuhl, acting chair  of 
Am erican Studies.

“Clearly, the 1992 race  has  a 
s t r o n g  g e n e r a t i o n a l  a s p e c t , ” 
Schmuhl said. “You see George 
B u s h  i n v o k in g  t h e  n a m e  o f  
Harry T rum an  a t  every stop—in 
the  hope th a t  o lder  A m ericans  
w il l  s e e  s o m e  o f  T r u m a n  in  
Bush.”

“Bill C l in to n ,  on  th e  o t h e r  
hand , is working as h a rd  as he 
can  to s t re s s  his  youth  — and  
the youthful presidency of John  
Kennedy,” he  added.

But ta rge tt ing  the  youth vote 
could be a gam ble  for Clinton, 
S c h m u h l  c o n c e d e s :  “ B u s h  
k n o w s  o ld e r  A m e r ic a n s  vote . 
C l in to n  c a n ’t b e  s u r e  a b o u t  
younger ones .”

H is to r i c a l ly ,  v o t e r  t u r n o u t  
a m o n g  18 to  24 y e a r - o ld s  is 
am ong  the lowest.  Since 1972, 
the nu m b e r  of young voters has  
d e c r e a s e d  by m o re  t h a n  one-  
fourth— to the  point w here  only 
36 p e r c e n t  tu r n e d  ou t for the  
1988 election.

million Americans who a re  poor 
or struggle to get by fail to eat 
enough food as hunger  sp reads  
b e y o n d  i n n e r  c i t i e s  to  t h e  
heartland , a  report says.

The research ,  p rep a re d  a t  the 
r e q u e s t  o f  t h e  D e m o c r a t i c  
c h a i r m a n  of the  H ouse Select 
C o m m i t t e e  on  H u n g e r ,  
es timates hunger has  grown by 
50 percen t since the mid-1980s.

“ W h e n  w e s e e  i n c r e a s i n g  
p o v e r ty  a n d  d e c r e a s i n g  
in c o m e s ,  i t ’s n o t  a t  a l l  
s u r p r i s i n g  t h a t  h u n g e r  h a s  
i n c r e a s e d , ” s a i d  J .  L a r r y  
B r o w n ,  d i r e c t o r  o f  T u f t s  
University’s Center on Hunger, 
Poverty and Nutrition Policy.

The in c re ase  in h u n g e r  also 
c r e a t e s  p o t e n t i a l  fo r  m o r e  
l e a r n i n g  d e f i c i e n c i e s  a m o n g  
y o u n g  c h i ld r e n ,  m o r e  i l ln e s s  
a m o n g  th e  e l d e r l y  a n d  
d i m i n i s h e d  p r o d u c t i v i t y  fo r

workers ,  he  said.
In 1985, Brown led a  national 

task  force th a t  w a rn e d  th a t  20 
m i l l io n  A m e r i c a n s  s u f f e r e d  
f r o m  h u n g e r ,  d e f i n e d  a s  a 
c o n d i t i o n  w h e r e  h e a l t h  is 
t h r e a t e n e d  b e c a u s e  a  p e r s o n  
r e p e a t e d l y  d o e s n ’t c o n s u m e  
enough nutrients .

Brown said he has  confidence 
in the up d a ted  figures because 
th r e e  d i f fe re n t  m e th o d s  w e r e  
u s e d  to c a l c u l a t e  t h e m ,  a n d  
each resulted  in a total around  
30 million.

B r o w n  s a i d  t h e  p r o f i l e  o f  
h u n g e r  h a s  c h a n g e d  a s  t h e  
problem  has  grown.

“The s tereotype is th a t  this is 
l a r g e l y  a n  i n n e r  c i ty  a n d  
m i n o r i t y  p r o b l e m , ” h e  s a id .  
“ T h o se  s te re o ty p e s  no  lo n g e r  
hold. “It’s very dram atic  to go 
in to  th e  M id w e s t  a n d  h o ld  a 
m a l n o u r i s h e d  c h i ld  in  y o u r  
a rm s  a t  a family farm.

“We h ave  a  s i tu a t io n  w h e r e  
y o u  h a v e  p e o p l e  w h o  a r e  
unem ployed  or  w ho go from a 
w ell-pay ing  job  to a  m in im um  
paying job ,” said Berm an, who 
also served on the  1985 hunger  
t a s k  f o r c e  s p o n s o r e d  by  
H arvard  University. “It takes  a 
w hile  for th e m  to u n d e r s t a n d  
the  system  to get  food s ta m p s  
or o ther  supports .”

Hurricane’s toll: A boy named Andrew
MIAMI (AP) — A n d r e w  

G u a n c h e  w a s  l a i d  to  r e s t  
W e d n e s d a y  in  th e  ca lm  a f te r  
the  h u rr ic an e  for which he was 
nam ed.

He w as  b o rn  into poverty and  
took with  h im little: a  pacifier 
a n d  a h a i r b r u s h ,  p l a c e d  
alongside him in a  tiny casket,  
10 in c h es  w ide  an d  24 inches  
long. They w e re  the  f irs t  gifts 
he received in his short life.

“Andrew! Andrew! A ndrew !” 
h is  m o t h e r ,  N a t a l i a ,  c r i e d  
hysterically as she ben t over his 
grave, runn ing  h e r  h an d  across 
the  caske t,  the  las t connection 
to  h e r  s o n .  In  S p a n i s h ,  s h e  
s c r e a m e d :  “ W hy, God, w h y ?  
You gave m e th is  child only a 
few  d a y s .  W hy  d id  you  t a k e  
h im ?”

N ata lia  and  A n d re w ’s father, 
F e l ip e ,  e a c h  p l a c e d  a 
ch rysan them um  on the casket.

And then  Andrew  was buried, 
in  a c e m e te r y  s u r r o u n d e d  by 
H urr icane  A n d re w ’s fury: piles 
of t ree  limbs, dirt,  the debris of 
houses. Some of the trees  in the

cem etery  itself w ere  toppled.
Both Andrews had  lived short 

l ives  t h a t  to u c h e d  all a r o u n d  
them.

Baby A ndrew  w as 9 days old 
w hen  he  died. He slipped away, 
n o t  in a  h o m e  s u r r o u n d e d  by 
to y s  a n d  p e t s ,  b u t  in  t h e  
coldness and  loneliness of a  Red 
Cross shelter, in a  donated  crib 
th a t  suffocated him.

He w as  the  39th dea th  and, so 
far, last dea th  in Florida blamed 
o n  H u r r i c a n e  A n d r e w .  T h e  
h u r r i c a n e  h a d  h a s t e n e d  h is  
b irth , and  then  betrayed  him.

Buried  with  h im  w as  a  piece 
of  th e  A m er ic an  d r e a m  of h is  
p a r e n t s ,  w h o  c a m e  to  t h e  
United States 12 years  ago from 
C u b a  a b o a r d  t h e  “ F r e e d o m  
Flotilla” boatlift.

“I lost p a r t  of my l ife ,” sa id  
h i s  f a t h e r ,  a 4 8 - y e a r - o l d  
unem ployed  h andym an .  “I t’s a  
h a rd  strike for us. We have lost 
all our happiness  and  strength. 
I am  emotionally destroyed. ”

He w a s  th e  one w ho  p icked  
up the  child from his crib, felt

th e  c o ld n e s s  of  h is  bo d y  a n d  
s t a r e d  i n t o  a  f a c e  t h a t  h a d  
tu rned  blue.

“ I c a n ' t  o v e r c o m e  t h a t  
m em ory,” he  said.

T h e  f u n e r a l  d r e w  s c a n t  
attention, a  dozen relatives and  
friends.

But to his fa the r  and  m o the r  
and  six b ro thers ,  baby Andrew 
w as  a n  om en  of good fortune .  
He enriched  the ir  lives at a  time 
w h en  they  h a d  lost every th ing  
they had  to H urricane Andrew.

E ven  in  th e  f ina l i ty  o f  th e i r  
so n ’s d ea th ,  they  did no t  have 
a n y  m o n e y  to  p a y  f o r  h is  
fu n e ra l  o r  c e m e te ry  plot. The 
funeral hom e donated  both.

“My d r e a m  w a s  to  com e to 
t h e  S t a t e s , ” s a i d  F e l ip e ,  
sp e ak in g  th ro u g h  a  transla tor .  
“A nd  e v e n  i f  w e  w e r e  l iv in g  
a m o n g  t h e  p o o r  p e o p l e ,  w e  
w ere  happy.”

He said he  saw  his purpose in 
life a s  be ing  m o re  of a f a th e r  
t h a n  a h u s b a n d ,  a n d  N ata l ia ,  
41, w as  m ore of a  m other  than  
a wife.

“The a r t  d ep a r tm en t  has  not, 
to  m y  k n o w l e d g e ,  m a d e  th e

r e q u e s t  fo rm a l ly  to  h a v e  th e  
s c u lp tu r e s  r e t u r n e d  to  th e  Le 
Mans lawn,"said Dorothy Feigl, 
v ic e  p r e s i d e n t  a n d  d e a n  of  
faculty.

O ne o f  t h e  f o u r  o u t d o o r  
e x h ib i t s  w a s  d a m a g e d  e i t h e r  
th e  even ing  of Aug. 27 or  the  
early  m orn ing  of Aug. 28. After 
the d am age  w as incu rred  “The 
a d m i n i s t r a t i o n  c o n t a c t e d  a 
m e m b er  of the Art D epartm en t 
and  insisted  th a t  the  w orks  be 
r e m o v e d  f ro m  th e  e x h ib i t io n  
site, both to pro tec t  them  from 
f u r t h e r  d a m a g e  a n d  b e c a u s e  
they questioned the ir  suitability 
for  ex h ib i t io n  a t  S a in t  M a ry ’s 
College, ” the  le tte r  also said.

T h e  l e t t e r  c o n t i n u e d  by 
s ta t in g  th a t  in “the  op in ion  of 
the  Art D epartm en t these works 
are  fully appropria te  for public 
exhibition and  display a t  Saint 
M ary’s College.”

Feigl th a t  th e i r  h a s  b e e n  no 
formal com m unication  betw een  
h e r  and  the a r t  d epa r tm en t ,  but 
the artist, Kaplan, has  said the 
scu lp tu res  w ere  bes t  displayed 
on  t h e  g r o u n d s  w h e r e  t h e y  
w ere  originally in tended  to be.

T h e  i s s u e  is  m o r e  c o m p le x  
n o w  t h a t  t h e  c o m m u n i t y  is 
involved, said Feigl.

T y le r  s a i d  a n  e m e r g e n c y  
m e e t i n g  o f  t h e  F a c u l t y  
Assem bly w as  ca lled  for Sept. 
17 to  d i s c u s s  t h e  i s s u e ,  b u t  
Feigl s a id  t h a t  sh e  k n e w  of a  
r e g u la r  m ee t ing  of the  Faculty 
Assembly n ex t  w eek , b u t  does 
not reca ll  see ing  discuss ion  of 
t h e  i s s u e  o n  t h e  a g e n d a ,  
a l th o u g h  it cou ld  be  a spec ia l  
topic.

The Golden S tate’s problems 
in c l u d e  d e f e n s e  i n d u s t r y  
cu tbacks tr iggered  by the end 
o f  t h e  C old  W a r  t h a t  h a v e  
h e l p e d  p u s h  t h e
u n e m p l o y m e n t  r a t e  h e r e  to 
a l m o s t  1 0  p e r c e n t  a n d  le f t  
P r e s i d e n t  B ush  l a g g in g  f a r  
behind Bill Clinton in the polls.

B u t  Q u a y le  w a r n e d ,  “ Bill 
Clinton will cu t  an  addit iona l 
$ 6 0  b i l l io n  o u t  o f  d e f e n s e ,  
w h ic h  m e a n s  a n  a d d i t i o n a l  
t e n s  o f  t h o u s a n d s  of  p e o p le

throw n out of work."
Bush w an ts  to downsize the 

m i l i t a r y  by 25 p e r c e n t  a n d  
reduce  the Pentagon budget by 
$ 5 0  b il l ion  by 1997 .  C lin ton  
h a s  s a id  h e  w a n t s  to  s a v e  
twice th a t  much.

h a s  r e a l l y  a c c e p t e d  u s ,  
espec ia l ly  s ince  la s t  y e a r  w as  
our  first year  in the South Bend 
a rea .

On 
Sept. 2, w h en  the  so p h o m o res  
cam ped  out for football tickets, 
a Domino’s pizza m a n  cam e by, 
offering a large pepperoni pizza

t h u n d e r ,  l i g h t n i n g ,  a n d  a n  
in c re d ib le  d o w n p o u r  w ith  his  
arm s  full of pizza.

In addition, Domino’s always 
offers a  la te  night and  a  Fightin’ 
Irish special. Also, they will be 
doing a  d irect mailing of coupon 
b o o k s  w o r th  $10  to  s tu d e n ts .  
A s s i s t a n t  m a n a g e r  B r a n d i  
Johnson  said, “We a re  doing as 
m u c h  a s  w e  c a n  to  k e e p  th e  
s tudents,  our  customers, happy. 
If we did not offer any specials,

T he L e p re c h a u n  Pizza Com­
p a n y  h a s  a  s l i g h t  a d v a n t a g e  
over its competitors. Because it 
is a self-supporting auxiliary of 
th e  un ivers i ty ,  it h a s  to m a k e  
ju s t  enough revenue  to cover its 
ex p e n se s  an d  tu r n  in  m in im al  
profit to the university, w hereas  
i t s  c o m p e t i t o r s  a r e  in  t h e  
bus iness  solely for m axim iz ing  
the ir  profits.

N ew  Y ork  b u s i n e s s m e n  
p l e a d e d  g u i l t y  T u e s d a y  to  
c h a r g e s  o f  l a u n d e r i n g  m o r e  
t h a n  $ 8 2  m i l l i o n  in  fo o d  
s t a m p s  — t h e  l a r g e s t  food  
s t a m p  f r a u d  c a s e  s in c e  th e  
p r o g r a m  w a s  e s t a b l i s h e d  in 
1964, the governm ent said.

The Agriculture D epartm en t 
said the  Brooklyn m e n ’s m e a t  
c o m p a n y  l a u n d e r e d  food  
s tam ps for o ther  re ta i le rs  who 
had  obta ined  the  coupons ille­
gally over the pas t  decade. In 
1990 alone,  th e  firm illegally 
r e d e e m e d  m o r e  t h a n  $ 1 2 .8  
m i l l io n  in  food  s t a m p s ,  th e  
governm ent said.

T h e  c a se  d w a r fs  w h a t  h a d  
b e e n  USDA’s l a r g e s t  food  
s tam p fraud  case — a  Toledo, 
O h io ,  g r o c e r  c o n v i c t e d  in  
J a n u a ry  of illegally redeem ing  
$7.2 million in food s tam ps.

J e f f  R u s h ,  USDA d e p u t y  
a s s i s t a n t  i n s p e c t o r  g e n e r a l ,  
s a i d  o t h e r s  s u s p e c t e d  o f  
multimillion-dollar food s tam p 
frauds  would face charges.

he University of Notre Dame is a Catholic academic 
community of higher learning, animated in a special 
way from its origins by the Congregation of Holy

______________  Cross and dedicated to the communal pursuit and
sharing of truth. This University exists that through free inquiry and 
open discussion the variant lines of Catholic thought might intersect 
with all the forms of knowledge found in the arts, sciences and 
professions. This University is Catholic in its deliberate determination 
to render to the Church and to the world this unique service in 
Christian wisdom.

This purpose is concretely realized in the intellectual 
interchange that constitutes the life of the University the development 
of its students and faculty and the advancement of knowledge through 
distinguished teaching, research, scholarship, publication and service.

Therefore, the University of Notre Dame essentially includes 
within itself the presence, the voices, and the contributions of diverse 
scholars and students, both those who represent the Catholic 
intellectual heritage and those from other traditions. The diversity of 
Notre Dame is further enhanced by the presence of different races and 
ages, nationalities and genders. This pluralism enables and enriches 
the exchange that forms the University community. The continuing 
presence of a predominant number of Catholic intellectuals is crucial 
for the Catholic identity of the University.

The 

Catholic vision sees the w a y  to G od and G od’s 

w a y  to us as communal, not individualistic, and  

that the consum m ation o f the w orld  lies in a  

com m union o f  persons. That is w h y the Church 

as a  com m unity has had such a  significant role 

in Catholicism , and w h y N otre D am e has 

a lw ays conceived o f  itse lf as a  fa m ily  and has 

fostered  fa m ilia l bonds a t every level o f its 

institutional life.

These three characteristics fin d  their source and  

reality in Jesus Christ, the incarnation o f  the 

divine in the human. He is the sacram ent o f  

divine presenceam ong us. He is the m edia tor  

w ho manifests G od’s love to hum anity and who  

teaches the w a y  to salvation. He is the Lord 

w ho fo rm ed  a  new  kind o f  com m unity to preach  

the com ing o f the Kingdom . A  Catholic  

university, then, draw s its basic inspiration from  

Jesus C hrist as the source o f  w isdom  and its 

m ission from  the conviction that all things can 

be brought into their com pletion in Christ.

A s the U niversity d raw s its inspiration from  

Jesus Christ, it understands the im perative fo r  

higher education to be heightened by  critical 

developm ents that have m ade o f this p lanet one 

w orld. Religious and cultural, technological 

and environmental, econom ic and political 

challenges m ake up that world. Free w om en  

and m en and the com m unities they fo rm  will 

direct this w orld  into its next millenium . The 

shape it takes will reflect their knowledge, their 

skills and their com m itm ents —  in a  word, their  

education.

for a reasonable resolution; to possess an understanding of quantitative 
thinking and scientific method; to comprehend something of the great 
discoveries of science and technology as well of their contemporary 
promise; to think in a manner that is both insightful and creative and to 
recognize this in others; to analyze issues philosophically back to their 
fundamental presuppositions; to grasp the significance of God’s self­
revelation in Jesus Christ and to apprehend the theological implications 
of knowledge gained in other disciplines as these relate to the great 
questions of human existence.

ogether with these liberal capacities of mind, the 
University cultivates in all its students a humane 
sensitivity both to human accomplishment and to 
human misery: an appreciation of such great 

achievements of human beings as are found in art and literature, 
history and sociology mathematics, technology and science; a 
disciplined sensibility to the poverty injustice and oppression that 
burden the lives of so many of their fellow human beings. Such a sense 
of human solidarity and a developed concern for the common good 
reaches its fulfillment as learning becomes service to justice.

As a research university Notre Dame takes the responsibility not 
only for the diffusion of knowledge through the academic formation of 
its undergraduates, but also for the advancement of knowledge in a 
search for truth through original inquiry and publication.

The University 
also sponsors special institutes whose focus is research and science on 
pressing contemporary social issues. The graduate programs, the 

professional schools and these special institutes, aided by the general 
ethos of the university also foster in their students those intellectual 
habits and humane sensibilities that the University expects from all its 
graduates.

The Catholic character of Notre Dame as an academic 
community depends upon the seriousness with which the religious 
dimensions of all human learning are recognized, given priority and 
explored throughout the University.

The University embodies its deep concern for the religious and 
moral education of the students not only in the academic reflection 
brought to bear upon ethical and social issues but also in its 
encouragement of a manner of life consonant with a Christian 
community. Residential life contributes signihcandy to develop in the 
students that sense of community and of responsibility which prepares 
them for subsequent leadership in building a society that is at once 
more human and more divine. As a Catholic community liturgy and 

retreats, spiritual direction, volunteer work and the continual 
promotion of service, permeate the life of the University and contribute 
to the complete education of the human person.

In all of these dimensions of the University Notre Dame 
pursues its objectives through the formation of an authentic human 
community graced by the Spirit of Christ.

Controversy surrounding Kaplan’s 
sculpture contributes to its purpose

I w as p leased  to r e a d  in The 
Observer (Sept. 7} tha t  Marcia 
K a p la n ’s s c u lp tu re ,  p rev iously  
d i s p l a y e d  in  f ro n t  o f  LeM ans 
H a ll  a t  S a i n t  M a r y ’s, h a s  
spa rked  controversy and  debate  
c o n c e r n in g  b o th  th e  p ie c e  as  
well as the role of a r t  today.

In h e r  In s id e  C olum n, A nna  
M a r i e  l a b o r  a n d  h e i  f r i e n d  
c o n c lu d e d  t h a t  th e  s c u lp tu r e  
“m ust be some kind of revolting 
j o k e , ” a n d  th e y  in s i s t  t h a t  it 
“d i d n ’t g iv e  u s  a n y t h i n g  to  
p o n d e r  a b o u t  o u r  bo d ie s  th a t  
w e  h a v e n ’t b e e n  f o r c e d  to  
before.”

P e r h a p s  th e y  d id n ’t p o n d e r  
f u r t h e r  a b o u t  t h e i r  a n a to m y ,  
but it is obvious th a t  the sculp­
tu r e  p r o m p te d  a s t r o n g  r e a c ­
tion, an  intelligent conversation, 
and  su b se q u en t  though t  which 
T a b o r  f e l t  s t r o n g l y  e n o u g h  
about to sh a re  with all s tudents  
and  faculty.

T hese  a re  p rec ise ly  som e of 
th e  g o a ls  m a n y  a r t i s t s  s t r iv e  
to w a rd  w ith  th e i r  w ork .  And 
m any w om en  artis ts  today, such 
as  Cindy S h e r m a n  an d  Laurie  
S immons, choose to w ork  with 
th e  e x a c t  s a m e  i s s u e s  of  th e  
exploitation and  subjugation  of 
w om en  th a t  Kaplan apparen tly  
addresses.

T h e i r  a r t ,  a n d  p e r h a p s  K a ­
p l a n ’s a r t ,  d o e s  n o t  e n d o r s e  
t r a d i t i o n a l  w a y s  o f  v i e w i n g  
w o m e n ,  a s  T a b o r  s u g g e s t s .  
R a th e r ,  t h r o u g h  t h e i r  w o rk ,  
t h e y  a t t a c k  s o c i e t y ’s w a y  of  
t h i n k i n g ,  w i th  t h e  h o p e  of  
p rom pting  deba te  and ins t iga t­
ing changes.

Less specifically, a  function of

m o d e r n  a r t  is to  o p e n  th e  
senses  and  the mind to new  and 
d if fe ren t  w ays of expe r ienc ing  
a n d  th in k in g ,  n o t  on ly  a b o u t  
art ,  but about the world a round  
us. Tabor wished for a w arn ing  
and  an explanation  of the work 
before she experienced it.

However, I m u s t  a g r e e  w ith  
Kap l ' i ' i  w h o  h i s  no d i ' - i r e  to 
s p e l t  o u t  h c i  i n t e n t i o n s .  1 lie 
viewer m ust  in te rp re t  the work 
for h imself or herself , and  then 
u s e  t h e  e x p e r i e n c e  a n d  th e  
knowledge gained for his or her  
own purposes. W hat use do we 
have for a  work which has  been 
e x p l a in e d  a n d  u n t a n g l e d  for  
us?

T h e  m a n n e r  in  w h ic h  th e  
p iece  w a s  a b r u p t ly  p r e s e n te d  
a l l o w e d  e a c h  p e r s o n  to  a p ­
p r o a c h  th e  s c u lp tu r e  w i th o u t  
previously formed expectations, 
and thus they w ere  free to reac t  
in the ir  own individual way.

In th e  a r t ic le ,  T ab o r  a g re e s  
w i th  P ro f .  S c h l e s i n g e r ’s 
definition of a r t  as “a beautiful 
c rea tion .” But I have to agree  
w i th  t h e  r e c e n t l y  d e c e a s e d  
A m e r i c a n  a v a n t - g u a r d  c o m ­
poser  John  Cage, who said, “left 
to itself , a r t  would  have  to be 
s o m e t h i n g  v e r y  s i m p l e — it 
would be sufficient for it to be 
beautiful. But w hen  i t ’s useful 
it should spill out of ju s t  being 
b e a u t i f u l  a n d  m o v e  o v e r  to  
o t h e r  a s p e c t s  o f  l ife  so  t h a t  
w hen  w e ’re  not w ith  the a r t  it 
has  nevertheless influenced our 
actions or our  responses  to the 
env ironm ent.”

T abor  also sugges ts  th a t  the 
scu lp tu re  be placed in M oreau

G allery , “w h e r e  m o s t  a r t  a p ­
p e a r s .” This, she claims, would 
have lead to a bet ter  reception 
of the piece. Its p lacem ent in a 
gallery, I’m  afraid, would have 
lead to a  reception with little or 
no  d e b a t e ,  a n d  t h e  f u l l e s t  
potential of the work would not 
have been  served.

Th e  “ | l ; ir i is 0(1 11 1  S I J r  
c o m m o d a te ’ aiUbis w hich  l a ­
b o r  s p e a k s  o f  a r e  no  l o n g e r  
l im ited  to gal le r ies  and  m u s e ­
u m s .  M a n y  m o d e r n  a r t i s t s ,  
from Ducham p in the early  par t  
of the century  to Christo in the 
p r e s e n t ,  h a v e  w o r k e d  to  
s h o r t e n  th e  g a p  b e t w e e n  a r t  
and life by bringing a r t  into the 
everyday environment.

To q u o te  C age  a g a in ,  “T h e  
c h anges  th a t  have taken  place 
in this century  are  such tha t  a r t  
is no t an  escape  from life, bu t  
r a t h e r  an  in t r o d u c t io n  to  i t . ” 
The h u sh e d  observa tion  of a r t  
in a m useum , en tered  by a p a ­
t r o n  full o f  e x p e c t a t i o n s  an d  
pre-conceived  ideas, no longer 
allows a r t  to fulfill its complex 
new  roles in an  equally complex 
m odern  society.

Although the  en t ire  s ituation 
su rround ing  K aplan’s sculpture 
seem s to Tabor to be a  disaster, 
m y u n d e r s t a n d i n g  of m o d e rn  
a r t  brings me to see the  initial 
i n s t a l l a t io n  as  a  p h e n o m e n a l  
su c ce ss .  I am  h a p p y  to r e a d  
tha t  Ms. Kaplan seem s to be of 
a  sim ilar opinion, even in light 
of the physical dam age.

A n y o n e  w i t h  c o n s e r v a t i v e  
o p in io n s  a b o u t  r e l i g io n ,  th e  
c h u r c h ,  a n d  t h e  r o l e  o f  t h e  
c l e r g y  s h o u l d  a v o id  F a t h e r  
Greeley’s novel, “An Occasion of 
Sin.”

F a the r  Greeley’s t rea tm e n t  of 
C a t h o l i c i s m ,  t h e  C a th o l i c  
ch u rc h ,  an d  th e  p r ie s th o o d  in 
h is  novel is very controversial.  
H o w e v e r ,  h i s  i d e a s  a r e  
i n n o v a t iv e ,  p r o v o c a t iv e ,  a n d  
fascinating.

Greeley's cha rac te rs  a re  fully 
h u m a n ,  bo th  la ity  a n d  clergy, 
and  his concept of God is th a t  of 
a God of Love who som e tim es  
d r a w s  s t r a i g h t  w i th  c r o o k e d  
lines.

In  “A n O c c a s i o n  o f  S i n , ” 
G r e e l e y  j u s t i f i a b l y  t r e a t s  as  
lu d ic ro u s  the  no tion  th a t  m en  
cease  to be m en  once they are  
ado rned  with the Roman collar. 
T h a t  th e y  o b v io u s ly  do n o t  
would seem  to be a truism, yet 
this is the source of m ost of the 
c o n t r o v e r s y  s u r r o u n d i n g  
Greeley’s work.

In his most controversial work 
yet, “An Occasion of Sin," John 
C a r d i n a l  M c G ly n n  o f  th e  
Archdiocese of Chicago, is shot 
by r e b e l s  in  C e n t ra l  A m e r ic a  
w hile  on ass ignm ent.  C ard inal 
McGlynn dies in the  a rm s  of his 
l i f e lo n g  f r i e n d  M a r y b e t h ,  
w h is p e r in g ,  “God, how  I love 
you.”

S h o r t l y  t h e r e a f t e r ,  tw o  
c h i l d r e n ,  o n e  o f  t h e m
M arybeth’s grandson, are  cured 
o f  d i s e a s e s  in  w a y s  w h ic h

medical science cannot explain. 
O n e  c u r e  o c c u r s  a f t e r  
M c G ly n n ’s p e c t o r a l  c r o s s  is 
p laced  on th e  child, the  o th e r  
w hen  a young child touches the 
Card inal’s tombstone.

A re  t h e y  m i r a c l e s ?  T h e  
Vatican w a n ts  to know. If they 
are ,  Cardinal McGlynn m ay very 
well be canonized a  saint.

B e fo re  m a k in g  its  dec is io n ,  
th e  V atican  w a n t s  to f ind  ou t 
the  answ ers  to a  few questions. 
In his dying u tte rance ,  w as the 
C a r d i n a l  a d d r e s s i n g  G od o r  
M a r y b e th ?  A f te r  a l l ,  r u m o r s  
followed them  th roughou t their  
l iv e s ,  e v e n  to  t h e  p o i n t  o f  
specnla tino ' as  to w h e th e r  the  
f i r s t  so -c a lle d  m ira c le  w a s  n o t 
in  fac t  th e  c u r e  of M cG lynn’s 
own grandson.

F u r t h e r m o r e ,  d id  C a r d i n a l  
McGlynn even  believe in  God? 
Even M cGlynn’s m o s t  s ta u n c h  
defenders  grudgingly adm it tha t  
t h e  C a r d i n a l  b e l i e v e d  in  th e  
ex is tence  of  God only som e of 
th e  t im e .  Yet, n e v e r  o n ce  did 
M c G ly n n  d o u b t  t h a t  h e  w a s  
m e an t  to be a  priest.

T he  a n s w e rs  to  th e s e  an d  a 
few o th e r  ques t ions  de te rm in e  
w h e th e r  John  McGlynn will be 
d i s g r a c e d  o r  e l e v a t e d  to  
sainthood.

T h e  V a t i c a n  c o n t a c t s  th e  
A r c h d i o c e s e  o f  C h ic a g o  a n d  
a r ran g e s  for an  investigation to 
d e t e r m i n e  i f  t h e r e  a r e  a n y  
o b s t a c l e s  to  M c G ly n n ’s 
canon iza tion .  The Archdiocese  
a p p o i n t s  F a t h e r  L a u r e n c e  
M cCauliffe ,  a  m a n  w ho  k n e w  
t h e  C a r d i n a l  s i n c e  th e  
Sem inary .  McCauliffe r e g a rd s  
“Ju m p in g ” Jo h n n y  McGlynn as 
a s u p e r f i c i a l  s h o w - o f f  a n d ,  
m o r e  s u c c in c t ly ,  “a  s o n  o f  a 
bitch .”

McCauliffe’s investigation is a

Cardinal who, tow ards  the end

life? W hy d o n ’t You le av e  me 
a l o n e ?  I a m  n o t  w o r t h  Y our 
troub le .”

G ree ley  is a f ine  s to ry te l le r .  
He w r i t e s  w i t h  s ty l e  a n d  
g e n e r a t e s  s u s p e n s e  u n t i l  th e  
very end. G ree ley ’s c h a ra c te r s  
ask  themselves questions which 
we seek an sw e rs  for every day 
of our  lives.

The w ork  of Greeley offers 
a n s w e r s  to  s o m e  o f  t h e s e  
t r o u b l i n g  q u e s t i o n s .  Is i t  
possib le for a n  occas ion of sin 
to be  an  occas ion  of  g r a c e  as 
well? As McCauliffe says in the 
l a s t  p a g e s  of  “An O ccasion  of 
S i n , ” ‘“ T h a t ,  I t h i n k ,  is  th e  
S toryteller’s whole point.’”

“ I t ’s a c t u a l l y  a lo t  m o r e  
different for us than  it is for the 
p eo p le  in th e  a u d i e n c e , ” sa id  
F lansburgh. “In the pas t  w e ’ve 
h a d  to s t r ip  do w n  songs  a lot 
w h en  we p layed  live, b u t  now  
we can m ore closely m atch  our 
r e c o rd e d  sound . On a m usica l  
level, it’s a  lot m ore  challenging 
to  k e e p  up  w i th  t h e s e  r e a l ly

excellent m usicians.”
F l a n s b u r g h  e x p r e s s e d  

co n c e rn  ab o u t  th e  show  being 
p la y ed  in  a g eo d e s ic  d o m e ,  a 
s t r u c t u r e  p i o n e e r e d  by R. 
B u c k m i n s t e r  F u l l e r ,  w h ic h  
t e n d s  to  p la y  c r u e l  a c o u s t i c  
p ranks  on perform ers.

“Maybe (Bill) Clinton will have

a r o u n d  in  t h e r e , ” s a id  
F l a n s b u r g h ,  r e f e r r i n g  to  th e  
governor of A rkansas’ speech in 
S t e p a n  C e n t e r  o n  F r id a y  
afternoon.

T h e y  M ig h t  Be G ia n t s  h a s  
b e e n  r e c o r d i n g  s i n c e  1 9 8 6 ,  
w h e n  t h e i r  s e l f - t i t l e d  d e b u t  
a lbum  w as  re le ase d ,  including 
“(She W as A) Hotel D etec t ive” 
a n d  “D o n ’t L e t ’s S t a r t . ” T h e  
l a t t e r  w a s  a n  MTV s t a p l e  of 
s o r t s ,  a n d  e a r n e d  th e  g r o u p  
s o m e  n a t i o n w i d e  n a m e  
recognition.

“We really thought of the  first 
a lb u m  as  a  d o c u m e n t  o f  o u r  
s h o w s  in  N ew  Y o r k , ” 
F l a n s b u r g h  s a i d .  “T h e n  w e 
played all over the country.”

The group has  re leased  th ree  
a lbum s since, inc lud ing  Apollo 
18, its la tes t effort. F lansburgh  
h a s  e n j o y e d  t h e  t e c h n i c a l  
b lessings th a t  have  com e with

com mercial success.
“W h e n  w e  f i r s t  s t a r t e d ,  we 

h ad  limited access to recording 
s tu d io s ,  s a id  F la n s b u r g h .  “So 
th e r e ’s always been  som eth ing  
v e r y  s im p le  to  a l l  o f  o u r  
a r ran g in g .”

But They Might Be Giants has  
been innovative in o ther  aspects 
of the ir  music. Their witty lyrics 
a re  am ong  the  m ost intelligent 
in music today, and  some of the 
b a n d ’s ideas a re  simple genius.

“ I ’m g o in g  d o w n  to  
Cowtown/The cow ’s a  friend to 
m e /L iv e s  b e n e a t h  th e  
o c e a n / T h a t ’s w h e r e  I w ill be 
b e n e a t h  th e  w a v e s , ” L in n e l l  
s i n g s  in  “C o w t o w n , ” f ro m  
L in c o ln ,  t h e  g r o u p ’s s e c o n d  
album.

T hough  m ost  They Might Be 
G iants songs a re  one h u n d re d  
percen t goofiness, they do have 
a social conscience.

“M in im u m  W a g e , ” f ro m  
1 9 9 0 ’s F lood , co n s is ts  of two 
lyrical w ords, a  bullwhip crack 
a n d  a b o u t  f o r ty  s e c o n d s  of  
ac co rd io n ,  a n d  conc ise ly  te lls  
t h e  s t o r y  o f  w h a t  m in i m u m  
w age work is all about.

“I don ’t think we are  the kind 
o f  b a n d  you  c a n  su c c e s s fu l ly  
im i ta te ,” said F lansburgh . “We

have a pretty  unusual  balancing 
act to pe r fo rm .”

O p e n in g  fo r  T h ey  M igh t  Be 
Giants is cam pus  ac t V ictoria’s 
Real S e c re t ,  w ho  h a v e  a  n ew  
lease on the ir  m usical life after 
surviving the  addition of a  bass 
player.

An Invitation to Fourth Day

As a Rector in a residence hall, as well as a Campus Minister, I have 
had many opportunities to observe students and to listen to their 
concerns. I am particularly intrigued by incoming first year students 
who are desperately trying to find their niche at this university. As I 
recall my own college years, I remember how important it was to “fit 
in” somewhere; to find a community with whom I could relate, 
socialize and share my life. The alternative to “fitting in” was, 
unhappily, being alone. Obviously, there are times when all of us 
want to be alone, but those should be times of our own choosing. 
None of us wants to be alone because we haven’t quite found a way 
to belong.

In their eagerness to fit in, individuals may often fall in with groups 
with which they are not comfortable. Ideally, we would all like to 
share time with those who hold the same values and beliefs; who like 
to participate in the same type of activities which we enjoy.
However, nobody wants to spend their free time alone, so it is not 
uncommon to hastily join in, either formally or informally, a group 
with which one has very little in common. In this situation, an 
individual then begins to feel the pressure to do things or become 
involved in ways with which he or she is not comfortable. Peer 
groups can often be very influential on a person’s actions, regardless 
of the beliefs that a person holds.

There are many healthy and happy communities which exist inside 
of this large community which we call Notre Dame. Each residence 
hall is a community in itself and offers many opportunities on social, 
educational and spiritual levels to become involved. As a person who 
works in the Office of Campus Ministry, I am particularly interested 
in encouraging students to become involved with communities 
which will allow them to explore their faith. One of the wonderful 
things about this university is that it allows people to openly talk 
about being a Christian without feeling embarrassed about it. 
Expressing our faith is not only encouraged here - it is expected.

There are various communities on campus that exist for the sole 
purpose of praying together and discussing issues which are relevant 
to the spiritual life of the members of this university. One such 
community calls itself the “Fourth Day.” Originally organized as a 
follow-up for those who participated in the Notre Dame Encounter 
with Christ Retreat, the Fourth Day community comes together 
weekly in order to allow students to pray and talk together with their 
peers. The community invites all who are interested in this type of 
activity to attend. Many students are involved for the sheer

enjoyment of meeting weekly with a large group of people who hold 
some of their same beliefs. Others come to talk about their daily 
struggles or to discuss questions with which they are concerned. It 
is a fun time for people to gather in a community of faith. It is a time 
to NOT be alone.

I would like to invite you to explore various communities on campus 
which allow you to investigate further your own spirituality. You will 
certainly meet others who share your concerns and questions. You 
will find a group with whom you can “fit in.”
Most importantly though, you will most 
probably meet a few individuals whom 
you can begin to call friends.

He w on as  a 
s h o r t s t o p  in  1 9 8 2  w h e n  th e  
B r e w e r s  w e n t  to  t h e i r  o n ly  
World Series.

A fte r  r u m o r s  too 
n u m e r o u s  to  c o u n t  s p r e a d  th is  p a s t  
su m m er  about the availability of Monty 
W i l l ia m s  to  r e jo in  t h e  N o t r e  D a m e  
b a s k e tb a l l  t e a m ,  th e  U n iv e rs i ty  h a s  
c leared  him to play.

A nyone  w ho  r e m e m b e r s  w a tc h in g  
M onty  p la y  fo r  th e  I r i s h  d u r in g  h is  
f reshm an  season, or has  played against 
h im  in th e  R ock  s in c e  t h e n ,  k n o w s  
w h a t  his r e tu r n  will m e an  to a Notre 
Dame team  thin in talent.

At s ix-foot-seven, Williams is tough 
i n s i d e  a n d  o u t s i d e ,  a n d  h i s  b a l l -  
h a n d l in g  skil ls  a r e  r e m a r k a b le .  And 
d e s p i te  n o t  p la y in g  on th e  t e a m  th e  
pas t two seasons, he will still be looked 
to for the senior leadership  this y e a r ’s 
squad  will be in need  of.

The inevitable w onder ing  will occur. 
Imagine how m uch be t te r  last  se aso n ’s 
team  could have been  with Williams in 
there . A few of those close losses would 
probably  have gone the o ther  way, and 
t h e  I r i s h  m a y  h a v e  b e e n  w r e a k i n g  
havoc in the NCAA Tournam ent instead 
of the NIT.

T h o u g h  th e  I r i s h  r e c e iv e d  b i ts  o f  
inspiration from jun io r  cen te r  Jon Ross 
a n d  ju n io r  fo rw a r d  Carl Cozen, they  
w ere  not able to spell a tired LaPhonso 
Ellis as much as the Irish coaching staff 
would have wanted.

Ellis w ould  h a v e  b e e n  m u c h  m o r e  
effective if he  could have h ad  Williams, 
in addition to Ross, to back h im  up.

But tha t  is all in the  past.
True Irish basketball fans will look to 

the upcom ing season, and  a  team  tha t  
un t i l  y e s te rd a y  h a d  a f ro n t  l ine  th a t  
looked very bleak with the  absense of 
seniors Ellis and  Keith Tower.

Think of Williams being inserted  into 
a lineup th a t  will most likely consist of 
a c o r e  o f  y o u n g  b u t  e x p e r i e n c e d  
players like jun io rs  Joe and  Jon Ross, 
Cozen, Brooks Boyer, and  sophom ores 
Malik Russell, Billy Taylor, and  Lam ar 
Justice.

Not bad  for a te am  th a t  lost one of 
the bes t  sen io r  class in the  h is tory  of 
Notre Dame basketball.
