Speaker: Peace message doesn’t reach media

P eo p le  sh o u ld  m o b ilize  a n d  
e d u c a te  so c ie ty  on  p e a c e , a c ­
cording to Jack ie  Sm ith, a  Notre 
D am e g rad u a te  student.

Sm ith , in  h e r  le c tu re  T h u rs ­
day, “F ram e or Be F ram ed: The 
U .S . P e a c e  M o v e m e n t , th e  
M edia , a n d  N a tio n a l S ecu rity  
D ebates,” discussed the reasons 
for grossly lim ited citizen input 
on foreign policy.

“T he g o v e rn m e n t, g en e ra lly  
th e  P re s id e n t,” Sm ith  sa id , “is 
th e  m a in  f r a m e r  o f  f o re ig n  
p o lic y . ” S m ith  d e f in e d  
“fra m in g ” as “defining a  p ro b ­
lem , f in d in g  th e  c a u se  of th a t  
p ro b lem , an d  su g g estin g  so lu ­
tions to it. “

The m ain  reaso n  for lim ited 
public influence on foreign pol­
icy, Sm ith said , is societal con­
cern  w ith  dom estic affairs and  
g en e ra l ap a th y  to w ard  foreign  
policy. S m ith  b lam ed  th is  lack  
of in te re s t on the n a tio n al m e­
d i a ’s u n i l a t e r a l  c o v e r a g e  o f 
foreign affairs.

Sm ith sa id  the  national m e­
d ia  h a s  a p ro fo u n d  e ffe c t on 
g e n e ra l d e b a te , o r lack  of d e ­
b a te , over fo re ign  policy. She 
b la m e d  th e  m e d ia ’s a p p a re n t  
b ias ag a in s t p eace  m ovem ents 
on the fact th a t the m edia really 
n e v e r  a d d re s s  th e  a g e n d a  of 
peace m ovem ents.

“The m edia  d raw s on a  select, 
r e l i a b le  l i s t  o f  s o u r c e s ,  a n d  
p e a c e  m o v e m e n t so u rc e s  a re  
g e n e r a l ly  r e g a r d e d  a s  b i ­
a sed ,w h e re as  the  w ord  of gov­

e r n m e n t  o f f ic ia ls  r e g a r d in g  
foreign policy is viewed as re li­
ab le ,” Sm ith said.

P e a c e  m o v e m e n ts  g a in  i n ­
ro ad s to m ed ia  coverage, Smith 
said , by stag ing  dem onstra tions 
to force the m ed ia  into covering 
o p p o s in g  v ie w p o in ts .  T h e s e  
d e m o n s t r a t i o n s ,  S m ith  
ack n o w led g ed , u su a lly  a p p e a r  
as sm all g roups of rad ica ls  with

p o o r ly  d e f in e d  a g e n d a s  a n d  
proposals.

The m e d ia ’s effect on th e  ef­
fo rts  of p e a c e  m ov em en ts , a c ­
co rd in g  to  S m ith , is g en e ra lly  
negative no t because  the  m edia 
d isa g re e  w ith  th e  m o v e m e n t’s 
s ta n c e , b u t r a th e r  b e c a u s e  of 
“in e ffec tiv e  f ra m in g  by m e m ­
b ers  of p eace  m ovem ents.”
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The Observer/Sue Kehias 
Graduate student Jackie Smith d iscusses her views on peace and 
mobilization at her lecture yesterday. Smith said peace organizations 
need to be active and gain positive publicity for them selves.

On W ed n esd ay , c u r re n c y  
tra d e rs  had  tried  to  push the 
f r a n c  lo w e r  a g a in s t  th e  
G erm an  m a rk  b u t fa iled  as 
th e  B a n k  o f  F r a n c e  a n d  
G e r m a n y ’s B u n d e s b a n k  
b o u g h t la rg e  q u a n t i t ie s  o f 
francs.

He h a d  s e v e r a l  w e e k s  
b e fo re  th e  S u g a r  Bowl, a n d  m a d e  th e  
m ost of them .

“I re h a b b e d  b e fo re  th e  S u g ar B ow l,” 
s a id  H e n tr ic h .  “E v e r y th in g  w a s  s t i l l  
w ro n g  ( s t r u c tu r a l l y )  w ith  th e  k n e e ,  
th o u g h  w ith  r e h a b  a n d  a k n e e  b ra c e ,  
they though t I could still p erfo rm .”

In N ew  O rlean s , he k icked  a n  e x t r a ­
p o in t a f te r  the  firs t Irish  touchdow n  of 
the gam e, and then  the ensu ing  kick-off. 
B u t i t  w a s  th a t  p la y  t h a t  c a u s e d  th e  
s e r io u s  d a m a g e .  A f te r  th e  k ic k -o f f ,  
H e n tr ic h  w a s  r u n n in g  d o w n  th e  fie ld  
w hen  th e  knee blew  ou t on him.

“We cou ldn’t  find anyone a t all w ith  a 
s im ilar in jury ,” sa id  Dr. W illard Yergler, 
th e  te a m  p h y s ic ia n . “It n e e d e d  to  b e  
fixed, bu t we d idn’t know  w h at to expect 
afte r it w as re p a ire d .”

W hat la id  a h e a d  w as  a  ro u te  th a t  no 
o th e r k icker had  been  dow n before.

“T h e  d o c to rs  w e re  p re t ty  o p tim is tic  
and  th a t m ade m e feel b e tte r ,” he said. “I 
felt confident (tha t I’d get to kick aga in ).” 

A fter the su rgery  cam e a  g rea t dea l of 
w ork before he could do so.

“We b ro u g h t h im  a lo n g  slow ly ,” sa id  
Yergler. “We gave him  plen ty  of tim e to 
heal.

“It w as p u re  reh a b , doing w eights and 
calisthen ics to s tren g th en  it,” he said. “I 
le a rn e d  a  lo t, I’m  s tro n g e r  (physica lly  
and  m entally) th a n  ever b efo re .”

I r i s h  fo e s  s h o u ld  ta k e  h e e d  o f  h is  
g r e a t e r  s t r e n g t h .  I f  h e  k e e p s  u p  h is  
a v e r a g e ,  h e ’ll f in ish  w ith  th e  lo n g e s t  
pun ting  average in N otre Dam e history.

“Craig is a g rea t punter. H e’s done an  
excellent jo b ,” sa id  ass is tan t h ead  coach 
Ron Cooper, w ho is in  charge of handling  
the  p u n t team . “He m akes my job  fairly 
easy. H e’s very consisten t and  fields bad 
snaps.

Skip Holtz m ay be following in 
his f a th e r ’s fo o ts tep s, b u t th a t  
h a s  n o t  a lw a y s  b e e n  h is  i n ­
tention.

Now N otre  D am e’s offensive 
c o o r d in a to r / r e c e iv e r s  c o a c h , 
the y o u n g e r H oltz s ta r te d  o u t 
on an o th e r  path . He en ro lled  a t 
Holy Cross Ju n io r  College, an d  
in 1984 , a  y e a r  b e fo re  h is  f a ­
th e r  w a s  h i r e d  to  c o a c h  th e  
Irish , he tra n sfe rre d  into N otre 
Dam e w ith  visions of p u rsu ing  a  
business career.

“I w an ted  to be the  filthy rich , 
D o n a ld  T r u m p - ty p e ,  ” s a id  
Holtz.

B ut by se n io r  year, he “saw  
the  light a t th e  end of the  tu n ­
n e l . ” H e f o r e c a s t e d  t h a t  a n  
e ig h t - to - f iv e  d e s k  jo b  j u s t  
w ou ldn ’t b ring  happ iness. Only 
coaching football could.

“I’ve b ee n  a ro u n d  th e  gam e 
my w hole life. It held  my in te r ­
ests. It’s som eth ing  I enjoy do ­
in g  m o re  th a n  s im p ly  m a k in g  
m oney.”

So far, h e  h a s  su c c e e d e d  in  
h is  jo u rn e y , w o rk in g  h is  w ay  
b ack  to N otre Dam e in 1990 as 
a  v o lu n te e r  r e c e iv e r s  c o a c h , 
be fo re  becom ing  fu ll-tim e la s t 
y ea r, a n d  th e n  a d d in g  th e  r e ­
sponsib ilities o f offensive coo r­
d in a to r th is season.

But th e  y o u n g er Holtz n ev e r 
r o d e  h is  f a t h e r ’s s h i r t - t a i l s  
along the  way.

“I d o n ’t  lo o k  a t  i t  f ro m  th e  
s ta n d p o in t  th a t  h e ’s m y d ad . 
I ’m  ju s t  l e a r n in g  a  lo t a b o u t 
football an d  I’m  lea rn in g  it from  
the  best, ” he said.

He w orked  h a rd  to e a rn  h im ­
se lf a  spo t on the  football team  
a s  a  r e s e rv e  f la n k e r  in  1986  
an d  m a d e  51 a p p e a ra n c e s  on  
s p e c ia l  t e a m s ,  e a r n in g  a  
m onogram . Holtz holds th is as a 
key ex p e rien c e  in  h is le a rn in g  
process.

“W ith  m e m o r ie s  o f b e in g  a 
p lay er still fresh  in  m y h ead , I 
k n o w  w h a t  i t ’s l ik e  to  s i t  in  
m eetings and  try  to u n d e rs ta n d  
the  X’s an d  O’s. I also know  th a t 
a t  a  sc h o o l lik e  N o tre  D am e, 
you’re  req u ired  to go to c lass.” 

T h a t sam e year, he sen t out 
applications for the profession’s 
en try  level position.

“T he m ost im p o rtan t th ing  for 
m e w as to go so m e w h ere  else

Skip Holtz
an d  m ake it on my own, ” sta ted  
H o ltz , w h o s e  t h o r o u g h  
k n o w le d g e  o f  th e  g a m e  a n d  
w h o s e  w o rk  e th ic  t r u ly  im ­
p r e s s e d  F lo r id a  S ta te  c o a c h  
Bobby B ow den. A fter g r a d u a ­
tio n , H oltz h e a d e d  S o u th  a n d  
w orked as a g ra d u a te  ass is tan t 
on tw o o f th e  f in e s t S em ino le  
fo o tb a l l  te a m s  in  h is to ry ,  a s  
they fin ished 11-1 bo th  years.

H oltz  e x p la in e d  th e  n o t-so -  
g lo r io u s  w o rk  o f  a n  “i n t e r n  
coach."

“It involves all the  behind  the 
scenes w ork coaches don ’t w an t 
to  d o .” U n d e r  FSU r e c e iv e r s  
c o a c h  J o h n  E a so n , h e  c u t up  
f i lm s ,  b r o k e  d o w n  th e  
o p p o n e n t ’s s e c o n d a ry ,  o r g a ­
nized w ork for the  offense and  
rev iew ing  gam e tapes.

C a l i f o r n ia ,  4 1 - 1 4  in  t h e i r  
season  opener. The nex t w eek, 
J e f f  S a g a r i n ’s c o m p u te r  
rank ings p laced  P u rdue  atop all 
o the r college football team s.

Though the Boilers d ropped  a 
3 3 -2 9  d e c is io n  to  th e  T o ledo  
R o c k e ts  l a s t  S a tu r d a y ,  th i s  
w eek’s m atchup  h ea rk en s  back  
to th e  days w hen  th e  P u rd u e - 
N otre  D am e g am e d e se rv e d  a 
nationw ide television audience.

In  1 9 6 6 , th e  B o ile rm a k e rs , 
ranked  eigh th  an d  com ing off o f 
a 4 2 -3  t h r a s h i n g  o f  O h io  
University in  th e  season  opener, 
cam e into N otre Dame S tadium  
to face th e  s ix th -ra n k e d  Irish . 
P urdue, w ho had  b ea ten  N otre

D a m e  2 5 -2 1  th e  p r e v io u s  
season , w as led by q u a rte rb a ck  
an d  ca p ta in  Bob G riese.

But Griese w ould no t be ab le 
to  le a d  th e  B o i le r m a k e r s  to  
a n o t h e r  d e f e a t  o f  th e  I r is h .  
N otre D am e, its defense led  by 
c a p ta in  J im  Lynch a n d  fu tu re  
NFL H all-o f-F am er A lan Page, 
held  th e  po ten t P u rd u e  offense 
to  i t s  lo w e s t  o u tp u t  o f  th e  
se aso n  in  dow n ing  th e  B oilers 
26-14.

The Irish  w en t on to  win the 
1 9 6 6  n a t io n a l  c h a m p io n s h ip  
w ith  a  9 -0 -1  r e c o r d ,  w h ile  
P u rdue  fin ished the  sesaon  9-2.

Two y ea rs  la te r, N otre D am e 
a n d  P u rd u e  m e t  in  a  c la s s ic  
m a tc h u p  a s  th e  f i r s t - r a n k e d  
B oilerm akers trave led  to  South 
Bend to  face the  second -ranked  
Irish.

B u t P u rd u e ,  e m p lo y in g  th e  
h igh-pow ered  offensive schem e 
th e y  h a d  b e e n  u n a b le  to  
e x e c u te  tw o  y e a r s  b e f o r e ,  
tro u n ced  th e  Irish  37-22.

But th e  B oilerm akes suffered  
tw o  lo s s e s  l a t e r  in  th e  1 9 6 8  
season  en  ro u te  to a  th ird -p lace  
Big Ten finish.

S tand ing  a t 6 ’4" an d  w eighing  in a ro u n d  300 

pounds, N otre Dam e ju n io r  A aron Taylor is one of 
the m ore m assive m em bers of the  Irish offensive 
line.

But, how does som eone get to be th a t size?
Left tackle Lindsay K napp has an  explanation.
“He likes to e a t a  lot. Once a t the G reat Wall 

buffet, he ju s t  pu lled  his c h a ir  up to the  buffe t 
an d  s ta r te d  e a tin g ,” sa id  T aylor’s offensive line 
m ate,

“I realize that I have the 
potential to be great, but my 
goal is to be the best.”

Taylor doesn ’t know how  he got to be the size 

he is, but he a ttr ib u te s  som e of it to n a tu ra l size 
and  lifting w eights. Credit could also be given to 
Taylor’s mom , M ardi and  h e r  cooking.

“She loves to cook an d  I love to e a t,” adm itted  
Taylor, who is from  Concord, California. “I h a te  it 
w hen I go hom e because I alw ays gain w eight. I 
ga in ed  eigh t pounds w hen  I w en t hom e before 
the Sugar Bowl last year.

“No w here  in my family is anyone as rem otely 
big as I am . It’s like I’m a m utan t. I w as alw ays 
the b iggest kid in the c lass.”

His s iz e  is a n  a s s e t  now  a s  he e n te r s  h is  
second  y e a r  as a  s ta r te r  on th e  Irish  offensive 
line. T he left g u a rd  is ex p e c ted  to co n tin u e  to 
im prove and to becom e one of the b est linem en to 
p lay  for N o tre  D am e. T a y lo r’s n am e  h a s  even  
b ee n  m e n tio n e d  a s  a p re s e a s o n  A ll-A m erican  
candidate.

“He h as  ability, d es ire  an d  football sense . He 
h as  the  ta len t to be an  excep tional linem an for 
u s ,” sa id  Irish  offensive line co ach  Joe  M oore. 
“We expect him  to be a g re a t player, not ju s t a 
good player."

Taylor w an ts to su rp ass  these  expectations, bu t

know s th a t w h a t rem a in s  for him  to w ork  on is 
m ostly m en ta l w ork. His goal is to m a in ta in  his 
focus every day and  keep his confidence up.

“I realize th a t I have th e  potential to be g rea t, 
bu t my goal is to be the best. Right now, I don ’t 
feel I’m w h ere  I’m capab le  of being or w here  I’ll 
be w hen I get out of here .

“I have never played w ith perfect techn ique and 
been  ou tm anned . I’ve only b ea te n  m yself,” said  
Taylor.

E m otional an d  aggressive  on the  field, Taylor 
likes to get dow nfield to block for the backs and 
m ake som e hits. In the team  sport, he re lishes the 
in d iv id u a l  c o m p e t i t io n  t h a t  r e s u l t s  w h e n  a 
defensive linem an se ts  up opposite him.

“A lot o f ego is involved in lin ing up  one and  
one on som eone w ith  him  try in g  to do h is b est 
aga in st you. It’s a rea liza tion  of aggressiveness in 
a  positive w ay,” said  Taylor.

A nother advan tage in a one-on-one s ituation  is 
know ing w hat the guy nex t to you is going to do 
a n d  th is  c o m e s  fro m  p la y in g  to g e th e r .  T h e  
p ro jec ted  1992 five s ta r t in g  offensive lin em en  
have yet to be on the field a t the sam e tim e e ither 
a t p rac tice  or in  a  gam e. Even Taylor has  m issed 
tim e on the line a lready  this year sitting  ou t the 
tw o -a -d a y  fa ll p r a c t ic e s  b e c a u s e  o f n a g g in g  
tendinitis in  his shoulder.

N otre D am e head  coach Lou Holtz would like to 
see his offensive line in full for m any reaso n s , 
and he will get the chance tom orrow  w hen  righ t 
g u a rd  Todd N orm an  re tu rn s  from  a p re se a so n  
knee injury.

“I th ink  the  offensive line is one a r e a  w h ere  
they have to le a rn  to play nex t to the guy nex t to 
him . The guy on you isn ’t alw ays the guy w hose 
th e re  w hen the play is over, sa id  Holtz.

“T h ere  is a com m unica tion  you have to  have 
w ith people and  it com es from  doing it over and 
over and  having a feel for it. A aron  Taylor and 
Lindsey K napp have a feel for it.”

Taylor and  K napp have been  playing to g e th er 
on th e  line  fo r tw o an d  a h a lf  y e a rs  an d  have 
becom e fam iliar w ith each  o th e r’s moves.

“W hen you’ve been w ith som eone th a t long, you 
really  know  w hat h e ’s going to do and  w h a t he 
can  do ,” added  Knapp.

Playing together for so long should  im prove the 
play of not only Taylor and  K napp, bu t the en tire  
offensive line.

Three Navy admirals lose jobs 
for poor scandal investigation
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WASHINGTON (AP) —  Acting 
Navy S e c re ta ry  S ean  O’K eefe 
stripped  th re e  adm irals  of the ir 
jo b s on T h u rsd ay  for failing to 
in v e s t ig a te  a g g r e s s iv e ly  th e  
Tailhook sex abuse scandal and 
s a id  t h a t  th o s e  w h o  h a r a s s  
w om en “will be driven from  ou r 
ra n k s .”

In  a s o m e t im e s  e m o t io n a l  
a p p e a r a n c e  b e fo re  r e p o r te r s ,  
O’K eefe vow ed  to  “ g e t to  th e  
bo ttom ” of the affair, w hich has 
hau n ted  the Navy for m ore than  
a year.

“S exual h a ra s s m e n t w ill no t 
b e  t o l e r a t e d ,” h e  s a id . “A nd 
th o se  w ho d o n ’t g e t th e  m e s ­
sa g e  w ill b e  d r iv e n  fro m  o u r  
ra n k s .”

O’Keefe defended his top aide, 
U n d e r s e c re ta ry  D an H o w ard , 
aga in st criticism  contained  in a 
r e p o r t issu ed  T h u rsd ay  by th e  
P en tagon’s Inspector G eneral.

Two of the  ad m ira ls  sa id  th e  
re p o rt w as w rong.

T he r e p o r t  fau lted  th e  th re e  
a d m ira ls  a n d  H o w ard  — an d  
sa id  th e ir  rem o v a l from  office 
should be considered  — for fail­
ing  to  in v e s tig a te  agg ressive ly  
th e  alleged abuse of m ore th an  
two dozen w om en a t a Las Ve­
g a s  a v i a t o r s ’ c o n v e n t io n  in  
1991.

O’K e e fe  s a id  H o w a rd  h a d  
been  given an  “im possible ta sk ” 
a n d  h a d , in  e ffe c t, b ec o m e  a 
“ r e f e r e e ” in  a  b o tc h e d

in v e s t ig a t io n .  H o w a r d  p e r ­
form ed as w ell as possib le and  
th e  fa ilu re  w as no t his, b u t th a t 
of th e  officials an d  officers r e ­
po rting  to  him , O’Keefe argued .

A se co n d  — a n d  p o te n tia lly  
even  m ore  explosive — re p o r t  
by th e  In spec to r G enera l d e a l­
in g  w ith  p o s s ib le  c r im in a l  
c h a r g e s  s te m m in g  f ro m  th e  
inciden t is due out in  Decem ber.

The re p o rt sa id  “lu rid  ” sexual 
behavior h ad  tak en  p lace a t the 
a n n u a l co n v e n tio n  a t  le a s t  a s  
f a r  b a c k  a s  1 9 8 5  a n d  n a v a l  
leadersh ip  had  done no th ing  to 
stop it.

At h is  n ew s c o n fe re n c e , th e  
se c re ta ry  announced:

• R e a r  A d m . D u v a ll  M. 
W illia m s , th e  o n e - s t a r  c o m ­
m a n d er of the Naval Investiga­
t iv e  S e rv ic e ,  w h ic h  h a n d l e s  
c r im in a l in q u ir ie s , w ill be r e ­
p laced  w ith  a  sen io r civilian.

• R ear Adm. Jo h n  G ordon, the  
Navy’s tw o -sta r ju d g e  advocate 
g e n e r a l  a n d  i t s  c h i e f  le g a l  
officer, will be rep laced .

• R e a r  A dm . G eo rg e  W a sh ­
in g to n  D a v is , th e  N a v y ’s I n ­
sp e c to r  G en e ra l, w ill be r e a s ­
s ig n e d  a f te r  th e  S e n a te  c o n ­
firm s his rep lacem en t.

T h e  In s p e c to r  G e n e ra l’s r e ­
po rt asked  O’Keefe to  consider 
“ a p p r o p r ia te  d is c ip lin a ry  a c ­
tio n ” for Gordon an d  W illiams. 
The sec re ta ry  said  h e ’d no t yet 
m ade any such decisions.
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A Navy source , w ho spoke on 
the  condition of anonym ity, said 
th e  tw o  h a d  b e e n  p u t  on  
“te rm in a l le a v e .” T h a t m e an s  
they m ay be p erm itted  to re tire  
in th e ir  c u rre n t g rade. Because 
all r e t i re m e n ts  of flag officers 
m u s t b e  c o n firm e d  by th e  S e­
n a te , how ever, th e  la w m ak e rs  
co u ld  h a v e  a  sa y  in  th e  fina l 
disposition of the tw o adm irals.

W illiam s, in  a  s ta te m e n t is ­
s u e d  th r o u g h  h is  office, la m ­
bas ted  the  repo rt.

“I decided to re tire  because I 
believe it to  be fu n d am en ta lly  
u n f a i r  t h a t  I c o u ld  b e  t r ie d ,  
convicted an d  sen tenced  by the 
DOD IG w ithou t due process in 
a  r e p o r t  c o n ta in in g  so  m a n y  
in a c c u ra c ie s  an d  d is to r tio n s ,” 
W ill ia m s  s a id ,  a d d in g  th e  
“p ro ce ss  in  w hich  we a re  now 
involved does a  te rr ib le  d isser­
vice to the  U.S. Navy.”

G ordon , in  a  s e p a ra te  s ta te ­
m ent, also  fau lted  the  Inspector 
G e n e r a l ’s r e p o r t ,  c a l l in g  it 
“f law ed  a n d  fac tu a lly  in a c c u ­
r a te .” G ordon sa id  he will “do 
e v e r y th in g  I c a n  to  s e t  th e  
rec o rd  s tra ig h t,” b u t d id n ’t say 
how.

Davis did no t im m ediately  re ­
s p o n d  to  a  r e q u e s t  fo r  c o m ­
m ent.

In  a r e p o r t  to  C o n g re s s , 
NEH C h a irm a n  L ynne C h­
eney w arn ed  of the  dangers 
o f substitu ting  political advo­
cacy for the trad itio n a l idea 
th a t  te a c h in g  a n d  le a rn in g  
a re  abou t “seek ing  evidence, 
eva lua ting  it critically, (and) 
w e ig h in g  c o n f l i c t in g  
opinions - abou t try ing to tell 
w h a t is tru e .”

Cheney, w ho discussed  the 
re p o r t a t th e  N ational P ress 
Club, acknow ledged th a t col­
lege cam puses a re  not sa tu ­
r a te d  w ith  p ro fe s s o rs  w ho 
b e c o m e  p o l i t ic a l  a c t iv i s ts  
p ressin g  th e ir  views on s tu ­
dents.

But she s tre s se d  “colleges 
a n d  u n iv e r s i t i e s  in  e v e ry  
p a r t  o f  th e  c o u n t r y  h a v e  
b een  affected .”

As an  exam ple, the  rep o rt 
c ited  tw o p ro fesso rs w ho a r ­
gue th a t  since all h is to rica l 
w ritin g  is p ro p a g a n d a  an y ­
way, it should be judged  not 
by its faith fu lness to the p ast 
b u t by “its political utility.”

21 in  W a sh in g to n , to  la s t  a s  
long as th is one — one m onth , 
w ith  a  w ee k  off fo r c o n s u lta ­
t io n s  a t  th e  b e g in n in g  o f 
November.

“We believe th e  p a rtie s  have 
ach ieved a good foundation for 
fu tu re  p ro g re ss ,” said  A ssistan t 
S e c r e t a r y  o f  S ta te  E d w a r d  
D jerejian.

“T h e re  w as  a  d if fe re n t an d  
m ore cord ia l tone betw een  the 
p a r t i e s , ” h e  to ld  r e p o r t e r s ,  
su m m in g  up  th e  s ix th  ro u n d . 
“ T h e  p a r t i e s  a r e  d e f in i te ly  
g ra p p lin g  w ith  th e  to u g h  key 
is s u e s  of te rr ito ry , p e a c e  a n d  
security .”

On th e  p lu s  side , Is ra e l an d  
S y r ia  w o rk e d  to g e th e r  o n  a 
jo in t  s t a t e m e n t  d e f in in g  th e  
p rinc ip les o f th e ir  ta lks; Israe l 
a n d  th e  P a l e s t i n i a n s  b e g a n  
w ork  on an  ag reem en t g ran ting  
s e l f - g o v e r n m e n t  to  th e  1 .7  
m illion  P a le s tin ia n s  u n d e r  I s ­
rae li occupation.

On the m inus side, Israel and  
Syria failed to rea ch  ag reem en t 
on the docum ent, saying m ajor 
d iffe ren ce s  p e rs is ted . And the  
P a le s t in ia n s  le f t  h e r e  b i t t e r  
a b o u t I s r a e l ’s r e fu s a l  to  s to p  
Jew ish  se ttlem en ts an d  alleged 
h u m a n  r ig h ts  a b u s e s  in  th e  
te rrito rie s  it occupies.

“T h is  p e r io d  h a s  b e e n  very  
u s e fu l  a s  a n  e x p lo ra to ry  p e ­
r i o d , ” s a id  P a le s t in i a n  
spokesw om an  H anan  A shraw i.

N egotiations to end the 3 1/2- 
w eek-long strike resum ed.

T e a c h e r s  s a id  th e y  w e r e  
w illing to stay  on the picket line 
as long as it takes to w in a con­
trac t, even though school w as to 
have s ta rted  Aug. 31. The strike 
has  prolonged sum m er vacation 
for D etro it’s 168,000 students.

“We need  to recall the b o a rd ,” 
T erry Bagwell, one of abou t 30 
t e a c h e r s  m a r c h in g  o u ts id e  
G e o rg e  W a s h in g to n  S ta r k  
E lem entary  School, said, adding

th a t  she  believed  th e  te a c h e rs  
w ould prevail. “This is a  union 
tow n.”

W ayne C ounty  C ircu it Ju d g e

Union a tto rneys w en t to court 
T hursday  in  an  a ttem p t to stop 
the city from  im plem enting  the 
te rm s, an d  the City Council and 
Civil Service Com mission m et to 
b e g in  th e  p r o c e s s  o f  im p le ­
m en ting  w h a t Rendell called his 
“last, b e s t” offer to the w orkers.

The un ions also o rd ered  the ir 
m em bers to go to w ork  T h u rs ­
day w hile the legal b a ttle  con­
tinues. A h e a r in g  is sch ed u led  
nex t w eek on th e  un ions’ claim  
t h a t  im p le m e n ta t io n  o f R en - 
d e ll’s co n d itio n s v io la tes  s ta te  
lab o r law.

Florida case could set a legal precedent

ORLANDO, F la . (AP) — 
Squirm ing and  chew ing a gum  
drop, a 12-year-old boy w en t to 
c o u r t  T h u r s d a y  s e e k in g  a 
“divorce” from  his p a re n ts  in  a 
case th a t could  help  give ch il­
d re n  m o re  p ro te c tio n  a g a in s t 
p a ren ta l abuse.

G re g o ry  K in g s le y , b r o w n ­
haired  and pale, sa t in  the back 
of the courtroom  w ith m em bers 
of the foster fam ily he hopes to 
live with perm anently .

His m other, R achel Kingsley, 
cried  as she  den ied  allegations 
th a t she abused , neg lected  and 
abandoned  him  for m ost of his 
life . In th e  p a s t  e ig h t y e a r s ,  
Gregory has lived w ith  h e r  only 
seven m onths.

Mrs. Kingsley also denied  th a t 
h e r  f ia n c e ,  S te v e  H a c k , h a d  
r e c e n t ly  b e a t e n  h e r  in  th e  
p re s e n c e  of h e r  tw o  y o u n g e r  
sons, w ho live w ith  h e r  in  St. 
Louis.

A f o rm e r  s i s t e r - i n - l a w ,  
J e a n e t t e  G len n , d e ta i l e d  in ­
s ta n c e s  of a b u se  a n d  n eg lec t, 
accu sin g  M rs. K ingsley, 30, of 
b e in g  a n  a lc o h o l ic ,  a d r u g  
ab u ser and  even a  prostitu te .

S o b b in g , G le n n  s a id  sh e  
h o p e d  th e  tw o  y o u n g e r  boys 
a lso  cou ld  be ta k e n  from  h e r

“ b e c a u s e  n o th in g ’s g o in g  to  
c h a n g e . ... T h a t ’s th e  p a t te r n  
for h er.”

G regory sa id  he felt un loved  
and  u n w an te d  m ost of h is life. 
He sm iled occasionally in  court, 
c h e w e d  o n  a  g u m  d r o p  a n d  
w hispered  to those a round  him.

T he tr ia l  w as show n  live on 
CNN and Court TV.

Child w e lfa re  a d v o c a te s  an d  
le g a l  s c h o la r s  s a id  th e  c a s e  
could estab lish  a  significant le ­
gal p receden t, but som e said  it 
w a s  u n l ik e ly  to  h a v e  m u c h  
p rac tica l effect.

C h a r m a in e  C ro u s e  Y o est, 
policy an a ly st w ith  the  c o n se r­
vative Fam ily R esearch  Council 
in  W a s h in g to n ,  s a id ,  “ T h e  
r a m i f ic a t io n s  a r e  h u g e .  ... 
You’re  looking a t a fundam ental 
s h i f t  a t  th e  w a y  w e v ie w  
ch ild ren .”

H ow ard Davidson, d irec to r of 
th e  A m erican  B ar A ssoc ia tion  
C e n te r  on  C h i ld re n  a n d  th e  
Law, sa id  it w as  un like ly  th a t  
m any ch ild ren  w ould be h iring  
law yers to sev er p a re n ta l cu s­
tody in the  fu tu re . He said  the  
case w as m ainly significant b e ­
cause it had  a ttrac ted  so m uch 
atten tion , not vice versa.

“All of the  publicity  m akes it

s ig n i f ic a n t ,” h e  s a id . “To m y 
know ledge, th is is the  first tim e 
in  A m erican  h isto ry  th a t a  te r ­
m in a t i o n - o f - p a r e n t a l - r  ig h ts  
h ea rin g  has been  b ro ad cast on 
national television.”

M rs. K ingsley sa id  she  tr ie d  
h a r d  to  p r o v id e  th e  b o y s  a 
stab le  hom e, b u t w as forced to 
p u t them  in foster ca re  because 
s h e  c o u l d n ’t  a f f o r d  to  k e e p  
them  on a $200-a-w eek salary.

U nder question ing  from  G re­
g o ry ’s fo s te r  fa th e r ,  a t to rn e y  
G e o rg e  R u s s , M rs . K in g s le y  
den ied  she had a h isto ry  of a l­
co h o lism . L a te r , sh e  a c c u s e d  
F lo r id a  s o c ia l  w o r k e r s  o f 
th w artin g  h e r  a ttem p ts  to con­
ta c t Gregory.

“I tried  to call for his b irthday  
and  he w as aw ay on a cam ping 
t r ip ,” she  sa id . “T hey  to ld  m e 
he d id n ’t w an t to speak  w ith me 
afte r a  w hile .”

G len n  s a id  sh e  h a d  b e e n  a 
freq u en t visitor to the Kingsley 
h o m e  in  a  S t. L o u is  s u b u r b  
w hen  the ch ild ren  w ere  young.

“G regory finally has  a  chance 
to  h a v e  a  d e c e n t  life  w ith  
peo p le  w ho love an d  c a re  fo r 
h im ,” G lenn said . “I w an t th a t 
to h a p p e n .”

Mothers may be blamed 
for allowing kids’ abuse

Two todd lers a re  dead , killed 
by th e i r  m o th e r s ' a b u s iv e  
b o y fr ie n d s . Now th e  s ta te  
S up rem e Court m u st decide 
w h e th e r the m o thers helped 
kill the ir children  by to le ra t­
ing  the  abuse.

T h e  p ro s e c u to rs  say  yes, 
b e c a u s e  th e  tw o  w o m e n , 
convicted in se p a ra te  cases, 
tu rn ed  th e ir  ch ild ren  over to 
th e  m en an d  le t th e m  b e a t 
the children.

B u t d e f e n s e  a t t o r n e y s  
m a in ta in  t h e i r  c l ie n t s  
s h o u ld n ’t be p u n is h e d  fo r  
th e  v io lence  of o th e rs ; one 
w as  a b s e n t w hen  th e  fa ta l 
blow w as inflicted, the o ther 
is legally blind an d  cou ldn ’t 
see  the evidence of physical 
a b u s e , th e  la w y e rs  a rg u e d  
W ednesday  b efo re  th e  high 
court.

“T h e  fa c t  is , th is  c h i ld ’s 
d ea th  w as not caused  by the 
c u lm in a tio n  o f  a  p a t t e r n ,” 
a tto rn ey  Jim  Reddy, a Cook 
County public defender, sa id  
o f the  k illing  o f th re e -y e a r-  
old E le tic ia  Asbury. “It w as 
cau sed  by a  sud d en , violent 
a c t.”

E a c h  w o m a n  w a s  c o n ­

v ic te d  in  a  C ook  C o u n ty  
c o u r t  s e v e r a l  y e a r s  ag o  of 
m u r d e r in g  h e r  c h i ld  by 
p e rm ittin g  a b u se . T h e  high 
c o u r t  co m b in e d  a p p e a ls  of 
b o th  c a s e s  b e c a u s e  th e y  
ra ise  sim ilar issues.

E x p e r ts  su g g e s t th e  c o n ­
victions a re  highly unusual.

“ We n e e d  n o t s y m p a th iz e ,  
ag ree  w ith, or even u n d erstan d  
the sexual p reference of hom o­
se x u a ls  in  o rd e r  to  rec o g n ize  
th e ir  r ig h t to eq u a l tre a tm e n t 
befo re  the  b a r  of crim inal ju s ­
tice,” said  the 4-3 opinion.

T h e  c o u r t ’s d is s e n te r s  sa id  
the  ru lin g  will p ro m o te  ho m o ­
sexuality.

The law  b a rre d  “deviate sex-

A c c o rd in g  to  th e  A m e ric a n  
Civil L iberties U nion, th e  K en­
tucky  co u rt jo in ed  its c o u n te r ­
p a r t s  in  N ew  York a n d  P e n n ­
sy lv a n ia  in  ru lin g s  th a t  a n t i ­
so d o m y  la w s  v io la te  p r iv a c y  
r ig h ts . S im ila r d ec is io n s  h av e  
b ee n  re tu rn e d  by low er cou rts  
in Texas and  M ichigan. In 1986, 
the U.S. S uprem e Court upheld 
G eorgia’s anti-sodom y law.

Dozens of groups an d  o rgan i­
za tio n s  lined  up  on bo th  sides 
f ile d  le g a l b r ie f s  in  th e  K e n ­
tucky case.

The N ational Gay an d  Lesbian 
T a sk  F o rc e  s a id  e ig h t  s ta te s  
h av e  law s a g a in s t sodom y b e ­
tw een  peop le of th e  sam e sex. 
S ix teen  o th e rs  an d  the  D istrict 
o f C o lu m b ia  p ro h ib i t  sodom y  
even betw een  people of the op­
posite sex.

W riting for the m ajority, Ju s ­

tice C h a rles  L eibson  sa id  th a t  
ju s t  because  a  m ajority  of peo ­
p le  “ f in d s  o n e  ty p e  o f e x t r a ­
m a r i ta l  in te r c o u r s e  m o re  o f­
fensive th a n  an o th er, does no t 
p r o v id e  a  r a t i o n a l  b a s is  fo r 
m a k in g  c r im in a l  th e  s e x u a l  
p referen ce  of hom osexuals.”

Leibson w ro te  th a t  K entucky 
h as  the  “legally p ro tec ted  righ t 
o f p r iv a c y  b a s e d  on o u r  ow n 
c o n s titu t io n  a n d  com m on  law  
trad itio n  long before the United 
S tates S uprem e Court first took 
n o tic e  o f w h e th e r  th e r e  w e re  
any rig h ts  of privacy in h e re n t in 
the  federa l BUI of R ights.”

R eaction  to  th e  dec ision  w as 
split.

“The cou rt h as  told the s ta te  
th a t it has  no business in  your 
bedroom  if your conduct is not 
harm fu l to o th e rs ,” sa id  E verett 
H offm an, execu tive d ire c to r  of 
the ACLU of Kentucky.

An a t to r n e y  fo r  o n e  o f th e  
g roups th a t sough t to keep the 
law  on th e  books w arn ed  of d ire 
consequences.

Perot’s son says dad doesn’t want the presidency

lead e rs  w ho will m eet w ith him 
M onday they w an t him back in 
th e  P re s id e n t ia l  ra c e .  B ut 
P e ro t’s son an d  o th e r  associ­
a tes  say his goal is no t to w in 
the  P residency  b u t to force the 
cam paign  onto  “ the  tough is­
s u e s .”

In se v e ra l in te rv iew s d u rin g  
the p a s t w eek , P ero t h as  su g ­
g es ted  he w ould  launch  an ac ­
tive  c a m p a ig n  if su p p o r te r s  
w ho p u t him  on s ta te  ballo ts 
w an t him  to do so.

And O rson Sw indle, national 
c o o rd in a to r  for P e ro t’s volun­
te e r  o rg an iza tio n , sa id  T h u rs ­
day th a t a can v ass  he o rd e red  
of s ta te  offices found plenty  of 
backing if P erot decides to run.

“This is not a token g e s tu re ,”

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Irish Guard members respond to proceedings
In light of the events occur­

ring over the past few days in­
volving the disbandment of the 
veteran Irish Guard members, 
we would like to express our 
views of the proceedings.

To this day we do not know 
the  ex ac t ch a rg es  b ro u g h t 
against us. It is our understand­
ing tha t fictitious rum ors are 
the basis for our disbandment.

For instance, as stated in The 
O bserver, the  a ccu sa tio n  of 
having  a sing le, anonym ous 
student claim that members of 
the Guard were forcing another 
Guardsman in uniform to con­
sume alcohol in the middle of 
an Alumni Association tailgater 
is heresy and blasphemy at its 
finest.

It is a covenant law that no 
G uardsm en  m ay consum e 
alcohol, either publicly or p ri­
vately, in uniform. In addition, 
how is it that only one student, 
one person, has deduced the 
idea that we were “pouring al­
cohol down the th ro a t of an ­
other Guardsman.”

If this accusation  w ere so, 
w ould no t the  e n tire  
co n g reg a tio n  at the Alum ni 
Association gathering witness 
and  q u es tio n  th is  act?  
Furtherm ore, this article was 
the first of our such knowledge 
of this accusation.

This and o th e r un founded  
rumors played a significant role 
in the decision made by Patricia 
O’Hara, Vice-President of Stu­
dent Affairs.

As such, this allegation should 
have been  b ro u g h t to our 
attention, so we may have at 
least had  the opportun ity  to 
rightfully refute and correct this 
and o th e r such  o u trag e o u s  
allegations.

Ms. O’Hara stated in yester­
day’s article that Student Affairs 
h as  “tr ie d  to p re se rv e  the

positive potential of the Guard. 
W hether that will happen de­
pends on the Guard.

They’re pretty much masters 
of their own fate.” Yet when we 
p re se n te d  Ms. O’H ara  w ith 
potential actions to improve our 
public im age and the G uard 
itse lf , c iting  spec ifically  
vo lun teering  our serv ices to 
young people, she neglected  
these opportunities in order to 
make an example of the Irish 
Guard.

Obviously, we w ere not the 
m asters of our own fate, nor 
w ere we allowed to preserve 
th e  positive p o ten tia l of the 
Guard, as she would have you 
believe.

In reference to Ms. O’H ara’s 
charges th a t our o rien ta tion  
activities were major indiscre­
tions, let us further examine the 
actions of organizations both 
athletic and academic.

Be it Eta Kappa Nu, athletic 
team s, or d o rm ito rie s , 
initiations occur campus-wide. 
Zahm  H all, in o rd e r  to 
encourage enthusiasm , covers 
their new m em bers with mud 
an d  p a in t, d re sse s  them  in 
togas, and parades them to the 
m ajor social event of the first 
pep rally, highlighting the fact 
that many thousands of alumni 
and  s tu d en ts  a re  enab led  to 
witness this public socialization 
process.

Why is there such a disparity 
between the initiations of these 
o rg a n iz a tio n s  and  the Irish  
Guard? Never have we had a 
socialization process in the light 
of the public eye. The Office of 
Student Affairs has shown in­
consistency in its disciplinary 
actions.

This University claims to be 
fair, yet we have been harshly 
and unjustly acted upon. With 
so many continuities between

other student organizations and 
the Irish Guard, why have we 
been singled out?

Student Affairs and Band of­
ficials learned of reported vio­
lations p rio r to our m eeting 
scheduled for last week. When 
approached by Student Affairs, 
we were under the impression 
that our meeting would involve 
the introduction to its adminis­
trators, as has been practiced in 
the past.

Upon a rriv a l, however, we 
were individually interrogated 
w ith  ac cu sa tio n s  b ased  on 
un founded  ru m o rs  and
anonym ous so u rces . F u r­
thermore, besides the fact that 
Ms. O’Hara was never present 
during this interrogation pro­
cess,

S tu d en t A ffairs o fficers 
William Kirk and Ann Firth re­
fused to state the exact nature 
of the  im p ro p rie tie s . W hen 
ask ed , Mr. Kirk re sp o n d ed  
condescendingly and in an au­
thoritative, unyielding manner 
saying, “I think it is obvious 
w hat has been brought forth 
against you.”

It is for this m anipulative, 
cow ardly , u n p ro fess io n a l 
conviction th a t we find fault 
w ith the  n o n -ju d ic ia l p ro ­
ceedings which led to our dis­
bandm ent. Through such ac­
tion, it is evident that we were 
prematurely considered guilty.

When attempts were made to 
state clearly and repeatedly our 
innocence, we were then ac ­
cused of dishonesty and making 
the proceedings more difficult 
than necessary. What evidence

do they  have of such a l ­
legations?

Rumors and the anonymous, 
fallible citing of one student do 
not constitute enough argument 
against the Irish Guard to lead 
to our disbandment.

The articles in The Observer 
(Sept. 23) indicate particu lar 
reference to the fact that the 
Irish Guard is “a fraternity and 
pride them selves on keeping 
many of the traditions secret.”

Yes, we indeed are a fraternal 
organization in the literal sense 
of the word. Over the course of 
the season, a fraternal bond is 
naturally created; we become 
the best of friends based  on 
loyalty, respect and admiration 
for one another, that is unique 
among all other organizations.

The tra d itio n s  s till in 
existence to this day promote 
th is  bond and due to its 
uniqueness alone, they remain 
solely with the Irish Guard. The 
most frequently asked question 
of the Guard remains, “What do 
we wear underneath our kilts?”

This sim ple yet trad itio n al 
aspect of the Guard is the basis 
of our secretive nature, under 
which we have existed for forty- 
th re e  y ea rs . It c re a te s  a 
m ystique am ong the N otre 
Dame community which con­
tinues to peak in terest in the 
d is tin c tiv e n ess  of the Irish  
Guard.

This mystique by no m eans 
re flec ts  poorly on the 
University’s Catholic nature nor 
the Notre Dame family which 
we are chosen to represent.

Based on the above, it is ap­
paren t tha t the veteran  Irish 
Guardsmen were disbanded in 
order to eliminate the supposed 
“c u lt- l ik e ” tra d itio n s  u n d er 
which we have been accused of 
acting.

This reasoning stems from the 
id ea  th a t if S tu d en t A ffairs 
elim inates the cu rren t link to 
the tra d itio n s  w hich have 
existed since the Guard’s incep­
tion, they will be able to estab­
lish a Guard which conforms 
m ore ap p ro p ria te ly  w ith the 
values of this academic institu­
tion.

We are ten men, gentlem en 
all, w ith the h o n o ra b le  r e ­
sponsibility of representing this 
University as Irish Guardsmen. 
Not only do we understand this 
responsibility, we accept it with 
the utmost respect and adm i­
ration for the Golden Dome.

Student Affairs is an all-en­
compassing authority, ruled by 
the unyielding dictatorship of 
Ms. Patricia O’Hara, which has 
the power to eliminate any or­
ganization given a catalyst.

We express our dissatisfaction 
w ith  the  p ro ceed in g s of the 
Office of S tudent Affairs and 
would like to warn all groups 
associated with the University 
of N otre Dame to tak e  
ad d itio n a l p re c a u tio n s  to 
en su re  th e  safe ty  and  w e ll­
being of your organization.

Though it has been indicated 
to us that the decision handed 
down by Ms. O’Hara is final, we 
would like to state that we will 
always be Irish Guardsmen at 
heart. She has single handedly 
taken  aw ay one of the m ost 
significant experiences of our 
lives here at Notre Dame.

We are helpless in our plight 
to reg a in  ou r s ta tu s  as 
m arc h e rs  on S a tu rd ay
afternoons, yet it will rem ain 
“in our hearts forever." We wish 
the remaining five Guardsmen 
the best of luck and hope with 
all s in ce rity  th a t  th e ir  
experiences are as rew arding 
and as m em o rab le  as o u rs . 
Here’s to you lads...

Simi Valley resident defends reputation of his hometown
Dear Editor:

As a resident of Simi Valley, 
California, I as well as my fam­
ily and friends were im m edi­
ately affected by events th a t 
took place in April and May of 
this year in the Los Angeles 
area. I have heard all of the 
jokes about Simi Valley Police­
m en and ab o u t the  “W hite 
Racists” that comprise the Simi 
Valley population.

I have heard all of the analo­
gies that compare Simi Valley to 
the Mississippi of the ‘60s and 
that it is a haven for the KKK. 
There are 120,000 people that 
live in Simi Valley. In all of the 
years that I have lived there, I 
have never met a single person 
who I or anybody else thought 
was even a mild racist.

I have never seen or heard of 
anyone dressed in a KKK outfit, 
and I have never read about a 
racial beating in the local pa­
per.

What upsets me is that people 
make blind accusations when 
they appear to know very little 
about the subject. The fact is, 
not a single Simi Valley police 

. officer was involved in the beat­
ing of Rodney King; they were 
all L.A. police officers.

Of the twelve members on the 
Rodney King jury , two w ere 
from Simi Valley and the other 
ten  w ere  from  th e  re s t  of 
Ventura County (i.e. Oxnard, 
Channel Islands, Ventura, etc.)

Contrary to popular belief, the 
trial did not occur in the “Simi

Valley Courthouse” but rather 
in th e  E ast V en tu ra  County 
Courthouse which is in Simi 
Valley and was not presided by 
a Simi Valley judge, but by a 
Ventura County Judge.

By no m eans am I trying to 
justify the outcome of this trial 
or to com pletely  sh ift the 
blame. My point however, is 
this: the results of this trial are 
hardly the fault of Simi Valley 
alone. They are just as much 
the fault of Ventura county, the 
rest of the state, and the rest of 
the country.

The social and  econom ic 
strife that facing us is dragging 
down the justice system of the 
United States. The injustices 
we have seen in the courtroom 
are rooted in the hard  times

th a t people everyw here  are  
experiencing.

As several prom inent black 
leaders stated during the riots, 
this has been a time bomb wait­
ing to explode, and it could just 
as easily have happened in any 
city in the U.S.

It is too bad that a man had 
to be b e a te n , an  in ju s tice  
se rv ed , a c ity ’s re p u ta tio n  
destro y ed , and  an o th e r city 
burned down so that our lead­
ers could see these problems.

It awakens you to the prob­
lems we are dealing with in this 
country when your mother calls 
you a t fo u r in  the  m o rn ing  
crying hysterically thinking that 
your little brother is going to 
get beaten and that the house 
you grew up in is going to get

b u rn ed  down b ecau se  of an 
event that you and your family 
had no control over.

How would you feel if you got 
the same phone call? Believe it 
or not, I’m not asking for sym­
pathy for my hometown in this 
letter; I am asking for sympathy 
for all of us.

I am  ask in g  th a t  we be 
sensitive to the lives of others 
re g a rd le ss  of who they a re , 
what they look like, or where 
they are from, and, like Rodney 
King, I too am hoping that one 
day we might “all get along” so 
th a t we can live to g e th er in 
peace.

Behind the  scenes of every 
a th le tic  team , the S tu d en t 
M anagers Organization works 
diligently throughout the year to 
support Notre Dame sports.

One hundred and thirty-one 
student managers work with all 
N otre Dame v a rs ity  team s 
making practice sessions, game 
preparation, and the game itself 
run as smoothly as possible.

Many sp o rts  fan  w ould 
treasure the chance to work so 
closely with a team throughout 
its season and get to know the 
p lay ers  and coaches on a 
personal level.

“I joined because I loved sports 
and I wanted the opportunity to 
become involved with a g rea t 
football program ," said Brian 
M aher, P erso n n e l S tu d en t 
Manager.

Over the last few years, the 
manager’s position has become a

highly  sough t one. W hile 
p o sitio n s a re  open for any 
Freshm an or Sophomore to try 
out, only an outstanding few are 
selected to continue. This year 
there  are 95 sophom ores who 
help primarily with football and 
basketball practices, and game 
preparation.

At the end of the year, all of the 
m anagers evaluate each other, 
and the top 18 will go on into the 
next year assisting at all football 
practices and running day-to-day 
operations from the first day of 
August train ing  camp through 
the end of the season, including 
any bowl game.

At the end of junior year, the 
m anagers once again evaluate 
each  o ther. T hese ran k in g s  
d e te rm in e  who will lead the 
organization for the next year. 
The order of rankings is also the 
o rd e r in w hich the m anagers 
choose which sport they want to 
work. Usually, those who make 
the top th ree  become football 
managers.

This year the football staff is 
being run by Maher, along with 
Head S tu d en t M anager Art 
M onaghan , and  E quipm ent 
Student Manager John Fligg.

r he ritual for students during the

Each Saturday m orning at 7 a.m ., ND 
Security officers report to work, ready to 
begin another shift in the belly of the beast 
th a t  is an  ND foo tball gam e. 
Reinforcements arrive at 9 a.m. to join in 
the proceedings.

For the next twelve hours, working in 
conjunction with police officers from South 
Bend, St. Joseph’s County and Mishawaka, 
this hearty group of men and women toil in 
the football stadium, parking fields, and 
surrounding traffic intersections to insure 
that everything goes smoothly.

Dan Hale, a lieutenant in the ND Security 
force, is the supervisor and coordinator of 
the officers working in the stadium parking 
a reas  reserved  for U niversity officials,

benefactors, and the media; and in Red 
West, where the alumni park.

H ale’s job  is to m ake su re  th a t  his 
officers allow only those with special passes 
into the lots. In his fifteen years on this 
detail, Hale said he has heard every story 
and excuse ever invented.

“Basically, we’ve got it down to a science” 
said Hale. “A pass gets through, no pass 
goes home.”

Hale came to ND Security “on a la rk .” 
While looking for a job, one employment 
agency asked him if he was interested in 
becoming a security officer. Fifteen years 
later, “the lark has turned into a career.”

In the meantime, Hale was also able to 
graduate from the Police Academy in 1980.

While he does have the final 
say on what the team does, he 
gets p lenty  of help from  his 
assistants; help that the team 
could never do without.

These little-know n m en in ­
su re  th a t  p ra c tic e  will ru n  
smoothly, spend hours planning 
gam e s tra te g ie s  and  co n ­
cen tra te  on their specialities 
during games in order to help 
Coach Holtz decide w hat the 
team should do. It is a taxing - 
and often thankless - job.

An a ss is ta n t co ach ’s week 
starts on Sunday morning with 
an 8 a.m. film session. Here, 
the coaches b reak  down the 
previous day’s game, identifying 
what mistakes were made and 
how to fix them. They leave the 
film room and break into staff 
meetings (offense and defense), 
w h ere  the  film is d iscussed  
farther and plans are made for 
practice that week.

The coaches th en  g a th e r 
again to watch more films, this 
time of the next opponent. It 
i s n ’t uncom m on for th ese  
sessions to last until 8, perhaps 
even 10 p.m.

The coaches are at work well 
befo re  p ra c tic e  on Monday. 
S taff m eetings are  held at 7 
a.m. and usually run until the 
film session begins at 3 o'clock.

Tuesday’s and W ednesday’s 
practices are about the same as 
Monday, both ending well into 
the evening for the coaches. 
T hursday , how ever, is w hat 
offensive coordinator Skip Holtz 
calls a “dress rehearsal” for the 
game. Few new strategies are 
introduced on Thursday; rather, 
the team and the coaches try to 
perfect all the things that they

w orked on th a t  week. After 
practice, the coaches are able 
to get some much-needed rest 
with their families.

On F rid ay s, th e  a s s is ta n t 
coaches spend less time with 
the Fighting Irish and turn  to 
high-school action. Many films 
of high-school p rospects are 
analyzed so th a t the coaches 
can plan their recruiting visits.

“You want to know what kind 
of players the kids are, so that 
when you go to th e ir school, 
you can concentrate on what 
kind of p erso n  you’re dealing 
with,” said running back-coach 
Earle Mosely.

The 
team  m eets for b reak fa st at 
8:30 a.m., followed by a team 
mass. The players and coaches 
then walks over to the stadium, 
and as young Holtz said, “They 
just go out and do it.”

Both Holtz and Mosely agreed 
that the only tensions on Satur­
days are how their own team 
would execute.

“You ju st have to hope that 
what you’ve worked on all week 
is w hat the players do in the 
gam e,” said  Holtz. After the 
gam e, the week ends for the 
coaches, but they are back at 
work early Sunday, planning for 
the next one.

It is a hard job, but it is not 
w ith o u t its  re w ard s . “The 
g re a te s t  sa tis fa c tio n  com es 
when our players execute what 
we worked on in practice,” said 
Holtz. “When you pull off a play 
like the first one against Michi­

gan State [a 43-yard completion 
to Lake Dawson], you’re like, 
Yes! Yes!’ “

Mosely receives his greatest 
satisfaction from a “good, hard 
p ra c tic e  w h ere  ev ery th in g  
works.”

Assistant coaches are, for the 
most part, happy in their posi­
tions.“I’d love a head job, but 
I’m not actively seeking one,” 
said Holtz. ” My commitment is 
to Notre Dame, and as long as 
I’m here, I plan to do the best I 
can.”

Mosely agreed. “I’m a quiet 
guy, but I’ve been a head coach 
in a high school, and being an 
assistan t coach is equally re ­
warding,” he said.

Both coaches also agreed that 
to be at Notre Dame was to be 
in a bit of a fishbowl, especially 
with the NBC television contract 
and  h igh  ex p e c ta tio n s  for 
success.

The tradition of Notre Dame 
football is ano th er source of 
pressure.

“You feel obliged to win be­
cause of all the ghosts that are 
around here as much as any­
th ing ,"  Holtz lau g h ed . “The 
tradition  of this school as an 
elite school in both academics 
and athletics is a tradition that 
we work hard  to uphold ,” he 
added.

Being an assistan t coach is 
indeed a low-profile job, but it 
is still a full-time job; one that is 
fulfilling to the coaches here.

“I ’ve been  a coach  for 16 
years, and this job is one of the 
b e s t I’ve ev er h a d ,” M osely 
rem arked. As Skip Holtz said, 
re fe rr in g  to head  coach Lou 
Holtz, “We’re learning from one 
of the best.”

It may not b ring  fame and 
fortune, but working for Lou 
Holtz and Notre Dame is a job 
th a t  few co ach es an yw here  
would be willing to trade, least 
of all the ones who are lucky 
enough  to hold jo b s  in the 
shadow of The Dome.

The officers then send these 
tickets to the ticket m anager to see who 
was originally issued the tickets. This is a 
surprising tactic of which many students 
may not have been aware.

Another aspect of security is safety. In 
past years w hen ND had n ight gam es, 
pedestrian  safety was a m ajor concern. 
W ith th e  la rg e  am o u n t of ta ilg a tin g  
a ttenders roam ing about, coupled with 
heavy traffic and darkness, Hurley said 
that he used to keep his fingers crossed 
“that no one would get hurt.”

Recently, w ith  the  NBC co n tra c t 
specify ing  12:35 p.m . k ick-offs, th is  
concern has thankfully become a much less 
of a problem for security. In addition, the 
e a r lie r  s ta r t in g  tim es have cau sed  a 
decrease in alcohol-related arrests.

“ND sec u rity  o fficers re a liz e  th a t a 
football game is a social event. We want 
people to have a good tim e, as long as 
they’re not preventing others from enjoying 
themselves, "said Hurley.

One last thought about Notre Dame 
Security from Hale: “People don’t realize 
we’re actually human beings.”

They are indeed human beings, and they 
do a g reat behind-the-scenes service to 
Notre Dame.

F a th e r  R o b ert Griffin
Letters to a  Lonely G od

A freshman reader has been 
ask ing  me a q u es tio n  th a t  
comes every year: do I really 
think God is lonely?“Lately,” I 
told the kid, “He’s been doing 
better. Swaggart’s downfall was 
a bummer. His m other’s been 
out a lot, making field trips, so 
she says, to Sundance country, 
where she hopes they will build 
her a shrine.

This sum m er, a band  of 
angels, swung too low coming 
over Jordan and crash-landed 
th e ir  ch a rio t. Now th e y ’re  
rookies aga in , s ta r tin g  boot 
camp over.”

The student looked to see if 
the chaps w ith the bu tterfly  
nets were in sight, coming for to 
carry me home.

“Being the Lonely God is no 
bed of roses,” I told him; but I 
could see he had lost interest. 
Instant whimsy can be a litmus 
test separating  the men from 
the boys. The lad wasn’t ready 
to enter the orbit of the Lonely 
God; and though that’s too bad, 
he needn’t worry.

He’ll run into the Lonely God 
when he’s older, sitting alone, 
drinking, and feeling blue. The 
student will not know who He 
is, or anything about Him ex­
cept that He keeps turning up 
when a fellow needs a friend.

Finally the student will say: 
“Who are you anyway?” and He 
will answer, “Have you heard of 
the Lonely God?”

The studen t will say: “He’s 
Griffin’s pookah.ll The pookah 
known to all of us, I hope, is an 
invisible, perhaps im aginary, 
six-foot rabbit named Harvey.

“H e’s no t a p o o k ah ,” the 
Lonely God, taking um brage, 
will retort.

“How can you tell?”
“As the Lonely God, I can tell 

tha t I’m neither invisible nor 
imaginary.” To prove His high 
calling, He will pull the Ener­
gizer Rabbit out of a M artini 
glass, and permanently cure the 
student’s post-nasal drip.

“Rabboni!” will cry the s tu ­
dent, awestruck, and the Lonely 
God will blush, and allow the 
student to see Him subliminally 
as the B urn ing  B ush.I 
introduced Notre Dame to the 
Lonely God early  in the 
alienated Seventies. Asking if 
He’s really lonely is like asking 
if Aslan in the C hronicles is 
truly a lion.

He h as  to be lonely; th is  
cam pus is his N arnia, and it 
comes with the territory. If this 
w ere the o ther N arnia which 
C.S. Lewis w rites about, the 
Lonely God would be Aslan, the 
Redeem er Lion who sang his 
m yth ical co u n try  in to  its 
temporal existence.

The Kingdom of the Lonely 
God is only a m yth if N otre 
Dame is a myth. He came here 
to show the lonely-Of-heart that 
He is th e ir  b ro ther. We may 
outgrow our need of Him, and 
perhaps He hopes that we will, 
for He must wear many masks, 
and He must be called by many 
names.

But a t a tim e w hen m any 
were unsure of themselves, He 
was there for us—not as a Man

of so rro w s ac q u a in ted  w ith 
grief; we would need a g reat 
growth in grace to reach Him at 
th is  d e p th —b ut as the
companion who stayed with us 
to hear the chimes at midnight, 
because He had no place else to
go-

We outgrow Him, lose Him, 
then  find Him again. But He 
stays close, and is persisten t 
like a heartbeat.

Metaphysically, you could say 
He is ev ery w h ere ; bu t H e’s 
m ore in tim a te  th an  th a t. 
Finding Him as a sidekick in 
New York, Brussels, Paris, and 
Cologne, I know He’s p a r t of 
me; if I’m part of Him, that’s a 
secret He keeps.

I don’t sense His whistling for 
me to com e; I d o n ’t have a 
sense of Him returning, after an 
absence, to the scene of the 
crime. I don’t feel that He walks 
w ith me, talks w ith me, and 
tells me that I am His own, like 
Christ in the hymn.

But dining alone in Simpson- 
on-the-Strand, just up from the 
Thames Embankment, it feels 
as unrem arkable as breathing 
to find Him there, wishing me 
bon appetite, bring me zest for 
the meal.

But He’s not there for me as 
Pooh-bear, or the Sunday school 
Jesus, or as the Divine Lover of 
my soul I w ould be 
embarrassed to be seen with in 
public. To tell you the truth, I

would also not want to be seen 
in Simpson’s sitting across from 
the great lion Aslan, wearing a 
napkin tied around his neck.

I don’t think His adventures 
with the Domers here in Middle 
Earth have ended. I could tell 
you th a t you will know Him, 
when you meet Him, when He 
lets you see the nailprints in His 
hands.

But it w o u ld n ’t be tru e , 
because that’s sentimental, like 
a holy card. He simply isn’t a 
stuffed anim al from the chil­
d ren ’s m enagerie, cosmic and 
fuzzy-wuzzy at bedtime.

He’s as real as the sidewalk I 
can bruise my knees on. He’s as 
human as a cry for help out of 
the depths. Because He’s made

His peace with the grave, He’s 
sensitive to all the fears I have 
of dying.

As the Lonely God, He doesn’t 
need dogmas to define Him.

He’s not on deck to take my 
loneliness or yours away, but to 
fill it with His presence

I’ve never before tried to put 
the Lonely God into words; still, 
I’m not evangelizing on His be­
half. But I’m putting you on no­
tice: His friendsh ip  is w orth  
having. He’s not biodegradable, 
and He doesn’t get shopworn, 
or have a shelf life.

Even without the school logo, 
He’s part of the tradition, so I 
hoped you’d want to meet Him.

Dave Barr accounted for two 
touchdowns and Russell White 
smashed Chuck Muncie’s school 
a ll-p u rp o se  ru n n in g  reco rd  
T hursday  n ig h t, lifting  
California past No. 24 Kansas 
27-23 in the Jay h aw k s’ firs t 
game as a ranked team in 16 
years.

The Bears (2-1), 7-point un­
derdogs, d o m in ated  K ansas 
along the line of scrimmage and 
never tra ile d  w hile ho ld ing  
their hosts from the Big Eight 
C onference 27 po in ts below  
their season average.

Kansas (3-1) closed to within

20-17 on Maurice Douglas’ 31- 
yard touchdown run with 4:22 
left in the third period following 
Charley Bowen’s 21-yard  in ­
terception return, and moments 
la ter Dan Eichloff tried a 47- 
yard field goal that could have 
tied it.

But Brad Bowers blocked 
the kick and the ball rolled to 
the Kansas 40. Six plays later, 
Barr’s 11-yard touchdown pass 
to Sean Dawkins restored  the 
Bears’ 10-point lead.

The Jayhaw ks came right 
back and fooled the Bears on a 
halfback option pass from Matt 
Gay to Rodney Harris that cov­

ered 33 yards to the end zone. 
A try for two points failed, leav­
ing California with a four-point 
lead with 8:13 left.

W hite, who ra n  for 153 
yards in 39 carries, surpassed 
Muncie’s all-purpose record of 
4,194.

The Bears led 13-10 at half- 
time and went ahead 20-10 on 
Barr’s 1-yard run with 7:02 left 
in the third quarter.

K ansas q u arte rb ack  Chip 
Hilleary, who entered the game 
averaging more than 237 yards 
on offense, didn’t complete a 
pass until 8:00 of the second

quarter and only Cal mistakes 
kept Kansas within three points 
at halftime.

White went over left guard 
for 33 yards to the Jayhawks 17 
early in the first quarter. But 
B a rr’s pass on second and 5 
was tipped in the air by Kyle 
Moore and intercepted by Larry 
Thiel.

The B ears w ere  d riv ing  
ea rly  in the second q u a r te r  
when K ansas’ Robert Vaughn 
in te rc e p te d  B a rr ’s p ass  on 
second and 15 and returned it 
11 yards to the Cal 44.

Barr hit Mike Caldwell for 
11 yards on third and 9 on the

second possession of the second 
q u a r te r  and  two plays la te r  
found Dawkins down the right 
s id e lin e  for 37 y a rd s  to the 
Kansas 17. The drive stalled at 
the 15 and Doug Brien made it 
10-0 with a 33-yard field goal.

The Jayhawks then mounted 
their only drive of the half, zip­
ping 80 yards in six plays. Hil­
leary  hit Gay for consecutive 
gains of 14 and 25 to the Cal 
28. Then, fading back to pass, 
he was driven out of the pocket 
and bobbed and weaved into 
the end zone with 1:33 remain­
ing in the half.

Fry wary of Colorado’s Stewart-led aerial assault

“I hope he doesn’t play,” Fry 
said.

No such luck, Hayden. 
Stewart, who missed last 

week’s 21-20 victory over Min­
nesota because of a sprained 
foot, will return to the starting 
role on Saturday.

"Kordell’s looking good,” 
coach Bill McCartney said at 
mid-week. “He’ll definitely 
start. He’s moving better and 
he’s throwing well. By Saturday, 
hopefully, the injury won’t be 
noticed.”

Before his injury, Stewart was 
the nation’s second-ranked 
passer, having completed 37 of 
53 passes for 660 yards with 
seven touchdowns and one in­
terception. He missed the sec­
ond half of the Baylor game in 
Week 2, and was left at home 
last week as junior Duke Tobin 
faltered in the first half before 
true freshman Koy Detmer — 
the brother of 1990 Heisman 
Trophy winner Ty Detmer — 
rallied the Buffs with two sec­
ond-half touchdown passes.

In case anyone thought Col­
orado suddenly had a quarter­
back controversy, however, 
McCartney emphasized that 
Stewart remains his starter, 
although Detmer is “very obvi­
ously in the picture now.” 

Quarterback, regardless of 
who mans the position, isn’t a 
worry for McCartney. There are 
these matters of a disappearing 
running attack and an 
unexpectedly vulnerable de­
fense.

rushing leaders. But this year, 
the Buffaloes are averaging only 
102.3 yards per game on the 
ground — a figure that ranks 
last in the Big Eight and 94th in 
the country.

“Iowa is a powerful football 
team, far superior to the teams 
we’ve just played,” McCartney 
said. “Their offensive line is 
made up of fifth-year seniors 
who are extremely well-devel­
oped physically. They play well 
together. Their quarterback 
(Jim Hartlieb) is a very accurate 
passer who is hitting on 66 
percent of his throws. Danan 
Hughes is a legitimate first- 
round draft choice as a receiver. 
We’ve got big problems 
matching up with him.

“They’ve got weapons on both 
sides of the ball. They’ll contend 
for the Big 10 title. They’re 
stung a little bit right now 
because they lost two big 
games, but this is the kind of 
team that can beat any team in 
the nation.”

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Cubs, Cards to remain in East
Owners’ committee nixs Vincent’s realignment

NEW YORK (AP) — Baseball’s 
executive council rescinded Na­
tio n a l League rea lig n m e n t 
Thursday, a move that was ex­
pected following the resignation 
of commissioner Fay Vincent.

The Chicago Cubs, who are 
owned by the Tribune Co., had 
obtained a preliminary injunc­
tion  b locking  rea lig n m e n t, 
which would have moved the 
Cubs and St. Louis Cardinals to 
the NL West and the A tlanta 
Braves and Cincinnati Reds to 
the NL East.

During the maneuvering that 
forced Vincent from office on 
Sept. 7, some owners were said 
to have promised the Cubs they 
would move for realignment to 
be w ithdraw n if the commis­
sioner was forced out.

David Hiller, vice president 
and general counsel of the Tri­
bune Co., said the action was 
taken by the executive council 
on W ednesday evening. The 
Cubs and law yers for the 
com m issioner’s office filed a 
joint motion Thursday dismiss­
ing the lawsuit, and U.S. District 
Judge Suzanne B. Conlon dis­
solved the injunction and va­
ca ted  h e r Ju ly  23 dec ision , 
m eaning it cannot be used as 
precedent.

The 10-person  executive 
council rules the major leagues 
when the commissioner’s office 
is vacant. Bud Selig of the Mil­
waukee Brewers, the council’s 
ch a irm an , den ied  e a r l ie r  
Thursday that realignment was 
w ith d raw n , th en  issu ed  a 
statem ent praising the se ttle­
ment.

“I consider this an extremely 
positive development for base­
ball,” Selig said. “We can move 
forward to resolve the realign­
ment issue through consensus 
r a th e r  th a n  co n fro n ta tio n , 
which is the approach I would

like to take to each and every 
problem confronting the game 
today.”

After the Cubs obtained the 
injunction, the situation  was 
fu r th e r  c louded  by the  San 
F ran c isco  G ian ts’ p roposed  
move to St. Petersburg, Fla., an 
issue still unresolved. On Aug. 
31, Vincent said he gave the NL 
p erm issio n  to issue a 1993 
schedule without realignm ent 
because of pressure from the 
Major League Baseball Players 
Association, which has the con­
tractual right to demand a draft 
by July 1. The NL then issued 
its schedule to clubs on Sept. 2.

The executive council on 
Thursday appointed a commit­
tee of six owners and the two 
league presidents to “examine 
all aspects of divisional align­
ment, scheduling and possible 
new formats.”

Bill Giles of the Philadelphia 
Phillies, who was named to the 
panel, said “it seems to me that 
we probably will have som e­
thing by January or February.”

“We have to look at more 
creative things, see if th e re ’s 
any con sen su s on th re e  
divisions, an ex tra  round  of 
playoffs, in te r le a g u e  play, 
possib ly  sw itch ing  team s 
between leagues,” Giles said.

The National League voted 
10-2 for realignment on March 
4, bu t the  Cubs vetoed  the 
move, a righ t g ran ted  in the 
league constitution to all teams 
involved in proposed shifts. Six 
clubs requested  th a t Vincent 
use his “best in terests” power 
u n d e r  the  M ajor League 
Agreem ent, and the commis­
sioner ordered realignment on 
July 6.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Only as 
m en’s basketball coaches do 
m inorities hold m ore th an  a 
handful of the top sports jobs at 
major NCAA schools, the Gen­
eral Accounting Office said in a 
report to be released Friday.

“Except for historically black 
schools, minorities rarely held 
athletic department positions at 
Division I schools,” the watch­
dog agency said in a report to 
Congress. “Head coach of men's 
b a sk e tb a ll w as the position  
m ost freq u en tly  held by 
minorities.”

The GAO, which surveyed all 
298 Division I schools, found 
only one traditionally non-black 
college that had a black head 
football coach in the 1990-91 
school year.

And that was Dennis Green at 
Stanford, who resigned to be­
come head coach of the NFL’s

The agency also found only 

one school where a woman was 
the ath letic d irector for both 
m en ’s and  w om en’s sp o rts  
p ro g ram s — M errily  D ean 
Baker at Michigan State.

The survey showed that foot­
ball coaches enjoyed the highest 
pay, av e rag in g  $114 ,759 . 
W omen’s baske tba ll coaches 
had the lowest, $44,996, com­
pared with an average total pay 
package of $110,180 for men’s 
basketball coaches.

However, w hen com paring  
the salaries of men and women 
who coach women’s basketball, 
women came out ahead. Their 
average pay was $47,356 com­
pared with $41,279 for male 
coaches of women’s teams.

Fourteen percent of the tradi­
tionally non-black schools had

black basketball coaches, ac­
cording to the survey, but fewer 
th an  5 p e rc e n t of them  had 
minority athletic directors or as 
directors of the women’s sports 
program s. About 8 percent of 
256 n o n -b lack  schoo ls  th a t  
responded  to the survey had 
m in o ritie s  coach ing  th e ir  
women’s basketball teams.

Rep. Cardiss Collins, D-Ill., 
who re q u e s te d  the  stu d y  as 
ch a irw o m an  of the House 
commerce and consum er pro­
tection subcom m ittee, said it 
confirms the poor record of col­
lege a th le tic  d ep a rtm en ts  in 
putting blacks and women into 
their top jobs.

“Em ploym ent p rac tices for 
minorities at major colleges and 
universities is worse than the 
dismal record of professional 
baseball and football,” she said.

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Returns highlight young season
(AP) The first three weekends 

of the NFL season have seen 26 
touchdowns scored on returns, 
the highest total at this point 
since the league began keeping 
statistics in 1932.

The scoring returns included 
nine fumble recoveries, eight 
interceptions, six punt returns, 
one kickoff return, one blocked 
field goal and one blocked punt.

Not included in the total was a 
s p e c ta c u la r  k ickoff re tu rn  
S unday by H ouston rookie 
Corey H arris, whose 98-yard 
dash to the end zone was called 
back by a penalty.

“I’ve never felt anything more 
exciting than that,” Harris said. 
“I was standing there in the end 
zone doing whatever I felt like. 
And then I turned around and 
realized what had happened.”

Even w ithou t g e ttin g  the 
touchdow n, the rook ie from 
V anderbilt still finished with 
three returns for 83 yards in the 
Oilers’ 23-20 overtime victory 
over K ansas City th a t kep t 
H ouston one gam e b eh in d  
Pittsburgh in the AFC Central.

“At least that kickoff showed 
what we’re capable of doing, ” 
Harris said. “It was called back, 
but I think to break it like that 
you can say it’s been done. Now 
it’s just a matter of getting a few 
things corrected."

H arris corrected  an ea rlie r 
p rob lem  w ith hobb ling  the 
football that cost him the job of 
re turning punts for the Oilers 
(2-1), who play host to winless 
San Diego on Sunday. He 
blamed the problem on wearing 
old contact lenses.

“It’s easier to catch kickoffs 
because you know w here the

ball is going,” Harris said. “It 
goes up from one spot and so 
you can track it better. Punts 
are different. You have to make 
a lot more adjustments on the 
punts.”

E lsew here  in the  NFL on 
Sunday, it’s Atlanta at Chicago, 
Buffalo at New England, Denver 
a t C leveland, M inneso ta at 
C inc innati, Tam pa Bay at 
Detroit, Miami at Seattle, the 
New York Je ts  a t the Los 
Angeles Rams, P ittsburgh  at 
Green Bay and San Francisco at 
New Orleans. On Monday night, 
the Los Angeles Raiders are at 
Kansas City.

Dallas, Indianapolis, the New 
York G iants, P h ilad e lp h ia , 
Phoenix and Washington have 
open dates.

B ecause of H a rr is ’ dep th - 
perception problems on punts, 
Pat Coleman is still Houston’s 
punt returner.

“ I rea lly  th ink  th a t the 
opportunity to return punts will 
com e, but rig h t now I’m r e ­
turning kickoffs,” Harris said. 
“Coleman is doing a good job of 
th a t  and  a lth o u g h  he d id n ’t 
have any long returns, he did a 
good job of protecting the ball. 
You’ve got to protect it first. ”

The H ouston-S an  Diego 
m atchup p a irs  the NFL’s top 
pass attack  at 315 yards per 
game against the Chargers’ No.
1 AFC pass defense, allowing 
164.7 yards. The last time the 
two teams met was 1990 when 
W arren Moon th rew  for 355 
yards and two TDs in a 17-7 
victory.

San Diego has amassed over 
300 yards for two consecutive 
gam es, bu t h a s n ’t won. The

Chargers were outscored 16-0 
in the fourth q u arte r Sunday 
against the Steelers in a 23-6 
defeat.

Pittsburgh seeks a 4-0 sta rt 
for the first time since 1979 
when it makes its first visit to 
G reen Bay since 1983. The 
game pairs rookie coaches Bill 
Cowher and Mike Holm gren, 
who got his f irs t coach ing  
v ictory  Sunday on the B rett 
Favre’s last minute touchdown 
pass against Cincinnati.

F av re , who re p la ced  Don 
Majkowski because of an ankle 
injury, will get his first start. 
Terrell Buckley had a 58-yard 
punt return touchdown for the 
Packers against the Bengals.

The biggest gam e betw een 
division rivals Sunday matches 
San F ran c isco  and New 
Orleans, both 2-1 atop the NFC 
West.

If the past is any indication, 
the game should be a close one. 
The la s t five gam es a t the 
Superdom e betw een  the two 
teams have been decided by a 
total of 15 points.

The 49ers are still waiting for 
the return of Joe Montana, but 
without him they have the NFL’s 
top-ranked offense at 439 yards 
per game. Steve Young is No. 2 
in the  leag u e  w ith a 
q u arte rb ack  ra ting  of 123.2, 
trailing only the Eagles’ Randall 
Cunningham.

San F ran c isco  is facing a 
Saints defense th a t has s u r ­
rendered an NFC-low 28 points. 
New Orleans has yet to allow a 
passer to throw for 300 yards or 
a receiver to have 100 yards in 
receptions.

Irish soccer teams face stiff challenges

S p orting  a new h a irc u t and a 
newfound air of confidence about his 
team , Notre Dame wom en’s soccer 
coach Chris Petrucelli couldn’t be 
h ap p ie r about his te am ’s chances 
against 14th-ranked Duke tonight at 
Alumni Field.

On a 9-1 team  ran k ed  20th  in the 
nation, one would expect to find some 
s ta n d o u ts ; a s u p e r s ta r  or two who 
usually grab the spotlight.

“Our balance is one of the things that

“A team can’t come in 
and say,’We just need to slop this player 
or that player’. That makes it tough to 
defend us and tough to scout us.”

Three teams will try to deal with that

The equality am ongst Notre Dam e’s 
players is evident on paper as well as on 
the court. Five different Irish head up 
five of the m ajor statistical categories: 
Christy Peters leads the team in kills, 
C ynthia May in a tta c k  p e rc e n ta g e , 
Janelle Karlan in assists, Marilyn Cragin 
in service aces, and Jessica Fiebelkorn in 
digs. The wealth is spread particularly 
evenly on offense, where seven players 
are averag ing  well over one kill per 
match.
