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Professors: Perot 
to have low impact

Ross Perot’s re-entry into the 
presidential race will not have 
a s e r io u s  im p a c t on th e  
outcome of the election at this 
stage, according to Government 
Professor David Leege, because 
P e ro t h a s  lo s t m uch  of th e  
sub stan tia l support he had in 
July.

“Only a b o u t a th ird  of the 
people who formerly supported 
Perot will even consider voting 
for him now,” said Leege.

Robert Schmul, chairm an of 
A m e ric a n  S tu d ie s , a g re e d  
saying, “Perot was a legitimate 
c a n d id a te  d u r in g  th e  la te  
spring and early summer. Now, 
he  is a g e n u in e  p ro te s t  
candidate.”

Perot has become a “protest 
c a n d id a te ,” S ch m u h l s a id , 
because most of his votes will 
com e from  p eo p le  w ho h a te  
Bush and Clinton or those who 
g e n e ra l ly  h a te  p o litic s  in  
America.

Although Perot will mobilize
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the votes of these people, Leege 
said tha t “it will not be enough 
to  m ake a d iffe re n c e  in th e  
election.”

B oth  L eege a n d  S ch m u h l 
believed tha t Perot re -en te red  
the race because he w anted t o , 
save his ego, w hich w as h u rt 
w hen he left the p re s id en tia l 
race  in mid-July. “More than 
any th ing  else, it w as an  ego- 
sav in g  a c t on P e ro t’s p a r t , ” 
Schmuhl said.

P e ro t w ill a t t r a c t  th e  
a t te n t io n  o f th e  A m e ric a n  
p u b lic  th ro u g h  an  in te q fe  
m edia cam paign, according to 
S ch m u h l. “B ecau se  of th e  
volatile nature of the electorate 
th is  y e a r, h is  m e d ia  
perform ances might have more 
o f an  im p a c t th a n  th e  vo tes 
he’ll receive, especially if Perot 
participates in the presidential 
debates.” Schmuhl said.

Tornadoes bring another ep isode of destruction to Florida
LARGO, Fla. (AP) — Tornadoes 

b ro u g h t a new  ro u n d  of 
destruction to Florida on Satur­
day, killing four people a t mo­
bile home parks and sm ashing 
dozens of houses into splinters 
in the Tampa Bay area, au thor­
ities said.

A tw o-day storm  w ith w inds 
g u s tin g  to 90 m ph  a lso  w as 
blamed for sinking a freighter. 
All 15 c rew  m e m b e rs  w e re  
rescued after the 255-foot Hol­
s te in  w en t dow n w ith  2 ,0 0 0  
tons of flour late Friday in the 
Gulf of Mexico.

T he to rn a d o e s  k illed  th re e  
people at a mobile home park 
in  P in e lla s  P a rk  an d  one  in 
n e a rb y  L argo as th e y  ra g e d  
from  m id -m o rn in g  to e a r ly  
a fte rnoon , said  P inellas Park  
Police spokesman Lee Lerchen.

P in e lla s  P a rk  M ayor C ecil 
B radbury said 84 hom es w ere

d e s tro y e d  a n d  100 to  200 
homes were seriously damaged. 
P inellas County spokesw om an 
Ronnie Goldstein said 25 people 
were injured countywide.

By e a r ly  e v e n in g , P in e lla s  
Park au thorities said they had 
surveyed the worst-hit buildings 
and  d id n ’t expect to d iscover 
more deaths.

In Pinellas Park, the storm  left 
so m e o n e  e l s e ’s f ro n t  d o o r 
ja m m e d  in  th e  s id e  of one  
w om an’s house; a car stuck in a 
pine tree ; and two o th e r cars  
upended, sandw iched together 
a g a in s t  an  o u te r  w a ll o f a 
house.

L a rry  S c h w e itz e r ’s w a te r  
h e a te r  w as im b ed d ed  in  th e  
back wall of his garage, 4 feet 
above the ground. The re s t of 
the garage was missing.

“T his s t r e e t  re m in d s  m e of 
M iam i, b ig  t im e ,” sa id

Schweitzer, a utility worker who 
recently returned  from the area 
d e v a s ta te d  by H u rr ic a n e  
A ndrew . “ T h e r e ’s so m u ch  
devastation. House after house. 
The only d ifference is th a t in 
M iam i, it  w as  m o re  
w idespread .”

One w om an  w as k illed  an d  
her husband injured at the In­
dian Rocks Mobile Home Park 
in L argo, w h ere  m any of the  
152 t r a i l e r s  w e re  d a m a g e d , 
m anager Jennie Husfelt said.

“Her tra ile r flipped over and 
she was caught in it,” Ms. Hus­
fe lt s a id , a d d in g  th a t  th e  
w om an’s husband  “is all cu t.” 
She said  m any hom es a re  v a ­
can t a t th is  tim e of y e a r b e ­
cause they are owned by winter 
residents.

Details of the th ree deaths at 
th e  m o b ile  hom e p a rk  in  
Pinellas Park — 10 miles south

of Largo — w eren’t immediately 
available.

Some homes w ere left a pile of 
sp lin te rs  and  roofs w ere  to rn  
dow n to th e  p lyw ood. T h ree  
sh e lte rs  opened and  about 30 
p e o p le  w e re  b u s e d  in  from  
dam aged neighborhoods.

“E verything th a t w as in our 
living room  is in o u r k itchen  
and everything in our kitchen is 
in  o u r  g a r a g e ,” s a id  K athy  
H yatt, who cam e to a sh e lte r  
with her husband and two chil­
dren. “I can’t believe w e’re  all 
OK."

T h e  to rn a d o  th a t  to u c h e d  
down in Largo w recked  a gas 
s ta t io n ,  k n o c k e d  dow n b i l l ­
boards and shredded a nursery, 
tw is t in g  an  iro n  g a te  a n d  
sc a tte r in g  b lobs of in su la tio n  
over the parking lot.

Police w ere investigating  r e ­
ports of looting, said Police Sgt.

Don Holcomb.
“The storm  did a lot of jum p­

ing and skipping. We actually  
had people in their yard watch 
a to rn ad o  pass over and then  
d ro p  d ow n  a n d  h it  a n o th e r  
hom e a block aw ay,” Holcomb 
said.

P in e lla s  P a rk  r e s id e n t  E ric 
K nurr said police had  blocked 
o ff th e  d a m a g e d  a r e a .  “ You 
have to sign up at a command 
p o s t,” he sa id . “You c a n ’t go 
farther than two blocks because 
streets are blocked.”

P res id en t Bush escaped  one 
to rn ad o  by abou t 70 m inutes, 
hopping aboard  Air Force One 
a t St. P e te rsb u rg -C le a rw a te r  
A irpo rt a fte r  the firs t of four 
Florida campaign stops.

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Israeli cargo plane crashes, triggers firestorm
AMSTERDAM, N e th e r la n d s  

(AP) — An Israeli cargo je t with 
engine trouble crashed into an 
a p a r tm e n t  co m p lex  S u n d ay  
night shortly after takeoff and 
triggered a firestorm that raced 
through a crowded suburb.

At le a s t 12 bodies w ere  r e ­
covered , bu t D utch television 
sa id  po lice  fe a re d  up to 200 
people may have died. The El A1 
Boeing 747 carried a three-m an 
c re w  a n d  one  w o m an  p a s ­
senger, the carrier said.

The pilot was trying to wrestle 
the je t back to Schiphol Airport 
when it slammed into the nine- 
s to ry  a p a r tm e n t  b u ild in g , 
sp ew in g  flam es and  b u rn in g  
w reckage over a wide a re a  of 
D u iv e n d re c h t (p ro n o u n c e d  
DOW-ven-drecht).

Residents searched frantically 
fo r  fam ily  m e m b e rs  in  th e  
hellish landscape of fire, smoke 
and chaos. Some people jum ped 
o u t o f th e  w in d o w s of th e ir

a p a r tm e n ts  to  e s c a p e  th e  
inferno, radio reported.

“ It c r a s h e d  r ig h t  in to  th e  
building. I saw  the w ings and 
all ignited. It exploded into one 
huge sea of fire,” said resident 
Mark van der Linden.

Two n in e - s to ry  a p a r tm e n t  
c o m p le x e s  w as s e t  a b la z e . 
Mayor Ed van Thijn of Duiven­
d rech t said  at least 50 a p a r t­
m ents w ere gutted.

H e lic o p te rs  f i t te d  w ith  
s e a rc h lig h ts  i llu m in a te d  th e  
scene for h u n d red s  of rescu e  
workers. Police reported looting 
in a nearby shopping mall.

T he A m ste rd a m  M ed ica l 
Center Hospital said it trea ted  
a t least 27 burn  victims.

A irlin e  o ffic ia ls  d ism isse d  
ea rly  susp ic ion  of a te r ro r is t  
strike, w hich could have jeo p ­
ard ized  sensitive  M iddle E ast 
peace talks.

Y israel C herbin, cargo m an ­
ag er for El A1 in A m sterdam ,

sa id  th e  p la n e ’s c a p ta in  r e ­
p o r te d  p ro b le m s  w ith  tw o 
engines after takeoff and asked 
to re tu rn  to the a irport, about 
10 miles south of Amsterdam.

“He’s re tu rn in g  to land , and 
when he said he was landing, it 
crashed,” said Cherbin.

The plane flew over a lake to 
dum p fuel and  c rashed  about 
6:30 p.m . (1:30 p.m . EDT) on 
th e  tu r n  to  m ak e  a n ew  a p ­
proach to Schiphol, one of Eu­
rope’s busiest airfields.

“I saw  the p lane going nose- 
down with the left wing up and 
the right wing down behind the 
next flat (apartm ent) building,” 
s a id  a w itn e s s  to th e  c ra sh , 
photographer Peter de Neef.

“The engines w ere sm oking,” 
the w itness sa id , “and  th en  I 
heard  the pilot trying to pull up 
and  th en  I d id n ’t see it and  I 
saw  sparks coming in the air.”

him a hero

N ovem ber 7, 1991 w as 
in d eed  a sad  day in the  
w ide  w o rld  of s p o r ts .
A fter tw elve se a so n s  as 
th e  N B A s p re m ie r  
a m b a s s a d o r ,  E a rv in  
“M ag ic” Jo h n so n
announced his retirem ent 
from  a leag u e  w hich he 
h e lp e d  tu r n  in to  a 
worldwide en tertainm ent, 
m a rk e t in g  a n d  s p o r ts  
phenomenon.

One of the grea test players ever, a five time 
NBA cham pion and a th ree  time MVP, had to 
retire  because he had contracted HIV, the virus 
th a t  cau ses  AIDS. With th is new s, Johnson  
becam e one of the most visible spokespeople on 
AIDS and its sufferers.

B efo re  h is  r e t i r e m e n t ,  Jo h n so n  w as a 
basketball hero to millions worldwide. In his 12 
seasons he and his unforgettable smile turned 
the Los Angeles Lakers into “Show tim e.” Yet 
since  the  new s la s t N ovem ber, he has been  
elevated to a new status. Not simply a sports 
hero but a hero for all of humanity.

A ccord ing  to m ost d o c to rs , you have th e  
greatest chance of contracting HIV if you are a 
in trav en o u s  d ru g  u se r  or som eone who has 
n um ero u s sexual p a rtn e rs . “M agic” did not 
contract HIV because he was a hemophiliac who 
received  ta in ted  blood, no r did he catch  the 
virus from an infected physician. Johnson has 
the HIV virus because he claim s to have had 
many sexual partners. Some say tha t he is a 
homosexual, but AIDS has no sexual preference. 
“M agic” Jo hnson , m ay no t have rea lize  the  
consequences of having many partners. Even if 
he did, he obviously thought th a t this activity 
w as a w o rth w h ile  risk . Like th o u sa n d s  of 
others, “Magic” made a w ager for his life and 
lost. His life is now in danger. Many make this 
w ag er and  a p p e a r  u n h a rm ed , yet a re  th ese  
ac tio n s of re sp o n sib le  people? R esponsible 
p e o p le  d o n ’t s a c r if ic e  th e i r  h e a l th ,  th e i r  
happiness and their family’s happiness for a few 
moments of pleasure.

Isn’t it unfortunate that a man who has been 
so ultimately irresponsible is now viewed as a 
ro le  m o d e l fo r to d a y s  y o u th ?  It is 
u n d e r s ta n d a b le  th a t  su c h  an  aw eso m e  
basketball player should be idolized for his on- 
court ability. He is, in fact, one of the greatest 
ever, yet the praise should end there.

AIDS is one of the most preventable diseases 
we know  of. It is no t h e re d ita ry  and  is not 
transm itted  through casual contact. It strikes 
those who have not prepared.

The championship rings and the trophies are 
unim portant now. “Magic” Johnson has lost this 
gam e. He is in no way a role m odel for our 
young. He should be an example of w hat results 
from  sex u al p rom iscu ity , w h a t re su lts  from  
irresponsibility, and what can happen from “no­
s tr in g s  a t ta c h e d ” sex . J o h n s o n ’s s itu a tio n  
should pose this question: “Is a few moments of 
sexual pleasure worth your life?”

His tr iu m p h  in the  O lym pics and  his s u b ­
sequent re tu rn  to the NBA should be proof that 
tho se  who a re  HIV in fec ted  can  function  in 
society. His decision to forge onward is indeed 
v a l ia n t  b u t  th e  fa c t r e m a in s  th e r e  is a 
inconsistancy in the values he apparently holds 
and the role he is trying to play.

Harvard to pay workers with AIDS_______
■BOSTON — Doctors, nurses and other employees of 
H a rv a rd  U niversity  an d  its  h o sp ita ls  w ill rece iv e  
$100,000 in insurance benefits if they become infected 
with the AIDS virus on the job. The program , appar­
ently the first of its kind, will pay the money immedi­
ately to any of the 50,000 students and employees who 
prove job-rela ted  HIV infection, even if they are  still 
h e a lth y . J o b -a c q u ire d  AIDS in fe c tio n s  a re  r a r e ,  
although they can happen from needle jabs and other 
exposure to potentially tainted blood. The university 
estim ates the program  will pay an average of one claim 
a year.

Murderer of three claims self defense
■MIAMI-A National G uardsm an charged with fatally 
stabbing three people he met in a b ar told police he 
acted  in self defense and raped  two of the victims. 
Steven Coleman confessed to police that he stabbed the 
victims but only after one of them , Ronald Quisbert, 
pulled a knife on him. The victims w ere identified as 
Quisbert, 20; Regina Rodriguez, 15, and Andrew

McGinnis, 22. Rodriguez and McGinnis had been sexu­
ally assaulted, probably after their deaths, investigators 
say. The attacks occurred in a parking lot at Florida 
International University near the National Guard camp 
w h e re  C olem an w as in th e  a r e a  to  u n lo a d  re lie f  
supplies for victims of Hurricane Andrew.

■NEW YORK — Pop singer Sinead O’Connor tore up a 
photograph of Pope John Paul II on “Saturday Night 
Live,” furthering her reputation for anti-establishm ent 
dem onstrations. After the last verse of the reggae song 
‘W ar’, w hich  b la s ts  ra c ism  an d  c la s s - s t ru c tu re d  
societies, she said, “Fight the real enemy,” then held up 
the 8-by-12 color photo of the Roman Catholic leader 
and slowly ripped it to pieces.

to both the unborn  and to the 
mothers A girl can’t pierce her 
e a r s  b e fo re  s h e ’s e ig h te e n  
w ithout paren tal consent, isn ’t 
abortion  a m ore serious deci­
sion?” Johnson said.

The N otre Dame c h a p te r  of 
the Right to Life organ ization  
exists to “inform students of the 
p rob lem s of a b o rtio n  an d  let 
them  do som eth ing  abou t i t ,” 
said Bill Keen of the ND Right to 
Life Organization.

The ND c h a p te r  consists  of 
500 m em b ers , 200 of whom  
are active. This group has ex­
isted  on N otre Dame cam pus 
since 1973, according to John­
son.

Study:Romanian 
women died in 
anti-abortion era

WASHINGTON (AP) — More 
than  10,000 women died from 
il le g a l a b o r t io n s  an d  a b o u t 
200,000 children w ere placed 
in o rp h an ag es  while an a n ti­
ab o rtio n  law  w as in effect in 
Romania, a new study shows.

In a report published Monday 
in  th e  A m e ric a n  J o u rn a l  of 
Public Health, researchers said 
that a ban on elective abortion 
and on contraception in Roma­
n ia  “ r e s u lte d  in  th e  h ig h e s t 
m aternal m ortality ra te  in Eu­
rope and  in th ousands of un ­
w a n te d  c h ild re n  in  in s t i tu ­
tions.”

T he s tu d y  is  b a s e d  on th e  
statistics of births and m aternal 
deaths during the 23-year pe­
riod after 1966 when Romanian 
p re s id e n t N icolae C eaucescu  
in tro d u c e d  p o lic ie s  th a t  
o u tla w e d  a b o r tio n  an d  c o n ­
traception, and actively p rose­
cu ted  doctors who perform ed 
unauthorized abortions.

Purpose of the policy change, 
the study said, was to increase 
th e  r e p ro d u c t io n  r a te  an d  
p o p u la t io n  in  R o m an ia . It 
failed.

“After a brief rise, the crude 
birth ra te  fell and continued to 
f a l l ,” th e  s tu d y  fo u n d . 
“R om ania did no t succeed  in 
sustaining desired levels of re ­
p ro d u c tio n  a n d  n a tu r a l  i n ­
crease.”

W hat did increase, the study 
fo u n d , w as th e  n u m b e r  of 
a b o r t io n - r e la te d  m a te rn a l  
d eaths. P rio r to the  law, m a ­
ternal death  ra te s  in Romania 
w e re  c o n s is te n t  w ith  th o se  
e lse w h e re  in  E u ro p e  of le ss  
than 20 per 100,000 live births.

“For the decade 1980 to 1989, 
th e  a v e ra g e  R o m an ian  
m a te rn a l m o rta lity  r a te  w as 
150  m a te r n a l  d e a th s  p e r
100.000 live b irths,” the study 
said. “Many w om en obta ined  
a b o r tio n  illeg a lly  an d  every  
y e a r  a p p ro x im a te ly  500 
o th e rw ise -h e a lth y  w om en of 
childbearing age died from post 
abortion hem orrhage” or other 
complications.

“ T he a n t i - a b o r t io n  law  in 
R o m a n ia  r e s u l te d  in  o v e r
10.000 deaths of women from 
unsafe abortion,” the study re ­
ported.
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Bush takes a risk on cable veto
WASHINGTON (AP) — Of 

th r e e  d o zen  b ills  P re s id e n t  
Bush has vetoed, none is more 
loaded w ith poten tia l political 
peril th an  his w eekend re jec ­
tion of re-regulation of cable TV 
rates.

B ehind in  the  polls and  a c ­
cused by Democrats of callous­
ness to the hardship caused by 
a p o o r  econom y, B ush  is 
gambling that he can prevail in 
C o n g re ss  a n d  p e r s u a d e  th e  
voters tha t the bill was a m is­
g u id e d  e f fo r t  to  c u rb  c a b le  
rates.

“ He m ad e  a m is ta k e ,” 
A rkansas Gov. Bill Clinton said 
Sunday. “I would have signed 
it.”

The president has won every 
v e to  sh o w d o w n  so fa r, an d  
W hite H ouse s tra te g is ts  fea r 
th a t  a d e fe a t now  w ould  be 
viewed as a sign of w eakness 
with the election a month away. 
To forestall that, the president 
invited a group of Republican 
senators to the White House on 
Sunday.

But if elections are decided on 
p o c k e tb o o k  is s u e s , th is  one 
c a r r ie s  c lo u t. T he b ill w as 
d ra fted  in p a r t  to respond  to 
c o n su m e r  c o m p la in ts  a b o u t

spiraling  prices, and its spon­
sors proclaim it loudly as an ef­
fective remedy.

N or is it th e  only m e a su re  
aim ed  a t m idd le -c lass  vo ters 
that Democrats have served up 
for vetos in the waning days of 
the 102nd Congress. Bush r e ­
jected a bill to give many work­
ers time off to deal with family 
em erg en c ies , an d  a n o th e r  to 
liberalize  abortion  counseling 
av a ilab le  a t federa lly  funded 
family planning clinics.

He w as su sta in ed  in both of 
those, bu t D em ocrats seem ed 
content. “This issue fram es this 
campaign. Yes, it really is about 
w ho is  fo r f a m il ie s ,” R ep. 
P a tr ic ia  S c h ro e d e r, D-Colo., 
said last week as Republicans 
s u s ta in e d  th e  v e to  of th e  
“family leave” bill.

At the sam e time, Democrats 
have ducked o ther con fron ta ­
tions w h ere  Bush m ight have 
held the high ground politically. 
W hen the p res id en t vowed at 
the R epublican N ational Con­
vention to veto spending  bills 
th a t  e x c e e d e d  h is  r e q u e s t ,  
D e m o c ra ts  q u ie tly  tr im m e d  
them  to avoid being labeled big 
spenders.

The la te s t  bill Bush vetoed

would cap rates for basic cable 
service, open the door to com­
p e titio n  from  em erg in g  p ro ­
g ram m ers like hom e sa te llite  
services, and let b roadcasters  
seek com pensation for cab le’s 
use of their signals.

In h is  ve to  m e s s a g e , th e  
president called it “good inten­
tions gone w ro n g ,” an d  sa id  
C ongress had  “ fallen  p rey  to 
special in terests.”

“The simple tru th  is tha t un­
der this legislation cable televi­
s io n  r a te s  w ill go up , no t 
d o w n ,” th e  p r e s id e n t  s a id . 
“Competition will not increase, 
it will stagnate. In addition, this 
legislation will cost A m erican 
jobs and discourage investment 
in telecommunications.”

He said the bill would require 
cab le  co m p an ies  to b e a r  the  
costs of new regu la tions, and 
higher cable ra tes would result.

But Bush’s attitude toward the 
b ill is n o t u n iv e rs a l  am o n g  
m em bers of his party. And his 
a b ility  to  s u s ta in  a ve to  r e ­
m ained  in doub t Sunday. Co­
sponsored  by Sen. John  Dan- 
fo r th , R-M o., th e  m e a s u re  
passed the Senate supported by 
24 Republicans and opposed by 
only 18.

NEW YORK (AP) — After two 
t r ie s ,  P e n n s y lv a n ia ’s Gov. 
Robert Casey is still looking for 
a way to get his liberal-against- 
abortion m essage across to an 
audience in New York.

Barred from giving his speech 
to  th e  D e m o c ra tic  P a r ty  
co n v en tio n  h e re  in  July , th e  
g o v e rn o r r e tu rn e d  F rid ay  to 
deliver the  sam e lec tu re  a t a 
g a th e r in g  sp o n so re d  by The 
Village Voice — but abandoned 
h is  e f fo r t  a f te r  p r o te s te r s  
drow ned him  out w ith chan ts 
and shouts.

W itnesses sa id  the  h eck le rs

r e p r e s e n te d  a t  le a s t  th r e e  
groups, the AIDS Coalition to 
Unleash Power, known as ACT 
UP; the Women’s Health Action 
Mobilization, or WHAM; and the 
Ad-hoc Coalition to Save Mumia 
A bu J a m a l, a co n v ic ted  cop 
killer on Pennsylvania’s death  
row.

“ It w as o ld - fa s h io n e d  f a s ­
c is m ,” N at H en to ff, a Voice 
colum nist who served as host 
for the meeting, said Saturday.

“The left is no better than the 
right when it comes to denying

the free exchange of ideas, ” he 
said. “Sometimes I think there 
a re  abou t eight people in the 
U nited S ta te s  w ho believe in 
free speech, and I haven’t found 
them  yet.”

He said  Casey has delivered 
his “Can a Liberal be Pro-life?” 
m essage to Pennsylvania audi­
ences without disruption. Casey 
w as “genuinely su rp rised  tha t 
these people wouldn’t even lis­
ten ,” Hentoff said.

who are out there in the real 
world and have experience in 
those careers that they are in­
terested in ,” said Reynolds.

He is especially interested in 
getting sophomores and juniors 
to the event because he feels 
that career day would have the 
g r e a te s t . im p a c t  upon  th em . 
“The career day is primarily for 
seniors, but we would also like 
to see a large am ount of juniors 
and sophomores there because 
se n io rs  u su a lly  have  a good 
idea of w hat they w ant to do. 
N o n -se n io rs  a r e n ’t so s u re . 
C a re e r  day  o ffe rs  th e m  an  
o p p o r tu n ity  to  ta lk  to 
professionals and get an idea of 
w h a t it is ‘re a l ly ’ lik e .” sa id  
Reynolds.

T he in fo rm a l fo rm a t of 
c a re e r  day is a lso  a h e lp  to 
students. Instead of having to 
be lectured to and herded from 
p re sen ta tio n  to p re sen ta tio n , 
s tu d e n ts  ca n  ta lk  to 
representatives in fields of their 
choice and stay as long as they 
w a n t. “No ta lk s ,  no 
p re s e n ta t io n s , s tu d e n ts  ju s t  
w alk  by and  ta lk  to w hoever 
they w ant to .” said Reynolds.

Now in its 14th year, approx­
imately 30 career fields whl be 
r e p r e s e n te d  a t  C a re e r  day, 
from advertising to social se r­
v ice  to  in d u s t r ia l  d e s ig n  to 
sp o rts  m ark e tin g . “We try  to 
keep it b e tw een  30-40 fields 
each year; content depends on

opportunities available, student 
in te re s t th a t year and on the 
practicality of having a particu­
lar field represented. Only ap­
p r o p r ia te  f ie ld s  a re  r e p r e ­
sented—ones we think that the 
students are  in terested  in and 
a re  p r e p a r e d  for. We w o n ’t 
have e le c tr ic a l or a e ro sp ace  
e n g in e e r in g  th e r e  b e c a u se  
those fields don’t apply to most 
s tu d e n ts  in  th e  C ollege of 
Arts&Letters.”

This d o sen ’t m ean  th a t c a ­
reer day is just for students in 
A rts & L etters, e ither. “If you 
a re  in te re s ted  in some of the 
fields represented, stop by and 
ta lk  to the  peop le  th e re  and  
find out if it’s w hat you thought 
it w as.” said Reynolds “just be­
cause  you a re  m ajo rin g  in X 
doesn’t m ean you can only go 
into X, Y and Z—non-majoring 
students can stop by and gain a 
lo t of in fo rm a tio n  on o th e r  
fields that they might be in ter­
ested in .”

B esides le a rn in g  ab o u t the  
ac tu a l fields them selves, s tu ­
dents can also gain information 
about breaking into careers in 
fields which a re n ’t usually as­
so c ia te d  w ith  N o tre  D am e. 
“Some careers, such as those in 
broadcasting  and public re la ­
tions, don ’t even send  re p re ­
sentatives to cam pus to recruit. 
A s tu d en t in te re s ted  in these 
areas can talk to someone and 
not only learn  about w hat it’s 
like but also find out about how 
to get started  in those fields as 
well.” said Reynolds.

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UN resolves to seize Iraqi assets
UNITED NATIONS (AP) — 

After scrapping  m ost of Iraq ’s 
weapons and cutting off its in ­
ternational trade , the Security 
Council struck Friday at a key 
financial asset of Saddam Hus­
sein, moving to seize $1 billion 
in oil money.

The council’s resolution seizes 
a s s e ts  from  I ra q i  oil s a le s  
ab ro ad , m ost of them  held  in 
th e  U n ited  S ta te s , to 
c o m p en sa te  v ictim s of I r a q ’s 
invasion of Kuwait and pay for 
U.N. w eapons inspections and 
h u m an ita rian  aid to d issident 
Kurds and Shiites.

It is the first time the United 
N ations had seized a n a tio n ’s 
money.

A top  I ra q i envoy, F o re ig n  
M inister M ohammed Al-Sahaf, 
had traveled to U.N. headquar­
ters to try to stop the action. He 
m et ea rlie r Friday w ith Third 
World m em bers of the Security 
Council in a last-ditch attem pt 
to head off the seizure.

His efforts failed. Fourteen of

the 15 council m em bers su p ­
p o rte d  th e  re so lu tio n . C hina 
abstained , as it has in several 
council m easures against Iraq.

A l-S a h a f  h a d  p ro p o se d  an  
alternative source for the com­
pensation of victims and financ­
ing U.N. op era tio n s: allow ing 
Iraq  to b re a k  a U .N .-ordered  
trade  em bargo and sell $4 bil­
lion in oil.

The council earlie r had  tried  
to get Iraq  to pay for the pro­
gram  through a one-time sale of 
$1.6 billion in oil, under strict 
U.N. su p e rv is io n . B ut' I ra q  
refused to accept the Security 
Council’s term s for the sale.

“The re so lu tio n  ad o p ted  by 
the Security Council today is a 
reaso n ab le  and  p roportiona te  
re s p o n s e  to  I r a q ’s i n t r a n s i ­
g en ce ,” said  A m bassador Ed­
w a rd  P e rk in s  of th e  U n ited  
States, w hich led the drive to 
seize Iraq’s assets.

China’s ambassador, Li Daoyu, 
said the action was unnecessary 
and violated Iraq’s sovereignty.

“W hen the S ecurity  Council 
plays the role of a court in such 
commercial dealings, this is out 
of its m andate  fully,” A l-Sahaf 
said.

T he re s o lu t io n  a llo w s th e  
council to confiscate proceeds 
from oil sales and money owed 
to Iraq  for oil delivered before 
th e  S ecu rity  Council b a n n e d  
trade with Baghdad on Aug. 6, 
1990, four days after Iraq’s in­
vasion of Kuwait.

At th a t  tim e , I r a q ’s a s s e ts  
abroad — estim ated to total $5 
billion — w ere frozen bu t not 
seized.

Oil was Iraq’s main source of 
foreign cash.

T he U nited  N ations w ill be 
able to confiscate up to $200 
million from each country hold­
ing Iraqi oil revenues, but will 
not be allowed to touch money 
claimed by Iraq’s creditors. The 
co n fisc a te d  a cco u n ts  w ill be 
r e im b u rs e d  w h en  t r a d e  
sanctions are lifted.

Thousands protest 
Neo-Nazi violence

SACHSENHAUSEN, Germany 
(AP) — T housands of people 
gathered at the site of a Nazi 
concentration camp Sunday to 
protest anti-Sem itic and an ti­
fo re ig n e r  a t ta c k s  a c ro s s  
Germany.

The dem onstration  a t Sach- 
s e n h a u s e n , ju s t  n o r th  of 
B e rlin , w as  th e  f i r s t  tim e  
G erm ans ra llied  a t  a fo rm er 
concentration camp to call for 
a n  en d  to  c u r r e n t  r ig h t is t  
troubles.

The sym bolism  of th e  s ite  
w as h e ig h te n e d  by th e  
to rc h in g  la s t  m o n th  o f a 
b a r r a c k s  th e re  h o u s in g  an  
exhibit on the cam p’s Jew ish 
victims.

“ P eo p le  to d a y  h e a r  d a ily  
news about attacks on asylum - 
s e e k e rs ,” R obert G uttm ann , 
th e  d ep u ty  c h a irm a n  of the  
C e n tra l C ouncil o f Je w s  in 
Germany, told the dem onstra­

tors. “People h ea r about them 
w ith  le ss  in te re s t  th a n  they 
have for soccer results.”

Police said some 5,000 peo­
p le , m o st o f th em  G erm ans, 
to o k  p a r t  in  th e  ra lly  
sponsored by Jew ish leaders, 
s ta te  g o v e rn m e n t o ffic ia ls , 
h u m a n  r ig h ts  g ro u p s  an d  
others. Some held German and 
Israeli flags tied together.

"1 th in k  i t ’s im p o r ta n t  for 
Americans to know tha t not all 
G erm an s a g re e  w ith  w h a t’s 
taking place in Germany now,” 
said  40-year-o ld  Sonja Ju ra , 
one of the dem onstrators.

W hile th e  th u g s have been  
c h e e re d  on in  som e p laces , 
m any Germans have deplored 
the xenophobic attacks. About 
2 5 ,0 0 0  p r o te s te r s  d e m o n ­
s tra ted  in F rank fu rt, N urem ­
berg  and B erlin  S a tu rd ay  in 
support of foreign refugees.

Bad weather ham pers Yugoslavian air lifts
SARAJEVO, B o sn ia -H e rz e - 

govina (AP) — More hum anitar­
ian  flights arrived  in  Sarajevo 
on Sunday, bu t ra iny  w eather 
ham pered the aid effort to help 
people in the shattered  capital 
survive the coming harsh  win­
ter.

Relief officials fear the harsh  
B o sn ian  w in te r  cou ld  c la im  
hundreds of thousands of lives 
unless there are adequate sup­

plies of food and  fuel to feed 
residents of the besieged city.

P ow er cu ts  have  fre q u e n tly  
left about 80 p ercen t of S a ra ­
jevo w ithout electricity. People 
run  to line up at w ater trucks, 
and  on Sunday m any pu t out 
p a ils  to ca tch  ra in w a te r  ru n ­
ning off the roofs.

W areh o u ses  in  th e  city  a re  
empty, the only working bakery 
is producing only enough bread

“I have n o th in g ,” said  Mark 
Vachon, a U.N. refugee coordi­
nator in Sarajevo.

Sarajevo has been  relatively 
quiet in recent days, but fight­
ing flared  in severa l towns in 
northern Bosnia on Sunday.

Almost daily rep o rts  of Serb 
air raids have led W estern allies 
to urge  the United N ations to 
im pose  a “n o -fly ” zone over 
Bosnia.

Bosnian Serbs’ a ir force, Maj.-

Debates scheduled

WASHINGTON —Aides to Bush and 
Clinton announced  p lans S atu rday  for 
th re e  p re s id e n tia l d eb a te s  beg in n in g  
next Sunday in St. Louis, and said inde­
pendent candidate Ross Perot would be 
invited to participate. Perot will be there, 
h is  s p o k e sm a n  sa id . T he a n ­
n o u ncem en t, capping  3 days of n ego ­
tiations, se t a com pressed, 9-day tim e­
ta b le  fo r th e  th r e e  p r e s id e n t ia l  
encoun ters and a vice p residentia l de­
bate. Each will be 90 minutes long, take 
place before live audiences and be open 
to all subjects. The debates will be Oct. 
11 in St. Louis, Oct. 15 in Richmond, Va., 
and Oct. 19 in East Lansing, Mich.
Clinton endorses pact

RALEIGH, N.C. — D em o cra t Bill 
C lin to n  on S u n d ay  e n d o rs e d  th e  
c o n tro v e rs ia l  f r e e - t r a d e  tr e a ty  w ith  
Mexico, bu t sa id  he w ould no t sign it 
un less add itiona l steps w ere tak en  to 
protect American workers. “If it is done 
righ t, it will c rea te  jobs in the  United 
S ta te s  an d  in M exico,” the  A rk an sas  
governo r said  in an ad d re ss  a t N orth 
C a ro lin a  S ta te  U niversity . “ We m u st 
always rem em ber why w e’re doing it 
to help the working men and women of 
A m e ric a .” The a n n o u n c e m e n t en d ed  
w eek s  o f s p e c u la t io n  o v er how  th e  
Democratic nom inee would land on the 
trade pact.

year of voter turn-off. Record num bers of 
n ew  v o te rs  a re  r e g is te r in g  in  som e 
regions as get-out-the-vote drives sprout 
up  e v e ry w h e re  from  body lo tio n  
b o u tiq u e s  to  m u sic  s to re s  to  so u p  
kitchens. Missouri, for example, expects 
to add 300,000 voters to its rolls for a 
re c o rd  r e g is tr a t io n  by E lec tio n  Day.

— at Wal-Marts and malls and nursing 
homes and day care centers,” said Frank 
Y barra , a spokesm an for the M issouri 
secretary of sta te’s office.

Bush has more left to spend than Clinton
WASHINGTON (AP) — President Bush 

has as much as $20 million m ore than 
Bill Clinton to spend in the cam paign’s fi­
nal month and plans to use his carefully 
h o a rd e d  fu n d s  to  b a n k ro ll  an  
unprecedented month-long media blitz.

Clinton’s cam paign insists it still has 
plenty of reserve cash for a final volley of 
its own — and so does Ross Perot, who is 
unbound by any legal limits on campaign 
spending.

An A sso c ia te d  P re ss  re v ie w  of 
cam p a ig n  sp en d in g  show s th a t  Bush 
began  October w ith about $49 million 
left of the $65.5 million the Republicans 
are allowed to spend on the fall election. 
Clinton, m eanw hile, had  betw een  $27 
million and $32 million left.

The difference is explained by th ree  
factors:

—Clinton by law had to begin spending 
his legally limited fall campaign money a 
m o n th  e a r l ie r  th a n  B ush , s in ce  th e  
D e m o c ra t re c e iv e d  h is  p a r ty ’s 
n o m ina tion  in m id-Ju ly  and  the  GOP 
convention w asn’t until mid-August.

—Clinton’s strategy called for spending 
m ore m oney early  on to build a high 
profile — one that helped him grab the 
lead he now holds.

—Bush’s strategy called for husbanding 
cam paign reso u rces  for a $30 million 
advertising blitz in the final month.

T he C lin to n  c a m p a ig n  sa y s  i t ’s 
spending is right on schedule. Aides said 
the Democrat prepaid some of October’s 
m edia  expenses and  also  will benefit 
from  an  u n p re c e d e n te d  D em o cra tic  
Party get-out-the-vote drive and millions 
of dollars in generic vote-Democrat ads.

“I don’t think they’ll be running out of 
money over there. We’ll just have a little 
m ore to spend down the s tre tch ,” said 
Charles Black, a senior adviser to Bush’s 
campaign.

S pread ing  a legally  lim ited bankro ll 
over the  fall e lection  cam paign  is an 
in e x a c t sc ien ce  th a t  h is to rica lly  h as  
caused cam paign s tra teg ists  to pull at 
their hair, especially in the crucial final 
days.

“ W hen you s t a r t  t h e r e ’s a lw ay s  a 
d eba te  and infighting over how m uch 
you spend early on and how much you 
save until the last weekend. And in the 
end, you alw ays w ish you had m ore ,” 
s a id  L eslie  D ach , a s e n io r  a id e  to 
Democrat Michael Dukakis’ failed 1988 
bid for the White House.

Professors: Bush campaign religious strategy backfired

The Bush cam paign’s religious s tra t­
egy has backfired, and both campaigns 
are  backing away from the use of reli­
gion to win votes this fall, according to 
several Notre Dame professors.

“Bush has shamefully and shamelessly 
tried to use religion to try to win votes,” 
said F ather Richard McBrien, theology 
professor. But “they are  aw are  of the 
fact tha t the religion button no longer 
works.”

McBrien said the Republican conven­
tion in H ouston a liena ted  two groups 
Bush cannot win the election without: 
m o d e ra te  re p u b lic a n s , who a re  co n ­
cerned about jobs, health care and edu­
cation, and Reagan democrats, who are 
patriotic, religious and generally intoler­

ant on racial issues.
Reagan was able to a ttrac t democratic 

voters with patriotism, anti-communism, 
and his position against abortion and for 
school prayer, but Bush no longer has 
the Cold War in his favor, said Professor 
David Leege of th e  g o v e rn m e n t d e ­
partm ent.

B ush ’s a tte m p ts  to w in those sam e 
v o te rs  w ith  a fam ily v alues m essage  
fa iled  b e c a u s e  o f th e  e ffe c ts  of th e  
econom ic dow nturn . Leege said these 
voters are asking “Is it right to vote for 
him just because he has the right opin­
ion on abortion and social issues, but is 
the economy im portant, also?”

Clinton came to Notre Dame to reach 
out to the Reagan dem ocrats, many of 
whom  a re  C atholic, and  he h as  su c ­
ceeded in pulling them back, according 
to Leege.

Moderates saw the family values issue

as negative, judgm ental and parochial, 
according to Leege. Convention speakers 
P hy llis  Sch lafly , P a t R o b e rtso n  an d  
Patrick Buchanan also served to alienate 
m oderates concerned with liberty and 
rights by telling people how they should 
live, according to McBrien.

The Bush campaign is no longer using 
the  re lig ion  issue  in a heav y -h an d ed  
manner, and is even drawing away from 
the issue entirely, he said.

O’Brien sa id  th a t Bush and  Quayle 
c a n n o t cham p io n  th e ir  s ta n d  on the  
a b o r tio n  issu e  e ith e r . “T he p ro -life  
people have le t Bush and Quayle get 
away with waffling on it.” He said the 
Bush cam paign is afraid  of losing r e ­
publican women on this issue.

But dem ocrats have failed to take ad­
v a n ta g e , so th e  is s u e  h a s  b eco m e  
unim portant in the fall election.

R ecen tly , th e  N o tre  D am e 

alumni received a mailing from 
the University w hich solicited 
comments for the “Colloquy for 
th e  Y ear 2 0 0 0 .” T he sam e  
booklet contained a quote from 
a m em ber of the adm inistration 
s ta t in g  th a t  N o tre  D am e 
r e g a r d s  i t s e l f  as  “th e  p la c e  
w h e re  th e  C h u rch  d o es  its  
thinking.”

T he fa c t th a t  th is  n o tio n  
in fe c ts  m an y  in  th e  a d ­
m in istra tion  comes as no su r­
prise to m ost students and re ­
cent alumni. Contrary to popu­
lar belief in the adm inistration, 
the Church outside South Bend 
is not some mindless autom aton 
w h ich  r e q u ir e s  N o tre  D am e 
software to operate.

Notre Dame does not think for 
the Church; it thinks about the 
Church. The distinction is im ­
p o rtan t, for the first is neces­
sarily Catholic and the second is 
not.

The ad m in is tra tio n  has had  
the difficult task  of m olding a 
small, humble, all-male Catholic 
C ollege in to  a la rg e r ,  
p re s t ig io u s ,  c o -e d , C a th o lic  
University.

P re s e n te d  w ith  th e  cho ice  
b e tw e e n  th e  ig n o m in y  of

renouncing its Catholic princi­
p le s  on th e  one  h a n d , an d  
sm othering b eneath  stultifying 
tradition on the other, the Uni­
versity has—recently, at least— 
chosen both.

T he “n ew  a n d  im p ro v e d ” 
N o tre  D am e s p o n s o rs  a 
h e r e t ic a l  film  (T he L a s t  
Tem ptation) on cam pus, while 
fo rb id d in g  th e  s tu d e n ts  from  
circulating petitions and various 
o th e r  e x e rc is e s  of “f re e  e x ­
p re ss io n ” w ithou t official a p ­
p roval from  the  Dome. Co-ed 
housing is perceived as a th rea t 
to  th e  U n iv e rs i ty ’s C a th o lic  
character; doctrinal im provisa­
tion is not.

The list goes on, but most dis­
tressing  is the U niversity’s r e ­
cen t conduct reg a rd in g  a b o r­
tion. It is inconceivable tha t one 
of the  m ost in trac tab le  foes of 
th e  r ig h t- to - l i f e  m o v e m e n t 
could be recognized  by Notre 
D am e as “an  o u ts ta n d in g  
A m erican  C atholic” w hen the 
second Vatican Council deemed 
abortion to be an “unspeakable 
crim e.”

No doubt the adm inistra tion  
countenanced this endorsem ent 
by o b se rv in g  th a t  th o s e  in  
g o v ern m en t who su p p o rt the  
C hurch’s position on abortion

oppose po lic ies w hich  w ould 
im p le m e n t C h u rch  te a c h in g  
with regard  to other m atters.

This sort of even-handedness 
m ay be e n tic in g  to  th e  
intellectually fashion-conscious, 
b u t it  is as  r e a s o n a b le  as 
Solom on’s suggestion th a t the 
two women split the baby—it is 
an  op tio n  th a t  is a c c e p ta b le  
only if one ig no res the  child. 
There is no m ore egregious an 
exam ple of “A side-from -that- 
Mrs.-Lincoln, how-did-you-like- 
the-play?” reasoning.

Catholicism and in tellectual- 
ism  a re  not irreconcilab le . To 
the extent that the adm inistra­
tio n  b e lie v e s  th a t  th e y  a r e ,  
however, they would do well to 
re-evaluate which of these two 
m asters they plan to follow.

We o fte n  h e a r  o f th e  
University’s “Catholic heritage.” 
T h a t h e r ita g e  is no t enough . 
N o tre  D am e w o u ld  h a v e  a 
Catholic heritage even if it were 
to becom e a B u ddh ist school 
tomorrow.

No C a th o lic  h e r ita g e ,  no 
m a t te r  how  i l lu s t r io u s ,  can  
substitu te  for Catholic princi­
ples in the present.

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Abortion issue ‘depersonalizes’ human life
In P la n n e d  P a re n th o o d  v. 

Casey, th is year, the Suprem e 
Court upheld four m arginal re ­
s t r ic t io n s  on P e n n sy lv a n ia  
abortion procedure while strik­
ing down a requirem ent tha t a 
m a r r ie d  w o m an  in fo rm  h e r  
h u s b a n d  b e fo re  sh e  h a s  an  
abortion.

M ore im p o r ta n t ,  th e  5-4  
m ajo rity  explicitly reaffirm ed  
Roe v. Wade, the 1973 abortion 
ruling. That 5-4 m argin has led 
so m e  p ro - life  a d v o c a te s  to  
c la im  th a t  “we a re  only one 
vote away from overruling Roe 
v. Wade.” That is not true.

The four dissenters in Casey 
d id  say , in  C h ief J u s t ic e  
R e h n q u is t’s w ords, “th a t Roe 
was wrongly decided and that it 
can and  should be overru led .” 
However, when those dissenters 
(R e h n q u is t , W h ite , S c a lia , 
T h o m a s) say  th e y  w a n t to 
“overrule” Roe, they m ean they 
w ant to tu rn  the issue back to 
th e  s ta te s  to le t th em  decide 
w h e th e r  to  a llo w  o r fo rb id  
abortion.

Such a s ta tes’ rights solution 
w o u ld  c o n firm , r a th e r  th a n  
overturn , the bedrock holding 
of Roe, that the unborn child is 
a n o n p e rs o n  w ho h a s  no 
co n stitu tiona l rig h ts  and  who 
can therefo re  be legally killed 
at the discretion of others.

T h e  Roe C o u rt h e ld  th a t ,  
w hether or not the unborn child 
is a h u m a n  b e in g , he is a 
n o n p e rs o n . T he ru lin g  is 
therefore the sam e in effect as

a f ra n k  h o ld in g  th a t  an  a c ­
knowledged hum an being is a 
nonperson.

T he c o u rt in Roe  in d ica ted  
th a t  if th e  u n b o rn  ch ild  is a 
p e rso n , th e  s ta te s  w ould  be 
c o n s ti tu t io n a l ly  o b lig ed  to 
protect his or her life and could 
not allow abortion in any case.

In Casey opinion, Justice John 
P au l S tev en s  e x p la in e d  th is  
basic holding of Roe:

The C ourt in Roe ca re fu lly  
considered , and  re jec ted , the 
State’s argum ent “that the fetus 
is ‘a p e r s o n ’ w ith in  th e  la n ­
g u a g e  an d  m e a n in g  o f th e  
F o u r te e n th  A m en d ­
m e n t ’’...A fte r  a n a ly z in g  th e  
usage of “person” in the Consti­
tution, the Court concluded that 
that word “has application only 
p o stna ta lly .”...Accordingly, an 
abortion is not “the term ination 
of life e n titled  to F o u rte e n th  
Amendment protection."...From 
th is  h o ld in g , th e re  w as no

dissent,...indeed, no m em ber of 
the Court has ever questioned 
th is fundam en ta l proposition . 
T hus, as a m a tte r  of fe d e ra l 
constitutional law, a developing 
o rg a n ism  th a t  is n o t ye t a 
“person” does not have w hat is 
sometimes described as a “right 
to life.” This has been and, by 
th e  c o u r t ’s h o ld in g  to d ay , 
rem ains a fundam ental premise 
of o u r c o n s t i tu t io n a l  law  
g o v e rn in g  re p ro d u c tiv e  
autonomy.

In his opinion in W ebster v. 
Reproductive H ealth Services, 
in  1 9 8 9 , J u s t ic e  S te v e n s  
s tre sse d  th a t “(e)ven the  d is ­
s e n te rs  in  Roe im plic itly  e n ­
dorsed  th a t “holding ” of non- 
p e rso n h o o d  “by a rg u in g  th a t 
state legislatures should decide 
w hether to prohibit or to autho­
rize abortions...By characteriz­
ing  th e  b a s ic  q u e s tio n  as  a 
‘political issue,’...Justice Scalia 
likewise implicitly accepts this 
holding. ” 492 U.S. a t 568, n.13.

W hen th e  C asey  d is se n te rs  
argue for a s ta te s’ rights solu­

tion, they confirm the nonper- 
sonhood of the unborn child. If 
an  in n o c e n t h u m an  b e in g  is 
subject to execution at the deci­
sion of an o th e r w henever the 
leg isla ture  so decrees, he is a 
n o n p e rso n  w ith  no c o n s titu ­
tional right to live.

It is a m is ta k e  to  see  th e  
S u p re m e  C o u rt as n a rro w ly  
d iv id e d , w ith  fo u r  J u s t ic e s  
striving to uphold the constitu­
tional right to life.

Ju s tic e  R e h n q u is t’s bo ttom  
line is that, “A wom an’s interest 
in having an abortion is a form 
of liberty protected by the Due 
Process Clause, but States may 
regulate abortion procedures in 
w ays ra tio n a lly  r e la te d  to  a 
le g it im a te  s ta te  i n t e r e s t . ” 
Ju stice  Scalia’s bottom  line is 
that:

The states may, if they wish, 
p e rm it a b o rtio n -o n -d e m a n d , 
bu t the C onstitu tion  does not 
r e q u ire  th em  to do so. The 
perm issibility of abortion, and 
the limitations upon it, are to be 
reso lved  like m ost im p o rta n t

questions in our democracy: by 
citizens trying to persuade one 
another and then voting. As the 
C ourt ack n o w led g es, “w h ere  
reasonable people disagree the 
g o v e rn m e n t can  a d o p t one 
position or the other.”

In an y  c iv ilized  so c ie ty  in  
which personhood in the condi­
tion for possessing rights, there 
is a necessary  correspondence 
b e tw e e n  h u m a n ity  an d  
personhood.

T he d e p e r s o n a l iz a t io n  of 
innocent hum an beings was the 
w eapon  an e a r l ie r  S u p rem e 
Court used against the slaves in 
the 1857 Dred Scott case. And 
it  w as u sed  to p ro v id e  lega l 
ju s t i f ic a t io n  fo r th e  N azi 
oppression of the Jews.

O ur S u p re m e  C o u rt is n o t 
narrow ly divided on the basic 
issue of abortion. Instead, it is 
unanim ous in its endorsem ent 
of the proposition tha t the law 
c a n  v a lid ly  d e p e rs o n a l iz e  
innocent hum an beings so as to 
subject them to execution at the 
discretion of others.

On the con trary , a co h eren t 
legal re sp o n se  to  p e rm issiv e  
a b o r t io n  w ould  r e q u ir e  a 
federal, sta te  or constitutional 
am endm ent specifying that the 
unborn child is a person whose 
life is entitled to constitutional 
protection without exception.

find fault with this embodiment 
of th e  a r t  of b a sk e tb a ll. But 
th en  he got AIDS, and  th ings 
changed.

He retired a year ago, and he 
jo in ed  the  AIDS com m ission . 
This was courageous and a cor­
re c t th ing  to do, devoting his 
life to h a ltin g  th e  s p re a d  of 
AIDS. He showed people, myself 
included, th a t life doesn’t end 
after the contraction of the HIV 
disease.

Soon a f te r , he jo in e d  th e  
Olympic squad , and he had a 
b a ll. It w a rm e d  e v e ry o n e ’s 
h e a r t to see this fallen cham ­

pion achieve one last a th letic  
fe a t  b e fo re  AIDS u ltim a te ly  
takes his life.

The m essage he conveyed in 
Barcelona was that one can still 
enjoy life after AIDS. This man, 
h e ro ic  fo r h is  b a s k e tb a ll  
abilities and buoyancy, was now 
a tru e  h e ro , b rin g in g  life to 
many who w ere suffering as a 
result of AIDS.

What Magic does not seem to 
realize, though, is that enough 
is en o u g h . His r e tu rn  to the  
NBA is going one step too far 
in to  h is  m e ssa g e  th a t  life  
doesn’t end. W hat he is saying 
now is that life goes on as usual 
w h en  you g e t AIDS. T h is is 
simply not true.

As a celebrity , he is alw ays 
under the scrutiny of the public. 
Children learn by his actions on 
and off the court. What Johnson

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Superman is dead

Look! Up in  th e  sky! I t ’s a 
bird, it’s a plane, it’s ... a  coffin?

Yes, the rum ors are  true. Su­
perm an will die in a battle  on 
N ovem ber 19 in  “S u p e rm a n  
#75.” DC Comics, home to fa­
mous heroes such as Batm an, 
W onderwoman, and the Flash, 
is staging a w ar of epic propor­
tions which will claim the life of 
an American legend.

The last son of K rypton will 
be k illed  in  h a n d - to -h a n d  
co m b a t w ith  th e  fe a rs o m e  
D oom sday, a m o n s tro u s  
a n n ih ila to r  w ith b o n e-sp ik ed  
fists  w ho “w ill e m e rg e  from  
somewhere in America and just 
s t a r t  w a lk in g  to w a rd s  
M etropolis,” according to Mike 
Carlin, editor of the Superm an 
titles.

The death will not be m ean­
ingless, Carlin assured fans; “he 
is going to die saving as many 
p eo p le  on E a r th  an d  in  
Metropolis as he can—which is 
w hat he’s all about.”

Why is DC k illin g  its  m ost 
p o p u la r  c h a r a c te r ?  Jo h n  
Kowal, owner of All Star Comics 
of M ish aw ak a , e x p la in e d  
“obviously DC w an ts m ore of 
the action — people who don’t 
n o rm a lly  buy co m ics w ill 
p u rc h a s e  th is  is s u e .” K ow al 
believes the super slaying will 
“be a successful move for DC” 
and is anticipating high reader 
interest.

Kow al e x p la in e d  th a t  th is  
death is a ttracting  world wide 
attention because Superm an is 
no t a d isp o sa b le  s u p p o r tin g  
ch arac ter, but ra th e r, “one of 
the top Five rep resen ta tives of 
American culture.”

Since his conception 54 years 
ago, the creation of Jerry  Siegal 
and  Joe S h u ste r h a s  becom e

“helper of all those in distress, 
defender of the w eak and  op­
p ressed , s tro n g est of all m en, 
invincible, handsom e as a god, 
noble and  g en tle—in sh o rt, a 
m an fa r superio r to any other 
h u m an  b e ing  ... th e  u ltim a te  
h e r o ” a c c o rd in g  to “Comics: 
Anatomy of a Mass Medium” by 
Reinhold R eitgerger and Wolf­
gang Fuchs.

M. Thomas Inge, in “Comics 
as Culture,” states that through 
his thousands of appearances in 
prin t, television, and film, Su­
p e rm a n  h a s  “c a p tu re d  th e  
A m erican im agination and  be­
come our first tw entieth century 
fo lk  h e ro , a p e r fe c t  
mythological figure for an age 
of technology.”

Because of his popularity, re ­
sponse to Superm an’s death has 
exhibited w hat Kowal called “a 
high degree of great shock.” DC 
Com ics h a s  a lre a d y  rece iv ed  
hundreds of protest letters.

N o tre  D am e s e n io r  L a u ra  
Puente summed up public reac­
tion: “I t ’s like k illing  M ickey 
Mouse—they can’t kill him .” Re­
actions from comic book collec­
to rs  have ran g ed  from  blood­
th irs ty  g lee to so rrow . C hris 
Hupf, N otre  D am e fre sh m a n  
and comic book collector, said 
“I t ’s a b o u t tim e ; h e ’s p re t ty  
boring. I w ant to see him die.” 

F e llo w  c la s s m a te  an d
c o lle c to r  Ken C a s te lla n o , 
hearing of the death, wondered: 
“What are we telling our young 
readers? To think of killing him 
in th e  5 0 ’s w ould  have b een  
u n th in k a b le —a re  o u r m ora ls  
changing?”

Carlin defended  DC Com ics’ 
motivation for the controversial 
killing; “The cynics of the world 
will say that w e’re just doing it 
to sell comics. But th a t’s not 
th e  m a in  re a s o n  h e ’s b e in g  
killed off.”

Kowal agreed that DC is wip­

i

ing  out its flagsh ip  c h a ra c te r  
not only for economic rew ards, 
bu t also for “all the  d ifferen t 
story ideas this could spark .”

“We feel th a t Superm an has 
been taken for granted for some 
t im e ,” ex p la in ed  C arlin . “We 
w anted to do a story that proves 
w h a t it w ould  be like to no t 
have a Superm an—a cavalry.” 

Come November, Kowal said 
heroes may look into the m irror 
an d  th in k , “if S u p erm an  can 
die, I could go anytim e.” Kowal 
suggested that villains cackling 
over the newly crea ted  pow er 
vacuum  may em bark on crime 
sprees of mass destruction.

Children will look to the sky, 
searching for that familiar flash 
of red  and  b lue, and  w onder 
w ho w ill sav e  th e  day. T he 
ch a rac te rs  of the DC Universe 
will have to cope with the fact 
that their om nipotent guardian 
is suddenly gone.

The never-ending battle, how­
ever, may not be over. Following 
th e  t r a d i t io n s  of th e  g e n re , 
K ow al p o in te d  o u t th a t ,

“r e a d e r s  a re  s u re  h e ’ll be 
b a c k —c lo n e d  is a p o p u la r  
guess. They (DC Comics) are not 
go ing  to  ca n c e l fo u r t i t le s  a 
m onth.”

M a rth a  T h o m a se s , a DC 
Comics Spokeswoman, offered a 
m ore pessimistic view. “I don’t 
know the schedule through all 
eternity, but I know it through 
M arch, and th e re ’s no S u p er­
m an.”

C arlin  m a in ta in e d  DC’s 
tig h tlip p ed  policy co n cern in g  
the finality of the death, saying, 
“You never know—death is final 
fo r E a r th lin g s—b u t we d o n ’t 
really know w hat death  m eans 
for a Kryptonian.”

DC is p re p a re d  to send  the  
symbol of “tru th , ju s tice , and 
the Am erican w ay” out w ith a 
bang. “Superm an #75,” written 
and penciled by Dan Ju rg en s, 
will h it n ew sstan d s as a p re ­
b a g g e d  C o lle c to r ’s E d itio n , 
including a com puter enhanced 
cover, a fold out poste r of his 
fu n e ra l ,  a c o m m e m o ra tiv e  
stam p, and  the Daily P lan e t’s

obituary for the fallen hero.
Follow ing th is specia l issue 

will be an eight-part story line 
entitled “Funeral for a Friend,” 
in w h ich , “T he DC U n iv erse  
goes into mourning. Superm an’s 
v ital signs a p p e a r com pletely  
gone  a n d  he  is p ro n o u n c e d  
dead. All of DC s heroes w ear 
black arm  bands and p rep are  
fo r life  a f te r  S u p e rm a n ” 
according to “Coming Comics."

W ill m ild -m a n n e re d  C lark  
Kent ever again u tter “Up! Up! 
A nd A w ay!”? How w ill Lex 
Luthor, Jimmy Olsen, and Lois 
Lane, Superm an’s new fiancee, 
handle this tragedy? Can death 
stop one who is “faster than  a 
speeding bullet, m ore powerful 
than  a locomotive, and able to 
leap  ta ll bu ild ings in a single 
bound”?

Those who w ish to find out 
the answ ers to these questions, 
and own a chunk of Am ericana, 
sh o u ld  w a tc h  n e w s s ta n d s  in  
N o v em b er to  d isc o v e r  i f  th e  
Man of Steel will tu rn  into the 
Man of Rust.

In th e  e n d , an  e m o tio n a l 
W alsh tried  the  m agnitude  of 
the win.

“N o tre  D am e is u n d e r  
trem en d o u s  p re s su re  to w in, 
and  th a t  is tough  for th e m ,” 
said Walsh. “But I give our kids 
credit for hanging in there. We 
had guts. This is as big a win as 
I have ever had in my career. I 
am very proud of our team  and 
the University."

Walsh also had some w ords 
for the Irish faithful.

“ N o tre  D am e w ill b o u n ce  
back, and so will Holtz. He is a 
good friend  and a m arvelous 
coach.”

The Irish  faithful hope th a t 
Walsh’s optimism is correct.

All w eek p rio r to the gam e, 
Walsh m aintained that Stanford 
did not have players the sam e 
ca lib e r as Notre Dame, but a 
look at the final statistics tell a 
different story.

C ardinal run n in g  back Glyn 
M ilburn  ru sh e d  20 tim es for 
119 yards and two touchdowns. 
Excluding Stenstrom  who was 
sacked four tim es and lost 35 
y a rd s , th r e e  o th e r  S ta n fo rd  
players rushed 16 times for 73. 
These totals make for a 5.3 av­
erage yards per carry.

If you add this to Stenstrom ’s

passing  num bers 32 attem pts 
21 com pletions for 215 yards 
and zero interceptions, it seems 
that Walsh was playing the role 
of the pessimistic coach, much 
like Irish coach Lou Holtz.

W hen q u estio n ed  abou t his 
com m ents m ade earlie r in the 
week about his players, Walsh 
declined  to com m ent on how 
h is p la y e rs  w e re  in fe r io r  to 
those at Notre Dame.

“Our play w as scrappy  and 
in sp ire d ,” added  W alsh. “We 
hung in there .”

The Irish defense played well, 
bu t be ing  on the field for so 
m uch  tim e  an d  se e in g  th e  
offense tu rn  the ball over five 
tim es h u r t the m orale  of the

Holtz said. “It seemed like every 
turnover was after a big play.”

The C ard inal, how ever, did 
no t convert the  tu rn o v er into 
points, as the Notre Dame de­
fense stopped the drive at their 
own 46, w here linebacker An­
tho n y  P e te rso n  b u rie d  S te n ­
strom on a third-and-three.

But the defense was back on 
the field 56 seconds later, after 
the offense failed to pick up a 
first down.

“We show ed  th a t  we a re  a 
tired  football team ,” Holtz ex­
p lained . “W hen you a re  tired  
you don’t m ake the plays. We 
w ere sluggish and have no ex­
cuses.

“When you hit the fourth and 
fifth w eek of the  season , you 
have to cut back, take less time 
with your team.

“I v io la ted  th a t .  We d id n ’t 
p rac tice  any less th is week. I 
should know better.”

Stanford then w ent 66 yards 
in eight plays against the tiring 
Irish  defen se . The drive w as 
c a p p e d  by J .J .  L asley  w ho 
caught a Stenstrom pass at the 
16, broke Greg Lane’s tackle at 
the two and scored to give the 
Cardinal a 20-16 lead.

S ta n fo rd ’s drive  seem ed  to 
spark the Notre Dame offense, 
which m arched 66 yards to the 
Stanford eight. But safety John 
Lynch d ash ed  any  com eback  
hopes, picking off a Mirer pass 
in the end zone.

Lynch commented on the play 
following the game.

“It w as my job to w atch  the 
tight end on the play, but I saw 
th a t M irer w as locked on the 
reciever (Griggs), so I broke on 
the ball and ended up m aking 
the interception.”

The Irish  got the  ball back, 
trailing 23-16 with 8:22 left to 
play, but the offense could an ­
sw e r  th e  c a ll. F o llo w in g  a 
seven-yard reception by Griggs 
a n d  tw o m o re  in c o m p le te  
passes by M irer, the  C ardinal 
got the ball back at the ir own 
28.

They then  w ent 72 yards to 
go up 30-16. M ilburn picking 
up 44 yards on the drive, in ­
c lu d in g  th e  f in a l 14 fo r  th e  
touchdown.

Irish offense
W hatever happened to sm ash-m outh 

football?
W hatever happened  to th ree  yards 

and a cloud of dust?
Even Lou Holtz, th a t b esp ec tac led  

Woody Hayes disciple, who has long 
been a vociferous supporter of a strong 
backfield, has succumbed to the allure 
of the passing game.

Rick M irer’s strong arm  has spoken 
to him in hushed tones, seduced him, 
lu lled  him  in to  a p a ss -h a p p y  sleep . 
“Lou, I can take you w here you have 
n e v e r  b e e n  b e fo re . I c an  b e a t  Bill 
Walsh for you.”

But M ire r’s a rm , an d  the  p ass in g  
gam e , d eceive . T hey  lied  S a tu rd a y  
afternoon. With the Irish fighting off 
an o th er opponent revitalized  a t half- 
time, Holtz turned to the passing game, 
and it betrayed him.

N otre Dame loses w hen  it p asses . 
And th e  I r is h  a re  n o t su p p o se d  to 
lo se —e sp e c ia lly  w h en  a t le a s t  tw o 
Heisman Trophy candidates claim resi­
dence in the backfield.

N otre  D am e h a s  a lw ays ach iev ed  
success with the run, and will always 
ach iev e  su c c e ss  w ith  th e  ru n . The 
passing game is for nuts in California, 
crazy men like Walsh. Since Mirer took 
over as q u a rte rb a c k  in  1990, N otre 
Dame is 22-7-1. W hen M irer th row s 
few er th a n  25 tim es in  a gam e, the  
Irish are 21-2. Subtract.

W hen M irer attem pts m ore than  25 
passes, Notre Dame is 1-5-1.

Against Stanford on Saturday, Mirer 
attem pted 38 passes. When Penn State 
w alloped the Irish last season, M irer 
th rew  37 passes. In the 1991 Orange 
Bowl lo ss , th e  th e n -s o p h o m o re  
sensation th rew  31 times. Each time, 
Mirer had 16 or fewer completions.

But Saturday, the now-senior was not 
so sensational. Given, statistics can lie. 
M irer w as forced to th ro w  on these  
o ccas io n s  p a r tly  b e c a u se  oppo sin g  
defenses bottled up the Irish running  
game. Against Stanford, however, Holtz 
h ad  h is big gun firin g  from  ground  
zero.

Mirer attem pted 18 passes in the first 
half, completing only four. During the 
second half, Holtz had Mirer throwing 
w ith little abandon. One “drive” con­
sisted of a long miss to Mike Miller, a 
run  for a loss, and another bad pass. 
Punt.

The next Irish possession was pushed 
by sh o rt ru n s  by B ettis, B rooks and 
Mirer. The running game, coupled with 
Stanford penalties, b rough t the Irish 
close to th e  C ard in a l goal line  and  
a n o th e r  le a d  e a r ly  in  th e  fo u r th  
quarter. But an interception ended the 
d riv e , an d  acc o rd in g  to  H oltz, m ay 
have broken Notre Dame’s back.

B ut th o u g h  H oltz  a n d  th e  I r is h  
a c h ie v e d  th e ir  only su c c e s s  of th e  
second half during that drive, with the 
ru n n in g  gam e, th e  coach  n e v e r r e ­
tu rn e d  to th a t s tra tegy . In stead , the 
coach fell victim to the passing gam e’s 
allure.

The tie , F lo rid a  S ta te -M iam i, the  po lls, th ey  a re  all 
meaningless to Notre Dame now.

The Irish’s national championship hopes w ere all but de­
stroyed on Saturday, as the Stanford Cardinal scored 33 
unansw ered points to roll to a 33-16 win.

“The la s t tim e (in 1990), th e re  w as an  excuse  w hen 
S ta n fo rd  b e a t N o tre  - ""
D a m e ,” C a rd in a l coach  ■Offense keys win/see page 13
Bill W alsh s ta ted . “This
year, th ere  is no excuse. We beat Notre Dame pure  and 
simple.”

The Irish jum ped out to a 16-0 lead early in the second 
q u a r te r ,  b u t th e n  th e i r  o ffen se  b e c a m e  p la g u e d  by 
turnovers.

Though the Cardinal fell behind early, Walsh felt his team 
was always in the game.

“We saw  tapes of Tennessee down 31-7, and we talked 
about how you play when you’re down,” Walsh explained. 
“We just continued to play hard. We have a high standard  of 
perform ance and you play at that level, regardless of the 
score.”

The first Irish miscue was a controversial fumble by Ray 
Griggs, who appeared  to be down w hen the ball popped 
loose. Stanford’s Darrien Gordon returned the fumble to the 
Notre Dame 23.

T hree play's la te r Glyn M ilburn took a reverse  righ t in 
from six yards out to pull the Cardinal within ten, 16-6.

The Irish responded by marching 46 yards to the Stanford 
34, but they lost the ball on downs when Rick Mirer, who 
w as an anem ic 13-for-38 passing on the day, overthrew  
Adrian Jarrell.

“I d idn’t have a good day,” M irer adm itted . “I couldn’t 
m ake the  p lay  w hen  we need ed  it. T his w as the  m ost 
frustrating day I’ve ever had.

“We had (Stanford’s defense) figured out, we couldn’t exe­
cute. I fiat out missed a few guys. We just didn’t connect to­
day .”

On the firs t play from  scrim m age in the  second  half, 
Jerom e Bettis coughed up the first of his two fumbles in the 
game, and Stanford took over on the Notre Dame 22.

“It was uncharacteristic of m e,” Bettis said in a quiet Irish 
locker room. “It very frustrating to have two fumbles. I’m 
going to have to re -e v a lu a te  the  w ay I’m ru n n in g  the 
football, and the things I’m doing.”

Stanford once again capitalized, scoring on an eight-yard 
pass from  Steve S tenstrom  to Tommy A rm our to cut the

Late comeback propels Notre Dame to victory

The six th-ranked  Notre Dame m en's 
c ro s s  c o u n try  te a m  d e fe a te d  2 2 n d - 
ranked Eastern Michigan by one point to 
w in the  th ir ty  sev en th  a n n u a l N otre 
Dame Cross Country Invitational.

M ichigan ex p ec ted  to  be a s tro n g  
c o n te n d e r  in  th is  m e e t p la c e d  a 
disappointing third. Sandu Remenciuc, 
“the flying Romanian ” out of Augustana 
College w on th e  ra c e  w ith  a tim e of 
24:30.8. Remenciuc, NCAA division III 
champion is undefeated this season.

The race was close from the start. In 
the first 300 m eters E astern  Michigan 
pack ed  to g e th e r  an d  stay ed  close to 
N o tre  D am e A ll-A m erican  M ike 
McWilliams. Down this first stretch, the 
Notre Dame pack was more spread out 
than in previous races.

By the first mile m ark Notre D am e’s 
pack had fallen apart. McWilliams was 
the first Irish runner and the rest of the 
Notre Dame team  was scattered among 
th e  le a d e r s  b e h in d  h im . E a s te rn  
Michigan stayed together after the first 
mile.

By th ree  and a half miles, the Notre 
Dame victory was at stake. Two Eastern 
M ichigan ru n n e rs  w ere  out ah ead  of 
M cW illiams and  fellow A ll-A m erican, 
John Coyle.

“Eastern Michigan did exactly w hat it 
needed to w in,” said Notre Dame head 
coach Joe Piane.

In the final mile, Notre Dame lost the 
lead. McWilliams and Coyle had been 
surpassed by Eastern Michigan and the 
race was left up to Notre Dame’s three, 
four, and five men.

“O ur th re e ,  fo u r an d  five ru n n e r s  
came through and pulled out the win for 
us,” said Senior captain John Coyle.

Notre Dame’s third runner, Nate Ruder 
fin ish ed  n in th  w ith  a tim e of 24:58. 
Senior Nick Radkewich followed with a 
seventeenth place finish. The story of 
th e  day  w as th e  p e r fo rm a n c e  of

sophom ore J R. M eloro who followed 
righ t behind Radkewich with an eigh­
teenth place finish.

“J R. d e se rv es  a lo t of c re d i t ,’’sa id  
McWilliams.

John Cowan who had a lackluster start 
insured victory for the Irish by passing 
Eastern Michigan’s John Pottschmidt in 
the final mile.

While Notre Dame won the meet, the 
te a m  h a s  c e r ta in ly  h ad  b e t te r  
perform ances this year.

“A win’s a win, but McWilliams and I

w e re  d is a p p o in te d  by o u r 
perform ances,” said Coyle.

Notre Dame will have to improve from 
this race if it w ants to insure a bid to the 
NCAA m ee t. G u a ra n te e d  b id s  a re  
determ ined in the d istric t m eet w here 
th e  I r is h  w ill face  b o th  E a s te rn  
Michigan, Michigan as well as second- 
ranked Wisconsin.

“E aste rn  M ichigan ra n  g re a t ,” said  
C oach P ia n e , b u t a s  N o tre  D am e 
sophom ore  Jo h n  Cowan pu t it “They 
haven’t seen us run yet."

Central Michigan took fourth with 193 
points, and South Dakota State came in 
fifth with 195.

K a re n  H arvey  ed g e d  o u t fe llo w  
W olverines Amy B ichhole an d  C hris 
Szabo to take the title. For the Irish, 
Riley se t the  pace w ith  a fifth -p lace 
fin ish , follow ed by Em ily H usted  in 
eighth and Stephanie Jensen in ninth. 
Strong efforts by Eva Flood (fourteenth) 
and Kristi K ram er (sixteenth) helped 
Notre Dame to secure a second place 
finish.

“We ju s t  w a n te d  to co m p e te  w ith  
them  and  p re p a re  o u rse lv es  for the 
upcoming m eets,” Riley said. “It was 
good fo r us to  face  th e  sam e  
com petition  th a t  we will face in our 
District meet. Overall, we are pleased 
with how we ran  today.”

T he w o m e n ’s n e x t  m e e t w ill be 
F rid ay , O c to b er 16, a t th e  In d ia n a  
In te rc o lle g ia te s  in  W est L a fay e tte , 
Indiana. The Irish will hope to rem ain 
consistent and to improve their times 
as they  n e a r  M idw estern  C ollegiate 
Conference Championships.
