Cultural Diversity Task Force 
releases recommendations

After over a year of compiling 
its information, the Task Force 
on Cultural Diversity is ready to 
im p le m e n t the a c tio n  p lans 
devised by the task force, ac­
c o rd in g  to F a th e r R ich a rd  
W arner, co -ch a irm a n  o f the 
task force.

These action plans were de­
veloped as a response to the 
recommendations presented in 
the  f in a l re p o r t o f the task  
force.

The deadline was originally 
set for October 1, but had to be 
postponed due to delays in pro­
cessing the inform ation on the 
recommendations.

A subcommittee was formed 
th is  sum m er to c o lle c t and 
assess the reactions to the rec­
om m endations issued in  the 
p re lim in a ry  re p o rt th is  past 
April.

Each departm ent and com­
m ittee was shown the recom ­

mendations and asked to assess 
how  those recom m endations 
could be im p lem ented in  the 
most effective manner.

“We covered a lo t o f ground 
and had very encouraging re ­
sponse by the o ffic e rs ,” said 
W arner, “ bu t we m ust rev is it 
those areas to make sure that 
the action plans are effectively 
enforced.”

Over the next year, the Uni­
versity Committee on Cultural 
D iversity formed by University 
President Father Edward M al­
loy  w i l l  m eet m o n th ly  “ to 
attend to Cultural Diversity on 
a continuing basis in  order to 
give attention to matters given 
in the report.”

The University Committee on 
Cultural Diversity w ill consist of 
officers from  the office o f the 
President, the Provost, Business 
Affairs, Student Affairs, Student 
G ove rnm en t and o th e r 
appointees.

Candidates debate issues, 
Stockdale calls it gridlock

ATLAN TA (AP) — A1 Gore 
and Dan Quayle collided over 
leadersh ip , the env ironm ent 
and the economy Tuesday night 
in a crack ling  debate o f vice 
presidential candidates spiced 
by James S to ckd a le ’s 
passionate denunciation of the 
po litica l grid lock in Washing­
ton.

President Bush and Quayle 
were like “ deer caught in the 
headlights” when the recession 
s tru c k , Gore ch a rge d , 
paralyzed and unable to re ­
spond. He pledged that he and 
Democratic presidential candi­
date B ill C lin ton  “ stand fo r 
change.”

Quayle quickly retorted that 
Clinton and Gore would “ make 
matters much worse. Jobs w ill 
be lost,” he said, adding that 
the D em ocra ts  w o u ld  ra ise  
taxes and spending, as well.

The Republican incum bent 
bore in  on C lin ton as an un-
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trustw orthy man, declaring at 
one p o in t, “ B il l C lin to n  has 
trouble telling the tru th .” Gore 
responded im m e d ia te ly , re ­
minding Quayle of Bush’s 1988 
convention vow, “ Read my lips, 
no new taxes,” and a number 
of other Bush statements.

Quayle’s was a finger-waving, 
combative demeanor from the 
ou tse t, a tta c k in g  C lin to n  in  
v ig o ro u s  m a n n e r over and 
over. He accused Gore several 
times of “pulling another Clin­
ton ,” by which he apparently 
meant lying.

S tockdale exploded at one 
point after Quayle and Gore a r­
gued, saying, “I th ink America

R eceiving the Nobel Peace 
Prize in  1979, M other Teresa 
departed from  the customary 
Oslo ce rem on ies by le a d in g  
partic ipants and press people 
in a recitation o f Saint Francis 
of Assisi’s prayer for peace.

The Missionaries o f Charity, 
an international religious order 
w hich Mother Teresa founded 
in  1950, aspire to a life which 
combines contemplative prayer 
w ith  active service to the poor 
and unwanted. The order has 
30 communities in  the United 
States and are active in  100 
countries worldwide.

M o th e r Teresa is the f i r s t  
Notre Dame Award recipient to 
be announced on October 13, 
ca lle d  the U n iv e rs ity ’s 
Founder’s Day because in the 
Catholic liturgica l calendar it  is 
the feast of St. Edward, patron 
s a in t o f the U n iv e rs ity ’s 
founder, Father Edward Sorin.

A rra n g e m e n ts  fo r  M o th e r 
T e re sa ’s acceptance o f the 
award w ill be announced at a 
later date.

Mother Teresa given Notre

Mother Teresa of Calcutta has 
been selected by the University 
o f Notre Dame as the second 
re c ip ie n t o f its  N o tre  Dame 
A w ard  fo r  in te rn a t io n a l 
hum anitarian service, U niver­
sity President Father Edward 
Malloy announced Tuesday.

“She is one of those precious 
few human beings whom one 
hesitates to describe, because 
words tru ly cannot do justice to 
her accomplishments,” Malloy 
said.

The Notre Dame Award was 
established in celebration of the 
University’s Sesquicentennial to 
h o n o r persons “ w ith in  and 
w ith o u t the Catholic Church, 
citizens of every nation, whose 
re lig ious fa ith  has quickened 
learn ing , whose lea rn ing  has 
engendered deeds, and whose 
deeds give w itness to God’s 
kingdom among us.”

Mother Teresa is the firs t in ­
ternational figure to receive the 
aw ard, w h ich  was presented 
last year to form er President 
J im m y C a rte r and h is  w ife ,

Mother Teresa
Rosalynn.

Born Agnes Gonxha Bojaxhiu 
in  Skopje , A lb a n ia  in  1910, 
Mother Teresa was firs t sent to 
C alcu tta , In d ia  in  1929 as a 
m em be r o f the m is s io n a ry  
order the Sisters of Loretto.

In 1946, a fte r hearing what 
she calls “ a call w ith in  a ca ll” 
from God, she began a life de­
voted to caring  fo r the aban­
doned and dy ing  people she 
and her fellow sisters found in 
the s tree ts  o f C a lcu tta . “ We 
cannot le t a ch ild  o f God die 
like  an anim al in  the gu tter,”

Marilyn Quayle to address law society

M a rily n  Quayle, w ife  o f 
Vice President Dan Quayle, 
w ill address the Notre Dame 
Law School chapter o f the 
C h ris tia n  Legal S ocie ty 
Thursday at 12:30 p.m.

She w i l l  speak in  the  
Barry Courtroom of the Law 
School, and due to space 
lim ita tions, the speech w ill 
be open to members of the 
Notre Dame community and 
the media only. The court­
room holds 200 people.

D uring  Thursday’s cam ­
pa ign  in  In d ia na , Quayle 
w ill  v is it a school in  New 
A lbany , ho ld  a press 
conference in Terre Haute 
and attend a fund-raiser for 
Republican women cand i­
dates in Indianapolis.

The v is it  comes on the 
heels of a poll released Sat­
u rday by the Ind ianapo lis  
Star that said Gov. B ill Clin­
ton and President George 
Bush are running neck-and-

neck in  Indiana.

“ Certainly Indiana is a key 
state fo r us,” said Darcey 
Cam pbell, assistant press 
secretary for the Bush cam­
paign. “ We are not taking 
any state fo r granted, and 
w ill continue to campaign 
hard in  states like Indiana.”

The poll showed tha t 42 
percent o f the respondents 
favor Clinton, while 41 per­
cent favor Bush. Despite a 
3.5 percent margin of error,

the  su rve y  reve a le d  a 
m arked  gain fo r C lin ton , 
who tra iled  Bush 50 to 41 
percent in a September Star 
poll.

Quayle, a native o f In d i­
anapolis, earned a bache­
lo r ’s degree in  p o lit ic a l 
science from  Purdue U n i­
ve rs ity  and a law  degree 
from  the Indiana University 
School of Law.

She re m a in s  an a c tive  
participant in the legal field, 
se rv in g  as h o n o ra ry  co- 
c h a ir  o f the  R ep ub lican  
N a tio n a l Law yers  A s­
s o c ia tio n  and h o n o ra ry  
c h a ir  o f MENTOR, a 
program  in  w hich lawyers 
help h igh  school students 
u n d e rs ta n d  law  and the 
le g a l system  th ro u g h  
p a r tn e rs h ip s  betw een 
schools and law firms.

Campbell said she expects 
other high-level representa­
tives to visit the state before 
election day.

Malloy delivers annual address

The University must make an 
e ffo rt to set educational goals 
and “ position ourselves as an 
institution w ith in  the system of 
higher education,” said Father 
Edward M alloy at his annual 
faculty address yesterday.

“These times sap the sp irit of 
Americans. F inancial realities 
are forcing hard decisions to ­
d a y ..le a d in g  to a c re e p in g  
p a ra n o ia  in  A m e r ic a ,” sa id  
Malloy. “During this war of at­
trition , various levels of educa­
tion have to constantly mobilize 
supporters.”

A fter examining the state of 
the U n ive rs ity , there  is good 
and bad news, acco rd ing  to 
Malloy.

On the good side there is a 
balanced budget, growth in en­
dowment (ND is in  the top 20 in 
the nation), increase in  internal 
financ ia l aid resources, su ffi­
c ient funds fo r renovation  o f 
academic buildings, salary in ­
creases on fa c u lty  and s ta ff

levels and the largest fundrais­
ing effort in history, according 
to Malloy.

“ N otre  Dame has su rv ived  
and flourished despite it  a ll,” 
he said.

On the negative side, how ­
ever, there is less budget flexi­
b ility  and resiliency, and more 
competition from other univer­
sities for the right student mix. 
F undra is ing  is negative ly a f­
fected by increasing numbers 
o f universities, public and p r i­
vate and charities and muse­
ums seeking money from  the 
same sources, a c co rd in g  to 
Malloy.

“We need to rem ind ourselves 
that there are no shortcuts or 
magic potions. We simply have 
to live w ith in  our means,” he 
said. “We need to translate our 
ideas and goals toward viable 
fu nd ra is ing  campaigns. I am 
confident that the best is yet to 
come.”

Malloy said the core mission 
o f the University is firs t what 
faculty activities are appropri-

Court declines suits against rock star
■WASHINGTON — The Supreme Court today refused 

to reinstate a pair of lawsuits that accused heavy metal 
rock star Ozzy Osbourne of inciting, through his music, 
the suicides o f two Georgia teen-agers. The court, 
w ithout comment, let stand rulings that said Osbourne’s 
free-speech rights protect him against such legal action. 
Similar suits against Osbourne over suicides committed 
by you ths  in  C a lifo rn ia  and Nevada had fa ile d  
previously.

Woman dies from pig liver transplant
■LOS ANGELES — A woman who received a pig 

liver to keep her alive died late Monday before surgeons 
could im plant a human organ. Susan Fowler, 26, had 
been in c ritica l condition since Sunday, when the pig 
liver was implanted next to her own during an eight- 
h o u r o p e ra tio n  — the f i r s t  p ig -to -h u m a n  l iv e r  
transplant. The pig live r was considered a means of 
keeping her alive until a human organ could be found, 
not a permanent replacement for her own liver.

Couple accused of deserting 
children set to face judge

MIAMI (AP) — A law yer fo r 
two adopted children of a cou­
ple who no longer want them 
since H urricane  A n d re w  de­
stroyed th e ir home and busi­
ness told a judge today th a t’s 
fine w ith the kids.

“ The children don’t w ant to 
go back,” Karen Gievers, an at­
to rn ey  re p re se n tin g  the 11- 
year-o ld  boy and 7 -yea r-o ld  
g ir l, said at a hearing  where 
state officials were seeking to 
reun ite  them  w ith  A lm a and 
Gary Knight.

“ I do not believe tha t going 
back to the Knights would be in 
the best in te res t o f the c h il­
dren,” she said.

The s ta te  D e p a rtm e n t o f 
Health and Rehabilitative Ser­
vices still insists, as it  must do 
under state law, that it w ill at­
te m p t to re u n ite  the  fa m ily  
even though ne ithe r the p a r­
ents nor the adoptive children 
wish a reconciliation.

“We know the hurricane has 
placed an enormous stress on 
parenting,” said Jim Towey, a 
district director for the agency. 
“ But the law  is very clear. It 
asks us to try  to re u n ify  the 
family.”

The boy and g ir l would stay 
w ith  foste r parents u n til the 
case is resolved, he said.

Medical schools need to teach 
p reven tive  m ed ic ine, fo rm e r 
Surgeon G enera l C. E ve re tt 
Koop said Tuesday.

W h ile  th is  w o u ld  be a 
s u b s ta n t ia l change to the 
p resen t hea lth  care system, 
Koop said in  the long ru n  it  
would be less costly. The way 
our n a tio n ’s hea lth  system is 
presently organized,"income is 
de rived  from  w ha t we do to 
patients and not from what we 
do for patients,” he said.

Koop feels th a t the “ a r t o f 
m e d ic in e ” has been los t. 
M edicine is not “ a series o f 
techniques, but a philosophy of 
care, a philosophy of life .”

In  h is  le c tu re , “ M ed ica l 
Schools and the Crisis in Health 
Care,” Koop said he believes 
tha t the heart o f the problem 
lies in  the way physicians are 
p re sen tly  tra in e d . Pre-m ed 
students need to have greater 
con tac t w ith  the p u b lic  and 
other physicians, Koop said.

As one s o lu tio n , Koop

suggested the establishment of 
a mentor system where student 
lessons would not have to be 
squeezed in  be tw een  a 
professor’s research projects.

Koop also addressed 
A m e ric a n  h e a lth  ca re , 
a ttr ibu ting  the soaring cost of 
care to four factors.

• The demand for state of the 
a r t  te ch n o lo g y  has c rea ted  
“dueling hospitals.”

• The new procedures tha t 
are performed have not taken 
the place of, but have ra the r 
became supplem ents to p re ­
existing tests.

• P h a rm a ce u tica ls  are 
extremely expensive.

• Because of the state of the 
A m e ric a n  le g a l system ,
physicians are now confronted 
w ith  the  h ig h  cost o f 
malpractice insurance.

For these reasons, according

to Koop, health insurance has 
become a luxury. He said 34.5 
m illion Americans went w ithout 
hea lth  insurance fo r at least 
part of last year.

Koop called Medicaid a fraud 
because it excludes over ha lf of 
the p oo r because they  are 
considered to be too r ic h  to 
receive help. W hile there is a 
lack of funds fo r some people, 
in  o th e r cases, b il l io n s  o f 
dollars are being spent on tests 
that Koop said, “patients do not 
w a n t, do no t need, o r th a t 
physicians do not understand.”

Unless th is  excessive 
spend ing  can be co n tro lle d , 
Koop said our na tion  w ill be 
forced into socialized medicine.

Koop p o in te d  o u t th a t 
medical schools can be a part 
o f the solution by reducing the 
“ crush ing  burden o f m edical 
school debt” that saddles new 
phys ic ians. Because o f th is  
debt, he said, many physicians 
opt for jobs in larger cities or in 
specialized fields, ra ther than 
w ork ing  in  service poor areas 
such as ru ra l comm unities or 
inner cities.

Educators challenge Catholic universities

o f Mount Holyoke College, and 
James T u rn e r, P ro fessor o f 
H is to ry  a t the U n iv e rs ity  o f 
M ich ig a n , spoke abou t the 
changing function o f universi­
tie s  in  A m e ric a , e sp e c ia lly  
Catholic Universities on Tues­
day.

Kennan stressed that because

Century has torn the “ blush of 
in n o c e n c e ” away fro m  the 
u n d e rg ra d u a te  e xpe rie nce , 
universities w ill “ do well to in ­
vest the ir energies in  reality.” 

The university, she said, as 
part o f its attempt to deal w ith  
re a lity , shou ld  make an a t­
tempt to “ address the agony of 
our society.” Among her sug­
gestions were the stricter polic­
ing of athletic policies and the 
reassessment of the distribution

of financial aid monies.
T u rn e r  focused  on how 

Catholic un ivers ities can con­
tinue as religiously based in an 
increasingly secular world.

He said th a t in  o rde r to be 
effective educational facilities, 
Catholic universities need to in­
tegrate tra d itio n  w ith  m oder­
nity, and avoid a “ re trea t into 
Catholic tradition. “

Turner said that a successful 
Catholic University w ill ensure 
that at least h a lf o f its faculty 
are Catholic, while  the other 
ha lf should be composed o f d if­
ferent religions or non-believ­
ers. He believes this is neces­
sary in  o rd e r to p rov ide  the 
“ o ngo ing  syne rgy  be tw een  
Christians and non-believers.”

peans, according to McElroy.

S ince E u rop ea n  c o u n tr ie s  
w ere  ta k in g  in  e x p lo ra tio n , 
McElroy said, it  was inevitable 
that North America would have 
been discovered even i f  it  was 
not Christopher Columbus.

McElroy said Columbus’ voy­
age can be used to better un­
derstand the human spirit.

“As a sailor from day one, he 
began w ith  a c louded dream  
th a t tu rn e d  o u t to g ive  h im  
great glory,” he said.

Columbus’ dream  can teach 
Americans to pursue dreams.

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Situation desperate in Sarajevo, according to U.N. official
YUGOSLAVIA (AP) — Serbian 

police using clubs reported ly  
clashed w ith  e thnic A lban ian  
d e m o n s tra to rs  Tuesday in  
southern Kosovo province, the 
next potential hot spot of ethnic 
violence in what used to be Yu­
goslavia.

In Sarajevo, the senior civilian 
U.N. o ffic ia l in the sp lin tered  
Yugoslav fe de ra tio n  said the 
situation was “ desperate” in the 
B osn ian  c a p ita l. C edric  
Thornberry said crews trying to 
res to re  w a te r and e le c tr ic ity  
before the onset of w inter were 
coming under frequent gunfire.

F igh ting  convulsed parts  of 
Sarajevo. G overnm ent troops 
repulsed Serb in fan try  attacks 
in the western suburb of Stup, 
and m o rta r  rounds ta rge ted  
several other city sectors.

Tension rose over a U.N. “ no- 
f ly ”  zone in  B o sn ia -H e rze - 
govina. The commander o f the 
rebel Bosnian Serbs’ warplanes

threatened to defy the order. In 
Washington, U.S. officials said 
the government was consulting 
allies on a response to reports 
Serb bom bers w ere  a lre a d y  
violating the flight ban.

While the ban the U.N. Secu­
r ity  Council approved Friday is 
n o t m il i t a r i ly  backed, the  
United States and other mem­
bers have threatened to seek a 
re s o lu tio n  a u th o r iz in g  en ­
forcement.

Yugoslav Prime M in ister M i­
lan Panic appealed for calm in 
Kosovo and announced  he 
w ou ld  trave l to the p redom i­
n a n tly  A lb a n ia n  p ro v in ce  
Thursday.

Ethnic A lbanians have been 
agitating for greater autonomy 
for years.

O ppos ition  leade rs  in  B e l­
grade have repeatedly charged 
that Serbia’s hard-line  leader, 
Slobodan M ilosevic, could ex­
plo it violence in Kosovo to un­

dermine Panic’s efforts to end 
the Yugoslav crisis.

M ilosevic, leader o f Serbia’s 
fo rm er Communist party, has 
accused Panic of being too con­
c ilia to ry  in  try in g  to end the 
is o la tio n  o f Yugoslav ia , now 
only Serbia and tiny Montene­
gro. M ilosevic’s strong support 
fo r Serb m ilita n ts  in  C roatia  
and Bosnia brought severe U.N. 
trade sanctions on Yugoslavia.

In Kosovo, protest organizers 
said police o fficers assaulted 
ethnic Albanians who tried to 
enter the university building in 
downtown Pristina.

Belgrade rad io  said several 
protesters and police o fficers 
w ere  in ju re d  be fo re  the 
demonstrators dispersed early 
in  the afternoon. A statement 
released by a coalition o f ethnic 
A lb a n ia n  pa rties  said po lice  
“ b ru ta lly  beat up” demonstra­
tors and ran over a 17-year-old

g irl w ith  a squad car.
Smaller clashes also occurred 

in the towns o f Lipljan, Urose- 
vac and M itrovica, where sev­
eral arrests were reported.

Ethnic A lban ians have boy­
co tted  schools and the 
province’s single university the 
last two school years to protest 
changes in the cu rricu lum  by 
Serbia’s M inistry of Education. 
They claim  the changes abol­
ished the ir righ t to instruction 
in their mother tongue.

Nearly 100 ethnic Albanians 
have died in clashes w ith  Ser­
bian police in  the three years 
since Milosevic curbed Kosovo’s 
autonomy movement.

Albanians account fo r about 
85 percent of the province’s 1.9 
m illion people. Neighboring A l­
bania would likely be dragged 
in to  any fu ll-sca le  co n flic t in 
Kosovo.

Speaking in Zagreb, Croatia, 
T h o rn b e rry  said w ork  crews

again failed to repair electricity 
lines and water mains in Sara­
jevo. Despite guarantees from 
Serb m ilitias and troops loyal to 
Bosn ia ’s M us lim -led  g ove rn ­
ment, most of the teams were 
shot at when they tried  to re ­
store utilities, he said.

U.N. officials say the resump­
tion of heat and water in Sara­
jevo could stave o ff thousands 
of deaths this winter. Dysentery 
cases already are climbing.

Bad weather is hampering ef­
forts to fly food to the city, w ith 
only a fraction of the daily 200 
tons of food required getting in.

U.N. officials said one trans­
port plane was h it by fire from 
the ground as i t  approached 
Sarajevo a irport. They did not 
give its nationality or other de­
tails, and they gave no ind ica­
tion the a ir lift would be halted.

Bosnian Serbs contro l about 
70 percent of Bosnia and have 
circled the capital for months.

•Professor citizenship is im ­
portant through involvement on 
u n iv e rs ity , fa c u lty  and fie ld  
committees.

“The prim ary issue is how to 
strike a proper balance among 
the m ulti-face ted  role (o f the 
faculty). We need to move be­
yond the sh rill rhe toric  o f de- 
spisers o f contem porary p ro ­
fessorate,” said Malloy.

The second m iss ion  o f the 
U n ive rs ity  is the best facu lty  
e ffo rt to sustain and enhance 
the U n ive rs ity , a cco rd in g  to 
Malloy.

•The University needs to ex­
am ine com pos ition  size and 
p ro ject developments. “ Notre 
Dame predom inantly remains 
an undergraduate  in s titu tio n  
w ith 75 percent of students be­
ing undergraduates,” said Mal­
loy.

Pig liver transplant patient dies
LOS ANGELES (AP) — S ur­

geons who tried to save a dying 
woman by im p lan ting  a p ig ’s 
liver defended the effort Tues­
day in the face of criticism that 
it  was morally and scientifically 
unjustified.

The operation was a tempo­
rary measure to keep her alive 
u n til a hum an liv e r  could be 
found. But Susan Fowler, 26, 
died Monday evening a fte r a 
hum an  l iv e r  was sent to 
Cedars-S inai M ed ica l Center 
from Utah.

She died of complications of 
acute liver failure even though

the pig liver transplanted Sun­
day was function ing , said Dr. 
Leonard Makowka, head of the 
transplant team.

Rapid d e te r io ra tio n  in  the 
woman’s health caused doctors 
to choose the pig live r tra n s ­
plant, he said.

“We were faced w ith  a young 
woman deteriorating in front of 
our eyes w ith  signs o f severe 
brain swelling,” said Makowka.

“ I f  we’re faced again w ith  this 
s itu a tio n  to n ig h t, we w ou ld  
have to proceed.”

But a medical ethics specialist 
denounced the pig liver trans-

“ There ’s absolutely no basis 

in  basic research fo r try ing  a 
p ig  l iv e r  in  a hum an  be ing  
given the differences in biology 
between people and pigs,” said 
A rth u r Caplan, d irector of the 
Biomedical Ethics Center at the 
U n iv e rs ity  o f M in ne so ta  at 
Minneapolis.

“ But the gap in  b io logy be­
tween a pig and a person at the 
p re sen t tim e  is too la rge  to 
m ora lly  ju s tify  subjecting any 
human being to a transplant of 
organs from a pig,” Caplan said 
in a telephone interview.

Makowka insisted that a pig 
liver is suitable as a temporary 
measure.

“ I understand his concerns ... 
but Dr. Caplan hasn’t  had the 
benefit o f years o f research ” 
in to  tra n sp la n te d  p ig  live rs , 
Makowka said.

C edars-S ina i sa id  M onday 
that the pig liver transplant was 
a w orld ’s first.

But a La Jo lla  surgeon, Dr. 
Gustavo Kuster, senior consul­
ta n t on g e n e ra l su rg e ry  at 
Scripps C lin ic  and Research 
F o u n d a tio n , sa id  tw o  such 
transplants done in Belgium in 
1972 were cited in a 1976 book 
he edited. One patient died and 
the o th e r su rv ived  a fte r the 
temporary transplants, he said.

Young women artists who are 
not aware o f th e ir  h is to ry  o f 
struggle are doomed to repeat 
it, according to Ellouise Schoet­
tler, a noted feminist artist.

Schoettler, in  her lec tu re , 
“Then and Now,” addressed the 
need fo r women a rtis ts  to be 
aware of their place in  the art 
world.

“ I th in k  i t ’s im p o rta n t fo r 
women artists to see and por­
tray themselves as artists,” she 
said. “We didn’t start yesterday. 
W e’ve been do ing  th is  fo r  a 
long tim e.”

S ch o e ttle r sa id  th a t she 
developed an acute interest in 
the issues of women and their 
place in  the a rtis tic  w o rld  in  
1972, when she attended the 
F irs t N ationa l Conference o f 
W om en and the  A r ts  at the 
C orco ra n  G a lle ry  o f A r t  in  
Washington, D C.

“ It  was e lectrify ing  to come 
into an aud itorium  filled  w ith  
wom en a r t is ts ,” she said. “ I 
wish I could give you a feeling 
o f the  e x c ite m e n t at the 
opening o f that show.”

S c h o e ttle r sa id  th a t she 
developed an interest in  prob­
lems that her colleagues face, 
which she said include discrim ­
ination and isolation.

Showing slides of the work of 
both noted classical artists and 
o f w o rk  o f m od e rn  w om en 
a rtis ts , she exp la ined  th a t a 
study of the history of a rt pro­
v ides a m ale  b ias  th a t is 
dam ag ing  to  w o m e n ’s 
advancement in the field.

“ [As w om en a r t is ts , ]  yo u r 
role models were not available 
in the text,” she said. “Women 
who made it had an escort, or a 
guide, to he lp  them  in to  the 
system.”

As a result of her experience, 
she began to generate positive 
ways to help women in  th e ir  
work w ith in  the art world. She 
said that networking, support, 
and pe rseve ra nce  are 
necessary fo r w om en to ad­
vance.

“ We tr ie d  to  im p ro v e  the 
system by estab lish ing a ne t­
w ork,” she said.

The lecture was sponsored by 
the A r t D epartm en t a t Saint 
Mary’s.

Becker awarded Nobel Prize 
for interest in social problems

CHICAGO (AP) — Economics 
and sociology professor Gary 
Becker says he has “ enjoyed 
being unpopular” fo r the the­
ories on crim e, d ivorce , d is ­
c r im in a tio n  and o ther social 
p ro b le m s  th a t w on h im  the 
Nobel Prize in economics.

“ I t ’s good to go against the 
g ra in ,”  said the 61-yea r-o ld  
professor, the fifteenth person 
connected to the University of 
Chicago to w in  the Nobel eco­
nomics prize in  22 years.

Becker’s theories tha t every 
aspect of human behavior can 
be analyzed from  a business 
po in t o f v iew  were m et w ith  
skepticism  and d is trust when 
he advanced them  in  the 
1950s, and they  re m a in e d  
controversial.

“ I have enjoyed be ing  u n ­
popular at tim es,” he told re ­
porters Tuesday.

W inn ing  a Nobel Prize le ft 
him  “happy, surprised, s till in  a 
b it  o f a sh o ck ,”  he sa id . “ I 
d id n ’t th in k  i t  was go ing  to 
happen this year.”

the  econom ics d e p a rtm e n t, 
sa id  o th e r econom ists w ere 
susp ic ious o f B ecker’s w o rk  
because he applied the d isci­
p line  to unconventiona l sub­
jects.

“ He has re d e fin e d  the 
boundaries o f economics to in ­
clude problem s in  economics 
th a t had gone ou t o f s ty le ,” 
Rosen said.

Becker said he aimed to solve 
social problems when he began 
teaching economics 30 years 
ago.

His theo ry  th a t hum an be­
h a v io r fo llow s  the same ra ­
tional principles, whether it in ­
volves a household or a busi­
ness, has influenced sociology, 
demography and criminology.

He suggests th a t people 
choose the ir level of education 
d e p en d in g  on its  econom ic 
consequences and tha t c r im i­
nals weigh the p ro b a b ility  of 
getting caught more than the 
type of punishment.

B ecker advocates m a r ita l 
contracts that would spell out 
child custody and property d i­
vision in the event o f divorce. 
The divorce rate m ight be low­
ered i f  men and women treated 
m a tr im o n y  as a lo n g - te rm  
agreement, he said.

His theories draw students as 
well as controversy.

Andrea Buraschi, a doctorate 
candidate in  economics from  
M ilan , Ita ly , said he came to 
the U n ive rs ity  o f Chicago in  
p a rt because its  approach to 
economics, as sym bolized by 
B ecker’s views, d iffe rs  from  
other schools.

“ Here they are try ing  to ap­

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World leads way; 
Bush drags feet

This summer, representatives and heads of 
state from  many nations around the globe 
m et in  Rio de Janeiro to debate and sign 
precedent setting treaties on the environment 
at the U n ite d  N a tions  C on fe rence  on 
Environment and Development.

The Convention on Climate Change (CCC), 
Agenda 21, The B io d ive rs ity  C onvention 
(BDC), and The Forest Preservation Treaty 
(FPT) were the m ajor developments o f the 
Rio summit but President Bush only signed 
w eakened ve rs ions  o f the f i r s t  tw o and 
balked at the prospect o f signing the la tter 
two. In itia lly  there was hope for the summit 
and the treaties, but apparently parochial, 
sophomoric approaches to the global envi­
ronment, like Bush’s, still dominate U.S. lead­
ership and clearly leave us isolated in  the 
world community.

The m ajor in te rna tiona l accord that was 
reached at the conference was Agenda 21, 
w h ich  ca lls  fo r  “ in te g ra te d  a c tiv it ie s  to 
reduce waste, improve energy efficiency, and 
promote sustainable economic development.” 
Unfortunately the U.S. tarnished this treaty 
by demanding the removal of all promises of 
financial aid. This recognition of the im por­
tance of, and the promise o f action for, the 
environment was the prim ary achievement at 
this international summit despite the U.S.’s 
efforts.

The CCC, which the U.S. did sign, was orig i­
nally aimed at lim iting  the threat of global 
warm ing by putting restrictions and lim its on 
emissions of ‘greenhouse gases,’ but the U.S. 
refused to com m it to specific ta rgets and 
timetables. Bush claims that U.S. cutbacks 
w ill have no effect because of the predicted 
increase from  developing nations, and the 
U.S. should help these nations so that they 
w ill never reach the current emission levels 
of the U.S. Bush’s reasoning is preposterous 
and it th in ly veils that, as Tim Beardsley said, 
“The U.S. is [not] prepared to reduce its stan­
dard of liv ing.”

The BDC, which Bush did not sign, w ill bind 
s ign a to ries  to p ro te c t genetic  resources 
harbored w ith in  indigenous plants and ani­
mals. The U.S. rejected the BDC because of 
se lfishness and greed fo r  p ro fits  at the 
expense of the environment. Even though 
Bush did not sign the BDC, he claims that the 
U.S. efforts w ill far exceed the requirements 
of the unsigned treaty. I f  this feeble claim 
was true, then signing the treaty would have 
been a gesture of solidarity and good faith on 
b e h a lf o f the  U.S. C le a rly  Bush is so 
shortsighted that he is w illing  to forsake the 
preservation of endangered species in order 
to save the U.S. some money.

The FPT is not a treaty as such, but rather 
a beginning to the process that w ill lead to a 
concrete accord. A t Rio, the importance of 
preserving the w o rld ’s forests was stressed 
and perhaps a fu tu re  sum m it w ill  d ra ft a 
treaty pertaining to such concerns. Hopefully 
the U.S. w ill be an active participant in this 
summit unlike the Rio summit.

Unfortunately, the U.S. seems to be one of 
the few nations in  the w orld  that does not 
share th is comm itment. As Bush said, “ [I 
w ill]  not sign a trea ty  tha t puts too many 
Americans out o f work. I refuse to accept 
that kind of criticism from... the extremes in 
the e n v iro n m e n ta l m o v e m e n t.” Or as 
Econom ist A lan  B linde r encouraged,” We 
should hesitate before spending huge sums to 
protect ourselves from  hazards that may be 
as much imagined as real.” These attitudes 
exemplify the political narrow-mindedness of 
Bush and the  U.S. d e le g a tio n s  w h ile  
demonstrating how far behind the times the 
U.S. is w hen  these “ e x tre m e s ” in c lu d e  
Europe and Japan. Hopefully the U.S. w ill 
begin to recognize the supreme importance 
of the environment as so many other nations 
already have.

Football game refuse ends up in landfill

T ra sh  c le a n -u p  fo llo w in g  a 
N otre  Dame fo o tb a ll game in ­
cludes five groups consisting o f 
m ore th an  100 w o rk e rs  who 
c o lle c t m ore than  350 tons o f 
refuse to be hauled to a nearby 
landfill by Superior Waste, a con­
tracted waste hauler, according 
to o rg a n iz e rs  o f the  m assive 
effort.

The question has been asked, 
by visiting fans and members of 
the Notre Dame community alike, 
why th is  trash  is not recycled. 
According to those in charge of 
clean-up duties in and around the 
s tad ium , m ost o f w ha t can be 
recycled is being recycled, ju s t 
not through formal procedures.

“ We have 30 guys sw eeping  
fro m  the top  o f the s ta d iu m  
dow n,” according to Dale Getz, 
athletic maintenance d irector in 
charge o f clean-up inside o f the 
stadium. In less than three hours 
they have swept all of the trash to 
the tunnels where it is collected 
and loaded into Superior’s refuse 
trucks.

“ Most of what ends up going to 
the la n d f ill can ’t be recyc led ,” 
said Getz.

Because cans and bottles are 
no t a llow ed  in to  the s tad ium , 
most o f what is collected from the 
s ta d iu m  ca nn o t be recyc led . 
Paper food w rappers and food 
itse lf are what make up the ma­
jo r i t y  o f the tra s h  in s id e  the 
stadium.

“ A few  years ago when food 
services switched to the plastic 
souvenir cups i t  d ras tica lly  re ­
duced the am ount o f trash  we 
collected,” said Getz. The cups, 
a cco rd in g  to Getz, a re  taken  
home by fans and students to be 
used in the home or dorm room. 
“ We come across very few cups 
when we clean the stadium,” he 
said.

Aside from  the wrappers and 
packaging used by the concession 
stands in  se rv in g  food, N otre  
Dame Food Services recyc les  
what it can. All of the cardboard 
is reco ve red  and recyc led  
th ro u g h  Food S e rv ic e ’s 
com prehensive  re c y c lin g  p ro ­
gram.

“They clean up the concession stands 
and recycle everything they can before 
we even come in ,” said Getz.

The areas outside of the stadium fall 
under the ju risd ic tio n  o f General Ser­
vices and Support Services. But even in 
these areas, where fans dispose of trash 
from  ta ilgate parties, most o f w hat is 
collected cannot be recycled.

“ Most o f w hat we co llect are paper 
p ro d u c ts ,” a cco rd in g  to W illia m  
T h is tle th w a ite , d ire c to r  o f G enera l 
Services.

But the University, although it collects 
the aluminum cans recycled on campus 
for its own profits, does not bother to 
c o lle c t a lu m in u m  cans o r o th e r 
recyclable waste left over after football 
games. A cco rd ing  to T h is tle th w a ite , 
scavengers comb the fields for all of the 
a lu m in u m  cans be fo re  they  can be 
recovered by the clean-up crews.

“ We tried having boxes for aluminum 
in the past, but as fast as people put 
their cans in them they were taken out 
by scavengers,” Thistlethwaite said.

But while most of the aluminum cans 
and plastic cups are being recycled or 
reused, glass and other paper products 
are neglected.

According to Maureen Brown o f Re­
cyc ling  Ir is h , the scope o f the e ffo rt 
involved in recycling the trash produced 
a t a fo o tb a ll game is beyond the

capabilities of Recycling Irish.
“We are stretched to our lim its now,” 

she sa id . “ We b a re ly  have enough 
volunteers w orking to collect from  the 
do rm ito rie s . And w ith  o ther campus 
build ings w an ting  to recycle, we ju s t 
couldn’t handle it .”

Until materials other than aluminum 
can be recycled for a profit, or until the 
cost o f la n d f i l l in g  these m a te r ia ls  
exceeds the cost o f separating and re­
cycling them, any extensive recycling  
effort at Notre Dame on football week­
ends w ill remain unwarranted.

B u t a c co rd in g  to Dave Young o f 
W orldW atch in s titu te  in  W ashington, 
D C., what we need to focus on is re ­
duction at the source. Young, as well as 
m any o th e r e n v iro n m e n ta lis ts , a d ­
vocates a change in  our consumption 
patterns.

“We can’t keep consuming the way we 
do,” Young said, “ or in the end it  w ill 
come back to haunt us.”

In the m eantim e, pa tte rns o f trash  
disposal w ill continue to be determined 
by economic restrictions; which means 
th a t, u n t i l  the  te ch n o lo g y  e x is ts  to 
e f f ic ie n t ly  recyc le  a ll o f the  tra s h  
produced  on a N otre  Dame fo o tb a ll 
weekend, the majority of it w ill continue 
to end up in the landfills.

Huddle to begin new poly recycling program

Visitors to the Huddle recently have 
been w elcom ed by a sign read ing  
“ University Food Services Recycling 
Center - Coming Soon.”

The purpose of the recycling center, 
according to Dave Prentkowski, direc­
to r of Food Services, is to promote the 
recycling of polystyrene.

These “ c e n te rs ,” a c c o rd in g  to 
Prentkowski, w ill consist of two large 
containers in  the Huddle into which 
customers w ill sort the ir trash. There 
w ill be four different compartments in 
each: one for polystyrene, another for 
glass containers, one for newspapers, 
and a last which w ill hold the rest of

the refuse.
Prentkowski stated that “ the biggest 

sw itch  from  the old system is the 
m ovement to recycle po lys tyrene.” 
T h is  ca teg o ry  in c lu d e s  the cups, 
plates, and fla tw are that the estab­
lishment uses.

P re n tko w sk i said th a t he “ can ’t 
guarantee that every poly cup that a 
customer uses is recyclable,” but that 
“ the paper cups definitely are not.”

Cleaned polystyrene products are 
fu lly  recyclable while the technology 
to recycle wax-coated cups does not 
exist.

T h is  concep t o f re c y c lin g  the 
polystyrene products is simply the ex­
pansion o f the program which is a l­
ready in existence. A ll o f the recy­

clable products are collected locally 
by Superior Waste and then sold to a 
different source. Under the new pro­
gram the polystyrene w ill be sold to a 
system in Chicago which w ill tu rn  the 
waste into usable pellets and w ill sell 
them to various companies.

According to Prentkowski, the pro­
gram w ill take a w hile  fo r the cus­
tomers to get used to, but he is confi­
dent in  its success. He pointed out 
that it took a year for students to get 
used to recyc ling  newspapers, but 
“ now i t ’s p re tty  much common na­
ture .”

The containers are in the process of 
being built, and w ill be in place after 
Fall Break of this year.

Gas mileage shows no improvement since 1987
WASHINGTON (AP) — W hile con­

sumers w ill see slightly more fuel ef­
ficiency in 1993 cars compared w ith  
the previous year, automakers have 
made few im provem ents overa ll in 
gasoline mileage since the mid-1980s, 
according to government figures.

The E n v iro n m e n ta l P ro te c tio n  
Agency’s annual fuel economy statis­
tics, covering more than 1,000 vehi­
cles, show that 1993 cars coming into 
showrooms are expected to get 28.1

miles per gallon on average, a h a lf 
percentage po in t h igher than 1992 
models.

But that number is no higher than 
the mileage achieved by new cars six 
years ago, says the EPA. Since then, 
mileage has remained fa irly stagnant, 
and in some years even dipped a per­
centage point or so as automakers put 
m ore emphasis on la rge r cars and 
performance vehicles.

The EPA’s 1993 model mileage lis t 
once again — as it has for a number 
o f years — inc luded a dozen or so 
gasoline m isers, led by the 1- lite r  
engine mini-compact Geo Metro XFI, 
the stingiest fuel user on the road. It 
gets 53 mpg in  c ity  d riv in g  and 58 
miles on the highway.

Six o f the 10 highest ranking 1993 
cars — all in the mini-compact cate­
gory — got 50 or more mpg.

I have ju s t fin ished reading 
an artic le printed in Tuesday’s 
e d it io n  o f the  Los Ange les 
Times en titled  “ Catholics Ask

The story reported on Sinead

He recited the watchword of 
the United States Catholic Bish­
ops’ November 1991 pastoral 
le tte r, “ Putting Children and 
Families First. ” Clinton, how­
ever, would not fu rthe r the le t­
te r ’s substance. ■ The bishops 
condemned w elfare programs 
promoting dependance.

Regardless of his rhe to ric , 
Clinton depends on the support 
o f special interests who owe 
their existence to a steady flow 
of government money.

The more the poor depend on 
g o ve rn m e n t la rgesse  the 
greater the damage to the fam­
ily.

The bishops noted that gov­
ernment dependency fosters a 
loss o f self-esteem and self-re­
liance. It  sp lin ters a fam ily- 
based society by devaluing re ­
spect for one’s community and 
individual effort.

President Bush has dedicated 
himself to keeping taxes low so 
that we can afford to live w ith ­
out governm ent aid. He has 
proposed a $500 increase in 
the per child tax exemption.

He has stressed educational 
choice so th a t parents may 
send the ir children to the ir fa­
v o r ite  p u b lic , p r iv a te  o r 
parochial school.

Ho has in itia ted housing p ro ­
grams allow ing public housing 
residents to purchase the ir 
homes and manage the ir prop­
erties.

And he opposes “ value-free” 
sex education in our schools, in 
which ch ild ren arc taught no 
m o ra l d ifferences separate 
various sexual practices and all 
“ safe” sex is OK.

B ill Clinton may like the title  
of the bishops’ letter, but it is 
President Bush who is lite ra lly  
“ Putting Children and Families 
F irs t.”

R e s tr ic t in g  a b o rtio n s  w i l l  
create a society where men are 
free  to  w a lk  away fro m  u n ­
p la nn ed  p re gn an c ies , bu t 
women are imprisoned by the 
socia l stigm a, fin a n c ia l b u r ­
dens, and professional restric­
tions  o f an unp lanned  p re g ­
nancy, and o f an unw an ted  
child.

Not everyone faced w ith  an 
unplanned pregnancy fits  the 
image portrayed by the A rthu r 
D. Moss Foundation anti-abor­
tion commercials plaguing the 
television airwaves w ith happy, 
h e a lth y  to d d le rs  in  p r iv a te  
school uniforms.

Consider the resu lts  o f un ­
wanted pregnancies o f those 
w ho ca nn o t a ffo rd  to c a rry  
through a pregnancy, much less

to raise a child.
Adoption is not always a solu­

tion . A lthough we see adver­
tisements from seemingly well- 
p repa red  p o te n tia l adoptive  
parents in The Observer daily, 
this opportunity is not offered 
to women living hand-to-mouth 
in  the ru n -d o w n  in n e r -c ity  
neighborhoods who were acci­
dentally impregnated. Neither 
a re  these o p p o r tu n it ie s  fo r  
adoption available to drug ad­
dicts.

A re  we supposed to fo rce  
these w om en to c a rry  th e ir  
unplanned pregnancies to term 
and to ra ise  unw anted  c h il­
d ren?  C onside r the conse­
quences of child abandonment 
and abuse.

Socially, the unwed wom an 
w ith  an unwanted pregnancy 
endu res  u n ju s t p re ju d ice s  
against her moral character.

The m arried woman w ith an 
unw anted  pregnancy is sub­
jected to unwelcome congratu­
lations and probably to feigned 
cheerfulness. Can you imagine 
try in g  to conv ince  a c q u a in ­
tances th a t you and yo u r 
spouse re a lly  do not w an t to 
have a child, while you are six- 
months pregnant?

Prenatal care and child rear­
ing are no small financia l un­
dertakings. One should not be

subjected to “winging i t ” when 
she knows that she cannot af­
ford to do it right.

Having a ch ild  res tric ts  one 
professionally. One’s ab ility  to 
work long hours, to travel, and 
to accept d is tan t assignments 
are all greatly restricted when 
she is responsible for the life of 
a child.

As w om en o f u n p la nn e d  
p re gn an c ies  and u nw an te d  
ch ild ren  are forced to endure 
all facets o f the ordeal, the man 
who are at least as responsible 
for the pregnancy may escape 
all responsibility by ju s t w a lk ­
ing away.

One cannot te ll tha t he is a 
p a rty  to an unp lanned p reg ­
nancy by looking at him. He is 
not bound to raise an unwanted 
ch ild  financia lly, and his p ro ­
fessional endeavors are not re­
stricted by responsibilities to an 
unwanted child.

Women have as much right to 
so c ia l, e conom ic , and p ro ­
fessional freedom as men.

To restrict women’s rights to 
e le c tive  a b o rtio n s  w i l l  bar 
women from  ever reaching so­
cial, economic, or professional 
equality w ith  men.

The year was 1972. N otre  
Dame— a one-tim e bastion of 
Catholic masculinity—became a 
co-educational institution.

People had talked about it for 
years and signs began to show 
in the e a rly  1960s. A co -ex­
change p ro g ra m  w ith  S a in t 
Mary’s College was instituted in 
1965, a llow ing  students from  
bo th  schools to sam ple  
academic offerings.

Plans for a merger w ith  Saint 
M a ry ’s looked  p ro m is in g . 
During the 1970-71 academic 
year, administrators from  both 
in s t itu t io n s  exam ined  the 
possib ilities. In May o f 1971, 
the trus tees o f bo th  schools 
gave the merger a green light.

But something went awry in 
the fall of 1971. Financial prob­
lems seemed to h am pe r the 
m erger, and the question  o f 
whether to ins titu te  a unified 
budget plagued members of the 
Notre Dame and Saint M ary ’s 
Inter-Institutional Team.

The log istics o f the m erger 
were also an issue, as adminis­
tra to rs  had tro u b le  decid ing  
w h ic h  p ro g ra m s  w o u ld  be 
housed on which campus.

An o ff ic ia l a nnouncem en t 
te rm ina ting  un ifica tio n  plans 
came Nov. 30, 1971. O ffic ia ls 
fro m  bo th  schoo ls c ite d  
fin a n c ia l and a d m in is tra tiv e  
problems as the chief obstacles 
to the merger.

The im m ediate  reac tion  on 
both campuses was shock and 
anger. A group o f 1,300 s tu ­
dents, many from Saint Mary’s, 
boycotted classes. Demonstra­
tors from both schools worked 
to pressure  the schools in to  
changing their minds.

But the decision to h a lt the 
merger did not squelch Notre 
D am e’s in te re s t in  b r in g in g  
wom en to campus, i t  m ere ly 
changed the way they would be

admitted.
Included in  the te rm ina tion  

statement was the University’s 
decision to admit women in the 
fa ll o f 1972. O fficials said the 
move would make Notre Dame 
“more humanized” because “ an 
all male institution is totally un­
realistic.”

Notre Dame enrolled 365 fe­
males tha t year, 125 o f them 
freshmen. Of the 365, 211 were 
transfers from Saint Mary’s.

The presence o f women at an 
h is to r ic a lly  a ll-m a le  schoo l 
brought im m ediate change to 
Notre Dame, both s tructu ra lly  
and emotionally.

Walsh and Badin Halls were 
converted in to  w om en’s re s i­
dence halls at a cost o f almost 
$150,000. W ashing machines 
and dryers were installed. An 
ironing room was designated.

F u ll- le n g th  m ir ro rs  w ere  
placed in  each o f the new ly- 
painted pastel rooms. Female 
security guards were hired and 
card-lock systems were im ple­
mented to protect the new stu­
dents.

In the bookstore , fem in ine  
items were stocked for the first 
tim e. Even the in f irm a ry  was 
renovated to accommodate the 
new  s tu d e n ts , a lth o u g h  
requests to hire a gynecologist 
were denied.

W omen a t N o tre  Dame 
e xpe rie nce d  m ore  th an  a 
c u ltu ra l shock. T h e ir a rr iv a l 
co incided w ith  the g row th  o f 
the women’s movement. Female 
s tudents pressed fo r g rea te r 
concern for women’s issues and 
the need for equality among the 
sexes.

The integration process went 
re la tive ly  smoothly. By 1975, 
the undergraduate student body 
had a ratio o f four men to every 
woman, up from  17:1 in  1972. 
In 1976, the firs t 125 women 
undergraduates received diplo­
mas from Notre Dame.

G radua lly , m ore res idence

h a lls  w ere  des igna ted  fo r  
women and a greater presence 
o f w om en in  academ ic and 
social settings was thought to 
have improved relations.

But the status o f women at 
the U nive rs ity  was s til l being 
examined in  a c ritica l ligh t as 
the 1980s approached.

An A p r il  1982 spec ia l 
a n n iv e rs a ry  sec tion  in  The 
O bserver, “ W omen at N o tre  
Dame,” looked into the progress 
made by co-education over 10 
years.

Complaints that lack of social 
space in h ib ite d  re la tions  be­
tween the sexes were prevalent, 
as w ere  com m ents th a t 
students at Notre Dame were 
still unsure of how to interact.

Women were uncom fortable 
w ith the idea of asking men on 
da tes, w h ile  m ale  s tuden ts  
fo u g h t to- u n d e rs ta n d  the 
concep t o f m a le -fe m a le  
friendships.

S egrega tion  in  the d in in g  
ha lls , at popu la r bars and in 
classroom s was s t i l l  a norm , 
further stifling relations.

Even in 1982, w ith  an under­
graduate population o f almost 
2,000 women, both sexes s till 
suffered from tension, and often 
resentment.

“ Before women were adm it­
ted, Notre Dame was known as 
a m ale  b a s tio n . Now, w ith  
w om en g e tt in g  in to  the 
s p o tlig h t, co m p e tin g  in  a ll 
areas, the men feel they have to 
be more m acho,” said Father 
John Van Wolvlear, then vice- 
president for Student Affairs.

Fem ale s tuden ts  a t N o tre  
Dame strugg led  to break the 
mold and fight stereotypes. Be­
yond the problems on their own 
campus, the fem ale m in o r ity  
co n tin u e d  to s u ffe r  from  
strained relations w ith  women 
at Saint Mary’s.

“ It strikes me that there’s this 
woman against woman’ thing.

Notre Dame 
react to big

To many Notre Dame men, it was long overdue.
The decision for co-education was viewed as an inevitable oc­

currence by most men on campus during the 1960s. But while 
they welcomed the idea, it was the little  changes that men had to 
adjust to.

John Dampeer, a 1972 Notre Dame graduate and co-captain of 
the football team, said that most people were confident that co­
education would be instituted. “ Generally, everyone saw it in a 
very positive view. The only surprise was the failure of the merger 
w ith  Saint Mary’s,” he said.

Co-education was considered the pathway to modernization, 
according to John Abowd, editor-in-chief of the Observer in 1972. 
“Co-education could not be avoided to get into the mainstream of 
modern society,” he said.

“The process went pretty smoothly,” Abowd said. “ People were 
focused on the p o litic a l and in te lle c tu a l aspects o f life  like  
Vietnam. We weren’t too focused on the changing social institu­
tion.”

“The novelty aspect wore o ff pretty quickly,” said Abowd.
Dating and the social life on campus did not change very much

because o f Notre Dame’s past re lationship  w ith  Saint M ary’s,
according to Abowd. “There were just the usual juvenile displays
of affection,” he said.

But structural changes caused inconveniences for many men.
Men liv in g  in  W alsh  and

There was some resentment 
--------------------------------------------------  from  men who became sepa­

rated from  the ir friends, but 
many people saw the trouble as compromises that were “ the price 
to pay for modernization,” Abowd said.

Badin and Walsh underwent renovations to ta lling  $150,000 
including new paint, sinks, and medicine chests. But the women’s 
request fo r h a ird rye rs  was denied. “ A lo t o f the guys got a 
chuckle about the renovations. So much of it  was things that guys 
hadn’t needed,” Lutkus said.

Another change tha t Lutkus noticed on campus was m en’s 
behavior in the dining halls. A fter women were admitted, he said 
“ food fights diminished. There was an e ffort to get guys more 
civilized, and our acts started to clean up. We actually started to 
use forks and spoons.”

Jim Hunt, a 1973 Notre Dame graduate, agreed that the pres­
ence of women somewhat “ cleaned up” the d in ing halls. Men 
“ had been reasonably sloppy before and hadn’t  had anyone to 
impress,” he said.

Lutkus said tha t the social life  and class s truc tu re  did not 
change dramatically w ith  co-education, but that men had to get 
used to attending class w ith “ three-hundred incredibly top-notch 
wom en. They w ere h igh-pow ered  in te lle c tu a lly  and maybe 
intim idated some men in the classroom.”

Women were “ smart and aggressive,” Lutkus said. He described 
instances where men would stand on the porch o f Badin and 
“ rate” the women walking by, but “ the girls that came hated it 
and fought against the stereotypes. It was a real learning process 
for us.”

Hunt remembers the firs t class of women being stereotyped by 
their male counterparts. “Women were stereotyped from the very 
beginning as being extremely bright and more concerned w ith 
academics than social life. But I realized that it wasn’t true pretty 
quickly, and most others figured it out, too,” he said.

David Yates, Notre Dame senior class president in 1975, said 
that “ for those ladies that did make it, they were a small number 
from  a large app licant pool and were going against tougher 
standards. This made them a subject of joking on part of the guys 
that because of the ratio they had their choice of men. But I don’t 
remember them being a subject of stereotyping.”

Hunt also mentioned the ratio of men to women affecting social 
life. “ Men could get a date by petitioning the women eight months 
in advance,” he said.

Co-education “was a real turn ing point in terms of attitudes at 
Notre Dame,” said Lutkus. “ It was a long slow road.”

Saint Mary’s merger fails,

Tell a Saint M ary’s firs t year 
student she came to the College 
for the benefits o f Notre Dame 
and you’re likely to get a d irty  
look.

Twenty years ago you m ight 
have been right on target.

S tudents e n ro llin g  at Saint 
Mary’s for the fa ll of 1972 were 
p ro m ise d  a jo in t  degree 
betw een  the then  a ll-m a le  
U niversity o f Notre Dame and 
Saint Mary’s College.

“ The n a tio n a l tren d  at the 
tim e  was in  fa vo r o f co -edu­
c a tio n , and we got k ind  o f 
caugh t up in  i t , ” sa id  S is te r 
Basil A n thony O’ F lynn, v ice- 
p res iden t o f F iscal A ffa irs  in 
1971.

But w h ile  some in s titu tio n s  
lik e  Yale, D a rtm o u th , and 
Princeton may have succeeded 
in  co-education , Notre Dame 
and Saint Mary’s did not.

W hat went w rong in  the re ­
iden tifica tion  o f the school as 
Saint Mary’s College w ithin  the 
U n ive rs ity  o f Notre Dame in ­
volved time, money, and p lan­
ning. There was deficiency in. all 
three.

Plans for co-education began 
in March, 1970, when trustees 
from  Saint M a ry ’s and Notre 
Dame decided th a t a m erger 
would simply be an expansion 
o f the  e x is t in g  c lass co ­
exchange program between the 
tw o schools, accord ing  to “ A 
Panorama,” a book tracing the 
h is tory o f Saint M ary ’s by the 
C o llege ’s S is te r Im m a cu la te  
Creek.

The Executive Committee o f 
Notre Dame and Saint M ary ’s 
h ire d  o b je c tive  academ ic 
consultants Lewis Mayhew and 
Rosemary Park to construct an 
ideal model o f a merger. The 
study began in the fall of 1970 
and was m et w ith  some 
a p p re he ns io n  fro m  S a in t 
Mary’s.

As the  College co m m u n ity  
fea red  lo s in g  its  t ra d it io n a l

id e n t ity , fa c u lty  g roups
proposed co -education  plans 
b a la n c in g  S a in t M a ry ’s
independence and merger w ith 
Notre Dame, accord ing  to “ A 
Panorama.”

Ten months later, the Park- 
Mayhew re p o rt was complete 
and in agreement w ith  faculty 
groups. Park-Mayhew offered a 
comprehensive plan inc lud ing  
board action, faculty, degrees, 
student life, and cooperation.

In spite of the plan’s caution 
aga inst “ p re c ip ito us  a c tio n ,” 
Notre Dame wished to merge 
im m e d ia te ly , caus ing  S a in t 
Mary’s anxiety to surface again.

The two executive commit­
tees met again on M arch 21, 
1971, where they agreed on a 
merger between the schools.

The Joint Statement on Unifi­
ca tio n  was signed by both 
parties on May 14, 1971.

But no sooner had the 
dec is ion  been made w hen 
p ro b le m s  su rfa ced . The 
committee agreed that the “new 
id e n t it y ” o f the u n if ic a t io n  
inevitably meant loss of identity 
for Saint M ary’s as the College 
w ou ld  be obsolete under the 
Dome except in name.

The public promises for co-ed­
ucation soon went bad.

U nantic ipated  fin an c ia l and 
adm in istra tive  hurdles proved 
too high to clear. The pressure 
o f meeting deadlines, such as 
second-semester p lanning and 
fa c u lty  c o n tra c t re n e w a ls , 
increased  the chances fo r a 
failed merger.

A fter a series of meetings, the 
B oards o f T rus tees  and 
Administrative Officers of Notre 
Dame and Saint Mary’s decided 
th a t “ the  tw o  schools w ere  
unable to solve fin a n c ia l and 
a d m in is tra t iv e  p rob lem s 
connected w ith  the proposed 
u n if ic a t io n , ” a cco rd in g  to a 
press release issued on Nov. 30, 
1971.

The release promised contin­
ued cooperation  between the 
schools in academic, social, cul­
tu ra l and sp iritua l areas while

p ro te s te d  the d is c o n tin u e d  
merger.

Saint M ary’s English professor 
Elizabeth Noel was dissatisfied 
w ith  the d e c is io n , b u t she 
emphasized tha t there was no 
single prevailing attitude among 
faculty. “ It seemed to me that i f  
Notre Dame went co-ed, which 
it undoubtedly would, that Saint 
Mary’s would suffer. And it did. 
They creamed the top o ff our 
student body.”

“ I ’ m no t su re  th a t S a in t 
M a ry ’s has ever regained the 
k in d  o f s ta tu s  th a t we had 
before the merger,” she said.

Saint M ary’s student reaction 
inc luded pe titions dem anding 
both schools to continue merger 
nego tia tions  in  1972 and fo r 
equal student representation on 
tru s te e s ’ d e c is io n -m a k in g  
co m m itte es , a c c o rd in g  to a 
South Bend Tribune artic le  on 
Dec. 10, 1971.

Legal action was taken. An at­
to rn e y  was h ire d  by S a in t 
M ary’s Student Government for 
m is re p re s e n ta tio n  in  S a in t 
M a ry ’s b rochures sent out to 
freshmen prom ising “ students 
at the university, m eeting the 
same requirements, having the 
same classes, and earning the 
same degrees.”

S tudents boyco tted  classes 
and an assembly was held in  
O’Laughlin Auditorium  on Dec. 
1, 1971, to allow  the Board of 
Trustees and adm in istration to 
appear before the fir in g  squad 
of angry students.

“ I remember being unable to 
take a couple of finals because 
we w ere so em bro iled  in  the 
protests. It was really very emo­
tio n a l,” said Noyes, reca llin g  
subsequent demonstrations.

Other reactions included w ith ­
holding the spring tuition/room  
and board payment of $1,720, 
le tte rs  to p a ren ts , a lum nae, 
trustees, reg istering  fo r Notre 
Dame classes only, and request­
ing transcripts to transfer.

The event even captured na­
tional media attention. NBC and 
CBS news in te rv ie w e d  1971

Saint Mary’s student body presi­
dent, K a thy Barlow , and Na­
tio n a l P ub lic  Radio d id  a 10 
minute documentary on the sit­
uation.

Not a ll responses to the 
Trustees were demanding, how­
ever. Some students even pro­
posed alternative solutions.

The Hall Presidents’ Council 
suggested w a it in g  fo r  S a in t 
M a ry ’s to have a change o f 
heart. A coordinator would be 
appo in ted  to o rgan ize  co-ed 
housing on both campuses as 
w e ll as m e d ica l se rv ices , 
s e c u r ity  d e p a rtm e n ts ,
placement bureaus, admission 
o ffices, pub lic  re la tio n s , and 
deve lopm ent d epartm en ts  to 
name a few.

In spite o f the sentiments in 
favor of co-education, term ina­
tion of the merger was made of­
ficial on February 28, 1972.

“ M o ra le  was te r r ib le , ” 
Mandell said of the Saint Mary’s 
co m m un ity . “ The re  was a 
deflated image of Saint M ary ’s 
s tuden ts  and th e ir  a b ilit ie s . 
They tended  to th in k  o f 
them se lves  as second class 
citizens,” she said.

A lack of credibility in the ad­
m in istration caused a complete 
tu rn o v e r  and the  1972-73  
classes were led by a new presi­
den t and dean, accord ing  to 
Mandell. The adm inistration of 
President Jack Dugan brought 
changes in the Saint Mary’s cur­
riculum , reestablishment of the 
nursing program, and financial 
solvency.

“We did not fa ll apart,” Man­
d e ll sa id . “ S a in t M a ry ’s got 
stable about three years later.”

Twenty years after the merger 
fe ll through, O’Flynn s till feels 
that Saint Mary’s made the cor­
rect decision in remaining inde­
pendent. “ The whole w orld  is 
tu rn in g  to wom en fo r leade r­
ship—we have a gorgeous op­
portun ity  to provide tha t,” she 
said. “ I th ink i f  you have a prod­
uct that’s been a success for 150 
yea rs , you re a lly  have 
something to sell.”

The spotlight was on them when they came to Notre Dame in 
the fall of 1972.

W illin g  agreed. “ We had stereotypes about Saint M a ry ’s 
women—that they were more ‘dressed to k i l l ’ and were only 
looking for husbands.”

Stereotypes were held by non-students, as well. One professor 
to ld  a class th a t the only reason paren ts  w ou ld  send th e ir  
daughters to Notre Dame was to find a good husband, according 
to Willing.

Women also faced opposition in  social situations.
W illing remembers the firs t time she and a friend entered North 

Dining Hall for dinner. “ There was dead silence,” she said of the 
men’s surprise at seeing the women.

“Part of the problem might be that so many people came from 
single-sex high schools and they w eren ’t used to having the 
opposite sex in classes and other situations,” W illing said.

A parietals system kept men and women even more separate, 
and dating difficulties resulted.

“There were always complaints that the interaction (between 
men and women) w asn ’t very good,” said W illing . “ We once 
figured out that each woman at Notre Dame could have 42 dates

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Irish sports 
revolutionized
Notre Dame women excel in
athletics after a slow s ta r t

With the arrival of women at 
Notre Dame in  1972 came the 
arriva l of a new realm of Irish 
athletics, one that just 20 years 
la ter boasts national rankings, 
post-season berths and envy 
among competitors.

“ I t ’s been a long and arduous 
p rocess,” noted N otre  Dame 
A s s is ta n t A th le t ic  D ire c to r  
B rian Boulac. “ To say you’re 
go ing  to become a n a tio n a l 
p ow e r o v e rn ig h t, th a t ju s t  
doesn’t happen. A lot of things 
have to fa ll your way.”

And they have, since the first 
wom en’s ath le tic organization 
— a fencing club of Saint M ary’s 
s tu de n ts  and ND fa c u lty  
daughters— began in 1970.

The club was organ ized by 
Mike DeCicco, now in his 32nd 
year coaching fencing at Notre 
Dame. DeCicco was la te r ap­
p roached  by then  E xecutive  
Vice President Father Edmund 
Joyce about expanding the op­
portunities for females in  a th­
letics.

“ (Joyce) wanted to make ath­
letics available to (women) even 
before we had the fa c ilit ie s ,” 
said DeCicco — noting that his 
current office was probably the 
f irs t  wom en’s locker room on 
campus.

Joyce n e a rly  doub led  the 
fencing program ’s budget, ex­
p re ss ly  to o u t f it  the  new 
women’s fencers. “ He was ea­
ger to make sure that women 
were not second-class citizens, 
they were given top equipment.
He d id n ’t care  how  m uch i t  
cost, he wanted it to get done,”
DeCicco said.

By 1974 Notre Dame made 
fencing the firs t women’s va r­
sity sport. Field hockey would 
follow.

“ T h a t [fe n c in g  and f ie ld  
hockey] was the adven t o f 
women’s athletics,” said Boulac, 
who was an assistant football 
coach at the time. “ It was non- 
scholarship activities based on 
interest. From there we started 
to make some inroads.”

Basketba ll, tennis, and vo l­
leyball were soon introduced, 
and the women’s athletic p ro ­
gram became a small, but sp ir­
ited, addition to the Notre Dame 
campus.

Getting there
It was this sp irit that in 1978 

drew an intelligent and athletic 
18-year-old basketball p layer 
from  B u ffa lo  to Notre Dame.
Today she is the highest rank­
ing woman in  the A th letic De­
partment, Associate Athletic Di­
rector Missy Conboy.

Conboy captained the Irish in 
her senior season, leading the 
team to a 17-6 record in their 
fifth  year o f competition. She 
remembers well Notre Dame’s

modest beginnings.
“When I came along in 1978, 

th e re  w ere  no sch o la rsh ip s  
a v a ila b le  fo r  w om en in  any 
program,” recalls Conboy.

But the programs continued 
to grow. W om en’s baske tba ll 
had 12 scholarsh ips by 1980 
and gained North Star Confer­
ence affilia tion in 1983. “ Before 
we had a conference affiliation 
everybody lik e d  to schedule 
Notre Dame, everybody like to 
beat N o tre  Dam e, and back 
then we w e re n ’t p a rtic u la r ly  
d ifficult to beat,” Conboy said.

Just four years later, in 1987, 
came a man who’s contribution 
to women’s athletics can’t be ig­
nored: A th le tic  D irec to r Dick 
Rosenthal.

He has been instrum ental in 
the rise  o f O lym pic sports at 
N o tre  Dam e, a dd in g  24 fu l l  
men’s scholarships and a stag­
gering 43 new athletic scholar­
ships for women.

Rosenthal used in terest sur­
veys to d e te rm in e  w h ich  
women’s sports were in demand 
on campus. The strategy paid 
o ff in 1988 w ith  the addition of 
women’s varsity soccer, softball, 
and golf.

“ C reating these new sports 
has been re la tive ly  easy,” he 
said. “We can measure the in ­
te rest and we can observe it  
w ith  in tra m u ra l p lay and the 
activ ity  o f women on campus. 
We’ve tr ied  to respond to the 
genuine and legitimate interests 
of the student body.”

“A ll the credit has to go to the 
g ir ls  because w ith o u t th e ir  
work ethic and ability it would 
not have grown as quickly as it 
d id,” said Boulac, who has since 
handed coaching duties to Liz 
Miller.

“ I th ink the (financial) aid to­
day is much greater that it was 
when we started, and we have 
a good g roup  o f k ids  on the

P art o f th is  success can be 
traced to an aggressive recru it­
ing philosophy that has drawn 
top athletes like senior volley­
ba ll capta in  A lic ia  T u rner to 
Notre Dame — and away from 
p e re n n ia l pow erhouses lik euse.

“ 1 was firs t attracted m ainly 
by the university — it  was the 
campus th a t re a lly  d id it  fo r 
me,” Turner said. “ But as the 
programs improve, i t ’s going to 
be a lot easier to attract the top 
athletes.”

A Rocky Road
But Notre Dame’s success has 

not come w ithout controversy.
Some say th a t increased  

spending on the women’s a th­
letic programs has come at the 
expense of the men’s programs. 
It ’s not a new feeling, according 
to Conboy, w ho sa id  the 
sentiment followed her during 
an undergraduate career which 
saw 12 scholarships awarded to 
the women’s basketball team.

“ There  was some negative 
backlash in that a lot of people 
perceived that the hockey pro­
gram was cut at tha t po int in 
o rd e r  to m ake w ay [fo r  
women’s sports,]” she said.

The times have changed, at 
least fo r Conboy and her co l­
leagues in the athletic depart­
m ent. “ The w ay w e ’ve a p ­
proached it  in recent years is 
we’ll try hard to make sure that 
we increase revenue so that we 
have enough to pay for growing 
m en’s program s and grow ing 
women’s programs.”

But observers can’t help but 
rem em ber las t ye a r’s ab rup t 
cutting of the wrestling team to 
devote more funds to women’s 
a th le tic s  — a dec is ion  th a t 
stirred emotion on campus.

The a th le t ic  d e p a rtm e n t 
m a in ta ined  th a t the decision 
was necessitated by the Title IX 
decision which requires athletic 
p rogram s to p rom ote gender 
equity in athletics.

Notre Dame brought its foot­
ball team into the equation in 
1988, a lthough  the p ro g ram  
has a s taggering  92 sch o la r­
ships. But the success o f the 
Irish  footba ll program  means 
stepping up the commitment to 
w om en ’s sp o rts , w h ich  thus 
puts other men’s sports — like 
wrestling — at risk for funding 
cuts.

Women now number 39 per­
cent of the Notre Dame student 
body, and the rise o f women’s 
a th le tic s  a t a once a ll-m a le  
institution is a story in itself.

“ The way in  w h ich  th e y ’ve 
taken o ff has absolutely amazed 
us. These p rogram s have a ll 
ju s t  taken  th e ir  p lace a long 
w ith all of the other great trad i­
tions we have had here fo r a 
number of years,” he added.

But Rosenthal makes certain 
to give credit where it  is due.

“ I th ink the main compliment 
has to go to the  k ids  th e m ­
selves. They pu t in  the d isc i­
p line , they com m it the e ffo rt 
and time, and they’re the peo­
ple who have made the p ro ­
gram w ork.”

“ I t ’s been fun to w atch,” he 
added. “ W e’ve been th r i l le d  
w ith  their victories, we’ve cried 
at their defeats, but we’ve been 
laughing a lot more than we’ve 
been crying, and tha t’s kind of 
nice.”

The seven -w eek p ro g ra m , 
conducted by the YMCA and held at 
the Rockne M em oria l, runs tw o to 
three tim es every school year. The 
$115 cost includes books, equipment 
and in s tru c t io n s  fro m  a f ie ld  o f 
experts.

A f te r  b e ing  co n fin e d  to the 
Rockne’s classroom and chlorinated, 
olympic-sized pool, students get the 
opportun ity  to explore the campus’ 
m ic ro -b io lo g ic a l a q u a r iu m , St. 
Joseph’s Lake. The c u rre n t scuba 
class w ill undergo four open w ater 
dives there between Oct. 31 and Nov. 
1 before becoming life tim e certified 
divers.

Picture yourse lf p lung ing into 
the mysterious, murky mish-mosh on 
a b risk  la te -au tum n m orn ing. Like 
some sort o f deranged dream, you’d 
explore  the depths o f th is  body o f 
water which, although located amid a 
busy cam pus, ra re ly  has v is ito rs  
venture beyond its shores save a few 
sailboats, ducks, and bluegill.

D iane T ise r, o w n e r o f J R. 
A q u a tic  Center, 51333 US 31 N., 
South Bend, has su pe rv ise d  the 
program at Notre Dame for six years. 
She explained how her students react 
when confronted w ith  the challenge 
of jum ping into the lake armed w ith  
up to 50 pounds o f e q u ip m e n t 
strapped to their backs.

“ They’re hesitant at firs t un til

they get in , bu t once they get out 
they’re rea lly  exuberant. They love 
it .”

And who knows just what they’ll 
f in d  in  the  la rg e ly  u n c h a rte re d  
waters. “We’ve found stu ff in the past: 
b ikes , CB ra d io s , shoes, b o tt le s , 
rudders, mostly jus t a bunch o f jun k ,” 
recalls Tiser. “ But one man’s junk  is 
a n o th e r m a n ’s tre a s u re . F in d in g  
something lost at the bottom of a lake 
is always interesting.”

In years past, T ise r he ld  the 
open water dives at Diamond Lake, a 
resort area in  M ichigan, about 30 
m inutes from  campus. However, in 
dealing w ith  students’ tight schedules 
and lack o f re liab le  transporta tion , 
she opted fo r on-campus dives and 
the p rom ise : “ You get to fin d  out 
w hat’s at the bottom o f St. Joe Lake!”

Tiser also conducts classes at 
Andrews College in  Barrien Springs, 
S o u thw e s te rn  M ich ig a n  C ollege, 
C u lve r M il i ta ry  Academ y, N iles , 
M ich iga n  C ity, and lo ca l YMCA’s, 
totaling from 450 to 550 students per 
year.

“ People who learn in  the M id­
west make better divers. They learn 
to handle  the cold w a te r and low  
visibility,” explained Tiser.

Still, the vast m ajority of Tiser’s 
students learn scuba skills for use in 
more exotic locations.

“ Especially at Notre Dame, we 
get a lo t o f peop le  fro m  fo re ig n  
countries-Puerto Rico, Japan, Mexico, 
F rance , S pain , G erm any, 
R uss ia -w h e re  they  have the 
o p p o rtu n ity  to dive bu t they don ’t 
know how,” said Tiser.

O ther s tuden ts  e n ro ll in  the 
class in  preparation for Spring Break 
o r fo r  fa m ily  tr ip s  to p laces lik e  
F lo rida , the Bahamas, Mexico and 
Hawaii. In fact, Tiser’s company also 
acts as a travel agency, booking scuba

tr ips  th a t include a ir  fa re , lodging, 
and plenty o f diving.

The N o tre  Dame p ro g ra m  
handles between 15 to 40 students 
who meet certain restrictions.

“ You don’t  have to be a great 
swimmer, but you can’t be afra id of 
the water,” said Tiser, who requires a 
300-yard swim w ith  no time lim it, a 
50-foot underwater swim and a 15- 
minute tread.

T is e r ’s s ta f f  in c lu d e s  12 in ­
structors who offer personal attention 
on te c h n ic a l a b il it ie s  such as 
equipment and safety.

Two Notre Dame faculty mem­
bers, photography professor Richard 
G ray and b io lo g y  p ro fe s s o r B il l  
A rcher, add a rt is t ic  and sc ie n tific  
fla vo r to the s tudents ’ underw ate r 
experiences as assistant instructors.

D iving is only a launching pad 
fo r  o the r spec ia lized  scuba sk ills . 
Gray had a ree f ecology course in  
Jamaica which he said, “ added a new 
dimension to this class (which he took 
th re e  years  a g o ).” He also 
e x p e rim e n ts  in  u n d e rw a te r  
photography and plans to integrate it 
into some of his future works. He and 
Archer give students an idea of what 
to expect under the water, w ith  in ­
form ation about marine biology and 
other scenic features.

“ The skills you can learn don’t 
stop a t u n d e rw a te r  le v e l, ” u rges 
Tiser. O ther c e rtif ic a tio n s  inc lude 
advanced diving, rescue, dive master, 
re c re a tio n a l d iv in g , pho tography, 
deep-d iv ing , search and recovery, 
night diving, and navigational diving.

Notre Dame’s football graduation rate 
is ranked third in new NCAA report

Special to the Observer

The U n iv e rs ity  o f N otre  
Dame ranked th ird  among all 
co lleges and u n iv e rs it ie s  
playing Division I-A football in 
the recent NCAA Graduation- 
Rates Report, the f ir s t  such 
re p o r t u nd e r the  te rm s  o f 
federal law.

Notre Dame football players 
g raduated  a t an 82 percen t 
ra te  as c a lc u la te d  by the 
NCAA— a m a rk  b e tte re d  by 
o n ly  Boston College a t 85 
percent and Duke University at 
84 pe rcen t. The NCAA 
statistics reflect the so-called 
“ unre fined " g raduation  rate, 
w hich regards even students 
who transfer from a school in 
good s ta n d in g  as n o n ­
g ra du a tes , and does no t 
include students who transfer 
to a school and graduate.

The “ re fin e d "  g ra d u a tio n  
rate fo r Notre Dame footba ll

players was 92 percent.

The m uch-anticipated, 627- 
page NCAA re p o rt p rov ided  
data for student-athletes who 
enrolled in 1983-84 and 1984- 
85 a t 297 NCAA D iv is io n  I 
schools.

Reflecting a popular concern 
o f collegiate academic and ath­
letic administrators, the NCAA 
repo rt revealed tha t A frican- 
A m e rica n  fo o tb a ll p la ye rs  
graduated at a 34 percent rate, 
compared w ith  55 percent o f 
white players.

At Notre Dame, however, 82 
percent o f A frican-A m erican  
fo o tb a ll p la ye rs
graduated—the highest rate in 
the co un try  fo r D iv is ion  1-A 
schoo ls w ith  m ore  th a n  15 
African-American recruits. In 
a d d itio n , the ra te  fo r  N otre  
Dam e's A fr ic a n -A m e r ic a n  
players was v irtua lly  identical 
to the rate (81 percent) for the

University's white players.
The 82 percent graduation  

rate for a ll Notre Dame football 
players was the highest among 
the sport's trad itional powers. 
O f the  top  25 team s in  the  
c o u n try  in  1987— the  yea r 
m ost a th le tes  in  the survey 
would have been e lig ib le  fo r 
com petition—the Notre Dame 
fo o tb a ll team  fin is h e d  the 
season No. 16 on the field and 
No. 1 in the classroom. The 
U n iv e rs ity  o f Io w a , a t 63 
percent, was second.

Notre Dame also achieved a 
h ighe r g radua tion  ra te  than 
any o f its trad itional football r i ­
vals— Stanford U n ive rs ity  74 
p e rce n t; the  U n iv e rs ity  o f 
M ich igan, 60 percent; Penn 
State University, 56 percent; 
the U n ive rs ity  o f M iam i, 50 
percent; and the University o f 
Southern C a lifo rn ia , 38 p e r­
cent.

Laettner close to a deal
MINNEAPOLIS (AP) — Chris­

tian Laettner is close to signing 
a s ix -ye a r co n tra c t w ith  the 
M innesota Tim berwolves, ne­
g o tia to rs  on both  sides said 
Tuesday.

“There are reports that we’re 
all done that 1 wish were true,” 
T im berw o lves p res iden t Bob 
Stein said. “We’re getting close, 
but un til the deal is finalized, 
you never know.”

Said L a e ttn e r ’s agent, A rn  
Tellem: “ We’re very close but 
i t ’s not a done deal yet.” 

Laettner, the third-overall pick 
in the 1992 NBA draft, couldn’t 
be reached for comment.

The Timberwolves, who began 
workouts last Friday, w rap up 
the firs t part o f tra in ing  camp 
W ednesday m o rn in g  at St. 
Cloud State. They then re tu rn  
to M inneapolis before leaving 
for Thursday night’s preseason 
opener against the New Jersey 
Nets at Grand Forks, N.D.

“ I ’m hopeful that we can get 
him here in time for him to play

in our firs t game,” Stein said.
“ Assuming everything moves 

ahead, he can be there,” Tellem 
said. “ But there are still some 
issues th a t a re  u n re so lve d . 
T h a t ’s the  p ro b le m . I t ’s 
definitely not a done deal.”

N e ith e r S te in  n o r T e llem  
w o u ld  c o n firm  re p o r ts  th a t 
Laettner’s six-year deal would 
be w orth  between $20 m illion  
and $22 million.

I f  Laettner signs, he’d become 
the th ird  o f this year’s top eight 
NBA d ra ft choices w ith  con­
tracts. No. 1 Shaquille O’Neal 
agreed to a seven-year, $40 
m illio n  deal w ith  O rlando in 
August, and No. 5 LaPhonso El­
lis signed a five-year contract 
for $13 m illion w ith  Denver last 
week.

The 6 - fo o t - l l  L a e ttn e r led 
Duke to n a t io n a l c h a m p i­
onships as a jun io r and senior. 
He averaged 16.6 points as a 
four-year s ta rte r fo r the Blue 
Devils and 21.5 points as a se­
nior.

Toronto’s three-man rotation looks shaky
TORONTO (AP) — It’s a prob­

lem th a t pops up every post­
season: When making pitching 
plans, do you use a three-man 
rotation or four?

The Toronto  Blue Jays chose 
three fo r the AL playoffs, and 
went w ith  Jack M orris, David 
Cone and Juan Guzman. The 
f i r s t  tim e  a ro u n d , i t  looked 
pretty good.

But now, after watching Morris 
and Cone get pounded in  their 
second tu rn s , the  d ec is ion  
seems shaky.

“ I wouldn’t want to use it as 
an excuse at th is po in t,”  said 
Cone, who had not started on 
three days’ rest all season. “ I t ’s 
a valid question and something 
to speculate on. You can use it 
as a factor, not as an excuse.

“ My arm felt different out there, 
but it feels different every day,” 
he said. “ T h a t’s the s ta rt in g  
pitcher’s dilemma and he has to 
deal w ith  it .”

The Oakland As went w ith  a 
fo u r-m a n  ro ta t io n  o f Dave 
Stewart, Mike Moore, Ron Dar­
ling  and Bob Welch. W orking 
w ith  the usual four days’ rest, 
they’ve all pitched pretty well,

w ith  the best effort being Stew­
a rt’s complete-game victory in 
Game 5 Monday.

Stewart, given one more day 
to rest than his Toronto oppo­
nents, kept the Athletics alive in 
the series. Oakland tra ils  3-2 
going into Game 6 Wednesday.

Guzman is scheduled to start 
on three days’ rest. Moore w ill 
w o rk  w ith  fou r days between 
starts.

“ I always have my good stuff,” 
Guzman said. “ I could pitch on 
two days’ rest. I t ’s no problem.”

T h a t’s w h a t the  B lue Jays 
thought about Morris and Cone, 
too.

M orris did it  w ith  no trouble 
last October, w inning twice for 
M innesota against Toronto in 
the playoffs and going on to be­
come the World Series MVP.

This year, he pitched on three 
days’ rest only once during the 
regular season, doing it in late 
September and earning his 20th 
victory.

M o rris  w en t n ine  in n in g s  in  
Game 1 of these playoffs, gave 
up six hits and gave his team a 
chance to win. He allowed three 
hom ers and absorbed a 4-3

loss.
But in  Game 4, he was out of it 

r igh t away. M orris was tagged 
fo r five runs on five h its  and 
five walks in only 3 1-3 innings, 
and lu c k ily  wound up w ith  a 
no-decision.

M orris has won his last seven 
decisions on three days’ rest. 
Cone was 6-2 w ith a 1.74 ERA 
on three days u n til M onday’s 
debacle.

Cone, who shut out Oakland 
fo r e igh t inn ings in  Game 2, 
was ripped fo r six runs on six 
hits and two walks in  four in ­
nings.

“ Both guys coming back didn’t 
pitch as good,” said Jimmy Key, 
w ho w as bum ped  fro m  
T o ro n to ’s ro ta t io n . “ I t ’s
something management is go­
ing to have to look at. ”

Blue Jays manager Cito Gas­
ton adm itted  he was w o rried  
about the sudden turnaround in 
his s ta rte rs , a lthough th e re ’s 
not a lot he can do about it  now. 
H is on ly  o p tio n  w o u ld  be to 
start Todd Stottlemyre in place 
of Guzman.

“ I wish I knew why,” he said. 
“ I f  I did, I'd  do something about 
it. I can’t really answer that."

pattern that Monk caught just 
as the Denver safety draped 
him self a ll over the NFL’s most 
prolific receiver.

“ I ’m not a big-play receiver,” 
the so ft-sp o ke n  M onk sa id  
Monday after he moved ahead 
o f Steve L a rg e n t in to  f i r s t  
place on the NFL's a ll-time list 
w ith  820 catches. “ I'm  more of 
a possession receiver."

True enough.
I f  you see Monk on the high­

light films, he’ll be catching a 
b a ll o ve r the  m id d le  and 
getting  crunched. Elsewhere 
on the same video, Jerry Rice 
w ill  be sp rin tin g  away from  
the  seconda ry  fo r  a 
touchdown.

Bu t M o n k ’s toughness and 
durability have marked his 13- 
ye a r c a re e r the same w ay 
speed and finesse have been 
the s igna tu res  o f dozens o f 
o th e r speedsters w ho have 
come and gone w h ile  Monk 
has carried on.

Which isn’t  to say his career 
hasn’t been w ithou t his h igh­
ligh ts — there have been 60 
touchdowns so far, and he’s 
accum u la ted  11,211 yards. 
That works out to an average 
o f 13.7 yards per catch, less 
than Largent’s average o f 16 
yards for his 819 catches. And 
B u ffa lo ’s James Lofton, who 
set the NFL yardage record  
e a rlie r th is season, averages 
almost 19 yards per catch.

Many o f Monk’s catches came 
at a high physical cost, which 
le f t  h im  w ith  some obvious 
pride in his new standard.

“ The record means a lo t to 
me, ” Monk said. “ It was a play

designed fo r me to catch the 
ba ll, and 1 was ju s t hoping I 
w ou ld  be open and I would  
catch it .”

The record-breaker, w hich 
came on a 10 -yard  s ide line  
route  w ith  tig h t coverage by 
Steve A tw a te r, was one last 
m om ent o f h igh  d ram a in  a 
34-3 Redskins victory. The lop­
sided score gave the Redskins 
the  o p tio n  o f show cas ing  
M onk, and they d id n ’ t 
disappoint.

Monk entered the fourth pe­
riod w ith  four catches on the 
night, then caught his fifth  — 
and the 818th o f his career — 
on a 6-yard sideline pass w ith 
about four minutes left.

On the n e x t p lay, he tied  
Largent’s record, breaking o ff 
a hook pattern and busting a 
tackle for an 18-yard gain. The 
ro a r  a t RFK S tad iu m  was 
g ro w in g  by the second as 
everybody in  the place knew 
what was coming next.

But firs t the Redskins had to 
h u d d le . Q u a rte rb a c k  M a rk  
Rypien stood shifting from foot 
to foot, look ing  anxiously to 
the sideline fo r the play as i f  
the game were on the line.

Monk said emotions ran high 
before the record-setting play.

“ Oh, it was something. They 
ca lle d  i t  and som eone — I 
th in k  i t  was ( tig h t end) Ron 
Middleton — said, This is it . ’ 

“ T h a t k in d  o f  p u t the 
pressure on me.”

Monk lined up on the le ft, 
w en t in  m otion  to the  r ig h t 
and sprinted five yards o ff the 
line o f scrim m age as Rypien 
to ok  the  b a ll fro m  ce n te r 
Raleigh McKenzie. Then Monk 
cut r ig h t, turned, caught the 
ball and fell out o f bounds as 
Atwater jumped on his back.

Dame’s trad itiona l standing as 
a powerhouse, and he enrolled 
h op in g  to be a p a r t o f a 
n a tio n a l c h a m p io n s h ip — a 
c ro s s -c o u n try  n a tio n a l 
championship.

Two years ago as a sopho­
more he almost saw his dream 
realized. Coyle led a ta lented 
Irish squad to a third-place fin ­
ish in the NCAA national invita­
tional by finishing 24th overall, 
earn ing  h im se lf A ll-A m erican  
honors, as well.

“ Mike McWilliams and I kind 
o f stumbled into (the leadership 
roles on the team),” Coyle ex­
p la ined  re fe r r in g  to in ju rie s  
sustained late in that season by 
Mike O’Connor and Ryan Cahill, 
the two senior leaders o f the 
squad.

W ith  Coyle and M cW illiam s 
both coming o ff A ll-Am erican 
seasons and a crop o f prom is­
in g  young  ta le n t, the  Ir is h  
looked to improve on that finish 
in the follow ing season. Disap­
p o in tm e n t was a ll th a t they 
found.

Notre Dame failed to qualify 
for nationals as a team, sending

John Coyle
o n ly  M cW illia m s  and Coyle 
back to the meet to compete in ­
dividually. For Coyle the disap­
p o in tm e n t c o n tin u e d  as he 
fa ile d  to re p e a t as an A ll-  
American, finishing 41st.

“ I had a good season up to 
nationals. On any given day I 
could have performed, but that 
day I d idn ’t,” he recalled. But 
Coyle said that the disappoint­
ment has helped him and the 
team  to focus on th is  y e a r ’s 
goals.

For Coyle individually, it is to 
finish in the top ten at nation­
als. B u t the  se n io r c a p ta in  
stresses the team goal, “ I f  we 
beat anyone who wears red and 
white, we w ill be successful and

win the district and nationals.” 
Wisconsin ranked th ird  in the 
nation is the top team in Notre 
Dame’s district, and Arkansas is 
the returning NCAA champions.

Despite leading the team on 
the course as a sophom ore, 
Coyle says his role as captain 
o ff the course this year is very 
different. “ Even though he was 
injured, Mike O’Connor as cap­
tain was one of the reasons we 
fin ished th ird . I learned a lot 
from  him. I am doing a lo t of 
the things he did and trying to 
improve on them.”

Championships are not new 
to Coyle who adm its his high 
schoo l, C h r is tia n  B ro th e rs  
Academy in Howell, New Jersey 
“ is a cross-country powerhouse 
th a t has m any s ta te  
cham p ionsh ips  in  its  tro p h y  
case.” W ith  th is  in  his favor, 
Coyle’s high school coach con­
vinced him  to give up soccer 
and run.

Coyle has never looked back, 
revealing that running is in his 
future. “ I hope I can keep im ­
proving and step up to the na­
t io n a l leve l. I f  I w an t to put 
m a k in g  m oney on the back 
burner, maybe I can even make 
the Olympics. I have a ways to 
go, but I love it  that much.”

Dean’s intensity boosts Irish defense
Bader named MCC Player of Week

I t  has been a good week fo r Notre 
Dame men’s soccer player Bert Bader.

Jus t days a fte r  b e ing  in  Soccer 
A m e ric a ’s “ C o lleg ia te  P e rs o n a lity  
P ro f ile ,” Bader re g is te re d  the 16th 
shutout in  his two-year career and the 
fifth  in 1992 as the Notre Dame fighting 
Irish (7-4-1) topped the Evansville Aces 
1-0 Sunday a t B lack Beauty F ie ld  in 
E va nsv ille . For h is e ffo rts , he was 
named the MCC player o f the week of 
Oct. 5-11.

The victory over the No. 24 Aces was 
Evansville ’s f irs t reg u la r season MCC 
loss in  16 games, da ting  back to the 
middle o f 1989.

Bader, ju s t a sophom ore, leads the 
conference w ith  a .90 o ve ra ll goals- 
against average and five shutouts. He 
has 50 saves on the year and has given 
up only two goals in Notre Dame’s five 
conference matches as the Irish are 4-1. 
On his career, he is already six shutouts 
shy o f m atching the school record for 
shutouts (22).

defensemen’s Chris Dean’s career scoring 
statistics, but numbers do not come close 
to m easu ring  h is va lue on the N otre  
Dame m m ’s soccer team.

W hen Ir is h  coach M ike B e r tic e lli 
speaks about Dean, words like “ intensity” 
and “ fo c u s ” come up o fte n . “ H e ’s 
committed to w inning,” says Berticelli.

This sta tem ent could apply to the 
whole o f the hard-working Irish defense, 
led also by senior Mario Tricoci, senior 
Kevin Pendergast, and sophomore Kevin 
Adkisson.

Dean and company showed that type 
o f commitment again on Sunday, as the 
Irish used unyielding defense to shut out 
Evansville, 1-0.

Dean and the rest of the Irish defense 
has played a critical role in the approach 
of a Notre Dame soccer record. A fter the 
Evansville victory, sophomore goalkeeper 
Bert Bader is on ly six shutouts away 
from  the Irish career mark.

Dean says that Bader’s success is one 
o f the points that the defense uses as an

acid test for their own performance.
“ We [the  defense] take  a c e rta in  

amount o f pride when Bert does w e ll,” 
Dean explained. “ He’s accomplished so 
much so early in his career.”

It  is th is  type o f u nse lfish , team - 
oriented philosophy that has helped the 
Notre Dame defense fina lly  gel a fter a 
slow start.

“ Earlier, we were winning games 3-1 
o r 4-1 w hen they shou ld  have been 
shutouts,” Dean said. “ The rest o f the 
team lost confidence in the defense.”

I f  the  Ir is h  defense was in  the 
doghouse because o f e a r lie r  
performances, Sunday’s game did plenty 
to dig them out.

In an intense, physical battle, the Irish 
shut down Evansville, a team tha t had 
not los t a regu la r-season  conference 
game since e n te rin g  the M idw es te rn  
Collegiate Conference.

Dean said that the victory was a “big 
a cc o m p lis h m e n t" fo r  the  de fens ive  
squad, c o n tro llin g  a perenn ia l top-20
