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Clinton calls for $499 billion in taxes, spending cuts
WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi­

dent C linton asked Americans 
Wednesday night to accept one 
o f the biggest tax increases in 
h istory, pa rt o f a tough $499 
b il l io n  p lan  to cu rb  massive 
budget de fic its  and stim u la te  
the economy. “We must do this 
together,” he said in a pointed 
overture to Congress.

“ T h is  econom ic p lan  c a n ’t 
please everybody,” Clinton said 
in  a 6 0 -m in u te  address to a 
jo in t session of Congress. “ I f  the 
package is picked apart, there 
w i l l  be so m e th in g  th a t w i l l  
anger each o f us. I t  w o n ’t 
please anybody. But i f  it is taken 
as whole, it w ill help all of us.”

The plan is a m ixture of $246 
b il l io n  in  ta x  increases and 
$253 b illio n  in  spending cuts
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over fo u r years. He said h is 
p lan  w ou ld  cu t $140 b il l io n  
from the deficit by 1997 — “ a 
real deficit reduction.”

“ If  we don’t  act now, you and I 
m ight not even recognize this 
g o ve rn m e n t 10 years fro m  
now,” Clinton said. He said the 
d e fic it  w ou ld  have g row n  to 
$635 b illion a year and the na­
tional debt would consume a l­
most 80 percen t o f the gross 
domestic product.

“ A m ericans have ca lled fo r 
change ,”  the p re s id e n t said, 
“ and now it is up to those of us 
in  th is  room  to d e liv e r  fo r  
them .” He warned tha t lobby­
ists would try to block the pro­
gram.

C lin to n ’s p rim e -tim e  speech 
was d e liv e re d  in  the  House 
cham ber, w he re  m a jo r ity  
Democrats gave a thunderous 
welcome to the firs t Democrat 
to hold the W hite House in 12 
years.

Republicans denounced C lin­
ton’s plan as a massive round of 
tax hikes. GOP lawmakers wore 
b u tto n s  th a t sa id  “ Tax and 
Spend. A g a in ”  and “ I t ’s

Spending, Stupid.”
House GOP Leader Bob Michel 

sa id , “ The A m e rica n  people 
w ou ld  do w e ll to rem em ber: 
When you hear a Democrat call 
for taxes, do not ask for whom 
the tax rises — i t  w ill rise for 
you.” '

“ Tonight the president m en­
tioned a num ber o f new p ro ­
grams that inevitably w ill cost 
considerable sums o f money,” 
Michel said. “ Laudable as they 
m ay be, how  do we pay fo r  
them? The president’s answer 
is: more taxes on everyone.” 

Clinton’s Cabinet looked on as 
he spoke, as w e ll as his w ife ,

BP to face Sorin in the final 
round of Iceberg Debates

The semi-finals of the Iceberg 
Debates were concluded las t 
n igh t and B reen-P hillips w ill 
face Sorin in the final round to 
be held nex t Tuesday in  the 
LaFortune Student Center Ball­
room.

The topic of debate last night 
was whether Notre Dame is los­
ing its Catholic character.

BP defeated Stanford in  an 
unanim ous decision. A rgu ing  
for the resolution, BP represen­
ta tiv e s , fresh m an  S he ila  
Moloney and sophomore Karen 
Dubay, maintained that ND was 
abandoning its  Catholic h e r­
itage by funding research con­
trary to its Catholic mission.

M oloney c ite d  rese a rch  
funded by the U niversity tha t 
involved human fetal tissue as 
evidence o f ND’s having  lost 
touch w ith  its Catholic roots. In 
addition, the U niversity spon­
sors genetic m anipu la tion re ­
se a rch , a lso a t odds w ith  
offic ia l Catholic doctrine, said 
Dubay.

S tan ford  waged a com plex 
battle  against BP by b ring ing  
up several issues, but was un­
able to overcome its opponent’s 
pers is ten t ham m ering  at the 
issue o f academics. Moloney 
and Dubay convincingly argued 
that when ND attempts to emu­
late the excellence o f secular

institutions, the University de­
nies our Catholic heritage.

“We thought that i f  we were 
ab le  to b u ild  a seven p o in t 
house on a variety of subjects, 
from  academic, residential, to 
social life, we would be able to 
d iffuse BP’s a ttack ,” said Ge­
orge Rau, a S tanford sopho­
m ore . “ U n fo r tu n a te ly , the 
judges d idn ’t quite see th ings 
our way.”

S o rin  n a r ro w ly  de fea ted  
Zahm by the score of 2-1 to ad­
vance to the fina l round. Ju­
n ior Jerry Moore and freshman 
Charles K ranz o f Zahm cited 
President Edward Malloy’s and 
P rovost T im o th y  O’ M e a ra ’s 
concerns about the fu tu re  o f 
Notre Dame in their defense of 
the resolution.

“Timothy O’Meara feels that 
i f  Notre Dame is not more suc­
cessful in  a ttracting Catholics, 
Notre Dame w ill cease to be a 
C a th o lic  u n iv e rs ity , ” sa id  
Kranz. “ These concerns are 
genuine and are evidence that 
N o tre  Dame is lo s in g  its  
Catholic character.”

Zahm made extensive use of 
dem ographics in  th e ir  a rg u ­
ments, re ly ing  on statistics to 
give w e igh t to th e ir  defense. 
“ There has been a consistent 
drop in  Catholic student, fac­
ulty, and adm inistration repre­
sentation,” said Moore.

Jonathan L ienhard and B ill 
Northrip dismissed the statisti-

Britons alarmed by murder of abducted toddler
LONDON (AP) — Videotaped 

images o f a todd ler being ab­
ducted by two boys has fr igh t­
ened parents across the country 
and provoked angry outbursts 
outside a police station where 
suspects in  the k id n a p p in g - 
murder were being questioned.

Police were pursu ing  a new 
report that two boys were try ­
ing to lure children from  their 
parents in the Liverpool shop­
p in g  m a ll w he re  2 -ye a r-o ld  
James Bulger was led away last 
week.

The re p o r t — and s e c u rity  
camera pictures showing Jamie 
being led away then la te r  — 
shocked B r ito n s  w ith  the 
a la rm ing  poss ib ility  the m u r­
derers may be little  more than 
children themselves.

J a m ie ’s b a tte re d  body was 
found Sunday on a ra il line in 
L ive rp o o l, tw o days a fte r he 
w an de red  aw ay fro m  h is

mother in a mall butcher shop. 
Police said the boy was dead 
before he was h it by a tra in  and 
there was no evidence of sexual 
abuse.

A co ro n e r’s inquest opened 
Tuesday, and the cause of death 
was not known on Wednesday.

The abduction and m urder of 
children as young as two is rare 
in Brita in, where overall crime 
rates, though rapidly increasing 
in  re c e n t yea rs , re m a in  fa r  
lower than in the United States.

An average o f 57 c h ild re n  
under 5 have been m urdered 
every year in Brita in in the past 
decade, but only 10 in that pe­
riod were k illed  by strangers, 
government statistics show.

“ We w ere  a b s o lu te ly  s ick  
when we heard about that little  
boy,” said Mandy Smith, mother 
of 2-year-old Jessica in Bishops 
S to r tfo rd , abou t 25 m iles  
northeast o f London. “ I have

not been able to stop cuddling 
Jess — i t  m akes you rea lize  
how precious they are.

“ A ll th is has made me more 
d e te rm in e d  to  buy a set o f 
reins,” she said.

For Vanessa Bruce  o f w est 
London, the case she described 
as “ d eva s ta tin g ”  h it  uncom ­
fo r ta b ly  close to hom e. Last 
weekend, she said she re p r i­
m anded h e r 7 -ye a r-o ld  son, 
Carl, for wandering away from 
her.

“You just have to keep a hold 
on them and nag them stupid,” 
Bruce said.

About 80 people jee red  and 
shouted “ m u rde re r” as police 
led a 12-year-old out of a house 
Tuesday n ig h t w ith  a b lanke t 
over his head. The boy was re­
leased Wednesday, as were two 
adults detained Tuesday night.

A crowd la te r dem onstrated 
outside the police station where

20 youths, age 10 to 16, were 
questioned.

Five people were arrested in 
the  tw o  in c id e n ts  on p u b lic  
o rder offenses. Detective Su­
perintendent A lbert K irby told 
reporters police were pursuing 
“ a very serious line of inqu iry” 
a fter ta lk ing  to a woman who 
said two boys tried to lure her 
c h ild re n  fro m  a d e p a rtm e n t 
s to re  abou t an h o u r be fo re  
James disappeared in the same 
mall.

S e cu rity  cam era  p ic tu re s  
showed James wandering away 
from  his m other, Denise. She 
to ld  police he was out o f her 
sight for less than a minute.

P ic tu res  * ta ken  ju s t  fo u r 
m inu tes  la te r  showed Jam ie 
w alking away, holding the le ft 
hand of an older boy. Police said 
other p ictures ind icate  James 
le ft w ith  two boys aged 10 to 
14.

Analysis: 
If it passes, 
will it work?

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi­
den t C lin to n ’s p la n  to  tax  
Americans into prosperity ad­
vances the largest-ever assault 
on the m ush room ing  budget 
deficit. Can such austerity re ­
ally go hand-in-hand w ith eco­
nomic revival and the creation 
of m illions of new jobs?

The answer is a resounding — 
maybe.

Many economists give Clinton 
h igh grades fo r  a bold $500 
b illion  defic it-cutting plan, but 
are skeptica l he can produce 
the desired results even i f  he 
gets e x a c tly  w h a t he w an ts  
from  Congress — and th a t’s a 
big if.

The fr igh ten e d  response of 
the stock and cu rrency m a r­
kets, beg inn ing  Tuesday and 
continuing Wednesday, was not 
a good omen, economists sug­
gest. T h a t’s because the suc­
cess o f C linton’s plan depends 
so much on m arke t and con­
sumer confidence.

Give Clinton credit for at least 
g ra p p lin g  sq ua re ly  w ith  the 
d e fic it problem . The po litica l 
risks for him are high. Even so, 
under the adm inistration’s own 
p ro je c tio n s , the  d e f ic it  w i l l  
rem ain at over $200 b illion  in 
1997.

“ I do th ink the economy is not 
as healthy as i t  could be and 
some s h o rt- te rm  s tim u lus  is 
w a r ra n te d ,”  sa id  econom ist 
Law re n ce  C h im e rin e . “ And 
c le a rly  we need some d e fic it 
reduction. And you can’t do all 
o f tha t unless there are some 
tax increases.”

B u t, he added , “ th e re  is 
something in  this program for 
everybody to hate.”

C him erine is a supporte r of 
Clinton and what he is trying to 
do. But he w ou ld  have liked  
more spending cuts — particu­
la r ly  in  pens ion  and o th e r 
“ entitlement” programs — and 
fewer new taxes.

Higher taxes are never easy to 
sell, e ithe r to Congress or to 
taxpayers. And tax increases 
d o n ’t u s u a lly  go a long  w ith  
econom ic s tim u lu s  and jo b - 
creation.

The adm inistration claims its 
$500 b ill io n  package breaks 
down roughly 50-50 in terms of 
spending cuts and tax increases 
— o ff the orig inal proposal by 
Budget D irector Leon Panetta 
fo r $2 in  cuts fo r every $1 in 
taxes.

G arfinke l’s attorney, Doug Kelley, said Garfinkel was 
being victimized by a former associate trying to cover up 
her own misconduct. Garfinkel, 45, could get up to six 
years in prison and $350,000 in fines.

Man gets 100 years for Killing boss_______
■INDIANAPOLIS — An Indianapolis man convicted of 
k illing  his former boss during a gas station robbery has 
been sentenced  to 100 years  in  p riso n  w ith  no 
p ro b a tio n . Specia l Judge Ora K inca id  on Tuesday 
ordered Nelson Harris to serve the maximum sentence 
for murder, robbery and confinement. Harris, who used 
to work at the station on the city ’s northside, was one of 
three people charged in the Nov. 23, 1991, k illin g  of 
s ta tio n  ow ner K u r t K ah lo . H a r r is ’ cous in , James 
“ Chuckle” Harris, was sentenced to 60 years in prison 
after his December conviction. A th ird defendant, Terry 
Buggs, is scheduled for tria l next week. Witnesses said 
Harris held up Kahlo for $150 and reportedly shot the 
gas station owner after Kahlo refused to hand over two 
rings. Kahlo has said Buggs was the man who pulled the 
trigger.

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Wing ice cited in fatal USAir crash
WASHINGTON (AP) — Ice on 

the wings caused a USAir je t ­
lin e r to go out o f contro l and 
plunge into frig id  water during 
a failed takeoff from New York’s 
LaG uard ia  A irp o r t  las t year, 
federal investigators concluded 
Wednesday.

Twenty-seven of the 51 people 
aboard Flight 405 to Cleveland 
died in the crash.

Investigators w ith the National 
T ra n sp o rta tio n  Safety Board 
also said the p ilo t’s attempt to 
get his plane into the a ir at too 
lo w  a speed may have also 
co n tr ib u te d  to the M arch  22 
accident.

“ I don’t believe that the crew 
o f the a irc ra ft rea lized tha t a 
re la tive ly tiny  b it o f (ice) con­
tam ination could get them into 
a w hole  lo t o f tro u b le ,”  said 
R ob e rt Benzon, the  NTSB’s 
chief investigator of the crash.

The NTSB’s final report is due 
out in about five weeks.

A c c o rd in g  to the  NTSB’s 
conc lus ions,- the  “ p ro b a b le  
cause o f this accident was the 
fa ilu re  o f the a ir lin e  industry  
and the Federal A v ia tion  A d­
m in is t r a t io n ”  to g ive f l ig h t  
crews p ro pe r gu ide lines and 
procedures to deal w ith  wing ic­
ing.

Investigators said it  was d iffi­
cult, i f  not impossible, for those 
in  the Fokker 28-4000’s cockpit 
to detect small accumulations of 
clear ice, especially after sunset 
on a dark runway.

The plane was de-iced at the 
gate a t 8:26 p .m ., and a fte r  
takeo ff was delayed, the p ilo t 
had the plane chem ica lly  de- 
iced again about a h a lf-h o u r 
later.

Flowever, after the second de- 
icing, as a ligh t snow and sleet 
fe ll,  F lig h t 405 stood on the 
runw ay w a itin g  clearance fo r 
ta k e o ff fo r about 35 m inutes 
more.

NTSB Chairman Carl Vogt said 
he believed the fligh t crew may 
have known some ice and snow 
was on the wings, but thought 
they still could take off safely.

“ They m ay have assum ed 
there was some contamination, 
b u t b e lieve d  th e y  co u ld  f ly  
through it ,” he said.

Vogt also said he believed the 
je t ’s capta in, who died in  the 
crash, tried to get the plane off 
the ground at too low  a speed 
and a t the  w ro n g  ang le  fo r  
takeoff.

Behr addressed the doubts of 
ra d ic a l change say ing , “ the 
regime, gu ilty  party  is s till on 
the scene o f the c rim e .”

BOSTON (AP) — A new study 
provides some of the strongest 
evidence yet that extra calcium 
keeps w om en ’s bones s trong  
a fte r  m enopause. The s tudy 
should erase doubts about the 
b e n e fits  o f ca lc iu m  s u p p le ­
ments, experts say.

The study, conducted in New 
Z ea lan d , found  th a t o ld e r 
wom en who took 1,000 m il­
ligrams of calcium a day in  ad­
dition to what they were getting 
in their food reduced their bone 
loss by one-third to one-half.

Women ty p ic a lly  lose bone 
density a fte r menopause, in ­
creasing the ir risk of fractures.

T he re  has been a g ro w in g  
belief for several years that tak­
ing  e x tra  ca lc ium  slows th is  
bone loss. But skeptics remain, 
in  p a rt because some studies 
failed to show a benefit.

However, an e d ito r ia l pub ­
lished w ith  the latest study in 
T h u rs d a y ’s New E ngland 
Jo u rna l o f M edicine said the 
time has come to recommend 
calcium for all older women.

DETROIT (AP) — A fire killed 

seven children ages 9 and un­
der who were le ft home alone 
and were trapped by bars on 
the windows of the ir two-story 
wooden house Wednesday, of­
ficials said.

The v ic tim s , a ll a p p a re n tly  
re la te d , w e re  fo u n d  in  one 
room  and a p p a re n tly  had 
pushed a dresser up to a w in ­
dow in  an a ttem pt to escape, 
Battalion Chief Harold Watkins 
said. He said the windows had

p a d lo cke d  b u rg la r  b a rs  on 
them.

The ch ild re n  were asphyx i­
ated by smoke, F ire  M arsha l 
Richard M illine r said. The fire  
started in the kitchen, said city 
arson investigator Capt. W illiam 
Peck. The cause w a s n ’t 
immediately known.

The house was on the c ity ’s 
near east side, in  a neighbor­
hood o f run do w n  o ne -fa m ily  
homes. Homicide investigators 
w ere  c a lle d  to the  scene 
because the ch ild ren ’s parents 
had le f t  them  a lone , F ire  
Department spokesman Rodney 
Parnell said.

The parents arrived about 20 
m inutes a fte r the fire  was re ­
ported, asking about the c h il­
dren, according to a broadcast 
report. A fter going to the hospi­
tal, the mother was taken to po­
lice headquarters for question­
in g , W D IV -TV  re p o rte d . I t  
wasn’t immediately clear where 
the father was.

L uke ’s H osp ita l, w here  they 
were being held overnight fo r 
observation.

Dr. Paul B u la t, c h ie f o f 
em ergency se rv ices  a t the  
hosp ita l, said the boys were 
doing w e ll a fte r a rr iv in g  ex­
hausted, dehydrated and suf­
fering some m ild hypothermia. 
A ll three had injured leg mus­
cles due to exposure.

The e ldest b ro th e r, B r ia n , 
had blisters on his legs, appar­
ently because he gave his socks

“You’re Good Enough, You’re Sm art E nough...”

T he re ’s a k ind  o f conversation going on th a t w i ll  occur w ith  more and more 
regularity between now  and the end o f the school year, a conversation marked by 
jokes, “ h o rro r stories,” unce rta in ty , d isappo in tm en t, hope, and especia lly by 
w a itin g . You can usually recognize th is  conve rsa tion  by the  question  th a t 
prompts it: “ So, do you know  w hat you’re going to do next year?”

O ur soon-to -be-a lum ni Class o f 1993 may feel the w a it weighs heaviest, but 
many others among us are w aiting, too. Juniors w ait fo r th e ir R A  interviews and 
fo r new h a ll staffs to  be p icked , graduate students f i l l  ou r assistant rec to r 
applications and w a it fo r head staff interviews. O thers w ait fo r acceptance from  
foreign study programs, summer internships and Summer Service projects.

In  th is com m unity, a tremendous number o f ta lented and gifted students look fo r 
education, life  and growth together. They are generally each one o f many w ith  
skills, experience, and inte lligence who try  to shake o ff the pressure o f know ing 
tha t when the music stops, there are more people than there are chairs in  the 
c irc le . Perhaps you ’l l  see a re jec tio n  le tte r tacked up on the b u lle t in  board 
outside a ne ighbor’s room  like  a b ittersw eet trophy, o ften  w ith  the o ffend ing  
sentence h ig h lig h te d  in  yellow. For some among us, th a t bravely displayed 
re jection le tter signifies the firs t tim e they’ve been Turned Down, N o t Chosen, 
left unpicked fo r a really im portan t k ickba ll game. The Observer even to ld  us 
th a t U .S . News and W o rld  R eport rece n tly  thum bed its nose at our w ho le  
school, te lling  a ll who cared to read it  tha t we are on ly 36th  best among nationa l 
colleges and universities.

A l l  the doubt tha t comes along w ith  ratings and rankings and w a iting  can do 
much to wound our self-confidence, to  lead us to a nagging be lie f tha t maybe 
we’re really no t, somehow, “ good enough.” W e live  in  a w orld  where, to  be 
successful, we m ust “ be the  best” or the  “ cream  o f the  c ro p .” T h is  is the 
ju d g m e n t o f  ou r c u ltu re . A s  C h r is t ia n s , th o u g h , we m ust l iv e  by G o d ’s 
expectations, and n o t by those o f society. I f  there is one th ing  tha t we each need 
to learn and believe deeply before we leave such a place as N otre  Dame, i t  is that 
our goodness, our ab ilities and talents should never be judged by whether or no t 
we are hired fo r a job. “ A re  you no t aware,” St. Paul w ill ask us th is Sunday, 
“ tha t you are the temple o f God, and tha t the S p irit o f God dwells in  you?” Th is 
tru th  is as im p o rta n t now  as i t  was w hen he f irs t asked the question  o f the 
C o rin th ia n  com m unity. I t  asks us to live  w ith  in teg rity  and fa ith , n o t burdened 
w ith  doubts about our self-worth.

W il l  we land the perfect position  after graduation? W il l  we be chosen as an R A  
or instead devote th a t tim e to service w ork or lend our ta lents to  o the r h a ll 
ac tiv ities?  H ow ever these questions are answered, we can be secure in  the 
knowledge tha t God can create on ly tha t w h ich  is ho ly and good, and tha t our 
real value is n o t measurable by professional gain or pub lic  accolades, but simply 
by being generously lov ing  creatures o f God. Hopefully, in  so doing, we w ill be 
an example fo r others, so tha t they may see and believe in  the ir own goodness.

W e need to  believe as w e ll tha t we are no t alone. As a com m unity, we can’t 
really be defined by a number or a rating, w hether i t  seems like  a com plim ent or 
critique. Rather, i f  those o f us who make up the place are com m itted to  live  and 
teach w ith  integrity, to treat a ll our brothers and sisters w ith  respect tha t Jesus 
did, the S p irit o f God w ill tru ly  be able to flourish  here.

O f course, a ll th is w ill n o t ease the inevitab le  pain when the re jection  letters 
come. But w h ile  we w a it we can re flect upon a ll the goodness th a t is in  us 
s im ply because we are G o d ’s creation. W h ile  we w a it we can ta lk  w ith  wise 
people whom  we trust; we can take our self-doubt and feelings o f inadequacy to 
G od in  prayer.

We are called by th is Sunday’s Gospel to  love as perfectly as G od loves, to  love 
even o u r enem ies and those w ho persecute us (even  those w ho  have the  
agonizing responsibility o f selection and don ’t  p ick  us) because we are “ sons and 
daughters o f G od, whose sun rises on the bad and the good, who rains on the just 
and the unjust.” Th is k ind  o f love is a challenge and a com fort as well, especially 
w h ile  we w a it fo r o the r people to  make decisions about a part o f our future. 
G od ’s love for a ll creation asks us to reject the n o tio n  th a t some o f us deserve 
more or are w orth  more than others.

T he  conversation becomes an opportun ity , a chance to  ask new and d iffe ren t 
questions o f ourselves and each other.

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Blacks at Army post 
complain of treatment

ANCHORAGE, Alaska (AP) — 
Troy Scott says he gave up liv ­
ing out o f an Iowa bus locker 
to jo in  the U.S. Army. It  was 
love at firs t salute.

That was six years ago. Be­
fore he received the Good Con­
d u c t M eda l and num erous  
o the r aw ards and c ita tions . 
And before his arm was shat­
te re d  by a sm oke g renade  
fired  by a fe llow  sergeant at 
point-blank range.

Now the 28-year-old sergeant 
wants out. He and a number of 
other blacks charge racism is 
ram pant at Fort Richardson, 
located outside Anchorage.

“ I ’ve lost total respect for the 
Arm y,” Scott said.

S ta ff Sgt. Rufus Deon Bell 
isn’t sure he wants to give up 
his nine-year career. But after 
a c o u rt-m a rtia l acqu itta l on 
what he deems a trumped-up 
b ribe ry  charge, he knows he 
wants out of Alaska.

The le a d e rsh ip  o f the  6 th 
Infantry Division (Eight), based 
at Fort W ainwright near Fair­
banks, denies allegations of in ­
stitu tional racism w ith in  their 
command.

“ The U n ite d  States A rm y  
A la ska  does no t condone 
racism ,” it  said in w ritten  re­
sponse to questions from  The 
Associated Press.

The Army also said it would 
continue to “ work to provide 
educa tion , rem ed ia tio n  and 
d isc ip lin e  to those few  who

may m an ifest in a p p ro p ria te  
attitudes and behavior. ”

B u t the  a lle g a tio n s  have 
caught the interest o f the Na­
tional Association for the Ad­
vancement o f Colored People, 
the  A la ska  C iv il L ib e r t ie s  
Union and Alaska Sen. Frank 
Murkowski, who asked for an 
investigation o f Bell’s case.

C aran  M cKee, a
spokeswoman for Sen. Charles 
G rassley, R -Iow a , says her 
boss spoke to the Pentagon on 
Scott’s behalf, concerned that 
the accused shoo te r w asn ’t 
court-martialed immediately.

Scott, an explosives techn i­
cian, says the word “ n igger” 
was freely used by one o f his 
unit leaders and that a colonel 
who used to head his battalion 
once said Scott and his w ife 
"are smarter than the average 
colored people.”

Bell, a driver, says a form er 
company com m ander fa lsely 
charged him  w ith  o ffe ring  a 
$300 bribe in April to a fellow 
non-commissioned officer over 
a fa iled physical fitness test. 
Bell was acqu itted  in a Ju ly 
court-m a rtia l where the only 
testim ony against h im  came 
from his accuser, who is white.

Be ll m a in ta in s  the charge 
was devised by his company 
commander to free up for one 
o f his aides B e ll’s slot fo r an 
NCO school. The Army had no 
comment on that claim.

Scientists: Mutations can fix human genes
BOSTON (AP) — For the firs t 

time, scientists have found that 
a mutation can fix  a bad human 
gene so i t  w o rks  n o rm a lly  
again.

In these cases, the m utation 
corrected the genetic e rror that 
causes myotonic dystrophy, the 
m ost com m on a d u lt fo rm  o f 
m uscu la r dystrophy. As a re ­
sult, children who seemed des­
tin ed  to in h e r it  the d iso rd e r 
avoided it.

“ I t ’s in c re d ib ly  fasc ina ting , 
and i t ’s of great importance in 
term s o f human genetics and 
disease,” said Dr. Henry Epstein 
of Baylor College of Medicine in 
Houston.

Genes contain the code for the 
body to assem ble p ro te in s . 
Many inherited  diseases arise 
when th is  code becomes gar­
b led . As a re s u lt ,  the  gene 
makes a defective p ro te in  or 
none at all.

In the case o f m yotonic dys­
trophy, m uta tions  occur in  a 
gene that contains instructions 
fo r  m a k in g  an enzym e th a t 
regulates other proteins found 
in  cell walls.

The disease affects about one 
in eyery 7,000 to 8,000 people 
worldwide. It causes weakness 
and wasting of muscles.

In Thursday’s issue of the New 
England Journa l o f M edicine, 
Dutch researchers repo rt two 
cases in  w h ic h  c h ild re n  
in h e r ite d  th e ir  fa th e rs ’ 
d e fe c tive  gene, b u t i t  had 
som ehow  become n o rm a l 
a g a in , a process th ey  c a ll 
“ reverse mutation.”

The two people — a baby girl 
and a 2 5 -y e a r-o ld  m an — 
should have inherited muscular 
dystrophy but did not. Instead, 
they “ are examples of complete 
spontaneous corrections of my­
o tonic dystrophy m u ta tion s ,” 
w ro te  Dr. Han B ru n n e r and

co lleagues fro m  U n iv e rs ity  
Hospital in Nijmegen.

Dr. R obert K o rn e lu k  and 
others from  the U nive rs ity  of 
O ttawa in Canada reported  a 
sim ilar case in the Feb. 5 issue 
of the journa l Science.

Ex-Watergate 
‘hatchet man’ 
wins prize

NEW YORK (AP) — Charles 
“ Chuck ” Colson, who was im ­
p ris o n e d  as the W a te rga te  
scandal’s “ hatchet man ” and 
later built a worldwide m inistry 
for prisoners, won a $1 m illion 
religion prize Wednesday.

“ I t ’s a m az ing  grace  th a t I 
could be redeemed from  the 
degradation  o f p rison by the 
power of Jesus Christ to serve 
his gospel,” Colson said.

The 1993 Templeton Prize for 
P rogress in  R e lig io n  is the 
largest prize for achievement in 
any fie ld . The p riz e  is kep t 
higher than the Nobel prizes in 
such fields as science and lite r­
ature in the belief that religion 
is more important.

C olson, 61, se rved  seven 
months in prison fo r obstruct­
ing  ju s tic e  in the W atergate  
cover-up as the tough special 
counsel o f fo rm e r P res iden t 
Nixon. He later founded Prison 
Fellow sh ip  o f Heston, Va., in 
1976.

Colson said at a news confer­
ence at the Church Center for 
the United Nations that his own 
downfall had been his restora­
tion.

“ Out o f tragedy and adversity 
come great blessings. ” he said. 
“ I shudder to th ink of what I ’d 
been if  I had not gone to prison. 
Lying on the ro tten  floor o f a 
c e ll, you know  i t ’s no t 
p ro spe rity  or p leasure th a t’s 
important, but the maturing of 
the soul.”

The prize, established by in ­
vestment manager John Tem­
pleton, has been awarded an­
n u a lly  s ince 1972. P revious 
winners include Mother Teresa, 
B illy  G raham  and A lexander 
Solzhenitsyn.

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Clinton asks middle class 
for extra $10-12 a month
WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi­

dent Clinton's proposed tax in ­
crease would cost the typical 
m iddle-incom e fam ily  o f four 
an extra $10 to $12 a month. 
Most low e r-incom e  fam ilie s  
w o u ld  a vo id  the  pa in  a lto ­
gether; high earners would be 
h it hard.

For most fam ilies and in d i­
viduals w ith  adjusted gross in ­
comes between $30,000 and 
$100,000 — the m iddle class 
— the sole direct impact o f the 
p re s id e n t’s d e fic it-re d u c tio n  
proposal would  be in  h igher 
energy prices.

I f  enacted by Congress, the 
program would raise gasoline 
prices by about 7 1/2 cents a 
gallon; home-heating o il by 8 
1/4 cents; natural gas by 8 3/4 
cents per thousand cubic feet, 
and the average monthly elec­
tric bill by $2.25. One-third of 
the tax, based on a fue l’s en­
e rgy con ten t, w ou ld  be im ­
posed July 1,1994; it would be 
fu lly effective two years later.

The less than one-quarter of 
Social Security recipients who 
pay tax on up to  h a lf  th e ir  
m o n th ly  b e n e fits  w ou ld  be

taxed on up to 85 percent in ­
stead. More than 90 percent of 
taxab le  benefits  are paid to 
older Americans w ith  incomes 
over $30,000 a year.

Most o f the 70 m illio n  cou­
ples and ind iv idua ls  earn ing  
less than  $ 3 0 ,00 0  a year 
w ou ld  have m ost o f the en- 
e rgy-tax  increases o ffse t by 
g o ve rn m e n t sp en d ing  p ro ­
grams.

The earned-incom e c re d it, 
w h ich  now benefits w o rk ing  
families w ith  children and in ­
comes o f $ 2 2 ,37 0  o r less, 
w ou ld  be expanded fo r  the 
f ir s t  tim e  to  cover ch ild less 
w o rke rs . Spending fo r  food 
s tam ps and an ene rgy  
assistance p rogram  fo r low - 
income households would be 
increased.

Economists generally agree 
that any m ajor energy tax in ­
crease — this one would raise 
m ore  th a n  $71 b il l io n  over 
four years — tends to in fla te  
the prices o f most goods and 
services. Thus, every fam ily  
would feel effects of the energy 
tax, beyond the direct increase 
in  energy prices.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Con­
gressional Republicans scorned 
P resident C lin to n ’s econom ic 
package Wednesday as a stag­
gering round of tax hikes and 
said Am ericans don ’t need to 
wonder “ for whom the tax rises 
— it w ill rise for you.”

While Republicans condemned 
the plan, Democrats generally 
praised it, while conceding that 
enactment o f the $499 b illion  
blend of tax hikes and spending 
cu ts  w o u ld  be d if f ic u l t  to 
achieve.

Hard choices are “ necessary i f  
we are going to pay our b ills  
and n o t ju s t  charge  on o u r 
g ra n d ch ild re n ’s c red it ca rd ," 
said Sen. Bob Graham, D-Fla.

House M inority Leader Robert 
Michel, in delivering the official 
GOP response , sa id  C lin to n  
hadn ’t o ffered any long-te rm  
plan fo r economic growth, but 
merely a package to raise taxes

on nearly a ll Americans.
“ T he re  are  those  w ho  say 

some taxes are  a necessary 
e v il,”  the I ll in o is  R epublican 
said in  his televised response. 
“ The d iffe re n c e  is th a t 
D em ocra ts  s tress  the  w o rd  
’necessary ’ and Republicans 
stress the word ‘evil.’”

“ When you hear a Democrat 
ca ll fo r  taxes, do not ask fo r 
whom  the tax  rises — i t  w i l l  
rise for you,” Michel said.

R epub lican  law m ake rs  had 
be littled  the Dem ocratic p lan 
even before i t  was delivered, 
wearing buttons throughout the 
day-that said, “Tax and Spend. 
A g a in ,”  o r “ I t ’s Spend ing, 
Stupid.”

Sen. Charles Grassley, R-Iowa, 
c a lle d  the  address “ J im m y 
Carter in B ill Clinton clothing,” 
and said that while Clinton had 
p o in te d  ou t the  n a t io n ’s 
maladies, “ the prescription is to

h it the p a tien t over the head 
w ith  a two-by-four.”

The special in terest reaction 
was predictable, w ith  business, 
s e n io r c it iz e n  and fe d e ra l 
w o rk e r  g roups condem n ing  
Clinton’s proposed tax increases 
and budget cuts or freezes.

Environm entalists, education 
and p u b lic  w o rk s  g roups 
praised the president’s new in ­
vestments in  the ir areas. Tax- 
lim ita tio n  groups complained 
and said former President Bush 
at least had w aited  a year to 
b re a k  h is  “ no new  ta x e s ”  
pledge.

“ Clinton hasn’t yet unpacked 
before he had his hands head­
in g  fo r  o u r p o c k e ts ,”  sa id  
Grover Norquist o f the Am eri­
cans fo r Tax Reform.

Democrats found the positive 
in  the f ir s t  econom ic p lan to 
em erge fro m  a D em ocra tic  
White House in 12 years.

Health care seen absorbing one-fourth budget
W ASHINGTON (AP) — 

Spending on hea lth  care is so 
o u t o f c o n tro l th a t i t  w i l l  
account for nearly a quarter of 
the federal budget by 1998, the 
c h ie f o f the  C ongress iona l 
Budget Office said Wednesday.

And a health financing expert 
a t the  G enera l A c c o u n tin g  
Office testified that cost controls 
for the Medicare health system

for older Americans are so lax 
th a t the system  has become 
prey to “profiteers.”

Robert Reischauer, the budget 
office’s d irector, said spending 
on health care consumed 13.4 
percent of the federal budget in 
1990 and w i l l  r is e  to 17.5 
percent this year.

“ T h a t is a huge in c re a se ,”

“ C learly i t  w ill be d ifficu lt i f  
not impossible to balance the 
federal budget unless remedial 
steps are taken to reduce the 
cost of health care.”

Spending on hosp ita l in s u r­
ance under M edicare, one o f 
the two principal areas of fed­
era l hea lth  costs, w il l  run  an 
estimated $91 b illion  this year 
and is projected to rise to a l­
most $149 b illion  in 1998, the 
congressional budget d irecto r 
said.

Over the past year spending 
on h o s p ita l ca re  u n d e r the 
M e d ica re  p ro g ra m  has in ­
creased by 8 percent, he said. 
But other costs have risen even 
more dramatically, including 38 
percent fo r home health care, 
22 percent for hospice care and 
28 percent fo r care at skilled  
nursing facilities,” he said.

“ The reasons fo r such rap id  
grow th vary and are not fu lly  
understood,” Reischauer said.

M ed ica re  spend ing  fo r  the 
services o f doctors is projected 
to increase by 11 percent a year 
for each person enrolled in  the 
program, Reischauer said.

The o ther p rin c ip a l govern­
m ent hea lth  p ro g ram , M ed i­
caid, also has experienced an 
unprecedented cost increase, 
he said.

N ot fa r  fro m  the  b o rd e r 
w here Som alia and E th iop ia  
fough t th e ir  tu r f  ba ttles and 
where Somali factions are still 
in  a tense faceoff, Canadian 
soldiers this week displayed an 
a rray  o f r ifles , grenades and 
mines.

Children often tip o ff soldiers 
about where the arms are or 
c h e e rfu lly  w a lk  up w ith  the 
weapons themselves, said Maj. 
Charles Pommet in  Belet Hucn, 
200 miles north o f Mogadishu.

“Cultural diversity” not about culture, but politics
Cultural diversity is definitely 

the hot po litica l topic on cam­
pus r ig h t now. Jesse Jackson 
re c e n tly  came to cam pus to

prom ote his vision o f cu ltu ra l 
diversity. The Notre Dame ad­
m inistration has published sev­
era l studies p rom oting  its v i­
sion. Students are also becom­
ing active on this issue, as this 
y e a r ’s s tu d e n t g o ve rn m e n t 
campaigns indicate.

Unfortunately, no one seems 
in te res ted  in p ro m o tin g  true  
c u ltu ra l d iv e rs ity . In s te a d , 
“ cu ltural d iversity" has become 
merely a new pawn in the old 
game o f ra c ia l p o litic s . F u r ­
therm ore, th is development is 
d o ing  g re a t dam age to the 
cause o f true cu ltural diversity.

Taken  l i te ra l ly ,  p ro m o tin g  
“ c u ltu ra l d iv e rs ity ” means 
b ring ing  students into contact 
w ith  cultures that are unfam il­
ia r  to them . Presum ably, the 
greater the difference between 
the cultures, the better cultural 
diversity is promoted: bringing 
a white student from  the M id­
w est in to  c o n ta c t w ith  an 
African-American student from 
the M idwest promotes cu ltura l 
d iversity less than bring ing e i­
ther student in to  contact w ith  
someone from New Delhi, India.

Likewise, requiring a student 
from suburban Chicago to study 
ancien t Chinese philosophers 
w ill  achieve g re a te r c u ltu ra l 
d iv e rs ity  than  re q u ir in g  the 
same s tu d e n t to s tu dy  race  
relations in Chicago. Adm itting 
the s tuden t from  Illin o is  and 
re q u ir in g  the course in race

re la tio n s  may prom ote  o ther 
im portant goals, but they have 
little  to do w ith true cultural d i­
versity.

Even i f  the goal o f “ cu ltu ra l 
d iv e rs ity "  p ro p o n e n ts  is to 
promote purely Am erican cu l­
tura l diversity, they fail. Am er­
ica is home to a rich mosaic of 
different cultures, but “ cultural 
d iversity" backers do not seem 
v e ry  in te re s te d  in  them . 
Bringing together m iddle class 
suburban and urban students of 
d if fe re n t  races  c e r ta in ly  
achieves some c u ltu ra l d ive r­
sity, but not nearly as much as 
as is possible.

W here are the Navajo s tu ­
dents from  the ir ancestral v il­
lages in the Southwest? Where 
are the Finns and Norwegians 
from  the tough m ining towns of 
northern Minnesota? Where are 
the A fr ic a n -A m e ric a n s  from  
small towns like Possum Neck, 
M iss iss ipp i (pop. 325)? How 
about the Jews from New York 
and the  A s ians fro m  San 
Francisco? More im portan tly , 
w here is the a g ita tio n  to get

these groups represen ted  on 
campus?

In other words, “ cu ltu ra l d i­
versity” has little  to do w ith  d i­
verse cultures, but has a lot to 
do w ith  racial politics. As we all 
know  by now, the  te rm  is 
m e re ly  a euphem ism  fo r  
“ a ff irm a tiv e  a c tio n ,"  “ b lack  
power" and “ Hispanic power.” 
fo r th a t m atter,, “ a ffirm a tive  
action” is itse lf a euphemism for 
“ ra c ia l p re fe re nce s  fo r  d is ­
advantaged m ino rities ." How­
ever, repeated pub lic  opinion 
studies have shown that sixty to 
e ig h ty  pe rcen t o f A m ericans 
oppose rac ia l preferences fo r 
any group.

Even larger majorities oppose 
“ b lack pow er” and “ H ispanic 
p o w e r.” As a re s u lt ,  ra c ia l 
m inorities, like any other smart 
specia l in te re s t g roup , have 
sought to make their proposals 
more popular, and one way to 
do that is to give them different 
nam es. The te rm  “ c u ltu ra l 
d ivers ity" is therefore nothing 
m ore  o r less th a n  a c le ve r

m aneuver in  the s tru g g le  o f 
racial politics.

One cavea t is a p p ro p r ia te  
here; no one should c r it ic iz e  
m in o r ity  g roups  so le ly  fo r 
playing politics. A ll special in ­
terest groups play politics to get 
th e ir way. They try  to put the 
best poss ib le  faces on th e ir  
agendas and engage in public 
re la tio n s  cam paigns. I f  they 
h o ld  an u n p o p u la r p o s itio n , 
they  g e n e ra lly  use p os itive  
euphem ism s to d esc rib e  it .  
That’s how politics works. I f  we 
w a n t to condem n m in o r ity  
groups fo r do ing it ,  we m ust 
condemn Right to Life, the Col­
lege Democrats, the Federalist 
Society, and every other Notre 
Dame political group.

However, none o f this excuses 
the dam age w h ich  “ c u ltu ra l 
diversity" proponents are doing 
to the cause o f tru e  c u ltu ra l 
diversity. Their whole mission is 
to convince dec is ion -m ake rs  
and the general public that the 
trad ition a l m ino rity  agenda is 
synonymous w ith  true cu ltura l 
d ive rs ity . They have been at

least p a rtia lly  successful, and 
the price o f th e ir success has 
been tragic in jury to the cause 
of true cultural diversity.

W henever someone ta lk s  
a bo u t the im p o rta n c e  o f 
“ m u lt ic u ltu ra l a w a re n e ss ,” 
“cultural diversity,” or any sim­
ila r topic, the audience assumes 
they are re a lly  ta lk in g  about 
m inority issues, an assumption 
many advocates of true cultural 
d iv e rs ity  f in d  d if f ic u l t  to 
overcom e. Worse, U n ive rs ity  
o ff ic ia ls  and o the r d e c is io n ­
makers often assume that their 
duty to cultural diversity is done 
once they g ive m in o r ity  
students an a ffirm a tive  action 
program or increased financial 
aid.

America is more isolated from 
foreign cultures than any other 
deve loped  n a tio n . We are 
sepa ra ted  from  Europe  and 
Asia by vast oceans. Our closest 
foreign neighbors are hundreds 
o f miles from  most Americans 
and are so heavily influenced by 
our culture that they are often 
hardly foreign at all. I f  there is 
any c o u n try  in  need o f tru e  
m u ltic u ltu ra l awareness, i t  is 
A m e rica . I f  th e re  are  any 
students who should be exposed 
to true cu ltu ra l diversity, they 
are American students.

Study abroad program s, re ­
c ru itm e n t o f fo re ign  students 
and professors, and requ ired  
courses in the study o f foreign 
c iv iliza tions  are a ll v ita l w in ­
dows into cultures not our own. 
However important their goals, 
special interest groups must not 
shut these windows by dressing 
their agendas in the camouflage 
of “ cultural diversity. ”

Moral choice would be to admit Haitian refugees

The United States of America 
is a country founded by im m i­
grants, bu ilt by the toil and la­
bor o f im m igran ts , and made 
g rea t th ro ug h  the vis ion and 
hard w ork o f im m igran ts and 
th e ir descendants. The Statue 
of Liberty stands as a reminder 
of all the values the U.S. cher­
ishes: safety for the oppressed, 
econom ic o p p o rtu n ity , and a 
chance for a new life. While all 
these facets are ideal, they still 
are  p a r t o f “ the A m e ric a n  
Dream.”

T h ro u g h o u t the  past few  
centuries, the bu lk  of w hat is 
now  the  U.S. was c rea ted  
through em igration o f m illions 
from Europe, Asia, and Africa.

At the gates of this cradle of lib ­
e rty  and o f “ the en ligh tened” 
s tands a people  so re ly  op ­
pressed, The Haitians. I agree 
fully w ith  Jesse Jackson on this 
issue and admire his ab ility  as 
both a politic ian and preacher 
to b ring  Christ’s message to a 
relevant pressing issue.

For what reasons should the 
Haitians not be admitted? Does 
the U.S s till have the w o r ld ’s 
largest economy? Are we not a 
resource r ic h  na tion?  Is th is  
s till a growing economy? Does 
the U.S. s t i l l  have one o f the 
largest and most lucrative  job 
m a rke ts  in  the w o rld ?  M ore 
importantly, does the U.S. hold 
a double standard by not allow­
ing  the H aitians harbo r from

oppression? Would a group of 
s im ilarly afflicted white people 
be allowed entry? Is racism in ­
vo lved? Do we fea r H a itia ns  
and stereotype them as all HIV 
infected? We must not le t this 
hypocrisy stand.

Christ welcomed lepers, beg­
gars, and the downtrodden w ith 
healing open arms. So must we 
accept the H a itia ns  who are 
am ong the  oppressed in  the 
w orld . So th is  may not be an 
easy solution and it may cause 
tension. M artin Luther King Jr. 
said “ Peace is not m erely the 
absence o f tens ion .

Chittister to discuss role 
of women in the Church

S is te r Joan C h itt is te r , a w o r ld  
ren ow n ed  a u th o r  and speaker, w il l  
present her feminist views of the Church 
to m em bers o f the S a in t M a ry ’s and 
N o tre  Dame co m m u n itie s  S a tu rday, 
according to Dr. Keith Egan of the Center 
for Spirituality.

C h itt is te r , who ho lds an h o n o ra ry  
doctorate from  Saint M ary’s, publishes 
re g u la r ly  in  the  N a tio n a l C a th o lic  
Reporter and is in residence this year on 
Saint M ary’s campus.

A c c o rd in g  to Egan, C h it t is te r ’s 
message centers on women’s place and 
potential w ith in  the Church. She focuses 
on the need for women to play an active 
role in their faith.

"(She w an ts  th em ) n o t to re m a in  
passive, but to share the ir stories and 
take leadership roles,” Egan said. “ She 
is an active  p a r t ic ip a n t th rough  her 
speaking, teaching, and w riting .”

T h is  same them e run s  s tro n g ly  
through many of her works. Chittister is 
a w id e ly  p ub lish ed  a u th o r o f books 
c r it ic iz in g  b u t a lso c h a lle n g in g  the 
contemporary Catholic Church. Chittister 
has even been labeled “ prophetic,” said 
Egan. Her ideas move people to new

energy and life in Christianity.
This Saturday’s seminar w ill consist of 

tw o  le c tu re s  w h ic h  w i l l  o ffe r  a 
refreshing new approach to the role of 
women in the Church.

Her firs t lecture, “Woman Icon: Rebel 
o r S a in t? ” w i l l  deal w ith  the u n fa ir  
choice th a t wom en fa ce - the choice 
between conforming to the stereotypical 
manifestation of femininity, or rebelling 
against it.

Women who choose to become what 
Chittister labels “ icons” serve as passive 
members of their gender not only in the 
Church, but in  greater society as well, 
Chittister said.

I f  wom en do not rebe l aga inst the 
discrim inatory expectations placed upon 
them , they  w i l l  co n tin u e  to be 
m is re p re se n te d  and m is tre a te d  in  
society, Chittister said.

This sexism exists in the Church as 
w e ll as in  the fa m ily  w he re  wom en 
assume the role of facilitator more than 
any other family member. Chittister w ill 
exam ine  th is  u n fa vo ra b le  choice in 
greater detail, and also look at a woman 
icon. Eve.

A cco rd ing  to C h ittis te r, her second 
lecture, “ New Theology of Eve: The Story 
of Women,” w ill challenge the history of

the  C hurch  and its  re la t io n s h ip  to 
wom en. “ Eve is a s trong  w om an in 
s c r ip tu re , a lth o u g h  she is o ften  
m is in te rp re te d ,” said Chittister. This 
m is in te rp re ta t io n  breeds m any 
destructive  consequences fo r women, 
she added.

The lecture w ill present the audience 

w ith a modern analysis of Eve and what 
she re a lly  says abou t w om en. 
C h ittis te r’s contem porary approach to 
feminism in the Church should open the 
eyes and minds of her receivers.

The le c tu re  w i l l  focus on “ the 
re la tionsh ip  o f tra d itio n a l theology of 
Eve and w hat I th ink  is d is tinc tive  o f 
scrip tu re  fo r  men as well as wom en,” 
Chittister said. “ [It] has a lot to do w ith

Colleges should not 
make hasty 

coaching changes
What does it take to keep a job these 

days?
Lou C a m p a n e lli, fo rm e r  head 

basketball coach for the University of 
California, is no longer sure. The coach 
o f seven seasons w as f ire d  u n e x ­
pectedly on February 8.

The fir in g  could not be because he 
was u nsu ccess fu l, s ince  he had 
compiled a 123-108 record and earned 
postseason berths in four seasons. This 
season looked  p ro m is in g  fo r  
Campanelli, as well. Behind freshman 
standout, Jason Kidd, the Bears were 
10-7 before the firing.

Nor was the coach fired due to a lack 
o f e m phas is  on academ ics. O f the 
coach’s 23 senior student-athletes, 18 
have graduated  and tw o o thers are 
finishing up their degrees, according to 
a statement o f protest by the National 
Association of Basketball Coaches.

That statement also pointed out that 
Campanelli has had no reported NCAA 
violations.

Even the director of athletics at Cal, 
Bob Bockrath , was pleased w ith  his 
coach ’s w o rk . A fte r  the Bears beat 
UCLA on January 24, Bockrath  sent 
C am panelli a message com m ending 
him for the good work he was doing.

None o f the conventiona l reasons 
work for this firing. According to school 
officials, Campanelli was fired because 
o f abusive behavior tow ard  athletes 
follow ing recent games. Bockrath fired 
the coach hours after meeting w ith  six 
players who explained the ir complaints 
about Campanelli.

A p p a re n tly , C a m p a n e lli w as no t 
working for Cal or Bockrath, after all. 
A t Cal, it is the players who determine 
w h e th e r o r no t th e ir  coach shou ld  
continue coaching.

Even B o c k ra th  bow ed to th e ir  
authority. He had signed Campanelli to 
a c o n tra c t th a t w o u ld  have h im  
coaching the team through 1996 only 
eighteen months earlier. He sacrificed 
that at the players’ request.

The problem with this situation is not 
th a t the p la ye rs  sought to express 
displeasure w ith  their coach. It is that 
Cal officials did not bother to remedy 
the p ro b le m  by d iscu ss in g  i t  w ith  
Campanelli.

A s u c c in c t w a rn in g  fro m  h is 
e m p lo ye rs  w o u ld  n o t have gone 
u n n o tice d  by C a m p a n e lli. I f  the  
complaints continued, then the time for 
Cal to take action would be a fter the 
season.

A t the  p ro fe s s io n a l le v e l, f i r in g  
coaches during a season is acceptable 
since the team is a business and such a 
move would be a business decision. 
College teams are not expected to be 
the m ain source o f income fo r th e ir 
institutions. Such a move by Cal implies 
otherwise.

C a m p a n e lli was no t a poor 
re p re se n ta tive  fo r Cal. Perhaps he 
m ade some m is take s  d u r in g  
e n co u n te rs  w ith  h is p la ye rs , bu t 
Campanelli deserved better treatment 
from  the U niversity o f C aliforn ia. He 
did not deserve the hasty judgem ent 
and classless firing  he received.

The sixth-ranked Irish men’s tennis 
squad travels to Louisville, Kent, this 
weekend to test the ir ta lent on the 
national scene in the National Team 
Indoo rs , w h ich  fe a tu res  m any o f 
nation’s top programs.

“ Going in, we knew our schedule 
was a rguab ly  the toughest in  the 
n a t io n ,” no ted  Ir is h  coach Bob 
Bayliss, “ And now is when it  heats 
up.”

The Ir is h  know  they  w i l l  be 
challenged at every match, as they 
face perennial powerhouse Texas in 
the o pe n in g  ro u n d , w ith  the 
p o s s ib il ity  o f m a tc h in g  up w ith  
n u m be r-o ne  USC in  the  second 
match.

In last season’s improbable drive 
towards the national finals, the Irish 
pulled o ff one of the biggest upsets in 
NCAA h is to ry , sh ock ing  the top- 
ranked  T ro jans in the semis and 
becom ing  the f i r s t  c o ld -w e a th e r 
team to advance to the NCAA finals 
since the current fo rm at’s inception.

But this year is a different story, as 
the Ir ish  w ill have to concentrate 
th e ir  e ffo r ts  ju s t  to dow n the 
Longhorns and advance to the USC 
match.

“ We know we w ill face three top- 
15 teams in our firs t three matches,” 
said Bayliss.

Texas is lead by the 23rd-ranked 
singles player in the nation, Anders 
Ericksson of Sweden, and Ericksson 
teams w ith Trey Phillips to form the 
to p -ra n k e d  doub les team  in  the 
country.

To advance at the Nationals the 
Ir is h  w i l l  have to get m ore 
production from their doubles teams, 
which faltered in last week’s match 
aga ins t San D iego, and have no t 
been as strong as desired since the 
in jury of senior Andy Zurcher forced 
a shake-up in the lineup.

“ A ndy su ffe re d  h is in ju ry  over 
Christmas Break, ” said Bayliss, “ So 
a fte r  we came back we had ju s t  
three or four days to put something 
together.”

What the Irish have come up with 
is seniors W ill Forsyth and Chuck 
C olem an c h a lle n g in g  Texas ’ top 
tw osom e a t o ne -d ou b le s , M a rk  
Schmidt and Chris W ojta lik  at two 
and Ron Rosas and freshman Jason 
Pun have been surpris ing at three, 
compiling a 3-1 record.

Despite this seemingly solid lineup, 
the Ir ish  b ra in  tru s t is not above 
sh ifting  around the lineup a b it to 
increase production.

“ We m ig h t th in k  about shak ing  
th in g s  up a b i t , ” s ta ted  B ay liss , 
whose shrewd moves helped him to 
N ational Coach-of-the-Year honors 
last season.
