Saint Mary’s RHA sets 
activities for new year

A s t r i k 
Gabriel, direc­
to r em eritu s  
and professor 
em eritu s  in 
the Medieval 
In stitu te  and 
director of the 
Frank Folsom 
A m b ro s ia n a  Astrik Gabriel 
Microfilm and
Photographic Collection at the 
University of Notre Dame, re ­
ceived an honorary doctorate 
from the University of Budapest 
on May 13.

Gabriel, a Hungarian native 
who received his doctoral de­
gree  from the U niversity  of 
Budapest in 1936, was particu­
larly pleased that the honor re­

s to re s  his ti tle , “U niversity  
P ro fesso r of B u d ap es t.” 
Because he is a Catholic priest, 
he was stripped of that title by 
communist authorities follow­
ing their takeover of Hungary.

A member of the Notre Dame 
faculty since 1948, Gabriel di­
rected the University’s Medieval 
Institu te from 1953 to 1974. 
During this period he oversaw 
the acquisition of 17,000 rolls 
of microfilm reproductions of 
m anuscripts and 2,500 slides 
and 12,000 glossy photographs 
of illuminated manuscripts and 
drawing s from the Biblioteca 
Ambrosiana in Milan.

Gabriel was graduated from 
the Szechenyi Real-Gymnasium 
in 1926 and entered the Order 
of Canons of P rem o n tre  the 
same year. In addition to his

p o s tg ra d u a te  study  at the 
University of Budapest, he stud­
ied in P aris  a t the Ecole 
Pratique des Hautes Etudes, the 
Sorbonne, the Ecole Nationale 
des Chartres and the College de 
F ran ce . He fled H ungary in 
1947 and served for a year as a 
guest professor at the Pontifical 
Institute of Medieval Studies in 
Toronto before coming to Notre 
Dam e. He becam e a U nited 
States citizen in 1953.

A corresponding m ember of 
the  F rench  A cadem ic des 
Inscriptions et Belles Lettres, 
Gabriel is also a fellow in the 
Medieval Academy of America, 
an h o n o ra ry  docto r of the 
Ambrosiana Library in Milan, 
and a corresponding member of 
the  B av arian  A cadem y of 
Sciences.

derstand it herself.
“We have an arm s embargo 

against the Bosnian Muslims, 
but the Russians are supplying 
the Serbs with weapons. They 
really don’t have a chance.”

She also said th a t she does 
not see an end in the near fu­
ture. “At the end of the sum ­
mer, thing were looking better, 
and many of the refugees hoped 
they might be able to re tu rn  
home soon,” she said. “But now 
news reports say the fighting is 
worse than ever.”

Although the experience was 
d ifficu lt and  f ru s tr a t in g  at 
times, Garvey said it was some­
thing she would definitely do 
again. “I m ade a lot of great 
friends, and I learned a lot. I 
grew  up in B angladesh, so I 
was already used to poverty, 
bu t th is  sum m er opened my 
eyes again. It makes me realize 
how good I really have it.”

Garvey had the opportunity to 
go because her father works for 
World Bank and knew someone 
at the Development Foundation 
office, but she stressed that op­
p o rtun ities are out there  for 
anyone who is interested in do­
ing something similar.

“You just have to look,” she 
sa id . “Many of these  p laces 
have in te rn sh ip s  and would 
p ro b ab ly  a p p re c ia te  m ore 
help.”

After her summer experience, 
Garvey said she would like to 
do similar work next year.

deal with refugee situations.” 
From the main officer, Garvey 

then went on a two-week tour 
of eastern Turkey before arriv­
ing a t the re fu g ee  cam p in 
western Turkey.

At the camp, Garvey taught 
five English classes a day to 
Bosnian Muslims children.

“It was very frustra ting  for 
me,” she added. “I don’t know 
how to teach, and there were 
some who could speak a little 
bit and some who could speak 
quite a bit of English. I couldn’t 
speak their language at all.” 

Garvey lived at the camp with 
m ore than  3,000 refugees in 
cond itions she d escrib ed  as 
“not bad. ”

“They lived in small pre-fab- 
r ic a te d  h o u ses  sh ap ed  like 
tents,” she said. “Living condi­
tions were not bad, but these 
people are Europeans — they 
are used to living like we do. 
Most of them are humiliated at 
they way they are living now.” 

Garvey described the Bosnian 
Muslims as “great people.” 

“They are in a very difficult 
situation,” she said.

Garvey told of one w om an 
who kept asking her to help her 
find h e r son and h u sb an d . 
When Garvey told her she was 
only a college student and un­
able to help, the woman began 
ask ing  h e r , “Why a re  the 
Am ericans ju st sitting there? 
Why don’t they make it stop?” 

Garvey says she does not un­

Growing up in different Third 
World countries, Notre Dame 
sen io r C ara Garvey w as not 
shocked by the conditions at a 
re fu g ee  cam p in w este rn  
Turkey w here she spent her 
summer.

What shocked her, she says, 
is the apparent apathy from the 
rest of the world, and the re ­
fusal by the United Nations to 
adm it that genocide is taking 
place in the region.

“It’s basically genocide in the 
m iddle of E urope — ethn ic  
c lean sin g . They (the Serbs) 
aren’t going to stop until every 
B osnian M uslim  is k ille d ,” 
Garvey said.
. Garvey, 21, spent the summer 
w ork ing  for D evelopm ent 
Foundations, an organization in 

- eastern Turkey that helps im­
prove villages and assists with 
Bosnian refugee camps.

Arriving in Turkey in May, 
G arvey sp en t the f irs t few 
weeks working in the organiza­
tion’s office and writing two pa­
pers, both of which were used 
in the  U nited N ations 
E m ergency  M anagem ent 
Training Program.

“I w rote one p ap e r on the 
Kurdish refugees (from Iraq) 
and an o th e r on the g en e ra l 
refugee policies. I didn’t know it 
then, but they both would be 
used to train others in how to

New computers offer students help outside classroom
Editors’ Note: The following is 
the last in a three part series 
examining the staus and capa­
bilities o f Unviersity 
Computing.

W henever Brian Fitzpatrick 
wants to review his class notes 
for his chemical engineering 
class and his professor is not 
available, he doesn’t have to 
wait.

All the junior has to do is go 
to any of the computer clusters 
on cam pus and look up 
Chemical Engineering 344 on 
the Mosaic program, and every­
thing he needs to know is at his 
fingertips.

The ava ilab ility  of lec tu re

notes is ju st one of the many 
educational uses of computers 
that have students and profes­
sors excited. Programs such as 
Mosaic and Courseware have 
altered the way students study, 
m aking it in m any instances 
more convenient.

“It’s great,” Fitzpatrick said. 
“I can go to the computer lab 
and find everything from class 
notes to the answers for home­
work and tests.”

Professors have taken advan­
tage of computers as well.

Jeff K antor, a p rofessor of 
chemical engineering, was one 
of the first professors to make 
his notes available to students 
such as Fitzpatrick via Mosaic, 
and he uses computers in class­
room instruction as well.

“Last year, I taught a chem-

istry class with Prqfessor Dave 
Leighton in DeBartolo, where 
we could use the monitors in 
the classroom ,” Kantor said. 
“We could w ork our way 
through different visual docu­
ments by using Mosaic on the 
screen. It was a vital part of 
the course.”

While not all professors have 
made their notes available to 
Mosaic and Courseware pro­
grams, the significant majority 
have.

Edward Kline, professor of

E nglish  and  d irec to r of the 
F reshm an  W riting P rogram , 
introduced the Daedalus w rit­
ing program  to the freshm an 
English classes three years ago, 
and the results have been posi­
tive.

“I think students are writing 
b e tte r,” he said. “One of the 
benefits of the use of computers 
is that students are willing to 
do more writing. Students can 
do more revisions more easily 
on computers.”

Writing classes use the pro­
gram s for getting s ta rted  on 
topics, revising, collaborating 
on topics with peers, and edit­
ing, Kline said.

An outlining program called 
Inspiration helps students or­
ganize their ideas, and reviews 
on proper gram m ar are p ro ­

vided by the Freshman Writing 
Tutorial. Also included is a 
suggestion list th a t provides 
182 ways of starting on a topic.

The programs are designed to 
keep students involved and pre­
vent s tu d en ts  from  slipping 
through w ithout learning the 
necessary techniques.

“These program s are in te r­
active,” Kline said. “You’re not 
just passive. These programs 
prompt you to do a task, and if 
you don’t do it, then the com­
puter will turn itself off.

“When you do som eth ing ,” 
Kline continued, “the computer 
will encourage you or tell you, 
‘Hey buddy, you’re  doing it 
wrong.’"

Instructors have grown

bomb ready, and then smug- 
gle it over to the United States. The terrorists 
then place the bomb next to Mile High 
Stadium, during a super bowl, and set it off 
when they are a safe distance away.

The climax of the story is quickly reached 
with age-old policy machines and miscommu- 
nication threaten world wide nuclear war, until 
Jack Ryan—hero extraordinaire in Clancy’s 
world—comes in to save the day, and prevents 
the inevitable. The heroes ride off into the 
sunset, and all is good with the world.

Recently, scientists from both the former 
Soviet Union and U.S. met to discuss the dan­
ger of the ever spreading nuclear material in 
the world today. There were at least three dis­
coveries of smuggled nuclear material this past 
summer. Although in those instances it was 
only enough to perform tests on, and not really 
capable of bomb creation, the possibility of 
enough material to be smuggled out of the for­
mer Soviet Union exists.

The danger of a nuclear war seems to be 
gone. Russia and the U.S. have worked out 
agreements to not target each other, and many 
of the republics are returning or dismantling 
their weapons. Gone are the days of detente, 
and of taking Khrushchev to the edge. Gone 
are the days of civil defense tests, and 
Mondale-esque ad campaigns. In the eyes of 
many, nuclear war is no longer a real threat.

Oh sure, North Korea might have nukes, and 
Iraq may try, but who will want to get into an 
all out war with the single most powerful 
nuclear state in he world?

As a result, most of these reports have been 
relegated to the back pages of the newspapers, 
treated as international news fillers. There is 
no governmental commentary from anyone 
about this matter, no public outcry for reform, 
and it seems that many are pretending that the 
problem doesn’t exist, if not ignoring it alto­
gether.

But this is only the start of the problem. You 
see, while in “The Sum of all Fears,” Jack Ryan 
was considered a hero for stopping world wide 
nuclear war, Mr. Clancy conveniently forgot 
about all the people in Mile High stadium, all 
the people in the surrounding area, and the 
majority of Denver. Sure, the world was saved, 
but how many hundreds of thousands would 
have died in such a case.

The same could exist now. How would you 
like your “favorite" radical group possessing 
such a item of destruction? What if the UN dis­
appeared in a cloud of plasma and ash? How 
about the White House? What about Chicago? 
Your worst nightmares are now the limit.

While smuggling never was easy, and the 
delicate nature of nukes makes the clandestine 
shipping of radioactive material much harder, 
it is far from impossible. The technology exists 
today for one individual to take control of thou­
sands of lives, and there are plenty of organi­
zations that are willing to pay for it.

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Ousted executive gets $34 million
WILMINGTON, Del.

A jury awarded $34 million to the ousted president of 
Dart Group Inc. Tuesday in the latest twist in a messy 
and public family fight for control of the book, auto parts 
and real estate empire. The U.S. District Court jury 
decided Haft had been fired without due cause by his 
father, 73-year-old Dart Chairman H erbert Haft. “ I 
won’t be going back. There’s too many problems there,” 
Robert Haft, 41, said afterward. “ I’m going to start 
another business or be associated with another one,” he 
said. The two-week trial was one of a number of legal 
fights among members of the wealthy Haft family, whose 
holdings are estimated at between $500 million and $1 
billion. Robert Haft’s jury award, reached after about 
three hours of deliberations, granted him exactly what he 
had sought: breach-of-contract damages of $18.8 million 
from Dart Group, $12.8 million from its Crown Books 
Corp. subsidiary, and 100,000 shares of Crown, valued at 
$2.4 m illion. His atto rney , David H ensler, said he 
expects Judge Sue Robinson, who presided over the trial, 
to also award an additional $1.5 million in Crown stock 
in a related action. Attorneys for the Dart companies 
declined to comment.

MOBILE, Ala
After Amtrak’s worst rail disaster occurred almost a 

year ago, the Coast Guard found hundreds of rail bridges 
vulnerable to a marine crash like the one that sent the 
Sunset Limited careening into a swamp. In its final 
report released Tuesday, the National Transportation 
Safety Board recommended a sweeping inspection of rail 
and highway bridges, saying the lack of such a probe 
likely contributed to the Sept. 22, 1993, crash that killed 
47 people. A Coast Guard survey of rail bridges over- 
waterways after the derailment found 500 needing atten­
tion. Federal rail officials are still analyzing the inspec­
tions to decide exactly what safety precautions should be 
taken. Bridges at the highest risk for a catastrophic acci­
dent should be first to be outfitted with warning signs, 
lighting, navigation markers and other safety equipment, 
the  NTSB said . The b o a rd ’s re p o r t  also sa id  the 
Department of Transportation should also convene a task 
force to conduct an expanded study that would include 
highways that span waterways.

EDWARDS AIR FORCE BASE, Calif.
Space shuttle Discovery and its six astronauts glided 

through clear skies to a flawless desert landing Tuesday 
after an 11-day mission that included the first untethered 
spacewalk in a decade. Two days of storminess at Cape 
Canaveral forced NASA to bring the shuttle to California 
for the second time this year. The last diversion was in 
April when bad weather also interfered with a Florida 
landing. NASA prefers Florida’s Kennedy Space Center 
to Edwards because the detour costs $1 million and takes 
one week to ferry a shuttle cross-country atop a jumbo 
jet. While in orbit, a $25 million laser machine aboard 
Discovery bounced about 2 million light pulses off clouds 
and Earth’s surface for a global climate study. The shut­
tle crew also released and later retrieved a satellite that 
focused its instrum ents on the sun’s corona, or outer 
atmosphere. Astronauts spent several days maneuvering 
an 82-foot boom in front of Discovery’s steering jets to 
m easure the damaging effects of shuttle exhaust. The 
information is needed before Atlantis docks with the 
Russian Mir space station next year. The first untethered 
spacewalk in 10 years also was conducted last week by 
astronauts Mark Lee and Carl Meade.

Einstein memorial statue sought
PRINCETON

He reshaped the most fundamental ideas about time 
and space. Relatively speaking, however, Albert Einstein 
is unheralded in the town where he worked. Professor 
Melvin Benarde thinks it’s a shame that Princeton has no 
memorial to the physicist, and he is pressing for a statue. 
At a Borough Council meeting last month, however, only 
one of the six council members voted in favor. The others 
abstained because of the opposition of residents who 
believe Einstein, a modest man, would have opposed a 
memorial. Nonsense, says Benarde, who points out that 
Einstein posed for a portrait bust in 1952 that was the 
basis for a 21-foot statue that now stands outside the 
National Academy of Sciences in Washington. Einstein 
died in 1955, more than 20 years after he fled Nazi 
Germany and joined the Institute for Advanced Study in 
Princeton. Benarde, a professor of public health  at 
Temple University in Philadelphia, said he got his idea for 
a statue after two French tourists asked him for di­
rections to Einstein’s house. He realized then how little 
there was to show that Einstein lived in Princeton.
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Hundreds of rail bridges at risk

NEW YORK
The young paren ts knew som e­

thing was amiss: Since they hired a 
new babysitter two months earlier, 
their toddler suffered recurring dia­
per rash  and their telephone bills 
were unusually high. With the help 
of a tiny cam era  concealed  in a 
kitchen light, their suspicions were 
confirmed.

“ The sitter was on the phone 95 
percent of the day. She didn’t even 
take a break when feeding the little 
girl,” said New York private detec­
tive Joseph Cialone, who exposed the 
neglectful nanny on video.

While most child care providers 
are trustworthy, with clean records, 
some conceal undesirable qualities 
or shad ier pasts tha t m ake them 
unsuitable for many lines of work, most of all watching 
children. A growing number of nervous parents are hir­
ing professional investigators like Cialone and Beltrante 
to weed out potential Nannies from Hell from the Mary 
Poppinses.

A random  sampling of private 
investigato rs shows m ore have 
been devoting part of their prac­
tices to investigating child-care 
providers in recent years. At the 
sam e tim e, b u s in esses  have 
cropped up to help working p a r­
ents m ake the right babysitting 
choices or to keep tabs on sitters 
after they are hired.

B e ltran te  said  h e ’s h an d lin g  
about 25 percent more child-care^ 
cases  th is y ea r th an  la s t and 
expects even more next year.

To be sure, 55 percent of women
with children ages 6 and under are
in the work force today and most 
rely on outsiders to watch their 
kids. Only 20 percent use relatives, 
statistics show.

“There are more people looking for nannies than there 
are nannies available,” said Dana Friedman, co presi­
dent of the Families and Work Institute, a New York-
based non-profit research firm. “Most (nanny) agencies
don’t do a good job screening ... because most of them 
are just looking for warm bodies.”

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Nuclear reductions on hold RHA

WASHINGTON 
Concerned that Russia might 

re-emerge as a military threat, 
the Clinton administration has 
decided against substantial new 
reductions in the U.S. nuclear 
a r s e n a l,  D efense S ecre ta ry  
William Perry said Tuesday.

“The most important reason 
to be concerned about the fu­
tu re  is th a t R ussia  s till has 
about 25,000 nuclear weapons 
— many more than enough to 
threaten our national survival,” 
Perry said.

Perry said the United States 
already has reduced its arsenal

of strategic, or long-range, nu­
clear arm s to 8,000 as set by 
the  f irs t  S tra teg ic  Arms 
Reduction Treaty, even though 
that treaty has not yet officially 
en tered  into force. A second 
START treaty, not yet ratified 
by the Senate or the Russian 
parliament, would reduce U.S. 
and Russian strategic arsenals 
to 3,500 warheads each.

Some private defense experts 
have recommended large addi­
tional cuts in the U.S. arsenal, 
firs t to 2,000 w arh ead s and 
la ter to as few as 100. Some 
also  advocate  d estro y in g , 
ra ther than just storing, w ar­
heads that are taken out of ser­
vice.

The main rationales offered 
for continuing to reduce the 
size of U.S. and Russian nuclear 
a rse n a ls  a re  to lessen  the 
chance of a nuclear accident or 
attack, and to encourage other 
n a tio n s  to give up th e ir  
weapons or forgo making more.

But in a policy address to the 
Henry Stimson Center, Perry 
indicated that a lengthy admin­
is tra tio n  study , dubbed  the 
Nuclear Posture Review, has 
concluded that it’s too early to 
consider substantial new arms 
reductions and th a t the U.S. 
military m ust be prepared  to 
reverse recent arms cuts in an 
emergency.

receptive to computer usage, 
according to Kline.

“We’ve had 100% participa­
tion from the teachers in the 
Writing Program,” he said. “In 
the first year there were some 
Doubting Thomases, but by the 
end of the first year, those who 
w ere the d o u b ters  w ere the 
most enthusiastic.”

S tudents and teach e rs  are 
relying on computers more and 
more.

"They’re definitely an asset,” 
Fitzpatrick said. “Because the 
class no tes a re  availab le on 
com puter, I can concen tra te  
more on the material instead of 
scribbling madly.

“If I miss a class,” Fitzpatrick 
continued, “all I need to do is 
go to a computer lab and print 
the notes out.”

The use of electronic mail can 
also bridge the gap betw een 
students and professors.

“If you have a question about 
a problem, you can e-mail your 
p ro fesso r,” F itzpatrick  said , 
“and within twelve to twenty- 
four hours you’ll have an an­
swer.”

Teachers agree that comput­
ers have become a necessity in 
instruction.

“I c a n ’t im ag ine w ork ing  
without computers,” Kline said. 
“I use computers in every class 
meeting, both with the fresh­
men and at the graduate level. 
We can go into a computer lab 
and  d iscuss the  sam e th ing  
over the network, or I can have 
them discuss certain topics in 
small groups.”

Besides improving the quality 
of education, the use of com­
puters has brought about some

in te re s tin g  side e ffec ts . In 
Kantor’s classes, students can 
get a complete and current list 
of their grades at any time via a 
grade reporter.

“Students like the grade re ­
p o rte r ,” K antor said . “They 
can see exactly  w h ere  they  
stand - even at three o’clock in 
the morning - and plus they 
can make sure that I haven’t 
m ade a m istake in recording 
their grades. Without the re ­
porter, how could they see if I 
made a mistake?”

“It’s really neat,” Fitzpatrick 
agreed. “You can get an up-to- 
the-minute review.”

To ensure the privacy of ev­
ery individual’s grades, the re­
porter is designed so that each 
student can gain access only to 
his or her grades.

“We worked hard to get the 
privacy issue done right. That 
was a key co n ce rn .” K antor 
said. “But the system is as se­
cure as e-mail.”

Mosaic can access text not 
only on cam pus, b u t also  
worldwide, which m eans that 
students and professors can get 
inform ation from other cam ­
puses as well.

“I can  get n o tes  from  the  
University of Florida, for ex­
ample, and my notes were used 
at the University of Tennessee,” 
K antor said . “I was getting  
queries from students there.” 

While the worldwide connec­
tions between bodies of infor­
mation can be exciting, some­
times there can be disadvan­
tages.

“If you know you can get the 
notes for a class through the 
com puter,” Fitzpatrick said, “ 
there is a disincentive to go to 
class if you’re pressed for time 
or just lazy.”

Aircraft fired at during relief flight

SARAJEVO 
The humanitarian airlift feed­

ing much of Sarajevo was sus­
pended today after an aircraft 
was shot at just hours after it 
resumed.

And in a foretaste of another 
winter of war, residents of the 
capital were left without water, 
heat and in the dark again to­
day due to Serb reluctance to 
restore utilities to Sarajevo.

With the Bosnian capital rela­
tively quiet following the worst 
fighting in half a year over the 
weekend, U.N. aid officials had 
lifted a one-day suspension of 
relief flights. But they quickly 
reimposed it after discovering 
bullet holes in the fuselage of a 
F rench  supply plane a fte r it 
flew out of the city.

Maj. Kos Sol, a U.N. 
spokesm an in Sarajevo, said 
flights resupplying U.N. peace­
keepers were continuing. He 
had no additional details on the 
shooting.

The Serb-im posed cutoff of 
utilities persisted for the fifth 
day, p ro m p tin g  Lt. Gen. Sir 
Michael Rose, com m ander of 
U.N. troops in Bosnia, to meet 
with Bosnian Serb officials in 
their stronghold of Pale, east of 
Sarajevo.

With potable w ater, natural 
gas and electricity all originat­
ing outside the city, Serbs sur­
rounding Sarajevo can choke 
them off anytime.

T e m p e ra tu re s  hovered  
around 45 degrees at daybreak 
today, underlining the depen­
dency of city residents on Serb 
goodwill — wood and other fu­
els are next to nonexistent after 
two w inters of siege, leaving 
most Sarajevans counting on 
gas for heating and cooking.

Lt. Col. Tim Spicer, Rose’s 
spokesman, told reporters that 
Sarajevo was calmer than it has 
been since the weekend, when 
th ree people w ere killed and 
dozens w ounded as g overn ­
m en t and  Serb  tro o p s ex ­

changed mortar fire.
The fighting apparently start­

ed with a government infantry 
attack  supported  by m ortars 
inside in the city. That touched 
off retaliatory fire by besieging 
Bosnian Serbs, who targeted  
the city center.

U.N. officials said both sides 
violated the February ag ree­
ment to keep heavy weapons at 
least 20 kilometers — 12 miles 
— from the city and w arned  
Monday that they faced possi­
ble NATO a ir  a tta c k s  if the 
shelling did not stop.

In n o rth east Bosnia, Serbs 
herded hundreds more Muslims 
across the front lines Monday, 
leav ing  only a sc a tte rin g  of 
non-Serbs in the region.

The exodus from the towns of 
Bijeljina and Janja showed the 
determ ination of ethnic Serb 
nationalists to force out the last 
few thousand non-Serbs who 
have endured more than two 
years of harassment and depri­
vation.

Former Premier to be 
charged in scandal

PARIS
F orm er P rem ie r L au ren t 

Fabius and two former mem­
b e rs  of his C ab inet w ill be 
charged this month with com­
plicity in poisoning hemophili­
acs who received AIDS-tainted 
blood products, justice officials 
said Tuesday.

Fabius, former Social Affairs 
Minister Georgina Dufoix and 
fo rm er H ealth  M in iste r 
Edmond Herve will appear be­
fore the special Court of Justice 
of the R epublic a t se p a ra te  
hearings from Sept. 27 to Sept. 
30, the officials said.

The co u rt, c re a te d  a year 
ago, is the only body with the 
authority to try m inisters for 
crim es allegedly  com m itted  
while in office.

The decision to charge the 
three follows two years of legal 
maneuvering by hemophiliacs 
and their families, who sought 
government accountability in a 
scandal th a t shook F ran ce ’s 
sta te -ru n  health  care system 
and  co n trib u te d  to the 
S ocia lis ts  1993 leg is la tiv e  
defeat.

The scandal grew out of reve­
lations that blood products con­
tam inated with HIV, the AIDS 
virus, were knowingly distrib­
uted to hemophiliacs in 1985. 
About 1,200 hemophiliacs were

contam inated  w ith the AIDS 
v irus as a re su lt,  and m ore 
than 300 have died.

The decision to charge Fabius 
and the two o th er m in isters  
adds a new political dimension 
to the scandal, which has until 
now been officially blamed on 
m edical officials alone. Four 
lower-ranking health  officials 
were convicted in 1992, and a 
new charge of poisoning has 
recently been brought against 
three of them.

Fabius, who m a in ta in s  he 
was not consulted about d is­
tributing the tainted blood, said 
Tuesday he welcomed the judi­
cial proceedings as an opportu­
nity for “justice to accomplish 
its mission so that the truth is 
clearly established. ” Herve also 
said  he was p leased  he will 
“finally be able to explain my­
self. ... It will allow me to de­
fend my innocence.”

The v ictim s’ fam ilies have 
m aintained tha t Fabius’ gov­
ernment chose not to purchase 
U.S. technology to cleanse the 
ta in te d  blood or to buy an 
American AIDS test to screen 
donor blood in order to favor a 
French test that was being per­
fected at the time.

They also claim that any or­
der to continue using the blood 
b a n k ’s co n tam in ated  stocks 
had to have originated, even if 
in d irec tly , fu r th e r  up the 
health-care hierarchy.

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Eight killed, 30 hurt in 
Beijing street clash

Ireland asks for aid from US

BEIJING
Even w ith  ris in g  crim e in 

China, a shootout in Beijing on 
Tuesday that left eight people 
dead and more than 30 wound­
ed w as highly u n u su a l in a 
nation that keeps a tight grip 
on its citizens.

An Iranian diplomat and his 
son were among those killed in 
the early morning shootout on 
a major thoroughfare.

C hina h as a s tr ic t  ban  on 
civilian ownership of guns and 
ammunition and harsh penal­
tie s  m ean t to d e te r  crim e, 
including wide use of the death 
penalty.

Yet, the government reported 
a 20 percen t increase in the 
number of serious and violent 
crimes nationwide in the first 
six months of this year.

C urren t econom ic reform s 
have made many Chinese rich­
er. But they also have led to 
enormous leaps in crime, drug 
abuse, prostitution — and the 
most corrupt government since 
the Communists took power in 
1949.

“ C hina is becom ing an 
increasingly anarchic society,” 
David Shambaugh, senior lec­
turer in Chinese politics at the 
U niversity of London, w rote 
e a r l ie r  th is  year in C urren t 
History. “ China’s social fabric

is fraying.”
The rush-hour shooting ram ­

page occurred shortly after 7
a.m . w hen a single gunm an 
fired indiscrim inately on the 
Second Ring Road, near a com­
pound where foreign diplomats 
and journalists live.

The man ran down the mid­
dle of the road, firing an auto­
matic rifle, probably an AK-47, 
w itnesses said. They saw the 
w indow s of a p ass in g  bus 
explode and saw the gunman 
shoot a motorcyclist.

He hailed a minivan taxi and 
got into the back, said an Asian 
d ip lo m at w hose a p a rtm e n t 
faces the road. When the driver 
and a passenger in the front 
seat tried to flee, the gunman 
shot both at point-blank range. 
The p a sse n g e r ap p e a re d  to 
have died, said the diplomat, 
who spoke on co n d itio n  of 
anonymity.

After shooting the two men in 
the minivan, the gunman fled 
down the ro ad , p u rsu ed  by 
police w ith au to m atic  rifles 
who shot him to death.

O fficials a t the  Iran ian  
E m bassy sa id  Y ousef 
Mohammadi Pishknari and one 
of his sons were shot to death. ' 
A nother son was shot in the 
leg.

The official X inhua News 
Agency reported Mohammadi’s 
two daughters were taken to a 
hospital.

WASHINGTON 
A lead e r from  one side of 

N orthern Ire lan d ’s sec tarian  
divide pushed President Clinton 
on Tuesday to increase U.S. fi­
n an c ia l aid  to the  tro u b led  
country as a way to help both 
sides live in peace.

John  Hum e, the C atholic 
lead e r who helped pave the 
way for the IRA cease-fire, said 
he told President Clinton that 
“ the nex t s tag e  h as  to be 
agreement among our divided 
people ... and that the best as­
sistance tha t I thought could 
come from the United States 
would be economic assistance.” 

Hume got no com m itm ent 
from Clinton, but said he came

away with “no doubt whatso­
ever of the  com m itm ent of 
President Clinton to do every­
thing in his power to assist us 
and he m ade tha t very, very 
clear to me.”

A senior administration offi­
cial, speaking on condition of 
anonym ity , sa id  the  W hite 
House was studying proposals 
to in c rease  aid to N orthern  
Ireland that would “ reach out 
to both communities and help 
with the unemployment prob­
lem.” Among the ideas under 
discussion is some sort of task 
force on Northern Ireland, the 
official said.

Hume said he was hoping for 
a committee to examine “posi­
tive w ays of he lp ing , eco ­
nom ically, N orthern  Ireland  
and the border countries which

are the a reas  th a t have suf­
fered the most from our trou ­
bles.”

Hume m et w ith  Vice 
President A1 Gore, and Clinton 
joined the meeting in session.

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Marines expand, take over Northern Haitian City

CAP-HAITIEN, Haiti 
U.S. M arines lan d ed  th is  

morning in northern Haiti, ex­
panding  th e ir  peacekeep ing  
mission to the country’s second 
largest city. Curious civilians 
who came to the w ater’s edge 
watched the show.

In Port-au-Prince, Haitian po­
lice fired shots in the air today 
to disburse a crowd of Haitians 
chasing a convoy of U.S. mili­
tary vehicles. It was the first 
major disturbance since Amer­
ican forces took control of the 
Haitian capital.

At least a dozen police offi­
cers went into the crowd swing­
ing clubs and sev e ra l sho ts 
were fired in the air from auto­
m atic w eapons, sending  the 
crowd scrambling. The incident 
occurred near the police station 
in Cite Soleil, a stronghold of 
the exiled Haitian president. 

H a itian  police co o p era ted

with the landing in Cap-Haitien, 
keeping the crowds out of the 
Marines’ way.

The f irs t 200 of 1 ,600 
Marines bound for Cap-Haitien 
set off at 7:20 a.m. today as 14 
arm ored amphibious vehicles 
le ft the  USS N ashville and 
threaded through tiny fishing 
vessels on the way to the city’s 
port.

At the sam e time, waves of 
troop-carrying helicopters, sup­
ported by Cobra gunships, left 
the USS Wasp off the craggy 
north coast to secure the a ir­
field on the second day of the 
U.S. operation to restore Haiti’s 
elected government.

The Cap-Haitien air-and-sea 
operation touched Haitian soil 
precisely at 8 a.m. There was 
no re s is ta n c e , m uch like 
Monday when 3,000 U.S. forces 
took contro l of the P o rt-au - 
Prince airport and harbor.

“The operation appears to be 
going fairly  sm oothly so far 
with cooperation between U.S.

Marines and the Haitian peo­
ple,” Lt. Scott Gureck, a Navy 
spokesman, said today.

A fter the in itia l wave put 
m ore th an  200 M arines on 
shore at Cap-Haitien, the land­
ing p lan  a c ce le ra ted  as the 
huge Hovercraft troop-carriers 
ra ced  to w ard  the secu red  
beaches loaded with Humvees 
and more Marines.

The Marines’ objective was to 
secure the city of 65,000 peo­
p le ’s p o rt and a irp o rt, then  
move inland to take control of 
two ro ad s  and  two b ridges. 
Later in the day, they were ex­
pected  to move fu r th e r into 
town to locations by the Army 
b a rrac k s  and sev era l police 
outposts.

The docks at Port-au-Prince, 
meanwhile, were quiet under 
sunny skies this morning. U.S. 
ships and helicopters unloaded 
more troops and materiel and 
street vendors opened for busi­
ness without incident.

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SMC Writing Center eases student anxiety

Do you often feel the cold beads of 
sweat trickle down your forehead, in 
anticipation of the dreaded day when 
your paper is due? Do you toss and turn 
at night since your mind is cluttered 
with sentence fragments, unclear thesis 
s ta te m e n ts , and  too m any passive 
verbs? The Saint Mary’s student should 
fret no longer.

The S ain t M ary’s College W riting 
Center assists the student in her efforts 
to develop her writing skills, according 
to LeMans Hall senior tu tor Jennifer 
Moore.

Moore said that Saint Mary’s students 
may bring their papers to the center in 
any phase of the writing process. “We 
work with students who bring in out­
lines, rough drafts, final drafts, or com­
positions. We even b ra in s to rm  for 
paper topics and writing ideas with stu­
dents,” she said.

The center has been open for several 
years, much to the benefit of the s tu ­
dents who have put it to use. Holy Cross 
junior Joanna Finegan said ”1 use the 
cen ter because they guide me in my 
writing. The tutors clue me in on how 
my paper could be better and where it 
doesn’t need to be improved.” Finegan 
said that she trusts the student tutors 
who review her papers since they are 
“recommended” by faculty.

Tutors are available for consultation 
in the writing center, located in room 39 
of the  LeM ans Hall b asem en t, on 
Mondays through Thursdays from 12:30 
p.m. to 4:30 p.m. For further assistance, 
the center re-opens from 7 p.m. to 10 
p.m. on Mondays through Thursdays. 
The w ritin g  c e n te r  is also  open on 
Sundays from 6 p.m. to 10 p.m.

S essions usually  la s t one hour. 
However, time available for the sessions 
depends upon how busy the center is 
with respect to its schedule. Holy Cross 
sophomore Jennifer Lewis said, “From 
my experience, Sundays are usually  
busy at the center, so I’d advise students 
to make appointments in advance.”

“Though the writing center employees 
prefer that students make appointments 
one or two days in advance, they accept 
student ‘drop ins’ when time permits,” 
Moore said.

Around mid-semester and finals times, 
however, Moore suggests that students 
make their appointments three to five 
days prior to the meeting.

How can a s ta ff com posed of only 
eleven women sufficiently examine such 
a vast array of paper topics and writing 
assignments? Moore said because the 
staff is composed of students with such a 
wide variety of majors, it makes it possi­
ble to handle the vast array.

For instance, the tutor who happens to 
be a philosophy major is usually paired 
with a student who is writing a philoso­
phy paper. When this pairing is not pos­
sible, tutors rely on their personal liber­
al arts background.

“Norm ally it is not too difficult to 
extend our thinking to o ther content 
areas,” Moore said, “ because before we 
begin  rev iew in g  a p a p e r , s tu d en ts  
explain their topic and their argument.”

“I strongly encourage the women of 
Saint Mary’s to make use of the center. 
We are not here to judge students’ writ­
ing. We simply attem pt to aid in the 
developm ent of their w riting  sk ills ,” 
Moore said.

According to Moore, tu tors w ant to 
know spec ifically  w hat the  s tu d en t 
wants them to look for in the written 
work. “If the student has trouble with 
sen tence s tru c tu re , for instance, we 
need her to tell us that structure is one 
of her concerns,” she said.

Usually, tu to rs  make sure th a t the 
writer proves her thesis and uses intel­
lec tua l w ord choices. “We look for 
coherence in a paper, along with sen­
tence s tru c tu re , co rrec t syntax, and 
basic grammatical errors,” according to 
Moore.

One misconception that many students 
hold about the writing center is that it is 
an editing shop. Indeed, tutors are glad 
to help with grammar and punctuation; 
however, the tutors’ main focus is that 
the paper is well composed and that stu­
dents feel good about what they’ve writ­
ten, said Moore.

“When students leave the writing cen­
ter, by no m eans do they carry  with 
them a finished product. I like to think 
of the c e n te r  as a s tep p in g  s to n e ,” 
according to Moore. It is essentially up 
to the student to take the tutor’s sugges­
tions and put them to use, she said.

One McCandless Hall junior warns stu­
dents, “Try to avoid subm itting your 
paper to the center the night before it is

due. The tutors may suggest changes 
that will take more than one night to 
employ.”

Coming to the center can only improve 
your writing, Moore said. She said that 
even if a student is confident with her 
writing, it’s always a good idea to give 
someone else a chance to read it.

“Students fill out a form upon arrival 
at the center. This form enables us to 
notify their professors that these stu­
dents have been to the center,” Moore 
said.

“Professors appreciate the fact that 
s tu d en ts  use the  w ritin g  c e n te r  It 
reveals that their students are taking 
initiative and making a serious effort to 
do well in the class,” she said.

The center provides a relaxing atmos­
phere to work. Tea, coffee, and cookies 
are offered while students and tutors 
discuss papers. Moore re ite ra tes the 
fac t th a t  the  s tu d e n t’s w ork is not 
judged, but improved. The center is a 
positive place to visit, which helps with 
the creative process, she said.

The staff consists of ten Saint Mary’s 
students, who are sophomores, juniors, 
and seniors. The writing center coordi­

nator, Cathy Thomas, interviewed these 
students, who previously had been rec­
om m ended by two faculty m em bers. 
Thomas hired those students for whom 
she had positions available, according to 
Moore.

When asked if it made her uncomfort­
able to evaluate the work of her peers, 
Moore replied, “I think that it is impor­
tan t for students to read  the work of 
other students. In a sense, the student 
evaluation is less threatening. At the 
center, however, we are not evaluating. 
We merely make suggestions."

The most rewarding part of tutoring, 
according to Moore, is knowing that the 
student writer is leaving with a better 
product. “The best part is knowing that 
you’ve gotten through, that you’ve made 
a difference. It wasn’t due to the tutor’s 
instruction, but to the student’s discov­
ery,” she said.

Holy Cross freshman Maran Shaugh- 
nessy said, “I feel like the tutors really 
want to make me a better writer.”

Perhaps a visit or two to the Saint 
M ary’s College W riting  C en ter will 
enable fewer students to lose sleep over 
a thesis statement.

Rudy writes his rules of the game

He graduated third from the 
bottom of his high school class 
and went on to graduate from 
the University of Notre Dame 
and to make a 
m ovie abou t 
his quest for 
the gold. His 
gold, as all 
N otre Dame 
s t u d e n t s  
know, w as 
not found in 
the  form  of 
an  Olympic 
medal, nor was it in a pot of 
riches at the end of a rainbow, 
he was not even satisfied with 
having the gold on the golden 
dome as a s tu d en t at Notre 
Dame. His gold w as in the 
spray paint on a sweaty and 
tattered helmet he used when 
he w as a m em ber of the 
Fighting Irish football team.

In his book, “Rudy’s Rules”, 
author, motivational speaker,

and  N otre Dame g ra d u a te , 
Rudy Ruettiger offers advice to 
people who wish to excel in 
anything.

R u e ttig e r re c a lls  how he 
struggled doing odd jobs both 
before and after his graduation 
from Notre Dame in an effort to 
find a new dream after he al­
ready lived his dream  to play 
for the Irish.

R u e ttig e r w rite s  in a 
vernacular writing style for the 
common reader. He is not a 
Ph.D. and he has no visible 
d e s ire  to be one. “Rudy’s 
Rules” is probably not for the 
readers who are accustomed to 
critiquing Kant or Hume. It is 
not in the noteworthy style of 
Shakespeare or Chaucer. No 
Nobel prizes for literature are 
in Ruettiger's future.

But clearly, writing great lit­
eratu re is not the goal of the 
author. His goal as an author 
and motivational speaker is to 
teach people how to dream and 
how to realize dreams.

The words, discouragement,

encouragem ent, anger, suc­
cess, defeat, w inning, losing 
describe Rudy Ruettiger’s life. 
“Rudy’s Rules” is for the reader 
who has been told he could not 
do what he really wanted.

“Rudy’s Rules” is for anyone 
who is determined but discour­
aged  or big on h e a r t ,  bu t 
short-changed in God-given tal­
ent or potential. It is a book 
for anyone who has ever been 
laughed at for his dreams. In 
short, “Rudy’s Rules” is for the 
Rudys of the world. It is a book 
of how to surpass mediocrity 
and strive for greatness.

The language of Ruettiger’s 
book is simple and straightfor­
w ard . It p robab ly  will not 
sp a rk  m uch ph ilo soph ical 
debate or political discourse. 
Organized much like a step-by- 
step  process self-help book, 
“Rudy’s R u les” ch a llen g es  
readers to dream big to formu­
la te  goals and to p ersev ere  
until the goals are realized.

Ruettiger dispels the miscon­
ceptions th a t our politically

correct, Barney the Dinosaur- 
esque society holds regarding 
com petition and dedication. 
F requen tly  using the w ords 
“getting knocked on my butt” 
and “w ork ing  my b u tt o ff,” 
R u e ttig e r d esc rib es  sim ply 
what it took for him to achieve 
success and finally, happiness.

“W ell,” w rites Ruettiger, “I 
never claimed to be clever. I’m 
a simple guy. I’m not good at 
fancy ta lk  and  c h a r ts  and 
graphs. But I’ve achieved my 
dreams. And I’ve done it be­
cause I never thought of why it 
couldn’t happen. I’ve done it 
by being too dumb to make it 
complicated.” Anyone realizes 
the irony in this statem ent— 
clearly, Notre Dame does not 
graduate dummies.

Ruettiger writes how his blue 
collar background could have 
landed him a comfortable posi­
tion in society, as a mediocre 
worker in an average job, but 
he had  big dream s and was 
willing to tackle the big disap­
p o in tm en ts  to get w ha t he

wanted.
He writes, “ I got a job as the 

maintenance man at my con­
dominium project. I shoveled 
the snow in the winter and cut 
the grass in the summer. That 
w as my job. W hen the  call 
cam e to go to Hollywood to 
sign, I had $56 in my checking 
account. That was my entire 
fortune.” This former mainte­
nance man has spent time with 
the P re s id en t in the  W hite 
House, been asked to m ake 
coun tless speak ing  en g a g e­
m en ts , and  m ost c e rta in ly , 
seen his name in lights.

“Rudy’s R ules”, beginning  
with “Everyone can be anyone 
they want to be” painstakingly 
outlines the process whereby a 
dreamer can become a success 
story. Alluding to famous ath­
le tes  and A m erican h ero es , 
Ruettiger presents stories not 
un like  his own. “R udy’s 
Rules” is light, airplane litera­
ture which might just make you 
think about w here your gold 
lies.
